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A Community
Christmas

A city or town shows its true spirit
during the Christmas season. The
Christmas Pageant of Oakland, Clia-
fornia, was such a remarkable expression
of the fine spirit of enthusiasm and co-
operation that prevades the community
that it will serve as an example to other
towns.

Practically every organization, civic
body and national group in the city
took part, with the result that over three
thqusand people actually participated in
thig spectacular festival,

‘The pageant was given in the ‘muni-
cif auditorium and consisted of a
es of episodes, each directed and

from all ages, peoples and nations.
There was the Sphit of Christmas,
attended by one hundred tiny Christ-
mas fairles in silver and white, and
Father Christmas with one hundred boys
of snow from back of the north wind.
Then came Santa Claus in a huge Sleigh
driven by fifty Boy Scouts dressed as
reindeer with a pack filled with animated
toys, Christmas cards, Fruitand garlands.
Oakland florists furnished one hundred
Christmas trees trimmed by one hundred
members of the Daughters of the Revolu-
tion with toys donated by the Oakland
Elks.  These were distributed after the
pageant through the agency of the As-
sociatedd Charities. The Gils of 1861
presented a Civil War Christmae in the
quaint costume of that period. During
the scene the war workers packed hoxes
in exact replica of those sent to the front
during the war days, and these were
later sent to the Veterans' Home at
Yountville, California, thus carrying an
aftermath of material cheer to many who
