Although the Hydro-Electric Commis­
sion, according to a statement made in 
Toronto yesterday, has approved of the 
draft of Hamilton’s contract, the city is 
not in possession of the documents yet. 
The city officials are wondering if the 
commission has changed its mind about 
some of the things to which it agreed. It 
was intended that the power committee 
should meet this morning. As the con­
tract had not arrived, however, there 
was no use of calling a meeting. City 
Solicitor Waddell received a telephone 
message from Burlington to-day from 
Silicitor Lobb, who has been busy with 
right of way {natters between Burling­
ton and Oakville, saying he would ’phone 
or write from Toronto this afternoon.

The Board of Education officials have 
heard that the question of enlarging the 
Trolley Street School was being consid­
ered about the time the annexation 
question came up. They take this to 
mean that there will be a lot more 
crowding at the Stinson Street School, 
when the city has to take care of the 
pupils in the new section.

The committee rerising the water­
works by-law had another long session 
yesterday afternoon, but did not decide 
on any further changes. The general 
opinion is that as far as the committee 
will go is to recommend that the closet 
rates be reduced to $2 and, the bath 
rates to $1. This would be a dollar off 
each. Some of the aldermen, however, 
favor cutting off the closet rate entirely 
and leering the bath rate as it is.
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1 The city to-day received from the de­
partment at Ottawa copies of the cor­
respondence in connection with-the move 
to nave Albert Greathead deported. The 
officials say that the city’s side of the 
ease is not known at Ottawa, and Mayor 
McLaren has undertaken to set it forth 
very clearly in a letter, which will be 
forwarded to Superintendent Scott to­
day.

C Montrose Wright ana Bride 
May Soon Leave Calgary.

Had Hoped to Pursue Study of 
Lau> In Quietness.

Reporters Have Trailed Family 
Wherever They Went.

Shirking from the flaring white 
searchlight of publicity, (which through­
out the Kinrade mystery was focused 
on his wife, the sister of the murdered 
girl, Clair Montrose Wright, former di­
vinity student, and at present a law 
student in Calgary, may change his 
plans for the future as a result of the 
notoriety received through the story 
told in London by Edward Bedfort, 
whose confession that he is the slayer of 
Ethel Kinrade, is generally discredited.

So announces a despatch from the 
west. It says:

C. M. Wright, with his wife, formerly 
Miss Florence Kinrade, is thinking of 
leaving Calgary, owing to the notoriety 
they have received here through the 
confession of Bedfort yin London. To­
day Mr. Wright refused to permit re­
porters to see his wife. He said: 
“I have been bothered with scores of 
telegrams from papers and persons in 
all parts of Canada since Bedfort made 
his confession, but I have answered 
none of them. I came here hoping 
to find Calgary a place in which we 
could live quietly, and I could follow 
the practice of law, but I have been 
pestered to death since Bedfort made 
liis confession, and it became known 
that, my wife and 1 are here. We 
have not discussed the confession our­
selves. and you will have to be satis­
fied with the telegraphic despatches.”

Reporters have been a constant source 
of annoyance to Mr. Wright and his 
bride ever since the mnrder. They 
haunted the vicinity of the Kinrade 
home on Herkimer street for days after 
the shooting, seeking interviews. They 
trailed the family when it went to Tor­
onto brtere the ‘inquest, seeking seclu­
sion. When the coroner’s investigation 
was over and the Kinrades and Mont 
rose Wright slipped quietly away to try 
and live down the notoriety of the trag­
edy, they were discovered almost as 
soon as they landed in Montreal and 
were the cynosure of all eyes there. One 
paper, when it knew the family was 
there, assigned a dozen reporters to 
hunt them up. At Quebec, Vermont and 
all along the line reporters were looking 
for them. They got to Boston before 
they shook the newspaper sleuths off, 
and' that was the last officially known 
of the Kinrades until the announcement 
of the marriage at New York of Flor 
ence and Montrose Wright was made 
public some months ago.

Mr. and Mrs. Kinrade and the other 
members of the family returned to Ham­
ilton a few weeks ago and speculation 
was rife as to where Mr. Wright and 
his wife were until Bedfort told his 
story. It is doubtful if more than half 
a dozen people in Hamilton knew they 
were in Calgary.

PERHAPS A BOMB.
A Mysterious Explosion in on In- 

gerioll Berroom.

Ingersoll, Oct. 1.1^*-There were no 
developments to-day that would tend 
to solve the mystery in connection 
with the explosion at the Kirwin 
House last evening, which carried 
away part of the thumb and two fingers 
of the left hand of James A. Buchanan 
and seriously injured his right eye. At 
first it was thought that Mr. Buchanan 
had been injured by a “loaded" cigar, 
sometimes used as a practical joke. The 
cigar which Mr. Buchanan was about to 
light when the explosion occurred was 
picked up intact.

The finding of particles of thin 
brass, clinging to pieces of bone 
blown from Mr. Buchanan’s fingers, 
has strengthened the supposition that 
a bomb was thrown. If this was the 
case, the question arises, where did 
it come from? No one in the bar at 
the time saw anything out of the or­
dinary. The window near which Mr. 
Buchanan was tending was spattered 
with blood, and it was shattered as if 
struck by something solid.

Dr. Coleridge, who attended Mr. 
Buchanan, is of the opinion that a 
bomb caused the injuries. He Is also 
of the opinion that nitro-glycerine 
was the explosive used. The police are 
working on the case, and every effort 
will be made to probe it.

Spaaelli te Haag Next Meath For 
Harder of Chinese Waiter.

North Bay, Oct. 13.—The esse of 
Saul Gouin, charged with the murder 
of Carrie Russell, otherwise known aa 
Mary E. Smith, occupied the attention 
of the High Court all day before Judge 
Riddell. Twenty-two jurymen were ohsl- 
4enged before a panel was secured. The 
chief witness, Ethel Crawford, told the 
story of how on the 12th of November, 
1908, she was living in a shack near Co­
balt, where the prisoner came with a 
friend, ostensibly to see about some 
work needed In repairing the house. He 
left with his friend for Cobalt, afterward* 
returning home. Witness had mentioned 
having one hundred dollars m her pos­
session in the hearing of Gouin. She was 
ill in bed at the time and stated that 
shortly after Cion in returned to the 
house he attacked Carrie Russell, flie 
only other occupant, with an axe, af­
terwards turning hre attention to her, 
inflicting serious wound* on both wo­
men, aid persisting in the attack when 
they tried to escape. Witness was posi­
tive that there was no provocation what­
ever. Bleeding from many wounds and 
i* a fainting condition both women fin­
ally escaped from the shack and their 
assailant, and, meeting a man upon the 
road, were assisted to a house, where 
medical attention was secured, and Car­
rie Russell was removed to the Cobalt 
Hospital.

Ethel Crawford recovered, and Car­
rie Russell left, the hospital after some 
weeks, partially restored to health, and 
went to Toronto, where she was admit­
ted to the Refuge of the Good Shep 
herd, afterwards bring taken to. «T. 
Michael’s Hospital, where she died on 
Feb. 22 •* a result, in the opinion of the 
medical men. of blood poisoning, induced 
by the broken jaw and abscesses result

Gouin. the prisoner, was placed in the 
box and swore that the women tried to 
get money from him and threatened him 
with a revolver, the Crawford womsn 
saying that his head would be blown off 
if "he refused. He became frightened, 
and, finding the door locked and the 
kev gone, picked up sn axe to defend 
himaelf, striking Ethel Crawford, after 
which he remembered nothing more until 
he, found Himaelf on the road hack to 
Cobalt, where he .stayed two day* and 
then went, to work in a lumber campr 
going from there to North Bay Hos­
pital, being taken HI. After his dis­
charge from the hospital he was ar­
rested.

The jury, after being out two hours, 
reported disagreement, ten standing 
for acquittai, one for mamdaughter 
and one for murder. They were dis­
charged. the esae being traversed tq the 
next Assizes for a new trial.

Sentence of death was pronounced 
upon Sam Spanelli, the Italian, who 
stabbed the young Chinese to death in 
a Haileybury restaurant, the execution 
to take place at North Bay on Nov. 26 
next.

SIX MEN PERISH.

VESSEL DASHED ASHORE ON 
PELEE ISLAND.

Fire Drove Eight to Boat—Took 
Chance of Death by Drowning— 
Boat Capsized and Captain and 
Five Sailors Met Death.

Windsor, Ont., Oct. 13. — In the 
destruction of the steamer George 
Stone, of Cleveland, which went 
ashore at Point Pelee, Ont., in Lake 
Erie, early this morning, and the 
loss of six of her crew, was enacted 
dne of the most thrilling marine tra­
gedies in the history of Lake Erie.

Believing that rescue could not pos­
sibly reach them in time, and with 
their ill-fated craft pounding out her 
heart on the jagged reef, and fire 
spreading over the vessel, Capt. Payne 
Howell and seven of his crew entered 
the ship’s yawl and were swept out 
into a literal maelstrom a moment 
later. Before she had gone more 
than a hundred yards the yawl cap­
sized, and six of the occupants were 
swept into eternity. The other two 
were picked up by the life-saving 
crew from Bar Point in sn almost 
unconscious condition an hour later. 
The dead are:

ALEXANDER STEWART, second 
engineer, Cleveland.

PAUL HOWELL, captain, Erie, Pa.
JAMES DALEY, sailor, residence 

unknown.
WILLIAM FREDERICKS, oiler, 

Cleveland.
TWO SAILORS, names unknown.
Bound to a Lake Superior port with 

a cargo of coal, the George Stone left 
Ashtabula Monday night, and short­
ly afterwards she ran into a heavy 
northeast gale. All went well, bow­
er, until shortly before midnight 
Tuesday, when the Stone began to 
labor heavily in the high seas then 
running. To make matters worse, a 
thick enow set in, which caused the 
helmsman to lose his bearings. The 
light on Grubb Reef was almost ob­
scured, and before Capt. Howell had 
a suspicion of the dangerous position 
his ship was in ahe grounded heavy.

The lighthouse keeper at Grubb 
Reef was the only human being in 
eight of the wreck. Over the private 
Government telephone line from his 
station to Leamington, Ont., and 
thence to Amherstburg, he flashed 
the news and the wrecking tug 
Hackett was rushed to the scene. 
With the gale dead against her, the 
staunch Hackett battled fiercely for

Synopsis of Canadian Nortn- 
weet Land Regulations.

ANY person who in the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 11 years old. may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the,Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the district, Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and. 
cultivation of the land In each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres, 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, eon, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-sootlon 
alongside his homestead. Price |3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may taka a purchased homestead In certain 
districts. 7 Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

GHOST STORY.
A Suit Breagbt Against the Toroato 

World.

Toronto, Oct. 14.—Whether real or im­
aginary, ghosts have the power, in the 
minds of some people, to depreciate the 
value of property is a question that the 
court has been asked to decide. Because 
the Toronto World published, about a 
year ago, a ghost story in connection 
with'a house on Pape avenue, Mr. Mark 
Maynard, builder, is bringing suit for 
unstated damages to his property 
against that newspaper. The plaintiff 
stated yesterday in the witness box of 
the Jury Assizes, before Mr. Justice 
Britton, that as a result of the publica­
tion the value of his property had de­
preciated, and that he had been unable 
to sell it. Crowds of people had visited 
his place out of pure curiosity after hav­
ing read the story, and he had la-en un­
able to keep them off his premises. His 
wife had in consequence suffered much 
in health. The story that was published 
was absolutely false.

The defence argued that the article in 
question was a purely imaginary and 
fictitious story, written solely for the 
purpose of amusing and edifying the 
readers of the World, with no intention 
of injuring any property whatever. The 
story was in effect that the house was 
haunted.

Evidence was taken, and the addresses 
of the counsels to the jury were deliver­
ed yesterday, but the case was adjourn 
ed till this morning, when the Judge will 
give his charge.

A BANDIT’S SUICIDE.
Mu Robbed Reek, Thei Shot 

Himself Wbes Cornered.

Chicago, Oct. 13.—One bandit killed 
himself by shooting in order to avoid 
capture to-day after robbing the bank 
of S. D. H. Erskine A Company, in 
Highland Park, and another was captur­
ed after an exciting chase by scores of 
men, who fired revolvers at him repeat 
edly. Many shots were exchanged be 
tween the two bandits and the police.

The bandits drove up to the bank 
iu an automobile. One of them re­
mained in the car while the other 
entered the bank. As he stepped 
through the door the robber drew two 
revolvers, and, advancing to the cash­
ier's desk, ordered everybody in the 

place to hold up their hands.
Joseph Richards, the paying teller, 

was the first to comply with the order. 
J. C. Duffy, the cashier, and Miss Nellie 
Fitzgerald, bookkeeper, followed suit. 
"Now. don't any one of you move, or 
I’ll blow your heads off,” ordered the 
robber. * "Give me all the money you 
have,” was his order to Richards. Rich­
ards explained that most of the funds 
had been placed in tl)è vault and that 
the door of the vault -had been locked. 
He pushed out a sum of money that lay 
on his desk.

Instantly the bandit seized it and 
turned and backed into the street, keep­
ing all three covered with his revolvers. 
He sprang into the automobile and his 
confederate immediately started the 
machine off at full speed. An alarm 
had been sent to the police by some 
customers who had witnessed the rob-

A dozen armed citizens and policemen 
ran up to the bank just after the auto 
started away. The pursuers fired many 
shots at the robbers and their fire was 
returned. One of the men finally threw 
up his hands and surrendered.

His more desperate companion, how­
ever, continued his flight until he saw 
escape was hopeless. Then he placed a 
revolver to his head and shot himself, 
dying instantly.

DIVORCE GRANTED.
J. M. Barrie, the Novelist, Wise 

Hit Sait For Freedom.

London, Oct. 13.—.James M. Barrie, 
the novelist and playwright, was to­
day granted a divorce from his wife, 
formerly Mary Ansell, the actress, 
on the grounds of the latter’s miscon­
duct with Gilbert Caiman, a young au­
thor. The suit was not defended.

The plaintiff said that the matter 
first came to his ears from the ser­
vants, and that when the accusations 
were made known to his wife she 
admitted their truth.

j ONTARIO POUCE
Inspector Regers Named as Officer 

ia Charge.

Other Ceitral Appointments An­
nounced by Gsrernmsat.

Superintendent of Provincial Police- 
Inspector Joseph E. Rogers.

Senior Inspector of Criminal Investi­
gation—Inspector Wm. Greer.

Inspector for the Northern Division- 
Chief George Cold beck, of Cobalt.

Inspector for the Southern Division- 
Chief Wm. H. Mains.

Toronto, Oct. 14.—The foregoing ap­
pointments in connection with the reor­
ganization and consolidation of the Pro­
vincial police force, upon which the Gov­
ernment has been engaged for some 
time, were officially announced yester­
day. In making the announcement, Hon. 
J. J. Foy, the Attorney-General, said it 
was the desire to install some system­
atic method in the administration of 
justice throughout the Province, oper­
ated from a central and judicial author­
ity.

“At present,” the Minister said, “the 
member for the riding undertakes to 
say when a policeman is necessary. This 
is neither right nor wise, and it is pro­
posed to put the work on a business­
like basis. At the present time the de­
partment is deluged with application* 
for policemen. The new force will do 
work for all the departments of Gov­
ernment. The members will co-operate 
in the enforcement of the license and 
game laws.”

Inspector J. E. Rogers, the new head 
of the force, was appointed to the ser­
vice of the Province by Sir Oliver 
Mowat, the then Attorney-General and 
Premier, in 1884. He was a retired cap­
tain of the 35th battalion. During his 
long period of service he has dealt with 
many big cases and is deemed an expert 
on extradition. Among the celebrated 
eases of which he had charge were the 
conviction of “Clutch” Donohue, interna­
tional crook, at Fort Erie; the capture 
of the Sarnia dynamiters ; the Day mur­
der at Niagara: the Smith’s Falls and 
Melancthon fire bugs; the Brighton and 
Lambton counterfeiters, and the Tilbury 
murder. He has also been instrumental 
in securing acts for licensing and con­
trolling circuses, prohibiting gambling 
on fair grounds, regulating travelling 
shows, the enforcement of the act re­
specting Provincial coroners at fire in­
quest*, the act respecting moving picture 
shows, and private detectives, and inau­
gurating the system of raiding tramps 
throughout the Province. Mr. Rogers 
enters upon his new dtuies forthwith.

The organization of the new force fol­
lows in detail the lines foreshadowed 
some months ago. The force is sub­
divided into inspectors of criminal in­
vestigation, who will be the central offi­
cers for detective work ; the divisional 
inspectors, who will have charge of all 
constables in their respective divisions, 
and the constables will be uniformed. All 
the officers will be salaried and be on 
duty at all times. No member of the 
force will lie permitted to accept any 
fees from cases upon which they are 
engaged.

Obstacles is Western Eafartnce te

Toronto, Oct. 14.—Skippers of small 
craft entering Toronto harbor after dark 
by the new western channel ans warned 
to keep dear of the western end of the 
south pier, which extends about 700 feet 
from the sandbar and which is protected 
by a white light. This channel, being 
under construction, is not open for nav­
igation and skippers using it do so at 
their own risk. There are some obstruc­
tions in this channel, and it is safer to 
use the old Queen’s wharf channel, par­
ticularly at night time, cloeelv observ­
ing the range lights.

issue anywhere. It is a principle upon 
which public opinion is in a formative 
state. It is one upon which there is 
a wide divergence of views. It is one

- upon which we all wish to have as 
i much light as possible, and surely it

would be a most absurd thing if a 
roan, who has spent a long life in the 
consideration of economic questions, 
may not give his views upon them to 
the world. To lay down any such rule 
'might, be to deprive the community of 

;jtouch that might be of value. A lieu- 
i tenant-governor is something more 

than an official stamp and a social 
figure head. We fancy that, if we 
could get at the truth’ we would find 
that they all advise their ministers 
fVeely, while of course accepting the 
advice tendered them, even though they 
may not be fully satisfied of its wis’- 
dom. A provincial Premier, since de­
ceased, said of the lieutenant-governor 
of his province that he found his coun­
sel of the greatest value. He said that 
he would frequently sit down with him 
and discuss matters of public policy, 
and that he frequently yielded his views 
to those of the governor. That is as it 
ought to be.

The^ Colonist s view is not an unrea­
sonable one ; but it is hope less to ex­
pect the junior local Tory organ to 
•dopt it. It's attacks upon Lieutenant- 
Governor Gibson were not prompted by 
enthusiasm for any broad principle. "The 
impelling motive of the attack was more 
personal than otherwise, and the desire, 
to appear active in serving the inter­
ests of the clique to whose ends it is 

» devoted, venders it unnecessary to seek 
further justification for its erratic 
course. Had Lieutenant-Governor Gib­
bon’s speech been one prepared by Billy 
Maclean lauding Government ownership 
and declaring for it as an essential ar­
ticle of political faith, we should have 
heard no complaints, either from Hamil­
ton Herald or Toronto World.

PRINCIPLE AND PRACTICE.
At the dinner of the Chaml>er of Com­

merce of Sheffield. ‘ Eng.. Judge Gary,
< the bend of the United States Steel 
\ Trust, made the avowal that he had “no

objection to free trade, provided all 
' countries adopted it, but it was not. fair 

that industry should he protected in 
j one country and not in another.” He be­

lieved in “reciprocal relations l>etween 
all the countries of the world.” In mak-

< ilig this statement Judge Gary acknowl­
edges the essential soundness of the

- principles of freedom of trade, and the 
’'•uiiKoundness of the policy of protection. 
Of course, Judge Gary must lie under­
stood as dealing only with the questions 
fu the abstract. To him, the situation is 
much like that of international arma­
ments; useless and ruinous, but difficult 
to get rid of because no nation wishes to 
be the first to begin. But, as a matter 
.of fact, the analogy is Very far from be­
ing complete. With regard, to the arma­
ment evil, a single nation, disarming 
without regard to the policy of other 
and perhaps hostile ‘ nations, might, it 
aiay be conceded, place itself in a disad­
vantageous and perilous position. It is 
quite different with the matter of fiscal 
policy. The nation which renounces the 
fatuous policy of building walls against 

..trade with other nations and shapes its 
tariff according to its revenue require­
ments and the needs of its own people, 
not seeking to repell, but rather invit­
ing the trade of the world, places itself 
iii a position of great advantage over 
those nations which treat trade and com 

as an evil to be fought. But, 
we to accept the theory which 

Judge Gary holds, that it is “not fair 
that industry should be protected in one 
country and not in another,” it would 
but strengthen the argument in favor of 
Judge Gary taking the lead in action 
to remedy the ffvil which he so frankly 

The unsoundnèss of Judge 
*s position leads the New York 

of Commerce to remark :
I what is attributed

as fast and as far as it can be accom- 
plislied. There is no country so favora­
bly situated for taking the lead in such 
a policy as the United States; nor is 
there any section of the world where 
free trade is practised more profitably 
than within its borders, and yet we 
have just adopted a new tariff, or made 
a revision of an old one, which faces in 
the opposite direction and threatens the 
commercial peace of the world as it has 
not been menaced before since protec­
tive tariffs were first adopted. And 
Judge Gary is on record as favoring 
that, same tariff revision and commend­
ing it since it was adopted. It is in 
direct hostility to “reciprocal relations 
between all the countries of the world.”-

Judge Gary, chairman of the greatest 
of the many “Trusts’ which the United 
States high tariff has created to prey 
upon its people, appears to “believe” in 
principles which are not open to serious 
objections on grounds of sound economy, 
eqiiity and morality. The misfortune is 
that while acknowledging the soundness 
of these principles as a matter of belief, 
he seems to he disinclined to makç/any 
move toward bringing his practices into 
lmtmonv therewith.

A GRAVE WRONG.
The complaint voiced in a letter pub­

lished in another column that a man 
lacking the legal qualifications has been 
appointed engineer of^ the Normal School, 
where more than 200 young teachers are 
in training, is a very serious one. and 
one that should be looked into. We 
take it that the law was intended to 
be observed, and that it was passed in 
the interest of security to life and pro­
perty. Surely the ease of a school like 
this is one in which safety should lie 
made the first desideratum.. Our cor­
respondent states that many qualified 
men were applicants; among them were 
ma-uy Tory workers. Surely, it ought 
to have been possible for the Tory 
bosses to have selected a man whose 
qualifications came up to the standard 
which the Government- insists shall be 
possessed by those in charge of private 
plants. This is a matter to which the 
Stationary Engineers’ Society should 
give some attention. One thing, at 
least, is very clear. If there is a call at all 
for requiring certificates guaranteeing 
training and experience of their holders 
before they are allowed to operate a 
steam plantT'owing to the importance of 
securing safety to life and property— 
and the Government by its legislation 
says there is—then the appointment of 
a man lacking these qualification* in the 
case of the Normal School is exceedingly 
improper. And this without reference 
to the wrong done to the qualified en­
gineers.

THE NORMAL SCHOOL

Should an Unqualified Person be 
Engineer ?

To the Editor of the Times :
Dear Sir,—Some three or four weeks 

ago the engineer of the Normal School 
died. A few days after an announcement 
was made in the Herald that the princi­
pal of the Normal School had appointed 
a son of the deceased as engineer of the 
school. During the past few days a meet­
ing of a few of the faithful was held 
and presided over by President Milne, 
and during the discussion over this mat­
ter Mr. Milne said that owing to the 
appointment having been commented on 
by the Deptity Minister of Education 
for having the brass all shining and 
the dust all cleaned up, it would not 
be wise to interfere with this appoint­
ment as it suited the ward four boss and 
a certain other busy Tory to have the 
Deputy Minister make this appointment 
temporary pending further advice.

No, Mr. Editor, what I complaii of 
is this, the law passed by the Whitnev 
Government and put in force by them 
last year, says a man must have an en­
gineer’s certificate before he can be left 
iu charge of boilers suppling 50 h. p. 
and over. Now, here is a man, a com­
mon laborer, who helped his father for 
two or three months last winter during 
the cold weather, with no other practical 
experience whatever with boilers, has 
been appointed engineer at the new 
Normal School where two boilers, cap­
able of generating 60 to 70 h.p., and 
other expensive machinery, costing 25 
or 30 thousand dollars, why ? Because 
he is the son of the deceased.

Now, Mr. Editor, the Whitney Gov­
ernment says to Mr, John Milne and 
other owners of factories that you can’t 
put a man like this in charge of your 
boilers, he is dangerous ; he lias not 
had practical experience of two years 
and over. Yet Mr. Milne says he is all 
right to look after boilers at the Normal 
School, where bver 200 teachers are 
studying. They don’t want practical 
protection, Mo they, Mr. Milne? Now, 
Mr. Member for West Hamilton, don’t 
you think it is time for you to interfere 
for the safety of these students and fol­
low out the laws you helped to make, 
and give us all a good, honest square 
deal in the matter? There were several 
good, practical men, and men that work­
ed hard for your election last summer, 
applicants for this position, who held 
all the necessary certificates. Why are 
they treated thus? Thanking you, Mr.

i She was brought here from Balti- 
; more, and most emphatically denied 
' that s-hs was ever m intimate terms 

with Sir Frederick, or had ever re- 
: ceived him at her apartments or else­

where. He in no wise assisted her 
f financially, aud she denied everything 

that had been imputed against her. 
Mias Chalefour’s entry into court pro- 

I duced quite a flurry, and her presence 
| was unexpected l»y the defence, as 

they had no intimation of her being 
1 in town. Mies Ohaiefour, however,
[ was the central figure in a sensational 

incident before she left the stand, and 
she startled both the Judge and jury 
by tearing up a photo of herself whey 
it was handed to her for identifica­
tion. She sent the fragments of card­
board flying through the court and 
cast a look of scorn upon Mr. Ritchie, 
who had been cross-examining her some­
what severely.

It was a case of daughter against 
mother, and the enmity shown was 
very great. Mis» (halefour is a 
daughter of Mrs. Allison, the star wit­
ness for the defence, bv her first hus­
band.

I CARRUTHERS LOST HIS OFFICE.

MRS. ALLISON S STORY.

: • boarding-house for seven years. Mem 
bars of Parliament generally boarded 
With me, among whom were Senator 
Howland, Hon. A. R. Dickey, and Messrs. 
Beohard, Barthier, Forbes, and Dr. Bor­
den, M. F. Dr. Borden came there dur­
ing the sessions of 1894, 1895 and 1896. 
With the exception of one year, 1 have 
been in the employ of the Government 
since 1867. My first husband's name was 
James Ohaiefour. 1 had two children 
•by him, Hester -M., a daughter, and 
Ernest, a son. Hester was living with 
me. She left home on June 8, 1896, and 
went to Montreal. The general Domin 
ion elections were held on June 23, 1896. 
Dr. Borden came back on the night of 
the celebration to Sir Wilfrid Laurier in 
Ottawa. about two weeks after the elec 
tion. Dr. Borden went to Montreal near­
ly every week. A cab called at my house 
on the last Saturday in August, 1896. 
Dr. Borden was getting ready to go to

Asked why she had left her home, she 
said that it was due to the violent tem­
per of her mother : twenty years pre­
vious—she is now 40—she also left her 
home because she could not get along 
with her mother. The conditions were 
such that she was obliged to leave her 
home.

Health of the Inmates Has Been 
Very Good

And the Past Year One 
Satisfactory Progress.

of

At the annual meeting of the Home of 
the Friendless' and Infants’ Home yes­
terday a large number of the members 
attended and all of the reports present­
ed showed a year of excellent work. 
Mrs. Evans presided and after the meet­
ing had been opened by Archdeacon For- 
neret called upon the secretary, Mrs. J. 
D. Ferguson, to-read her report. She 
stated that the Home of the Friendless 
had reached its fourtieth year, and long 
experience and hard-earned discretion 
had produced the prosperous year just 
closed. During the year the friends of 
the Home had been very kind, and none 
more so than the medical staff, Doctors 
O’Reilly, Wickins, Carter, Dickson and 
Bauer. The general health of the Home 
was good, which was because of the close 
scrutiny by the doctors, before allowing 
admissions, the use of the new detention 
rooms and the unhemitting vigilance of 
the matrons. The clean milk supplied 
through the milk commission was of 
great help to the infants in the Home. 
During the past year 35 women, 48 boys 
and 39 girls. 112 in all. were cared for. 
Nine infants died during the year. The 
need of some suitable place for some of 
the feeble-minded inmates was felt.

The treasurer’s report, which was sub­
mitted by Mrs. Vallance, showed the re­
ceipts from various sources, including 
the balance of $410.99. to have amounted 
to $4,348.54. and the disbursements 
amounted to $4,309.69, leaving a balance 
of $38.85.

Mr. Adam Brown, in moving that the 
reports be adopted, said the work of the 
Home Was very worthy, and although 
there were many charitable institutions 
in the city, the Home of the Friendless 
was among the best.

Mr. A. Turner seconded the adoption 
of the reports.

Dr. O’Reilly and Dr. Wickins, mem 
hers of the Medical Committee, gave 
short addresses, in which they explained 
the consistent campaign that had been 
carried on to keep the institution free 
from disease, and the results showed 
how successful their efforts had been. 
Thev also complimented the institution 
on the success in other branches during 
the year and expressed themselves pleas­
ed that the financial report showed a 
balance to start the work of the year.

AEROPLANES SEIZED
For Alleged Infringement of the 

Wright Patents.

Paris, Oct. 13.—The Compagnie Gen­
erale de Navigation Aérienne, which 
controls the patents of the Wright 
brothers so far as their exploitation in 
France is concerned, to-day caused a 
theoretical seizure to be effected of 
practically every biplane on exhibition 
%t the aeronautic salon now in session 
oere on the ground that certain details 
of their construction were infringements 
of the Wright patents.

The seizure, which is known as 
‘saisie descriptive,” does not involve the 

physical possession of the aeroplanes in 
question or a restriction on their manu­
facture or sale, but is more in the 
nature of a formal notification that cer­
tain of their characteristic parts are 
considered patent infringements for 
which damages will be sought.

The particular detail of construction 
upon which the claim of infringement is 
based is described as “any appliance 
used to vary the wind’s resistance on 
one side or the other as modified by a 
vertical rudder.”

Over the Execution of Prof. Ferrer 
at Barcelona.

King Alfonso’s Life Threatened 
Becanse of Execution.

Ferrer Went Bravely to Death— 
His Daughter’s Pinch.

Barcelona, Oet> 13.—Professor Fran­
cisco Ferrer, the Spanish educator and 
convicted revolutionist, was shot to-day 
at the fortress of Mont Juieh. where 
he had been confined since his condem­
nation by court martial. He faced the 
firing squad without flinching and fell 
dead at the first volley. Ferrer, except 
for a momentary expression of emotion 
immediately preceding his death, retain­
ed his composure to the last. HU attor­
ney. K. M. Maleeran, who had defended 
the prisoner, had secured permission for 
a brief talk with the revolutionist before 
the latter was led to the ditch where he 
was to die.

To his attorney Ferrer spoke feelingly 
of the work for which he had sacrificed 
his life and of the future of his daughter.

Yesterday a mob of twenty thousand

Orangeville, Oct. 13.—The case of Rob­
ert Kannawin, plaintiff, against W. J.

He 
read them and returned them. More 
came. Finally he collected them all 
and kept them. He had tried to reason 
with his wife, had gone to Welland with 
her to get a job, to be away from Or­
angeville, but his wife did not want to 
go away. Once he saw Corbett drive np 
to the back door and take Mrs. Kanna­
win for a drive. He, with Mr. Holden, 
had found Corbett and Mrs. Kannawin 
in the grand stand at Idlewild Park one 
night last February. Witness had struck 
at Corbett and jumped on him, and had 
his wrist bitten. Mrs. Kannawin told 
him not to hurt “poor Billy.” Witness 
afterwards ordered his wife from the 
house, bat she replied that Corbett was 
not ready to take her, and that she 
would go when ready.

Witness saw his wife in Toronto last 
September, and went to an amusement 
resort with her. She wanted him to 
settle the suit, saying she thought Cor­
bett would pay $2,000.

When the hour of his 
execution arrived, he walked bravely 
through the prison yard to the ditch in 
the shadow of the encircling wall. With­
out a quiver he faced the twelve infant­
rymen. who, at the word of command, 
fired a single shot. When the report 
of the voley had died away, Ferrer 
was dead upon the ground. Previous 
to the execution, precautions had been 
taken to forestall a possible attempt 
at rescue by doubling the sentinels upon 
the walls of the fortress.

A FARCICAL TRIAL
Spanish liberals, not including the Ter­

rorists, but the most moderate wing, are 
preparing a proclamation to-day inform­
ing the country that all the evidence 
against Ferrer, on which the court-mar­
tial found him guilty, consisted of for­
geries by the police. There was no evi­
dence against Ferrer that would not have 
been acceptable in an ordinary court, the 
proclamation says.

Socialists throughout France and a 
host of other friends and admirers had 
hoped to the last that King Alfonso would? 
commute the death sentence, in view 
of the grave consequences that are likdy 
to follow the execution.

Not the least of these is the likHv- 
hood that attempts will he made on 
the life of the Spanish King, as re­
volutionists throughout all of Spain 
have vowed to be revenged on the 
King.

Tliis editorial expression in to-day’s 
London News indicates the intense In­
terest that Britain feels in the fate of 
Ferrer. The Government makes no 
attempt to conceal its fear that the 
execution of Ferrer will precipitate a 
Spanish revolution, and dark hints are 
heard that the trouble will not be con­
fined to Spain alone.

The outcry that went up all over 
Europe against the execution of Fer­
rer was not confined to the Radicals. 
It came from high circles as well as 
low, and was voieed by Ob—witfon 
in official positions, as well as by the 
mobs of revolutionary ieadendes.

Paris, Oct. 13.—Wild scenes of tumult 
to-night followed a day of excitement in 
Paris following the announcement that 
Professor Francisco Ferrer had been 
shot to death in Barcelona in fulfillrment 
of the decree of the court-martial that 
fourni him guiltv of inciting the recent 
revolt against tiie Spanish Government. 
As t lie day progressed the fury of the 
socialistic dement was encouraged by 
the news that similar demonstrations 
had taken place in Rome ami Brussels, 
in protest against the execution of the 
Spanish revolutionary. For several 
hours to-night Paris had vivid remind­
ers of its old days of turmoil and mob 
rule.

At least 2U0,00V persons made an 
attempted attack on the Spanish Em­
bassy. The police and soldiers had to 

j resort to the use of their swords. A 
loiter fired point blank at M. Lepine. 
Prefect of Police, killing -Sergeant De 
Ville immediately behind him. An­
other rioter was severely wounded by a 
sabre thrust. Among other wild antics 
of the uiob, was the overturning and 
burning of motor busses and the open­
ing of fire plugs, in order to drench the 
police.

DEAD ON GRAVE, j Free Superfluous

Friday afternoon revealed the fact that 
death was due to acute pneumonia. On ]

Toronto went to the cemetery to see the 
graves of* some relatives. The visitors 
were startled to find a man lying on 
one of the graves apparently dead. The 
police were notified and a doctor called. 
When the latter arrived he said the man 
had been dead for some time.

Investigation led to the identification 
of decasd as John Watson, a man 
about sixty years of age. who had been 
employed in the woollen mills for a few 
days, but who left on Thursday, ex­
plaining that he was unwell. He was 
not seen on Friday after breakfast until 
the body was found as stated.

Watson, who was employed in and 
around Malvern and Agincourt for the 
last twenty years or so, said he came 
from Aberdeen, Scotland, but beyond 
this he never talked much about him­
self or his relatives. He hardly ever 
wrote a letter, and was never known to 
receive one, but curiously enough a 
letter arrived to-day from Scotland for 
him, and this letter will be opened by 
the coroner at the inquest.

Trenton, N. J., Oct. 13.—Fourteen- 
year-old Elizabeth Seabright, who risked 
her life to gain possession of a black 
pearl rosary, was held in $100 bail to 
answer to the charge of grand larceny 
before the Mercer County grand jury.

The exploit was carried out in the 
true burglar style.. The girl desired the 
rosary, which she had seen in the house 
next to her own. No thought of the 
tenth commandment entered her mind. 
It was easy to step from the second- 
storey window of her bedroom to the 
roof common to the additions of both 
houses.

Once on the roof, she stealthily cross­
ed it and pried open the window of the 
neighbor. In that room was the coveted 
rosary. Its black pearls beckoned her. 
She went into the room occupied by an 
aged person and took the emblem of re­
ligion. The prayers which had been said 
over the beads did not stop her. She 
quietly made her way back to her own 
room, but was seen, and those eyes were 
the means of her undoing.

OWNERS OF LONDON
187 Persans and Organizations Own 

60 Sqnare Miles.

London, Oct. 12.—The London County 
Council has spent a decade in preparing 
a ground plan of London, showing the 
owners of the land. This is nearly com­
pleted. It shows that 34,600 landlords 
own land covering 113 square miles, 
these being mostly single house owners. 
Sixty square miles are owned by 187 
persons, organizations and corporations. 
One-third of this area belongs to the 
Crown, the eccelesiastical commissioners, 
the County Council and the city corpora­
tion. It is estimated that the present 
\ alue of the land on which London is 
built is $3,000,000.000, which will be in­
creased to $3,175.000.000 by 1930.

the Detroit-Pittsburg series with breath­
less interest.

“Fixed !" “Framed up!" “playing as 
many games as possible so as to get all 
the money that's going." That's what 
he says, with a knowing wink that 
makes the man who believes in the 
honesty of baseball long to take a punch 
at the proboscis of the wise guy. whose 
ready cynicism makes one very doubt 
ful as to his own code of morals.

He is not worth wasting space on, 
but for the benefit of those who may 
lie deceived by his twaddle, a couple 
of brief arguments will go to disprove 
his claim.

Let us look at it first from the fin­
ancial standpoint.

THE FINANCIAL ARGUMENT.
The ball players on the two teams 

share only in the receipts of the first 
four games. Seventy-five per cent, of 
the total receipts in these four games 
is divided between the two teams in the 
proportion of 60 and 40 per cent. The 
receipts of the remaining games of a 
series, if any are necessary, are divid­
ed between the club owners and the 
National Commission. It is estimated 
that the amount to be divided between 
the two teams will be iu the neigh­
borhood of $66.000.

This means that the players' winning 
club will receive about $39.600. and the 
losers about $26.400. Allowing 18 play­
ers to each team, the members of the 
winning team will each receive $2,200 
and the losers each $1,466.

Iu the first place, since the players 
share only in the receipts of the first 
four games, there is no object for them 
to prolong the series beyond four games, 
and take the risk of receiving per­
manent injury which would deprive 
them of their livelihood.

Again, it is self-evident that uo team 
would consent to allowing $800 per man 
to depend on the result of one gam 
which would necessarily have to be 
the only honest game of the series.

Even supposing that one team ia 
admittedly stronger than the other, 
and it agreed to drop two games, what 
is to hinder the other team giving 
them the double cross on the remain­
ing games? Weaker teams often win 
in baseball, and crooks have no con-

Who would agree to make up to the 
players of the team that agreed to 
lose the series for the $13.300 they 
agreed to lose by losing the series?

But the wise gny will tell yon that 
they agree to pool the total. What 
object would there be in any such 
agreement ? The players of one team 
could make $800 apieoe more by win­
ning, and they are not likely to lose 
sight of that fact. Another thing that 
would prevent anything of the pool na­
ture is that( the number of players on 
the two teams is not the same. Follow 
that out to its logical conclusion.

A GIGANTIC CONSPIRACY.
Now, just think of all the people 

that would have to lie in the know, 
and who would have to keep their 
mouths closed tight about it, in order 
that the gullible thousands off ball 
fans would pay down their hard- 
earned dollars to see a series off fake 
ball games. Here is a little list :

The thirty-six or more players on 
both teams.

The club owners and director*.
The National Baseball Ucmmunsion. 

whose business it is to look after the 
welfare of the spoil, and to guard it 
from the least suspicion of dishonest v.

The hundreds of sporting writer* 
from all over the count ly who attend 
the games, and upon whose urtirfles in 
newspapers and attendance upon the 
games so largely depends. Suppose 
that there was one honest newspaper 
man. and we hope there are more than 
that, he would consider it his -duly ti* 
expose the gigantic fraud to the public, 
and then it would be all off with the 
attendance. Then there are the thous­
ands of fans who attend the games, 
who would have to be fooled. 31 is un­
thinkable that trickery could util be -de­
tected.

And perhaps the amount and -daiee- 
tkm of the betting wouldn't he an in­
dication ! Just think that out .

Farmers Expected to Sacrifice 
Lands For Toronto.

Toronto, Oct. 14.—“Would not they 
appear very selfish not to allow their 
farm* to be used to provide cheap power 
tor the. manufacturers in Toronto!” in­
quired Mr. Justice Latchford yesterday 
of Mr. W. M. German, K. C., M. P., of 
Welland, on the latter’s remark that 
the men employed in the erection of 
the Hydro-Electric power line were “not 
working in the vicinity because thé 
farmers would not let them work.” Mr. 
German said the farmers were using 
pitchforks and other violent means to 
prevent them working. “The workmen 
are summoned before the magistrate, 
and they simply appear and plead guilty 
to trespass and pay the penalty ; that 
is all there is about it. They don't «ay 
they have any legal right to come on 
the" lands.” said Mr. German, and after 
his lordship's question as to that ap­
pearing selfish conduct on the part of 
the farmers he said that the proper way 
would be for the commission to buy a 
strip of a man's land for a right-of-way 
for the line.

Mr. German moved to continue the in­
junction obtained by Louisa Jane Felker. 
wife of John Felker. of the township of 
Gainsborough. Lincoln county, against 
the F. H. McGuigan Construction Com­
pany. of Toronto, and C. L. Demuralt & 
Co., sub contractors, restraining them 
from coming on her land, erecting poles, 
towers, etc., but as the motion was re 
fumable at. 11 o’clock yesterday, and it 
was about 10.30 when the matter was 
mentioned, and no one appeared in op 
position, his lordship thought it not 
proper to proceed with the hearing of 
the motion, which, he said, would surely 
be contested. Tie therefore enlarged the 
motion until Monday, notice to be served 
on the %oVcitors for the defendants, and 
continued the injunction meantime. 
Coat* of the enlargement to be disposed 
of then. Mr. D. F. Thomson. K. C.. how­
ever. appeared at 11 o’clock, and by 
arrangement with the judge the enlarge­
ment was changed to 1 o'clock yester­
day.

On the motion coming up at the later 
hour it was enlarged for two weeks, and 
the injunction continued in the mean­
time. The Niagara & Ontario Const ruc­
tion Company were added as defendants. 
Mr. Thomson stating that McGuigan had 
let. the work in that vicinity to them as 
sub-contractors.

The Re-ergaaiied Department Will 

Cost More Meaey.

Babes That Each Constable Will 
Have to Perferm.

(Special Despatch to the Times.) 
Toronto, Ont., Oct. 14-Following the 

announcement of the plan of police reor­
ganization in Ontario, a definite course 
of procedure will at once be given by 
th.-t department. To just what degree 
the reorganization can be carried on will 
of course depend on the amount of 
money which the Government is prepar­
ed to spend. At present the force is 
costing about $40.000 a year, with very 
poor results, and it is felt that this am­
ount will have to be largely increased 
before the force will become thoroughly 
effective. It is the desire of the de­
partment to have at least one, and if 
possible two thoroughly competent men 
in each county of both old and new 
Ontario. Every constable will be pro 
vided with a large diary and a cash 
book. His movement every day must 
he recorded in this diary, together with 
a record of all expenditures and a copy 
of these mailed to the department at 
the end of each week. When a detective 
is sent out from headquarters on a case 
lie will be required to send a report 
every day.

The Deaufe Done—Martial Law 
Still ia Force.

Key West. Fla., Oct. 14.—Mrs. Pheme 
Thompson Pinner and her infant daugh­
ter died yesterday from injuries received 
during the storm.

This, with the loss of the crew of 
twelve of the tug Sybel, wrecked at 
Nabia Honda, and of Timekeeper Mur­
phy, drowned at Marathon, brings the 
total death list to fifteen.

The British steamer Pleronia arrived 
here yesterday, bringing the crew of 
the schooner Florence R. Hewson, which 
was so badly wrecked by the storm 
that she was abandoned by her crew 
when she became waterlogged.

The schooner Hewson encountered the 
storm off Havana about 25 miles. Her 
docks were swept clean and her rigging 
carried away. Finally, when all hope 
of saving the vessel was gone, the crew 
embarked in small boats, managing to 
keep afloat until picked up by the 
Pleroma.

The Pleroma was anchored when she 
eneounteted the gale off Marquis. Two 
of her anchors were carried away, and 
she was otherwise damaged. Both crews 
escaped, but tell harrowing stories of 
hardships suffered.

Additional details from the Florida 
Keys tell of great damage to the Key 
West FJec.trie Railroad. Martial law- 
still prevails here, hut it is reported 
that United States regulars will relieve 
the State militia, which has been patrol­
ling the storm swept area.

Scores of workmen are kept working 
and day clearing the debris, and it is 
expected that by the end of the week 
most of the damage done to electric 
plant and telephone system will ' liave 
been repaired. The large cigar factories 
too are making arrangements for tem­
porary quarters, and hope to he in opera­
tion by the end of the week.
