The Ocean Basin. -Ithas now been satisfac­
torily assertained by Lieut. Maury, that the 
basin of the Atlantic ocean is a long trough sepa­
rating the old world from the new, and extend­
ing probably from pole to pole, from the top 
of*Chimborazo to the bottom of the Atlantic, at 
the deepest place yet reached by the plummet 
in the Northern Atlantic, the distance in a verti­
cal line is nine miles. The deepest part of h* 
Northern Atlantic is probably som®wb®r9^he‘ 
tween the Bermudas and the Grand B nk. The 
waters of the Gulf of Mexico are heid%m a basin 
above a mile deep in the deepest parr. Ihere 
is at the bottom of the sea, between Cape Race 
in Newfoundland and Cape Clear in Ireland, a 
remarkable steppe, which £ already known as 
the telegraphic plateau. Ihe great Circe dis* 
tance between these two shore-lines is 1600 
miles, and the sea along this route is probably 
nowhere more thin 10,000 feet deep.

A MOVE IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION.--We ar> 
glad to learn that our Government is taking ac­
tive steps towards the promotion of inter-colonial 
railway. The last Royal Gazette contains the 
following Minute of Council :
At a Council held [at Government House, on

the twenty-first day of September, 1858. 
Present,

His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor 
' The honorable Mr. Johnston,

The Honorable Mr. Tobin.
The Honorable Mr. Brown,
The Honorable Mr. Marshall,
The Honorable Mr. Tuppet.

His Excellency communicates to the Council 
a despatch dated the 10th instant, from the 
Right Honorable the Governor-General of Cana­
da, inclosing a Minute of the Executive Council 
of that Province, approved by the Governor Gen­
eral. conveying à intimation that three members 
of the Canadian Council are on thé eve of de­
parture for England charged with urging on the 
attention of the Imperial authorities the subject 
of the construction of the Inter-Colonial Rail, 
way to connect Canada with the lower Colonies, 
and suggesting that fitting occasion is presented 
for the adoption by the Lower Provinces of such 
steps as they may think advisable ; to co-operate 
with Canada jn promoting that o'jeet.

On full consideration and discussion of the 
Subject the council concur with His Excellency 
in opinion that Delegates be sent from this Pro­
vince, to un'te with the other Colonial Delegates 
in again bringing this great question beforp the 
Inperial Government ; and His Excellency^! y 
the advice of the Council, is pleased to appoint 
for this purpose, the Hon. Dr. Tupper, Provmdal 
Secretary, and William A. Henery, Esquire, a 
member of the Provincial Legislature—and to 
associate with *theu the Ron. Mr. Dickey, a

member of the Legislative Cor ncil now in Lon­
don.

We understand that Mr. Tupper sailed for 
Eogland on Thursday evening, in the Asia, and 
Mr. Henry is to fallow him in the next sr earner. 
Three members of the Canadian Cabinet, Messrs. 
Cartier, Ross, and Galt, have recently sailed for

The tacts relative to the dispute be1 ween the 
Governments of France and Portugal, ^hich has 
led to the despatch of two great French men- 
of-war to the Tagus for the purpose of support­
ing the French demands, are ciearlj very imper­
fectly known to the Paris journals ; and in Eng­
land we have not as yet any authorativc informa­
tion on the subject. It is necessary, therefore 
to speak with caution and reserve ; more especi­
ally as it is stated that the Portugese Gorern- 
ment admit that in another controversy with ihe 
Cabinet of Paris—that about the French Sistesr 
of Charity—they are not in the right.

Of course all our sympathies in England arp 
with our ancient, and, on the whole, well-bt haved 
alley, Portugal, whom we are bound by treaty 
to defend against all unjust attacks. Portugal 
has moreover turned over a new leaf on the sui> 
ject of the African tiade since the accession of 
Don Pedro j chiefly, no doubt, because by tLe 
complete abolition of the traffic in the Empire 
of Brazil, tke Portugese slave dealers have for 
the last few years been deprived of what was 
their great market ; but to a L.ge extent also 
in consequence'of ihe.t incue effor .s of the Cabi­
net of Lisbon to convert their greet and various 
possessions on either coast of Africa to better and 
more useful purposes than the exportation of 
human beings for sale. Substantially, there­
fore, Portugal has (by the preliminary policy ot 
Brazil) been converted into an anti-slave-trade 
power ; and the traffic is at present confined m 
an open manner to the Spaniards and American, 
and indirectly to the French Government. This 
is aditionai reason why the British Public should 
watch with interest, and the English Govern­
ment afford all reasonable and proper support to 
the Government of Portugal in its new career.
