TREES TURNED TO STONE.
Amethyst, Agate and Topas Hue. Play 

Through the Several Trunks.

Some years ago. writes Charles Fred­
erick Holder, a party of pioneers was 
passing through Arizona, and one night 
the cook, an aged colored man, who pre­
viously had never been out of the moun­
tains of Virginia, went out from camp 
with his axe to find wood. It was not 
long before the old man ran across several 
fine logs that looked as though they 
might have beep washed to the spot by a 
flood, being partly buried. Up went the 
axe, and the next second it flew from the 
astonished cook’s hands into a blaze of 
glory, as the sparks might be termed. 
The old man without delay made for the 
camp, expressing the opinion that some­
body had “ hoodooed ” his axe, “ ’case it 
has struck fire outen a tree.”

Investigation showed that the tree was 
of stone, and naturally had caused a 
shower of sparks when struck. Upon 
further investigation it was found that the 
travelers were in an ancient forest, where 
huge trees were lying about in every con­
ceivable position. Since then the forest 
has acquired a national reputation and is 
known as Chalcedony Park.

The park is on the line of the Atchison, 
Topeka & Santa Fe road, the nearest 
stations being Holbrook and Billings, 
whence the trail or road is taken through 
the sage brash and over low, sandy hills 
for a few miles to the famous forest. It 
might well be passed over by travelers 
without especial notice, bnt a little ex­
amination will show wonders not dreamed 
of. The ground appears to be covered 
with tranks, in many instances as natural 
as life, yet on a closer inspection they are 
seen to be a mass of crystallization, their 
sections gleaming with every tint and col­
or imaginable. Here is the rich hue ôf 
the amethyst; there the yellow of tapaz, 
while innumerable tints and hues vie 
with one another and flash in the sun­
light like so many gems.

The site of this ancient forest is in 
Apache county, Arizona, and it is a park 
in a past sense only. Trees are here on 
the surface and beneath the ground, all 
prosptrate and broken in some way, yet 
presenting a more wonderful appearance 
than living trees would in the same place.

The trunks lie in every conceivable 
position, as if some cataclysm had broken 
them up and turned them to stone. Some 
are broken off short and are of large 
size —veritable giants; others still retain 
almost their full length, and represent 
trunks one hundred and fifty feet long 
and ten feet in diameter, so perfectly pre­
served that the very texture of the wood 
is seen. Some, lying flat upon the ground, 
appear to be solid, yet are broken up into 
very fine selections — results produced by 
alternate seasons of heat and cold, dry­
ness and moisture. Some project from the 
soil at an angle of forty-five degrees; 
others look like old Spanish cart wheels 
cut off for use but abandoned.

From a hill in the park a good view of 
these fallen giants can be obtained. One 
especially attracts attention, having been 
prostrated when growing. It is about 200 
feet in height, with a diameter of eight 
feet. A small section.of this monster, 
would weigh several tons, and an estimate 
made gives the weight of trees in sight at 
1,500,000 tons.

The various points in the park have been 
given characteristic names; as, for in­
stance, Amethyst Point, where pieces of 
this gem are especially fine and numerous ; 
Agate Hill, famous for its remarkable 
agates ; Fort Jasper, Stone Tree Point, the 
Cart Wheel and Natural Bridge—the last 
mentioned representing a most interesting 
specimen, well worth a long journey to 
see. In the park is a small canyon or 
arroyo bed about sixty feet wide and 
forty-five deep. Over this a giant tree 
fully one hundred and twenty feet long is 
suspended, and, now, agatized and as hard 
as rock, it forms a natural bridge over the 
chasm upon which people pass. The tree 
bridge is about four feet through at its 
largest diameter and is very ornamental, 
gleaming and scintillating in the sunlight 
where the bark has been chipped away, 
exposing the many lined stone. The 
actual span of this remarkable bridge is 
about fifty feet, while on either side nearly 
fifty feet more can be traced.

So perfectly are these trees preserved 
that the botanist, with his microscope, 
can trace the cells, and it has been deter­
mined that some of them are allied to the 
attractive Napolle Island pine that forms 
a feature of South California gardens. 
Other trees here are allies of the red 
cedar. Many interesting facts have been 
deduced by the botanists, one being that 
the climate, when the trees were alive, 
must have been milder than at present ; 
the rings of growth are still shown so 
perfectly that they can readily be counted.

The question that rises in the minds of 
those who contemplate this scene of 
wonders is what caused the destruction of 
the trees? An examination of the country 
in the immediate vicinity will suggest the 
volcano as a cause. Volcanic action has 
played an important part in the history 
ol the country here. Not far away are 
lava beds so fresh and distinct that they 
might have been formed in modern times. 
The ground from which many of the 
trees project in Chalcedony park is made 
up of volcanic ashes and scoria. This in 
turn has been covered with twenty or 
thirty feet of sandstone, which is well 
shown in the canyons and gulches, where 
sections are laid bare. The convulsion 
which took place so long ago was un­
doubtedly due to some volcano in the 
vicinity that suddenly became active, 
throwing out millions of tons of ashes 
and other matter that, settling down upon 
the forest, had destroyed it. Some of the 
trees had been buried standing ; others 
were hurled to the ground by the eruption 
and buried, but all were killed, and then 
in all probability heated silicified waters 
forced their way up through the cracks 
and crevices and gradually the woody 
fibre was replaced by silica.

Unless the government can buy the 
park it will soon be denuded of its curi­
osities, as the sections of trees, so beau­
tiful and attractive, have a decided value 
when used as table-tops, tiles, etc., and 
when polished make many objects of 
great beauty, so that many tons of the 
trunks have been taken away^rom the 
park, and several companies are said to 
be especially interested in its products.

ALIVE, THOUGH OFFICIALLY 
DEAD.

The Remarkable story of Private Newby, 
of minois.

One of the most remarkable and 
pathetic cases that has ever been brought 
to the attention of the bureau of pensions 
is that of William Newby, a private of 
company D. fortieth regiment, Illinois 
volunteers, which was commanded by 
colonel Stephen G. Hicks, and was con­
spicuous for its gallantry at the battle of 
Shiloh. Newby was in this battle on 
April 6,1862, and was reported killed in 
action. It seems, however, that, instead 
of being killed, he received a severe 
wound in the head and was captured and 
sent to the rear by the confederate forces, 
imprisoned at Belle Isle, and afterward 
transferred to Andersonville, whence he 
was released in course of time, and was in 
poor houses in various parts of the south. 
He was finally taken to Key West, Fla., 
by a gentleman who recognized him as a 
kinsman. He remained there until some 
time in 1869, when his uncle died. 
Newby wandered from place to place, and 
finally turned up at Shreveport, La. 
While there the colored people made up 
a purse and he was given passage on a 
steamboat to Cincinnati. On the way up 
the river the steamboat landed at shaw- 
neelown, Ill. Newby, hearing this place 
called out, seemed to recognize something 
that was familiar, and got off the boat. 
From there he wandered to Kankakee, 
Ill., where he was in the poor house for a 
time. Leaving this place he struck out 
southward and at last reached McLeans- 
borough, in Hamilton county, Ill., and 
was sent to the poor house. During all 
these years he was in a demented state 
bordering upon insanity, as the supposed 
result of the wound in the head. In 
pandering about he finally went over 
into White county, and when near his 
old home was seen and recognized by two 
of his comrades who had served in the 
regiment with him. His wife was sent 
for and identified him, as did his re­
latives and many of his friends and com­
rades. After Newby was reported as 
killed in action his wife applied for a 
pension, and it was granted.- She has 
been drawing a widow’s pension from the 
date of his reported death to the present 
time. Newby has filed a claim for a pen­
sion and it is now receiving the con­
sideration of the office, the claim of the 
widow being suspended in the meantime. 
No discharge has ever been granted him 
and the consideration of the pension 
claim is being postponed until such time 
as the secretary of war shall grant him a 
discharge.

BROTHER AND SISTER MEET.
Montreal Witness, Sept. 23rd.

A romantic incident connected with 
the visit of the warship Tourmaline to 
Montreal was told our reporter to-day. 
On Monday the ship was crowded with 
sightseers. The officers and the men 
were kept busy explaining the various 
parts of the ship and answering innumer­
able questions. A respectable looking 
young woman came along the gangway. 
The moment she got on board a blue­
jacket passing by the gangway turned to 
her and offered to show her round. The 
offer was accepted. A conversation 
sprang up. The one discovered the 
other to be English. Both belonged to 
London. Then followed other questions 
which finally led to the discovery that 
the woman and the bluejacket were 
sister and brother, long separated. The 
discovery led to a very affectionate greet­
ing. The two were orphans and were 
brought up in an orphanage in London. 
Eleven years ago the sister was sent out to 
Canada by an emigration society. The 
boy, whose name is Charles Moore, went 
on a training ship. Neither knew where 
the other had gone, and both believed 
each other dead. The girl married here 
and is now living within a short distance 
of Montreal ; at the time of the discovery 
of the relationship Moore was under a 
light sentence for being behind time at 
drill. When he met his sister he asked 
permission to go ashore, but did not men­
tion the circumstances referred to above. 
Of course he was refused leave. At four 
o’clock yesterday morning he jumped 
over the side of the ship and went to the 
station to see his sister off. A picket was 
sent to find him and he was brought back.

He had to sleep with irons on one of 
his legs last night, and has to report him­
self every half-hour or so. No further re­
straint was put on him. An officer in­
formed our reporter to-day that had 
Moore told the circumstances of the 
meeting with his sister he would have 
probably been permitted to go ashore. 
It seems he has a brother named William 
whose whereabouts is unknown to both 
his sister and himself.

JENNIE YEAMAN’S LUCK.
Bequeathed a $50,000 Sugar Plantation 
by an aged Cuban whom she Nursed.

A romantic story in connection with 
Miss Jennie Yeamans of the Blue Jeans 
company now playing at the Hollis street 
theatre, Boston, has been confirmed. Miss 
Yeamans and her mother, Mrs. Annie 
Yeamans, now with Harrigan, spent a 
winter in Havana ten years ago.

Manuel Alvear, a big sugar planter, was 
stopping at the same hotel. He was an 
elderly widower, and had no near rela­
tives. While riding horseback one day 
he was thrown from his mount, and was 
lying helpless on the roadside when Mrs. 
Yeamans and,her daughter drove up. 
They had him taken to the hotel, and 
during the many weeks that he was con­
fined to bed Mrs. Yeamans and her little 
girl showed him constant attention.

Alvear was in New York once since 
that, when he renewed his acquaintance 
with the Yeama. es. That was the last 
heard of him until a few days ago, when 
Mrs. Yeamans received a letter from Louis 
Padro, a Cuban lawyer, stating that when 
Manuel Alvear died he bequeathed one of 
his smaller sugar plantations to Miss 
Jennie. The property is worth $50,000. 
Miss Yeamans received confirmation from 
Alver’s executors of the truth of the 
rumor, and will go to New York to attend 
to the necessary legal business. She said 
that she would remain upon the stage 
just as if she were not an heiress.

HUNG UP BY HIS HAIR.

ARTIFICIAL PHOSPHORESCENCE.

If two pieces of sugar be smartly rubbed 
together in the dark a pale blue light will 
be noticed as a result. The following is 
of some practical value : If one or two 
pieces of phosphorus of the size of peas be 
inclosed in a small bottle half full of olive 
oil and kept for some little time the air 
space in the bottle will become filled with 
a phosphorescent vapor. The phosphor- 
esence will fade, but may be renewed bx 
simply uncorking the bottle. Sufficient 
light will be given out to tell the time by; 
in fact this method is used by watchmen 
in some places where explosives are 
stored.

The ExperienceTof a Missionary Bishop 
I Who Grew a Queue in Chlna.IlTd

The Right Rev. John Anzer, bishop of 
the Shantung district, in north China, 
sailed on the City of Peking for the Ori­
ent. The bishop is in charge of twenty- 
one missionaries in his diocese. He is re­
turning to China after an important mis­
sion to Germany, where Emperor Wil­
liam heard his statement of affairs in his 
district and his plea for the protection by 
Germany of the Catholic missionaries in 
the Shantung district. The bishop is 
about fifty years of age, of medium stature, 
heavy build, and with an unmistakable 
Oriental air about him.

“ I am returning to my missionary work 
in China,” said the bishop, “ from a trip 
that I was compelled to make by force of 
circumstances. I left China two months 
ago, via the Panama Isthmus, for Ham­
burg. On arriving in Berlin I was given 
an immediate audience with the emperor, 
and asked him for the protection of the 
German flag in Shantung, which is a 
province in the northern part of China. 
On the seventh audience he granted my 
request, and word was telegraphed to the 
commander of- the German forces in 
China to send a force of armed men into 
the Shantung district and restore order 
and afford the necessary protection to the 
Catholic missionaries.

“ While travelling from village to vil­
lage in the Shantung district I preached 
one afternoon in a place of fully 1,000 
people. While conducting the services I 
was roughly seized by four big Chinese 
and borne to a place outside the gates of 
the town. A large crowd followed my 
captors. When a spot was reached that 
suited them they put me down. The 
leader of the party informed me that the 
people in his town wanted me to promise 
that I would go away and preach no 
more. The man said that Shantung was 
the birthplace of Confucius and was the 
Holy Land of China, and that no mission­
aries were wanted.

“ I refused to go away, so they hung me 
up to the limb of the tree by my queue — 
in China we missionaries follow the 
styles and dress of the country in every 
particular — so when my queue was tied 
to the tree I was hung by my hyr, part 
of which was pulled out by the roots. All 
the protests I made against such treatment 
were of no avail, and I was powerless to 
protect myself.

“ Not satisfied with dangling me in the 
air, they took my clothes off and whipped 
and beat me at intervals from 3 to 9 p. m. 
The pain was excruciating, and there was 
no escape from my torturers. One man, 
with a leather whip, lashed me ; another 
occasionally struck me on the head, neck 
and shoulders with a nat club, until my 
face bled and the blood ran down and 
dried on my body ; still another tickled 
and struck the soles of my feet until my 
mind wandered.

“ At one time I lost consciousness for a 
little while. About 8.30 o’clock the people 
came out from the town in crowds to 
witness my punishment, and my tor­
mentors renewed their fiendish work 
with great vigor. Some one cried out to 
burn me, and a pile of fagots was arranged 
for my benefit, but before it was lit sym­
pathy from some source was found for me 
and the wood was not set on fire. So 
weak and helpless had I become that 
when tlie bell rang at 9 o’clock for the 
people to go inside the town I was left 
for dead. A forest was near and I heard 
some one say in Chinese : ‘ Let us [leave 
him here for the wild beasts to devour.’ 
Another wanted to cut one of my legs off 
and take it away with him. After I was 
left alone I became unconscious.

“ But I had a friend who had hidden 
himself away, and after the people had 
left me he came to my assistance. As I 
could move neither hand nor foot he car­
ried me to a place of safety, where the 
mandarin found me and had me taken 
to his house and treated by his own doc­
tor. Had I died the mandarin would 
have been beheaded, which is according 
to the law of China when a missionary is 
put to death without cause in a mandarin’s 
district.”

METHOD OF GETTING CAMPHOR.

SWALLOWS LIVE FROGS.

An interesting description of the method 
of obtaining camphor is given by consul 
Warren in a report for Formosa. He 
says : “The camphor expert selects a tree 
and scrapes into the trank in different 
places, using an instrument somewhat re­
sembling a rake, with a view of ascertain­
ing whether it contains sufficient camphor 
to repay the labor of extraction. A tree 
is said not to be worth anything for cam­
phor purposes until it is fifty years old, 
and the yield is very unequal ; sometimes 
one side only of the tree contains enough 
camphor to satisfy the expert, and in this 
case that side alone is attacked. The 
trank is scraped to as great a height as 
the workmen can conveniently reach, and 
the scrapings are pounded up and boiled 
with water in an iron vessel over which 
an earthenware jar, especially made for 
the purpose, is inverted. The camphor 
sublimes and condenses on the jar, which 
is removed from time to time, scraped, 
and replaced. The root of the tree and 
the trunk, for some eight feet up, contain, 
as a rale, the greatest amount of camphor. 
If the scrapings obtained from the trank 
yield well, the chipping is continued un­
til in the end the tree falls. The roots 
are then grubbed up, as it is certain they 
will give a proportionately good return. 
If, however, the scrapings do not turn out 
well, the tree is abandoned and work is 
commenced on another. No attempt is 
made to extract camphor from the fallen 
trank or from the branches. In some 
cases the trank is sawn up into timber, 
but this depends on the locality ; from 
many districts, owing to absence of roads, 
timber could not pay for its transport. 
“ It is impossible,” adds the consul, “ to 
imagine a more wasteful method of pro 
cedure, and it is fortunate that the cam­
phor forests of Formosa are practically in­
exhaustible.”

And Digests Them In Some Way Not 
Understood by the Doctors.

A man with one of the most curious 
propensities lives in Shelton, Conn.

He has acquired an appetite for live 
bullfrogs, and swallows them with the 
same ease he would swallow the most 
dainty morsel that ever was cooked.

The man’s name is John Stowe, and he 
is employed by Austin Harris.

Stowe has been a resident of this place 
only a few years, but it was not until re­
cently that the appetite for bullfrogs be­
came known.

One day within- the week he laid a 
wager that he could swallow a frog alive 
and was at once taken up. On Wednes­
day of last week the test was made on a 
bet of $1, five parties being present. The 
first one that was brought to him was too 
large to work down his throat, and he 
selected one from a creek on the Harris 
farm small enough to go down. He 
placed the frog head first in his mouth, 
shoved the remainder in with his fingers, 
and in an instant the amphibious animal 
was out of sight and probably jumping 
around in his stomach.

The story of the feat soon spread, and 
within a few days there was a number of 
doubting Thomases, who, notwithstand­
ing the undoubted integrity of the wit­
nesses, did not believe that Stowe would 
swallow a live frog of their selection. 
Stowe was willing to try the thing again, 
and winking, so to speak, to his friends, 
took another bet and appointed the day. 
On Monday the second frog was swallowed 
and the witnesses present was again as­
tounded. Stowe is ready at any time to 
swallow a frog on a bet, and as the frogs 
are numerous at present, he scoops in lots 
of dollars from workmen with whom he 
comes in contact. He says he does not 
feel any bad effects, as they are dead 
shortly after landing in the stomach.

The food, he says, is excellent, and 
people eat much worse things every day. 
They are just as good as live oysters or 
live clams, or even live scallops. To phy­
sician Stowe is a puzzle. They cannot 
understand how the stomach can retain 
the foreign matter, and are skeptical. 
They know that similar things have been 
taken into the stomach, but usually it is 
followed by violent cramps, which con­
tinue .until it is removed, but Stowe’s 
stomach apparently retains frogs, and di­
gests them too, which is still more as­
tonishing.

HOW INSECTS BREATHE.

The Wonderful Mechanism With Which 
They are Provided,

It is really surprising how little we real­
ly know of the everyday things of life. 
We are more or less familiar with insects 
of various kinds, but how few of us have 
ever given a thought to the wonderful 
mechanism of their bodies. A writer 
gives the following interesting notes on 
their method of breathing, in California 
Fruit Grower : If we take any moderate­
ly large insect, says a wasp or a hornet, 
we can see, even with the naked eye,that 
series of small, spotlike marks running 
along the side of the body. These appar­
ent spots, which are eighteen or twenty 
in number, are in fact, the apertures 
through which air is admitted into the 
system, and are generally formed in such 
a manner that no extraneous matter can 
by any possibility find entrance. Some­
times they are furnished with a pair of 
horny lips, which can be opened and 
closed at the will of the insect ; in other 
cases they are densely fringed with stiff, 
interlacing bristles forming a filter which 
allows air, and air alone, to pass. But the 
apparatus, of whatever character it may 
be, is always so wonderfully perfect in its 
action that it has been found impossible 
to injure the body of a dead insect with 
even so subtle a medium as spirits of wine, 
although the subject was first immersed 
in the fluid and then placed beneath the 
receiver of an air pump. The apertures 
in question communicate with two large 
breathing tubes, which extend through 
the entire length of the body. From these 
main tubes are given off innumerable 
branches, which run in all directions, and 
continually divide and subdivide, until a 
wonderfully intricate network is formed, 
prevading every part of the structure and 
penetrating even to the antennae.

HOW A SPIDER RUINED A NATION.

When the French quartermaster, Dis- 
jonval, was confined in prison by the 
Dutch at Utrecht he sought to beguile the 
tedium of his prison life by attentively 
studying the habits of the spiders which 
frequented his cell ; and eight years of 
imprisonment gave him liesure to be well 
versed in their ways. In December of 
1794 the French army, on whose victory 
over Dutch depended Disjouval’s restora­
tion to liberty, were in Holland, and the 
victory seemed certain if the frost, which 
was then of unprecedented severity, con­
tinued.

The Dutch envoys had failed to negoti­
ate a peace, and Holland was despairing 
when the frost suddenly broke. The 
Dutch were now exultant, and the French 
generals prepared to retreat ; hut the 
spiders of Disjonval’s cell forwarned him 
that the thaw would be of short duration, 
and he knew that his little insect weather 
monitor never deceived him. Accordingly 
he contrived to communicate his weather 
knowledge to the army of his country­
men, and its generals, who duly estimated 
hie (Disjonval’s) character, relied upon 
his assurance that within a few days the 
waters would again be frozen so as to lie 
passable to the French troops. They de­
layed their retreat ; within twelve days a 
sharp frost set in, and the French army 
triumphed. Disjonval was released, and 
a spider had brought ruin to the Dutch 
nation.

WATER AS A PICK-ME-UP.

Did you ever try water as a pick-me- 
up after a day’s outing or shopping, when 
you know you are tired, hot and 
drowsy, and that when some one 
comes home to dinner for whose praise 
you care he will find you looking your 
homeliest? Pour ice-cold water over 
your wrists, bathe them in it until you 
begin to feel cool, and then stop, or you 
may get a chill by lowering the tempera­
ture of the body too much. Wring a cloth 
out of boiling hot water and lie down for 
five minutes, or ten if you can get it, with 
the cloth spread over your burning face 
and tired eyes. You will be surprised to 
see how the tired lines will fade out, and 
how brightly the dull eyes will shine.

THE TALE OF A CENT.
An Affecting Incident of Life In the 

Great City of Chicago.

The ownership of the modern house is 
usually shared between the baby, the 
nurse and the hired girl.

There are restaurants in Chicago con­
ducted on the London coffee house plan 
where each article is priced separately in 
odd figures on the bill of fare.

Soup, 5 cents ; roast beef) 15 cents ; pota­
toes, 3 cents ; coffee, 3 cents ; bread, 1 
cent; butter, 1 cent, and he pays the 
cashier 28 cents.

He was a tall man of about thirty-five 
years of age, intelligent-looking and wore 
fairly good • clothes, but had a hungry, 
tired, despondent look in his big gray 
eyes.

I naturally thought it strange that a 
man in his apparent condition should be 
reduced to a one-cent meal, and I hesi­
tated before risking insulting him by of­
fering to pay for a better meal, but my 
interests were aroused.

The waiter brought the bread, and the 
man laid down one of those large old 
fashioned coppers to pay for it.

“ You will pay at the cashier’s desk,” 
said the waiter, as with a perceptible 
sneer, he gave the man a one cent check 
and moved away.

On the instant I conceived a plan to 
give the man a proper meal.

“ Do you know those old coppers are 
worth a premium ? ” I asked. “ Allow 
me to look at it?”

He passed the coin over to me.
“ Eighteen hundred and fifty-two,” said 

I, reading the date. “ That is worth a 
quarter. I will give you that amount for 
it?”

His eyes gleamed with a thankfulness 
that he could not express. After ordering 
a dinner, which he sadly needed, he said:

“ I never thought to spend that copper, 
and I wish you would keep it for me and 
allow me to redeem it when I am in bet­
ter circumstances.

“ In 1860 it belonged to a baby girl who 
was my playmate,” he continued. “ She 
wore it as a charm about her neck. In 
1880 she became my wife.”

He stopped for a moment to brush 
away the tears that were gathering in his 
eyes.

“ Two years later the old copper coin 
was hung about the neck of baby Nell, 
but death soon claimed her, and after­
ward the coin became the plaything of 
May and Flossie, who had come to take 
the place in our hearts that sweet Nellie 
had held for two short years. Two years 
ago I lost them all. The fever destroyed 
my little family and left me alone with 
that old copper coin, and the sacred 
memories that it calls up.”

He continued : “ I had been in business, 
but my misfortune, which caused de­
spondency, unfitted me for its manage­
ment, and there came a financial crash. 
I worked then for others, and became a 
mere laboring machine, earning barely 
enough to provide the necessaries of life, 
and three months ago I found myself out 
of employment and almost out of money.

“ Since then I have tramped the streets 
of this big city from morning until night, 
and answered a thousand advertisements 
but luck has been against me and save for 
a few short jobs I have found no means 
of earning a living.

“Three days ago my last dollar was ex­
hausted, and nothing short of absolute 
starvation staring me in the face could 
have induced me to part with that old 
copper cent.”

I returned him the copper coin and a 
dollar with it, and by a few sympathetic 
words inspired him to new efforts.

A week later he returned both the dol­
lar and the quarter. He had secured a 
position to which lie was well adapted. 
From that moment good luck travelled 
with him and from that moment he pros­
pered.

The other day I sat at a table at Kings­
ley looking over an evening paper while 
waiting for my dinner. As I glanced up 
from the paper my eyes met a face op­
posite me that looked familiar. For a 
moment I failed to recognize him, but he 
reached over quickly and grasped my 
hand. It was the man whom I had be­
friended three years before.

The expression of those sad gray eyes 
had changed to a look of satisfied content­
ment. Time and industry had wrought a 
mighty change. The erstwhile pauper 
had developed into a solid business man, 
and to-day he owns a good chunk of 
stock in one of the leading business 
houses of Chicago.—Chicago Journal.

Philadelphia, Sept, 23.—Since the days 
when Mr. Darwin says humans shed their 
tails and evolved from the monkey state to 
the civilized condition there has been 
little or no demand for the discarded 
caudal appendage.

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MERCIER-ANGERS.

The whole correspondence between 
Mercier and the lieutenant governor of 
Quebec is published in a recent issue of 
the Montreal Herald and is interesting 
reading. The impression left on one’s 
mind is not favorable to the governor or 
his method of conducting the controversy. 
While the Quebec premier has not ap­
parently a very satisfactory explanation 
to offer, he has so marshalled his facts as 
to make a most plausible answer, and 
withal writes in such excellent temper 
that he shows to great advantage. The 
governor is curt at times, almost rude, 
and hie style is wholly deficient in 
the lofty and dignified phrase which 
we look for in state papers of impor­
tance. It may almost be inferred that 
his honor intended, by the rudeness of 
his tone, to irritate Mercier into rash 
action. He has not only failed in this 
and failed badly, but he has made 
political capital for Mercier when it was 
in his power to have carried the whole 
strength of publie opinion with him.

The controversy, if such it can be 
called, has no special interest for us in 
New Brunswick, except as respects its 
constitutional aspect, the people of the 
rest of Canada may very well leave the 
people of Quebec themselves to punish 
the wrong doing of their own local gov­
ernment, but we are concerned in con­
sidering how far a lieutenant governor is 
justified in setting the advice of his 
cabinet at defiance. Mercier in the most 
deferential language,tendered advice to the 
governor upon two points,which we vent­
ure to think the governor unconstitution­
ally disregarded. He advised in the first 
instance that the house of assembly 
should be immediately convened so that 
the people’s representatives, and not the 
crown, should deal with the wrong doers 
in the transaction, and failing to weaken, 
the governor’s resolve to appoint a royal 
commission; he advised as to the con­
struction and composition of the com­
mission. It is clear that Mercier was 
acting well within his right in so advis­
ing, and it is equally clear that the gov­
ernor set all constitutional usage and pre­
cedent aside when he disregarded the 
advice. It is open to suspicion that he 
would not have ventured to such lengths 
had he not been encouraged from Ottawa 
and had good assurance that the dominion 
government would see him through. It 
is in this view that the case assumes its 
serious aspect. Our form of responsible 
government for the provinces will not 
endure if the influence of a dominion 
government of a difierent political stripe 
from that of the local government is to be 
used, though its appointees, the governors, 
to subvert the local ministers. Our federal 
system will not stand the strain. Mercier’s 
case to-day may be Mowatt’s or Fielding’s 
case to-morrow, and while the other pro­
vincial governments throughout Canada 
may have nothing but disapproval for the 
methods prevailing in Quebec, which 
have brought about this crisis, self- 
preservation may compel them to make 
common cause, with Mercier in defence of 
constitutional right and provincial auto­
nomy.

THE STOCK IMPORTATION.

We think we discern signs already in 
this Angers-Mercier incident that the 
Ottawa government has lost its guiding 
mind. Sir John Macdonald would not 
have committed this error. His methods 
we know to have often been debasing but 
he was sagacious and would have avoided 
as a pestilence the doing of an act so 
likely as this to unsettle the political foun­
dations of Canada. The French of Quebec 
are a mercurial people, easily wrought 
upon, much more jealous of encroach­
ments upon their rights as a province, 
than they are sticklers for purity in 
administration, and it will not be a diffi­
cult thing for Mercier, if so disposed, to 
play upon their feelings with effect. We 
cannot help thinking governor Angers 
has been badly advised by his friends at 
Ottawa. He has taken up an attitude 
which cannot be sustained, and although 
at the moment Mercier may appear to 
have yielded to the governor’s dictation, 
he is only playing his part and the inci­
dent is by no means over.

The Quebec people have not yet begun 
to realize what is taking place, and 
when they do, this flagrant attack upon 
constitutional propriety will tend to, if it 
does not totally, obscure the ugly features 
of the transactions out of which this dif­
ficulty has arisen. After all the people of 
Quebec and not Foster, Cl. -pleau and 
Haggart are the persons who ought to 
deal with Mercier. And we may be as­
sured his case would receive more sum­
mary treatment at the hands of the people 
if it is not overshadowed by a glaring at­
tempt to take this power out of their 
hands.

ANOTHER JEWISH EXODUS.

The Jews have already commenced to 
leaxre Russia under pressure of recent edicts 
and a marvellous departure it is. European 
papers are describing the movement as a 
second Jewish Exodus and Baron Hirsch 
as the modern Moses. The Jewish popula­
tion of Russia is now estimatedat 5,000,000, 
and has been rapidly diminishing under 
the influence of repressve laws and popular 
violence Under the operation of new or 
revived edicts at least 2,000,000 of persons 
whose only crime appears to have been 
that they were Jews, were suddenly de­
prived of means of support. The learned 
professions have been closed to these peo­
ple. They are forbidden to reside except 
in certain cities and towns ; cannot hold 
real estate, vote or fill public office ; are 
not allowed to attend many of the schools 
and only three per cent of those attend­
ing the universities may be Jews. No 
question of religion has moved the gov­
ernment to these extreme measures for the 
Russian government is tolerant in re­
ligious matters ; it is a deep rooted preju­
dice among the people against the Jews 
who do not assimilate as other races. 
They do not take kindly to the soil, and 
although among the people do not appear 
to be of them. Baron Hirsch,who is a very 
wealthy German Jew, has organized an 
immense world wide association having 
its local committees in all quarters of the 
globe, and these are forming colonies for 
the reception of the fleeing thousands. 
Each colony as it forms itself is to become 
a reservoir in which larger masses may 

’ be collected. We in Canada may expect 
to be visited by a portion of the unwel­
come race. No nation opens its arms 
gladly to the Jews, even the English and 
French which have no prejudice against 
these people would prefer seeing the tide 
setting in other directions than their 
shores. The whole movement is remark­
able and justifies the belief that religious 
liberty is not spreading among civilized 
races and that the “ law of love ’’ is not 
overcoming all other laws.

The arrival of the stock imported by 
the government in the city of Fredericton 
is an important event to the farmers of 
York county and the province generally. 
This, in addition to the former importa­
tions from the old country, ought to give 
the farmers of this province advantages 
for the’ improvement of their stocks 
equal, if not superior to that enjoyed by 
the farmers of any portion of the domin­
ion. Already the beneficial results of the 
policy of the local government is manifest 
in the superior class Of road and. draft 
horses possessed by a great many of our 
farmers, and as regards speed upon the 
track, many of our horses are in the front 
rank. Fredericton and York county have 
been the centres under the policy of the 
present local administration, from which 
its importations have been distributed, 
and as such agriculturists of all parts of 
the province have been induced to visit 
our city and county, and we venture to 
say that they have gone away favorably 
impressed with the varied, natural capa­
bilities of our county and with the oppor­
tunities in which our city of Fredericton 
affords for manufacturing purposes ; and 
evidences are not wanting that this policy 
of the government of giving our city and 
county this prominence is fully appre­
ciated by our people, notwithstanding the 
malignant muttering of its opponents. 
But we may be asked, what is the use of 
raising superior horses and cattle for the 
market when we are surrounded by trade 
barriers on this side of the line, and met 
by them on the other? Sure enough, 
what is the use ? What is the use of the 
local government spending large sums of 
money for importation of superior stock 
for the benefit of our farmers, when the 
present government at Ottawa is such as 
to render this expenditure abortive ? We 
admit that the policy of the government 
at Ottawa is paralyzing the efforts of our 
farmers; but we say to them to have 
patience, and before long the markets of 
the world will be theirs, and protection 
will be a thing of the past.

THE INTERNATIONAL LANGUAGE.

Next week we shall publish the first of 
a series of lessons in Volapuk, for the 
benefit of those of our readers who would 
like to acquire a knowledge of the much- 
talked-of international language. The 
lessons will appear weekly during the 
next four or five months, and though said 
to be very simple and easy, will contain 
all that is necessary for the purpose. 
They have been prepared by A. A. Post, 
of Boston, the head of the Massachusetts 
department of the North American Vola­
puk association.

This association is now more than two 
years old, and held a very interesting con­
vention at Chautauqua in August last, 
the proceedings of which were widely 
reported by the press of the United 
States. Whe shall give next week some 
extracts from the printed proceedings of 
the convention of 1890.

MASKED MEN.

Bescue a Prisoner from Two Constables, 
and Bob the Officers of their 

Team.

St. Stephen,Sept. 27.—For several years 
Tom Mahar has been the proprietor of a 
rum shop at the Union, a district of the 
town of Milltown. It has been known as 
Uncle Tom’s Cabin,and has been of a very 
unsavory reputation. Both Mahar and 
one of his sons have served a term in the 
county jail for violation of the Scott act, 
but the place has been kept open. Last 
May Geo. J. Clarke, police magistrate of 
Milltown, convicted Mahar of a fifth 
violation of the Scott act and committed 
him to St. Andrews jail for two months. 
He made good his escape from a Milltown 
officer and got to Calais Me. He has 
frequently visited this side, but the officers 
had not succeeded in capturing him until 
Saturday morning,when Marshal McClure 
arrested him in a rum shop near the bridge 
at St. Stephen and after dinner constables 
John Baily and Geo. Spence started with 
the prisoner to drive to St. Andrews jail. 
Mahar was handcuffed and everything 
was quiet until just as they were approach­
ing Waweig bridge, eleven miles from 
town, when three men suddenly sprang 
from some bushes at the road side and 
while one grasped the horse’s bridle the 
others covered the officers with three 
revolvers and compelled him to alight. A 
motion on the part of constable Spence 
toward his hip pocket brought two revol­
vers instantly in his face but from an order 
from Mahar himself he would probably 
have been shot. Bailey was compelled to 
remove the handcuffs from Mahar and 
then the desperadoes and the released 
prisoner taking the officers team and one 
they had concealed in the woods, started 
towards town. A wheel on their own 
carriage broke and putting the harness in 
the other carriage, so the constables could 
not use it, one man mounted the horse 
and the others drove in the carriage to­
wards town. A little up the road all took 
to the one carriage. They passed around 
the back of the town to Maliar’s shop at 
the Union, where his own team was in 
waiting and in which the party made 
good their escape across the border into 
Maine. When the assault was made the 
desperadoes had their faces blackened and 
wore long rubber coats, but it is known 
who hired their team at J. C. Whitlock & 
Co.’s stable and in fact the whole three 
are pretty well known, as they passed 
many people on the road. To the offence 
of rescuing the prisoner is added the 
stealing of the constables horse and team 
and threatening to kill. It is hoped by 
many that the country will now be rid of 
these characters for some years. As soon 
as the affair was learned of a team was 
sent out and the constables brought to 
town. The affair has created a great 
sensation, as it is some years since one of 
these daring border escapades occurred 
here.

A GUILTY CONSCIENCE.
A Man Flees from His Crime for Bight 

Years.

Minneapolis, Minn., Sept 28. — Con­
science has forced Jacob Brown to confess 
a murder that he committed eight years 
ago. Since 1883 Brown has been fleeing 
from his crime, but it has pursued him 
the length and breadth of the continent. 
At last, in Minneapolis, he has confessed 
his crime to superintendent of police 
Henderson. There is one man whose 
heart will give a great bound of joy when 
he hears of the confession. He is convict 
Gray, a “lifer” in the penitentiary at 
Chester, Ills. Gray has been thought the 
murderer instead of Brown. He was 
convicted at Salem, Ills. Brown’s con­
fession will set him free both from prison 
and disgrace. Brown, who was tramping, 
went into a box car to sleep. He stum­
bled over a man and a fight ensued. 
Brow hit his assailant a death blow with 
a coupling pin and fled. Not long after­
ward Gray, another tramp, came along 
and went to sleep in the car, not knowing 
that he had a dead man for his companion. 
The next morning when he arose he 
found that his arm had lain in a pool of 
blood. He tore off the bloody sleeve and 
fled. That sleeve caused his arrest and 
conviction and sentence. He did not 
know who the real murderer was. Brown 
claims to come from a well-to-do Southern 
family, but will not give his real name.

NOW ITS OUR TORN.
The Exhibition an Assured 

Success.

FINE WEATHER ALL THAT 
IS NECESSARY.

Everything is in readiness for one of 
the best agricultural fairs Fredericton has 
seen foe years. «.The grounds have been 
put in proper shape, the buildings have 
received a general overhauling, applica­
tions of exhibitors pouring in, and now 
nothing remains but fair weather to 
make the show a decided success in every 
particular. In addition to the buildings 
two large tents 50x60, have been put up 
to accommodate the increasing.exhibitors. 
Outside of the agricultural exhibition 
generally, there will be many attractive 
features connected with the show that 
will please everyone and already guar­
antees a large attendance from all parts, 
among which are the government $20,000 
imported stock including the breeds, 
(many bearing diplomas from other 
shows,) that could possibly be procured 
in Ontario, which in itself will be a 
drawing card ; and to-day New Bruns­
wick has awakened to the fact that it is 
necessary to our welfare that we turn our 
attention more strictly to this branch of 
the farm to ensure that success that has 
been so prominent a feature in all well-to- 
do agricultural countries. It is to be 
hoped the stock will be judiciously dis­
tributed in sections where the best re­
sults will be noticeable.

The fair will be opened on Tuesday 
afternoon at 2 o’clock by Sir Leonard 
Tilley when he will be presented with an 
address by the president of agricultural 
society, No. 34. A guard of honor will 
be in attendance furnished by the I. S. 
corps. Invitations have been issued to 
the members of the executive, mayor, 
aldermen and city officers to be present ; 
also to col. Maunsell and staff, col. Marsh 
and staff of the 71st battalion, who will 
appear in uniform, which, no doubt, will 
make the opening rather an imposing 
one. After the address Sir Leonard will 
declare the exhibition formally opened.

At the Curling Blnk.
The committee have secured the curling 

rink on Brunswick street which will con­
tain exhibits of flowers and fancy work. 
The show of these articles will be large, 
and it is said, will surpass anything of 
the kind ever exhibited here. Besides 
there will be the famous Manitoba ex­
hibit from the C. P. R. This is the same 
that was shown in St John, and is well 
worth seeing. Prof. Henderson’s dog 
show will be assigned a space here, and 
in itself surpasses anything of the kind 
now on the road. The dogs are well 
trained, performing tricks never before 
witnessed here, and, no doubt, will be 
one of the best features in the show line 
at the fair. The F. O. M. \V. orchestra 
will be in attendance each evening and 
render a choice program.

On the Fair Grounds.
The dairy exhibit will command con­

siderable attention during the exhibi­
tion. The display in this line will' 
be exceptionally large, and Prof. Robert­
son, who has accepted the position of ex­
pert judge on dairy produce"at this fair, 
will lecture each evening where the dairy 
exhibit will be shown. The professor 
will then explain the base of his decisions, 
why A got a premium over B. He will 
further have his dairy apparatus on the 
platform and milk will be produced from 
the several breeds ofcowsatthe show and 
he will explain the superiority of one cow 
over another in the amount of butter and 
cheese that that milk should produce, and 
will show further why some cows are in 
debt for their feed. Farmers, their wives 
and daughters are requested to attend 
this school of instruction, as they may 
never have such a chance again.

Linus, the wonderful horse with mane 
14 feet, tail 12 feet 6 inches, foretop 10 
feet, will be on exhibion in a tent inside 
the grounds and will attract everyone 
that visits the fair. So much has been 
said through the press about this wonder­
ful horse that a word here would be out 
of place. A separate price of admission 
will be charged to see Linus. Equally 
wonderful in the hort? line will be the 
liliputian pony of Master Percy Edge­
combe. Percy has procured space and 
has erected a tent for his exhibit of mare 
and colt, which can safely be termed the 
smallest horse in existence.

Of course there will be the usual large 
squash, pumpkins, etc., the fine fillies, 
sheep, etc., that makes these fairs attrac­
tive, but this year promises to surpass 
everything in big yields. The horse show 
will be an important feature, and no 
doubt the rapid strides New Brunswick 
has made in the past few years in the in­
troduction of thoroughbred blood will not 
be lost to the view of the visitor. The 
same can be applied to the other stock.

The $20,000 Importation.
The government importation which ar­

rived here on Friday evening has been 
viewed by a large number of experts in 
that line, who pronounce it to far exceed 
anything ever seen here as an importa­
tion. The thirty Shorthorns were bought 
in Ontario, between Oshawa and Toronto, 
from breeders who had bred direct from 
importation, and include such names as 
Arthur Johnson, David Bums, H. H. 
Spence, W. G. Edwards of Rockland, and 
David Birrall, of Greenwood.

The seventy-three Ayrshires were pur­
chased from such reliable breeders as 
Guy, of Oshawa; Drummond, Brown and 
Newman, of Montreal ; Edwards, of North 
Nation mills ; Joseph Yuell, of Carleton 
Place ; Kain Bros, and Wm. Stewart, jr., of 
Mennie, Ont., and Jas. McCormac.

The eighteen Jerseys came from 
Mrs. Jones, Rockwell, and A. C. Burgess, 
Carleton place.

The twenty-five Holsteins were taken 
from two such breeders as Smith Bros., 
Credit Valley, and Holman, of New 
Dundee, Ont.

In sheep the government purchased 38 
Cotswold, 75 Shropshires and 38 Leices- 
tershires, and can be put down as a fine 
selection from which New Brunswick will 
witness good results.

The exhibition will be open from ten 
o’clock in the morning till ten o’clock at 
night. Electric lights have been placed 
over the entire grounds, which will enable 
visitors to see everything equally as well 
as at day. The committee have arranged 
for bands of music to play daily on the 
grounds. The secretary and assistants 
will be at the office entrance to the 
grounds on Monday and will be prepared 
to give all information possible to those 
seeking such, and wm be prepared to re­
ceive exhibits on Monday and as late as 
Tuesday. Superintendent J. H. Reid and 
staff will be prepared to house all stock 
during that day.

It appears that the Wyoming legisla­
ture, which recently imposed a tax of $2 
on bachelors, was elected by woman’s 
suffrage.

The public schools have been ordered 
dosed for two weeks in Lafayette, Ind., 
by the Board of Health on accouitt of the 
extreme heat.

Geo. Colby, of Toronto, was found guilty 
AVednesday and sentenced to a month’s 
imprisonment for personating voters at 
the last dominion election.

The Moscow Gazette threatens that 
every blow struck by England at Russian 
diplomacy in Europe will be met by a 
blow at England’s interests in Asia.

Advices from Guthrie, Oaklahoma, 
show that terrible suffering exists. 
In some places water brings 25 cents a 
glass, and horses are dying of thirst.

Thomas Lowry, the Minneapolis rail­
way king, gave his daughter a draft for 
$200,000 on the day of her recent mar­
riage to H. P. Robinson, a local newspaper 
editor.

John F. Staples of North Berwick joins 
the army of phenomenal crop raisers. 
He has raised eighteen hundred pounds 
of squash in his garden this year from 
eleven seeds.

The cheapest railway fare in the world 
will be that on the. Central London rail­
road, on which there will be three work­
men’s trains daily, the fare for six miles 
being but two cents.

An eccentric old bachelor who died a 
few days ago at Morenci, Mich., left a 
trunk in which was found $4,700 in gold, 
$10,000 in greenbacks and $10,000 in mort­
gages. His heirs are delighted.

Charles Clay, a gambler, has been ar­
rested at Henderson, N. Y., for opening a 
grave and cutting a forefinger from the 
hand of a dead woman to bring him luck. 
There are threats of violence against him.

James S. Sinclair, of Lakota, Nelson 
county, Dakota, is said to have fallen heir 
to the estate and title of the Earl of Caith­
ness, all intervening heirs have died. If 
so, he will have a seat in the British 
House of Lords.

A twelve year old girl named Ida Clat- 
tenburg, the adopted daughter of a couple 
living on the AVindsor road, Halifax, com­
mitted suicide a few days ago by shooting. 
She got an old Enfield rifle and sent a 
bullet through her brain.

Pennington’s airship, which was under 
a tent at the fair grounds at St. Louis, in 
readiness for a trial to lie made to-day, 
was caught up by the storm on Tuesday 
and blown away. No trace of it has been 
found. The ship cost $20,000.

A conflict between the police and strik­
ing mill hands occurred at Ottawa AVed­
nesday morning when the police under­
took to protect teamsters who attempted 
to load lumber in the mill yards. Several 
strikers were injured and tnree arrests 
were made.

A wind storm, which assumed almost 
the porportions of a cyclone, swept 
through the counties of Bellrami and It­
asca, Minnesota, on Sunday last, prostrat­
ing everything before it. The damage to 
pine timber was great, probably aggregat­
ing from 150,000,000 to $200,000,000 feet.

Wednesday morning, a child of George 
Powers, 214 Gottingen street, Halifax, met 
her death in a peculiar way. Mrs. Power 
went into the yard leaving little Florence 
in a room with a large tub of scrubbing 
water. On her return she found the child 
in the tub. The infant was only 11 
months old.

A Carlist faction at Puenta de la Reina, 
in Navarre, has risen against the old Car- 
lists of Circalqui, Mineru ; the two parties, 
headed by women and armed with fowl­
ing pieces and old muskets, marched into 
the open and exchanged fire, sev­
eral persons being wounded.

SUICIDE OF BOULANGER.

Ho Shoots Himself In t*.s Right oar.

Brussels, Sept. 30.—General Boulanger 
committed suicide on the Tomb of Mme. 
De Bonnemain ; who died recently in this 
city. She had been Boulanger’s mistress 
and it was greatly through her favor that 
he was able to carry oit his political in­
trigues. She inherited a fortune of$l,- 
500,000, all of which she devoted to the 
then popular leader.

AVhen the French government determ­
ined to arrest Boulanger, he tied with his 
mistress from France to England and 
eventually to Brussels. Mme. Boulanger 
knew of the intimacy between her hus­
band and Mme. D. Bonnemain but re­
fused to apply for a divorce.

Gen. Boulanger committed suicide about 
noon; he shot himself in the right ear 
and death resulted instantly. The affair 
caused great excitement in this city and 
some commotion in Paris. The police 
and friends of the dead man have taken 
possession of his lodgings and they have 
not yet announced whether he left any 
statement before taking his life.

This has been an exception­
ally fine fall for wheat, and many of the 
farmers throughout the county have the 
best yield this fall they have had for many 
years.

The waves 
were so high that Mr. Porter was running 
considerable danger of having his boat 
swamped, but being an expert at the oar, 
and with a courageous perseverance, he 
reached the drowning man not one minute 
too soon and placed him safely in the boat. 
Mr. Estey seeing the danger the rescuer and 
rescued were in, sent the Eva Johnson to 
their assistance."

Methodist Missionary Work.

Last Sunday the services at the Methodist 
church attracted a large congregation morn­
ing and evening. It was missionary day, 
and the pulpit in the morning was occupied 
by Rev. Mr. Woodworth, missionary in 
the northwest, who gave a very interesting 
account of the work in that section of 
Canada. The reverend gentleman’s ad­
dress was pleasing and his report was 
listened to with much attention. In the 
evening Rev. Dr. Potts, secretary of the 
mission board, preached to a very large 
concourse. Rev. Mr. Weddall conducted 
the opening services, and said while he was 
unable, owing to returns not being fully 
made up, to give full statistics of the year, 
quoted an outline of the work that was 
done. The missionary receipts of the 
Methodist church in Canada for the past 
year, were $243,015.43, an increase over the 
preceding year of $22,989. Of this amount 
the New Brunswick and P. E. Island confer 
ence contributed $8,381.29, the Fredericton 
district $1,417.31 and the Fredericton circuit 
$275.21. The last named amount added to 
the contribution of the Women’s mission­
ary society, $239.17, makes a total of $514.31 
contributed by the Methodist churcn in 
this city for the cause of missions during 
the past year. Mr. Weddall stated that the 
Fredericton, circuit each year were increas­
ing in the mission contribution.

He then introduced Rev. Dr. Potts, the 
preacher of the evening, who announced 
his text : Isaiah 52, vn, and immediately 
drew the attention of his hearers who fol­
lowed the reverend gentleman closely till 
the finish of his sermon. Dr. Potts is one 
of the foremost preachers in the Methodist 
conference, and it is doubtful that the 
chnrch going people of Fredericton have 
ever listened to such an eloquent discourse 
as that delivered on Sunday evening last.

A Cell to Mot. Mr. Atkinson.

The congregation of St. Paul’s church 
met Monday evening in the old Kirk to 
make choice of a pastor to succeed Rev. Mr. 
Mo watt, now of Montreal, and* on the first 
ballot elected Rev. Robert Atkinson, at 
present pastor of St. Andrew’s church, Pic- 
tou, N. S. Rev. Mr. McLean, of Harvey, 
moderator of the session, occupied the chair. 
The salary was first fixed at $1400 a year 
with a free manse, and the nominations 
made were: Mr. Atkinson, of Pictou, Mr.

On the River.

The Fredericton boom company’s rafting 
returns, completed Tuesday, show 115,250,- 
000 feet of lumber to have been rafted dil’r- 
ing the season of sixteen weeks—the 
quickest work ever done on the river. In 
former seasons rafting operations were 
never completed before November. Be­
tween four and five millions of the corpor­
ation drive has not yet reached the booms, 
and large crews are at work endeavoring 
now to get it down. Unless (here is a rise 
in the water these logs will not be rafted 
this fall, but will be held over till next 
season. A crew of men are at work at 
their headquarters, St. Mary’s, making 
several booms, and placing their plant for 
the winter.

An Exciting Runaway.

Shortly before eight o’clock Tuesday 
morning James Hallett of Caverhill, drove 
his span of colts into the market with Miss 
Clark at his side. The animals were fright­
ened, suddenly jumped and broke the pole 
of the wagon and dashed down Queen street 
at a terrible pace the wagon making a zigzag 
course. Mr. Hallett was soon thrown out 
and at Regent street the horses were freed 
from the vehicle which ran against the side­
walk turning it over, and throwing Miss 
Clark violently to the payment. Fortunate­
ly both occupants escaped without serious 
injury and the horses were captured by 
roadmaster McKay at Waterloo Row.

It had hardly 
left the Patriarchal church at the Fanar 
when its orderly structure was annihil­
ated by the rush of the rabble bent on 
seeing the awful thing which the priests 
had brought out of the church. It was 
nothing that prince and shoemaker, 
bishop and boatman, diplomat in cocked 
hat and pacha in massive gold embroidery 
straggled together and with the pall­
bearers for the right of way. The awful 
thing, the haunting horror of the spec­
tacle, was the ostentatious parade of the 
decaying corpse of the white-haired old 
man, crowned with gold, bedecked with 
ecclesiastical finery, tied, like a criminal 
who has been executed by electricity, 
into a chair, with head left to hang nod­
ding on one side, with one hand held 
aloft by strings in grim caricature of the 
attitude of benediction, and with attend­
ants spraying perfumery over the ghastly 
thing in order to conceal its odor. ; As if 
this was not enough, when alter several 
hours of such exposure in the streets the 
corpse reached the place of sepulture, 
proceedings were stopped in order that 
the robes of the defunct might be saved. 
The poor dead patriarch wA thoroughly 
stripped of his garments. Dressed in a 
bare white shroud he was seated on a 
stone in the corner of his last resting 
place and the place was closed up. Then 
at length the men who had taken such 
liberties with his body retired, satisfied 
with their last homage to their spiritual

Seattle in 3 minutes, 24 seconds, “ misty 
and calm”; Tacoma in 3 minutes, 28 
seconds, “misty, cool and calm”; Canso 
(Nova Scotia^in 4 minutes, 20 seconds, 
“ cold and misty ”; and the reply “ misty 
and côld ” camé from far off London in 6 
minutes, 22 seconds.

There can be little doubt that infec­

tions of various kinds may be more or 
lees readily conveyed by flies. Wherever 
they alight they must bring with them 
traces of the objectionable matter they 
may have been assisting to remove. The 
window open for fresh air may admit 
flies which have come straight from some 
fever-stricken dwelling. Any one who 
has been in Egypt will have had an ob­
ject lesson on the propagation of disease 
by flies. The many victims of ophthal­
mia to lie seen there usually have their 
open sores covered by sworms of flies, 
which makes the presence and obtrUsive- 
ness everywhere in that country of this 
insect pest doubly abhorrent, from the 
possibilities of contagion by contact with 
them. The prevalence of opthalmia in 
Egypt is attributed specially to these 
swarms of flies, which convey infection 
from affected subjects to those unaffected. 
In our own country there is no specific 
malady which may be thus mainly at­
tributable to the germ-carrying action of 
flies, but it is quite possible that many 
cases, where the sources of infection can 
not be traced, may have had their origin 
in the presence of flies unwittingly ad­
mitted from tainted places. It is said 
that the late Father Damien attributed 
the leprosy which brought about his 
death to inoculation by flies which flew 
from leprous ]>atiente to a wound on his 
head. It must be remembered that 
though cases doubtless occur in which in­
fectious diseases are conveyed by flies, 
these insects do an immense amount of 
useful services by the scavengering which 
they so assiduously perform.

Ruskin, in addition to his brilliant liter­
ary work, has, on one occasion at least, 
played with remarkable success the part 
of a hydraulic engineer.
