in Temperance Hall,

TELLING OF HIS CONVERSION 
TO CHRISTIANITY.

And Missionary Work He Proposes to do.

A very large audience gathered at the 
Temperance Hall Sunday afternoon to 
listen to an address from Bheem Roy, the 
caste Brahmin now visiting the city. 
Every available seat was ccupied, and a 
large number were compelled to stand. H. 
C. Creed presided, and in introducing the 
speaker of the afternoon, referred to his 
conversion to Christianity some six years 
ago, and explained the object of his visit.

Mr. Roy, whose head was adorned with 
a Hindoo turban, then came forward, and 
delivered a very interesting and instructive 
address, which was listened to with 
breathless interest. He said it was a rare 
thing for the people of Canada to see a 
man from India. There were several of 
his people travelling in the United States, 
but they were not Christians. He had 
simply come here out of curiosity and 
wanted to find out something about the 
great Canadian institutions in order to tell 
his people about them. He thought it 
would be a good thing for the Canadian 
people to' hear something about the insti­
tutions of India, where they had sent so 
many of their missionaries. The speaker 
then went on and traced the origin of the 
Hindoos. He said that when Columbus 
made his first voyage to the western world, 
he found it was the western portion of 
India, so he named it the West Indies; 
therefore we were of the same origin. He 
then spoke of the wonderful fertility of 
the land in India, and said it was possible 
to raise three crops a year, while in this 
country only one could be grown. The 
people had accumulated great wealth, but 
other nations came in and plundered 
them, To-day England received a revenue 
of £300,000,000 sterling, and in commerce 
nearly twice that amount. And yet in the 
face of all this the majority of the people 
are poor and living from hand to mouth, 
and don’t know how well off they really 
are. Before they had termed themselves 
Hindoos, three successive immigrations 
had gone from the banks of the Ganges-on 
account of persecution, just as the Puritans 
had gone to Boston. A great many in 
India do not know how one-half the world 
differs from the other half, because of the 
lack of the glorious gospel. They were not 
able to enjoy civilization like the people 
in this country.

He thought the civilization that we en­
joyed was the accumulation of the past. 
To-say there is a great undertaking on foot 
to found an eastern empire, and he 
thought that English rule in India would 
cease in twenty-five years. India is going 
to become a powerful country. The mis­
sionaries who have gone there, are doing 
good work at a great sacrifice; but a 
greater sacrifice is yet to be made, in 
order to convert India, He then went on 
to speak of the custom which prevailed 
among the people in his native land, of 
the fathers handing down to their pos­
terity whatever trade or profession they 
themselves had followed, and there was 
no alternative for the descendants, but to 
accept it. This kw would have to be 
blotted out, and it could only be done by 
abolishing the caste system.

Mr. Roy then gave an interesting de­
scription of the marriage customs of India. 
He said they did not either eat, drink or 
marry there as they do here. When a 
man has a marriageable daughter, he 
summons people from all directions, and 
the girl goes out and puts a necklace of 
flowers on the neck of the man she 
selects. The speaker explained that 
girls married there when they were 
fifteen and sixteen ; they did not wait 
until they were thirty or thirty-five, as 
they would then be old maids. He him­
self had been engaged when five years of 
age, married when six, and a widower at 
seven. When a child is born, if a boy, 
the parents receive the congratlations of 
friends and relatives. But if the child 
happened to be a girl it was just the oppo­
site. A great deal of superstition exists, 
even among the high castes in reference 
to this matter. The Hindoos would 
rather have.jpne son and be as poor as 
Job’s turkey, than have a daughter and 
possess all the money in the world. That 
is theif superstition.

The speaker then went on to tell of the 
restrictions that were placed on a married 
Woman. She must not sass anyone, 
particularly her husband. She waits on 
her husband, and must call him master. 
Women are not allowed to do any shop­
ping, and when they go out, they must 
veil their faces. Woman’s condition in 
India is degrading, and the speaker 
thought that it could never be elevated 
except by themselves.

Mr. Roy, after some further remarks 
along this line, said they were not al­
lowed to kill cows in India, only in places 
where the British government have ab­
solute control. If a man kills a cow acci­
dentally, he is sure to be hung. It would 
be far better for him to kill his grand­
mother than to kill a cow. There is a 
belief among the inhabitants that people 
trans-migrate back to dogs, cate, snakes, 
etc. When he went hack to India, he was 
going to kill all the snakes he met, and if 
his grandmother had no more sense than 
to turn into a snake, he would kill her 
too.

Mr. Roy then gave an account of the 
circumstances that led up to his conver­
sion, the same as recorded in Saturday’s 
Hkrald. He said he intended going back 
to labor among the high caste Hindoos, 
whom the missionaries could not reach. 
If his plans were carried out, teeming mul­
titudes would be converted. The Lord 
had always been good to him. He was 
drowned twice, and rescued. Once he 
was carried off by wolves, and he had 
been twice bitten by snakes, but had al­
ways pulled through. He believed he 
had a mission from God to go hack and 
preach the gospel to his countrymen. He 
had come here for the purpose of killing 
two birds with one stone, to see the coun 
try and to raise funds to pay his way back 
to India. He required $350, and $326 of 
this was required to pay his passage.

At the close pf Mr. Roy’s address, the 
chairman thanked the audience for their 
very attentive hearing, and hoped they 
would nobly respond to the appeal for aid.

While the collection was being taken 
up, Mr. Roy entertained the audience by 
shaking and singing in his native tongue.

The benediction from Rev. Dr. Brecken 
brought the meeting to a close.

A Herald representative had an inter­
esting talk with him Saturday morn­

ing. He said he left India in February, 
1889, and went to England with the in­
tention of studying law at Oxford Univer­
sity. He arrived there in March, too late 
to begin hie studies for that term. He 
had heard of some of the great wonders 
of the new world, such as the great lakes, 
Niagara falls, the Brooklyn bridge, and 
having some leisure time on his hands, he 
decided to nuke a trip to this country. 
While travelling about the United States 
he fell in with one of hia own countrymen, 
who badi.ecome converted to Christian­
ity. This had the effect of lengthening 
his visit somewhat, and a year later, 
through the influence of his friend, he 
was converted.

Since that time, Mr. Roy has been a 
student at Peddle Institute, Hightstown, 
New Jersey, and also at Colgate Univers­
ity, at Hamilton, New York, where he 
learned the English language, science, 
history, and a little theology, and also how 
to appreciate our Christian civilization. 
He claims to be thoroughly modernized, 
and thinks he is more of a Yankee now 
than a Brahmin. Mr. Roy intends re­
turning to India next'-May, with the hope 
of finding some means'of Christianizing 
his people by wholesale. He expects to 
go from England under the auspices of the 
English Foreign Missionary Society. The 
object of bis present tour is to raise funds 
to pay his passage to India in case the 
Society failed to accept him.

Mr. Roy is the son of a nobleman in 
North-West India, and previous to his 
conversion enjoyed an income of £1,000 
sterling. His father ownes 12,000 ceres of 
land, and he would have inherited it, be- 
ng the only son. But becau se he adopted 
ihe Christian religion," his father has os­
tracized him. He did not feel badly over 
this, however, but thought if he was able 
lo lift his people out of darkness into light, 
God would give him his reward.

THE LATE WILLIAM BARRY.

A Tribute to His Memory From Hem- 
ramcook College.

A writer to the Moncton Times, who 
dates his letter from Meinramcook College, 
says of Win. Barry the young Fredericton 
man, whose death occurred so suddenly 
the other day at that institution: “The 
faculty and students were much affected 
by his untimely death. “ Will ” Barry 
was one of the best gymnasium athletes 
that ever went tlfrough here. He was 
nearly 6 feet tall and weighed nearly 200 
lbs. His health seemed to he robust, and 
nobody suspected the tragedy which hap­
pened this day a week ago. On Sunday 
last the Rev. Father Girard paid many 
high tributes to the memory of our de­
parted friend. He was a model student, 
led a model life, and though he was taken 
from among us by so sudden a death, still 
he was not unprepared, for two days be­
fore be had received absolution at the 
foot of his confessor, and the nejft-morn- 
ing received Holy Communion with the 
most saintly disposition. To his widowed 
mother, and his grieving brother, do the 
faculty and students of St. Joseph’s tender 
their most heart-felt sympathies and con 
dolences.’’

REV. FATHER MACRAE.

The Casket, a Roman Catholic weekly 
published at Antigonish, the residence of 
Bishop Cameron, in its issue of yesterday 
has the following in the course of an 
article on Father Macrae ; “ He was de­
prived of his pastoral charge at Lake 
Ainslie, C. B., in the summer of 1894 for 
conduct which, in the judgment of the 
ordinary, unfitted him to have the charge 
of souls until such time as he should have 
given evidence of amendment, and last 
April he quitted the diocese.

As regards the alleged testimonial from 
Biship Cameron, his lordship authorizes 
us to state that the paper furnished to 
Father Macrae in April was simply a writ­
ten formula granting leave of absence 
from the diocese for a certain time. This 
formula as quoted in the Sun contains the 
words usually found in such documents : 
“ Nay, indeed, that though art approved 
for piety and other meritorious virtues.”

His Lordship distinctly affirms that this 
recommendatory clause was purposely 
omitted from the letter he gave Father 
Macrae in April last, for the reason that 
he could not conscientiously recommend 
him to the other bishops as a priest in 
good standing, though he declared him to 
be free from ecclesiastical censure.

In October last Father Macrae applied 
once more for a parish in this diocese, 
but was refused.

NARROW ESCAPE-

Alfred Cropley Had a Close Call Sat­
urday Afternoon.

An accident which came very near hav­
ing very disastrons results, occurred at 
Hunt’s drug store, three o’clock Saturday 
afternoon. Alfred Oropley, a son of 
Major Cropley, one of Mr. Hunt’s clerks, 
was in the act of lighting a spirit lamp on 
a table in the back store, when a large 
bottle from which he had just filled the 
lamp, upset and took fire.

Young Cropley, without thinking, 
stooped over and undertook to suppress 
the flames by blowing into the mouth of 
the bottle. This action caused the blaze 
to flare up quickly nnd some of the burn­
ing spirits was blown into his face.

Wilson Lodge, a fellow clerk, who was 
also in teh back store when the accident 
occurred, with great presence of mind, 
grabbed an overcoat, and throwing it 
around Cropley’s head, succeeded in 
smothering the flames.

Dr. McLearn was at once summoned 
and found the young man quite badly 
burned about the head and face. After 
dressing the wounds he had him con­
veyed to his home on Brunswick street.

CRISP AND TO THE POINT.

Roads, Bridges and Culverts Damaged 
by Tuesday Night s Great Rain

Our Keswick correspondent writes : The 
recent rain made terrible havoc with the 
roads and bridges in this locality.

Densmore, who met with an ac­
cident at the Gibson wharf Friday, 
while raising logs, had his shoulder frac­
tured, and was severely bruised about the 
head.

J. F. VanBuskirk has commenced the 
erection of another large warehouse on 
the wharf property, below the Norma- 
school. W. H. Buffer has charge of the 
work.

Peter Bnrgoyne of Kingsclear, w^s a 
heavy looser by the recent heavy rains. 
He had 1,500 logs moored in-Long’sCreek, 
and they were carried out into the river 
and lost.

Miss Agnes McKay, who died died sud­
denly at Earltown, Colchester, N. S., on 
the 18th inst.. was a sister-in-law of Dr. 
Murray of Fredericton Junction, and the 
Dr. was present at her funeral.

The governors of Acadia college met at 
Wolfville lust week, and appointed Hon
H. R. Emmerson of Dorchester to the 
senate of the university, to fill the vacancy 
caused by the death of Rev. Dr. Hopper.

Hazen Drury, C. E., eon of the late W.
C. Drury, St. John and nephew of Sir 
John Allen was married at Sherbrooke, 
Quebec, Wednesday, to Miss Ethel Austin, 
daughter of Dr. Austin, and niece of Hon. 
E. T. Brooks.

The members of the Horse Shoe club 
gave a dance to a number of their friends, 
in the Masonic hall last evening. About 
twenty-five tripped the light fantastic 
until an early hour this morning. Han­
lon’s orchestra furnished music.

Two lots of land situated in the parish 
St. Marys, and belonging to Edward E. 
Brewer, were sold under mortgage by 
Auctioneer Wetmore in front of the post 
office Saturday noon, and were bid in by 
A. J. Gregory for $800.

The Charlottetown Patriot says, that 
Mr. Sproule, one of the Fredericton con­
verts gave his experience at the Hunter 
and Crosstev meeting Thursday night, 
telling how the Evangelists had brought 
him to see the error of his ways and had 
converted him.

A happy social event took place at the 
residence of Fred Moore, Canterbury, on 
Monday 25th ult., when his daughter, 
Minnie, was. married to Harold Grant, son
D. A. Grant, Woodstock. The ceremony 
was performed by Rev. Thomas Todd, 
Woodstock, assisted by Rev. Fred S. Todd, 
Calais. They will live in Woodstock.

The St. Andrews Beacon says that two 
canping factories are talked of for Wilson’s 
Beach, Campobello. D. W. Hoegg & Go­
of Fredericton, have recently acquired the 
John D. Small property, and will open up 
a factory in a short time, and Howard 
Jackson, merchant, is also arranging for 
the starting of a canning factory in the 
spring.

The Young People’s Society of Christian 
Endeavor of St. Paul’s church held their 
first regular meeting in the old kirk Friday 
evening. Upwards of eighty young people 
were in attendance, and quite a number 
were admitted to active membership. The 
society is starting out under very favorable 
auspices, and the prospects for the future 
are bright. The regular weekly meeting 
is to be held every Friday evening.

John Wisely, who lives with his son, 
Mr. James C. Wisely, at the lower limits 
of the city, is a remarkably sprightly man 
for his years. He will be 93 years old 
next August, but is in possessson of all 
his faculties, and is out every fine day and 
able to walk to the river, quite a distance 
from his home. Mr. Wisely was born in 
Derry, Ireland, and has been a resident of 
New Brunswick for 64 years, living all 
that time within fifteen miles of his pres­
ent residence.

A despatch from Woodstock says it is 
now conclusively proved that the logs 
floating by that town last week were from 
the Aroostook woods. It appears the 
booms at the falls broke. Geo. Dunn of 
Houlton, the owner of the logs, says there 
were between 1,500,000 and 2,000,000 logs 
in the boom, and he thinks one half the 
number has been carried away. There is 
no hope of saving any. The ice is now 
running in the river thick.

Saturday, while Johnny Howell, 
a thirteen year old boy, who lives with 
his aunt, Mrs. Hallett, was playing foot­
ball, near the St. Dunstan’s church, he 
tripped and fell against the iron railing in 
front of the church, striking his forehead 
on a sharp point and cutting a gash two 
inches long, just over his eye. The little 
fellow was badly stunned, and when car­
ried into Thos. B. Roberts’, St. John street, 
fainted away. Dr. Serry was summoned, 
and found it necessary to put in several 
stitches to close up the wound.

The provincial board of health met Fri­
day night at the residence of the chairman, 
Dr. Wm. Bayard, St. John. There were 
present besides the chairman, Drs. Coburn 
and Coulthard of Fredericton, Hon. Jas 
Holly and John McMillan. It was de­
cided to recommend in the Fredericton 
sewerage matter, that the outlet he at 
least two miles below the pumping station 
from which the city gets its water supply. 
The board declined to take any action 
with regard to. the Woodstock sewerage 
question.

In the University extension lecture 
course at St.John Friday night,Prof. Down­
ing spoke on Telegraphs and Telephones. 
The lecturer explaned the action of the 
phone and gave much valuable informa­
tion concerning it. He also gave a brief 
history of telegraphy, explained the in­
struments in use in telegraph offices, relay, 
sounder key, etc, and referred to the codes 
which aie in vogue in many offices. Prof. 
Downing also spoke of cables, told how 
they were laid, how breaks were dis­
covered, ând other information concerning 
cables and telegraphy in general.

Young MeGeehro of this City Was the 
Victim.

A horse owned by S. H. Logan clerk in 
Oak Hall in this city, and driven 
by Geo. McGeehan, ran away on the 28th 
ult, a short distance beyond Marysville 
and did considerable damage. Young 
McGeehan had borrowed the rig to drive 
out to Stanley Crossing.

When he was \returning home in the 
afternoon, one of the traces became un­
fastened. He got out to replace it, and as 
he was doing so, the horse, which had 
been used very little the past month, and 
was consequently feeling good, took fright 
and started down the road at a lively 
clip. The young man was knocked down 
by the forward wheel of the cart, and was 
very badly cut about the head and face, and 
had his arm and leg considerably bruised. 
He was taken into a house near by, where 
his wounds were dressed, and he was able 
to return home in the train. The horse 
was captured by Sanford Pond, a mile be­
yond Marysville. ,

The road cart and harness were badly 
damaged, but the animal was uninjured. 
The injuries received by McGeehan are 
quite serious, and will probably confine 
him to the house for some days. •

A LADY’S SUGGESTION.

On the Agitation to secure the Ap­
pointment of one ef sex to the Board; 

of School Trustees. *

To the Editor of the Daily Herald :
Sir,—At the anniversary of the W. C. 

T. U. the other evening, the suggestion 
was made, that a woman be appointed as 
a member of the school board in this city. 
That is surely a fitting suggestion, and 
notwithstanding the opposition of The 
Herald, I firmly believe that one mem. 
her at least of the school board should be 
a woman.

At another time, Mr. Editor, I may 
point out certain reasons, which to me 
seem conclusive, why a woman should be 
a member ; but, at present, in view of the 
memorial now being circulated, I wish to 
point out the propriety of such appoint­
ment being made by the city council, 
rather than by the government.

Women are political nonentities from a 
provincial standpoint, the legislature 
not permitting them to vote in elections 
for its members ; but in civic matière they 
have a voice, and where responsibility is, 
there should representation be.

I, therefore, submit to the city council 
the proposition, that when they, this 
year, elect a school trustee, that that 
trustee he' a woman ; and, in passing, 
I would concur in the excellence of the 
choice made in the memorial.

MAUGERVILLE’S POSTMASTER.

The Author of Valuable Text-Books 
of Sunday School lessons, which have 
been used by schools in this city. Mr. 
Stock has done much in the editorial 
chair to raise the C. M. S. publications to 
be easily the first in the world. He has 
managed to create an ever-growing circle 
of people who read them, and has made 
missionary reports and papers much 
brighter and interesting.

His open-eyed zeal has led him to 
initiate and give the chief impulse to these 
various organizations—the Younger Clery 
Union, the Ladies’ Union, and the Day 
Workers’ Union—by which the C. M. S. 
has obtained such a tremendous hold 
upon London. He too is the originator 
of the now world-wide “ Gleaners’ Union” 
and the Lay Workers’ Union.

He has been in touch with most phases 
of the church life of the last forty years 
He has repeatedly been elected a member 
of the London Diocesan Conference and 
of the House of Laymen. One of his latest 
and most effective activities has been the 
generation of unprecedented missionary 
enthusiasm at the Keswick conventions. 
Twelve years ago there was no distinc­
tively missionary meetings at Keswick 
Through his influence

All this has been Changed,

and the missionary meeting is now one 
of the most wonderful of that wonderful 
gathering. From Kewick many men and 
women have ’gone away with the firm 
resolve by God’s help to enter the foreign 
missionary field.

Three years ago Mr. Stock and the lately 
martyred Rev. Robert W. Stewart travel­
led through Australia and New Zealand to 
organize an Australian Church Missionary 
Association, in affiliation with the C. M. 
S. at home. It is for a similar purpose 
that Mr. Stock and his confrere, Mr. 
Grubb, have now come to Canada.

Mr. Stock married a daughter of Capt. 
Mann, R. N. About twelve years ago she 
died. Her two sister and Mr. Stock’s 
sister, Miss Sarah Geraldine Stock, have 
given

in the various departments of his edito­
rial work.

Mr. Stock has a prodigious fund of en­
durance and power of sustained work. It 
is said that he has the Gladstonion faculty 
of doing two things at once. He attends 
the committee meetings in Salisbury 
Square, busily writing the letters of his 
huge correspondence, yet watching every 
turn of the debate, and able to speak at the 
opportune moment.

Opened the Liberal Campaign at Am­
herst Last Night.

The Liberal campaign in the Maritime 
provinces v.as opened by Hon. Messrs. 
Davies, Fielding and Longley, at Amherst 
Nov. 28th, under most favorable auspices. 
The large Academy of Music was quite in­
adequate to accommodate the immense 
audience which sought admission. Hon. 
Wm. T. Pipes, Q. C., occupied the chair, 
and on the platform, besides the speakers 
and a number of ladies, were Hon. H. R. 
Emmerson, M. P. P., of Albert, N. B. and 
M. D. Pride, manager of the Amherst 
Boot and Shoe Company.

H. J. Logan, the Libe1 d candidate, was 
the first speaker, and was followed by

Hon. Mr. Davies

who was received amid enthusiastic cheers 
on rising. He said it had been intimated 
to him that it was a piece of audacity for 
any one to venture to discuss the Liberal 
doctrine in this great Torÿ pocket bor­
ough. He declined to’so regard it. Cum­
berland would come~into line with the 
majority of the other constituencies in 
Nova Scotia and support the Liberal 
policy. He discussed the Manitoba schoo 
question, with great fulness, declaringl 
the policy of the Liberal party was to do 
fuff justice in the matter, hut it was 
in the interests of all that the rights 
of the minority should be secured * 
by friendly concessions and compromises 
rather than by adverse and disastrous 
methods of coercion. Mr. Laurier’s policy 
was to secure, if possible, friendly action 
for Manitoba, but if this was impossible 
then a fuff investigation of the facts should 
be had and then he would base his action 
upon the information there obtained. He 
denounced the policy of high tariff, show­
ing the injurious effects upon the country 
pointing out the advantages of the Liberal 
policy, and predicting the speedy over­
throw of the present administration. 

Attorney General Longley

was the next speaker, and was received 
with loud applause. He dealt more fully 
with the Liberal policy, and said it was not 
calculated to destroy the manufacturing in­
dustries, but rather to build up the great 
industrial industries of the country. The 
tariff in any case must secure incidental 
protection to the manufacturers. There 
was no objection to have them encour­
aged so that it would aid legitimate 
home industries, but what Liberals waged 
war against was the monopolies, com­
bines and the privileges they enjoyed. 
These threatended the liberty of the 
country by the corrupt manner in 
which they are applied in debauching 
public opinion. He denounced the gov­
ernment for the extravagant and unbusi­
ness like manner in which the administra­
tion had been carried on, instancing the 
franchise act case,which had cost one mil­
lion, the McGreevy transaction by which 
$160,000 was boodled from the treasury, 
the Tay Canal which cost $476,000 which 
had no traffic,the total receipts being $135, 
the Curran bridge, estimated to cost $122,- 
000, had already cost $394,000, of which 
$200,000 was absolutely robbed from the 
treasury by swindling and fraudulent pay 
lists, tut yet no one was brought to 
justice. In closing he paid a glowing 
eulogy to Mr. Logan, the Liberal candi­
date, and appealed to the men of Cumber­
land to rise to the occasion. He sat down 
amid deafening applause.

Premier Fielding

on rising, was accorded a most enthusias­
tic reception. In his pleasing and instruc­
tive/ manner he briefly reviewed the 
poilcy of the government to bring about 
the prosperity so glowingly pictured by 
the N. P, advocates but which failed to 
materialize in any particular. He showed 
that the high tariff or tax was against the 
consumer and in favor of the manufacturer 
and while he was not at enmity with the 
manufacturer, yet like the others, he was 
prepared to wage war againstthe combines 
and cited the great cotton, sugar, cordage 
and other monopolies as instances of the 
result of a high protective tariff. His 
handling of the Manitoba school question 
was most masterly and was interrupted 
frequently by applause. He regretted the 
lateness of the hour prevented his going 
more fully into other important matters.

In closing he referred to the Hon. 
Wilfred Laurier in glowing terms, and 
said that although of another religion, he 
was proud to be the follower of so great a 
man. The applause was deafening.

The meeting closed by singing the 
national anthem.

This evening a meeting at Parrsboro 
will be addressed by Messrs. Davies and 
Longley and Black, M. P. P.

The gift when completed will be quite a 
valuable one, and no doubt will be deeply 
appreciated by the missionaries and their 
wards. It will make nobody poorer, and 
the unfortunate red children a great deal 
richer.

The Religious Revival.

At the Baptist church Sunday morn­
ing, the right hand of fellowship was given 
to forty-two new members, and at the 
close of the evening service eleven per­
sons received the rite of baptism. Four 

. persons were received into the Methodist 
church, and one was baptized at the morn­
ing service yesterday".. At the F. C. Baptist 
two were baptized and three admitted to 
membership. Rev. Mr. Davidson admi­
nistered the ordinance of baptism to six 
persons at the Gibson Baptist church, and 
gave the right hand of fellowship to nine 
others. Rev. Mr. Parsons, of the Gibson 
F. C. Baptist church, baptized two can­
didates in the river.

The funeral of the late Mrs. Jonathan 
Cliff took place from her son’s residence, 
at Lower French Village,Saturday,and was 
attended by a large number of sympathiz­
ing friends and relatives.

THE NORTH ONTARIO CONTEST.

We have called attention to a few 
of the curiosities of the present Dominion 
bye-election in North Ontario, but there 
are a few others even more striking. 
Take the case of Mr. Clarke Wallace, for 
instance. Mr. Wallace is the head of the 
Orange order in Canada, a Protestant of 
the most ultra type, a man, who like our 
own Pitts, pretends to stand up at all 
times for “equal rights for all and special 
privileges to none.” And yet this very 
same Mr. Wallace is speaking nightly in 
the Orange halls of North Ontario, plead­
ing with his brethren to support the Tory 
government, who are pledged to force 
separate schools on Manitoba ; who have 
indeed called an extra session of Parlia­
ment, for the specific purpose of accord­
ing special privileges to the Roman 
Catholics of that province. If ever there 
was an example of gross prostitution of 
principles, we think it is furnished by 
Mr. Wallace in the North Ontario cam­
paign.

Then note another anomaly of the con 
test. Among the Tory leaders and 
stampers, is Mr. Marter, the Opposition 
leader in the Ontario legislature. If the 
party which opposes Sir Oliver Mowatt 
in Ontario, is distinguished for anything, 
it is the persistency with which they 
have used the No Popery cry against 
Ontario’s Grand Old Man. Under Mr. 
Meredith’s leadership, and with Mr. 
Marter at Its head, the Ontario Tory op- 
positon have been the avowed enemies of 
the Roman Catholics of Ontario, and their 
campaign for the last ten years have been 
conducted on the lines of Protestant 
bigotry, and yet, we find Mr. Marter join­
ing with Clarke Wallace in North Ontario 
to elect a candidate who is secretly pledg­
ed to vote for the restoration of separate 
schools in Manitoba.

If ever Tory hypocrisy attempted any­
thing like this before, and we admit it has 
reached some magnificent heights, we 
should like it to be pointed out.

And what do the Orangemen of Canada 
think of their leaders 7 Are they all 
willing to be dragged through the mire to 
suit the personal interests of Mr. Clarke 
Wallace ? Is a seat in the ante-room of 
the government establishment for Mr. 
Wallace and a $5,000 salary attached, suffi­
cient to win them from all their professed 
principles of “ equal rights for all and 
special privileges to none ” ? Let us have 
a clear and distinct enunciation of Mr. 
Pitts’ convictions, for instance, on the 
North Ontario situation. What does he 
honestly think of Mr. Wallace’s course, 
and is he as an alleged leader of the 
Orangemen in this county, prepared to 
endorse the Grand Master, Mr. Foster, 
and the government in their present at 
titude towards the cherished principles of 
the order which he (Pitts) so earnestly 
pretends to uphold ?

TORY DISSENSIONS.

In many constituencies in Canada, our 
Tory friends are badly rent into factions 
each jealous of the other, a pretty certain 
index of the general disaster, which awaits 
the dominant party when it faces the peo­
ple of Canada at the polls, In Ottawa the 
Tories have two rival organizations, and 
two setts of candidates ; in Stormont and 
Glengarry, the present member Dr. Bergin, 
has been cast aside and another man 
nominated but Bergin also announces him- 
.selfa candidate for re-election ; in Brock- 
ville, represented by Comptroller Wood, 
there are two fully organized Conservative 

‘Associations each ready to jump at the 
other’s throat. And so on in other con­
stituencies. We have a sample of Tory 
disorganization here in our own cohntry. 
A number of the big wigs of the party, in­
cluding Mr. Gibson and Mr. Temple, want 
Mr. Foster to contest the county ; others 
whose votes and influence in the party 
counted in the past, have set themselves 
against the importation of an outsider 
and if the Finance Minister comes to York, 
will either openly oppose his candidature 
or sulk in their tents. Then there is an­
other wing of the party, who pretends to be 
straightly opposed to Mr. Foster’s separate 
school policy, all forming a most un­
happy and quarrelling family, and indi­
cating the final disintegration and defeat 
of the Tories throughout the country.

MR. INCH’S CLAIM.

We understand that a number of the 
school trustees are willing that Geo. S. 
Inch’s claim against the board should be 
paid without going into litigation, and 
one member with whom The Herald lias 
talked, said he had not a doubt of the 
justice and legality of the claim. 
It would appear a small matter for the 
trustees to resist, and if it should go to 
trial, the costs to the trustees would prob­
ably be greater than the amount of the 
claim. We think, in view of all the facts, 
that the trustees would be justified in 
effecting a settlement that would be satis­
factory to Mr. Inch. A correspondent 
raises the point that in case the action 
should go on, whether or not the Sheriff 
who,as a member of the trustee board, and 
one of the defendants, would be qualified 
to summon a jury to try the case. The 
question is one worthy bf consideration, 
and do doubt will be raised at the proper, 
time. We may add, that we are informed 
the board has had legal advice which 
would warrant them in paying Mr. Inch’s 
claim, and we trust they will follow the 
suggestion made to them.

In an address in North Ontario, Friday 
night,Hon. John F. Wood of the Dominion 
Government was forced to confesse that a 
large majority of the manufacturers of 
Brock ville, his own constituency, vq,te 
against the Tory government, and that 
when Mr. Laurier visited Brock ville a few 
weeks ago, Mr. Frost of Smith’s Falls, pro­
prietor of what is next to the largest 
agricultural implement manufacturing 
concern in the country, appeared upon the 
platform and declared that he was in favor 
of the old revenue tariff under Mr. 
Mackenzie, and that the National Policy 
had done him no good. The situation was 
very embarrassing to Mr. Wood, but lie 
was so closely pressed that he was com­
pelled to make the unwilling confession.

THE BYE-ELECTIONS.

Writs for the bye-elections in Montreal 
Centre and Jacques Cartier have been 
issued, polling to take place in the former, 
Dec. 27th and in the latter, Dec. 30th. In 
Montreal Centre, the Liberal candidate 
will be Hon. James McShane, and his 
Tory opponent is Sir Wm. Kingston. 
The Tories have been searching diligently 
for a candidate for Jacques Cartier to 
oppose Mr. Charbonneau, but have not 
yet found their man. Both constituen­
cies have been strongly Tory, both are 
argely Roman Catholic, and if the Gov­
ernment canuot retain them, they will 
have little chance of being successful 
anywhere else. This is nomination day 
in North Ontario, where a Liberal, a Tory 
and a Patron are candidates. Nobody pre­
tends to speculate with any certainty as 
to the result. In the meantime, for West 
Huron, the first vacated constituency, no 
writ lias yet been issued. The Tory 
majority there in 1891 was only sixteen, 
and the Government is apparently afraid 
to call on a new election.

The Fredericton Society of St. Andrew 
never in its history enjoyed a more in­
fluential position in the community than 
it does at the present time. Besides its 
social side, the society has taken up the 
question of education, giving a valuable 
scholarship in the University. The 
members and their frieuds enjoyed a very 
pleasant evening, dining together at the 
Barker House Monday night, the evening’s 
entertainment being a complete success. 
We congratulate President Inches and his 
fellow members on the present standing 
of the society, and its ability to cater to 
the pleasure of its guests.

Mr. Pitts, who in the Reporter during 
the recent local election campaign, ex­
pressed the greatest confidence in the 
triumph of the opposition, now sorrow­
fully admits how badly he and his friends 
were wiped out. In yesterday’s Reporter, 
Mr. Pitts observes : “ One of the greatest 
fears to be apprehended, in the constitu­
tion of parties in the present local legis­
lature, is that the opposition will not have 
sufficient numerical strength to offset the 
natural tendency of a strong government 
to carry matters with a high hand.”

Chief of Police Clarke of St. John, has 
instructed the members of his force 
to arrest all children hereafter, who are 
found on the streets after 7 o’clock in the 
evening, unless accompanied by their par­
ents or guardians, or able to-give satis 
factory reasons for being abroad at that 
hour. The same order is required to 
Fredericton, where the presence of young 
children on the streets at unreasonable 
hours has long been notorious.

With the death of Stephen Glasier, 
who passed away at his home at Lincoln, 
Monday morning, disappears the last of 
three brothers, who were among the 
pioneers of the lumbering business on the 
St. John river. Mr. Glasier’s home in 
years past, was the scene of much large 
hearted hospitality and social enjoyment, 
and is remembered with pleasure by 
many of the middle aged people of this 
city.

A. H. DeMille, the St. John barrister, 
who died yesterday, was well and favor­
ably known to many in this city, and his 
demise was heard of with sincere regret. 
He was a quiet, studious gentleman, with 
a large circle of sincere friends.

There promises to be a lively fight in 
the Scott act repeal election in Westmor­
land County, which occurs January 6th. 
Both the repealers and the Syott act sup­
porters are actively organizing.

Ghastly Find At St. John.
St. John, N. B., Dec. 2.—On Saturday a 

human skeleton was found in the woods 
at Brandy Brook on the Black River road 
which is supposed to be the remains of 
Robert Horn, who disappeared in the 
summer pf 1894. Coroner Berryman held 
a post mortem examination, and says he 
has no doubt they are the remains of the 
missing man Horn. The body was found 
lying on a pile of spruce boughs.

The friends of Robert Horn, deceased 
deny that the remains found this week at 
Black River are those of the missing 
man, and the question agitating St. John 
ispf not Horn’s, who was the person 
overtaken by so sad a fate ?

THE POSMASTERSHIP.

Mr. A.j|R. Miles Enters Into a 
Full Explanation of the 

Matter

And Pays His Respects to Mr. G. A. 
Treadwell.

Sir,—In Saturday’s Gleaner I noticed 
a lengthy communication from Geo. A. 
Treadwell, re postal matters in Upper 
Maugerville, and amongst other persons, 
I notice I am injfor a share of his scathing 
rebuke for what part I may have taken, in 
attempting to secure for the people of this 
community, something like a decent mail 
delivery.

True I acted once as Mr. Sterling’s 
ferryman, conveying the people’s petition 
to Mr. Wilmot. It did not put me out 
much, and there was no pay in it. I did 
not see as I committed a very great crime 
nor can it be deemed by Mr. T. as very 
undignified as he has acted in that ca­
pacity for some years, ferrying to and from 
the steamers, and upon that position in­
directly has the postal matters of Upper 
Maugerville been hanging. Mr. T. in act­
ing as ferryman, conducting the mail, and 
passengers from the office to the steamers, 
is rewarded for it by a free passage on the 
steamers, and as he is a man who does 

No Small Amount of Travelling 
this is considerable of an item, and Mr. 
Treadwell does not wish to /lose the 
boon. If Mr. Sewell was appointed post­
master he would attend the steamers, and 
thus Mr. T. like any other common in­
dividual would be asked to pay his fare 
on the boat, or walk.

As to his charge of names being sub­
scribed to that petition, not authorized to 
be there, it is too contemptible to notice, as 
any person knowing Mr. A. McL. 
Sterling, the gentleman who circulated 
the petition, knows that he is above any 
such contemptible means of accomplish­
ing a point, as to forging names to a 
petition. I saw the petition when about 
all the names were on it, and the name of 
Dr. Philip Cox (whom I know was not at 
home) was not on the petition, and 
Mr. Sterling assures me that his name was 
not on the petition at all. Mr. Treadwell 
must have known that Dr. Cox’s name 
was not on, as he had every opportunity 
of seeing it at Mr. Wilmot’s. This matter 
I will leave for Mr. Sterling to deal with 
himself, if he sees proper to do so. At the 
same time I think I can safely challenge 
Mr. Treadwell to produce one single in­
dividual who will say that they did not 
authorize his name put upon that petition. 
Mr. Treadwell and I do not live so far 
apart but we can settle

Any Personal or Private Grievances, 
without airing them through the press, 
and as I have never acted in the capacity 
of a count ry correspondent of any periodi­
cal at so much a column, giving the details 
of hustings and other gatherings with 
the arrivals of noted personages in the 
place, I do not care to gain notoriety in 
that way.

To give the history of this postal diffi­
culty, it will be- necessary to go back a 
few years, when the late Jarvis Shields 
was postmaster. The office had become 
troublesome to him; he wished to resign. 
During one election campaign he told Mr. 
Wilmot his wishes, and recommended 
Mr. Emery Sewell as his successor. Mr. 
Wilmot asked Mr. Shields not to press 
his resignation until after the election, 
when he would give it his “speedy atten­
tion.”

Some mopths after the election Mr.- 
Shields asked me to circulate a petition 
in favor of Mr. Sewell’s appointment, and 
he would delay his resignation, which he 
had written to send to the P. O. depart­
ment at Ottawa, as Mr. Wilmot’s “speedy 
attention” was too slow in arriving, to 
suit him. I circulated the petition, and 
got nearly all the community to sign it. 
Mr. Shields forwarded it with his resig­
nation to Ottawa, but alas ! unfortunately 
in writing the petition

I Signed It, 
heading the column.

The acknowledgement of the receipt of 
it at Ottawa, was mailed to my address, 
and as I am a Grit, I am informed upon 
credible authority, that Mr. Sewell could 
not get the appointment, as it was argued 
by Mr. Treadwell to Mr. Wilmot that he 
would be'playing into the hands of his 
Grit enemies. This was after Mr. Wil­
mot had said in Mr. Sewell’s store that 
“this was the proper place for the P. O., 
but let the people say, and the office will 
be where they want it.” The people did 
say and the office was where Mr. Tread­
well wanted it.

The matter was arranged by giving Mr 
Shields some extra allowance, and he still 
acted asjpostmaster but was not re-appoint­
ed. At his death the office again became 
vacant. By the conditions of Mr. Shields’ 
will, his' property was to be sold, and the 
supposition was that his widow would not 
remain upon the estate. Consequently a 
second petition was circulated by a good 
Tory this time, recommending Mr. Sewell, 
and nearly all signed it as they did the 
first time. It was presented in due form 
to Mr. Wilmot, but lo, and behold, a 
counter petition was got up in favor of 
Mrs. Shields, and many who had signed 
the first, signed the second also, under 
the impression that the first petition was 
an attempt to forcibly take a part of the 
living away from the widow. As soon as 
it was known that Mrs. Shields

the efforts of our party ceased. The sec­
ond petition was presented to Mr. Wilmot, 
and he washed his hands of the matter and 
sent for P. O. Inspector King, who arrived 
under the protection of Mr. Treadwell, 
made a few calls in the district that night 
with Mr. Treadwell, and listened to what 
was said by a few people, and returned to 
St. John the next day, and after going 
through this farce recommended Mrs. 
Shields for postmistress.

This didinot give offence at all, as every­
body in the district would much rather 
help Mrs. Shields, than do a single action 
that would in any way injure her pros­
pects, after it was known she intended 
remaining. Mrs. Shields attended the 
duties of the office acceptably, until Sept, 
last, when she resigned and moved to 
British Columbia, since which time the 
mail has been in the hands of Mr. Geo. A. 
Treadwell, and I must say has been very 
unsatisfactory to at least a great many of 
the patrons of the office. For instance 
the mail arrived by boat at about 8.45 a. 
m., from Fredericton and from 3 to 5 p. 
in., from St. John. Those of the District, 
who could not make it convenient to call 
at the office, while Mr. Treadwell was 
there at the above named hours, had to 
come home with the report, “ that no one 
was at the office ".and I could not get in.” 
The house in which the office was kept 
was untenanted, and Mr. Treadwell when 
he left it

Took the Key With Him.

I have known parties to go there in order 
to mail letters, but had to bring them 
away, as no person was in the office, and 
there was no place to drop a letter. Under 
those circumstances was it unreasonable 
that I, although a Grit, should use what 
effort I could to secure a better service?

Mr. Sewell consented to take the office

if he could get it, and applied to Mr. Wil­
mot for it, as many people wanted him to 
accept it Mr. Wilmot was petitioned by 
nearly 50 of the people, (not women and 
children, as was signed to a former peti­
tion), “ residents and ratepayers,” recom­
mending Mr. Sewell, but all to no purpose. 
Mr. Treadwell was first, last and all the 
time with Mr. Wilmot, and his wishes 
must be respected, and let those of his 
other friends, who did not like it, do the 
next best thing.

With those people we will let Mr. Wil­
mot settle the claim, and explain the mat­
ter to their satisfaction.

As regards our new postmaster Mr. 
F. Phair Shields, there cannot be a single 
word said against him. He commands the 
respect and admiration of the entire com­
munity. being possessed by nature of 
many traits that would be enviable by 
those in much higher positions. At the 
same time, to be plain and use plain lan­
guage, he is only allowing himself to 

Be Played By Geo Treadwell 
in order that Mr. Treadwell may still 
hold his job of conveying the mails to and 
from the steamers, and get his passage 
free on the boats. Although Mr. Sheilds 
owns the house in which the office is 
kept, he does not live in it, and in the 
summer season is away on the river all 
summer, holding the position of mate, on 
one of the river steamers, and there is no 
surety but that our district must accept 
the present postal arrangement, until 
such time as Mr. Treadwell, and Mr. 
Wilmot, give us a better service, or step 
down and out. The argument is made 
that no better service may be secured at 
the store, as Mr. Sewell does not keep it 
open at all times. That argument I will 
answer this way. I am not afraid to be­
come one of Mr. Sewell’s bondsmen, that 
the mails will be handled satisfactorily, 
and that any patron can get his mail at 
any reasonable hour, as Mr. Sewell will 
make an arrangement to that effect.

Before closing I must give Mr. Treadwell 
credit for the service he has rendered our 
postal district. Through him^nd to him 
are we indebted for the present arrange­
ment of a daily , mail instead of tri-weekly 
as formerly, but for that service, if he did 
get the earth, he need not now want a 
glass case around it. Thanking you for 
your space, I am yours etc.

A LIVELY ENCOUNTER.
A Refractory PnplI Gives Principal Mc- 

Farlane Trouble In the Charlotte 
Street School.

A lively row in the Charlotte street 
school, is the talk of the lower end of 
the city. It appears that Principal Mc- 
Farlane recently has been having consid­
erable trouble with Norman Woodbridge, 
a lad of probably seventeen years of age 
and quite as large as the principal him­
self.

On Monday forenoon, Mr. McFarlane 
in correcting Woodbridge, made a re­
mark which the latter resented in the 
presence of the other pupils, and then 
hurriedly made his exit from the room. 
He returned in the afternoon, however, 
and was called on by the Principal for an 
apology. The young fellow responded 
with the reply that “ you are the one who 
should apologize Mr. McFarlane.” The 
principal then asked the girls to retire, 
and as be approached the rebellious boy, 
the latter turned on him, and a scuffle en­
sued. Woodbridge finally escaped, but 
returned Tuesday morning and took his 
seat in the school. Mr. McFarlane want­
ed an understanding and an explanation 
of his conduct, but the boy when closely 
pressed, jumped for the window and 
made his escape. In the afternoon he 
returned again, had a private conference 
with the Principal, apologized for all the 
trouble he had given and resumed his 
place in the school, resolved to do better 
in the future.

Daring the personal encounter between 
the teacher and pupil, some of the girls 
were so alarmed that they cried, and 
there was a general rush for the doorte.

Mr. McFarlane is proving himself a 
capable and earnest teacher and principal, 
and in the first serious test of his ability 
to maintain discipline in the school, has 
come off successful.

DIED TUESDAY MORNING.
Stephen Glasier one of the Pioneers of

the Lumber Business on the St. John 
River.

Stephen Glasier, one of the oldest and 
best known residents on the St. John 
river, died at his home at Lincoln, Sun­
bury County, at 9.80 Tuesday a.m. of dia­
betes. He had been troubled for some 
time with this disease, but or:ly a week 
ago did his case become serious.

Mr. Glasier, who was twice married, 
leaves a wife, five daughters and one son. 
The daughters are Mrs. C. W. Beckwith 
and Mrs. W. K. Allen of this city ; Mrs. 
R. A. Payne of St. John ; Mrs. Coombes 
of Halifax, and Mrs. Farqnaharson, who 
resides in England.

For upwards of half a century, Mr. 
Glasier’s name was prominently connected 
with the lumber industry. He and his 
brothers,the late Senator John Glasier,and 
D. D. Glasier were the first, to engage ex­
tensively in lumbering on the St. John riv­
er. Forty years ago they put the first boom 
in the river at Fredericton. The Glasiers 
had absolute control of the boom business 
here for a number of years up to the time 
the Fredericton Boom Company was or­
ganized. All became leading members of 
this company and Stephen Glasier was 
appointed agent and manager. He con­
tinued to hold this position up to eight 
years ago, when he retired, and Mr. 
Hanebry was appointed to succeed him. 
Since that time he has lived quietly on 
his farm at Lincoln. He enjoyed the con­
fidence and esteem of a large number of 
people, who will hear of his death with a 
great deal of regret. He had reached the 
advanced age of 85 years.

The funeral took place on Thursday 
afternoon at 2.30 from his late residence at 
Elmwood, Lincoln.

YORK COUNTY VALUATION.

The county valuators, John A. Camp­
bell of Kingsclear, W. B. McNally of 
Queensbury, and William McBean of 
Nashwaàk, completed their work of re- 
valuating the county property this after­
noon.

A GROWING INDUSTRY.

Mr. Tilley of Watervllle Tells The Her­
ald Something About the Cheese 

Business.

J. F. Tilley ot the firm of C. L. Tilley 
& Son, the well known cheese manufac­
tures of Watervllle C. C.,was here the 5th. 
When asked for information about the 
cheese business,Mr.Tilleysaid that his firm 
operated four cheese factories in Carleton 
country, the output from which the past 
season amounts to 125 tons. About one- 
third of this amount was shipped to Eng­
land by the manufacturers and brought a 
good price, and the remainder was sold in 
the local markets. Formerly the sending 
of their product to the English markets 
was done wholly through Montreal ship­
pers, but this season the Messrs. Tilley 
concluded to try the experiment of ship­
ping direct, and the results have so far 
been very satisfactory to them. This firm 
enjoy a very high reputation as cheese 
manufaccurers, and the manner in which 
they carried ofi honors at the World’s fair 
shows that they merit it. Mr. Tilley in­
forms The Herald, that the prizes they 
won at that great exhibition have not yet 
been handed over.

Yesterday Mr. Tilley visited the 
Burtt’s Corner cheese factory and secured 
what was left of its season’s output, about 
7,500 pounds, and will ship it on commis­
sion to Liverpool by the Beaver line 
steamer, Lake Superior, from St. John. 
The price at which Canadian cheese is 
selling in the English markets'"^t the 
present time is 47 shillings per hundred 
pounds, and the Messrs. Tilley expect to 
realize a good price for their shipment, 
which has just been placed on the market.

The members of the Fredericton So­
ciety of St. Andrew honored the memory 
of their patron saint, by a grand dinner 
at the Barker house Monday night. Over 
eighty gentlemen, including members 
of the society and other friends, were 
present. It was the 70th anniversary of 
the founding of the society.

Julius L. Inches, president of the socie­
ty, occupied the chair, and seated on his 
right were His Honor the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor, Dr. Harrison, and Harry Beckwith, 
and on his left Judge Van wart, Lieut.- 
Col. Gordon and Rev. Mr. Simonds.

The first vice chair was occupied by Dr. 
Crocket, with Mayor VanWart at his 
right, and Major Howe, M.P.P. on his left.

Jas. F. McMurray, with Sheriff Sterling 
on the right and Colonel Marsh on the 
left, occupied the second vice chair.

The tables were tastefully arranged, and 
were decorated for the occasion by flowers 
and palm leaves.1'

Piper Hossick of Stanley was on hand 
with his bag-pipes, to assist W. R. Dunbar 
the official piper of the society. It is 
needless to say that bag-pipe music was 
not wanting during the evening.

The Toasts and Responses.

After the good things contained in the 
bill of fare had received their share of 
attention, the chairman proposed the 
health of the Queen and Lieutenant- 
Governor in turn, and a hearty response 
was given the toasts. When the Govemoi- 
General’s name was proposed the whole 
assembly joined in singing “ He’s a jolly 
good fellow.”

Vice-President Crocket in proposing the 
health of the Lieutenant-Governor, referr­
ed His Honor’s long and honorable public! 
career, and it gave him pleasure to say 
that he had been a member of St. Andrew's 
Society for a great many years.

The Lieutenant-Governor responded to' 
the toast in a very neat speech. He said 
he would be lees than mortal if he did 
appreciate the kind words that had faite®?; 
from the lips of the vice-chairman in pro­
posing the toast, and he would be less than 
human if he did not appreciate the heart- 
ness in which his name had been received. 
’Hplîgh not a native of Fredericton, he 
had spent the whole of his professional 
life here. In looking over the names of 
the men who have filled the high and 
honorable position of lieutenant-governor 
he could find names that had been famous 
in history, not only in statesmanship, but 
in all those things that go to make up 
public life. The name of Sir Howard 
Douglas was one that would always be 
honored in New Brunswick. Dr. Harrison

in communication with a son of Sir 
lükard’s and in the letters he received 
from him, he never fails to mention the 
kind by feeling that his father had always 
entertained for New Brunswick and the 
city of Fredericton. It was he that design­
ed old government house, which His 
Honor was sorry to say, is not in such a 
state of repair, as to enable anyone who is 
occupying the position of lieutenant-gov­
ernor to entertain strangers therein.

Coming down to later years, His Honor 
said there had hardly been a meeting of 
St. Andrew's society, at which some lieu­
tenant governor had not been present. 
He had felt as much pride in being ap­
pointed president of the society, as he had 
when he was appointed lieutenant gover­
nor of New Brunswick. He referred to 
his long connection with the society, and 
said he had always been present at their 
meetings. His Honor made a pleasing 
reference to his old opponent, the late

John Pickard, M. P„ who he said was 
always a Scotchman on St. Andrew’s 
night. His heart was as Scotch on that 
night, as his soul was generous at other 
times, and there never was a more gen­
erous man lived in the city of Fredericton 
than the same John Pickard. His Honor 
thought people had to hustle very lively 
to get ahead of a Scotchman. The pres­
ent Governor General of Canada, who was 
here a short time ago, was a Scotchman, 
and he thought it would have been a 
good plan if the secretary had exchanged 
greetings with him. He thought Scotch 
men could never be accused of any want 
of hospitality, indeed they were prover­
bial for their hospitality. His Honor in 
closing, thanked them very heartily for 
the way they had responded to the toast.

The chairman then proposed “The 
Day and A’ who honor it,” which was re­
sponded to by the singing of “ Scots Wha 
Hae.”

Oswald S. Crocket, secretary of the 
society, read telegrams from the societies 
at Hamilton and St. John, and proposed 
the Dominion Parliament and Local Leg­
islature, in a few well chosen remarks, 
and it was given a hearty response, coupled 
with three cheers and a tiger.

Major Howe, M.P.P. in replying, said 
he had enjoyed himself immensely during 
the evening, and considered it a great 
honor to be present. He appreciated the 
fact that there was considerable Scotch 
blood in his veins, almost enough to per- 
mitof his joining the soeiety. His grand­
father was a Scotchman, and he had 
also been the husband of two wives, and 
the father of twenty-two children. Some­
thing over fifty years ago he had first seen 
the light of day in the city of Fredericton, 
and now it was his privilege to attend a 
meeting of St. Andrew’s Society as a mem­
ber of the Local législature. The Major 
was fond of Scotchmen, and numbered 
among them his warmest friends, and 
most stalwart supporters.

J. K. Finder, M.P.P., could not boast 
of being a Scotchman, like his colleague, 
but he always had a warm feeling for 
them. He thanked them on behalf of 
the legislative, and said as there were no 
members of the local government present, 
he might also assume to thank them on 
behalf of that body, which he was sorry 
for the sake of “ honesty ” did not contain 
more Scotchmen.

The vice chairman Dr. Crocket, in an 
eloquent and pleasing address, proposed 
“ The Land of Cakes.” He said it was a 
land that a number present looked to as 
the land of their birth, and others as the 
birthplace of their sires. The Scotchman 
is proud of his country, and her history, 
and he had good reason to be. The same 
generous spirit which characterized 
Scotchmen in theirnative land, animates 
their sons in all parts of the world. He 
eulogized such noble Scotchmen as Sir 
William Wallace, Robert Bruce, John 
Knox, James Watt, Hugh Miller, John 
Hunter, Sir J. Y. Simpson, Sir Joseph 
Lister, Sir Adam Smith, and Robert 
Burns, Sir Walter Scott and Carlyle. The 
Doctor in closing hoped that they would 
drink heartily to “The Land of Cakes.”

After the toast had been duly honored, 
Prof. Davidson, who was loudly called for 
made a brief response. He said he would 
have liked to have responded to the toast 
in Scotch, but for the benefit of their visi­
tors he would speak in English. He 
hardly knew how to respond to the toast 
that Dr. Crocket had proposed so elequent- 
ly. He was of the opinion that Scotch 
people sang their own praises, and he 
thought they were justified in doing 
so. A Scotchman away from Scotland 
always seized every opportunity to 
visit his native land. There is no lan­
guage that sounded so sweet to a person 
as that in which their mother tongue is 
spoken. The Professor in closing, thought 
that the toast should not have merely 
been entitled the Land of Cakes, but the 
Land of Men.

Hugh P. Kerr, of St. John, being 
among the guests, was called on for a song, 
and responded with “When theKi Comes 
Hame”, and also gave a Scottish recita­
tion.

Prof. Davidson proposed the Learned 
Professions, which he said included 
clergymen, lawyers and doctors. In 
olden times one man had combined the 
three professions, but they had become 
separated, and the work that one used to 
do, is now done by three. The clergy­
man looks after our souls, the doctor 
looks after our bodies, and he rather 
thought the lawyer looked after our 
money.

Rev. H. Montgomery in responding, 
expressed thanks on behalf of the clergy 
for the manner in which the toast bad 
been received. He agreed with the Lieu­
tenant Governor, that Scotchmen were in 
habit of climbing to the highest positions, 
and instanced the A,rchbishop of Canter­
bury, who he said was a Scotchman. St. 
Andrew’s society had his best wishes for 
its success,both in its corporel capacity, and 
for the individual members. Scotchmen 
are famous the world over for having set 
a pride on their honor and integrity. We 
in Canada gather inspiration from them, 
and look confidently forward to the future 
of our own native land. He would re­
mind them in the words of Burns that 
“ From scenes like this old Scotiae’ gran­

deur springs,
Which makes her loved at home, revered 

abroad ;
Princes'and Lords are but the breath of 

Kings,
‘An honest man is the noblest work of 

God.’ ”
Judge Vanwart joined in thanking those 

present for the manner in which they 
had received the toast. He referred in 
graceful terms to the eminent judges, who 
had graced the bench of the province, 
some of whom had passed away. Little 
could be said about the bench of to day, 
as they were practically all new men, and 
had their names to make. At one time 
he used to think he knew something 
about law, but he had found he did not 
know as much as he thought he did. He 
thought there was a disposition on the 
part of the bench to do their duty fairly. 
They did make mistakes, and were criti­
cized sometimes pretty freely. The 
more they were criticized the better he 

-’thought it was for them. He often 
thought he would like to b^ back at the 
bar again. In resuming his seat he heart­
ily thanked them for the toast.

Charles E. Duffy, was the nerft speaker. 
He said that some of the previous speak­
ers had remarked that there was not very 
much for lawyers to do. He thought that 
there was a large amount of work cut out 
for them. The well being of society was 
attended to by the legal gentleman. He 
thought Judge Vanwart was too modest in 
his opinion of the bench. The speaker in 
closing said he was probably the only per- 
son,who did not claim to have some Scotch 
blood in him, and he had not even mar­
ried a Scotch wife.

Geo. F. Gregory returned thanks for the 
way the toast had been proposed and re­
ceived. The lawyers of New Brunswick 
had always maintained a good character, 
and nobody could point to a case, where 
they had sacrificed the clients interests. 
The profession is a very honorable one, 
and from it is chosen—from one party at 
least—the men who compose the bench. 
If Judge Vanwart wanted to go back to 
the bar,i, he would willingly exchange 
places with him. He would like to oc­
cupy a seat on the bench, and was eager­
ly looking to the day when his party 
would come into power. He had always

looked upon clergymen, lawyers and doc­
tors, as a sort of brotherhood. They all 
made their living ont of the weaknesses of 
mankind. If it was not for moral weak­
nesses there would be no need of clergy­
men ; if it was not for physical weakness­
es there would be no need of doctors, and 
if it was not for mental weaknesses there 
would be no need of lawyers.

Dr. Coulthard was proud to belong to 
the Medical profession, some people think 
that doctors are a necessary evil, but all 
the achievements that had been won by 
them had been for the benefit of the world. 
He instanced the discovery of vaccination, 
and said it had benefited hundreds of 
thousands. There is a time coming when 
all contagious diseases, which are the re­
sult of gross carelessness, would bo kept 
down.

Dr. Bridges and Atherton also spoke in 
reply to this toast.

The Lieut.-Governor spoke at some 
length in proposing the toast “ Our 
Educational Institutions.” He referr­
ed to his own services in connection 
with the cause of education, while a mem­
ber of the government. He was glad to 
know that the St. Andrew’s Society had 
given a scholarship to the University. 
There is established in the Scottish mind 
a love for education. He was of the opin­
ion that our school system should be non- 
secretarian, and though he believed a re­
ligious education was necessary, yon can 
not have it in a state system.

Dr. Harrison, chancellor of the Uni­
versity of New Brunswick, in responding 
to the toast, said he wished to thank the 
society on behalf of the University for 
their scholarship which they had given 
since 1883. Scotchmen all over the world 
are the friends of education. The lead­
ing men in Edmunton, N. W. T., where 
he had visited lately were members of St. 
Andrew’s Society. He spoke highly of 
the U. N. B., and thought no other college 
excelled it in the efficiency of its staff. 
He was glad to see so many old graduates 
of the U. N. B. present. He wished to 
emphasize the gratitude he felt towards 
the society.

Dr. Bailey being called upon said, he 
usually delivered addresses on the con­
dition of the world, thousands of years 
ago, and he hardly knpw how to respond 
to their call. He would therefore only 
thank them for the honor conferred upon 
him.

Prof. Stockley spoke highly of the very 
great kindness and hospitality that had 
been extended to him and his superior 
from the University. He was going to 
try and plead some sort of justification for 
not being a Scotchman. In referring to 
education the speaker said that one of the 
most ridiculous and stupid proposals he 
had beard since coming to the University 
was the one to reduce the class of Pro­
fessors of the institution. They needed 
to give encouragement to the cause of 
higher education. He spoke warmly of 
the sympathy the society had always 
shown towards the cause. He thanked 
them for their kindness, and assured 
them he felt completely at home.

Prof. Dixon also made a few remarks 
i n response to this toast.

Walter McFarlane in a graceful 
manner proposed “The Capital, New 
Brunswick’s darling seat.”

This toast had the efféSt of bringing 
Mayor Vanwart to his feet, and res­
ponded in an eloquent and patriot^ ad­
dress which, we regret, space forbids us 
publishing. Short addresses were also 
delivered by Aids. Babbitt and Limerick.

After a song by Inspector Bridges,George 
F. Gregory, in a short speech touched on 
educational matters, and proposed “ The 
Militia and Defence.”

This was responded to by Lieut. Col 
Marsh of the retired list, and Major Howe 
of the 71st.

Dr. Coulthard then proposed “Our 
Commercial Interests,” which brought

COMBINE PROFITS.

Four Years’ Profits Equal the 
Invested Capital.

One of the Infant Industries Which the 
Tariff is Protecting and Fattening.

(Toronto G'.!■«.)

The prospectus which was published by 
the Dominion Cotton Mills Company the 
other day, gave to the consumers of cotton 
in this country an interesting glimpse into 
the short but most remarkable history of 
the cotton combine’s operations, or at 
least that portion which is carried on un­
der the above name. This company com­
menced its career, it will be remembered, 
in the beginning of the year 1891. It grew 
out of conditions which brought about by 
the N. P., made the cotton industry the 
easy prey of the monopolist by so nearly 
or altogether ruining the mill-owners of 
the country that they were “ glad to sell 
to save a shred of their capital.” The 
parent company was the Hochclaga, in 
which the promoters of the new company 
were largely interested. Around the nu­
cleus of these mills, whose previous opera­
tions since their establishment in 1872 had 
resulted, we have been told, in only two 
annual dividends, the acquirement of 
other mills scattered over the country was 
carried on until there were in all ten mills 
gathered under the new company’s roof. 
The situation of these mills is as follows :—

Hockelaga, Montreal (twj mills).
Magog, Quebec.
Coaticook, Quebec.
Moncton, New Brunswick.
Kingston, Ontario.
Brantford, Ontario (two mills.)
Halifax, Nova Scotia.
Windsor, Nova Scotia.

How Mills were Acquired.
Those which were purchased, if the 

transactions can be called purchases, at a 
small percentage of their value. In some 
instances there was scarcely any element 
of ’what is ordinarily understood as pur­
chase in the handing over by the old 
companies of their properties to the com­
bine at the combine’s own figures. The 
alternatives open to the hard-pressed com­
panies were either to take what was 
offered them, whether it happened to be 
25 cents on the dollar or a less generous 
offer, or refuse it and be utterly ruined by 
the powerful coterie of rich Montrealers 
who had organized themselves for the 
purpose of taking the cotton industry cap­
tive.

The paid-up stock of the new company 
when it started upon its work was 
$1,500,000. How this was paid up is not 
known ; neither how much was paid in 
cash nor how much was issued upon mill 
properties put in by the chief promoters. 
Unfortunately only such information has 
been made public by the promoters as the 
working out of their plans has made 
necessary. In part the acquired properties 
were paid for by bonds, but in all likeli­
hood, taking into account the way such 
matters are dealt with, the promoters re­
ceived paid-up stock in payment for the 
properties which they put in ; in which 
case, we may be sure, the valuations upon 
which the stock was issued were not, to 
say the least, unduly depressed. It is 
therefore reasonably certain that that first 
issue of paid-up stock is some distance 
from representing cash or cash value put 
into the company. But not to seem to 
strain the facts against the combine, that 
first $1,500,000 issue may he regarded as 
bona-fide paid-up stock.

Emmbarrasement Of Profits.
At that figure the stock remained for 

the period of a year and eight months. 
Then the company decided, for reasons 
which will be explained, to pour some 
water into it. The following decision was 
made public on the 7th September, 1892 : 
It had been determined, it was said, to 
distribute to the shareholders $1,500,000 
of stock the distribution to be made in the 
proportion in which the stock was held, 
and each shareholder to become entitled 
to receive a folly paid up share of $100 by 
paying therefore $10. The statement 
which was given as coming from the com­
pany with regard to this proceeding was 
candid to the point of ingenuousness. It 
was said that while the company had been 
paying only 8 and 10 per cent, dividends 
its profits had been from 22 to 27 per 
cent. That was the statement made public 
at that time. Quite lately we have been 
given in one of the company’s prospectuses 
the actual figures. These show that the 
profits for the first year (ending 29th 
February, 1892) amounted to $448,615, of 
30 per cent, upon the paid-up stock. In 
the second year they were still larger, the 
published figures being $589,290, equal to 
39 per cent, upon $1,500,000 of stock, with 
whiclj profits the watering operation was 
a natural outcome of combine methods. It 
would not have been wise from their of 
view to appear to be paying too high 
dividends.

Political considerations wjuld seem 
to be sufficient to require that this infant 
industry should throw some cover over 
its distribution of profits. What defence, 
for instance, could a government make on 
behalf of the cotton duties, which are as 
the citadel of the monopoly, if this “strug­
gling combine were to pay dividends of 
from 29 to 39 per cent, per annum? It 
was accordingly determined to double the 
shareholders’ holdings of stock. The 
$1,500,000 of new stock was distributed, 
with the effect that while only $150,000 of 
cash went into the company’s treasury 
the dividend-bearing capital was doubled. 
At this amount of $3,000,000 in round 
figures it has still remained.

Of this three millions it is important to 
remember, as the kernal of the whole 
matter, that the amount actually invested 
by the shareholders is only $1,650,000— 
allowing that that the original stock was 
not issued in exchange for mill properties 
put in upon inflated valuations. The 
company’s bonded indebtedness may be 
left out of the calculations, as the interest 
charge which it has entailed is allowed 
for in the company’s statement of profits 
from which these figures are taken.

Richer than Kootenay,
The statement of profits is as follows : 

For the year ending February, 20,

By these figures the country is informed 
that for the four years and a half which 
the combine has been operating, this sec­
tion of it (the Dominion Cotton Mills 
Company) has made profits exceeding 
by more than $300,000 its paid up stock, 
if we exclude, as we should, that "por­
tion which is admittedly water The 
Company is authority also for the state­
ment that dividends have been paid to 
the shareholders during these four year, 
and a half amounting to $902,500. This 
comes to an average annual dividend 
upon the stock, with water left out, of 12 
per cent. This was all they thought it 
prudent to distribute out of their enor­
mous profits. But besides this there has 
been piling np to their credit at their 
hank an immense reserve fund, which on 
August 31 last, by their own statement 
amounted to $1,075,167. The/ average 
profits each year have been $490,000— 
reaching in one year 39 percent, upon the 
paid-up stock, and equivalent to an aver­
age annual dividend of 29J per cent, for 
each of the four years and a half of the 
company’s short but golden existence.
