Secondly, it dees not seem to have 
occurred to any non-Cathoiio writer 
on the current turmoil thgt the 
teaching of this school is "a natural 
reaction against the extreme literal 
interpretation of the Bible adopted 
originally by Protestantism. Pro­
testants could not, in fact, pursue 
any other cour e once they had 
adopted the Bible as the sole rule of 
faith. A reaction, however, was 
sure to come, and it was first signal­
ized by the celebrated Hollander, 
Hugo Grotius, in the seventeenth 
century, when he wrote so limiting 
inspiration as to represent it as 
simply preserving the sacred writ­
ers from error. But little progress, 
however, was made in this direction 
until the middle of the fourth de­
cade of this century, when Baur be­
gan not only to upset Protestantism 
but to leive of its Biblical found­
ations “ not a stone upon a stone.”

God, but also concerning those with 
our fellow-men ; not, however, on 
questions of science and chronology. 
This is practically the Catholio 
view, as is also hie rejection of liter- 

1, nay, even of verbal inspiration 
But when he rejects certain books 
of the Bible like those of Job and 
Jonah, as fictions, and asserts that 
the Bible is not inerrant, then of 
course, he goes farther than sound 
Christian principles warrant anil 
lays himself open}to the charge of 
infidelity vigorously made against 
him by at least one secular editor. 
We admit with him that there are 
human as well as supernatural ele­
ments in the Bible, but not that it 
contains aoy material element what, 
ever, no^even anything that is in 
actual contradiction with any scien­
tific truth, The human element is 
the varying styles of the different 
writers and their alluding to the 
facts of science in language that 
would be easily understood by those 
for whom they wrote. And as for 
chronology, it has been demonstrat­
ed to the full satisfaction even of 
infidels that events, including those 
of the geological eras, took plao in 
the order laid dowp by the sacred 
writer. But while making this 
brief explanation 'of the Catholio 
view of the inspiration of tho Bible, 
we cannot help feeling that too 
much is made of Dr. Abbot's view 
of the Bible by his critics. Thej 
are imbued with the old-fashioned 
Protestant notion of inspiration, 
which should naturally seem absurd 
to any reflecting mind, especially 
when we consider through how 
many uninspired hands it has pass­
ed in transcription and translation. 
If this had not already been prac­
tically admitted, why have so many 
Protestant scholars felt that a ver­
sion was needed in English more 
faithful to the original than that 
ordered by King James I.? And 
not only have the transi i tors of our 
day made changes radioally affect­
ing doctrine, but all these changes 
take place in the direction of the 
CathMio version, of St. Jerome’s 
yélgate quit of every version made 
from it.

At Logeroi Garden Aiohbishop 
Corrigan opened an interesting ex­
hibition, which is to remain for 
thirty days, and the proceeds of 
which will be devoted tor the poor. 
Its main feature is a model of St. 
Pute/d Cathedral at Rome, built on 
a scale one-sixtieth of that of the 
original. The materials used are 
carved wood and a coating which 
imitates marble. The great plaza 
before the Cathedral, with the re­
taining walls crowned with hun­
dreds of statues, and every detail of 
the famgus building itself is faith­
fully reproduced. The mode! was 
begun in the sixteenth century and 
completed some two hundred years 
later. It was made from the origi­
nal drawings by Bramante, San 
Gallo, Michael Angelo and other re­
nowned architects and is valued at 
$500,000. It is about thirty feet 
long, fifteen feet wide and fifteen feet 
high. Other featuresjof the exhibi­
tion are portraits of Pius VIII., 
Gregory XVI., Pius IX., Leo XIII. 
and six other Popes, fourtoen Papal 
coats-ot-arms, coats-of-arms of 13 Car­
dinals and models of tho Cathedral at 
Milan and St. Agnese church. The 
chair of state used by Pope Pius IX.

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St Boniface Election.

Reference is elsewhere made 
to the bye election for the Mani­
toba Legislature, which took place 
at St Boniface on Saturday last, 
and which resulted in the over­
whelming defeat of the Greenway 
candidate. The vacancy was 
caused by the resignation of Mr. 
Pendergast When Mr. Green- 
way first reached power, he had 
but a very small majority in the 
Legislature, and, desirous of 
strengthening his Government, he 
approached the late Archbishop 
Tache, and made the most solemn 
pledges that the separate schools 
would not be interfered with. In 
view of these pledges, he asked 
the late lamented prelate to name 
a man to represent the Catholics 
and he would be given a seat in 
the Executive CoungL Believing 
that Mr. Greenway and his col­
leagues were honest in their de­
clarations, the saintly Archbishop 
suggested Mr. Pendergast, as a 
most suitable man to represent 
the Catholics. He was according­
ly elected in the constituency of 
•St. Boniface and appointed Pro­
vincial Secretary of the Greenway 
Government Shortly afterwards 
a general election took place and 
Greenway’s majority in the Le

fislature was largely increased.
inding his hands thus strength­

ened, Mr. Greenway, through his 
Attorney - General, Mr. Joseph 
Martin, introduced and passed the 
school acts of 1890, depriving the 
Catholics of their separate schools. 
This infamous treachery was en 
acted within two years, from the 
time the solemn pledges of non­
interference were made to Arch­
bishop Tache. That was the be­
ginning of the Manitoba School 
trouble. Mr. Pendergast is a Lib­
eral ; but when the act abolishing 
the Separate schools was intro­
duced by the Government of 
which fie was a member he re­
signed office, and continued there­
after an independent member of 
the Legislature. He spoke 
strongly against the course pur­
sued by Green way on the school 
question, and seems to have been 
in full accord with his com­
patriots and coreligionists in the 
fight against oppression and in­
justice, until a few months ago. 
When Mr. Tarte visited Winni­
peg, he seems to have mesmerized 
Mr. Pendergast ; as his conduct 
regarding the school question 
since that time has been directly 
contrary to what it was for the 
six years previous. The secret 
of the change is said to be the 
promise of a judgeship, from the 
Dominion Government, on condi­
tion that he accepted Mr. Lau- 
rier’s “ settlement,” and persuaded 
his friends in St. Boniface to ac­
cept it also. He accepted 
ostensibly at least ; thus proving 
false to the trust that had been 
reposed in him, and earning the 
merited contempt of his former 
friends. But when Mr. Pender­
gast undertook to carry out the 
second part of the bargain ; to 
persuade his compatriots and co­
religionists in St. Boniface, to 
elect a supporter of Mr. Green way, 
and of Mr. Laurier’s “ settlement," 
be found the task too much for 
him. Someone else had a word 
to say in the matter. The Arch­
bishop of St Boniface, Mgr. Lan 
gevin, on Sunday the 14th inst, 
indicated in most emphatic terms 
the course Catholics should pursue 
in the matter. Referring to the 
conduct of the Liberals, among 
other things, he said : “ Finally 
they decided to beard the lion in 
his den and carry the war into the 
home of the Archbishop of St 
Boniface, the war between Catho­
lic principles and Godless schools. 
In a contest like this it is not a 
question of men. It is important 
to have men of education to repre 
sent us, but what is of still greater 
importance is to neglect those who 
have gone back on their pledged 
word. I am your bishop, and as 
such I have a right to speak to you 
when an occasion such as this 
arises ; when your religious inter­
ests are involved. You cannot in 
conscience vote for a man who will 
accept this settlement. You can­
not in conscience support a man 
in favor df giving this settlement 
even a temporaryjtrial. You cannot 
in conscience vote for a man who 
recognizes for his chief a man who 
would impose this settlement upon 
you. Of course you are free to 
vote as you please, and if you 
accept this settlement then 
leave us and follow another chief. 
Be manly and treat the Church 
as you would human institutions, 
If you belong to a benevolent 
society, or have an insurance 

policy, and neglect to follow 
the rules which govern 
them, you must not expect to de­
rive any benefits from them. You 
must conform to the regulations 
or you will be cut off from the 
roll. So it is with the Church. 
But if you wish to remain faithful 
to the Mother Church you know
what your duty ia at the present1 arena.

present to know that I reserve 
this question to be dealt with by 
myself. This is not a political 
contest, it is one of principle. You 
all know what your duties are. 
Rome has spoken, whom will you 
follow ? You must make your 
choice. Your choice lies between 
the Church and her enemies.” 
The result of the election shows 
that the people of St. Boniface 
have made up their minds that 
about enough deception has been 
practiced upon them in the matter 
of the schools, and that they un­
derstand good sound advice when 
they hear it. When it is consider­
ed that the total vote is only about 
450, the majority of Mr. Lauzon, 
Conservative, over Mr. Bertrand, 
Grit, viz., 192, is a most sweeping 
one, notwithstanding the efforts 
put forth by noth Gov­
ernments. Doubtless the question 
uppermost in the mind of Mr. 
Pendergast at the present time is, 
whether or not he shall receive 
thr reward of his treachery. It is 

curious fact that both Martin 
and Pendergast are now out of 
politics; both waiting for their 
reward ; both despised by the 
people !

Misleading and Insulting -

For some time we thought the 
Morning Organ was the only pa­
per published in this City that 
loved to gather into its columns 
whatever was insulting to Catho­
lics. But,, of late, the Patriot has 
furnished evidence that it is a 
good second in this unhallowed 
work. In its issue of Friday 
last, it publishes in its editorial 
column a somewhat lengthy ex­
tract from the Boston Herald, in 
praise of Mr. Laurier. This ex­
tract from our Boston contempor­
ary has been made to do great ser­
vice, and has been quoted in all 
the Grit papers of the country. 
We care not what praise the Bos 
ton papers or the Grit papers may 
bestow upon Laurier, as a politi 
tician. He probably needs all the 
help their praise can give him. 
But it is in describing his attitude 
towards thé Catholic Church, that 
the article in question is particu­
larly offensive, and its reproduc 
tion, consequently, in very bad 
taste on the part of the Patriot 
It, of course, reiterates the state­
ment, that has been made by 
every Orange and anti-Catholic 
paper throughout the land, that 
“ Mr. Laurier is a good Roman 
Catholic. We have before now 
shown that “ a good Roman Catho­
lic,” is so adjudged by his acts, 
rather than by what anti-Catholic 
newspapers may say of him, and 
we showed that judged in this 
way Mr. Laurier fell a little 
short There is nothing better 
calculated to rouse suspicion re 
garding a person’s " Catholicity,’ 
than his everlasting reiteration of 
the same. Especially when this 
free advertising comes from news­
papers opposed to everything that 
is genuinely Catholic. “ A good 
Roman Catholic,” is never desir­
ous of having his religious quali 
ties proclaimed from the house­
tops. “ A good Roman Catholic” 
is never in conflict with the 
properly constituted ecclesiastical 
authorities. And just here, accord­
ing to the article in question, is 
where the shoe pinches ; for it 
proceeds in this fashion : But Mr. 
Laurier is not a mediaeval Roman 
Catholic, and be has realized that 
the branch of the Church in Can­
ada must sooner or later bring 
itself into conformity with the 
modern development of that great 
organization in other parts of the 
world. It has been insisted by a 
number of careful and experienced 
observers that the Roman hier­
archy in Canada resembled more 
nearly in its authority the ecclesi­
astical establishment as it existed 
in France prior to the revolution 
than church organizatiôn as it is 
now found In any of the great 
civilized countries.” What could 
be more insulting to Catholics 
than such language as this ? There 
is only one kind of “ good Roman 
Catholics.” The church is a divine 
institution ; its visible head, the 
Pope, is Christ’s vicar on earth. 
He appoints the Bishops of the 
church all over the world ; he ap­
pointed the Bishops of the Church 
in . Canada. Consequently the 
Church in Canada is the same as 
the Church anywhere else. But 
Mr. Laurier is working against 
the Bishops of his Church, and 
on this account has earned the 
praise of the Boston Herald, the 
Patriot, and every other anti- 
Catholic paper in the country. 
But Mr. Laurier finds that he 
cannot serve two masters ; he 
cannot be a dutiful child of the 
Church and retain the good will 
of her enemies ; therefore the en­
emies of the Church hurl all 
kinds of innuendoes at her, and 
this is the kind of insulting liter­
ary pabulum the Patriot dishes 
up for its readers.

The Grand Master’s Report-

The annual meeting of the Grand 
Orange Lodge of Prince Edward Is­
land opened in this city, on the 16th 
inst., and the report of the Grand 
Master, Mr. J. J. Beth une, was pub­
lished in the Morning Organ ot the 
17th. We once heard this Grand­
master speaking, or rather attempting 
to speak, on a public platform, and 
judging by his lamentable fi'lure, we 
set him down as an ignoramus. It 
seemed to us, at the time, strange 
that an organization with any degree 
if intelligence among its members, 
should have at its bead a man so 
evidently •* illiterate,” as this Grand 
Master. The published report in 
question shows that our estimate ol 
his inttlligence was fairly correct. It 
certainly is a literary curiosity. It 
ought to be framed and hung up for 
public inspection. It is most reason­
able to suppose that the Grand Mas­
ter fairly represents the intelligence 
ol the members of the organization. 
On this hypothesis no other conclu­
sion can be reached than that these 
people “ love darkness rather than 
light.’’ One would naturally imagine 
ihat a man furnishing such evi­
dence of scanty intellectual 
equipment as the one in question 
would be a little careful of his sound­
ings when he ventured into the realm 
of facts. Not so, the Grandmaster ; 
the flippancy and assurance with which 
be felliw employs such terms as 

'• Roman Hierarchy,” “ Mediaevalism 
ind illiteracy” and kindred expres­
sions is, most astounding, It is noi 
likely the poor fellow really knew 
much about the meaning of these 
terms fn the connection in which 
he uses them ; but he was 
aware they had hitherto been 
similarly employed by the brethren, 
and popularly received in the lodges 
What brother Betbune does not 
know about these matters would 
form the contents of quite a large 
v lume. The Manitoba School 
question, of course, is referred to a' 
considerable length in the report. 
In this connection we beg to place 
before our readers the following 
choice morceau from the report : 
“ The past year has also been one ol 
special activity in the ranks of oui 
order in this Dominion. We have 
been called upon to stand by oui 
principles during the contest that has 
been fought on June the 23rd, be­
tween the spirit of medicevalism and 
illiteracy, and that ol liberty and 
true patriotism.” Apart from its 
literary excellence the foregoing is a 
very remarkable enunciation. Ac 
cording to this declaration, we must 
conclude that the 11 principles ” the 
brethren were called upon to stand 
by in the contest “that has beei 
fought ” on June 23 were the prin 
ciples of condoning the acts of pub­
lic robbery perpetrated by Mr. Green- 
way against the minority of Mani­
toba. The attempt‘to restore to thr 
minority the constitutional rights o 
which they had been robbed, was in 
the eyes of the Grand Master, an in­
dication of the spirit of “mediaevalism 
and illiteracy." How enlightened 
must be the mind from which such 
sublime reasoning emanated ! In 
the course of his report he says the 
duty of Orangemen is to aid and de 
fend all ljyal subjects, of every reli­
gious persuasion “ in the enjoymem 
of their constitutional rights.” It 
that is the duty of Orangemen, the 
Grand Master ia recreant to it ; for 
the Minority in Manitoba were 
siruggling for their constitutional 
rights and we have already shown, he 
characterized .their effirts as the off­
spring of *‘ medievalism and illiter­
acy." Referring to those who con­
tend that the Orange order has out­
lived its usefulness, the Grand Master 
gets off the usual stale tirade abou 
the “ dark ages,” the “ inquisition,” 
and the “ Roman Hierarchy," and 
crps the climax in this rhapsodical 
fashion : “ Do they not know that it 
is considered a mortal siu in the year 
of our Lord 1897 to support and be 
found in the same party with the 
Premier of the Dominion whose only 
crime is that he is a Roman Catholic 
and a patriot ; who wishes to deliver 
his co-religionists from the thraldom 
of ignorance, and illiteracy and place 
them in their proper sphere as citi­
zens of a free Cbuntfy ?” What es­
timate can be formed of the intelli­
gence of men who would permit the 
head of their organization to hurl at 
them such inferual rot as that quoted 
above ? We have, before now, pub­
lished evidence to show that Mr. 
Laurier’s Catholicity is rather evan­
escent in character; but after the em­
phatic declaration of Grand Master 
Bethune, no one will surely suspect 
the Premier of being over-scrupulous 
in practising the religion of his ances­
tors. Mr. Laurier should try and find 
a place in his Cabinet for this Grand 
Master who, so lovingly, pats him on 
the back. Coming nearer home, 
the Grand Master gives vent, in this 
fashion, to’ the indignation that is 
smouldering in his patriotic sou

Not very long ago the harmony of 
our own province has been disturbed, 
in this Oity by an attempt to [fiant 
again the seeds of sectarianism in our 
public schools. Brethren, I sound 
to-day a warning note ; let us keep our 
sentinels on the watch-tower, and al­
ways let our watch word be • no sur­
render,' for truly out liberties are in 
danger." This is surely a literary 
gem worthy of preservation None 
but a noble and patriotic soul could 
have conceived such magnanimoi 
ideas as are here expressed, and noi 
but a finished literary artist could 
have placed them before the public 
in such elegant phraseology. We 
have perhaps devoted more time to 
this report than the miserable thing 
deserves ; but we trust we have de­
monstrated that the chief qualifica­
tions for an aspirant to the office of 
Orange Grand Master, are ignorance 
and a capacity to abuse and misre­
present everything Catholic. As a 
matter of fact, these qualifications 
generally go together. We trust we 
have also given additional evidence 
ihat such literature as the report in 
question is what the slimy M jrning 
Organ loves to publish.

(Aie government 
had arrived at certain"' decisions, bnt 
was nnable to impart any information 
as vet. Some of the members declar­
ed that the lowering of the flags of the 
consulates constituted recognition of 
Greek occupation. It is reported that 
the cabinet council decided to continue 
an' active policy. The government 
sent instructions to the consul at 
Canea declaring that as the four towns 
which the powers occupied were not 
held in behalf of Turkey, they must, 
like the rest of Crete, be regarded as 
Greek territory, In response to a cable 
message to his mejeety the King of 
Greece, the New York World re­
ceived the following :

Athens, Greece, Feb. 18 
After six months of waiting the re­

forms imposed npon Turkey by the 
great powers are not put into execution, 
The Turks opposed the organisation of 
the gen d’armee (constabulary). On 
February 6 th. the Turkish troops be­
gan the massacres. 6The Christian 
quarters at Canea were burned. 
About 110,000 women and children are 
refugees to-day in Greece. The.Cre­
tans in despair proclaimed their inde­
pendence and union with Greece. The 
Hellenic government sent a small army 
to occupy Crete in order to restore 
prder pud peace. The five great 
powers occupy the four towns of Canea, 
Rethymo, Candea and Sitia. AU the 
remainder of the island is in the pos­
session of the- Christians. The ex­
pressions of sympathy bom the great

A despatch fiom Athens to London 
dated the 22nd says the fleets of the 
powers yesterday bombarded the in 
surgent position in the vicinity of 
Canea. No details are given. The 
Greek boat Peincios exchanged ihots 
with a Turkish frigate. - It is reported 
that seven hundred Greek soldiers 
and a number of pieces of artillery 
landed at Kismao. A British torpedo 
boat stopped the Greek steamer Lau- 
riain which was landing provisions 
and ammunitions of war at Kolymbar 
Bay and escorted her to Canea. The 
excitement at Athens continues with­
out abatement. The popular voice 
is loud for war if the annexation of 
Crete to Greece can be obtained in 
no other way. The populace demand 
that no attention be paid to the warn­
ings and demands of the powers.

The visit to Washington of Sir Rich­

ard Cartwright and Mr. Davie, has re­
sulted, somewhat contrary to expect­
ation, in an understand ing, the im­
mediate effect of which will be to pro­
long the period of boeinee uncertainty 
that haa existed for the last ten 
miotlis, and the serions effect of which 
oo t!.6 country’s trade is shown by the 
heavy decline in Customs revenue. If 
the Cartwright-Davies arrangement is 
carried out and results in anything, 
instead of one, we will have two re­
visions of the tariff. There will be one 
in March or April to provide money for 
the large expenditure the Government 
has undertaken, and another when, if 
that time comes, the Washington 
authorities approve of the finding of 
commissioners they are to appoint to 
discuss our tariff with our Ministers. 
There is only a slim prospect, it is true, 
that these negotiations will have any 
outcome ; but the very fact that they 
are contemplated, or going on, will 
create uncertainty, curb enterprise, 
and provoke criticism. There has 
be n in the actual commercial condi­
tions in Canada daring the last twelve 
momhe nothing to prodnce a business 
depression. The harvest was fair ; the 
dairy trade waa the largest in the 
country’s hiatory and the prices high ; 
io the West much money was pnt in 
circulation through the development of 
the mining region ; the export com­
merce of the 8t. Lawrence was unusual­
ly brisk. The influencée, save one, 
were each as should bave had pro­
moted the revival of trade. The one 
retarding and depressing force was an 
art.Seal one, prolonged in its effect and 
aggravated by the months of delay 
intervening between the accession 
of the present ministers and tbe pat­
ting into force of their announced 
p 1 or. Now we are threatened with a 
i>--elongation of the evil, because the 
Ministers cannot make np their minds 
h iW to legislate for Canada without the 
aid of tbe rulers of a fiscally hostile 
foreign nation. The extreme business 
incapacity of the Democra'ic tariff re­
form party in the United States, from 
whom the Canadian Liberal leaders 
copied their election cry, brought upon 
their .country the severest commercial 
depression in its history. The Canadi­
an Government imitated iheir policy of 
delay, and threatens n 'W to aggravate 
the evil it caused uy a period of further 
uncertainty which can be ended only 
by action of a toreign State. The situ­
ation is one that business men every­
where will resent, one that may canee 
much mischief to the country, and one 
that cannot be exoected to result in 
anything bat harm to the -men re­
sponsible for it. __

Aided by diagrams representing the 
mnrsl symbols above referred to, the 
Rev. lecturer led his interested audience 
in fancy back to the infancy of Chris­
tendom, down the successive steps lead­
ing to the Catacombs, along the corri­
dors, thro’ the Chapels where the 
Cbriatians worshipped Him whom they 
dared not in the free sunlight of Heaven, 
and concluded a thoroughly instructive 
discourse amid the plaudits of his 
hearers. Father Gregory was tendered 
a cordial vote of thanks by the Chair­
man, Rev. B. B. Reid which was moved 
in a happy and complimentary speech 
by John Brady, Esq., ably seconded Uy 
Hon. Wm.

The Manitoba School*.

To the Editor of the True Witness :
From the very outset I wish it (o 

be understood that my opposition 
to the Hon. Wilfred Laurier does 
not, in the slightest degree, pro­
ceed from petsonal animosity, for 
not very long ago I counted my­
self among the number of hie ad­
mirers. If I stated in my letter of 
the 20th ult. aught that appears 
harsh, it was because the hon­
orable gentleman, before an im­
mense audience, quoted incorrectly, 
in every instance, from the “ Mem­
orandum of Settlement,” and thus 
endeavored to rehabilitate a settle­
ment which is reprobated by the 
Hierarchy of the Dominion and by 
every impartial man who under­
stands the nature of its provisions. 
The Hon. Premier is evidently not 
in love with his “settlement”; he 
never reads it before a public gath­
ering ; he does not want to speak 
Of it, he appears to be ashamed of 
it. Justice for the oppressed and 
down-trodden minority of Manitoba 
bade me to say more; charity for­
bade me to say less. The question, 
at issue is acknowledg d by all to 
be of supreme importance. The 
imperative duty of the Premier is 
to explain and not to cbnoeal the 
nature and the true meaning of tbe 
settlement, its. scope and conse­
quences. The reader must recol 
loot, that the honorable gentlemar, 
unsolicited by the minority and the 
Hierarchy of the Dominion, as­
sumed the roll of champion 6r vin­
dicator of the acknowledged, though 
sacrificed educations! rights of his 
compatriots in the Province of Man­
itoba. Still, wbat is the fact? Tbe 
Honorable Premier accepted the 
« settlement,’’ notwithstanding its 
preamble indicates it to be a final 
one, without presenting it to the 
minority for consideration, or the 
Episcopacy for examination or ap­
proval, and permitted it to be sub. 
milled to and receive the endorsa- 
tion of the electors of the constitu­
ency (Brandon) of Dalton McCar­
thy—tbe fiercest foe of Catholic 
educational rights. Is this not an 
extraordinary situation ? It is, I 
think, unparalleled in the history of 
our times. Few persons in foreign 
countries can comprehend tbe situ­
ation as it actually exists. In this 
country sincere Catholics are so 
humiliated, amazed and perplexed 
by the multitudinous and manifold 
procedures of the Honorable Pre­
mier that they are breathlessly 
awaiting rather than predicting fu­
ture developments. Tbe writer's 
opinion is that tbe Premier has 
made out of the sacred rights of the 
minority a political foot-ball for bis 
own purposes, and, after exploiting 
it, unconcernedly leave» it to the 
mercy of tbe winds. If I am mis­
taken in my judgment, and I hope 
I am, I will humbly apologize and 
make ample amends. His present 
attitude, at all events, challenges 
the electorate, who may at times, 
but not at all times, be deceived to 
pronounce, in a constitutional man-

The Honorable Premier, as is 
well known, look the quee ion out 
of tie hands of Sir Onarlee Tupper, 
under ibe pretext of giving tbe 
minority of Manitoba a better set­
tlement of their giievance. Now, 
by bis lack tf diplomacy, using the 
mildest word at my command, the 
rights of the m'nority are in a most 
perilous position, and by the pres­
ent “ settlement ” entirely sacrificed 
The hon. gentleman appears to be 
working for the minority and is yet 
found laboring in behalf of the ma­
jority. Surely this is confusion, 
i'he Premier, by hie blundering 
diplomacy, has finally brought tbe 
educational question into discredit 
and ridicule—a question which has 
occupied the minds of perliamen 
tary legislators more than any 
other question since confederation 
The Conservatives, in July, 1895 
blundered by procrastination, and 
again, during the first part of the 
session of 1896, by pusilanimity 
But the Honorable Premier, as far 
as Catholic interests are concerned 
blundered in accepting from the 
hands of Mr. Greenway a settle- 
mens which does not contain the 
essential features of Separate 
schools. This barren settlement 
brings upon the Premier the oppro. 
brium of Catholics, the scorn of 
liberal-minded Protestants and the 
ridicule of the enemies of the min­
ority's rights. Just fancy the an­
swer of an intelligent Protestant to 
a Catholic wbo enquired it he liked 
tbe School Bill. The prompt an­
swer was, “ It is a good Protestant 
Bill.” If our Premier had the 
pluck of Sir A. T. Galt, the deter­
mination of Protestants generally, 
we would not be reduced to the hu­
miliating position of begging for 
crumbs at the feet of Mr. Green­
way. This should not be our posi­
tion by the history of the question 
but we have been brought there by 
over-confidence in the oft-repealed 
words : “ I am a Catholic and a
Frenchman.” If a Liberal or a 
Conservative French member had 
the courage of a Galt or an English 
speaking Catholic member the earn­
estness of a Winthorst, the question 
would be saved and the Premier 
necessitated to remember his prom 
ises and to twaddle no longer about 
bis having “ settled ” the question 
in six months. Surely any child 
could have “ settled ” the question 

he .did. In my last letter 
proved that Clause 5, which was in­
serted in tbe memorandum, to se­
cure Catholics teachers, is abortive. 
The clause, I showed, requires 25 
Catholic children of average attend 
anoe, etc., and not 25 children, as 
Mr. Laurier says. I there proved, 
by tbe statistioi of the 42 mixed 
schools in the County of Benfrew, 
having a Catholic teacher, that the 
proportion between the average and 
roll or register attendance for these 
schools wag two and two-thirds; 
and that, therefore, 25 of average 
attendance means almost 67 chil­
dren. I further proved from the 
same figures that only 9 of an aver­
age attendance is necessary to se­
cure a Catholic teacher. It is well 
to remember that the Manitoba 
School Act requires only 10 chil­
dren to form a school section. Thus 
clause 6 is disposed of. It is more 
barren than the desert Sahara, af­
fording not one single oasis for the 
enjoyment of Catholic rights. The 
Premier might just as well have 
►aid : “ When you have 300 chil­
dren attending a school I will per 
mit you to have a Catholic teacher."

extraordinary and incomprehensi­
ble procedure.

I shall now proceed, as indicated 
in in my last letter, to consider the 
religion clauses. Bear in mind 
that by the “ settlement ” Catholic 
separate schools have disappeared 
from the statutes of Manitoba, and 
are now substituted by Godless, 
neutral or secular schools. I shall 
even, at the hazard of lengthening 
this letter beyond the bounds I con­
templated, reproduce all the religion 
clauses, that the reader may have 
every facility of judging their value 
for himself. Clause 2—Religious 
teaching to be conducted as herein­
after provided : (1) If authorized 
by a resolution passed by a majority 
of the school trustees, or (2) If a 
petition be presented to the Board 
of school trustees asking for religi­
ous teaching and signed by the 
parents or guardians of at least 
ten children attending the school in 
tbe casé of a rural district, or by the 
parents or guardian» of af least 
twenty-five children attending the 
school in a city, town or village. 
Clause 3—Such religious teaching 
to take place between the hours of 
3 30 and 4 o’clock in the afternoon 
and to be popdnoted by any Chris­
tian clergyman whese charge in­
cludes any portion of the school 
district, or by any person duly au­
thorized by such clergyman, or by 
a teacher when so authorised. 
Clause 4—Where so specified in 
such resolution of the Trustees, or 
where so required by the petition 
of the parents or guardians, religi­
ous teaching during the prescribed 
period may take place only on spe­
cified days of the week instead of 
on every teaching day. Clause 6— 
Where religious teaching ip re­
quired to be carried on in school in 
pursuance of the foregoing provi­
sions, and there are Jjtoman gatho- 
lic children and non Roman Catho­
lic children attending such school, 

oer, a righteous judgment upon-hie- and the schoolroom accommodation
does not permit of the pupils being 
placed in separate rooms for tbe

purpose of religious teaching, pro­
visions shall be made by the regula­
tions of the Department of Education 
( which regulations the Board of 
School Trustees shall observe) where­
by the time allotted for religious 
teaching shall be divided in such a 
way that the religious teaching of 
tbe Roman Catholic children may be 
carried on during the prescribed 
period on one-half of the teaching 
days in each month, and the religi­
ous teaching of the non-Roman Ca­
tholic children may be carried on 
during the prescribed period on one- 
half of the teaching days in each 
month. Clause 9—Where tbe school 
room accommodation at the disposal 
of the Trustees permits, instead of al 
lotting different days of the week to 
the different denominations for tbe 
purpose of religious teaching the pu­
pils may be separated when the hour 
for religious leaching arrives and 
placed in separate rooms. I notice 
lengthy discussions in the Province 
of Quebec as to whether one half an 
hour a day is sufficient for religious 
iustruction. I think this is trifling 
with time, for in Catholic minority 
schools in Manitoba, of the same 
number as found in my parish, 
could as a priest impart religious in­
struction in each school during only 
six half hours of the whole year. The 
Hon. Mr. Laurier, in his speech at 
the Windsor Hotel, Montreal, said : 
“ Now, here is the proposition offered 
by Mr. Greenway : Wherever there 
are ten Catholic children it will be 
permitted to “ priests ” to enter the 
school at half-past 3 o’clock and 
give religious teaching." I shall 
briefly but clearly show to the Hon. 
Premier bow often that I, as 

priest," might enter in virtue of 
his “ settlement ” mÿ schools for tbe 
purpose aforesaid : Tbe careful 
reader may observe while considering 
tbe religion clauses that two legal 
ways are provided for the introduc­
tion of religion into schools and two 
equally legal methods for determin­
ing the number of days of the 
week on which the said religious 
instruction may be imparted. 
Sub-section 1 and 2 of clause 2 pre 
scribes tbe manner or mode by which 
religion may be introduced : 1st, by 
a majority resolution ; 2nd, by the 
petition of the parents or guardians of 
ten children (not necessarily Catho­
lics) in rural districts, and of 25 in 
cities, towns and villages. Observe 
right here that by these two sub­
sections Protestants acquire a new 
statutory right which is not given them 
by the present Public School Law, 
while Oatholics lose their rights ac­
quired by the legislation of I871. 
These two sub-sections of clause 2 
may appear at first sight harmless and 
necessary for the purpose intended, 
but on reading clause 4 the reader 
will be astounded to find that such is 
realiy not true. Clause 3 determines 
the hour for religious instruction and 
the persons by whom it may be con­
ducted. Here again tbe Protestants 
acquire a new statutory right and the 
Catholics lose their acquired rights. 
Clause 4, which I will designate as 
the “ insidious” clause, permits sub­
section 1 and 2 to limit the number 
of teaching days for religious instruc­
tion at least to two. Let clause 4 be 
carefully read and it will definitely 
exhibit the full meaning of subsections 

and 2, For the Board of Trustees, 
as found in 1, or the petitioners, as 
found in 2, may, while introducing 
the teaching of religion in schools, 
determine or specify, at the same time, 
the number of days on which religion 
may be taught. Now, if the “reso­
lution" or the “ petition" did not 
specify the number of days, religion 
might be taught on every teaching 
day, but, if restricted by “ resolution” 
or “ petition,” then religious teaching 
would be permitted only on two days 
of the week.

Since there are five teaching days 
in the week clause 4, if unlimited by 
1 and 2, would give the religious in­
struction, to Protestants and Oatholics 
combined, 20 days in the month ; and, 
if restricted to two days in the week, 
8 days in tbe month. A clear appre­
hension of the “ insidious” clause 4, 
is required to understand clause 6. I 
will designate clause 6 as the “ de­
ceptive" clause. It defines the num­
ber of days belonging to Oatholics 
and non-Catholics in tlaixed schools. 
The concluding lines of clause 6 are 
apt to convey the idea that Catholics 
invariably have 10 days, that is, one- 
half of the teaching days in a month. 
4-s a matter of fact, it gives Catholics 
just what clause 4 did through sub­
section i and »—no more and no less. 
Thus, if clause 4 restricts the religious 
teaching days to two a week for Ça 
tholics and Protestants combined, 
clause 6 will permit 8 days a month, 
or 4 days for Oatholics. That this is 
the correct construction of clause 6 
will be readily seen ffom it? introduc­
tory wording : “ In pursuance of the 
foregoing provisions;” and, further 
on, ff whereby the. time allotted for 
religious teaching ;” and, again, '! shall 
be carried on during tbe prescribed 
period.1’ Moreover, this construc­
tion is borne out by the fact that 
otherwise the Government would be 
by its own act introducing religion in 
schools—an intention altogether for­
eign to the general tenor of the “ settle­
ment.” Here again tbe protestants 
acquire a new statutory right and 
Catholics lose their acquired rights. 
Claiise 9, which is foj schools having 
more than one room, will not, except 
on certain suppositions, grant a greater 
npmber of dap. This ' clause, in 
turn, creates a new statutory right for
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Protestants and forfeits the acquired 
rights of Oatholics. It is perplexing 
to notice that the Hon. Premier, by 
tbe religion-clauses, give non-Catbo-" 
lies new statutory rights to which they 
are not entitled by the Public School 
Act of Manitoba, and at the same 
time ignores and abrogates the rights 
of their persecuted brethren—rights 
which they formerly enjoyed, and 
rights which he promised To restore. 
But the perplexity vanishes, in Mr. 
Greenway's case, when one assumes 
that his object in the settlement is not 
to give privileges to Catholscs—for it 
was easily to be forseen that the Ca­
tholics pf Manitoba would never ac­
cept such a settlement—but non- 
Catholics the right of teaching religion 
in schools which bad been recognized 
even by the Privy Council as non­
sectarian. Perhaps, after all, the 
Protestant’s ready answer to the en­
quiry of his Catholic friend is as truth­
ful as witty. Let Protestant» know 
that no bigotry tinges the writer’s pen. 
I refer to the anomalous position of 
the Hon. Premier to show Catholics 
tbe degradation to which they are 
subjected by the settlement." 1 shall 
presently inform the Hon. Premier 
the number of half hours I am per­
mitted by his “ settlement” to enter 
the schools of my parish as a “ priest" 
for the pupose of giving religious in­
struction. By the most liberal con­
struction of the “ settlement" Catho­
lics have a right to 10 half hours dur- 
each school month. There are 209 
school days during the school year. 
One half of these are mine, and it 
means 103 half hours. Divide 103 
by seven, the number of my schools, 
and tbe result manifestly is that all 
tbe time I might devote, without 
omitting one day, to teaching religion 
in each of my schools would be 15' 
half-hours during the year. I shall 
now figure out tbe number of half- 
hours at my disposal if the number of 
days for religious purposes,, by 
clause 4 were limited to two in the 
week. I should in that case be en­
titled to only one half-hour each week, 
making 41 half-hours during the 
scholastic year, Divide these 41 half- 
hours between my seven schools, and 
the miserable outcome is that I am 
entitled to give religious instruction 
in each of my schools for only six 
haif-hoars during the year. How 
supremely ridiculous would the reli­
gious clause appear if the Hon. Pre­
mier had gone into details and stated :
“ Wherever there are seven mixed 
schools in a parish tbe priest may, by 
settlement, enter each of these schools 
seven and a-balf hours, at most, and, 
in certain coeditions, three hours, 
in the whole year.” Still this state­
ment would be perfectly true for all 
mixed rural schools in Manitoba even 
—mark it well—should there be only 
one non-Catholic child attending 
school in each of the school districts. 
When the reader considers the labori- 
ous duty of the Catholic ministry, the 
number of sick calls the priest has at 
all hours to attend, visits to his mis­
sions, inclemency of weather, neces­
sary absence, etc., I believe he will 
be inclined to reduce the .aforesaid 
number of hours by one-half. The 
foregoing needs no comment. It 
brings to our door humiliation and 
accumulated degradation. Yet it may 
be said that the Hon. Premier was 
mystifying bis audience or indulging 
in hyperbole when speaking of the 
priest alone ; for clause 3 enacts that 
religious instruction may be given not 
only by the priest and minister in 
charge of a district, but also by any 
person duly authorized by such clergy­
man or by a teacher when so author­
ized. Tbe priest’s assistant, or de­
puty, in rural districts, is a myth. 
Anybody familiar with the require­
ments of the office of religious instruc­
tor will perceive that the mention of 
the priest's deputy in the Act is for 
the purpose of effect, The Catholic 
teacher is an important factor, and the 
value of thé religion clauses depends 
on his presence. When he disappears 
from the school section, so also does 
religious instruction, flut since clause 
5 does not give Catholics more teach­
ers than they bad without the settle­
ment, the religion clauses Jose what­
ever little value tfiey might have 
possessed. Mqreover by the settle­
ment,. Catholic school sections having 
but one Protestant pupil may claim 
the services of a Catholic teacher for 
only half the teaching hours. In my 
next letter I may show tbe difference 
th^t exists between tbe Smith-Dickey- 
Desjardin propositions and the so- 
called Act of Settlement. The com­
parison of one with tbe other will be 
tbe comparison of a lordly oak with a 
withered briar bqsb.
