It took Flm as
journeyed westward from Philippi
throogh Amphipolis and Apollonia to
this city, and thence on to Berea.

Thessalonica is situated at the head of
& beautiful gulf, and so at the terminus
of navigation in that part. The main
road leading westward from the Roman
garrison town of Philippi also led through
it. Accordingly it eocupied & position of
mili aod commercial importance.
Hence it grew in population and wealth.
Like other commercial cities, such as
Corinth and Tyre in anclent times, snd
New York and Chicago tn modern times,
wealth accumulated, and with it luxury
was developed, ard license followed in
its train till the population became very
corrupt.

To this place Paul came, and accord-
§rg to his custom he entered the syna-
e of the Jews and preached Christ.
ome of the Jews, and more of the de-
wvout Greeks believed, and a Church of
Christ was founded there. Soon the
Apostle was driven from Thessalonica by
the ;,nbolioving Jews, wﬁ:o utin:t:l up the
e in opposition to him, and he went
mn to Berea. He was very anxious
about the prosperity of the little church,
a8 he knew they needed more instruc-
gion and encouragement. So after his
departure he wrote to them letters to
complete what he had begun in person.
His great care was that these Christians,
surrcunded as they were by so many
temptations, and weakened by the force
of old evil habits, should oyercome these,
abstain from all ferms of vice, and be-
come sanclified. Regarding them he
mays in our text : *‘For this is the will of
God, even your sanctification.”

1. What is sanctification ! The word
§s & eompound of two Latin words, and
means simply the act of making holy,
and the condition of holiness so effected.

And to avoid confusion we need to ob-
perve that the word *‘holy” is used in
peripture in two distinct senses. Ac-
cordingly, unless we clearly understand
the’meaning of the word holy, we shall
still ' misunderstand what sanctification
means.

1. Holy sacred, consecrated,
set apart for some religious use, devoted
20 God,

For example: Ex. 3: 5, where God
maid to Moses, ‘“The place whereon thou
standest is holy ground.” Holy ground
certainly means consecrated or devoted
ground. It was reserved by God for the
time being, as he was then to communi-
cate his will to Moses. No new quality
was imparted to the soil, but the locality
was reserved,

Lev. 6:16. Here we have the ‘“holy
place” spoken of, viz: the court of the
tabernacle in which the sacrifices was to
be offered, and where the priests were to
eat the hallowed meat,

Num. b: 17, speaks of ‘“‘holy water”
msed in certain cases by the priests, not
meaning that the water was possessed of
sny intrinsic quality differing frem any
other water, but water consecrated for
the ritualistic service.

Then in Ex. 20: 8, and many other
places, we read of the ‘‘hely day.” Now
the quality of the duration is exactly the
same on Sabbath as on any other day of
the week. If one were out at sea or
mlone in the desert or prairie, and fail to
keep count of the days of the week, he
could not by any quality of the Sabbath
day distinguish it from any other day.
What God meant by the command was
that the mseventh day should be conse-
crsted to his service, and hence a holy
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any other examples of this use of the
word holy might be given, as holy gar~
ments for the priests, holy beasts for
sacrifice, holy nation, &c.,

2. “Holy” means also merally pure,
free from sin. It is a moral quality, and
can belong therefore only to inoral beings.
For this use of the word refer to such

ssages as Lev. 19 : 2, which Is quoted
nlPet.1: 16: “Be ye holy for I am
holy ;” John 17 : 11, when the epithet
§s applied by Jesus to God the Father ;
end Col. 1:22. In this latter reference
we find it associated with the words ‘““un-
blameable” and ‘“‘unreproveable,”

The ezsential difference between these
two meanings is very clear, when we
apply the word to Eli. snns. They were
holy men according to the first sense, in-
asmuch as they had been set apart to the
priestly oftice, and so reserved for sacred
occupation ; but they were very ‘unholy
men according te the second sense «f the
term, as they did wickedly in profaning
the eervice of God, so that God destroy-
od them.

These two ideas are related in the way
the order indicates. One who is holy,
i.c., pure, will be consecrated. He will
devote his life to God. But it does not
always follow that one who is consecrated
fs pure.

1. What s the pluce of

fication and justification. They can find
mo difterence between bcing pardoned

If we accept of the Iat meaning of

®holy’ only, then surely there can be
fittle difference betweer the two things ;

fng, which is the real and important
meaning of the \v'nrd, there is a vast dif
forence between justificaiicn and sancti-
fication. The former is an act, done at
onoe; aud done completely. It is as per-

our responsibility to the persen of Jesus,

and takes %:m at the beginning of the
Christian life. BSanctification on the

other hand;, which is s growth, follows
justification, and precedes glorification,
filling up the time of our life here be-
tween conversion and death.

III. Is sanctification necessary !

This is a very important question.
There are too many who desive to be
saved froin destruction, but yet continue
in sin. In other words, they want to be
justified in order to avoid punishment ;
ut they do mnot desire sanctification.
They are quite content te remain in
sin,

1. We must be either in God's pres-
ence enjoying his approval, or we must
be an outcast from God. There is no
middle course. “He that is not with Me
is against Me.” But God is holy, and
cannot tolerate sin in His presence.
Hab, 1: 13, “Thou are of purer eyes
than to behold evil, and caust not look
on iniquity.” It therefore follows with
certainty that if we are to dwell in God's
presence when there is fulness of joy we
must be holy, like God. The heart, dis-
position and character must be in har-
mony with the Divine will,

2. Moreover, Christ Jesus came into
the world to save his people from their
sins, He came to destroy the works of
the devil. But sin in the heart is the
work of the devil, and sin still in the
soul and life is sin from which that soul
ia not yet saved. It follows then that if
the work of Jesus is to be completed, the
person saved must be delivered from sin
and made pure—made holy,according to
the oeoontf uvee of the word as above
illustrated. It is not simply ‘‘Be ye
holy to be saved,” but *‘Be ye holy, and
then you are saved.” Now we see that
one cannot trulysay in a!l the fulness of
its meaning, ‘‘I am saved,” till he can
say “I am sanctified.” And if complete
sanctification does not take place till our
feet have touched the farther bank of
the dark river, and we are ushered into
the gate of the celestial city, neither can
we say till then “Iam saved.” Sanctifica-
tion is necessary to salvation, as it is the
very essence of salvation.

IV. How is it to be secured !

It is the product of the Holy Splrit
operating in the heart; Eph. 1: 18; I Cor.
2: 12; Jehn 3: 3, b, &o. And our own
effort co-operating with the Holy Spirit,
making use of the means of grace, yield-
ing to gracious influences, cherishing the
work of grace— and in every way foster-
ing the divine life—Phil. 2: 12, “Work
out your own salvation (or sanctification)
with fear and trembling, for it is God
who worketh in you to will and to do of
His good pleasure.”

it to the consistency of cream, allowing
four pounds of rice flour to each half
bushel of lime, or the rice floar may bo
mixed with the water for slaking, mixing
the flour carefully in cold water before
putting it in the hot water. Stir con-
stantly in the hot water until thoroughly
set, then pour it all over the lime, as
dirceted.

VAL SaLap.—Mix one-half teaspoon-
ful cf mustard with half a cupful of vine-
gar. Beat the yolks of two of three eggs
with a little salt, until they are quite
thick and light ; then, stirting briskly
| ull the time, slowly add two or three
tablespoonfuls of best salad oil, and four
tablespoonfuls of rich, thick, sweet
cream. Thea add mustard, vinegar,
salt and pepper to taste, and some very
finely chopped parsley and tarragon.
Pour this sauce over a heaping plateful
of cold roasted veal, cut into pieces about
an inch long and a quarter-inch thick,
cover tightly and let it stand in a cold
place for an hour or two.
