A Standard Cull.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—A standard cull for our
fish must at the present time be con-
sidered of paramount importance to
our-.fishermen ; but the Picnickers,
otherwise known as the People’s Par-
ty, have in this, as in many other in-
stances, failed to take any practical
steps towards remedying this serious
grievance, or even to suggest a work-
able basis uvon which the iuterests
of both parties may be fairly consérv-
ed. Such, however, in a country like
ours ought to be the business of the
Government and of espeeial concern
to the Minister of Marine and Fisher-
ies. He has made his last report, and
when Mr. Piceott goes off the job
within the next few months he will
record - as bare
and as barren of results as one can
well conceive possible for the head of
that department to leave. The elec-
torato are now thoroughly aroused
to a knowledge of the duplicity and
sincerity of the Morris Government.
The
departments

shadowy deals in many
and of such
magnitude as to make all self-respect-
ing men pray for the time to arrive
when this mischievous and extrave-
zant gang of boodlers may be hurled
from office. The Morris Governmen
wvent into power four years ago, not
by any means on their policy of raii-
way extension but through seeret: ap-
peals to simple-minded perspns made
by men now holding high offices of
emolument. Such were the slimy
methods employved by men now in the
Executive Government of the Colony
to rob the trusting and confiding
fisherman of his power through the
Ballot Box—that high privilege se-
cured for him by Sir Robert -Bond
when he had the Ballot Act made the
law of this country. Enough men

to believe that Mr. Piccott, “would re-
ject with ‘disdain the vulgar incense
of official adultation,” but many of
the people of that district are now
heartily ashamed of the representa-
tive they put forward. They are now
convinced that the experiment of
sending Piccott to Parliament has
been a costly one to the Colony gen-
erally and Conception Bay in a very
particular way. ' They find the Min-
ister of Marine and Fisheries voting
for every undigested scheme Morris
has proposed, which might tend tc
disturb the happy and halecyon state
of the fishermen of this country, witl
ihe disastrous results, as pointed out
Hy Mr. Kent in the House of Assem-
bly, that within five years more than
7,000 men have deserted the fisheries;
many of whom have left their island
home never to return. Conception
Bay and Harbor Grace District are
amongst the chief mourners. We ask
the pertinent question has Mr. Pic-
cott done anything toward Kkeeping
these young men at their chosen oc-
cupation? Has he taken any practi-
cal steps to secure for the fishermen
a “Standard Cull” for his fish, under
the direction of his department?
What has he done to open new mar-
kets for as much as a yaffle of fish?
Where are the Bait Depots? This
was his business: to develop the
fisheries, to standardize the cull to
have enacted a measure securing the
shipped man or boy or girl a guaran-
tee of his or her wages after a sum-
mer's hard work on the Labrador,
»nd thus encourage them to remain in
their.own land. He has had the time
of his life at the expense of the coun-
try he has helped to saddle with an

additional burden .of eight or . ten
millions of public debt within four

years; but we are not 80 sure that

the fisherman and farmer, and the
man who works for a living in Har-
hor Grace District, have ‘any inten-
tijon of further providing him Wwith
fine clothes, fine linen and a berth at
the Crosbie, with Johnnie and Wattie
for another four years.

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The Dental Bnll
€ ven .
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Please permit me the
use of your space to give publiéity to
certain facts in connection with the
amendment to the Dental Bill now be-
fore the Legislature. There seems to

be quite a strong opinion with regard
to the desirability of altering the law
regulating the practice of dentistry in
this Colony, and whilst I do not take
up the position that some amendment
is not necessary, I am of opinion that
the state of' affairs which will be
created by the proposed new law, will
be much more objectionable than the
conditions that existed previously. A
I understand the position correctly it
was contended that the Dentists- of
this city exercised the powers given
them by the Legislature to “freeze
out” young men, natives of this Col-
ony as well as others from the prac-
tice of dentistry here. This was ac-
complished first by an examination as
to fitness, and secondly by charging
anp  exorbitant fee for such
examination, and with a view
to ' preventing such an alleged
abuse of their powers, there has been
introduced into the Legislative Coun-
cil, a Bill, which provides that every
person who had gone through a cer-
tain course at a Dental College would
be entitled to admission to practice
here without examination. The Den-
tists asked to be heard against this
measure and contended that there
was no intention or desire to exclude
from practice any properly qualified
applicant but that in order to proper-
1y conserve the public interests it was
necesary that an aplicant for admis-
sion to practice should pass an exam-
ination in practical work other than
his College or graduating examina-
tiom and the result has been that the
Leglslature has modified its original
Bill so that it now reads that any
applicant who has passed the exam-
ination of a Board in Great Britain or
any- of -the Provinces -of Canada or
States of the United States may be
admitted.

Mr. Editor, I hold no brief for one
side of this question or the other, but
it seems to me that the enactment now
proposed is unfair and unjust to any
of our young men who are either prac-
tising dentistry at present or may en-
ter that profession in the future. In
the medical profession and the legal
profession I understand that some sort
of a. reciprocal arangement exists by
which the standard of outside places
which grant a similar privilege to us

are recognized here, Now, the Dental
Act will mean that the examinee of

any State of the American Union or

of any Province of Canada can come
in here to practice, whilst there is no
reciprocal provision whatever in fav-
or of one of our men, In fact, to go
further, these Provinces and States
themselves do not - recognize each
others examinations except in some
few cases where the interchange of
licenses has been provided for. It
seems to me, Mr. Editor, that in view
of these facts the obviously correct
course would be to admit to practice
only holders of certificates Trom such
States or Provinces as grant the same
privileges to the holders of a New-
foundland certificate.

The Stupid Poli
e dtupid Folicy.

Dear Sir,.—A-short time ago the
Government press reported Sir Ed-
ward Morris as sayihg in the House,
in reply to Mr.,Kent, that “one need
only visit the outports to find that
great benefits have already come to
the people.in improved stock and
crops.” He also referred to the re-
ports of the outport secretaries of
our agricultural societies in proof of
his argument. I propose to show how
mueh we, in this district, have Rene-
fited by the Government’s agricultu-
ral policy. Last year we were,sent
seed potatoes as usual. They were
covered with a black scale resembling
coal dust (some said they were out to
the ice in sealing ships). They were
shared out to the people, who set
them expecting a big crop. If Sir
Edward had taken a drive through
this district in August last, he would
easily have seen the result of his
policy in this direction by the naked
spots in.almost every person’s potatc
plot. We also get some sheep every
year. Who will say that the breed
of sheep has improved one iota? Asl
the butchers who are in the habit o!
buying the lambs, about their increase
in weight. The pigs have shown an
improvement over the old stock ir
an average of about twenty-five 1bs
in weight or about three -dollars
worth of pork more when killed, but
they produced another effect, namely
the raising of the price of young pige
from one dollar formerly to four dol-
lars now. Thus we stand to lose 2
net value of one dollar on every pig
we purchase and rear for our con-
sumption, on accoun$ of Morris's agri-
cultural policy.

Of bulls we received a few, re-
sembling a cross between, a male
brown bear and a Kerry cow. Re-
sult: Loss in this investment. ®

He merely expresses regret that he
crofged the French frontier during a
fog, and does not mention in his tele-
graphed despatch any defect in motor
or steering gear.

Englishmen first saw the light of day |
one hundred years ago, might be a
very difficult matter to explain, but
from the years 1800 to 1815 wcre

‘really very memorable years in the
existence of the British Nation, when |

Nelsen and Wellington were fighting
for the existenceé of the counfry
against Napoleon and his ambitions;
and no doubt the boys:of that period

were taught to think imperially, and |

there was good reason for the- saying,
that it was England that saved Eu-
rope at that crisis.

But to come nearer home, Thursday
last, the third of April, was the one
hundredth anniversary of the birth of
Captain Azariah Alunden, at Brigus,
and we venture to say that not a hard-
ier or sterner character of the typi-
cal Newfoundlander could  be found
As our old friend Captain
Henry Thomey; used to say “‘Captain
Munden was my ideal, and it was my
hope always to come next to him.”

It is a great pity that no proper
record was kept of the sealing catch-
es in the old brigs, but we can take
(aptain Thomey's. word for it, that
Captain . Munden held the record
among a galaxy of famous captains
in Conception Bay from 1830 to 1870.

He was fifty years a sailing master
as his tombstone will testify. He of-
ten had a word about  the brig.
‘Highlander,” no doubt the remem-
brance of his early manhood, as this
was the first ship im which he took
charge, but he is better remembered
with the ‘Four Brothers,’ ‘Three Sis-
ters,” ‘Atlas,” ‘Alert,” and ‘Atlanta.’

His ideas were progressive, and if
he had his way Harbor Grace would
have had' the first Newfoundland
steamer ever going to the seal fishery,
but as the old firm of Punton &
Munn had been 8o successful with
sailing ships, and had so much money
invested in them, it was several years
before they invested in steam, but
when they did, it was a compliment to
Captain Munden, that they called her
the ‘Commodore.” In the ‘Commodyre’
his success was greater than ever,
and in 1872 he brought in the great-
¢st record voyage to that date num-
bering 31,314 seals, the weight  of
655 tons, which for tonnage of vessel

has never been 'surpassed and .never
likely to be. The registered tonnage
of the ‘Commodore’ was 290 tons; and
the value of that one trip was $94.-
927.00.

The following year when Captain
Munden went to Aberdeen to. super-
vise the comnstruction of a new steam-
er for Punton & Munn, that was to
beat everything afloat, Mr. John Munn
told him to christen her the ‘Admiral’
The compliment was again being

They re-
turned that night with the informa-
tion that there was nat a seal to be
found in White Bay, and no use wast-
ing time there. He told them that was

have wasted so much time in forcing
the ‘Commodore’ where she was. In
the morning he told the Masters of
‘Watch to go out again and not to
return until’ they brought him green
boughs from the shore. They were
back again before evening not with
spruce boughs, but each man had his
tow of seals, and a load for the
steamer was assured. -That was the
kind of skipper the men liked to serve
under, wvho knew his own mind, and
studied“.his business.

Many of us are proud of our hardy
old Vikings who built up the country,
but in speaking of them we hear too
often of their faults, never thinking
that Nelson, whom we all adore had
his failings.

The sealfishery is brought down to
a science now, when steamers like
the ‘Stephano’ can bring in 36,000
seals in sevénteen days, but the ro-
mance of the sealers will always be
bound up with the old brigs, that for
fifty . years held sway in this country.
