spirators, a clerk in the French
Consulate at Canton, and a pension-
er of the British Government, is said
to have led to the detection of the
plot which was to have been carried
into effect nine weeks ago last Sun-
day. He was arrested and.taken to
Hong Kong, and there gave the
names of forty-one other Indians in
the colony, who were to start the
massacre by shooting down the
whites as they left the church. Forty-
cne, according to the story told by
the Nippon passengers, were arrest-
ed immediately. Each was fully
i-armed and each had in his possession
twenty-five English sovereigns. It
was charged, according to the passen-
gers, that the money . was furnished
by a German banker in Hong Kong.
However, it is said no attempt had
been made to arrest this man up to
the time the Nippon Maru sailed. The
conspirators were sent to India to be
tried in the courts of their own land.

MISS CAVELLE’S ASSASSINATION.

LONDON, Oct. 27.
In reply to a question, whether the
British Government intended to noti-
fy General Von Bissing
crnor-General of Belgium, that
will be held responsible - for
quasi-judicial assassination of
Cavelle, Lord Robert . Cecil, TUnd
Secretary for Foreign Affairs, said
that it would serve no purpose to con-
vey such a resolve, particularly to a
German officer who was not neces-
sarily responsible.

LONDON BUDGET. \

LONDON, Oct. 27.

The Gefman army has crossed the
Danube at Orsova and has joined
hands with the Bulgarians who in-
vaded Serbia near Prahovo, and the
Central Powers now have an open
road -through northeastern Serbia
and Bulgaria to the Aegean Sea and
Constantinople. They are thus in a
position to send guns and munitions
by river and railway to their Bul-
garian and Turkish Allies, and will
be greatly strengthened thereby. In-
vasion of the northern portions - of
Serbia by the Austro-Germans com-
tinues apace, while Bulgaria is put-
ting forth a strong effort
control of additional sections of the
Belgrade-Salonika - railway.

So far as the north is concerned,
Serbia it is feared by her allies, is
doomed, but in the south, reinforced
by British and French, who are now
fighting by her side, Serbia is using
all her strength to throw the Bulgar-
jans back. After the French victory
at Krivolak, tlie Serbians according
to an Athens report were able to re-
occupy - Veles, an important railway
south of Uskup
where a big battle is still in progress.
It is argued here that if the Bulgari-
ans can be held in the south until
Anglo-French reinforcements

to secure’

which are on their way arrive, Bul-
garia may be robbed of Macedonia on
which she has set her heart. But the
allies will also have to make an at-
tempt to block the German road to
Turkey, and their big attack may be
directed elsewhere.

The international situation of Bul-
garia which is reported serious, may
have some effect on the campaign. A
military conspiracy against King
Ferdinand, Athens despatches say, has
been unearthed, and the leaders have
been shot. Many inhabitants of Bul-

garia are said to be still loyal to
Russia, and are showing disinclina-
tion to join the colors.

Roumanians, too, are displaying

some uneasiness as to the inactivity of
their Government. An agitation .in
favor of the Allies is being carried
on, according to unofficial reports, by
influential leaders. The Allies, how-
ever, are depending on their own re-
sources and arranging to.throw into
the Balkans as many men as can be
spared. At present they cannot weak-
en other fronts, as the Germans are
showing considerable activity. The
latter made still another counter at-
tack in the attempt to recapture La
Courtine, in Champagne, which the
French recently took from- them.
Strong German patrols heralding an
attack were also observed in Loos re-
gion, but were dispersed. The Ger-
mans continue their attacks against
the Russians in Riga and Dvinsk dis-
trict and claim to have penetrated the
Russian positions near the railway
line north of Dvinsk. They could not
hold all the ground gained as the
Russians launched an immediate
counter attack. While the position in
this region remains serious for the
Russians, they appear on the whole
to be holding their own. In the
South on the other lland'along the
Styr River and the Galician frontier,
the Russians report successes both in

carrying through their own attacks
and repulsing German attacks. 'I‘Be
Italians are persisting in their of-
fensive and although their progress is

slow, they seemingly are making ad-
vances.

Directions for the Guid-
ance of Electors in
Voting.

EACH Elector, on entering the

room where the Poll is to be held shall

declare his name, surname and ad-

dition.

After so doing he shall receive a

Ballot Paper in the above form.

Each elector, if required by the
Deputy Returning Officer, the Poll
Clerk or one of the agents shall, before
receiving his Ballot Paper, take an
oath of gualification.

After receiving his Ballot Paper,
the Voter shall go into one of the
compartments and with a pencil there
provided, place a cross to indicate his
vote on the question at issue. An af-
firmative vote on the question sub-
mitted shall be made by placing a
cross (thus X) in the space after the
word ‘Yes’ 'and a negative vote by
placing a similar cross in the space
after the word ‘No.’

The voter will then fold the Ballot
Paper, so. as to show a portion of the
back only, with the initials of the
Deputy Returning Officer and shall
hand. it folded up to the Deputy Re-
turning Officer, and the Deputy Re-
turning ©Officer shall, without unfold-
ing it, ascertain that it is the Ballot
Paper which he furnished to the elec-
tor, and then immediately place it in |
the Ballot Box. The voter shall forth-
with leave the Polling Station.

If a voter inadvertently spoils a
Ballot Paper he may return it to the
Deputy Returning Officer, who shall
give him another.

If a voter places any mark on the
Ballot Paper by which he can after-
wards be identified, his vote will be
void and will not be counted.

If a voter takes a Ballot or Ballot
Paper out of the Polling Station, or
fraudulently puts any other into the
Ballot Box than ‘the Paper given him
by the Deputy Returning Officer, he
will be subject to be punished by a
fine of Five' Hundred’ Dollars, or by
imprisonment for a term not exceed-
ing Six Months, with or without hard
labour.

Britzin’s Mighty
Monitors in the
Dardanelles.

Thousands of Eyes Riveted on Craft
on Ehtering Kephalos Harbor—
Can Thorw Nearly a Ton of Metal
Fifteen Miles.

London, Oct. 20.—Ashmead Bart-
lett, in a despatch dated Dardanelles,
Sept. 26, published in the Daily Chron-
icle, describes the new monitors em-
ployed by the British. He says:

One afternoon there appeared at
the entrance of Kephalos harbor an
amazing looking object. She could
hardly be said to steam up but rather
wobbled into port like a huge goose
primed for Michaelmas. It is impos-
sible to tell at a distance whether
she was broadside on or showing her
bows or her stern, for she seemed
to be quite round. Her high sides
held aloft an absolutely flat deck on
which nothing showed except an en-
ormous turret from which projected
two guns of enormous girth and
length, whilst rising from her center
like a giant of some Californian for-
est was a huge striped tripod bearing
aloft a kind of oblong jewel box, an
exact replica on a huge scale of that
in which the Dalai Lama bears about
with him the ashes of his first em-
bodiment.

With very difficult steering, che
made her way through the crowded
harbor and dropped anchor with the
eyes of thousands riveted on her. No
one had ever seen the like of her be-
fore. Sensation in fact followed sen-
sation. Her crew began to bathe ap-
parently. All possessed the super-
natural power of walking on the wa-
ter, for on descending the ladder in-
stead of plunging into waves they
walked along them by the side of her,
and, having thus distributed +them-
selves proceeded to dive in, only to
climb out again a few minutes later
at their will.

We set off in boats to investigate
this strange phenomenon and found
that just below the surface her sides
bulged out some ten feet and then
curved unﬁer, forming a platform just
washed by the waves. This is the
secret mystery of -these craft. In that
bulge a man has concentrated his
ingenuity to defeat the submarine. If
a torpedo strikes her side it will ex-
plode amidst a variety of substances
which I must not mention, and the
hull of the vessel will escape injury.

These huge monitors carry naught
but two 14-inch guns and some anti-
air craft armament. The first tiime
one of these monitors went to the
mouth of the Dardanelles to celebrate,
she gave the poor old Turk a horrid
shock of surprise. Her guns go off
with a terrible roar and carry over
three-quarters of a ton of metal fif-
teen miles. Later on three more of
these monsters arrived, giving . us
eight 14-inch guns with which to bom-
bard the enemy’s position, in addition
to large numbers of smallier monitors
of all shapes and sizes, some with
names and some without, but each
armed with the very latest weapons
of precision.

Hot Wale_[}_' lts Ways

Most housewives know that sugar
will dissolve far more quickly in hot
water than in cold, but very few
know that salt will dissolve in cold
water just as quickly as when the
water is boiling. In this, salt is some-
what of an exception, for most sub-
stances dissolve much more easily
when water is hot. Heat is nothing
more nor less than an increase in the
speed with which the molecules are
revolving.

"As dissolving., a piece of sugar
means that the sugar enters into the
tiny spaces between the molecules of
the water, the more quickly they-are]
moving, the easier it is for the sugar
to get in. For, it must be remember-
ed, you can fill a glass to a certain
level,.dnd after that put in two, three
or even four lumps of sugar, and the
glass will be no fuller than before.

The reason for this is shown by
merely thinking of the process on =z
larger scale.. Suppose a bowl were
filled full of marbles. You could
pour a lot of shot into it without mak-
ing the marbles rise any higher in
the bowl. The shot would be filling
in all the little cracks between the
marbles. And if you stirred the mar-
bles slowly, the shot would little by
little find its place. &
That is like the sugar in cold wa-
ter. But if the marbles were whirled
around swiftly, the shot would rapid-
1y fill every place and the bowl would
be full of shot. Yet the marbles
would not be any higher in the bowl.
Then, after all that, you could pour
water into the bowl and it would get
into the smaller spaces between the
round shot, and still the marbles
would not be-any higher in the bowl.
It is in this way that substances
which have been dissolved find -their
way into the liquids into which they
have been dissolved.

An in-
ner committee of the Cabinet, com-
posed of the Chief Secretaries of
State in consultation with the naval
and military advisers, have been in
charge of the administration of the
war for at least the best part of a
year, both under theé - late Liberal
Government and under the present
Coalition. I believe that the list of
names is not quite accurate, and it is
to be noted that it does not include
that of the Chancellor of the Excheq-
uer, although the financing of the
war for our Allies as well as our-
selves is one of the most important
of our military operations. What has
happened in this case is that an ex-
cited section of the press has been
advocating what is, in. fact, already
the system.

THE DESERTED EMBASSY.

The house that was the German
Embassy wears a very dreary and
forlorn appearance nowadays, It ad-
joins the Duke of York's steps and its
windows overlook the Mall towards
the Horse Guards Parade. But the
plinds are drawn and a padlock is on
the gate that leads to the basement.
A notice on the front door in Carlton
House Terrace bids the visitor who
has business to go round to a side en-
trance at the Duke of York’s steps.

No
servant of the Crown is ‘at liberty to
resign his appointment except by per-
mission of the Crown. While, there-
fore, Mr. Law does not wish to dis-
courage colonial officials from offer-
ing their services in the war, he is
compelled to regard their resignation
without permission as a grave dere-
liction of duty. In future such cases
will “be gazetted as dismissed from
the service with the result that they
will be debarred from ferther em-
ployment in any caphcity under the
Crown.

GERMANY’S METAL SCARCITY.

The latest evidence of the great
scarcity of metals in Germany is af-
forded by information published in
the “Cologne Gazette.” It is to the
effect that, notwithstanding numerous
warnings, a large number of ladies
in Germany still possess Dbracelets
made out of copper covering of spent
shells, without having obtained the
necessary authorisation from the
Government. As these ladies are lia-
ble to prosecution, it is pointed out
that the necessary permit may be ob-
tained on condition that an equal
weight of metal is handed over tgo the
State in place of the metal retained.
The part of the shells that is thus
being employed for the making of
souvenirs appears to be chiefly cop-
per, but the State will take, in con-
sideration,. an equal quantity of cop-
per, pewter, tin, or even lead, and it
is suggested that the necessary sup-
ply may be handed over in the form
of door knockers, taps, lamps, kitchen
utensils, vases, or other manufactured
articles. Since 6th September last
the manufacture of bracelets or any
other species of ornament out of
spent shells’ has been prohibited, but
people who have such metal in their
possession are to be alowed to Te-
tain the same if théy have been re-
ceived as war souvenirs from rela-
tions, and especially from soldiers
who have fallen on he battlefield,
and in suchcase an equivalent weight
of the same or other metal must be
handed over to the Government.

THE RAIDER’S CONFESSIONS.

imagination of Commander
and for that matter there would prob-
ably have been a spontaneo’ué pro-
test from Londoners themselves if the
authorities had contemplated any
such use of the building.

The Greek Problem

The torpedoing of

British transport Mar-

quette in the Aegean,

which is confirmed by the
Secretary for the Colonies in the de-
spatch published to-day, serves to
emphasize the desirability of induc-
ing Greege to join the Quadruple En-
tente or at least to maintain a friend-
1y neutrality. The Court party, in-
clunding the King, Queen and Army
Staff, have:- so far set their face
against fighting Germany and her
allies. King Constantine received his
military training in Germany and
married the Kaiser’s sister, and has
now on two occasions blocked the
approaches which the Greek minis-
try of the day made towards us.
Last spring he  dismissed Premier
Venizelos, and put in power a minor-
ity party. That party was defeated
at the polls and after a lengthy de-
lay, Venizelos was called in again as
the leader of the party which had
been successful at the polls. Venize-
los gave permission to Britain and
France to land troops at Saloniki to
aid Serbia ‘against Bulgaria, and was
preparing to carry out Greek treaty
obligations to aid Serbia when Bul-
garia attacked her, when King Con-
stantine dismissed him and put
bower a ministry which repudiated
the treaty and refused to give aid to
Serbia. Dr. Dillon affirms that King
Constantine is under a pledge to the
Kaiser to prevent Greece from fight-
ing against Germany and her allies.
King Constantine declares on the
other hand that he will' not fight
against DBritain and France. The
difficulties of the situation arise from
the fact that Britain and France took
advantage of the offer of Venizelos to
land troops at Saloniki. These
trcops are already operating against
Bulgaria, and this port affords them
the only means of keeping open com-
munication with the troops already
sent. It cannot be relinquished and
must be utilized more and more for
the ‘large re-inforcements that are
being sent to the aid of Serbia. The
only means of communication is
through a sea largely studded with
islands, which afford shelter to hos-
tile submarines with or without the
-consent of the inhabitants. Greece
itcelf is a land with a coast line even
more indented than that of New-

foundland, and, the seas around the
land, west, south and east, and par-
ticularly between Greece and Asia
Minor are dotted over with hundreds
of islands. The Greeks too are a
maritime people and are the sea-
farers of the Near Eastern Seas, just
as the British are the sea-fearers of
the world. It is therefore of the first
importance to prevent the Kaiser’s
diplomacy and gold dragging Greece
on his side, and obtaining Greek aid
and Greek bases for hostile submar-
ines, to interrupt and embarrass
sea - communication with Saloniki
and Gallipoli. The situation .is one
which needs strong and delicate
handling.

Coupons to Curb
Swede Thirst.

Stockholm, Sept. 29.—Although the
government has attempted nothing so

drastic as Russia’s total prohibition

of alcoholic liquors, since the begin-
ning of the war Sweden has also been
grappling with the drink problem,
with a system of her own devising
and with results which have becom2
noticeable.

The essential feature of this sys-
tem is the “Bratt Book,” named for
Dr. Ivan Bratt, the inventor and also
the administrator of the plan. Start-
ing in Stockholm, it has been extend-
ed to- thirty-one of Sweden’s 100 ad-
ministrative departments, and on Jan.
1, 1916, will go into effect throughout
the country.

Dr. Bratt's plan is to interfere as
little as possible with the moderate
drinker, and at the same time make it
impossible for him to become a
drunkard, He is assailed with equal
vehemence on both sides, by’ those
who believe him too mild and those
who believe him too strict, but his
bitterest critics admit that his plan
works.

Any respectable citizen of Stock-
holm may, on application, obtain a
book built on the same general lines
as a railway mileage book, the meas-
ure, however, being liquid instead of
lineal. No known drunkard has a
chance of obtaining one. The pos-
sessor is entitled to use this book and
purchase one litre of stimulant every
five days.

When the thirsty citizen presents
his book and calls for a drink the
dealer tears out a coupon and at the
same time stamps the date on the
next coupon below. No man has a
chance to buy his litre without show-
ing his book, nor then if the date in it
is less than five days old. Inasmuch
as all liquor dealers are practically
salaried employees of the government,
all the profits above a certain fixed
amount being impounded, they have
no incentive to evade the regulations,
which are moreover enforced by rigid
inspection.

When a girl is too refined or too
exclusive or too stupid to be sent to a
public school any longer, her fond
parents send her to a finishing school.

Private schools are very strict in
discipline, and it really seems a pity
that so many efficient guards are
wasted on nice young ladies all over
our land while desperate criminals
are leaking from their prisons on
every hand. In the best private
schools parents are only allowed to
see their daughters once a year, and
then only if their influence is deem-
ed desirable by the head jailer.

The life of a girl in a private school
is very arduous. She must rise at
seven and manicure for an hour, after
which she must go to chapel and
thence to breakfast, where her father

Criticism of
Prohibition Act.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In my last letter I prom-

ised to deal further with ‘“The Prohi-
bition Plebiscite Aet, 1915.” TFirst, let
me point-out how difficult it will be

to enforce it. It is not a part of the
Intoxicating Liquors (License) Act or
of the Temperance (Local Option)
Act. Consequently, the rights of en-
try to private houses and of seizure
and confiscation of liquor do not ap-
ply, and the Prohibition Act contains
no provisions granting such rights. If
vou fine a man yon cannot confiscate
his liquor. If a policeman proceeds
against an offender he cannot seize
the liquor nor enter the offender’s
house. Nor is the presence of ligour
on a premises prima facie evidence
of its wrangfal possession. Posses-
sion of liquor is most difficult of proof
and the policeman runs the risk of
action for illegal entry and of fine or

imprisonment for having the seized
liguor in his possession. Under the
License Act the policeman, if he
makes a mistake, cannot be fined more
than five cents or made pay damages
more than five cents. Under the
Prohibition Act he has no protection
and may be fined not less than fifty
dollars nor more than five hundred!
Besides he may be made to pay heavy
damages. Under the License Act
the policeman can proceed only in
cases of illegal sale and for the fines
under that Act. Possession of liquor
is not an offence under the License
and Temperance Acts.

The burden of proof under the
License Act lies on the accused. Un-
der the Prohibition Act the burden of
proof -lies on the prosecutor. The of-
fender has only to keep his mouth
shut. The policeman will have to
prove that the liquor came into the
Colony after January 1st, 1917. Some
job!

There is no limitation ‘of action un-
der the Act, and a man of forty may
be fined on the oath of a couple of
witnesses for having had a glass of
whiskey or rum when he was twenty
vears old!

It is open to question whether the
Legislature has the right to amend an !
Act confirmed by the people. If in
this case, then it might do it in case a
big contract was submitted to the
electorate direct, as suggested last
spring in the House of Assembly. If
this Act can be amended in one re-
spect, why not in another? Why not
stop the use of alcohol as a medicine
(as Some people advocate), or why
not confiscate all liquors obtained be-
fere January 1st, 19172

Now spirit levels and thermometers
contain alcohol. Under this Act only
a manufacturer may sell alcohol used
for manufacturing purposes. These
instruments are not manufactured in
this Colony. A merchant is not allow-
ed to sell alcohol for any purpose.
Say, Mr. Carpenter, what are you go-
ing to do when you break your level
and cannot import or buy another.
Will you have to get a medical certi-
ficate that -the level is sick?

How is the Weatherman at Toronto
to.. prophesy a storm when all our
thermometers are broken? Do we
want another “Newfoundland” disas-
ter. Bye the bye, did not Captain
Randell send out ardent spirits to
save the lives of the frostbitten sur-
vivors of that disaster? Was there
‘any evidence at the enquiries adduced
to- show that alcohol had caused the
death of any of those poor men? On
‘the contrary, was it not shown that
the use of stimulants on the morning
they were discovered had saved some
of their lives? As a. man would have
to be sick before he could obtain
possession of liquer and put it on

board his ship, what captain would

risk a five hundred dollar fine and
carry it? Are we going to insist on a
doctor and ‘a druggist ‘(both duly
qualified) being on board every steam-
er, schooner, “jack” and “bully” that
leaves port!

Section 27 reads: “It shall be law-
ful for any person to have in his pos-
session any intoxicating liquors for
use for religious, medicinal or manu-
facturing purposes, but it shall be
unlawful to sell such intoxicating
liquors unless he be duly licensed un-
der the provision of the next preced-
ing section.”

The next preceding Section No. 26,
says nothing about a license. It re-
fers to the use by a manufacturer of
intoxicating liquors for trade pur-
poses. Section 25 it is that speaks of
licenses to doctors and druggists.

The term “Intoxicating Liquors” in-
cludes “allrale, wines, malit, brewed or
spirituous liquors eontaining two per
cent or upward of alcohol in volume.”
Does this include pure alcohol? Then
cut out the spirit levels and barom-
eters and fine the teacher of chem-
istry who shows his class how to test

for/%ckel There is no provision for
its e by scientists. . If it is not a

splnt/u()us liquor, then everybody can .

import it. Then see the rush for lem-

ons, sugar and hot water. Add a lit-!

tle cochineal or gravy
it will look like wine or rum.
dilemma is either to have our houses
and churches falling about our ears
for lack of spirit or to see all the
old topers blind, blazing drunk as
usual!

The term includes Bay Rum. What
do you say to that, Mr. Barber? What
about “Beef, Iron and Wine” or “Rad-
ways Reéady Relief;? Can - we pur-
chase them after January 1st, 19177 1
question it very much.

There is a big trout in the Museum.

The “curs-
ed stuff” again. Be careful of it Mr.
Howley, you may never get another.
It is not “manufactured,” it is merely
a4 “scientific” specimen. We’ll have'
no further use for them now! EXit |

Seriously speaking, Mr. Editor, I
have indicated a few points to show
how difficult it is to enforce the law.
There are ways besides in which in-
dividuals and companies may with-
out much trouble and expense break
the law and keep the liguor.

During the five years I was in the
Attorney General’s Office I made Tem-.
perance Legislation my special study.
I do not pretend to know it all; but I
may say that the Rev. James Bell con-
sulted me before taking any step in
attacking the Licensing Board, in
framing the proposals for amend-
ments to the License Act and during
the Local Option Campaign.

I have no hesitation in _  declaring
that the Act is unfair in that it does
not prevent a rich man doing what a
poor man cannot do; it is difficult if
not impossible of enforcement, and so
full of blunders as to be ridiculous.

No lawyer was ever hired to draw. it
up and we know that few lawyers can
afford to work for nothing.

Again I say, “Some Act!”
