TSome 200 shareholders of the St..
George’s Coal Fields, Ltd.,, attended
the first annual meeting held in the
Board of Trade Rooms last night. The
statement presented by Secretary T. J.
Freeman was of a highly satisfactory

character and was enthusiastically
rgceived. The Company was  incor-

{ | porated on July 29th last, and offices

opened in the Cabot Building on Aug.
19th. By Oct. 19th, sufficient capital
had been subscribed to begin opera-
tions, which have been continued up
to the present, when a tunnel 150
feet in length has been driven in the
Juke’s Seam, 135 feet below the level
where the seam outcrops. Over 250
tons of coal have been taken out. At
the commencement of  ‘bperations,
where the seam was opened, the vein
of coal was 4 ft. 9 in. in width. To
date with the 150 foot tunnel, the vein
is 5 feet 4 in. and every week is in-
creasing in thickness. Samples have
been used here, and the coal is said
to have better burning gqualities thau’
any now being imported. In addition
to the 250 tons taken out, thege is a
solid body overhead, measuring some
5,000 tons. By the first of May, it is
hoped the tunnel will ‘be compieted to
250 feet and should the average im-
provement in the coal be maintained,
the body overhead will have increas-
ed to 14,000 tons. Negotiations are
underway with the Government for
the purpose of obtaining concessions
which will mean much to the facilita-
ting of full development of ‘the area.

Our obliga-
tions to them are not to be minimized.
The worlg which they performed has
been assessel at its true value and
when the whole story is written the
Forestry Battalion from Newfound-
land will have its place in the records.
The officers and men are returning
home with a feeling of duty well done.
Their work though not so spectacular
as that of the fighting battalions, has
been of no small importance in aiding
the decision of victory, and their per-
formance has been of such a nature
that it has brought forth the en-
comiums of those in authority, who
have repeatedly stated that there
were no men more adaptable to any
labour calling for the use of tools
than the boys from Newfoundland.
We knew this when they went over,
but the people of the British Isles
did not know that the lads from the
oldest Colony were the handy imen of
the Empire, and capable of turning
their hands to any trade or profes-
gion without Yprevious training.

With the call of service sounding
in their ears, they answered and free-
ly gave up positions to do their part
in helping win the war.

And that something
having been well done they are now
returning to their homes, satisfied
that their help was a contribution of
no mean value, in the bringing of vic-
tory. Their responsibilities have end-
ed. Ours now begin. We owe it to
the men of the Forestry, just as much
as we do to the combatant uaits, to
make ample provision for their fu-.

Magistrate Roberts, the Chairman,
stated that Green Bay paid about one
dollar per head toward the St. John’s
hospital and yet their men were often
unable to get in, and that during a
large portion of each year,
practically out of their reach anyhow.
He would begin the collection for a
Twillingate hospital with five hun-
dred dollars.

Dr. Wood, the next speaker, said he
had known of a number of deaths of
Green Bay men from their being mo
hospital in the bay. This very summer
& patient he had sent up was kept
waiting three weeks. He would per-
sonally back the scheme with one hun-
dred dollars.

Dr. Grenfell, who had come at the
invitation of the Committee to speak,
stated that he had years ago refused
to accept from the Legislative Coun-
cil, the Twillingate Hospital, because
he knew Green Bay people could pay
for a hospital if they would, and no
annual grant was offered for expenses.
He had only stayed in the north end
of the Colony because he knew they
couldn’'t obtain a hospital for them-
selves. Even then he refused to re-
turn in 1893 unless hospitals were pro-
vided to enable his staff to have the
tools to do good work. Trained nurses,
an X-ray outfit, laboratory facilities
had been provided north of Cape St.
John for over twenty years, and be-
fore they were in St. John’s. It had
always been a surprise to him that
Green Bay was willing to suffer so
silently.

He was prepared to supply a list,
with names, dates, and all details from
St. Anthony records of hundreds of
Green Bay men, women and children
who had sought relief at St. Anthony.

He agreed absolutely with Dr.
Wood as te the untold suffering and
loss Green Bay had endured for want
of a hospital close at hand.

With all the world, he realized the
hard life and unsatisfactory results of
a country doctor’s labor, who had no
access to modern hospital facilities,
for either diagnosis or treatment.

He saw no difficulties whatever if
the management, in the hands of a
local committee, was kept clear of poli-
tics altogether, and received a fair
share back of the money they them-
selves paid, for a hospital hundreds of
miles away. Then Green Bay could
have a service as good as a village in
North Minnesota called Rochester,
which attracted patients from all
over the world on its merits.

The success from a point of view of
modern surgery and medicine depend-
ed on the staff selected.

He outlined his experiences with
many small hospitals, their difficul-
ties, dangers and possibilities. The
great trouble with St. John's hospital
was its resemblance to the Pool of
Siloam, as far as Green Bay was con~
cerned. While others stepped into the
pool before him, he was left to suffer
and die on the bank.

If the patients in that hospital paid
for their treatment only as large a
percentage as they do at St. Anthony,
the money would give an annual up-
keep to the Green Bay hospital with-
out expense to the colony. But he
quite agreed the bays had an absolute
right to that part of their own taxes
that was alienated for a hospital in
the south.

He advocated a proper hospital unit
ih Green Bay, Bay of Islands and St.
Anthony, and one on a smaller scale
for our dependency Labrador, with at
least the equipment every hospital
unit was required to have, to permit
it to render service as in France.

He advised that a bill should be pre-
sented to every patient on learning
of the exact cost of his stay and a
fixed schedule charge for treatment,
but as in America each patient should
have a right to bring his bill before
the hospital committee, who after
considering his circumstances, should
be free to give him a receipt in full
or part, as they considered wise.

The Rev. Dr. Dotchon, the Rev. Mr.
Hunt, the Adjutant of the Salvation
Army, all promised their support to
the movement.

Mr. Temple, of the “Twillingate
Sun,” admitted all that was said and
was prepared to throw himself into
the work.

Mr. Ashbourne speaking later, said
he was not prepared to help until he
knew more of the scheme proposed,
and that it commended itself as likely
to be successful, but hé fully endorsed
the necessity for the hospital fof
Green Bay. ¢ :

WANTON DESTRUCTION BY TURKS
LONDON, Feb. 3.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa = Agency.)—
Wanton damage and destruction of
British property, by Turks, is describ-
ed in a message from Reuter’s special
correspondent at Constantinople, re-
ceived to-day. The correspondent de-
scribes a visit paid by him to the vil-
lage of Kandilli, on the Bosphorus, a
favourite place of residence of many
members of the former British Colony.
He accompanied former British Con-
sul Waugh and Commander Rogers,
who have been instructed to investi-
gate damage done to British property
during the war. The Commissioners
visited the house of a well known
former British resident, and found it
in a dilapidated condition, as a result
of wanton destruction, and a good
deal of the furniture was missing.
Where another house, belonging to
the same resident had stood, nothing
remained but the foundations, as the
building had been destroyed by fire.
Both houses had been occupied by
Turkish military authorities, who are
thus clearly responsible for damage
by Turks. A number of once beauti-
ful gardens and parks, situated on a
hill overlooking the sea, are now also
nothing but a wilderness, as trees and
shrubs had been uprooted and cut
down by the devastating Turks.

The correspondent was assured that
a similar state of things prevails on
many British properties in other vill-
ages on the Bosphorus and the Sea of
Marmora. The British military au-
thorities have takem over control of
the Ottoman National Bank, a purely
Turkish institution, through which it
is believed that the Committee of Union
and Progress used to do its business.
Notice is now posted at the entrance
lot the bank stating that owing to the
action of the Allied authorities, the
bank will remain closed until further
notice. The expuision of the German
troops in Turkey is proceeding. Their
embarkation takes place at Haidar
Pasha, on the Asiatic Shore of the Sea
of Marmora, where a considerable
number of them are still waiting trans-
portation.

The appearance
of the Greek Premier before the Coun-
cil was announced in the official
statement given out after the session.
Premier Venizelos will continue his
presentation of the .case of Greece at
to-morrow morning’s session of the
Council. The Czecho-Slovak dele-
gates will also again be heard at to-
morrow’s session.

CONDITIONS IN MOSCOW.

STOCKHOLM, Feb. 3.

Conditions of living in Moscow are
described as frightful by French refu-
gees who have arrived here. A cup
of milk there costs fifteen rubles and
a pound of bread twenty-five rubles.
Typhus is causing a great number of
deaths and the gates to the cemeteries
are crowded with people desiring to
bury their relatives. The dead are
covered with a paper ‘shroud owing to
the lack of coffins.

SEPARATE NATIONS.

PARIS, Feb. 3.
The much discussed , question
whether the British dominions shall
have separate representation as nat-
jonal units in a eociety of nations is
understood to have been settled fav-
orably as far as Great Britain is con-
cerned. Numerous conferences have
been held between representatives of
the ‘dominions and the British Gov-
ernment, and it is said a complate
agreement has been reached that the
gelf-governing dominions are entitled
to places in the society as any other
nation. The final decision rests with
the Peace Conference but the repre-
sentatives of the dominions anticipate
no objection there in as mniuch as

Great Britain is mportinx them.

LORD BISHOP’S OPINION,
LONDON, Feb. 2.

The seriousness of the strike situa-
tion in London was further increased
late to-day when the hotel workers
at a meeting decided to go on strike.

A commission of control will be
sent immediately to Teschen, Austrian
Silesia, to prevent a ‘conflict betwéen
the Czechs and the Poles in the region
of Toschen, and also fo enquire into
the basis for a frontier decision at
the Peace Conference.

English the
Quickest Language.

One of the results of the war has
gone to show that things can be said
in English much more quickly than
in any other language.

The reports of the International
Road Congress are printed in French,
German, and English, in parallel
columns, and the versions are exact
translations of one another, and so
form an excellent basis of compari-
son.

The FEnglish report invariably fin-
ishes first and sometimes it wins by
8 whole page. As a rule the French
report is the longest.

English is made up to an extraor-

| dinary extent of words of one syllable.

It has little of the  elaborate and
round-about way of saying things
that French has. English, goes
straight to the point, as it were.

For example, hero we talk about an
“garthquake,’ two syllables compared
with the French tremblement de terre,
five syllables.

An example of the terseness of Eng-
lish would be a phrase like “I have
been to the house and have now come
back,” every word a single syllable.
In a telegram this would be just as
intelligible in the form “Been house,
now back” In any other European
lenguage it would take up twice the
room to say it

Briefly, what actually happens in
the making of canned music is this.
The sound-waves entering the large
end of the specially-devised horn are
brought down and intensified as they
approach the smaller end. Here they
strike upon a diaphragm which vi-
brates in response to their impulses.

the horn.

The first wax record is a so-called
test record, and corresponds to a
printer’s proof, being read and cor-
rected by the musical director. Af-
terwards, when mistakes have been
rectified, the méaster record is made,
and this, after going through various
hardening and electrotyping process-
es, is pasesd as correct.

From this is then moulded the hard-
rubber record, which is sold by the
thousand for the phonographs of the
world.

Don’t Shoot
~the Burglar.

In how drastic a manner may a man
treat a burglar who resists capture?
It cannot be said that the law is quite
clear on the point. In defence of his
person or of property actually in his
possession a man may use such vio-
lence as is reasonably necessary; it
varies, of course, with the circum-
stances. But he must not wuse un-
necessary violence for more purpos-
es of revenge after danger to either
has passed.

A peaceful trespasser must. be re-
quested to depart in peace, and only
on his.refusal can force be used to
remove him, but a violent or an arm-
ed trespasser can be removed without

The following is an extract from a
letter to his parents by a British in-
fantry officer, written on the march
of the victorious 'AMfied 'armies to-
wards the German frontier. He be-
gins by describing the reception giv-
en to the British troops by the long-
suffering inhabitants of the French
villages en route, and proceeds:

And through all this “Tommy” goes
untouched and unscathed. His head
is not turned, his feelings whatever
they may be, are not shown. He goes
into the shops and buys, and pays for
what he buys.. He respects women,
and plays with children. Thomas At-
kins, the man who has made all this
possible, treats it all in a wonderful-
ly childlike and tolerant way, brush-
ing aside alike the curses of the Hun
and the thanks and full hearts of
those he has delivered. :Yet ‘he feels
it all—feels it all deeply, right down
in his heart. His emotions are con-
cealed, but they are strong and won-
derful things.

I raise my hat to him. I live for
him. Sometimes truculent, there is
always one spot that can be touched.
It is always there, large and big, the
most wonderful thing he has—the
heart in him. Deal with him, man
to man, work for him, put your shoul-
der to the wheel with him. Respect
all his little fads and fancies, live
with him, but never get in the way of
his pleasures. Be always on the spot,
but never a nuisance, and he will give
you his best, and as sure as there is
a God above us, that best is a wonder-
ful thing. It is the greatest and most
wonderful thing in the world. Our
forefathers saw it at Agincourt, Blen-
heim, Quebec,” Waterloo, and a thou-
sand other battles. Our sons will see
it, and our sons’ sons.
