Now that ‘the
leaders in the endless. struggle against
the forces of evil are returning after
taking counsel with, pur Venerable
Pontiff, we feel comfident that the
Church, continuing to accomplish her
mission with renewed vigour, will
save the world.of the future by in-
stilling into it the great fundamental
principles of cbristianity.

We regret that our Holy Father is
unrepresented in the Council of the
League of Nations, for “we recognize
that by overlooking him as God's re-
prmntatlve, an attempt is being
made to base the world’s peace upon
a materialistic foundation which s
foredoomed to failure.

Your Lordship’s return from such
an intimate and important conference
with our, Holy Father brings those
thoughts more vividly before us to-
day; agd in greeting you we beg to
assure you of our unswerving loyalty
to Your Lordship in the Sacred Office
of the Episcopate.

In again bidding you a hearty wel-
come, we ask Your Lordship’s ac-
ceptance of the accompanying slight
token of our respect and esteem.

Canada’s Coming Envoy.
(Boston Sunday Herald.)
In view of the friendly relations al-
ways cxisting between - the United
States and Canada, we may look for-
ward with pleasure to thé closer dip-
lomatic intercourse which will be
brought about by the coming of a Can-
adian envoy to Washington. How soon
he may take up his residence and en-
ter upon his duties is not yet certain,
but the provision in the Dominion gov-
ernment estimates of $80,000 for his of-
ficial expenses shows that the appoint-
ment is likely to be made whenever
the progress with parliamentary buai-
ress permits. It is understood that the
agreement with the British government
concerning the designation of a Can-
adian minister to the United States is
complete, no objection having been
made in London to the desire of Ot-
tawa. Legislation will now be intro-
duced in the Dominion Parliament to

lomatic or semi-diplomatic duties.
These matters will have to be kept in
close relation in the British common-
wealth of nations and in the world
league of nations. But with such things
America is not concerned. She exteads
her hand to her northern neighbor and
welcomes the direct communication.
Commercial affairs and trade rela-
tions bulk large in our business with
Canada, and prompt ahd efficient ar-
rangement of these could never be pro-
moted by the roundabout road of nego-
tiation through London. It appears
certain that time will be saved and un-
derstanding and agreement more easi-
ly reached when Canada has a minis-
ter of her own at the United States
capital.

The New Regulations.

The Honorable the Minisjer of
Marine and Fisheries introduced the
new Fish Export Regulations Bill in
the House of Assembly yesterday
afternoon and swanked quite a bit
over it.

And Reminiscences

of a Pleasant Tour.

CHAPTER V.

THE APPROACH

To enter New York by ship on a fine
day is an experience not soon for-
gotten. For hours before, the interest
among the passengers is keen, and
every object is -criticized and pleas-
antly commented upon. The approach
to New York for many miles is all
dotted with bungalows and resi
dences; and these buildings are lit-
erally buried in trees and foliage;
and as one beholds them in panoramic
srder, there arises a feeling of ad-
Xxiration for the sceme itself, and of
congratulation upon the people who
live under such favorable circumstan-
ces; they truly have a lot in their
favour, and if their lives are as happy
as their surroundings are pleasant,
then they are a happy people. But we
cannot judge peoples’ happiness by
their surroundings at all times. There
are a score of things to interest the
traveller at such a place. On every
hax;d there are the bell-buoys, and
also the light ships. With every toss
of the sea these buoys ring out their
alarm, and their chimes are as sig-
nals to passing ships. To us they
looked really picturesque and novel,
while in shape and size, they varied.
But our view was on Summer seas,
and summer sunset enhanced what
*we beheld; still they taught us many
a lesson, for though on pleasure bent,
we closed not our eyes to the real and
the practical.

In fancy we beheld these beacons
amid the storm. We thought of the
darkness and the fog and the tempest.
We remembered how eagerly they are
locked for, and what relief their sig-
nals bring to the anxious mariner.
We knew that they meant guidance
and direetion, and in the end anchor-
age and safety. In these we saw
their true worth, As mere ornaments
they posses no commercial value;
but as guardians of the ocean’s high-
wagy, their price is beyond computa-
tion.. Their real place is in the dan-
ger zone; and the greater the danger
the greater is their usefulness. They
wive meant for the stgrm. They were
me=ent for the dangerous places, and

for the time of stress. How much
like true friends they were. In them
we seemed tc see a reflection of
strong character — character that
stands amid the storm of temptation.
The storm tests these stations; and
8Q the storm tests one’s true friends.
Anybody can be nice when the wind
is fair, and when the sun is shining,
and the course is even; but it re-
requirjes the test to prove the worth
of our profescions. “A true friend can
be depended upon; adversity does not
change his position, nor does idle
gossip prejudice his judgment.
Turning from the danger signals,
we next noted the passing shipping
Some of this was out-ward bound, and
some of it, like our own good ship,
was inward bound. Tugs. Scows and
Yachts scampered along, like so many
bird¢ at wing. Merchantnien and
stately ocean liners came constantly
into view.

at Ramillies.
The second of the outstanding vic-
tories of the Duke of Marlborough in
Flanders, in which, with about 60,-
000 allied troops, mostly British and
Dutch, he defeated as many French
under Marshal Villeroy, with about
15,000 killed, wounded and taken
prisoners, or nearly five times his
‘own loss, was one of the occasions on
which his person was imperilled. It
was at a critical moment, when the
Dutch, after carrying the French
front line, recoiled before the second,
that Marlborough saw and seized his
chance. Calling up all the available
cavalry he headed a charge against
the exulting enemy. The result prov-
ed decisive, but the Duke was twice
in danger. Having been recognized
by some French dragoons, he was all
but captured, and escaped only by
cutting his way through, after the
manner of a medieval commander, his
horse being shot under him in the
struggle. One of his officers prompt-
ly offered him another, and had his
head shot off by a cannon-ball at the
very moment when he was assisting
his commander into the saddle.. But,
“calm and sereme,” as at Blenheim,
Marlborough led the charge as if
nothing particular had occurred, the
French line being severed, the village
of Ramillies carried, and the enemy
utterly defeated. There was, indeed,
a brief rally at-a village on the
French left, and Marlborough called
a halt to get his men in order, but
the battle was over. The French, re-
cognizing that resistance was hope-
less, with their lines broken, experi-
enced something like a panic, and
general dispersion ensued. Nearly
all their artillery was taken, and the
remaining work was but a long pur-
suit by the cavalry whom he had
headed in the decisive charge.

Columbus, Discoverer of

America.

On May 20, 1506. Christopher Colum-
bus, the discoverer of America, died
at Valladolid, in Spain, 100 miles
porth from Madrid. He was born
.about 1436 at Genoa, in Ttaly, and
being sent to study at the University
of Pavia, showed such a strong de-
gire for geographical knowledge, and
to obtain such by going to sea. He
believed that by gailing westward
from Europe he could reach Cathay,
as China was called by Europeans,
and other countries. But, after study-
ing all the maps and charts that he
could ‘procure, he made occasional
short voyages, and was informed by
geamen that there . were unknown
lands separated from Burope by the
Atlantic Ocean, After vainly seeking
aid from Genoa, Portugal, and Eng-
land, he at last obtained an introduc-
tion to first, Ferdinand V., King of
Spain,  and afterwards to that sov-
ereign’s wife, Queen Isabelle, who
together were {nduced to equip and
man for him three vessels, agreeing
that he should have a tenth of all
profits, and be viceroy of the land
that he expected to discover. He
sailed on August 2, 1492, and on Oc-
tober 12 that year landed and bent
his knees in grateful worship on San
Salvador, one of the Bahamas, the
northernmost group of what are
"called the West Indies, as ' the na-
tives of America ‘are called Indians
because such early discoverers of
that continent supposed that they had

'tound what they were seeking, a

Columbug discovered also the 'great
island of Cuba, and the one named
8t. Domingo, or Hispaniola, on which
,last he built a fort. Returning to
