Preparing Meats.

A luscious roast or a Jjuicy thick
steak arethemeatdishesparexcellence
and as they are selected and cut from
the tenderest and most expensive
parts of  the animals they must be
cooked in the best possible manner,
so that not a pariicle of flaver or the
valuable juices be:lost.

Almost all joints of meat are cook-
ed in the same manner, and although
we speak of a roast of beef or lamb,
they are in reality baked. The old-
fashioned roasting, in which the meat
hung revdlving over a hot fire, is an
impossibility in the modern kitchen
and- we must use the correctly heat-
ed oven instead. »

Delicious: roasts are, however, ob-
tainable with an oven, and when an
glectric or a gas one is_employed,
where the heat may be regulated to a
nicety, a crisp brown Joint is pos-
sible, containing a rich meat flavor
and so full.of juices that the grooves
of the platter will be filled as soon as
a few slices are carved.

Lamb, mutton; veal, tresh ham and
some of the baked steaks are the bet—
ter for a savory dressing, but serve
the lordly rib roast in the English
style, without any trimmings' except
for the crisp brown Yorkshire pud-
ding and’ the rich blood gravy that
should follow the knife as thé meat is
sliced.

Set
in a very hot oven until the flour is
well browned and pour in a cup of
beef stock, if you have it, failing that,
add hot water. Reduce the heat of
the oven and bake until cooked, bast-
ing every 10 or 15 minutes. To roast
beef rare, allow from 8 to 10 minutes
to"the pound, and if well done, from
18 to 20 minutes to the pound. If
desired, a tablespoon of Worcester-
shire sauce may be added to the bast-
ing liquor.

It a double roaster is used no bast-
ing will, of course, be required, Then
serve the Yorkshire pudding, cut in
squares, as a border of the roast, and
pour over each portion a tablespoon
of the blood gravy as it drips from
the ‘beef. This is a typical English
.roast ‘beef dinner.

When roasting mutton it should be
slightly rare near the bone, but with
veal, pork and lamb there should not
be even a Buspicion of pinkness. All
of these roasts are cooked in the same
way as beef.

For the breast also have the butcher
take out the bones, lay it out flat and
spread-thickly with the following stuf-
fing: Cook until softened, but not
browned, one minced white onion, a
quarter of a cupful of chopped celery
and half a minced green pepper.

Useful Household Hints.

The houseproud woman, in these
days of servant shortage, usually wel-
comes a few practical hints on the
most expeditious and efficient way of
dealing with details in the daily rou-
tine.

Lloyd George
and Poincare.

Mr. Lloyd George is now en-
gaged in the writing of a series
of thirty articles on world poli-
tics, for publication, by con-
tract, in the leading newspapers
of Great Britain, Canada and
United States. In his first article
the ex-Premier of Britain says
“the time has come for saying
these things, and if theéy are not
gaid in high places, humanity
will one day call those occupy-
ing high places to a reckoning.”
Mr. Lloyd George has certainly
said things and said them very
pointedly and forcefully. Sensa-
tion followed his utterances in
the capitals of Britain and
France; and the revelations
made took prominence and pre-
cedence over all other interna-
tional affairs. The London press,
as has already been reported in
Canadian Press despatches pub-
lished in the Telegram and other
St. John’s dailies, sharply criti-
cized Mr. Lloyd George and the
French press was most bitter in
‘their comment. Paris papers
sstigmatised him “the lying en-
emy of peace’ The Premier of
France, “the wrecker of the
'Genoa Conference” as he was
styled by the indomitable little
“Welshman made an elaborate
and lengthy reply, containing a
challenge which was immediate-
ly taken up by L.G., whose
straight flung words will pro-
bably bring a storm of deni@l
and indignation, not to speak o
repudiation from the press of
both countries. French diplo-
macy as exemplified in Premier
Poincare is seathingly dealt
with, and the blame for the
breakdown of the London Con-
ference is placed squarely upon
the shoulders of the Prime Min-
ister of France. In the following
passages LloydGeorgewarnsthe
world against the militaristic
spirit of France, as shown in the
various Reparations Conference,
and he answers Poincare’s de-
nials of his charges by quoting
General Foch, Tardieu and other
French authorities who main-
tained that the Rhine  was the
natural barrier between France
and Germany, and thdt it must
be held as the Eastern frontier
of France.

don Conference, and especially
the reason for that breakdown,
proves that the warning’ I ut-
tered in my last article was ne-
cessary, and timely. M. Poincare
demanded occupation of the only
rich coal-field left to Germany
as the guarantee for the carry-
ing out of impossible terms.”

“The mere fact that there are
potent influences in France that
still press this demand (for the
left bank of the Rhine) and take
advantage of every disappoint-
ment to urge it forward,
calls for unremitting vigilance
amongst all peoples who have
the welfare of humanity at
heart.”

Few housewivas who have to con-

cons of turkey. or’goose, because they |
know ‘the former is, without ques-
tion, the more economical bird of the
two. For-a small family, a turkey .
weighing from" ten to twelve pounds
_is ‘an“ideal one. When buying, see |
that the legs are pliable and short,
and that the breast is plump and firm |
to the touch.

To allow water to run over ‘'and
through ponltry before ‘cooking is a
mistake, for it takes away the flavor. |
Instead, wipe it thoroughly inside and
out with a slightly damp. cloth, fiour
|light1y, and place it breast down-,
wards, if it is to be cooked -in a \bak-
ing-tin. Then the juices will con-

and make it mellow and tender. After
an hour’s cooking, turn the bird,
' cover the breast with lard or good
| bacon fat, and cook slowly for an-
other two hours, basting continually. |
About twenty minutes before serving,!
add a little more flour over the breast |
and those appetizing little brown bub-
bles will rise that pronounce the bird
done to a turn.

To make your turkey go a long
way, two kinds of stuffing may be
used with success—these may be ‘ac-
cording to fancy, such as veal, chest-
nut, sausage, or sage and onion.

Mincemeat to be at its best should
be made a little before it is needed
so that all ingredients blend well
An excellent, old-fashioned recipe is
to use one pound each of raisins,’cur-
rants, sultanas, péel, ‘chopped apples,
suet and brown sugar. To these add
one heaped teaspoontul of m.txed
spice and nutmeg to taste, moisten-
ing the whole with a lttle brandy, or
the juice of a lemon and an orange
mixed. Before adding the suet, clari-
fy it first—that is, place it in boiling
water until it is quite free from any
skin. When cold and set, grate lnto
the mincemeat

For an economical and quickly-
made festive pudding, blend half a
pound of flour in with half a_pound
of well-chopped suet, three ounces of
currants. half a pound of stoned
raisins, three ounces of sultanas, half
& pound of fine breadcrumbs, three
teaspoonfuls of baking-powder, and
one of mixed spice, one ounce of al-
monds. Mix these ingredients to-
gether well, wit'h sufficient golden
syrup and milk to make the whole
thoroughly moist. Boil for four
hours, or steam for seven.

A new way with jelly: Take an
ordinary pint packet of jelly or jelly
crystals, pour on half the usual
amount of hot water, and when _the |
mixture has cooked, ‘but not set, add
half a pint of cold milk and a little
cream. Beat the mixture together
well, and pour back into the moulds
to set.
