UBGES RELIEF FOR NEWFOUND-
LANDERS.

All along the Newfoundland coast,
south and east of St. John’s, tucked
away in lonely bays and c¢oves, are
gparse settlements whose inhabitants
eke out g bare living by fishing and a
little farming,

one of Labrador, but in one respect
at least, the Labrador fisherman is
much better off than the Nswfound-;

“The only available physicion, one
in Brigus, is forced to come such a
distance, with a consequent increase
in fees, as to render his services well
beyond the reach of the fisherman’s
purse, despite the urgency of his
case,

“As a result, to my certain know-
ledge people have died wunable to
summon the proper aid or because
there was no physician to summon.”

She says thal the population of these
gettlements amounts collectively to
gome thousands of people, which em-
phasizes the need of a physician, either
in residence or who will make a
regular schedule of visits. If they,
gan’t have that, Miss Groves suggests
the appointment of a competent visit-
ing nurse.

She suggests that the government
should guarantee the salary of such a
physician, which the people would be
quite willing to supplement by the
pgyment of a reasonable fee.

“Miss Groves writes: “I have lived:
vith these people, loved them, and feel
a very genuine interest in their wel-
fare, as a consequence. I realize that
thelr illiteracy militates against their
speaking for themselves—in fact, pro-
duces the very illiterateness which
prevents their bringing the matter be-
fore the proper persons.”
