Petition to the Pope for the 
Occupation of Rome by the 
Italian Troops.

[To-day’s Despatches.]
Florence, Oct. 18th—Latest despatches 

from the Roman territory describe the 
situation as more serious. Garibaldians 
daily crossing the frontier and marching 
to different points of rendezvous. Many 
inhabitants and others in Roman terri­
tory are joining the insurgents. The in­
surgents have captured the town of Orte, 
fifteen miles east of Viterbo, on the right 
bank of the Tiber, which gives them pos­
session of. the railroad, and they have se­
cured communication between Rome and 
Florence. Reports from Papal sources at 
Rome give accounts of defeats of the in­
surgents by Papal troops. The Italian 
press and people are clamorous for the 
occupation of Rome by the Italian gov­
ernment. Victor Emmanuel’s officers 
continue to arrest Garibaldians as they 
attempt to cross the Roman frontier. The 
Royal squadron of iron-clads will be ta­
ken off Roman waters.

Paris, 18th.—Napoleon and his minis­
ters complain that Victor Emmanuels 
measures to enforce the terms of the Sep­
tember convention, with respect to invio­
lability of the Papal territory are not 
vigorous of effective. Fears are enter­
tained that a collision may take place 
between the French and Italian forces 
which are being despatched toward

London, 18th, evening.—It ie reported 
that a revolution took place in Rome last 
night, and that great excitement prevails 
in Florence. Rumors are afloat that 
France and Italy intend to arrange for 
the joint occupation of Rome.

Queenstown, 20th.—The steamers Chi­
cago and Oity of New York have arrived.

London, Oct. 20, evening.—Official de­
spatches have been received from Rome, 
reporting that two fights have taken 
place between the insurgents and Papal 
troops, in which the latter were victori­
ous. The towns of Veroli and .Orte, 
which had been previously occupied by 
the insurgents, were assaulted by Papal 
forces and carried by storm. It was re­
ported at Rome that the Italian Prime 
Minister, Ratazzi, had resigned.

Paris, Oct. 20th.—It is rumored today 
that the leading European powers will 
unite with France m joint intervention 
for the settlement of the Roman question 
and the preservation of peace. The French 
Cabinet had addressed a circular note to 
its representatives at foreign courts, so­
lemnly pledging France to enforce the 
stipulations of the treaty of September. 
The excitement and anarchy created by 
the rumors which are continually circu­
lating here are very great, and Rentes 
are fluctuating.

Paris, Oct. 19.—All the official journals 
of Saturday concur in declaring that 
within twenty-four hours Italy must an­
nounce her determination either to supr 
port the revolutionary movement on 
Rome or faithfully fulfill the provisions of 
the September Convention, and France 
must decide for peace or war accordingly.

Florence, Oct. 20.—A deputation con­
sisting of 120 members of the Roman 
Municipal Council, and headed by the 
Senators of Rome, has had an audience 
with Pope Pius at which a petition signed 
by twelve thousand citizens of Rome was 
presented to his Holiness, asking him td 
give his consent to the occupation of 
Rome by the troops of King Victor Em­
manuel.

The Italian troops on duty on 
the frontier under the terms of theSep- 
tember Convention have been reinforced, 
and the officers acting under the King 
are making increased efforts for the satis­
factory discharge of their instructions. 
All Italy continues to be excited in a re­
markable manner at the threat of French 
intervention as reported from Paris, and 
the actual war preparations which am 
being carried on at Toulon by order of 
Napoleon. Reports have been received 
in this city from Rome dated Friday 
evening, which state that another battle 
took place between the revolutionary in­
vaders and the Papal troops the previous 
afternoon, in which the soldiers of toe 
Pope retook the town of Ueroli, the 
Garib&ldian force sustaining a heavy low.

Springfield, Mass., 20th.—A terrible 
accident occurred at the Hobey canal on 
Saturday, by which thirteen men were 
either killed outright or suffocated.

In addition, they receive some 
v9,000 for carrying the mail (which is in­
cluded in their annual subsidy from the 
British government.) Their expenses are 
about $15,000 the single trip, not more. 
These figures, nearly exact, foot up a very 
large profit for the single trip.

Saved by a Newfoundland Dog.— 
The noble instincts of the Newfoundland* 
dog are proverbial, and cases wherein 
these animals have exerted themselves to 
the saving of human life are innumerable. 
The latest instance of canine heroism oc­
curred in London on Friday afternoon.—

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TRADES’ UNIONS AND STRIKES.

It is a very nice relationship which 
subsists between master and servant, 
and in the case of a union of employ­
ees, ostensibly for their own protection 
against the tyranny of capital, it re­
quires but a very slight misunder- 
etanding to destroy the equipoise and 
produce a sort of social anarchy. It 
Is in the order of nature—and we can­
not doubt that all things in nature are 
ordered aright—that there should be 
some men who have wealth as their 
heritage, while there are others who 
have no patrimony but strong consti­
tutions, energy and muscle. He who 
is possessed of riches is generally pos­
sessed also of a wish to acquire more, 
and he who has none desires to obtain 
them. Thé principles of political eco­
nomy prove incontestably that it is 
mutually beneficial there should be 
Co-operation bet ween the capitalist and 
the laborer, and that the one can by no 
means live independent of the other, 
and live in a state of civilization. Per­
fect equality is the symbol of barbar­
ism. There are not many men who 
would pull down their bams and build 
greater merely to afford employment 
to a certain number of artizans ; the 
capitalist expends his money to make 
his life tolerable, to give diversity and 
activity to his thoughts, and to pre­
vent the dullness that results from 
monotony. This is in many instances 
however a secondary consideration, 
cince, as we have before observed it is 
the desire and tendency of capital to 
increase. But one thing is certain, 
that labor and capital are by no means 
independent of each other ; neither of 
them is self-sustaining, but depend­
ent upon the other. Such being the 
case, it is of vast importance that there 
should be at alb times a clear under 
standing between employer and em­
ployee. It is perhaps one of the evils 
of capital that it has almost always a 
tendency to arbitrary dictation. The 
rich man can remain longer independ­
ent of the immediate and direct assis­
tance of the poor man than the latter 
can subsist without the aid of the for­
mer. All men have rights which are 
their own sacred inheritance, laborers 
as well capitalists, and the latter when 
they form Trades’ Unions, we conceive 
âre justifiable, so far as their intention 
goes to protect their privileges against 
encroachment, or against being ignor­
ed by the wealthy. Working men are 
a power, and a mighty one, and there 
can be no reasonable objection urged 
against their letting their strength be 
known, if employers make an attempt 
to tyrannize ; but Trades’ Unions, in 
the phase which they have now as­
sumed, are organizations which no 
man whose sense of justice has not 
been blunted could for a moment sus­
tain on any grounds of expediency or 
necessity. In the first place we do not 
hear that laborers were in any degree 
oppressed; in the States, where the 
printers “ struck,” in Quebec where 
the ship-carpenters “ struck,” or in 
•various other places where men of va­
rious trades “ struck,” we do not learn 
that they were oppressed by their mas­
ters, or that their wages were not suf 
ficient to afford them a comfortable 
living and something more. In the 
early part of the season labor seemed 
abundant, extensive works were under­
taken, the demand for workmen in- 
creased, and went on increasing until 
they discovered that they held the 
trump cards, and they resolved to 
“ make a march.” It is not saying too 
much, after what we have read of the 
conduct of the bricklayers of Man­
chester—who have been guilty of all 
sorts of misdemeanors, from ham 
stnnging horses up to beating a man 
and leaving him for dead—to assert 
that the Unions this summer have 
been a disgrace to themselves and to 
civilization, and a curse to those who 
were members of them as well as to 
many who were not.

We do not mean to assert, that em. 
ployers have never taken advantage of 
the abundance of labor to reduce the 
wages of those in their employ, but 
we do not know that they have ever 
been so tyrannical, or that such evil 
results ever attended any action of 

L theirs as have accompanied the 
'*strikes” in Europe and America. 
The Trades Unions have forgotten 
pc very first principle of their organi- 
ition. The members do not merely 

body resist aggression, but they 
i hasten to become the aggressors.

advantage of oiroumsUncea, say how 
many hours they shall work, and what 
remuneration they shall receive, fhey 
compel capitalists to give them work, 
and to give it to them on their own 
terms; at least they do so in some 
places, as fbr instance in Manchester, 
where, as we have noticed above, they 
act more like fiends than civilized 
beings. Herein their deeds are more 
reprehensible than those of masters 
have ever been. The latter never 
offered men a certain amount for their 
labor and then compelled them to take 
it; they gave them full liberty to 
make nn attempt to do better, nor did 
they interfere to prevent any individ­
ual receiving more for his work from 
another master than they were willing 
to give. In brief then we consider that 
Trades’ Unions, as at present organiz­
ed, and with their present tendency to 
dictation can be of no real benefit to 
any party, but are productive rather 
of misery and social degradation.

The Warehouse Receipt System- 
Another Warning.

The existing warehouse receipt system 
in Canada is evidently in instant need of 
amendment. On Wednesday, a commit­
tee of the Hamilton Board of Trade made 
the following report to a special meeting 
of the Board:

“ The committee appointed to investi-

f;ate the conduct of the Secretary, Mr. W 
rvine, in relation to the rumours affect­

ing his character, beg to report that they 
have investigated the matter and find 
that Mr. Irvine obtained advances from 
the Bank, on fictitious warehouse receipts 
knowing them to be such. The commit­
tee feel it to be their duty to condemn in 
the strongest manner so dishonorable an 
act, and recommend that his name be re- 
moved from the list of members of the 
Board.”

The report was adopted. We under­
stand that Mr. Irvine, who was one of 
the principal grain dealers in Hamilton, 
and who until lately, occupied the posi­
tion of Secretary to the Board of Trade, 
sometime ago obtained advances from the 
Bank of British North America to about 
$50,000 or $60,000, on warehouse receipts 
for grain, which turned out to be ficti­
tious, there being no grain on hand when 
called for. When the fact came out, Mr. 
Irvine represented to the Bank that if he 
made a regular assignment, little or noth­
ing would be obtained for the debt, but 
offered a sort of settlement which was 
accepted, and in terms of which he gave 
up a vessel, valued at about $4000, a re­
lative of his, the signer of the receipts, 
also giving up a grain warehouse, valued 
at $1,000, and some wild land, leaving, 
of course, a large margin of loss. It is 
stated that Mr. irvine has gone to Cliica 
go. It is not long since a case occurred 
in Woodstock, in which advances to a 
considerable extent were obtained on 
warehouse receipts for oil, which when 
sought for was non est inventus. A re­
cent case in Montreal supplies another il­
lustration. The system will certainly 
have to be changed.—Journal of Com­
merce.

Perfidy, Rascality and Immorality.
The Ingersoll Chronicle has been favor­

ed with a shocking scandal in its neigh­
borhood, the details of wliich are on a 
more slupenduous scale than usually falls 
to the country press to secure. The fol­
lowing is the substance of the harrowing 
narrative: About two weeks since, 
well known farmer—the owner of 
Cheese Factory at Lake Side, East Nis- 
souri—skedaddled, having sold his cheese, 
and taking with him, $7,000 or $8,000 
in gold. The thirty or forty farmers from 
whom he had purchased, during the sum­
mer,the milk from which to manufacture 
the cheese felt, of course, very indignant 
at the breach of confidence on the part of 
Mr. Banbury—for that is the delinquent’s 
name—but up to this writing nothing 
has been heard of him. Some people 
say that Mr. B. has gone to “ the other 
side,” where he will find a more extended 
sphere to exercise his peculiar talents. 
And now for Chapter Second. On Friday 
last it was currently reported in town 
that a certain M. D., druggist, &c, doing 
business not many doors from the Royal 
Hotel, was missing. Those wliQ knew 
the Doctor discredited the report ; but, 
on enquiry of those who were interested, 
it was found that the report was two true. 
The appearance of the things about the 
drug store was also of an exceedingly 
suspicious character—which fact led to 
further enquiries, and it now turns out 
that Banbury and the M. D. were in lea­
gue. The worst part of the story, how­
ever, is yet to be told. The Doctor took 
with him the wife of a respected mechanic 
of this town, after having wormed him­
self so far into the confidence of 
the husband as to borrow $500 from him. 
The Doctor, it is said, owes parties in this 
town sums varying from $20 to $800— 
about $2,000 in all ; besides large amounts 
to wholesale dealers in drugs, patent 
medicines, dc., in Hamilton, Toronto, 
Montreal, and other places. The hus­
band of the truant woman, Mr. Morgan 
Hadcock, informs us that Mrs. H. left here 
on Wednesday of last week with the in­
tention, as she stated, of visiting some 
friends in Hamilton. Mr. H., on hearing 
the report that she had eloped with the 
doctor, telegraphed to Hamilton, and an 
answer was received that she had not 
been there. Mr. Hadcock, consequently, 
feels firmly cenvinced that she has proved 
unfaithful, and unworthy the name of 
wife.

Policy of the Bank of Mon­
tréal.—The Globe s Montreal cor­
respondent says:—“The Bank of 
Montreal is putting on the screws 
again, as it did last year, as. soon as 
money was wanted to move "the pro­
duce of the country ; they are again 
practicing their vicious system of forc­
ing merchants who require discounts 
io buy English exchange at a- higher 
rate than it is worth. This exchange 
the merchant is obliged to sell to the 
brokers, in order to procure money. 
The bank generally re purchases from 
the broker at a less price than the 
merchant was originally charged. In 
this round-about way, parties reqHir­
ing money are made to pay front! 2 »■• 
15 per cent, interest, andin sonie 
much more.”

A new daily paper Is about to hv estab­
lished in New York as an organ to the 
Republican party, to be under the control 
of Charles A. Dana, formerly one of the 
principal editors of the Iribune, but more 
recently of Chicago, where he proved a 
failure.

i CONTINUED.
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The British American Commercial College 

has In full operation Such a course of Instruction as 
to give It practical fltnees to do the work proposed.

An Important characteristic of this Institution 
Is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College Is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
feature of tins College Is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every eflort is direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be dis­
tinct. Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination Is not compatible with 
efficiency.

The time required to complete the full course 
varies considerably, according to the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly eautioned against the injuri­
ous inactive of hurrying through the course from 
the mistaken idea that they will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Inilnitely 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since his full course of tuition is already paid for, 
to incur the com jmratively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks board in order to make himself 
completely master of the comae ; and thus, by a 
small present outlay, qualify himself for some lu- 
curatlve situation. The crudncss that such haste 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College where he 
graduates ; and. besides, it brings opprobium on 
Commercial Colleges generally. The common prac­
tice, therefore, of lidding out this crowding sys­
tem as an inducement to students is most decept- 
ix-enud highly reprehensible.
