the negotiations between Mr. Howe
and the Dominion Government, previ-
ous to the former taking office, has
just been published. The full state-
ment of the case is altogether too
long for publication in these columus,
and. we can find room for only a brief
resume of the correspondence.

First of all, after the receipt of the
despateh from the Home Governinent,
in which it was stated thata revers
iof the Repeal Act would not be at-

tewrpied; Sir John— A, Muedonald
| writes to Mr. Howe a very lengthy
| letter, i which he states that ¢ the
| Canadian Government is not only
| ready, but anxious, to enter upon a
frank and full discusgion” of ‘“ taxa-
| tion, the regulation of trade and the
| fisheries,” and that the Government
| was *‘ prepared, d'n case the pressure
{ of taxation shoul®t be shown to be un-
| equal, or unjust to Nova Scotia, tore-
| lieve that pressure by every means in
their power.” In concluding, SirJohn
invites Mr. Howe to accept an office
in the Cabinet.

Sir John’s despatch is dated the 6th
of October last; and on the 21st ot
the same month, Mr. Howe replies in
a despateh of about the same length.
He admits that he is less sanguine
about the repeal of the Union than he
formerly was, and does not believe
.| that the new British Ministry will do
| anything for the relief of his native
| Province. On this point he says:

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])EATH OF JAMES W EBSTEB, ESQ

It is our melancholy duty this
morning to record the death of James
Webster, Ksq.,Registrar of this Coun-
ty, which took place on Saturday
evening about six o’ciock. The event
was not altogether unexpected, for
during the past few weeks he had been |
getting gradually weaker, and at last |
his once strong frame sugcumbed to
the power of disease.
