RÉôïsi’BATioN or Births, Deaths and 
Mabbiaobb.—We are informed by our res­
pected Town Clerk,. Mr. Harvey, that 
quite a number of trar citizens have neg­
lected to register the births and deaths in 
their families, as required by law. The 
statute imperatively requires all citizens 
to register births and deaths within thirty 
days after their occurrence, and Mr. 
Harvey is empowered to prosecute all 
those who fall, in their duty. We trust 
this notice will be sufficient to stir np all 
delinquents to registei at once, and save 
the fine.

Fall Assizes.—The Fall Assizes for 
this County will be held on Monday, 4th 
November—Mr. Justice Morrison pre­
siding, and Mr. H. W. Peterson, County 
Attorney, will conduct the prosecutions 
on behalf of the Crown. We believe, 
amongst several cases of a grave charac­
ter, that of the Arthur murder will be 
tried, one which has excited no inconsid­
erable interest in the community from 
its peculiarly melancholy character. It 
is said that no less than forty witnesses 
are summoned to give evidence in the 
case, which betokens a loigas well as 
serious investigation.

The 
first one caught doing it should be heavi­
ly fined, which might deter others from 
indulging in this dangerous pastime.

Sales of Stock.—Mr. Lazarus Parkin­
son, Eramosa, sold at the recent Central 
Exhibition 5 Leicester ram lambs, and 
was offered 9100 for 3 shearling ewes of 
the same breed. Mr. Thos. Easton,Rock- 
wood, sold his 1st prize shearling Leices­
ter ram for 960, and several other sheep 
at satisfactory prices. Mr. J. O’Rourke, 
of Illinois, is in this district at present 
purchasing sheep, and has amongst 
others selected 7 ewe lambs from the Lei­
cester flock of Mr. James Laidlaw,Guelph 
Township. We learn also that a Mr. 
Van Elten, from Utah, has bought 
about 200 breeding sheep of the Cotswold 
and Leicester breeds from various iarm- 
ers in the surrounding country for ship­
ment to the States, where the long-wool- 
led sheep seem to be the favorites at 
•resent. Mr. O’Rourke mentions that 
inndreds of the common merino can be 

readily bought in the Western States at 
from 91 to 91-50, which should ceitainly 
afford cheap meat to consumers, if an un­
profitable investment for agriculturists 
who cultivate the merino breed. 
Mr. Van Etten, who is a Mormon flock- 
master, and husband of four wives, has 
purchased 90 rams, 119 ewes, 19 
lambs, 1 Cashmere goat, 2 pea fowls, 7 
dorking chickens, 2 brahamas, and a ship- 
perd dog. The entire cost of which is 
entered at the Consulate here at 
92814.50.

John Hudson, sworn.—Live in Guelph; 

am a machinist and workL in Raymond’s 
factory ; remember Thursday, the 3rd of 
October ; tens most Of that day in the 
Exhibition grounds ; was leaving there 
about dusk ; was at one of the bars of 
one. of the booths, and was asked by one 
Jonas Roe to take Mr. Willcughby away, 
as some man was: going to pick his 
pockets ; he went along with me towards 
his son-in-law’s^ Mr. Buokett'e, who lives 
on Hatch’s farm ; I heard some persons 
coming after me, and looking over,my 
shoulder, heard one of the men say
“ that is the------,” and immediately after
I was struck and knocked down, throttled 
and robbed of some nine or ten dollars 
and a watch, the prisoner took the watch 
and money out cf my pockets ; could 
not indentify the other men ; the man 
who had me by, the throat averted his 
face so that I could not see him ; I asked 
him to stop choking me, and he said he 
would if I would only be still ; a chain 
was attached to my watch and button 
hole, but in the struggle it was separated 
from the watch ; when I was robbed I 
was lying on my back ; prisoner was 
then m front of me : the men then ran 
away towards the ashery ; I then 
went to look after Willoughby, who was 
lying on the ground, and after getting 
him to Buokett’s, returned to town ant 
informed Chief Constable Kelly of the 
robbery, and described the personal ap­
pearance of prisoner ; afterwards, in the 
evening, I saw prisoner and some others 
walking past Day’s block, and told Jonas 
Roe, who was with me, that prisoner was 
the man ; and I saw him again when 
Chief Constable Kelly was with me stand­
ing at the Wellington corner, and pri­
soner standing at Heffeman’s corner ; 
Mr. Kelly then went and got other con­
stables and the prisoner was arrested :
I saw him after tne arrest at the Police 
Court,and at once recognized the prisoner; 
at first four other men were brought out, 
but could not recognize them, but when 
prisoner was subsequently brought out, I 
recognized him as the man who robbed

Cross-examined. 7- Think the hour 
when I was attacked would be about 7 
o’clock ; was attacked at Buckland’s far­
thest corner ; described prisoner as wear­
ing a lightish coat, no whiskers, and thin 
face ; thinks he had a cap on ; tried to 
make a noise, bat couldn’t ; but did not 
shout with all my might ; received a 
blow on the head ; one man was choking 
me, apd the other men rifling my pock­
ets ; could see at least 50 yards distant ; 
when! got up I saw three men running 
away, the other two were dressed in dark 
clothes ; don’t know whether prisoner 
tried to disguise himself or not ; did not 
pull his cap over his face ; prisoner 
might have done many things I don’t 
know the meaning of ; don’t think pri­
soner spoke.

Jonas Roe, sworn—Was bar-tender at 
one of the booths at the Exhibition 
ground ; saw Willoughby there and 
asked Hudson to take care of him, in 
consequence of observing the prisoner 
wishing to take Willoughby away, and 
also putting his hand in Willoughby’s 
pocket; some of prisoner’s other chums 
were standing near the cattle sheds at 
the time ; when Hudson and Willoughby 
went away together, I saw prisoner and 
the others start off after them ; it was 
quite light enough for me to identify 
irisoner ; I saw Hudson in the course of 
he evening, and he told me what - had 

happened ; we then went down town and 
on passing Day’s Block I observed pris­
oner ; told Hudson of it and he immedi­
ately recognized him as the robber ; I 
fully recognized him as the man who 
tut his hand in Willoughby’s pocket ; 
Villoughby was the worse of liquor.

Cross-examined—Saw prisoner the 
night befare in the Western ; just as we 
got nicely past prisoner and chums, I 
told Hudson that was the man; don’t 
know that Hudson would have passed 
; irisoner if I had not first drawn attention 
;o him ; when I lost sight of the party 

they would have been about 16 yards 
from the booth ; they would then be 
about 5 yards from Hudson and Wil­
loughby ; there were a numbet of persons 
in the grounds ; am quite sure prisoner 
is the man who put hie hand in Wil- 

’s pocket.
Constable Kelly, sworn—Detailed 

how Hudson gave him the particulars of 
the robbery ; and of the party who 
robbed him, and at once recollected that 
I had seen prisoner before at the Wes­
tern ; and seeing him on the night in 
question at Dàn Heffeman’s Comer, I 
went down far some other 'constables, 
when we returned the prisoner and party 
had moved down Douglas Street, 
doubtless thinking that they were ob­
served ; the prisoner, Macdonald, Dunn, 
and Philips were arrested in front of the 
new buildings being erected for Mr. Mas- 
sie ; after his arrest the prisoner man­
aged to run away but was re-captured.

An alibi was sought to be established, 
and for this purpose the following wit­
nesses were called :—

Alfred Crawford, sworn—Live in Ham­
ilton ; was at the Guelph Exhibition ; 
know prisoner, raw him on the Thursday 
in question about 2 o’clock ; was in his 
company and that of Macdonald, Dunn 
and Philips until we left the fair ground 
between 5 and 6 o’clock in the evening ; 
swear positively that neither prisoner nor 
any of the party attacked Hudson or any 
other man ; never was out of the pris­
oner’s company except the time he was 
in the “Victoria” previous to the arrest.

Cross-examined.—Have been up in the 
Police Court in Hamilton for assault ; 
Hever nave been charged with larceny or 
robbery ; did not know prisoner before 
the Guelph Show ; met him at the Wes­
tern, he said '• Çallo ! Hamilton Boy,” 
and we became friends after that Mac­
donald, one of my companions, was re­
cently in the penitentiary ; had no 
watch, and knew the time we left the 
grounds from the time we reached the

Lewis A. Macdonald, sworn.—Never 
knew prisoner before I saw him atGuelph, 
saw him on the Exhibition Grounds, and 
we remained in each other’s company on 
the day in question, till about half-past 
six, when he and Crawford and Phillips 
went to thé barber’s shop ; never saw 
prisoner nor any of the others attack 
any person; *

Cross-examined.—Have lived with my

parents,
lost my

who support me. ever sino# I
lost my arm ; they furnish me with 
funds to visit exhibitions ; have been in 
the penitentiary ; will swear that none 
of ns ever had anything to drink at the 
Exhibition grounds ; came to Guelph 01 
Tuesday night, did not go to the Bxhibi 
tion oh Wednesday ; I walked about the 
town, principally by myself ; I knew the 
hour we’left the grounds,, on Thursday 
because I asked a gentleman, and I was 
anxious to get supper ; we did not get 
supper until nine o’clock ; although an­
xious 4o get tea at the Western we did 
not do so.; tee walked down remarkably 
Blow from the Exhibition grounds, it 
took ns over half an hour to reach the 
Western hotel ; we came direct ; am not 
sure with whom prisoner was walking ; 
we all left ‘the exhibition grounds to­
gether.

Charles Philips, sworn.—Live in Ha 
milton ; know prisoner slightly ; came 

exhibition grounds together, and re­
mained together until prisoner was ar< 
rested ; it was dusk when we left the 
grounds : we wore never separated ; 
swear positively that neither prisoner nor 
any of the others attacked any person or 
robbed them.

Cross-examined.—Have been twice uj 
at court for robbery, am now out on baL 
for the second charge ; don’t know that 
I have been convicted of any charge ; 
don’t keep books ; went to the exhibition 
grounds on Thursday morning about 11 
o’clock ; visited the various booths, and 
all of us had drinks or cigars ; the last 
time we had a drink was about 10 or 16 
minutes before we left ; we reaches the 
Western between six and half-past six, 
tea was then on the table, and although 
we came there for that purpose, did not 
take tea, but took tea somewhere else 
between 7 and 9 o’clock ; was at the bar­
ber’s about 7 ; prisoner proposed going 
there to get his hair cut, and shaved.

W. Edmunds, sworn—Am a barber in 
Guelph ; recollects prisoner and the 
others named coming into my shop on 
the Thurday evening in question about 
ten minutes to seven ; know the hour 
from P. C. Allah’s auction bell beginning 
to ring at 7 ; knew the prisoner previous­
ly from his fixing up tissue paper in my 
shop ; (the prisoner is said to be a ‘ 
by trade).

Cross-examined—Know that cabs were 
running to and from the Western Sta­
tion ; a person could walk from the Ex­
hibition grounds in 10 minutes ; could 
easily run the distance in that time.

Francis Newton—Am a carpenter in 
Guelph ; am unde-in-law to the prisoner; 
knew prisoner from hie boyhood, and be­
lieve that he was one of the best behaved 
lads in Galt, and that this can be testi­
fied to from residents of Galt.

Cross-examined—Would be surprised 
to find that Stoddard was associating 
with persons who had been in the peni­
tentiary and charged with robbery.

The prosecutor was re-called by Mr. 
Durand, who wished to prove that Hud­
son was thrashed by prisoner’s father 
when they were both working in Galt. 
Hudson testified that he had no recollec­
tion, whatever, either of the man or the 
thrashing, and Mr. Newton was replaced 
in the witness box to prove the thrash­
ing, which he testified occurred some 18 
or 20 years ago, which would be about 
the time apparently, prisoner was bom.

Jonas Roe re-called testified that on 
evening of the Thursday, Crawford came 
and asked for a drink, and either he or 
one of the party added that he was dead 
broke, and that he should have some 
sympathy, as he probably knew how it 
was himself ip such circumstances.

The prisoner’s counsel here applied for 
an adjournment of the case on the ground 
that he was previously unaware of the 
character of the witnesses for the defence, 
and he could get abundance of excellent 
testimony from Galt as to the prisoner’s 
;ood character whilst resident there. He 
îad been in Hamilton only since July.

His Honor granted the application,and 
the case stands adjourned until Thursday 
first.

Flogging at the Jail.
To-day (Wednesday) shortly afternoon 

Theophilus Coats, a lad of 17 years of 
age, and convicted at the April Assizes of 
criminal assault upon the person of an 
Indian girl at the village of HoUin,in the 
course of last Spring, received tne second 
20 lashes in accordance with his sentence. 
The arrangements were the same as before, 
the stripes being administered in flres- 
ence of the Sheriff, Gaol Surgeon and 
the other prisoners. The administrator 
hailed from Toronto, and the instrument 
of punishment was a cane. Coats 
went firmly enough to the triangle 
and received his punishment with a re­
markable degree of fortitude, not utter­
ing a cry during the entire operation,and 
the only evidence of his suffering pain 
was to be seen in the wincing of his 
shoulders at the descent of each lash. 
The results of the puhishment did not 
seem as great in the present as in the 
previous administration of the lash, and 
on the Sheriff telling Coats that he had 
better, in accordance with the surgeon’s 
suggestion, bathe his back with warm 
water, replied that he would take his 
dinner first. Still, he told some of the 
jail officials that he would sooner remain 
in prison three months than undergo 
another whipping. Coats’ sentence expires 
is a fortnightjand he will then leave hie 
present quarters. He and bis*friendt|will 
have the satisfaction of knowing that he 
does so with the character of being one of 
the most quiet and well behaved lads that 
have ever come under the*offioials’ super­
vision. We would fervently join in the 
hope expressed by himself to the Sheriff 
that this correction and its results will 
be a useful warning to him for the re­
mainder of his life.

Mr. Smith dispensed the 
sacramenlmthe last, time as pastor of 
Knox church. and next Sabbath he will 
preach his farewell sermon. It is said 
his sole reason for leaving is for the be­
nefit of Mrs. Smith’s health. A meeting 
of the congregation was held on Monday 
night, when resolutions were pasted ex­
pressive of the esteem in which he is held 
by the people belonging to the oburoh, 
and their regret at hie removal. They ^

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Sale of Timber Limits.
On Tuesday the timber berths lying 

on the north shore of Lake Huron 
were nold by auction at the Parlia­
ment Buildings, Toronto. The timber 
trade was largely represented, there 
being present a nùmber of the princi­
pal men from all the great centres of 
activity in that line. The district com­
prising these timber limits begins at 
a point at the north-west angle of 
Lake Nipissing, and running north 
for a distance of 30 miles, or over a 
space allotted to five berths ofj six 
miles square ; from this it stretches 
west ward north of French River to 
the Georgian Bey, thence along the 
entire north shore to near the mouth 
of the St. Mary River. The distance 
north, from Lake Huron, to a straight 
line running east and west varies 
with the indentations in the coast to 
from forty to fifty miles. This covers 
all sorts of territory—highly wooded, 
arable land, tracts of rock, and sec­
tions one, heavily wooded, now left 
bare and gaunt by the fires that have 
at different periods broken out. There 
was considerable competition, and 
the prices were about fifty per cent, 
higher than the buyers ;anticipated. 
The prices varied according to the 
locality, those near rivers and the 
lake being naturally more coveted 
than those remote from thé shore. 
They varied from $50 to $430 bonus 
per mile, or, taking the berth to con­
tain 86 miles, the aggregate sum was 
from $1,800 to $15,480 per berth. 
Seventy two berths were sold, and 
the amount of bonus realized Was 
two hundred and sixty thousand and 
fifty nine dollars, a handsome addi­
tion to the Provincial Treasury. The 
ground rent amounts to $5,086 per 
annum, besides the royalty on the 
timber cut. There were about twenty 
purchasers.

Arrival of the Hon, Mr. Blake.
The splendid new Canadian steam­

er, of the Allan Line, arrived at Que­
bec on Sunday night. Among the 
arrivals by her was the. Hon. Edward 
Blake, lady and daughter, who left 
soon after their arrival for Toronto.

Tub suggestion is made by a con­
temporary that all that portion of 
the money collected in the form of 
licenses to sell intoxicating liquors, 
which is now paid into the Provincial 
Treasury, should be devoted to the 
maintenance of that class of ine­
briates who have no means with 
which to defray their own expenses 
while at the inebriate asylum. This 
would be only justice ; tor those who 
reap the profits from the sale of in­
toxicating liquors should bear the 
burdens, to a rèasonable extent, at 
least, which such sale entails upon 
society. To this proposition we do 
not see how any one can offer a 
reasonable objection ; and such an 
arrangement would place cause and 
effect constantly before the public.

Postal Irregui.abities—The Herald 
tries to screen the mail clerks who 
do the sorting on the early trains of 
the Great Western between Harris­
burg and Guelph from the complaints 
justly made by the Galt Reporter last 
week. At first the Herald backed up 
the Reporter m the matter, but as 
soon as it jfound out who was in 
the fault) it endeavored to shift the 
blame on to the Express agent. This 
will not do. There have been serious 
complaints made more than once in 
regard to these irregularities, and one 
party at least has been cautioned that 
it would be better for him to attend 
to his legitimate business, and leave 
politics alone to non-officials. We 
notice that the Galt Reforma' this 
week makes the same complaint 
about the postal irregularities, so that 
it is no use for the Herald to try to 
shield its protêt/c by laying the blame 
on the Express Agent,

Canada Sunday School Convention.
Montreal, Got. 15.

The'ninth annual convention of the 
Canada Sunday School Association open­
ed this afternoon at 3 o’clock in Zion 
Church. A large number of delegates 
from distant parts of the country have 
already arrived, but others are still ei- 
pected. Alfred Rowland, Esq., of London 
presided. The convention was opened 
by singing two verses of the hymn : 
“ All hail the power of Jesus’ name,” 
followed by reading of the scriptures by 
C. P. Watson.

The President then delivered his retir­
ing address, which was very practical, 
and was listened to with much attention.

The General Secretary next read the 
annual report. It stated that a deputa­
tion of the association had attended the 
American Convention in April last at 
Indianapolis, and were well received. 
There was a great probability also that 
the international uniiorm lesson scheme 
will be generally adopted wherever an 
English-speaking Protestant population 
with schools exists. From the returns 
of county organizations, it was shown 
that conventions had beon held in à large 
number of the counties of Ontario, and 
smaller conventions in very many of the 
townships.

The Treasurer's report showed that 
the receipts of last year had been $1,- 
315.81 cents, and the disbursements $1,- 
201 and 10 cents.

The committee nominated to select the 
mines of officers for the present year 
then reported and the following gentle­
men were afterwards elected : Rev. Dr, 
Bond, Dean of Montreal, President ; 
Rev. Mr. Millard, of Toronto, Secretary ; 
and Hon. Mr. McMurrich, Treasurer.

In the evening there was a session, at 
■which the attendance was large, and, af­
ter devotional exercises, the new Presi­
dent delivered a brief but very interesting 
address. Principal Dawson next spoke 
of the progress of the work in the Pro­
vince of Quebec, making special reference 
to the working of the Sunday School Un. 
ion during the last year. By the aid of a 
single missionary supported by the Union, 
forty-one new Sunday schools had been 
organized, and this year already 21 new 
schools had been opened in the rural dis­
tricts.

Rev. A. Sutherland, of Toronto, took 
np the subject of the work in the Province 
of Ontario. He showed that much more 
interest was now taken in Sabbath schools, 
aud that not only by people generally, 
but also by ministers of the gospel, and 
also adverted to the increase and effect of 
oonventions. Much, however, was yet to 
bo done. At present there are 8,526 Sun­
day schools in operation in Ontario, with 
14,000 teachers and 203,000 children.-r 
But in the Province there ai e in all 490,- 

4)00 children of school age between 5 and 
16,80 that mnch yet remained to be done.

With the 
facilities thus obtained the Anchor line 
can execute the only portion of its work 
which it has hitherto been obliged to let 
by contract, viz., the building of the hulls 
of its vessels. The Anchor line may 
now be regarded as complete, capable of 
constructing as well as fitting out its 
own vessels. And yet the owners may 
■till have other purchases to make; 
for we believe they have got along so far 
without either a coal mine or an iron 
mine of their own. At the rate at which 
they are enlarging their fleet, which now 
consists of 86 ocean steamers, the Anchor 
company will perhaps want mines of their 
own to make them contented.
