PROCEEDINGS OF THE SPECIAL COMMISSION 
AT ENNIS.

Mvrdsk or Mr. AVatsos.—James Hayes and 
Patrick Ryan were placed at the bar, charged 
with the wilful murder of Mr. James Watson, at 
Ballycorney, on the t:7th of May last. The in­
dictment also charged that John Crow and others 
feloniously conspired and incited the prisoners to 
commit the murder. The Attorney General de­
tailed the facts of the case. He said that the 
prisoners on trial were charged with the murder 
of Mr. James Watson, who was agent to a gen­
tleman named Arthur, the owner of considerable 
landed property in this county. As such agent, 
ft became necessary for him to make a distraint 
on the goods of a person named Crow, for non­
payment of rent. It would appear from the 
erideaoe that Crow, having entertained ill-feeling 
towards Mr. Watson in consequence of this pro­
ceeding, was induced to hire, or encourage and 
stimulate, these men to murder that gentleman. 
Ou the day in question these men were seen 
coming from the direction of Crow’s house towards 
tho scene of the murder, for the purpose of meet­
ing Mr. Watson on his return fiom Mr. Arthur’s 
house, where he was in the habit of going. The 
jury would probably come to the conclusion that 
the prisoners were two of these men, and that 
the third was William Ryan, whom it was not 
necessary to try. [This is William Ryan (Puck) 
(o'iod guilty at Limerick, and sentenced to be 
banged, for the murder of John Kelly.] When 
they came to the road where they expected to 
meet Mr. Watson they separated, only two of 
them com mg nut on the road, and the other re­
maining on the watch. They contrived to get 
one of them before him, and the other behind. 
Immediately on seeing them Mr. Watson susjiectcd 
their object, and endeavored to ride back to his 
own house ; but one of the men was before him, 
and auooueded in stopping his horse, upon which 
Mr. Watson fell. He was armed, and discharged 
S pistol at our of the men, inflicting a slight 
srouhd. Immediately afterwards the man who 
«topped the horse and the other attacked and 
depnved ]tim of life. They were then joined by 
the third man, who had been keeping watch. 
Evidence of these facts was produced. The 
pmniMn were found Guilty, and sentenced to 
death.

ATfACklHO A DwKLLtSO-HOOSe, AND RoBBEHT 
ot Anns.—John Liddy, Patrick Conry, Michael 
Hiekiy, and Michael Sk- roc, were indicted Tor 
having, with others, on the 1st of August last, 
attacked the house of William Walsh, at Prugh, 
and-stolen a gun and pistol, Tho Attorney General 
fated the facts* i>f the easy. Mrs. Walsh, a

respectably dressed lady, deposed that on Sunday, 
the 1st of August, after her husband went to 
church to Limerick, a number of armed men came 
to her house, and demanded fire-arms, threatening 
her life if she did not give them. She retreated 
into her bedroom, where they followed her, and 
one of them unlocked her wardrobe, and searched 
it. They got no fire-arms there, and when they 
demanded them a second time, she said “ she 
would go and look for them, but solemnly declared 
that she did not know where they were.” [The 
witness identified Liddy, Skeaue, and Hickey, as 
having been of the party.] They broke open 
several desks and boxes, until they found a double 
barrelled gun, pistol, and powder-horn, which 
they took away ; they took nothing else. I was 
greatly alarmed at first, particularly for my child 
a year and a half old, whicii I had in my arras 
but I soon recovered my presence of mind, ns 
knew that all depended upon me. Prugh, where 
we lived, is four miles from Limerick. Patrick 
Connell also deposed to the fact that the house 
had been attacked, and identified Skcanc. A man 
named Drury, Mr. Walsh’s steward, swore that 
as he was returning from mass to his master’s 
house, he saw the party in a field. When he 
came near the house he heard a great noise inside, 
and shortly afterwards saw the party come out, 
On being told by Mrs. Walsh what had hap 
pened, he pursued the party, notwithstanding 
that one of them presented a gun at liim, nne 
threateni A to shoot him. He followed, and kept 
them in view until they separated, and one of them, 
Liddy, took refuge in a house of a man named 
O’Halloran, where he was taken. The witness 
also identified Corny. Pat O’Brien, a tenant to 
Mr. Walsh, and who joined in the pursuit of the 
prisoners, also deposed to the arrest of Liddy 
under a bed. Constable Taylor, who pursued 
the party, produced the gun found with Liddy 
on his arrest. Evidence having been given of the 
arrest of the other prisoners in different places, 
the case for the prosecution closed. Mr. O’Hca 
addressed the jury for the defence. After a short 
charge from the Chief Justice, the jury, without 
leaving the box, found all the prisoners Guilty 
and they were sentenced to fourteen years’ trans­
portation.

Murder or Patrick Cleaiit.—Michael Butler 
and Matthew Ilourigan, each about 35 years of 
age, were charged with the wilful murder of 
Patrick Cleary, at Gurthacliff, on November 6th. 
The Attorney General stated the facts of the 
case. He said that the deceased, Patrick Cleary, 
who had resided in the city of Limerick, was the 
subject of a Whitcboy outrage previous to the 
Spring Assizes, 1647, which caused him to be a 
prosecutor at the Assizes in Ennis ; and, as far as 
could be judged, that circumstance led to the 
outrage which had produced his death. His wife 
had been also attacked, and was a prosecutor in 
this county at the last Summer Assizes. On the 
8th of November, at about five o’clock in the 
evening, he left the village of Broudford, on his 
wav to Limerick, and when about a mile and a 
half from the village, he was overtaken by, or 
overtook two men, and immediately after one of 
them discharged a pistol at, and wounded him, 
from the effects of which he died in a fortnight. 
Immediately after the outrage he made a sworn 
information. Generally speaking, an information 
sworn in the absence of the accused, cannot be 
given in evidence against him ; but if the accused 
be arrested on the information, and if the prose 
cutor acknowledge it, and reiterates the charge in 
the presence of the accused, and cannot after­
wards come forward on the trial, the information 
is properly received in evidence against the ac­
cused. Such were the circumstances of the 
present case. The prisoners were arrested imme 
diately after the outrage, and in their presence 
Hi* deceased reiterated the statement he made in 
his information. That statement was, that Michael 
Butler fired the shot, and that the other was 
present at the time. The evidence was conclusive, 
and the prisoners were found Guilty. Mr. O’Hca, 
the counsel .for the prisoners, took the technical 
objection that it was not sufficiently precise as to 
the murdered man’s belief that he was in a dying 
state, and without hope of recovery. The Court 
over-ruled that objection, but in the report we 
find an account of a subsequent dying declaration 
of poor Cleary’s, which appears to have had the 
effect with the jury of procuring the conviction of 
his assassins. It is thus given in evidence by his 
w*f* '—“ I went to him (said she) about a quarter 
of an hour before his^leath ; he took my hand in 
his, and asked whefsthc children were—we had 
three. I said ‘ They^are with their uncle, O'Brien.’ 
'Oh! Jcrfny,’ says he, ‘ O’Brien will take Mike, 
and you and the two little ones must go to the 
poor-house, and may God help you.’ • Oh ! 
Paddy,’ says I, * God will help me, but you’ll 
help me too.’ ‘ Oh, no !’ says he, * I cannot help 
you, for I’m dying.’ ‘Oh! Paddy,’ saysl, ‘ you 
say that to frighten me, because it is dark.’ • Oh, 
no ! says he, * I don’t mean to frighten you, I 
am ralely dying.’ I then called the nurse to bring 
a candle, and I says, * Oh ! Paddy, if you are 
dying, if you have any doubt about the men 
who killed you, don’t criminate Mike Butler and 
Ilourigan ;’ and says he, * It was Butler who shot 
the pistol, and Ilourigan was with them ; but I 
forgive them,' and then the nurse brought a 
candle, and he jdied five minutes after.” We 
would not spoil \ the effect of such a recital by 
altering one worav of the statement made by the 
poor woman. Mainly upon her evidence a con­
viction was obtained, and the point is worthy of 
remark. On the ensuing day the prisoners were 
brought up for judgment. They exhibited the 
same indifference as was displayed by all the other 
convicts sentenced during the commission, re­
mained perfectly silent, neither admitting nor 
denying their guilt. Tiicir lordships having then 
put on their black caps, the Chief Baron pro­
ceeded to pronounce the awful sentence of the 
law. He said that on the previous court day it 
was his most displeasing duty to sentence two 
mon to be executed for the murder of a gentleman, 
who met with his death in consequence of a dis­
pute which arose out of larfd ; but that case was 
of quite a different character, for it appeared 
that the unfortunate deceased never held an 
acre of ground in his life, and was thercfoi^ bar­
barously murdered for some other motive totally 
apart from agrarian outrage. His lordship having 
recapitulated the facts ol Cleary’s murder, con­
cluded by imploring the convicts to make the best 
use of the short time left to them in this world, 
in asking forgivnes* from Heaven, and sentenced 
them to be executed on the 17th of February. 
The prisoner Butler, who still retained his self- 
posreesion, hear said, upon leaving the bar, “ Well, 
thanks be to the Lord, we are innocent before 
God and Heaven.” The other prisoner, Hourigan, 
who seemed slightly affected by the solemn an­
nouncement of his doom, also addressed the court.

but in a weak and trembling voice. He said 
“ We are, my lord, innocent ; as innocent as the 
child unborn.”

Charge of Coxsviract to Mi'RDKU.—Job 
Crowe, a man about 45 years of age, and of the 
more respectable class of farmers, was placed at 
the bar, and indicted for having, on the 10th of 
May, 1847, at Ballycomey, in this county, wilfully 
and feloniously consnircd with others to procure 
the murder of Mr. Janies Watson. It will be 
remembered that Patrick Ryan (Small) and James 
Hayes were sentenced to be executed during the 
present commission for perpetrating that crime in 
conjunction with William Rvan (Puck,) who was 
convicted in Limerick of a similar offence against 
another person, for which he is also doomed to 
death. The prisoner is a man holding upwards 
of sixty acres of land, and the best in tho county 
at a very moderate rent. Tho utmost anxiety 
prevailed with regard to this trial, wkich was 
generally considered the most important upon the 
calendar. There were two other persons, nomc'f 
John Wilkinson and Michael Kelly, against whom 
bills were found by the Grand Jury, charged with 
the same offence ns the prisoner ; but Mr. O’Hea, 
the counsel for the defence, would not allow them 
to join in their challenges, consequently Crowe 
was given in charge to the jury alone. This is a 
charge which is at all times difficult to bring home 
to n prisoner, and the law officers of the Crown 
deserve peculiar credit for the manner in which 
they put together the evidence. It was proved 
against him that he was at enmity with the mur­
dered man on account of the seizure of some 
cattle. Interviews took place previous to the 
murder between the prisoner and the perpetrators 
of it. On the night before the assassination the 
actual murderers slept at the prisoner’s house. 
Various other circumstances were detailed, all 
tending to connect the prisoner wjth the absolute 
assassins. The Lord Chief Baron most elaborately 
and carefully summed up tho evidence, and ex­
plained the law relating to the charge against the 
prisoner. The jury then retired, and after a few 
minutes’ absence returned with a verdict of Guilty 
—death. The prisoner, who throughout the trial 
had shown the most nervous anxiety, was over 
come by tho fatal announcement.

Another Mvrdf.ii Trial.—Thou. M’lnhernoy, 
one of the six miserable wretches who were ar­
raigned a few days ago for the murder of a man 
named Martin M Mahon, on the night of the 1st 
if January last, at Six-mile Bridge, u few miles 

from Limerick, was next tried. When arraigned 
he pleaded Guilty, but on the certain consequence 
that must follow that plea being explained to 
him, he withdrew it, and was now put on his 
trial. He was necessarily tried by himself, on 
account of the others refusing to join with him 
in his challenges of the jury. The Attorney 
General, in opening the case, said that this ap­
peared to be one of the most distressing cases 
that had occurred during the commission, and 
showed the dreadful consequences to which the 
misguided people of the prisoner’s class of life 
xposed themselves. Tho prisoner and a number 

of others went to the house of a person named 
M'Mahon, on the night of the 3rd of January. 
They carried fire-arms, but it was right to say 
that it did not appear that those arms were loaded. 
They demanded arms. M’Mahou and two of his 
brothers, who lived with him, resisted them, and 
one of the brothers was, in the course of such 
resistance, so dreadfully beaten and bruised, that 
he died soon after the attack. Some of the police, 
who were that night on duty in the neighborhood, 
observed the prisoner and the others coming from 
the direction of M’Mahon’s house, and finding 
them with their faces blackened, took them into 
custody. They were directly identified by the 
surviving M’Mahpns as the party who bad made 
the attack. The case was fully proved, and the 
jury without hesitation found the prisoner Guilty

The Limerick Adjourned Commission.—The 
Limerick Chronicle says :—“There are twelve 
distinot cases of murder and conspiracy to murder 
for trial at the adjourned Special Commission, 
beside several Whiteboy offences, attacking houses, 
seizing arms, and robbery, in which ninety-three 
persons are implicated, and all those in actual 
custody. We refer to the second awful calendar 
of crime and outrage set forth in our colur-ms. 
What a mirror does it not exhibit of the demoral­
ized state of tliis most unfortunate country, of tho 
brutal and sanguinary passions of a multitude 
armed against life and property, against peace, 
order, and religion, trampling in defiance the law 
of man and God, ignorant as they are reckless of 
all moral or social obligations belonging to a 
civilized community. Wo may challenge the 
United Kingdom for a parallel to the dark, uism.il, 
and bloody catalogue of human turpitude and 
guilt which the Special Commission at Limerick 
discloses, instigated on one part by the sa tunic 
spirit of revenge, in defiance of common charity 
to our neighbour, on the other by a detestable 
compact for base lucre to the hireling and remorse­
less murderer or incendiary.” With respect to 
tha three convicts under sentence of death, the 
Chronicle says :—“ William Ryan (Puck,) Andrew 
Dca, and John Renihan, under sentence of death 
in the County Gaol for murder, are, we learn with 
satisfaction, all become reconciled to their igno­
minious fate, nnd sincerely penitent. The Rev. 
Mr. Rourke, Rev. Mr. Banton, and Rev. Mr. 
Quinlan, of St. John’s parish, visit them daily ; 
also the Sisters of Mercy.”

Tiie Coercion Act—Search for Arms in 
Ireland—The following is from the Nenagh 
Guardian :—“ On Saturday morning week, at 
dawn of day, simultaneous search, under the 
Coercion Act, was made in this division of the 
county by the constabulary. Large reinforce­
ments of police arrived here the preceding night 
at eleven o'clock, and at an early hour the fol­
lowing morning, accompanied by the local men 
under Mr. P. Carroll, county inspector, aud Mr. 
C- O’Dell, sub-inspector, proceeded in every 
direction of the county in search of arms. So 
admirably did the heads of the police manage the 
business, that not one in the town, save them­
selves, had the slightest idea of their intended 
move. Had it been otherwise, scouts from Nenagh 
would have spread the news in all directions, and 
the search would consequently have been futile. 
It was not until nearly every hill, and valley, and 
mountain-top was ‘ dotted ’ as it were, with police, 
that the bewildered peasantry were aware of their 
intentions. After a lengthened search they seized 
upon 50 stand of arms, (20 of which wore taken 
in Nenagh and its vicinity,) and the various parties 
in whose possession they were found Slave been 
summoned to Nenagh Petty Sessions, and, upon 
conviction, are liable to two years’ imprisonment. 
Several pikes, some powder, dec., were also taken.”

Foe Muauxns at Castletown roche.—An in 
quisition was taken on Friday week at Castletown 
roche, on the bodies of Catherine M’Cnrthy and 
Margaret Reynolds, lier nrice. It appeared in 
evidence that the aunt, Catherine M’Cartliy. kept 
a huckster’s shop at Castletownrochc, by which 
she acquired about £(10, and having got into 
dçlicato health lately, had brought her ncice to 
attend to the business ; that two men came into 
her house to lodge on Tuesday fortnight, one of 
whom was in the habit of lodging there. They 
sat down by the fire, and spoke in a friendly 
manner to the deceased, who were the only 
inmates of the house ; but one of them kept his 
head down when persons came in, for the purpose 
of concealment. In consequence of the door and 
windows being closed all day on AVednesdav, nnd 
up to three o’clock on Thursday, the neighbours 
suspected that something wrong had occurred 
and sent for the police, who broke open the Lack 
door, which was bolted inside. The front door 
was locked, and the key taken away. On entering 
a bedroom next the Kitchen, they found the mmt 
and niece lying dead in the same bed ; the niece 
iras quite naked, with the bedclothes thrown over 
her. 1 here was a considerable quantity of fr< .. 
and some blood in her mouth, and the mark of a 
large finger-nail under her jaw bone ; the back 
nnd shoulders were quite livid, the body was cold 
and stiff, and life appeared to have been extinct 
for at least a day. The aunt lay near her, witli a 
small piece of whip-cord tied tightly round her 
throat. On searching up stairs, one of the beds 
appeared to have been recently slept in bv two 
persons, two boxes were broken open, some small 
articles in them were tossed about ; no money 
was found but a half-penny in a drawer ; a dry 
bladder, such as is generally used as a purse, 
appeared to have been turned inside out, ns 
rifled of its contents. Mrs. M’Cartliy's vlonk. 
two coats and small-clothes which belonged to 
her deceased husband were missing ; a pair of old 
trousers, which appeared to have been recently 
worn and wet, were left behind. Michael Troy 
(who lived next house to the deceased,) anil 
several other witnesses, proved they saw th 
two strangers in the house that night, and deposed 
to other very inportant facts. Dr. Tuckey, having 
been examined at great length, proved that the 
deceased came to their deaths bv strangulation. 
The jury found n verdict accordingly.

Shelter-so Offenders.—The Tipperary Con­
stitution gives the following as an illustration of 
the good effects of the conviction of Frewen, at 
the Limerick Special Commission, for harbouring 

murderer :—“ Already has the conviction o
pi (in-on ^

sheltering the murderer Ryan (Puck,) at the 
Special, Commission in Limerick, been attended 
with the most salutary results ; and we are happy 
to state that those results have originated within 

few miles of our town. Some time since we 
gave an account of the capture of two brothers 
named Cody, charged with the murder of a man 
named Madden, near Olcnbpwer ; and upon that 
occasion we detailed the difficulty with which 
their capture was effected. Since that period 
third brother, charged with the same offence, has 
been ' on hie keeping,’ and of course must have 
received shelter from the neighbours. However, 
when the conviction of Frewen was nuueil abroad, 
it caused a general panic among the shelterers, 
and all determined to avoid the risk of a similar 
sentence. The result has been, that every door 
has been closed in the face of the third Cody, 
and, on Wednesday, he came into town and sur­
rendered himself.”

ENGLAND.

AnoLmoN of Grand Juries.—In the Court 
of Common Council, Mr. Humphreys moved, 

That it be referred to a committee to consider 
and report as to the expediency of presenting 
a petition to Parliament for an Act to give power 
to the Central Criminal Court to try persons 
charged with offences within its jurisdiction with­
out the intervention of a Grand Jurv ; and further, 
to consider and report whether such trials could 
not be most beneficially had by infoi mation, or 
by some, and what other mode, other than by 
indictment.” He said his object was to get rid 
of what was neither more nor less than a com­
plete nuisance to the community, and to propose 
something calculated to supply its place with 
service to that community. It was well known 
that Grand Juries were instituted at a time when 
the administration of justice made the introduction 
of such a system necessary. The argument in 
their favour no longer existed. Formerly there 
was no police magistrate before whom a charge 
could be brought. The presentment of the Grand 

ury was sufficient authority for putting n man 
upon his trial. The evil was, that after the 
remedy had been applied to the correction of the 
system, the system was itself in full existence. 
Under our criminal legislation every thing con­
nected with the accusation of an individual took 
place before a magistrate. The man was charged, 
taken to a station-house, accused publicly before 
the magistrate, nnd all that could be said against 
him was publicly brought forward and supported 
by evidence, v liich determined the magistrate 
either to discharge or commit him. Whit fol­
lowed ? An inquiry took place before the Grand 
Jury, in secret, upon evidence merely in support 

the prosecution. It was brought forward 
behind the back of the accused, who was denied 
the advantage of the presence of a single friend, 
professional or otherwise, to aid him in the mo­
mentous difficulty of a secret attack made before 

irresponsible tribunal, sworn not to divulge 
the facts sworn to before them. (Hear, hear.) 
Now, if sufficient evidence were given before a 
magistrate to send a person for trial, what safe­
guard to the accused, or what advantage to the 
public, could a Grand Jury afford, whose inqury 
was regulated upon the dangerous principle of 
concealment ? If he could not show that the 
institution was wholly useless, cither as regarded, 
the public or prisoners, he would at once give up 
the question. The time was come when the pro­
fession of the law and the people themselves 
thought there should be a change. The press 
exercised its powerful influence in the complaint 
that nothing was done. An inquiry had taken 
place before a committee of the House of Com­
mons into the subject of the institution, and two 
out of three of the numerous witnesses examined 
had given evidence in favour of the complete 
abolition, while several had expressed themselves 
the advocates of an accommodation or modified 
plan. He wished to have the question before a 
committee, because in a committee the whole 
merits could be considered, and a deliberate re­
commendation could be given to the court upon 
the result of the most minute investigation. Mr. 
Wire seconded the motion, and after some dis­

cussion the resolution was carried. It will be 
seen elsewhere that the Chairman of the Middlesex 
Sessions concurs in the view of the motion taken 
by Mr. Humphreys.—London peper.

Uiilitv of the Grand Jury.—At the Mid­
dlesex Sessions, the learned Chairman, in the 
course of his address to the Grand Jury, told 
them that after much consideration he hud come 
to the conclusion that the services of a Grand 
Jury, so far as that Court was concerned, might, 
without the least danger to the liberty of the sub­
ject, be altogether dispensed with. The Foreman, 
when the Grand Jury were about to be discharged, 
said that he had been requested by his brother 
members of that body to state, that in conse­
quence of the observations upon the subject which 
had fallen from the learned Chairman, they had 
talked over nnd well considered the matter, and 
they begged to inform the Court that the con­
clusion they had arrived at most fully concurred 
with the opinion of that learned gentleman.

Another Victim to the Game Laws.—In the 
Inst month, John llelman, of the parish of Colaton 
Raliegh, a most quiet, harmless, and inoffensive 
old man, set a rut gin without any bait, but 
lightly covered over with earth, in a rabbit run 
in his own field, and, to bis great surprise, on 
visiting the gin, lie beheld a pheasant caught by 
the head.

FRANCE.
Tho debate on tho affairs of Switzerland in the 

Chamber of Peers occupied the whole of the sitting 
on Friday week. The great speech on the occa 
sion was that of the Count Montulembcrt. After 
a short speech from Count d’Alton Slice, the dis­
cussion was again adjourned. The Paris papers 
speak in terms of high admiration of the eloquence 
displayed by the Count Montalcmbcrt in his 
speech, which was a most furious attack on Eng­
land, and a threatening of her with invasion, nml 
likewise a vehement assertion of the excellence of 
the Jesuits. The Constitutionnel declares that 
lie mixed up a little truth with a great deal of 
falsehood and invention, and that the result was 
to give a most exaggerated nnd erroneous idea of 
the conduct of the Liberal party in Switzerland. 
It concludes by emphatically declaring that the 
impression left by the speech was, that the speaker 
“ displayed great talent in a detestable cause. " 
The Debats and the Conservateur, the only two 
Paris papers which support M. Guizot and his 
cabinet, appear to have got the mot d'ordre not 
to give unqualified praise to the speech. Our 
correspondent adds, in a postscript to his letter :
' The Committee of the Chamber of Deputies on 

the address has this day terminated its labors. 
The draft of the address is drawn up and approved 
of. It will, on Monday, Ijc laid before the Cham­
ber, which is summoned on that day for the 
purpose. The majoi ity has maintained the offen­
sive terms in the paragraph relative to the Reform 
banquets. This clause gave rise to a very violent 
discussion in the committee. There is no opinion 
expressed in the address in favour of reform, nor 
is the word reform mentioned in it. The mere 
mention was all the minority asked, but even this 
the majority would not allow. Messrs. Plougoulin, 
d’Ange ville, and Cousture, reserved to themselves 
the right to present an amendment to the Chamber, 
if they should think proper to do so, at the public 
debate on the subject." The debate in the Cliarn- 

’cr of Peers on the address was adjourned, after 
the speech of the Minister of the Interior, Count 
Duclmtel, on the subject of electoral reform. On 
the part of the Government, Count Ducliatel 
declared that it was opposed to electoral reform, 
because it considered it inopportune to propose a 
measure at the commencement of a Parliament, 
which would necessarily force a new election, and 
consequently new dangers upon the country ; and 
he further declared that the Government would 
give no hopes of any reform measure, or make 
any vague promises, because it considered that 
such promises would he more dangerous than the 
reform itself. He therefore point blank refused, 
not only immediate reform, but all hope of reform 
for the future. The announcement was received 
with loud murmurs, even from the peers.

Poor Abd-cl-Kadcr is betrayed. He is now 
paying tho penalty of having believed the word 
if a French General, backed by a French Prince. 
He could not have heard of the affair of tho 
Spanish marriages, or he must have known that 

Guizot would find some loophole to get out 
at. M. Guizot announced to the Chamber of 
Peers, that the first question to be considered was 
the interests of the State, and the second the 
moral value of promises given. With us the 
order is generally reversed. The first consideration 

ith an Englishman is that his word should be 
held sacred ; but it is not so, it appears, in France. 
M. Guizot declares that he hopes “ to reconcile 
the two interests, with a due regard to their re­
spective importance or in other words, he hopes 
to shuffle out of the convention sighed by General 
Lamoriciere, and ratified by the Duke d’Aumale, 
under some decent pretext or other. The Sen 
tinelle de Toulon shows that the unfortunate 
Emir is to tie kept a strict prisoner. It says :— 

To judge by measures taken with respect to 
Abd cl-Kader, the Government does not appear 
disposed to ratify the promise made to him that 
lie should he sent into a Mussulman country'. He 
is treated at Fort Lnmalgue as a prisoner. Every 
lay the drawbridge is pulled up. No strangers 
are allowed to vint the fort. The cx-Emir having 
requsted that several of the Arabs confined in 
Fort Malbousquet should be placed along with 
him, that favour was granted. The Arabs have, 
in fact, been conducted to Fort Lamalgue with a 
degree of military parade that indicates the 
greatest severity in the surveillance of these pri­
soners. They were accompanied by gens-d'armes 
and a detachment of infantry. Abd-el-Kndcr 
does not appear to be satisfied with this treatment, 
and we arc assured that he has written to the 
Duke d’Aumale and General Lamoriciere, com­
plaining of it, aud reminding them of their 
promises.”

SPAIN.
A letter from Spain speaks thus of Espartero’s 

reception and conduct at Madrid :—“ The crowds 
continued to besiege Espartero’s house to a late- 
hour last night. Narvaez sent an aid-dc-camp jo 
compliment Kspartvro, and inform him that the 
Queen would receive him *t half-past six, P.M.y

which she accordingly did,
was to get out of his house without being recog­
nized, ns the whole crowd would doubtless have 
followed him to the palace. He managed it, huw- 
cvcs. He was most graciously nnd even tenderly 
received by the Queen, and remained with her 
Majesty an hour and a half. I believe there were 
not wanting spies at convenient places for over­
hearing the conversation that took place. When 
the regimental band went by this morning, Espar­
to ro, by nn involuntary movement, went to tho 
window and drew the curtain, nml the érowd re­
cognizing him, immediately commenced a grand 
viva, hut they were arrested by his putting his 
fingers to his lips, and were instantly silent, every 
one taking off his hat to him., A visit paid him 
tills morning by a surviving son of Zurbano, is 
described as u very affecting one ; ils also the 
scene between him nnd some of the widows and 
children of the officers shot at Carrai. Thcso 
honours, however well deserved and however 
peaceful, were gall and wormwood to some people 
about the palace ; so they were made the pretext 
for sending out the soldiers.” The letter goes on 
thus :—“The crowds tout flocked to the Calle do 
Montera, in the hope of getting a sight of Espar 
tero, continued undiminished till the evening, 
when they were dispersed in a very summary 
manner by repeated charges of cavalry, by which 
several persons wore thrown down and trampled 
on. I should observe that there was certainly 
no sufficient reason for this. I visited the Calle 
Montera many times during the day, and nothing 
eoulil be more peaceable and orderly than the 
conduct of the people assembled there. Some 
persons believe that Espartero’s recnl is owing to 
the belief of Narvaez that nothing but the union 
of himself and Espartcro can prevent the removal 
or death of the Queen, and the enslavement m 
the country.”

PORTUGAL.
The following is tho account of the opening of 

the Portuguese Cortes :—The diplomatic corps 
mustered strongly ; the Ambassadors of France 
and Spain, Monsieur Variâmes and Scnor Avillon, 
were present ; hut all remarked that not a single 
official representative of England was in attend­
ance. Nut only did Sir Hamilton Seymour himself 
stay away, but the Admiral, Sir Chailes Napier, 
did not appear, nor even one stray officer of tho 
squadron. This emphatic mode of showing dis­
satisfaction with the late elections, was followed 
during the day by another display of feeling that 
was quite us marked, and must" have been still 
more painful. AV hen Her Majesty, accompanied
by the King, left the palace and drove towards 
the Cortes, the castle, anil the ships of war 
anchored in the’Tagus, miked the royal standard 
and saluted it with the usual number of guns. 
This compliment was paid not only by,the Por 
tuguese, but also by the French ships ; hut tho 
English squadron, consisting of so many large 
ships, was mute, and no flag was displayed from 
the yards but the usually floating union jack. 
This very painful proceeding lias been variously 
commented on, according to the political views of 
the antagonistic parties. But it was very probably 
the last protest, mute or noisy, that was to be 
made on the subject of the Protocol. It is per­
fectly certain that Condc dc Thumnr (Costa 
Cabral) had accepted the office of Extraordinary 
Envoy and Minister Plenipotentiary to the Court 
of Paris. The Butte of Tereeira has been ap­
pointed as Ambassador to Austria.

ITALY.
The hiost important item received by the last 

pool from Italy, is the announcement of the fact 
that the King of Sardinia is making large military 
preparations. The class belonging to the contin­
gent of 182C, which would have served its time 
at the end of February next, as well as the class 
of 1827, arc retained under arms. The class of 
1825 is also called under arms ns far ns the in­
fantry is concerned, nml the classes of 1823 nnd 
1824 for the artillery. All the officers on leave, 
and men on furlough, have received orders to join 
their respective regiments. The additional forces 
thus called to arms amount to 25,000 men. Letters 
from Genoa state that the Jesuits of that city 
had closed their convents and their churches, anil 
had retired from the city. A battery of artillery 
left Turin on the 10th of January for Genoa, anil 
the garrison is to be increased by four regiments

SOUTH AFRICA.
News has arrived from the Cape of Good Hope, 

with Graham’s Town papers to the Oth, and Cano 
Town papers to the 15th of November. The 
news from Kuffirland is important. Strong de­
tachments of troops, under the immediate emu- 
Inand of Sir G. Berkeley, had been pushed 
forward toward the Kej, intending to extend 
operations beyond th.it river into Krtili's territory. 
To facilitate the passage of the main body of the 
army, should the river be swollen, which, from 
the state of the weather, was more than probable, 
boats and pontoons bad been sent forward, under 
the immediate direction of Cuptoin AValpolc, with 
a detachment of Royal Engineers. The whole 
country is described as luxuriant beyond descrip­
tion, the grass for many miles waving in tho 
breeze like fields of corn, and vegetable life every­
where more vigorous than had been known for 
the last twenty-five years.

The Orahams Town Journal gives some par- 
ticul ira of a successful engagement between de­
tachments under the command of Col. Somerset, 
and a Kaffir force led by the chief Pato. It 
appears that on the 31st October the Colonel, 
having reason to believe that the enemy was in 
force at some distance in his front, determined 
upon making a forced march, with a view, if 
possible of bringing hint to r.n engagement. 
Pushing forward, therefore, with some strong de 
tachments of light troops, chiefly Cape corps nn 
Captain Hogg’s .evy, Colonel Somerset succeixkt 
by n night march, completing a distance of thirir 
miles, in reaching tho broken country on a stioso- 
called the Chechabe. Here, having halted, for

upon him ; his orderly was shut from his Itorae, 
nnd he himself oely escaped bv making a dash 
through the savages, and trusting rather to t1ie!
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mettle of hi* steed thnn to the chance* of a contest 
between a single individual and a sco.e of infu­
riated foes. The Kaffirs, after haring narrowly 
observed the movements of the Biitish force, then 
passed to the left, and ascended a height, distant 
about a mile in front, where they took up a very 
strong position, evidently with a determination to 
dispute their further progress. Colonel Somerset 
was ant, however, disposed to baulk their antici­
pation of a fight, and hence, no sooner did lie 
ascertain their position, than he formed his men 
and put them in position for attack, wailing with 
a good deal of impatience for the arrival of Capt. 
Hogg's levy, which was about a mile in the rear. 
At length, all having joined, land every arrange­
ment being made, the advance, under the imme­
diate command of Colonel Somerset—the Cape 
Mounted Rifles being led, in the absence of Major 
Armstrong, by Captain O'Rvillev—wound slowly 
tip the face of the hill, the Kaffirs being most 
advantageously sheltered under cover of some 
immense melts. The troops kept steadily advan­
cing. until within eighty yards of the enemy, 
when, orders being given, the bugle sounded the 
gallop, and the next minute the troops had crested 
the hill, dismounted, and were in among the 
enemy. The Kaffirs at H "st opened a running 
fi e, hut, living pushed vigorously, in twenty 
minutes they were driven from their position down 
the hill into the ravine below. From this, also, 
they were speedily dislodged, leaving behind them 
their arms, karossas, and several horses. They 
fled into the adjacent valleys, which deeply inter­
sect that part of the country, and present the 
m'Mt favourable posit',.ms that could be desired by 
Kaffirs in carrying on their peculiar mode of war­
fare. Only seventeen of the enemy were found 
killed in this affair, but it is affirmed that many 
more must have fallen, the Kaffirs carrying off as 
many of their dead and wounded as possible, as 
was indicated by the numerous blood tracks which 
were seen along the line of their retreat. The 
Kaffirs keeping under shelter, their numbers could 
not he estimated, hut their main body is supposed 
to have been not less than 800 men, besides some 
detached parties posted so as to take advantage 
of any circumstance which might turn up in their 
favour. The casualties among the British troops 
were comparatively trifling. The Kaffirs for twenty 
minutes maintained a sharp fire, but which seems, 
probably from the abruptness of the activity, to 
have been very ineffective.

The weather was described ns extremely severe, 
but Colonel Somerset was determined to push on, 
as it was affirmed that immense droves of cattle 
were sheltered in the broken country, at no g-eat 
distance from the scene of this encounter; and it 
was supposed that it was to cover them that the 
attempt to arrest the march of the troops was 
determined on.

The slate of the Colony is reported in the 
journals w« have received to be most satisfactory, 
in so far at least as respects agricultural prospect's. 
The season was favourable, the rains had been 
plentiful, and the crops afforded promise of an 
abundant yield.

MISCELLANEOUS.

CHLOROFORM AND ETHER.

Several operations were, on Monday last, per­
formed at the Free Hospital, Gray’s-inn-road, upon 
patients under these anarstheticul agents. Mr. 
Taos. Wakley, junior, was the operator in all the 
cases, and excited the admiration of his surgical 
brethren hy the consummate skill and power of 
nerve with which—in one case in particular, and 
that the most dilficul. —lie acquitted himself. This 
was a most arduous ami delicate o^ieration, namely, 
the removal of a diseased os calcis and astragalus, 
the bones which form the heel portion of the fool. 
The anæsthelical agenls were administered by Mr. 
Robinson, with his newly invented apparatus. 
Ihe first case was one of strabismus, or squinting, 
in which the cure is effected by the division of 
certain muscles of the eye. The patient readily 
inhaled the chloroform, anil afier some spasmodic 
twitching of the limbs a state of coma was pro­
duced, and he remained pe fectlv passive and 
quiescent in the hands of • lie operator. The 
lower eye-lid was now drawn down, two or three 
slight cuts were made with the knife, and in half 
a minute the operation was o>er, the value of the 
chloroform in this ca-c being shown hv the com­
plete insensibility of the eye, and the facility 
which it consequently afforded to the surgeon in 
making the necessary incisions. A little cold 
water sprinkled over the patient’s face revived 
him immediately,and he walked away apparently 
doubtful if the operation had been performed, 
l’he next case, in which the advantages of the 
chloroform was also exhibited, was the exci.-innof 
a large fattv tumour from the -boulder Slade. In 
this case the patient, a female, was very much 
excited, and, after two or three inhalations, vehe­
mently protested against the operation being pro­
ceeded with. This was partly owing to nervous 
irritability, and partly to having a short time 
previously taken some brandy, which had been 
injudiciously given to her to sustain her courage 
She then became sick, which appeared to relieve 
her, and Mr. Robinson hiving explained the object 
with which the chloroform was administered, and 
what its effects would l>e, she. expressed her 
willingness to try it again, and after inhaling for 
three or four minutes she became insensible. The 
tumour was now very dexterously and rapidlv 
removed hy Mr. Wakley, not. move than half an 
ounce of blood having been Inst, and the patient 
was then allowed to recover gradually. She was 
profuse in her expressions of gratitude, complained 
of lassitude, expressed a wish to lie down, and 
was removed to one of the hospital beds. On 
questioning her shortly afterwards, she appeared 
quite unconscious that the tumour had been re­
moved—she felt no pain, but complained of 
weakness and depression of spirits. She also 
stated that she was frightened at the number of 
gentlemen bv whom she was surrounded, and fell 
no inconvenience from inhaling the chloroform. 
The third and most interesting case was the 
removal of a portion of the foot. The patient, a 
man 31 years old, and of a delicate scrofulous 
hahit, had been a'tacked with caries of the hones 
forming the heel, and hud strenuously resisted 
amputation of the leg, which had been advised 
as the only means of saving his life. Mr. Wakley 
then suggested the removal of the diseased bones, 
to which the patient assented. He exhibited great 
nerve and determination, and after shaking hands 
with Mr. Wakley, stretched himself upon the 
couch, and commenced inhaling with great vigour. 
He was soon in a state of insensibility, and the 
operation commenced. It would be out of place 
in a non-medical publication to detail the difficult 
and complicated process by which the bones of 
the heel were laid bare, and detached from their 
articulation from the ankle joint ; hut when it is 
considered that the whole weight of the body is 
sustained by this single joint, which possesses at. 
once great pliancy and enormous strength, the 
operation will appear sufficiently formidable. Mr. 
Wakley was ably assisted by Mr. Erasmus Wilson, 
and after a portion of the tibia, the large bone of 
the leg, had been removed to make an even sur­
face, the divided vessels were taken up, the flaps 
turned down, and secured with 15 sutures, and 
the whole operation terminated in 25 minutes from 
the time the patient commenced inhaling. The 
loss of blood was b=tween four and five ounce», and 
the patient, on recovering again, shook hands with 
the surgeon, and appeared in high spirits on find­
ing that all was over. The list case was an ope­
ration for fistula, in which the vapour of ether was 
administered ; and the result in this instance was 
equally satisfactory. Nothing could exceed the 
coolness, precision, and despatch with which Mr. 
Wakley performed the several operations we have 
detailed, and the medical gentlemen present ex­
pressed themselves highly gratified and interest­
ed by what they had witnessed.—The Lancet of 
this day contains an able scientific report of this 
most remarkable operation. We understand that 
the patient continues to do well. It is said that 
the late Mr. Liston declined performing a similar 
operation.

Pauper Emigration from Great Britain.
PETITION

To the Honourable the Legislative Assembly, h'c. tfc. :
The Petition of the inhabitants of the city of 

Toronto, in public meeting assembled.
Respectfully Shewetit,—That during the sen 

eon of 1817. out of an emigration of nearly 100,000 
aouls, nearly 40,000 were landed in this city.

That out of this number a very large proportion 
were suffering from extreme poverty and destitu­
tion, and bore with them the malignant and fatal 
disease of typhus fever.

That from the 1st of July last, the hospitals and 
large temporary building» used for such purposes, 
have been constantly filled to overjjynsetr, with a 
very large nurnlwr of fever patients, often amount­
ing to the number of 800.

That the mortality attending on such a mass of 
disease and destitution has been most serious and 
alarming.

That this city has to deplore the lose ef several 
of its most respected inhabitants, from contact with, 
and attendance on, the sufferers from this d'sease.

That general alarm has been excited in the com­
munity, in consequence of the evils attendant on 
such an emigration, and the citizens view with 
most serious apprehension, the possible repetition 
during the next season, of similar scenes of misery 
and death.

That Ihe evils attendant on such an emigration 
have not been confined to Toronto, but most parts 
of the Province have suffered very materially there­
from.

Your petitioners most respectfully request your 
Honourable House, to institute the inquiry into Ihe 
cause» of the evils complained of, and to make such 
alteration in the existing laws, as may he deemed 
advisable to provide for the health and preservation 
of Her Majesty’» Canadian subjects, and to prevent 
this Province from being afflicted with the evils of 
pauperism, disease, and suffering, which a longer 
permission of an ill-regulated and reckless immi­
gration—such as has bo lamentably signal izeil the 
past season—will be sure 'o entail on them. And
Ïner petitioners also request that vour Honourable 

louse will eause such representations to be made 
to the Imperial Government, a* will induce the 
adoption of precautionary measures in the various

Free Trade.

Free Trade consists in buying and selling 
without restriction of any kind, whether the articles 
of commerce be brought to us from a distance of 
twenty miles or twenty thousand. Every obstruc­
tion, therefore, placed in the way of buying and 
selling, is first an act of injustice in preventing a 
man, or any number of men, from selling all' their 
surplus produce, or other property that they iqay 
wish to sell, and from buying what produce \>r 
other property they may wish to buy. Secondly, 
it is an act of folly, as all such obstructions,' cerned. It will 
originating in the interference of Governments 
for the object, in most instances, of producing 
greater commercial prosperity, have the reverse 
effect : they limit buying and selling, and thus 
impoverish the people who wish to buy or sell ; 
and as these do so for their profit and advantage, 
they are certainly the best judges of that.

Under Free Trade there must be the greatest 
amount of produce sold, and merchandize bought 
in return, of which the individual or a whole 
nation is capable. Trade can then never exceed 
its limits, for it can have none but that of the 
profit and advantage of each and all engaged 
in huying and selling ; there can be neither over­
trading or under-trading. Free Trade will empl.lv 
all the capital a nation has to invest, and occupy 
all the population in agriculture, manufactures, 
or commerce.

The utmost extension of buying and selling puts 
the farmer in a position of always reaching the 
best market, and of disposing of all he wants to 
sell, and buying all he wants in exchange. The 
essential requisite of a good market for produce 
does not consist in its geographical position so 
much as in freedom—the utmost facility to do 
with our produce what we think will be to our 
own advantage. When that exists, men will lose 
no time in effecting the buying and selling. That 
facility, then, constitutes the best market, no 
matter where it may be situated.

These are all assertions of simple facts, almost 
too well known to require to be stated ; but the 
object in now repeating them is not to supply 
information, so much as to show where the ob­
structions to Free Trade are to be found.

In the simple view of buying and selling with 
the greatest advantage all we have to buy or 
sell, almost every one admits the claims of Free 
Trade, and it is now only opposed by ifs and buts, 
by which the objects and motives of its opposera 
are revealed. Their objections are not to Free 
Trade in the abstract, but to its consequences, 
which they clearly see will bs of such a nature 
and extent as to constitute the greatest revolution 
the world has ever known. In the previous 
number of this journal, the unwise and unjust 
interferences of Governments in affairs not within 
the legitimate province of Governments, were 
merely alluded to. They will require more par­
ticular notice, as perhaps there is not one in the 
series of charges which we have to make against 
Governments that has not some influence in re­
stricting buying and selling. At present there 
are some of these charges, the notice of which 
may be deferred. We shall give our first attention 
to those that have the greatest influence.

It is somewhat strange that it matters little 
whether the Governments which interfere with 
private rights and property are despotic or repre­
sentative Governments. The comparison is rather 
in favour of the former. As far as we can take a 
view of the nature and extent of the commerce of 
the ancients under the most despotic monarchs, 
taxation being direct, commerce was not interfered 
with to any great extent. No doubt the ignorance 
of monarchs and rulers in a great degree pre­
vented much interference ; and the enormous 
extent of the commerce of ancient times, favours 
a conjecture that it had few legislative obstruc­
tions. The language of the Sultans of Asia seems 
to have been simply this, with reference to buying 
and selling—•• Pay me the tribute, and do as you 
like." Ancient Tyre, the mistress of commerce, 
seems to have been a free city, as Hamburg is 
now ; her commercial prosperity was the con­
sequence of freedom, not of protection. Her 
renowned daughter, ancient Carthage, followed 
the maternal example, till she fell a victim to the 
envy and love of conquest which characterized the 
Romans. It is extremely probable that Free Trade 
first had rule, till the usurpations of Government» 
suppressed it, for the aggrandizement of kings 
and noblee. On the contrary, under the repre­
sentative Government of England, whose com­
merce has expanded to an extent daring the Inst 
hundred years as much beyond all precedent as 
beyond all expectation, interference with private

rights and property has been the rule, there being 
little or no direct taxation : as'Lord Brougham 
once showed, with admirable wit and ingenuity, 
that the people were taxed from the cradle to the 
grave, and even after that.

The love of power inherent in all men, and the 
love of revenue to sustain that power, have no 
doubt constituted the ruling motives for the ex­
cessive taxation and interference with private rights 
and property so prevalent under English Govern­
ments. It is rather strange that Governments in 
England should so long continue to play the part 
of their Saxon ancestors. They are put ih power 
by the representatives of the people, to protect 
their rights and property, and none rule more 
absolutely than they do in obstructing trade. It 
must, however, be admitted that many of the 
present obstructions are the consequences of a 
barbarous policy, now happily becoming extinct, 
of acquiring glorv, as it is falsely called, by 
making war with other nations, and effecting con­
quest*, either for the acquisition of territory or 
for the extension of commerce.

These remarks in reference to the comparative 
influence of despotic and representative Govern­
ments upon commerce, are designed to prepare a 
reply for those- who will perhaps deny the asser­
tion that representative Governments, are guilty 
of an act of usurpation in interfering with private 
rights and property in relation to buying and 
selling. It will be said on this subject, as a 
writer has recently done on another great question 
under a representative Government,—every thing 
is done with the consent of the people, as the 
legislators arc chosen by the people. This is true 
only in theory—practically it is not true. It may 
be that great loading questions are, after a long 
contest, disposed of by the majority, to which the 
minority are bound to submit ;tbut the fact of 
the existence of a dissenting minority, shows that 
the subjects of legislation should only be such as 
all are collectively interested in, excluding all 
those in which they are only individually con- 

we think, bo found on full con­
sideration, that with respect to the rights of the 
people to buy and sell how, and when, or where 
they please, or in short, to Free Trade, that it 
belongs to the latter, and not to the former class 
of subjects for legislation—or rather, it is not a 
subject for legislation at all. To illustrate this a 
little : it would be quite probable that in a Legis­
lature of one hundred persons, sixty of them 
might vote on a question affecting the rights and 
property of individuals ; these sixty would he 
individually interested in the decision, and so would 
the minority of forty, but it being a question in 
which their interest collectively might be less, or 
felt less, than their interests individually, the 
whole affair would cease to have a national 
character, and be a mere contest for individual 
advantage between the sixty on one side, and the 
forty on the other. The forty would have to 
submit, but they would be treated unjustly.

To expose further the fallacy contained in the 
assertion that under a representative Government 
all legislation is the act of the people, let us sup- 
pose a case. Let it be said that it is the duty of 
Government to educate the people ; in what way 
does this differ from the people educating them­
selves ? They do so with the people’s money, 
whether tho Government any a part and the 
people pay a part, or whether the Government 
pay the whole. In either case the Government 
levy a tax on the people, and apply it. The pro­
cedure is this: A. has the right to educate his 
family as he thinks proper, but he appoints B. his 
representative in Parliament to do it for him ; B. 
transfers the task to 0., the Government ; the 
Government transfers the work to D., E. and F., 
Superintendents and other officers. All these 
officers A. is to pay for, and the cost of education 
of his children besides. Surely it would be a 
shorter and safer way to encourage independent 
enterprise among Teachers, and that A. should 
pay T. direct. The case is merely this : A. has 
some money, which he gives B. to take care of ; 
B. lodges it with C., with orders for him to return 
it to A. Would it not be safer for A. to keep it 
himself ? Such is tho argument with regard to 
individuals taxing themselves through their icpre- 
sentatives, for the performance of duties which 
they could, and often must after all, perform 
themselves. Their money has to run the gauntlet 
through a host of paid officers, and perhaps may 
be lost altogether, but if not, it goes on to be 
smaller and beautifully less, till it is at last applied 
to tho purpose to which, when much larger, it 
might have been more effectually applied, without 
all those intermediate agents. It is, therefore, 
evident that it is not because we may have a re­
presentative Government that the individual rights 
and property as affected by the acts of the 
Government, have the consent of the people, and 
are their act». Responsibility is a favourite term ; 
but it is always better neither to contract or to 
impose it, at least no farthci thnn absolute neces­
sity requires. Responsible Government is a good 
thing, but why should wc make Governments 
responsible for what we can and ought to do our­
selves, when the remedy, if it can be had, must 
always follow the injury, and which injury could 
not occur if such responsibility had not been taken 
or imposed? At the same time the injury is 
certain, and the remedy uncertain. A. had better 
keep his money than trust it to B. and C., merely 
for the purpose of paying it back to A.

Such is the argument relating to legislation 
affecting commerce, hut in which the chances of 
corruption and management are greatly multi 
plied. If a man is able to buy and sell best for 
his own advantage, why should he call on the 
Legislature to help him, and why should the Legis­
lature encumber him with their help, when if left 
alone he will trade more, and be able lo give 
more towards the general expenses of Government 
on the principle of direct taxation ?

Oopy-Rijht..
We learn from an article in Blackwood s Maga­

zine, that the proprietors of that popular journal 
have succeeded in obtaining a compensation for 
their copy-right, from the publishers of the re­
prints at New York. The way in which this has 
been accomplished is this : A person on the 
American side of the Atlantic writes an article 
for insertion in the Magazine, and secures the 
copy-right according to the laws of the Suite of 
New York ; consequently it cannot be re-printed 
in New York without a violation of the law. The 
first experiment has been made with success ; and 
the American publishers of the re-prints have been 
compelled to pay for the copy-right. 1 his s,eP 
will most likely be introductory to a similar pro­
cess in relation to the Periodical Reviews, and will 
no doubt lead to a settlement of the question of 
international copy-right generally.

Duel between a Judge and a magistrate !

The Kingston papers report that a duel has 
taken place between Mr. Ahmktrono, a Judge, 
and Major Sadleik, a Magistrate of the Midland 
District. Here wc have two samples of the sort 
of characters that in the days of Tory supremacy 
were selected for public officers. After the sys­
tem of committing murder by duelling has been 
driven from its once favourite lurking place*, the 
Army and Navy, in which services it was once 
thought that the-e ought to exist a species of 
honour that would not suffer an officer to receive 
an insult without intending or committing murder 
to resent it. After this notion has been exploded, 
and the practice denounced from the highest autho­
rity, it seems that Canada is to be degraded by the 
continuation of the infamous practice. Every du­
ellist is a murderer, in intent, if noT in fact, and 
wc would just as soon see a couple of the incar­
cerated felons from the Provincial Penitentiary 
appointed the one a J udge and the other a Magis­
trate, as to sec those duellists continue to fill their 
respective offices, anil wc have no doubt that 
the people of Canada arc nearly unanimous on 
this question ; the dissentients could perhaps be 
duellists if they had the chance.

monopoly, Despotism, and HumLug !
On a former occasion the conduct of the Directors 

of the Telegraph line, connecting Toronto with 
Hamilton and London, was reported in this journal. 
We did not say a tithe of what might justly be said 
of the whole transaction. The Duntdas Warder has 
well exposed the imposition practised on the con­
tributors to tho London lino, between Hamilton and 
London. A contract was fairly made, that Dundas, 
Brantford, Woodstock and London, should each 
contribute a specific sum towards the stock of the 
Company. They did so ; and before they could 
reap the benefit, the communication is cut off at 
Hamilton, because Messrs. Brown (of the Globe) and 
Scobic, (of the Colonist), have contracted with the 
Directors to stop tho communication at Hamilton ; 
that all further Western Reports should be made 
only at their bidding, and in favour of those who 
would pay them most for the same.

Setting aside, for the present, the extreme sel­
fishness of those contractors, we contend that the 
Directors have no right to shut up their eommuni- 
calion to any that are willing to pay for it. The 
Telegraph communication was established for a 
public benefit, as much as a Canal or a Railroad, 
and not for a monopoly for private individuals. At 
fair prices, we contend that every individual ought 
to have the benefit of it. It is not the price that is 
in question : if one shilling will not pay the Direc­
tors, let them double the charge, and the public will 
not complain, until they find that an exhorbitant 
profit is realized. But for them to say to all persons 
West of Hamilton, “ You must be tributaries to 
Brown and Scobie—we have let it to them,” is what 
will never be submitted to.

But wc must not lose sight of the immorality of 
the act on tho part of the Directors and contractors. 
The latter are quite willing to sell the communica­
tions ; but it is, “what will you give?” Here is 
a temptation. A few only will give an enormous 
price, and they w l 1 Jo so in order to turn it to their 
own advantage. Let us suppose, then, a few persons 
in Hamilton paying for exclusive information—what 
will they do, but keep it close, ami go r.nd specu­
late in grain and Hour with persons less favoured ? 
Here, then, is a set of swindlers sent out into Ihe 
country to take advantage of their ignorant fellow 
countrymen. For we maintain, that in a moral 
view of the case, if a person knows that the markets 
have risen, and he buys at a lower price in conse­
quence of his neighbour’s ignorance—or that they 
have fallen, and he sells at a higher price than lie 
could obtain if the true state of the market was 
known—he is a swindler, and nothing less. How 
much better for morality, anil for the pockets of the 
farmers, would it be, that the old slow communica­
tion was restored, and the Telegraph posts cut down 
and burnt from one end of the lino to tho other ?

The Directors who make such contracts are more 
to blame than these selfish and contemptible con­
tractors. They are parlies to this immorality, ami 
to this plundering of the less informed farmers who 
have lo seek a market for their produce. If the 
Directors will not listen to reason—if they will not 
yield to justice and equity, and give equal advan­
tages at equal rales to all:—we would, suggest, as 
one attempt at a remedy, that the names of all 
parties paying for exclusive report* should be pub­
lished, and that the public should be cautioned to 
have no dealings with them ; for the only use they 
can make of thoir exclusive advantage, is to sell 
when the market has fallen, and to buy when it 
has risen, when in both cases the buyer and seller 
respectively are ignorant of the real state of the 
market. If this is not swindling, let any one tell 
us what it is, if he can.

The Long Point Advocate of the 24th ult. 
makes the following remarks, on the occasion of 
a Missionary Meeting of the Wesleyan Methodist 
Missionary Society, held at Simcoc on the 15th 
ult. :—

“ The uncalled for interference of a portion of the 
Methodist Ministry in matters foreign to tho duties 
of their sacred calling has, as might have been 
reasonably anticipated, and as we confidently pre­
dicted, produced results, the contemplation of which 
is truly painful lo every sincere friend of Metho­
dism. The amount received at the conclusion of 
the exercises fell far short of any previous collec­
tion—the whole being, as we are credibly informed, 
something in the vicinity of thirteen dollars ! Alas ! 

: how is the fine gold become dim. How arc the 
labours and the struggles of the devoted and self-

sacrificing originators of Canadian Methodism nul­
lified by the wilful and aelf-deetroying influences 
of some of their degenerate successors !”

At a Tea Meeting held subsequently, the «ante 
journal reports that among the speeches delivered, 
all of which, with one exception, gave great satis­
faction,—that exception was a speech of the Rev. 
Edwv Ryerson, of Brantford, in which he made 
an attack on the Press, charging it with support­
ing infidelity. Of course that attack only applied 
to that portion of the Provincial Pres* which 
had opposed the partition scheme of the Univer­
sity, as advocated in the Christian Guardian.

We agree with the Long Point Advocate, that 
in no country in the world is this charge less ap­
plicable than to the Canadian Press of either po­
litical party. It is therefore unfair, if not unjust, 
to give a political question so much of a religious 
character as to present it as a contest between 
Christians and Infidels. Those who do so know 
well that they have no foundation for so doing.— 
Where, then, is there most infidelity ?—We should 
sav. where there is no regard paid to truth and 
justice.

The following are the remarks of the Long 
Point Advocate on the occasion : —

“ The Rev. Edwy M. Ryerson, of Brantford 
spoke last, and if we should «ay that he would, lo 
some extent, have saved his credit by remaining 
silent, we would only express the feelings pf a large 
majority of the meeting. Mr. Ryerson appeared 
to have stood up for the double purpose of chastising 
the members of the Press, and inducing his hearers 
to believe that by sustaining it they were opposing 
Christianity, and contributing to the extension of 
infidelity. The Editors of tho Standard and Advo­
cate were present by special invitation. Considering 
that circumstance alone, Mr. Ryerson might have 
dispensed with his uncalled for remarks, more par­
ticularly so, as no opportunity was afforded those 
insulted in the presence of a public assemblage, to 
enter into a refutation of tho accusations brought 
against tho profession to which they belong. We 
have heard that Mr. Ryerson disclaim* any inten­
tion of offending either of these parties. IV e know 
that his remarks were general, but they were, in 
our opinion, no less censurable on that account. The 
charge of a tendency to infidelity is a most foul and 
unjust one, as against the Press of Canada of either 
party. It is true that one section of it approved of 
a settlement of the University question on principles 
which Mr. Ryerson and others now affect to look 
upon as infidel in their character and tendency, but 
it is equally true that four years ago the leaders of 
Ine Methodist ( hutch publicly approved of this 
plan of settlement, on Ihe ground ot its having for 
its foundation a Christian basis. Mr. Ryerson should 
be careful how he permits his disappointed feelings 
to lead him into unjustifiable attacks upon a whole 
community.”

The Provincial Penitentiary.

The following is from the Kingston Chronicle 
andjVews, a Conservative paper. It is gratifying 
to find it calling for an investigation into the state 
of this Institution ; but may we not ask, why the 
Conservative journals di 1 not insist upon thi* 
when it was so loudly called for during the last 
Se-sion of Parliament ? But now that a Reform 
Ministry arc expected to be in office, all the work 
must be gathered up for them which their pre­
decessors have neglected ; and if it be not all 
done—and that will be all but impossible in one 
Session—a charge will no doubt be brought 
against them of neglecting the business of the 
country.

“ Fifteen years have now elapsed since the erec­
tion of the Penitentiary was determined upon. The 
question of prison discipline was, shortly previous 
to the commencement ol that period, forced upon 
the attention of the Government and people of 
Upper Canada, by the prominency given lo it on 
the other side of the Atlantic, and by the visit of 
French Commissioners to the United"States, with 
the view of examining and reporting upon the 
operation of the American Penitentiary systems. 
The Auburn plan was determined upon by our 
Legislature as preferable to that lo which Phila­
delphia had given its name, and the Penitentiary 
here was formed upon it. An American prison 
disciplinarian was selected and induced to take 
charge of the new prison, and tho institution com­
menced an existence.

“ The machine having been put in motion, and 
liberal grants ol money made for keeping it in action, 
•he Legislature appears to have considered it» own 
duly at an end, for beyond the formal annual reports 
of the Board of Inspectors, it lias sought for no 
information as to the success of ils experiment in 
prison discipline ami management. It has never 
attempted to ascertain how far Ihe working of the 
Auburn system, or that which is so called, has 
justified its choice in the original selection ; whether 
Ihe government of the institution has been in ac­
cordance with the spirit of that system, or not ; or 
whether experience in other countries has not 
pointed out a slill more excellent methodtof punish­
ing and attempting the reformation of criminals.
“And yet it seems to us that, quite independent 

of faels which we are about to lay before the public 
bearing upon the stale of discipline ih the Peni­
tentiary, there are variances between the results 
obtained in American prisons and in our own, suffi­
ciently striking to command attention and to evoke 
inquiry. Let us just now lake one of the most 
prominent. It is a well known fact that the American 
Penitenliaries are made, by the labour of their in­
mates, not only to pay the whole cost of manage­
ment, purchase of materia!», &c., but to yield large 
profils, and In become sources of income to tho 
Slates in which they exist. Thus, by a report before 
us on the Ohio Penitentiary, we find the earnings 
of the year, over and above its expenses, to bo 
$20,037, of which $19,000 were paid into the 
Treasury, ns per Treasurer’s receipt ; and this over 
and above work performed in the extension of the 
prison, equal to 3,441 days. What i» out case in 
comparison with this? The grants of Parliament 
in behalf of the Penitentiary here amount in the 
aggregate to about £125,000, or half a million of 
dollars; and this enormous expetidi ure hae taken 
pliee, it must be borne in mind, in addition to that 
of tho accumulated earnings of the prison ; the 
value of the labour expended upon the buildings 
excepted. Then what have we to put on the contra 
side of the account ? The Penitentiary buildings 
are worth somewhere about £80,000—that is a 
contractor, estimating for their construction in the 
ordinary way, would so value the work. But this 
is not the estimate which we are to take under the 
actual circumstance* of the case. There is a vast 
difference between the cost of erecting a building 
at lOd. a day, and that which ranges from 3s. to 
i*. 6<l. Net, taking a higher figure for convict 
labour say Is.- IOjil.. which is the American 
value—when we put these buildings on the credit 
side of the account at £45,000, we have ample 
room and verge enough to meet any cavil. The 
property returned by the Warden aa belonging to 
ihe Institution, in the shape of tools, lie., is valued 
at £4,000. Put these two sums together, and we 
have £49,000, or say £50,000 in exchange for our 
£125,000. ITie cost of maintenance has therefore 
been £75,000 above all earnings ; which, spread 
over fifteen years, gives an average expenditure of 
£5,000, for which it has been necessary to draw 
upon tho public purae.

“ The comparison of the working of the system 
by our neighbours and ourselves stands therefore 
thus, employing the illustration alreadygiren :~ 
The Ohio Penitentiary contributes $20,000 to the 
public Treasury ; the Canadian draws a like amouat 
from it !
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ege inent of prisons on each aide of the line, as to 
quiet any intruding suspicion that everything does 
not go on in our own institution as it should. On 
the contrary, the disparity .which we have thus 
proved to exist, and the fact that with the regular 
increase of the Parliamentary grant this disparity 
is increasing, affords strong presumptive evidence 
that “ there is something totten in the state of ” 
our Provincial Prison.

*• Costly as this management is, and still more 
costly as it threatens to be, it were well if it could 
be shown to have resulted, and to exist, in conse­
quence simply of an erroneous judgment—if nothing 
more serious than incompeteney could be alleged 
against the government of that Institution.

•< We propose to ottraelves the task of examining 
this matter thoroughly. Our duty in the premises 
is clear. It was our intention to nave discharged it 
in December last, when the fact was made public 
that charges preferred before the Inspectors against 
an officer of the Penitentiary were in course o( in­
vestigation, and when in consequence public atten­
tion was in some measure directed te that prison ; 
but the approach of the electoral contest led us to 
delay the execution of that design. We shall now 
pursue this and the subject with which we opened— 
the state of the Gaols throughout the Province— 
until some satisfactory action is taken by the 
Government in reference thereto.”

The enquiry rifH the state of the national defenc es was

Council Proceedings.

We transfer the following to our columns from 
the Long Point Advocate, being convinced that 
the sentiments of the speaker are those of the 
members of the Wesleyan Methodist Church 
generally throughout the Province. Their refusal 
to sign the petitions forwarded and recommended 
by the Special Committee of the Conference, is 
• proof of this. Cliristiap Ministers should not 
meddle with politics, directly or indirectly .—

At the request of several of our Methodist friends, 
we publish below the speech of Mr. Philip Potts, 
in moving the first Resolution at the University 
Meeting held in this town a short time since. We 
cordially recommend it to the attentive consideration 
of the members of that and other Churches : —

“ Ma. Chairman amd Christian Brethren,

“ In standing up to move this Resolution, 1 do so 
with great pain, while at the same time I feel that 
I ain performing a solemn and imperative duty. 1 
have now been for fifteen yeais connected with the 
Methodist Church ; I love i's institutions ami dis­
cipline, and 1 respect its authorised teachers and 
pastors with all the reverenbe and devotion to which 
their sacred calling entitles them. Did 1 love my 
Church less than I do, my feelings of regret would 
not be so great at seeing her now attempted to be 
made the means of forwarding that which she has 
always denounced—a superiority or domination of 
one sect over another in the reception of State 
patronage ; and di_ I not respect and venerate my 
Ministers as highly as it is possible for a Christian 
to do, it would not cause me so many pangs to differ 
so widely from them. But notwithstanding this 
respect for my spiritual fathers in Christ, 1 am not 
disposed ts see them recommending a departure 
from the primitive principles of our great and re­
vered founder, the immortal Wesley, without raising 
my feeble voice against it. I have several reasons, 
Sir, for protesting against the conduct of the Con­
ference on the present occasion : the first and prin­
cipal one is, that they have done injustice to the 
sacred commission which they hold, by interfering 
in a matter by no means appertaining to them as 
Christian Ministers. It Is said that their conduct 
in supporting the Bill of the present Ministry does 
not necessarily prove that they are interfering in 
politics. But, Sir, I would ask, is not the measure 
a political one ? Was it not introduced into the 
House by the present Ministry ? Is it not the ques­
tion upon which that Ministry decided to stand or 
fall in their present appeal tq the country Î On the 
principle of shunning the least appearance of evil, 
it was in my opinion the duty of our Ministers to 
keep aloof from any intermeddling with so exciting 
a question, as it certainly, to say the least of it, 
piesenta the appearance of having about it some 
thing wrong ; that it has been, as it were, a firebrand 
thrown amongst us just on the eve of a general 
Election. If this example, Sir, be continued to be 
followed, I fear that it will have the effect of rending 
our Zion asunder. Another reason why I object to 
the interference of the Committee is, that it seems 
to imply an assumption on their part of a right of 
controlling the members of the Church in the exer­
cise: of their elective franchise. This assumption 
I utterly repudiate—1 deny the right of any Minister, 
or of any other person, to dictate to me as to how 
or for whom I should cast ray vote ; and I am sure 
that such an attempt to usurp the controlling of the 
political bias of the people, will only end in dissen­
sion and strife. Another reason why, even if I 
admitted the principle of receiving support from 
the State, I should oppose the countenancing of the 
present Bill by our Ministers is, that while it ex­
cludes those denominations with whom we have 
communion and consider evangelical, it courts al 
lianee with at least one Church which the members 
of the Methodist body have been always taught to 
look upon as schism At leal and heretical. While it 
•ays to theeonscientious Congregationalism and the 
warm-hearted Baptist, you snail have no part or 
lot in the matter, it extends the right hand of fellow­
ship to the Reman Catholic, and seems to say, not­
withstanding your heresies and corruptions, although 
we disbelieve in your doctrines and detest your 
tenets, yet for the sake Of a portion of the dross of 
«hie world, foe MOB paltry pounds a year, we are 
willing te give yen a rank and supremacy ore. 
others from whose principle* we but slightly differ. 
While te the men who annually appear on our Mis­
sionary platform as the advocates and seconders of 
our efforts to evangelise the heathen it says, you 
are not deemed worthy of notice, it enclasps in its 
unbrace Churches which have always looked upon 
Methodism as a poor and despised thing, and as­
serted over it a dominancy and supremacy which 
it has always opposed. For these, Sir, and many 
ether reasonable and valid causes, I oppose a mea 
•u-e which will make Methodism a Bye-word and 
derision amongst Christians of all denominations- 
a measure which is held out as a bait to entrap

in relation to the two countries were not alike. After 
some very appropriate remarks upon the requisite quali­
fications of a Speaker, he dwelt upon the absolute neces­
sity of the Speaker being well acquainted with the 
languages used by the persons over whose del iberations 
and discussions he had to preside. It was well known 
that Sir Allan MacNab had to rssort to a translation 
before he could decide on a point of order. On this point, 
as we cannot do it justice by a paraphrase, we insert the 
following extract from Mr. Baldwin’s speech :—

“ But, Sir, it is important that every man who is called 
upon to discharge his duty by addressing the Chair of this 
House, should at least feel the satisiaction of being under­
stood by the gentleman whom he addresses ; and that Ü 
he is out of order, the declaration of it should come from 
one who fully understands the terms he has used. I say 
it is the right of every member of this House to speak in 
his own language, and when culled ipon to restiaiu him­
self within certain bounds to be prescribed by the Chair, 
to have it explained to him by the person to whose deci­
sion he is obliged to bow, and in the language which he 
himself understands. That cannot be done if you fill the 
Chair with a gentleman who does not speak both lan­
guages. (Hear, hear.) I feel in this case precisely as I 
should if it was proposed to place in that Chair a gentle­
man who could speak nothing hut French. With regard 
to the other points which it is necessary to consider in the 
election of a Speaker, the hon. gentleman whom I shall 
conclude by proposing, has been a long time in the Par­
liament of Lower Canada ; he has occupied a scat ir. this. 
House since the Union ; he is acqu^fft’ed with tl e members 
of both sides of the House; hurdign ty of deportment, 
knowledge of Parliamentary law, and urbanity of manner 
—not merely to his political friends, but to all—every ore 
who knows him will admit, I am sure. (Hear, hear.) I 
do not know that there is a single person within these 
walls whom you could select so little exposed to the 
slightest obnoxious feeling on the part of any individual 
member who has ever known him These ar^ considera­
tions not to be lost sight of, particularly when coupled 
with those to which I have alluded. I think, then, con­
sidering the position in which we arc placed, with members 
who understand no other language than the French, it 
would not be doing justice to them or theiiyconstituencies 
were we to place in that Chair a gentleman who has not 
the advantage of even underslanding the language in 
which they will address him. I therefore beg to propose 
that the Hon. A. N. Morin be placed in the Chair of this 
House.”

Mr. Lafontaine supported the nomination of Mr. 
Morin.

The division followed—Yeas 54, Nays 19.
Mr. Morin was conducted to the Chair by the mover 

and seconder of the motion for his election to that office. 
He then thanked the House for the honour conferred upon 
him.

Mr. Robinson moved the adjournment of the House 
until Momday, 28tlrFebruary, at hall past two o’clock.

Sir Allan MacNab, in rising to speak to the question 
of adjournment, took occasion to congratulate the new’ 
Speaker on his election to the Chair ; and thanked him 
for his generou* and handsome conduct in undertaking to 
discharge the duties of the office of Speaker for him (Sir 
A- MacNab) during the previous Session. He In return 
offered heartily and readily any services that it might be 
in his power to give, as occasion might require, and as 
he, from his long Parliamentary experience, might be able 
to render.

After a few words from the Speaker, the House ad­
journed till Monday.

With reference to the debate on the election of Speaker, 
Col. Prince is not borne out in his statements by the Par­
liamentary history of the House of Commons. The 
election of a Speaker has often buen the occasion of a 
party contest. It was so very recently, when Mr. Manners 
Sutton was displaced hy the election of Mr. Abcrcmmby ; 
and, as the Pilot justly remarks, that as it is usual, after 
long service, to pension the retiring Speaker, it is not 
always expedient to make the election of Speaker a party 
question. If we refer to the facts of history, we find that 
it has become almost a law, rot only to p nsion the 
retiring Speaker, but to elevate him to the Peerage. H >vv 
many Peers and pensions would he the result of always 
making the election of Speaker a party question ? /t 
therefore, we think very wisely agreed upon, that when 
the duties are efficiently performed, there shou d be no 
change. This applies only to England ; it r-innot apply 
to Canada, where the retiring Speaker has no claim to a

With reference to Sir Allan MacNab’s qualifications, 
we think that they cannot be disputed, if he were Speaker 
of the Upper Canada House of Assembly, as he once 
was ; hut when it is well known that he is not acquainted 
with the French language, and it is his duty to preside in 
an Assembly where part of the members speak only the 
English language, and part only French, We have no 
choice whatever. The writer of this article is acquainted 
with both languages, and has heard the new Speaker 
speak both languages, and though there can he no doubt 
that he excels in the French, his speeches in the English 
language were complete, as to giving live sense of the 
speaker. No Englishman would have any difficulty in 
understanding him, even upon, a joint of order which re­
quired the nicest discrimination as to the meaning of 
words. A French accent is the only charge that can be 
brought against the new Speaker in relation to language, 
A person that can deliver a good speech in the English 
language, though it be not his native tongue, must ha 
no little knowledge of that language. We might ask 
how many Englishmen can make a speech in a forei n 
language 1

On the whole, to elect Mr. Morin as Speaker is no party 
triumph, for the Speaker, from the nature of his office 
becomes neuter immediately he is pu» in the Chair.

THE BUTTER TRADE.

The following letter was landed to us for pub­
lication, and we recommend attention to the sub­
ject ou which it treaty :—

Omet or Trie Hoard or Trade,
Montreal, 8th Jan.. 1848.

Sir, —for Tour information, and that of the 
Trade generally, 1 am directed ly the Council of 
th'i Board, to transmit to you the annexed copy 
of .a letter addressed t<) them by Francis McDon­
nell, the Inspector of Butter, temporarily ap­
pointed in October last, as the Council consider 
it contain* some useful directions for the proper 
making and packing of Butter, as an article of 
export.

It is the intention of the B >ard to petition the 
Provincial Parliament at its next session, for an 
Act to otahlish an Inspection of Butter, to take 
••fleet as eariv in the season ns new Butter is 
likely to be brought into market—probably in July 
or August It will he necessary that some time 
should elapse, between the passing of a Butler 
Inspection Act and its becoming Law, as its re­
quirements must lie made generally known be­
fore they ran he comp’ivd with. It is not content 
plated to make the Inspection of Butter compul­
sory, hut opVumal as in the case of Flour, but no 
But'er will lie eligible for inspection unless to tie 
in packages of the description provided for in 
the Art. One oftho intended provisions of the 
Act, 1 am directed to slate, is. that Butter Kegs 
or Firkins, shall be ma le of White Ash Wood, 
thst being in every respect the most suitable. 
Every Country Merchant, Dairyman, or other 
person engaged or interested in the packing of 
Butter, must, therefore, see the necessity of hav­
ing a sufficient quantity of White Ash Staves 
prepared and properly seasoned, ready for making 
into Firkins sa soon as the Act of Parliament 
(which will establish the size and ferin of the 
Firkins to he used,) shall have been promulgated. 
Copies of tho Ad will he extensively circulated, 
ami published in the public prints, in ample time 
for all the purposes of the Trade.

In conclusion, I am directed to draw your at­
tention to the importance of a careful observation 
ofdhe various recommendations contained in Mr. 
McDonnell’s letter, not only because many of 
them will probably be required by the intended 
enactment, but because the ohviuu* tendency of 
their adoption is to increase-the value of the article, 
nml to establish for Canadian butter a higher char­
acter' in the foreign market than it could other­
wise attain.

Gentlemen,— I beg respectfully / to submit the 

following Report of the progress made in the 
Inspection of butter since my appointment as In­
spector.

The quantity of Butter inspected and branded 
from the 23rd October, (the commencement of my 
operations.) to the 8th instant, (the close of the 
season.) is 1722 kegs of various qualities, as fol­
lows:—

1920 do scconil do.

- 1813 do third do.
559 do fourth do.
136 do fifth do.
38 do Grease.

The large proportion of inferior quality, I at­
tribute principally to the abort notice given of the 
intention to establish an Inspection, in conse­
quence of which the trade was totally unprepared 
for the requirements of such a system.

Very little Dairy-packed Butter came under 
my notice, the quantity inspected being nearly all 
Store-packed, and put up in a very slovenly man­
ner. In some packages the Butter was thrown 
in in Rolls as received from the producer, in 
others, made up of various colours and qualities 
mixed altogether, obliging me to give a low cha­
racter to the whole package, others contained 
several pounds of salt on the top—others had large 
quantities of coarse salt mixt in with the Butter, and 
I have seen some Butter which was strongly fla­
voured with leek, and thus rendered most unpilat 
able.

The irregular size and slovenly appearance of 
tho packages in which it is brought to market, is 
also to he deprecated. This, as well es the other 
faults alluded to, may by a little care be so easily 
remedied, that I beg to submit the following 
suggestions, for the regulation of the trade, in this 
important article.

A uniform shape and size or sizes of firkin or 
cask should be established. Say two sizes, one 
to contain 55 pounds of butter, and to weigh 12 
pounds tare, and the other to contain 85 pounds 
of butter, and to weigh 16 pounds taro. The fir­
kins or casks should be made of white ash, tight 
and full hooped, and the full weight or tare should 
Ire branded, with the cooper’s or maker's name, 
on each one. None but well seasoned wood 
must be used in making the casks, and to insure 
this important point, the storekeeper should have 
his supply of casks made in anticipation, and give 
them out ni wanted to the farmsr or dairyman, 
in he filled and properly packed at the dairy 
before being brought to the store. The firkin 
should be scalded and soaked with strong brine 
or pickle before the butter is put into them. 
Fine salt only should be used in parking, and 
that only in sufficient quantity to preserve the 
butter, and it should be fistiuctly understood, 
whenever coarse salt iaused the butter,however good 
in other respects, shall not pass inspection as first 
quality. Butter should always be washed with 
pickle insted of water, as it improves its quality, 

ndera little or no salt necessary to make it 
Scalding should not be resorted to, to 

burning, as it is injures the qaality of thé 
Too much cannot be said or done to 

le cleanliness in the vessels, hands, and 
hing that comes in contact with butter, 
annexion with this subject I may mentain 
portance of good pasturage and proper 
f cows, without which good butter cannot 
lined. Of roots, carrots will impart the 

olour to butter, and together with fresh 
land hay, will be found the most nutritious 

^productive food. Milch cowa cannot be too 
fully kept from such herbs as impart an offen- 
tastc or smell to butter. Ip autumn, butter 
be found to be much better, and of richer 

than that made in winter. Nevertheless, 
properly made ie winter, it will be found good 

ility, although not eo rich in colour.in
Being fully convinced of the beneficial effect 

which a well regulated system of inspection must 
insure, by raising the character of Canadian 
Duller in foreign markets, and that J>olh the pro­

ducer and shipper will find their inter--«*j advan­
ced by it, I would suggest, that any Legislative 
enactment which the Council may recommend, 
shou'd net make inspection compulsory, but 
leave the buyer and seller free to avail themselves 
ofit, or not, at their otvn option.

Agriculture, In Connection with Colleges 
and Universities.

The aliovc is hecomming a favorite movement 
in various parts of the United Stales, and it is 
thought that should the experiments r.ow being 
made prove successful in accomplishing the re­
sults the fr.ends oftho esuee anticipate, liberal pro­
vision will he made by the different Slate Govern­
ments, for llie establishment of agricultural chairs 
experimental farms, jn connexion with their prin­
cipal collegiate Institut one. The Eastern Colleges 
have nobly set the example, in bringing about tiiis 
truly great reform ; and we learn that Professor 
Hereford and Norton, the former of Harvard anil 
the latter of \ ale 1 oilege, have been very success 
ful in practically applying and illustrating the 
science of Agriculture to the understandings of the 
hundreds of students who attend these richly cn 
do wed institutions. The Legislature of the com­
paratively small and new ktate of Georgia, ha 
recently made a liberal appropriation to found 
and sustain an agricultural professorship in the 
Stile University.

Ireland and Scotland arc both becoming alive 
to the importance of raising the business of agri­
culture to a standard which will entitle it to rank, 
in tiic lapse of a fetv years, with the exact sciences. 
England is not lovging in the work, and there is 
no doubt that agricultural schools, in connection 
with example or pattern farms, will become very 
general in Great Britain and Ireland before many 
years. Indeed, Government has already made 
provision for the establishment of educational insti­
tutions of this description in each countv of the 
latter country. If properly managed they may be 
made nearly self-sustainin g,especially if established 
upon the basis of those that are being put into 
operation in Ireland.

As agriculture is the great source of productive 
labour in Canada, it is important that those em­
ployed in it should thoroughly understand the 
principles which govern the various operations of 
the farm, and be able to trace effects to their true 
cause. Modern philosophers have clearly illus­
trated the applicability of science to agriculture, 
and why should not the agricultural youth of the 
present day avail themselves of the benefits to be 
derived from a knowledge of the important facts 
that have been so clearly revealed to us by 
Davy, a Licbeg, a Playfair, a Johnston, and _ 
host of other worthies, who have spent their lives 
and devoted their substance in the investigation of 
Agricultural phenomena ? The discoveries made 
by these men have been promulgated far and wide 
by the Press, and may be made available with 
very trifling cost, by any youth who has a desire 
to become acquainted with them. The science 
of chemistry, botany, geology, and mechanics, 
should lie taught jn those Academics where our 
wealthy farmers' sons are being educated ; and 
even in the Common Schools we may hope that 
through the agency of the Normal School, a taste 
will be imparted to thé rural population for the 
study ol such sciences. Wc look to our Provincial 
University of King’s College to set an example 
in this great national enterprise. It is so richly 
endowed that a few costly experiments in prac­
tical agriculture would not be seriously felt. A 
respectable farm, placed under proper manage­
ment, in connection with this Institution, would 
have a very wholesome influence on the produc­
tive interests *S this Province. The cultivation 
of new crops, the application ol new machines to 
the various operations on the farm, the testing of 
the efficacy of the various modes of under-draining, 
sub soiling, and tilling the land, and not least, the 
careful analysis of soils and plants, would all form 
an important part in ameliorating and elevating 
the condition of the Agriculture of Canada.

Agriculture is now acknowledged on all hands 
to be of the greatest importance to all interests. 
The success of all other branches of trade is 
mainly dependent upon the productiveness of the 
soil. It is, therefore, to be hoped that the Cana­
dian Government will look well to the matter, and 
at least place the educational institutions under 
their control on such a footing, that a sound prac­
tical education may be imparted to the youth of 
our land, calculated to further the development of 
tho great resources of the country. We shall, as 
soon as we can find time to digest some ideas 
which we entertain with regard to a general law 
for the promotion of Agriculture, lay our scheme 
before the public, and wc hope to be able to draw 
the attention ol the new Parliament to a subject 
which we contend is of vastly greater importance 
to the country than any other single measure that 
can be framed.—Agriculturist.

“ Grandpapa, I want to ask you a question,” 
was the exclamation of a rosy-checked, intelligent 
boy about ton years of age, who revelling in the 
joyousness of the first day of the. summer holi­
days, presumed a little on the liberty of speech 
which is generally accorded at such a time. Old 
Mr. Raymond was seated in an easy chair, which 
had been wheeled on to the shady terrace for his 
accommodation ; around were spread luxurious 
pleasure-grounds, and the summer breeze came 
laden with the breath of flowers, and now and 
then from a distance might he distinguished the 
odour of newly-made hay. As far as (he eye 
could see was the property either of old Mr. Ray­
mond or of his son. the member for the county, 
and father of little Sidney. The house and its 
splendid appointments proclaimed wealth and sta­
tion by,evidences not easily mistaken.

“ Well, Sidney, I am ready to answer your 
question,” was the old gentleman’s reply, as, tak­
ing off his gold spectacles, and laying down the 
newspaper, he drew the boy affectionately towards 
him.

“ Is it true, grandpapa, that when you were a 
boy you were poor ? I mean very poor, without 
any money at all ?”

” Quite true.’’
“ But you are very rich now, are you not ?”
“ Riches, child, arox-omparative ; but I thank 

God for the blessings which surround me, and I 
am what the world calls wealthy. But why do 
you ask these questions ?”

“ Bècausc one of the boys at school,” returned 
Sidney, “ saw something about you in a news­
paper, though t could not understand from his 
account exactly what ; and when I noticed you 
reading the paper this morning, somehow or other 
it popped into my head, and 1 determined to tell 
you about it, though I only remember he said you 
were quite poor once.”

" And would you like to know, Sidney, Lew 
the change was effected ?”

“ 01» yes. It will be like hearing a story.”
" Why, I don’t know. I cannot promise to 

give you a perfect autobiography ; but I will re­
late two or three circumstances which greatly in­
fluenced my destiny, and which, taken together, 
might be called the mainspring of my fortune-. 
When I have done, you shall toll me to what I 
have been indebted for my success in life.

I was bom in a sea-port town, where my father 
struggled for years to bring up hr, family. He 
was unfortunate in his business, from what cause 
it becomes not me now to inquire. But the re­
collection of my childhood is crowded with pain­
ful incidents, the most prominent of which seem 
to have arisen from the influence of an opulent 
trader in the same line as my father. This was 
Mr. Belton, who in early life had been his friend, 
for the few succeeding years his rival, and after­
wards, it was said, had become his impLacable 
enemy. You, Sidney, know nothing about the 
miseries which poverty engenders, but ours was 
the worst kind of poverty, which, let me tell you, 
is that which is associated with debt, and a per­
petual endeavour to keep up appearance”. The

nearly sixty years have passed over my head since 
that time, I well remember the yearning of affec­
tion which prompted me once again to turn back, 
and bid a last adieu to Lucy. I saw my mother 
and sister, but my father had parted with me on 
board the ship ; and when I unexpectedly reached 
the boive, he was from home, or he would pro­
bably have walked back with me to the harbour.
As it was, I was alone ; hut scarcely had I been 
ten minutes ir; the street, before a confused noise 
burst upon ray ear, and presently a red glare in 
the heavens proclaimed that there was a dreadful 
fire in the town. As I approached the harbour,
I came nearer and nearer to the scene of the con 
ilagration, and soon discovered, both from my own 
knowledge of the locality and the shouts which I 
heard, that the warehouses of Mr. Belton were 
on fire. I must tell you, Sidney, that my family 
was riot the only one in the town by whom Mr. 
Belton was detested ; for, from my earliest years,
I can remember the fact that every one spoke ill 
of him. 1 suppose he must have been a harsh 
master and griping creditor, and indeed there were 
many sad stories afloat about him. Yet, wili< all 
my prejudices against his name, I must own I t«?lt 
shocked at the retribution which awaited him.

Do you know that, so confidently may the Brit­
ish character, taken in the aggregate, be. relied 
on, that the number of firemen belonging to the 
engines has always been wholly inadequate to 

j working them, for able and hearty volunteers arc 
1 always found among the crowd, which the awful 
j solemnity of a fire attracts, and these supercede 
the necessity of enrolling a larger number of fire­
men. Some said the fire at Mr. Belton’s was the 
work of an incendiary ; but this was never proved. 
Certain, however, it was, that when I approached 
the spot, I found that the crowd assembled, al­
most without exception, belied the national cha­
racter. Instead of the generous courage which 
such occasions usually draw forth, the mob ap­
peared to enjoy the sight, as might be judged 
from their demonstrations of fiendish glee. Some 
stood at a little distance, with folded arms, calm 
spectators of the fearful scene ; while others 
mingled execrations on Mr. Belton, with savage 
cries of joy at every fresh triumph of the un­
bridled clement. Had the mob been differently 
disposed, there is no doubt its ravages would have 
been quickly stayed, and the flames would not 
have extended to the dwelling-house of Mr. Bel­
ton, which was adjoining. But the exertions of 
the firemen seemed really rather to provoke the 
fury of the element than to assuage it ; and as 
the wide tongues of flame darted first through 
one window and then another, becoming, of course, 
every moment more unconquerable, it was evident 
that unless the most vigorous measures were 
taken, the whole pile of buildings must fall xi 
sacrifice. Notwithstanding the bitter wrong which 
I had always understood my family had suffered 
from Mr. Belton, I could not but feel shocked at 
the conduct of the townspeople ; and calling on 
those who were within hearing to assist, with all 
the rude eloquence I could command, I set them 
the example, by beginning to work myself in right 
earnest. My wojds had some little effect, though 
my influence was but that of a yhutli and a stran­
ger, for my person was quite unknown to the 
crowd, as we resided nt the opposite end of the 
town, and latterly I had been a good deal from 
home, and had, moreover, grown so much during 
the last six months, that u mere casual acquaint­
ance would certainly not have recognized me. 
With all our exertions, however, we were unable 
to save the dwelling-house, to which the flames 
communicated at last, very suddenly, in conse­
quence of an unexpected change in the wind. 
For this catastrophe it seemed Mr. Belton’s family 
were quite unprepared ; and, in truth, they were 
so alarmed nt the brutal exclamations of the 
crowd, that I could easily understand their reluc­
tance to throw themselves on its protection. Ah ! 
my boy, the horrors of that night are never to be 
forgotten by me. After a long life, they cçme 
back as vividly as if it were only yesterday that 
those horrid cries rung in my car, and those horrid 
sights flashed before my eyes.

One shriU cry was heard above the tumult, and 
at the same moment I beheld a young girl at one 
of the upper windows beseeching aid with frantic 
gestures. This was Mr. Belton’s only and mother­
less child, the darling of his heart, who, ill con­
sequence of extreme ill-health, had been unable 
for some time to leave her couch. When the fire 
broke out, Mr. Belton was from home, and had 
not, hitherto, made his appearance ; so that Julia, 
during the scene of devastation, was only sur­
rounded by servants. Unable to exert herself, 
they, by the instinct of self-preservation, fled from 
her side ; and though the poor child struggled to

gainst the already tottering wall. From the 
violent exertions I made in endeavouring to stay 
the progress of the flames, my feelings became so 
excited, that I was just in the mood to undertake 
any daring act. Quick as Win, ght were my move­
ment» as I sprang up the ladder, and catching the 
trembling girl in my amis, ns rapidly descended. 
Another minute, and I should have been too late ; 
for, almost as I leaped from the lower rails, the 
walls gave way, and the ladder itself was buried 
m the rubs. Blinded by the smoke, I yet con­
trived to'convey Julia Belton to a place of safety 
—indeed to her father’s arms ; for he arrived on 
the spot at the moment I was descending from the 
window. In another hour I was on board n ship, 
and nt daylight we sailed ; while, as wc retreated 
from the shore, the volumes of smoke which 
wreathed upwards from the ruins of Mr. Belton’s 
premises, proclaimed how great the devastation 
must have been.

You must remember. Sidney, that, half a cen­
tury ago, there were no railroads, nor was there 
any steam navigation ; England, too, was at war 
at the time, so that vessels were often intercepted, 
or obliged to wait till several were going, for the 
sake of mutual protection. You can easily ima­
gine, therefore, that letters were not so quickly 
transmitted thousands of miles ns at present, or 
so punctually delivered either. Indeed, if the 
truth must be (Owned, except in fighting and mis­
chief, the world moved altogether at a snail-like 
pace compared to what it does at present. The 
result of all this was, that though I had been 
absent more than a year, and had frequently 
written to my father, 1 rcceh ed no tidings from 
home. I was now established as clerk in a mer­
chant’s house in New York. My prospects were 
not particularly brilliant, yet I was very thankful 
that I had found a suitable employment. But 1 
must hasten over details, and tell you, that I 
managed to fall deeply in love with a young lady 
who was cousin of a fellow-clerk, and, at the same 
time, to make a hitter enemy of this gentleman, 
whose name was Travers. I know not what 
cause I had given for his dislike, except that he 
perhaps considered me in the light of a rival ser­
vant in our employer’s eyes ; and I believe he 
thought his cousin Emily might do better than 
marry me—not that he had the right or the power 
to control her.

I sailed for England, hut with what different 
emotions to those I had experienced one short 
week before !

Ontario Woollen Mills.
According to promise in our last number, wc 

proceed to give some farther account of these 
mills, and we do it not only to furnish proof of the 
steady progress of our thri» ing town, but also for 
the information of the public generally, this being 
an establishment of such a character as may affect, 
more or less, the growers of wool and the pur­
chasers of cloths throughout the Province.

In 1844, before these mills were erected, ex­
cepting the residence of the late Mr. Ham, the 
west end of the town where they are located, had 
but here and there un ill-looking, unpainted, wood­
en building, approaching dilapidation ; but now, 
around what is called Burnett’s corner, and be­
tween that and these mills—seme quarter of a 
mile—is well filled w ith substantial and neat look­
ing cottnges of stone, brick, or wood, each sur­
rounded with an excellent garden. Indeed, Co- 
bourg now. like most other towns in Canad i, and 
we do not know but in America, seems to grow 
westward, and the enterprising proprietor cf these 
mills, S. E. MacKechnie, Esquire, has the plea­
sure of seeing a little town, bearing nil the marks 
of thrift and comfort, rapidly growing up around 
his factory.

Tho main building of the “ Ontario Woollen 
Mills,” is of brick, 104 feet by 44, and 53 feet 
high, above the basement. Connected with it at 
the middle of tho north front, is an appendage 18 
feet square, containing the stairway and elevator, 
an apparatus by which all heavy and cumbrous 
articles ire taken from one story of the building to 
another : on the top is the factory bell. At the 
west end there is a wing—a framed building—
80 feet by 22, and two stories high, in which are 
the offices, counting, packing, wave, and stapling 
rooms, in the last of which the wool is assorted.

On the first floor of the main building arc found 
first, the dye house ; second, an excellent contri­
vance for w ashing the wool ; third, the fulling 
apparatus, consisting of 10 fulling stocks, after 
the most approved English plan ; fourth, a large 
boiler which supplies steam for dying, ns well as 
for warming the entire building, it being conveyed 
through every apartment by means of iron pipes, 
which secure a healthy, uniform temperature 
throughout ; 5th, an apparatus for cleansing, shear­
ing, pressing, <fcc., the cloths after they arc fulled ; 
and sixth, the Lirgc witter wheel, 10 feet in dia­
meter and 14 feet bucket, driven by a stream 
brought nearly a quarter of a mile under ground 
from a neighbouring mill-pond. By this wheel 
all the machinery in tho factory is put in motion.

Ascending the stairs from this well-filled apart­
ment we enter the spacious weaving room, litre 
one is almost deafened by the ceaseless clatter of 
26 power looms^ 18 for broad and 8 fur narrow- 
fabrics. Four of these looms are furnished with 
double shuttles for threads of different colors. 
On this floor arc also found two spooling, one 
warping, and two dressing machines.

Next above this, or on the third story are 12 
carding machines with side drawings to each ; 
these machines are of the kind known a.; self-feed­
ers, so that the labor of several tenders is dispensed 
with. The wool, after having passed through a 
first rate picking machine on the same floor, is 
made into large rolls by the first set of carders ; 
the rolls arc then removed to another set and 
made smaller : and then again to the third set, by 
which they are finally prepared for the spinning 
apparatus on the fourth floor, where wo arc at 
once presented with the remarkable invention of 
the celebrated Arkwright—once the penny bnrber 
of Bolton, England—in all its perfection. It is 
really delightful, and tends to exalt one’s ideas of 
the capabilities of human genius, to see one man 
spinning between 100 and 200 threads, of pre­
cisely the same thickness, with much greater facilty 
and precision than a single thread in the ordinary 
way. This is worthy of the term labor-saving 
machine. What a mighty revolution in the manu­
facturing and price of cloths, was introduced by 
Sir Richard and his spinning jenny ! The article 
which could formerly bo procured only by the 
wealthy, is now- placed within the teach of the 
mere artisan, and the comforts of the lower classes 
especially arc wonderfully increased. There are 
already éOO spindles,.and in September next, when 
the full complement is supplied, there will he 2,200 
in full operation. In addition to the apparatus 
regulating the amount of twist and thickness of 
each thread, there is connected with each set of 
spindles a little clock which indicates the length 
of thread spun when the spindles arc filled up.

- Above this is the attic—which is heated to a 
very high temperature by means of the steam 
conveyed in pipes from the basement—the washed 
wool as well ns the fulled and cleansed cloth, is 
dried without exposure to the weather. In this 
apartment is also an immense tank supplied partly 
with water from the roof, and partly by a power 
ful forcing pump in the lower story. This is so 
adjusted tlmt in the event of lire in any part of 
the building, the place can be flooded in a few 
moments. This completes our description of the 
main building, and in addition to what is already 
said of the west wing, there is in it an excellent 
engine lathe, and here arc made nearly all th 
machinery and pa terns for the entire establish­
ment.

Conducted next into the Ware Room, wc we 
shown the various kinds of fabrics manufactured 
in these mills ; they consist of Sntinotts, Grey

Cloths, Blankets, Flannels of all kinds, Winter 
Tweeds, a large assortment of fine and superfine 
Summer Tweeds ; there are in all fifty varieties of 
fabrics manufactured. These seem to he of ex 
collent quality, but. a better proof of this is af­
forded from the fact that at the. late Grand Pro 
\incinl Exhibition at Hamilton, twelve out of four 
teen premium ! were awarded for cloths mnnufac 
tured at the ‘-Ontario Woollen Mills.”

Wc were informed by Mr. E. S. Wynnns, who 
has been the General Agent and Superintendent 
as well in the planning and erection of the build 
ing as in conducting its operations to I he present 
time, that about one-third of the entire stock 
fine wool imported from the United States, Cana 
dian wool being altogether too coarse. This is 
matter of consideration for wool growers and our 
Agricultural Societies, since the importation of an 
improved breed of sheep, and some attention would 
soon prevent the sums of money which arc thus 
taken out of the Province.

In this establishment wc have a fine, a profita­
ble, a useful investment of property ; it is des­
tined to benefit the entire Province ; and, if capi­
talists, instead of inundating and cursing our coun­
try with breweries and distilleries, would emulate 
Mr, MacKechnie, and erect here and there such 
factories as the ” Ontario Woollen Mills,” Canada 
could soon furnish her own principal weiring ma­

terials, and n vast amount of property would the:l 
be retained in the country which now finds its 
way to Great Britain and the United States.

Having already alluded to the quality of these 
fabrics, it is gratifying to be able to say, on the 
authority of merchants who purchase them, that 
they sell fully as low or lower 'than the same 
description of goods imported from Great Britain 
or elsewhere. This is certainly encouraging, and 
it ought to stimulate our domestic manufacturera 
to find that they can compete successfully in our 
markets with the importers from other countries.
One effect of our annui.1 Agricultural Fairs—the 
next of which will be held in this town—will be 
to multiply and improve such establishments, of 
which there are already several smaller ones scit- 
tered here and there, and even some Carpet Fac­
tories. This is prophetic of w hat our rising coun­
try, if its legislators arc of the right kind, is des­
tined to become. Prosperity to Canada.

Mr. P. Scrope, addressing the Secretary fir 
Ireland, observed that much complaint was made 
respecting the working of the Poor Law.

Sir W. Somerville admitted that there were 
difficulties in the enforcement of the Act, owing 
to it being the first attempt at applying a Poor 
Law in that country.

Several members took part in n long debate on 
the subject, without mentioning in a single in­
stance the means by which the various measures 
of relief proposed by them were to be carried 
ont.

NKXV ZEALAND.
After a spirited debate on this Hill, the House

PRISON DISCIPLINE.
Lord Nugent moved for leave to bring in a

HOUSE OF LORDS.
The Marquis of Lansdownc asked leave to 

bring in a Bill to enable Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment to open and carry on diplomatic relations 
with the Court of Rome. The Bill, which was 
very short, was read a first time, ami was fixed 
to be read a second time on the 17th February.

Lord Stanley opened a debate m the state of 
the West India interests, similar to that intro­
duced into the House of Commons by Lord G. 
Bentinck, previously reported.

Earl Grey repeated in substance the remarks 
made by the Chancellor of the Exchequer in the 
other House on the same subject Ilis Lordship 
furtb stated, that at the present moment free 
lobv ,r was cheaper in the West Indies than slave 
labour was previous to the Emancipation Act, and 
contended that the system of cultivation and 
manufacturing of sugar in the West Indies, by 
the intervention of agents, (the proprietors re­
siding in England, must be abandoned ; and 
where estates had been cultivated by resident pro­
prietors. thev had been profitable, lie believed 
that capital, if judiciously and skilfully applied, 
could not be invested any where with more ad­
vantage than in Jamaica.

The Bishop of Oxford argued at some length 
against the encouragement given to Slavery by 
our present mode of treating our West India 
Colonies. He supported Lord G. Bcntinck’s 
views on the subject of protection to the sugar 
planters.

Lord Ashburton urged that the measures of 
relief proposed by Lord Grey were insufficient 
in the present crippled condition of these Colonies.

We publish the following speech, as it con­
tains some slight indication of the storm so soon 
to follow :

I am happv that the 
discussion lus gone on today; my impressions 
have bee.i weakened by the concessions made by 
the bon. Minister. I take notice of Ilia admissions. 
Whatever may lie the institutions which the Ro­
man States may give themselves, whether they 
may ple iso or displease, disturb or not disturb the 
possessions of their neighbors (interruption from 
thé Centre,) we approve of their acts to recover 
their independence. I am very glad to nut ques­
tions precisely. When generalities are used, 
every o.ne appears to hold the same language, 
whilst in fact abysses separate them. Do you be-, 
lieve that if Austria went to Turin, into Piedmont, 
or to Rome, in order to overturn the popular tri­
bune which hented the pussions of Italy, that it 
would be without necessity ?—do you believe 
that she would not be interested in avoiding the 
danger arising from public discutions ? Do you 
believe that in so doing Austria would only con­
sult the interests of her free possessions ? It is 
on such a neutrality that so explanation is neces­

sary, the rest is not serious. As long as they 
confine themselves in Italy to appointing a muni­
cipality or i'iahkH of state, that is to say, in regu 
larizing the absolute power. Austria lies, no inter­
est in interfering. Those arc the only ameliora­
tions contained in the memorandum of Ï831, which 
she herself signed. But Tin vou really believe 
that Italy will not go further? Do you believe
that site avili stop at this ? Do you "believe that 
the necessity of governing the country by them­
selves is not bom in Italy ? Italy to Mt
to the ameliorations a permanent rind eou;h*u- 
tional character. It is in Italy acquirin'? a re­
presentative government, nnd in tliis Wfsh°for po­
litical discutions, that the serious danger will be­
gin ; it is then that the echoes from the tribunes 
of Turin, of Florence, and of Rome, will shake the 
German power in Italy. In thlis state of things 
Austria exercising w hat she calls her right, will 
do what she has already done—for fear of the fire 
extending she will march forward to extinguish it. 
(Hear hear.) It is ia this case that the independ­
ence of the Italian Status should be secured, for 
we cannot admit to any power, however danger­
ous the neighbourhood of n free state may be to 
her, the right to interfere in the government of 
that state. If ave sutler such a proceeding the 
independence of states would become the most in­
significant of political nonsense. (Hear, hear.)— 
Flic formal declaration of the French Govern men L 
ought to he the maintenance of the independence 
of the Italian States ; for French policy, should 
be, above all things, one of humunitp—-it should 
be candid and clear. 1 know the fears of the 
government were aroused by this awakening of 
Italian Nationality ; it invoked the treaties of 1815 
—it invoked the Holy Alliance, and it said to 
Italy, “ If you do not rasped treaties, you will 
find yourselves in opposition to the Holy Al­
liance. A letter had been quoted, and what 
does it say it not this ?—“ If you violate treaties, 
) ou avili find yourselves opposed to Austria in 
arms. Austria asks whether she has not the 
right to defend her possessions in Lombardy, 
and the answer is, nothing prevents her from 
maintaining lier rights. But to say that in order 
to defend her possessions she avili be supported 
by the Powers, is to announce a European war. 
My opinion is licit the treaties do not contain the 
casus belli. XV hat ! a power, in order to pre­
serve the finest part of Italy, shall call Europe to 
arms ; and do you really believe tuat you will find 
nati ins that will array themselves against the 
weaker party ? If such a question were raised 
in a neighbouring Parliament, you would sec 
what the reply would be. And who cart tell you 
that if your tri-coloured flag should enter Lorn- 
hardy in the suite of Austria, you would not have 
exceeded your right ? I beg "the Chamber to go 
back to the day after the opening of our last ses­
sion. The question then was relative to a petty 
state which had given no offence. Your address 
protested against that brutal act of the Northern 
Powers, and the Hon. M. Dupin proposed to sub­
stitute a stronger expression of reprobation than 
the one which had been introduced. I demand 
no more ; I demand that until satisfaction shall 
have been given for the violation of the treaties at 
Cracow my country shall declare that its action 
has become free, and that it reserves its firiit, 
according to its interest, to espouse which part 
it may think proper. Wc arc agreed on this 
point, and ils the grand question of Italian regen­
eration has been brought forward, 1 demand that 
we should say to Italy, “ France reserves her 
right." I do not wuli to push Italy to extremi­
ties, for, like the President of the Council, I dread 
abortions. But I would not have France say to 
I’aly, | “ You shall never recover your independ­
ence. V. ho will have the courage to say to the 
unhappy Italians, “ V ou must even renounce the 
hope ? ” If the whole of France were assembled, 
and the citizens were asked—are you for or against 
Italian independence ? There would be but one 
reply F rance refuses to shackle lier line of 
.action on the question of Italian liberty.—Lon­
don Times.

FREE TRADE IN FRANCE.

In France, hitherto, Free Trade principals have 
been scarcely, if at all understood by Goa'ernment 
or people. There arc a few individuals in the 
country who understand them : but as yet they 
have obtained no bearing likely to lead tc anv 
practical measures. If there be any advantage's 
in protection and exclusion, France possesses them, 
and a fairer comparison cannot be made than be­
tween the growing navy of the United States 
under great freedom, though not to the extent to 
which it ought to exist, and of France ; and from 
documents recently published in the latter country 
it appears that the French commercial navy has 
fallen off from 4 to 6 per cent, as compared with 
America, since 1822. If the comparison be in­
stituted between Great Britain and France, it will 
bo found still more striking against the latter 
country. In 1839, France possessed 15,600 ships 
of commerce ; in 1847, she possesses only 13,679.

and it will appear even more disadvantageous!) 
In 1840, there were employed 907,000 tons, 
fell in 1844 to 770,000.

Apply another test. In 1836 France had 861 
merchant ships, of from 200 to 600 tons each ; 
in 1843, only 655 ; in 1844, only 652 ; and these 
only of 200 to 600 tons. The ship-owners of 
France have, therefore, in nine venrs only, with­
drawn no less than 200 of their largest ships from 
commerce, and France has now only one ship of 
700 tons in her commercial navy ; whilst Eng­
land despatches whole fleets to 'her colonies of 
1,200 tons and upwards.

Will the Protectionists, after this, repeat their 
old story, that protection is beneficial to France ? 
and if not to France, to wliat country or nation Î

But the above is not, as regards F1ranee, the 
worst of the story ; for not only has her shipping 
rapidly declined, hut foreign ships,taking from or. 
carrying produce to lier have rapidly increased. 
In 1840, there were, in the ports 'of France, 
1,683,000 tons of foreign shipping. In 1644, it 
had reached 2,031,000. What benefit is France, 
therefore, reaping from her prohibitory system ? 
Let her aiiliore to it a few years longer, and lier 
commercial navy will, for so great a nation, lie 
contemptible. In a political [mint of view, these 
data arc not less important. Without a commer­
cial navy, France can never make mi effective 
navy, let her build as many war-ships as she 
pleases. In a political sense, wc might say, 
therefore, ave never wish to sec France abandon 
prohibition and adopt Free Trade principles; but 
if Franco suffers from her prohibitory system, so 
does England ; for with Free Trade an immense 
commerce would grow up between England and 
Franco : their interests would become blended ; 
and this would lie the lies! preservative of amity 
that ought to exist between the two nations.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

REVIEW OF THE DEBATE ON THE ADDRESS.
(Coontinued.)

Mr. Price foTlowe.d in a very able speech, ex­
posing the ignorance of the Inspector General, 
Mr. Cayley, of tlic affairs of the Province in 
1842, as he was not then in public life ; he 
shewed the frivolous noturo of the charges brought 
against his hon. friends then in power, that they 
liud done so little, when they were only thirteen 
months, in office altogether, ami never during two 
whole sessions. During the latter part of the 
first session the head of the Provincial Govern­
ment was too ill to carry on the business of the 
country: there was, therefore, a very short ses­
sion ; 1c soon after died, and Parliament was 
prorogued. Early in his successor’s Adminis­
tration of the Government, the dispute on a 
question of privilege aro- e, on which they sacri­
ficed office.

But what had the present Ministry done! After 
being in power four years, they had neglected to 
bring forward any of the great measures on 
which the Province was agitated. If they boast 
of some of their measures, the most popular of 
them had been passed with the aid of his side of 
the House.

The present Ministry had carried the elections 
of 1844, by the use of the Governor’s name as 
an election cry ; and with all the influence of 
the Government to aid them, only got a majority 
of three. In the recent eleations, they had the 
same advantage of Government influence, and 
had been beaten by two to one. The various 
questions of fitness for office in regard to appoint­
ments—the practice of the, present Ministry in 
regard to tlmt—the necessity tlmt Government 
should possess the confidence of the House—the 
intrigues of the present Ministry with their poli­
tical opponents, and their divisions among them­
selves—were all admirably treated by Mr. Price. 
He enlarged on the King’s College question, 
shewing the want of any fixed policy therein, 
and the insincerity of the Ministry in relation 
thereto. He exposed the weakness of the Admin 
istrntion, in their selecting for Heads of Depart­
ments persons who had no claims whatever to 
such a distinction, cither as to experience in pub­
lic life, or any other qualification or recommen­
dation ; and last of all, their political corruption 
in purchasing seats In the House, as in the cases 
of Dr. Dunlop Mr. Roblin, and others; and after 
struggling to prolong their existence as a Govern­
ment, one after another makes a disgraceful re­
treat from public life, by taking refuge in Judge- 
ships and other public offices.

These matters have so long been before the 
public in every form, that they arc now out of 
date, and of little onno interest ; but it was quite 
necessary tlmt they should ho brought up again 
on a debate which was to bo terminated by a vote 
of want of confidence. It was rather a formal 
battle, the result of which was known before it 
begun—a sort of sham fight. Had it any other 
interest, we should have inserted Mr. Price’s 
speech entire. Wc can only add, that it was 
everything to the purpose, and most effective ib 
argument, had it not been certain that there was 
a large majority to sustain the speaker.

Mr. Merritt took part in the debate, directing 
the. attention of the House to the stale of the Pro­
vince, which he remarked was not so satisfactory 
as it might have been with more propriety repre­
sented to be previous to His Excellency’s tour, 
for then a change for the worse had commenced. 
Ho admitted that contentment prevailed through­
out Canada : the people felt persuaded that to 
them to manage their own affairs; they felt tlmt 
they could turn out any Administration which 
might neglect to carry out measures for the good 
of the country ; it was this that produced a feel­
ing of contentment. But in relation to the state 
of trade, the country was not prosperous. The 
price of produce was very low, and lower on this 
side of the boundary than on the other, lie thought 
that this general depression should he enquired 
into. He considered that one of the causes for 
which the Ministry had lost the confidence of the 
country, was their neglect to appropriate the waste 
lands of the Province for the creation of n fund 

_for the support of Common Schools. This, in 
the part of the country which he represented, 
was looked upon ns the most important of all 
questions. He cautioned the in-coining Admin­
istration to retain the confidence of the people in 
relation to this subject.

Mr. McConnell spoke in support of the 
Ministry.

Mr. Flint, whose speech closed the debate, and 
being a new member, he thought it right to an­
nounce his principles. He supported the Oppo­
sition; at the some time he declared that lie was 
free to vote without the least subjection to the 
trammels of party. He approved of the conduct 
of the Governor General in nut permitting his 
name to be used as a party cry to influence the 
laie Elections. 1 Ic would vote for a want of 
confidence in the Ministry.

The division has lieon previously reported.

In the Legislative Assembly, on the 14th inst, 
on the motion of Mr. Drummond that the House 
do grant a Supply to Her Majesty, Mr. L. J. 
Papineau took occasion to oppose the motion, and 
nls-o to declare his opinions generally. This ho 
did at some length, against the Union—on the 
unequal representation of the two Canadas—on 
the suffrago—in favour of a re-organization of 
the Legislative Council—on the inefficacy of Re­
sponsible Government—on the acts of Lords 
Durham and Sydenham. And with reference to 
the present business of the House, he argued that 
the Supplies should not he voted til! the Ministry 
had announced their course of policy, and informed 
the country as to what measures they would bring 
forward.

Mr. Chabot followed, justifying some ilclnv, as 
good measures required it, as well ns the recent 
appointment of "the Ministry to office, and their 
necessary absence from the House.

Mr. Gugy followed in a violent speech, chiefly 
personal against Mr. Papineau, in which lie stated 
that Mr. Papineau had just declared tlmt it was of 
the first necessity to repeal the Union Act.

Mr. Cauchon followed Col. Gugy, and supported 
the arguments of Mr. Chabot with considerable 
enlargement, shewing the efficacy of Responsible 
Government as now established.

Mr. McDonald (of Glengarry) supported the 
opinions of the previous speaker, and expressed 
his hope tlmt the views of" Mr. Papineau would 
bo repudiated at the pixqier time. He coesidered 
his attack on Responsible Government as a fire­
brand thrown into the House, to obstruct the 
progress of measures which the Government had 
not vet had time to carry out.

Mr. Papineau then spoke in English, professing 
to repeat the substance of his former speech in 
French. Mr. Gugy in his speech had stated 
to the House that Mr. Papineau lmd recommended 
instant agitation for the repeal of the Union, but 
Mr. Pnpincau’s speech in English seemed to 
contradict it, and the English members of the 
House immediately took a more favourable im­
pression of the nature of the first speech, from 
that made on them by hearing Mr. Gtigy’s reply.

Mr. Gogv persisted in declaring that his state- Europe; but this depends «nuch on the nature of
its of Mr. Papineau’s first speech were correct, 

and that it differed from lus second speed in 
English.

Mr. Papineau’s views, however, do not seem 
to meet with the concurrence of the Liberals of 
Lflwer Canada, who prefer the more solid advan­
tage of working Responsible Government, than 
to trust to theories, in the pursuit of which there 
is a chance of losing what lias already been 
realized by the establishment uf Responsible 
GoveremenL

From the Oxford Star.
As the Hon. Francis Hincks will form one of 

the New Ministry, and despite of all the calumnies 
and “ inventions of tWe enemy ” be a leading 
member of that administration, to which the coun­
try looks with hope and strong expectations, wc 
shall ere long, on the vacation of his scat, conse­
quent bn his taking office under the C mien, have 
to go through the matter of a new election for the 
County of Oxford. As Peter Carroll will now 
find sufficient occupation " breaking stones," ns 
the Sentinel says, for the Macadamization of King 
str^t, Hamilton, and is otherwise out of the ques­
tion, tie cannot again expect to look upon his 
countenance. But joking apart, the Tories know 
well tlmt they are dead beat, anil we believe will 
not again attempt the county,—though such a be­
lief ought not to find the Reformers asleep. The 
battle is not finally gained till Mr. Hincks again 
takes liis scat, and we have no idea that Mr. 
Campbell will this time divide the ranks of the 
Reformers. As wc know of no ground whatever 
fur any alteration in the sentiments of the electors, 
we hold that Mr. Hincks is the man (AND 
THE ONLY MAN) for Oxford. The sole ques­
tion that can occur is, whether the electors will on 
this occasion, look or call for his presence ? We 
know a very strong feeling exists in the county 
generally, that justice must be done for the wrong 
committed at the late return, and it is on this mat­
ter alone, as far as we are aware, tint there arises 
any necessity for Mr. Hincks being present, so ns 
fully and personally all on that head. For our­
selves, we should be much delighted to "see Mr. 
If. in Oxford ; but as the distance is very great, 
and his presence at the Seat of Government will 
then be most desirable, to enable the New Minis­
try to frame their future measures for conducting 
the business of the country, we throw out a hint 
for the consideration of "the “ Men of Oxford,” 
' iz : whether or not they will be satisfied with a 
distinct pledge from Mr. II. tlmt a thorough and 
searching investigation will be instituted ; and a 
promise to visit them at the end of the Session ; 
we shall return to the subject when their opin­
ions are fully formed, and their decisions come to 
upon it.

We may farther point out that it is probable that 
ministers will not make a lengthened adjournment 
to meet again a month or two hence—but wc arc 
induced to believe they will keep the members in 
Montreal when they have them there, and imme­
diately on the new returns proceed with spirit to 
the actual business of the Session. On this ac­
count also «Mr. Hincks’ presence at Montreal will 
be more requisite than at Oxford.

Since writing the above, we learn tlmt “J. G. 
Vansittart, Esq., is summoned to the Bar of the 
House on the 22nd inst.

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The French Revolution of 1848.
Anolhcr fearful three days in France!—another 

eruption of the European revolutionary volcano has 
taken place—and the Monarchy, its inheritors 
and adherents, are buried under the lava. Such is 
the astounding news. How far the revolutionary 
lava will extend, cannot even be guessed at : time 
alone will tell.

The principal facts of this extraordinary event 
are before our readers in the form of Extras, of the 
18th and 20thMarch, and are inserted in the present 
number for more extensive circulation. Our Eng­
lish papers by the steamship Ilritannin indicated 
the approach of strong manifestations of popular 
discontent on the subject of the suppression of 
Reform Banqnets, on the part of the Government, 
in addition to those complaints of longer standing, 
and which in themselves did not threaten a crisis ; 
and we find llmt the Ministry of Louis Philippe were 
in great danger of a dissolution, owing to a recent 
declaration of its intended foreign policy in the 
affairs of Switzerland, Italy,and Austria. A decla­
ration, it seems, had been just made in favour of 
supporting the Austrian Government in its design 
to suppress the liberal reforms going on in the l’anal 
States. Consequently, we might have been weii 
prepared to hear of a dissolution of the existing 
Ministry, and even, through the Press, of an attack 
on the throne—but nothing further. The pilotage 
of the State vessel has long been a difficult task ; 
revolutionary breakers have often been dangerously 
near, but no one expected so sudden and tofal a 
wreck.

Such, indeed, is the nature of the event, and 
with a corresponding crash the intelligence falls 
upon ouroars, stunning and dispersing every thought, 
anil instantly calling upon us to look at what has 
happened, to ask where we are, and what will be 
the ultimate position toward; one another in which 
this astounding event will shortly place the nations 
of Europe.

Wu have no information yet as to the immediate 
cause of the popular explosion. This is somewhat 
strange, as that part of the history of the day ought 
to have come first ; though it must be evident that 
the minds of all would be more excited and inte­
rested m the scenes rapidly passing before them, 
than in the more quiet proceeding which caused it. 
The stunning discharge of the cannon calls off all 
attention from the comparatively insignificant match 
that tired it. The Cambria loft Liverpool on the 
27th of February, and the latest news from Paris 
by lier is of the 26th. It was, therefore, not possible 
for her to bring anything else than the first reports, 
in which confusion and uncertainty were unavoid­
able. We have rallier in that re [tort the noise of 
the battle, the thunder of the Captains and the 
shouting, than the well composed despatches of 
the General after all is over.

Louis Philippe, already one of the most remark­
able men of the age, fills history with another 
remarkable chapter. Fortune now puts him down 
almost where she took him up eighteen years ago ; 
and keeps on the stage the lioro of three Revolutions, 
while millions of his fellow actors have passed off 
it—in order, it seems, to give tho most effective 
and instructive finale to tho history of monarchy in 
France. «

The event itself, as far as the facts before us 
would lead us to conclude, upon the whole may be 
a step in the right direction for the future peace of

the movement, and the individual character of the 
leaders whom the people have selected to carry on 
the Government in its new form. If the new ruling 
power of Franco should adopt the policy of an
armed iutoeforeuco in the affairs of Italy, there will
most likely be a general war, and that a most ap­
palling one, involving all the despotic thrones of 
Europe, and perhaps the interference of England, 
too. Then every farthing of the accumulated debt 
due to Reform and liberty, will have to be paid in 
full. Poland resuscitated, Italy delivered, and 
Russia driven within her legitimate boundaries, 
perhaps internally revolutionized.

We see no danger to the throne of England, though 
we expect soon to hear speculation enough on the 
subject. The Revolution in France may possibly 
strengthen the cause of self-government—that is, 
the government of tho people—throughout the 
world. The throne and government of Great Britain, 
supported as it is by the power of the people, and 
deeply rooted in their affections, cannot he shaken 
by an event similar as to principle to that on which 
the government of Great Britain cla'ms the support 
of the people. We say in principle, they are thus 
assimilated, for wc are not discussing the relative 
merits of monarchies and republics, but the question 
tliat every people have the right to choose their own 
form of government. A government on such a 
principle is the only one that can stand, and such 
a one will stand everlastingly firm, if surrounded 
by twenty revolutionized nations. The government 
that is the hearty choice of tile people, stands as a 
rock, whose base though beaten with tho ocean's 
tempestuous waves for ages, against it they will 
ever spend their thundering rage in vain. Such a 
government, wo arc of opinion, in the main Is that 
of Greai Britain ; such a government may lie that 
of F’ranoe, though a republic. Its strength and 
safety lies not in its form and mode, hut in the love 
of the people ; and so far wu hail the Revolution 
in France of 1848.

With reference to the prospect of a war, and of 
English interference, it is too soon to express an 
opinion. It is well known that the policy of Eng­
land is now, ami has been for some time, that of 
non-interference with the internal concerns of other 
nations"; she leaves them to settle their own affairs. 
Her policy is to prevent the interference of other 
powers. Sueli is now her attitude in relation to 
Austria and Italy. She says to Austria, “I will 
not interfere, hut if you do it shall he taken as a 
declaration of war.” And if England will oppose 
Austrian interference against tho progress of reforms 
in Italy, how can she in tho face of the world allow 
French interference in their favour, without a 
departure from the doctrine of neutrality ? Possibly 
England may not be able to stop the current of the 
revolutionary movement of the French Republic", 
and this seem., to bo the only contingent event open 
for discussion ; and in that case it will be looked 
upon ns an individual looks upon a contest with 
which he has nothing to do, except to regret its 
occurrence.

The most unfavorable aspect in which the event 
appears, is that it is another of those serious Iqssons 
and awful warnings to governments, by which in 
all ages they have profited so little. It is generally 
true of every imfividua’, tliat ho seldom gains ex­
perience without giving full value for it, and often 
more ; but of Governments it may lie safely declared 
that it is of universal application ; they never learn 
fixer past events. The fact is, they almost univer- 
sa’dy prefer wliat is called astuteness in State policy, 
to political honesty : this is a ruling vice of states­
men. If history hail its due influence on the minds 
of men, the world would have enjoyed its secular 
millenium ages ago ; for almost every thing has 
been s.uid that could be said to convince statesmen 
of the folly and wickedness of war and conquest ; 
the wisdom and safety of a government based on 
the affections of the many, rather than on the sup­
port of tho few. Tho grand error of statesmen is the 
idea that honesty is not a necessary ingredient in 
national policy. Here is the mischief—every genera­
tion has a tendency to play the same game over 
again. This is the very spirit of Conservatism. His­
tory is ransacked, precedents are brought up, merely 
to show that nothing is to be done but what has 
been done before, and that all danger lies in pro­
gress and reforms, none in resisting them.

Could the actors of one bloody Revolution be 
brought together, and consulted as to the propriety 
of entering upon a second one, both parties would 
undoubtedly say, in their matured experience, “we 
will not.” The one would confess that power, 
wealth, and fame, were bought too dear ; and the 
other, that there were better methods of compelling 
governments to submit to the just wishes and inte­
rests ol the people, than by going to war with them. 
But it must be kept in mind that in every fresh 
Revolution the actors are changed, and unfortunately 
they arc in a similar position to that of their prede­
cessors in such everts; consequently, they arc too 
much led to imitate them.

However, the warning is again given, and to 
England as well as to others. It is most desirable 
that the occasion may not be lost. Let the mass 
of the people bo satisfied, both at home and 
abroad, throughout tho vast Empire of England ; 
let tho Ministry of the day take the people’s side, 
which is always the safe side, and the stability of 
the throne of Victoria must stand, in defiance of 
every political earthquake.

Louis Philippe has brought it all on himself. He 
fortified his throne with wrong materials—with 
masonry and mortar, cannon-und soldiers, rather than 
with tho affections of the people. He has en­
deavored to ensure its possession to himself and his 
heirs by alliances with other royal families, planting 
and even forcing offsets in every Court in Europe”; 
but all has been in vain. The only deep-rooted 
and abiding cause of stability—the support of the 
people—he has neglected ; and his fall will compel 
the faithful historian to write again, more emphati­
cally than before,—“Governments for the people, 
and not the people for Governments ! ” For the 
last eighteen years he has played all sorts of games, 
in order to retain and consolidate his power ; and 
though he has had in his councils some very able 
men, most of them have, by being drilled into his 
tortuous and selfisMpolicy, become the pliant tools 
of a designing despot. It is sufficient to refer to 
Guizot, once the most simple-minded and useful of 
moral writers, whoso splendid abilities were in early 
life dedicated to tho instruction of the youth of all 
nations.

His recent unjust interference with the affairs of 
Switzerland, a power he thought too weak to offer 
resistance—his shameful intrigues with tho Court 
and Government of Spain, where lie succeeded

Something Strange, >•
On Wednesday, the 8th instant,, a Missionary 

Meeting of tho Wesleyan Methodist Mièsionnry
Society was suddenly held in this Town, after only 
about twenty-four hours’ notice. In the Chapel, on 
tho previous Sabbath, a notice was given from the 
pulpit that Dr. Ritchie would give an evening Lec­
ture on the following Tuesday ; but not a word was 
said publicly about a Missionary Meeting on the day 
following. Certainly the object could not have been 
to gut money, and it was not likely that Dr. Ritchie 
came here accidentally. Though we cannot, perhaps, 
account satisfactorily for this peculiar kind of man­
agement, it is well known that this Town was left 
out of the list of Missionary Meetings usually pub­
lished in the Christian Guardian. It is equally well 
known that tho proceedings of the Conference 
Committee with regard Uij the University, have 
caused general dissatisfaction among the members 
of the Wesleyan Methodist Church. It appears to 
us, that in order in some degree to cover the un­
popularity thus acquired, that a meeting must bo 
held, if it were only for effect. The collection was 
about £6, which is about one-fonrth of the amount 
that has of late years been collected on such 
occasions.

Wc beg to inform our readers, who may not bo 
well informed on the subject, that the money col­
lected by the Wesleyan Missionary Society is 
expended under the control of the Missionary Com­
mittee of that Society in London, (England,) and 
consequently that body has no claim on the people 
of Canada for Missionary conti ibutions. The Wes­
leyan Missionary Committee in England is too 
powerful a body to be looked upon, as to their opera­
tions in Canada, without suspicion. They raise 
above £ 100,000 per annum, and the small sums 
contributed in Canada go to swell that amount. At 
present many of tho members of the Wesleyan 
Methodist Church refuse to give a cent to this Mis­
sionary Society, for the reason above given. The 
falling off in the amount of the collection speaks 
plain enough for this.

There is another reason why tho Canadian public 
are under no obligation to contribute to the Mis­
sionary fund of the Wesleyan Methodist Missionary 
Society, and that is, that body do not give an en­
couraging report to the public of the success of their 
labours. On the contrary, the number of members 
of the Wesleyan Methodist Church h*s been falling 
off" for the last few years, at the rate of several 
hundreds annually. A report, showing that their 
useful work- is well and truly done, is necessary, 
and the public will support them.

The Pilot of the 9th inst., either in a malicicious 
spirit of waggery, or with the design of using it as 
a foil, inserts an article of the true Grub-street 
quality, headed “ Montreal Correspondence of the
Toronto Globc.,, Here is a specimen :—“ And now 
for a little crowing. Where, now, is the bragga­
docio of Mr. Henry Sherwood ?” “ Where the
petit-mail re-ism of Mr. J. H. Cameron.” “Where 
the grinning Chancellor of the Exchequer ?” “ the 
Niagara blacksmith?” -“Beefsteaks shah thou frv 
no morn, in the Crown Lands’ kitchen, O Monsieur 
Denis Benjamin Papineau," and much more of the 
same fustian. We think, instead of crowing, this 
should lie called braying. The cock is a noble and 
generous animal; it is the donkey who kicks the 
dead lion. Tho gentleman whose stock of bragga­
docio is missing, will no doubt find it appropriated 
by the already overstocked Editorof tho Globe; who 
seems disposed, also, to convert the petit-maitre-ism 
into big mister-ism. “Powerand place," says this 
elegant writer, "make trickery respectable ; but 
the poor man who does such things is a rascal : sü 
look out, John.” Id est, the Editor of the Globe, 
having now achieved power and place (almost !) is 
at liberty to make a blackguard of himself without 
any fear of tiio consequences.

There is a rule in political, as well as physical 
warfare, that if we underrate the power and ability 
of an opponent, we ijndanger our own victory.

The retiring Ministry, who were condemned as 
unworthy by their own party, as well as by their

Councillor Barker in the Chair. The Clerk 

read the minutes.
A Corporation Seal, executed by M. Judge, a 

Corporal of the 20th Regiment, was presented to 
the Board, who expressed their satisfaction at the 
workmanship.

Mr. Bennett was anxious that the Council 
should lose no time in petitioning the Governor 
General for a grant of land for school purposes. 
The present military parade ground was originally 
granted for that purpose ; and the Crown Land 
Agent had informed him that he had no doubt the 
Government would -eadily deed them a piece of 
land in lieu of it, out of the two blocks in tho 
Town which still remained at their disposal. If 
the Council got the land, they would be able to 
ouild two school houses ; these might ultimately 
give place to a college.

Mr. Barker remarked that there was no school 
house or school property yet in the possession of 
the Corporation. Perhaps the best way of pro­
ceeding would be for the School Trustees to send 
a petition, and for the Corporation to join in it.

Seconded by Mr. Robinson, and carried.
An application, duly signed by six inhabitants, 

was made by Robert McGurdy for a license, which 
was opposed by Messrs. Robinson and Bennett.

Mr. Dimond remarked that they had passed a 
law that if a man could get si?t respectable names, 
he might obtain a license. He observed the 
name of Mr. Stevenson ; did they objoct to his 
respectability ? Among the others he observed a 
School Trustee. If petitions thus signed were 
to be rejected, it was useless for a man to get 
any signatures.

Mr. Bennett agreed that the names alluded to 
were the names of respectable men, but he ob­
served that another person had signed it, who had 
actually given evidence-before this Council that 
ho had bought brandy in McCurdy’s house when 
he had no license at all.

Mr. Stansfield thought they could not with pro­
priety throw out this petition. Tho circumstance 
of the petition bearing the signature of a School 
Trustee, in addition to such men as Mr. Hugh 
Stevenson and Willson, as good names os could 
he found in Town, was sufficient to warrant the 
Council in granting it. Granted.

A petition was presented by the Dramatic 
Society, praying that the Corporation would remit 
tho usual license fee.

Mr. Bennett urged the compliance of the 
Council with this request. Tlni performers wore 
Amateurs ; they derived no profit from their per­
formances, but on the contrary incurred heavy 
expenses, and were now in debt. He believed it 
was not the practice in any other part of the 
Province to tax Amateurs. He never attended 
these places himself, JJe should move that the 
tax be remitted,—motion lost.

A By-Law to compel the attendance of the 
members of the Town Council, was then passed.

Mr. Barker said there was n subject which he 
felt bound to take notice of. Application had 
been made to them on behalf of tho Western 
Globe, to be allowed to report their proceedings, 
which was granted ; but it was never intended 
that members of the Press should come there for 
tho purpose of abusing them—at least, if they 
did so, he should not allow them to come there 
again. In the Western Canadian of last week 
there was a report of our proceedings, which was 
entirely untrue, every word of it, and much abuse 
given to the members. The question was, is our 
Clerk connected with that paper, or is he not ? 
If he was, he had no business to allow such stuff 
to appear in it ; if he did, ho had no business 
there.

Mr. Doyle did not think the matter worth 
notice. The person who made the report must 
have been either drunk or cracked.

Mr. Bennett thought “ drunk or cracked ” a 
very good set-off for the term “ Dogberry.” He 
agreed with Mr. Doyle that we should take no 
notice of Mr. Carter in any other capacity than 
as their Clerk ; they had certainly nothing to do 
with any private speculation in which he might 
bo concerned. With respect to Mr. Barker’s 
proposition for trammelling or making war upon 
the Press, his (Mr. Bennett’s) opinion was, that 
they had better let it alone. He was glad to see 
members of tho Press giving their attendance ; 
it was a wholesome check. Let the Council do 
their duty, and leave the Press to do what they 
thought was theirs. If the reports given were 
untrue, the odium would fall upon the conductors 
of the Press.

Mr. Barker should certainly move that t)ie 
Reporter be put outside the rails.

Mr. Barker enquired if tho fine of Is. and 
costs had been collected from Messrs. Richards 
and Hatelie ?

May, the Constable, said it had not. Thé Clérk 
had told him that it could not be collected.

The Clerk said he would ^explain that.
Mr. Barker said he would not hear him.
Mr. Doyle—“Don’t accuse a man without hear­

ing him.”
The Council agreed that tho Clerk should be 

allowed to explain.
The Clerk said that the opinion he gave May 

respecting the collection of the fine imposed upon 
Messrs. Richards & Hatelie, was a private one. 
He supposed he was permitted to have a private 
opinion, and to express it.

Mr. Bennett warned the Council against the 
folly of persisting in the collection of this fine, 
and plunging the Town into a lawsuit.

Mr. Barker called Mr. Bennett to order. He 
(Mr. Bennett) had no right to make any remarks 
upon a subject which hail already boon decided 
by a majority of votes.

[And so Mr. Barker most graciously conde­
scended to listen to the bumble petition of the 
Western Globe (or leave to report the Council’s 
proceedings. Wc are at a loss which most to 
admire, the humility of the Western Globe or the 
condescension of Mister Councillor Barker ; but in 
sober earnest, the most painful and degrading 
duty that wc, of the Western Canadian, have to 
perform for our town subscribers is, to attend 
for two or three tedious hours and listen patiently 
to the ignorance, conceit, and presumption of this 
Mister Councillor Barker.]

Our old friend, Mr. H. Matthewson, catered in 
his usual “ cut and come again” style,—and the 
London new Brass Band .played away right 
merrily. The platform was well supplied with 
good speakers, among whom we cannot forbear 
in this hasty notice to particularize the Rev. 
J. Skinner, from the township of London ; this 
able address, pure in sty! , strong in argument, 
and elevated in sentiment, was well appreciated 
by the audience, and called forth a handsome 
eulogy from the succeeding speaker, the Rev.

The deficiency in the Revenue is £2,900,000, and 
Lord John Russell proposed to increase the in­
come tax to 5 per cent for two years. Willmer

and that they have been defeated in several mea­
sures.

REVOLUTIOnIn FRANCE ! ! !
Abdication and Plight of Ijouis Philippe—Loss

of Life—Palais Royal and Tuilleries sacked
—National Guard and People triumphant—
A Republic to be established—Provisional
Government organized.

The accounts from France state that Louis 
Phillippo had abdicated, and that the. Royal 
Family have left Paris, and are said to have 
landed at Dover.

The National Guards joined the people on the 
23rd ult., and at 12 o’clock the Palais Royal 
was attacked, and soon fell into the hands of the 
people. 900 lives arc said to have been lost. 
Lamoricierc was very seriously, if not mortally 
wounded. The Palais Royal was sacked. A 
Regency under the Duchess de Orleans was pro­
posed and rejected. The House refused to allow 
the family of Louis Philippe to resign the throne. 
All Paris was in tho hands of the National Guards 
and people. The Tuileries was sacked, and its 
furniture burned.

A Republic Proclaimed ! ! !
On the 2,5th of February a Republic was pro­

claimed. The King and family have gone to 
England. A Provisional Government was pro­
posed and confirmed as follows :—M. De L’Eure, 
President of the Council ; M. de Lamartine, 
Minister of Foreign Affairs : M. Arago, Minister 
of Marine ; M. C remieux, Minister of Justice ; Gen. 
Bedeau, Minister of War ; M. Marie, Minister of 
Public Works ; M. Ledru Rollin, Minister of the 
Interior ; M. Beaumont, Minister of Commerce ; 
M. Carnot, Minister of Public Instruction ; M.

Revolution !
Western Canadian Office, J 

Monday Afternoon, > 
London, March 20, 1848. )

We published, late on Saturday night last, an 
Extra, containing the astounding news received 
by Telegraph, of a Revolution in France. Wc 
now publish further particulars, furnished by the 
Telegraphic Report of to-day. We are anxious 
that our renders should have the earliest intelli­
gence, and as much of tho details as possible, of 
an event of such transcendant importance to 
Europe ; and, indeed, to the world !

The Duchess D’Orleans, Count De Paris, and 
the Duke De Nemours, went to the Chamber of 
Deputies, but were rejected by the members and 
the people who had penetrated into the Chamber.

The Chamber of Deputies had declared itself 
en permanence, and had refused to allow tho 
family of Louis Philippe to resign the throne. 
There will be n great effort made to support the 
Duchess D’Orleans. The idea of a Republic 
is not agreeable to the Deputies. When the 
Chambers met, the populace overpowered the 
majority.

The King, at 1 o’clock on the 20th February, 
left the Palace, escorted by forty of the Cuvairv 
of tho National Guard, and several Regiments of 
tho regular Cavalry : the carriage wont by the 
Grand Barrière de Passy.

The troops were withdrawn at noon—not a 
soldier to be seen. Tho troops of the line fra­
ternize with the National Guards and the people. 
All intercourse between the two banks of the 
river Seine Imd been cut off.

A strong Government will lie organized: a 
Republic will be formed on the model of the 
United States.

A procession of persons in blouses passed 
along the streets of Paris on the 25th, carrying 
tho throne in triumph on their shoulders, and 
singing the Marseilles Hymn.

There has been a frightful loss of life. I11 
many instances the troops refused to act against 
the people. The number killed is said to be 
over 900 persons, principally in the neighborhood 
of the Palais Royal, qnd between tlmt and the 
Tuilleries.

An attempt was made on the Finance Minister’s 
residence at 11 o’clock, which (ailed. The tocsin 
has sounded all day throughout Paris. Count 
Mole was first named and rejected by the people. 
Theirs and Barrot were named, and a proclama­
tion appointing them Ministers, torn down every­
where.

General Lamoriciere has been appointed 
Commander of the National Guards.

On Thursday, the 24th, it was hoped that 
the worst was over. About half-past 7 o’clock, 
all the Boulevards were crowded around a 
column of the combatants, many of them with 
muskets, and singing the chorus of the Giron- 
deurs, amid the uproarious felicitations of the 
people. They proceeded to the office of the 
National, which seems to be tho organ of this 
formidable opposition. Monsieur Marrist, principal 
Editor of the National, harangued them from 
the balcony, and assured them that their liberties 
would this time be secured.

During tho night, this scene was repeated six 
times. Every tree on the whole line of the bou­
levards had been felled, and the superb lamp-posts 
thrown down, and all converted into barricades. 
At tho corner of every street there is a barricade, 
gentlemen, shopkeepers, clerks, and workmen all 
labouring at tho work with an earnestness beyond 
description. At twelve o’clock, M. Odillon Bar- 
rot, accompanied by Gen. Lamoricierc, repaired 
from the Chamber of Deputies, to the Bureau of the 
Minister of the Interior, where ho was finally in­
stalled, in the presence of the National Guard 
and a multitude of citizens who followed. The 
King and his family, on leaving the palace, pro­
ceeded to Nouilly, under an escort of Cuirassiers. 
After tho ’.roups evacuated the Tuilleries, the 
palace was immediately occupied by the insur­
gents, who destroyed everything in it—windows, 
furniture, pictures, and everything.

In the Chamber of Deputies, M. Loussel took 
the chair, in tho presence of about three hundred 
members. Shortly after, it was announced that 
the Duchesse d’Orleans had arrived at the palace 
with her two sons. The Princess soon appeared 
at the left door, accompanied by the two Princes, 
the Duc de Montpensier and the Due do Nemours. 
The young Count de Paris entered first, led by 
one of tho Members of the House. He pene­
trated with difficulty as far as the semicircle, 
which was crowded with officers of the National 
Guard. His presence produced a lively sensa 
tion on the Assembly. Almost immediately, the 
Duchesse entered, and seated herself lietweeu her 
two sons. The hall was then forcibly entered 
by a multitude of armed men of the lower order, 
and National Guard. The Princess and her 
children then retired to one of the upper benches 
of the centre, opposite the presidential chair. 
The greatest agitation prevailed ; and when 
silence was restored, M. Dupin rose and an­
nounced to the assembly that the King had abdi­
cated in favour of his grandson, and conferred

the rvgericy on tho Duchesse d’Orleans [A
voice from the public galleries—“It is too late!”] 
An indescribable scene of tumult ensued ; a num­
ber of Deputies collected round the Duchesse and 
her children, and the Due do Nemours and Due 
de Montpensier. The National Guard also rallied 
round the Royal Family. After a few remarks, 
by different members, on tho propriety of pro­
claiming the Count de Paris king, and his mother 
regent, the Princess retired, followed by all the 
Members of the Centre, those of the Left alone 
remaining in the hall. The insurgents then called 
—or rati cr, carried—M. Dupont to tho presiden­
tial chair. The tribune, and all the scats, wore 
occupied by the people and National Guards, and 
tho names of the Members of the Provisional Go­
vernment were proclaimed amidst a scene such 
as has never been witnessed since the Revolution 
of 1830. The Assembly then adjourned to the 
Hotel d’invalides, to instnl the Provisional Go­
vernment

M. Thiers ascended the tribune amidst marks 
of the greatest interest from every part of the 
Chamber, and said—Gentlemen, I conic in my 
turn to discuss this great question of Italy, and to 
pronounce words of sympathy in favour of that no­
ble country, which is aow struggling under the 
hand of pitiless ntgpte.rs. I know well that the 
language uttered htit is heard beyond the Alps ; 
ana that, consequently, we ought to beware of 
keeping up dangerous illusions ; but there is 
something still more culpable than imprudent 
words, and that is to remain silent, and keep Italy 
in ignorance of our real sentiments tow ards her. 
When Italy now looks forth for hope, it is not to 
France that she directs her regards—a misfortune 
alike for her and for us ! (hear,) and therefore is 
it that I repeat that she ought not to be allowed 
to entertain any doubt of our feelings towards her. 
Let her also be aware that in our present senti­
ments there enters not a particle of that 
ambition which led us fifty years back to take 
possession of her country. It is true we then 
desired to make the conquest of Italy, but she map 
pardon us, for it was to lead her to eventual enfran­
chisement. At present we only desire to behold 
her independence established—Our most ardent 
wishes go no further. ' But wishes do but little 
for a noble cause, and as yet we have not accorded 
more. (Hear, hear.) Let me,- however, before I 
enter on the question of our policy towards that 
country, devote a few words to the cau'C of 
liberty. (Marks of attention) You all know what 
is passing in Palermo. A great city has been 
bombarded forcight-and-forty hours—bombarded 
not by foreigners but by her own government— 
bombarded, not for injuries done, but for having 
demanded rights. (Hear ) Yes, the inhabitants 
demanded, not anarchical and dangerous liberties, 
but the most equitable and most natural rights— 
that of being judged by impartial magistrates— 
of controlling the expenses of an administration 
which weighs them down with taxes—of having 
certain municipal privileges—in fine, they de 
manded a constitution for Sicily. Such were the 
rights, for demanding which Palermo was sub­
jected to a forty-eight hours’ bombardment! (Hear, 
hear.) In the name of humanity, 1 here de­
nounce such nets. (Sensation.) When the Aus­
trians, to spare themselves the delay of a siege, 
bombarded Lisle : when England, for a similiar rea­
son, bombarded Copenhagen, a cry of indignation 
rose high throughout all Europe. More recently, 
when the Regent Kspartero, who had rendered 
great services to hie country, caused Barcelona to 
he similarly treated, in order to repress an insur­
rection, persons of every party exclaimed loudly 
against the act. In what terms must then, the 
present treatment of Palermo be designated ?— 
You know what formerly took place at Milan. I 
do not here contest the rights of established gov­
ernments ; they have a right to defend themselves; 
when the authorities arc attacked by an armed 
force they must naturally look totheirdefenre ; it is 
a hard extremity, but it must sometimes occur ; but 
against inoffensive assemblages, when it is only 
necessary to repress some innocuous cries, it is 
repugnant to all the laws of humanity to have re

course to such extreme means. The King of 
Naples is in his own possessions—is at home at 
Palermo ; the Austrians arc also at Milan ; but 
are not the Swiss likewise so, when they con­
fine themselves between the Alps and the Jura? 
(Agitation.) And if you so scrupulously respect
the rights of absolute governments, respect also 
those of free states. (Hear, hear.) But yon 

Wa" are right in protesting against excesses wherever 
they are Committed ; there are no frontiers to 
humanity. - (Hear, hear.) And since in denounc­
ing some excesses which I deplore, such lively sym­
pathies were called forth in another assembly, you 
will not remain silent and insensible in presence of 
those for which Italy groans. The noble Par­

liament of England, which examines, weighs, and 
judges, every matter, has well examined and 
judged this serious question ; we have also a tri­
bune, let us.use it in" behalf of those who have none. 
(Hear, hear.) You will all remember that two 
years since a Polish nun traversed Europe, and 
went and. threw herself at the feet of the Pope 
to implore his pity and support ; he alone could 
listen to her. But is there now a government 
which would dare to reject such supplications ? 
No thanks to our institutions her voice would be 
every where heard. Now, that I have paid to hu- 
anity that debt which we all owe it, allow me to 
ask you, are we fervent Christians ? are we F ranch­
men ? Well, then we have all reasons, religious, 
political, and moral, which attach us to Italy ; and 
let it be remarked that all cabinets look towards 
Lombardy and Austria ; that is a general feeling 
which nothing will arrest. But as the President 
of the Council said in a former sitting, all is 
changed, material questions have become moral 
ones. There is a moral equilibrium to maintain.— 
Yes, there are in Europe Absolutist ideas and Li­
beral ideas. The great equilibrium exercise these 
two tendencies. I mean nothing offensive to any 
one. Let those people who like absolutism live 
quietly beneath its yoke ; but what we must watch 
over, is that the just balance between thî two ten­
dencies is maintained. Even- time th it F.ancc 
gets rid of an enemy, she gains a friend. (Hear, 
hear.) Is that a reason why we should go vio­
lently and clandestinely to give liberty to countries 
which have it not ? Certainly not. To impose 
liberty at the point of the bayonet is violence ; to 
impose it by propagandism would be perfidy.— 
(Applause "from the Centre.) But we have been 
just towards other», let us be so to ourselves.— 
When liberty shall develope itself in any quarter, 
without any other participation on our part than 
Montesquiea, Descartes, Pascal, those sublime 
agitators of human ideas (emotion,) without any 
other complicity on our part than the taking of the 
Bastile and the revolution of July—when revolu­
tion shall develope itself it is sacred, (Applause.) 
It is sacred, and no one should interfere with it ; 
to do so would be an attack against nature and 
against humanity. (Sensation.) We should not 
carry liberty into any quarter, but we ought not 
to suffer if to b» mote

ncously. (" Bravo, bravo,”) No, France must 
not suffer it. It is the principle of our policy.— 
You are acquainted with the events in Italy. Is 
it we who have caused the events in Rome or for 
those at Turin ? You may see the genius of 
France in them, but nowhere her hand. Yes, *> 
have led the world for the last fifty years, or 
longer still. We arc the great criminals who 
have founded with Descarte» freedom of thought 

who with Bossuet founded the independence of 
the church—who with Montesquieu fixed the eter­
nal right* of the people. Yes, we are those great 
criminals, and we are not alone. England with 
Bacon, and Germany with Liebnitz, have also 
committed their «rimes. But we are the most 
criminal, and may others soon partake in this cri­
minality ! But when we shall have no other 
wrongs, let us know how to defend new-born 
liberty. You are aware of what took place at 
Rome at the time of the nomination of the present 
Pontiff. Every one expected a long conclave, 
but it only lasted three dap. Count Rossi is as­
suredly a clever man, blit I do not think that he 
contributed much to the elevation of Pius IX.— 
How was he elected ? By the pldest cardinals 
from a sentiment of fear, and who named a reform­
ing Pontiff in order to remove danger. At Flo­
rence and at Turin the sovereigns yielded tothe SO 
duc lions of a people whom they loved. One sov­
ereign alone, that of Naples, presented to the 
people who eagerly thronged around him 
the point of his sword, at the risk of wounding 
himself with it (murmurs.) But we had nothing 
to do with it. We are strangers to it all. Trea­
ties have been spoken of—yes, they must be ob­
served, but we cannot be prevented from detest­
ing them, (“ Hear hear” from the Left, mur­
murs in the Centre.) Others must be made to 
observe them. You have not done in Italy what 
you might have done. I have admired with what 
address you have dissembled the real question.— 
Remodelling of territory is not the point at issue. 
Art. 5 of the treaty £of May 14, 1814, says,
“ Italy shall be composed of sovereign states.— 
Piedmont, Modena, Rome, Naples, Parma, and 
Tuscany, are independent states. They may give 
themselves w hat institutions they please and no 
one has a right to interfere. We do not call on 
you to overturn Italy, but to cause treaties to be 
observed. Why are the Austrians at Modena ? 
The treaties of 1815 forbid it. Cause them to be 
respected. You will tell me the Italians will not 
find that enough. Act always for yourselves, for 
your honour under present circumstances. Give 
hope to those who ought to hope and inspire fear 
in those who ought to apprehend it. Doubtless 
those who suffer demand more, but cause treaties 
to be respected, for that will be something. At 
Turin, at Florence, at Rome, where the people, I 
must say, are not too exacting, why do the sov­
ereigns concede so little ? Because they live in 
fear of the intervention of Austria. It is the sword 
of Damocles suspended over Italy. I admit that 
hitherto liberty has been respected at Turin, at 
Rome, and at Florence, and this fact constitutes 
a great danger for Austria. Yes, I know 
it, although I am one of those ignoramuses of 
whom the Minister for Foreign Affairs spoke the 
other day. (Laughter.) But what is the con­
vention which the Absolute and the Liberal Gov­
ernments have entered into J It is to tolerate each 
other’s vicinity—we support that of absolutism 
let them support that of liberty. Yes, it will be 
painful to the Austrians to put up with the ad­
ministrative reforms of the Italian States ; but she 
must support them, and had it not been for the 
enormous fault which has been committed, there 
would have been two nations together to. make 
her do so—I allude to the Spanish marriage.— 
That question is not finished ; the results are now 
beginning to show themselves. I was asked two 
years since how I could attack the finest act of 
the present reign—now that events confirm my 
views every one approves them. Allow me to tell 
you that after hav ing ceded the most important 
questions to England, in order to preserve lier 
alliance, you have abandoned it for an interest 
which I am at a lose how to qualify. (Agitation.) 
I merely allude to this question to show how 
easy it would have been for us to have had the 
union of another power with us on the subject 
of Italy. The Minister for Foreign Affairs has told 
us that England has guaranteed to Austria the 
territorial status quo.

assured of obtaining the concessions which they 
demand. This Is what has not been done. I 
ground what 1 advance on one word made use of 
by the President of the Council. He has said 
that in the Pope it was the priest that saved the 
Sovereign—that is to say that the government 
must not be secularised. That is not what has 
caused our hope in Italy, but, on the contrary, 
is what constitutes our difficulty. The President 
of the Council says that it is the priest who will 
save the sovereign ; I say, on the contrary, that 
it is the priest that will prove his destruction.— 
The question is, therefore, very simple. It does 
not concern the future fate of Italy, which I hope 
will be glorious and prosperous ; it does not 
relate to the remodelling of Italy, to the ques­
tion of territories, but to the independence of the 
states in their present limits, and that independ­
ence it is our duty to guarantee, and to protect 
as our owii interests. If I were permitted to ad­
dress myself to the Italians themselves, I should 
say to them, “ Be united, Tuscans, Romans, 
Genoese, Piedmontese, and Nepolitans, form 
yourselves into one great familv, princes and peo­
ple be united. The altar of the country should be 
at this moment for the whole of Italy, the altar of 
concord, on which you princes should place oil 
that can no longer be reconciled with the spirit of 
the age, and you people, all our premature hopes. 
When you shall thus understand each other, be 
united state to state, have at Rome one Pontiff, 
let Charles Albert declare himself in Piedmont 
the champion of your independence, and if you 
arc ever attacked reckon on France, whose glory 
is of ancient date, but whose heart never grows 
old, (hear, hear), on France which is neither abased 
nor degenerated.” (Cries of no, no !) She has 
never degenerated, but in the hands of those who 
have considered her. made in their own image.— 
(Hear, hear.) On that day France and England 
will speak in common, they will forget all their 
dissensions to utter together the language not 
only of liberty and of humanity, hut of treaties, 
and on that day you will be saved.’’ (prolonged 
marks of adhesion.)

The President of tue Council.—I did not 
make use of the word “ guaranteed.” I said 
that England wished the status quo to be main­
tained. That is an observation which I have 
already made to M. O. Barrot.

M. Thiers.—I say that you have given the 
Chamber to understand that, on the question of 
Territorv, England had come to the assistance of 
Austria, that she promised her the maintenance 
of territory, and the Chamber might have believed 
that England had acted in the matter as a north­
ern power would have done. (Murmurs from 
the Centre. ) The despatches of which you have 
spoken caused last year great displeasure to the 
Austrian Cabinet. I admit that M. de Metter- 
nich is a very good Austrian patriot, hut it is 
painful to have to defend a country whose interests 
arc not always in conformity with those of 
humanity. (Hear, hear.) M. de Metternich 
wished to ascertain the opinion of England. He 
consulted that cabinet on the Italian question ; 
the English government replied that all territo­
ries, whether great or small, must be respected. 
It added, “ it is not only territories that must 
he respected, but the prerogatives of the govern­
ment ; and those prerogatives are the right to 
modify their institutions, and that if it was wished 
to employ force, England would oppose such a 
course.” This is what was said by England ; and 
I ask whether this language resembles the state­
ment made on Saturday by the President of the 
Council. England has assumed a position which 
I advise you to adopt ; she has required a res­
pect for the territories and prerogatives of gov­
ernments, and added that if force were employed, 
she could not look on with indifference. I ask 
you whether if France and England had come to 
an understanding, if they had used the same lan ­
guage, if they had united together to stop the 
Austrians, where any danger would have been ? 
England is popular in Italy, because it is known 
that instead of opposing governmental modifies 
lions she has always encouraged them. I am 
aware that the Italians wish to go faster than is 
consistent with prudence ; but where does the 
danger lie under such circumstances ? The dan­
ger is that princes do not refuse concessions, but 
make them too late, or insufficiently, and that then 
the people,becoming impatient, should do at Flo­
rence and at Rome wha has been done at Pal­
ermo. What ought you to do in this case ? In­
stead of your holding up the princes to the people 
as enemies, they should be advised to wait and be

THE REVOLUTION IN FRANCE.

From the London Time*, February 24.

Tlie demonstration and the disturbance which 
occurred in Paris on Wednesday may occasion a 
vast deal of public alarm, and some deplorable in­
cidents, but we can entertain no doubt that politi­
cally considered, they will tend to increase the 
strength of the Government, and expose the impru­
dence of the opposition. It will he seen from the 
proclamations which we publish elsewhere that 
the Government had resolved to allow the pro­
posed banquet Jo proceed just so far as was neces­
sary to bring the question of the absolute legality 
of such meetings within the cognizance of the 
courts of justice—a course which we had ourselves 
shown to be the most prudent and constitutional 
mode of proceeding. Not content, however, with 
this species of trial, the opposition put forth a 
manifesto on Monday morning, in which they 
summoned the National Guard of Paris to join 
this manifestation of opinion, “ for the purpose 
of defending liberty, and averting it collision bv 
their presence and the National Guard, thus 
called out by private authority, was to form in 
line, along the whole procession, from the Made­
leine to the Champs Elysces. This appeal deter­
mined the Government to take more efficient 
measures of repression. An order of the day was 
instantly published by the General commanding 
the National Guard, reminding them that the law 
formally prohibits the citizens belonging to that 
body front assembling in their military capacity 
without the orders of their commanding officers, 
and imperatively calling upon them to repel this 
insidious and dangerous proposal. The Prefect 
of Police at the same time published a proclama­
tion announcing the firm determination of the 
Government to prevent the demonstration alto­
gether. The same announcement was made in 
the Chamber of Deputies by M. Duchatel ; and 
in the evening of Monday the opposition Deputies 
abandoned their intention of attending the banquet. 
This resolution, however, was not known until a 
very considerable excitement had been created— 
the workshops were deserted—the whole popula­
tion thrown into the streets—and the garrison 
occupied every point which was likely to be 
threatened by the mob. Nevertheless, we adhere 
to the opinion that no serious consequences w ill 
issue, or that, at least, the popular cause will 
suffer much more than that of the Government.

From the London Times, February 25.

The French Government were prepared to put 
down a riot, but it was succumbed to the power of 
a revolution. That ominous term must be em­
ployed when the institutions of the country have 
been subverted and the authority of the Crown 
subdued by military violence. Several legions of 
the National Guard, called out for the maintenance 
of public order, pronounced for “ Reform” frater­
nized with the people, and marched upon the I’uil- 
leries to demand the dismissal of the Cabinet 
The troops of the line who were called to oppose 
this formidable movement refused to act against 
the citizens of the National Guard. When the 
requisition of this armed multitude reached the 
Royal closet, all resistance seems to have been 
already at an end. Count Mole was sent for, 
and the Administration of M. Guizot perished in 
presence of this anomalous, and, wc must add, 
unexpected act of sovereignty.

We remarked yesterday, when assuredly no one 
even in Paris had" foreseen this unparalleled catas­
trophe, that the least weakness was a surrender of 
far more than Ministerial power ; for the obstinacy 
of the Government in refusing a timely and mode­
rate concession to public opinion on the reform 
question, had left it no alternative but to oppose 
a resolute resistance to the popular movements of 
last Tuesday. Their last fault has been that their 
resistance was not resolute enough. They ’ 
in possession of all that military power could give 
them to maintain the authority of the Crown. 
They had no reason to doubt that the bourgeoisie 
of Paris, which detest popular tumults, on account 
of the injury they inflict on the trade, would 
come forward to protect the public peace, as it had 
done on more alarming occasions ; still less did 
they suppose—though in this respect they were 
grossly mistaken—that the arms of the National 
Guard would be used to protect the populace and 
to dictate to the Sovereign. But the contagion 
of revolutionary passion spread with fearful rapid 
ity. What seemed impossible on one day was 
accomplished on the next ; and, as if to render the 
triumph of public opinion and of the popular will 
more absolute and complete, these inflexible 
Ministers, this tenacious King, this audacious m.li 
tarv chief, this armv, with all its fortifications

The magnitude of such an event cannot be 
overrated. The royalty of July has well-nigh end­
ed ns it begun ; and after the labors, the struggles, 
and the contrivances of seventeen years, it has 
undergone a defeat scarcely less decisive and more 
surprising than that of the elder Bourbons. For 
seventeen years the policy of Louis Philippe has 
been a continued protest against the principle of 
popular power to which he owes his throne ; hut 
it was his destiny td feel once more the bitterness 
of a losing cause, to stand again on the verge of 
anarchy, and to learn that the terrible energies of 
the French Revolution defy the stoutest precau­
tions of authority. Such a defeat is the tempo­
rary annihilation of Government. No security 
remains, the Court, which has been obliged to 
yield yesterday, and to dismiss an unpopular 
Minister, stands comparatively unarmed in the 
presence of an excited people whose animosity 
may possibly be directed ere long against a 
more illustrious head. The danger which has 
been dissipated by such a tardy concession is in­
significant in comparison with those which now 
lie before the country. France has been sudden­
ly and violently awakened from apathy to revolu­
tion. These events in Paris will shake the 
kingdom with electric force. They w ill reverbrate 
through Europe, where the materials of combus­
tion arc already profusely strew n abroad, and at 
a moment of extreme difficulty in many other 
countries, a sudden shoek is felt front the quarter 
where it was least expected. These considerations 
disclose a most threatening and uncertain future. 
We turn, however, from them to the actual state 
of affairs in Paris.

The first act of the King, when it was found 
necessary to yield to the requisition of the armed 
people, was to send for Count Mole. We arc as 
yet uninformed whether M. Guizot's cabinet vol­
untarily tendered its resignation, or whether they 
were dismissed on the last emergency. The list of 
Ministers circulated in the Chamber consists of 
men of a far more liberal character than those who 
have before co-operated with Count Mole. It 
concludes, indeed, those who in 1839 were his 
bitterest opponents. Such a ministry would be 
pure Centre Gauche with n conservative head ; 
arid at any rate it is probable that Mr. Dufaurr 
and M. l’assy will be the most prominent members 
of the new Government. M. Thiers name has 
not yet been mentioned.

The position of the members of the lato Cabi­
net is beyond measure critical. As Minivers, 
their ill-judged pertinacity lias brought the Crown 
into the cruel necessity of submitting to a popu­
lar tumult ; as men, they have inspired their 
antagonists and the people generally with an' in­
conceivable amount of personal hatred. M. 
Guizot’s character, the gigantic proportions of his 
ambition, the withering scorn of his eloquence, 
the inaccessible height of his disdain, have left 
the wounds of seven years of triumphant power 
all unhealed. After so great and lofty a stand 
ngainst passions so fierce nnd enemies so nume­
rous, such a man can hardly full fron Ministerial 
dignity to private retirement. lie represents, and 
it lias been his pride to represent, that principle 
of government which this tumult has trampled 
under foot. He applied with unflinching courage 
nnd with blind presumption,that theory of power, 
based on constitutional laws in which lie believed. 
Like other men equally sanguine, he has lived to 
see his weapons shattered in the hour of his se­
verest trial ; yet he will probably exhibit to the 
world a spirit in adversity entitled to more respect 
than the questionable feats of his diplomacy or 
his Parliamentary tactics. The impeachment 
preferred against the late Government, nnd sup­
ported by the signature of 50 members of the 
Chamber of Deputies, is not now an idle menace. 
It involves the very serious question of tiro re­
sponsibility of these deplorable disturbances. One 
party or the other stands convicted of having 
brought the State to the brink of revolution. It 
is of course the conquered party w hich bears the 
reproach, and must suffer the punishment. As 
wc showed yesterday, the fatal resolution of the 
Government and the mad imprudence of the Op­
position have equally contributed to this calami­
tous result ; the Opposition can only endeavour 
to shake off the burden of this charge, by throw­
ing the whole of it on the fallen.

Wo do not for an instant, doubt that the men 
who will be called upon to assume the duties of 
government at this crisis, will exert all their pow­
ers to restore peace to the city, to maintain 
authority, to prevent a violent popular reaction, 
and to rescue their Sovereign from the hazardous 
position in which he has been left by his late 
advisers. Twenty-four hours have sufficed for 
the Monarchy nf July to slide precipitately from 
the height it so laboriously attained ; and the

suffer most heavily. We will add, that the vast 
majority of the French people dread revolutions 
far more than they desire them ; and that although 
a day of excitement mny prompt them to trample 
on the law, and to inflict indelible Injury on thé
constitution, it is by no means probable that a fac­
tious minority will succeed in plunging that pow­
erful nation into lasting anarchy. The "powers 
and firmness of the new Administration will, how­
ever. at once be tried ; for the btorrow of a revo- 
ution is already a day of resistance.

Prince who was dreaming but yesterday of the 
schemes of Louis XIV., the subjugation of Spain, 
the repression of Italy, the intervention in 
Switzerland, and the forcible coercion of the 
Radical party at home, wakes the following morn­
ing in the rough harness and the equivocal posi­
tion of onr old friend the Citizen King. Wo have 
no wish to recriminate at such a distressing mo­
ment, when we are keenly alive to the dangers 
which this event must propagate over the world ; 
vet it cannot but be observed that the delusions of 
the French Government, which it has followed to 
the length of infatuation and ruin, coincide with 
its estrangement from the alliance of this coun­
try. Spanish intrigues nnd Austrian counsels 
were the appropriate diplomatic pursuits of a 
Cabinet which had turned its back on free Eng­
land, nnd threatened to snerifice to the interests 
of a dynasty the peace of the world.

The task of the new Cabinet must bo one of 
extreme difficulty ; for, whatever concessions may 
be made, whatever changes may be proposed, the 
Government has received a shock which undoes 
the work of years. The now Ministry can scarcely 
hope to oppose any certain resistance to the pre­
tensions of the popular party, to which they them­
selves hardly belong. The undercurrent of this 
movement will turn out to bo republican ; and 
although a victory has been won in the name of 
the people, it still remains to bo seen who is to 
profit by it. We believe the result of these dis- 
turbances to have been sot extremely unforeseen, 
that the popular leaders were unprepared to take 
full advantage of them. In spite, however, of the 
momentary combination between ti e National 
G tard of Paris and the populace, by which this 
blow has been struck, it is highly improbable that 
ar.y such union can last. The tendencies and 
wishes of these two classes of citizens are totally 
distinct from each other. The vast majority of 
the householders of Paris will be found to depre­
cate these political convulsions, by which they

Full Details of the Revolution.
Insurrection and Bloodshed in Paris—100,000 

Soldiers under arms in and around the City— 
Resignation of the Guizot Ministry;

From the I.omlon Morning Chronicle,

Paris, Tuesday Evening, Feb. ’22.

Tho accounts which I sent you this morning 
will have prepared you for great confusion in tho 
streets of Paris, great assemblages of the people, 
and partial disturbance, if not fur actual insurrec­
tion. The result is just what migM have been 
expected. Immense masses have paraded tho 
public thoroughfares throughout the day. Troops 
in vast numbers were on foot, and occasionally, 
where the masses became more than ordinarily 
dense, charges of cavalry were made upon tliti 
people, and tho streets were cleared with wonder­
ful quickness. The shops were all closed, and 
business of every kind was suspended. The 
crowd generally directed itself towards the Place 
de la Mndelainc (where, if the banquet had gone 
on, the procession of tho deputies was to have 
started from), to the Place ilc In Concorde, and to 
the neighbourhood of the Chamber of Deputies.

The principal portion of the crowd apj eared 
to have been drawn together more from curibsitv 
than from the wish to create disorder, and they 
wen- fur more formidable from their vast numbers 
than front their apparent intentions ; still, how­
ever, there were occasional parties of a different 
character. Masses of men in blouses, frequently 
amounting to thousands, were to bo seen march­
ing together with a certain degree of order, ami 
apparently under regular leaders. A large body 
of students also paraded the Boulevards, mixed 
with others of a more ambiguous, if not of a more 
dangerous description, singing the Marseillaise, 
at the very pitch of their voices, and vociferating 
a bas Guizot ! a bas Ministère ! Vire la re- 
larme ! accompanied with groans or cheers, ils 
tho case might be. If to this you odd regiments 
of Municipal Guards, horse nnd foot, drawn up 
in different quarters, and occasionally charging 
the people where they assembled in large num­
bers or appeared threatening ; thousands upon 
thousands of cavalry and infantry in all the prin­
cipal squares, boulevards, and quays ; nnd mul­
titudes of anxious people crowding the windows, 
wherever there was a chance of seeing what was 
going on ; you have a picture of what Paris w ns 
during the whole of this day.

I shall now proceed to give you detached details 
which it is difficult to arrange in a regular and 
connected form. 1 have already said that tho 
principal point to which the crowd tended was tho 
Pince ile la Madeleine and the Place do la Con- 
cordc. About linlf-pnst eleven, a regiment of 
infantry nnd several squadrons drew up near tho 
church of the Madeleine, where the crowd was 
most dense. A few miJiutes afterwards, an im­
mense body of persons, almost all dressed in 
blouses, nnd said to amount to upwards of 0.000, 
appeared from the direction of the boulevards, 
but no one could exactly say from what place 
they came. They marched in procession, hold­
ing each arms, and singing the Marseillaise in 
one general chorus. When passing Durand’s 
restaurant, they gave three cheers for reform, and 
then proceeded, without stopping, to the Place do 
la Concorde, their evident intention being to make 
their way to the Chamber of Deputies. At tho 
bridge opposite the Chamber of Deputies, how­
ever, they w ere stepped by a large body of cavalry 
ami infantry drawn up on tho bridge. They 
were then brought to a stand-still, and their num­
bers were so great, that they filled the whole of 
tho Place de la Concorde,one of the largest squares 
in Europe. Just at that moment, a portion of the 
regiment of cavalry at the bridge charged upon 
the mass, separated it, nnd drove a considerable 
portion back towards the boulevards, while tho 
rest was driven into the Champs Ely secs, and tho 
rest down the Rue Rivoli.

The w hole of the place was cleared in less time 
than can bo conceived ; but the soldiers, though 
they did their duty witli great determination and 
effect, so far from using unnecessarily harsh 
means, appeared to go about w ilh great humanity 
and even good humour. The portion of the 
crowd driven hack, towards the boulevards, and 
still marching in order, nnd arm in arm, had four 
National Guards at their head, armed w ith their 
sabres. In the Place de la Madeleine an attempt 
was made by the troops to disperse them, which 
was only partially successful, and shortly after­
wards they met another large body, the lenders 
of whom fraternally embraced the National 
Guardsmen. On arriving in front of the Hotel 
des Affaires Etrangers, they stopped an* sung 
the Marseillaise in full chorus. They then be­
gan to cry out, “ a has Guizot / a bos le Min­
istre !" nnd the excitement was evidently in­
creasing. At length a very young man took up „ 
a large stone, which he hurled against the great 
gate of the hotel, an example which was followed 
by the rest, who begun knocking against the gate ; 
a shower of stones was thrown at the same time, 
and broke several windows. During this time, a 
body of the Municipal Guards (infantry), who 
were drawn up within the gates, deliberately 
loaded their muskets, and prepared for what might 
follow ; but a laxly of cavalry emerging from tho 
Rue des Capucines, at that moment charged, 
struck some of the most active with the flat side 
of their sabres, and very soon succeeded in dis­
persing the crowd, nnd relieving the residence of 
the President of the Council from the danger it 
was in. ,

In a small street in the neighbourhood of tho 
Rue Vivienne, a body of ruffians attempted to 
break into a gunmakcr’s shop, but failed. They 
then attacked the shop of a poor marchand de bois, 
and plundered it of the small quantity of firewood 
it contained, which they formed into stakes, In 
the different attacks made by the troops, some 
severe blows were occasionally dealt, and upon 
tho whole, a considerable number of persons re­
ceived sabre-cuts and severe bayonet-wounds ; but 
I did not hear of any one being killed.

I may as well mention, that amongst the other 
cries which issued from the crowd was that ot 
Vive la ligue, which was to be heard every time 
tho compact bodies, which appeared from time to 
time, passed a regiment of infantry. A great



number of prisoners were taken by the police, 
who hid been caught in the act of uttering sedi­
tious cries or throwing stones.

These are the principal incidents which have 
come within my notice in the course of the day. 
They were not very serious in themselves, but 
they are just of a nature that might at any mo­
ment k ad to a catastrophe. One thing must ap- 
pear evident to any one who has seen the aspect 
of Haris during this day, and that is, that the 
Government, in determining not to alWw the 
procession of deputies, ond the enormous addi­
tional number of persons which would have 
assembled h.tJ it Liken place, came to a wise 
determination.

Whether they w ould not have done better hud 
they given the orders for stopping it at an earlier 
period, and before the preparations were made, is 
another matter. I think they .would. Had the 
notice been given three days" ago that the meet­
ing was not to be allowed, a greet deal of the 
excitement and confusion of this day w ould have 
been avoided. Fhe excuse of the Government 
is. that it did not interfere until the promoters of 
tie banquet began to organize and arrange Na­
tional Guards and other persons to form the pro­
cession. The excuse is hardly tenable, fur it 
was known a id clearly announced, several (lavs 
before, that the procession was to be one of the 
principal parts cf the demonstration. It is ru­
moured that eleven of. the twelve deputies of l’aris 
have resigned their seats.

IMPEACHMENT OF THE MINISTRY.
At the meeting of the Chamber of Deputies on 

the 22r.d, the deputies of the opposition, to the 
Dumber of 63, submitted the following proposi­
tion : —

“ We propose to place the Minister in accusa­
tion as Guilty.

“1. Ot having betrayed, abroad, the honour 
and the interests of France.

*• 2. Of having falsified the principles of the con­
stitution, violated the guarantees of libertv, and 
attacked the rights of the people.

“3. Of having, by a systematic corruption, 
attempted to substitute, for the freë expression of 
public opinion the calculations of private interest, 
and thus perverted the representative govern­
ment.

“ 4. Of having trafficked, for ministerial pur­
poses, in public offices, as well ns in the prero­
gatives and privileges of power.

Of hiving, in the same interest, wasted 
the finances of the state, and thus compromised 
the forces and the grandeur of the kingdom.

“ 6- Of hiving violently despoiled the citizens 
of a right inherent to every free constitution, and 
tie exercise of which had been guaranteed to 
them by the Charter, by the laws, and by former 
precedents.

“7. Of hiving, in fine, by a policy overtly 
coun'er revolutionary, placed in question all the 
conquests of our two revolutions, and thrown the 
country into a profound agitation."

[Here follow the signatures, M. Odillon Barrot 
at the head.]

M. Genoude submitted, in his own name, a 
proposition of accusation against the Minister, 
conceived in these terms :—

“ Whereas, the Minister, by his refusal to pre­
sent a project of law for electoral reform, has 
occasioned troubles, I propose to put in accusation 
the President of the Council and his colleagues."

THE REFORM MANIFESTATION.
The following is the reform manifestation, issued 

on Monday morning by the opposition, and pub­
lished in ail the liberal papers, and by which the 
Ministry support their reasons for prohibiting the 
banquet :—

'• REFORM MANIFESTATION.

11 The general commi'.tie charged to organize 
the banquet of the 12th arrondisement, thinks it 
right to state that the object of the demonstration 
fixed for Tuesday, is the legal and pacific exer­
cise of a constitutional right, the right of holding 
political meetings, without which representative 
government would only be a derision. The 
Ministry having declared and maintained at the 
tribune, that this right is1 subjected to the good 
pleasure of the police, deputies of the opposition, 
peers of France, ex-deputies, members of the 
Council General, magistrates, officers, sub-officers, 
and soldiers of the National Guard, members of 
the central committee of electors of the opposition, 
and editors of newspapers of Paris, have accepted 
the invitation which was made to take part in the 
demonstration, in order to protest, in virtue of the 
l»w, against all illegal and arbitrary pretension.

" As it is natural to foresee that this public pro­
test may attract a considerable gathering of 
citizens ; as it may be assumed also that the 
National Guard of Paris, faithful to their motto, 
"Liberty, Public Order!” will desire, on this 
occasion, to accomplish the double duty of de­
fending liberty by joining the public demonstration, 
and protecting order, and preventing all collision 
by their presence , and as, in the expectation of a 
numerous meeting of the National Guards and of 
citizens, it seems right to take measures for pre­
venting every cause for trouble and tumult, the 
committee has thought that the demonstration 
should take place in that quarter of the capital 
in which the width of the streets and squares 
enables the population; to assemble without exces­
sive crowding : accordingly, the Deputies, Peers 
of France, and other persons invited to the 
banquet, will assemble on Tuesday next, at 11 
o’clock, in the ordinary place of the meeting of 
the Parliamentary opposition, Place de la Made­
leine 2 ; the subscribers to the banquet who 
belong to the National Guard, are requested to 
meet before the church Madeleine, and to form 
two parallel lines ; between which the persons 
invited will place themselves ; the cortege will be 
headed by the superior officers of the National 
Guard who may present themselves to join the 
demonstration ; immediately after the persons in 
riled and the guests, will be placed a rank of 
officers of the National Guard : behind the latter, 
the National Guards, formed in columns according 
to the number of the legions : between the third 
»nd fourth columns the young men of the schools, 
headed by persons chosen by themselves, next, 
the other National Guards of Paris and the suburbs, 
in the order set forth above.

" The cortege will leave at half-past 11 o'clock, 
and will proceed by the Place de la Concorde and 
the Champs El y sees, to the place in which the 
banquet is to take place. The committee, con­
vinced that this demonstration will be the more 
efficacious the more it be oalm, and the more im­
posing the more it shall avoid even all pretext of 
conflict, invites the citizens to utter no cry, to 
carry neither flag nor exterior sign ; it invites the 
National Guards who may take part in the demon­
stration to present themselves without arms ; for 
it is desired to make a legal and pacific protest, 
which must be especially powerful by the number 
and the firm and tranquil attitude of the eitisens. 
The committee hopes that on this occasion every 
man present will consider himself as a functionary 
charged to cause order to be respected ; i; trusts 
in the presence of the National Guard ; it trusts 
in the sentiments of the Parisian population, which 
desires public pence with liberty, and which knows 
that to secure the maintenance of its rights, it 
has only need of a peaceable demonstration, as 
becomes an intelligent end enlightened nation,

which baa the consciousness of the irresistible 
authority of its moral power, and which is assured 
that it will cause its legitimate white* to prevail 
by the legal and calm expression of its opinion.”

After I despatched ray letters last evening, 
ents of greater importance than had taken place 

,3 to ;>ost hour occurred. In several street- 
running inti) the Rue St. Denis and the Rue St. 
Martin, the people erected barricades, by tearing 
up the paving stones, seizing carts, omnibuses, 
Ac. Most of these Larucade.- were t-ooa carried 
by the munivi ial guards and troops ; but at some 
of them severe engagements took place, notwith­
standing the people were almost entirely unarmed. 
The markets, the Place de la Concorde, the Place 
dn Carrousel, the Boulevards, the Rue St. Honore, 
and tin immense number cf other streets and 
places were occupied by the troops—in fact, the 
whole of Paris was occupied, as if civil war had 
been every w here rugi ig. The troops remained 
with their arms i.i their hands «1! night. As I 
turned into Rue 8t. Denis, the dragoons, who 
were stationed close bv the Porte, received orders 
to charge, and 1 saw them gallop down the street 
at a rapid rate, with their drawn swords gleaming 
in the sun. At the same moment, detachments 
of light dragoons* and infantry hastened after 
them. Frofn this it was clear that additional 
assistance was required against the people in that 
quarter.

On leaving the Rue St. Denis, 1 saw a vast 
multitude approaching, headed by a red flag. 
From the haste with which they advanced, it was 
plain that they were being pursued bv the multi 
tude. A lout an hour ago I observed artillery 
advancing towards the Boulevards, with the object, 
no doubt, of being directed on the Rue St. Martin 
and that neighborhood. The Rue St. Honore is 
occupied with an immense crowd. The garden of 
the Palai- Royal is closed. All the passages are 
also closed, and occupied with troops. You 
would find it difficult to conceive the mournful 
attitude of this usually gay city at this moment. 
Shops closed every where—soldiers every where— 
alarm and anxiety among al! classes. Not a single 
omnibus to be seen—not a carriage—not a cart— 
only a few hack cabs. Here and there vehicles 
overthrown—the,pavements turned up—the gas 
l imps smashed.

Great nnrrl>ers of fre.-h troops have been 
inarched into Paris this mooting, from the towns 
and garrisons within reach of the capital.

In some streets the populace have destroved 
the electric telegraph.

The National Guard, though the rappel was 
frequently beaten 1 est evening, scarcely turned 
out al a!!.. In several places it is said that scarcely 
three persons in a whole company answered the 
rappel. This morning the rappel has again been 
beaten, with a like result. In the districts where 
the National Guards did assemble, they cried, 
“ Fife/a Reforme !" and sung the Marseillaise.

Three o'clock.
The G uizot Ministry have resigned. A depu­

tation of the officers of the National Guards went 
to the Tuilleries to demand that it should be dis­
missed, when they were told by General Jacque­
minot, commanding the National Guard, that the 
Ministry had given in its resignation.

The led aspect of the sky in the direction of 
Mont Valerien, showed that an incendiary fire 
was raging there.

Four o'clock.
The intelligence of the resignation of the 

Ministry is spreading like wildfire through tho 
city, and is everywhere received with everv de­
monstration of joy. At this moment there is an 
immense crowd on the Boulevard, shouting 11 Vive 
la Reforme ! " A General commanding the 
troops exclaimed, “You shall have Reform.” 
“ And the dismissal of the Ministry 1 ” cried the 
people. “ Their dismissal, and accusation, and 
everything!” was the answer, ond it was received 
with shouts of applause.

The fighting in the quarter of SL Martin still 
continues, and troops are proceeding to iL When, 
however, they shall learn the overthrow of the 
Ministry, it is believed that hostilities will imme­
diately cease.

In passing the Bank just now, I saw the mob 
had got possession of the guard-house at the 
corner. They had torn down the flag, and a 
fellow hoisted it on a large pole. There were 
then shouts of “ To the Tuilleries ! to the Tuil­
leries!”

Fresh troops are being summoned to Paris. 
The regiment of Carabineers, in garrison at Pro- 
yines, are expected momentarily. At Clichy, the 
inhabitants have been told to prepare for the 
reception of troops.

During last night the barricades of yesterday 
morning were removed. However, this" morning 
large numbers of the populace were under arms, 
and rebuilding barricades. The streets of St. 
Denis, St. Martin, Rambateau, St. Sauvier de 
Gravilliers, and all the narrow streets adjoining, 
have been barricaded, and so well defended, that 
up to eleven o'clock the troops had failed in their 
attempts to take possession of them. The Muni­
cipal Guard was repulsed to the Rue Montorquiel, 
by the firing of the populace. The garrison of 
30,000 troops are all employed to guard the innu, 
merable avenues to the place Gerard. Many of 
the regiments arc overcome with fatigue. The 
Council of Ministers, and a crowd of Parliamen­
tary dignitaries, have taken refuge in the chateau. 
Fresh troops are expected every moment by rail­
way.

Half-past Four.
All Government officials have been ordered to 

place themselves under arms as National Gnards. 
The troops of the line have been provided with 
hatchets, to cut down the barricades. The 2nd, 
4th, and 5th legions of the National Guard have 
mustered strongly, shouting, “ Vive la Reforme! 
A bas Guizot !” The revolt now appeals to be 
concentrated in the Sl Denis and Sl Martin 
quarters, where a sharp fire is kept up between 
the insurgents and tho Municipal Guard. It is 
rumoured that the artillery is directed to destroy 
the barricades, and that cannon have beeu fired in 
the streets.

In the Chamber of Deputies to-day,
M. Vavin, the deputy of the 11th arrondisse­

ment of Paris, rose, and in tho name of himself 
and the other deputies for Paris, addressed some 
questions to the Minister of the Interior, with res­
pect to the recent events in Paris.

M. Guizot, who had shortly before entered the 
Chamber, immediately rose and said—“I have 
nothing to say at the present moment to the ques­
tions of the honourable member. The king has 
sent for Count Mole, who is empowered to form a 
Ministry.” [Loud cries of “ bravo,” and cheers, 
followed this announcement, which appeared to 
annoy M. GuizoL] He then continued, “We 
are not to be prevented, by such manifestations 
as those I now hear, so long as we remain in 
office, which will be tul our successors are ap­
pointed, from doing our duty. We shall consider 
ourselves answerable for all that may happen. 
We shall act, in everything we do, according to 
our beet judgment and our consciences, and 
cording to wnat wi 
country.”

! we consider the interests of the

After some interruption created by this an­
nouncement,

M. Odillon Barrot rose and said,—“In conse­
quence of the situation of the Cabinet, I demand 
the adjournment of the proposition.which I made 
yesteiday (the impeachment). [Loud cries of 
“ves, yes,” and “no, no.”] I will submit to the 
decision of the Chamber on the point [no, no].

M. Dupon then rose and said,—“The first thing 
necessary for the capital is peace. It must Lie 
relieved from anarchy. Eevry one knows that 
the spirit of July exists yeL Homage has been 
done to the rest of the nation. But the people 
must know that its deliberations must not be on 
the public wav. The assemblages must cease. 1 
do not see how the Ministry, who are provision­
ally charged with the public affairs, can occupy 
themselves at the same time in re-establishing 
order, and with the care of their own safety. I 
demand the adjournment of the propositions pre­
sented yesterday.” [Loud cries of “no, no.”]

M. Guizot.—“As lung us the cabinet shall be 
entrusted with public affairs, it will moke the law 
be respected. The Cabinet see no reason why 
the Chamber should suspend its labors. The 
crown at the present moment is using its prerog­
ative. That prerogative must be respected. As 
long as the cabinet is upon these benches, nobusi 
ness need remain suspended.”

The President then put the question as to the 
adjournment of M. Odillon Barret’s proposition. 
About one hundred members of the opposition 
supported the adjournment ; the whole of the con 
servatives were against iL

The Chamber immediately rose in grept 
agitation.

Five o'clock.
The public joy increases at the resignation of 

the ministry. At this moment a detachment of 
the National Guards, followed by a large crowd, 
is passing the Bourse, shouting “ Vive la 
Reforme ! "

Half-past Five o'clock.
As the resignation of the ministry becomes 

more widely known, the public joy becomes 
greater. It really seems as if no ministry were 
ever so intensely or so universally detested. The 
shops still continue to be closed. The move­
ments of the troops are also continuing. The 
fighting has ceased in the quarter SL Martin, but 
great crowds fill the streets, and the soldiers have 
difficulty in maintaining order.

London, Saturday Evening, Feb. 26.
We subjoin, from the French papers, a few 

details of the events of which we have given the 
heads above :—

At half past four it was hoped that the worst 
was over. At half-past seven, the Boulevard 
being then crowded, there arrived a column of 
the combatants, many of them armed with mus­
kets, and singing the Marseilles, and the chorus 
of the Girondins, which I have so often men­
tioned. They were received with uproarious feli­
citations by the people, and proceeded to the 
office of the National, which seems to be the 
organ of this formidable ( opposition. They 
demanded that the editors see that their liberties 
'were not “ngain” played with. M. Marrast, 
principal editor of the National, harangued them 
from the balcony, and assured them that their 
liberties would this time bo secured. This scene 
was repeated six times during the night. At 
ten o'clock a column of six hundred or tight hun­
dred people of all ranks, who had been fighting, 
passed up the Boulevard. Among them were 
evidently many of the Communistes, and possi­
bly, some of those malefactors who will mix in 
all popular movements. The bearing and attitude 
of this column was terrible. The subsequent 
act of one of the party justified the apprehension 
which their appearance suggested. Although M. 
Guizot had retired from the ministry, the Hotel 
des Affaires Etrangères remained occupied and 
guarded by the troops. About ten o'clock a 
young man walked up to the officer in command 
and blew his brains out with a pistol. Seeing him 
foil, Lis soldiers, without orders, fired on the peo­
ple, of whom four or five were lulled. The 
report of this discharge, at a moment when we 
flattered ourselves that all was tolerably well over, 
created a painful sensation. Twenty minutes 
afterwards, however, a most touching and melan­
choly procession arrived, and as far as I could 
perceive, turned alarm into rage. The buz of an 
approaching multitude coming from the Boule 
vards des Capucines was heard, and a low song of 
death, ‘‘Mourir pour la patrie," was chauntcd 
by the throng instead of the victorious Marseil­
les. Mingled with this awful and imposing cho­
rus, the noise of wheels could be heard. A large 
body of the people slowly advanced. Four in 
Front carried torches. Behind them came an 
open cart, surrounded by torch-bearers. The 
light was strong, and disclosed four or five dead 
bodies, partly undressed, which appeared to have 
been carefully ranged in the cart. When the 
head of the column reached the comer of the Rue 
Le pelletier, the song was changed to a burst of fury 
which will not soon be forgotten by those who 
heard it. The procession halted at the office of the 
National, the whole party burst into an unanimous 
shriek or cry of vengeance ! You know hew 
sonorous is that word when pronounced in French. 
The dead bodies in the cart were those of the 
men who fell under the fire of the soldiers above 
mentioned. This event is deplorable. It may 
possibly change the issue of the affair. The night 
was an awful one. The noise of workmen ap­
peared to break on the stillness. Having heard a 
similiar one in 1830, I guessed what was going 
on. Barricades—one immensely strong—at the 
end of the Rue Richelieu, were in progress of 
construction. This has continued up to this mo­
ment, (half-past ten.) Every tree on the whole 
line of the Boulevard has been felled. Every- one 
of the superb lamp-posts has been thrown down, 
and all converted into barricades. At the comer 
of every street is a barricade, gentlemen, 
shopkeepers, clerks, workmen, all labouring at 
the work with an eagerness and an earnestness 
beyond description. At twelve o'clock, M. Odillon 
Barrot, accompanied by General Lamoricierc, 
repaired from the Chamber of Deputies to the 
Ministry of the Interior, where he was formally 
installed in the presence of the National Guard 
and a multitude of citizens, who filled the court. 
Shortly afterwards the following proclamation 
was posted up on the gate, amidst universal 
acclamation :—

“ Mr Dear Comrades,—I have been invested 
by the New Cabinet with the superior command 
of the National Guard of the Department of the 
Sienc. By your energetic attitude you have as­
serted the triumph of liberty. You have been, 
and will ever be, the defenders of liberty. I rely 
upon you, as you may rely upon me.

“ Your Comrade,
(Signed,) “General LAMORICIERE.
(Countersigned,) “ ODILLON BARROT.

“Paris, Feb. 24, 1848 ”
At two o'clock the following proclamation was 

posted on the walls of Paris :
“ CmzB.xs or Paris,—The King has abdicated. 

The croSrn bestowed by the revolution of July is 
new placed on the head of a child, protect'd bv

his mother. They are both under the safeguard 
of the honour and courage of the Parisian popula- 

iviriotlion. All cause of divirion amongst us has ceased 
to exist. Orders have been given to the troope of 
the line to return to their respective quarters.— 
Our brave army can be better employed than 
in shedding its blood in so deplorable a collision.

“ Mv beloved fellow-citizens!—From this mo­
ment the maintenance of order is intrusted to the 
courage end prudence uf the people of Paris, and 
its heroic National Guard. They have ever been 
faithful to our noble country. They will not 
desert it in this grave emergency.

"ODILLON BARROT."
This proclamation produced a temporary calm, 

but the unfortunate occurrence at the Foreign 
Affaire, last night, threatens to change the char­
acter of the struggle. Large pools of blood are 
still on the Asplialate pavement of the Boulevards 
des Capulines, and the Rue Basse du Rampart. 
The people forget that the troops only fired when 
their colonel whs brutally shot. They demand 
“ vengeance," On leaving the " palace the King 
and his family proceeded to Neuilly under an 
escort of cuirassiers. After the troops evacuated 
the Tuileries,' the palace was immediately occu­
pied by the insurgents, who destroyed everything 
in it—windows furniture, pictures, Ac. The 
throne alone was left entire, carried in pro­
cession through the streets and the Boulevards, 
and ultimately smashed to pieces. A similiar 
scene of destruction took place at the I’alais Royal. 
All the furniture was taken out and burnt in the 
court. Marshal Bugeaud has been named at once 
commander of the National Guard and the troops 
of the line. * I

In the Chamber of Deputies, at one o’clock, M. 
Sauzct took the chair, in presence of about 300 
members. Shortly afterwards it was stated that 
the Duchess of Orleans had arrived at the palace 
with her two sons. The Princess soon appeared 
at the left door, accompanied by the two 
Princes, and the Dukes de Nemours and Montpen- 
sier. The young Count de Paris entered first, 
led by one of the members of the House. He 
penetrated with difficulty as far ns the semi-circle, 
which was crowded with officers and soldiers of 
the National Guard. His presence produced a 
lively sensation on the assembly. Almost im­
mediately afterwards the Duchess entered, and 
seated herself in an arm chair between her two 
sons. The hall was then forcibly entered by a 
multitude of armed men of the lower orders and 
National Guards. The Princess and her children 
then retired to one of the upper benches of the 
Centre, opposite the presidential chair. The 
greatest agitation and uproar prevailed, and when 
silence was restored, M. Dupin rose and an­
nounced to the assembly that the King had ab­
dicated in favour of his grandson, and confered the 
regency on the Duchess of Orleans. A voice from 
the public gallery—" It is too late." An inde­
scribable scene of tumult ensued. Several of the 
deputies collected round the Duchess cud her 
children and the Dukes of Nemours and Mont- 
pensier. National Guards also rallied round the 
Royal family. M. Marie, then ascended the 
tribune ; his voice was drowned by deafening 
crics. When silence was restored, kf. Marie said 
that in the critical situation in which the capital 
was placed, it was necessary to adopt some mea­
sures calculated to calm the population. Since 
morhing the evil had made immense progress.— 
Shall we proclaim the Duke de Nemours or the 
Duchess of Orleans regent ? M. Cremieux, who 
followed, was of opinion to uphold the New Gov- 
cmmenL M. Genoude thought that an appeal 
ought to be addressed to the people. M. Odillon 
Barrot next ascended the tribune, and advocated 
the rights of the Duchess d’Orkans. M. La- 
rochejaquelin supported an appeal to the people. 
M. Lamartine and M. Lcdru Rollin, insisted on the 
necessity of appointing a Provisional Government. 
M. Sauzet here put on his hat, and concluded 
the sitting. The Princess retired, followed by 
all the members of the centre, those of the left 
alone remaining in the hull. The insurgents then 
called, or rather carried M. Dupont de l’Eure to 
the Presidential Chair. The tribune and all the 
scats were filled by the people and National 
Guards and the liâmes of the following members 
of the Provisional Govemtment were proclaimed 
amidst a scene which has not been witnessed 
since the Convention :—M. Gamier Pages, M. 
Arago, M. Marie, M. Lcdru Rollins, M. Lamar­
tine, M. Cremieux. This list was received with 
cries of vive la Republique, and the assembly 
then adjourned to the Hotel de Ville to instal the 
Provisional Government.

Arago, Marine ; Lcdru Rollin, Interior ; Marie, 
Public Works ; Carnot, Public Instruction ; Bcta- 
mont, Commerce ; Lamoricierc, War ; Gcrnier 
Pages, confirmed as Mayor of Paris ; Cavignac, 
Governor of Algiers ; Decoutrias, Commandant 
of the National Guards. All communication by 
railway and diligence is suspended. The sta­
tion of the Northern Railway has been burnt. 
It is impossible to get out of Paris by that line. 
All was tranquil in the quarter of the Tuileries.

Half-past Nine o'clock,
The following notice has just been published : 

“ In the name of the Sovereign People :
-•Citizens,—The Provisional Government has 

just been installed ; it is composed by the will of 
the people, of the Citizens Frederick Àrago, Louis 
Blanc, Marie, Lamartine, Flocon, Ledru Rollin, 
Recur, Marast, Albert—to watch over the execu­
tion of the measures which will be taken bv 
the government. The will of the people has 
chosen in the department of the police, the cit­
izens of Coussidere and Sobrier. The same sov­
ereign will of the people has designated the citi­
zen Et Arago, to the Direction General of 
the Post Office. At first execution of the orders 
given by the Provisional Government, it is ad­
vised that the bakers or furnishers of provisions 
of Paris, keep their shops open to all those who 
may have occasion for them. It is- expressly re­
commended to the people not to quit their arms 
their positions, or their revolutionary attitude.— 
They have often been deceived by treason ; it is 
important that they should not give opportuni­
ties to attack’ as criminal as thev are terrible."

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French Nows.—Further Particulars.
We have received IVUImer and Smith's European 

Timts, and other English papers, and have been 
able to select an ample supply of news, and esjie- 
cially the full partic ulars of the events in Paris of 
the 23rd,,24th, and 26th of February last, which, 
up to the last date, had terminated in the suppres­
sion of the Ministry.

We refer the reader to an extract from the London 
Times, (Eng.) of Feb. 24th, showing that the writer 
then had no idea of the sudden change that was so 
shortly to be announced. On that day, the leading 
journal of Europe predicted the success of Louis 
Philippe’s Government—that the Opposition would 
be entirely subdued ; and alluded to the safety of 
the Government in its course of resistance, consist­
ing in a powerful army of 100,000 men and the 
well-fortified state of Paris. We refer to another 
extract from the same journal, of the next day, the 
25th of February, where it is recorded that the 
monarchy has been swept away, and a republic 
established on the ruins. Such was the suddenness 
of the event, and such the unprepared state of the 
public mind in England in relation to it,—notwith­
standing the well-established reputaion, acute dis­
cernment, and sound judgment possessed by the 
public journalists, and their ample means of pro­
curing the most authentic and the earliest informa­
tion.

In our columns following these extracts, the 
reader will find a detailed account of the events of 
tho three days; which, though they have been 
anticipated by the news by telegraph, will be found 
deeply interesting.

Arrival of the Caledonia.
SIXTEEN DATS LATER NEWS FROM LIVERPOOL.

The day has come—the day of retribution to the 
despots of Europe, and of deliverance to oppressed 
nations.

By the Caledonia we have further particulars of 
the Revolution in France, and of its immediate 
effects in Europe, of which we published an account 
in our Extra of Tuesday evening, and which wo 
now publish again in the present number. The 
news, like that by the preceding steamer, the 
Cambria, is of overwhelming importance. It does 
not bring us merely the sequel of the Revolution in 
France: it not only announces the consolidation of 
the new state of political existence of that country, 
but the scene changes, and another act in tho 
political drama has commenced.

Wc shall first make a few remarks with regard 
to France, and then advert to Europe, in order to 
assist our readers in forming an opinion of the 
character and probable consequences of the recent 
remarkable events. The events which transpired 
in France from the 25th of February to the 12th of 
March, accord with all the opinions wo ventured to 
give in our last impression. Our description was 
then complete as to the final abolition of Monarchy 
in France. That has been decisively and effectually 
done, by the dismissal of the French Princes, the 
abolition of the Chamber of Peers, and by convening 
the National Assembly, on conditions prescribed 
to form a definite Government of a Republican 
charactei. Our views of the peaceable nature of 
this movement, we are happy to say, arc greatly 
confirmed. On this subject there were, perhaps 
some reasonable grounds forapprehending a contrary 
direction of the movement. All depended on the 
character of the leaders to whom power was tem­
porarily confided. The loss of about nine hundred 
lives, and the destruction of property in the Tuil­
leries, added some strength to these apprehensions. 
But it is now plain that this event is impressed with 
the distinctive character of the age—that of peace 
This ,s proved by the courteous dismissal from 
France of the son, of Louis Philippe-,he Prince 

o Joinville and the Duc d’Aumale : , -reamer is

placed at their disposal, and they are permitted td 
go where they please, “ with all the world before 
them, and Providence their guide.” There is no 
desire for blood manifested in this proceeding. It 
is true that the King and Queen fled, and, it mey 
be said, escaped, but from what fear end danger 
we do not leant. Of course there is a vast difference 
between him and the members of his family on 
such occasions. Hie life, or the possession of hi» 
person, might be an object with Revolutionists. 
We shall, no doubt, have these particular* explained 
by the next mail. But one cannot but feel for the 
reverses of this great man and his amiable wife, 
both aged as they are, wandering fugitives from 
farm to farm, and at last to betake them to an open 
boat, and thus find a landing on the English coest 
at Brighton. Here history exceeds roman, e. What 
a picture of the vicissitudes of human life ! Ths 
man that might have lived in every possible degree 
of human happiness, in the hearts of his people, 
and who after tieetU might hayç made their hearts 
his most honoured grave—flees for life and liberty, 
is forgotten in a moment, and politically dies an 
ignominious death. He strained the bow of political 
power, till it broke in his hands. Louis Philippe 
is once more a private individual in London—that 
celebrated city of refuge for all nations.

With regard to Europe, the influence of the French 
Revolution of 1813 is tremendous. As was hinted 
in our last number, there is a heavy debt to the 
Reformers of Europe. There is Austria, Prussia, 
and Russia, still ruling with despotic authority over 
their people ; they are sustained by large standing 
armies ; and there is Poland, stunned but not dead, 
and by the treaty-breaking powers of Europe doomed 
to extinction. We have no doubt of her resuscita­
tion. All these despots are trembling; and let it 
only be known, and fully understood, that the power 
resides in the people, both actually and legally, 
they will use it throughout Europe.

In England the power of the people lias been 
recognized, and the Throne is based upon it ; con­
sequently, there is no danger, as we have intimated 
before. <

With regard to the effect of tho French Revolution 
on Europe generally, there is little occasion to add 
any remarks to the contents of our Extra, except to 
notice that there are strong indication» that, the 
whole movement will be a peaceful one, whatever 
disturbance the internal affairs of the individual 
nations may take place. The prompt recognition 
of the new Government of France by the Ambas­
sadors of the United States, England, Belgium, and 
Switzerland, is a guarantee of the peace of Europe, 
so far ns those nations, in that recognition, recog­
nise the policy of non-interference of one nation in 
the internal affairs of another.

'1

It was thought proper, in our journal of last week, 
to report, amongst other local occurrences of the 
week, that a Missionary Meeting of the Wesleyan 
Methodist Missionary Society was held in this 
Town on the 8th of March ; and of this meeting 
we reported that it had been got up in a peculiar 
manner. On the previous Sabbath notice was given 
that Dr. Ritchie would preach on Tuesday evening 
then following, and no notice was given of the 
intention of holding a Missionary Meeting. That 
however, was announced after the Lecture of 
Tuesday ; and on Wednesday night the Missionary- 
Meeting was held, after about twenty-four hours’ 
notice. We called this “peculiar management,” 
and made a few remarks in addition, unfavourable 
to the claims of this body of Ministers on the 
public.

1 hese remarks have drawn a long letter from the 
Rev. E. Botterell, the Wesleyan Methodist Minister 
of this Town—a letter which has been placarded 
about the streets. In that letter the Editors of this 
journal are accused of many hard things, and evi­
dently in a very angry temper on the part of the 
Reverend writer; in which we are charged with 
calumny and slander, grossly incorrect statements, 
and pernicious insinuations, for which the Reverend 
gentleman, in much indignation, is pleased to inflict 
punishment, in one way by ordering us to stop our 
paper, sent to him gratis, and otherwise, if we un­
derstand him right, by being denounced as the 
enemies of Christianity.

Into the religious part of the question it is im­
possible for us to enter, in an Editorial capacity ; 
nor shall we retort, as to any other portion, in his 
own style and spirit.

Wc shall, notwithstanding, whenever we think 
proper, notice the doing, of the Wesleyan Mothodut 
Missionary Society, or any other denomination, so 
long as any one stands somewhat in the position of 
an Established Church, by receiving Government 
money, or rather the money of the people.

Our statements relative to the Missionary Meeting 
are admitted to be true as to their general character" 
by the letter which Mr. Botterell has thought propeï 
to publish: in minute particulars their complete 
accuracy was not asserted.

We have received the first three number* of the 
Journal of Education, published and Edited by 
the Chief Superintendent of Common Schools at 
Toronto. We shall take the earliest opportunity of 
selecting such extracts as may require more ex­
tensive circulation, so far as our space may admit 
In the last number tho Superintendent has issued 
an address, of considerable length, to School Trus­
tees.

The Magnetic Telegraph.
To tfu Editor of the Hamilton Spectator.

Ma. Editor:—For some time past I have been 
much annoyed and disgusted by a most inappro­
priate quotation from the Holy Scriptures in the 
Toronto British Colonist, at the head of the news 
received by Telegraph. The passage is taken 
from the Book of Job, 38c. 35v„ being the words 
of the Almighty himself, spoken to one of his 
creatures to subdue his pride, by giving him a 
sense of his weakness and nothingness, as com­
pared with Him who maketh lightning for the 
rain, and bringeth the wind out of his treasuries. 
The passage could not have been applied, or 
rather misapplied, as it is in the Colonist, except 
by a mind incapable of appreciating the immense 
value of a Revelation from God to man, and utterly 
ignorant of the vast gulf, the incalculable distance, 
between the infinite wisdom of the Allwise, and 
that comparatively glimmering spark of light 
and knowledge, imparted from out of the stores 
of wisdom, to a worm of the dust.

In old times, if a man were a silent witness of 
guilt, he became a partaker in that guilt, and this 
was long before the light of Christianity was

Siven to us ; and shall we now, with all our ad- 
itional advantages, and means of improvement 
and refinement, quietly witness a profane publica­

tion bearing the stamp of falsehood on its very 
face ? For what can be inferred from the quo­
tation alluded to, placed in such a position as it 
occupies in the Colonist, if not this : that we wise 
men of the 19th century of the Christian era have 
completed a portion of a tower whose top may 
reach to Heaven ; that we have done away with 
one of those distinctions between man and his 
Maker, which existed when men were compara­
tively barbarous and uncivilized, which our Maker 
himself declared expressly to be a distinction, 
and a vast one.

It is, in fact, the very essence of rebellion, and 
calculated to do infinite mischief to the minds of 
the young whose eyes it may meet.

Were that humility and reverence for Holy 
Writ, which proceed from a sense of our ignorance 
and blindness more general, a public print con­
taining such profanity would be banished with in­
dignation from the houses of its former patrons. 
In the name of common sense—for the honor of 
the age—let not such pride and conceit any longer 
disgrace us ; but using with gratitude all the 
means pat into the hearts of men by a gracious 
God, for their advancement in civilization and the 
scale ef being, let us not abuse them, to our dis­
grace and condemnation.

U may be charitably hoped that the passage 
alluded to, has been inserted in ignorance and 
thoughtlessness, and that the evil being pointed 
out it will immediately be got rid of, as too glar­
ing to be tolerated for a moment in a Christian 
community. Considering it one of the most im­
portant duties of the press, to lash the vices of 
the times, to expose ignorance, bring truth to light, 
and keep up a correct standard of public opinion 
and sentiment ; and taking it for granted that the

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAM SHIP

CALEDONIA.

London, March 28, 1848. }
The Steamship Caledonia arrived at Boston 

iast night at 9 o’clock. The news by her is of 
the utmost importance. The Revolution has 
spread throughout France. All departments are 
engaged in it The Republic is confirmed, and 
has been recognised by the Representatives of the 
United States, England, Belgium, and Switzer­
land- Louis Philippe and the Queen, after ex­
periencing the greatest difficulties, having had to 
wander about amongst farm houses, were obliged 
to leave France in an open boat. They, however, 
arrived at Brighton. The Royal Family are also 
in England. The Chamber of Peers has been 
overturned, and all titles of nobility abolished. 
The National Assembly is to meet on the 20th 
April, to form a definite Government ; the mem­
bers chosen by universal suffrage. All French­
men 21 years of age have a right to vote, and 
all of 25 years of age eligible to the Assembly of 
900 members. There has been some trouble 
with the workmen of Paris, and financial affairs 
are in a very bad condition, the funds falling 
enormously. The Government has extended 
the time of payment of bills. A steamer has 
been placed qt the disposal of the Prince de Join­
ville and the Duc d’Aumale, to go where they 
please. The Tuilleries have naen «urned into an 
hospital for the workmen.

The members of the late French Ministry 
have arrived in England.

In Bavaria the people have risen and da.minded 
a Constitution of the King, at tlu point of the 
bayonet Prince Mcttemich has resigned—the 
Prussian people arc ready for a revolution, and 
all Germany breaking out In Spain the Or­
leans party have been overthrown.

Montreal, March 23, 1848.—At 3 o’clock, 
P M:, this day, the Governor-General proceeded 
in state to the Chamber of the Legislative Council 
in the Parliament Buildings : the members of the 
Legislative Council being assembled, His Excel­
lency was pleased to command the attendance of 
the Legislative Assembly ; which House being 
present, the Bills passed during the Session were 
assented to in Her Majesty’s name by His Excel­
lency the Governor-General, the titles of which

From (London) Erangrlicel Christendom.

Ultramontane or Italian Party.
T1IIIR DISASTERS AND LOSSES IN IVHOP! IN 1847.

--------- , January, 1848.
The year 1847 has not been a good one for 

the Jesuits, the Ulti amontanese and the Roman 
Catholic Church generally. In spite ol their 
(lompous declarations about the revival of Popery, 
wherever the priests have seriously essayed to 
enter the lists against the tendencies of modern 
times they have experienced sad losses. It may 
not be without interest and utility to recapitulate 
these numerous defeats, and to inquire into the 
principal causes of them.

1st, Let us look at Italy. This according to 
common opinion is the classic ground of Popery. 
There is the Sovereign Pontiff with all the prestige 
of his ancient associations and all the splendor of 
his temporal dominion. There are cardinals, 
bishops, ubbes and monks, in immense numbers. 
The clergy possess enormous revenues, ami in 
certain States of the Peninsula they occupy the 
highest places of government. It would seem, 
therefore, that the doctrines and the hierarchy of 
Roman Catholicism should have struck deep root 
in the soil of Italy, and that this edifice which lias 
lasted for so many ages, should not be shaken by 
anything.

But the year which has just ended has revealed 
more clearly than those which have preceded it, 
that the great number of Italians, even in the in­
ferior classes of the people, are no longer attached 
in heart to their ancient religion, but arc laboring 
to emancipate themselves from the sacerdotal 
yoke. If they persist iu bearing the name of 
Roman Catholics, and in practising some of the 
forms of their worship, it is a vain and deceptive 
appearance only. In reality, they despise almost 
all their pries!a, detest the monks, abhor the 
Jesuits, and are more and more adopting princi­
ples opposed to the pontifical theocracy.

We must not suffer ourselves to be deceived by 
demonstrations in favour of Pius IX. and of 
some other dignitaries of the Church. The ardent 
enthusiasm with which the new Pope has been 
hailed was addressed to the reformer, to the 
political man, and not at all to the spiritual chief, 
or to the depository of Papal authority. Far from 
this applause being a mark ef the attachment of 
the Italians to Romanism, it is an evident proof of 
the contrary. For Pius IX, be it well observed, 
has been loaded with eulogy, not because he is a 
strict Roman Catholic, but rather because he has 
renounced in part the tradilions of the Holy See, 
and because, in many of his acts, he has approxi­
mated to the opinions of bis cotempennies.

An indubitable proof of this is the fact, that 
upon every occasion that Pius IX has manifested 
retrograde tendencies, whether in pronouncing a 
panegyric upon the Jesuits, or in censuring the 
adversaries of the Ullrumontnne party, he has 
been immediately treated with coolness by his 
people. He will continue to be popular only 
upon condition of imitating preceding pontiffs as 
little as possible : and I am persuaded, that if, 
to-morrow, the Pope were frankly to declare him­
self a Papist in the complete sense of the term, 
he would Be attacked and aspersed by those who 
now extol him to the skies.

See, indeed, what is the true spirit of the 
Italians. They have received with transports of 
joy the news of the defeat of the Jesuit faction in 
Switzerland. In vain has Pius IX expressed his 
grief, his lively sorrow at these events ; the people 
have displayed altogether opposite sentiments. 
And now. the papers announce what is still more 
remarkable—that thousands of the inhabitants of 
Rome, headed by the celebrated tribune Ciccrou- 
acchio, have presented an address to Pius IX. 
requesting the expulsion of the Jesuits from the 
Pontifical States. This demonstration, it must be 
confessed, contrasts singularly with the flattering 
letter which the Pontiff recently wrote to the 
Rev. Father Pcrrone ! When the Pontiff says to 
the Jesuits, You arc my friends, the people reply, 
No. they arc alike your enemies, and ours !

It is quite certain that the Ultramontane party 
lost considerable ground in Italy in the course of 
last year The real sentiment of the populace, 
long suppressed, or concealed, has manifested it­
self in all directions—in Tuscany, in Piedmont, in 
the kingdom of Naples, at Lucca, and at Modena, 
and the theocracy of the Holy Sec is shaken to ils 
very foundation.

Let us next turn our eyes to Belgium. There, 
too, the sacerdotal faction appeared to rest upon 
the most solid basis. A credulous and supersti­
tious people, with innumerable convents, Jesuits 
increasing in number from one end of the country 
to the other, the creatures of the clergy in the 
cabinet and the principle offices of state, the 
bishops taking the lead in parliamentary elections, 
the cures ruling municipal councils ; the hand, 
the arm, the eye of the priests everywhere ; what 
a splendid position ! And yet the year 1847 has 
seen all this imposing structure crumble into dust, 
The clergy and their friends have been humiliated 
and beaten by the liberals, and compelled to 
abandon the places which they had usurped.

This is assuredly one of the most curious phe­
nomena of our times. The liberal party itself did 
uot dare to hope for so complete a victory ; it 
supposed that the Jesuits would be sufficiently 
strong to make a long and obstinate resistance. 
But it has not been thus. In the first regular 
struggle, the Vltrainontancse have lost ground. 
Not only the inhabitants of the large towns, but 
many among the rural population, have deserted 
the clerical standard. Several functionaries hold­
ing high office in the state, who, from motives of 
political expediency, had pretended to be very 
bigoted, turned their harks on the priests im­
mediately they saw that they were becoming un­
popular. King Leopold has yielded to the torrent, 
and there is now little probability of the Popish 
clergy ever recovering in Belgium the influence of 
which they have been deprived.

Consider, thirdly, Bararia. This was the bul­
wark and the pride of the Jesuit faction in Ger­
many. The priests and monks were all-powerful 
at court, in the council, in the towns and villages, 
in the universities and school*. They exerted 
their powerful influence to vex and oppress the 
Protestants ; for it is the constant practice of 
Romish ecclesiastics, when they are the stronger 
party, to become persecutors ; they complaisantly 
express and avow the most retrograde opinions ; 
their advocates, through the press, and in acade­
mical institutions, openly avow the intention of 
reviving the middle age, with all its slavery, and 
all its follies. The King of Bavaria waa in their 
hands a mere tool, which they moved at pleasure 
This was admirable ! Bavaria was the Eldorado 
or the Olopa of Sir Thomas M .orc to popery.

But—oh, unforscen affliction ! Oh, lamentable 
and cruel catastrophe ! all on a sudden the King

of Bavaria turned against those whose suggestions 
he had been accustomed to follow with such docility.
I do not inquire into the causes of this change.
I have not the slightest desire to excuse the faults 
and passions of the old monarch. This new 
Henry VIII in miniature as he has been called 
merits, on account of his private conduct, the repro­
bation of every moral man. But I simply point out 
a fact—a fact worthy of the most serious attention, 
namely, that, immediately after the change in the 
king's conduct, the Ultramontane party dwindled 
into the most extreme insignificance. Nobles, 
magistrates, professors, learned men, men of the 
people, all or nearly all have shown the greatest 
joy, and saluted the prinqp with their plaudits, 
notwithstanding his agences against public de­
cency. The pfiesta have made an attempt to 
Like up a threatening Attitude : but everbody lias 
lnughod at them, and if they consult the dictates 
of prudence, they will speak and act with consider­
able circumspection.

Vf hat must we conclude from this ? Undoubt­
edly that the influence of the Jesuits and the 
Ultrsinontanese m Bavaria was a pure phantas­
magoria. Their was no reality, no solidity in their 
rule. So long as they were sustained by the royal 
favour, they bad a show of power ; but im­
mediately the arm of the monarch is withdrawn 
from them they fall us a scene in a theatre dis­
appears under the hand of the machinist. The 
Bavarian people, Catholics as well as Protestants, 
had no thorough attachment to them ; they had 
no faith in their words, and it has been very easy 
therefore, to break this humiliating yoke.

Fiin.llv, let us recollect what has happened in 
Switzerland during the past year. Certes, the 
Jesuits and their friends assumed a somewhat 
arrogant tone with respect to the Sonderbund. 
They prophesied with impurturable assurance, 
that, if they could not triumph, they would at 
least defend themselves to the last, extremity. 
Priests, monks, reverend fathers and brothers of 
every name, had neglected nothing to fanaticise 
the people. They had distributed to the soldiers 
miraculous medals, talismans, amulets, and ban­
ners, with the image of the Holy Virgin. The 
women, even, like modern Amazons, prompted by 
their confessors, practised shooting with the 
musket, and promised bravely to shed ther blood 
in the common cause. Our aga, according to 
the testimony of the clergy, was anew to witness 
the miracles of the martyrs, the heroism of the 
crusades ; and we ourselves, misled by these sub­
lime predictions, imagined that the Papists of 
Switzerland would display the same valor and 
constancy as our old French Huguenots, who 
fought and struggled for fifty years—one against 
ten or twenty.

Alas ! alas ! What a bitter disappointment to 
the Jesuits and their partiziuis throughout Europe 1 
The famous warriors of the Sonderbund hardly 
maintained one or two little skirmishes, and at 
the first repulse they threw down their aims at 
the feet of the radicals. The valiant Amazons 
remained at home ; they prepared their husbands’ 
dinners instead of rushing to the field of battle, 
and I confess that they acted wisely. The leaders 
of the Helvetic League took to flight, and the 
reverend disciples of Ignatius Loyola decamped 
as quickly as possible. WithiQ a fortnight, tin 
Sonderbund presented nothing to the eye but a 
pitiable wreck, and the inhabitants of the little 
cantons hastened to choose representatives agree­
able to their conquerors.

In stating these things, I do not pretend to 
applaud in the slightest the success of the radicals. 
Swiss radicalism has unhappily violated the most 
sacred rights of conscience in the Canton de Vaud 
and elsewhere ; its principles are imbued with a 
desolating scepticism ; its rules of conduct are 
often dictated by brutal despotism. Shame upon 
these men who preach freedom in their speeches, 
and who oppress and crush it in their actions ! 
My object is merely to adduce another important 
proof that Jesuitism and Ultramontanism has a 
superficial and precarious power only, in Switzer­
land. It was a very showy building without, but 
within it was full of worthless ruins. To speak 
without a figure, the adhesions of the population 
of Friburg, Lucerne, Schweitz, Ac., to Popery was 
external rather than internal ; they were far from 
being the subjects of fanaticism, which it was im­
possible to reanimate. These good people had no 
wish to sacrifice their property and shed their 
blood fur opinions which they no longer hold, 
with all the powers of their mind, as articles of 
faith. They will continue to be Roman Catholics 
by the performance of certain ceremonies ; but the 
voice of the priest has ceased to be for them the 
voice of God. This is the truth.

And now, how comes it that the Ultramontane 
party had suffered so many humiliating-defeats, 
so many irreparable losses, in a single year ? 
The reply to this question, were it fully developed, 
might form a very interesting book. But being 
confined to the narrow limits of a letter, I must 
content myself with saying, that the essential 
cause of these reverses of Roman Catholicism is 
to be found in its utter want of harmony with the 
principles, the aspirations, arid the tendencies of 
the present age. The Jesuits, or more generally 
the decided Papists, are the representatives of the 
past—of a past which has declined, whichfor the 
last three hundred years has been growing more 
and more obsolete, and which, in the present day, 
is breathing out its last sigh. The Reformation, 
considered in its moral and social influence, has 
steadily pursued its course, propagated it* maxims, 
borne its fruit, even among Roman Catholic 
nations, and little by little has modified the mental 
character of the greater part of Europe. The 
advocates of ancient Popery have shut their eyes 
as much as possible to this vast transformai ion ; 
they have denied and calumnaited it ; they strive 
to surround themselves with brilliant illusions, and 
lo indulge in magnificent dreams. By securing 
the favors and the largesses of political authori 
ties, they sometimes succeed in assuming an ap-

of Popery—you have no longer a lively and 
vigorous faith in your own doctrines! You no 
longer believe as did the monks of the middle ages, 
in the divine character of your teaching. You 
belong, notwithstanding your efforts to the 
movement of our age, and you are incapable of 
fanaticising the nations, because you yourselves 
are no longer the subjects of a sincere fanaticism.

The Meeting of the Waters.—Yesterday was 
an eventful period in the history of our city, of 
the State, and of the West. It was the wedding 
of the Father of Rivers to our inland seas—a union 
of the Mississippi with Lake Michigan ; for the 
fruits of which union Chisago stands sponsor— 
Commerce is its first bom—Agricultural and 
general prosperity its increase. The first boat 
borne on the Illinois Canal passed safely through 
from Lockport to our city yesterday.

At an early hour yesterday afternoon the whole 
city was ir. motion. Carriages, waggons and pe­
destrians were nil on the move to Bridgeport, to 
welcome the first boat from below, while pro­
peller, “ Rossetter,” with the Mayor and com­
mittee of reception, accompanied bv a large num­
ber of citizens, proceeded by the way of the 
river.

By three o’clock it seemed as if they whole city 
had been emptied down at “ Lock No. 1.” The 
splendid machinery for pumping water into the 
canal was in operation, nnd was examined with 
great satisfaction by all present, working as it did, 
with such clock-like regularity. About half- past 
four the “ Gen. Fry’’ hove in sight upon the 
ribbon like sheet of water which was streiching far 
away to the south-west, and a volunteer escort 
dashed off, carriages, ladies on horseback, and 
horsemen, to meet her as she came on, crowded 
to her utmost, with ladies and gentlemen from the 
interior.

At a little after five she reached the lock, where 
“ three times three” were given for the boat and 
delegation, and the bands stricking up enlivening 
airs, she passed easily into the river, the first boat 
through. At this point the committee, through 
the Mayor of the city, Mr. Woodworth, extended to 
them a cordial welcome, and spoke of the triumph 
that was at last achieved, of the successful ac 
complishment of the Illinois and Michigan Canal, 
in a very happy and felicitous manner.

[Here follow several addresses.]
After which the “ Gen. Fry” was taken in tow 

by the “ Rossetter.” Here the fine bands on 
board each boat struck up, and they proceeded 
upon their winding way to our Garden City, which 
was reached about 7, P. M. The scene which 
was presented along the wharves was animated in 
the extreme. At every point the citizens had 
assembled, and chour upon cheer arose as the 
boats swept by, and in the clear moonlight the 
effect was beautiful. As if to make the baptism 
complete a circuit of a mile or two was taken out 
in the lake. Upon passing out of the harbour, 
Capt. Swift always on hand and ever efficient, 
who had taken up his station upon the pier, 
welcomed the boats as they passed out and back 
with a salute of a hundred guns.

Thus has at length opened the Illinois and 
Michigan Canal. The long and eventful period 
that has marked its progress, has at last been 
passed—the doubts and distrusts, and uncertainties 
which have hung over it, have been dispelled— 
our canal is finished !

The influence, the completion of this work is to 
have upon the West, upon the State, and especially 
upon our city, we will not now attempt to measure ; 
suffice it that it is the commencement of an era in 
onr history which is but a way-side mark, in her 
career to greatness and prosperity. Her destiny 
is upward and onward—as resistless as the giant 
tide that swells the current in now, our own Mis 
sissippi.

The General Superintendent of Education.
We find that enquiries are being every where 

made—" w ill the present Government retain 
Egorton Ryvrson at the head of the Educational 
Department of Canada West or will they not ?” 
To all sueli enquiries our reply is, we know not 
what they will do, but public opinion mdicatw 
plainly what they are expected to do—via., to re­
move him at once aa an officer above all others 
obnoxious to the people. The whole public career 
of Mr. U) erson peculiarly unfits him fdr the high 
and responsible position he now holds. That he 
is possessed of talents of a high order none will 
deny, but that he has moral stamina to use them 
aright few cau be made to believe, ilia past 
political history is a perfect political enigma. At 
one time he appears as the stem antagonist of 
ecclesiastical monopoly—at another he is a servile 
tool in its hand : At one time he identifies himself 
with the Reformers in their noble struggle for 
inalienable right*—at another he ahandoae them 
and is found on the side of the enemy At one 
time he wields a powerful influence through tho 
Press in defence of civil and religion* liberty—ut 
another he consents to muzzle that same Press or 
to employ it in the service of the monopolists :— 
At one time he is found reading a defence of tho 
first Baldwin administration against Sir Charles 
Metcalfe to his friends—in a few weeks after he 
is found publishing a defence of Sir Charles 
Metcalfe against that same Administration for 
their enimies. Like a ship on the ocean without 
compass or helm, Mr. Ryerson appears to have 
been tossed upon the waves of public life for the 
last twenty years—carried along by the current 
of flattery at one time or by the gales of self- 
interest at another, it has been impossible to deter­
mine where or how he would terminate his devious 
career.

These wo believe arc the broad grounds upon 
which the people generally desire his removal 
from office. Disclaiming all personal feeling 
against Mr. Ryerson, but solely on public grounds, 
we express our hope that he will not be allowed 
to occupy the important situation he now fills. 
Our conviction is that the whole character of onr 
Elementary Education is endangered under the 
management of such an individual. Who, we 
ask, would desire to have a Provincial Normal 
School under the moulding process of such a 
mind 1 Who would not deprecate that the 
Teachers trained in this institution should be ex­
posed to the influence of his machiardian policy 
and be prepared to diffuse its spirit throughout 
our schools ? No greater calamity could, in our 
opinion, befall the Province than to give a wrong 
impress to the minds of our Common School 
Teachers, and no means are so likely to do 
this as a Normal School under the direction of 
the present General Superintendent.

The present Statute relating to Common Schools 
framed under the direction of Mr. Ryerson, gives 
extraordinary powers to the head of this depart­
ment, and deprives the people of the influence 
which they ought to exorcise over tho education 
of their children,—is exceedingly obnoxious to the 
country and and ought to be amended or repealed. 
Both a change in the law and in the party appoint­
ed to superintend its administration is looked for 
and demanded by the country.

It would be unjust to urge Mr. Ryerson’s dis­
missal on the ground that he is politically opposed 
to the party in power ; or that he had conscien­
tiously expressed opinions adverse to their elevation 
to power. Wc take a much higher ground. His 
dismissal may bedemandvd as a moral necessity ; 
not as a punishment. It can be proved that Mr. 
Ryerson, as a politician, lavished the most ex­
travagant eulogiuros on the high minded integrity 
and independence of the Baldwin, I>nfontaine 
Ministry, for resigning in defence of a great prin­
ciple rather than sacrifice the interests of the 
country to the self-willed tyranny of an Bias tern 
Nabob. It can be proved that he virtually if not 
formally accepted the office he now holds one 
month and a day before his first letter in " defence 
of Sir Charles Metcalfe” appeared his denial to 
the contrary notwithstanding. Now we ask, if 
stronger evidence of corruption against any public 
man could be produced ? On the merits of the 
principle involved in the dispute between Sir 
Charles Metcalfe and his Ministers, which led to 
the resignation of the latter, Mr. Ryerson publicly 
contradicted himself. We challenge him to deny 
this fact. We find that in the interval between 
the period when he eulogized the resigned 
Ministry and the time when he as loudly con­
demned them, the corrupt triumvirate had bribed 
him with the tender of that office he now holds. 
Here then is the secret of his conversion. Here is 
the proof that he acted corruptly in his opposition 
to Responsible Government as understood by tho 
Baldwin Ministry of 1842. We appeal to all 
honest men of all parties whither he who thus pro­
stituted his talents for a bribe, possesses the moral 
qualifications not only desirable but indispensable 
in the man who stands at the head of Common 
School education in Western Canada ? Is his 
public conduct such as the youth of the country 
can look up to as a pattern by which to shape 
their own ? Would it not teach them that fraud 
and chicanery, sophistry and falsehood, are part 
of the legitimate policy of public men? Mr. 
Ryerson must bi\iirenounced morally disqualified 
for the office he'-now holds ; and hie present 
elevation can only be regarded as a public'soandal 
and a national disgrace.

The presbyterl&s Church of Canada and 
Government Allowances.

Our attention has just been celled to a para­
graph in a paper called the Hamilton Sentinel. 
in which an attempt is made, in a style very little 
creditable to the writer, to discredit the lrutl r-' 
ness qnd sincerity of a statement wo lately bad 
occasion to make—and which we now deliberately 
repeat—that “ the ministers of the Presbyterian 
Church of Canada will neither ask nor receive 
Government allowances.” The writer of this 

ragraph, whose gross violations of truth and 
chanty we cannot account for, but by supposing 
them to proceed from some mind still festering, 
and ill at ease, from disruption convictions* has 
the effrontciy to put forward the following state­
ment

“ Whether they" (the mèistors of the Presby­
terian Church of Canada) “ will refuse, frees this 
time forth, the annual stipend which hue hitherto 
been paid them by the Government, remains to be 
seen ; but one thing is certain, they have not yet 
come into possession of that virtue. The minis­
ters who were paid from the public perse before

fore the Synod of Canada sprang into existence, 
continue to receive a similar amount every year, 
without the least symptoms of grumbling. How 
ehsurd, then, to state that they will not receive 

* Government allowance* V ”
Of this statement we have only to say that it is 

utterly devoid of truth. Three ministers, indeed, 
ormniaHy belonging to the United Synod—who 
withdrew from the Establishment Synod at the 
disruption—we believe do draw the allowances 
which they received when they were connected 
with the first-named body, and before they had 
»nv connection with the Church of Scotland. 
But besides these, there ta not one of the three 
score ministers of our Church trlto receives a 
farthing of Government money. As to these 
three brethren, the Synod has not thought fit to 
interfere with the,ir own judgment in the matter, 
seeing their allowances are held by them on pure­
ly individual ground», and not by an engagement 
to which the Church is a party, and mnst become 
void at their death. It may not be out of place 
here to state, in regard to another minister, who 
draw his allowances under the same circumstances 
as these just mentioned, for one year after the dis­
ruption, that he, having been led by his own con­
victions of duty to resign it, his Presbytery, on 
eomtntf to the knowledge of this fact, passed a 
minute, recording their approval of his conduct in 
the strongest terms. The remainder of the para­
graph in question contains a series of charges and 
insinuations equally false with the statement 
above quoted, indicating, even more clearly, the 
bitter enmity by which the writer is actuated, 
and rendering it morally certain that we are right 
In our conjeoture, as to the source from whence 
they have emanated. They are, however, of a 
less tangible character, and we, therefore, dismiss 
them without further notice, heartily wishing the 
author a better spirit.—Mittionary Record.

We give insertion to the above in justice to the 
Editor of the Mittionary Record. It is to us 
very gratifying to be again assured that the 60 
ministers of the Free Church in Canada “ will 
neither ask nor receive Government allowances." 
The exceptions named as cases existing prior to 
the formation of the Free Church, are much to 
be regretted, giving, as they do, occasion for re­
proach against the whole body. If the Synod 
cannot or will not remove this cause of reproach, 
the people should do it. The stoppage of supplies 
Li a sure corrective of the evil in the case of men 
who will violate the great principle of church 
sustentation laid down in the scriptures. Yet it 
is greatly to be lamented that ministerial self-denial 
and confidence m the people, should ever require 
to be taught by this means.—Examiner.

IRELAND.
The position of a (Taira in Ireland is every day 

—every hour — becoming more alarming and 
complicated, and the friends of order and exist­
ing institutions, who, buta few weeks since, sneer­
ed at the braggadocios and bravados of the ultra- 
re|«e Uers, as so many proofs of imbecility and 
insanity, are now apprehensive of a long and 
deadly conflict between the authorities and the 
populace of Ireland. It is admitted by all, that 
at no one time in the entire history of repeal did 
the agitation reach anything at all resembling its 
present extent ; and the fact that all dependence 
hitherto nndeviatingly placed in moral force for a 
redress of grievances has been cast to the winds, 
and that the war now waged, however much its 
existence is to be deplored, is at least one open, 
manly, and honest, invests the movement with an 
interest which demands for it a larger space in 
our columns than is usually allotted to Irish in­
telligence.

On the 23rd a very large meeting of Mr. O’­
Brien’s constituents took place in Limerick, and 
resolutions of confidence in, and support of that 
gentleman were carried by acclamation. Mr. 
rigot, son of the Chief Baron of the Exchequer, 
made the speech of the evening, in which he 
openly told the people to arm, and be prepared 
for any emergencies which should arise.

On the same evening the confederation held a 
meeting. Considerable anxiety had been mani- 
fested to learn th/effects the prosecutions would 
have produced on the leaders of that body. The 
rooms were crowded almost to suffocation, and 
the surmise that the steps taken would only add 
to the warmth of the popular feeling was fully 
realized. The Chairman, Mr Barry, said—

“I tell Lord Clarendon that,if he is disposed to go to 
law with this nation, he must prepare a thousand addition­
al'jails : lor if O’Brien, Meagher, and Mitcheil are to be 
ieiprtanned for speaking and writing the truth, we are all 
prepared, one by One, to repeat w at they have already 
spoken, and a great deal mure. Let all who talk of re- 
speeting the law go home, lor God’s sake, and mind their 
fkrailiea and business, if they have any. and leave this 
straggle in eer hands, who neither love, nor respect, nor 
fear the law."

Mr. Duffy, editor of the Nation, was no less 
plain in bis observations. He said—

*' Wa do not promise to ootmameuvre them in the 
Cowl of Queen’s Bench. We cannot undertake to drive 
* coach and six throngh their prosecution ; but we will 
drive through it the green burners of a hundred thousand 
national guards.”

Mr. Mitchell however out-topped all the speakers— 
■"He urged every man to get arms, and provide ammuni­
tion. A rifle could be had for three pnnnda. Speeches 
end resolutions would never avail them unless they were 
*11 armed and ready to turn out. (Vociferous cheering 
and eriej of “ Pikes pikes !” whatever he had written 
spoken. « published, he wmddstany by ; and he now in 
formed »he«enti|fnen who was taking notes for theGovern 
incut .that k was he who printed and pu hi ished the seditious 
libils. But sedition was a small matter ; he was now about 
to commit high treason. Hé meant to call on them to 
rise up at an early day, or an early night, and smash 
through the Castle of Dublin, and tear it down.” (Tre­
mendous applause.)

At this meeting several magistrates, professional 
men and students of Trinity College, were ad­
mitted members, amongst whom were Mr. Maher 
ésputy-heutunant for Wexford, who contributed 
£50 to the defence fund ; Mr. Barnwall, J.P., 
-nephew to Lord Trimleston, dee. Mr Doheny 
eel off-next dey for Tipperary, to embody the 
National Guard there.

The flame already kindled, spread rapidly. 
Limerick took the initiative in the Provinces. 
On the 25th a very influential meeting was held 
in ” the City of the Violated Trea’y,” presided 
over by the Mayor, and attended by seven aider- 
men, all the town councillors, the Roman Catho-

On the 27th Kilkenny spoke out The meeting 

was attended by tire Mayor, three local magistrates, 
and the leading merchants. Dr. Cane, J.P., said, 
alluding to a council of three hundred in Dublin,
—•* The heavy arm of the law might be laid on 
him if he were one of tiie three hundred ; but he 
did not believe that such an act of tyranny would 
be attempted. However, if it should, come weal, 
come woe, confinement or liberty,, prison or 
death, he was reedy.”

Cheers for Mitchell and his fellow patriots, and 
loud cries for pikes, resotfnded from all aides. 
On the same day the gentry of the county Louth 
held a preliminary meeting in Dundalk, to concert 
arrangements for a repeal demonstration on the 
9th of April. The meeting was presided over 
by N. Markev, Esq., J. P., and attended by N. 
Buylan, Esq., Captain Seaver, T. M‘E. Gartland, 
Esq., &c. Another meeting which took place on 
the same dayvin Waterford, was largely attended 
by the Old and Young Ireland partisans. One of 
their resolutions ran thus :—

“ We hereby pledge ourselves never to sign or send 
petition to the British Parliament.”

On the 5th instant the Confederation, hold 
another meeting. A letter from Mr. Smith 
O'Brien was read, stating that 50,000 Parisians 
would be ready to aid the Irish in any attempt to 
regain their liberty. Twenty Students of Trinity 
College were on the platform.

Several other assemblages were ^eld through­
out the Provinces, and lectures were delivered 
nightly in the metropolis by the Rev. Tliaddeua 
O’Malley, P.P., on the political rights of the 
people, and by other gentlemen, on the superiority 
of the pike over fire arms as a .veapon of offence. 
The press, too, has not been inactive. The 
Nation and United Irishman are of course, most 
prominent in the violence of their articles ; and 
now openly promulgate plans for a systematic 
rebellion by physical means. The nature of the 
weapons, their size, and all the etceteras are de­
scribed with a minutitc that is truly daring. The 
United Irishman gives some directions about 
pikes and bayonets. Lest, however, these, from 
their expense, might not be within the reach of 
all classes, it further informs all tenant-rightlcss 
farmers and able-bodied paupers—“ That a strong 
English reaping-hook straightened, with the saw 
edge ground sharp, and rounded, and a sock hilt 
wielded to the the tang, makes a weapon, which, 
when attached to a duck-guri, or long fowling- 
piece, is as deadly as the pike, and as complete 
as the bayonet. You can make it any length 
convenient to your purpose, and the length of 
your barrel from one foot to three. A scythe 
blade, fixed by a weeded socket, on a half-pike, 
or socket of six feet, becomes a weapon equally 
deadly,”

The Freeman's Journal does its portion of the 
work more cautiously, but not less effectually, 
whilst, throughout the kingdom, the most slavish 
of the journals in the service of the O’Connells 
are shaking off the yoke of Conciliation-hall. 
The sale of the more violent of the repeal journals 
is immense. On the 1st instant, not less than 
12,000 copies of the United Irishman were sold 
at the publishing office alone.

The lessons thus imparted to the people have 
not been entirely thrown away. From almost 
every district in the south-east and west the most 
alarming accounts are published.—Throughout 
the city, and in the counties of Dublin, Meath, 
Kildara, Tipperary, and Limerick, pikes are being 
most extensively manufactured, rifle clubs are 
starting up in every locality, and drill practice is 
daily carried on

Extensive importations of pikes have taken 
place from Birmingham, two consignments alone 
amounting to thirty thousand. These are sold 
only to persons who can give a certain pass-word. 
One man named Cogan, in the county of Meath, 
has at present a contract to supply ash sapplings, 
11 feet long, for 100,000 men. One club alone in 
Dublin possess 1600 pikes. Some parties have 
been arrested in Tipperary for manufacturing 
these weapons. Light brass guns from seven to 
fourteen pounders, are said to have arrived in 
Dublin

A man named Kirwan, taken up by the repeal 
special constables in Dublin, for ordering pikes, 
has turned out to lie a Government spy, employed 
by the Commissioner of Police. The discovery 
has given cause of great dissatisfaction, and the 
press of all parties loudly reprobate the transac­
tion.

In conjunction with the manufacturing of 
weapons, the signal fires which have of late been 
so frequent in some districts of the country, have 
caused considerable anxiety to the authorities. 
They were lit up'with a rapidity truly astonishing, 
and added another evidence to the bad feeling 
prevalent among the peasantry, there be:ng no 
doubt of a secret signification having been attached 
to them.

The troops and constabulary also are said to 
be disaffected. Several soldiers of the 83rd have 
been sent to head quarters to be tried by court 
martial for joining with the people at their bon­
fires, and the authorities have found it necessary 
to give a complete “ weeding,” as it is termed, to 
the police force, removing from the body every 
member supposed to be tainted with the popular 
feeling. The disaffection principally exists in 
Limerick and Kilkenny. Certainly, as matters 
now stand, the repealers calculate on the sympathy 
of both the army and police.

In the meantime, the middle classes, terrified 
at the approach of disturbances, are withdrawing 
their deposits from the saving banks, the run on 
the Limerick and Drogheda banks being unusually 
large.

Mach reliance has been placed by Government 
on the exertions of the Roman Catholic priesthood 
to preserve pence. This prop is being also cut 
from under their feet ; and in some dioceses— 
Cork for instance—the clergy have unanimously 
opened a subscription list towards the defence 
fund, the Limerick clergy have had a meeting on 
important business with the repeal wardens.

EMIGRATION TO CANADA.

Lord Stanley having in the House of Lords 
called the attention of the administration to the 
Passenger Act of the •madian Legislature, as 
oppressive, and calculate4 to direct the stream, of 
emigration from a British Colony to the United 
States, Earl Grey said he had received a copy of 
the Bill mentioned by hiifc from Lord Elgin, who 
stated that it had already passed the House of 
Assembly, and that maay members wished to 
make its provisions much more severe. He (Earl 
Grey) regretted that some of its provisions should 
have been proposed ; they appeared to him 
calculated to operate very injuriously indeed upon 
the interests of the colony. He was happy to state 
that the act was only proposed to last till the end 
of next year. In answer to his noble friend, he 
could only say, that until the bill had been received 
in the shape of a law, it was impossible to give 
Her Majesty any advice whatever upon the subject. 
He, however, intended to send out a despatch to 
the Governor General, which he hoped would 
reach him while the Provincial Parliament was 
still sitting, recommending that some of the most 
objectionable clauses of the bill should be recon­
sidered. The noble Earl concluded by stilting 
that he would lay on the table a copy if a des­
patch he had received, as well as a copy of the 
Bill.

On the 28th ultimo, the royal assent was given 
by commission to the North American Passengers 
Bill (of the Imperial Parliament).—Montreal 
Herald.

The new Police Gunrdiene de Ville had just 
come into service. In the central part qf Paris 
they are unarmed and wear no uniform.

Fbance.—Warlike preparations on a great 
scale continue, both with respect to land and sea 
forces. All of the regiments of Infantry and 
Cavalry in the departments of the North have 
received orders to place their battalions and 
squadrons on a war footing.

The National states, in an article dated Toulon, 
4th inst, that the fleet under the orders of Admiral 
Baudin, had been instructed to sail the moment 
their ertws should have voted for Deputies forthe 
National Assembly.

The proclamation calls upon the German people 
to proceed to the work of the elections, and not 
to rest until they have created Germany united 
and free.

The Constitutionel lias the following :—All 
the Kalifas and other Arab chiefs of the Province

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAM SHIP

will be resorted to.

There was a great fire at Shanghai, on the 2d 
of January, 50 houses were destroyed. Alarm 
had been occasioned at Shanghai on the 11th of 
January, by an intimation that certain lawless 
Chinese were organizing a gang for the purpose 
of attacking and plundering some of the foreign 
Pongs. Precautions were taken in consequence, 
and all remains quiet.

FURTHER PARTICULARS.
Liverpool, April 15.

At this morning’s market there was a good at­
tendance of buyers and a fair business was trans­
acted in wheat at an improvement on Tuesday’s 
prices of 2d per bushel on both old and new.— 
Flour was Is per sack and 6d per barrel higher— 
27s per 196 lbs was the top quotations for western 
canal.

Indian corn and com meal was in extensive 
demand for Ireland, and prices have improved a 
little.

The sale of American white com meal at 24s 
to 25s and yellow 26s to 27s per 480 lbe.

Indian meal sold at 11s to 12s per 196 lbs.
In the London corn market there was very little 

wheat fresh up, and no improvement in the trade. 
The trifling done was at former rates—wheat 51s 
6d., Barley 22s.

Sti Petersburg, April 21. 
The Emperor, it is stated in letters from Sti 

Petersburg, in consequence of the receipt of des­
patches from Berlin and Vienna, had suddenly 
countermanded the warlike preparations which 
were on foot all over the Russian Empire.

The rumor is countenanced in some degree by 
letters from Konigsberg, the Prussian frontier 
fortress, which distinctly denies the reported ac­
cumulation of large masses of troops upon War­
saw, Kowna, Kalisco and other placée in Russia 
and Poland.

Commercial affaire in the manufacturing dis­
tricts do not at all improve. Nothing but the ex­
ceedingly low price of cotton could prevent the 
stoppage of the mills—as there ie no demand and 
prices are at a minimum.

The Prussians had received orders to drive the 
Danes out of Schlesswig in order to the re­
establishment of the status quo ante, this being 
done, the King of Denmark is to proclaim that in 
retaliation for this step on the part of the German 
powers, he will stop the passage of the Sound.

The Prussian forces would immediately ad­
vance into the Dutch territories and vigorously 
prosecute the war.

Some riots have occurred at Saveme in the de­
partment of the Bershim, and at Slomer an attempt 
was made to pillage some of the shops, but it was 
prevented by the National Guard.

At Dunkirk the people roee to prevent the de­
parture of some English vessels laden wih Indian 
Com, and injured the ships, but the National 
Guard turned out end restored order.

The News of the Week.
The weekly mails from England having com­

menced, we intended on that account to give a 
weekly digest of the news ; but we arc scarcely 
prepared to begin, and even doubt whether it 
can be regularly kept up. The Magnetic Tele­
graph is making a great revolution in relation to 
the old plan of conducting newspapers. We one 
day have a mass of exciting intelligence, which 
calls out Extras, and is read with avidity ; and 
when the more sober facts appear, on the arrival 
of the papers containing them at length, having 
been anticipated, they are no longer so interesting 
as otherwise they would have been. To enlarge 
upon mere Telegraph news, which at present 
does not possess the best of characters for relia­
bility, is dangerous; to amplify on the same 
from the English papers, eight or ten days after, 
tedious and uninteresting. We trust that under 
these circumstances, naturally attendant on the 
present transition state towards the constantly 
improving state of science in the present age, 
our subscribers will give us credit for doing the 
best we can.

On Monday we received, by Telegraph, the 
announcement of the arrival of the America, a 
new Mail Steamer, and the chief items of news 
by her, but it was thought too insignificant to 
call for the issue of an Extra. It is, however, 
most satisfactory. The great Chartist meeting 
passed off quietly. Peace and order prevails 
over the minds of the mass of the citizens of 
London ; and England presents a splendid example 
to the nations of Europe. There the ancient 
opinions of the Town Clerk of Ephesus are not 
too old for present adoption :—“ But if ye enquire 
anything concerning other matters, it shall be 
determined in a lawful assembly.”

The news is also favourable with reference to 
Europe generally. Though the Reform move­
ment, the demand for self-government by the 
people, proceeds from nation to nation, there is 
yet no reason to apprehend a general European 
war.

Ireland is evidently in a transition state, and a 
crisis is approaching ; but concerning that which 
was Sir Robert Peel’s difficulty, and is still 
England's great difficulty, we cannot presume to 
give an opinion. It is enough to refer to our 
extracts from the latest English and Irish papers, 
where it is seftn that both parties are preparing 
for battle, and that literally, by arming and 
manceuvering- The crisis cannot be distant.

Great Western Railroad Company.
A meeting of the Stockholders of this Company 

was hold at Hamilton on the 23rd ulti, and pre­
vious to that, upon the appearance of the notice 
in the Hamilton papers, the Stockholders resident 
in this town called a preparatory meeting in order 
to consider the propriety of sending a representa­
tive to the Hamilton meeting. E. Matthews, 
Esq., was selected by the Stockholders of this 
town for that duty. The object of the meeting 
at Hamilton was to make a call of 5 per cent, to 
be paid on the first of June next. T ie London 
Stockholders, from what we learn, acted very 
judiciously, both in calling the preparatory meet­
ing, and in their choice of a deputy. Mr. 
Matthews, it appears, acquitted himself creditably 
of the mission entrusted to him ; and it is some 
satisfaction to have to remark, that the London 
subscribers to the Stock are quite alive to the 
duty of watching the proceedings of the Directors. 
The Resolutions we insert below.

The attention of the meeting was called to 
several important questions ; among which was 
that of the propriety of expending the entire pro­
ceeds of the call of five per cent, in the con­
struction of the work as far as it would go. This 
ia absolutely necessary, in order to inspire confi­
dence in the management, and justify the call. 
This the meeting determined on, it having been 
stated by the Secretary that the Company had 
sufficient funds to meet all existing liabilities ; 
therefore, the whole sum raised by the call of five 
per cent would be appropriated to the construction 
of the work. Another question mis, that in con-

inserted below, having been adopted, this question 
is provided for. It was also resolved that pay­
ment of the call of five per cent should be post­
poned till the first of July next.

With regard to the call of five per cent, some 
think it both premature and unnecessary—pre­
mature, because, before the means are within 
reach for carrying on the work, it is not likely 
that the whole of the Stock will be eagerly taken ; 
and unnecessary, because the amount to be raised 
by the call of five per cent will bo comparatively 
an insignificant sum, and cannot much accelerate 
the work. We should prefer to have seen this 
call postponed till those full reports, now called 
for, had been published—till after the annual 
election of Directors—and till the Provincial Par­
liament had assembled, when the question would 
be decided whether a loan could be procured or 
not, and on what conditions. It was also pro­
posed to the meeting to allow the Directors to 
call for instalments on Shares without consulting 
the Shareholders ; but the proposal was withdrawn 
on its being represented that great inconvenience 
had attended that practice in England. It was 
deemed not desirable to introduce it here.

Moved by J. G. Vansittart, Esq., seconded 'by W. A. 
Harvey, Ekj., and carried :

Resolved, That the second instalment of fire ))cr cent 
be called in and payable on the first ot July next.

Moved by F.. Matthews. Esq., of London, seconded bv

holders, a statement of the number of Shares subscribed, 
amount paid thereon, amount of money in hand, extern of 
work performed ; statement .of the right of way surren­
dered to the Company, and all other particulars in detail : 
the said statements to be made under the authority of the 
Directors.

The Town Council.
We have unavoidably suffered .he reports of the 

Town Council to get in arrear ; it s not often possi­
ble for us to attend the meetings ; and, owing to the 
length of time the Council take to perform little or 
almost no business, it becomes such a serious tax 
upon onr time, to attend from three in the afternoon 
till seven in the evening, that we must claim the 
indulgence of our subscribers, if we do not attend 
always the whole time. We may also add that it 
is extremely trying, to practical persons, to sit and 
hear speech after speech and find nothing worth re­
porting, and sometimes nothing that can be re­
ported ; the real point of business is some fugitive 
“ Will-o’-the-wisp, that you eenijot catch, 
you can fix it,” as our Yankee ne'ghbors would 
express it. At the same time, we must admit that 
there is some improvement. The Mayor is more pre­
cise and positive iu applying to the business in hand ; 
elevated on the Magisterial Throne, he is iif a better 
position than when in the times of the old Board of 
Police, the public business was whispered round the 
table. There is something more business-like to 
be seen now ; and the Council recognise a free 
press, and do not feel above being benefitted by it. 
Of the business transacted in the last few weeks, we 
van only report as concisely as possible, by publish­
ing the following notices in relation to matters of 
continued interest.

On the 10th of April the sum of £20 was voted 
to be appropriated for the purpose of fencing and 
improving the Court House Square.

The sum of £‘20 had been voted by the Distr.ct 
Couneil for the purpose ; and the balance is to be 
raised by subscription.

Capt. McKenzie applied, by letter, for the use of 
the Town Hall for two hours, for the business of the 
London Volunteer Artillery Company on the first 
Wednesday of every month—granted, on condition 
that the instructions of the High Bailiff be attended 
to respecting the safety of the premises, in regard 
to fire and cleaning.

One of Messrs. Gartshore 6 Ewarts’ small Fire
Engines Was ordered for the use of the Town, by 
way of experiment, to test their utility. The price 
is £10; they are made at the establishment of 
Messrs. Gartshore &Co., Dundas.

The Board of Trustees of Common Schools re­
commended, by letter, the erection of a suitable 
School House, and a resolution was adopted to ap­
propriate the sum of £ 100 for that purpose; £150 
to be paid at the completion ot the work ; £150 in 
one year after, and £100 in two years; both the 
latter suras bearing interest.

On Tuesday, April 25th, the Council met, (Mon­
day being a holiday—Eastei Monday,) and were 
engaged in hearing and determining appeals in re­
lation to the assessment list, according to notice, 
which business was adjourned to and completed on 
the Thursday following. There were only about 
twenty-five appeals, and of these only eight or ten 
attended at the time appointed.

On the 1st of May, the Council received the Re­
port and Petition of the Hook and Ladder Company, 
and passed a resolution acceding to all the requests 
in their Petition, the particulars of which are the 
following :—

In future, on all occasions of actual fires, a pre­
mium of 10s. c’y, is to be paid to the person bring­
ing the first span of horses to assist the Hook and 
Ladder Company with their implements, tc., to the 
snot ; and a premium of £1 5s., c’y, for the first 
Engine brought to the spot ; also, £1 c’y, each, to 
the Fire Engines, and Hook and Ladder Companies 
for their attendance at fires.

And further, that the same amount shall be paid 
for the Engines brought by the Military ; and also 
that a premium of 5s. c’y, be paid for the attend­
ance and use of the first small Fire Engine brought 
to the place of the fire.

Nothing ensures the public convenience like 
opposition. The steamer London, it will bo seen 
by the advertisement, intends now to leave Port 
Stanley three times a week ; this is a great con­
venience for merchants and men of business.

REPORTED FOR THE WESTERN CANADIAN.

Grand Reform Demonstration In the 
Oonnty ef Oxford l

RETURN OF THE HON., FRANCIS H1NCKS BY 
ACCLAMATION ! !

Tuesday, the 25th April, will be a day long re­
membered by thoee Reformers of the County of 
Oxford who turned out upon this occasion in such 
overwhelming numbers, and with such a firm de­
termination to vindicate the claims of the man of 
their former choice, and to demonstrate in the face 
of open day, how unscrupuloosly dishonest had been 
the conduct of their opponents, in presuming to 
claim a victory at the late election.

By 12 o’clock an immense assemblage of car­
riages, buggies, waggons, and horsemen, had as­
sembled at Charles's Tavern, Beechville, and after- 
many hearty greetings had been exchanged between 
the Hon. F. Hincks, the Hon. M. Cameron, (who 
had just arrived from London,) and their friends, the 
whole fell ihto procession.

Tho Hon. F, Hincks, Hon. M. Cameron, Aider- 
man Beatty, of Toronto, and Messrs. VanNorinan, 
of Derelmm, Scatcherd, of Niseouri, and others 
whom we did not recognize, took the lead iff one of 
Seger’s large Stages. A large Wain, containing 
the Woodstock Band followed ; and then the celebra- 
tet Vansittart Barouche, the loan ot which (to the 
Reform agents at the last election) gave so much 
pain to the Woodstock aristocracy, and caused the 
persecution by them of a poor widow. The 
Barouche, with four in hand, anil filled with Re­
formera, was driven by D. Birch, Jun’r, Esq. ; and 
by his side sat the persecuted Shenstone, whose 
body had been cast into prison, whose business it 
had been attempted to ruin by a most shameful 
and unfair opposition, and whose premises had 
actually been burned down, noliody knew by whom, 
though we are informed that such an event had 
been hinted at by the organ of the Woodstock 
Tories, as one that would “ serve him right.” Yet 
there, after all these trials, sat the persecuted, 
despised, and slandered Shenstone, riding in a 
triumphal procession, and celebrating the success 
of those principles, for cherishing which, with the 
constancy of a religious martyr of old, he had suf­
fered so much—honored with such offices as were 
at the disposal of the people, and honored also with 
tho perseefitiun of the people’s enemies—there he 
sat, a living proof of the impregnability of honest 
industry and virtue against all the machinations of 
his dissolute enemies. It is iinpossii le to resist these 
reflections, and we trust that they will not be thrown 
away upon the aristocracy of Woodstock. If they 
have the commonest powers of observation about 
them they must see, that if it is their intention to 
establish themselves and their heirs in this Province, 
and to win thu esteem of the people, they must 
fraternize with them, and hi ready and willing to 
assis) in establishing such laws as will most conduce 
to the happiness and prosperity of all In a country 
where, every hard-working man possesses, as it 
were, a bar of gold in his right arm ; and where, if 
a man uses only ordinary exertion, he may become 
an independent yeoman, it is net likely that he will 
live in harmony with a class .rho affect to despise 
him, aud who seein to think his only use is to 
pay the salaries and fees of offices which they 
monopolize.

To resume : then followed an immense string 
of other vehicles. Tho procession drove right 
through the Town, and was loudly cheered by the 
crowd in the "rng~illly ni!U,milH »'■« doors
of some of their old antagonists. On arriving at 
Stevenson’s Hotel, the procession was enabled, by 
getting off the road, to double back and return to 
tho Court House. The small Hustings that had 
been raised, groaned under the weight of the crowd 
of Reformers who took possession of it. Besides 
Messrs. Hincks and Cameron, wu noticed Alderman 
Beattv, of Toronto; W. Niles, Esq., Warden of the 
London District; James Dauiells, Esq., and Dr. 
Anderson, also of London; and Mr. Carroll, of 
Norwich. Immediately opposite the Hustings, the 
open windows of the Court House were filled with 
ladies, and among them the lady of the Hon. F. 
Hincks. An immense crowd, seemingly about 
2000, filled the space between the Hustings and 
the Court House ; and a small sprinkling o.f Tories 
stood outside.

He commenced by observing that it was 
now twenty-six years since he first gave a vole in 
that County as a freeholder, but never before did 
he do so with such pleasure and satisfaction as on 
that occasion, because he felt that they were now 
for the first time about to record their votes unbiased 
by Government, or any other improper influences. 
The majority of three hundred and sixty for Mr. 
Hincks at the iast election, confirmed him in tho 
opinion he had always held, that the Reformers of 
Oxford, but for bribery and corruption, had always 
possessed a majority. Ho believed theii majority 
when Mr. Riddell wae returned, was from 150 to 
200. (Hoar, hear.) Much had been said about 
the treatment Mr. Vansittart had received; but was 
the treatment which the Reformers of Oxford had 
received to lie forgotten ? (Loud cheers.) Was he 
to be sympathized with, who had returned a member 
in a minority ? Who had deprived us of our elective 
franchise ? He spoke the feelings of tho Reformers 
of Oxford when he said they wanted, and insisted 
upon justice. Mr. Vansittart has done wrong, and 
must take the consequences. The Reformers, by 
their fortyiarance, always placed themselves below 
their position. They must no longer submit to be pro­
scribed from office. (Hear, hear.) Our opponents 
have always urged that we are unfit to hold office, 
and their policy ia, by not giving us a trial, to keep 
us so. (Cheers.) In thirty years he only remem­
bered two Returning Officers from their ranks, and 
for them they hail to thank Mr. Hincks. There 
stood Mr. Vining, Warden of the District by the 
choice of the people—"s he as fit for office as Mr. 
Vansittart ? Why, it was an insult to name them 
together. (Loud cheers.) One word about the 
Assessment Law. Under the present system the 
burden falls upon the poor; surely it should be pro­
portioned to the means possessed. [A voice in the 
crowd Does the whole of Woodstock pay cue 
pound ?] He would, however, leave these topics 
to their reprerentative. With the greatest pleasure

(Great 
cheering.)

Jared Vining, Esq., then inquired if there was 
any «her candidate t [Cries of no ! no! Where’s 
Peter f Fast asleep under the Hustings ! Wake 
him up !] After this had gone on for semé time, 
the Returning Officer declared amidst a thunder of 
applause, the Hon. F. Hincks duly elected.

When the noise had subaided, the Hon. F. Hincks 
stood forward and said :—,

Brother Reformeri—Often as he had experienced 
the pleasure of addressing them, bsth in private 
houses and at various Township meetings, they 
would easily conceive that this was an occasion to 
feel proud of. It furnished another proof, and it 
was the only one wanting, of the great confidence 
reposed by the country in the present Administra­
tion. Every election consequent on the accession 
of the present Ministry to office had been carried 
by acclamation, excepting only that of the Receiver 

^General, Mr. Viger, at Terrebonne, and his majority 
was 1700 over 100. They all knew that it was his 
misfortune to have been prevented from making his 
appearance at the last election, but he felt they were 
satisfied that it was no frivolous pretence that kept 
him away. (No, no.) When told by his friends 
that he was running a great risk by being absent, 
he invariably answered that he knew the electors 
of Oxford too well, to entertain any fear of the 
result : hie absence would only cause them to 
redouble their exertions, and they did so. (Cheers.) 
But though he looked confidently for victory, he 
must confess that the majority amazed him ; lie did 
not look for so large a majority as 360. But if that 
had surprised him, they might easily imagine his 
indignation at the disgraceful proceedings that fol­
lowed. (Hear, hear.) The conduct of the Return­
ing Officer on that occasion should be noticed. I 
will go further and say that a public expression of 
your opinion should this day be had on the doings 
of Mr. Vansittart. Since coming here (said the 
honourable gentleman) I have seen in a paper 
which, since that election, professes to be the organ 
of Mr. Vansittart,—I allude to the paper called tho 
Monarch, published in this town. [The hon. 
Human read from the Monarch of the 18th]—

*' The Oxford Tragedy opens with the passing of a reso­
lution condemnatory of the accused, before a single jot or 
title of eviden. e had be-n hud.”

You will observe, gentlemen, this writer farther 
charges the majority of the Assembly with conduct 
atrociously vile and anti-British. He says Mr. V. 
was condemned unheard, and in the absence of all 
evidence against him. Is this tiue ? Was there 
no evidence of his guilt before the House Î Were 
not the poll-books on the table, showing that he had 
returned an individual who was in a minority of 
360 votes, and am I to be told that the poll-books 
were no evidence t Those were on the table of the 
House, and if they were not proof sufficient I do 
not know what evidence they would require. Did 
the House of Assembly in finding that Mr. V. had 
made a false return do an act of injustice t Did 
they even after such finding proceed to punish him 
without a hearing ? No—they sent for him, ex­
amined and heard him, and gave him till next Ses­
sion to produce his defence. 1 know riot what ex­
cuse can be made by his friends for any part of his 
conduct. I think it highly important that all should 
know well the oath which is taken by the Return­
ing Officer, and which has been taken to-day in 
your presence by Mr. Vining, but which, as you 
may not have sufficiently heard it, I shall repeat.

been said by the Monarch that the conduct of the 
majori'y of the Assembly is ‘‘ Anti-British.” Now 
1 hold ill ray hand a letter I received from a wo!I 
known and influential member of the British House 
of Commons since those proceedings occurred, and 
which I shall now lie happy to show to any <rf the 
friends of Mr. Vansittart, in which the writer after 
commenting on the injustice of that conduct, con­
cludes,—

“ If such a case had happened here we should have 
trounced the Returning Officer, making such an exam­
ple of him as would deter from such corrupt conduct in 
future.”

I was charged by Sir A. MacNah, in the case of 
another Returning Officer, who had also done injus­
tice, that I could not give a vote free from bias. I 
do noi profess to be free from feeling on these mat­
ters, but 1 can say I am as free from bias and «an 
vote as independently as these Executive Council­
lors who appointed them and came up hete and ad­
vised these Returning Officers what returns they 
should make, to keep themselves in their places. I ask 
if I am not as able to give an unbiassed vote as Mr. 
J. H. Cameron f (Cries of “ you are.”) I disclaim 
altogether being actuated by vindictive feelings—
I look on Mr. Vansittart as a criminal, and I have 
no stronger vindictive feelings towards him than I 
have towards any other criminal. I ask you if 
these Returning Officers here and in Kent had been 
allowed to go on, where would it have ended ?

f cannot pass over one circumstance of a most amusing 
character which took place during Mr. V.’s delence lie- 
fore the H ina*. That gentleman produced a letter which 
he had addressed to a Mr. Shanly of London previous to 
the 11 ction, asking whether the said Shan1 y or any of 
his brothers would accept the office ol Deputy Returning 
Officer for Nissouri—stating that he had a difficult y in 
finding a suitable person in that Township. He had 
thought, he said, of Mr. Cameron and Mr. Ftnkle, but he 
feared they were'too violent in their parts views. Mr. 
Withers was not exactly the man either, and if Shanly or 
any of his brothers would accept the office he should feel 
greatly relieved. Mr. V.’s friends in the House, with the 
greatest simplicity, took this letter as proof positive of 
Mr. V.’s perfect impartiality. But I would ask who is 
this Shanly 1 It is perfectly notorious that he and his 
family are among the most violent of the Tory party.— 
By-the-bye, Mr. Withers though “ not exactly the man," 
was the tine employed at last. How absurd is all this ! 
Your own name L Sir—the worthy Warden of the District 
and Councillor for that very township, never occurred to 
this “ impartial” Officer,—nor the name ot the worthy 
Gentleman who proposed me to-day. though he had on a 
former occasion held the office ot Returning Officer for 
the whole County. F-itber of these gentlemen in every 
requisite qualification for the office in question is as much 
above Mr. Vansittart as one man ran be above another. 
Indeed, they ought not to be mentioned iu the same 
category.
* Being done with Mr. Returning Officer Vansittart. any 
reference to my late opponent may be as well avoided. 1 
may say however, sorry would 1 have been to have stood 
in his place when he was 1 returned,* and told tl e electors 
of Oxford that be was elected 1 in spite of them,*—His 
absence to-day, I may farther remark. clearly shews that 
Be acknowledges himsell in a position which does not 
command your confidence ; but as he is at present, for the 
sake of bis friends and relatives, I think tne best way is 
t* say nothing farther aha at him. The general election of 
4844 is a «abject of particular interest. That election 
was tarried mainly by the undue influence of the Crown. 
The opinion »f the reunfry now is that the Baldwin ad­
ministration were quite right to resign—and tarn quite 
sure that Reform principles have been much advance* by 
that resignation and by our bring out of office. I would 
ask did not the late Government interfere is much with 
the prerogative of the Crown as ever we did t I am glad 
your late member, Mr. Riddell is here, he has had peeps 
behind the screen and knows the whole outs and ins of the 
matter. Sir A. McNabhad been oflhred the Adjutant 
Generalship which he accepted on condition that he 
might name his Deputy. This was promised by the Gov­
ernor without consulting Mr. Draper and his colleagues. 
Bui when they were appointed they disallowed the ap­
pointment, and Mr. D. stated in his place iu ths House 
that he would resign if any appointments were made with­
out ministers being consulted. [Mr. Riddell—the more 
shame for them.] Why then [continued Mr. Hindu,] 
did not the boo. gentleman stand up in his place when He 
was a member of the Hones and any aot Did he with­
draw kit Coe Mènes from men who actedeo * shamefully'

I say Mr. Draper enunciated a sound constitutional prin­
ciple when he uttered these sentiments, and the very one 
we stood out for and resigned on ; and I believe the hon. 
gentleman hunself [Mr. It. ] would not if in power submit 
to back stairs influence being exercised and Lo a going 
up the back stairs to the Governor to get him to make an 
appointment in spite ol minirters. I would ask the 
Tories if ever they met such opjosition as they gave to 
us,—vra nevtr resorted to any intrigue»or attempted any 
interference with the Governor or employed any proceed- 
•ng of any kind to influence him while they were in office 
—We invariably gave them our support to carry*ut these 
principles. A great objection to me is that the govern­
ment is under Lower Canadian influence, and they have 
done me the honour, and I know not why, to assert that I 
am the individual above all others m the Ministry who is 
under that influence. The falsehood has been repealed 
over and over again, that I owe my powtion in the Ministry 
to Lower Canadian influence, and that the Urax'r Canada 
mem Le is of the administration and the people of U. C. 
we.1* opposed to my appointment, while that my friends 
in Low,”' Canada insisted on it. There never wak [em­
phatically x'id our hon. member) a more infamous false­
hood, and I am n.'Opy to be enabled to say so in the pre­
sence of Mr. Malcolm Cameron, who you are aware is a 
member of that adniini.,’*'s!'on'—position in the 
Cabinet is owing to the great cadence you the Electors 
and Reformers of Oxford hare so **ndfy an“ strongly 
placed in flic, -and not at all to L. C. inn^oce.—and I do 
not desire to hold that office so conferred on n?*1 one hour 
longer than I retain your confidence with it, as • have 
frequently told you before.

It may be proper to make a few observations as to who 
were the parties who really bowed to the French Canadi­
an influence. It is all very well to talk ol it as they now 
do, but not one word escaped them when poor old Mr. 
Viger, Dennis B. Papineau, and Mr. Daly were with them. 
You will find the name of your late member, Mr. Riddell, 
voting with these men, whenever they could get them on 
their side. But, whenever the individuals who really have 
the confidence of the country are taken into power, it is 
said they all got advanced by L. C. influence. This will 
be the cry with which the Tories will atteni|X to delude 
you. Now I go to office as independent of all such influ­
ence as any man, and I shall not stay in that Cabinet un­
less 1 carry the confidence of my Constituents with me.

Look at that toll-gate, [said Mr. Hincks, pointing 
to the one at the entrance to the town,] and there 
are many more placed in a similar way. That 
Boggs has been permitted to put up those gates, to 
rob the people. [Hear, hear.] Where was Mr. 
Riddell’s influence ? He ought to have possessed 
great influence with the late Ministry, for he gave 
them thick and thin support. Did Mr. Riddell 
think it just to the men of Zorra that those gates 
should be allowed to be placed there ? [Mr. Riddell 
intimated that he objected to them as much as Mr. 
Hincks.] Mr. Riddell admits the evil, hut the late 
Administration, of which he was such a cordial 
supporter, would not attend lo him. [Great cheering.] 
Now, I promise you 1 will find a way to remedy 
them.

[Having proceeded so far with our report of the 
speech of the Hon. Inspector-General, we were 
obliged to close it, for want of space. He did 
ample justice to the remainder of the arguments he 
took iu hand, more especially with regard to the 
Assessment Bill, the question of the Clergy Reserves; 
and that of the Differential Duties, with complete 
effect, shewing that aided by the opiniou of the 
late Solicitor-General, the Hon. J. H. Cameron, it 
was the votes of the Upper Canada Conservative 
members that carried the enactment of Differential 
Duties in favour of the Montreal merchants. We 
shall have other opportunities of noticing the argu­
ments put forth by the Hou. gentleman, and those 
of Mr. Riddell in defence of the late Administration. 
We shall give a full report of the Dinner next week.]

Mr. Riddell desired to make one or two observa­
tions on what had fallen from the Hon. Inspector 
General. He trusted they were not going to punish 
the late Returning Officer, until they proved him 
guilty. Different lawyers gave different opinions 
upon the subject ; and if the law is defective, it 
should be altered. Much had been said of his great 
influence with the late Government on some occa­
sions, and his little influence on others. He was 
as much opposed to the abuses on the toll-gates as 
Mr. Hincks ; and with regard to the Assessment 
Bill, he gave his full accordance to ihe principles 
of the Bill. He wanted to tax land according to 
-the rent it iTould fetch, and not according to the 
buildings, because the moment you taxed them, 
you aimed a blow at the improvements ot the country. 
With respect to the Clergy Reserves, he was the 
only member who was consistent enough to give a 
fair and candid opinion upon that subject. (Great 
laughter.)

Mr. Cameron was loudly called for.
Mr. Hincks trusted that Mr. C. would give way 

one minute. He begged to tell Mr. Riddell very 
plainly that he was no lawyer, but could prove by 
the highest authority that it was the enacting clause 
of the Bill and not the preamble that had to be fol­
lowed. The meaning they tried to extort from it 
was perfectly monstrous ; hut he trusted the House 
would make such an example of Mr. Vansittart, as 
shall be a warning to Returning Officers in future. 
He (the Inspector General) had the same qualifica­
tion now that he had then, and Mr. Carroll had that 
day obtained another decision at the hands of the 
people ; and it remained only to be tried whether 
Mr. Vansittart was tho proper judge of candidates’ 
qualification or not.

The Hon. M. Cameron said, the reception which 
he and his colleague had met with, afforded him 
much pleasure, especially as proving that the abuse 
and vile slanders of their enemies were treated by 
the people as they deserved to be. No man had 
been so calumniated as his colleague. Ho had 
lieen described as an hyena, and such a monster 
that mothers would gather in their little ones as he 

ppro .ched, for fear that he might swallow them. 
Laughter.) He would not detain them long, as 

his colleague had addressed them at such length, 
and had so completely riddled Mr. Riddell. (Laughter.) 
If in three ot four years after they had been in 
office, they could not meet them, and give a satis­
factory account of their conduct with regard to the 
College Bill, Jury Laws, Assessment Bill, and 
above all, of the School Bill, they would not again 
ask them for their confidence. The latter subject 
in particular deeply interested him. The education 
of the people of this country was a subject second 
to none in importance, and he trusted the Press 
would not lose sight of it, but keep it constantly 
before the Government. He was himself educated 
in a log school-house, (loud cheers^ and had ex­
perienced the difficulty of working his way upwards 
with a defective education. The fact was. there 
was an aristocracy of the exclusively educated 
growing up in tho Province, and their efforts must 
be to throw down the barriers, and give all a fair 
chance.

Mr John O’Connell, on the 14th inst., moved, 
in the House of Commons, for leave to bring in a 
bill for the Repeal of the Union. In doing so, he 
took occasion to draw a wide line of demarcation 
between his own sentiments on this subject and 
the wild and mischievous menace* of lue Irish 
Confederation, and then proceeded to declare his 
conviction that the Repeal of the Union between 
Great Britain and Ireland would be of advantage 
not only to Ireland, but to England also, and 
Would add greatly to the strength of the empire 
at large.

Lord Morpeth after combatting these views, 
declared that the Government could not and wo’d 
not abandon the Unioiv

Mr John O’Connell hss also had an interview 
with Lord John Russell, to urge certain ceeces- 
sions. Among the rest, lie particularly mentfcned 
the distribution of food among the people in tire 
distressed districts ; a measure of tenant-right ; a 
reconsideration of the Colfcges’ Act, and other 
matters, in which the Government was at variance 
with the hierarchy and clergy of Ireland ; the 
Repeal Bill to be brought in, and the abandon­
ment of the prosecutions. At a subsequent pe 
nod the Poor-Law was required to be amended, 
and the allocation of the revenues of the Estab­
lished Church, saving life interests, to purposes of 
charity and education. Mr John O’Connell im­
pressed upon the Minister the necessity of imme­
diate action ; but Lord John Russell declined to 
make known the intention of the Government.

IRELAND.
The movement is progressing slowly but steadi­

ly, amongst the Protestant portion of the popula­
tion. A preliminary meeting of the Protestants 
of Drogheda was held in the Mayoralty-rooms, 
on the Oth instant. Roman Catholics were 
entirely excluded. The meeting came to a re­
solution which concludes thus :—"Y\e now re­
spectfully, legitimately, and fervently seek from 
the British Parliament a repeal of the Legislative 
Union between Great Britain and Ireland. ’ It is 
but justice to say that the question was calmly 
and argumentatively discussed throughout. Mr. 
Ferguson, editor of the University Magazine, has 
joined the repeal ranks ; as have also Mr. Butt, 
Q. C„ (the antagonist of Mr. O’Connell in the 
Dublin Corporation discussion on Repeal) ; Mr. 
Graves, F. T. C- D. ; Dr. Graves and Dr. Ilollis, 
two of the most eminent Dublin physicians, and 
according to some rumors the Earl of Itodcn, ex- 
Master of the Orangemen of Ireland. Sir James 
C. Anderson, Bart., of Manchester, and late of 
Fermoy, has addressed two letters to his former 
school fellow, Lord John Russell, urging him to 
grant a Repeal of the Union before it be too late. 
A section of the Conservative party in Dublin, 
seeing the turn matters have thus taken, have got 
up V declaration suggesting a meeting of the 
British Parliament in Dublin, for a certain period 
f each year, for the transactinn of Irish business,

d of compensating in some degree fir the ab­
sentee drain. The promoters of this movement 
are said to he Messrs. Blackall, M. P., I-ox, M.l ., 
Ac. Ac. A conference is spoken of as about to 
take place for the purpose of arranging respect 
ing the position of the Protestant, Catholic, and 
Presbyterian churches in Ireland, in the event of 
a local legislature being the result of the present 
struggle. There is not a doubt that repeal is 
making inroads also in the ranks of the Orange- 
men.

In Limerick all the gunmakers of the City are 
actively engaged making “Rifles to order.” In 
several directions within the suburbs, confederate 
groups were engaged on the 9th instant, on the 
canal, at Newcastle race-course, at Mount Kennet, 
and the King’s Island, at ball prac icc, to a late 
hour. The members of “No. 1 Company” of 
the Snrsfield Rifle Club had ball practice on the 
10th instant, when 60 armed confederates assem­
bled. The exercise in ball practice having con­
cluded, the effect of which had warned out of 
range some boats in the river, they turned to 
drill, formed into company, fired a feu de joie 
volleys, Ac. ; after which they marched through 
the city three deep, to the no small surprise of the 
inhabitants.

The disaffection in the military, unfortunately 
for the Government, is on the increase, and has 
been so undisguisodly manifested that the Orange 
journals can no longer conceal it. Mr. Maurice 
O’Connell, in his speech, on the motion for Re­
peal, in the House of Commons on the 11th inst., 
states that two battalions, stationed in the Linen 
Hall of Dublin, had engaged in a pitched battle in 
the barrack-yard on the previous Sunday. “ Re­
peal,” and “ No Repeal,” being the battle cries ; 
and that the contest lasted until the commander 
of the troops himself came down and put an end 
to it. From every military station accounts al­
most daily arrive of the growth of discontent.— 
The Leinster Express, a journal friendly to the 
Government, mentions symptoms of this nature 
in Maryborough ; and from other local journals 
wo learn they have also been manifested in scie­
rai corps.

In Derry, formerly, the stronghold alike of 
Protestantism and British connection, several 
thousands assembled last week to proclaim their 
adhesion to the Repeal movement The meeting 
was strictly an 01.1 Ireland one. and all the speak­
ers were Roman Catholics and moral-force Re­
paiera. Only one Protestant gentleman is men­
tioned as having boon present—Mr. Craig, 1 own 
Councillor. Ilcre, ns well as elsewhere, the 
priests are lending the movement

The Government still persevere in their pre­
cautionary measure». Additions are daily made 
to the armv and naw. Premises are being taken 
in several " localities for troops, and the public 
buildihga in the metropolis are being more strong 
lv garrisoned. Including the constabulary, an 
armed force, and the local pensioners, the real 
Government fighting strength in Ireland just now

is about 45,000 men ! Paris, after the entrance 
of the allied armies in 1B15, could scarcely have 
presented a more belligerent appearance than th* 
Irish metropol.s nw does. The streets swarm 
with red coats, varied by the blue uniforms of llie 
artillery and the cavalry. Be racks (temporary 
it is to be hoped) are rearing their fronts in quar­
ters hitherto devoted to the peaceful purposes of 
science and commerce.

Addresses of confidence in the Executive still 
continue to pour in from several localitiee. En­
niskillen, Cork, Belfast, Benburb, Moneymore, 
Rathfriland, Killeshandra, Newton, Newtonlima- 
vndv, and Derry have sent forward addressee lo 
his Excellency- The Orangemen of the Schoen­
berg Lodge, in Dublin, have published a reply to 
an address issued by the repealers to the Orange­
men of Ireland, in which tbfy express their de­
termination, notwithstanding the “ heavy blow* 
and great discouragements" dealt to them by the 
Whig* to support the Government eed o§pa** 
R«peel They, bower®, seetgn a* their nsneert. 
not lo much a love of order as desire to mfanfin 
Protestant ascendancy.

The Very Rev. Dr. Yore, one of the Roman 
Catholic Yicars-General in the Diocese of Dub­
lin, had an interview, by appointment, with the 
Earl of Clarendon on the 8th inst It is rumor­
ed that las excellency was anxious to ascertain 
the opinion of the reverend gentleman, who en­
joys great popularity among the repeal party, 
with respect to the actual state of publico opinion 
as it came under his observation. Dr. Yore, it is 
said, was extremely explicit He stated that to his 
knowledge no concession short of Repeal would 
or should satisfy the people ; that he was of 
opinion that although there were no grounds to 
apprehend an immediate outbreak, he could not 
answer for the consequences of delay ; and that 
for his (Dr. Yore’s) part he had no confidence 
in his excellency’s administration since the peri­
od he filled the office of ambassador at Madrid, 
(alluding to the part Lord Clarendon took in the 
Borrow Bible affair.)

The prisoner was instantly discharged.

THE FRENCH REPUBLIC.

He is to 
propose, if elected, to give up all the ancient ec­
clesiastical property worth 441,000,000 of francs 
to the Church.

The liberty of the press in Paris is practically 
at an end. After being repeatedly threatened for 
his articles against the. Provisional Government, '
and bravely defying violence, IVf! Girandin of /ja 
Presse has been compelled to relinouish the pub­
lication of his journal by the refusal of his com­
positors to continue their labours.

Even in this 
wide, unsocial world of London, where the ties of 
vicinage seem so slender, and where next-door 
neighbours rarely know each other’s Kami's, il 
needs but the first call of duty, and we come 
together by the hundred thousand—each for all, 
and nil for each.

It was a great day for London and for England. 
As a people, we ji\ve been weiglied in the faaWncp, 
and not found wanting In the cheerful promp­
titude, the ungrudging willingness, the conscien­
tious self-devotedness with which all classes have 
submitted to throw nwav a day’s industry, and 
discharge a novel harrassing, and perilous public 
duty, we have the best of pledges for the per­
petuity of that Providential guardian-ship which 
never forsakes a nation that reverences moral law 
With this in our hearts, not all the crash of fall­
ing thrones, nor the whirlwind roar of European 
revolutions, need make us afraid.

State of Germany.
THE AUSTRIAN REVOLUTION.

Ia the Daily News of Monday appeared, ex­
clusively, an account of the overthrow of Prince 
Mettemich, and of riots in Vienna. Later ac­
counts show that the Austrian minister had not 
only fallen from the eminence he had so long 
held, but had fled. It is not to be wondered at 
that an old man, grown grey in shifts, fears, ba­
lancings, and intrigues, and lately, it is said, snub­
bed by the Imperial family, should fairly have 
taken to hia heels, when young French princes, 
generals and warrior», at the very first brush of 
something like danger to their precious per­
sona—

11 Screamed end «boated—‘ Loet, lost, lost !* ” 
end left young wives and young children to fight 
for themselves 1

The Diet was opened in the usual form on the 
18th, when a large number of students, headed by 
their professors, proceeded to the chamber, in 
order to present a petition in favor of various re­
forme. Immense crouds soon collected ; the 

' m litary were called out ; their muskets were 
loaded in presence of the people, and extraordi­
nary measures were taken to prevent disturb­
ance. Soon after the opening of the Diet, Prince 
Menteouoli and several of the deputies, accompa­
nied by an immense crowd, proceeded to the pal­
ace with the address. The crush was enormous. 
X great number of well-dressed people thronged 
the hall where the Diet assembled. The peasan­
try ware crowding the streets, anxious to learn, 
« wMfcer tfiS constitution was ready.” Towards 
evening affairs became alarming ; ell the shops 
were closed, the palaiçe of the states was entered 
and itinsaoked, and the arsenals were literally be­
sieged by the people. In the nick of time, how­
ever, the Emperor expressed hia readiness to 
nek* popular concessions, not, however, before 
nanwrous persons were killed and wounded. The 
Intelligence that Mettemich had resigned ; that 
Ike two unpopular archdukes, Lewie and Albert, 
haâ been disgraced—in other words, deprived of 
their ftinetions ; that the Counts Kolowrath and 
Moatecooli had been entrusted with the formation 
of a caw Ministry ; that liberty of the press had 
be»» conceded, and that a national guard had been 
ordered to be organized—spread like wildfire, and 
oalled forth the most extravagant demonstrations 
of joy- On the night of the 13th and 14th Vi- 
evie m hriffiantly illuminated. This peaceful 
revolution may be placed to the credit of the Hun- 
guian Diet and the students in Vienna. The

October next.
The Premiums awarded at the two former ex­

hibitions, amounted to about twelve hundred 
i pounds ; of this sum, nearly three hundred pounds 
remain yet unpaid. The amount required for 
Premiums at the next exhibition, will fall little 
short of seven hundred pounds.

Thus, Gentlemen, you wil see that nearly one 
thousand pounds will be required for the above 
purpose, and for this the Provincial Association
arc wholly dependent upon you.

An application will be made at the next Ses­
sion of the Legislature for a grant from the public 
funds in aid of this important Institution, and it is 
confidently expected to be successful. But it 
must be clearly understood that no part of this 
can beteût forAhis ytmr’s opertekmat at 
these ÜFrmNtflhcës, Aid Society must, as on for 
mer occasions, appeal to you for the contribution 
of a sum equal to the amount of Premiums to be 
awarded at the next exhibition.

It is proper that you should be informed that, 
in future, all sums of money, voted or otherwise, 
raised for this object by the several Agricultural 
Societies throughout the Province, shall be ap­
plied solely to the payment of premiums ; and 
that the local expenses, for enclosures, erections 
of buildings and other necessary preparations, 
shall be home by the inhabitants of the locality in 
which the exhibition for the time being shall be 
holden.

Besides the sum necessary for the last men­
tioned purpose, which will not be less than £250, 
to be raised by subscription in the vicinity of Co­
bourg, I am authorised to state that the several 
Agricultural Societies in the Colbome, and New­
castle Districts have appropriated nearly £250 
towards the Premiums.

Placed, as I have the honour to be, at the head 
of this Institution, which must, if supported, com­
mand an influence upon the destinies of Canada 
beyond that of any other Association, it would in­
deed he surprising, if on that account alone, I 
should not feel a great anxiety and lively interest 
in the success of our infant society. But being a 
practical farmer myself, and having spent nearly 
half a century amidst the practical operations as 
well at the science of Agriculture, in a part of 
Her Majesty’s dominions which stands unsurpass 
ed for spirit, zeal and industry in the eause of 
husbandry, 1 cannot sufficiently express to you 
the deep solicitude with which I regard the dawn 
of a scientific system, which has done so much 
for the Farmers of the British Isles.

Amidst the various associations formed on every 
hand for the purpose of fostering and protecting 
the arts, sciences, and the numerous learned pro­
férions, it would indeed be strange, as it would 
be disreputable to the people of this Province, if 
this association, calculated as it is to support and 
encourage ‘-bat great class of the community to 
whom all others must look for the supply of food, 
should be permitted to languish for want of 
pecuniary sustenance.

It has been charged, and I fear with too much 
tnith, upon Agriculturists, that improvements in 
husbandly encounter great difficulties, if not direct 
opposition, from those whose interest it is to sup 
port thetn. and therefore work their way very 
slowly ; whereas innovations and improvements 
made in the mechanic and manufacturing depart 
ments are seized upon and turred to advantage as 
soon a* promulgated. The reason of this is obvious 
Manufacturers, mechanics, mercantile men and 
various other classes, are generally residents of. 
and congregated in, the towns and villages, and 
have intercourse and interchange of sentiments, 
by reason of greater facilities than the farmers, 
from their isolated position, can ever possess. We 
must th< refore, if we would improve our condition, 
either physically, morally, or mentally, remove 
the obstacles by increased exertion, and determine 
to unite and make common cause with our breth­
ren all over the world, in placing our profession 
upon a scientific foundation, by which, with far 
less labour and toil, we may expect to reap ad-

advantages have been produced, 
promoting science and literature, i 
factures, and for encouraging knowli 
and virtue in general. Foremost 
Associations may be classed those fj 
of agricultnre and manufactures.

Sow, as all are more or less intimqVr concern­
ed in the benefits, and dependent oBne skill of 
the tillers of the soil, it behoves aRto an<* 
assist in all meesufes calculated to benffft the com­
munity at large. It is, indeed, imperative on all 
who have n spark of patriotism, to combine with 
such bodies as are formed for carryn^iit to the 
utmost the whole available resources olWe country,
and the genius and abilities of its population.

In proportion as we cart raise amongst our­
selves those necessaries which nil demand, and 
those supplies which the more wealthy inquire, in 
such proportion will be our true happiness and in­
dependence.

Wealth, in whatever shape, must in Canada, 
as an agricultural country, spring from the soil, 
and proceed from the skill and industry of the 
farmer ; nnd to encourage thnt industry and de- 
velope that skill, such Societies as “ The Pro­
vincial Agricultural Association" are formed, and 
in the benefits arising from such institutions, every 
class must participate—artisan, mechanic, manu­
facturer^ ana merchant.

Experience has so fullye proved |bAriKh<mt 
unity of purpose no community can efÿpK" ac­
complish any great object, that it WoSiei 6oem a 
work of supererogation to dwell upon that topic

From small beginnings, within the term of 
about twenty years, a partial nnd imperfect or­
ganization hns indeed been going on in isolated 
situations within the Province ; and although a 
combination nnd centralization of our energies, no 
lasting good to the Province at large need be 
looked for.

The means for such a union have, now been 
afforded by the Act passed for the Incorporation 
of the Provincial Association ; and a grant of five 
thousand pounds per annum has been made to aid 
in the formation and extension of District, County 
and Township Societies ; but no money has, as 
yet, been appropriated for the support of this in­
stitution.

It remains, therefore, for you, Gentlemen, nnd 
indeed the whole of the population (for all arc 
interested) to say whether you will apply part of 
your means, either public or private, to the sup­
port of this your own Agricultural Society, and 
thereby place it on n fair basis,—or whether, by 
withholding your aid at this critical junctarvof 
its history, you will ruin the prospects now open­
ing before you.

Such a result I cannt by possibility anticipate, 
and in the fullest confidence of your support com­
mit the interests of the Institution to you> keep­
ing.

others succeeded in enslaving the people for the 
last four year», were carried in the name ofothe 
Governor General, against a party, stigmatized as 
rebels, without the slightest evidence. ' The elec* 
tidns of 1848, on the contrary, were carried vpth- 
out the interference of the Governor General, 
and against a corrupt Ministry, who used all the 
influence they had to keep their places : but in 
the result the country has fairly judged Dr. Ry- 
erson, aa well as the policy of Lord Metcalfe ; and 
to refer to the Rev. Doctor’s own illustration of 
the case, page 14 of the Metcalfe defence :—

“ The late Councillors are the Plaintiffs—Sir Charles 
Metcalfe is the Defendant—the Cansdian public are the 
Jury, and every reader is a Juryman.”

To follow the metaphor, the jury on the first 
trial were misdirected by tho Judge, nnd at n sub­
sequent term the plaintiff shewed cause, and n 
new trial was granted. That new trial resulted 
in a verdict for the plaintiffs ; and Dr. Ryerson’s 
defence on the first trial, had not the honor of 
being once referred to-

Dr. Ryerson came out in tho character of 
Leonidas,—voluntarily aejie said,—and offend to 
throw himself into the Thermopylœ of Dbnth ; 
and there (politically,) he hns arrived at last.

As we disclaim having any personal feeling of 
opposition to the Rev. Dr., we are not tempted to 
follow others in the eager cry for his dismissal ; 
as that is a subject which can only bo properly- 
discussed with regard to tho requirements of the 
public service. There arc some questions on 
which a government require urging on the part 
of the Press ; but wc do not think this is one of 
them. The reform pres? hns done its duty in laying 
facts before the elector? ind they have done their 
duty by returning me., of their own unbiased 
choice, and these have bicysrht back the Lafon­
taine nnd Baldwin administration with triumph ; 
and we may now safely leave to that administra­
tion those duties for which they are responsible. 
If they decide to remove Dr. Ryetson, they will 
have a strong case for their justification ; nnd wo 
have that confidence in them, that they will have 
equally good reasons if they do not. Though in 
France the Parisians were sanctioned by all France 
in overturning the monarchy, they were wisely- 
resisted when they attempted to govern France 
by dictating to the Provisional Government. The 
press should learn a lesson from this, and keep 
within their province ; and that is, not to urge too 
vehemently either appointments or dismissals, 
lest they expose themselves to the charge of dic­
tating to a responsible administration.

But when we look at 
what is now taking place in Germany, all our fears 
as to the efffect of the P mss inn system are dissi­
pated. Germany is at this moment seeking a new 
nationality, the boasted Prussian system having 
failed of producing a satisfactory* or a permanent 
one. Such will always be the effect ofattempting to 
fetter the human mind. An insignificant drrtp of 
water, though encased in iron, will buret its prison 
on the application of heat ; how much more will 
the human mind, on the application of truth, 
break through all political restriction sooner or 
later 1 If is enough to look at Prussia where the 
Prussian system was, as we were led to believe, 
in perfect operation. And here, we cannot but 
remark that the Rev. Dr. Ryerson’s continental 
travels were of great use to him,—a splendid puff, 
—which did him effective service for the time, in 
his defence of Lord Metcalfcte But after all it 
was a mere ho* Off foe f>Wc. No Trtan can 
know a country or people, its institutions, manners 
and customs ; its morals, and politics, by taking 
a journey through it, as the Rev. Dr. to a great 
extent presumed he did. What now is the case 1 
The reçent events in Prussia prove that he had 
no extensive practical knowledge ; for if his 
Prussian system was calculated to create and pre­
serve a permanent nationality, Germany could 
not be in the state in which it now is. For that 
system has borne no other fruit than thnt of liberty. 
Either Dr. Ryerson knew nothing of the country 
lie has presumed to report upon, with regard to 
education, or he has been a zealous reformer in 
disguise, wishing to sow the same si cds of liberty- 
in Canada, by transplanting the Prussian system 
of education.

If wo may so presume, we would say to our 
cotcmporarics of the Reform press, let Doctor 
Ryerson alone ; leave him in the hands of a re­
sponsible administration ; let his qualifications be 
fairly tested ; let him not be dismissed till a better 
is secured. Agitate for the School Bill to be 
made more liberal, and for the power of the 
Superintendent to be confined solely to obedi­
ence to acts of Parliament. And if tho present 
administration do not find Dr. Ryerson competent 
for his office, or not satisfactorily co-operative 
with them, let them try his successor.

The following are the principal facts of the case 
which has given occasion for these remarks : In 
the month of June last, four persons, whose names 
at present we need not publish, were travelling 
from Hamilton to London, and they expected to 
arrive at Woods’ Hotel, in Burford, on Saturday 
night, but were accidentally delayed, and ebliged 
to remain at Brantford ; from which they procoeded 
on Sunday morning to thei* ^estm*u8 above men­
tioned, intending to remain ithere till Monday. On 
arriving within two miles of Woods’ Hotel, they 
were arrested, and their teams seized, by a man named 
Stephens, in the employ of Captain Graham, with­
out any written authority, and whoso design it was ‘ 
to take them to Woodstock. The party demanded 
to be taken before the nearest resident Magistrate, 
which Stephens refused, but afterwards submitted 
to. Before two Magistrates, Rounds and Whitehead, 
they were examined, and acquitted. After this, 
Stephens, still having, as before stated, no written 
authority Iront any Magistrate, took the party four­
teen miles farther to Woodstock. The Jaclall 
brought them to his Lion, Captain Graham. Let 
the reader remember this was Sunday. At Wood- 
stock they were taken to an Inn, and their teams 
taken out of their possession. They were then 
tried, if that could bo a trial which consisted in 
making out the costs, without hearing the parlies 
in their defence. This land pirate demanded nine 

pounds, c’v. They refused to pay. The Captain 
threatened, that if they did not pay in ten minutes, 
he would send them to Gaol, and that next day he 
would sell their teams by auction, and keep them 
in Gaol till they were sold. They then submitted, j 
paid the money, and demanded a receipt, specifying 
ihe amount paid, and fur what purpose : this was 
refused. The party were kept in custody twenty- 
nine hours.

As far as we can learn any particulars in defence 
of Captain Graham, there wero tome goods in the 
waggon, Which gave some color to the charge that 
the party xu-re profaning the Sabbath day, by pro­
ceeding from Brantford to Burford, only two miles.
If this weratrue, how did Graham and his Jackal! 
keep the Sabbath? Just notice it!—they kept 
these persecuted, people in custody twenty-nine 
hours, during which time they were fully occupied 
themselves in the same secular business.

When the English, 
Irish, and Scotch, with all their hereditary reputa­
tion for loyalty, abandoned the British flag in the 
neighbouring State*, who was it that stood firm in 
their loyalty, and became the steadfast supporters 
of British connection ? It was the Lower Canadians, 
(cheers,)—the much abused Colonists of,F tench 
origin m Lower Canada. (Cheers.) When those 
thirteen Colonies revolted, because they were denied 
the inalienable rights of British subjects ; because

hich

iupporters bad 
so well distinguished themselves by claiming for 
the people of both Upper and Lower Canada—these 
States had been vindicated by subsequent history ; 
bnt, notwithstanding, the Lower Canadians did not 
revolt. And yet they were rewarded with more 
oppression, as if it were intended to provoke rebel­
lion. In the war of 1812, what was the conduct 
of the Lower Canadians of French origin I Let 
Lacolle and Chateauguay tell how nobly they sup­
ported the power, and maintained the foothold of 
Great Britain in North America. And after this, 
having full reliance on the regard of Great Britain 
for the faith of treaties, they patiently and con­
fidently looked for their rights, through the medium 
of a just and honourable concession, which they 
had so fully proved, that in addition to a just claim, 
they had deserved. How again, he asked, were 
they repaid ? Was any concession made to them ? 
Had they any control over their own local affairs ? 
Not in the least. When the Parliament of Lower 
Canada represented their wishes to the Home 
Government by a vote of 50 against 12, loud as 
such a call must be, were they regarded in prefer­
ence to the representations of the merchants of 
Montreal, made through their partners in England, 
ta the authorities in Dowithttr-streetT Oh, no! 
Parliament was only a screen for Executive tyranny. 
If the acts of Government were approved, well ; if 
not, the people were soon taught to feel that they 
had no rights, and none of the power of English 
freemen. Could you, Reformers of Upper Canada, 
have stood all thisÎ No! you did not, and they 
did not. But the meed of patient endurance, of 
loyalty and attachment to British connection, is 
due most to whom ? To the Lower Canadians of 
French otigin. They remonstrated against this 
treatment, and demanded a transcript of the British 
Constitutipn ; for fus they were denounced as rebels.

opposed to the displacement of the Tories from 
public offices, and their replacement by Reformera ; 
and that it was intended to repress any expectations 
that Reformers might indulge in, of receiving such 
office*. From his (Mr. H.’s) own knowledge of 
Mr. Baldwin, he was perfectly satisfied in his own 
mind that Mr. Baldwin meant no such thing, lie 
and his party would not be guilty of the folly of 
making a clean sweep of all offices held by their 
political opponents. They would only dismiss such 
as by oppression of the people, or other misconduct, 
had proved themselves unfit for the publie service. 
And, indeed, there need be no apprehension of the 
practice of proscription on their part. Surely their 
opponents did not expect them to neglect their well- 
tried friends. (Hear, hear.) Dili the Tories set 
that example ? [A voice—Yes, in the case of l’eter 
Carroll, returned by a minority.— Laughter.] It 
would take a very long time before Reformers could 
obtain a fair share of the public employments, even 
if every vacancy should he filled up by the well- 
tried friend* of Reform. Rome persons, fresh from 
England, think that no person is fit to hold office 
unless lie has received a University education. Mr. 
Riddell had said this of Mr. Hendry, their late 
County Superintendent of Fklovation ; but he (Mr. 
Hincks) wonM assert’ that Mr. Hendry was emi­
nently qualified for that office. (Hear, near.) The 
great difficulty he met with in the County was that 
there were more Reformers qualified for office than 
there were offices to bo filled by them. The Hon. 
gentleman then pointed out several instances of 
Tory proscription, by the Tory portion of tile District 
Council, when the opportunity had been afforded. 
And having remarked that he had so recently spoken 
at length on every subject of immediate interest, he 
would take leave to conclu le by returning his most 
hearty thanks.

There was not a more able or honourable man in 
the Administration, or one more esteemed by his 
colleagues. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Hincks proposed the health of their worthy 
Chairman and the Electors of Oxford. (Loud cheers.) 
He trusted that tiiu political connection between 
himse'f and the Electors would long continue. It 
had been his aim to base that connection on a dif­
ferent footiair from that of Messrs. Sherwood and 
Cameron. What means did they ever take of dis­
covering the feelings and wishes of the people ? 
(None.) He (Mr. H.) had always done his best to 
make himself acquainted with tho state of the 
country, and with such enterprising men as our 
worthy Chairman and his brothor, who were excel­
lent representatives of our old settlors.

Mr. VanNorman returned thanks. He had always 
pursued one track—Reform.

of the painful and lamented events in Lower 
Canada, or the foolish nnil mischievous difficulties 
in Canada West, (on the subject of which, and its 
movers, he held very different opinions from those 
lie had ever expressed with regard to Lower Canada,) 
lie need say nothing. They were matters of history, 
and time, that at last makes all things even, will 
justify the right. After these events, however, a 
more pleasant prospect presented itself. Tho wis­
dom of the Home Government was signally mani­
fested in the selection of the Earl of Durham as a 
Special Commissioner and Governor General, with 
extraordinary powers. The Government adopted 
his statesmanlike Report, and to some extent acted 
on it. That Report had been a most influential 
auxiliary to the Reform cause. On the sudden 
retirement of Lord Durham, the Administration of 
Lord Sydenham followed, under which the cause of 
Reform considerably advanced, though his Ad­
ministration was not nil that could he desired by 
the Lower Canadians. Sir Charles Bagot succeeded, 
under whom the lending Reformers of Upper Canada 
took office with their brethren of Lower Canada : 
thence harmony ami good government prevailed. 
And when, imiter Lord Metcalfe, the principles of 
Rcfuisners were. a»**ileiL> they nvigaed office to­
gether ; and ever since !*■• Lower Canadians have 
fought the battles of the Reform cause in the face 
of calumny and corruption, and every obstruction 
that Government influence or tyranny presented, as 
well as against all the blandishments and tempta­
tions that were resorted to, to induce individuals of 
the Reform party to unite with their oppressors in 
the government of the country, by which consistency 
they had established at once their political integrity 
and their patriotism. [The Hon. gentleman sat 
down amidst loud cheers.]

Mr. Goble, second Vice Chairman, concluded an 
able speech by proposing Responsible Government, 
which was received with enthusiasm.

Alderman Beattv, of Toronto, was loudly called 
for to reply, which lask he accomplished most ad­
mirably, in a speech which wgll sustained the bold 
and natural style of eloquence peculiar to his gifted 
countrymen, lie congratulated hi* brother Reformers 
on tho triumph of lliuir principles, and the prospect 
that was opened to them of a redress of those griev­
ances which a long reign of Tory misrule had placed 
upon the statute books.

his back, and his pig under his arm, he came home, 
and this was the first pig that was ever brought 
into Oxford. Well, mother was much pleased with 
the little pig, and she fed it all it could eat, and it 
grew astonishingly ; but after a few weeks it got 
into the cabbage yard, and began tearing away at 
a head of cabbage. Mother saw it, and tried to 
frighten it away, but the little pig paid no more 
attention to my mother than h would to its own ; 
so she picked up a stone and tossed it at the little 
pig, and horrible to tell, struck it on the head, and 
killed it dead ; so when she saw the poor little pig 
in agonies, she jumped the fence, took the little pig 
in her arms, and cried over it most bitterly, and ran 
tp father, crying out, “ I’ve killed the pig ! I’ve 
killed the pig !” “ Oh ! never mind,” says father,
“ it’s very fat, and it will eat good.” And, gen­
tlemen, I can tell you it did eat good. (Much 
laughter.) So you see, gentlemen, now much we 
made of a pig in those days. As I said before, I 
was born and brought up in the wilds of Canada, 
rocked in#'the cradle of loyalty. [Laughter. A 
voice—Who upset the cradle ?] ( felt that it was an 
outrage for a British bom subject to speak against 
the great folks at York"; and when I came to the 
years of manhood, and was allowed to vote at 
elections, the man that was submissive to the great 
ones at York, was the man for me. But after a 
little they passed a Bill, and it made a great noise 
in the country ; and what Bill do you think it was ?
It was that ever to bo detested Alien Bill. Well, 
our member voted, for it, and he was such a fine 
man at home, that I, like one of Henry Clay’s 
old Kentucky supporters, “picked the flint, and tried 
him again.” But after a little I found it would not 
do; and I think I can't give you a better idea than 
by telling you another pig story. Once upon a time 
there was a gentleman that had a lot of fine fat 
pigs, and having a friend a few miles distant, he 
ordered a nigger to put one of the pigs in a bag, 
and take it as a present to his friend. Now, on the 
way there was a house where they sold Cider, and 
the nigger being dry turned in to liquor. While he 
was drinking, a bystander took out the pig and 
slipped in a puppy. When the nigger got to the 
end of 1ns journey, ho put down his bag, and said 
to the gentleman, “ Massa send you a pig,” and 
on taking it out, behold it was a puppy. The 
astonished nigger said, “ Well, look dare—when 
hitn start it pig, but now him grown to puppy.” 
When lie got back to the cidet house, he turned in 
to,liquor again, and then the bystanders took out 
the puppy and put back the pig , and when he got 
home he opened the bag to show the puppy to his 
master, and behold it was a pig. “ Well,” said 
the nigger, “dis beat all ; when 1 here he pig. and 
when I dere, ho puppy.”

“UNTON IS STRENGTH.”

The men of the philoeophical radical school, 
who contributed so much to the advance of sound 
liberal opinion in this country, are much to blame 
for the want of union which has hitherto prevail­
ed in the Liberal party. They were good poi­
nters, but have proved bad generals of progress. 
Not from want of ability, but it would seem from 
a blind contentment in the advance they achieved, 
they have been virtually finality men. Satisfied 
with the first triumph in the stronghold of aristo­
cratic domination, they complacently retired to 
their clubs and coteries to prate over the univer­
sal diffusion and adoption of their opinions. In­
stead of following up the victory of the people 
by an earnest and ever watchful advance in ac­
tion, they have scatteted themselves each in the 
pursuit of his favourite crotchet. Thus through 
the selfishness of the middle classes in the first 
instance, and latterly through the inefficiency or 
dreaitung inactivity of their competent leaders, 
has a just advance of political progress been im­
peded, and both classes groan under the asurpa- 
tion of an oligarchy deaf to all but their own sel­
fish interests. Had there been a hearty union of 
middle and working classes for the last twelve 
years, should we, in this year of liberty, have 
lived to see a man with no single qualification for 
rule, save that he ia the son of a Whig Duke, 
thrust an odious industry tax on the necks of an 
indignant people 1 Late events have terribly 
demonstrated the existence of a retributive justice. 
The middle classes of England have been punish­
ed too, for their selfish treatment of those who 
placed them in the possession of their rights, by 
the continuance of the system of class rule and 
misgovemment which is preying on the very 
vitals of England.

There is a good old sensible proverb, that “ it 
is never too late to mend,” and this good year of 
’48 is, we trust, destined to see its practical appli­
cation in a frank, hearty, and honest reconciliation 
of the middle and working classes. There are 
many little specks on the political horizon which 
give us confidence in our prognostications. We 
see, it is] true, the political party broken up into 
knots and sections, each availing itself of the 
moral power of the great principle of association, 
to advance the many-coloured views of progress 
which fall under the large generic class of liberal 
opinion ; but we see also a gradual concentration 
of the thoughts of all towards that one great 
measure which is to be the real starting point of 
the future political and social progress of this 
great country—a broad and just extension of the 
suffrage. A liberal party is now in the course of 
formation. One of the most enlightened think­
ers of the day—a man who has done much through 
the press to produce the universal spread of a 
noble and generous tone of polititical thought— 
has submitted the following scheme of reform 
for consideration :—

Every man on finishing his apprenticeship and support­
ing himsell by his independent labour, to be an elector 
and eligible.

Pari laments to be elected every three years.
Purity of election to be secured by devolving all ex­

penses on the constituenrire, by outlawry for bribes, and 
by the ballot.

The voluntary support of religion.
The liberty of the press, by the abolition of paper, ad­

vertisement, and stamp duties.
Promotion by merit, in the army, navy, and public 

offices.
An equitable adjustment of taxation.
A period of pupilage for all ; that it shall be a special 

object of Government to take care that no child shall grow 
up without moral, mental, and indu irial training.

The employment of the people ; that it shall be the busi­
ness of a distinct department of the Government, consist­
ing chiefly of workmen, to collect and diffuse information 
reflecting the condition of all the trades and poleasiom 
of the people.

Free Trade in the land, by the abolition of entails, the 
registration of estates, and the simplification of titles.

The training of every man from the age of 18 to 25 to 
tbe use of arms, for the maintenance of the right! of the 
people and the defence of the country.

Non-intervention in foreign affairs, and peace and alli­
ance with the people ol all nations.

The consideration of the important principles 
involved must form the subject of future remark. 
Meantime we would earnestly entreat all who 
desire to break down our abominable oligarchical 
system, and advance the popular cause, that 
tiling can be achieved without an 
ail classes of the people.

pleaded against the admission of the people to the 
immunities which the social contract should guar­
antee are based upon class selfishness, prejudices, 
and contracted views of humanity.

“ That your petitioners hold the elective fran­
chise not to be a trust, as has been absurdly repre­
sented, but a right inherent in every man for the 
preservation of his person, liberty, and property, 
which is to be exercised to the beet of the posses­
sor’s judgment, without let or hindrance from his 
neighbor.

“ That your petitioners, believing the principle 
of universal suffrage to be based upon those eter­
nal rights of man, which, although kept in abey­
ance, can be neither alieriated nor dstroyed, appeal 
to your hon. House to make such organic reforms 
in our representative system as will make that 
principle the foundation upon which shall stand 
the Commons’ House of Parliament of Great 
Britain.

“ That your petitioners, in order that tire elec­
tor may possess perfect security in the exercise 
of his franchise, pray that the voting at elections 
for members of Parliament be taken by ballot.— 
Your petitioners, aware of the great, coercive, 
and corrupted power possessed by wealth and 
station over the poor elector, see no hope of secur­
ing purity of election and genuineness of repre 
sentation but in throwing the protective mantle of 
the ballot over the electoral body.

“ That your petitioners regard the present ine­
quality of representation to be opposed to com­
mon sense, and inimical to a genuine representa­
tion of the people. They therefore appeal to 
your hon. House to remedy this defect in the 
legislative machinery, by the division 'of the 
country into equal electoral districts, assigning to 
each district one representative.

“ That your petitioners hold the Legislature, 
equally with the executive, to be the servants of 
the people, and consequently entitled to remunera­
tion at the public expense ; and believing that the 
House of Commons should be the minister and 
not the master of the people, call upon you to es­
tablish their just relative positions by fixing an 
equitable salary for the service of its members.

“That your petitioners consider septennial 
Parliaments unjust, as they prevent, for six years 
out of seven, those who are annually arriving at 
maturity from exercising the right of suffrage.— 
Your petitioners also consider that seven years is 
too long a term for the existence of a Parliament ; 
a period that afiords an opportunity to venal and 
time-serving men to promote their selfish interests 
at the expense of those whose welfare should be 
the ultimate aim of all their labours. Your pe­
titioners, therefore, entreat your hon. House to 
create between the representative and the repre­
sented that salutary responsibility indispensable 
to good government, by the restoration of the 
ancient wholesome practice of annual Parlia­
ment.

“ That your petitioners complain that a seat in 
the Commons’ House of Parliament should be 
contingent upon the possession of property of any 
description, as they have yet to learn that legis­
lative talent is the exclusive prerogative of any 
order of men ; and, therefore, pray for the aboli­
tion of what is termed the ‘property qualifica­
tion.*

“ That your petitioners respectfully direct your 
attention to the document entitled 1 The People’s 
Charter,’ which embodies the principles and details 
for securing the full and equitable representation 
of the male adult population, which document 
they earnestly pray your hon. House to forthwith 
enact as the law of the realm.

“ Should the members of your hon. House en­
tertain any doubts as to the justice of our demands, 
your petitioners humbly entreat to be heard at the 
bar of your hon. House by counsel or agents in 
support of those claims.

Recog­
nise—your king and si nee rest friend implores 
you—your grievous error ; restore tranquillity ; 
remove the barricades which still remain standing, 
and send men to me full of the true old spirit of 
Berlin, with such a message as it becomes your 
king to hear, and I pledge my royal word that the 
troops shall be immediately withdrawn from all 
the streets and squares, and only such buildings ns 
require it—the residence, the arsenal, and a few 
others—left in the occupation of the soldiery, and 
that only for a short time.

MAGNETISM OF THE EX-ROYAL FAMILY 
FRANCE.

OF

CAPITAL AND LABOUR.

Now comes the question (writes the Morning 
Chronicle) whether the workman can or ought to 
be, associated on the footing of a partner ; he con­
tributing his labor and skill, the capitalist his capi­
tal. However, there is nothing at all alarming in 
the proposition, considered apart from the mis­
chievous doctrine of Government interference 

i that has been connected with it in France ; but 
it is obvious that the proposition itself implies a 
partial attainment of the object we have in view, 
namely the moral and material improvement of 
the working class. The labourer who lives from 
hand to mouth, and has neither capital nor credit, 
still less the one who has not acquired a character 
for regularity or skill, cannot expect to be associ­
ated with his employers with regard to profits, or 
to be permanently provided for at their expense. 
But, if we are rightly informed, there are causes 
even now in operation in the manufacturing dis­
tricts, which give reason to hope that the con­
summation, which the Provisional Govemmei.t 
strains to brinç about in France by breaking down 
the masters, will be attained by the willing co­
operation of these self same masters in this coun­
try ; and we make bold to say that, if it is not 
attained by or through them, it will never be at- 
brined at all. The fact is, machinery is becoming 
so complicated and so valuabfe in many branches 
of manufactures, that the owners are afraid to 
trust it to anyone but the best and moet careful 
workmen. They find it profitable to give high 
wages in such cases ; and, by the same rule, they 
may soon find it profitable to give the best and 
most careful workmen a direct interest in the con­
cern. At Nottingham a machine for making

The following strange and startling story is 
abridged from the last letter of the Paris corres­
pondent of the Atlas newspaper :—

A KING IN TROUBLE.

14th. Untill the evening of that day, all was quiet 
but at that time crowds appeared in the streets, 
attracted it is said by the numbers of patrols, both 
of horse and foot, which paraded the streets for 
the purpose of preserving order, and which showed 
their pacific intentions by wounding several people 
seriously, one child having had her abdomen laid 
open by a sabre-cut. It is said however, that no 
mortal injuries were inflicted. On the 15th 
groups of people began early to gather together, 
and towards noon a vast crowd Imd assembled on 
the Schlossplatzc, the square before the King’s 
palace. This crowd kept increasing in numbers 
and in boldness, and towoads evening stones and 
other missiles were thrown against the sentinels 
who guard the palace gates. The warnings to 
desist were responded to with fresh volleys of 
stones, untill cavalry were employed to clear the 
square. The mob retreated, and sought out places 
in the neighbouring streets, where they might 
make a stand, for which they sought to make fa­
cilities in getting together barrels and other modes 
of protection. The troops, in clearing away such 
obstacles, were assailed by stones. Nor did they 
succeed without accident. Two deaths were posi­
tively announced, the bodies having been found 
in the Spreegasse. Barricades were made in 
many streets, and when these were forced by the 
troops it is impossible to state the number of 
deaths that ensued, but many were wounded.— 
The city commissaries exerted themselves, as did 
the city police, to suppress the disturbances ; and 
they succeeded. By eleven all was quiet and 
orderly. There was manifested througiiout by 
the people a deep feeling of irritation against tho 
soldiery. A telegraphic despatch sent from Ber­
lin at five on the evening of the 17th to Cologne, 
by Herr Von RBurner, Minister of the Interior,
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•talcd that all was then quiet It runs thus 
rur un ye uveniags the jieople heve appeared in 

binds and in arms in the streets. The citizens 
h«ve worked hard to bring shout a calm. Since 
yesterd <y all is quiet, and there is at present no 
symptom of a renewal of disturbances.”

STRANUE DISCLOSURES.

Last evening a numerous meeting was held at 
the South London Hall, in the Btackfriars-road, 
for the purpose of receiving the report of the 
deputation appointed at the monster meeting held 
about a fortnight since, at the Baths, in the West­
minster road, to wait upon the members of the 
provisional government in Paris, and congratulate 
them on the establishment of a republican form of 
legislature. Mr Edmund Stallwood presided.

Mr Ernest Jones, who is a barrister of the 
Middle I’emple, attended, and addressed the meet 
ing at considerable length. It was evident that 
the meeting was quite unprepared for the disclo­
sures which he made with reference to the de- 
|>osed monarch. The mention of the Telegraph 
newspaper was the signal for loud applause.

The Chairman opened the business by making 
a short speech, during which he alluded to the 
noble example which the French people had set 
to all the world, and congratulated the meeting on 
the fact that the said example was at the present 
moment being followed by several of the other 
Continental states. He particularly called atten­
tion to the news which had been that day received 
of the downfall of Mettemich.
‘ Mr Ernest Jones then came forward, and said 
that they (the deputation) hail felt no inconsider­
able degree of pleasure in being sent as a depu­
tation from this country to congratulate their bro­
ther democrats in E* ranee on a glorious triumph 
of the cau-e of liberty and justice. (Cheers. )— 
lie had the gratification of saying that he and his 
fellow-deputies had been received by the members 
of the |Provisional government in the most re- 
«i>ec!ful manner, though without any of that pa­
rade and useless show which were characteristic 
of royalty, f hey were received by their fellow- 
labourers as brothers and ns democrats. (Cheers.) 
He had seen much during his sojourn in Paris 
that pleased him. There were no longer any 
hired soldiers or minions of royalty guarding the 
avenues to the government office. (Cheers. )— 
No, the people had become their own guards— 
(cheers) ;—and he was delighted to see the hum­
ble artiznn standing as sentry, and guarding pro­
perty around, as if all around were his own pro­
perty alone. (Cheers. ) After some further 
remarks on this subject, the speaker proceeded to 
defend the general course of proceeding which 
the provisional government had adopted and to 
defend that body from the unfounded charges of 
portions of the English press. A commission, 
j r. pruc eded to sn v, was at the present moment 
sitting fv Paris, lor the purpose of regulating the 
laws relative to work and labor. (Cheers.) The 
delilier .lions were held in the chamlicr formerly 
occupied bv those persons known as peers ; and 
in proof t the liberality of the commiasion, he 
would state that equal attention was paid in form­
ing the commiasion to the interests of the employ­
ers and the employed. (Cheers.) That fact 
alone, he contended, gave the lie to many of the 
charges which were daily brought by the English 
press against the working people of Paris.— 
(Cheers. ) Mr Jones then proceeded lo detail the 
particulars of the recent changes introduced into 
many of the large establishments in France, par­
ticularly alluding to the rule of making the arti­
sans and labourers shareholders, on ajiroportionatc 
scale, in all schemes. The Great Northern Ra.l- 
way Company had adopted the system of making 
all the laborers shareholders, as had the proprietors 
of the Presse newspaper. (Cheers.) For the 
future, the capital of money and the capital of 
laltor would lie equally respected in France.— 
(Cheers.) The capitalists would receive five per 
cent, interest on his money, and after the pay­
ment of wages, <kc., the remaining profits would 
become the pro|»eity of the working men.— 
(Cheers.) In this country, ho might add, profits 
of 50 per cent, were realized without one farthing 
falling to the lot of the working man. (Hear, 
hear.) Not one stain, he contended, had yet 
sullied the laurels of the French republic, though 
much that body had to contend with. He saw 
daily the most unblushing lies set forth in the 
columns of the London dally pajiers, but these he 
called on the public not to heed. After some 
further remarks, Mr Jones proceeded to allude to 
an announcement which had lately been made to 
the effect that the Duke and Duchess of Mont-

he speaker continued to remark that the next 

who Would have a similar request conveyed to 
him would be Louis Philippe himself. As so 
little had oozed into the papers, he, who had come 
from head-quarters, would fully enlighten them 
on the subject Louis Philippe’s son, the Due dc 
Montpensier, he need scarcely tell them, was 
married to the infanta of Spain, the Queen Isa­
bella’s sister. (Hear, hear.) Now, in the event 
of the death of the queen, Louis Phillippo’s son 
would become king consort, and his daughter-in- 
law would become Queen of Spain. (Hear, hoar.) 
Well, all the documents with which the Tuileries 
abounded on the subject had come into the posses­
sion of the provisional government, and what had 
transpired 1 Why, French physicians were sent 
to Spain to take care of the young queen’s health, 
and they had the sheets of her bed soaked nightly 
in arsenic. (Sensation. ) This course of pro­
ceeding caused the young creature to fall into those 
fits of which they had latterly heard so much, and 
from the efleets of which no ultimate recovery 
was hoped. (Sensation. ) Some of the docu­
ments mode these disclosures—what was gathered 
from the otliers t Why, nothing less than the 
fact, that a plan was in course of adoption, by 
which the young queen was to be carried off by a 
more s|>eedy method. (Sensation.) She was to 
have been poisoned. (Great sensation.) Bad, 
proceeded Mr Jones, as the British Government 
was, he rested assured that its members would not 
permit such men to remain in the country. (Hear, 
hear. ) Having called on the meeting to use their 
influence in obtaining signatures to the people’s 
petition, which would, he hoped, be borne to the 
House of Commons by 250,000 persons, Mr. J. 
sat down amid much cheering.

Mr. S. Walker then proposed a vote of thanks 
to Mr. Jones and the other members of the depu 
tation. He said that, with reference to the state­
ment of 2,000 coal-heavers having expressed their 
readiness to become special constables, the act 
was not a voluntary one on their part, and that 
many had been threatened with discharge unless 
they at once complied with the wishes of their 
employers. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Side briefly seconded the resolution, which 
was carried.

Mr. Jones, having returned thanks, moved a 
similar vote to the chairman.

Mr. Salmon next made a few remarks : after 
which cheors were given for the Telegraph, and 
the papers which advocated the' rights of the 
working classes.

With reference to the internal state of England 
nothing can be more complete than the peace 
which generally prevails. 'The physical force 
section of the Chartists has evidently been almost 
wholly extinguished by its abortive attempt on 
the 10th of April ; and with regard to the moral 
force reformers, who are far more numerous than 
the ministry or the upper classes believe, it is 
probable that the time for efficient action has 
scarcely yet arrived. In any case there is nothing 
to be apprehended in the way of violent change.

Prince Metternich, with his son and daughter, 
arrived in London on the 20th. The Austrian 
Minister, the Earl of Aberdeen, Lord Bniugliam, 
the Duke of Wellington, and other distinguished 
persons called upon them.

POLAND.
.The Poles Who had taken up arm* had evacu­

ated Schroda and were shut up by the Prussian 
forces, at Wreschen, near the Russian frontier.— 
They, however, showed-no disposition to yield and 
a sanguinary' conflict was expected. A letter 
dated “ Posen, April 15th,” contains the follow­
's •—

“ It is said that the Germans and Jews have 
attacked 28 Polish Proprietors, who were proceed­
ing to this place with 35 horses, in preparation 
for a war agftirtst Russia. They were despoiled 
of their horses and money. Twelve of the Poles 
Were cut to pieces, and ten who had been wound 
ded, were fastened with cords. At Bojanowo 
some Polish travellers were maltreated, by 
troop composed of Germans and Jews, because 
they wore the Polish Cockade.

IRELAND.
Matters seem to be approaching a crisis in Ite- 

laitd; The O’Connells manfully declare that they 
will take their stand upon—the ne plus ultra— 
the utmost bounds of the law and the constitu­
tion, and strictly adhere toithc counsels bequeath­
ed them by their father, to obtain Repeal by 
peaceful and consttitutiunal means only.

Mr. Mitchell’s language becomes daily more 
violent in the United Irishman,—so with the 
Nation.

True bills have been found against Messrs. 
Mitchell, Meagher, and O’Brien. Rifle prac­
tice has been put a stop to in Limerick by the 
Police.

The preliminaries to the - prosecutions against 
Messrs. Smith, O’Brien, Meagher, and Mitchell, 
commenced on the 15th. As it was announced 
that the traversers would proceed in procession, 
the military force in the castle was doubled ; an­
other body of troops, with two pieces of artillery, 
was posted in the vicinity of the four courts ; mid 
the horse police patrolled the streets from an early 
hour in the morning. At half-past 11 o’clock the 
traversers, followed by about twenty or thirty 
gentlemen, and some members of the Confedera­
tion Club, walking two abreast, proceeded on foot 
to the courts, when a cheer was raised for Messrs. 
O'Brien, Mitchell, and Meagher. True bills were 
found against the traversers upon every count in 
the indictments sent to the jury. They were then 
severally given in charge, and the usual four-day 
rules to plead were entered. At the rising of the 
court, the traversers were loudly cheered in the 
hall ami upon their route homeward. On the 18th, 
at the sitting of the court, Mr. O’Brien was in at­
tendance, and took his scat at the traverseh’ bar. 
The traversera intend to challenge every juror 
on the panel who signed the declaration of loyal­
ty m Dublin, on the ground that they had al­
ready prejudged the case, and hence were not 
eligible for impartial service in the jury box.— 
Should the move be successful, the jury must 
necessarily be composed exclusively of repealers, 
and the idea of obtaining a verdict of guilty melts 
into thin air.

If Smith O’Brien be convicted, his property, 
which amounts to between four and five thousand 
a year, will be confiscated to the crown. One of 
the charges against him is tampering with the 
military.

The drilling act lias been put into operation in 
Dublin. Accordingly, a number of young men, 
thirteen in number, were arrested on Sunday 
evening, April 16, while performing military evo­
lutions in a large room of that city.

The potato crop is said to promise well in Ire­
land this year, but famine Is advancing in the west 
and southern provinces.

Tom Steele threw himself from Waterloo bridge 
in London, but was observed, and a boat put off 
to his rescue ; he received no further harm than 
the shock arising from his falling flat on the water. 
He had written a letter previously, stating his 
reasons for the attempt—being the wretched state 
of his country, and his inability to exist, unable to 
devise means for her relief.

SCOTLAND.
We regret to slate that intelligence lias reached 

us of the regular organization of the Chartist 
forces in Scotland. À public meeting has been 
held at Aberdeen, for the purpose of electing a 
delegate to the “ National Convention,” and mea­
sures were adopted for the enrollment of volun 
teers. After j the public meeting, about 1,000 
persons adjourned to the Union Hall, 500 mem 
hers were enrolled as a “ National Guard ; ” and 
after some correspondence with Birmingham, re­
specting the supply of arms, had been read, it 
was resolved, that a gun and a bayonet should be 
ordered for each member forthwith. The special 
constables were in readiness on Tuesday to act, 
but no apprehensions were entertained that the 
peace of the town would be disturbed. A good 
deal ot uneasiness prevails in Warwickshire,where, 
in some of the coal districts near Coventry, the 
colliers were expected to turn out, but troops in 
that quarter were all ready to act in the event of 
any emergency. We believe the military precau­
tions taken throughout the country, especially in 
Ireland, afford no hope to the disaffected that their 
wild objects can be obtained by physical force.

FRANCE.
From France we learn that the grand national 

festival to celebrate the fraternization of the army 
and the national guard took place as announced 
on the 20th, and was concluded by a grand mili­
tary demonstration, the like of which has never 
before perhaps been witnessed. The whole of the 
forces under arms, consisting of 330,000 National 
Guards and Gardes Mobiles, and 5,000 troops of 
the line, fell into /nnk and marched round the 
Boulevards mid through the city in military order, 
with drums beating and colours flying. The pro­
cession took eight hours in passing any given spot 
in the line of March. The greatest enthusiasm 
prevailed, and the most kindly dispositions were 
manifested towards the troop*, the National 
Guards, mid the Provisional Government. Up to 
the hour of post the greatest tranquility prevailed, 
and there was no probability of that "tranquillity 
being interrupted It is considered that this de­
monstration will strengthen immensely the power 
of the moderate mcmbeU of the Provisional Go­
vernment..

On the Kith of April there was a ‘‘demonstra­
tion at Paris, excited by the more violent ef the 
clubs, the object of which was to overthrow the 
Provisional Government, or at least secure the 
expulsion therefrom of its more moderate mem­
bers. It was put down by the National Guards, 
who mustered in suffi' lent numbers to ôverawo 
the disturbers.

SPAIN.
Madrid journals of the 24th have arrived.

The Gazeta publishes a decree autlrorising the 
Bank of 8t. Fernando to purchase all the silver 
produce of the Spanish Mmes.

It is said that the Duke of Montpensier had advi­
sed the adoption of a more liberal system of Go­
vernment, which advice had so irritated Narvaez 
and Christiana, that the Duke has been exiled to 
Seville for his pains.

HUNGARY.
The Cologne Gazette of the 19th says :—
“An engagement between Hungary and Rus 

sia, on and respecting the Duchess of the Danube, 
is considered inevitable. The independent Hun­
garian government seems resolved upon the speedy 
armament of the people, and extensive warlike 
preparation. 300,000 fire-arms have already 
been ordered at Vienna.”

Signs of the Times.
Having received a more than usual supply of 

English and Irish nuw*i>apers by the America, of the 
15th of April, we have devoted as much time as 
could be spared, to look well over them ; and as we 
now receive the chief items of news by Telegraph, 
of the latest arrival from England, about the same 
time that the newspapers of the previous mail 
reach us, we are subject to the same influence as 
others : the Telegraph news, though brief, uncir­
cumstantial, and in some degree doubtful, takes the 
preference of the old ; and we are led away by the 
first, which we find to a great extent is not sustained 
and confirmed by the more circumstantial reports 
of the last. Telegraphic items, culled for a special 
impression, cannot fail to lead to false conclusions. 
This is particularly manifest in relation to the first 
reports of the results of the great Chartist meeting, 
and of the financial difficulties in France. On 
both these points we have been misled. On looking 
over our English papers, we find that a portjon of 
the Press have pul affairs in such a form as to make 
a false impression. Let us take the first instance— 
the Chartist meeting. It was reported that 200,000 
Special Constables were sworn in : this seems to 
have been about the truth. The reports that the 
Chartists were armed, and intended to resort to 
physical force, are unsustained by any evidence in 
the newspapers of the party opposed to them, 
except in the ravings of a few persons evidently 
without influence ; and the latter is contra­
dicted by their leader Mr. Fergus O’Connor, 
in the House of Commons, by the speeches 
of the other leaders at various meetings, and at the 
great meeting in particular, and by the two facts 
following : first, a large police force was in attend­
ance, and a large body of troops ; from the latter 
consideration it must be concluded, that an armed 
multitude never could be so voluntarily placed near 
an army, without a collision, or a dismissal of the 
former from their position, and their dispersion, for 
that alone was the safe course. But that course 
was uot taken : the army laid in ambush, and the 
police looked on, ready to interpose their more 
peaceable authority ; and if that should fail, to give 
the signal of onset to the army. But neither was 
done. The second fact is, that 200,000 special con 
stables were sworn in. This could never have 
occurred had the Chartists been armed, or if there 
hod been any evidence that they were about to arm 
thomsolves. Special constables could only be useful 
as prurontatives to a breach of the peace on the 
part of a mob ; they could be of no use against an 
armed multitude. The 200,000 special constables 
was tho medium through which public opinion was 
expressed, in favour of peace and order, and con­
stitutional law. So far so good, and the demonstra­
tion was everything to bo admired ; but it did not 
in the least help to decide tho political part of the 
dispute between the Chartists and the Government ; 
it only directed to the proper means ot settling such 
disputes—a lawful Assembly. So far, therefore, as 
tho papers have used tho event, with all its circum­
stances, in favour of upholding the present order of 
affairs in England, we consider the most significant 
part of tho act of tho 200,000 to be thus expressed : 
“ We shall have all wo want peaceably.” Thus 
We sec, against an unarmed multitude 200,000 
special constables were provided, and a body of 
police of thrice the usual strength ; and against an 
armod multitude, an army in complete efficiency, 
ready at a moment’s notice. The services of neither 
were required. What, then, is the inevitable in­
ference Î instead of all the praise being given to 
the 200,000, some credit at least was due to the 
Chartists, who gave neither the police nor the 
military occasion to interfere.

And further, with respect to tho question whether 
the multitude were armed, or intended to arm, Mr. 
Fergus O’Connor pledged his character tliat phy­
sical force was not even thought of. The speeches 
of the principal actors on Kenninglon Common 
confirm this. They |wintod to the police, and told 
tho multitude to leave them alone ; to give them 
no occasion for action of any kiuil ; to hold sacred 
the property and rights of all ; and to aim at nothing 
but by means of moral influence. Surely 200,000 
special constables might safely volunteer to keep 
the peace against such an assemblage.

It may be all very true that forged names were 
affixed to the pc.ilion, and to an unaccountable 
extent ; and that the display of numbers on the 
ground was far below the number prod ioted to 
assemble : but a calculation of this kind is of no 
real value. The thoughtful, the designing, the 
crafty, tne intelligent, anil the master spirits, 
whethei for good or evil, do not expose themselves, 
and all who assimila > to them in character are 
equally cautious. The less thoughtful, but not less 
resolute and zealous, are willing to brave personal 
danger ; and if they assemble to the amount of only 
ten thousand, this is no mean indication of the 
strength of the hidden moving and governing power.

The following is an extract from the London

Chartist Association,’ it says
foreigner has neither the means nor the right to judge,
yielded before a display of force and an imminent violent 
Struggle.’ A ‘ foreigner,’ however, suffering this con­
fessed incapacity of judgment, ought pot to have aeaurted, 
at once that the submission Wa~ to military force. • We 
are under no temptation to underrate the danger of that 
day ; but we beg to assure the National, that the t wo real 
parties then enrolled and arrayed against one and other, 
were ten thousand Chartists and two hundred thousand 
citizens. We are not pretending that Government com­
mitted the romantic folly of leaving two political parties 
to lireak one another’s heads in the streets. It is very 
trite that the known presence ot soldiers and treble ranks 
of police, averted the horrors of as useless collision. But 
there was a moral victory wrought that day, which the 
Nutiomil seems glad to forget. The result which tells on 
the heart of the country, which re-ussurcs every peaceful 
citizen, and renders'1 Cl artism ’ ridicu’ons. is the tact ot 
two hundred thousand peaceful men in the metropolis 
besides a proportionate man ber in our great mantilacturing 
towns, having turned out with great inconvenience, and 
some little risk, to maintain the institutions of their 
country against an insulting threat of revolutionary vio- 
lcnce^against an insolent and outrageous minority, who 
had not even fought their own battles on its own grounds, 
but had gone about to seek a treacherous alliance with 
a disaffected Province on the one hand, and a foreign 
Republic on the rfther. Those two hundred thousand men 
did not conic forwanl to protest against legislative reform. 
Not one ol them holds himself committed against any 
one of * the six points of the Charter.’ But—there is no 
disguising the matter—reeolutiim walked our streets. A 
gang of desperadoes,..knowing how easily, how dexter­
ously, or how casually, the trick or accident hail been 
done abroad, were minded to try their luck and to fish for 
a revolution in the streets of London. They found the 
waters all guarded. They found not merely the police 
and the army, but the whole pn|ail at ion against them.—
In that was, their disappointment and doom.”

What van bo more absurd, or less true, than this 
representation of tho whole affair. Here there is 
not the least evidence given that revolution “ walk­
ed tho streets.” Tho Chartist display was an ex­
plicit declaration of certain grievous abuses, that of 
the 200,000 was merely the expression of a vast 
multitude tliat their grievances were not to bo reme­
died by the tumultuous assemblies, or any kind or 
degree of intimidation. Tho 200,000 voted for peace 
and order, hut nothing more : yet tho “ Times ” says 
that they turned out to maintain the institutions of 
the country. If he meant to assort that this num­
ber turned out to support the reign of a titled and 
landed oligarchy of a splendid ecclesiastical hier­
archy, rich to tlie extreme in worldly wealth and 
grandeur, and as p >or, as to its evangelical influence 
on tho masses ; if he meant to say, that they turned 
out to sanction the enormous expenditure of the 
army and navy, by which, with the aid of the State 
Church, this aristocracy is upheld, as well as the 
enormous expenditure attending royalty, he was 
never more deceived.

Even the monarchy itself is only safe in this prac­
tical age, but by consulting the reasonable demands 
of the industrious classes, who now are only look­
ing at th tonus, coronets, and mitres, in relation to 
their use. It is not an assemblage of 10,IKK) or 
100,000, which so much threatens a revolution as 
tho continuancu of institutions which aro either 
useless, or which the public are ma le to pay too 
dear for.

Tho greater portion of the press in favour of the 
Government, whether Whig or Tory, have made the 
most of the rising of 200,000 in favor of peace and 
order ; tho social wound is merely skinned over 
transiently, and will, sooner or later, break out 
again, and can only be healed by such concessions 
to the masses of the people as will deprive the 
monarchy, the aristocracy, and tho church hierarchy, 
of all those attributes, distinctions, privileges, ad­
vantages or preferences which they roisscss, but 
such as arc evidently useful and indispensable. Merit 
must, henceforth, take the place of the absurd her­
editary pretensions of the aristocracy, to fill all pub­
lic offices in Church and State, Army and Navy ; 
then only can a constitutional throne be built up 
which will for ever extinguish all desire of change 
And the worst fear is, that concession will not be 
offered in time, both ample and satisfactory to tho 
utmost. Consequently, they that have' tho power 
will take what is so universally withheld, and, in 
so doing,-wjll go to extremes. There aro some 
ominous, if not fatal signs in the present aspect of 
allairs : tho determination to make more Bishops ; 
tho retrograding policy of tho Government in re 
lation to Free Trade ; tho apparent want of sincerity 
of either Whig or Tory parties to meet the demands 
of the age ; the frightfully increasing expenditure 
of tho country, and the apparent entire absence of 
any distinctly avowed course of policy by either of 
the leading aristocratic parties, all point lo a crisis 
inevitable, and perhaps not far off.

The changes taking place in tho Institutions of 
France arc represented in tho same false aspect, as 
tho extract abovo will, also show. France is repre­
sented as being revolutionary, at stated and regular 
periods, as if remedies of grievances were never 
aimed at, so much as a change of Government, of 
any kind, for tho sake of a change alone. The at­
tempt to turn to ridicule the present movements in 
Franco is weak in the extreme, on the part of tho 
Times.

In this respect that journal has evidently lost its 
claims to any distinction above tho more insignifi­
cant portions of tho English press, and well desèrtes 
the latest epithet that it has received—that of the 
decayed monarch of the press.

Mr. Holmes and others presented a petition from

This occasioned a discussion, in which the petition- 
era were heard.

Mr. Barker argued that as tito owners of property 
on King-street were some of the oldest ,settlers, 
they had got their land at a nominal price, and it 
having been raised in valuo by tho assistance of 
those who hail come later, and had paid high prices 
for their lots, the petitioners ought to submit to be 
assessed for the improvement they required, as the 
Act of Incorporation provided.

The following is the substance of Mr. Holmes’s 
statement, as accurately as we can recollect :
He urged that thesewer in King street ought 
to bo done at the general expense, because it was a 
general benefit. He said that it was well known 
that tho sower in Dundas-strect was not required, 

King street Was. the natural surface drain 
of that part of tho town ; and there also the 
sewer ought to have been for that part of the town. 
The sower in Dundas street went through a 
bed of hard clay, into which no water but surface 
water could enter ; while King-street was a swamp, 
and took tho surface water from all sides. It would 
be difficult to get tho water into the Dumlas-stroct 
sewer, while into the one in King-street it would 
How naturally. He thought for the some reason, as 
hat in Dundas-street was made at the public ex­

pense, that one should bo made iu King-street. And 
besides, it was well known that many of the origi­
nal residents had left tho street in consequence of 
tho want of a sewer. They could not improve 
their property. That street was in fact a sewer of 
the worst description—a surface one. There, it 
was not often that a team could pass through ; no 
cellars could be made, and the health of the inhabi­
tants was exposed to tho effect of a nuisance that 
arose from other parts of the Town. Ho (Mr. H.) 
considered it perfectly fair and reasonable that a 
sewer should be made in King-st. at the general ex­
pense of the Town.

The decision of the question was laid over till the 
Town Surveyor had surveyed the ground and made 
an estimate. We should thing that Mr. Holmes’s 
argument is perfectly unanswerable ; and moreover, 
with regard to the provision of the Act of Incorpo­
ration allowing the inhabitants of any section to as­
sess themselves for sewers, such assessment being 
limited to one farthing in tho pound, that part of the 
Act will have to remain inoperative for soma years, 
for tho amount that could be realised at the present 
valuo of the property in King-street would bo so 
trifling that it would be totally inadequate to the ex­
pense required. Hero tho imperfection of the Act of 
Incorporation appears. If tho Town hail been em­
powered to borrow money for making sower and 
other improvements, the value of property would 
be rapidly raised, making an assessment of one far­
thing in the pound—equal to the expenditure re­
quired ; while if the inhabitants of the town are to 
wait till their property increases in value to lie able 
to pay for proper sewers, they may wait long enough

A wise general will always defend those places 
which are, either from natural or unavoidable 
circumstances, the weakest ; but he nc ’er shows 
them to the enemy.

extract above for the rest. Will rulers never 
learn ? How is it possible to preserve n throne 
by Act of Parliament ? It is like casting anchor 
in mid-ocean, or steering a ship by the jib-boom ; 
it is repudiation in a political sense : The Crown 
is represented as saying to the people, We will be 
independent of public opinion ; we will suppress 
it, trample it in the dust.

The weakness of the Whigs for practical gov­
ernment is now proved, and more than proved ; it 
wanted such a measure as this to render them 
ridiculous. This act extends to those without the 
realm, as well as those within. What does this 
mean ? It is not enough that enemies without 
the realm, who may contemplate, contrive, or at­
tempt the subversion of the monarchy, arc to be 
treated as foreign foes ? Why, then, make them 
traitors by Act of Parliament ? Does this Act 
follow Mr. Isaac Buchanan to New York, there to 
tingle in his cars, and tell him that if he writes, 
and talks, and agitates the question, “ Can the 
British Monarchy be preserved ?” Lord John 
Russell and Co. will denounce him as a traitor, 
and that his body will be demanded to be given 
up under the Ashburton treaty 1 Can the Eng­
lish monarchy be so weak as to encourage the 
agitation of such questions by forbidding them to 
be even thought of? We can tell them that this 
is the way to excite discussion to the utmost pitch, 
under their own noses, in London ; much less will 
they prevent it in New York, or any part of the 
civilized world. It was only required that the 
people should be told that they should not think, 
intend, devise, or imagine, on the great question 
of the comparative advantages of different forms 
of government, to set them nil thinking, devising, 
imagining, and contriving more extensively. Whig 
statesmen thus tell the public, that the throne is 
so vulnerable, that a thought or an imagination 
can crush it to the ground. But we are of a dif­
ferent opinion, which we have fully expressed 
elsewhere in the present number. Governments, 
we repeat again, must be for the people—for the 
mass of the people—for the many—rather than 
for the few ; truly for all, without partiality, be 
the form of Government what it may.

We have paid some attention to the editorial 
productions nnd course of the London Times 
since it lost its able hands whose labour atv’ 
talents contributed so largely to raise it to the 
eminence it has attained. Mr. Barnes no longer 
wields his masterly pen, whose every stroke was 
felt throughout Europe. Sterling and Âlsager 
sleep in death with their able colleague ; and 
Walter, the skilful pilot of the whole concern, has 
joined his associates in the active strife of politics 
and newspaper management ; but the new hands 
do not keep up the reputation that tho old ones 
gained. And yet, as often happens iu affairs 
generally, a reputation once gained is deemed 
immortal ; and with the fatuity that always ac­
companies such confident reliance upon it, that 
reputation is staked against every throw of the 
dice, bo 4hc objects or tho motives of the dicer 
what they pray, This reliance has overturned 
Thrones, and it will overturn newspapers, as well 
as other powers,

To us, the “ Times ” shews evident signs of old 
age ; it looks no longer with confident boldness to
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By the following misrepresentations, H attem^s 

to support the tottering oligarchy of England 
« The population of these islands know and confess 

with iron- or le» readiness that it » under a kind and 
thoughtful government An* the weak and to
relieve the poor. Every child of poverty knows that there 
are laws and inxtituliona of charity, with a powerAil sec­
tion in th. press and the senate laboring to give »Eém 
more efficacy and scope. The vast population of the fuc- 
tory and the mill feels that its rulers watch over its 
strength, its health, its education,-and its comfort. The 
state th» rises up before the national mind as reasonable 
and lender. In point of (ict, under very great hindrance 
,„j drawbacks, the dream of the communist and socialist 
receives its nearest possible fulfilment. He state be­
comes a society for the common good, giving to all its 
members a rateable share in the common benefit and stock, 
providing for the sick and aged from the funds Of health 
and strength, and securing the week from excessive com­
petition. Tlie British empire U a great friendly society. 
We hav* often described it in that character, and done our 
best that it should act up to the responsibili'ics im­
plied."

There is, however, much consolation in the ob­
vious fact that, while the Times is failing, other 
journals are taking up the interests of the multi­
tude, and promise more than to supply its place.

We can give at least one instance of this by the 
following extract from the London Telegraph, a 
liberal journal, who thus opposes the Times with 
reference to the extract above quoted from that 

paper :—
“ We will not question the zeal which our cotemporary 

has continually displayed in the cause of pauperism. He 
has for many years done his best both to support the sys­
tem I hat makes paupers of the industrious classes, and to 
irritate them against the miserable provision that the 
state, after depriving them of their own property, makes 
lot them out of the superfluities of the classes it favours. 
But to represent to our industiio» classes that the slate 
xvatchei over their health and education, except to pervert 
the latter in all in its powers by the stale church, and 
chain down the mind to the dogmas it approves of, and 
except to expose the former to destruction by its window 
duties, and a host of other noxious impediments to the free 
circulation of light, air, and food, is only to add irrever- 
enee to indignai ion, to excite contempt as well as scorn, 
and make the |»pi:!aee eager to destroy the state, which 
is thus represented to be powerful and benevolent, only, as 
they feel, to inflict contumely and injury on them. No 
journal has more continually and more justly laid la-fore 
the public barrowing factures of the condition of our 
peasantry under the rare of that stale which they know 
and feel, the clergy and the gentry ; and to speak of the 
state to our peasantry as a great friendly society, 
better calculated to provoke fury than soothe down irrita­
tion.

“ Now we must have the truth told without exaggera­
tion. All history is a lie if ever the State in this country 
have paid the same regard to the poor man’s cottage as 
the archbishop’s palace ; if ever it have treated the game- 
preserving squire and the game-seeking peasant as equal 
members of the same great friendly society ; if ever it 
have placed the workman, li ble to be punished as a felon 
because he once was a slave, if he breaks his contract 
with an employer, while all that is done to the employer 
is summarily to make him pay whet he has contracted to 
day—oil the same and an equal footing. It is utterly 
and entirely taise to represent to the whole Irish nation, 
to the oppressed English peasantry, the almost as ill- 
treated English artisans, that our State, formed exclusive­
ly for the behoof of the aristocracy, and to give power to 
property, while it degrades industry, is a society for the 
common good. Whenever it has condescended to look on 
the common profile, to better the condition of the paupers 
whom it makes, to give political power to the masses, 4> 
relieve their religious views from its poisonous grasp, to 
allow them freely to feed themselves, it has been driven to 
this, and scarcely has it voluntarily conferred any kind of 
freedom on the people—uot even the freedom of the press, 
which it had the power to withhold. Wc look on it to be 
pregnant with present and future disasters, such as have 
fallen on France, Austria, and Germany, falsely to repre­
sent our State (meaning the executive and legislative 
lmdics) as worthy of love and honour ; encouraging Lord 
John Russell and his supporters to pursue a similar career 
to that of M. Guizot and Prince Mettentich ; and provok­
ing the people to imitate the outrage of Ihe Parisians and 
the Viennes» ; and wc could not however hastily and im­
perfectly, delay one moment in exposing to public repro­
bation the dangerous sophistry of the decayed monarch ol 
the press.”

CAMBRIA.
ONE WEEK LATER FROM EUROPE.

Nkw York, Sunday, May 14,1848.
The steamer Qambria arrived at New-York this morning. 

She sailed on the evening of Saturday, the 29th ult.
Matters in I relend continue as before—the people arming 

and talking and printing rebellion. The Government ore 
taking strong measures to subdue outbreaks.

Fearful accounts arc received of destitution of provisions. 
There is a rumour that Dublin had been searched for arms. 
All the blacksmiths in Dublin are busy making pikes. Rifle 
drilling to be put down.

Trouble was feared among the C hartists in Scotland and 
in the North of England.

The Provisional Government of France has issued a fresh 
decree, abolishing slavery and taking possession of the rail­
roads- Another quarrel between Lamartine and Ledru Rol- 
lin, threatening to overturn the government.

In Lombardy, the army of Charles Albert, after having 
been repulsed at Peschiera, continues to maintain its position 
on the banks of the Mincio. Skirmishes had taken place, in 
which the Austrians were victorious, taking possession of 
Prevano, Valhasane, and Cendroit.

The fortunes of Charles Albert appear to have received a 
check. In Sicily, the House of Commons have decreed 
Ferdinand Bourbon and his dynasty for ever fallen from the 
throne of Sicily.

The insurgents here intimated that they wished to capitulate. 
General Gageror exherted the rebels to obey the law. As 
he retired, he was treacherously shot, and mortally wounded. 
The troops fell on the insurgents and completely routed 
them. The insurgents suffered greatly.

|n Prussia, the approaching elections were not expected 
to pass off peaceably.

In Vienna, tranquility prevails. The Schleswig territory 
has been the scene of another action between the Danes and 
the Free Corps, on the highway between Kiel and Kckenford, 
on the 21st inst.

Frightful Railroad Collision—Loss of Life.
The Passenger train of cars which left this city 

yesterday noon for Schenectady, met with 
frightful disaster when about a mile this side of 
Herkimer. In turning an abrupt curve in the 
road at that point it came in collision with a freight 
train bound up. The whistle of the freight train 
was heard a moment before it came in sight, two 
or three rods distance, and the passenger train 
somewhat chocked. The engineer firemen, and 
conductor saved themselves by jumping off, but 
we understand that Mr. Brower on tho passenger 
train maintained his post till within a very tew 
feet. The collision was terrible. The two loco 
motives reared on end, like two combatant beasts, 
and fell over down the embankment perfect 
wrecks. The baggage car was tom to splinters. 
The express and mail car was driven completely 
through the way passenger car, and the platforms 
of the three other passenger cars broken and 
other injuries done.

Two persons were instantly killed and three 
injured ; two of them very seriously.

Mr. James Welsh, of this city, moulder in 
Higham & Co.’s Vulcan Works, and Mr. Wm 
F. Smith, stage proprietor at Herkimer, were 
either on the tank of the locomotive or the plat­
form of tho baggage car. They were horribly 
mangled, the former being tom from his lower 
jaw down, so that his heart could be seen, and the 
latter having his head cut into and brains scattered 
on the road.

Mr- Bepnett, of Hamilton street, Albany, was 
in the baggage car, and when extricated from 
under its ruins, was found to have his thigh 
broken, and also below the knee, besides being 
injured in the head. He was considered to be in 
a critical condition. ^

A young man named Howard, from Watertown 
was standing on the pla’fbrm between the third 
and fourth cere. Both his legs were broken near 
the thighs. It is thought one must be amputated

Extracts from late English Papers.
ENGLAND AND IRELAND.

England is quiet—the signal failure of the 
Chartist demonstration on the 10th, was a death­
blow, at least for some time to come, to Chartist 
movement in England. The good citizens of 
London are as proud as turkey-cocks, at being 
special constables for three months, and having 
achieved a victory without bloodshed. The funds 
are rising. The favourable turn of the French 
election has greatly contributed to this rise. At 
the same time, small paragraphs like the follow­
ing make many a merchant feel queer and un­
comfortable :

State of Trade in Manchester.—Every­
thing commercial and manufacturing Is literally 
at a stand still here. Nothing is doing on'Change, 
and great numbers of the mills and workshops 
are either wholly closed or working only short 
time. About 10,000 operatives ate at present 
working short time, and nearly the same number 
are wholly out of employment. The operative 
population are not the principal sufferers ; the 
shopkeepers and tradesmen generally are deeply 
distressed, and hundreds know not how to turn 
for relief.

The state of Ireland is most alarming. The 
whole country is armed ; Dublin swarms with 
troops, and I fear, sooner or later, bloodshed 
will ensue, I say I fear—for I doubt, if the agita­
tion will succeed, famine, bloodshed and misery 
will be the result. It was curreatly reported 
here to-day that Dublin had been declared in a 
state of siege ; but I do not deliver it,

Anticipated Trouble in Portugal.— Ac­
cording to the last accounts from Lisbon, which 
are of the 19th, Portugal seemed to be oil the 
eve of some serious movement.' Publications 
have been extensively circulated, in which are 
openly canvassed " the abdication of the Queen 
in favor of her son ; a new dynasty, entirely new : 
and even a republic." The latter form of gov­
ernment, after discussing the question in very 
inflammatory language, is declared to be the 
best, and that the nation desires it. When such 
language ns this is held in monarchial Portugal, 
it portends something ominous. The finances 
appear to be in a most wretched state.

Altona, 24th April.—Intelligence was re­
ceived of the taking of the town of Schleswig by 
the troops of the confederation, after an engage­
ment which lusted from three o’clock in the 
afternoon of Easter Sunday, until eleven o’clock. 
The fortification called the Dnnnevirk, on which 
the Danish artillery were placed, was taken by 
the Prussians, at the point of the bayonet. After 
the battery had been silenced by tfio field pieces 
of the Hanoverians, Schleswig (hen fell into the 
hands of the confederation. The conflict was a 
bloody one, the Danes having it strong position, 
and doing great execution with their artifery and 
riflemen before they were curried.

The Schleswig Territory has been the scene 
of another action by the Free Corps, the bands 
of Prussian and other Volunteers, which have 
crossed the river came into collision with the 
Danes on the highway between Kiel and Eken- 
ford, in the wood of Schnell Marker, on the 
morning of the 21st instant, and after a battle 
of five hours’ duration, the Free Corps were 
driven back witli the loss of 20 killed and 90 
wounded.

The occasion passed off in Paris 
with entire quiet and good order.

Pagneite, nnd other of the Minktrial and Mode­
rate party, would figure high in the list of 
elected; while MM. Ledru Rollin, Flocon, 
Louis Blanc, Albert, and Caussidicre would have 
little more than the majority, if indeed, some of 
them did not absolutely fail. During the many 
weeks of the agitation of the question, the party 
of order and moderatior has been gaining 
strength, until it has now reached the point at 
which the best friend of the Republic desired it 
should remain ; it has produced a feeling of 
confidence, and a sense of security and of perma­
nence, prov ided that the course which led to it 
be persevered in.

The accounts from the Departments show that 
very many of the former Liberal deputies will 
be returned, with also several whose principles 
are notoriously not Republican.

Warlike Feelings.—A correspondent of the

'* In whatever part of Germany I have been, I 
have remarked Unit the popular" excitement pre­
vailing seems to have a craving for war—war 
with some other nation, with some other Stale. 
Austria turns its martial ardour upon its revolted 
provinces in Italy ; Prussia has found vent for 
the excitabilily of its revolutionized population in 
Schlesxig llulstvin, and is acquiring popularity 
by being the recognized leader in those opera­
tions; while 1 have observed that elsewhere 
what was most wished for was a war with Russia. 
This thirst for blood seems tu be a new appetite 
that has been acquired amid the excitement of 
the recent commotions ; and it is by no means 
improbable that, if it will not or cannot be grati­
fied by foreign war, it will seek to satiate itself 
in internai anarchy—in sucli scenes of carnage 
us have taken place durning the last week In 
Kandem, or in such attempts as are now made 
to destroy the value of property in Vienna.”

Warlike Preparations.—A letier from Tiunc 
in the Tyrol, dated 10th. says: "The army of 
volunteers, 10,000 strong, is advancing into the 
Tyrol, under General Allemand!. This party is 
composed of all the Lest, the noblcstl and most 
enthusiastic of Italy. Bodies from Naples, Rome, 
Florence, Genoa, mid Turin, This general, by a 
bold and able manoeuvre, lias taken up such a 
position in the Tyrol as will cut off the retreat of 
the Austrians, who have no other resource but 
to lay down their arms. The Austrians terror- 
stricken by these bold movements, retreat every­
where, opposing little resistance. The entire "of 
Southern Tyrol has declared ia favour of the 
free cause, with the exception only of the Valley 
of the Adige, which is kept In awe by the pre­
sence ol the Austrian troops concentrated at 
Trcntum.

a ro responding power of puttin'» it into practice 
—increasing, without efforts being mnde to in­
crease their knowledge as to tlie best mode in 
which that jiower was to he exercised. The 
uppei classes had played their day, the middle 
clas-es were playing theirs, and it was nut to he 
expect.si but that tlie lower classes would also 
play theiro too.

rhe great cause of this French revolution ha I 
been the labor question. Now, what was it t It 
come into this—w;is it right that lab >r should get 
no parts in the profits thereof, that the profits of 
labour should always flow into one channel, leav­
ing tlie labourer in tlie same position in which he 
was originally Ibund Î Was it right that we 
should sit down despairing when it win found 
that a large number of men were not ah’e to get 
a fair day’s wages for a fair day’s labor 1 It was 
easy for political economists to say that in the 
present state of society it could not be otherw ise f 
If this were tlie case, then men must s ly, site 
society. He need not tell them that he almost 
entirely disagreed with the political economy of 
tin- Provision'll Government of Franco. Wo 
were more learned in that part of politic 11 econo- 
mv which treated of tlie production of wealth 
t .an in that which treated of the distribution of 
wealth. It appeared to him that the French knew 
very little of either aide of the matter, hut this 
thev koea, that tilings as they wore, were very 
had.

They did not hold, however, that men might 
si* down and say that as it was now so it would 
ever he. They did not say that there would not 
alwaya lie poor men upon the earth ; but what 
they said was, were they always to be so poor.
In addition to this, there had long been spreading 
a feeling against tlu competitive principle of la- 
b >ur ; they wished to try whether association was, 
or was not better than competition. That we 
could Jo without competition he did not believe. 
He had little fu.th in any mechanical tailoring 
fashions of reforming the world, that put our pro­
perty into a common stock ; and he could not see 
how societies of men dwelling in parallelograms, 
or shakers’ villages, or trappers’ settlements, or 
anything of that sort, wore to bring about any 
great good for the world. Nevertheless, it might 
be asked whether our competition was not over­
done, and whether or not association might pot 
be tried t Instead therefore of Fourierisms, or 
communisms, being sneered at, give them room 
for a trial, whether they were capable of being 
carried out. These things have lung been spread­
ing in France. Men have long been trying what 
might be done by joint-stock speculation. The 
ffre.it people always did try the associative princi­
ple themselves, for what was tlie problem of the 
west-end clubs but as to whether a man could not 
live as well there upon .£200 as upon £2,000 a 
year elsewhere. The ballot-box was generally 
sneered at also by these people as un-English and 
unconstitutional, and a cowardly wav of doing 
things, but yet they themselves put their hands 
into the black-balling box, in ordrr that it might 
not be seen who blackballed. And yet these we e 
the ind.viduals who came forth to preach against 
working-men solving the same principle for them- 
selves, although after a somewhat ruder fashion. 
All he asked was/airpTay for the experiment.— 
Every person who talked of communism was set
upon as wishing to knock society upside down.__
It had no such object. Tiie question was not for 
us to consider whether those who think labor had 
not fair play in the earth were right or wrong, 
but merely whether they thought tliev were right 
or wrong, and there was a strong feeling abroad 
throughout Europe that the working-man had not 
sedpe enough to eam his bread, or run his race 
in the world. Fo show that this was really tlie 
c ise. he would now read an extract from a speech 
from Lord John Russell, delivered in 1845, when 
lie was in Opposition. He hud a high respect 
for his lordship while in Opposition, for he then 
male good speeclies, and delivered himself of 
sensible ideas, but so soon as the sun of place

“If we look at the laboring classes—if we look 

to the men who either till the soil or labor in the 
factories-—if we look to the quantity of nccessa- 
nes whieh their labours could buy ii> the middle 
of the last century, and that which they could 
buy now I think that we must be convinced that 
they have not participated in an equal degree in 
tlie advantages which civilisation and improved 
knowledge had conferred upon us.’.’

In 1845 Lord John said that it was then » 
favorsSle opportunity for trying permanently to 
improve the «tile of the working classes, but this 
opportunity was allowed to fade away and had not 
returned. Now this was the testimony of one of 
the higher classes that the working man had no- 
obtained his proportion of" the advantage derivable 
from the world’s progress in knowledge. It was 
not right that in this matte- the passage of scrip­
ture should be fulfilled, which said, that to him 
who hath should be given, and from him who hath 
not should be taken away. That the labourer 
was not gaining what he was enti.led to was felt 
in France, and hence the desire that the next revo- 
lution should be one bv which they would gel 
something. They got nothing by the first revo- 
lution, and still less by the second, and it was not 
to he wondered at, therefore, that they should trv 
to gain something by their motion this time— 
Thev turned out to the streets to fight, and ho 
could not sufficiently admire the men who could 
quietly return to their houses unnoticed and un­
known, after struggling for something from which 
tuey mig.it not jierhape expect to reap any benefit 
whatever. They turned out to the streets for the 
purpose of overturning a Govemmenfobnoxious 
to them. Fhey succeeded, and fiey now attempt- 
ed to set op a n-w one which should so govern 
France as tiiit loueur should take something bv 
its last and most emphatic work. The Govern- 
ment were willing to grant this ; but he had no 
faith in Governments trying to manage joint stock 
b 'ken es and provision shops for the people. He 
did not believe it was the province of a Govern 
m-mt to feed the population, but rather to see that 
every roan could feed himself. He had no faith 
in tie utility of a Government pottering and tin- 
kenng at workmen’s wages, or talking about the 
hour at which a man should leave his work-

most trying Circumstances. They found an ex­
hausted excliequer, and the national credit a]mo* 
in a state of bankruptcy, sud it eouid not but be 
expected that in their efforts to meet the crisis 
which they had to encounter, they should make 
some mistakes.

The Government which is control­
led in this manner would never be a thoroughly 
great one. Much as he detested party spirit, yet 
lie was Convinced that no free country could do 
without parties, and any attempt that" should be 
made in F ranee to make the electors vote one 
way he should consider a falsity to the first prin­
ciples of constitutional government, and one 
which would end in sorrow and shame. If there 
was a larger number of Republicans than of those 
wishing (lie re al of I.oui* Philippe and his fa­
mily, or of Legitimists than either, "let it he 
known. A government never could be carried 
on well where it had not the opportunity of know- 
ing the feelings ol any considerable party or sect 
lhat was iu tlie country. They sttpviu remember 
that to legislate for the w orking man alone was as 
great a sin as to legi lute for the middle classe* 
alone. It was as much a class Government, and 
therefore as wicked, as any other ; and if French­
men should see this clearly, and should feel that 
their Republicanism was a safe and sure thing, 
then must they take care that they did not expe­
rience that tlie Government of a mob was greater 
tyranny than the Government of a few. No­
thing so hampered a Govern meat, cither, more 
than the supposition that it could do everything, 
and had a magic wand at command, which would 
keep people in food and raiment without working. 
But was he (the lecturer) hopeful 1 certainly he 
was. He was not one of those who mournfully 
predicted that it would end in anarchy and blood­
shed. That the men of France would try 
to govern France was altogether likely, but 
that the Paris crowd should attempt to dictate to 
the rest of the kingdom was a great outstand 
against democracy and a great evil. That the 
expectations of a great many persons would be 
blighted and disappointed he had no doubt, and it 
would be so much the lieitcr. That France would 
do its best in endeavoring to work out the prob­
lem of this great labor question, was his hope ; 
but that it was not able at present to do so, he had 
not the slighte-t doubt This problem was only 
to he solved by France and England joining to- 
gelher, with that end in view—it was not solvable 
out of this country. The next important ques­
tion was as to the likelihood of war now. He 
believed that this question was far more unlikely 
than before Louis Philippe’s fall. Happily there 
was no person to fight The Germans had risen 
and had shown that they could be something more 
than mystics and pipe smokers when it was need­
ful. I hey had sent Mettemich to the right-about, 
w<ere bringing the king of Prussia to book, and 
were also taking to tusk their old tory friend of 
Hanover. The great fear was that that untioly alli­
ance in the north between Austria, Prussia, and 
Russia, would go to war with France : but Aus­
tria had better take care of itself, as there was 
every prospect that it would soon settle into a 
third-rate concern indeed. Prussia would not 
dare to go to war with France, as it had enough 
cut out for it to mind and mend its own affairs for 
some time to come. The great danger of war 
seemed to be reduced to the will of one nation, 
and that was Russia. Would Nicholas, however, 
try to wage it against us all Î The Pole was likely 
to rise again and assert his nationality, and tlie 
Circassian was not yet put down ; and should 
Russia attempt any wars against western Europe, 
it would find such a universal rising as would 
drive its savage bear back to his native icebergs, 
and show him the detestation in which his despo­
tism had so long been regarded. As for this 
country it woul<( go to war, but in a very different 
manner to that oi which it had long since had 
sufficient When the first French Revolution 
broke out, this country engaged in a most unholy 
crusade, and wo were smarting under it to this 
day, in the shape of debts and taxes, which had 
taught us to let the French alone. There was 
still, however, too much petty meddling with other 
nations ; and in reference to our recent interfer­
ence with Portugal, lie considered it was a disgrace 
to a Tree nation that we should step in to prevent 
a people from settling with its Government any 
violation of pledge or direlection of duty of which 
it had been guilty. He considered, then, that 
this country should leave tlie French altogether 
alone ; nay, further than this, that we should re­
cognise their right to be governed by a republic, 
or by a monarchy of three kings, just as they 
pleased. Were we to have a revolution Î Cer 
tainly : but not one in the French fashion. He 
was in Newport lately, where a few years ago 
they had a revolution on a small scall scale ; and 
having asked what they had made by their motion 
on that occasion, a barracks of 500 soldiers was 
pointed out to him ns the result of their going out 
to tlie streets to tight.

“ ’ I hereby certify that A. B. has been duly 
elected, and, having taken the oath provided iii 
the constitution, has been admitted a member of 
this society.

The Bishop and the Priest.—A Roman Cath­
olic priest, Mr. Bvrningham, for having addressed 
a Young Ireland letter to the Nation, has been 
sternly admonished by his diocesan, Dr. Kennedy, 
Bishop of Killaloe. The Bishop says,—“ I will 
not commit the folly of arguing against you the 
palpable violation of duty and the utter disregard 
of the sacerdotal character of which that man is 
plainly guilty, who, while he professes himself the 
anointed minister of the God of Peace, does not 
hesitate to counsel war, with all its frightful end 
indescribable horrors.”

SCOTLAND.
Chartist Meeting.—On Monday, a meeting 

of Chartists was held at Glasgow. ’ The North 
British Mail states that between 40.000 and 
50.000 people were present, though only about 
10,000 took part in the proceedings. Mr. J. 
Moir was called to the chair. He said the com­
mittee wished that the meeting would unite in 
singing tiie Scotch Marseillaise Hymn. The 
per ons on the platform attempt' d to perform this 
feat ; but, after singing two verses in the most 
doleful manner, they gave the matter up. Mr. 
Moir afterwards addressed the meeting, exhorting 
all present to enrol themselves members of the 
Chartist Associations about to be formed. He 
further suggested their subscribing one penny 
each. Mr. Paul moved, and Mr. Adams seconded 
a resolution in favour of the Charter, a motion in 
favour of Irish repeal was afterwards agreed to, 
and the meeting separated.

The Chartist demonstration, held on the Gallon 
Hill, Edinburgh, on Monday evening, proved a 
total failure.

There might have been «00 or 700 persons on 
the hill ; but, owing to the unfavourable weather, 
the meeting adjourned to the hall in Adam square 
where, after the assemblage had been kepi wait­
ing a considerable time for the committee, a 
memorial to the Queen, praying Her Majesty to 
dissolve the present Parliament, was ultimately 
adopted. Delegates were then appointed to re­
present the Scotch Chartists in the great "Na­
tional Assembly,” to be held in this metropolis on 
the 1st of May.— Time*.

HUNGARY. ;
F rom Austria we have news of the moot en- 

«mraging description. The powerful state of 
Hungary numbering, with the military colonies,

garmnj and Sclavonic races amongst 
ants. Our letters state that a compromise has 
been entered into by both parties, who agree in 
demanding the same full measure of political 
rights for the inhabitants of both parts of the 
kingdom, and who have stipulated that the lan­
guage of each raoe shall be used and officially 
recognised in the seats of each. A great danger 
ie thus averted from eastern Europe, and we may 
look forward to an extension of commercial rela­
tions » ith this powerful nation, the more active 
tiiat. our interoourso with the Russian dominions 
is threatened with restrictions.—Daily New*.

AUSTRIA.
The following is the 

Constitution :—
1. All the provinces are constituted into one 

body, with the exception of Hungary, Crotia, 
Sclavonia, Siebenbergcn, and, for the present, 
the Italian provinces. 2. The division of 
the empire shall remain as it exists at present. 
3. The person of the Emperor is sacred and in- 
voilnble. 4. Tlie Emperor has full power over 
the land and sea forces, and the right of making 
war or peace. 5. Treaties of every description 
with foreign Powers can only be made with the 
sanction of the two Houses of Parliament. 6. 
The attribute of mercy and the right of bestow­
ing rewards belong to the Emperor ; but mercy 
cannot be extended to the Ministers without the 
sanction of the Parliament. 7. The laws are to 
be administered publicly in open courts by verbal 
pleadings, and trial to be by jury. The" judges 
will be appointed for life. 8. All projects of 
laws are to be proposed as well as sanctioned by 
the Emperor. 8. The Emperor will assemble the 
Parliament annually, and he must call them to 
gethcr at stated intervals. He has the right to 
prorogue and dissolve them. 10. Freedom of 
religion, speech, the press, petition, and public 
meeting is granted to every citizen, subject to fu 
ture laws. 11. Entire liberty of conscience and 
religion. 12. The free exercise of religious wor­
ship is accorded to all Christians and Jews. 13 
All citizens are equal in the eye of the law, and 
every citizen shall be tried by his peers. 14. Tlie 
responsibility of tlie Ministers will be regulated 
by the Diet. 15. The legislative power is in the 
hands of the Emperor and the Diet 10. Two 
Houses of Parliament are to be constituted 
The qualifications for members of the Upper 
House are birth and large landed property ; and 
they are to be nominated by the Emperor.— 
Members of the Lower House are to be chosen 
from all classes in order that every interest may 
be represented. 17. The two Houses have the 
power to project Laws and receive petitions. 18. 
All laws require the sanction of both Houses, 
particularly those relating to the expenditure, 
taxation, finance, and the sales of public property. 
19. A law will be framed for the organization of 
the National Guard. The law of election is only 
provisional, and will be settled by the first Par­
liament. Amendments of the constitution can 
only be proposed by the Diet.

PRUSSIA.
The concord between the working classes and 

their employers is strengthened every day more 
and more. The workmen of numerous manu 
factories and other establishments have assured 
their employers tiiat, in return for a diminution 
of the hours of labour and an increase of wages, 
they (the workmen) will bestow double attention 
on their various occupations, and, by renewed 
industry and activity, fully indemnify the former 
for their kind concessions. It affords me much 
pleasure to communicate such intelligence, and 
to assure you that any contrary statements are 
unfounded.—Eerlin Correspondent of the Daily 
News.

BAVARIA.
A law of election has been passed by the Diet 

at Munich, to regulate their choice of members to 
represent Bavaria at the central parliament of 
Fannkfort This law is based on the most com 
prehensive scheme of electoral rights. Every 
Bavarian of twentv-one years of age is declared 
to have a vote, and every man who pays taxes 
can be chosen as deputy. The King, who ap 
pears popular, although there have been sdtne 
manifestations of a turbulent spirit among his 
subjects, has waitten an autograph letter to the 
Minister of the Interior, respecting the working 
classes, expressing his great enneern at the pre­
sent state of commerce, and his desire that im­
mediate steps should be taken by the co-operation 
of all parties to effect the restoration of trade ; 
that, although this does not entirely depend upon 
the Government, he nevertheless requests the 
Government to take immediate steps to provide 
work for all who shall be inclined to work, by 
undertaking railways, water-works, bridges, roads, 
public buildings, Ac., so far as the public ex­
chequer will admit.

SPAIN.
Madrid papers of the 14th announce the ban­

ishment of the Duke and Duchess de Montpen- 
sier to Seville. The duke, it is said, gave a hint 
to his sister-in-law, in private conversation with 
her, that her diadem would bo more steady on her 
brow if her ministers would yield a little more to 
the spirit of the age by adopting a less despotic 
policy. Isabella repeated this to Christina, and 
Christina to Narvaez. An intimation was imme­
diately given to the duko and duchess that they 
had her Majesty’s gracious permission to visit 
Aranjuez, and thence make a tour of Andalusia 
after which they would find Seville an agreeable 
“ séjour.” They were to start on the 15th.

A late communication of Mr. Bulwer to the 
Spanish cabinet, recommending. a more, liberal 
policy, and the answer to it, form the principal 
subject of discussion with the Madrid journals.— 
Great indignation is expressed at the British min­
ister for presuming to interfere in the intimai 
concerns of Spain, and it is insinuated that he 
must have exceoded his powers.

Tub Middle Classes.—Exultant Toryism says : 
" Lo, the seed scattered by Chartism has fallen 
among rocks”—but it is not so, one of its fruits 
is fast ripening ; there will next be an agitation 
among the middle classes, to which consummation 
the prominence lately given to Chartist principles 
has greatly contributed. On Tuesday there was 
a very influential meeting held in Nottingham, 
the mayor presiding, the object being to present 
to the Queen an address expressive of the loyal 
feelings of attachment to her person, and to the 
principles of the British constitution. Some simi­
lar meetings have been characterised by expres­
sions of much loyalty and little meaning ; at Not­
tingham a re-action was shown, for among the 
resolutions were these :—

“ That this meeting is of opinion that the ex­
cessive and increasing amount of expenditure in 
the various departments of the State imposes 
upon the people a heavy and intolerant pressure 
of taxation, and that the burden of such expendi­
ture is further aggravated by Its unequal distribu­
tion, thereby exhausting the resources and 
paralysing the energies of the industrial and 
commercial classes ; and that it is the deliberate 
and earnest request of this meeting that a rigid 
and searching system of retrenchment be earned

London District Assizes.

The Queen v. Ephraim Turner.—Ephraim Turner, 
an Indian, was indicted for the murder of Andrew 
Maddison, a Negro, by stabbing him in the neck, 
and also by kicking and beating him. The indict­
ment win read by the Clerk, and interpreted to the 
prisoner by Mr. Jones, the Indian Missionary.— 
Wm. Notman, Esq., M. P. P., Acting Queen’s 
Counsel, stated the case for the Crown. Mr. Jones 
also interpreted the evidence of the several Indians.
It appeared by the evidence of----- Maddison, a
very intelligent negro, fathei of the deceased, that 
in the month of October last he lived at Munsey 
Town ; his deceased son and himself saw some 
Indians going home with Whisky. Maddison warn­
ed his son not to join them ; but deceased made 
some pretence for going out, and did join them. 
A short time after the family had been in bed the 
father heard screaming and yelling, and sent a 
younger son to ascertain the cause, who returned 
and said that his brother had been stabbed. The 
father went immediately to the house and found his 
son lying before the fire, wrapped up in a blanket ; 
the blood gushed from his wound upon the father’s 
shoes ; several drunken Indians were lying about. 
His father had him conveyed home, and after 
lingering four days he died. Deceased persisted to 
the hour of his death that Turner was the man who 
stabbed him.

Edward Mills, Esq., a Medical man and Coroner, 
did not think the stab in the neck was the cause 
of the man’s death,—did not open the body, but 
was of opinion that his death was caused by the 
kicking and beating.

The Judge censured Mr. Mills, the Coroner, for 
not ordering a post-mortem examination of the body. 
Mr. M. excused himself by saying that the Jury 
would not assent, but threatened to go away. The 
Judge repeated that it was his duty to have done so.

Mr. Notman displayed considerable perseverance 
and ingenuity in endeavouring to elicit evidence 
from the reluctant Indians, who were examined as 
witnesses in the case. The most that could be 
gathered from them was, that there had been a 
general fight, and that deceased had commenced it 
by striking Turner without provocation.

Col. Prince defended the prisoner. He was hap­
py to find from the witnesses that there was no 
evidence to convict the prisoner. It was much to 
the credit of the Indian character that they were 
seldom to be seen in Courts of Justice, either as 
witnesses or criminals, which was no doubt mainly 
attributed to the useful labours of their Missionaries ; 
but unhappily they were sometimes furnished with 
intoxicating drinks, which rendered them wholly 
incapable of controlling their actions. It was evi­
dent that there had been a drunken brawl and 
general fight, in which the deceased had taken the 
initiative, and he thought the Jury would agree with 
him that it was impossible to gather from the evi 
donee who was the real perpetrator of the deed for 
which the prisoner was indicted.

After a short absence the Jury relumed a verdict 
of “ Nol Guilty.'”

The Bank or Upper Canada vi. Smith.—This 
case was one of great interest, the present having 
been the third trial. The two former cases had 
been tried by common Juries, who had on both oc 
casions found a verdict for the defendant. It was 
now tried by a Special Jury',—Becher and Shanly 
for Plaintiffs ; Wilson and Horton for defendant.

The case arose out of the following circumstances 
The Bank held the Notes of the late firm of Ander­
son & Beebe, of Mosa, of which defendant was 
endorser ; the drawer had failed, as well as three
other parties who had successively endorsed, and 
had all absconded before the Notes became due.— 
The defendant alone resided in Ekfrid, and some­
times received his letters through the Ekfrid, and 
sometimes through the Mosa Post Office.

Mr. Shanly ably stated th<» ease, and held that 
the endorser of a Promissory Note guaranteed its 
payment, in the event of non-payment by the 
drawer ; but it was necessary that his liability 
should be completed by the holder giving due no­
tice of non-payment, or if that had not or could not 
be done, he should be able to shew that he had taken 
those steps which the law required in order to give 
that notice ; and for that purpose, proper diligence, 
and a proper channel of transmission, is held to be 
sufficient; and transmission through the Post Office, 
properly addressed, and to the Post Office where 
the defendant usually received his letters, was deem­
ed to be. that sufficient notice. The learned Coun­
sel also observed that it was immaterial to the 
holders whether such notice were received or not,— 
proof of transmission alone being sufficient to fix 
the liability of the endorser.

Mr. R. Warren was the chief Clerk of Anderson 
& Beebe ; he stated that he had seen the defendant 
endorse the Notes ; he look them to the office of the 
Bank at Chatham for discount ; he gave the ad­
dresses of the parties to be at Mosa, knowing that 
they all received their letters through that Post 
Post Office. Anderson was Post Master at Mosa, 
and after he had absconded witness found the par­
ticular notice in question amongst other papers in 
the Office. Cross-examined :—Acknowledged that 
he had sent letters to defendant at Ekfrid. The 
Mosa Post Office kad been longer established than 
the one at Ekfrid.

Mr. Rivers, of the Upper Canada Bank, proved 
having sent the notices to all the endorsers, directed 
to Mosa.

J. W. Garrison, another witness, staled that he 
had business transactions with the defendant, and 
that he addressed letters to him at Ekfrid, knowing 
that he resided there, to which he had received no 
reply ; he afterwards wrote to him at Mosa, when 
his letter was at once answered

J, Wilson, Esq., addressed the Jury at some 
length for the defence, and called L Lawrason, 
Esq., who stated that he generally addressed defen­
dant at Ekfrid.

M. Soger said that ho had addressed letters to 
defendant at Ekfrid, sometimes by mail and some­
times by hand.

J. McInTyre, Post-Master at Ekfrid in 1846, 
proved that defendant got letters through that Office, 
and that he paid his postage account half-yearly.

Mr Becher replied, and his Lordship summed up, 
and charged the Jury, leaving it to theta to say 
whether or not the notice had been sent through a 
proper channel, and if they were of that opinion to 
find for the plaintiff on both the issues.

At half-past 4, P. M., the Jury retired, and not 
having returned at 7, P. M., hie Lordship directed 
the Sheriff to announce to them that in the event of 
their coming in after the rising of the Court, they 
should seal their verdict, and leave it in the keep­
ing of their foreman until the sitting of the Court 
next morning.

At half-past 10, A.M., on the following day, the 
Jury came into Court, having been locked up all 
night, and stated that they could not agree. His 
Lordship, at their request, read over to them a part 
of his notes; and they again retired. At * quarter 
past 12 o’clock the Jury returned into Court, with 
Verdict for plaintiffs, £322 8s.

The Queen vi. Newman, Sullivan, and Kear- 
net.—Mr. Notman for the Crown ; Mr. Duggan for 
prisoners. The prisoners wore soldiers under con­
finement in the Barracks. The Sergeant, on ma­
king his usual rounds, discovered some moulds with 
the impression of a British shilling. On searching 
the prisoners he found some of the bese coin in Sul­
livan’s shoulder knot ; some more in Newman’s 
cuff, and on further search a housewife Was found, 
belonging to Kearney, which he acknowledged to 
be his, and which also contained more of the baso
com ; there was a stove in ihe room which enabled 
them to melt the metal ; they were immediately 
taken before the commanding officer, who ordered 
them to be handed over to the civil authorities.

Mr. Duggan showed the impossibility of convict­
ing the prisoners under the provincial statutes. In 
the English Law the statute 7, W. 4, enacted, That 
if any person should falsely make or counterfeit any 
coin resembling or apparently intended to resemble 
or pass for any of the King’s current gold or silver 
coin, every offender shall he guilty of felony, in 
England, Scotland, or Ireland. By the 2, W. IV., 
it was enacted, that any person having base coin in 
their possession was indictable, but those parts of 
the British statutes had been unaccountably omitted 
in tlie provincial statutes, which only applied to 
colouring, gilding, or washing, with a view to imi­
tate any of her Majesty’s current coin. In this 
case, the coin or imitation produced was made of 
solid metal, without any colouring or gilding. j

Mr. Notman for the Crown, admitted the defects 
pointed out in the provincial statutes. The pri­
soners were acquitted.

Paul vs. Blackwood.—This was an action of 
trespass in the case, and elicited considerable inter­
est. The damages were laid at £1,000. Mr. Wilson 
appeared for the Plaintiff", and Messrs. Prince, 
Becher, and Stanton for the defence. It appeared 
that Mr. Paul was ill possession of a F louring Mill, 
and carried on a Distillery and Fulling Mill besides. 
The Flouring Mill was situated in a hollow, on the 
course of Kettle Creek, and about 50 yards from a 
high embankment thrown up by the Board of Works 
for the Plank Road leading to Port Stanley. De­
fendant is a merchant residing at St. Thomas, and 
has recently been putting up a Mill near Mr. Paul’s 
Mill. Having a very small water power, a grand 
idea seems to have entered his head of making the 
high embankment of the Plank Road (about 300 
long and 20 feet high) Subservient to the purposes 
of a mill-dam. This idea having been carried into 
execution without any assistance from skilful and 
practical engineers, resulted on the occasion of a 
high wind and extra freshet in the overflow of the 
Plank Road, which first lifted the Plank off and 
then forced the embankment down, making a 
breach of about twenty feet, sweeping away Pain's 
Mills on the other side ol the embankment and 
everything that came in its way—Slones, Iron 
Wheels, Stoves, Grain, Flour, and everything that 
the M'll contained was carried down the stream 
and were found on the subsidence of the waters 
partially buried beneath the sand.

It appeared in evidence that part of the flats 
above this embankment belonged to Paul, and part 
to defendant, and that Paul had permitted or toler­
ated the overflowing of his portion of the flats, but 
merely as an experiment, considering defendant 
responsible for any damage, accidental or otherwise, 
that might accrue.

It was urged for the defence that the Board of 
Works had permitted Blackwood to use the em­
bankment to increase his head of water ; but, on Mr. 
Gzowski being called, his testimony went to prove 
that the agreement he had signed permitted Black­
wood to flow the bank to the height ol nine feet 
only, that being twelve feet below the surface of 
the Plank Road. It was shewn also that the culvert 
which had been put in by the Board of Works for 
the purpose of draining plaintiff’s flats had been 
stopped up, and that the waste gates which defen­
dant used to prevent the freshets (which are fre­
quent and strong in the Spring and Fall of the 
year,) from doing any damage to the Plank Road 
were wholly inadequate to their purpose, being 
placed too high to prevent the water from flowing 
over the embankment. ,

Several mill-wrights were examined, who gave 
different estimates of the value of Paul’s Mill ; the 
highest estimate was £640, the lowest £150.

Col. Prince endeavored to make the best of a bad 
case, his main argument was that there had been a 
terrible storm which no human precaution could 
have guarded against, and that the damage done to 
defendant was « the act of God.” In summing up, 
Judge Jones told the Jury that the simple question 
they had to ask themselves was this : “ Would the 
damage have occurred if defendant’s dam had not 
been there Î ” Verdict for plaintiff—damages £560.

[Some excellent plans and drawings were laid 
before the Court, executed by Mr. Hanvey, the 
District Surveyor, who was examined as a witness. 
Mr. Hanvey is a resident of St. Thomas, and it is 
unaccountable lo us that men possessing means to 
avail themselves of the services of qualified persons 
will prefer to incur such risks as the defendant has 
done.]—Ed. Canadian.

Putnam m. Austin.—Daniell & Duggan for plain­
tiff Wilson for defendant. This was an action 
brought to recover the sum of £25, being the amount 
of a bill claimed by the plaintiff, a tavern-keeper 
in Dorchester, for board and attendance. Defendant 
put hi a set-off, by services and money paid by him 
on plaintiff’s account. A Minister was called to 
prove that Austin had paid him $5 for marrying tha 
plaintiff. Verdict for plaintiff, £3 [0s.
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Alwat es. Aioiaso*.—Horton for Plaintiff- 
Wilson for defendant. This was an action for tres­
pass which had been previously tried at the last 
Fall Assizes, when the Jury gave the plaintiff a 
verdict for £ 150. Defendant considered this exces­
sive, and moved for a new trial. Plaintiff was a 
tenant of defendant, and the latter in distraining 
for rent cut down some hop poles which were 
standing frozen in the ground, and which it was 
urged on behalf of the tenant were fixtures (as 
much as a rail fence was a fixture), and were more­
over necessary to the protection of the hop plant, 
and to its productiveness at the ensuing season.— 
The only point of public interest was this : were 
the hop poles distrair.able or not 1 Before the 
Judges, the Chief Justice was of opinion they were 
not distraiOahle, but the other Judges, 3 in number, 
ruled that they were. Judge Jones in charging 
said he did not feel called upon to express an 
opinion on that point. Defendant’s counsel ad­
mitted an accidental trespass. Verdict for plaintiff 
£30.

The Queen tis. Ann Muaaisos.—Mr. Notman 
said that the prisoner was indicted for aiding and 
encouraging two soldiers of the XX. Regiment of 
Foot to desert. The only evidence that could be 
adduced fir the conviction was that of the deserters 
themselves—J shah Horton and Charles Daverney. 
On the learned counsel exhibiting to them a copy 
of their examination on oath, signed by themselves, 
they unblushing!/ denied ever having been exam­
ined in the matter or ever having seen the prisoner ' 
before. Mr. Notman observed, that having no other 
evidence to offer than that of the men who had 
proved thomselves so entirely abandoned, the pro­
secution must drop. Mr Justice Jones directed the 
Jury to acquit the prisoner.

[Mr. Bennett le at present chairman of the
Finance Committee.]

Ordered that a bye-law be framed and published, 
enacting, on the authority of the Mayor and 
Council, that an assessment of one farthing in the 
pound be made on all the rateable property 
of the town, for common-school purposes.

Mr. Benjamin Oomaer, constable and inspector, 
and Mr. John Booth, constable, were dismissed 
from their respective offices.

It was ordered that the Inspectors should make 
a general inspection of the town, with regard to 
danger apprehended from putting up stoves and 
stove-pipes in back streets and dangerous situa­
tions.

Mr. Dimond gave notice that, on Monday next, 
he should move that the Council should apply for 
an amendment to the Act of Incorporation, to 
enable the Council to borrow money for the im­
provement of the town, in making permanent 
sewers.

Moved, in nmandment, by Mr. Bennett, and 
seconded by Mr. McCormick, that the accounts of 
the past quarter be paid by checks payable in "60 
days, with interest.

Amendment carried,.
The attention of the Council was called to the 

consideration of the question relating to the 
Emigrant Hospital on the New Survey, which 
referred the Council back to the proceedings of 
the 14th February, when a resolution was passed 
that the Government should be notified to cause 
that building to he removed ; and to the proceed­
ings of the Council on the 21th February, when 
a motion was made to rescind the resolutions ef 
the 11th.

It was moved and carried that the claims of the 
contractors for the erection of Covent Garden

A special meeting of the Mayor and Council 
was called on Tuesday last, in consequence of the 
preparations going on for celebrating Her Majesty’s 
Birth-day, and the following resolution was adopted :

On Saturday evening last, a Telegraph commu­
nication conveyed to this Town the distressing 
intelligence of the death of Mr. John Rolph 
Lee, son of the late Dr. Lee, of this Town.— 
Seldom has a more painful event been recorded. 
In October last, his father fell a victim to the 
Tyhus Fever, after having spent about four 
months in constant attention at the Emigrant 
Hospital. Being at the time of his decease in 
good practice, and supporting a large family, his 
loss was severely felt by his bereaved wife and 
children. His eldest son, Rolph, proceeded 
shortly after that event to Montreal, to complete 
his studies at McGill College ; which Institution 
he left a few days ago, after receiving his diploma. 
He was on his way to London, to take his place 
among the medical practitioners of the Town, 
and to replace to his family the loss of his father. 
Arriving at Brantford, in crossing the river in a 
canoe, he was carried away by the current, pre­
cipitated over the rapids, thrown out of the canoe, 
and after a long struggle by swimming was, un­
happily, drowned.

The press has more than once urged the claims 
on the Government, of the families of those who 
lost their lives in attending the Emigrants last 
year. It is to be hoped that Mrs. Lee’s claims 
will not now be overlooked.

George the Second and Queen Caroline.

From a critique in the London Athenaeum on 
Lord Htrvty's Memoirs of his reign. 

George th- Second loved pleasure just as much 
as Charles the Second, and hated business just as 
cordially. His consort, a woman of great saga­
city and ambition, patted his profligacies on the 
back, overlooked the wife in the queen, made a 
mere nonentity of her husband,—and, confiding 
in Sir Robert Walpole, ruled the country like a 
second Queen Elizabeth assisted by Lord Bur­
leigh. No woman ever made greater domestic 
sacrifiées to attain the ends of her public ambi­
tion ; but beyond sagacity and^daring there i 
nothing to admire about her. Religion was with 
her a mere state observance ; and her placing Dr. 
Butler, the author of the “Analogy of Religion,” 
as clerk of her closet was a mere pretext to pre­
serve the decencies of the palace m the eyes of 
those who were not anxious to look very far.— 
Her eldest son, the Prince of Wales (the father 
of George the Third), was a heartless profligate : 
—her younger son, the Duke of Cumberland, the 
so-called hero of Culloden, was a cold-blooded 
soldier ;—and her unmarried daughters, who lived 
with her in the palace, were frigid creatures, 
without wit, without beauty,—and, notwithstand­
ing their position and some hints given to the con­
trary, there is reason to believe without admi­
rers.

Lord Hervey has not attempted any full length 
character of the king ; but he gives instead a few 
sketches touched in with a master’s pencil from 
the life :—

“ Many ingredients concurred to form this reluc­
tance in his Majesty bestowing. One was that, taking 
all his notions from a German measure, he thought 
every man who served him in England overpaid ; 
another was, that while employments were vacant 
he saved the salary ; but the most prevalent of all 
was his never having the least inclination to oblige.
I do not believe there ever lived a man to whose 
temper benevolence was so absolutely a stranger.—
It was a sensation that, I dare say, never accompa­
nied any one act of his power ; so that whatever 
good he did was either extorted from him, or was 
the adventitious effect of some self-interested act of 
policy ; consequently, if any seeming favour he 
conferred ever obliged the receiver, it must have 
been because the man on whom it fell was ignorant 
of the motives from which the giver bestowed.

EUROPEAN WARS.
With regai d U> the general relations of Europe, 

the most ugly feature, a 1 have already men­
tioned, is t|ic non settlement ol the war in Italy, 
since while this ht*te the lempuition for France to 
send an army to that country, will ulivavs lie an 
npt contingency in case she should find it abso­
lutely accessary to divert her population from 
anarchy at home. The troops of Italian league, 
under llie King of Sardinia, have not experienced 
itnv absolute check, hut although the y are now 
estimated to amount to 80,000, while the Austrian 
force is probably little more than one third of 
that number, it is evident that they are afraid to 
risk a battle. The Austrians have also made use 
of the Uuie which has elapsed, greatly to 
strengthen their position, which is now said to be 
excellent.

SICILY.
In connection with the Sicilian question, we 

have nothing new. The King of Naples has 
“ protested ’ against the declaration of Indpend- 
cnce, and as his troops still hold possession of the
citadel of Messina, they have again commenced 
the usual barbarity of firing upon that town. 
Probably, however, it was provoked by some 
breach of the existing truth, us it would otherwise 
lie difficult of explanation. Whether Naples will 
deliberately resume the war with a view to recover 
the island is a question which is to be left to the 
new N'epolitan Parliament, now about to assem­
ble. Meanwhile the country has enough upon its 
hand, in furnishing its contingent to the army in 
Lombardy.

AUSTRIA.
In Austria the new constitution promised by the 

King, has been published, and it is one of the 
most liberal kind. Immediately on its appear- 
■nee the funds rose 19 per cent., the confidence 
of the people in the sincerity of the Government 
having been completely confirmed. The consti­
tution about to be proposed fbr the German Con­
federation will also be of a nrond and liberal 
character. It is expected, however, that Austria 
will refuse to merge herself in the league, and will 
prefer to remain ns an independent nation. All 
over Europe, with the exception of Russia, a 
system of popular representation very nearly ap­
proaching universal suffrage has now been estab­
lished. The question suggests itself if, under 
these circumstances, things should go on favour­
ably, how long will England be able to remain 
behind.

Messrs. Smith O’Brien, Meagher, and Mitch­
ell Wore invited to an evening tea party at 
Limerick, by some of their friends, on the 29th of 
April, and repaired thither accordingly.

The most mature reflection has but served to 
deepen our original conviction of the essentially 
false policy of a Liberal Ministry ndequating the 
crimes of sedition and treason. The extorted con­
cession that this rigorous law shall continue “ posi­
tively for two years only” does not redeem Lord 
John Russell and his colleagues from the charge 
of violating those constitutional principles which 
the greatest men of their party m former days so 
proudly proclnimd and so nobly vindicated. Some 
fifty years since Mr Fox offered a successful re­
sistance to litr. Pitt, when that heaven-born 
Minister attempted, as our Liberal Premier is doing 
now, to add “ open and advised speaking” to the 
category of treason. Mr. Fox then nttered these 
remarkable words : “ All the liberty of this country 
is preserved by freedom of speech and liberty of 
the press ; and if those great barriers of liberty 
are destroyed, though men may speak less they 
tcill feel more, and arms will be the only resource 
left them, either for redress for themselves or for 
vengeance upon their oppressors. If such a bill 
is passed, if such a line of conduct should be 
adopted, resistance to it would be but a matter of 
prudence.”

Now, it is all very fine for Lord John Russell 
to say that he is not to be “ awed by the authority 
of Mr. Fox,” and that party traditions shall not 
prevent him from grappling with new circum­
stances, according to new methods. But his 
Lordship chooses to forget that party tradition is 
the embalmment of principle—that the constitu­
tional maxim, over which he seems to himself to 
rise superior, but below which he in reality falls, 
is the deliberate expression of half a century of 
public opinion in England. That traditionary 
maxim of a just policy is a permanent reality ; 
the circumstances which he would set above the 
maxim constitute but a casual coincidence. The 
s atesman who, under the impulse of a panic un­
favourable to the exercise of calm judgment, gives 
to the winds the settled principles to which two 
generations of Englishmen have set their seal, has 
small reason to plume himself on being independ­
ent of authority. An implicit reliance on that 
authority would have led to a more dignified course 
of action, than catching at the expedients of the 
hour to meet the exigencies of the hour. That 
the measure has been adopted with haste and 
pienpitancy, and without due consideration of its 
probable tendencies and results, is apparent from 
the admissions and concessions of every official 
supporter of the bill.

But it is not so much the inconsistency as the 
blindness of the Government in this matter that 
amazes us. If their measure had been law on 
Monday, the 10th of April, what scenes might 
not have been enacted in London on that day ? 
If the “ Convention" had spoken under terror of 
the transport ship, would they have been so com­
munie itivc on the subject of their plans? And 
what but their communicativeness enabled the 
citizens to sec the danger and prepare to met it ? 
It was the big words in John street that led to the 
precautions which averted hard blows in Palace 
yard. It is well to know all, and to have the as­
surance that we know all that is going on in the 
minds of the disaffeeted. Her safety lies, and not 
in gagging bills. Society will not be better able 
to protect itself by being blindfolded to the dangers 
which threaten it. All the security which the 
Premier’s measure offers is, that people won’t 
know what is to happen. “ Though men may

The Latest News.

Loss of the General Wood Convict Ship — 
Massacre of the Crew.

Wc had occasion recently to state the great ap­
prehensions entertained for the safety of this 
vessel, which sailed on the 2nd of January from 
Singapore to Ponang, with passengers and a great 
number of convict? on board. By a letter received 
from one of the passengers, Lieutenant Seymour, 
it now npjiears that, on the day after sailing, the 
convicts broke loose, and, arming themselves 
with pieces of timber, commenced the attack 
The crew was thrown into a state of inexplicable 
confusion. The captain was frightened and lost 
all presence of mind. Nothing was done to 
oppose the mutineers, who had now seized upon 
the arm chest, which had been most negligently 
left open. The Lascar crew ran up into the 
rigging to save their lives : and the few Europeans 
who attempted to do their duty were overpowered 
and thrown into the water. Amongst thoso were 
the captain and Mr. Gill, the third mate, whose 
gallantry was worthy of a nobler field and a better 
fate. It is a curious trait, that after Mr. Gill was 
bound and almost cut to pieces, a sort of super­
stitious fear prevented his assassins from throwing 
him overboard, as they had done many others 
without any ceremony. As he lay on the deck 
dying, five of the convicts stood over him as a 
guard, cutlass in hand, and unable to look upon 
his mangled form, they covered him with a blanket 
till he was dead, and then took courage to touch 
him and throw him into the sea. The crew were 
all, or nearly all, murdered or drowned. The 
lives of the passengers were spared. The convicts 
navigated the vessel until the 20th of January, 
when they came in sight of the Great Natunas, and 
on the following morning they ran her on a rock 
near Pulo Salaout, on the island of Bungarow. 
They left about thirty Lascars, twenty convicts, 
and those of the crew who had not been previously 
massacred, on board the vessel, which shortly 
afterwards went down into deep water, and took 
to the boats, the passengers being with them. 
They reached the island at sunset, where they 
were well received by the Malays, who afforded 
them assistance, and proposed to send them to the 
Rajah. This, however, was objected to by the 
convicts. In the meantime, the passengers having 
acquainted the Malays with the real character of 
the pirates, the Malays took part with the pas­
sengers, and succeeded in rescuing them from the 
convicts. The convicts then took to their boats, 
leaving about twenty of their number behind, 
who have been made prisoners. It appears that 
the unfortunate vessel, though carrying nearly 
one hundred convicts, had no military guard, and 
the Daily News, in an able article, reprehends 
the practice of conveying convicts on board of a 
vessel in which were ordinary passengers with 
their families—without military escort, or other 
efficient means of keeping them in order. The 
convicts, it appears, were unhandcuffed.—English 
paper.

The fate of Mr. Gill, the mate, was peculiarly 
horrible. Lieutenant Seymour says this unfortu­
nate officer, after being severely wounded by the 
convicts, mode his way to the door of the cabin in 
which the passengers were assembled, and was, 
for the moment, rescued from the convicts and 
dragged inside the cabin by the captain. After 
lying on the deck some time, suffering from his 
wounds, and being apprehensive of further ill- 
usage, he crawled to the galley window, and 
thenoe threw himself into the sea. Lieutenant 
Seymour had himself a very narrow escape ; he 
was forced overboard, but contrived,though wound­
ed by a cutlass, to get hold of a rope and conceal 
himself in the gig, where he was discovered in the 
morning, and being recognized as a passenger, 
and not an offiqpr, he was ordered on deck and 
his life spared. Lieutenant Seymour adds, that 
some of the crew of the General Wood may have 
escaped, but very few of them ; all the officers 
are said to have perished. The authorities at 
Singapore and Penang have adopted every means 
for the capture of the convicts.—Ibid.

The train ewweted of five carriages, 
weighing -about 60 tons, and was attached to the 
“ Emperor,” one of the n*w class of eight driving 
wheel engines with 18 inch cylinders and 24 inch 
stroke. The train started from Paddington at 
9.51.55, and the engine entered Didcot station 
precisely at 10.41.46, having, therefore, run the 
53 mile* in 49 minutes 65 seconds or at the rate 
of 64 miles an hour for the whole distance. The 
greater portion of the journey between the fourth 
mile post and Reading, was performed at nearly 
70 miles *n hour, and several miles were gone

By the Caledonia, we have English papers to 
the 5th of May, and by the Hibernia, from Liver­
pool, May 13th, we have news by Telegraph.— 
The Hermann, American steamer from Bremen 
and Southampton, left Southampton on the same 
day as the Cunard steamer Caledonia, and ar­
rived the same day at New York as the former 
did at Boston, but later in the afternoon. This 
was a close run, and shews that the Cunard line 
will in all probability be well matched. The 
latest news is peaceful, and on the whole, good.

With regard to any further expression of 
opinion on the events that have taken place in 
Europe, wc bave nothing,to add to those deliver­
ed in this journal of the 23rd March, on which 
occasion wc presented our readers with a sort of 
conjectural programme of the whole movement in 
Europe from the first outbreak in France to its 
consummation in the establishment of the people’s 
power everywhere. Nothing has occurred to 
afford any indication that we were wrong in any 
opinion then declared. A peaceful movement 
for establishing the influence of the masses of the 
people was our general declaration, and a few de­
viations, relating only to minor sections, and not 
arising out of circumstances common to the whole 
of Europe, will not affect general conclusions, 
(teduced from the most general observations and 
Calculations.

From England there is nothing exciting. The 
Jewish Disabilities Removal Bill passed the House 
of Commons by a majority of sixtv-one. The 
Alien Bill has had a second reading. The House 
of Commons has voted relief for several of the 
West India Islands, in aid of the immigration of 
free labourers. This, in our opinion, is an inter­
ference with private speculation, out of the pro­
vince of a representative government. The effect 
of this interference is to supply the Planters with 
cheap labour, which we contend ought only to be 
effected by the spontaneous action if individuals, 
who os in all commercial affairs, arc governed by 
the safest sort of meterage, the relation of supply 
and demand.

In Ireland, the physical force men are repulsed 
and put down by the moral force party ; and 
the Government for the present is in no danger 
of a collision between it and the people of Ireland, 
ns former reports led us to believe to some ex­
tent.

The news from France is highly interesting. 
The elections arc over. The Lamartine, or mode­
rate, rational, and practical portion of the demo­
cratic party have completely triumphed. Their 
complete victory has .infortunately exasperated 
the ultra-democrats, represented by Lcdru Rollin 
and others, and some serious commotions have 
taken place in the Provinces, attended with loss of 
life.

Notwithstanding, the general character, and 
consummation of the revolution is established, as 
the reader will see in the proceedings of the open­
ing of the first session of the National Assembly, 
and the address of the Provincial Government to 
the Assembly on the occasion.

There arc some interesting results of the elec­
tions, and the ballot system, which we should be 
happy to ’ notice more nt length. Lamartine 
was elected by 252,000 votes, and all the 
principal members, (as wc should judge by 
votes they obtained,) from No. 1, Lamartine, to 
No. 34 Lamennais, (a priest), had votes from 
240,000 to 114,000. The rejected candidates 
had from 64,000 to 22,000 votes. Amongst 
the rejected were some of the highest literary 
men of France, viz :—Alexander Dumas, Vic­
tor Hugo, Etienne Arago, the son of the celebrated 
Marshall Ney, and Eugene Sue. Lamartine was 
returned for tea constituencies.

In Germany there is nothing new to communi­
cate. The attitude of Austria is, keep what wo 
can, and concede what we must. That of Prussia 
—take the tide and make the most of it.

From Poland, if there is such a country, the 
newe is bad, the patriots are too impatient, they 
do not seem disposed to bide their tum, and take 
certain advantage of the operation of moral force 
opinions. In their impatience to secure a national 
resuscitation, it is much to be feared that they will 
be premature, and instead of breaking, they will 
only more firmly fasten their chains.

In Italy, the progress of Italian Independence

ThÊSConservatiVe press, and more especially 
the Hamilton Spectator, seem determined that the 
present administration shall never have the benefit 
of a! trial of their Executive meewtea; for eo
sooner has an announcement of public business 
appeared, than the attempt is made to cry it 
down.

The same party were, notwithstanding, loud 
enough in their clamor for a fair trial for the 
Draper Administration -, and that, their opponents 
generally granted ; and the government having 
found it necessary to take the Road Tolls in their 
own hands. The measure is at once most furi­
ously assailed in the Hamilton Spectator, under 
the charge of “ Toll Gate jobbing.”

From the facts of the case so far, the govern­
ment have, in our opinion, done perfectly right. 
They seem to be doing the public business in this 
matter at least, just as private business is always 
performed by competent per ons—interested in the 
success of their undertakings ; they regard effi­
ciency in preference to cheapness, and cheapness 
so far as not to impair efficiency.

The position of the Government is invulner­
able so far as argument can affect it. They ad­
vertised for tenders for leasing the gates, and they 
received lower offers than had been previously- 
given. This was sufficient to open the eyes of 
evqry one. In a country annually increasing its 
produce, its imports, its exports, and its labouring 
population by immigration, it was impottible that 
the traffic on the public highways could be dim in- 
ishing. This shewed that the contractors who 
had so long had the tolls, thought that they had 
got the Government in their power—they alone 
knew the exact revenue. The fact, that all the 
contractors should simultaneously offer lower than 
last year, is remarkable, and certainly had the ap­
pearance of a combination for that purpose ; and if 
they did not combine to offer a lower sum to the Go­
vernment, it hod so much the appearance of a 
combination, that the Government hal no alter­
native but to take the tolls till they could ascertain 
the real revenue they produced. The Spectator's 
defence is frivolous throughout. In his paper of 
the 17th May, he says, in favour of leasing the 
tolls :—“ By this mode the Government can cal­
culate the revenue which will be obtained from 
the roads without the least difficulty', and the pub­
lic will bo secured much better than by the em­
ployment of keepers who are responsible alone 
to those who appoint them.” We have always 
thought that it was a more important point to get the 
the greatest amount of revenue than tocalculatc the 
amount actually received. For the latter, all ’.hut 
is wanted is an honest man ; and to the best way t f 
procuring the fille t men, wc cannot see how there 
can b > n better security than that the men employed 
■should be responsible to those who lmd the power to 
appoint and power to discharge them. We have no 
doubt that he carries out this principle in his little 
government of the printing office. He also says 
that the leasing system draws competition. With 
nil circumstances favourable thereto, no doubt it 
does ; but when lower offers were made this 
year than last year, who can say, with any pro­
priety, that there was anything like fair competi­
tion.

Mr. Stansfield then made his exit.
Mr. Barker remarked that it would be time enough

Dovle, that tho Mayor be requested to fix a day for 
the public meeting on the subject aforesaid, and to 
give public notice accordingly.

A petition from Goo. Pcgler and others, wan read, 
requesting that the Council would allow bars to In 
fixed in the windows of the Market House, and the 
middle table to be removed.

Moved by Mr. Barker, and seconded by Mr. Doyle, 
that the petition he granted, on condition that all 
arrears of stall rent bo paid up.

Moved by Mr. Bennett, and seconded by Mr. 
Dimond, that a Verandah the width of the building, 
tie erectcil for the accommodation of the farmers and 
others, for a vegetable market.—Carried.

The petition of Henry Green and others, for the 
erection of a Tank at the corner of Simcoe and Clar­
ence Streets, Was received, and it was carried that 
tire said petition lie granted.

Moved by Mr. Barker, and seconded by Mr. 
Bennett, that a Bye Law ber prepared; enacting that 
no produce brought lo the market for sale shall be 
allowed to be hawked about the streets of the town, 
till after one o’clock, P. M.

Moved and Carried, that the Collector lie ordered 
to call on those persons wiio have had permission to 
take out licenses and have not paid them, that they 
be paid forthwith.

Moved and Carried, that as complaints have 
been made, that the Weight of the Bread sold by 
some of the Bakers in town is deficient, the In­
spectors of the several Wards are ordered to go round 
their respective Wards ami inspect the Bread ex­
posed for sale,

He also says.—“ Individuals could collect tho 
Tolls much cheaper than the Government desire 
to do. As to the desire of the Government, we 
shall not meddle so impertinently ; but as to cheap­
ness of collection, how does this affect the amount 
of revenue ; the question is not so much one of 
cheap collection, as large revenue. Will the con­
tractors give the Government the benefit of their 
cheap collection ? Certainly not ; for what do they 
contract for but to cheapen the collecting labour for 
their own advantage. He further, enters on the sub­
ject of patronage, and asserts that this procedure on 
the part of the government in collecting tho revenue 
by their own agents “ is a gross and most iniquitous 
job, intended to create patronage ; to reward, in a 
small way, those who made themselves servicnble 
in certain localities at the last election.”

With regard to the intention of the Government 
to abolish the plan of tendering for the Tolls of 
public roads, we have seen no proof of such an 
intention ; on the contrary, they have appointed 
agents to take the Tolls for one year, in order 
that they may be in a better condition to lease 
them tho following year. But we would advo­
cate an abolition of tho plan of leasing, inclin 
ing to prefer that of appointing Government 
collectors, for which there are many reasons, -and 
perhaps, equally as forcible as those for the op 
posite system. It would certainly, be better to 
keep in employment able, but comparatively poor 
men, who could procure good security for money 
received by them for Tolls, than to encourage a 
class of speculators, of no occupation, to be 
periodically competing for the public tolls, whose 
only object was to make a profit for themselves, 
while, perhaps a discharged and disabled pensioner, 
or other person, unable to earn a living in ordinary 
occupation, could collect them.

What more is wanted, than an honest collector 
and competent general surveyor, and receiver 
over him ; and the whole profit of tho contractor 
is saved and goes to tho Provincial funds.

without neglecting Ulear farms 
weedy-they act wtably with negard to their* farms ; hut 

hop cultivator» receive little encouragement by 
this practice, just raising a few hope if we can.

The Dibtahcr of hop hills from each other 
depends on the judgment of the cultivator : there 
are, however, two considerations which must be 
borne in mind. The first is :—The hops must 
have sufficient sun and air, to bring them to per­
fection. This being obtained,—which experience 
alone will teach—the second consideration is, that 
every inch beyond the distance so found to be 
sufficient ia a waste of ground, and of course, an 
addition to the expense. I would recommend that 
the hill* be seven feet apart one way, and eight 
the other ; and the poles (two to a hill, the num­
ber generally used) should be set on each side of 
the hill, in the line of the eight feet spaces, from 
twelve to fourteen inches apart ; the space for 
the plough both ways would be about equal.

Ta» Pkofaoation of hops is by offsets from 
the roots ; these are cut into slips from four to 
six inches long—regard being paid to the number 
of eyes or beads in each piece. These are ob­
tained when rooting or grubbing, which is done 
about the latter end of April, or beginning of May, 
according to the state of the season.

Planting.—After the ground is marked out, 
which ought to be done as straight as possible, 
take four or five of the slips and plant them as 
you would corn. In England, instead of throw­
ing the roots into the ground, there to remain 
just as they happen to fall, they plant them 
one end down, as carefully as they (lo cabbage 
plants, and then liglitiy cover them with soil. I 
am not prepared toeay which is the best method ; 
but I should judge, if the roots are fresh, they 
will be sure to grow either way.

Male Hop.—About four hills of the male hop 
ought to be planted to every acre. The male 
plitut bears no hops ; it climbs the pole as other 
hops do, and bears thick clusters of flowers ; and 
these impiegnate the whole garden, causing the 
hops to be much larger, more oily, and filling the 
hop full of seed. Among buyers and sellers, 
hops arc designated as the male hop, or the vir­
gin hop. Where there arc no male hops in the 
garden, the hop of course, is devoid of the quali­
ties just described, and is called the virgin hop.

Brewers differ respecting their qualities ; but 
one thing is certain : the male hop adds to the 
weight of the bale, and to the purse of the 
grower.

As the vines arc not sufficiently forward to be 
poled the first year, com or potatoes ought to 
be planted between them. The young vines will 
be benefited by the shade affolded by the other 
crops ; but they should be well hoed and taken 
care of generally, that the newly planted hop 
may take deep root and be in a condition ready 
for active operations in the ensuing spring.

Irict, been in Court during the trial on the case of 
Alway rs. Anderson, in which the chief question 
to decide was, whether bop poles were distramablc 
or not, for rent, I thought 1 perceived an anxiety 
on the part of the Court tnd audience to obtain 
some apeeial and accurate information in relation 
to the cultivation of the hop plant. Neither the 
eloquence of the learned Counsel, or the evidence 
of the witnesses threw anv light or the subject; but 
on the contrary, all that was sain, was vague and 
unsatisfactory.

I would, therefore, solicit the insertion of the 
following remarks on the culture nnd growth of 
hops, in the columns of your valuable and widely 
circulated paper.

Having had son.e experience in the cultivation 
of hops, and living in one of the most extensive 
hop districts in Canada, I purpose to treat the 
subject to the best of my ability, nnd to place it 

the most interesting light, both to those engaged 
in raising hops, and to the public generally.

First.—I propose to take into consideration the 
nature of the soil most suitable for hops, the situa­
tion of the ground generally—the most advantage 
ous distance of the hop-hills from each other, how 
hops are propagated and planted, and the nature 
and uses of the male hops.

Secondly.— Poling of hope ; their size and 
quality, rooting, or hop grubbing, training of hop 
vines, and general care of the hop garden.

Thirdly.—Hop picking, drying, packing and the 
a Mention requisite to the garden after picking.

Fourthly.—The uncertainty of the crop, and 
several of the causes thereof.

Fifthly.—The general average quantity of hops 
per acre, the expenses of growing and preparing 
for market, and the average price of hops for the 
last seven years.

Sixthly.—The first cost of preparing a hop 
garden per acre, and the cost and construction of 
hop kiln»

Seventhly.—General observations.
And first, with regard to the nature of the soil 

adapted for hops. The best, in my opinion, is a 
deep loom, so that the roots of the plant may 
penetrate easily, and well down into the ground ; 
the ground should be put into first rate condition, 
and be in high tilth.

The Situation.—Not only ought the hop ground 
to be situated high enough so as to he free from 
surface water, which sours end rots the roots, but 
as the garden will last from seven to fourteen 

3 years, » proper choice of situation should be made 
in consideration of our spring and summer frosts, 
aa well as those in the early part of September 
and daring- hop-picking. These arc all injurious 
and the injury so often sustained may be con 
siderably lightened if the garden ia shaded by a 
piece of wood land on the East of it, to prevent 
the rays of the morning sun from striking the 
vines ; this is well known to he the cause of the 
injury done to corn and other vegetables, liable to 
suffer from frost If the garden is situated near 
the house and bam, the various works of tying, 
manuring, picking, and drying will be greatly 
facilitated.

The Size of the hop#garden must depend upon 
the proprietor in the first instance, as to what ex­
tent he may decide it will be profitable to him to 
raise hoes. As yet, in this part of the Province 
our gardens are from one to three acres, seldom

The 
small quantity of Cheese in port is held for higher 
prices.

The demand for Lard is quite as great as on the 
previous Tuesday. The whole of the large quantity 
brought forward was sold at prices ranging at 30s 
a 39a 9d per bbl ; 27s 3d a 27s 6d per tee., and 
40s 6d a 41s 9d for kegs. At the commence­
ment of the sale, prices were about Is 6d lower, 
but before the close the full rates of the former 
were established.

London Provision Market, May 13th—The 
demand for Bacon has been to a moderate extent 
only at 50s and 60s for Western and Eastern. 
Middles arc freely offered, but prides are not so 
firm. We quote Pork middling, in tierces, at 45s 
a 40s for Western and Eastern. Lard is bought 
freely, and the weather has caused prices to give 
way ; kegs, are now 40s a 60s and in barrels 42s 
a 48s. Cheese has met with steady demand, but 
low prices have been taken. The stock is much 
reduced, chiefly the inferior qualities. Good and 
inferior 48s a 5?s, and inferior to middling 40s a 
44s.

An official order has been announced to put 
the whole line of coast in the District of Boulogne 
in a state of defence, and fortify the town.

It was reported in Paris that Ledru Roflirt has 
tendered his resignation.

Order has not yet been restored in the Provin­
ces.

ENGLAND.
A serious accident occurred on the Great 

Western Railroa , on tho 16th instant, by which 
four persons were killed, and a large number 
wounded.

IRELAND.
Nothing very startling from Ireland—Messrs. 

Duffy and Meagher continue their appeals to the 
people to arm, and arc joined by some of the 
Roman Catholic Priest*.

The potato crop is believed to be very abundant 
A blight has appeared in only a few very limited 
places.

The name of Mr. W. S. O’Brien has been 
struck off tho roll of the magistracy in the county 
of Limerick.

SPAIN.
An unsuccesful insurrection had been attempted 

at Madrid at 4 A. M., on the 7th. The conflict 
was sanguinary and lasted several hours. Among 
the killed is General Tologio, brother-in-law to 
Marie. A considerable number of life insurgents 
have been taken prisoners, and 30 of them were 
tried, found guilty, and sentenced to death.— 
They were about to be shot when the post left for 
England.

ITALY.
The Pope has been compelled to declare war 

against Austria.
GREECE.

Insurrectionary movements have taken place in 
various parte of Greece. The finances of the 
Government were in the worst possible condition. 
The National Bank has been authorized to sus­
pend specie payments. ,

PORTUGAL.
The Queen has issued a decree appointing a 

commissioner to carry into effect the abolition of 
slavery in the Portuguese possessions.

HUNGARY.
Thie country ie in a state of the greatest agi 

talion, and a total separation of it from Austria 
seems inevitable. - : -

THE SPEECH OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE 
, PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT.

Citizen Representatives of the People,—
“ The Provisional Government comes to bow before the 

nation, arid render a signal homage to the supreme power 
with which you are invested.

• Eleît of the people, we welcome you to this great 
capital, where your presence excite* a sentiment ot happi­
ness and hope that will not be deceived.
“ Depositoriest>f the National Sovereignty, you are about 

to found new institutions upon the broad basis of democracy 
and lo give to France the only constitution that can suit 
her—a repul,li tan constitution (here the whole assembly 
rose, and with right hands raised, cried “ Vive la Repute 
ique.”) But after having proclaimed the great political 

law which is about to organize definitely the country, you, 
like us, citizen representatives, will proceed to regulate 
the possible and efficacious action of the Government in 
the relations which the necessities of labour establish 
among all the citizens, and which ought to have for base 
the sacred laws of justice and fraternity, (renewed cheer­
ing, nnd cries of “ Vive la République.”)

“ In fine, the moment has arrived for the Provisional 
Government to resign into your hands the unlimited power 
with which the Revolution had invested it. You know 
that with regard to ourselves this dictatorship was a moral 
power exercised in the midst of the difficult circumstances 
we have passed through.

“ Faithful to our origin and to our personal convictions, 
we have not hesitated to proclaim the infant republic of 
February.

“ To-day we shall inaugurate the latmursof the National 
Assembly to the cry which ought always to salute it, 
“ Vive la République ”

At half-past three o’clock, the President of the Bureau 
arose to state the objections which bad been made to 
certain returns.

Mr. Cremieux ascended the tribune, and with great 
energy declared that the Provisional Government had 
adopted fora rule, to make an example of any public 
functionary 1wlio would use his functions in his personal 
interest. This declaration was received with great cheer­
ing and “ Vive la Rrpub! ique.” when the member printed 
at! whose name was ascertained to be Ollivier, spoke 
some words in a great passion, and a violent altercation 
took place between him and some other members, and a 
great scene of excitement ensued which lasted for some 
minutes; afterwards the President of the Bureau resumed 
the reading of the returns up to post hour.—Curreipondence 
London Morning Herald.

The Inspector General has the honor to trans­

it to His Excellency the Governor General, a 
emorandum exhibiting the expenditure up to 
ta 15th instant, on account of the immigration 
uthe year 1847, amounting to £138,871 Os Id. 
orrency, exclusive of the sum of £9,500 ster- 
lig,by the Commissariat Department from the sum 
a.-wed by the Imperial Government, to cover 
enenses incurred under its authority ; and also an 
cimate of the amount still due by the Govern- 
ntit, for which there is a pressing demand, but 
wich the provincial treasury is unable to meet 
Fjm the addresses of the Legislature during the 
lm session, and the despatches of the Governor 
Gneral, one of which was accompanied by Mr. 
Inpector General Cayley’s letter of November 
20addressed to His Excellency, Her Majesty’s 
Goernment must lie aware of the very serious 
inonvenience which has been experienced by 
the Cmadian Government, owing to the imrai- 
gratonof the past year.

Tie Inspector General begs to assure His Ex­
cellency that the earnest consideration of his 
colleagies and himself 1ms been given to the 
entire sibject, with an anxious desire to meet 
what apjears, from Earl Grey’s despatches, to he 
the expetations of Her Majesty’s Government 
If the site of the consolidated fund of the pro­
vince ws such that it would bear an appropria­
tion to ad in defraying the expenses attending 
the immigration of the past season, the peculiar 
circumstmces of the case might justify an appli­
cation to he Provincial Parliament for aid : but 
unfortunafely, that fund is not in a condition to 
meet, such x demand.

His Exellency is aware that the late adminis­
tration wa> under the necess.ty of authorising 
bills of exclnnge to be drawn on Messrs. Glyn, 
Halifax & Co., to the extent of £20,000 sterling, 
for which tie re is no provision, unless by the 
sale of debenures in the hands of that firm, the 
proceeds of vhich have been appropriated for 
the public woks of the province, and which de­
bentures, there is reason to fear, may be thrown 
into the market and sacrificed, unless Her Ma­
jesty’s govcrmient interfere to protect the drafts

His Excellency’s knowledge of the peculiar 
condition and capabilities of this extensive and 
important province will, it is humbly hoped, en­
able Ills Excellency to state to Her Majesty’s 
Government that the views above expressed are 
not unjust or illusory ; and, therefore, it is with 
great confidence tlmt they ore respectfully sub­
mitted for His Excellency’s consideration.

The total amount of provincial expenditure, 
exclusive of that defrayed by the Commissariat, 
and including the outstanding claims for which 
the faith of the provincial government is pledged, 
i? £157,283 10s.

The Inspecte- General would most respectfully 

submit for the consideration of his Excellency 
and the Imperial Government, that the immigrants 
of last year have been a very serious charge upon 
the private resources of the people of Canada, as 
well as upon the government, and that the public 
*ivc placed the idlest reliance that the necessary 
expenditure of tic latter would be repaid by Her 
Majesty’s government

Anxious m His Excellency’s present advisers 
are to evince a disposition to meet the expecta­
tions of Her Majesty’s Government, they feel 
that the sum of £20,000 currency is the largest 
amount that, under existing circumstances, they 
would lie warranted in engaging to pay.

In considering the subject of immigration, its 
effects upon the finances of the province, and as 
connected with the settlement of the now vacant 
terr.tory and the future condition of the new­
comers, as well as of the resident population who 
might occupy the rear country, all which subjects 
are at this period forced upon the attention of the 
present advisers of His Excellency, it appears 
Very plainly that the expenditure of money in 
the first reception of immigrants can have little 
beneficial results to the country, unless means 
are provided for the ready diffusion of the popu­
lation over the lands at present unoccupied nnd 
unproductive. The attention of the province has 
been hitherto engrossed by the construction of 
great public works on the frontier lines of com­
munication ; these involved heavy expenditure, 
almost to the utmost extent of the provincial re­
sources and credit ; and the consequence 6, that 
but very limited sums can be spared for objects of 
scarcely less importance, though of less imposing 
appearance. If the very limited means nt the 
disposal of the provincial government ard’to be 
further exhausted by providing for the first reççp- 
ticn of immigrants, and the rescuing them Atom 
disease and starvation, it is to bo apprehended 
that those who are thus relieved, instead*of be­
coming resident inhabitants of the country, and 
thereby adding to its strength and resourceywill 
only make this province a part of the route from 
their native country to the territories of the Uni­
ted States. That the people of this province 
should thus be burdened by providing for u mere 
transitory population, is a proposition so unjust 
and indefensible as only to require to be stated, 
and yet such must be the consequence of the ab­
sence of a system involving considerable expen­
diture for the piirpose of opening for settlement 
what are called the waste lands of the Crown.

To this evil may be added one of as great 
magnitude, arising from the same cause, tlmt is to 
say, the yearly emigration of the resident popu­
lation of Eastern Canada, from the want of due 
facilities for settlement of land within their native 
country. The reasons for both evils are believed 
to be precisely similar, and the same remedy 
may, it is hoped, he applied to both with suc­
cess;

It is humbly Criilccivcd tlmt if Her Majesty’s 
Government would be pleased to consider these 
suggestions, and to give duo weight to a fact of 
as much importance to the mother country as to 
the province, namely, that it is necessary to pro­
vide, as far as practicable, for the permanent Com­
fort and prosperity of Her Majesty's subjects 
coming to this country ; that they will be reluc­
tant to take from the limited means of the Pro­
vince anV part of the sum which might he so 
beneficially employed in forwarding settlement 
and occupation of its waste lands. It is not 
practicable at present to communicate, for tho 
information of Ilër Majesty’s Government, any- 
digested plan of settlement.

Experiments have been tried in Western Ca­
nada, and, with comparatively small expenditure, 
have been found very successful ; and if by con­
tinuing those experiments and extending them to 
Eastern Canada—by facilitating by every prac­
ticable mode of actual settlement of the native 
and in-coming population upon the vacant terri­
tories, the result should be found df an easy and 
succesafhl reception of extended immigration and 
the increased prosperity of the native population, 
it is conceived that this would lie considered as 
desirable and important to Her Majesty’s Go­
vernment as to the provincial advisers of the 
Crown.

"Thc Kaffirs have no idea of a future state, 
and many can hardly be taught to believe that 
there are countries beyond their own. Some 
have a crude idea that Europeans, particularly 
the English, live on the waters in ships. Even to 
their own chiefs, and people who have been in 
England, they will give no eredence. A Kaffir 
believes only what he sees. Latterly, they have 
become more inquisitive, and ask questions, 
wondering ‘ if the Queen of England is like other 
human beings !’

“ They are so exceedingly superstitious that th' 
more cunning of their community take advantage 
of a weakness common to all, but possessed in a 
greater degree by some than by others. The 
system of ‘ eating-up,’ as it is called, arises from 
the prevalence of superstition, and may be thus 
described.

A man who, front his knowledge of herbs and 
practice among the sick, is considered and de­
nominated a doctor, entertains, perhaps, a spite 
against some individual. He hears that another 
is sick,—if a chief, so much the better for his 
purpose,—or perhaps he employs some nefarious 
means’to injure the health of a man by whom lie 
intends to be employed. The chief, then, falls 
sick ; naturally, or by foul means ; meanwhile, 
the ‘ doctor ’ has not been idle , lie has carried to 
some hiding place some herbs, stones, roots, hits 
of .skin, or something of this kind, and has buried 
it in a nook. Soon after comes the summons for 
him. He goes. The patient is suffering, and the 
mode of questioning the sick man is singular 
enough. With a grave (hue and solctiin air, the 
doctor begins his enquiries, —1 Does his head 
ache ? ’ * No.’ * Has he a sore throat ? ’ * No.’

Pain in the shoulders ? ’ No.’ * In the chest ?’ 
No.’ ‘In the arms?’ * No.’ And so on, till 

the part affected is touched. Then the pain is 
acknowledged, and there is a long pause. No 
one ventures to speak, save the doctor and the 
patient. '" At last the former asks the invalid who 
has bewitched him ? All disease is looked upon 
at the effect of magic, from their total ignorance 
of a Providence. The patient replies, lie docs 
not know. It is n-'t improbable, indeed, he may 
be leagued with the doctor j or, if he lie a chief, 
that he may hare resolved upon possessing him­
self of some poor dependent’s cattle, and there­
fore bribes the doctor to assist hint in his scheme. 
All the inhab tants of the kraal arc summoned.— 
They come. Perhaps they expect a feast, unless 
they are aware of the chief’s illness; The doctor 
moves through the assembly, cxnmines the coun­
tenances of this man and that, retires, deliberates, 
returns, and at last points out the unfortunate 
man who has already been devoted to ruin. The 
victim photosts his innocence. It is of no avail. 
The wise doctor can prove where he has hidden 
thé charm which works the mischief. He goes to 
the. nook where he himself has concealed it. The 
people follow. Wonderful !—he discovers it— 
brings it to the chief, who orders the victim to 
pay so many head of cattle, the tax imposed being 
always so heavy as to injure the unfortunate crea­
ture beyond redemption; Frequently he is con­
demned to death ; nnd frightful cruelties arc to 
this day practised on men and women accused of 
witchcraft, who; with their heads smeared with 
honey, are bound down on an ant-hill, and at their 
feet a blazing fire. IIliable to move, they lie for 
days enduring this torture, till they are released 
or die. In the former case even, they are crippled 
for life. A very few weeks ago, a ruin-maker, a 
character similar to that of the doctor, but whose 
business is curing the weather, caused a poor 
creature to be put to death ; and, strange to say, 
though we had not had a drop of rain for nearly 
four months, and Were very short Of water, the 
torrents which fell deluged the country ; and filled 
the tanks and rivers beyond What had been seen 
fur a considerable time."

The tem­
pest subsides as suddenly ns it arose, the voices 
of the storm-spirits die aW-ay in the distance over 
the mountain-tops, the dark pall of clouds i* rent 
by a mighty hand, the swollen rivers rush on, 
bearing evidences of devastation, but subsiding 
at last into a more measured course : the sun 
lights up the valley and the hill sides, the air is 
clearer, the sky brighter than ever ; nnd, but foC 
the history of devastation and oftentimes death, 
and the knowledge that for weeks the country 
will he subject to these violent Convulsions of na­
ture, the terrors of the tempest would soon be 
forgotten.”

11 ounces 
of sugar, and contributes to the State about 7s; 
7d.

“ The Prussian and Geriniirt, iihddt1 illusory 
constitutions, nnd with n preventive censorship, 
live—the. Prussian on Potatoes and rye—the Ger­
mait on inferior grains. They average a con­
sumption of 4 lb 11 OZ. of sugar, and 1 J lb. of 
coffee. The estimate of animnl food in Prussia 
is averaged from 15 lb. to 30 Ih. and the Prussian 
contributes rather less than ten shillings to the 
royal treasury;

“If we now take France, withu representative 
form of government, in which at least one adult 
male in every 44 shares, and with a press which 
the law may persecute, hut whose voice no censor» 
ship ertn silence, the Frenchman’s staple food is 
wheat; he consumes from 6 1b. 10 oz. to 7lb. 
4 oz. of sugar, ho trades at the rate of 54s., and 
contributes upwards of 39s. to the .State.

“ The Belgian, with a more liberal constitution, 
which gives to 1 adult male in every 2t a vote, 
lives chiefly on wheat, consumes 14 lb. of sugar, 
contributes 78s. to the State, and trades to the 
extent of 70s;

“The inhabitant of tho United Kingdom 
(whose electors ore 1 in 7) lives on wheat and 
animal food, consuming, nt the lowest calculation, 
77 lb. of meat, 19 lb. of sugar, li lb. of coffee, 
and 1 lb. !) oz. of tea. He trades to the extent 
of 107s., contributes 35s. to the State, aud in its 
need has contributed upwards.of a 100 with far 
more facility than the Russian pays his 6.

“ The United States man, thoroughly self-gov­
erned, and whose vote is his birth-right, has se­
cured a share of material comfort proportioned to 
the freedom of hie institutions. A choice of 
grains, 10 lb. of sugar, near 0 i 1b. of coffee, 
nearly 1 lb. of lea, and (at the lowest compula­
tion) 200 Ih. of meat, constitute his average food. 
He lias traversed his country with canals and

FRANCE.

From all the observations we are enabled to 
make, it appears to us that the National Assem­
bly. elected by universal suffrage and vote by 
ballot, although decidedly Republican, is, never­
theless, much more conservative than democratic. 
I lie Barrots, Dufuures, and the Thins party, 
evidently by their experience, temper, and as the 
representatives of property and order, carry a 
very great, if not predominating, weight in the 
Assembly. These are further strengthened by 
the Legitimists, whose confidence lias so far in­
creased within these few days, that the Presse. 
their organ, has published a series of private 
letters from Prince Joinville, now at Claremont, 
near London, eminently calculated to awaken 
dynastic sympathies, and to pave the way for his 
return to France, at least as a private citizen. We 
have no doubt that Lamartine and the Republi­
can party were aware of this movement ; and it 
accounts for the decree recorded in our last, in­
terdicting any member of the Orleans family 
from ever again setting his foot upon the French 
soil, which the committee on the Bill has sane 
tioned. To such an extent, however, have the 
hopes of the regency party reached, that a de­
monstration of operatives in its favor was con­
templated ; and, indeed, from day to day, in con­
sequence of the alarms, real or pretended, of 
threatened demonstration on the part ol some 
bodies or other of the people, every' avenue lead-

C to the National Assembly, and every room, 
i II, anil passage of the building is daily thronged 
with soldiers with fixed bayonets, and from 15 to 
$ 0,000 troops occupy the quays adjoining during 
the sittings. The National Assembly has plainly 
ami boldly declared that the system of keeping 
11>0,000 or 150,000 men pensioned by the State 
doing nothing must he done away with. The 
organization of labor, which was the pretext and 
the successful cry of the revolution of February, 
has been found to be impracticable. The ouvriers, 
w ho were masters of the situation and of the na­
tional guards, now find that not only their authori- 
tv is slipping under their feet, but that the troops 
of the line, to the extent of about 40,000 to 
60,000 men, have been introduced into Paris 
since the affair of the lflili May. The relntii 
strength of parties is altogether changed. The 
.conspirators of the lflth May, to the amount of 
about 250, we believe, some say 890, but no 
official statement, has been given of the numbers 
arrested, are still for the most part, confined at 
Vincennes. It is said that the judges have inter­
rogated' them, just as the old inquisition did ages 
ago, privately and secretly; but anything like a 
public examination, which would enable all Eu­
rope to form an opinion of the extent of their 
crime, and whether any members of the Executive 
Government were, guilty of complicity, and to 
what extent, is not, to he honed for. In the 
meantime, however, it ha» officially transpired 
that 8ob;*Jre, who, it will he remembered, had a 
little Prefecture of Police on his own account at 
the Rue Rivoli, No. 11, received from the Gov- 
eminent stores on the 14th April, 1000 muskets 
and 6000 .packets of cartridges. Arago, the then 
Minister of War, first had the credit of this ; then 
it was ascribed to Ledru Ratlin, who shifted it off 
lus own shoulders to those of his Secretary Rég­
nault, who again, in his turn, declares Caussidiere 
to be the party who -applied these arms. We

must hear in mind that Rcgnault, a creature of 
Ledru Rollm. is just nominated chief secretary to 
the new Prefect of Police. Under these eircum- 
stsnoes, it seems to us almost impossible that 
Baibcs and So briery, and the rest can be punished. 
If a Government unauthorised!}', but obviously 
for illegal political purposes, places arms in the 
hands of improper characters, and tliese person» 
use these amis t« accomplish other objects-, or, 
for aught we know to the contrary, employ them 
directly in obedience to the orders they have re­
ceived for one com mon object, it seems to us that 
the guilt rests s» much with the contrivers of the 
plot as with the miserable instruments or dupea 
who attempted to carry it into execution. For 
these reasons we shall not believe that the con­
spirators of the 15th May will be punished, un­
less the matter is cleared up, and put into a dif­
ferent light than it hears at present. However, 
arrests still continue to he made.

The Paris papers of Wednesday are more re­
assuring. Peace lmd not been disturbed, and 
endeavors were to be made to disband the paid 
army of MWl'aM. It was said that the Executive 
was “ more firm in the stirrups,” and that the 
disturbers of the public peace must defer the per­
petration of their designs. Lyons was still disor­
ganized ; and at Toulon the workmen had obtained 
possession of the arsenal, but after a sharp colli­
sion, the troops recovered the possession of this 
place of strength, and the workmen returned to 
their dutv.

IRELAND.
There is still much political excitement through­

out Ireland. 1 lie Government finds it a most 
difficult task to preserve order, and at the same 
time retrain from the adoption of measures which 
would evidently lead to a sanguinary conflict be­
tween the people and the military. Another ar­
rest 1ms taken place. Mr. Devin Reilly has been 
charged wiih committing an offence against the 
60th George III., which prohibits training, drill­
ing, Ate . and, from nil we can learn, the Attorney 
General intends to have a legal sparring match 
with him for felony, as well as M r. C. G. Duffv 
of the Nation, and Mr. 1’. D. Mngee. Mean­
time the Confederates are as violent as ever 
against the Government, as will be perceived by 
a brief notice ol the movements, which we sub­
join. The citizens of Dublin have spoken out, 
and, in public meeting assembled, emphatically 
expressed tneir complete abhorrence against the 
packing of juries. The trial of Mr. Mitchell for 
felony, under the new act, has been the principal 
theme of talk in legal circles. Sympathetic ad­
dresses to Mrs. Mitchell have been sent from 
some of the Confederate clubs, and she has re­
plied in the spirit of a heroine. Great complaints 
are made of the manner in which the law officers 
of the Crown have packed the jury in Mr. 
Mitchell's case.

The citv commission opened on the 20th.— 
The only feature of i? iportance connected with 

the proceedings is tin case of Mr. Mitchell. The 
presiding judges are Baron Lefroy and Mr. Justice 
Moore.

Mr. Baron Lefroy addressed the grand jury at 
great length on the case of Mitche’l, and the pro­
visions of the new net under which he is to b ? 
tried. He concluded his observations os fol­
lows :—

lie had now gone through all the portions of 
the act of Parliament which it occurred to him 
was material in respect to the hills about to be 
sent up to them, and the summary of what he 
had addressed to them shortly was—first, they 
had to ascertain whether the publications were 
brought home to the prisoner—next, whether in 
the way of expression and manifestation of in­
tention or acts done, evidence of the intention 
was afforded. If these were proved to their satis­
faction, they should find the bill—if they were 
not, they would of course ignore it. The object 
of the act, as lie had already stated it to be, was 
not to punish treason—to cut it short in its pro­
gress ; and it was only such manifestation of in­
tent to levy war or deprive the Queen of her 
authority and dignity, before it ripened into actual 
rebellion, and was followed by all the awful and 
mischievous results of such a treasonable pro­
ceeding, that the act was passed to meet. The act 
was one of lenity—its object was that rebellion 
should be prevented, and punishment fall upon 
the heads of those who intended to do the mis­
chief. Its wise and humane policy was, that the 
evil doers should suffer for their evil intents 
rather than the great body of the public should 
be plunged into affliction from the calamaties 
which would result from actual insnrrection.

His office, types, and newspaper machinery are 
in the possession of the police—the United Irishman is at 
an and ; but, under another name, we are anxioualy pre­
paring to restore it : and. as soon as we ran get together 
the necessary material of a newspaper, the United Irish­
man will appear again under the sovereign style, title and 
dignity ol the Irish Felon, to sustain the principles, and 
accomplishing the intentions of the illustrious man who 
is taken Irom among ns. In this case We but discharge 
our clear duty to our country and to him. The prospec­
tus of the Irish Felon will be .ssued in a few days.”

This notice is signed John Martin and John 
O’Reilly.

The two indictments against Mr. Milchell for se­
dition, which were to have been tried in the pres­
ent Tefm, have, as a matter of course, been 
abandoned bv the Crown. Notices have been 
served upon the two juries, which had been struck 
for the trial of these cases intimating that their 
attendance will not be required.

The Crown has yet taken no step for proceed­
ing with new trials in the cases ol Messrs. Smith 
O.Brien and Meagher ; but it is said they will be 
tried in the present term.

The Roman Catholic Clergy of four dioceses 
have adopted addresses to the Queen praying a 
repeal of the union. In a fifth diocese, Ardagh, 
a similar address has been signed by eighty-six 
clergymen. The Roman Catholic Bishop of that 
diocese Dr. O’Higgins, is at present at Rome.

CHARTIST MOVEMENTS.
Some partiel disturbance have taken place in 

London, at Bradford, Manchester, Leeds and other 
places. Chartists have been the chief instigators 
of these tumults, which in every case have been 
almost instantly suppressed.
^ On Monday evening a large assemblage of 

Chartists collected at Clerkenwell, in I-ondon, but 
at Midnigh* they dispersed. On Wednesday 
evening similar meetings took place, but the ar­
rangements of the police,aided by a demonstra­
tion of the military, were so complete, that the 
mob whenever it ap;ieared, was speedily scattered.

The special force was called out'to guard the 
outskirts, and the same alacrity in turning ont 
to preserve order and property was exhibited by 
the middle classes as the 10th of April.

At Bradford a collision took place between the 
Chartists and the police, and a great riot ensued ; 
but the military restored ordci. and enabled the

Colonization—Government—,°6el.

There is a Press movement on the subject of 
Colonization. Doctrines which not very many 
years ago we stood alone in maintaining have 
become common property, and ” systematic colo­
nization ” is a familiar and popular idea. There 
is just that kind of Movement that would seem to 
indicate that something is to be done ; and great 
hopes are raised that a Ghurch-ol-Rngland settle­
ment is to be founded in New Zealand forthwith, 
under the name of “Canterbury.” There are 
the colonists, the leaders, the capitalists—the 
whole colonizing machinery only awaits the fiat 
of authority. With that, another flourishing settle­
ment might at once be established for the glory 
and advantage of colony and mother country.

That would not be all ; the endeavors to pro­
mote this particular colony have imparted a mani­
fest impulse to opinion on the subject of coloni­
zation generally ; a sort of archiépiscopal sanc­
tion permits men to see what may he done by the 
process ; it newly occurs to many minds as a 
bright idea that it is precisely the thing to relieve 
our pauperized districts, and especially the pau­
perized province of Ireland ; while it would 
strengthen our colonies. North and South, and 
help to maintain that colonial relation which is 
about to be snapped by the crowning measure of 
the Free-trade policy. Public opinion has been 
awakened on this subject, and is eager to sanction 
.some grand scheme.
\ If you were to judge hv the signs in the lead­
ing journals, you would say that the grand scheme 
is forthcoming, and that a great settlement is to 
be instituted with the concurrence of all classes 
and the active help of the Imperial Government.

We cannot so far mislead our readers as to say 
that we share in any such belief. It is quite true 
that real colonization would benefit England, her 
wretched province Ireland, and her colonies ; it 
is quite true that an immense concourse of pub­
lic opinion is prepared to welcome any good plan ; 
but oefore it can take effect, we must answer the 
question, What are the intentions of Govern­
ment f

None.
Government has no intention. Many circum­

stances conspire to prove that fact There may 
indeed be some small scheme, like others that 
have been advanced by Earl Grey, only to be re­
tracted ; we would not venture to predicate the 
negative of any little dream that may haunt his 
fancy ; but as to any large Imperial plan, we 
believe there is none mooted in the councils of 
the ministry.

What then do these semi-official motions mean ? 
What is it that ministers really intend to do ?

They intend to do whatever they arc forced to 
do.

Such is the wretched success which is in pros­
pect for the intelligent and energetic persons who 
are laboring for their country. It is the -,ame

mint with serious consequences. According to 
the theory of that vaunted figment, the Ministers 
arc “responsible," for the acts of the Government. 
Formerly their responsibility was really exercised 
under pain of impeachment, with the block aw­
fully and not quite fancifully looming in perspec­
tive ; but that usage is an antiquarian curiosity 
Nobody now, expecting Mr. Urquhart has any 
hankering for the head of a cabinet Minister ; 
anil even he limits his longing to one particular 
head, Whatever the indignation respecting en­
cumbered estates in Ireland, neglected public 
health, or betrayed colonial policies, wo believe 
that no living soul would wish to inconvenience 
Lord Cottenhnm or Lord Grey by so serious a de­
privation, or feels any wish for Lord Morphet’s 
cranium. Such New Zealand enforcements of 
administration nre quite out of fashion.

The modern theory of “ responsible govern­
ment,” generally accepted and observed until the 
knot of gentlemen who now occupy the Treasury 
bench, with a few other friends, occupied the 
same seat some years ago, is, that every partic­
ular course of policy is to be carried out by its 
own advocates ; and that if a Ministry cannot de­
velop its own policy by fnvor of a majority in the 
Commons, it cedes to some other party that can 
do so. By this practice, the country at least se­
cures to that which is the national policy for the 
time being a machinery animated by sincere 
conviction. It also secures this advantageas 
each in its turn, whether through some large pre­
judice or some failure of talent, to wield with 
efficiency constitutional power, it shall be dis­
placed from office, and bo succeeded by the party 
that possesses that source of strength

But the new doctrine of “ pressure from with­
out” now almost the admitted “of Whig govern­
ment, totally annuls that substitute for the old 
capital responsibility whatever. Under the new 
rule, it would be possible for any men without 
convictions, incapable of positive impressions, 
unscrupulous in yielding to the dictation of others’ 
mediocre in ability, to retain office indefintely. 
There would be no putting out such men by the 
ordinary method of “ no confidence.” They 
would remain in office on sufferance, and would 
become the alternate tool of every petty faction 
or small interest. Such, indeed, is .nearly a de­
scription of the actual state of affair ;. * We have 
a Government that is every man’s tool ; but a 
tool of such poor metal that it bends under the 
hand. Used for every purpose, it answers for 
none ; and overt great public want stands still 
for lack of an Executive to perform the active 
duties of a Government

Wlmt hope of improvement ?—None. A kind 
of despair seizes some political observers. Even 
Fee! is now accused of favouring the present state 
of things. Ho has withdrawn from the active 
scene, and sits moveless amid the turmoil, like 
some colossal Pharaoh translated to stone, unhurt 
by the sand-storms that waste their force on his 
broad shoulders, with the poor Whigs crouching 
at his feet, like homeless Bedouins of the Desert 
between fear and worship, huddled together for 
shelter aérai nut the movement of the elements. 
It is Peel’s passive sanction that permits the exis­
tance of this feeble counterfeit of government.— 
lie is deemed responsible for the dead lock ; 
and. seeing that he stirs not to help, while he is 
used for this ignominious shelter, some impatient 
spirits begin to cry, “ Would that Peel were in 
heaven—or in the House of Lords ; for then these 
poor obstructives would be blown away by the 
wind, and wo should have healthy movement 
again.”—London Sjtectator, May 27.

GREAT MEETING.

The Meeting to give an expression of public 
opinion with respect to the measure of the Home 
Government for the modification of the Imperial
Navigation Laws now under consideration, took 
place in the Hall of the Bonsecour Market, on 
Tuesday evening, and was very fully attended by 
a unanimous and enthusiastic audience. There 
were not fewer, at one time, than between two 
and three thousand persons present.

Shortly after eight o’clock, the meeting was 
organized by the appointment of His Honor the 
Mayor as Chairman, and Messrs. McDougall and 
Coursol as Secretaries.

Upon the platform we noticed many of the 
most influent! al of the merchants and other res­
idents of this city.

The Mayor on taking the Chair, after a few 
words in French, snid,—That as he was unable to 
speak the English language well, he should con­
tent himself with reading the requisition, signed 
by the first citizens of Montreal, desiring him to 
call the meeting.

Hon. A. N. Morin, Speaker of the Legislative 
Assembly, moved the first resolution, which he 
supported at some length in French, and then 
briefly addressed the meeting in English. He re 
gretted his inability to speak the English language 
well, which prevented him from repeating what 
he had already said ; but as he knew that many 
able English speeches would be delivered in the 
course of the evening, he would limit himself to 
saving that the withdrawal of that protection 
which had hitherto existed in England upon our 
produce, if it was to have for its effect the estab 
lishment of the free navigation of our Lakes and 
Rivers, would in the end be certainly ndvanta 
geous. He had the honor to move the following 
resolution :

Resolved. 1.—That in the opinion of this meeting, all 
protection beinv abort I v to he withdrawn from Canadian 
grain ami flour in the British market», it has become a 
matter of absolute necessity to the future prosperity of 
Canada, to endeavour to obtain without delay from the 
Imperial authorities, the abrogation, so far as regard» this 
Colony, of the restrictive po'icy ol the British Nav-iga 
tion Law», and the removal of every obatrurtinn to the 
FrerXaviijation of the St. Lawrence by Foreign Vessels.

The Hon. Mr. Moffatt moved the second re­
solution : ,

Resrtlred. i.—That the restriction tinder which the Co­
lonist has hitherto been placed, of employing British or 
Colonial craft exclusively, for the transport of our pro­
duce from one Canadian port to another, or from Canada 
to any part of the British dominions, has in the peculiar 
circumstances ol this Province, greatly enhanced the cost 
of freight, and thus operated as a heavy tax on the pro­
ducer, and although it was not objected to, so long as it 
was deemed the equivalent for advantagesenjoyed by him 
over the foreigner in British markets, ye*, now that those 
advantages have !<çu materially red'tced, and in some in

Navigation Laws—Effects of their Repeal.
The Bill strikes a death-blow at monopoly in 

the carrying trade, and those who have hereto­
fore enriched themselves at the expense of the 
travelling, the mercantile, and the farming commu­
nity, must now be satisfied with more moderate 
profits. In consequence of lower freights the 
nnnufncturer in England will receive the raw ma­
terial lower cheaper breadstuff» in consequence 
of the same thing will enable the artizan to work 
for less wages, the importer to this country can 
purchase cheaper, the merchant in our towns can 
retail cheaper, and finally the farmer and mechanic 
can procure for levs money the necessaries and 
comforts of life. In a word, ns freight will be 
lowered to a mere remunerating amount, the con­
sumer will be able to purchase lower and the 
producer to sell for a higher price. This wise 
measure will obviously benefit both these classes, 
and the public carriers alone will seem to suffer 
from its operation. But even these, in conse­
quence of the increased energy and activity which 
opposition always creates, will secure a fair return. 
The profits of all kinds of business will be more 
equally divided amongst all classes, and our coun­
try' will be saved from two great curses, extreme 
poverty on the part of the many, and great riches 
in the possession of a few. This measure, like 
everything else that breaks up monopoly, will 
tend to bring these extremes of society nearer to­
gether, and this seems to be the tendency of all 
the ameliorating movements of the age. As the 

orld grows wiser it should grow better ; and im­
provement in legislation and in the constitutions 
of all public institutions, should keep pace with 
improvements in the arts and sciences. Gradual 
revolutions of this kind arc necessary in every 
country ; they will enrich, civilize, and elevate 
mankind and prepare them for the great day 
which—according to the Bible, is yet to dawn 
upon our sin-cursed world. By an act of our 
own legislature, to be sanctioned by the Home 
government, reciprocating an act now before the 
Congress of the United States, the markets of that 
country, the best now within our reach, will be 
thrown open to our productions, so that a bright­
er dav is about to dawn upon us in Canada, and 
we certainly need it. The present news is like a 
cordial to prevent our spirits from sinking until 
that day arrives.—Provincialisl.

Such a measure will be 
universally approved of by the Canadian public, 
as a practical measure of relief not only to th.e 
newly arrived emigrants but to the native pop 
lation.

Latest English News.
We give our readers this week, the further par­

ticulars of news by the dcadia, of which we only 
published the Telegraphic nolioe last week. This 
is to May 27. Since then the telegraphic report by 
the America has arrived. This vessel made the 
passage in 10J days from Liverpool to Boston, and 
her news is to the 3rd of June.

The intelligence from England, Ireland, and the 
Continent of Europe generally, is unfavourable.— 
Our extracts will shew this, and we need not repeat ; 
we shall only indulge in a few reflections.

As to Irish news, Milchell has lieen convicted of 
a crime just constituted by Act of Parliament, and 
called felony ; he has been sentenced to 14 years of 
exile, hurried to Cork, and put on board an armed 
steamer bound for the Bermudas, where he is to be 
delivered to the Hulks. This is a sample of the 
Government treatment for the disease of Ireland ;— 
the patient is punished because he cries out with 
pain. There is no medicine ; the Physicians are 
entirely at a losf what to prescribe ; hut to cry out 
in pain must not be permitted. This is all the im­
practicable Whig Government can do for Ireland.

That other persons must do something else, is 
more evident (than ever. Mitchell’s sentence, un­
der the circumstances that the Government propose 
no remedy for Ireland, is unjust and cruel ; he is 
the voice of the evil caused by the power that pun­
ishes him for uttering it, and while the evil remains 
it will find utterance. That great evil, both Whigs 
and Tories must know, the Irish Church of Eng­
land—a contradiction in terms, is the chief evil ; 
with its abolition, would commence the regenera­
tion of Ireland ; but what would that abolition lead 
to elsewhere ?—There’s the rub ! The governing 
class in England are not able to meet the question, 
and the probability is, that both Whigs and Tories 
fill for a short time, and only for a short time, 
struggle on against wind, tide, and fortune; against 
reason, justice, honesty and common sense, as long 
as infatuation lasts,—-till they plunge the whole na­
tion into inextricable-difficulty, from which only a 
revolution can deliver it. The knot that cannot be 
untied must be cut.

In England trade is had, owing partly to conti­
nental disturbances; hut it is otherwise bad ; profits, 
both manufacturing,and commercial, are wretchedly 
small, while the danger of loss increases. Taxation, 
always certain, is almost insupportable, being homo 
by the industrious classes, while the expenditure of 
the Government increases. Noble Lords propose a 
health of Towns’ Hill, which, without other accom­
paniments, is caricatured as representing a landlord 
entering the cottage of a tenant, asking the wife 
and husband how they do,—asking if the children 
are washed every morning, if they go to school, ami 
so on ; and who ends with a demand for rent in ar- 
rear, and a threat of the Bailiff. The poor cottagers 
think little of his lordship’s expressions of desire to 
see a clean cottage, ami children with clean faces 
and pinafores that the parents should cultivate a 
garden for vegetables—drain their ground, and 
cleanse and ventilate their dwelling, while the awk­
ward coincidence ol a demand for enormous rent, 
takes from them the only means they have of doing 
what is recommend id.

This is the po­
sition of the people of England ; the Lords take all 
their hard-earned money, and recommend them to 
wash themselves and their children, for the benefit 
of their health.

Core for Hydrophobia,
The person bitten should, as soon as possible, 

thoroughly wash and cleanse the bitten part ; not 
suck the poison from the wound, as is too com­
monly done—for inoculation may take place by 
an abrasion on the lip. If the wound be superfi­
cial and ragged, let the edges be removed with a 
pair of scissors, and then apply freely to every 
part the “ Nitrate of Silver," commonly called 
" Lunar Caustic,” and which may be. had at 
druggist’s shop.

If the wound be a punctured one, as in some 
cases it is, from the tusk of the animal going deep 
into the flesh, the stick of caustic must be care­
fully pointed, that it may reach the bottom ; if 
necessary the wound shall be enlarged, care being 
taken in the use of the knife, or the poison may 
be carried by it over the fresh surface. The ni­
trate of silver destroys the surface of the wound 
and neutralises the poison, which comes away

Groat Meeting at Montreal in favour of 
the Repeal of the Navigation Laws.

We have copied from the Pilot a portion of the 
Report, and the series of Resolutions adopted at a 
meeting of the inhabitants of Montreal on Tuesday 
evening, the 13th instant. The citizens of Mon­
treal are taking a great interest in favour of the 
Repeal of those Laws ; and we have been informed 
by a gentleman of this town, who was present at the 
meeting in question, that it was the general opinion, 
that the principal Merchants, and even the whole 
of the citizens, were never so fully roused as on the 
occasion ; the meeting was an immense one. »

The free navigation of the St. Lawrence is now 
the only chance for affording to that city a continu­
ance of its mercantile business ; and since it has 
been so fully proved by facts, that the navigation of 
the whole line of water communication from the 
inland waters of Michigan to the ocean, is practica- • 
ble without transhipment, it is felt that whatever 
temporary disadvantages may arise from compe­
tition generally, with the United Slates, the advan­
tages to Canada of having the greater part of the 
Western traffic so decidedly turn the scale, that tho 
question of opposition to the free navigation of the 
St, Lawrence, is not worth a moment’s considera­
tion.

The Provincial Parliament will no doubt make a 
strong appeal to the Imperial Government in favour 
of the measure, now proposed to the Imperial Par­
liament. It is the only compensation that Canada 
can have for the loss of protection to Colonial pro­
duce, and the measure ia received with entire satis­
faction through the whole length of the Province, 
with the exception of a few steam-boat monopolists, 
and a portion of the Provincial press, who wnle in 
favour of protection, less on the merits of the ques­
tion than because these laws form part of the old 
political system which they feel bound to support, 
and which they either do not, or cannot perceive, is 
gone beyond the possibility of recovery.

Sound as the reasons undoubtedly are for the Re­
peal of the Navigation Laws, it is by no means cer­
tain that they will overcome the objections of the 
protectionist members of the House of Lords. We

A,n not, therefore, expect too much of the Iinpe-
ji-i Parliament in this matter, after that the House

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folly of throwing «fl the Jew 1.11. We are o
opinion that they will not consent to the abohtion of 
the Navigation Laws. However, let them take 
their own course ; they may throw out the measure 
this session, but we may defy them to do so twice.

Progress of Reform la England.

So far from the cause of Reform having received 
a check by the discouragement given to the physi­
cal force portion of the Chartists, it has gained de­
cidedly by that very event. It is in the shallows, 
only, of a river, that we hear the most noise ; 
deeper portions sweep onward silently, 
taker, some pains to select from our English papers 
,|,e evidence of this ; and the labour does not con­
sist so much in disci very as in selecting, out of an 
abundant supply. There are now many well-con­
ducted newspapers in Great Britain some old, but 
have not been particularly distinguished as leading 
journals ; but this is more accidental than otherwise, 
as the daily papers (which these are not) monopo­
lize too much of the attention of the public. But 
these are fast assuming a commanding position, and 
obtaining a powerful influence. Several have but 
recently started, but all are on the utilitarian prin­
ciple; all repudiate the distinctions of Whig and 
Tory, and all are written with a power, boldness, 
and independence, characteristic of the present 
practical age ; while we hear nothing of the^ ap­
pearance of new journals in any part of Great 
Britain, conducted on high Church and ultra Tory 
principles. Indeed, we should expect as much to 
hear that the public mind hail decided on discon­
tinuing the use of gas, railways, steam-ships, and 
magnetic telegraphs, with a view to going back to 
the age of the Plantagenets.

Old thing, have had their day, and with due re­
verence for sacred writ, wo may, without using it 
for a profane purpose, say—“ All tilings have be­
come new.” It is most important tliat we Cana­
dians should watch attentively the progress of events 
in England ; for, if our connection is to be perpetu­
ated, we must keep in the fashion with ont institu­
tions, quite as much as with our dress. No ultra 
lory forgets the latter ; and we believe the time is 
come, that ultra tory doctrines look quite as ridicu­
lous as a dress in the style of Edward the 3rd. In 
some cases fashion recedes, but political institutions 
never do. The great delusion, a century, old or 
more, is at last at an end. The jreople have been 
deluded on tlio one hand by the Tories, whose h ad­
ing principle, as professed, was the security of the 
Monarchy, for the welfare of tlio country ; that of 
the Whigs—the liberties of the people, for the same 
end. After a long struggle for power between 
them, which they have alternately enjoyed, and by 
which they have aided each other by adding to 
their wealth aid iaflueace ; while the people, their 
dupes, are mere and more impoverished, the people 
have at Inst opened their eyes ; those now modestly 
propose to unite to support the Constitution, thereby 
admitting themselves that there is no difference be­
tween them. Lord John Russell let fall a few words 
of a very equivocal character in the House of Com­
mons a few weeks since. He remarked that what­
ever character these two parties might have pos­
sessed in the history of former years, Loth were 
now alike united in supporting the Constitution.— 
And ii we reflect that a coalition between him and 
Mir Robert Peel is supposed to be now taking place ; 
we may safely fix the character of that movement— 
that it is to preserve the power and influence of the 

- aristocracy—and things, in general, as they ore in 
Church and State. <■

But of *11 the events of the present day, nothing 
is more clearly manifest, than the illusion, that the 
High Church, and ultra Tory party, had all the loy­
ally to the Crown and Constitution, that there was 
in England. The people have completely unde­
ceived every one that needed undeceiving in this 
respect. Among the mijlione of British subjects 
in, and around London, though intent and deter" 
mined on reform, not a breath is uttered against the 
Queen !—not a word against the Constitution !— 
There has been similar demonstrations in this coun­
try, the Reformers are now in office ; but there is 
not a siagle newspaper in their interest that lias ut­
tered a word about separation from Great Britain ; 
nothing is further from their thoughts.

Another delusion has been exposed .and treated 
accordingly. Ttie demands of the people for reforms 
have always been resisted on the pica of danger to 
Jo the Croien and Constitution. The test and corpora- 
Arts were sought to be repealed ; but danger to the 
Crown, was the argument used in resisting that de­
mand. They were, however, repealed, and nothing 
happened to the Crown.

The Emancipation of the Roman Catholics was 
next demanded, and the demand was withstood for 
about thirty years. If those claims wore to be con­
ceded, the Crown was to tumble from its comforta­
ble seat on the Bible ; and the Bible was to vanish 
from under the Crown, and both, with the people of 
England, were to go to perdition together. Those 
•claims were granted, yet nothing happened to the 
Crown. Then another great change came on for 
concession,—the abolition of the Corn Laws— 
Another dreadful innovation which was resisted on 
the same grounds, though more indirectly—Eng­
land must raise her own breadstufls, in order to 
maintain her independence ; with her independence 
would go the Crown and Constitution ; for she could 
not make war if she depended on foreigners for 
bread. But those laws were repealed, and as it 
happened, just in time to save Ireland, if not 
England, from all the horrors of famine ; and Eng­
land, by means of that measure of free-trade which 
she has ventured upon, is able to carry on war 
more effectually than in any period of her history.

But this has also happened—England tasting of 
Free Trade, and the benefit of thirty years of peace, 
desires war no (longer ; she haa no conquests to 
make ; no single power dare attack her ; and there 
is no probability that any other powers will com­
bine to do so. From without, the Crown and Con­
stitution were never less in danger ; while from 
within, as we have shewn, their stability could 
never have been more undoubted than it is at pre­
sent. Provided that the aristocracy, in their infatu­
ation, do not like Louis Philippe sit on the boiler, 
holding down the safety-valve, while the stoker 
puts in more fuel, and «tirs up the fire.

The next renowned buttrees of the Throne and 
Constitution is attacked in the Navigation Laws, 
The argument is : By these, we have our navy 
supplied with seamen ; they man the wooden walla 
of Old England, and they protect our Crown and 
beloved constitution. In spite of the well-proved 
statements, that every occasional relaxation of those 
laws has been attended with an increase of the 
amount of British shipping and British seamen 
employed, the repeal of these laws is resisted, by

the protectionists, as it is said ; protectionists they 
may be, not olcommerce, neither of the Crowqj nor 
even of the Constitution, but of the relics of the 
olden times. 'These are men who have no ideas 
bnt of the Plantagenet age—the age of hooded fri 
political abbots, agricultural serfdom, commei 
restriction and monopoly. Well, the Navigation 
Laws are gone, or going at least. The last stroke 
of the axe is about to be given ; the tree inclines— 
the crackling of branches has commenced—the 
surging, crashing, thundering fall, is expected every 
second, and the tree will lie a quiet log on the 
ground. After this we shall only see the Crown 
appear brighter, the Constitution more lovely; the 
forest is cleared to give place to a crop of waving 
Com.

Next comes the separation of Church and State. 
This event will perhaps be accelerated by the re­
jection, on the part of the House of Lords, of the 
Jews’ Disability Bill. The city of London will not 
submit very patiently to be disfranchised ; perhaps 
following the precedent in Wilkes’ days, they will 
elect him again. But this is a minor question 
the people of England, wisely determined as they 
are against resorting to physical force, are equally 
determined to have a business Government, whether 
it relate to Queen, Lords or Commons—a practical 
economical administration, they are determined to 
have, and those that resist must, in the end, give 
way ; for so long as it is sought to be realized by 
moral instrumentality, nothing can prevent its suc­
cess. A great point in the lesson just given to the 
world by the event of the French Revolution, ought 
to be specially noticed, and this was, that Louis 
Philippe neither wanted fortifications nor bsyonets. 
His vast army melted away, because a sense of in­
justice practised on the people, was the prevailing 
feeling. If there should be no House of Lords in 
England, it will only be their own fault ; for a Jew 
will as certainly sit in Parliament, if elected, as 
men of no religion ! If the latter be admitted, whai 
objection can there be against the former ? There 
is only this : that perhaps it is impossible to get a 
Jew into Parliamc:;'., so long as the Church and 
State connection continues ;—perhaps so ! And 
which party is to yield 7 There cannot be a ques­
tion that the Church and State connection will go 
first, and more especially when the influence of the 
Irish portion of the question is considered. It is no 
small compliment paid to the Jews, on the part of 
the House of Lords, that they cannot bo admitted, 
aa Jews, into the House of Commons, while some 
are admitted that might be excluded, to the im­
provement of its moral character, and of its chris- 
tianly too, while no greater insult could be given to 
a Jew than to tell him that he would be admitted 
if he would renounce his religious faith. Thus, 
temptation and insult ought not to proceed from 
Christians. But here is the point: if a Jew can be 
admitted, a Mahometan may be admitted, and men 
of no religion whatever. This would soon dissolve 
Church ami State connection ; then the Parlia­
ment of England would bo ex officio, as i* were, in­
capable of legislating for a National Church ;— 
practical incapacity is not one of their difficulties.

And after the Jew is in Parliament, the next 
move is the abolition of the property qualification 
for members of Parliament. Its merits speak for 
it; it is absurd even to conceive that because a 
man is poor his country ought to deprive itself of 
the services of those who might, for all their pover­
ty, be the wisest, and the most able to assist in the 
government of the country. The property qualifi­
cation, must be-one of the old things that must pass 
away. It has gone in France and Germany ; and 
many suliordinate questions must soon follow, such 
as the extension of the right of representation, and 
whether by ballot or open voting.

When all these reforms are accomplished, they 
will afford no argument against the British Conc­
retion and Monarchy ; for could it be pro veil that 
the existence of the Monarchy and the stability of 
the Constitution were incompatible with the inte­
rests and happiness of the people, it would fall, and 
that without regret ; for the true end of Government 
is the interest ami happiness of the moss of the people.

We have now indicated that the terms “ Whig” 
and “ Tory” are becoming obsolete,—that a coali­
tion of parties is likely to take place, composed of 
the individual leaders of both those almost extinct 
parties ; that they coalesce to uphold the influence 
of the aristocracy, to which both belong, and the 
subjection of tlio Crown and people to them, and 
that they unite to resist the interference in the Gov­
ernment of the country, of the individuals of the 
middle classes, however able—the Hudsons of Rail 
Road, and the Cohdcns, Brights, and Thompsons, of 
Corn Law Repeal fame. The men composing the 
Directories of the several great Associations inEng- 
land, lor Rail Roads, Steam Navigation, or other 
purposes, all these have given works to the coun­
try, demonstrating practical ability in greater per­
fection than we believe Gov’t, have ever exhibit­
ed. But they must be shut out among the canaille, 
because their brows are not destined to be shadowed 
by a mitre or a coronet. The aristocracy will not 
learn, and consequently they must suffer.

We are, it seems, pow to have another experi­
ment made on the well balanced powers of Govern­
ment which the British Constitution allows or pro­
vides for; the times were, that the Crown and the 
people were united against the Barons ; and when 
the Barons and people were united against the 
Crown. History shews that the party in the wrong 
has given way, and the Constitution has been saved. 
The case now is, that of the union of Crown and 
people against the aristocracy, though the latter 
conceive ii one of tho Crown and aristocracy 
against thu people. This is, however, for them, the 
worst conclusion that they could come to, for if both 
were against the people—fairly and honestly re 
presented in the House of Commons—it would 
amount to a tacit acknowledgment that the Crown 
and the Lords were in the wrong.

In the present critical circumstances in which 
England is placed, though we believe wo perceive 
the coalition of the aristocracy, both Whig and 
Tory, we do not see much prospect of any of the 
leading aristocratic families throwing themselves 
generously and confidently on the people, in the 
style of Richard II. of noble memory ; as to this 
faculty at least, they all seem to prefer separation 
from the mass of the people ; that separation will 
be their ruin.

There is, however, a little bright spot, and where 
we should (judging only by experience) hardly ex­
pect to find it. There seems to be a disposition on 
the i«rt of the Crown, to take sides with the people. 
It is but an insignificant fact that we rest on for this 
conclusion ; but it may, and we hope will, lead to 
a decided compact between the Crown and the peo­
ple. It is this : Prince Albert has recently presided 
in London at a meeting of the Society, of which he 
is President, for the improvement of the condition 
of the labouring classes ; on which occasion he de­

great ii*er|iy^tE5m, and which address was much 
applauded. , Wcimp be mistaken, and therefore we 
only ventejejASmnise that this may be a first at- 
terapt^^Khe understood the questions on which 
hpfl^j^reaaed his audience, we do not for a moment 

ve ; a good speech was made for him, with 
an object in view, and that, to acquire popularity.— 
As on that occasion His Royal Highness said, “ that 
he felt it to be his duty to undertake, in person, the 
duties of the office of President which he had hith­
erto performed by deputy,” it teems not improbable 
that this step is an approach iu the direction above 
mentioned. We would at least hope so, and should 
rejoice to see the Sovereign throw herself on the 
people without fear, in a generous confidence ; that 
confidence there is little reason to doubt would be 
amply reciprocated on the part of the people.

We copied into our last number the Inspector 
General’s financial statement of the Expenditure 
attending the immigration of last year. Having 
had no space then for the report to Lord Elgin, 
which accompanied it. That report which we 
now insert, taken altogether, is a very satisfactory 
one, and it shows that the administration have 
their attention rightly directed in^ relation to the 
best mode of encouraging emigration ;—that is, 
by opening the back portions of the Province as 
much ns possible, in order to encourage settle­
ment therein. It is very true, that the main line 
of navigation from the East to the remotest West, 
required to be fully opened ; but scarcely less 
than the roads and bridges of the interior. We 
may now congratulate the settlers in the back 
woods that their time for relief and encourage­
ment is at hand ; and that among other modes of 
encouraging the settlement of the interior, it is 
intended that free grants of land shall be made 
on conditions of settlement. We trust the condi­
tions will be liberal, and-open to natives, of Canada, 
ns well as to newly arrived emigrants. The sons 
of old settlers, it is well known, make the best of 
baek-woods-mcn, and whom nothing but the high 
pt ce of land lias prevented for many years, ad­
vancing into the depths of the forest, as their 
fathers did. We rather think that they have 
stronger claims for special encouragement than 
those who have just entered the Province. These 
will not ask Government to take care of them ; 
while the new comers would be more suitably 
employed on the public works, and as farm labor­
ers in the well settled parts of the Province.

To this evil may be added one of ns great 
magnitude, arising from the same cause, that is to 
say, the yearly emigration of the resident popu­
lation of Eastern Canada, from the want of due 
facilities for settlement of land within their native 
country. The reasons fur both evils arc believed 
to be precisely similar, and the same remedy 
may, it is hoped, be applied to both with suc­
cess;

Pi is humbly conceived that if Her Majesty’s 
Government would be pleased to consider these 
suggestions, and to give dud weight to a fact of 
as much importance to the mother country as to 
the province, namely, that it is necessary to pro­
vide, as far os practicable, for the permanent Com­
fort and prosperity of Her Majesty’s subjects 
coining to this country ; that they will be reluc­
tant to take from the limited means of the Pro­
vince any part of the stun which might be so 
beneficially employed in forwarding settlement 
and occupation of its waste lands. It is not 

ARD practicable at present to communicate, for the 
information of Her Majesty's Government, any 
digested plan of settlement

Experiments have been tried in Western Ca­
nada, and, with comparatively small expenditure, 
have been found very successful ; and if by con­
tinuing those experiments and extending them to 
Eastern Canada—by facilitating by every prac­
ticable mode of actual settlement of the native 
and in-coming population upot( the vacant terri­
tories, the result should be found of an easy and 
successful reception of extended immigration and 
the Increased prosperity of the native population, 
it i* conceived that this would be considered ns 
desirable and important to Her Majesty’s Go­
vernment as to the provincial advisers of the 
Crown.

While, therefore, His Excellency's advisers are 
prepared, in respectful compliance with tlie ex­
pectations of Her Majesty's Government, to con-

European News.
Character of the Kaffirs.

' The Kaffirs have no idea of a future state, 
and many can hardly be taught to believe that 
there are countries beyond their own. Some 
have a crude idea tint Europeans, particularly 
the English, live on the waters in ships. Even to 
their own chiefs, and people who have been in 
England, they will give no credence. A Kaffir 
believes only what he secs. Latterly, they have 
become more inquisitive, nnd ask questions,— 
wondering * if the Queen of England is like other 
human beings !’

“ They are so exceedingly superstitious that the 
more cunning of their community take advantage 
of a weakness common to all, but possessed in a 
greater degree by some than by others. The 
system of ‘ eating-up,’ as it is called, arises from 
the prevalence of superstition, and may be thus 
described.

A man who, from his knowledge of herbs and 
practice among the sick, is considered and de 
nominated a doctor, entertains, perhaps, a spite 
again-t some individual. He hears tbnt another 
is sick,—if a chief, so much the better for his 
purpose,—or perhaps lie employs some nefarious 
means to injure the health of a man by whom lie 
intends to le employed. The chief, then, falls 
sick ; naturally, or by foul means ; meanwhile, 
the • doctor ’ has not been idle ; lie has carried to 
some hiding place some herbs, stones, roots, bits 
of skin, or something of this kind, and ins buried 
it in a nook. Soon after comes the summons for 
him. He goes. The patient is suffering, nnd the 
mode of questioning the sick man is singular 
enough. With a grave face and solemn air, the 
doctor begins his enquiries, —1 Does his head 
ache?’ ‘ No.’ ‘ Has he a sore throat ? ’ ‘ No.’
‘ Pain in the shoulders ? ’ No.’ ‘ In tiro chest ?’ 
‘ No.’ ’In the arms?’ ‘No.’ And so on, till 
the part affected is touched. Then the pain is 
acknowledged, and there is a long pause. No 
one ventures to speak, save the doctor and the 
patient. At last the former a.-ks the invalid who 
has bewitched him ? All disease is looked upon 
as the effect of magic, from their total ignorance 
of a Providence. The patient replies, ltd docs 
not know. It is not improbable, indeed, he mav 
be leagued with the doctor ; or, if he be a chief, 
that lie may luivc resolved upon possessing hint- 
self of some poor dependent s Cattle, nnd there­
fore bribes the doctor to assist him in his scheme. 
All tiie inhabitants of the kraal arc summoned.— 
They come. Perhaps they expect a feast, unless 
they are aware of the chief’s illness. The doctor 
moves through the assembly, examine- the coun­
tenances of this man and that, retires, deliberates, 
returns, and at lust points out the unfortunate 
man who has already been devoted to ruin. The 
victim protests his innocence. It is of no avail. 
The wise doctor cm prove where he has hidden 
the charm which works the mischief, lie goes to 
the nook where he himself has concealed it. The 
people follow. Wonderful !—he discovers it— 
brings it to the chief, who orders the victim to 
pay so many head of cattle, the tax imposed being 
always so heavy as to injure the unfortunate créa 
lure beyond redemption. Frequently lie is con­
demned to death ; nnd frightful cruelties are to 
this day practised on men and women accused of 
witchcraft, who, with their heads smeared with 
honey, are bound down on an ant-hill, and at their 
feet a blaring fire. Vnable to move, they lie for 
days enduring this torture, till they are released 
or die. In the former ease even, they are crippled 
for life. A very few weeks ago, a rain maker, a 
character similar to that of the doctor, hut whose 
business is curing the weather, caused n poor 
creature to he put to death ; and, strange to say, 
though wc had not had a drop of rain for nearly 
four months and were very short of water, the 
torrents which fell deluged the country, and filled 
the tanks and rivers beyond what had been seen 
fur a considerable time.”

most in the way. All tills goes on to this day ; 
and yet we trust to the honour ! nnd good feel­
ing ! of such wretches !’’

Such contran- opinions, however, arc in accord­
ance with the climate. Everything in Africa is, 
says the writer, in extremes.

’ The air is at one moment perfectly calm, the 
next wild with terrifie storms. The sky, so sweetly 
serene nt noon, shall before half nn hour passes 
be darkened by clouds which shroud the land a* 
with a pall. For months, the long droughts 
parch the earth, the rivers may be forded on foot, 
the flocks uml herds pant for refreshing waters 
and green herbage. Suddenly, * a cloud no bigger 
than a man’s hand ’ appears on the horizon, and 
lo ! the elements rage and swell, thunder booms 
upon tlie air, darkness covers the land, the arrows 
of the Almighty dart from tlie angry heavens 
striking death nnd terror wheresoever they fall. 
From the far desert an overpowering torrent of 
sand comes sweeping on, obscuring the air, and 
making its way into your very house, in such 
profusion that you may trace characters in its dry 
depths on the window-sill. The skies open, the 
floods descend, the rivers burst their bound, trees 
are uprooted from the saturated earth, and thro’ 
the roof of your dwelling the rain beats heavily, 
the walls crack, the plaster falls, the beams that 
support tlie thatch groan and creak with ‘ melan­
choly moan,’ the voices of angry spirits seem to 
how' and shout around you, the poor birds on 
frightened wing wheel past your windows, the 
cattle disturb you with their lowing, the dogs 
howl, and tlie unearthly tones of the Kaffir or 
Fingc herdsman’s song are no agreeable addition 
to the wild scene stirring before you. The tent- , 
pest subsides as suddenly as it arose, the voices 
of the storm-spirits die a Way in the distance over 
the mountain-tops, the dark pall of clouds i- rent 
by a mighty hand, the swollen rivers rush on, 
bearing evidences of devastation, but subsiding 
at last into a more measured course ; the sun 
lights up the valley and the hill sides, the air is 
clearer, the skv brighter than evek ; and, but foi* 
the, history of devastation and oftentimes death, 
and the knowledge that for weeks the country 
will be subject to these violent convulsions of na­
ture, the terrors of the tempest would soon be 
forgotten.”

Savage treatment of Women.
“ Gaika, our best ally, had one of liis wives tied 

up in a sack, and drowned in the Great Fish Hiver, 
because some designing wretch (jealous, perhaps) 
had accused her of witchcraft. Tola, on seeing 
one of his wives look into a cattle-kraal (which 
women are forbidden to approach upon puin of 
death), deprived her of life on tlio spot, with a 
blow of his knob-kiurrie, or war-club. And Un- 
hala, who accompanied the last expedition, on 
pretence of tracing tlie spoor of cattle, insists on 
having a joint amputated from the third finger of 
every female child born in bis territory ! If there 
be a fight between two tribes, the conquering 
party will not wait to take the brass or bend orna­
ments from the arms and necks of the women, 
but chop off heads or handwhichever may be

theory of Government.

If it be satisfactorily demonstrated, as the writer 
has attempted to point out, that in proportion as 
man shares in his own government is the quality 
of his food, the cultivation of his intellect, the 
amount of luxuries, and comforts he enjoys, the 
trade he carries on, and the extent of his ability 
to contribute towards tiro burdens of the State— 
if it be shown that suffering and death are in­
creased in ratio of the limitation of his liberties, 
or diminished in proportion to the freedom he en­
joys—if, in fact, it be made apparent that politi­
cal causes predominate in their effects on human 
life and human happiness over the widest distinc­
tions in climates or of soil, and over the natural 
salubrity or unhealthiness derivable from either— 
then clearly political institution must be considered 
nr, tlie chief root of social good or evil, and the 
popularisai of government would he proven the 
most important step towards social, economical, 
and sanitary amelioration.”

It appears to us that tiro writer has worked out 
this doctrine with very considerable success. Un­
doubtedly liberty is the most effective of produ­
cers : but so fir as tlie happiness of the producers 
is concerned, tlie question of distribution is para­
mount. This is the grand problem to be solved, 
which the pedants of political economy have 
completely overlooked. They forgot the produ­
cer, while contemplating his productions, and lay 
it down as a necessary truth that the labourers are 
only entitled to so much of the produce as will 
enable them to live and continue their race.— 
They keen out of view the inequalities of taxa­
tion, which, however, are essentially connected 
with the form of political government. We will 
now quote some statistics on food, which strongly 
illustrate the doctrine of our author, and from 
which it will he seen that the dietary of the 
people improves as their institutions arc Imscd on 
popular freedom :—

LIBERTY And subsistence,

li Beneath the unmitigated despotism nnd reso­
lute obscurantism of the Czar, tiro Russian lives, 
trades, nnd contributes to the revenue as fol­
lows :—

“ His staple food is rye nnd cabbage, his aver­
age consumption of celoninl produce is I lb. 4 oz. 
to 1 l’u 9 oz. of sugar, and 2i oz. of tea. He 
trades to the extent of 8s., and contributes to the 
State 3s.

“ The Austrian, under an absolutism locally 
modified, and with a rigorous censorship, lives 
on inferior grains, lie consumes 2 lb. 11 ounces 
of sugar, and contributes to the State about 7a. 
7di

“The Prussian nnd German, under illusory 
constitutions, nnd with n preventive ren-orship, 
live—the Prussian on Potatoes and rye—the Ger­
man on inferior grains. They average a con­
sumption til" 4 Ih 11 oz. of sugar, arid H lb. of 
coffee. The estimate of animal food in Prussia 
is averaged from 15 lb. to 30 lb. and the Prussian 
contributes rather less than ten shillings to the 
royal treasury»

“ If wc now take France, with a representative 
form of government, in which at least one adult 
male in every 41 shares, and with it press which 
the law may persecute, but whose voice no censor­
ship can silence, the E’renchman’s staple food is 
wheat ; he consumes from 6 lb. 10 oz. to J lb. 
4 oz. of sugar, lie inities nt the rate of 54s., and 
contributes upwards of 39s. to the State.

“The Belgian, with a more liberal constitution, 
Which gives to 1 adult male in every 21 a vote, 
lives chiefly qn wheat, consumes 14 lb. of sugar, 
contributes 18s. to the State, and trades to the 
extent of 70s.

“ The inhabitant of the United Kingdom 
(whose electors are 1 in 7) lives on wheat and 
animal food, consuming, nt the lowest calculation, 
77 lb. of moat, 19 lb. of sugar, 11 lb. of coffee, 
and 1 lb. 9 oz. of tea. He trades to the extent 
of 107s., contributes 35s. to the State, and in its 
need lias contributed upwards of a 100 with far 
more facility tiiniv tlie Russian pays his 5.

“The United States man, thoroughly self-gov­
erned, nnd whose vote is his birth-right, has se­
cured a share of material comfort proportioned to 
the freedom of his institutions. A choice of 
grains, 1011». of sugar, near 6) lb. of coffee, 
nearly 1 lb. of tea, and (at tlie Incest compute, 
lion) 200 !b. of meat, constitute hie average food. 
He has traversed hU country with canals and



vsdlwsys, almost doubting those of the United 
Kingdom, end his «hipping, more then half that 
of Ore l Bribrifl, almost equal* the colleen** 
iiavlts if all the eoortnenta! natrons- Hi* trade
arerajee (in 1840) 57s„ and Ate cost of his Go­
vernment was 3 or 6s.”

If the* statistics are true, or approximative to 
truth, end »e hare no reason to doubt tbeir per­
fect ecc irocy, they go very far to justify the 
author’s net* tion that political institutions deter­
mine the social, economical, and sanitary condi­
tion of the people. We earnestly entreat our 
reader» to ponder deeply over the important para­
graph we have just cited.

The writer is extremely desirous that pacific 
relations of an honest ap'd permanent character 
should exist between France and, England ; and 
he considers that the “entente cardiale” has 
never been frankly accepted bv our Gallic neigh­
bours, because “the masses disbelieve in tho sin­
cerity of our professions." He thinks that the 
only pledge of our fraternity would he an acqui- 
essnee in the territorial aggrandisement of France 
on the continent, and sees no danger in the ex­
tension of their frontier to the Rhine and the 
Scheldt He would also formally recognise the 
French claims to Algeria. In answer to those 
who consider that such concessions would only 
lead to fresh demands in the direction of colonics, 
our author points out the

rOLITICAI. LIMITS TO FRENCH AMK1TION.
“ 1 apprehend that French ambition directed to 

a practical object, would no longer wander into 
tho vague and illusory channels into which it has 
been purposely directed. It is obvious that the 
«listant possessions across sea are valueless, whilst 
a superior force exists upon the ocean. Equality 
of naval [tower, therefore, is a necessary prelimi­
nary of eH -wise colonial extension. (Jommerce'l 
alone can nurture naval strength. Çommerce 
requires uninterrupted peace, and lengthened 
peace mfist rather tend to an indissoluble fusion 
of interests between Great Britain anil Fraoce 
than to tho continuance of rivalry. Of these 
fact* nil intelligent Frenchmen am aware. Thiers 
himself once avowed from the tribune his convic­
tion that France must extend her influence on 
the continent, and give up as chimerical all views 
to distant aggrandisement."

The result of the author’s studios and reflections 
leads him to entertsin an earnest faith in the law 
of progression acting on the mprovement of 
society. Observing that 12 hours’ of human 
exertion will now create as much as 2 4 a century 
ago, he concludes that, in an almost determinable 
«pace of time, the return of 6 hours labor will 
1* equal to that of 12 hours in our epoch We 
ourselves believe that this la** period has now 
arrived, but that its manifestations are prevented 
by unjust laws qf distribution.

We consider the volumes before us no! only as 
a valuable contribution to cotemporary history, 
but aa possessing a permanent value foi the higher 
class of students, on account of the searcivng 
and comprehensive principles on which they ore 
based. We think the more highly of them es 
they are quite free from a dogmatic or dictator »1 
spirit. The various topics are discussed with ex­
cellent temper, the elucidation of truth, and no1, 
the arbitrary establishment of a system, being 
evidently the aim of the writer. In the remark: 
on France certain prophecies have been hazarded 
which have been realized to the letter, and these 
'verc deduced from the venal character of Louis 
Philippe's government, which is sketched in all 
Us deformity. It would require the space of a 
*" Quarterly Review ’’ to do justice to this work : 
we have only been able to indicate its design.— 
That it will be extensively read and admired we 
entertain no doubt, and few will rise from its pe­
rusal without having derived a large amount of 
euiid instruction.—Dong/at lerrold's Newspaper.

Under the* circum­
stances, it seems to us almost impossible that
Biubcs and Sobiiere, and the rest can be punished. 
If a Government unauthorisedly, but obviously 
for illegal political purposes, pieces arms in the 
bends of improper character», and these persons 
use those arms to accomplish other objects, or, 
for aught we know to the contrary, employ them 
directly in obedience to the orders they have re­
ceived for one common object, it seems to us that 
the guilt rests as much with the contrivers of the 
plot ns with the miserable, instruments or dupes | 
who attempted to carry it into execution. For 
these reasons we shall not believe that the con­
spirators of the 15lh May will be punished, un­
less the matter is cleaved up, and put into a dif­
ferent light than it bears at present. However, 
arrests still continue to be made.

The Paris papers of Wednesday are more re­
assuring. Peace had not been disturbed, and 
endeavors were to lie made to disband the paid 
army of ouvriers. It was said that the Executive 
was “ more firm in the stirrups," and that the 
disturbers of the public peace must defer tho per­
petration of their designs. Lyons $ns still disor­
ganized ; and at Toulon the workmen had obtained 
possession of the arsenal, but after a sharp colli­
sion, the troops recovered the possession of this 
place of strength, and the workmen returned to 
their duty.

FRANCE.

From all the observations ire are enabled to 
make, it appears to us that the National Assem 
bly, elected by universal suffrage and vote by 
ballot, although decidedly Republican, is, never­
theless, much more conservative than democratic. 
The Barrots, Dufnures, and the Thiers party, 
evidently by their experience, temper, and us the 
representatives of property and order, carry a 
very great, if not predominating, weight in the 
Assembly. These are further strengthened by 
the Legitimists, whose confidence has so far in­
creased within these few days, that the Dresse, 
their organ, has published a series of private 
letters from Prince Joinville, now at Claremont, 
near London, eminently calculated to awaken 
dynastic sympathies, and to pave the way for his 
return to France, at least as a private citizen. We 
have no doubt that Lamartine and the Republi­
can party were aware of this movement ; and it 
accounts fur the decree recorded in our last, in­
terdicting any member of the Orleans family 
from ever ngnin setting hi< foot upon the French 
«oil. b'hklt the committee on the Bill has sanc­
tioned. To such an extent,.however, have the 
hopes of the regency party reached, that a de­
monstration <*f operatives in its favor was con­
templated ; slid, indeed, from day to day, in con­
sequence of the alarms, real or pretended, of 
threatened démonstration on the part of some 
bodies or oilier of the people, every avenue lead­
ing to the National Assembly, and every room, 
ban. and passage of the building is daily thronged 
with soldiers with fixed bayonets, and from 15 to 
20,000 troops occupy the quays adjoining during 
the sittings.

There is still much political excitement through­
out Ireland. The Government finds it a most 
difficult task to preserve order, and at the same 
time refrain from tire adoption of measures which 
would evidently lend to a sanguinary conflict be­
tween the people and the military. Another ar­
rest has taken place. Mr. Devin Reilly has been 
charged with committing an offence against the 
60th George HI., which prohibits training, drill­
ing, &c„ and, from ail we can learn, the Attorney 
General intend» to have a legal sparring match 
with him for felony, ns well ns Mr. C. G. Duffy 
of the jVafion, ami Mr. T. D. Magee. Mean­
time tho Confederates are as violent as ever 
against the Government, ns will be perceived by 
a brief notice of the movements, which we sub­
join. The citizens of Dublin have spoken out, 
and, in public meeting assembled, emphatically 
expressed their complete abhorrence against the 
packing of juries. The trial of Mr. Mitchell for 
felony, under the new act, has been the principal 
theme of talk in legal circles. Sympathetic ad­
dressee to Mrs. Mitchell have been sent from 
some of the Confederate clubs, and she has re­
plied in the spirit of a heroine. Great complaints 
are made of the manner in which the law officers 
of the Crown have packed the jury in Mr. 
Mitchell’s case.

The city commission opened on the 20th.— 
The only feature of importance connected with 
the proceedings is the case of Mr. Mitchell. The 
presiding judges are Baron Lefroy and Mr. Justice 
Moore.

Mr. Baron Lefroy addressed the grand jury at 
great length on the case of Mitchell, and the pro­
visions of the new act under which he is to Le 
tried. He concluded his observations a» fol­
lows :—

He had now gone through all the portions of j 
the act of Parliament which it occurred to him 
was material in respect to the bills about to be 
sent up to them, and tho summary of what he 
had addressed to them shortly was—first, they 
had to ascertain whether the publications were 
brought home to the prisoner—next, whether in 
the way of expression and manifestation of in­
tention or acts done, evidence of the intention 
was afforded. If these were proved to their satis­
faction, they should find the bill—if they were 
not, they would of course ignore it. The object 
of the act, as he had already stated it to be, was 
not to punish treason—to cut it short in its pro­
gress ; and it was only such manifestation of in­
tent to levy war or deprive the Quoen of her 
authority anil dignity, before it ripened into actual 
rebellion, and was followed by all the awful and 
mischievous results of such a treasonable pro­
ceeding, that the act was passed to meet. The act 
was one of lenity—its object was that rebellion 
should be prevented, and punishment fall upon 
the heads of those who intended to do the mis­
chief. Its wise and humane policy was, that the 
evil doers should suffer for their evil intents 
rather than the great body of the public should 
be plunged into affliction from the calnmaties 
which would result from actual insurrection.

The Austrian corps d'armee commanded by 
General Nugent, bail defeated, before Vicenza, 
the Italian divisions, under the orders of Generals 
Antoni and Durando, and by his victory, had keen 
able to effect a junction with Marshal Rtulcakey. 
Geo. Antonini had his right arm carried away by 
a rannon ball, and on tho following day General 
Nugent entered Verona with 48,000 men.

BLOODY DEFEAT OF THE POLES.
The Posener Zeitung states that the Poles ex­

perienced another sanguinary defeat on the 13th 
inst. The Poles were about issuing frou the 
forest when General Hirsçhfield ordered a false 
attack to be made by a small body of tioops, 
while his real force were kept out of right. 
The insurgents were deceived by the apparent 
weakness of their enemies, and great numbtro of 
them quilted the forest, where they were com­
paratively safjv There were then another utiall 
detachment « f troops, and then the whde of 
their forces were drawn out of the forest inb the 
open plain, where General Hirschfield’s arillery 
received them with a murderous fire of shrapieils. 
The Vossiche, Zeitung asserts that 500 were ailed 
while the survivors were captured.

The promoter* . 
to success through forcing the Government It 
follows that the success must be minimized by 
every possible kind of loss and waste in the pro- 
ceee ; the Government will be an engine feeble 
from the very wenkress that mokes it yield itgclf 
to other*’ uses ; bungling through tire lack of 
original conception, obstructive through reluc­
tance. It acts only for appearance-sake, without 
any reel force. The trusting to such a tool would

This new practice of acting through a Govern­
ment that shapes its policy according to coercion 
is an innovation ; and it is in fact an inroad on 
the practice of our “ glorious constitution," preg­
nant with serious consequences. According to 
the theory of that vaunted figment, the Ministers 
arc “responsible,” for the acts of the Government. 
Formerly their responsibility was really exercised 
under pain of impeachment, with the block aw­
fully and not quite fancifully looming in perspec­
tive ; but that usage is an antiquarian curiosity 
Nobody now, expecting Mr. Urquhart has any 
hankering for tire head of a cabinet Minister ; 
and even he limits his longing to ono particular 
head, Whatever the indignation respecting en­
cumbered estates in Ireland, neglected public 
health, or betrayed colonial policies, we believe 
that no living soil! would wish to inconvenience 
Lbid Cottenhnm or Izird Grey by so serious a de­
privation, or feels any wish for Lonl Morphot’s 
cienium.

CHARTIST MOVEMENTS.

Chartists have been the chief instigators 
of the* tumults, which in every case have been 
almost instantly suppressed.

On Monday evening a large assemblage of 
Chartists collected at Clerkenwcll, in London, but 
at Midnight they dispersed. On Wednesday 
opening similar meetings look place, but the ar­
rangements of the po!ice,aided by a demonstra­
tion of the military, were so complete, that the 
mob whenever «appeared, wae speedily scattered.

The special force xvas called out to guard the 
outskirts, aijjJ the same alacrity lu turning ont 
to preserve order and property xvas exhibited by 
the middle classes aa the 10th of April.

There is a Press movement on the subject of 
Colonization. Doctrines which not very mtny 
years ago xve stood alone in maintaining lave 
become common property, and “ systematic colo­
nization ” is a familiar and popular Idea.

bright idea that it is precisely the thine* to relieve 
our pauperized districts, and especially the pwu^ 
perized province of Leland; while it wottkl 
strengthen our colonies. North and South, and 
help to maintain that colonial relation which is 
about to be snapped by the crowning measure of 
the Free-trade policy. Public opinion has been 
axvakened on this subject, and is eager to sanction 
some grand scheme.

Navigation Lawt—Effects of their Repeal.
The Bill strikes a death-blow at. monopoly in | 

the carrying trade, nnd those who have hereto­
fore enriched themselves at the expense of the 
trax-elling, the mercantile, nnd the fanning commu­
nity, must noxv be satisfied with more moderate 
profits. In consequence of loxver freights the 
manufacturer in England xviil receive the rnxv ma­
terial lower, cheaper breadstuff's in, consequence 
of the same thing xviil enable the artizan to work 
for less xvages, the importer to this country can 
purchase cheaper, the merchant in our towns can 
retail cheaper, and finally the farmer and mechanic 
can procure for less money the necessaries and 
comforts of fife. In a word, as freight xviil be 
loxvercd to a mere remunerating amount, the con­
sumer xviil be able to purchase leaver and the 
producer to sell for a higher price, litis xvise 
measure xviil obviously benefit both these classes, 
and the public carriers alone xviil scan to suffer 
front it» operation. Hut even llrese, in conse­
quence of the increased energy and activity which 
opposition always creates, will secure a fair return. 
The profits of all kinds of business will be more 
equally divided amongst all classes, and our coun­
try will he saved from txvo great curses, extreme 
poverty on the part of the manv, and great riches 
in the possession of a few. This measure, like 
everything else that breaks up monopoly, will 
tend to bring these extremes of society nearer to­
gether, and this seems to be the tendency of all 
the ameliorating mox-ements of the age.. As the 
world groxx-s xviscr it should groxv better land im­
provement in legislation and in (he constitutions 
of all public institutions, should keep pace with 
improvements in the arts and sciences. Gradual 
revolutions of this kind are necessary in every 
country ; they will enrich, civilize; and elevate 
mankind and prepare them for the great day 
which—according to the Bible, is yet to daxvn 
upon our sin-cursed world. By an act of our 
own legislature, to be sanctioned by the Home 
government, reciprocating an act noxv before the 
Congress of the United States, the markets of that 
country, the best now within our roach, will be 
thrown open to our productions, so that a bright­
er day is about to dawn upon us in Canada, nnd 
we certainly need it. The present news is like a 
cordial to prex-ent our spirits from sinking until 
that day arrives.—Provincialisl.

Among the “ Papers relative to emigration pre­
sented to both Houses of parliament by com­
mand of Her Majesty," in the month of April, wc 
find some important despatches relating to Cana­
da, which xte transfer to our columns. We feel 
assured that the liberal conduct of Her Majesty’s 
Government will be duly appreciated throughout 
the Province, and tend still more to rivet the af­
fection of the people to the Parent State. We 
nre glad to find that the Provincial Administration 
is alive to the importance of settling the waste 
lands of the Crown, and that some time before 
the public meeting on the subject vf colonization 
in Montreal, it had been engaged in devising mea­
sures to promote the settlement of the country. 
We believe thnt we arc warranted in stating that 
tho Commissioner of Croxvn Lands has devoted a 
great deal of attention to this subject, nnd that a 
well-dijested scheme for opening large tracts of 
territory for free grants has been for some time 
under the consideration of the Government, and 
is now almost matured. Such a measure will be 
universally approved of by the Canadian nublic, 
as a practical measure of relief not only to the 
newly arrived emigrants but to the native popu­
lation. We commend these despatches to the at­
tentive consideration of the public.—Pilot.

Latest English News.
We give our readers this xveek, the further par­

ticulars of nexvs by the Acadia, of which we only 
published the Telegraphic notice last week. This 
is to May 27. Since then the telegraphic report by 
the America has arrived. This vessel made the 
passage in lOj days from Liverpool to Boston, and 
her news is to the 3rd of June.

The intelligence from England, Ireland, and the 
Continent of Europe generally, is unfavourable.— 
Our extracts will shew this, and xve need not repeat ; 
we shall only indulge in a few reflections.

Aa to Irish new», Miteirell nas Been convicted of 
a crime just constituted by Act of Parliament, and 
called felony ; he has been sentence»! to 14 years of 
exile, hurrieil to Cork, and put on board an armed 
steamer bound for the Bermudas, where he is to be 
delivered to the Hulks. This is a sample of the 
Government treatment for the disease of Ireland ;— 
the patient is punished because he cries out with 
pain. There is no medicine ; the Physicians are 
entirely at a loss what to prescribe ; but to cry out 
in pain must not lx; permitted. 1 his is all the im­
practicable Whig Government can do for Ireland.

That other persons must do something else, is 
more evident than ever. Mitchell’s sentence, un­
der the circumstances that the Government propose 
no remedy for Ireland, is unjust and cruel; he is 
the voice of the evil caused by the power that pun­
ishes him for uttering it,and while the evil remains 
it will find utterance. That great evil, both Whigs 
Snd Tories must knoxt, the Irish Church of Eng­
land—a contradiction in terms, is the chief evil ) 
with its abolition, would commence tie régénéra-1 
tiottot Ireland; but wliat xvould that abolition lead 
to eloexvhere 1—There’s the rub ! The governing 
class in England are not able to meet the question, 
and the probability is, that both Whigs anil Tories 
xVrll for a short time, and only for a short time, 
struggle on against wind, tide, and fortune; against 
reason, justice, honesty and common sense, as long 
as infatuation lasts,-—tiil (hey plunge the xx’hole na-* 
tion into inextricable difficulty, from which only a 
revolution can deliver it. The knot that cannot fie 
untied must be cur.

In England trade i.t bad, owing partly to conti­
nental disturbances; but it is otherwise bad ; profits,- 
both manufacturing,and commercial, are wretchedly 
small, xvhile the danger of loss increases. Taxation, 
always certain, is almost insupportable, being borne 
by the industrious classes, while the expenditure of 
the Government increases. Noble Lords propose itf 
health of Towns’ Bill, which, xvithout other accom­
paniments, is caricatured as representing a landlord 
entering the cottage of a tenant, asking the wife 
and husband how they do,-—asking if the children' 
are washed every morning, if they go to school, and1 
so on ; and who ends wiih a demand for rent in ar- 
rear, and a threat of the Bailiff. The poor cottagers" 
think little ef his lordship’s expressions of desire to1 
see a clean c.wfnge, and children xvitli clean faces 
mid pinafores fhaf the parents should cultix-ate a' 
garden for vegetables—drain their ground, and" 
Cleanse and ventilate their dxtelling, while the awk- 
xtard coincidence of a demand for enormous rent, 
takes from them the only mean* they have of doing 
what ia recommended.

The Isnrlited slaves in Egypt were to make bricks 
and gather straxv too ; the English slaves are to be 
clean without money to buy soap. This ia the po­
sition of the people of England ; the Lords take all' 
their hard-earned money, and recommend them to‘ 
xvash themselves and their children, for the benefit 
of their health.

The person bitten should, as soon as possible,

If the wound be superfi­
cial and ragged, let the edges be removed with a 
pair of scissors, and then apply freelt to every 
part the “ Nitrate of Silver," commonly called 
" Lunar Caustic,and which may be had at any 
druggist's shop.

If the wound be a punctured one, as in some 
cases it is, from the tusk of the animal going deep 
into the flesh, the stick of caustic must be care­
fully pointed, that it may reach the bottom : if 
necessary the wound shall be enlarged, care being 
taken in the u* of the knife, or the poison may 
be carried by it over the fresh surface. The ni­
trate of silver destroys the surface of the wound 
and neutralités the poison, which comes- away

Great Heeling; at Montreal in favour of 
the Repeal of the Navigation Laws.

We have Copied from the Pilot a portion rtf the' 
Roport, ami the series of Resolutions adopted at a 
meeting of the inhübitants of Montreal on Tuesday 
evening, tho 13th instant. Tho citizens of Mon­
treal nre taking a great interest in favour of the 
Repeal of tho* Law’s ; and xve hare been informed 
by a gentleman of this town, who was present at the 
meeting in question,that it was the general opinion, 
that the principal Merchants, and even the whole 
of the citizens, were never so fully roused as on the 
occasion ; the meeting xvas an immense one.

Tire free navigation of tire St. Lawrence is now 
the only chance for affording to that city a continu­
ance of its mercantile business ; and since it has 
been so fully proved by facts, that the navigation of 
the whole lino of water communication from the 
inland waters of Michigan to tho ocean, is practica­
ble xvithout transhipment, It ig felt that whatever 
temporary disadvantages may arise from compe­
tition generally, with the United Slates, the advan­
tages to Canada of having the greater part of the 
Western traffic so decidedly turn the scale, that the 
question of opposition to the free navigation of the 
St. Lawrence, is not worth a moment’s considera­
tion.

The Provincial Parliament will no doubt make a 
strong appeal to the Imperial Government in favour 
of the measure, noxv proposed toVhe Imperial Par­
liament. It is the only compensation that Canada 
can have for tho loss of protection to Colonial pro­
duce, and tho measure is received with entire satis­
faction through the whole length of the Province, 
with the exception of a few steam-boat monopolists, 
and a portion of the Provincial press, who write in 
favour of protection, less on the merits of the ques­
tion than because these laws form part of the old 
political eyetem which they feel bound to support, j 
and which they either do not, or cannot perceive, i# 
gone beyond the possibility of recovery.

Sound as the reasons undoubtedly are for the Re­
peal of tho Navigation Laws, it is by no mean» cer­
tain that they will overcome the objections of the 
protectionist members of the House of Lords. Wo

•pinion that they will not consent to the abolition of 
the Navigation Laws. However, let them take 
their own coarse ; they may throw out the measure 
this session, but we may defy them to do so twice.

Progress of Reform in England.

So far from the cause of Reform having received 
a check by the discouragement given to the physi­
cal force portion of the Chartists, it has gained de­
cidedly by that very event. It is in the shallow*, 
only, of a river, that we hear the most noise ; the 
deeper portions sweep onward silently. We have 
taken same pains to select from our English papers 
the evidence of this ; and the labour does not con­
sist so much in discovery as in selecting, out of an 
abundant supply. There are now many well-con­
ducted newspapers in Great Britain —some old, but 
have not been particularly distinguished as leading 
journals ; but this is more accidental than otherwise, 
as the daily papers (which these are not) monopo­
lize too much of the attention of the public. But 
these are fast assuming a commanding position, and 
obtaining a powerful influence. Several have but 
recently started, but all are on the utilitarian prin­
ciple ; all repudiate the distinctions of Whig and 
Tory, and all are written with a power, boldness, 
and independence, characteristic of the present 
practical a£e ; while we hear nothing of the ap­
pearance of new journals in any part of Great 
Britain, conducted on high Church and ultra Tory 
principles. Indeed, we should expect as much to 
hear that the public mind had decided on discon­
tinuing the use of gas, railways, steam-ships, and 
magnetic telegraphs, with a view to going back to 
the age of the 1’lantagenets.

Old things have had their day, and with duo re­
verence for sacred writ, we may, without using it 
for a profane purpose, say—“ All things have be­
come new.” It is most important that we Cana­
dians should watch attentively the progress of events 
in England ; for, if our connection i" to bo perpetu­
ated, we must keep in the fashion with our institu­
tions, quite na much as with our dresa. No ultra 
lory forgets the latter ; and we believe the time is 
coide, that ultra lory doctrines look quite as ridicu­
lous as a dress in the style of Edward the 3rd. In 
some cases fashion recedes, but political institutions 
never do. The great delusion, a century, old or 
more, is at last at an end. Tho people have been 
deluded on the one hand by the Tories, whose lead­
ing principle, as professed, was the security of the 
Monarchy, for the welfare of the country ; that of 
the Whigs—the liberties of the people, for the same 
end. After a long struggle, for power between 

’ them, which they have alternately enjoyed, and by 
which they have aided each other by adding to 
their wealth and influence ; while the people, their 

\(lupes, are more and mort) impoverished, the people 
•ave at last opened their eyes ; those now modestly 
I’^osc to unite to support the Constitution, thereby 
adirtYjirtg themselves that there is no difference bo- 
tWeeint^m. Lord John Russell let foil a few words 
of a very vqiiivocal Character ie the HoOse of Com­
mons a fetv weeks sincox He remarked that what­
ever charactci these two parties might have pos­
sessed in the history of former years, both were 
now alike united in supporting the Constitution.— 
And it w« reflect that a eeeiit.ien between him mid 

-ethr Robert Peel is supposed to be now taking place ; 
we may safely fix the character of that movement— 
lha. it is to preserve the power and influence of the 
aristocracy—and things, iti general, as they are in 
Church and State.

But of all the events of tfle present day, nothing 
is more clearly manifest, than the illusion, that the 
High Church, and ultra Tory party, had all the loy­
alty to the Crown and Constitution, that there was 
in England. The people have completely unde­
ceived every one that neeital undeceiving in this 
respect. Among the millions of British subjects 
in, and around London, though intent and deter­
mined on reform, not n breath is uttered n gainst the 
Queen !—not a word against the Constitution !— 
There has been similar demonstrations in this Conn1 
try, the Reformers are now ir. office ; but there is 
not a single newspaper in their interest that has ut­
tered a word about separation from Great Britain ; 
nothing is further from their thoughts.

Another delusion has beert exposed On! treated 
accordingly. The demands of the people lor reforms 
have always been resisted on the plea of danger to 
to the Crown and Constitution. The test and corpora- 
Acts were sought to be repealed ; but danger to the 
Crown, was the argument list'd in resisting that de­
mand. They were, however, repealed, and nothing 
happened to the Crown.

The Emancipation of the Human Catholics was 
next demanded, and the demand was withstood for 
about thirty years. If those claims wet6 to be con­
ceded, the Crown was to tumble from its comforta­
ble seat on the Bible ; and the Bible wna to vanish
from under tho Crown, and both, With the people of 
England, were to go to perdition together. Those 
Claims were granted, yet nothing happened to the 
Crown. Then another great change eame on for 
concession,—tho abolition of the Corn Laws.— 
Another dreadful innovation which was resisted on 
the same grounds, though more indirectly—Eng­
land must raise her own breadstuff*, in order to 
maintain her independence ; with her independence 

"^buld go the Crown and Constitution ; for she could 

not make war if sho depended on foreigners for 
bread. But those laws were repealed, nnd as it 
happened, just in time to save Ireland, if not 
England, from all the horrors of famine ; and Eng­
land, by means of that measure of free-trade which 
she has ventured upon, is able to carry on war 
more effectually than in any period of her history.

But this has also happened—England tasting of 
Free Trade, and the benefit of thirty years of peace, 
desires war no ^longer ; she has no conquests to 
make ; no single power dare attack her ; and there 
is no probability that any other powers .will com­
bine to do so. From without, the Crown and Con­
stitution were never less in danger ; while from 
within, as we have shewn, their stability could 
never have been more undoubted than it is at pre­
sent. Provided that the aristocracy, in their infatu­
ation, do not like Louis Philippe sit on the boiler, 
holding down the safety-valve, while the stoker 
puts in more fuel, and stirs up the fire.

The next renowned buttress of the Throne and 
Constitution U attacked in the Navigation Laws.

argument it : By these, we have our navy 
supplied with seamen ; they man the wooden walls 
of Old England, and they protect our Crown and 
beloved constitution. In spite of the well-proved 
statements, that every occasional relaxation of those 
laws has been attended with an increase of the 
amount of British shipping and British seamen
employed, the repeal of these law» is resisted, by

the protectionists, as it U said ; protectionists they 
may be, not ofcommerce, neither of the Crown, nor 
even of the Constitution, but of the relics of the 
olden times. These are men who have no ideas 
hot of the Plantagenet age—the age of hooded friars, 
political abbots, agricultural serfdom, commercial 
restriction and monopoly. Well, the Navigation 
Laws are gone, or going at least. The last stroke 
of the axe is about to be given ; the tree inclines— 
the crackling of branches has commenced—the 
surging, crashing, thundering fall, is expected every 
second, and the tree will lie a quiet log on the 
ground. After this we ihall only see the Crown 
appear brighter, the Constitution more lovely ; the 
forest is cleared to give place to a crop of waving
Corn.

Next comes the separation of Church and State. 
This event will perhaps be accelerated by the re­
jection, on the part of the House of Lords, of the 
Jews’ Disability Bill. The city of London will not 
submit very patiently to be disfranchised ; perhaps 
following the precedent in Wilkes’ days, they will 
elect him again. But this is a minor question 
the people of England, wisely determined as they 
are against resorting to physical force, are equally 
determined to have a business Government, whether 
it relate lo Queen, Lords or Commons—a practical 
economical administration, they are determined to 
have, and those that resist must, in the end, give 
way : for so long as it is sought to lie realized by 
moral instrumentality, nothing can prevent its suc­
cess. A. great point in the lesson just givert to the 
world by the event of the French Revolution, ought 
to be specially noticed, and this was, that Louis 
Philippe neither wanted fortifications nor bayonets. 
His vast army melted away, because a sense of in­
justice practised on the people, was the prevailing 
feeling. If there should be no House of Lords in 
England, it will only be their own fault ; for a Jew 
will as certainly sit in Parliament, if elected, as 
men of no religion ! If the latter be admitted, what 
objection can there be against the former ? There 
is only this : that perhaps it is impossible to get a 
Jew into Parliament, so long as the Church and 
State connection continues ;—perhaps so ! And 
which party is to yield ? There cannot be a ques­
tion that the Church and State connection will go 
first, and more especially when the influence of the 
Irish portion of the question is considered. It is no 
small compliment paid to the Jews, on the part of 
the House of Lords, that they cannot be admitted, 
as Jews, into the House of Commons, while some 
are admitted that might lie excluded, to the im­
provement of its moral character, and of its chris- 
tiauly too, while no greater insult could be given to 
a Jew than to tell him that he would be admitted 
if he would renounce his religious faith. Thus, 
temptation and insult ought not to proceed from 
Christians. But here is the point t if a Jew can be 
admitted, a Mahometan may be admitted, and men 
of no religion whatever. This would soon dissolve 
Church and State connection ; then the Parlia­
ment of England would be ex officio, ns it were, in­
capable of legislating for a National Church ;— 
practical incapacity is not one of their difficulties.

And after the Jew is in Parliament, the next 
move is the nltolition of the property qualification 
for members of Parliament. Its merits speak for 
it ; it is absurd eVun to conceive that because a 
man is poor liis country ought to deprive itself of 
the services of those who might, for all their pover­
ty, be the wisest, and the most able to assist in the 
government of the country. The property qualifi­
cation, must be one of the old things that must pass 
away. It has gone in Franco and Germany ; and 
many subordinate questions must soon follow, such 
as the extension of the right of representation, and 
whether by ballot or open voting.

When all these reforms are accomplished, they 
Will afford no argument against the British Consti­
tution and Monarchy ; for could it be proved that 
the existence of the Monarchy and the stability of 
the Constitution xvere incompatible with the inte­
rests and happiness of the people, it would fall, and 
that without regret ; for the true end of Government 
is the interest and happiness of the mass of the people.

We have now indicated that the terms “ Whig” 
and “Tory” are becoming obsolete,—that a coali­
tion rtf parties is likely to take place, composed of 
the individual leaders of both those almost extinct 
parties ; that they coalesce to uphold the influence 
of the aristocracy, to Which both belong» and the 
subjection of the Crown and people to them, and 
that they unite to resist the interference in the Gov­
ernment cf the country, of the individuals of the 
middle classes, however able—the Hudsons of Rail 
Road, and the Cobdens, Brights, and Thompsons, of 
Corn Law Repeal fame. The men composing the 
Directories of the several gieat Associations inEng- 
land, tor Rail Roads, Steam Navigation, or other 
purpose s, all these have given works to the coun­
try, demonstrating practical ability in greater per­
fection than we belieVe Gov’t, have ever exhibit­
ed. But they must be shut nut among the amiiilte, 
because their brows a ré hot destined Vo be shadowed 
by a mitre or a coronet. The aristocracy Will not 
learn, and consequently they must suffer.

We are, it seems, now to have another "Itperi 
ment made ort the Well balanced powers of Govern 
ment which the British Constitution allows or pro- 
viites for "; the tintes were, that the Crown and the 
people Were united against the Barons ; nnd when 
the Barons and people Were united against the 
Crown. History shews that the party in the wrong 
has given way, and the Constitution has been saved. 
The case now is, that of the union of Crown and 
people against the aristocracy, though the latter 
.conceive it one of the Crown and aristocracy 
against tho people. This is, however, for them, the 
worst conclusion that they could come to, for if both 
were against the people—fairly and honestly re­
presented in the House of Commons—it would 
amount to a tacit acknowledgment that the Crown 
and tho Lords were in the wrong.

In the present critical circumstances in which 
England is placed, though we believe we perceive

great interest to them, and which address 
applauded. We may be mistaken, and tl 
only venture to surmise that this may be a 
tempt. That he understood the question» on which 
he addressed his audience, we do not for a modlgnt 
believe ; a good speech was made for him, with 
an object in view, and that, to acquire popularity— 
As on that occasion His Royal Highness said,” eat 
he felt it to be his duty to undertake, in person, the 
duties of the office of President whicl^he had 
erto performed by deputy,” it seems not impri 
that this step is an approach in the direction 
mentioned. We would at least hope so, and ihwld 
rejoice to see the Sovereign throw herself on tee 
people without fear, in a generous confidence ; that 
confidence there is little reason to doubt would I» 
amply reciprocated on the part of the people.

We copied into our last number the Inspecter 
General’s financial statement of the Expenditure 
attending the immigration of last year. Having 
had no space then for the report to Lord Eight, 
which accompanied it. That report which we 
now insert, taken altogether, is a very satisfactory 
one, and It shows that the administration hare 
their attention rightly directed in" relation to the 
best mode of encouraging emigration ;—that- is, 
by opening the back portions of the Province tS 
much as possible, in order to encourage Util# 
ment therein. It is very true, that the main line 
of navigation from the East to the remotest West, 
required to be fully opened ; but scarcely leas 
than the roads and bridges of the interior. We 
may now congratulate the settlers in the bacR 
woods that their time for relief and encourage­
ment is at hand ; and that among other modes of 
encouraging the settlement of the interior, it is 
intended that free grants of land shall tie made 
on conditions of settlement. We trust the condi­
tions will be liberal, and open to natives of Canada, 
as well ns to newly arrived emigrants. The sons 
of old settlers, it is well known, make the best of 
back-woods-men, and whom nothing but the high 
price of land has prevented for many years, ad­
vancing into the depths of the forest, as their 
fathers did. We rather think that they have
stronger claims for special encouragement than 
those who have just entered the Province. These 
will not ask Government to take care of them ; 
while the now comers would be more suitably 
employed on the public works, and as farm labor- 
era in the well settled parts of the Province.

On Tuesday last this neighborhood was visited 
by a Tornado of terrific violence ; it appears to 
have spent its greatest fury over the village of 
Ingersoll. Mr. John Choat, whose house was 
recently destroyed by fire, had his bam and other 
buildings levelled with the ground. The tree» in 
his orchard were stripped of their leaves and fruit, 
and twisted round. The stage driver states that 
he saw the top of a large pine tree spinning bigh 
in the air, and the top of another tree lying »n a 
hill, which must have been carried there from a 
considerable distance, as there were no trees within 
a quarter of a mile of the hill. The water from 
the river was caught up, borne along, and then 
dispersed xvith an explosion. In London rJhc 
effects were only slightly felt, but on the high 
lands North w6 hear that a cow and several sheep 
were killed by hail stones, some of which mea­
sured seven inches in circumference.

Bex­
ley left the Exchequer from sheer incapacity— 
being tho Wood of the Cabinet—then skulked 
under the Canning Ministry as Chancellor of 
Lancaster ; and after enriching himself (a la 
Plain Jock) in that sinecure, finally graduated on 
this hcniously larve income. Well, for all that,

This 
will be no great loss in any respect to the Minis­
try, tho country, or to himself, save as regards 
the £3,000 a year, us Paymaster, and the entree 
of the Cabinet, which latter privilege has ever 
exercised a wondrous spell on the philosophic 
soul of him of the “ Lays of Ancient Rome.”— 
Macaulay, in his independent capacity, has ques­
tionless done much to elevate the character of the 
professional man of letters, and may do more, if 
he use his late officiai experiences and advantages 
as lie ought in his promised memoirs of bis own 
time. But he has also, as a Minister, done much 
to degrade that character, by an exhibition of the 
small-mindedness, trickery, insincerity, and co­
quetting with principles, which are the proverbial 
vices of the literary XVhigs, and which shine in 
the conduct of every one of them, more or less 
offensively — Russell, Normanby, Palmerston, 
Ward, Ilobhouse, Sliicl, and such dilletanti litter­
ateurs as Landsowne and Clanvicnrde, but not 
altogether including the Minister of fceblamusc 
iUni>-ood intuitions, poor Lord Morpeth. /There 
was a good *«ilof northern iutpudor.ee olnbined 
with the Southern lubricity of Macoumy, fbr 
while he gave himself the airs of a Marvel in 
his electioneering addresses, he illustrated the 
self-seeking of a Melville, and the suppleness of 
a born backstairs page. Shicl pockets his wages 
and deports himself with the deferential bearing 
of a man who knows he wears livery, and knows 
that everybody else knows it too. But one would 
think that Macaulay regarded tho public as his 
vassals, and had a right to the reputation of a 
patriot, the profit of a placeman, and the pi ivilege 
of a courtier. He rebuked Edinburgh for its 
insensibility to his claims on the first score, and 
then betook himself to a twelvemonth’s enjoy­
ment of the sweets of the two latter. Brougham 
himself is less calculated to lower the standard of 
personal polith al morality than Macaulay, for if 
the conduct of the former be more flagrant, it 
carries with its own corrective ; but that of the 
latter insidious'y permeates the outworks of pub­
lic opinion, degrading the tone of feeling, and 
debasing pul lie respect. Let him make for pos­
terity the reputation He would have wished to 
make, and would have succeeded in making, with 
his co'cmpor.irics, had his practice been at all in 
conformity with his own theories of the great 
men of the past.

His rumoured successor is Lord Granville, of 
whom little is publicly known in this country, 
though he was in tho lower house for some eight 
years, being still a very young man ; but during

nttneheship to the French Embassy, and his 
subsequent Under Secretaryship to Palmerston,
In* made a name among the people conversant 
with tho goings on at the Foreign Office that en­
titles him to share- in I),Israeli's celebrated com­
pliment to Lord John Russell, that hb seems 
“ born to the service of the state,” and destined 
to enhance the fame of tho family patronymic in 
the annals of diplomacy. It is to be regretted, 
for his own sake, that he should have accepted tho 
present place, the duties of which may be infer­
red from tbe circumstance that he undertakes to 
combine with them, gratuitously, those lately dis­
charged by M. Gibson at the Board of Trade, and 
all for £1,000 a year less than Macaulay alone 
received, being a saving ol £2,500 per annum 
to the public. Will his Lordship abandon tho Mas­
tership of the Buck Hounds, with its 1,700. per 
annum ? and if so, will the occasion, as it ought, 
Ixt seized upon to abolish the whole of tho useless 
and ridiculous establishment he presides over in 
that capacity, costing not far short of £l0,r00 a 
year, for the sake of a fat stag being chased a 
couple of times a year to amuse a few Cockney 
sportsmen, who have become too spiritless, to 
remind us of Hood’s heroics on the Epping Hunt. 
Prince Albert, they say, can’t ride, and is fast 
cutting down the allowances of the whippers-in, 
feeders, grooms, Ac. But that is is no gain to 
the public, for all such savings out of the civil list 
go into the Royal pocket, and there they remain, 
helping, no doubt, to heighten the picturoequeneas 
of the tableau conjured up to the mind’s eye of 
Lord George Bentinck, on Wednesday, sa. to 
detraction and divconsoiation at Buckingham 
Palace and Windsor, because of distress in 
Spitalftolds and Houndsditch.

The indifference of Lord Granville to salary 
has surprised most people, but not your correepoo- 
dent ; few things do that ; but here’s the secret of 
his non-astonishment in tho present case.

life. The steamer was of neerly 400 tons burd­
en, and at the period of her returning from Cal­
cium had upwards of 150 passengers and seamen 
on board. The catastrophe happened when the 
vcsel was about four miles below Rajmahal, on 
the 20th of April, and is thus described by Lieut 
H. O. Mayne, who was among the fortunate pas­
sengers xvho escaped from a horrible Ceath : — It 
was about half past 7 o'clock in the evening when 
lhe alarm was given, the fire having kindled in 
the after part of the vessel, but from what cause 
it is impossible to ascertain. The whole of that 
poriion of the vessel in one minute became a 
raging blaze ; and so instantaneously did it spread 
that those who wore right aft could not come for- 
xva d. Capt. Townsend, tho master, at once ap­
prehended the whole danger, and called out to the 
man at the helm to run the vessel into shallow 
watur. which, luckily was nigh, and she grounded 
close to the shore. By this time the who|e of the 
steamer abaft the engine was enveloped in 
flames ; the upper or axvning deck had caught, 
as well ns a number of carriages which were 
pi iced beneath it. The seefle on board was 
most liearliending, and enough to appal the stout­
est heart. Shortly before the vessel grounded, 
the impression on every man’s mind was, that 
she would blow up every instant, this was in­
creased by the fear that directly after the flames 
reached the boiler it would burst, and also the 
danger of some gunpowder on board igniting.— 
This made every 011c expect the worst; and one 
gentleman thinking there was no hope, ran down 
to his cabin, divested himself of all but his shirt 
and trousers, and sprang overboard. He was 
never seen after. On the vessel foundering, it 
was discovered that the people could stand in 
water up to their waists a few yards from the 
vessel, and this led to a fearful loss of life. In 
spite of the entreaties of the captain, manv got 
out at the now and were seen no more. Those 
xvho were handed over to a small rock, which 
xvas partly uncovered, imagining they were really 
on terra fir ma, got into deep water and were 
quickly swept away by the current.

We can have no reason to believe but what the 
1Government would-be glad to see the people take 
their local works in their own hands, and that 
Parliament would readily grant acts oi incorpora­
tion, legalizing the requiste tolls within certain limits 
to ensure a fair return for the expenditure of capital. 
Government have always enough to do; and wo 
believe that it is quite a mistake on the part of some, 
that they wish to increase Government patronage. 
And, besides, it is quite lime that the people of Ca­
nada should begin to act for themselves, and not to 
depend like heipless children or. the Government. 
In this respect, if the patronage that the Govern­
ment have in the department of public works be no 
advantage to them, ami a burdensome expense, 
which, as to the latter is undoubtedly true ; it is 
the peoples fault if that patronage and that expense 
be increased.

But what is the condition in which many of 
the Towns and Villages of tho Province are 
placed ? There is a mere outline of improve­
ment sketched round about them, and extending 
perhaps to the limits of the Province, while the 
roads near to them, for txvo, three, five,orten miles, 
are impassible. These, which ought to be the first 
done, have received no attention ; and though they 
would yield immediate benefit, are to give way to 
the improvements on a larger scale, the benefit of 
which can only be remote. The indispensible con- 
venivnees of being able to move about round our 
habitations,are thus sacrificed to tlie less imperative 
necessity of being able to traverse the whole Pro­
vince at some future day. A good road from East 
toVVest is my notion, says one, to bring the produce 
of tho country to the place of shipment from the re­
motest distance, (when we liax'e any to bring,) and 
until this be done, it is of no consequence what tho 
roads are within three or four miles, surrounding 
every toxvn of Canada.

Fublic Works vs. Private Enterprise,

With this long preamble, we come to the ques­
tion which xve hnx-e thought ought to be urged on 
tlie inhabitants of London, on the members of the 
District Council, on the fanners in tho vicinity of 
London, ami on tho inhabitants uf the Huron Tract.

Each City, Town and Village should at once de­
vote all its means to extend its roads, planked,mac­
adamized, or gravelled, as circumstances fax-ovred 
each ; ex-en if it were only a quarter of a mile at a 
time. This system would gradually, though slowly, 
but certainly, increase the value of property; it 
xx-ould provide that every year the farmers in the 
vicinity would have better access to a market, and 
get belter prices, while tlie towns xx-ould .be better 
supplied ; for toxvu and country bave but o)ie inter­
est, and that is, that tile greatest amouiftvff p,educe 
should come to the Toxvn, and tljio highest price ho 
obtained for it.

Pnraù Correspondence of the British Canadian.
Conviction of John Mitchell.

At the expiration of nearly three hours, the 
jury entered their box and announced a verdict of 
guilty, A strong feeling of sympathy was at 
once mnnüested towards the prisoner who seemed 
to be the only man in the Court unmoved. On 
Saturday he xvas brought up for judgment and 
sentenced to be transported for the term of 
EOCSTKXE years. Even this dreadful decree, 
xvhieh shocked every one who heard it pronounc­
ed, did not unman him, and he braced nis fate 
with an heroic determination and self-possession 
which, even ae he stood in the dock s convicted 
“ felon," awakened In the brensta of even his bit­
terest opponents feelings of respect and ac^nira- 
tion. He calmly ’requested permission to iay a 
few- words, and when he was allowed he proceed­
ed, in the face of the Court, to arraign the Gov­
ernment which bad employed “ packed juries, 
perjured Sheriffs, and partizan judges” to convict 
him, avowed that he had kept his promises and 
fulfilled his mission—that he had nothing to re­
peat of, and that be behex ed there were hundreds 
who would follow his example.

White he xv.i# pioceediiiu ul » most exoilexi 
strain the judges, gettieg alarmed, ordered his 
removal, and an extraordinary scene ensued.—

Wc shall endeavor to explain this more particu­

larly. It is all very xx-ell lor a Governor General to 
travel, from East to West, through the Province, 
and afterwards in Council, to consult the map of the 
Province, and In decide that there shall be first a 
good communication somewhere from East to West ; 
and after I hat, good communications to the principal 
Toxrns north of tho Lake Shores. This is r.u'ht in 
itself, but it only looks to the future, and is only at 
the time, right in theory ; it does not yield present 
benefit to the inhabitants of those inland towns, 
and immediate, or speedy benefit is everything to 
them. If the scale of improvement be a large one, 
it must be carried into effect by Government direc­
tion ami Government money ; and the expenditure 
being large, the execution must be a work of time ; 
and while one part of the Province can only be at­
tended lo, the other pnrt must bo almost entirely 
neglected. We shall call this tho centralizing sys­
tem in opposition to xvhieh, xvo prefer the distribu­
tive system of each locality doing its own work in its 
owi, way ; for xvhieh there are, at least, these few 
reasons. They can do it to please themselves, which 
from their local knowledge, it is most likely they cun 
do most for their Interest ; and if most for their inte­
rest, it is most for the public interest. They can 
do it cheeper: this assertion only applies to 
simple works of opening, grading, and gravel­
ling roads, xvhere that can be udvantageously 
done, and not to difficult nnd expensive works re­
quiring much engineering.

We consider that in every town In Canada it is 
in the poxverof the inhabitants, as it isthei interest 
to extend their improvements from their own centre. 
If they can only do so one mile, they should do it, 
and when they could extend it ten miles they should 
doit. On this system, every town working from 
centre to circumference, xx-ould, :n its operations, 
meet those of ifs neighbors ; while the benefit of 
every shilling laid out xvould be obtained in the 
earliest lime p issible to each- This is the system 
we would propose to apply to this Toxvn. We may 
refer to this town for the double purpose of illustra­
tion and persuasion Id exertion ; for we believe that if 
the inhabitants could in conjunction with those of 
the District beyond the limits, only add a quarter of 
a mile annually to good gravelled roads leading 
from the town continuously, they would promote the 
prosperity of the District more rapidly arid more 
effectually than by public works undertaken by the 
Government, fait but these centrqs of toxvns and 
villages be multiplied, and let them gradually ex­
tend their approaches to the country around tliem 
in a substantial manner, even if they were louger 
in doing it ; and we confidently assert that if proper 
attention were paid to this plait of effecting im­
provement, no Board of Public works would fie re­
quired to interfere, except in regard to general lines 
of Road, and-for Provincial purposes only, and for

There are at least txvo ways of acuornylislfing this, 
without wailing for, and depending on the Govern­
ment. First, the Town Corporation and the Dis­
trict, might combine their operations ; the former to 
complete a good gravelled road to the limits, ai d 
the latter to continue lo Gains’corner, the expense 
to bo repaid lo each by a toll on Brough’s Bridge. . 
Tliis toll hliould also supply a fund for repairing olid 
rebuilding tho bridge ; for there being now no toll, 
if the bridge require repair or re-building, there is 
no resource but the Government. We should like 

! lo see the people try to relieve the government, and 
provide fur themselves.

With regard to the road lo St. Mary’s, 25 miles 
is already in use, and requires only a little addi­
tional grading and gravelling, for which latter, tliero 
are materials along the whole line. Contracts 
might bo entered into in short divisions of the road 
at moderate rales, and the xvhole expense of Gov­
ernment Engineers and Surveyors taxed.

Tlie other mode is, that of a Joint Stock Com­
pany. The entire road Well grax-elled to St. Alary’s, 
in Blanchard Township, would not cost more than 
JC7000; the gates would repay that fully with ample 
profit ; and xve have no doubt that the Stock would 
be taken up at once.

Wo recommend the consideration of this subject 
to tho inhabitants of the Town and District of Lon­
don. With a very small expenditure, it will be 
seen that this Toxvn would become a good market 
for local consumption, and a depot for export pro­
duce. The great secret in the experience of commu­
nities is the same as that of individual»—help your­
selves and your friends xvill help yon.

It has often been said lo our reproach, and with 
some truth, that tho difference between Canada and 
lhe United Status appears more in this one aspect 
than in any other. In Canada the people do no­
thing, and look to the Government for everything : 
in the United States tho people do everything, and 
look to tho Government for nothing.

It is quite time that Canada was xveaned. British 
connection may surely be perpetuated without Cana­
dian helplessness. And though xve are not ac­
quainted with the intended course ot the Provincial . 
Administration in regard to public xrorks ; vro shall 
notwithstanding, assert confidently on their part, 
that they would be happy lo bo relieved of a great 
deal of Government patronage, in seeing the people 
in exery locality take in hand such public works as 
they could easily and advantageously manage.

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This meeting wan I veld according to appointment 
on Friday evening Ira*. The Mayor took the Chair, 
and staled the object; that he lwiealkqd|betpeeting 
in compliance with a resolution of the Totga Coun­
cil, that a public meeting of the iuliabitimte be 
called to consult on the propriety of petitioning 
Parliament fur an amendment of the act of incor­
poration, so far as to allow the Council to borrow 
money for improvements, in providing sewers and 
water tanks. From tho first it was evident that the 
people assembled were determined on discoun­
tenancing the proposal. The irregular discussion 
which followed, did not bring out, at least, in 
a manner reportable, the reasons of the Tewn 
Council in favor tit the amendment of the act of In­
corporation, nor the reasons for any other alterations. 
The meeting demonstrated the unwillingness on 
the part of the people to allow the amendment tor 
the object stated.

Mr. Blair moved a resolution, which was seconded 
and adopted,—That the members of the Town 
Council be heard, and requested to state thoir rea­
sons for the desired amendment. Those present 
were all heard : Mr. McCormick said he was not 
present at the Council on the occasion of the pass­
ing of the resolution which had called the meeting, 
ami he objected to borrowing money. Mr. Doyle 
and Mr. Robinson were absent, but the former atten­
ded towards the conclusion of tho meeting. Mr. 
Dimnnd said that his object was to consult tire in­
habitants of the Town, and to be governed by their 
opinion. Mr. Bennett said that ready money was 
very desirable to enable the Council to elfeot public 
improvements on the most advantageous terms, as 
well as lo saVe' interest, but it was for them to de­
cide as to the amendment of the act.

Mr. Barker said that he was opposed to borrowing 
money, it was for those members of the Council 
who proposed the resolution in question to give their 
reasons for it. The Mayor stated that he was oppo­
sed, to borrowing money, and also that the plan of 
applying it as proposed was, in his opinion, imprac­
ticable.

Another resolution from Mr. Blair, seconded by 
Mr. Nash, was carried, (in opposition to an amend­
ment from Mr. Ashton,) to tho effect that the Town 
Council, after the express déclarai ion of a public 
meeting on the occasion of the passing m tile act, 

"find decided against borrowing money, had no 
right to bring up tho question for discussion in a 
public meeting. If a public meeting were wanted, 
the wish ought to lie expressed by the people and 
not by.the Town Council.

Another resolution from Mr. Blair, seconded by 
Mr. Graham, was carried ; That no amendment of 
the act of Incorporation bo petitioned lor to enable 
the Town Council to borrow money, unless previous­
ly sanctioned by Iwo-thitils of the freeholders. This 
was carried against un amendment from Mr. Ash­
ton, that rate-payers lie substituted for the word 
Freeholders. On this the Mayor left the Chair.

We have copied in this numlier tho report of the 
Census of the Talbot District, from the Long Point 
A I vocale.

Our cot tmporary refers to the fact that no less 
than 3,695 persons are returned as making no reli­
gious profession of any kind, intimating his opinion 
tlint this large number of persons are really of no re­
ligion. He might well blush lor the Talbot District 
if this were true ; but at present we do not thiuk 
that it is. Our cotemporary is no doubt aware of 
the strong feeling existing in this part of the Prov­
ince relative to the appropriation of tho Clergy 
Reserves, to the R,-clones, and every form of Gov­
ernment allowances to relicious denominations.

The opinion is gathering strength every day, that 
the Government have no right to interfere in any 
way with tlio religions opinions of the people ; the 
recent demonstration on the part of the Cungrega- 
tionalists, Baptists, the United Presbyterian Chutx-li 
Synod ; Kpiscop.il Methodists, and New Connexion 
Methodists, prove this. We also take the fact that 
our cotemporary lias supplied us with, that no less 
than 3,695 persons in the Talbot District are ret urn- 
mi as of no creed, a» n refusal to be classified, on 
the part of some because they will not, and on the 
part of others, that they cannot ho properly classi­
fied to their own satisfaction ; though :n neither 
case are they of no religion. These poisons made 
the return themselves, anil it is not n*, unable to 
suppose lliat so great a numlier explicitly repudiate 
all religion. The census form, provided no heading 
for tho very scrupulous, or for such as objected to 
Government interference with religious denomina­
tions ; tho column headed no creed, or no denomi­
nation was their only place. Wo have met with 
persons in this District who have avowed having 
the reasons herein given so to report themselves ; 
and it must be admitted that such a return is one of 
the best methods that could be taken to make the 
question of appropriating the Clergy Reserve fund 
among tho people as represented by thoir religions 
denominations more difficult and embarrassing. If 
in the Talbot District, there are nearly nearly 4000 
pursues who cannot lie classed, with any religious de­
nomination, this number must be added to tho other 
denominations opposing government allowances to 
religioos deatitwinations ; andin relation to the Talbot 
District, as the census shows," there will be an im­
mense majority of the population on this side of the 
question. We would recommend our cotemporary 
to examine tho returns carefully, and he would see 
what -sort of persons they wore who had thus re­
ported them selves ; either way, it is a question of 
some interest.

The Rev, Mr. Bollèrell, minister of the United 
Wesleyan and Canadian Wesleyan Methodist 
Church of this Town, preached for the . last lime 
here on Suuday 35th ; and it seems that on his de­
parture the Union only made last year is dissolved, 
so far as relates to this town. That portion of the 
Church which formerly belonged to the British 
Wesleyaus, as they were then termed, have declared 
for lay-tle'egation iutile government of their Church, 
.and have withdrawn their confidence front both the 
British and Canadian Conferences.

On Monthly last an application was made to tfie 
Mayor,and Council for tho temporary use of the. 
Tent a Half for Çie Sabbath services of the new 
community to be attached to the New Connexion 
Methodist Church. The application was granted. 
The Rev. Mr. Çrofta, of Toronto, is expected 
here in a few dsyr. .

They who have counted 
of the French Republic, and that free Representa­
tive principles had taken root in the hearts of the 
French people, will read our present number 
with feelings of ns much disappointment as those 
we ourselves experience in recording another 
instance of the extraordinary versatility of our 
neighbors. A re-action has taken place in Paris, 
—a spontaneous revulsion of opinion has shewn 
itself in some of the Province» : but it is a re-ac­
tion not tending to ultra-republicanism, or even to 
monarchy, but m favor of imperial despotism, and 
personified in one of its most flagrant forms, the 
twice before rejected Pretender to the throne of 
France—Louie Napoleon Bonaparte.

Among the people it cannot be concealed that 
there is a mo bid fueling in favor of the Bona­
parte», whHfi, time has not extinguished. A body 
of National Guards set ofl" to Bologne instantly, 
in order, it is supposed, to welcome Louis Napo­
leon to the shores of Franca. They even were 
going on board a vessel, on pretence of a sea ex- 
cursion, but the Mayor put a stop to their pro­
ceedings. In spite of the vote of the National 
Assembly, the people declare that Louis Napoleon 
shall take his scat. No doubt gold has been cir­
culated about among the populace to a great ex­
tent. But ifthe National Assembly falter in their 
allegiance, what hope can be entertained of the 
regular troops remaining firm.

It is indeed a cri ical moment for the Republic. 
Lamarti-e is a man of pence, wholly unable to 
cope with an emergency like this. We look to 
Cavuignac is almost the only man who can save 
France from anarchy.

Such was the position of aflfiirs in Paris on 
Tuesday. The excitement of the people in favor 
of Louis Napoleon was increasing hourly. Bar­
ricades were even attempted, ana it was onlv by 
the overwhelming force of the military in cverv 
pait of the city, that a general conflict was avoid­
ed Our readers will scarcely bo prepared to hear 
after all this, that on the evening of Tuesday, the 
National Assembly bV a large majority, stultified 
their vote of the previous day, when they con­
firmed the exile of Louis Napoleon, and now re­
voked it, and declared that he should be admitted 
os a member of the National Assembly.

Ledrv Roli.in opposed this proceeding ; but 
the majority prevailed, and thus the door is open 
(or a cii il war. It is said that Lcdru Rollin im­
mediately resigned, and that Lamartine would fol­
low his example. But who can tell one hour bcfoie 
another what will happen next? It is said that a j 
triumvirate of Mnrrast, Biilnuit, and Cavaignac, t 
is being formed, but this is merely a conjecture. ! 
It plainly appears that the Paris mob is still ttbso-1 
lute by it? indirect pressure on the Assembly, | 
and that its tendencies arc ret Republican but to- 
w ards despotism. At Artiennes, a proclamation | 
has been issued, calling upon the people to rush , 
to arms, and to place Louis Napoleon upon the 
throne.

However, before it come* to that, there will be 
a struggle for supremacy between the Legitimists 
and the Bonapartiste. Thiers, Odillon, Barrot, 
Berger, and Davergior do Heuranne voted in 
favour of Louis Napoleon. On Wednesday Paris 
was quiet—the people had triumphed.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY.
SPEECH OF M. P. BONAPARTE.

The President took the chair on the 11th inst. 
After the reading of the procès cerbat, the Pre­
sident Mid that M. Bonaparte had asked permis­
sion to speak.

M. P. Bonaparte—Citizens. I am much agi- 
tated and annoyed to mount this tribune lo bring 
before you a name. I only expected here to he 
called on to speak on principles. There is a I 
name which has been in every mouth—that of 
Prince Louis Napoleon Bonaparte. 1 am his re­
lation, his friend, but I declare here that I am 
wholly a stranger to the previous proceedings of 
my cousin. I am here tt representative of the 
people I shôuid despise certain reports in the 
journals ; but these reports are become of stlch a 
nature that a citizen who possesses honor can no ; 
long,. keep silence. Whence come the e re- 
por-i ? 1 do not know. But what you all know
is, that there exists at this moment parties hostile | 
to the Republic. They arc composed of a 
small minority, and the least respectable of the 
country.

What then could he more probable—whntmore 
natural, than to see such a party make use of his 
name. Is that their reason for charging Louis 
Bonaparte with the ros|>onsibility of their acts ? 
You are aware that in the insurrection of the 
15th May, honorable men have been mixed up 
with those proceedings, who have only opposed 
contempt to the manœuvres of the factions. 
Think you not then that the citizen Louis Bona­
parte may be equally innocent of what may be 
done in his name Î This is a short statement 
of fact as regards my cousin. So soon as the 
Republic was proclaimed in London, he came to 
Faria publicly, and announced to the government 
his arrival in tjie capital.

At that moment things were unsettled ; the 
Provisional Government informed him positively 
I remember, that later it would not oppose his re­
sidence in France, but at that time, on account of 
the peculiar circumstances, they requested him to 
leave. The citizen Bonaparte did not require 
this to be repeated ; in 24 hours he returned to 
London, and is a complete stranger to nH that has 
been done in his name. He decidedly refused 
several candidoteships- New elections took 
place ; 1 do not know of my cousin being propo­
sed. If I had known it, 1 con less I should have 
voted for liim.

His election has been unexpected : it has sur­
prised everybody even Louis Bonaparte himself. 
A thousand reports were immediately circulated. 
Since he has been named in several departments, 
there must have been a conspiracy : on this 
theme a thousand statements have been hung.— 
u thousand absurdities, en Ji more ridiculous than 
tiie other, have been set afloat—the government 
know what course it should take. Amongst those 
reports there is one which, beyond all others, has 
excited mv sorro-v ; they have dared to say that 
foreign powers have contributed money, and that 
the money passed through the hands of Louis Bo­
naparte. Never was so infamous a statement 
hazarded.

Do not then allow so odious a supposition to rest 
on so illustrious and venekated a name. If Prince 
Louis is guilty I will be the first to accuse him ; 
but if innocent, away with these alarmed reports. 
On going yesterday evening to the Minister of 
the Interior and the Prefect of Police, to speak

to them on the subject. The latter replied to me, 
“ Your Cousin is altogether a stranger to what 
has passed, ns we believe ; and as fur you, your 
name has not been mentioned. I was at the 
council of the government to-day, and I can as­
sure you that nothing has been done against your 
relative.” Reassured by these words, I was as­
tonished when some of my friends informed me 
to-day that a law was intended to be passed 
against my cousin. I now demand of the govern- 
ment an explanation to this.”

M. Flocon, Minister of Commerce, objected 
that the question was not in order.

The order of the day was the called for.
On the 12th, a scene of great interest and ex­

citement occurred in the National Assembly. 
The order of the day was a bill for opening a 
credit of 15,000 francs a month for the use of go- 
vernment, and 75,000 francs for secret service 
money. This brought out an attack on the go­
vernment, by M. Sernistrea, who declared that 
the Executive powsr had totally failed in the ne­
cessary energy for the conduct of public affairs.

This attack brought Lamartine upon the tri­
bune, and tho following scone occurred :

M. Lamartine mounted the tribune ; ho ap­
peared much moved, and looked very pale. 
Passing by the question in deliberation, he applied 
himself at once to the defence of the administra­
tion. He explained why and wherefore the go­
vernment had considered it its duty to proclaim a 
Republic ; but the Republic they wished was a 
Republic of order. M. Lamartine pronounced 
this word with emphtsis. At this moment ho was 
unable to conceal his emotion, and was requested 
to rest for a moment. When be resumed his 
countenance was more downcast than before, and 
just then were rumors that shots had been fired, 
and that an officer of the National Guards had 
been seriously wounded.

M. Lamartine himself announced the déplora- 
blc event, and then said that three sTiots had 
been fired at C. Thomas the commander of the 
National Guard. Then the cry of “Vive le 
Fmpcror Napoleon !’’ responded to by cries of 
“ V ive la Republique ! but no proscription ! cried 
M. Arabito. Considerable agitation prevailed in 
the hall. (One ol" the National Guard had recei 
ved a shot in the stomach, and blood was seen to 
flow.) 1 am obliged, said Lamartine, with consi­
derable emotion, to interrupt- the speech which I 
proposed addressing to the Assembly, in order to 
submit a decree which ought immediately to be 
passed in order to stop the movement at present 
going on.

A member : Let us vote by acclamation.— 
(Cries of yes, yes.)

The greatest agitation arose here.
M. Lamartine : I have it hero drawn up on 

the ins tant. It declared that, considering peace 
had been troubled, and civil war had been com- 
n.i need though perhaps involuntary, by Louis 
Napoleon Bonaparte, and that he had already 
twice made attempts for bis own personal ambi­
tion, considering the Executive Committee couid 
nut take the responsibility of the disturbances 
that the bill of 1810 against tho Bonaparte I 
family shall remain in full force against Louis 
Napoleon Bonaparte.—(Tremendous applause.)) 
Tho whole assembly arose with shouts of “ Viva 
la République !”

[This appea-sto have been rega-ded equivalent 
to a vote in favour of the decree for the expul­
sion of the Bonaparte family ; though the ne 
count is bv no means eiear. This v. :o however, 
it will be seen hy the next day's proceeding-, was 
in effect stultified bv n vote to allow Louis to take 
his seat in the assembly on certain conditions.]

M. Lamartine thon addressed the Chamber on 
the enormity of the act jujÿ attempted outside.

M. Pierre Bonaparte ascended tho tribune and 
said : Every one who bears my name will be 
deeply afflicted at what has just taken place.— 
Shame on those who have cried, while shedding 
blood. “ Vive l’Empereur Napoleon,”—the Em 
peror w ho to avoid civil war, sacrificed himself, 
in 1815, and his family. For my part, I cannot 
suppose that any suspicions can reach me.— 
(Cries of no, no.) At the first cry of liberty, I 
hastened from my exile and swore allegiance to 
the Republic : and never can I entertain anv 
other convictions than what I feci at this moment. 
The time for trials may arrive, and those trials arc 
the touchstone of patriotism. 1 shall know how 
to combat with reactionists. I shall be found in 
the first rank of the defenders ol" the Republic 
Lilterty has always been mv idol, and 1 would 
rather die than see it infringed upon. ( Long and 
continued applause.

M. Napoleon Bonaparte applauded with oil his 
heart the words which had just been uttered 
by his relative, and which had been so well re­
ceived by the Assembly : but he appealed to their 
reason at such a terrible moment. M. Lamartine 
has, he said, eloquently told von that the horrible 
crime which he has denounced to us was com­
mitted under the sanction of a name which has 
ever been accused of fomenting discord, and it is 
under the feeling of execration against such an 
odious attempt that he has proposed to you a bill 
of proscription. (Agitation ) I should be sorrv 
to sn) anything to excite you in any way, but 1 
consider it mv duty to protest against a decree in­
spired by a crime to which he whom it is intended 
to proscribe is a stranger.

The Minister of Commerce observed that tire 
decree was prepared beforehand,and M. Napoleon 
Bonaparte lose aud said, “ VVhal a moment then 
have you chosen to present it ! It will be 
enough for any wretches to make use of a name 
to cover their criminal designs ! The Empire ! 
who wishes for it 1 It is a chimerical notion : it 
will remain as a great epoch in history, but never 
can be revived. (Agitation.) 1 conclude by pro­
testing against the connection which M. Lamar­
tine appears to establish between this crime and 
the name of my relative,"

M. D’Aelswnrd, amidst loud cries of “ Enough, 
Enough,” strongly attacked the policy of the 
Government, and referring to its conduct on the 
loth of May, declared that it was perfectly pow­
erless to carry out tho pians which it had an­
nounced it had adopted. No one, however, could 
believe in the sincerity of its statements. After 
having been several times (railed to order by the 
President, tho honorable deputy concluded his 
speech by declaring that lie would vote against 
the hill

The sitting was opened by a speech reed by 
Cardinal Altiert, in the name of the Pope, stating 
that his Holiness rejoiced at his having,succeeded 
in introducing into his slates the political reforms 
demanded by'the times ; that the attention of tbs 
Legislative Assemblies would be directed to the 
state the laws and administration of the Papal 
territory, and to the difficulties of the exchequer. 
The laws promised by the fundamental statute 
would likewise be presented. The titling» were 
then declared to be opened.

The Milan Gazette of the 6th publishes a bul­
letin of the 8th, that the Austrians bad sent 
troops to Leguago. Another body had been di­
rected upon Marostica. Gen. Durengo bad sent 
a strong vanguard to Tiene, and another to Nove, 
on the right bank of the Brent», aa also the first 
Roman legion fnm Padua to Vioersa. The Aus­
trians had ordered lodgings for 6000 man at Mon- 
tognana. From the 23a to the 30th May the 
Alps had been attacked at nine different points by 
forces amounting in all to 8006 men. sed they 
had been every where repulsed, with a loss dt 600 
men and 234 prisoners.

Thu head quarters of the Piedmontese are at 
Peschiera. Several divisions of Piedmooteee 
have moved toward Villafranca, and others I# the 
heights of the left bank of the Lake of Garde. 
Charles A.bcrt has made many promotions in the 
army.

The Epoca of Rome, of the 4th, states from 
Naples, that the Ministers had presented s pro­
gramme to the King and their resignation in case 
he should not accept it. The condition» were :

The dismissal of the Swiss ; the reorganisation 
as before, of the National Guards : the conven­
tion of the Chambers with the same deputies : 
and complete oblivion of the past. A thousand 
Sicilians, the vanguard of 6000 more, had entered 
Calabria. Lerce, Potenzo, Cosenza, and Te.-amo 
had already constituted their provisional govern- 
governmenta.

II Contemporaneo says that the news of the 
fall of Perchiera arrived in Como on the 4th June 
and caused great rejoicing. Two companies of 
carbineers are immediately to be raised and sent 
to the theatre of war.

The t wo councils, 
under the presidency of Montage or MazsreMi, bj 
slated hy the Vice Presidents, Prince Odcscatcbi 
and Count Pasolini, assembled at 8 A M.

LATER FROM LONDON AND PARIS.
Serious demonstrations upprehended in favor of 

Louis Napoleon. Troops relumed and were con­
fined to the barracks, accoutred at a moment's 
notice. The National Guards were privately 
summoned to be held ig readiness. This feeling 
arose out of a letter to .lie President of the Na­
tional Assembly, from Prince Louis Napoleon 
Bona pa i te read last Thursday evening. He 
states that if the people inposvd duties upon him 
he would kv.ow how to perform then : this ex­
pression being interpreted to mean readiness to 
put himself at the head of the Slates.

It provoked the utmost indignation, the letter 
was referred to a committee, and the result would 
he brought up to morrow. The banishment of 
tin- Prince, wai expected to be pronounced, it was 
femed that an insurrection in his favor would 
follow.

Prince Lnui« Napoleon has written the Presi­
dent, resigned his seat in the National Assembly. 
The announcement, was.received vt ith ucclnma- 
liona. Paris is quiet.

Tim STUDY OP POLITICS.

That something must be done to still the uni­
vers il commotion that agitates the whole of so­
ciety is universally acknowledged. The elements 
of exclu munt are perceptible in every fibre of our 
soci.1 existence. The aristocracy and the demo­
cracy, the rich and the poor, the woiking and the 
idle portion of society, all acknowledge this.— 
But t! '• man litis not yet arisen who is to still this 
surging tide, and, guiding it by some great leading 
measu.e into a tranquil flow, purge it of its fer­
menting quality. That there are great and good 
men anxious and endeavouring to solve the prob­
lem is evident. Never was there more active 
philanthropliy displayed bv many of the rich to 
the poor and rto the unhappy. The list of socie- 
ties established to promote such objects would fill 
a small volume. Societies for bettering the condi­
tion r,f the poor, for improving their education, to 
help them in finny ways to better houses, to bet­
ter food, to open the way to colomal if they can­
not have home comforts. There is no end to the 
hospitals and public sube'ciiptions of all kinds.— 
And yet, with all this active benevolence, Lord 
Ashley lays open to us, this very week, such 
scenes of degradation, misery, and crime, as lead 
one to infer thnt the savage of the interior of Af­
rica is after oil butler off than large masses of our 
fellow-countrymen, iclcd over by Christian legis­
lators and administered to by the united genius 
and science of the whole world. Surely such 
strange contradictions i-hould give us pause. So 
much benevolence and so much misery is a prob­
lem to be deeply studied, by the politician who 
regards the welfare of the State, by the good man 
who sympathises with his fellow creature. For 
our part, we have long pondered on the anomalies 
of our social state, and believe that the evils thus 
sought to be remedied by indivklvals and indivi­
dual institutions can only be remedied by an earn­
est application to the science of society. That it 
is desirable thnt nil these various good and clever 
person», so fur from making it a principle that 
politics shall not form a portion of their delibera­
tion» or diàcus.’ioqs, should make them their prin­
cipal subject. The ntebe topical application of 
remedies to the various sores of the body corpo­
rate U of comparatively1 little u.-e. The whole 
system requires correction, and the great philan- 
tiirophyiN well as the highest wisdom will be best 
employed in seeking for remedies that shall purge 
anti purify it to its pristine health, A more nw- 
chevious dextrine has never been broached than 
tliht it is dungerous and injurious to inculcate tho 
study of politics. The iirh hflVc preached it to 
the poor from fear, and the middle classes ha? i 
encouraged it, becaruro they feared politics would 
bring tin to it to nnb.çnnbm wi h their rich eus 
tenters. The labouring poor have been scurvily 
treated in the matter altogether. They wete for 
a long time told that they hud nothing to do with 
polities whatever ; they were nut of the b< dy 
corporate ; which could only treat with those who 
bad more 'than Immunity to recommend them :
accumulated labour in the shape of property.__
This doctrine wns cairicd with à “high hand” 
until education began to manifest its stiraul ting 
power ; and then, when capital and property 
began to be alarmed at the ignorant simplicities 
as to equality and rights uttered hy intclligenoies 
awakening to the action" of thinking, societies 
were hitsn-J and rncerr were token to cram them
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wUà Un knowledge. Wuà «eurious reSgion,
• should beget a hase, not «noble, obe&tioc to 
aithoritr however derived or mainuioed—with 
false y critical economy that ehwdd rceowetfe them 
to their serfdom—with false morality that should 
bewilder their energies. Bet of such sowing 
whs*way has come? A Babel confusion as to 
the ectewie of politics, doubt and jealousy of the 
richtflaeeea, and fierce demands for impossibilities. 
Wre dragons’ teeth are earning up thickly, and 
brutal speeches are heard on all sides, frightening 
the better sort but animating the worse And 
•whence arise these various errors and evils ? from 
the want of Sincerity of Justice. That which has 
been taught from fear and cunning ti< felt to be a 
■lie ; there has been ee truth in the giver «if the 
knowledge, wad coneequendy no faith in the re­
ceiver. The different classes have been receding 
from each ether, sad the false cement used to en­
deavour ta ill up the gap has been found to be 
•mud and not mortar. There is no power of ad- 
besioa ; nothing to hind, but everything to w-pn 
rate. This falsehood has penetrated oil classes ; 
the aristocracy have cried up the Church, that 
the Cbnreh might cry up blind obedience to riders, 
the middle classes have cried up freedom and re 
form, that they might relieve their own over 
w He Inring burden*; and the labouring classes 
are now denouncing all above them as remorse 
lose vampires and demons, only to be got rid ef by 
the sseassin’s knife and the total revulsion ef so- 
•ciety, Had each class acted honestly, had each 
regarded the other's rights as full v as its own 
truth would have predominated. The science 
palflÉes would have advanced, and from the prxn 
ciple of justice would have arisen a system which 
il has wnnly been sought to establish by a course 
of gross selfishness.

From the neglect of the study of politics comes 
demagogism, violence, and error of all kind. The 
masses are a prey to the active exertions of any 
crafty set of men, and taught politics for the oc­
casion by travelling free-traders, or of wander­
ing Chartists, they imbibe any doctrine that a 
facile-tongue, or a lively fancy, united to a false 
energy, can impose ou them. Nor is it, as we 
hare said, the poor and vulgar that are thus led 
astray. The rich vulgar are eqnally misled.— 
Exeter Hall collects crowds who expend their 
aymysthie* and exertions on impossible reforms of 
African slaves, Chinese women, or savages doom­
ed by circumstances to be obliterated. Or if 
they do come nearer home, expend in mere em­
pirical remedies those energies and means which, 
if duly directed to political and social science, 
would net only cure the present, but prevent the 
ffttore evil. Thcv, too, are ignorant of politics, 
nnd indeed boastfully state that they avoid them. 
It is certainly strange that the doctrines of a sci­
ence, above all important to individuals, should 
beyond all others be most received on mere hear­
say, Be made beyond all else a matter ef mere 
sympathy and personal connection, dependent on 
chance opinion, and ignorant surmise. And fore­
most among the offenders in this mode arc Gov­
ernments, whose mean fear induces them to place 
every restriction upon the dissemination of such 
knowledge. Placing all kinds of impositions upon 
■k, in the shape of stamps on every copy, duty on 
every advertisement, and twenty per cent, on 
every sheet of paper. When Lord Civstlerengh 
burdened the press with numerous other restric­
tions and iropjdiments, he considered lie was 
strangling infant derosgogisin in its cradle ; but 
what is the result ? A serpent of enormous fold 
has issued forth ; and the present Governmcnt.no 
more enlightened than that which it so reviled, 
has passed this session only one act touching dir­
ect politics, and that is vilely stringent. It is 
found impossible to repress politics in some shape; 
it is found that the science of society and govern­
ment is as little understood as ever. Whilst the 
will and temper of myriads are being inflamed by 
•every circumstance of the age, it is surely time 
that all parties, liigh and low, rich and poor, 
learned md unlearned, should turn themselves to 
the study of this science, which is the birthright 
of freemen, and should be the severest duty of 
every honest citizen to acquire jus’ly, and promul­
gate fearlessly. Until this is dune what can we 
expect but. the inevitable results of ignorance and 
inflammation : violence, injustice, and misery.— 
The great, the pressing emergency of the time, 
its complicated and extraordinary circumstances, 
demand that every intelligent mind should set it­
self earnestly and seriously to the study of poli­
tics, and of those duties which every one entitled 
to the suffrage must be expected to perform.— 
It is alike the office of the Employer and Em­
ployed to mutually investigate the subject, that 
they may work in unison, and be prepared when 
the time is ripe to adopt principles evolved by 
earnest thought out of sound moral feelings;

■tore it in -*■ what would he be doing with a 
bam 1 He shocks it with his own hand, and loads 
it too, and sees it carried frrrro his own door to 
feed and enrich people abroad, while he and his, 
for the want of it, die by inches at home.

ties which it has ripened between antagonistic 
classes will speedily die away. Human nature 
and experience forbid re to indulge suck a hope.

What, then, is to be done l Many things— 
not one singly. *or at one moment. It would be 
infantine to talk of one or two Legislative 
measures curing a chronic malady with such 
symptoms and of such long standing. To talk 
of extension of the suffrage and abrogation of the 
qualification clause as palliatives for tumultuous 
outbreaks—or of universal suffrage as the pre­
ventive of social disorder—would be childishness 
unworthy of any English brain#. We ourselves 
are for amending and extending the suffrage ; but 
we have not suen faith in our own specific as to 
think it would soothe the tempera, control the 
actions, or influence the diameters of such men 
as the Chartists of Clerkenwel) or Bradford. Let 
the Government and Parliament look the evil 
straight in the face. There is, indeed, much af­
fectation of grievance : but there is also much 
real, palpable grievance, just now. There are 
thousands and tens of thousands of men out of 
employ. They are literally starving. Their 
families starve with thsm. ft is no wonder they 
are discontented. Even very honest and very 
lovai men ore worked upon to madness by want 
of work and .wage. It eats into their hearts and 
overturns their reason. Their judgment ami their 
integrity are not proof against the grim and gaunt 
irruption of famine into their homes. There are 
others besides these who are not without work or 
wages ; who are well paid, well fed, and well 
dressed, but who nrc equally discontented. 
Their grievances ore sontimentti ones ; their 
purpose a dishonest purpose. The real, however, 
combine with the fictitious ; the expression» of a 
desperate earnestness chime in with the mendicant 
wails of vanity, petulance, and presumption.— 
This constitutes Chartism in the aggregate, as it 
arrays itself against authority, against property 
nnd against order. This is the Chartism which 
parades the streets with bludgeons, makes pikes, 
and preaches “ private assassination.”

What is to be done ? Clearly, separate the 
constituent parts of Chartism. Seg egate the good 
from the bail, the honest from the dishonest, the 
sufferer from the simulator. To effect this, Gov­
ernment must show itself in earnest in doing all 
it can to promote the social welfare, of Vie suffer­
ers. We are not such dolts as to expect the 
Government to find work and pay wages to the 
unemployed, to clothe the naked and feed the 
hungry, directly. But Gover.intent can do some 
tilings which tend to these results. Government 
ran foster and promote those two g-ent resources 
of civil wealth and power—Education and Emi­
gration. Government can educate the people 
more than they have ever been educated. Edu­
cation will give knowledge, knowledge prudence, 
prudence economy, and economy will often pro­
duce competence. Emigration, more largely as­
sisted than it ever has been, will not only clear 
our crowded streets and workshops of the com­
peting industry which pants for the denied task 
hero, but will also create abroad new branches of 
employment for that which remains at home. All 
these remedies are necessarily Sflow. All sure 
and valuable remedies always are so. But let 
Government nnd Parliament show their readiness 
nnd willingness to give their minds and their 
time to the task, then, we undertake to say those 
who form the really dangerous portion of the 
Chartists—viz., the suffering and the unemployed 
—will be withdrawn from the cause of confusion 
to that of order ; whilst it will be reserved for 
their more designing and violent associates, not 
only to draw down a merited punishment on 
themselves, but also to throw back every move­
ment in the way of liberal legislation, and to re­
tard all political as well os all social progress for

The ‘ Globe's” Sympathies.

At the dawn of this year of slavery, ’48, we 
found ourselves in the midst of all the symptoms 
of the worst stage of the disease of dependence, 
rags, starvation, Emigration, bankruptcies, poverty 
of spirit and of purse, dissensions and despair. 
The symptoms have since January not decreased ; 
but the hopes of a speedy change have at last be­
come certainties. Dissension is dead ; despair 
has spread “ its wings so wide,” and flitted away 
from between us and the sun ; the spirit of the 
country has risen from its sick bed, and drank in 
new life from the records of the continental strug­
gles. All men fool that the time draws near which 
shall try the .souls and sinews of Irishmen in a 
last struggle for life and land ; and the gravity of 
this conviction pervades the acts of every one 
who has the heart to feel it.

As we are now, the land and its inhabitants 
form the wildest contrast. From the fern on the 
tonsured hill-iops to the sea-pinks nnd bent at the 
feet of the rocks of the sea, the land is all ver 
dure and abundance. The alleys of trees keep 
out the shafts of the sun at noon ; the green 
hedges turn out their linings of all-flagrant blos­
soms ; the birds sing, day and night, in matin 
and vesper hymns, their thankfulness to God for 
all this abundance of beauty and of promise. But 
the people —the people who inhabit this land ! 
they walk this beautiful cemetry like escaped ske­
letons—like soinnabulists of the grave ; they live, 
or wither rather, as if they knew not the arts of 
life ; they turn their hopeless eyes on the soil as 
if they saw no virtue in it If a fancy ever arises 
in their minds that they shall eat the corn that 
their hands have planted and their sweat watered, 
they sigh rod shake their heads misgivjngly 
They send no songs morning nor evening to hea­
ven, for the days that pass over them are days of 
doubt and dread ; their faces do not smile back 
the smile of nature; they neither linger in the 
shade nor loiter in the sun ; they are not free 
even of the elements ; they labour without hope 
and repose without pleasure. The shadow of 
death or exile is deep this day upon the once 
merry home of a million Irish peasants ; for they 
haye said in their hearts this growing harvest 
which a good Go ! hath sent, is not for us. Four 
months hence rod it will be cut down rod carried 
beyond the sea, and we shall not have ao much 
left as Ruth gleaned rn the field of Boaz. Then 
yfHt come the winter of the poor—the howling of 
winds and of widows—.he lean congregation and

liah feeling is still strong against the use of the | vcars- 
knife, the dagger, and the poison bowl. Men 
will do and say strange things in the heat of poli­
tical excitement. They will also applaud wild 
and far-fetched propositions under tho same cir-1 
cumslances. But, still, making every allowance 
for the enthusiasm of mobs and the zeal of demo- 
crcts, the gentry who meet at Clerkenwell-green 
are many degrees ahead of the popular feeling in 
their recommendation of se 'ret murder.

We ought not to be ungrateful for the scenes of 
the last day or two. They show clearly what is 
the will nnd want of a largo class, whom some 
sage politicians have professed to pooh-pooh, and 
others ventured to encourage. *• Why attempt to 
put down Chartism. 1 Why essay the suppression 
of opinion 1" Such was the question put with 
some indignation a few weeks ago by the enemies 
of the Government Security Bill. “ The Char­
tists had a right to their opinions as much hs any 
other m-n ; and to put them down is unjust, un­
constitutional, nnd tyrannical.'1^ Such was the 
argument, very properly disregarded by Parlia­
ment and the Government. The event has 
shown its worth. It was not “ opinion” that was 
to be put down. It was action, and action of the 
most violent, tho most lawless, and the most san­
guinary kind. Bradford and its neighbourhood 
have keen within an ace of falling into the banda 
of a revolutionary crew.

Let us do the Chartists justice. If fighting 
with “ pluck” against special constables and po­
lice could make a revolution, those who fought at 
Bradford ought to have succeeded. If desperate 
resistance and desperate onslaughts could over­
turn the established state of things, the men of 
Bradford might have figured now as Ledru- 
Roluns and Alberts (owners). But they for 
get the odds against which they had to contend.
They forgot that no English mob had t ver yet 
contended successfully against English soldiers ; 
and they were but a mob. They forgot, too, 
that they had to fight it out with a middle class 
differently composed from the Garde Nationale ; 
not with gross épiciers and trlqiming negotiants, 
but with men of English pith and English pluck. 
They forgot, too, that they were pitted against the 
intelligence and the love of order which are to be 
found in all classes in England. With the sym­
pathy of their own and the middle classes, they 
might have stood up longer—perhaps successfully 
—against the bodr of soldiers which was opposed 
to them : but without that sympathy, and without 
that consciousness of a right cause which is the 
basis of all general sympathy, they were scattered, 
as every other mob will be scattered, by the 
troopers, like dust before the wind.

So far they are beaten. Order and law are 
vindicated at the expense of sortie score broken 
heads and limbs. But is this the be all and the 
end-all here I We cannot expect this. The no 
tore of things forbids us to expect IL It has been 
a failure. But who had guessed at the attempt t 
It was a failure, but of such an effort as would in 
some countries of Europe have made a revolution.

FRENCH AFFAIRS.
The following extract from a Paris letter.making 

some curious revelations, has been placed at out 
disposal by the gentleman to whom it was ad­
dressed, u Parisian, at present residing in New 
Yo, k.

“ Hero we are. at the 16th of June, and the 
serious events I have heretofore predicted for 
vou have not yet taken place. The crisis is de­
ferred, but it is none the le*s inevitable. To put 
you in condition for judging correctly I must first 
explain to you the general situation of panics.— 
Tne Executive Committee has lost all popularity, 
but Messrs. Lamartine and Ledru Itollin, who 
are more than ever linked together in feeling and 
policy, do not seem to give themselves much 
concern on this account. 1 have already told you 
that they were not strangers to the affair of May 
15 ; now I feci confident that before long they 
will take their stand openly beside the prisoners 
of Vincennes, these becoming once more leaders
of the multitude.

“ The moderate party has for chiefs M. Matrast, 
of the National, and General Cavaignac—the lat­
ter by far the most capable and energetic of the 
republican bourgeoise. I shall not be surprised 
if he shall yet be found to conceal, under a fair 
outside, a most profound ambition, and I am per­
suaded that he will be called to take a conspicuous 
part in the complicated and sanguinary game 
which is yet to be played out

“ Henry V. has for supporters the priests, who 
arc strixing more vigorously than ever to work on 
the ignorance and superstition of the lower classes 
and who. to this end, put in circulation the gross­
est and most incredible inventions. The Prince, 
however, has not the slightest chance, and it 
needs all the blindness and folly of the Faubourg 
St. Germain to believe iu the possible resurrection 
of monarchy by right divine.

“ Louis Napoleon was expected here to-day, 
but it is not probable that he will appear until 
the decisive moment- If he had anv reasonable 
share of talent he would be ruler of France in 
fifteen days.

“ The Prince de Joinville keeps himself cau­
tiously in the background, but the two ablest and 
most formidable men of the day are actively at 
work in his favour ; Emile de Girandin and Theirs 
are busily engaged in organizing a military 
power in support of their candidate, and every 
thing is to be feared from these two sworn and 
deadly enemies of the revolution of February.

“ As for the • red republicans,' they are strong 
as ever. Their clubs may be dissolved, their 
leaders may be sent to Vincennes, but their 
strength is neither destroyed nor diminished.— 
The leaders, although in prison, still keep up their 
daily communications with Paris, and direct the 
movements of their followers or partisans to an 
end which they may attain before long. The 
hour of conflict is certain, though it may be de­
layed. To which party victory will belong it 
would not be easy to fortell ; all depends on the 
regular army, and on the first strategic movement 
directed by General Cavaignac. What is not to 
be doubted is that a decisive crisis ia before us 
in lees than a month, probably, I shall have to ae 
quaint you with the first sanguinary episode, per­
haps with the final issue.—New York Commer­
cial Adrcrtiser.

The Mirror is right in his opposition to what he 
calls the « defunct humbug,” alluding to the laat 
number of the Banner and Its last article on Ireland 
We regret that the Mirror's oriticisms are too le. g 
for insertion, or we should be glad to copy the whole.
But in some sense we think the Mirror is wrong, he 
places himself too much in the position of Falstaff 
in relation to the dead Hotspur, for which there is 
no necessity, as by that he is exposed to the charge 
of attacking the dead, whilst the delicacy displayed 
on the occasion, might have been spared, and the 
same power brought to bear on the living. The 
Banner was the carcase, but .he spirit that animated 
h Ittill possesses the Globe. Ft is to the Editors of 
that journal we must turn ferXhe proper objects of 
attack ; and indeed, after all, they are attacked, but 
somewhat indirectly. The “ Globe'9 now takes a 
step in advance long anticipated by those who have 
watched his course ; he Is afraid, at present, to be 
a tory, he cannot be a radical, a genuine libera] 
from principle, and presumes to try to fill the place 
of the whig—a name unknown to Canada. With 
him, it is a substitute for a ministerial man-,_a gov­
ernment man, a vicar of Bray-man. He thinks he 
has taken his seat, and that he will be able to keep 
it. From this lefty seat, of course, he condemns 
republicanism, and pours out his vial of “ billings­
gate” against the Unintended scheme of rescuing 
John Mitchell, by the republicans of the United 
States. How freely flow his anathemas against acts 
that he knows will never be attempted ; the ideas 
of which he also knows were mere scum of the poli­
tical cauldron ; but it is a splendid opportunity for the 
Globe; he finds a lot of men in Buckram, and he bold­
ly lights them. In one thing, he succeeds, he im­
presses all genuine reformers with a full conviction 
that he is a time-server, a party-server of the most 
abj-ct character ; nnd that he has no political prin­
ciple but that of his bread and butter. Here his 
own principles are clearly exposed, the sympathy 
for John Mitchell thus condemned, had its origin in 
genuine sympathy for the liberal cause, an J hid the 
Globe any real sympathy of the kind, he could not 
have concealed it on this occasion. Let him con­
demn Mitchell’s infatuation if ho will, and we will 
join him ; but his sympathy and support is due to 
the cause of Reform and of the mass ef the people 
ill Ireland.

But his attack on John Mitchell, whilst it is so ad­
mirably exposed by tho Mirror is of a much graver 
character. In that, he shews how little he knows, | 
or how little he regards, what he may know of the 
history of Ireland.

We have been accused ourselves of sympathys­
ing with John Mitchell, and have lost a subscriber 
—a half dollar Colonel—forsooth! who was so 
shocked as we suppose, at our want of respect and 
subservience to red coats, bayonets, gunpowder, 
&c., that he actually paid the heavy load of precious 
metal then due, and stopped the paper.

Mi. Brown of the Globe, the boasted liberal, dared 
not give offence with truth ; he could not lose even 
a half-dollar Colonel subscriber, on the Mitchell ac­
count, to this moment the half-dollar Colonel would 
prefer the Globe to the Western Canadian, and to this 
moment they would use their influence to give him 
Ihe Commissariat advortisemenls in preference.— 
He is not a radical print—we can bear with him, 
but the Western Canadian we cannot bear with. 
Reformers of Middlesex, which will you do 7 Will 
you prefer the Globe that tickles the palates of the 
ultra Tories, or the Western Canadian that scorns to 
do it 7 Let us have your reply. If you prefer an 
independent paper, with not a scrap of Government 
advertisement in it—though from the amount of our 
circulation it be our right, yon will support us, and 
we will support you.

But to come to the matter of John Mitchell. 
What a fine opportunity for the Globe now that he 
thinks he has become a government organ, to in­
veigh against insubordination to constituted autho­
rities, and the wickedness of resorting to physical 
foroe. Were his remark* applied to England only, 
where there is less excuse for private organization, 
and more confidence placed in a demonstration of 
public opinion—the Globe might be borne with ; but 
in relation to Ireland, he is adrift altogether without 
pilot, helm or compass; he knows nothing xvhatever 
of the subject he presumes to treat upon ; ail that 
he knows is his desire it please in some quarters at 
the expense of life and liberty, and at the expense 
of liberal principle» ‘elsewhere. He dare not yet 
attack liberal principles in Canada ; but he thinks 
it safe to do so in relation to Ireland.

With regard to this unhappy country there are 
two parties in the contest for superiority—the British 
Government and the Irish people; we say the Irish 
people ; for if three fourths of them arc for self-gov-

I new bfeeding Ireland to death, and call, the suffer- | seam to such as the Globe, bat fa 
jugs of Ireland, a visitation of Providence. The 
tfirror is perfectly right in saying that there is no 
government in Ireland. A Government so called, 
virtually ceases to.be so for all the purposesl gov­
ernment from the moment that physical force is re­
sorted to. From the moment that one party seriously 
contemplates to use physical force—the relations of 
government and people are at an end ; th ey resolve 
into two political parties ; and both have equal right 
to make laws affecting each other, and equal right 
to resort to arms; or we should rather say are equally 
wrong in doing so. The Executive of a representa­
tive government has no more right to draw the 
sword ag&inst the people over whom it is placed 
than a collector of taxes has to shoot the man who 
refuses or neglects to pay ; both are delegated au­
thorities, and when they cannot accomplish the ob­
ject of their appointment, it ia their duty to report 
theiriuability—and resign their office.

But let us suppose the British Government and 
the disaffected people of Ireland to be somewhat in 
a similar position which, in all contests is only just 
and fair. The British Government have declared 
that whatever public opinion in Ireland may be as 
to the repeal of the union, they will resist it by force
of arms. This is the Government that the Globe 
supports, he does that in hie unqualified condem­
nation of the unfortunate victim Mitchell.

Now it puzzles us exceedingly to point out the 
difference, and therein to identify and fix the crime 
of treason on one party more than another, between 
Government with a minority threatening physical 
force, and a majority of the people threatening phy­
sical force.

The Mirror was right in Saying, that in regard to 
Ireland there is no Government. While the ques­
tion is in dispute, one party has no more claim to it 
than another; and therefore if it be treason in 
Mitchell -and others to contemplate war against 
the British Government by such missiles as broken 
glass ahd oil of vitriol, it is equally treason in the 
other party to contemplate war by the bayonet. The 
arsenals of the empire are only for the foes of the 
empire, and not for one party to use against an­
other in the same community.

But there is still a graver question, in the light of 
which the Globe is too insignificant for notice ; for 
he cannot enter deep enough into it.

For what is John Mitchell, a respectable citizen 
of Dublin, transported 7 Why made a felon by Act 
of Parliament i Why do his opponents glory in 
calling him the Convict ? There he goes in shame 
and degradation, extreme—prison clothing, prison 
diet, prison treatment. It’s the Convict Mitchell— 
that is all that is wanted—^degrade and insult ; go 
to the lowest note, and you will pleaso the Whig- 
Torry British Government ; for in this you will find 
very little difference between Whig and Tory ; but 
if there is any difference, tire comparison is in favour 
of the Tories—they are more candid-, more honora­
ble a thousand times than the Whigs. But the 
Globe glories in being a Whig just now, because 
being uppermost in England, he believes they will 
be uppermost in Canada. He was never more inis- 
aken. John Mitchell is made a felon and a 
convict by Act of Parliament. For what ? Simply 
for opposing the British Government, in relation 
to the Government of Ireland. Here is a great 
crime—ftlony ; and a great state of degradation— 
that of convict ; and his opponents gloat over these 
temporary triumphs. But if John Mitchell is a 
felon and a degraded convict, we beg that our op­
ponents, and the Globe if he Cam will explain to us 
tho difference between political offences and those 
of a graver character, both as regards the general 
laws of the social state, and those of deeper moral de­
linquency, such as murder. No more^ean be done to 
such delinquents than has been done to John 
Mitchell, and we ask—how are the people to dis­
tinguish between the guilt of opposing the British 
Government and the guilt of crime in general ? The 
one is punished with as much and even more seve­
rity than the other. Nearly all the murders in Ire­
land arise from the evils of the social system ; to 
stop these murders the only way is to cease severely 
punishing for political offences, and reserve severe 
punishment and extreme degradation, for the graver 
offence against Undisputed laws. But in the treat­
ment of Mitchell, the political offence ia deemed 
greater than anv other crime against either God or 
man. No wonder then that human life is sacrificed 
among the people ill their social and political 
disputes. There is, however, a distinction to be 
made between the crime of John Mitchell, as it was 
understood, and aimed at by the Government. In ils 
ommeneement it was simply that of political op­

position, which they were determined to put down ; 
but in its consummation it became felony, because 
the voice of the law had proclaimed it to he so.
John Mitchell was therefore guilty of designing and 
instigating bloodshed. But let it be remembered 
that the Government also has declared its intention 
to resist Repeal by force of arms. Let condemna­
tion he dealt out fuirly then to belli,—as much to 
the Government as to John Mitchell.

But we have something to say against Mitchell,
;ts well as for him. Perhaps he thought that the 
majority of the people were with him, and were 
ready to pelt brick bats, pour down oil of vitriol, 
and throw glass bottles oil the assailing troops.
He has now been doubtless undeceived. The 
strength of an opposition to Government properly 
consists in arraying public opinion, not physical 
force on their side. In no sense is the Scripture 
more true than “ he that taketh the sword shall pe­
rish by the sword.” Physical force is the great 
enemy of Reform ; and we have the evidence of all 
history in our favoer on this assertion. And why 
does not the Globe come out boldly with the truth 
for a remedy for Irish grievances, instead of direct­
ing the hopes of the people to legislation in the Im­
perial Parliament, from which there is not the 
slightest hope of any concession worth having.
Dare the Globe say, that when a Government fails 
to govern a country without resorting to arms 
against a majority of the people, that that Govern­
ment ought to surrender its power to the people.
This, in the case of Ireland, would be to grant Re­
peal, which, whether when yielded it would ruin 
it or not, is, on Reform principles, the only just 
course.

With respect to the attack of the Globe on the 
Republican institutions of the United States, he 
may not approve of them ; but the best he can do 
ia to leave them alone ; their establishment is 
founded on the choice of the people, which is one 
of the essential principles of the liberal party. But 
his object is evident—he must please the Tories o f 
Canada, after all his past abuse of them ; he most 
carefully impress on them his abhorrence of Re -

A Visit to Mr. Robert Wilson's School
The new system of teaching, as practised at the 

Normal School, Toronto, has now been in operation 
in the Common School No. 2, of this town, about 
six weeks.

We were highly gratified by a visit which we 
paid to it last week, in company with the Trustees. 
“A tree is known by its fruit,” and we have no 
hesitation in pronouncing this system, after what we 
witnessed of its efiects, to be the most period sys­
tem of elementary education we have yet seen, 
and we have seen a few.

The present number of pupils is aliout sixty, from 
5 to 12 years of age. The master stands at the 
head of the School on a raised Dais, with an artist's 
Atelier by his side. When we entered, the scholars 
were taking a lesson in writing ; a large board, with 
diagonal and horizontal lines stood upon the atelier ; 
a word was chalked upon it within the lines. The 
pupils copied, and were then examined orally as to 
the necessary length, breadth, he., of every letter, 
and it is obvious how uniform must he the style 
thus acquired. The Writing Board having been 
taken down, was replaced by a Drawing Board, 
upon which was drawn one of tho handsome modern 
designs for a tea-pot, but this being an art requiring 
long practice of the eye ami hand, the performances 
were leas equal. Then came the lessons in Ge­
ography, in which the pupils exhibited an aston­
ishing proficiency, and appeared to take great inte­
rest in it. Tho master placed a, large map of Eu­
rope upon the Atelier ; then taking a wand, and 
pointing to it, enquired — ‘‘Who’ll take a run 
over Europe with1 me ?” “ I will—I will,” pro­
ceeded from cfjf bauds. • A little fellow, appa­
rently ahogj^i’ven years of age, was selected, and 
n\xa>-4tfey went, the master pointing, and the pupil 
naming, over every head land, rape, bay & island in 
Europe : then plunging into the interior they visited 
all Ihe capitals ol Europe ; and if the little fellow 
exhibited the slightest hesitation, the whole school 
were upon him iu full cry ; necks, ears, and eyes, 
all stretched to the fullest tension ; but they didn’t 
catch him. The master now called attention, (in a 
drilling style,) “ drop slates.” The slates were then 
simultaneously dropped into a recess at the head of 
ihe desks,—right leg out—rise- move on ; and the 
pupils then dispersed themselves over different parts 
of the room in classes for spelling, the senior pu­
pils acting as teachers lo the younger. We were 
highly amused at the first class who were spelling 
in a kind of simultaneous chant, words of five and 
six syllables, ami were evidently much delighted 
with the music they made ; the plan seemed to us 
to have this great recommendation—the class was 
•composed of children of Scotch, English, Irish anil 
American extraction ; yet by being made to chant 
these words, syllable by syllable, and then the 
Xvhole word altogether in the same key, all idioms, 
provincialisms, and mannerisms were destroyed.

We were not fortunate enough to witness tho 
music lesson, but were mformed by another visitor 
that it was the most pleasing performance of all.— 
A large hoard, with the scale in the key of C, was 
set upon the Atelier, and they were then instructed 
in musical time, after which they practised on the 
scale from the low C, upwards, on the Italian syl­
lables do, rr, mi, he. The children, we are inform- 
d, were perfect masters of the scale, all of them 

beating time with their hands while singing.
The superiority of this system over the dull and 

wearying monotony of the old hum drum plan of 
getting lessons by task, must be evident at a glance. 
By this new system knowledge is thrown among 
the children with such allurements, that a positive 
scramble takes place, each child seems animated 
by a desire to obtain the most ; and we noticed that 
it required tho greatest vigilance on the part of the 
Teacher, to see that all shared alike. For this pur­
pose a dead set was made upon the dullest pupils, 
who were always selected to answer the questions ; 
if they failed or hesitated, the more gifted were all 
on the qui vice to show their superiority by correct­
ing them. It will also be evident, that the highest 
qualifications are absoltuely necessary in the 
Teacher; —he must be patient, vigilant, and tho­
roughly imbued with a love of his calling.

It is hut justice to Mr. Wilson to say, that he ex­
hibits those qualifications in an eminent degree.

“ Your successive attacks upon my religious and 
moral principles and character, are a slander upon 
the ecclesiastical body by which 1 am approved, as 
well as upon myself, and are an unmanly and de­
testable resort of reckless parlizanship, instead of 
attacking my official acts, for which alone 1 am offi­
cially responsible.”

The above is tho closing paragraph of a letter 
from the Rev. Dr.* Ryerson, Superintendent of 
Schools, addressed to the Globe. No one will accuse 
us of giving our sanction to the political coarse of 
Dr. Ryerson, but fair play, an Englishman’s right 
and boast, ought to be granted to every opponent.— 
The doctrine above asserted by the Rev. Superin­
tendent, that no public officer ought to be assailed 
but on questions relating to his official duty is one 
which stands on an immovable foundation, as to 
British practice. In England, whatever a public 
officer is, or does, in other respects, the Press and 
the Government invariably refuse to bring under 
consideration. The contrary practice however is 
attempted to be introduced by the Globa, the most 
insulting and bullying writer, we believe, in the 
whole Province. We hope the practice will be 
rigidly applied to himself when occasion offers; 
there are plenty of materials. But as to Dr. Ryer- 
son’s fitness for his present office let him be attacked 

j by all means, and if the Reform Press will furnish 
■ facts we will assist in applying thorn. The Reform
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The Reform

Press should not be too hasty, we do know some­
thing of Dr. Rywaon’s qualifications, and the gen­
eral tendency of their application to the subject of 
Education ; and we have good reason to presume, 
that it is not to build op an exclusive system, either 
sectarian or national. And we do know that he is 
animated with a laudable zeal for the welfare of 
the inhabitants of bis native land ; and until a man 
can be procured having belter qualifications, and to 
whom there are fewer objections arising from origin 
or sect—the Reformers to nse a homely compari­
son, may go further and fare worse.

As to the person mentioned by rumour, to succeed 
Dr. Byerson, (of whom lately we have heard noth­
ing in confirmation of that rumor,) Dr. Davis, he 
may be well qualified for aught we know ; hot it 
strikes us that there is one objection at least—that 
he is not known at all in Upper Canada. His ap­
pointment would therefore refer us at once to one of 
the objections to the Union of the Province, and to 
the establishment of the seat of government in the 
Lower Province. If most of the public offices in 
Upper Canada are to be filled by persons trom Mon­
treal, it is a subjection to tho lower Province which 
Western Canada will not submit to. If we are to 
liavo a change, give us a person we know and in 
whom we have confidence, choose him from the 
people of Upper Canada. This is our right.

Dr. Davis, we are informed, is a Baptist Minister 
—and a Baptist minister, as such, is doubtless as 
competent for the office as arty other minister ; but 
why a minister of religion 1 Is there not a layman 
of all the various religious denominations, that is 
sufficiently imbued' with the principles of Christi­
anity, to be entrusted with the department of Edu­
cation ? Then by all means, let ua confess our 
poverty—and to make the best of our condition, let 
a commission be sent to search the Halls of Cam­
bridge and Oxford, for a man of Academic fame, 
qualified to take the Educational department of a 
rising nation.

fftRST ARRIVAL DIRECT FROM QUEBEC.

On Wednesday morning, the steamer Princes*, 
Captain Dunlop, arrived at Land and Ronth’s 
Wharf, direct from Quebec. She brought -bout 
400 men, women and children, being part of the 
tenantry of the Duke of Sutherland. They 
looked healthy and clean, and are bound for tbe 
township of Zorra, in the Brock District. About 
half of the number proceeded immediately in 
waggons for their destination, the remaining were 
on tiie Wharf yesterday, complaining of their 
destitution and inability to proceed further. The 
emigrant agent is restricted in his assistance to the 
most extreme cases,—destitute females and six 
persons—and as the tenantry of the Duke of 
Sutherland are all healthy and able («rod no 
doubt willing) to work, they do not come within 
the class entitled to support. It would be well if 
the Duke of Sutherland and other mommeth pro­
prietors who are clearing of the human species 
for the purpose of making pastures for the brute 
creation, would provide their cast off tenantry 
with the means of reaching their destination.— 
The honorable and really noble plan would be to 
send an agent, whose business it shauld be to see 
them settled on the land. The provincial govern­
ment has no means to provide for the transporta­
tion of emigrants into tbe interior, and it is dis-

fraceful to the aristocratic landlords of Great 
ritain and Ireland that their tenantry should be 

thrown on the charity of the colonists.—Hamilton 
Journal $ Express, July 7.

DESCENT OK THE MAIL STEAMER “GIL-
DfcRSI.EKVE” DOWN THE NORTH CHAN
NEL OK THE LONG jAULT RAPIDS.

Those who have travelled on the St. Lawrence 
are aware that between Dickenson’s landing and 
Cornwall a distance of from 12 to 14 miles there' 
is a long Rapid, called the Long Sault. This 
Rapid is divided into two channels, by an Island 
in the centre. Tho channel on the south side 
being the one which has heretofore been descend­
ed by steamers, and other large craft, passing 
down tho river. Captain Maxwell, the enter­
prising commander of the mail steamer » Gilder- 
ersleeve," having some time ago become im­
pressed with an idea that the channel on the 
north side of the Island, was not only practicable 
for vessel* of a large class, but that it was much 
safer, and easier of descent than the channel on 
tbe south side, made with much trouble, sound 
ings and observations for the purpose of ascer­
taining whether such wav really the case. Hav­
ing well satisfied himself in the matter, he (with 
Mr. Hamilton’s permission) made a descent down 
the north channel last Tuesday afternoon in the 
mail steamer “ Gildersiceve.” The passage was 
magnificent. The grandeur and beauty of the 
Rapid at the Cedars, the Cascades, or Laehine.—• 
Owing to the great rapidity of the carrent, the 
water wrs much rougher than on the south side 
of the Island, but the channel is straighter, and, 
in event respect bettor than tho one heretofore 
adopted and there is little doubt that ere long the 
worth channel will be the one which the main 
traffic of the river will pass through.

, Great credit is due to Captain Maxwell for the 
ability aqd perseverance he has exhibited in ex­
ploring this new channel The thanks (at least) 
ef the country are due to him for his exertion ana 
onterpriw, rod the smatieet tribute that can be 
pe*$ to him. is, that the channel, which he has 
thus beeeths test to prove » practicable for large 
«neb, should bear his aame, and be called 
“ MixrelÇs ChanncI.'‘~-Montrra! HereM.

Some further Telegraph news has reached us, 
dated New York, July 11, and from London, June 
24, stating that Paris is in a state of siege ; the the 
National Guards and the people were fighting ; that 
there had been a great sacrifice of life ; and that 
all communication between Paris and the Provinces 
was interdicted. But ss there is some doubt as to 
the way in which it comes,—whether it is an addi­
tion to the news by the Caledonia, or by the subse­
quent arrival of the Niagara of July 1, we cannot 
tell.

steadily maintained but the latter from scarcity 
quoted 1 higher.

At London, on the 23rd, Consols, 811 to 81 i. 
Paris is still agitated. The resignation of Louis 

Napoleon postponed the trouble for the present. 
Six Candidates for President are already in the 
field, viz : M. DcLamartine, M. Thiers, Louis 
Bonaparte, M. Marraste, Genend Cavignac, M. 
Caussidere, ex-Prefect of Police. The Orleans 
party will support M. Thiers, and Berryer has 
declared in his favor.

The legitimists are divided between Thiers and 
Lamartine. If the elections wer" soon to take 
place, little doubt exists that Louis Buonaparte 
would be the successful candidate. The fueling 
exhibited by the French people in his favor leaves 
no doubt that in the event of a presidential elec­
tion he would be returned in almost every Presi­
dential Electoral College in France.

Accordingly the Constitution has already been 
altered to meet thus first difficulty irr the working 
classes, and the President, instead of being elect­
ed directly by the people, unless an absolute ma­
jority of votes given, is to be selected by the Na­
tional Assembly from five persons returned by the 
people.

The election of Prince Louis Napoleon ns 
Colonel of the 4th Legion of the National Guards, 
Banleue, vice D’Altonshce, resigned, has been 
definitely declared.

A new pretender is spoken of in the person of 
the Prince of Leuchtenberg, the son of Prince 
Eugene, and relation of the Emperor of Russia. 

War in Denmark continues unabated.
At a conference of the Kings of Sweden and 

Denmark and the Grand Duke Constantine, at 
Copenhagen, which was attended by the British 
Minister, the Russians on behalf of Denmark, 
demanded that the Germans should evacuate both 
the Duchies before any negotiations were entered 
into, and that if Schleswig was given up Russia 
would claim Holstein, according to the treaty 
with the Danes.
OUTBREAK IN BERLIN OX THE 14th JUNE.

A collision with the Burgher Guards, arising 
from an attempt to disperse some working men, 
who had been to the Minister to demand work 
or money, being refused, the Guards attempted 
to disperse them, and five men were wounded.

The news spread like lightning. Barricades 
were formed, and the people having discovered 
that the arsenal was left unprotected, at 11 
o’clock at night made an attack upon this build­
ing, and plundered it of 2,000 stand of arms, 
and of nil the trophies of war it contained. The 
crowd kept possession of the budding till 10 
o’clock, and then retired.

The next day waa quiet ; but one of the Depu­
ties moved that the assemblage should send away 
all the troops, and put themselves under the pro­
tection of the people. This was carried, and the 
Government resigned.

At Prague, the King having refused to confirm 
the Provisional Government, and Prince Wend- 
schgrnbz having erected batteries around the 
town, the mob and the students rose en masse 
and demanded arms.

Ireland.—Mitchell is on tbe ship St. George, 
and not the Dromedary as previously announced.

Parliamentary Reform.

Mr. Hume (nfter the présentation of a vast 
number of petitions) ro e to bring forward the 
motion of which he had -riven notice. He said—
After the exhibition which has taken place this 
evening, and which also took place yesterday 
evening, I hope I may he allowed to say, that 
there is some interest taken by the country in the 
question which I am now about to submit to the 
House—(loud cries of “ Hear, hear’’)—and fur­
ther, I must oliserve, that to my knowledge, no 
arrangement whatever has been made by any 
one connected with the committees to which I 
belong, tending to cause that exhibition. As far, 
therefore, as I know, it has not been at all (he re­
sult of any organization : and if eo, I consider - .
that, hy the various petitions which have bcu fn»y MV that the number or 
presented this evening, the short, spceoh of the*] prvs«®t«d under our^present system 
noble lord on a recent occasion, lias been fully t^Rn 800,000 or 8jO.OOO. (Rear> hear.) 
answered—(hear, hear.) Although requested by 850,000 out of nearly s« millions form n
a considerable body of reformers before the lot 
of April, to bring forward the question in order 
to divert the attention of those who had so long 
agitated for reform from acts of violence, it was 
not till after the 10th of April we agreed to meet 
and consider whether we could prevent the ne­
cessity of recourse being had to such means as 
were resorted to in the metropolis on that day. In 
my opinion, the alarm was much greater than 
there was any necessity for ; but the occasion ex­
hibited what may be a lesson to other countries, 
namely, a readiness on the part of every class, 
from the highest to the lowest, to come forward 
in support of peace and public order. I need not 
remind the House that our position, as well as 
that of the working classes, has been much altered 
by the events which have taken place in other 
countries. Hitherto we have stood prominently 
forward amongst the countries of Europe, as con­
taining a better constitutional Government than 
any other ; as possessing a House of Commons 
fully representing the people, and as having the 
power, through the agency of Parliament, of car­
rying all measures necessary for the welfare of the 
country quietly and peaceably, and without re- 
course to military intei fcrence. All the other go­
vernment* of Europe were distinguished by a mi­
litary government, and some of them by a mili­
tary despotism. But we consider ourselves, and 
were, a civil nation, and supported our institutions 
without Living recourse to other than civil means. 
It lias ever been said, and heretofore I think truly 
said, that our military forces have been more re­
quired for maintaining our foreign possessions than 
fur any domestic purpose. 1 am not one of those 
vv iio think we ought not to have a proper military 
establishment, or that we ought to depend en­
tirely on the civil power. 1 think we ought to 
have a fair division of labour and 
occupation; but I think we have gone far beyond

in this country çf king, lords, and common-, as 
th* best meana of carrying on the Government, 
hoar.) No act of the crown, or of Her Majesty’s 
under and by the authority of Parliament. (Hear, 
ministers, can be, or ought to be valid, but by the 
-act and voice of the House of Commons. To 
place, therefore, the House of Commons in the 
highest possible power and interest of the country 
ia to give the largest possible number of our fel­
low-countrymen the right of electing those who 
are to exercise such important functions. Now, 
can hon. members iu tneir consciences say that 
justice is done to that large class of unrepreeented 
persons, when we find that at this moment five 
out of six nearly of the male adults of this coun­
try are without any voice in the election of the 
representative body ? (Hear.) Out of five mil­
lions of males above twenty years of age, there 
are registered, in round numbers, one million ; and 
of these from 150,000 to 200,000 are doubly re­
gistered, haring votM in different places ; so that j

separate and distinct ; and all who have not the 
privilege are placed in on inferior situation, and 
deprived of the right which the constitution enti- j 
tics them to enjoy. I call it a right, sir. and not : 
a favour ; because every man born in this countrv , 
owes allegiance to the throne and the laws, ami 1 
he is obliged, whenever called upon by the civil I 
power, to maintain order and preserve peace ; and 
in return for this he is entitled to protection for 
his person and property, and a share of all those 
rights which the constitution give him as an En­
glishman. At the age of eighteen, even at six­
teen, I am informed, he may be drafted for the 
militia ; ally day in passing through the streets, 
he may be arrested and called on by the civil uu 
thority to aid the magistrates in quelling riots, and 
in maintaining, nt the risk of his life, the peace 
of society. If there was any doubt before, the 
Constables’ Act, passed only two years ago, com 
pels every person, under penalties, to obey tin- 
civil power on such occasions. If he is balloted 
by the militia, a conscription not yet abolished,—
I wish it was—he is liable to he dragged from his 
home and his family, and from all near and dear 
to him, when the state requires it. And in return 
for these services, is it too much for him—too 
much for those advocating equal rights—to say 
that he ought to be placed in the situation which 
the constitution gives him ? I speak not of “ na­
tural rights that is a phrase nobody can under 
stand. 1 speak of constitutional rights, of that 
which, from age to age, our constitution has hern 
held by the best authorities on the subject to con 
fer. (Hear.) Then what right Inis this Parlia­
ment to close the door against this class of unre­
presented men, many of whom are of talent su­
perior to some in this house, and of much supe- j 
rior talent to many who vote to fill this house ?

there are just grounds for that discontent which 
exists among so large a body of the people ; and 
when, if wc discover those grounds, we ought to 
take immediate steps for their removal, more 
effectually to protect the public order, and to pre­
vent outbreak. For these reasons I feel it is mv 
duiv to submit to Parliament what I think will 
remove them. In the first place, I contend that 
the measure of Parliamentary reform passed in 
1882, has failed to answer all the purposes for 
which it was enacted. I should he acting un­
fairly if I did not say that that measure, of which 
I was an ardent and zealous supporter, has done 
much to secure the peace of the country. (Hear, 
hear.) I believe, if no such measure had been 
passed, that discontent would have gone on in­
creasing to such an extent, that nothing could 
have saved us from the fate of a revoluion during 
the late European changes and disturbances. 1 
think the bill of ’32 was a wise and politic mea­
sure. 1 wish it had gone further. It is because it 
did not go far enough, and because it has not effect­
ed the objects for which the country then strug­
gled from one end to the other, that I think we 
are now called upon, after sixteen years’ experi­
ence of it, to repair its deficiencies. (Hear, hear.) 
Parliament is a mere engine by which a constitu­
tional country is to be governed ; and as, bv our 
constitution, it purports to contain a full and fair 
representation of all classes, I will venture to ask 
whether or not that is the ct .-c ? or whether we 
have not a latge portion of the community, a most 
important portion in numbers and interest, ex­
empted from their share of representation in this 
House ? I contend that the constitution gives 
every man in the country a right to a ahare in the 
representation : that taxation and representation 
ought to go together ; and that those who cannot 
in any wav assist in the election of those who are 
to sit in this house, and to pass laws affecting 
their liberty and property, are in practice depri­
ved of their rights. They are in fact deprived of 
that which distinguishes a freeman from a slave ; 
for, while the master of a slave makes laws for 
him and directs him in every way, a freeman has 
by right a voice in the election of representatives 
to take care of his interests. If that is not the 
case with us,—if all classes arc not represented 
alike—some classes must Ire injured ; and the class 
which is now discontented in this country, is the 
class which is injured, because its members are 
excluded from tire pale of the constitution, and 
are obliged to suffer and undergo w hatever the 
laws mnv direct, without, as freemen, having any 
voice whatever in the election of those who pass 
the laws. If the Parliament does not represent 
all classes, it becomes a bad engine, an engine in 
the hands of a fexv, or those who have the poxver, 
as against the-many ; and if we are not to have a 

si Parliament, xre had better perhaps have no

dynasties of ! giving a vote, mid .Thing

considered freemen, 
though unworthy to

Parfiament at all. In countries where the mili­
tary rule, or where the will of the goverement, or 
of a despot, decides everything, they have no oc­
casion for a Parliament. It is because I have 
seen the evils arising from this system, because 
wo have nil xrithm these fexv months, seen what 
has token place in consequence of that system; 
that we are anxious not to run the risk of driving 
to desperation those who are in reality entitled to 
a share in the representation, 
power which Parliament exercies is, that it should 
be founded ou the broadest political basis. Tlie 
crown being the chief magistrate for the conduct 
of affairs m this coxiutrv, the government is con­
stituted for the good of the country at large,— 
not of the crown, not of the nobility, not of any 
pnrticxdsr class ; but the government is formed

| be regarded ns Englishmen, although tnev are 
constantly adding to tlie glory uf their . mintry a- 
soldiers, and to its renown as artisans. Is not thaï 
a sound and legitimate ground for the past and 
continued existence of discontent 1 (Hear, hear.)
I ask the House for a reason why a man in that j 
situation should be excluded from the franchise. 
It is not for me to state a difficulty ; I statu 
what is the right of every individual; and I ask 
those who keep the door closed against this class 1 
to give a reason for doing so. Let the House con­
sider what p issed at the meeting at Manchester j 
on the ex-cniiig of the 10th of April, after tin- 
special constables had done their duty. They 
asked each other, “ What have we met here ahou1 
to day ?” “ To prevent a breach of the peace by j 
the Chartists?” And why are the Chartists dis­
contented ? why are they likely or desirous to 
break the peace ?” The answer xvas, “ They xvant 
a reform in Parliament; they consider themselves 
entitled, as Englishmen, to vote for those who 
make laws for/protecting their property and lives, 
and lay taxes on the articles of necessity which ! 
they consume. And are you all content with the 
House of Commons as it now is ?” The general 
answer was “ No !” "Then why shew u readi­
ness, instead of supporting the demand of your 
fellow-men for their rights, to become their op­
pressors ? You become their oppressors if, with 
the means in your power, you refuse to remove 
the discontent, and to place those persons in the 
situation which the constitution ought to give 
them, whereby public order would best be pre­
served.’’ That colloquy ought to sink deep into 
the hearts of all who have the power in this coun­
try.—none more so than the aristocracy, whose 
great wealth and possessions render the mainte­
nance of order of greater importance to them in 
every point of view. Therefore 1 appeal to the 
Government, not as men of property, not as be­
longing to the aristocracy, but as men having a 
duty to perform, by the oath they have taken to 
their sovereign, to advise and consult on the best 
means of benefiting I he country and preserving 
the public peace ; and I say this is a question for 
them individually, as well as in their capacity as 
members of this House. In almost all his 
speeches, Lord Grey recognises the right of every 
person to be represented, in support of which lie 
quotes the opinions of Sir George Seckvillc, Lord 
Chatham, Fox, Grattan, Bhickstone, Locke, and 
other distinguished men. There was a resolution 
passed in this House in the year 1812. on nn elec­
tion case concerning the borough of Cirencester, 
when the committee were desirous of knowing 
what definition could Ire given of a man’s right 
to vote. A general definition was given in these 
terms : that every male person of full age, and 
not subject to any legal incapacity, who should 
occupy any house or dwelling, making use of the 
house as his residence, should be duly registered, 
and he entitled to vote, provided lie resided in 
the borough for a certain period. 11 is a matter of 
great importance that thoso who ridicule the de­
mands of the people who are ouxious to obtain 
that right, should know wliat the opinions of very 
high authorities are on the subject. There, is an­
other authority in the case of the borough of Pon­
tefract, when the committee came to a resolution 
that any person who lived in the town six months j 

My view of tlie j previous to the election, should be entitled to!
vote. The non-payment of rates and taxes formed 
no objection. We are only asking what is right, 
not what j» a favour ; for iu former limes it xvas 
held to he « right. 1 have another authority,—- 
that of Lord Brougham , who in the year 1637 
brought in a bill, in the 14th clause of which, 
treating of what he culls educational suffrage, he 

. i

provides that all persons rated for the relief of 
the poor, for any property in the parish, or own 
land for twelve months previous to the election, 
shall be entitled to votes. Such persons were to 
be entitled by that hill, if it passed, to have the 
suffrage ; it would have thus included many who 
are now excluded from voliug. Tlx ere was one 
definition which was made use of by Lord Grey, 
quoring from Whitelocke, he having been stated 
to be one of the best authorities. He said, that 
when any question of elections was brought before 
the House of Commons, the inclination of the. 
House was to favour popular elections, judging 
that the more free they were, the more calculated 
they were to promote the interests of the com­
munity, In many boroughs such is the case. 
You all recollect that scot and lot was an old and 
ancient practice, until wc encroached on the rights 
of the people at large by our unjust rules. 1 am 
only citing these authorities to snoxv, that up to 
this hour we have deprived a great number of 
that right which the rules of our constitution 
freely give. On tlie 30th of May, 1793, a reso­
lution xvas passed, staling that every individual 
referred lo by Whiteloske ought to be entitled to 
a vote for a representative m this House, The 
Hampden declaration, published in 1814, provided 
that tiny person paying church taxes should have 
a vote. When wc exclude so many of our (fellow, 
countrymen from the right of voting, we should 
consider whether or not wc arc the aggressors,— 
whether or not we arc the parties who drive the 
people to insubordination and violence, and whe­
ther we ought not to consider in what xvay wc 
could remove that discontent that now exists, and 
render the basis of the constitution as wide and 
as broad as possible. Such a proceeding is more 
likely to make the throne stable, and to maintain 
the institutions which were worth preserving— 
for there were some of them pot worth pre­
serving—against all the chances of being disturb­
ed, which may arise from such feelings of discon­
tent as have been manifested throughout Europe, 
and as now manifest themselves in vur own coun­
try. What is the actual state of our represent- 
lion ? 1 have here a number of tables, which
show its situation in England, Ireland, and Scot­
land, w hich proves the gross inequality which ex­
ists with regard to representation, and hoxv the 
interests of the many may he injured by the 
power of the few. 1 find by the returns in 18(1 
that the gross population of Great Britain was 
16.000,000; that of Wales being 011,000, that 
of Scotland 2,000,000. The number of mal. » 
over twenty years of age, xvas above 4,000,000. 
That being lire case, I ask whether it is possible that 
wc can have anything like peace and order while 
so great a number of individuals are excluded 
from the right of voting without any fault or 
crime of their own ? The inequality is so great 
and monstrous, lh.il common sense is shocked at 
the idea of calling it a fair representation. I think 
I have staled enough to shew that wc are hound 
to change the present system," that we must open 
tlie doors to those who arc now excluded from 
the franchise, and that xve must have a more 
equal distribution of electoral district». A pub­
lication by Mr. Alexander Meckxy has lately 
come ujil on this subject. It gives an analysis of 
the lLotuc and of tin representatives in the most 
ample manner possible, and 1 advise hon. gen lie- 
men who wish to be informed w It it the present 
system really is, lo consult it He takes 22 bo­
roughs with an aggregate population of 100,000, 
returns 42 members, that is, one one member for 
every 2,390 ; then 20 others, with a population 
of 3,780,000, returns also 42 members, that is, 
one member to every 90,000. In the same man­
ner he analyses the boroughs with constituencies 
under 300 ; and 1 beg" to call the attention of the 
noble lord to this point, became when the Reform 
Bill was passing, he pledged himself that every 
borough should have at least 3,30 electors. I will 
now call attention to the disproportion that exists 
between counties. One county member in England 
represents 8,200 electors ; in VVi.l -s, 2700 elect­
ors ; in Scotland, 1.153 electors ; an ! in Ireland,, 
only 1,078 cleclons. The same dispropoi tio.r 
cxisla with respect to ho roughs. In Eng,and, a 
borough member represents 1,048 ; in \Vule5 a 
member represents 785: in Scotland, 1260 ; in 
Ireland. 1080. I call attend >n to these matters, 
in order to satisfy those who a-c » f opinion that 
every irregularity and inequality has been done 
away with. 1 am aware that no arr ingcmer.l 
can make the numbers mathematically correct, 
but something may be done to c.-t.bi h an ap­
proximate equalization. (Cheers.) We see that 
in other countries alterations are made in every 
ten or twenty years, according to the increase or 
decrease of the population in different localities ; 
and this was on the sound principle that the Par­
liament should really represent the people. ( Hear, 
hear.) The hon. member then proceeded to name 
eight petty boroughs, which may be ant) are fre­
quently purchased, sending 16 members to Par­
liament, who paralyse and neutralise tlie members 
who represent the c ipital, the intelligence, and 
numbers of the metropolis. (Hear, hear.) All 
the influence of the metropolis is counterbalanced 
by the members for those eight boroughs, who 
are returned with little trouble, but at great ex­
pense. (Hear.) But the present suffrage is based 
on no fixed principle. Hon. gentlemen may not 
be aware, that though xve have a 10/, suffrage as 
a standard for boroughs, and a 40s. freehold suf­
frage as a standard fur counties, wc have 85 dif­
ferent kinds of suffrage in this country. (Hear.) 
It is scarcely possible to believe the confusion, 
delay, and expense which so many different kinds 
of eqffr'ge occasion. (Hear.) What we ought, 
therefore, to do is, to render the suffi age'aa sini 
pie, as general, as easily obtained, and as easily 
defended ns possible. (Hear, hear.) The vetv 
reverse of all this exists at the present moment ; 
for xve have only a complicated, restricted, diffi­
cultly-obtained, and difficultly preserved suffrage 
—one attended xritlr great expense, not only of 
money but of time. 1 therefore counsel the 
House to adopt a uniform system—one for 
boroughs and another for counties. I will not 
state the various kinds of suffrage xvhich .pre­
vail at present, but the list is d.vtwn up by a 
barrister, who has made the subject his stud». 
It cannot b • Wondered at that meu who may ob­
tain the suffrage will not undergo the expense, 
delay, and annoyance xvhich are occasioned by 
the present system in order to possess it. (Hear, 
hear.) By adopting a more sensible system, xxe 
might get rid also of the expense of registering 
electors Tire result of all this is, th it the pocple 
do not think themselves represented hy this House. 
(Hear, hear.) They find that tire votes and pro­
ceedings of this House are altogether at variance 
with their best interests—they find that class 
interests are attended to, and that the political 
parties who are connected with the aristocracy are 
those xvbo arc always in place. (Hear, hear.)—.
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Th«jr fed that the agricultural mten*t -hai been ] 
particularly attended He—that it hat ben especi­
ally exempted from titration. I am not surprised 
at this, and I only wontkr that they 8id not favour 
themselves si ill more, beeeaa», till lately, no pér­
ima wild bore a seat in this house who had not 
£306 a jrear in land. The same system prevailed 
f ir Ireland ; but iu Scotland a better system pre­
vails, for there every elector is entitled to be 
elected. (Hear, hear.) I cannot sec any just 
reason for excluding any man from this House 
whom the electors choose to send to it. I cer­
tainly do not think that their selection should tx 
void because the person does not possess £.100 a 
rear. I am not surprised, therefore, that discon­
tent should prevail and dissatisfaction should be 
««pressed against a system wlneli it is in our power 
to remedy. 1 will not now apeak of the great in­
crease of taxation, hot T have no hesitation m 
saying that by a better system we might save 
one-third of tlie expense which our navy, our 
nrmv, and oar colonies cost us. We proved, after 
the Reform Bin, that the expenses of the country 
could be brought down £.7000,000 or £8,000,000 
t beg of hon. gentlemen to read the return which 
wm lately moved for by the hon. member for 
Liverpool (Mr. Cardwell), and they will see how 
the expenditure has been increasing r ear by year, 
million by million, owing to the indifference which 
haa prevailed of late years on this subject. The 
people of England were smarting under this com 
hined injustice of high taxation and exclusion from 
political rights, nnd it was not possible that thev 
could continue without discontent. I do not see 
the right hon. baronet the member for Taroworth 
in his place, but I have an important statement 
made by him at the. Lime when the 40s. freeholders 
of Ireland were disfranchised. Speaking of the 
suffrage, lie says—" It is a vested right, but it ixn 
right which is different from the right of property 
and other private righto : it is n public trust to he 
exercised for the public purposes. It is not light­
ly to be touched, but if those who enjoyed it did 
not perform the duties attached to it, the public 
interest required that they should touch it.’1— 
And the right hon. baronet did touch it, disfran­
chising 24,000 40s. freeholders of Ireland.- No<r, 
when wc see what has been done of late years by 
this House I think I am right in saying that the 
electors hare not discharged the trust reposed in 
them for the benefit of the community, but that 
they have violated their trust. And it is to pre­
vent such proceedings that 1 would extend the' 
suffrage. At present the electors* pockets are 
emptied by others, That is contrary to justice : 
and what is contrary to justice cannot long con­
tinue. You must bear in miud that every voice 
in this House is sent to keep up the present ex­
travagant system of taxation. And it is the 
electors* bwn fault if they do not come forward to 
prevent that. You must recollect that before the 
Reform Bill wc had this advantage—that there 
were two partie™. The king was m the hands of 
two parties—Tories and Whigs. He could not do 
as he pleased. He could not even change "his 
own ministry as he wished. But from the day 
the JCIO householders were given the franchise, 
the power rested in them. At the next election 
they could place in this House men who would 
act up to what they wished. (An ironical "Hear 
hear") But I hope they will not be so selfish as 
on that account to wish to impede an extension of 
the suffrage. What is it that is urged against, the 
radical reformers—against the Chartist reformers? 
It is said that they appeared at every public meet­
ing, and interfered with every important discus­
sion. I always objected to them, because, what­
ever opinions they hold, I think they have no 
right to interfere with the meetings of others.— 
Rut 1 must any that when they saw their monster

fetitions treated as they have been treated in this 
louse, I am not surprised at their doing any 

thing. I am not surprised at their adopting the 
mode of family petitioning. That plan did not 
originate, as has been said, witli me. It origina­
ted with Mr. Livessey, of Preston ; and I am 
glad to find that each petitioner now signs not only 
his name but his residence and his address. I 
hope that rule will continue to lie followed. I 
hope that no petition will come up to this House 
without it. There were mistakes on a former oc­
casion in consequence of the number of zealous 
people who signed. But there can be no mistake 
now. These petitions , are signed by about 
twenty. I think twenty a good number to sign a 
petition, and 1 hope no petitions will come up for 
the future signed by many njorc or less. Well 
sir, I have now shown what are the evils of the 
present system, and that the ready remedy for 
them is to restore the constitutional rights of the 
parties.

The insurgents to the number of seven or 
eight hundred] entrenched themselves behind a 
strong barricade, which was carried by the Na­
tional Guard and the troops of the line after an 
obstinate resistance, in which a vast number were 
killed and wounded on both sides. Gen. Sari 
Martin, who had endeavoured to restore order by 
peacible means, was fired at and received three 
wounds, fortunately not dangerous. His horse 
was mortally wounded.

The National Guards and line troops are resol­
ved to have a rigid investigation into the cause of 
tho late insurrection.

INSURRECTION,

BARBARITIES OF THF. INSURGENTS— MASSA­
CRE OF GENERAL BREA AND HIS AID-DE-
CAMP.
The free circulation through the streets of The 

capital was resumed on Tuesday, and we were 
enabled to visit tiie scene of the late awful events.

Saint Marceau, is tho part which has 
"ered. It was there that the combat was 

most sanguinary, and the traces of the emeute are 
horribly visible. The colonnades of the Pantheon 
are very much battered ; tho statues in the front 
are many of them destroyed, and others much 
mutilated. It was in front of this part that the 
formidable barricade which defended the ap­
proaches to the church of St. Etienne du Mont 
was ÿuilt, and which was only demolished after a 
very'severe cannonading.

Ii> the interior of the building the balls have 
destroyed two colkwsal statues, one representing 
tho “Republic,*’ and the oilier the genius of “Im­
mortality.” One of the copies of a picture by 
Raphael has also been destroyed.

The church of St. Etienne also bears marks of 
halls. The hand of the clock has been carried 
away.. The Rue 8L Jacques, near tho Rue des 
Mathnrins, nnd tho bridge of the Hotel dieu pre­
sent the most desolating aspect. The front of 
every house is riddled with balls, but those at the 
end of the street are the most injured. The bar­
ricades in this place, which was so bravely attack­
ed and carried by the Republican Guard, necessi- 
ated the use of cannon.

In the Faubourg du Temple, and in all the 
quarter extending to the Faubourg St Antoine, 
and from the harrier du Trône to the Bastille, and 
thence to the Hotel de Ville, the barricades are all 
thrown down nnd the streets opened to communi­
cation. Tho houses facing the canal opposite the 
“ entrepot’’are nearly destroyed; the bridge a- 
cross the canal is literally festooned with balls.— 
It is impossible to calculate the number of 
barricades which have been erected from the 
Faubourg du Temple to the Faubourg St. Antoine, 
nnd it is almost incredible how such formidable 
ramparts could have been carried in so abort a 
time.

The barricades erected on many points were 
from 15 to 20 yards in height, nnd several yards 
in thickness ; loop-holes were skilfully arranged, 
through which the insurgents were able to lire un­
der the complete cover of their works, and from 
whence they could never fail to bring down their 
victims.

In the Rues Fontaine au Roi, Trois, Bornes, 
St Maur Popinoourt, Amboise, Sic., barricades 
were erected at every ten yards. In the Fau­
bourg St. Antoine they were equally numerous.

The following is the number of cases received 
in the various hospitals :

firing continued during four hours, and there re­
mained at the close of the day one barricade 
which had not then been attacked.

On the 22d after many vain attempts to bring 
the insurgents to reason, several pieces of cannon 
were brought to play upon the barricade!, which 
were successively carried.

were attacked with great vigor in the Houses, and 
800 arrasts are said to have been made. Among 
them were several women armed with poniards. 

The following is a letter dated the 25th :— 
This day the city is move tranquil, and thanks 

to the arrival of several regiments of the line, a 
portion of the National Gu rd are enabled to re­
turn to their homes after days of hard fatigue 

The insurgents, divided into small banns, are 
secreted in the villages in the immediate vicinity 
of the town readv at a moments notice to recom­
mence their attack against the “ bourgeoisie.’’

It is the general opinion that tie authorities 
in the first instance encouraged the outbreak, and 
that only after the receipt of a telegraphic dispatch 
from Paris, with the result of the 2!rd and 24th, 
they seriously set to work to put it down ; for it 
is a fact that the insurgents got up the barricades 
in the middle of the day, from eleven to two o' 
clock, in the face of the authorities, without any 
order being given to prevent them, or even to dis­
turb them ; and that when orders were given to 
destroy the barricades the greater portion of the 
National Guards were without ammunition.

The National Guards and troops of the line are 
occupied from morning to night in viating sus­
pected houses. Several prisoners have been made 
this morning and conducted to Fort Si Nicholas.

Yesterday 150 prisoners were embarked on 
board the steamer Scsostris and transported to 
the Chateau d'lf, at the entrance of the harbour 
celebrated as being the prison of Mirabeau.

Bven his aid-de came, Gurrea, whose inoffensive 
and brave character every one is acquainted with,

The Princess Windischoratz.—This ill-fated 
lady was daughter of the Prince de Schwarzen- 
berg, whose mother perished in such a tragic 
manner at Paris on the occasion of the fates in 
honouaof the Archduchess Mam-Louisa. It is 
stated in one of the letters from Prague that the 
Princess Windischgrats was killed by a ball from a 
musket fired by a woman from an opposite house. 
The women at Prague are said to have taken an 
active part in the conflict. One woman boasted 
that she had killed eight Germans with her own 
hand.

bv law free of duty, then on and after that 
dav, until otherwise directed by Congress, the 
like articles, being the growth or production of 
said province of Canada, shall be admitted into 
the United States free of duty, when imported di­
rect from said province, so long as the said enu­
merated articles are admitted into said province 
of Canada from the United States free of duty, to 
wit : Grain and breadstuff's of all kinds, vegeta­
bles, fruits, seeds, animals, hides, wool, butter, 
cheese, tallow, horns, salted and freshed meats, 
ores of all kinds of metals, ashes, timbers, staves, 
wood and lumber of all kinds.

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

The events of the warfare seem to have more 
than ever flung the fate of Italy into Charles 
Albert’s hands. Where lie is not present, or 
where the campaign is not under his immediate 
control, the Austrians are successful, as at Vicenza. 
Still, with the prestige and even the reality of 
success, the King of Sardinia is blamed for delay. 
Military men sny that he has lost precious time in 
not crossing the Adige sooner and vigorously 
commencing operations before Verona.

The state of Germany, alike in the great mo­
narchies or the petty states, is deplorable. There 
is weakness and disorganization among the au 
thorities, as was instanced at Berlin, and a reck­
lessness of bloodshed in the people, as was shown 
at Prague. Sucli recklessness is ruinous to any 
cause : all outrages upon humanity—even allow­
ing much for the license of war and the reaction 
after long oppression—are so. The ho ist of a 
woman that she had shot the Princess Windis- 
chgratz at Prague is fiendish, not patriotic.

The Emperor of Austria remains at Ir.nspruck, 
but has issued an address to the inhabitants of 
Lower Austria, in which lie promises that a Con 
stituent Assembly, to be charged with the 
of consolidating and reducing to practical working 
the free and therefore new institutions of the 
empire, should meet at Vienna, and that Ferdi­
nand himself would preside at the opening. In 
the mean time his Imperial Majesty seems to be 
preparing for a rainy day—otic of thunder and 
lightning also it may be—as he and the members 
of his family, so plates the Cologne Gazette, have 
transmitted venf large sums for investment in the 
English funds.

The Chambers have assembled in Rome, and 
the first day of their sitting a measure was 

submitted to tlam defining and separating the 
temporal from the spiritual power of the Pope. 
The Minister of the Interior, 8ignor Mamianni, 
declared : “ The programme is the introduction 
of the_entire Ministry, of whom all the members 
have participated in its composition ; I conse­
quently proclaim loudly, that the declaration is 
the unanimous expression of the Ministry, ratified 
and approved entirely by His Holiness."

The news from Spain is, as heretofore, of vile 
intrigues and their fruits—oppression and deceit. 
Narvaez has had it proclaimed that Sir H. Bul- 
wer was censured by the British Parliament, while 
the English papers can only be smuggled into 
Spain. It will be represented no doubt when Is- 
truits reaches Madrid that he left London on his 
own accord-retired in disgust ! To make some 
amends, however, tho Court went into mourning 
for nine days in consequence of the death of the 
Princess Sophia.

Payme.it to Ministers.—The finance Commit­
tee, at its meeting on Wednesday, fixed the salary 
of Ministers at 36,000f. (£1,440) per annum.— 
Under Louis Philippe the salary of a Minister 
was 80,000f., with tho exception of the Minister 
for Foreign Affaire, who had 100,000f. Mr. 
Thiers defended high salaries on the ground that 
low salaries were aristocratic, as none but rich 
men could accept high places under government.

SPAIN.
Eapartero has inhabited his house near Log- 

rono ever since his return to Spain. We need not 
say with what scrupulous care he has. avoided all 
intrigues or centres of intrigue. Those about him 
were men noted for their mild, inoffensive and 
non-political character, such as Gurrea. How 
has the Duke of Victory been treated ? Every 
one of his acquaintance and connections have been 
arrested : le very soul guilty of saluting him re a 
neighbour in Logrona, has been earned off and 
inoereerated.

This is going nearly to the extent of the Charter, 
and one of I.ord John Russell’s arguments against 
Mr. Hume’s motion is, that to yield to his demand 
would he equivalent to granting the Charter, sooner 
or later.

The Premier has been soroly hurt at the effect 
his previous and recent declaration, that the people 
did not desire that extent of Reform advocated for 
them by their leaders in the House of Commons, 
has had on the publie mind. His reputation has 
been so much impaired in the estimation of the 
Reformers, that he found it necessary to make a 
great effort to set himself right with that party, in 
commencing his speech ia reply to Mr. Hume. 
He accused Mr. Hums of perverting the meaning 
of tho words used by him (Lord John Russell) on

from liie present speech, -he does pot deserve any 
mofe credit than that of swimming with the stream, 
and possessing sufficient dexterity to guide himself 
and his party down the irresistible current.

After all his objections to Reform, there was little 
need of the supplementary argument, that in the 
present alarming state of Europe, this was not a 
time to agitate organic changes of tho Constitution. 
In this he has exactly followed Mr. Pitt, who had 
the merit of first introducing Parliamentary Reform 
into the debates of the House of Common#, whereby 
he obtained a vast popularity, by offering to do what 
it is now believed he very well knew would not be 
done ; yet when it was introduced by Mr. Grey, 
(afterwards Earl Grey,) in 1792, the French Revo­
lution being then in course of development, Mr- 
Pitt said that it was not the time to discuss any 
beneficial improvement in the institutions of Eng­
land. How unlucky that there should be a French 
Revolution on tho tapis again, to afford a flimsy 
argument for the continuance of aristocratic op­
pression, feudal abuses, and commercial distress in 
England—a state of things most likely, in tho 
judgment of many, to make a Revolution inevitable. 
The time to effect Reforms, to those who are sincere 
Reformers, is when the abuses are known and felt ; 
but to those otherwise disposed, the proper time 
will never come.

But if the motion of Mr. Hume makes no pro­
gress in tho House this Session—if in the place 
where it can only be agitated once a year it should 
fail—the Reformers will hare ample retaliation for 
Lord John Russell’s defection : they will ag:tate on 
subjects, with regard to which he cannot prevent, 
and that all the year round.

They have already commenced : the first objects 
are, the Court sinecures, and the Court extrava­
gance—a very tender point for Lord John—an ex­
ceedingly sore place. The Court cannot speak in 
their own defence in the House of Commons, but 
they can tell Lerd John very significantly how they 
expect to be treated in that place. But the people 
go it, notwithstanding his wincing, and all the 
astonishment and dare-not-to-bc-expressed rage of 
the Court.

The financial Reformers, in Committee at Liver­
pool, have had the boldness to propose the abolition 
of ail the pensions to the King of Hanover, the 
King of the Belgians, and the Grand Duchess of 
Mechlenhnrg, amounting to £74,000 per annum. 
Great reductions of the allowances to the Duke of 
Cambridge, the Duchess of Gloucester, the Duchess 
of Kent, Prince Albert, the Queen Dowager, am’ 
the Civil List—proposing a saving of £283,000 
annually, yet leaving to the parties £310,000 an­
nually. But for the Queen’s successor, the rjlow- 
ance of £200.000, included in the above amount, 
is to be reduced to £150,000.

And what is worthy of notice—the Court are 
afraid to manifest either their fear or anger, for fear 
of exciting further attention, and leading to further 
prying investigation.

We took a position on this question some weeks 
ago, and now that tho Christian Guardian, the organ 
of the Canadian Conf jrence, threatens the Govern­
ment with the influei.ee of some twenty-four thou­
sand, to be exerted in some way which is not very 
clearly indicated, it is probable that we shall be 
better understood, ai d our doctrine may be generally 
admitted, when wi insisted that public officers 
should only be int -rfereil with by the press or the 
Government, in relation to their official conduct. 
On this subject we have had occasion more than 
once to notice the excess of zeal over prudence, on 
the part of some of Our cotemporaries, to procure 
the dismissal of the present Chief Superintendent

The following is the answer to an Address from 
the City Council of Montreal to the Governor 
General, on the subject of Lake St. Peter :—

Mr. Mayor and Gentlemen.—It gives me 
great satisfaction to receive your valuable and in­
teresting address:

I entirely concur with you in estimating the 
natural advantages of the great route of internal 
navigation by the River St. Lawrence ; and im­
proved ns this lias been by the magnificent canals 
now opened, I cannot doubt but that at a very 
early period, and under a free and liberal system 
of Navigation Laws, the superiority of this route 
over all others—communicating from the sea 
to the interior of North America, will be univer­
sally and practically admitted.

I do not hesitate to express my opinion, that 
it would not be worthy of a community which 
has done so much to make the great River of 
Canada available for navigation, to permit itself 
to be stayed in its progress by the few difficulties 
remaining to be overcome before the navigation is 
perfect—or to allow heavy burthens on trade to 
continue, when these can be obviated by further 
outlay, the amount of which, under its most un­
favourable aspect, must be inconsiderable as com­
pared with ita certain advantages.

Entertaining these opinions, I can the more 
fteely say that you should not be discouraged by 
the temporary fiscal difficulties which prevent 
present exertion in the way of public improvement. 
The depression attending the present extraordinary 
crisis, has been felt heavily in Canada ; but not 
so as compared with the condition of moat other 
countries—while the profound internal tranquility 
enjoyed in the Province, ia having its effect, in 
restoring public credit, and in opening a prospect 
for the future, which seems to me fair and bright, 
beyond til former precedent

I assure you that on the important subject of

making tho matter worse, when taken ill connec­
tion with the remainder of his speech, seeing that 
it was all against Mr. Hume’s motion, on every 
particular.

Let it be admitted that Lord John Russell had
satisfactorily explained himself— that he had aban­
doned the finalitv doctrine in relation to the Reform 
Bill of 1829—and that lie had reconciled himself to
the Reform party. Having settled that affair, wliat 
course .did he take immediately after ? Why, no 
other than to declare, in the first place, decidedly 
against every proposal of further Reform on the 
points brought forward by Mr. Hume, ami after­
wards to resist the motion on the ground that it was 
not a proper time to discuss the question. In using 
these two arguments, one of which certainly ren­
dered the other unnecessary, he reminds one of the 
woman who was charged by a neighbour with 
•breaking a brass kettle that she bad borrowed : the 
defence was, that it was broken when it was bor­
rowed, and also that it was never borrowed.

Lord John Russell then goes through Mr. Hume’s 
category of Reforms, and opposes every one.— 
Bribery, the most scandalous, extensive and sys­
tematic, is clearly proved, and yet he opposes voting 
by ballot ; while, at the same time, he belongs to a 
Club which admits and rejects members by the 
ballot. In the face of the most alarming and pre­
valent manifestations of dissatisfaction at the in­
efficient extent of the elective franchise, he says 
that if one adult in seven possess the right, it is 
fair enough. Though nothing is clearer than that 
the House of Common» does not represent the 
people, but a claks only, the pocket Boroughs, with 
a few electors, must not be interfered with, in favor 
of a re-distribution of Electoral Districts. Though 
sent to the House of Commons as the leader of the 
Reformers in that House to remove abuses, he does 
not consider seven years Parliaments too long. 
Taking in Ireland—a no small make-weight in the 
scale—to all the demands for Reform or action of 
any kind, and excepting Treason and Coercion 
Bills, he has nothing to propose. •

Thus he disposes of all Mr. Hume’s Reform 
points one by one, with an absolute negative. After 
telling the country what he would not consent to, 
in order to maintain his reputation as a Reformer, 
he points out what has been done, and parades 
before the House the Abolition of Slavery—the 
Com Laws—and the Post Office reform. Now, 
thee# victories were not obtained by him, but only 
with him ; the pressure from without ^rested them 
from the obstinate grasp of the opponents of Reform. 
That he gave them his aid, may be admitted ; but

operation by a sudden change of officers, and with­
out considering the possibility of a change for the 
worse. Wc now see that the Christian Guardian 
goes as much out of the way in advocating hie con. 
tinuance in office.

His strongest position is undoubtedly this,—that 
regard for tho interests of the country should be 
the chief consideration in relation to the dismissal 
or retention of public officers ; but while his politi­
cal opponents put the question on the consideration 
of his political conduct, his friends put it upon the 
consideration of the religions denomination to which 
he belongs,—while both are wrong; and he has 
special reason to cry out,—“ Save me from my 
friends.”

To secure an object, the Guardian puts forth a 
most mischievous subject for discussion,—that Dr. 
Rverson is objected to “ because he is a Methodist 
and that journal attempts to array tho Methodists 
of the Doctor’s denomination on his side. This 
attempt to renew the discussion of a political ques­
tion in connection with sectarian divisions, we trust 
will not be followed by the Canadian press of either 
party, except in the minds of such persons as him­
self and his Reverend opponent,—the one a Method­
ist minister, preferring a Methodist minister for Su­
perintendent of Common Schools ; the other a Bap­
tist minister, preferring a Baptist minister for that 
office. We do not believe there are a hundred per­
sons in the Province, whose opinion ie worth any 
thing, that would permit the question to be discus­
sed in relation to sectarian divisions. If this foolish 
contest between the sects is persisted in, the result 
will be, that the people will be so satisfied of the 
absence of all purity of motive on the part of the 
contending sectarians, that they will adopt Grimal­
di’s simple and innocent resource, who, ia She ao- 
Popery riots of London in 1780, . to protêts himself 
from She mob, instead of writing on hi® door “ No 
Popery,” wrote—“ No religion at all.” Indeed, 
the practice seems to have commenced ; for, as we 
reported a ftw weeks ago, in the Since* District 
near 4000 persons were returned as of no religion. 
Ttib people of Upper Canada will have to look for 
a Superintendent of Common Schools of no religion 
at all.

And if one denomination in the Province aims at 
ascendancy, however gradually, slowly, or indirect­
ly, it cannot consistently oppose the same attempt 
on the part of others that may be bolder, and more 
direct and candid. One may, indeed, basely sseti- 
fice its principles, and propoee to divide the land 
between them, ae this same Christian Guardian at­
tempted net long ago to do with the Rreosn Csthc-
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lie»,—a church that, at the same time, it waa de­
nouncing and insulting week after week, while the 
ministers whose organ it is, stand pledged to do all 
lhey can to root it out of the Province.

So far from Dr. Rrcasox being objected to because 
he is b Methodist, his possession of the office not 
having been bestowed upon him by those who had 
any preference for Methodism, is one proof ; and 
another is, that no objection of that kind has ever 
been made against him. This is a ruse of the Guar­
dian, to raise a sectarian party in his favour. But if 
we know any thing of the members of Dr. Rvkr- 
sos’s Chnrch, we believe they have too much pat­
riotism to insist on a member of their Church being 
preferred to a public office, merely because he is a 
Methodist ; and too much generosity to indulge in 
vain glory because a Methodist is at the head of 
the Educational Department. They have sense 
enough to know, that to do so, would be to inflict 
great mortification on the minds of their fel'ew 
Christians of other denominations, which could only 
lead to retaliation, and that justly. These are not 
the terms on which the Wesleyan Methodists wish 
to live with their fellow Christians and country­
men. This sort of Christianity, we believe, belongs 
only to a few—a very few, we hope—of ambitious 
and would-be High-priests. But we regret to say, 
there ore a few of such characters ; such as have 
thejpreaumption to aim at ascendancy too in this 
Province, notwithstanding all their pious denunci­
ations of Popery, their horror of image-worship, and 
contempt of holy-water. No, no ! this is not their 
besetting sin ; but if they do not worship the Golden 
Calf, they have no scruple about taking a wedge 
of gold, and a Babylonish garment—and what is 
the difference ? And, notwithstanding all the pat­
riotic resistance on the part 'of the Guardian to the 
domination of the Established Church of England, 
with its Tithes and Rectories, we find that the objec­
tion at last, is not so much against the principle ; 
it is not so much that there should be no Govern-

ITS INDEPENDENCE ESSENTIAL—EFFECTS

PRODUCED BT NON-PAYING SUBSCRIBERS.

The practice of owing one, two, or three years 
subscription, with the idea that three, six, or nine 
dollate is a sum so insignificant as not to be 
thought of in the estimate of a paper’s sustenta­
tion of independency of tone, is at total variance 
with every correct idea of journalism. Let, for 
example, any one of these amounts, say the 
lowest, or three dollars, be multiplied by five, six, 
or seven hundred, and some idea may be formed 
of the amount of legitimate capital abstracted 
from the business of an ordinary Canadian news­
paper office through the inattention of non-paying 
subscribers. But when such an amount ia again 
multiplied by twp, three .or more years, the burden 
became intolerable, and the inevitable result is, 
that the proprietor, rather than close his business, 
or perpetually dun those who honor him by taking 
his paper, ia obliged to raise means for his or­
dinary office expenses % his personal credit, or 
on lus other property—and thus, not only is em­
barrassment produced, but an opportunity is 
offered the high-handed and over-bearing to crush 
the man, wh»n unable to make his rarxerruas 
yield to «k.-ir . mister or corrupt purposes. We 
know or. ictors of newspapers of whom it has 
been sr.id, “ he or they are under such and such !” 
Some of the ablest pens that ever were engaged 
in the warfare of public right, over private and 
individual might, have been forever laid aside 
through a lack of proper thought on the part of 
those from whom they had a just right to expect 
not ordinary support, but the honest payment of 
an honest debt. The question, then—and an im­
portant one it is for the people—is, shall the Press 
be free, not only in name -and avowal of prin­
ciple, but in vear fact 1 It is really difficult to 
understand how any proprietor of a newspaper 
can assist in directing the current of public 
opinion, write vigorously, combine facts, and re­
duce them to newspaper paragraphs, maintaining

that there should be no Clergy Reserves and Rec 
lories, but that they ought to be given, and belong 
to us. We give the following proof of a design to 
obtain ascendancy in this Province by the Wes­
leyan Methodists :

In the last report issued in this Province of the 
Wesleyan Methodist Missionary Soc-ety for the 
year ending April, 1817, the following presumptuous 
language was transmitted to the Committee in Lon­
don by their preachers in tills Province, extracted 
from the minutes of their District Meeting at 
Toronto :

11 It is our confirmed conviction, that the spiritual 
inlet ests of this fine country are, to a greater extent 
than ean he well understood by di-tant observers, en­
trusted by God lo the British IVedeyan Ministry.

It so happens this year, that this “confirmed 
conviction ” had no foundation ; for those very 
ministers are all leaving this part of the Province. 
We shall leave them to account for this greet error 
of judgment as to their “ confirmed conviction,” 
while we hold them to their intentions to be rivals 
for ascendancy with all other denominations who 
more or less aim at the same end.

After this, let the Guardian and his party be for 
ever silent about the designs of the Roman Catho­
lic Church, and the Church of England ; and if they 
believe they are entitled to unrestrained liberty of 
operation throughout the Province, let them allow 
the same to other Methodist sects, whom, in the 
absorbing name of “ Wesleyan Methodist,” they 
seem to wish to obliterate from the list of sects in 
this Provii.ee ; to tho Church of England, which 
can have no secondary claim ; to Baptists, who have 
just the same right to contend for ascendancy ; to 
the unassuming Congregationalism ; and to all de­
nominations, wiihoiit exception. Freedom in reli­
gion will in the end secure the ascendancy of the 
best sect, or ensure a fair field of operation for all.

In connection with the quotation above given, 
and the present attempt of tho Guardian to rouse 
the Methodists in favour of Dr, Rveison, there are 
strong grounds for suspicion, and the Guardian 
may be assured that He and his Directors will be 
well watched.

If Subscribers do not pay 
up punctually, the Proprietors can scarcely avoid 
selling themselves, either directly or indirectly, to 
the highest bidder. Some seek Government pa­
tronage, by which they must lie silent against 
evident abuses, or what is worse, defend them.

And in addition to its claims on its own subscri­
bers, every journalist, without regard to political 
opinions, has strong claims on the public gene­
rally. 11c has duties to perform to the whole com­
munity, even to those who are not subscribers, 
duties, the performance of which, persons who 
arc not subscribers are often the loudest in de­
manding,—Why does not the Press come out 
openly against such and such an abuse or nui­
sance, or monopoly, or danger, or whatever it 
may be that is complained of? Such demands are 
perfectly unreasonable, when the persons to be 
benefited are not willing to pay a few dollars a 
year to secure it ; while those individuals against 
whom, in a proper manner, complaint should be 
made, as oitr cotemporary remarks, every effort 
will be made to crush them. The public should 
support an independent Press ns a public good, 
on the same principle that a man effects an insu­
rance on bis property. It is true, one may say, 
I do not care about a newspaper,—I never read 
them,—I do not want one ; but he may want the 
services of one in matters of great importance 
for his own interests, just as ho may require to 
draw capital from an insurance office to re-build 
his house.

The dis­
arming of the four legions of the National Guard 
of Pans, whose conduct brought discredit on them 
in the late insurrection, is continued with great 
activity.^ On the evening of the 1st, between 7 
and 8 o clock, a train of 42 carriages of every 
description, including wagons, omnibuses, car­
riages for the removal of furniture, and a variety 
of other vehicles loaded with muskets, passed 
along the boulevards en route for Vincennes.

The greatest embarrassment is produced by the 
enormous number of prisoners arising out of the 
late insurrection, which now exceeds 10,000. It 
is said that of those who have been examined al­
ready, grounds have been elicited for prosecuting 
2000. It has been ascertained that at least 40,- 
000 persons either constructed barricades, fought 
against the defenders of order, or committed as­
sassina lions.

One of the French papers proposes to macada­
mize the principal streets of Paris, so as to get 
rid of the paving stones, which are so convenient 
for making barricades.

LAMARTINE GOING TO TI1E EAST.

M. de Lamartine is abont 
to quit France. The pretext is, that he intends to 
travel in the Blast, ana that he is to be accompa­
nied by Madame de Lamartine.

MOVEMENTS—AND KOTHINQ MORE.
Beyond the fact that the Austrians are concen­

trating their forces at Mestri, near Venice, and 
that the Italian army is threatening to march upon 
Verona, we know very little of the progress of 
the war in Northern Italy. The rumors about 
pretended négociations and conventions between 
the Piedmontese king and the Austrian emperor, 
appear to be entirely without foundation.

Letters from the camp of the King of Sar­
dinia, state that no operation of any kind had ta.

Tho king had been in­
disposed for two days, and councils of war, which 
should have been held have been postponed on 
that account.

Great anxiety has been expressed to know 
what is meant by house old suffrage I intended 
it to include all househ dders. My definition is, 
that every male, | ersoti of full age. nnd not subject 
to mental or legal infirmity, who has occupied 
t ie whole or part cf a house for twelve months, 
auu is rated to the re ief of the poor, shall have 
a right to be registered for twelve montha ; and 
that every lodge r «ha 1 af er twelve months’ resi­
dence, have a right to claim to be rated—'a 
laugh)—and to be ulso placed on the register for 
twelve months. In England, sir, therè is a sys­
tem of rating to the poor We, therefore, ha e 
all the apparatu and means at command hv which 
all persons mav be known ; and all ' T want is. 
that theie should be just so much residence as is 
necessary to séparai the steady man from t'«e 
va rant. 1 kn w that my system will exclude 
many from the franchise, but I believe it will 
include most who ought to be included. 1 nm 
not aware of any practical difficulty in the way.
Bv the pre-ent law every man is rated as to the 
whole of is h use, and there would he no diffi­
culty in providing by Act of Parliament that anv 
man may have n right to be rated in resopet of 
the part of the Itou e lie mfiy occupy. It mav he 
said that this is not jteepi'ng up the diatinction 
between person 1 rights nnd property. I think 
too much defetenco is paid to bricks and mortar,
•and too little to heads and brains. You may have 
heard the distinction which Franklin drew when 
the questio i of property or personal rights was 
agitated in Ante ica. “ Oh,” was remarked hv 
some one, “let property he rated.” “ Ry all 
means ” said Franklin ; “and suppose we fix five 
dollars ns the t mount 1 In that case, here’s a 
man coming across the bridge with a donkey :— 
he’s now entitle I to a vote. Rut if the rionkev 
dies on the other side, he will c oss the bridge 
again without a vote—so that the vote is the ass’s, 
not V e man’s.” (ilea , hear, nnd laughter \ The 
com -e, herefore, which I propose, is to abolish a!!

FURTHER PARTICULARS.

The National Assembly—bowed, as it must lie, 
wen with the trop hie.; of civil conquest, of fratri- 
c dal victory—nobly vindicate the first act of the 
young Republic. Though the social sin cominit- 
tcl has carried with it murder and desolation— 
there is to be no revenge of death. This net of 
o£ the Assembly is noble, magnanimous ; and, 
we uia fain to hope it, must hear fruit» of endu­
ring go id for Franee. The insurgent homicides 
are to he transported, not killed. The National 
Assembly—hvroiely true to its first heroic act— 
will mit Hold with the gttillo tine. That is left— 
the hirharons vet happily unused instrument of 
anarchy and civil murder.

forçât is denied the customary papers always 
granted to the honest labouring man ; always 
requited,by the employer when solicited for work. 
The J^rcaX, with new-born goodness struggling 
n his regenerate heart, is nere-theless denied the 
means of. existence. To labour—to earn his 
bread in the sweet sweat of his brow—is not per­
mitted him. He lias once fallen, and.. he must 
grovel in infamy for the rest of his days. And 
these are the creatures who infest-Paris and its en­
viions—who make it dangerous to the passenger 
to keep lute hours, as the glim Morgue but too 
often testifies ; these are the human brutes that, 
like four-footed beasts of prey, as night comes, 
leave their lair to hunt. These are the original 
of God—blackened, bmtified, and distorted into 
the likeness of devils—who will take a human life 
for a five-franc piece, and think the money easily- 
earned, if earned securely. And these are the 
men to whom such scenes as the scenes of these 
latter days are their true elemental 'hull ; where 
they the human devils make truest holiday.— 
Senators in Parliamnt, and judges on the bench 
have incidentally discussed the horroi-s of the 
time, in nn attempt to “ improve” the terrible oc­
casion to the advantage of fthc British Constitu­
tion that—according to some eloquent teachers— 
is to be considered as a kind of huge metaphoric 
banyan tree, its wide sheltering biuglis thick with 
fruit, and so vast, so all encircling that there is 
no hut in merry England it does not comfort and 
protect. We ask these self-applauding men to 
ponder on the destructive agency of ignorance 
and crime—when enlisted in popular revolt—and 
for the future to spend more upon public schools 
than on royal stables.

The Chnnit.lt snugly observes :—
“ The late events, in Paris. amt I he pr-'-'-nf slate of 

that city, hnve fnnrht an awful lesson : ami wr do not 
fncy the fetlinyi of those among the middle and higher 
rluss who contributed to brine about the revolution of

If it wot filly in Lom« Philippe and hi- 
minister to uphold a corrupt system, it wus worse than 
folly, it was wickedness, to summon the people from their 
workshops to aid in destroying hy violence, what would 
an I must have yielded to reason and a more peaceable 
kind of demonstration within a year.”

We take it, the wholesale contribution to the 
revolution was supplied by Louis Philippe him­
self. And as for his folly—it is a ghastly fool, 
whose rap is the bonnet rouge, and whoso bells 
are the toosins of a city. It conscience could 
kill him. certainly within this past week Louis 
Philippe must have sunk beneath a mortal heart 
ache. .

Notwithstanding these facts, that the object of 
the insurrection was pillage, and that at least ten 
thousand thieves were engaged in it, there are 
persona in the Province who have such hatred for 
a Republican Government, that they can sympa­
thise with thieves anil murderers sooner than 
consent that the French p«*ople should have a 
Government of their own choice. They have the 
wisdom of the serpent, without the least qualifi­
cation of the harmlessness of the dove. They 
know well that the mob is quite as useful an 
instrument for a despotic monarch as for a revo­
lutionary demagogue ; and consequently they 
regret to see it put down, though ever so ferocious.

AUSTRIA.
THE ITALIAN NEGOTIATIONS IIROKKN.

Tin- Spencer Gazette quotes the following letter 
from Vienna, of the 29th ult :—

The negotiations opened with Milan for the con­
clusion of pence, are said to have been broken off. 
Austria is determined not to give up the Loro- 
bardo-Venetian kingdom, unless Italy should take 
charge of a portion of the Austrian debt, amount­
ing to 100,000,000f. The provisional Govi-rn- 
ment even claims the Italian Tyrol.”

HUNGARY.
WAS AND CHOLERA.

Perth, June 23.
The Turkish envoy arrived here last night, and 

has to day had a conference w ith our Prime min­
ister, Ratthony, which busted several hours, the 
object of which probably was the new relations 
between Hungary and the principality of the Dan­
ube. A bloody engagement has taken place at 
Wcisskirahen, between the Germans and the Illy­
rians. Letters front Bucharest of the 15th, an­
nounce that all political ttjfiirs are suspended on 
account of the cholera, wmuh lias raged there with 
violence for the lost five years ; since the 7th of 
the month about ICO persons had been attacked 
daily of whom 50 had been carried off.

THE ARCHDUKE JOHN URGENT OF GERMANY.

The Frankfort Parliament, after much hesita­
tion and long debate, has elected Archduke John 
provisional Emperor of Germany. The choise 
is unexceptionable. Bom in the purple, yet de­
servedly popular, the old country gentleman and 
ironmaster of the Syrian hills is, perhaps, better 
fitted fur the post than any other man in Ger­
many. Thus, for the first time for centuries, Ger­
many has a common head, and a common govern­
ment will necessarily follow.

RUSSIA.
EXTENT OF THE CltOLARA.

There are reports of a revolution having bro­
ken out in St. 1’ctersburgli, but that it was quell­
ed after 300 lives had been lost. It does not rest, 
however, on good foundation.

The malady broke out in Russian capital on the 
24th ult., and an immense number of patients 
have already succumbed beneath its virulence.— 
In Moscow the pestilence is decimating the popu­
lation. Iu two days, (the 11th and 12th of June) 
of 222 patients, 122, or more than one half suc- 
cuinhcred. It is affirmed, moreover, that the dis­
ease has declared itself in twenty other govern­
ments of districts in the southern parts of the 
-•npiiv.

LONDON, THURSDAY, AUGUST 3. ISIS.

There are but two principles of government— 
the despotic and the representative. England lus 
chosen the latter, and hence it has become ours, by 
preference as well as by right.

But no one could reasonably expect that out of 
the corrupt and complicated social system of the 
feudal ages, that a representative system could be 
given to the world in a state of perfection and 
maturity : the child is born ; but to become a man 
he must grow.

Ildttce growth or progress is the inevitable neces­
sity of the representative system. If progress be 
opposed, it is death to the system. The question, 
therefore, between political parties in a State recog­
nising the representative system, should not be 
progress or no progress, but how that progress 
should be directed—into what features should the 
social system grow.

The arguments for progress are necessarily the 
same for Canada as for England ; the details only 
differ. In arguing to some extent the subject 
entered upon, though we take our illustrations en­
tirely from English history, and the proceedings of 
parties in England—their demands, their failure, 
or success—it will be obvious enough to Canadian 
politicians, how far progress should be insisted on, 
without at present going into particulars.

The non -progression ists under a representative 
Government established, are in a false position in 
opposing all progress, for progress is a part of the 
system they have adopted ; and in relation to every 
question of progress, they must ever argue on false 
grounds, unless they candidly assert that they are 
arguing for the abolition of the representative, and 
the establishment of the despotic system. Indeed, 
this is what in fact is aimed at, under the showy 
pretence of preserving the British Constitution from 
all change. This, however, is an absurdity, for it 
is founded upon change, from the necessity of a 
progress to perfection. The great, invariable, and 
always effectual obstructions' to progress, which 
even its opposera either admit to be necessary to 
some extent, or against which, at least, they bring 
no argument worth notice, is, that the advocates 
fir reforms always demand too much. Their oppo­
nents always take the occasion on that account to 
resist every demand. It is too true that the one 
imprudently want all thoir heaven of political hap­
piness at once ; and the other, either believing the 
projects of their opponents to be purely Utopian, or 
jierceiving that the it interests would be seriously 
affected in the consummation of those projects ; and 
being quite satisfied that the first step leads to the 
last, they give them the strongest opposition. In this 
the Conservatives, as they profess to lie, act still 
more unwisely than their opponents. They forget 
that the social system of a nation, however advanced 
in civilization, requires a certain period tor the 
realization of any decisive change, during which 
its opposera, were they to concede every thing, 
would, during their short lives, and the still shorter 
period in which they are agents, see nothing to 
shock them, and lose no individual interests worth 
contending for ; for what they actually concede does 
not come into operation till they have left the stage.

It might perhaps be the wiser method, in dealing 
with some opponents, if. Reformers were only to 
lay before the public one thing at a time, as it is 
evident from the testimony of all history, and ob­
vious to every one, that only one thing it done at 
a time. Let that one thing bs judiciously brought 
forward, supported by all the arguments in its 
favour ; let « possess the support of public opinion 
an its merits alone, and on its immediate necessity ;

and with patience, without bitter personal conten­
tion, or irascible party feeling ; by sobet argu- 

f with the exhibition of naked and unex- 
•ggerated facts ; thus agitated, till all minds are 
made HP that it must come, the time has then ar­
rived when the tree has only to be shaken, and the 
ripe fruit drops on the ground. But unfortunately, 
Reformers are not satisfied with one year’s crop of 
fruit in the same year ; they want it for years in 
advance. T1 eir opponents are, therefore, right in 
resisting such demands. But those opponents of 
reform, to keep to out metaphor, do wrong in resist­
ing the reform ot the day. That must come, notent 
voient, although we ere not fatalists ; and those who 
unwisely resist, must suffer. Those who resist the 
crowded and starring millions in pursuit of food, 
and that just before them, had better lake care that 
they are not trodden under foot : their fate would be 
the natural consequence of their folly.

But though we say, Reformers might keep back 
the whole of their schemes, we do not recommend'. 
so disingenuous a proceeding. We only intend to 
say, that were they to do so, such are the reasons 
to be assigned, and such the moral force in their 
power to bring forward, that they would generally 
thus succeed, step by step.

But we should propose a more honourable and 
rational mode of procedure. We should be ilia- 
posed to take a lesson from Sir Robert Peel’s gradu­
ating system of legislation, which Lord John Russell 
still proposes to follow in relation to the question of 
of the West India Sugar Duties. He proposes a 
certain period in which to accomplish what he 
wishes, and allots to a portion of that period a 
certain degree of progress towards the accomplish­
ment of his object.

We believe the world is sufficiently enlightened 
at the present time, to be able to propose, through 
the many able writers of the present day, X very 
large instalment towards the perfection of human 
civilization and happiness every year, such as they 
may safely say, forms a part of that which must be 
accomplished sooner or later.

Let us, then, propose the whole demand, sub­
mitting that such instalments only shall be required 
as the evident state of the age insists upon, and 
which cannot safely be resisted. We shall explain 
what we mean by the words, “ cannot safely be 
resisted.” Either the sovereign principle must bo 
despotic or representative. The administration of 
the first is physical—that of the other moral. If 
the moral influence of the well proved necessity for 
reforms, supported by a known majority of the 
people, be resisted by a Government, taking advan­
tage of the (tower entrusted to them merely for the 
preservation of the peace, such a Government lias 
virtually violated the representative principle, and 
adopted in fact the despotic. It has struck the 
first blow against liberty, and has provoked the 
exercise of physical force against itself. It is of 
little consequence which party, whet! er the Govern­
ment or the people, first violate the representative 
system—by packed Parliaments, sustained by mili­
tary force ; or organized mob, attacking that Par­
liament : both introduce despotism.

If the whole demand of the representative system 
be supported by arguments entirely unassailable, it 
mort follow that those who oppose the whole, are 
the ~,emies 0f the institutions of their country, 
unsubmisst». l0 the demands of reason, of justice, 
and even of religto» It should be well reflected 
upon, that resistance to reform. undeniably proved, 
and demanded by public opinion, nre, when re­
sisted, resisted by force. What wonder, ihnn, that 
they are attempted to be obtained by force 1 Insur­
rection and civil war are the consequences, which 
result in the destruction of both parties engaged in 
the contest. It is, therefore, absurd to oppose pro­
gress on the ground that the schemes are Utopian ; 
for if the people are nearly unanimous, they must 
prevail ; that makes the thing practical ; and more 
absurd to oppose it on grounds of personal interest ; 
for in the conflict both lose all they can lose. The 
conflict is the effect of resistance to progress.

That the first step in reform leads to the last, to 
its final triumph, its opposera admit, and for that 
reason oppose all reform. On this ground Lord John 
Russell opposed Mr. Hurao’s recent motion, that if 
granted it would lead to the Charter, aiuHthat 
Charter he would determinably oppose. But it is 
too late—it is impossible now to go back. The 
representative system must either advance to per­
fection, or the despotic system must take its place. 
There must be one or the other supreme ; they 
cannot reign jointly ; as is related of Alexander the 
Great, that he said there cannot be two suns. Des­
potism is a principle in complete antagonism with 
the representative principle, and one must give 
place to the other. In relation to England and its 
dependencies, there is not perhaps a man outside 
the walls of a Lunatic Asylum, that will say that 
despotism shall prevail ; and if it is not to prevail, 
it must be abolished. The representative principle 
has now had, with more or less obstruction, a growth 
in England at least of two hundred and fifty years, 
dating from the reign of James the First, when "it 
first began to obstruct the despotic will of the 
Sovereign. It has triumphed over all obstructions, 
and these have been neither few nor small, though 
to the present time the voice of the whole people in 
the House of Commons has never been heard. It 
has yet to be heard, and in full tone and strength ; 
and facts and reasons in favour of the complete 
supremacy of the representative system will be 
urged till that lake place. And if so much has 
been done under obstructions of every kind, what 
may we expect when the mass of the people are 
fully, fairly, and honestly represented ? Class legis­
lation will then be an impossibility. Class legisla­
tion is perhaps the best general expression of the 
evil now complained of ; its abandonment, there­
fore, will be the whole good now aimed at. It is 
net necessary to illustrate this by enumerating par­
ticulars. The political perfection of the civilized 
world lies on this foundation—the purity, complete­
ness, and supremacy of the representative principle 
of government. This is the whole demand of 
Reformers. They want nothing more—they will 
take nothing less.

If the representation system is to ho retained— 
if insurrection is to be avoided—if the exercise of 
physical force on tho part of Governments or their 
opposers is to be ab*"doned—feet us welcome gradual 
reforms ; let us make them gradual. Come they 
must, unless representative government be abol ished, 
and with bloodshed if resisted. How much better 
to have them without.

It is scarcely necessary to apply these arguments 
to the present state of this Province, as a Reform 
Administration is in power, (torn which reach is 
expected. We only wish they may not be too fast ; 
that they may ensure every itap, however slow ; 
and if they hasten, and generalize in anything, we 
tnw* it will be in declaring that full recognition of 
the principle of progress under a representative

Government, which aims at its perfection—a State 
which admits equal individual rights, and repre­
sentation proportionate to population, without pro­
perty qualification. ÎT on this system the people 
elect an unfit Parliament, they will find it out, 
repent, and “ do better in future;» and if not, they 
will have none to blame but themselves. People 
ought not, eten to be made happy against their will.

The Financial Committee of the House of Com­
mons have published their first Report. The 
following we extract from a series of resolutions 
submitted by the eminent Banker, Mr. Spooner. 
We select them at this time as an opportune evi­
dence of the propriety of tho course now taken by 
the Provincial Government in issuing Debentures, 
receivable for revenue duties. The opposition of a 
few of the Provincial journals arises purely from 
patty motives. They express fears and predict 
calamities, without giving a shadow of reason for 
either. Tÿe folly of establishing an absolute fixed 
standard for gold, while it is the only legal money 
lender*jdfcecoming apparent to every one. The 
Committee alluded to have only carried their Report 
in favour of the Bullionists by a majority of two ; 
and it cannot be long before an English Parliament 
will see the propriety of doing as our Provincial 
Government has now1 done. The legal tender for 

^mottey will then expand, and adjust itself to the 
actual amotrnt of produce and goods to be exchanged 
in commercial transactions, and the country saved 
from a recurrence of those disastrous, periodical 
commercial panics which have so often occurred, 
to the ruin of thousands :—

“ That every attempt to carry out the gold stan­
dard has been found impracticable, as is proved by 
the distress occasioned in the population by the 
preparation for so doing in 1816, as well as by the 
passing of the Bill in the year 1819, which enforced 
that attempt—which distress was only mitigated by 
the permission which was given in 1622 to continue 
the circulation of one and two pound notes until 
1833; hy a Government loan in aid of the agricul­
tural cias*t»>»nd also by permitting an operation 
with respect to pensions, commonly called the 
“Deadweight.” 1

“That the Bill of 1844 was enacted for the pur­
pose of compelling the Bank of England to regulate 
its issues strictly in accordance with the state of 
the exchanges, and by this means to retain so large 
an amount of mild in its coffers as to ensure the 
convertibility of the notes of that establishment.

Tliat the failure of the potato crop in 1846 
caused a great increase in the importations of foreign 
grain, as well as of other produce, and these imports 
were further increased by the adoption of free trade 
principles. In consequence of these extra imports 
gold was exported, and tho reserve of notes in the 
banking department of the Bank of England was 
reduced from about nine millions in Deèember, 
1846, to two millions and a half in April. 1847. 
This sudden reduction compelled the Bank of Eng­
land forcibly to contract its issues, in order to regain 
its position. On October 23rd, the time of the 
greatest pressure, the Bank held more than eight 
millions of bullion in its vaults, and while the whole 
of the commercial and manufacturing interests and 
labouring population were brought into the greatest 
distress, amounting to an almost total cessation ol 
business, the bullion in the vaults of the Bank was, 
by the Act of 1844, in this emergency, rendered 
perfectly useless ; the Bank, however, was instantly 
relieved from its difficulties by tho Government 
letter of the 25th of October, anil the pressure in­
stantly mitigated ; but the industrial powers of the 
nation have been so deranged, that up to this time 
vast numbers of the population remain out of em­
ployment.

“ That so long as the Bill of 1819 remains in 
force, these alternations of adversity and prosperity 
will continue. That a remedy at once easy and 
safe would be found in the creation of a National 
Paper Money, to he issued in the gradual repayment 
of the debt due from the Government to the Bank

England; in the payment of the dividends and 
Government annual expenses the issue of the 
National Paper to be limited to the amount required 
for these purpose. Such paper money should he of 
convenient amounts for •ommercial circulation and 
for the payment of taxes, .nd should be a legal 
tender in all payments. This National Money 
cannot but maintain an equable value, »» fon» as 
its issue is limited in the manner above describe,| 
and so long as the Government is compelled to 
receive it in payment of taxes.”

Ordination.
On the 19th of July, the United Presbytery of 

London met at St. Mary’s, to ordain Mr. John 
Proudfoot over the united congregations of Blan- 
shnrd and Downie. The Rev. Charles Fletcher, 
Goderich, preached a highly appropriate sermon 
from 2nd Cor., iv. 5. The Rev. William Proud­
foot asked the usual questions, and offered up the 
ordination prayer, during which Mr. J. Proudfoo* 
was set apart to the work of the Ministry, by the 
laying on of hands of the Presbytery. The Rev. 
G. Murray, Blenheim, gave the charge to the 
young Minister, aud the Rev. J. Skinner addressed 
the united congregations. The Rev. Messrs. J. 
Roy and A. Drummond, from the Presbytery of 
Flamboro’, and A. Kennedy, took part in the 
services.

The weather was very favourable, and the 
place of worship was crowded by an attentive and 
apparently interested audience. A considerable 
number who could not get admission into the 
house, clustered about the door and the windows.

After a substantial and very comfortable dinner 
in Mr. Frelick’s, the company was addressed on 
interesting and appropriate subjects by Messrs. 
Murray, Roy, and Drummond. Mr. Roy remained 
over Sabbath, and introduced Mr. Proudfoot to 
his congregations, in Downie in the forenoon, and 
in Blanshard in the afternoon.

(t^ We had resolved, a month or two since, to 
call the attention of Clergymen of all denominations 
to the Censns Act, which seems generally to have 
been unnoticed, and the duty required neglected. 
We now see that several of the Provincial journals 
have done so. All Clergymen who are otherwise 
authorised to baptize, and perform the marriage and 
funeral services, according to their respective regu­
lations, are required to keep a register of the same, 
and send a quarterly return to the Clerk of the Peace 
of the District, or Clerk of the City or Town Council. 
All persons neglecting this duly are liable to an 
indictment for a misdemeanor. See Census Act, 
clause 16.

()^The Provincial Parliament is further pro­
rogued to the 2nd of September, and not then for 
the despatch of business.

A Coroner’s Inquest was held in Toronto on 
Saturday morning last, on the body of John O’Brien, 
a shoemaker, who had been morde red the pre­
ceding evening. The crime was perpetrated by a 
woman of disreputable character, named Ann Little, 
under the excitement of intoxication. After some 
altercation with the deceased, she followed him into 
the yard, and stabbed him with a knife, which, 
perforating the lower edge of the lunge, penetrated 
to his heart. She has been committed for trial.

It La with the deepest feeling of regret, with 
which we arc persuaded the whole community 
sympathize, that we discharge the painful duty 
of recording the sudden demise of the Hon. Mr. 
Justice Jones. This unexpected and distressing 
event took place on Sunday last, after a short 
illness.

In all the situations of life, 
public and private, Mr. Jones waa held in the 
highest estimation, and his memory will ever be 
retained by the inhabitants of this, his native 
country, in affectionate and respectful regret, as 
long as disinterested friendship, and warm-hearted 
generosity, can conciliate attachment, or unflinch­
ing integrity and high principle can command 
esteem.—British Colonist, 1st August.

We have a very short answer to make to the 
only paragraph in Gourlay’s last letter which is 
at all deserving of attention,—that in which he 
urges that a road should be laid out in the Ottawa 
territory on the free grant system. We hope 
that Gourlay will be consoled when we inform 
him that the road through the territory referred to 
was determined on at the very same time as those 
in the Owens’ Sound and St. Francis territories.

We learn from New York papers, that an 
agent is in that city to obtain subscriptions for 
the construction of a line of telegraph to Halifax, 
to connect with the New York, Boston, and Port­
land line.

On the same subject, the Boston Post says— 
We learn fron J. B. Harrow, Esq., one of the 
agents of tho enterprise, that the construction of 
the telegraph from Portland to the boundary of 
New Brunswick, at Calais, to connect there with 
a line to Halifax, is to be commenced forthwith. 
The following intermediate towns have arranged 
for stations ; Bath, Damariscotta, Waldoboro’, East 
Thomaston, Belfast, and Bangor. The line will 
be completed the present full, and before the 
opening of winter. The provincial lines to Hal­
ifax are to be constructed simultaneously with that 
in Maine.

FRANCE.

Another Plot has been discovered in Paris, the 
workmen of the ateliers nationaux, and other 
turbulent workmen, hud resolved to make another 
attempt on the l ith, the day originally fixed 
on for the first five sous banquets. General 
Cavaignac, and General Lamoricii-r, in accordance 
with an order from the Commander in Chief of 
the National Guards, had adopted a plan for the 
prevention of barricades.

A Postscript in the European Times says tliat 
accounts from Paris, dnti-d July 13th, are of a 
non-satisfactory character.

A report is current to the effect tha* a serious 
division prevails in the Government. General 
Cavaignac himself is undecided. 'Die greatest 
activity has continued to be observed in the de­
partments of the War Office.

It appears certain that attempts have been
made at the excavation in numerous places----
one of these is near the chamber.

All the political prisoners were moved on 
Dtursday night from Paris to the detached posts 
Several escaped on the way.

The National Guards and garrison were under 
arms, and cannon were posted at different points.

In Paris, on the 14th, all the streets leading to 
the Assembly, Tuilleries, and other public places, 
were filled with National Guards and Cavalry. All 
the troops of the Une are confined to the barracks, 
ready at a moment’s notice for action.

No disturbances have yet occurred. A revolt 
has taken place among the prisoners at Embrya. 
A violent contest with the National Guards was 
put down with four killed and eighty wounded.

Paris, July 11,0 o’clock.
The city remains tranquil ; no attempt at distur 

bances has yet been made.
M. Goudichaux distinctly stated that the Gov­

ernment had not intended to take the Railways. 
The remainder of the Italian army has fallen back. 
A camp of 50 men is formed there ; all transactions 
of intervention in Italy has ceased.

SPAIN.
In Spain the insurrection in favor of Count 

Montemelin fills the Government with alarm. 
Salamanca, the capitalist, is to have all his pro­
perty confiscated, on charge of rebellion.

A Telegraphic Despatch to the latent moment 
reported that a strong Carlist band bad been de­
feated on the road to Pampeluna. General El Us, 
standing little chance of success against the Car- 
lists, had crossed over to France.

The Carlists Generals Catalonia and Navarre 
have been ordered to bejbhot on the spot ; Cabre 
ra and Ellio, or any other Chief who may fall in 
to their hands.

IRELAND.
Mr. O’Dohertv was arrested in Ca*bol on Mon­

day, and Mr. Meagher’s apprehension caused the 
utmost excitement in Waterford,—the chapel bells 
were rung, and thousands of the confederates as­
sembled ; it required all the authority and influ­
ence of the gifted and chivalrous captive, aided 
by the Catholic clergy, to prevent the people from 
falling on the military and police. As it was they 
stoned the authorities, and cut off one body of 
the troops from the other ; they erected a for­
midable barricade that impeded the progress of

Parliamentary Reform.

(.Concluded from our last.)
Mr. H. Drummond followed in opjioailiou to 

the resolution, contending that political power 
should be confined to those who had property, to 
the exclusion of those who had none. If it were 
to be admitted that a particular constitution of that 
House would secure a diminution of the national 
expenses, then it would be composed of repreeont- 
ativee who, to satisfy their own petty and local 
objects, would sacrifice the national interests and 
honour ; constitute the House as they pleased, 
still it would be powerless as regarded relieving 
the distresses of the people—it would bo a gross 
delusion .to tell them that any reform of Parlia 
ment could give them food, that anything but mi­
sery was the lot of the great mass of mankind, or 
that that misery could be relieved by any legis­
lation whatever.

Lord John Rtissell commenced as Mr. Hurpe 
did, by alluding to the petitions presented that 
evening to the House, end to their importance, ns 
an expression of the general opinion of the coun­
try on the subject Upon that I have to say, that it 
does not appear that, except for the provisions cal­
led the People’s Charter, there was any large or 
numerously signed petition presented to this House 
in the ctrly part of the session. Regarding those 
since presented, and regarding those meetings 
w hicli have been held to support the motion of tho 
hon. member for Montrose, there are two remark­
able circumstances : one is, that considerable 
pains were taken to misrepresent a speech which 
l made some weeks ago—w'.un notice of that 
motion was made to the hon. member—lo tho 
effect that I de lured therein that the people 
wished for no reform. I lime seen it done with 
such care, that in placards all the words which 
implied my belief that there ought to be reform 
were carefully expunged, and in some cases, di­
rectly the reverse stated. The words I used were 
—“ My belief is, that the middle and working 
cla>ses desire that there should be a gradual pro­
gress of reform ; that this House should give its 
attention lo questions before it, nnd that on 
peace and tranquillity depend their interest.’’ 
(Cries of “ Read o.«.”) Of course 1 do not 
deny that which has been staled over and over 
again, that 1 expressed my belief that the country, 
namely, the middle and working classes, were 
not in favour of the People’s Charter, or the plan 
of the hon. nemlier for Montrose ; but that de­
claration has betn used as if it were a declaration 
against all reform ; w he teas, 1 went on to sav, 
after having excluded these specific measures, 
that the people desired a gradual progress in re­
form, and in using that term I excluded no spe­
cies of reform, neither parliamentary nor fiscal, 
nor any other kind of reform which it might he 
useful to adopt. Hut so great has ticen the mis­
understanding or misconstruction of what I said, 
that at the Marylelione meeting the lion member 
for Montrose moved a resolution, which began 
thus : “ That the prime minister, having stated 
Ids opinion that the people require no nxlensive 
measure of political and fiscal reform, it is hereby 
resolved,’’ and so on. The hon. gentleman, hav­
ing heard what 1 said, and accurate!) knowing 
what 1 said, should really have taken more pain-. 
When that resolution was put into his hand, he 
should have said, “ This is a resolution contrary 
to the fact ; I know it to be so (hear, hear) ; it is 
impossible for me to move it as it stands.”

Mr. Hume—I can only sav it is consistent with 
the fact, to my knowledge. (Order, Order )

Lord John Russell—Now, there is another cir­
cumstance which lias a tended many of these 
meetings for reform. They have been meetings 
convened and assembled with a view of proposing 
and supporting the four points contained in this 
resolution which the hon. gentleman has moved 
to-day, and to which lie has now added a fifth, and 
with a view of sending petitions to this Mouse in 
support of this resolution. But when the matter 
came to a discussion, it lias repeatedly happened, 
either that some Chartist has risen and moved an 
amendment, that every person of fad ago and un- 
convietcd of any crime ought to have a vote, and 
that that resolution lias been carried, or else that, 
sucli a resolution being proposed, such a division 
in the meeting took place, that the réporte s, 
who generally attend accurately to these mat­
ters, have been unable to state the result of the 
meeting. I say, therefore, with regard to this 
movement, that, in the first place, it has been in a 
great degree founded upon a misrepresentation of 
what I said in my place in Parliament ; and in 
the next place, that it is not to be considered at all 
as a movement in support ol the hon. member 
for Montrose—whether wo take Leeds or Bir­
mingham, or Marylcbone, as 1 think, or several 
other of the great cities. If Mr. Hume’s assertion 
were correct, that every man who contributed to 
tho taxes had a right to a vote, there w-ns an end 
to the question, and there was no occasion for the 
restrictions and qualifications with which Mr. 
Hume was now going to encumlier that pretended 
right.. If every man had that right, what did Mr. 
Hume now mean hy restricting it to all house­
holders ? Even under his definition of household 
suffrage, some two or three millions of adult males 
would bo excluded from the representation, and 
thus the universal content which ho wished to 
ptrainee would not be obtained. He differed from 
Mr. Hume as to the basis of his proposed repre­
sentation. That which every man had a right to, 
was the best possible government, and the best 
representative system, wliioh the legislature could 
form. If universal suffrage would give the best 
representative system, the best laws, and tho best 
government, the people would have a right to it ; 
but if universal suffrage would not give this, then 
it was mere idle pedantry to say that every man 
had a right to a vote, and was entitled to share in 
legislation. In considering this question, he could 
not but recollect that ours was a mixed constitu­
tion,—that we had a sovereign and a House of 
Lords, and that tboy were not evils to be endu­
red, but institutions to bo proud of. Tacitus had 
said that every government was funned of mo­
narchy, aristocracy, or democracy—that a govern­
ment formed out of tho three oould be easily 
conceived, but could not easily be brought to pass, 
and that if it could be brought to pass, it could no 
bo durable. That sentiment had been justified by 
the experience of all the modern nations of the 
world save one, and that one was England. We, 
therefcrv, ought to apply ourselves with the great­
est caution and anxiety to any'plan which altered 
in any way the adjustment of the different powers 
of the constitution, as this plan did for the alter­
ation of our whole representative system. He 
then entered into a long argmu.-nt to prove, that

• parliament elected by householders and lodgers 
Would not be a better parliament than the pre­
sent. If such a representative system were adopt­
ed, it would render it ncessary to adopt such a 
division of the country into electoral Districts as 
was contemplated in the People’s Charter. Hav­
ing shewn that such a division would not be con­
ducive to the interests of the people, he next pro­
ceeded to argue that the apportionment of the re­
presentation to the population would lead to such 
collisions of opinion between the representatives 
of the town and country districts as would be inju­
rious to its future tranquillity. He declined to enter 
into any long argument as to the vote by ballot, 
though he was of opinion that it would be no re 
medy against intimidation. He also declared him­
self satisfied with the present duration of Parlia­
ment, and should not give Ills vote for any change 
in it. He then proceeded to defend the Reform 
Bill, by showing that since it was passed the 
House had not been the mere servant of the aris- 
racy, or the bigotted opponent of all plans of ame­
lioration. No ono who considered the changes 
which had been made since 1882, could say that 
the House of Commons hod not responded quickly 
and readily to public opinion. He then recapitu- 
lated the great measures which it had passed in 
that interval, as, for instance, the abolition of sla­
very, the opening of the China trade, the aboli- 
tion of tithes, the remedy of the grievances of 
Dissenters as to births and marriages, the reform 
of the municipal corporations in England, Scot­
land, and Ireland, the alterations in the tariff, the 
alterations in the postage system, and lastly, the 
total repeal of the Corn Laws, which proved that 
tho Hou-e was not under the rule and dominion 
of the landed aristocracy. Thinking as he did, 
that the Reform Act was on improvement on our 
old represent itive system, still he had always been 
of opinion that it wot J admit of improvement 
from lime to time. When he had been most 
attacked for finality, he had proposed, in his letter 
to the electors of Stroud, in 1839, either to dis­
franchise the freemen, or to make them the repre­
sentatives of the industrious mechanics in our 
large manufacturing towns who were not entitled 
to vote at present. He had also said that the £10 
franchise was too much fettered by restriction, 
and that the system of registration was complica­
ted nnd vexatious. From 1839 to the present day, 
neither Mr. Hu.ue nor his colleagues had brought 
forward any proposition for the reconstruction of 
the House of Commons. Nor had lie (Lord J. 
Russell.) Yet it appeared to him that the pubbe 
mind was now turned to the subject, and that tile 
time was now at hand, if it had mot already come, 
when some reforms of tho. nature'to which he had 
just alluded must be made in the representative 
system. The inquiries which the House was 
then making into the proceedings of some cor­
rupt boroughs could give it further information, 
and then it would know whether it should disfran­
chise those boroughs or only the freemen of them 
The great defect in the Reform Bill appeared to 
him to be, that it had reduced too much the va­
riety of the right of voting under the old consti­
tution. He thought that by some variety of suf­
frage, such os by making the freemen the repre­
sentatives of our industrial classes in the large 
totyns, or hy establishing the accumulations in 
the savings banks, or by some other mode of 
the same kind, we might extend the 
without injuring tho basis of our representation. 
He was, therefore, not disposed to sav that vou 
could not beneficially alter or improve the Reform 
Act ; but he was not prepared at present to intro­
duce hills to carry the amendments which he had 
mentioned into effect. This was not the moment 
when such dangerous opinions respecting capital, 
and wages and labour were afloat, to make great 
and extensive changes in the contraction of the 
House of Commons, which he believed represented 
the nation fairly. The advantages of our consti­
tution were to ourscivos invaluable. The stability 
of our institutions amid tho existing convulsions 
ol the world, had excited the admiration of every 
lover of peace and order in every nation, and 
therelure la. hoped that the House would do no­
thing to diminish that admiration or lose that re­
spect. Ile trusted that the House would not se­
lect the present as the time for making a reform, 
which stopped indeed short of the Charter, but 
which must ultimately terminate in it; but that it 
would tiiink it due to the other branch of the Le­
gislature, and to that great people of which it was 
the representative, to give a decided negative to 
this resolution.

Geoeet 
Grey and Mr. Ajriecaira look to for pro 
motingthe safety aad ensuring the civilisation 
of London. A passport system, alien laws, crown 
and security laws, against the press, such as 
Lord John Rcssell passes or sighs for laws 
for protecting industry, such as Lord G. Bentisck 
end the Spitalfields weavers, equally ignorant of 
the rayais of promoting the welfare of society, 
desiderate, medical police, and Health of Town 
Bills, the French have had, with all the exquisite 
contrivances of the moat subtle legislation. The 
government, too, has always had the means of 
carrying its laws into effect ; and what are the 
results There in Paris, close under the eve of 
the court, within the reach of its hand and its 
influence, exposed to all the blandishments of 
all its arts, there has grown up a great horde of 
savages whose brutality and ignorance find no 
parallel but in the assassina of India. For all 
these disgraceful and terrible calamities, for the 
destruction of all credit, the suspension of nearly 
all honest industry in Paris ; for the convulsion 
of France and of Europe, that system is responsible 
which Louie Philippe and M. Guizot adminis­
tered, and which, to our misfortune, thousands 
amongst us, like the Quarterly Reviewer, defeud 
and seek to strengthen, and extend over every 
part of our own society.

WOMAN'S RIGHTS CONVENTION.

We mentioned a few days ago that a cont en­
tion of women had been held at Seneca Falls, on 
the 19th and 20th inst, to protect woman's rights. 
The Seneca County Courier contains the ‘Declara­
tion "of sentiments’ put forth by that body. It 
is considerably in the vein of the Declaration of 
Independence, and savors strongly of revolution.

The ‘Signers,’ numbering more than one hun­
dred, ‘hold these truths to be self-evident,’ that 
‘all men and women are created equal,’ that 'gov­
ernment derive their just powers from the consent 
of the governed,’ Ac., and they are decidedly of 
opinion that ‘the patient suffrage of the women, 
has continued about long enough.

Among the enormities charged upon the usurp­
ing ‘lords of creation’ are the following:—

The history of mankind is a history of repeated 
injuries and usurpations on the part of man 
toward woman, having in direct object the estab­
lishment of an absolute tyranny over her. To 
prove this let facts be submitted to a candid world.

He has never permitted hor to exercise her 
inalienable right to elective franchise.

He has compelled her to submit to laws in the 
formation of which she had uio voice.

Having deprived her of this first right of a 
citizen the elective franchise, thereby leaving her 
without representation in the halls of legislation, 
he has oppressed her on all sides.

He has made her, if married in the eyes of the 
law, civilly dead.

He has taken from her ‘all rights in property, 
even to the wages she earns.

He has made her, morally, irresponsible being 
as she can commit many crimes with impunity, 
provided they be done in the presence of her 
husband. In the covenant of marriage she is 
compelled to promise obedience to her husband, 
he becoming to all intents and purposes her 
master—the law giving him power to deprive her 
of her liberty and to administer chastisement.

After depriving her of all her rights as a 
married woman, if single and the owner of pro­
perty, he has taxed her to support a government 
which recognizes her only when her property 
can be made profitable to it.

He has denied her the facilties for obtaining a 
thorough education—all colleges being closed 
against her.

He has endeavoured, in every way that he 
could, to destroy her confidence in her own pow­
ers, to lessen her self-respect and to make her 
willing to lead a dependent and abject life:

The members of the convention “ anticipate 
no small amount of misconception, misrepresen­
tation and ridicule” as they "enter upon the 
great work" before them. They intend, however, 
to employ agents, circulate tracts, petition the 
state and nation legislatures, and endeavour to en­
list the pulpit and the press.”

It seems that this is not a free country after 
all. But no one will deny but what it is a 
“ great country.”

The Hethodlst New Oonnexlon Church in 

London, C. W.
To the Editor of the Christian Messenger.

Dear Sir,—It occurs to me that it would be 
acceptable to you and to your readers, and, from 
the lacts it narrates, a profitable lesson to the va­
rious Methodist bodies generally, to receive a 
brief report of the recent movements in this 
town among the memberi of the Methodist 
Churches, which have resulted in the organiza­
tion of a Church of the Methodist New Con­
nexion.

About three years since, and until the present 
time, there were two commodious chapels in this 
town, one belonging to the Canadian Conference 
Methodists, and the other to the British Wesleyan 
Methodists. The Chapel of the latter had been 
built more recently, with great exertions of liber­
ality, and by persons animated with an active zeal 
for the cause of the gospel : their labours resulted 
in a prosperous Church.
' In June, 1847, it pleased the Conferences of 

these two bodies to unite these two distinct 
Churches throughout Upper Canada, without con­
sulting the members of either community, and 
without giving any notice of their intention for 
such in union ; hut, on the contrary, they con­
cealed such' intentions ; and when individual 
preachers were questioned ' on the prospect of 
Uftion, they denied that such an Union was even 
contemplated. The Union was, however, effected, 
a» thr as resolutions of Conferences could unite 
distinct and evidently incohesive bodies. Then 
followed the attempt to put the Union into prac­
tice ; and, accordingly, in this town, one congre­
gation was mingled with, and added to another ; 
and immediately it was seen that ail arithmetical 
laws were inverted : two and two no longer made 
four. These two Churches, melted down into 
one, were in a very short time less in number 
than the aggregate of the two while separate ; but 
eoon after leas than one of them before the so- 
called Union. But, in fact, there was no Union ; 
the Conferences, as in other places, in order to 
reconcile both parties to the scheme, for the first 
year gave to each its own preachers respectively, 
to avoid giving offence suddenly But now an­
other Conference in 1848 takes plaça, and they 
proceed to mature their plans ; while to the Ca­
nadian congregations they give Canadian Confer­
ence Preachers, to the British Wesley ans they 
also give Canadian Conference Preachers ; and 
the result is, that the British Wesleyan Ministers 
are driven out of the Province, and their Chapels 
end Congregations seized by the majority in the 
Canadian Conference.

This has been resisted by the British Wesley­
an# in this place, who built the Chapel fbr their 
tisru end now find thev mu«« either m-'cnmh to

the worst description of ecclesiastical tyrannjfr 
or give up their Chnpel, and seek elsewhere a

Accordin,‘SS& wplace to worship God in freedom, 
they have resolved on establisMni 
New Connexion Church, which both admits of ley 
delegation, end repudiates and opposes every form 
of Government allowance, patronage, or interfe­
rence with religious denominations.

The disruption has taken place ; and the late 
British Wesleyan Methodist Church have dis­
played the moral courage Of renouncing both 
Conferences, having bean deceived by both.

On Sunday, the 23rd July, the Town Hall was 
occupied, morning and evening, by a large con­
gregation, to whom the Rev. H. 0. Crofts preached 
on both occasions ; and, during the few previous 
days, four classes had been firmed : and the body 
at the time mentioned, had become completely or­
ganised. as a Church of the Methodist New Con­
nexion.

While these changes have been in preparation, 
during the years 1847-8, I have noticed, again 
and again, in the columns of the Christian 
Guardian, the most flattering statements of the 
succes-ful working of the Union. And this is 
not the first occasion on which false reports have 
been published in that paper, relating to the state 
of that Church. I have noticed the earnest ex­
hortations of that journal to the membership, to 
■sign petitions to the Legislature for a division of 
the University Endowment favorable to the views 
of the few ruling Preachers of the Canadian Wes­
leyan Methodist Conference. I have noticed that 
these recommendations were supported by state­
ments that long and prayerful consideration had 
been given to the step decided on, to present such 
petitions ; and even the membership were ex­
horted to add prayer to the effort. I have road 
in the same journal many letters, (at least repre­
sented to be such) from Preachers scattered 
throughout the Province, reporting the entire suc­
cess of tire Union ; and echoing, what for the 
last year or two has been repeated in the Chris­
tian Guardian—ad nauscum, “ The best of all is, 
God is with ns.”

1 have heard Preachers, before they went to tiro 
Conference in June, 1847, declare that they 
would oppose the Union ; 1 have heard them, on 
their return, report their a-sent to it. And such 
was their report or explanation :—The brethren 
felt that the Union was of God, and could not 
resist it : they talked of unity and brotherly love 
until their hearts were netted down ; to which 
they accompanied prayer, till they all rose, resol­
ved to be one. And yet, these divinely influenced 
me n hive never uttered a syllable in liivour of the 
Union, or of their mere change of feeling (for 
opinion it cannot be called,) by way of giving a 
reason for their proceedings.

Can it be wondered at that any people, with 
the slightest intelligence, should rjfuse to be go­
verned by such ecclesiastical quackery as this ? 
And what is the result ? The people are just as 
they were before, except, perhaps, they are fewer 
in number. The only obvious difference is, that 
one party have been turned out of a Chapel which 
they had built, and another party has entered it.

I am informed, on very credible authority, that 
the same distrust of both Conferences, and the 
same resolution to insist on lay d ilegation, is 
spreading like wild-fire throughout the Upper 
Province ; and that Woodstock, Guelph, and Ha­
milton, are in the same state as we arc in London.

If the Wesleyan Methodist Conference had lis­
tened to the demands of their people, for lay-de­
legation, when it was so strongly insisted on 
three years ago, they would not have been in the 
humiliating position in which they are now placed.

However, as has often been the case in the 
history of Christian Churches, the evil is over­
ruled for good. The sentiment of Pope is not far 
out of the way, with reference to the changes I 
now speak of—

“ AH discord, harmony not understood ;
All partial evil, universal good.”

Useless and untrustworthy instruments are laid 
aside ; and it is to be hoped that better are put in 
their place. Had the Preachers of both Confer­
ences nothing else to do ; had they, in the spirit 
of St Paul, determined to know nothing among 
men but Jesus Chri-t and him crucified, this loss 
of public confidence could not have occurred. But 
it is too well known that they had something else 
to do ; and, in attempting to do that, they aggra­
vated their offence in doing it in the name of re­
ligion. Mudain Roland, on the scaffold, in the 
French Revolution of 1792, exclaimed, “O 
Liberty ! what crimes are committed in thy 
name.” I need only change the word liberty for 
religion, and apply the same remark to the lead­
ing Preachers of the Canadian Wesleyan Me­
thodist Conference.

Just ns they do, did Israel of old : they did 
everything in the name of the Lord.' They have 
openly declared that what they have done was 
done with long, prayerful consideration ; and in 
this they have exposed themselves to the whole 
Christian world. God has answered them, as he 
answered Israel : “ For there shall be no more 
any vain vision, nor flattering divination within 
the House of Israel : for I am the Lord ; 1 will 
speak, and the word that I slmll speak shall come 
to pass.”

Did the prayerful consideration petition suc­
ceed ? No ! it utterly failed. Then, where was 
the Divine assurance that they wore right in the 
conclusions to which prayerful considerations led 
them ? Did the Union succeed, which also was 
so strongly supported by assurances that it was of 
God ? At least here, it did not. Then, where 
is the truth of that very pious phraseology used 
on this occasion—“ We were all overpowered with 
the love of God “ We all felt that we must 
unite." The answer of fact is, they have not 
united, and never will unite, such instru­
mentality.

I hope that I shall not be misunderstood as ex­
pressing any feeling of vainglory that an addition 
si made to the New Connexion Methodist Church. 
So fur from it, that I think the increase so sud­
denly acquired is more a subject of alarm than 
gratulation : the people crowding into it will occa­
sion the greatest solicitude, as to the best mode of 
meeting the increased demand for ministerial 
labours, as well as to recognise and respond to the 
increased responsibility thus acquired. And so 
far from approving a monopolising practice in 
religious affairs, I sincerely wish to see the 
Canadian Wesleyan Methodist Church renew 
their strength. Let the Ministers no longer serve 
tables, but give themselves to prayer and to the 
ministry of the word, and all will be right. But 
let them disregard the present call, and they may 
be assured that the word of God will not fall of 
its due application : “ 'Hius will I accomplish my 
wrath upon the wall, and upon them that daubed 
it with untemnered mortar ; and will say unto 
them, the wall is no more, neither they that 
daubed it; to wit, the House of Israel, which 
prophecy concerning Jerusalem, and which see 
visions of peace for her, and there is no peace 
saith the Lord God.”

Our present number completes the first six 
mouths’ issue of tho Western Canadian. Where 
the Subscription is put so low as it is for the West­
ern Canadian, it is expected that the amount will 
be paid in advance ; but so many unsuccessful 
attempts have been made to establish a Reform 
paper, and so many subscriptions taken in advance 
on the strength of pledges which were never fulfil­
led, that the Proprietors of the Western Canadian 
fell, at starting, that they had no other resource left 
than to throw themselves upon the generosity of 
those who might feel disposed, in spite of former 
discouragements, to place confidence in them, or 
quietly await that period when, by the issue of their 
journal for six months, they would be in a position 
to demand it. That period has now arrived, and 
we trust our friends will save us the trouble of col­
lection, by remitting us the amount.

ROADS.

We took up the subject of Roads a few weeks 
ago—Every Town, Township, and District, its own 
Road-maker. We are glad to find that the few hints 
we suggested have been attended to. Our Town 
Council has extended the gravelling of the streets 
to its Northern and Eastern limits,— a step 
which we hope will encourage the inhabitants of 
the District to bestir themsidves in following up 
in the Northern part of the Township. From the 
north our market is best supplied, so far as relates 
to daily supplies ; and it is for the farmers in that 
direction to attend to their own interests, in extend­
ing a good road from the Town limits.

On the same subject, we are happy to notice the 
movements of the people of the Brock District, in 
endeavouring to open a good road from Ingersoll to 
Port Burwell. There are no engineering difficulties 
in the way—a few miles of wood only, remain un­
cleared ; and that wood affords, to a great extent, 
and as far as is required, the materials for the 
road. The parties propose a sort of clubbing sys­
tem that the farmers on tho line should take 
stock in the road, and pay their subscriptions in 
labour and materials, such as the laud on which 
they are settled, places at their command.

By such a plan the road may be completed almost 
without thinking of money. It is proposed to apply 
for a Charter, to enable the Company to fix Toll 
Gates, at suitable distances, in order to pay for the 
road, and to afford a profit on the outlay.

On this principle, all our farmers might have 
good roods ; each furnishing tho materials abound­
ing most, and the requisite labour. No Govern­
ment Engineers and Officers would be required, and 
the Board of Works would be necessary only for 
Provincial purposes.

We also notice that out fellow-townsmen are bent 
on extending Ridout Street,—a work highly neces­
sary fo.- the improvement of the Town, as connect­
ing it by a good Road and Bridge over the Thames 
into Westminster, and thus preparing the way for 
another road in that direction to St. Thomas, as soon 
as the farmers on the line are disposed to undertake 
it. For the Bridge, a considerable sum has already 
been subscribed ; several gentlemen holding pro­
perty in the vicinity having subscribed liberally. 
Let the clubbing system of materials and labour be 
applied, and we doubt not that this object will be 
accomplished to the satisfaction of all.

It has betn suggested to us that, in order to en­
courage the people to enterprise and self-reliance, 
that a general Act of the Provincial Parliament 
should be passed, similar in principle to that which 
authorises the organization of Building Societies :— 
That whenever a certain number of persons enrol­
led themselves as a Company for the formation of a 
road, and a suitable portion of the Stock were taken 
up, or subscribed for, that such parties should be 
incorporated, and be allowed to fix toll gates within 
limited distances, and at specified amounts of toll.

Under such a provision of the Provincial Parlia­
ment, tho whole Province would be roused up in 
the spirit of enterprise to make their own roads, 
without looking for help to the Government.

We trust that it will not be much longer a fact 
that travellers, such as Buckingham and others, will 
be able to point out a difference between the North 
and South sides of the lakes—a busy, stirring, active, 
thriving multitude on the South ; and a dreary, de­
sert-like, uncleared country on the North ; while 
the people are the same in blood, habits, and edu­
cation. Let it no longer be said that the character 
of the Government makes all the difference,

Canada.

We have received the Nineteenth Annual Report 
of the Upper Canada Bible Society, for the year 
ending Mareh 31, 1848. It is an interesting pro­
duction, and gives a condensed view of the opera­
tions of the British and Foreign Bible Society, 
which, in the present extraordinary state of Europe, 
is particularly worthy of attention. Upper Canada 
is laudably co-operating in the work, according to 
the means and the population. Toronto seems to 
have been active, and especially in the formation 
of a Ladies’ Bible Association, an auxiliary to the 
Upper Canada Bible Society, The ladies visit 
from house to house, and lend copies of the Scrip­
tures, and being brought into contact by this prac­
tice with the sick and destitute whom they disco­
ver ; and are led to act as a Benevolent Society at 
tke same time. They also set occasionally as read­
ers, and collect free contributions and subscriptions 
towards the purchase of Bibles. The Society has 
been in operation two years, and appears to be 
doing much good in every way. We cannot pass 
over the very interesting journal of the Travelling 
Agent, the Rev. J. Richardson, in every part of Ca­
nada West accessible to him. It cannot be read

The New Building Society.
On Wednesday evening, the 2nd inst., a Meeting 

took place in the Mechanics’ Institute, for the pur­
pose of forming a New Building Society in this 
Town,

Simeon Mosbiil, Esq., the Mayor, was unani­
mously called to the Chair.

Mr. David Smith stated that he had heard a 
great many persons express a desire for the forma­
tion of a New Building Society. He had opened 
a book for Subscribers, and forty-seven persons had 
entered their names.

Mr. Fsench said he was glad to hear of the 
formation of a uew Building Society, for he was 
anxious to become s member of one, having a high 
opinion of their usefulness. He trusted, however, 
that the recommendations of economy which he 
urged upon the old Society with eo little effect, 
would meet with more consideration, now that they 
had an opportunity of beginning anew. The design 
of these Societies was to benefit and assist the less 
wealthy of the community ; and it was therefore 
of importance that the most economical system of 
management should be adopted.

Mr. Smith said that these Societies were meant 
to benefit the rich as well as the poor. If the meet­
ing wanted to benefit the poor, they should estab­
lish a Benevolent Society.

Mr. McGee not only agreed with Mr. French’s 
recommendations, but was of opinion also, that the 
Society would be more generally useful, if the 
shares were put at £50.

Mr. Nash concurred with the last Speaker, that 
£50 shares would draw the largest number of Sub­
scribers. The number of persons in this town who 
could afford a dollar a month was much larger than 
those who could pay two. He thought the Society 
should approach as near as possible to a Benefit 
Society, and that the loans should be offered in ro­
tation : those who did not desire to borrow, could 
pass it over to the next member. He was of opinion 
also, that it would answer very well if the rate of 
bonus was fixed. This plan would prevent that 
keen competition which, though sport to the lend­
ers, was death to the borrowers.

A factious opposition was attempted by Messrs. 
Backer and Smith, office bearers in tho old Build­
ing Society, but tho opinion of the meeting was 
unequivocally expressed in favour of the new 
system.

It was moved by Mr. Ashton, sen., seconded by 
Mr. McGee, and carried—

That this meeting do proceed to the formation of 
a New Building Society, composed of £50 Share­
holders.

Sixty shares were then subscribed for on the spot.
Messrs. French, Ashton, McGee, Nash, Carter, 

Westland, Rolph, Smith, and Jarman, were ap­
pointed a Committee to draw up by-laws, &c.

The Mayor having vacated the Chair, and Mr. 
French being called thereto, a vote of thanks to the 
Mayor for his conduct in the Chair, was proposed 
and carried, and the meeting broke up.

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAM SHIP

AMERIC A .
From the British Colonist, August Sth.

The arrival of the America at New-York, was 
announced by Telegraph on Friday last. The 
Steamship Herrmahn, which left Southampton a 
day earlier than the America from Liverpool, has 
since arrived at Boston, according to the Tele­
graphic accounts.

We arc greatly disappointed in not having as 
yet received our London correspondence and 
papers by the America, for which mishap the 
postal arrangements through the State of New- 
York are alone chargeable,—the mails west of 
Albany being detained there over Sunday.

It will be seen from the proceedings in the 
House of Commons this evening (July 21) that 
Lord John Russell has announced his intention of 
asking, at the sitting of to-morrow, for leave to 
bring in a bill empowering the Lord-Lieutenant 
of Ireland, or the Governors of Ireland for the 
time being, to apprehend and detain, until the 1st 
of March 1840, any person or persons suspected 
of conspiring against Her Majesty’s person and 
government.

Abroad, things continue to wear an appearance 
of returning tranquility. The German-Danish 
war may be considered at an end, and according 
to the most credible rumors, the war in Lombardy 
promises to terminate soon in pence. Charles 
Albert grows strong in Italian regard, for- the 
Sicilians have conferred the free crown on his son.

France continues tranquil and the people of 
Paris have called for their wonted amusements. 
Assassinations have been reported, but beyond two 
or three instances they have not been confirmed. 
General Cavaignac retains the good opinion of the 
people, and not undeservedly.

Lamartine has taken occasion to vindicatp his 
policy while Minister of Foreign Affairs. His 
published speech is full of eloquence, point, nod 
sound principles. He claims the merit of having 
preserved Europe from war, and challenges appro­
bation for succesful efforts in attaching the friend­
ship of England. In her hands ho recognizes the 
destiny of civilization ; and he sees, beyond the 
operations of whig and tory, the power, above all, 
of public opinion.

There is little additional Paris news. The 
arrests continue, and stores of gunpowder have in 
some instances, been discovered, showing that the 
late outbreak still smoulders. M. Marrast’s elec­
tion was looked upon by the journals as important 
in giving an intimation of the feeling of the As­
sembly as regards the Thier party M. Marrast, 
was himself too much indisposedjresterday to take 
his seat in Assembly.

The Milan Gazette, of the 15th ult., states that 
M. Moriehrai had returned from Ferrara, after a 
fruitless mission to Innspruck and Vienna. The 
Emperor of Austria declined all personal discus­
sion, and the Minister at Vienna only gave evasive 
answers. We, therefore, conclude that Austria is 
not disposed to acknowledge their independence 
of Italy.

There is no chance for Spain ; the Carlist power 
has been tested and is found impotent.

We have Madrid papers of the 15th ult. The 
fact of the probability of an heir to the throne is 
confirmed. The Carlist rising continues, but noth­
ing new is stated as regards the rebellion, except 
a rumour that an English vessel had disembarked 
arms at Corunna.

MOST IMPORTANT FROM IRELAND.

Dublin. Friday night, July 21.
We are almost in a state of siege in this city. 

To-day a proclamation was issued by the Lord 
Lieutenant for both the county and city of Dublin, 
calling upon all persons to deposit and leave at 
the respective police stations, on or before the 
25th of July inst., all guns, pistols, and other 
fire arms, and all swords, cutlasses, pikes, and 
bayonets, and all gunpowder and ammunition, on 
pain, if convicted, of being imprisoned two years, 
with or without hard labor.

The police, who are armed with cutlasses, took 
up a number of pikes and guns to-day throughout 
the city.

An application having been made to Judge 
Perrin, presiding at the Tyrone assizes, to admit 
Mr. John Martin to bail, he refused the same, and 
strongly censured the conduct of the government 
for allowing Mr. Martin the privilege of writing 
from Newgate to the Felon.

The Nation makes its appearance again to 
morrow. Its leaders are, as usual, to the Point, 
and equally spicy as to “ felony.” Mr. C. G. 
Duffy, from his cell in Newgate, furnished an ar­
ticle headed « Casus Belli,' in which he reviews 
the course adopted by the government for sup­
pressing the demand for repeal and observes, “ it 
is a solemn and terrible responsibility to advise a 
nation to peril its hopes on the battle-field ; to 
permit them to fall to pieces by the fatal dry rot 
of inaction ; to see them lost, without honor or 
sympathy, or the chance of redemption—lost by 
some fatal cowardice or incapacity : that is the bell 
in which there is no consolation.” Referring to the 
revolutions which have taken place in this memo­
rable year of 1848 and glancing at their results, 
Mr. Duffy proceeds :—“At length, with clear, 
deliberation & full knowledge of all the perils and 
all the responsibility, but with assured faith in 
God’s providence and tnc justice of our course, we 
bid England choose speedily between concession 
and the sword. We formally proclaimed a war 
of independence, and the time now is, when that 
pledge must be promptly fulfill d, or as formally 
dishonored.” The article concludes by expressing 
a wish for transportation, rather than live in Ire­
land, if the Club be supine in the hour of action 
and are defeated by the military power of England.

The Nation also continues its practical instruc­
tions in military affairs, and among other direc­
tions explains how polished arms arc to be preser­
ved in a dump or under gronnd position ; sugges­
tions as to window grenades ; how to break down 
a bridge or rebuild one, and how to blow up a 
bridge ; with practical remarks on gunnery.

A letter from Waterford states that that city 
is greatly excited by the proclamation issued a- 
gmnst it, the notices are torn down as soon as put 
up. Mr. Meagher has issued a counter proclama­
tion, in which he calls upon his fellow citizens to 
imitate the men of Limerick and Tipperary ; to 
be firm and steady, and to organize calmly, speed­
ily, and fearlessly. Mr. Meagher, in mockery of 
tire castle proclamation, put at the foot of his 
address “ G on save the people.”

The Irish Felon had not made its appearance. 
We have received the returns of the Bank of 

France this morning, but they do not possess any 
new feature of interest. This city of Paris was 
tranquil.

the Under-Secretary for the Colonies whether n 
commission has boon appointed, either by the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies or by the 
Governor Oeneml of Canada, to inquire into tho 
complaints of Mr. Isbistor and others against the 
present Government of tho Red River settlement 
or against tho Hudson’s Bay Company generally ; 
and whether if no inquiry is now pending, "he 
will lay on the table of tho House any correspond­
ence which has token place on tho subject. Also 
whether a grant had liecn made by tho Secretary 
of State for the Colonies of Vancouver's Island 
to the Hudson's Hay Company ; and if so, wlmt 
is to be the form of Government, what regulations 
had been made os to tho working of coals and 
mineral», and what stipulations have been entered 
into, as to .a future colonisation of the bjamf ; 
also, whether there will be any objection to lay 
on the table of tho House cepios of the corres­
pondence between the Colonial-offico and the 
Hudson’s B*v Company on this subject,ond of the 
charter, if ai^y, granted to the Company )

Mr. Hawes replied that in tho course of the 
last year, in tho month of June, certain com­
plaints were made to tho Colonial office of tho 
general government of the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany, by Mr. Isbistor. A statement of these 
complaints was forwarded to the Hudson’s Boy 
Company, and their answers were not altogether 
satisfactory to the noble Lord, the Secretory for 
the Colonies ; not that die Hudson's Bay Com­
pany evaded the question, but their answers wore 
not sufficiently full to satisfy die noble Lord.— 
The whole of tho charges wore then forwardod 
to Lord Elgin Governor General of Canada, and 

specially directed to them.—

several memliers of the committee to explain the 
spirit of his proposition in formal terms, M. Proud­

M M. Oaultur de Runi'dly and Bineau opposed 
this extraordinary proposition, but no member of 
the committee having supported M. Proudhons 
proposition, M. Gamier Pages moved that the 
reporter be appointed to- tecommend its rejection 
by tltc Nati'-nnl Assembly. Several members, and 
amongst tbeni M. Thiers, tier'lured, however, that 
the question having been raised,it ought to be fully 
discussed. It was accordingly resolved tlurt the 
propositi'® brought, forward by M- ouduou 
should ltti thorougly discussed, and that it was 
expedient dial all those anti apeial doctrines 
which are sought to be propagated by all possible 
means amongst the mass of tire populalioi^should 
be publicly discussed, because being calculated 
to maintain ideas the most subversive of all order 
uud security in the iniuds of the people, it was 
im|X-rative that their falsehood and their atrocity 
lie demonstrated.

Thu breathing time General Cuvaignac has 
afforded to terrified France, has induced pretty 
generally, wo are told, deep reflection on the ac­
tual position and future prospects of the Republic. 
There seemed yesterday to he an approach to 
unanimity on one point of the proposed constitu­
tion—namely, that it recognize a President as 
indispensable. What tho comparatively minor 
details should he, was still an open question ; hut 
there appeared an unequivocal conviction that 
nothing which could by possibility lead to even a 
chance of n Communist, a Socialist, or ultrn-De- 
mocrnlic Government, should be entertained. 
With this principle none were said to be more 
deeply impressed than precisely the very men 
who may bo said to have brought about the late 
revolution. We find by the journals before us 
that r considerable number of representatives, 
Who meet in the 1’uLis National, have published 
a programme, from which we extract the follow­
ing passages :

“Tho undersigned representatives declare that 
the Nstioual Assembly, and ear* of the memliers 
belonging to it, ought, iu order worthily to fulfil the 
mission conferred by the people, to endeavour by all 
the means in their power to re-establish order pro­
foundly disunited. They think that before all they 
ought to defend and strengthen the Government—a 
legal instrument under all its forms. A Govern­
ment supported by all good citizens ought, in order 
to establish the Republic on itnmovablo bases, guar­
antee moral order by giving to the public mind, by 
its ogorgy and wisdom, security in the present and 
confidence in the future; material order by vigour- 
otialv applying the laws which protect it, and de­
manding from tho Assembly those which it may 
still exact; financial order, by employing tho most 
constant vigilance and tho firmest economy in the 
expenses of tho State; administrative order, by re­
straining the number of places within strict limits, 
and by incessantly watching over tho functionaries 
who fulfil them; finally, social order, by rejecting 
all that might encroach on the sacred principles on 
which it reposes, family propetty, and by giving by 
regular progresses tho largest and most fraternal sa­
tisfaction to all the legitimate wants of citizens. 
. . . . We only see Republicans in the National 
Assembly. Whatever be the date of their convic­
tion, whether it Ih> of tl-e lendemain or the ve’dlr, 
from tho moment that it is sincere, we will receive 
them with pleasure in our ranks. We only see 
brethren in society, and we reject all those danger­
ous end impious antagonisms, all those anti-social 
distinctions, whiuh separate workmen and masters, 
the people ami the Rovrgeosie, into classes too olten 
hostile. Our only enemies- we say it distinctly— 
are the enemies of order and liberty, with whatever 
mask they cover themselves.

Colonial office received an answer from Lord El­
gin, in which lie said he found the greatest diffi­
culty in instituting the inquiry, it being extremely 
difficult to obtain correct information, which, con­
sidering tho groat extent of tho territory, was not 
to be wondered at.

A report relating to tho Red River aettlo- 
niont had been forwardod to Lord Elgin by an 
officer whom lie had sont there, but it was not 
sufficiently comproltonsivo nor accurate as to tho 
complaints made. His noble friend (Earl Grey) 
had, therefore, taken advantage of a Queen's offi­
cer who was going out to tho Red River settle­
ment a ith a small force to preserve the peace 
there. That officer would be instructed specially 
to inquire into the entire matter, and, therefore, it 
would be at the present moment hardly just to tho 
Hudson’s Bay Company to lay the correspondence 
upon the table.

The Earl of Lincoln : As ho understood from 
the hon. gentleman that the enquiry was still 
pending, of course would not ask for the corres­
pondence relating to it But lie wanted tq, know 
was it the intention of tho Colonial office, suppo­
sing the Hudson’s Bay Condpany should consent 
to tho terms which the noble earl (Karl Grey) re­
quired, to grant Vancouver’s lslund to tho Hud­
son’s Bay Company, without reference to Parlia­
ment

Mr. Hawes replied, that ns tho matter at present 
stood, if the company assented to all the conditions 
which were proposed, the grant of a charter 
would, in all probability, be made to them.

The Earl of Lincoln wanted to know if the 
grant would lie made without any further infor­
mation being given to Parliament.

Mr. Hawes said it would be granted in the 
usual way. He was not aware that charters of 
that description wore ever laid before Parliament.

In reply to a question from Mr. Hull,
Mr. Hawes was understood to say, that in 1830 

or 1S37 an extension of the grant for tltc period 
of twenty-ono years had been made to the com­
pany. The old charter was, therefore, still in 
force.

AUSTRIA.
Letters from Vienna of tho lOlh inst. iu the 

Cologne Gazrtlc draw a melancholy piuture of 
the state of affairs iit that capital. Our corres­
pondent takes a very serious view of the condi­
tion and prospects of Austria. There is an Em­
peror, but he lives at ImtsprucU, and allows things 
to go on ns they can ; there is the Emperor’s 
representative, but he is Regent of Germany, 
and that offi.-e is enough to occupy his attention. 
There is no Ministry, Dobhlhoff has not evon tho 
power of forming a Ministry without the Arch­
duke’s ratification ; there is an unopened Diet— 
ami, in short, there is anarchy on all sides. It is 
nevertheless expected that Baron Dobhlhoff will be 
equal to Ute task of restoring order and setting 
allitirs to rights. As to the Austrian constitu­
ent Assembly, though ns yet unopened, the mem" 
hers have held two preliminary sittings, in which 
a Provisional President was chosen, and some 
points of etiquette discussed. A draught of stand­
ing orders wa* likewise road and in part accepted 
by tho Assembly.

It is said that thc’committecs of the National As­
sembly have ad vat toed considerably the examina­
tion of the proposed constitution during the last 
week. Three committees have concluded their la- 
Itors, and four have appointed their delegates to the 
commission on the constitution. Those delegates 
are M. M. Berryer, Oromieu v, Erosion, and Chauf­
feur. The third and fourth articles on the Exeett 
tive Government and on the Council of State of 
the Republic gave rise in several of the commit­
tees to long and important debates. Two systems 
were warmly discussed—the system of the com­
mission which delegates the Executive Govern­
ment to a President npjtointed by direct and uni­
versal suffrage, and the system which recommends 
that the President be elected by the National 
Assembly. The plan of the commission obtained 
a great majority in tho committees. Amongst 
those who defend it most warmly are mentioned 
M M. Thiers, Berryer, and de Rcmusat. The 
contrary opinion was maintained by M. Leon 
Faucher. In the committee of which M. Thiers 
is chairman the majority decided that Ute Presi­
dent of the Republic, who, according to the pro­
posed plan of a constitution, can be appointed 
for three years, may be re-elected once only, and 
after having passed six years in office that he 
ahull not he capable of re election until after nil 
interval of three years. An amendment, exclu­
ding from the Presidency of tho Republic all 
princes belonging to the families which reigned 
over France, was adopted in the same committee 
by a considerable majority. A similar amend­
ment was carried in three other committees.— 
Another amendment, excluding front the presi­
dency any citizen who has not resided in France 
within three, or necording to others within ten, 
years, was likewise carried in two or three com­
mittees. M. Lamartine opposed this amendment 
on the ground that such a species of ostracism 
would wound the susceptibility of the French 
nation. The second committee resolved, more­
over, that the President of the Republic could not 
be either tho relative or be allied to tho reigning 
families, nor might he become so during the pe­
riod of his presiding over the Republic. The 
salary of the President, fixed by the commission 
at f)Ô0,000 francs (£24,000, )wfts raised to 1,000, 
000 in the third committee, and to 1,200,000 
francs in the 15tli committee. The lastjcontmittee 
decided, moreover, that the President might l*: 
appointed commander-in chief of the army, but 
on condition that he should resign the presidency.

It will he recollected that M. Proudhon, about 
a week since, proposed that all proprietors of 
house or landed property be deprived of onc- 
third of tho income arising therefrom, and that 
the produce of that cofiscation should be divi­
ded between the State and the occupying tenants. 
This strange preposition was, instead of being 
instantly scouted, as strangely referred for con­
sideration to a committee —that of finance. Rc- 
iug called upon by the committee on Saturday 
last to explain the nature of his proposition, and 
to state grounds for its adoption, he entered upon 
the suhjee t at considerable length. He styled 
ltis propositi.m an “ organization of a reciprocal 
credit between citizens!" He defined his mechan­
ism of credit bv saving that although he would 
confiscate one-third of all income, all exchange­
able articles would diminish iu value in the same 
proportion, and that consequently, the means of 
each individual would suffer no diminution. Thus 
an immense capital of circulation would be formed. 
M. Proudhon, admitted, however that his system 
migl)t be accused of establishing a privilege hi 
favour of the labouring classes, a* no deduction is 
made bv it front tlteir wages, hut this favour, he 
added, was intended to lie only temporary, and 
was excusable in consequence of the extreme dis­
tress of that class. Having been pressed by

“Ills cabinet is a plain room, and completely 
that of a man of business ; he is never out of 
uniform, and never lays aside his cocked-hat and 
flowing white poncho, excepting he leaves the 
capital, when he wears a little white foraging cap. 
With the noblest and most commanding form, he 
is of Herculean mould, and of an iron constitution 
regardless alike of bodily and of mental fatigue : 
controlling and ins|>ccting every department and 
establishing himself, lie seems possessed of tho 
power of ubiquity. Perfectly unattended he is 
either dashing through tho streets in a little two- 
horsed droshky, or walking through the crowded 
thoroughfares, visiting the dock-yards, barracks 
hospitals, and other Government establishments. 
He arrives when least expected, and the conse­
quence is that there is no negligence or inatten- 
tontion : but precision, military precision, and 
uniformity prevail throughout The very passen­
gers in the streets, and particularly the military, 
who form a large proportion of the crowd, roust 
be on tho qui rice to salute the monarch as he 
passes ; and this, with tho military, is a matter 
requiring some dexterity. No officer is allowed 
to apjtear in public out of uniform, excepting aa 
regards tho cocked-hat ; this is half-uniform, and 
may bo worn in nny manner most convenient, and 
is thus seen surmounting tho head at every pos­
sible angle; but for saluting, it must bo worn croea 
wavs, and thus the wearer has to shift it to the 
required position, and at the same lime to throw 
Irack his large grey cloak, to show that it conceals 
no neglect in the regulations as to dresa. The 
effect of this manoeuvre, while the body is being 
“ front face,’ is very ludicrous. The common 
soldier has to take off his foraging cap, and to 
carry it for some distance in his head, when pee­
ing an officer.
“ These ol we nances may aavour of discipline, but 

not of military bearing ; they are not proof» of 
respect, but, rather of that servile subjection 
towards their superiors which reigne throughout 
tho empire from the highest to the lowest,—with, 
this remarkable addition as regards the latter, that 
the lower a man’s rank and position is, the more 
tyrants he has to oppress him, and greater ie Ms 
submission. It is the Russian’s birthright ; and, 
whether from habit, or a congenial disposition, 
he never murmurs nor complains of his lot The 
consciousness of his inferiority makes him con­
form the more readily, when he sees those of even 
elevated rank cringe and tremble before the 
powers above them. Thus the heart becomes 
callous to insult, end lost to thoze refinement» of

State of France.
Tho Paris papers of yesterday mention the re­

ceipt of a telegraphic despatch, announcing offici­
ally that the Duke of Genoa, second Son of tho 
King of Sardinia, had Icon proclaimed King of 
Sicily.

Thu» humanity suffer» by 
tiro iniquitous almsv of arbitrai v |"lives ; since to 
wii ness a transaetioh is equivalent to being par­
tirent vriminis : and, further, illness, or sudden 
death in the street, involves the humane person in 
the most dangerous res "ity ; for a person 
found with a corpse must account fin the death, 
and clear himself from the suspicion which his 
p e score inevitably attaches to him. Ignorance, 
lie sot ted ignorance, increases that hantises of 
heart and apathy to suffering which this drentICid 
regulation tins made habitual to every Russian. 
A few days since, as I was walking through one 
of the principal streets, a -respectably dressed 
man before me staggered and fi II. Like the 
Levitein the pa rallié, 1, with tl„. other ptowngviVi,
* passed bV on the other side hut I stood at a 
distance and wntrlnsl tt* twill. I saw its I paw­
ed tile man, that it was a case of apoplexy, and 
that with immediate attention he. might probably 
have recovered ; but n i, in opposition to the com­
monest dictates of re ison, an inferior policeman, 
who was attracted to the spot, not d tring to act 
without the authority of his superior, threw a 
cloth over the man's fare, and left him to perish 
by suffi a-ation while he went for hel p. The delay, 
to say nothing of the application of the cloth, 
wits fatal,”

Organic Political Changes.

We said in our last that reform is divided into 
two distinct aperies—that wliichmusl lie wrought 
by the people, and that which must be wrought 
by tlie Legislature. All organic changes must 
he wrought by the people : all that relates to the 
formation of a well-working Legislature must be 
effected by the people. All the first principle! of 
legislation must arise out of the religious, moral, 
and intellectual sentiments of a nation. Such 
living the case, it is evident that a certain degree 
of enlightenment must have taken place in a col­
lection of people before they can enunciate any 
general laws. It is also certain that, as they ad­
vance in knowledge and refinement, certain organic 
modifications will lierome necessary. It is also 
being pretty generally acknowledged that J^ng- 
laed is in this state : and that the variety of sources 
opened to enlighten the misses that have now 
been in increasing operation for upwards of forty 
years are now beginning to blossom. The notions, 
both intellectual and religious, that governed the 
minds of thl masses of this country forty years 
since, have undergone most extraordinary changes. 
The deference for mere rank, the blind credulity 
to the dogmas of religion to the neglect of its 
vital principles, the stolid indifference to political 
events, the enthusiastic following of self-appointed 
lenders, the deceptive cries of various parties, the 
slavish acquiescence to depressing influences of 
wealth and of class legislation, are all very much 
modified, if they are not completely obliterated. 
Without a formal Mirabeau declaration, human 
nature asserts it has rights. And what is more, 
they are daily acknowledged, in words, by all 
parties. Property has been told it has its duties 
as well as its rights, and has been obliged deferen­
tially to acknowledge this pregnant fact. These, 
then, arc all silent but irrefragable symptoms of 
» coming change. Hitherto the world, like a 
vosng speculator, has been too engaged in pushing 
its way, to take time to make many formal ar­
rangements ; but the increase of its vast family 
in numbers and intelligence, force such matters 
upon its attention. The time is not far off when 
•erne more formal kind of contract will have to 
tie entered into by the various classes forming 
society. And the result of these deliberations 
will be organic political changes.

changes that aie in .-eesary. Chief and pre­
eminent is the rvvl à on of tile l#t»kta*ure, because
it is safest at once to create a means that shall lx1 
efficient and inviolable, amidst the vehement 
contest that must agi I ate the whole of society 
during •-uili momentous discussions. A Parlia­
ment trvdy reprem iltlng the people, and combining 
the real ability mid wisdom of the country, can 
alone maintain the order necessary for the Impar­
tial deliberation tlmt must occupy it. With this 
the country and civilization wilt lie safe i without 
it, the tremendous struggles necessary to pass 
every requisite reform, will breed habits and feel­
ings, and foster initions and principles, that will 
lead us into a sen of speculation, in which there 
will lx- much danger and many hopeless efforts. 
If taken in time, the reforms will only be a rea- 
oimhli- mal judicious enlargement and application 

"f principles already tried : if this method is 
denied, the ancient landmarks will he utterly ob­
literated, and communism, Fourierism, and fanati­
cism of all kinds, politien! and religious, will grow 
up rankly and rapidly, and undoubtedly a political 
tempest ensue, which no right divine of the scepV e 
or the sword will lie aille to quell. Already are 
the seeds sown, and the crop of such crudities 
visible, and have long been so to those who really 
mingle with that large portion of society which 
the governing body look upon as nobodies. The 
enormous undergrowth of penny, half-penny, and 
farthing literature, is one .unmistakable symptom ; 
the numlxir of societies, Trades-unions, Odd- 
Fvllmvs, Foresters, Tec-totallers, La another. Not 
that these yet profess to interfere witli politics: 
on the contrary, they profess to be indifferent to 
them. But they are the raw material of a mightier 
rev ilulion than any one merely seeking to change 
the governors of the land : they are fast settling 
into notions that have an utter disregard for the 
past; and are ready to speculate in politics with 
a rashness as great as that of their governors 
d uring the railway mania. If neglected and cast 
out of the body social ; if much longer left out of 
the representation ; if not associated in rights, 
literature, and means with the governing classes, 
we shall have, not a tempest, but a typhoon : a 
hurricane and wild tornado of efforts and specu­
lations that will sweep away, pot only the political 
hut the moral notions of the nation. Physical 
force, if it could be arrayed for a time successfully 
against such a mental epidemic, would he ulti­
mately powcrlofS : for energy and activity of all 
kinds, trade and industry would be paralysed, 
and the governing class would be glad to flee 
from such a Babel to foreign countries and “fresh 
pastures new wearied with a struggle hopeless 
and destructive from its very vagueness and ui- 
auhsUuitiulity. The finality men. have stated 
triumphantly, in the late debate on Mr. Hume’s 
motion, that the great mass of the people do not 
want, do not care for reform in Parliament : if 
such were the truth, it would be the most fatal 
fact that could be cited. That there isnosupine- 
ness on the part of the workmen is certain : but, 
on the contrary, great fermentation, political eager­
ness, animated hopes : and all who arc close to 
them know this. Works on the Charter and 
organic changes sell by hundreds of thousands : 
of such is their talk,, and politics with many has 
already usurped the place of industry. If they 
do not care for Parliamentary reform, what kind 
of politics is it they do care for t This is a mo­
mentous question. We will not answer it with 
the short-sighted exultations of the finality gen­
tlemen. We f-till believe that there is sufficient 
soberness in the masses to desire progression and 
reasonable reform. They have not yet, as a 
body, put their lips to the Circean cup of revolu­
tion. To that may they not he driven by the 
stultified deafness of those who should be wiser 
and more just. Organic changes must be had, 
and they can only be had safely through the 
medium of a genuine Parliament, and to produce 
this just representation of all classes should be the 
joint effort of the honest ami re.Heeling portion of 
the employers and the employed.— Correspondent 
nf Duuglus Jerrold's Newspaper.

pect from these studies earned oh lh filth and 
want, at icâst do they master pothooks and their 
A II C. We can, in fact, put little faith iu the 
good to be done by “ ragged schools,” as they 
arc at present constituted. We wish to see 
ragged colleges—not r.urged schools ; colleges 
that shall Is- the homes of these 30,000 deserted 
children now loose upon Loudon stregts.—or chok­
ing our prison» ! In short we should be glad to 
Ixdinld the foundation of a great national insti­
tution, on the plan of the society founded by 
Captain B rentrai, where children may learn not 
only their A ,B C, but principles and means 
whereby they may be enabled to support them­
selves without 1 laving recourse—as in their present 
state of ignorance and forlorn condition they now 
lvivc —to acts of theft which lead them as 
convicts where they might land us freemen. 
We are furthermore convinced of the fact, that 
the establishment of .1 or 4 ragged colleges, each 
college to contain 4,000 children, would prove a 
saving to the country, inasmuch as it would well 
nigh empty our expensive prisons, when (at Park- 
hurst, for instance) by a return made in l844,amd 
noticed by Mr. Atkinson iff his treatise on penal 
settlements, it appears that each prisoner there 
costs the country annually £25 6s 1 Id. We 
trust, th-reforc, that when Lord Ashley again 
brings fdrwurd his motion to promote juvenile 
emigration, ho will propound a principle, and 
have perfected a plan that will ensure the physi­
cal and moral education of those whom he wishes 
to deport to our colonies ; and we are of opinion 
that this end may be beat brought about by the 
establishments of ragged colleges on the ptinci- 
ples of Captain Brenton’s Asy lums,

Colonisation.

We daily hear of the constancy of our cunsti-I^^^^H 
tution : of its braving the conflict of ages, and w'in have been educated in schools ordinarily 
withstanding the corrosions of lime. All fine called ragged schools, in and about the metro- 
phrases that mean very little or nothing to those 
who mouth them. Perhaps, on the contrary, no 
modern nation has undergone so many organic 
changes. Our history abounds with such crises : 
from the landing of the foreign Wii.i.iam to the 
Reform Bill. What were Magna Chnrta, the 
Reformation, the great Rebellion, the Revolution,
•nd the Reform Bill, hut the most violent organic 
changes, wrought entirely by; the physical force of 
the people, brought to bear by talent, patriotism, 
and genius (aided undoubtedly by selfishness and 
ambition) upon the self-assuming powers of the 
nation. The profound politician, so far from 
crying out that we are not likely to have any more 
organic changes, because we have not been ac­
customed to them, is. more likely to be able to 
elicit the law which operated to the constant suc­
cession of those that so peculiarly mail our history, 
and so be able to predict the coming one* That 
they are dependent on the diffusion of knowledge, 
there cun he ho doubt. That they gain a mo­
mentum and approach in accelerated cycles, there 
can also be no doubt. That they aie operated 
upon by contingencies, is also apparent : and that 
scarcity of foodf, scarcity of work, and scarcity of 
money, have much effect upon them. But to 
suppose that these coincidences and aids are 
causes, is not to perceive the différé one between 
the accidental and the vital. That there is some 
great law of progression, all reflecting men tire 
•greed : although it may he assigned to the agency 
of different second causes, according to the tem­
perament or the capacity of each individual. Plenty 
■cannot stop it ; famine cannot precipitate it. ft. 
fs evidently the destiny of the human race to pro­
gress, and the revunlmenls daily made of the 
subserviency of the awful powers of nature to man, 
won Id alone prove it- Steam, electricity, and 
magnetism : the destruction of distance and of 
•pain, must tell every thinking crc/itme that every 
tiling but man is seeking to benefit man. The 
paltry notions of rank and clique : the mean dif- 
tferences of worldly oircumstances : the pride of 
«birth and station : the stolid brutality of men' 
wsxitii : the exactingness of station : the submis­
sion of talent to mediocrity : and all the ills arising 
out of a goroming power taking its stand on 
ancient conquest -instead of present merit, must 
melt before the wonderful progress of the mind.
The ntpidiy advancing intelligence of mankind 
must heed organic changes in the modes of regu­
lating society : and tlie wise will not impede but 
aid their development. It is the business of the 
iwtelligeiit and the honest reformer to inquire into 
the nature of these changes, and endeavour so to 
aid them that they shall be brought about with

polis and the reason given by the Government 
for persuading Lord Ashley to postpone his mo­
tion was, “ that it was unusual to pledge the 
House to n grant of money until a fully detailed 
plan should he first laid" before them.”

Bren ton, R. N. in 1830, for the purpose of lessen­
ing the number of juvenile criminals, by taking 
children off tlie streets, and from the thousand 
Imuuts of wretchedness and crime, before they 
become irretrievably tainted with the atmosphere 
of their birth, or branded as convicted Uw-brenk- 
era I his good institution, depending solely on 
individual assistance, lias necessarily been limited 
in tito extent of its operations ; but its purpose is 
so healthy, and tlm results of iu somewhat limited 
experience are so encouraging, that we feel con­
vinced tlmt, carried out on an extensive scale, it 
would lit! of incalculable advantjigo to the I icings 
whom it would foster in their earlier years, and 
lie moreover, a matter of economy to the commu­
nity,

Tho “ Children's Friend Society" Ims two dis­
tinct asylums ; that for the hoys is situate at 
Hacknoy Wick, that for the girls is at Chiswick. 
Here the child1 en are instructed in the employ­
ment* by which they are expected in years to 
come to support themselves ; they arc also taught 
the common rudiments of education. After this 
preparatory discipline, they are removed (with 
the consent of themselves and their friends only) 
and apprenticed to respectable parties in the colo 
nies, where they are watched over by committees 
formed for that purpose, and in constant commu­
nication with the parent institution. These local 
committee* have the power of cancelling any in­
dentures, in the case of ill usage. Daring the 
first eight years of the Society’s existence, ),j88 
children were received ; and the expenses incurred 
during that period were £21,880. The number 
provided for in the colonies, to October. 1888, was 
above 1.000: and tho account» which reached 
England of these young emigrants are (excellent, 
“ the best proof,” says Mr Martin, to whose

A public meeting of the Society for the Pro­
motion of Colonisation was held on Tuesday in 
the Queen’s Concert-room, llanover-squarc. The 
Earl of Harrow by occupied the chair, and opened 
the proceedings with some general remarks with 
regard to the vast increase of population in this 
kingdom, estimated at l.OoO a day. This country 
had colonies thirsting for population, and a popu­
lation here dving to be employed, and gifted with 
an amount of enterprise and industry which pecu­
liarly fitted them for the occupation of those lands. 
Indeed, there was no country whose population 
was so eminently fitted for the task as the English, 
for whose habits of independent action and self- 
reliance the colonies supplied so fair a fi-dd, ex­
tending to the colonics the habits and opinions of 
the mother country, which was a point of great 
importance.—The Secretary then read a state­
ment of the scheme of the Society, of which the 
following are the main points :

“ To collect mid diffuse information regarding 
the colonies ; to communicate with landowners, 
boards of guardians, and other private and public 
bodies in this country ; to establish agencies and 
correspond with parties in the colonies, with a 
view to establish a steady supply of lalxiur. In 
furtherance of these objects, n letter was addressed 
to the Secretary of State for tlie Colonics, stating 
tho intentions of tlie Society’, and requesting ‘ n 
relaxation of such part of the existing regulation» 
in respect of emigration as would admit of tlie 
proposed plan being carried out.’ Tho reply was 
favourable, and the emigration commissioners 
consented to such u relaxation of their rules a» 
will enable the plans of the society to conic into 
operation. Tin existing rules of the emigration 
board absolutely exclude many valuable colonists, 
who, on account of ago, number of children, oc­
cupation, or other causes, arc ineligible for a free 
passage. The board, justly reserving to itself the 
right of rejection, on particular grounds, in each 
individual case, is willing to modify these regula­
tions, so ns to accept the candidates recommended 
for emigration by the society, on receiving pay­
ment of u portion of tlie passage money. Under 
tliis arrangement the society proposes to make 
advances to those whom it may consider eligible 
emigrant*, of such sums ns, joined to their own 
means, may enable them to avail themselves of 
the passages tints offered by the emigration com­
missioners. In tho case of jinrishcs interested in 
sending out emigrants, who arc approved of by 
the committee, a reasonable sum having been con­
tributed by the parish or union, the deficiency (if 
any) between tlmt sum and the amount required 
by tlie commissioners, may be advanced by this 
society. In the case of landlords, from whose 
e tales persons aro desirous to emigrate, the so. 
ciety offers to such landlords ns may he willing to 
assist them by making the necessary advances, 
the benefit of its machinery and agency for reen. 
vering in the various colonics, tho amount of such 
advances made to tho respective emigrants. In 
order to secure repayment of these advances, it ig 
proposed that each emigrant who may be so re­
quired by the landlord or other person advancing 
money for him, should grant his promissory note 
for the ami amt, to be recovered by a simple pro­
cess and which the society is confident will prove 
efficacious and satisfactory ; and there is reason 
to believe that the local legislature would grant 
such on enactment—in reference to colonial laws 
of contract—as might bo required to aid in car­
rying litis purpose into effect. The colonics have 
thiajvrtlier claim upon Groat Britain towards tho 
relief of her own poor, inasmuch as charitable in 
dividunls in one of her most distant colonic* (New 
South Wales) have shown such sympathy in the 
distress and misery here, that they have there raised 
by voluntary subscription a sum of £2,100, and 
remitted it to n gentleman now n member of tlm 
committal' of this society, applicable to those pa­
rishes of Scotland and Ireland which may be wil 
ling to raise funds for the purpose of relieving 
tlieir poor by emigration.”

fiord Ashley moved the first resolution, and 
said he very muoh rejoiced tlmt the subject had 
at last been taken up ils a great and substantive 
question by the working clnasox themselves, and 
lie hoped they would shortly propound some groat 
scheme by which, from their own resources, lliov 
might institute n great system of continual anti 
regular emigration. In tact, he considered it to, 
be the otiiv mum* wlicrobv tho great mass of the 
working classes in this country would he ablu 
permanently to alleviate their present and to attain 
the elevation of their future condition The evils 
resulting from the want of employment at hopie 
were shown hy the fact that, out of 6%000 per­
sons apprehended last War by the police, 28,000 
had no calling, avocation, or employment what­
ever. lie could not boiiove that this state of 
things arose from the free ohoico of the individu- 
tials themselves. lie concluded by urging upon 
them in strong terms, to lend their aid towards the 
object, as a duty which they owed to themselves, 
to their bliildrcn, and to Ood. lit, moved :

Resolutions wore also adopted to the effect that 

corresponding societies should be established in 
accordance with the objects of the society, and 
tlmt subscription.* should be raised from the pub­
lic towards its objects.

Lord Monteagle, the lion F. Scott, Lord Farm 
ham, Mr. Slaney.JVl. P., and other gentleman, ad­
vocated the purposes of tho association.

Mr. Campbell* a working man, stated that a 
plan regarding colonisation was about to be 
brought forward by the working classes, Lord 
Ashley having consented to take the chair on 
Monday evening next. Whilst ho admitted (lint 
tlie population was pressing on the means of em­
ployment in tins country, he did not think it was 
pressing on tho means of subsistence ; and the 
reason why he was ready to assist emigration was 
that it afforded tlie means for men and women 
who were disposed to push their fortunes in other 
countries. .

Mr. Montagu Gore moved the last resolution, 
pledging the meeting to promote the objects of 
tho society, by obtaining subscriptions and dona­
tions. It was seconded by Mr. Slaney, and 
carried.

I)r. Long moved a vote of thanks to the chair­
man, who acknowledged the compliment, and the 
meeting broke up.

The Dead Sea Expédition.

Wc are pleased to learn from private letters 
that the Dead Sea exploring party have success­
fully and satisfactorily completed their task and 
returned to Jerusalem,where they were oil the loth 
of May. They have sounded the sea in all parts, 
to tlie depth of 000 fathoms, and found the bottom 
crusted with crystnlizcd salt. The pestilential 
effects attributed to the waters turn out to be 
fabulous. Ducks were seen skimming over the 
surface and partridges abounded along the shore.

The party were upon the sea in their boats or 
encamped on its bordera for some two .montlœ 
and their researches and estimate hnvc[licen of 
the most thorough and interesting character.— 
All were in fexctillcnt health and spirits, no sick­
ness or accident having occurred. By the Arabs 
they had been received and uniformly treated 
witli the utmost kindness mid attention. The 
Syrians consider • the men of the Jordan»,’ aiy 
they call them, tlie greatest heroes of the day. 
Lieutenants Lynch and Dale, " ill visit tinder the 
most favourable circumstances all the places made 
meinumlile ill Scripture history; and we may 
expect from them a highly interesting account of 
tlieir e.xplorntione of the Dead Sea, and tlieir 
adventures in tho holy laud.—Boston Traveller.

to mère than #000 ^habitants, of whom. 2000 
arc householders, owning 100 acres of land each. 
Ten thousand are under cultivation, yielding the 
rioheet crops from n smaller amount of labour 
probably, than tlie same portion- of the earth 
demands in any other part of the world. From 
the description we have received of this region, 
wo cannot doubt its becoming, at some future 
day, the focus of a large and important popula­
tion. Endless commons, in tlie nature of prai­
rie land, invite the plough, w hich, for hundreds 
of miles, may trace its furrow, without encoun­
tering an obstacle. Countless herds of Buffalo, 
and game of all kinds, abound ; and In ad­
dition to these resources, fish might he taken from 
tlie lakes and livers, for six months’ entire subsis­
tence of the settlement annually’. Tho tem­
perature and climate are the same as in these 
parte. People, we are informed, rarely die in 
those quarters ; and disease is at such a discount, 
that a single medical practitioner, to a population 
of 5000, has a hard battle to make a living out 
of lii» medical calling. In no part of the world 
is a labouring peculation, of the same description, 
in n greater degree of comfort.

'Die little garrison of 400 men and officers, 
under the command of Mirjor Griffiths of the 6th 
Regiment, and Captains Moody, Blackwood, and 
Townsend of the Royal Engineers and Artillery, 
were under orders of recall, and looking forward 
witli regret to the approaching day of their de­
parture, a feeling participated in lÿ the copimu 
uity they were about to leave. These troops 
were stationed here originally’ in view of the 
Oregon disputes. They are withdrawn just as 
the American Government have posted a military 
garrison at Pniibirm, Just f>0 miles distant from 
the British settlement. The good policy of the 
withdrawal of troops before the advancing posts 
of a foreign power, is not very apparent either to 
the white settlers, or to the vast bodies of Indians 
inhabiting the northern territory subject U the 
British dominions.

In the course of last autumn, one of those mas­
sacres which occasion!)’ disgrace the annals of 
Indian life, perpetrated on an American Mission­
ary party, at a place called Waulutjiu, Walla 
Walla, situated on the Columbia river, about 250 
mile» from its mouth, in the Oregon territory.— 
Hie Rev. Dr. Whitman, lus wife, à Mr. Rogers, 
and nine qther peinons, were on the occasion inur: 
tiered in cold blood, with the usual circumstan­
ces of Indian barbarity, by those amoi gst w hom 
they wvreTiving in perfect harmony and apparent 
security. Tlie motive to the massacre, was the 
ignorant belief that the doctor, who was humanly 
administering remedies to persons suffering under 
a prevalent attack of meast Is ami dysentery, was 
really engaged hi poisoning the sick, in tlie hope 
of destroying the w hole race of Indians. Through 
the intervention of the officers of the Hudson’s 
Bay Company at Fort Vancouver, upwards of fit) 
prisoners, belonging to the American party, in the 
hands of the Indians, (of the Cay use tribe,)weve 
rescued and brought in safety t > the Fort.

prospar WHheel them ? They did this— Me Gover­
nors rf the Hands took Upon themselves the responsi­
bility nf infringing them lasso-, afterwards applying 
for an act of indemnity, which they never failed to 
obtain. Mr. FOx, in 1805, brought in a Bill termed 
“ The American Intercourse Act,” the purport of 
which was to authorize (hti Governors of the Colo­
nies to do, during tlie remainder of the wat, what 
they had hitherto done from year to year ; and so, 
This Bill, notwithstanding a keen and strenuous op­
position on tho part of the shipping interests, passed 
into a law. At tlie same time, all admitted that it 
was a glaring infraction of tlie navigation code.

Our case is a parallel one as to its exigency—tho 
duty of self-preservation. Our existence depends 
upon a repeal of the Navigation Laws, now all the 
benefits of protection in English markets are with­
drawn. It may not svom a similar case as to origi­
nal causes, but a mere circumstance cannot affect 
tho question of comparison. The only difference 
is, that the West India Islands were threatened with 
ruin through the Navigation Laws, during a time of 
peace. In the one case, French fleets and the Navi­
gation Laws threaten destruction to the West India 
Islands j in ihu other, tlie self-interests of Shipown­
ers and the Navigation Laws threaten the destruc­
tion of Canada. The proximate cause of such 
operation of the Navigation laws, might be differ­
ent, but the real evil was and is, tlie existence uf 
the Navigation Laws.

We trust that the l’rovinei*l Parliament will Is, 
qual to the duty now required of them. It is a 

question in which all political parties can agree ; 
and wo have no reason to lielicvu that tlie Proviu- 

al Administration will want courage for the ovr.i- 
lon, nor even Lord Elgin himself, so far as ho can 

constitutionality act in the matter.
Whatever the conséquence, those laws must be 
pealed. Our farmers must have free access to « 
nrket ; our. merchants must have the power to 
akc the best use of tlieir capital, talents, and 

lalmur, come what may. On this subject, if eg 
any, we may safely say, fiat juslitia—we want no 
more.

In the House of Commons, the member! nf lUo 
Administration speak confidently of being able tn 
arry the repeal of these laws in tho early pail of 

next Session ; but very little reliance can he 
need on their promises nr expectations in iliesu 

liuctfrlain times. The tenure of Lord John Rts- 
:i.l’s Administration is too frail to encourage tlm 
ast dependence upon him in that respect ;—wo 

ut it.-t now do all we can for ourselves.

feeling. The Canadian farmer is supplicant at 
present to the Imperial Legislature, nut for favour j 
nut for justice ; and strong as is his affection for 
the mother country and her institutions, lie cannot j 
reconcile it to hi* sep»e of right, tlmt after being 
deprived of all protection for |,is produce in her 
markets, he should he subjected to a hostile dis­
criminating duty in the guise of a law for the pro­
tection of navigation.

2 That the British shipowner should he unwil­
ling to permit foreigners to share tlie trade of tlie 
St. Lawrence, is not unnatural ; But there is too 
much rc.i-oii to fear, that if the present system be 
persevered in, the bulk of tlie produce of Canada 
will find its way to New-York and Portland, 

n ie even under existing laws it may be shipped 
indifferently in American or British bottoms, I 
shall not insist on the Inanifold inconveniences and 
hazards to which such a state, of tilings won hi j 
Heritably lead. It is enough for the present 

purpose to observe, tlmt it would render the mon- I 
ij'oly promised to the British shipowner illusory. I 

J. On the other hand, if tlie natural and ac- I 
ini red advantages of the navigation of the St. 
Lawrence were to receive their full development 
under a system of low freight* and charges pro­
duced hy the removal of restriction, it is probable 
that not only the produce of Canada, but n large 
portion of that of the Western States of the 
Union w ill find its way to Quebec and Montreal. 
Of this vast and increasing trade, it is hardly pos­
sible to doubt that British Shipping, with tlie aid 
of long established rules of commercial connection 
will engross a considerable share.

4. 1 cannot employ language which is too forci­
ble in representing to your Lordship the anxiety 
I feel, emicious a* 1 nm of the responsibility at­
taching to the high trust which Her Majesty has 
confided to me, that the liberal policy of Her 
Majesty’s Government on the subject of the Navi­
gation Law s should receive tlie sanction of Parlia­
ment. The people of Canada are animated with 
the best dispositions towards England ; they are 
satisfied that the constitution of their forefathers, 
of which they now clearly sec that it is the intention 
if the Imperial Government that they shall en- 
wy without qualification or reserve the full privi­
leges, affords them at least as large a measure of 
substantial liberty and social happiness as any form 
of Government which the wit or ingenuity of man 
has devised. I am confident tluit if the wise and 
generous policy lately adopted towards Canada, 
is persevered in, the connection between this pro­
vince and the mother country may yet bo rendered 

to both in a far greater degree than has 
been the case heretofore, I should deeply grieve, 
therefore, if an .attempt w hich must, I am dispo­
sed to believe, in so far as the St. Lawrence i* 
concerned, prove futile, to secure a monopoly for 
a useful and exemplary class of our fellow-euh- 
jocta, provisions wore suffered to remain on tlu 
British statute honk which would seem to bring 
the material interest of the coloniixts ;jnd the 
promptings of duty and affection into opposition.

The Navigation Laws,
The America Steamer of the 22ml July, brought 

the important intelligence that lliu Ministry had 
postponed the question of a Repeal ol the Naviga­
tion Laws. This is no more than we expected. 
The interests of Canada were not much considered 
when the Corn Laws were repealed, mid the differ­
ential duties iu favour of the Colonies abolished ; 
there was, therefore, no reason to expect that Ca­
nada would lie more cared for in relation to tlie Nu 
vigution Laws, ,

It is, perhaps unfortunate, that just at this time 
when there' is such a prospect ot a reciprocity of 
commercial arrangements between Canada and tlie. 
United Stales being established, that the imliifer 
dice (to use tliu mildest term,) ol the Imperial Go­
vernment to the vital interests of this Colony, should 
he so manifest. It s quite enough to induce the 
Government of the United Status to put an end to 
all commercial intercourse with Canada, in the view 
of making the Imperial Government feci, throti 
the suffering inflicted upon us, that lire Navigation 
Laws must be given up. But having felt them 
a Ives, to a great extent, the advantages of freo in 
lercourse, it is not to be expected that they vvnuh 
hastily renounce them. However, if they were to 
do so, that Slop would not compel tho Imperial Go­
vernment In renounce the Navigation Laws for our 
benefit. Ono would almost he disposed to believe 
that annexation to the United States, or the com­
plete independence of Canada, has been resolved 
on hy the Parent State.

But whatever either Whig or Tory administra 
tions in Kugland.may do, or not do, affairs cannot 
remain as they are ; the time for action lias arrived 
and .fortunately, we still have a remedy in our own 
hands That is, to disregard the Navigation Lairs 
altogether in relation to the St. Lawrence, anti to pass 
an Act of the Provinrud Parliament, establishing fur 
navigation hr tween Canada (Old the United States, 
Let each an Act puss unanimously, as we beliuv 
would be done, and a special Address of the Legis 
latitro accompany it to the Queen, and wo much 
doubt if any administration would tako upon itse 
the responsibility of advising Her Majesty to with 
hold her assont to the Bill. Self-preservation is 
above all |aw, and that is now the duly of Canada, 

A precedent for this mode of proceeding is fu 
nislied by a case exactly parallel, so far as the duty 
of self-preservation will justify. It is well know 
that in tho .groat struggle between Great Britain 
and France that followed the French Revolution of 
1792, that the British West India Islands were ofte 
blockaded by the fleets of France and Spain. The 
letter of the Navigation Laws forbade all inter 
coyreo between the British Colonies and foreign 
countries. These Colonies depended■ then on the 
United Status for provisions. No provisions could 
be expected from England direct, even it there had 
been no French to intercept them, as England was 
then importing, and tho exports from Europe were 
cither very few, or ndhe at all, in consequence of 
tho incessant wars. Even the French and Etfglish 
armies were supplied hy our enterprising neigh­
bours. What then were the West India Islands to

An attempt was made to get up a ifew Building 
Society in this Town, on tho 2nd in»!., ns we have 

.-a I y reported in our last impression, oil which 
occasion tho assembly almost unanimously voted 
for a Si ci et y haring X’fiO slates, a id a Cun inilleo 

is appointed to carry the views of the meeting 
into effet t, so far vs related to prslimiuaty arrange­
ments. This disconcerted the parly at whoso 
instance tlm meeting had been called ; for it np- 

irud that that party hud resolved to have a Jar 
siinib of the Society now in operation.

There lias been prevalent for some mouths past, 
among the mechanics principally, in this Town, an 
opinion that the system on which Building Societies 

as established was capable of improvement ; and 
particular attention has been directed to the follow- 
!ng points : .

That there should he shares of smaller sums than 
f 100, Id enable persons of smaller means to avail 
themselves (if the benefit of tlieir savings through 
these societies.

That more regard should lie paid to economy in 
the expellees of management ; anil that Isirrowere, 
who were paying such high premiums as from 40 
hi 50 per cent., which has been the ease with the 
Society now in operation, should not have tlieir 
inrilen made intolerable Ly heavy fees fur writing 
mortgage deeds, and for valuations of property.
I'huse are the notions prevailing at the present time 
u England, and great improvements are in run iso 

of dcvelojaunent in consequence of the greater con­
sideration given to the working of Building Societies.

The Committee appointed proceeded to tho pur- 
urmatice of tlieir duties, and laid out their plan,» In 

take a little time to obtain information, in order to 
present a nqrort, hearing in the most direct man­
ner on the particular point» on which the .attention 
of the mechanics of London had been long fixed, 
lint the disconcerted party proceeded to steal a 
march upon that apparently inactive Committee, 
and issued a placard, announcing the formation of 
tho " Western Canada Building Society,” and so­
liciting tho names of subscribers. The mechanics 
of London were not to he caught ; they had reason 
to know that the Society in existence was very 
good for the lenders, bill that it promised to lie anv 
thing but good to the Iwrrowers. They saw that in 
its operations it was a desperate resource for those 
who so muoh wanted to borrow, us to he induced to 
hid £'52 for a £100 share. This shut it up to those 
who looked for a Society affording a more equable 
advantage to all. Tho Committee for the establish­
ment of an imjirovvtl Society, were compelled to 
issue notices hastily to discuss their principles of 
improvement, which meeting was held at tho Town 
Hall, on tlie 14lh iust. A more disorderly meeting 
wc have seldom witnessed, except—and wc give all 
credit for this—there was no violence hut that of 
the tongue : we might as well include the lungs, 
for they were exercised to the full stretch.

It seems an extraordinary assertion to make, 
though it is nevertheless true, that the attempt on 
the part of tho mechanics of this Town to establish 
a Society, which they, after mature deliberation 
have come to tlie conclusion would be attended with 
great benefit to them, should be viewed by any ono 
with jealousy ; but mure extraordinary still, to have 
to report that such a laudable attempt should bo 
met with opposition to such an extent of fury and 
vehemence, that though their meeting commenced 
at eight o’clock, it was nearly ’arelve before they 
were able to pass there second resolution : the 
first resolution was, that the Secretary read the re­
port of the Committee. This, after considerable 
obstruction was done, and attentively listened to; 
but the second, that the report he adopted generally 
as to its tendency and principles, was most fac­
tion*!)' obstructed,— not opposed in the least by ar­
gument ; it was not once referred to objectively. 
The object of a few was to prevent the meeting 
doing any business.- In vain the opposera were 
told that the meeting Was one of the supporters of a 
Society for £.j0 shares ; that those who subscrilfd 
to it would nut molest or obstruct any number of 
persons who wished to form a Society on other prin­
ciples, and that they demanded the right to form 
one of their own. It was near midnight before the 
obstnicters were defeated, or slunk out of the room ; 
after which the business proceeded quietly. The
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report of the Committee was adopted, so far as it | District of Gore, end Joseph Worilialn, Esquire’ 1 

committed them to general principles ; and that the
report should be put in fortn so as to be finally 
adopted, with a set of By-Laws complete.

The meeting then proceeded to receive the names 
of Subscribers, and the following day, the neces­
sary measure was effected for bringing into legal 
existence the “ London District Building Society.

Over one hundred persons have subscribed.—Tho 
opposition that was manifested on*lhe occasion was 
more remarkable and levs excusable for several rea­
sons. Those that opposed could form a Society to 
their liking, if they thought proper; and surely 
they ought to allow others to do without molest­
ation lliat which they would insist upon doing 
w ithout obstruction themselves. It was improve­
ment that was demanded, and why should improve­
ment be objected to ; or, at least, tlial alleged im­
provements should not bo discussed! This is all 
that Ihe improvement party wanted.

The report clearly showed that great enlargement 
*>l the capabilities and modes of application for he- 

_ nelic'al purposes, was taking place in England, 
and that ih the course of a little time it would lie 
made clear that every person wishing to be bene­
fited by their own savings, could obtain it under 
the operation of Building Societies, paying in and 
taking out just what suited them : all charges to 
borrowers low ; shares of any amount, and period 
determinable ; and this on the fundamental prin­
ciple of a fixed lion’is.

Those that question the practicability of such 
alleged improvements, are requested to send us 
their views, and we will give them the use of our 
columns for a full and fair discussion.

' To the E/litors of the Western Canadian :

Gentlemen,—Allow me through "the medium 
•of your paper, to place before the public the 
■following facts :

1 was not aware till after my arrival in this 
Town, in June, 1840, that a duly qualified 
medical man from the old country would require 
a Provincial License to emblo him to practice in 
Canada. Various circumstances prevented mo 
from obtaining a License, till a very few weeks 
ago. I am a Licentiate of the Iloyal College of 
Surgeons, Ireland ; have a Diploma iai Pharmacy 
from said College, and a Diploma in Midwifery 
from the Britain Street Lying-in Hospital, Dublin.

In January last I was summoned, at dilfurent 
periods, by Dr. Phillips, Coroner, to perform jia.il 
mortem examinations on the bodies of three mem­
bers of a family supposed to l»o poisoned. I was 
again summone 1 by Dr. Cornish, Co,oner, to 
assist in performing a similar operation on a 
fourth member of the same family. For each 
examination 1 received the Coroner’s order for 
ten dollars ; which, on being presented for audit 
before the Magistrates at the following Quarter 
Sessions, was summarily thrown out, through the 
recommendation of'Dr. Anderson, one of the 
Auditors of Accounts, on the ground that I had 
not the Provincial License, and actuated, no 
doubt, by professional jealousy, although he was 
fully aware 1 was qualified in every other respect. 
At tho Quarter Sessions which terminated libre a 
few days ago, these accounts were again presented 
for audit, at which time 1 had obtained my License, 
when a similar result ensued.

On speaking to Dr. Anderson on tlio subject, 
in Ills Magisterial and Judicial capacity, he stated 
in reply that he had my accounts disallowed fir 
the above reason ; and further, “ to reduce the 
expenditure of the District ns much as possible, 
ho wni quite willing to perforin any jiost mortem 
examination in Town for nothin»,’’—and tins, 
perhaps, would bo an exact quid pro quo !

The medical men of tho London District ought 
to be highly indebted to Dr. Ander.-on for tiis 
praiseworthy and disinterested endeavours to re­
duce the publie expenditure at their exjiensa. 
Before he became dignified with tho title of Squire, 
the fee for past mortem examination in tiÿa Dis­
trict was eight dollars. At hLs recommendation 
that sum was reduced to six dollars ; and ns a 
further saving of tho public Binds, he is now 
satisfied to perform that duty for nothing. The 
fee for post mortem examination In the Lower 
Province is fixed by law at fifteen dollars ; n 
similar sum is allowed in the States.

I may also mention that the salary for Physician 
to the Gaol in this Town was formerly twenty- 
live pounds, medicine to bo furnished out of that 
sum. Dr. Anderson, who acted as Physician to 
the Gaol during Dr. Moore’s absence, from ill 
health, represented to the Magistrates that twenty- 
five pounds was too low, and got the salary raised 
toJthirty pounds, which he received for more than 
two years. After Dr. Moore’s return, he refused 
to give him back his situation, statin# that the 
Magistrates had confirmed his appointment, which 
they denied. Tho situation was then declared 
vacant, and of Course open for canvass to the 
other Medical men of the Town. Dr. Anderson 
then, finding that he might lose tho situation, 
proposed to the Magi-tratc* at Quarter Sessions, 
that the office of Physician to the Gaol should 1*3 
knocked down to tho lowest Medical bidder. 
Phis they very properly refused. So that tin 
salary which he considered too low on his own 
appointment, he proposed to mako still lower by 
competition* This certainly is upholding the 
dignity of the Medical profession with a ven­
geance, and strictly in accordance with the oath 
administered to each member of theprofession on 
his obtaining his Diplonyt.

nIav it pleas* voua Excellency,

The Committee of the Executive Council feel­
ing great anxiety on the subject of contemplated 
proposals for the amelioration of the Navigation 
Laws, as applicable to this colony, and also re­
specting the navigation of the St. Lawrence Ri­
ver, proposed to be thrown open to American ves­
sels, both which subjects have received careful 
consideration of the Legislative Assembly, and on 
which a great unanimity of opinion appears to 
prevail in th.s colony, are desirous of expressing 
their views to your Excellency for the considera­
tion of Her Majesty’s Government.

So long as it was a part of the policy of the 
empire to give a preference to colonial products 
in the markets of the United Kingdom, the nto- 
nopo’y of the carrying-trade was with great consis­
tency and justice given to British shipping. The 
advantage to the colonists in the British market, 
afforded by means of protective duties, generally 
enabled them to overlook the disadvantage of hav- 
ing the markets of the United States closed to 
them by duties levied in that country in favour of 
native productions ; of having all competition in 
the import and export carrying-trade excluded 
from their ports ; of being forced to employ Bri­
tish ships, making a voyage from England with­
out freight, in carrying tne heavy exports of the 
country to market, the voyage to England neces­
sarily bearing the expense of the voyage to Ca­
nada ; while foreign vessels which might have re­
sorted to the ports of Canada, were excluded from 
taking the products of the country to the British 
market, and con-equently had only the profits of 
one voyage to pay the expenses of two. The 
advantage and disadvantage of this system of pro 
lection and monopoly alternated according to cir­
cumstances but on the whole the colony, while her 
products wore protected in the British market, did 
not complain of the monopoly in favour of British 
shipping, which seemed to be an essential point in 
the policy of the trade of the empire.

The country of Canada at all times laboured 
under a disadvantage, compared with the more 
southern portions of America, in having her ports

This supposition has been realized in the case of 
the Welland Canal. Since the opeeing of that 
wo-k, the Americans bave been permitted the ft ee 
navigation of the canal through the Canadian ’er- 
ritorv, and as that canal is a short communication 
between the two great lakes, admitting the pvs- 
sage of large vessels, and it has the effect of sub­
stituting a hundred mile» of navigation in these 
vessels jor boat navigation on the Erie Canal at 
Buff do, proceeds down Lake Ontaaio to Oswego 
and there is tranferred to the boat navigation of 
the Erie Canal for transport to New York. Thus 
a larire portion of the -evfcnue from the Welland 
Canal is paid by the American trade, arising from 
a free navigation of a part of the internal u ate 1 of 
Canada, and thus the western portion of Canada 
enjoys the inestimable benefit of a navig .lion sup­
ported to a great extent by foreign commerce.

A The superiority of the Canadian over the Ameri- 
' tan line of communication, can be exemplified by 

the following rate of cost of transpo t from Cleve­
land. in the State of Ohio, on Lake Erie, to New 
York, taking the chea;>est line through the Cana­
dian Welland Canal, and the rate ol" transport to 
Montreal from the same port on Lake Erie down 
the St. Lawrence :

New York. If these ports can be nearly equal­
ized in respect to freights to England, Canada 
will have succeeded ; if the disparity continues, 
as it now exists, all the efforts of Canada wiH have 
bien unavailing

It is represented that the high rate of freight 
between Montreal nnd the United Kirgdom is 
owing to the lttpitcd number of ships employed in 
V’e import trade of Canada. In the spring and in

The difference being in favour of the Canadian 

inland navigation over the American.
If the products of the western country of the 

United States could be transported to the sen more 
cheaply through Canada than through the Ameri­
can territory, there can be no quesiion but the 
Canadian route would be preferred, and the Cana­
dian canals would engross the carrying-trade of the 
north-western States of America. The possession 
of even a po lion of this trade would place the 
country in a state of commercial prosperity.

But if, on the other hand, the advantage of this 
perfect inland navigation is more than counterba­
lanced by the rate of freight from Quebec and ! 
Montreal, the people of Western Canada having 
no protection in the English market, by using the 
Canadian line of communication, will send their 
whole produce by way of New York, ns well as I 
import all foreign articles of consumption by the 
same route, and thus, not only will the vast ex­
penditure upon the int-rnal navig lion of Canada 
be was’ed, and the debt incurred thereby become 
a hopeless burden, but the trade of the commercial 
cities of Montreal and Quebec, which was rising 
rapidly into importance, must be completely 
ruined.

While the province enjoyed protec1 ion in the 
British market, this unhappy result could rot h ive 
arrived, because the protection was generally suf­
ficient to prevent the owners from divesting the 
Canadian produce of its British chniacter. nnd it 
would not become available for the home market 
of America unless upon payment of heavy duty. 
Even with regard to American" produce, the pro­
vision in the Corn Law which enabled American 
wheat nnd flour to enjoy the same protection a- 
Canadian upon being exported through Canada, on 
payment of 3s. sterling per quarter duty in the 
province, was, at most times, a sufficient induce­
ment to many Americans to piake shipments to 
Montreal, as weft as for Cnnndihns to make pur­
chases in the United States ; but the protection 
being now removed, the question is one of mere

ble to be tedious and at the early and late periods 
of the sea-on dangerons Freights and insurances 
were thereby enhanced, and it was not always that 
the high protecting duties of the British Corn 
Law* planed Canadians on ns favorable a footing 
as their American neighbours.

To counterbalance these natural disadvantages, 
the river SL Lawrence a Horded a splendid inland 
navigation form the interior, superior to that bv 
the Mississippi, because of the climate through 
which the articles of export had to pass, and supe­
rior to the long and comparatively narrow’naviga. 
lion of the Erie Canal, unavoidably tedious and 
expensive. ,

The enterprise and energies of the colony have 
been for a long time almost exclusively directed 
to the important objects of improving the internal 
navigation of the St. Lawrence from Lake Erie to 
Quebec, so as to place it in a state of cheapness 
and efficiency which would makq that route to a 
port of embarkation for a sea voyage advantage­
ous beyond all comparison with the internal com­
munications of the United States, and by that 
means to counterbalance the more difficult nnd ex­
pensive sea navigation. The Government and 
Legislature of the colony have also endeavoured 
to make the navigation below Quebec safe and 
easy by means of numerous lighthouses, well and 
expensively kept up. These efforts, though be­
yond the means and resources of a small commu­
nity. have been successful. The Welland Canal, 
between Lakes Erie and Ontario, has been put in 
full operation, though not quite completed, at an 
expense of nearly £1,500.000. The works on 
the St. Lawrence between Kingston and Montreal 
have likwise been opened, forming a series of 
magnificent canals, by means of which the rapids 
of the Great River are conquered at an expense of 
nearly £1,500,000, and thus steamboats uml ves­
sels of great burden are enabled to pass up nnd 
down the river cheaply, salelv, and rapidly. Sixty- 
five thousand pounds have born expended in an 
endeavour to deepen Lake S’. Peter, between 
Montreal and Quebec, for the purpose of enabling 
the largest ships to proceed to the former port ; 
and thus by a series of undertakings which would 
do honor to the enterprise and industry of any 
nation, it was hoped for tho colony that she would 
have been enabled, not merely to rival, but to sur­
pass the enterprising and active people of the 
neighbouring States, and to create among-t her 
inhabitants a corresponding degree of commercial 
greatness and p-osperity.

This in the view of the projectors nf the public 
works in Canada, as well as in the opinion of men 
of tho best judgment in the northern states of 
America, was far from being a question of mere 
theoretical rivalry. It was always considered 
questionable, whether the import and export trade 
of Canada would in itself make the tolls arising 
from the canals sufficient to remunerate the public 
treasure for the great expenditure. But while it 
was manifestly essential to trie agricultural and 
mercantile prosperity of the country that the 
means of access to the sea should be improved, it 
was supposed that the superiority of the line of 
communication would induce the passage of Ameri­
can trade up end down our canals so as to make 
them remunerative end profitable.

Showing an advantage to New York of 3s. ster­
ling per barrel, and if there be deducted from this 
the advantage which Canada e-jovs in internal 
navigation, amounting to Is. 6d. ste ling, there 
will still remain ih favour of New York Is. 6d 
on eqch barrel of flour, quite sufficient to turn 
the whole export trade into that channel

As the United States now admit the transit of 
Canadian produce through their territory, the only 
disadvantage that it encounters at New York is the 
necessity which arises under the Imperial Act 8 
nnd 9 Vic , cap. 89, s. 4, which would seem to for­
bid its being imported into England in foreign 
ships ; but as freight in British from New York to 
England is no higher than the freight in American 
ships, this restriction would seem to have no ap­
preciable influence on the question of transmission 
through Canada or the United States.

The consequence of this state of circumstances 
is no longer a matter of apprehension ; its reality 
is severely felt in Montreal and the Eastern por­
tions of Canada. For some time past the import 
trade of Western Canada, which bv means of pro­
tective duties in favour of British ships nnd British 
goods, was forced to come by the St. Lawrence, 
has been changing its direction, nnd Montreal, 
which supplied the whole western country, is being 
deserted by the western merchant-. The new 
Customs Law of the Province, while it equalizes 
duties, and thus enables the consumer to purchase 
in the cheapest market, vastly increases the et il 
to the former importing cities, and a t cry large 
portion of the export trade of Canada has tins t ear 
•taken the direction of New York. Hence arises 
the present suffering, and a feeling of serious ap­
prehension for the future, lest the great public 
works of the Sl Lawrence should be unused nnd 
unprofitable, and the commercial connexion which 
existed for so many years between Western and 
Eastern Canada be ailo^thcr cut off.

The people of Canada are not inclined, by a 
system of protection, to force their.own trade in 
any particular channel; following the example of 
the mother country, they h ive been compelled in 
a great measure, to adopt the maxims of free trade 
which have lately prevailed in England. As re­
gards the carrying-trade of the north-western 
American States, the Canadians can have no 
means of obtaining its passage through their ter­
ritory, but by superior advantages in the way of 
cheapness of transit. They have done every thing 
for this purpose which great enterprise nnd expen­
diture could do They have succeeded so far as 
their means couid succeed, and they t ossess now 
a line of communication more rapid nnd more 
cheap, from the into ior to the sea-po t, than any 
existing In the Unved States. The whole ques­
tion, then is confined to the comparative advan­
tages of shipment from Quebec or Montreal m

port wanting freight, the rate is comparatively mo- 
lerate ; but in the interval, being the middle of 
summer, when most of the western producestrrives 
for shipment, an v ferior class of ships only offer, 
which not only deliver their cargoes in bad condi­
tion. but charge exorbitant freights, according to 
the quantity of produce for shipment The rate 
of freight is represented to have fluctuated in Mon­
treal in the same season, between 3s. 6d. and 
7s. 6d. per barrel ; and it is said also that the 
higher rate, that is to say, from 6s. to Vs yd. per 
barrel, has been paid in Montre»!, at the same 
lime that freight has been offered to be borne by 
foreign ships at New York as lo»# as front Is. to 
Is. Cd. per barrel ; at this limb an offer of Is. 6d. 
per barrel extra, would have brought any num­
ber of ships round from the Athenian sea-ports, 
but the Navigation Laws interposed to the ruin of 
the owners of the produce This fluctuation and 
extravagant rate of freight, and the employment 
of inferior vessels, could r,ot have occurred were 
the Canadian merchant able to look for ships 
amongst those in the American porta seeking 
freight for Europe ; the latter haring made their 
profitable outward voyage, could afford to carry 
Cnnnd'nn pronucc nt a lower rate than ships that 
came out in ballast, nnd there would be no oppor- 
t mi tv of extracting extortionate rates from the 
shipper, who now is without remedy.

During the temporary suspension of the Nati- 
gntion Laws last year. 22 ships arrived from Bre­
men at the port of Montreal, loaded with emi­
grants, intended for the United States, who chose 
the route through Canada for its greater facility 
mid cheapness. These ships were enabled to take 
cargoes for the United Kingdom ; and wore the 
saiiv facilities continued, there can be no doubt 
but the great German emigration to the United 
-Hates would be directed through Canada. The 
number of pas nngers front Bremen to New York 
last year was 67.142. If 200 ships emt loved in 
the same trade were to come to the Ca Indian pc ris, 
it is easy to see what effect their coming woi.ll 
have upon the rates of freights to England. This 
is hut one instance of many which might be ex­
pected were foreign vessels permitted to resort to 
the Canadian ports. The ships are admirab'y 
adapted to the carriage of wheat nnd flour, and 
the competition produced by their presence would 
not only lend to equalise the freights from Canada 
to those from the United Stales, but the ships 
would deliver their cargoes in good condition, and 
the shippers would avoid the damages occasioned 
bv the use of inferior vessels, which are thought 
not to he over estimated nt five per cent, in tho 
average ol produce on shipments from Canada.

The American merchants of the West are no 
doubt anxious to avail themselves of the facilities' 
afforded by the river St. Lawrence. Were their 
vessels permitted to come down to Montreal and 
Quebec, fhere to meet American or foreign ships 
to take their freight to Europe or elsewhere, it is 
thong’t that a in >st extensive and profi able com­
me ce through Canada woul I immediately follow.
1 lie American ves-els now confuted to the navi­
gation of the lakes and the upper part of tho 
river, would then-be enabled to come to a port of 
embarkation fur -ea. without transhipment of 
cargo. It is confidently anticipated that a great 
portion of the importations for the noi h-western 
portion of the United States would take place 
through the same channel ; and thus, instead of 
the low ir ports of Can -da being deserted, they 
woiud nt once assume the position, as commercial 
depots, to which their location upon the great river’ 
outlet of North America seems to entitle them.
I In- great works of the Sl. Lawrence, instead of 
being idle and unproductive, through the means 
of protective regulations which produce no benefit 
in any quarter, would then become a means of 
enriching a country which the expense of their 
construction has now exhausted.

Connected with this subject of the free naviga­
tion of tjie Sl Law re nee west of Quebec, which 
the Americans are desirous to procure, i- a cor­
responding desire on the part of the Canadian 
farmers to avail themselves of the American home 
market, whenever it affords superior prices to 
those derived from exportation to Europe. The 
price of wheat nnd flour in the Eastern States in­
tended for hoirie consumption, is often much 
higher than the price in Canada for exportation : 
when this happens to be the case, it would be an 
immense advantage to the Canadian agriculturist, 
could he export his produce for consumption in the 
I ni tod States. This, however, lie is prevented 
from doing, by a protecting duty of a quarter of a 
dollar n bushel upon wheat. Efforts have been 
made in the United States to aliolish this duty, hut 
the advocates of its abolition have been deieated 
by the cry lor protection on the part of American 
farmers, and met also by a difficulty as to the 
•• most favoured nation clause,” in treaties with 
foreign powers, which might make a relaxation in 
favqr of Canada require n like favor to all nations 
with whom such treaties existed. It is thought 
that if tl e free navigation ol the St. Lawrence 
were offered to tie American Govemine..«, in re­
turn for the abolition of the protecting duty, the 
American Legislature, upon that consideration, 
would f.e induced to aliolish the protective duty ; 
while the abolishment being a mat er of recipro­
cal treaty, all difficulty arising from the arrange- 
ment ns to the commercial relations of the United 
‘'tales with foreign nations might he a voiced.— 
Lb us, two objects in which Canada is deeply in­
terested, might lie obtained nt once, through" the 
interest which Americans feel in one ; nnd thern 
is reason to believe that it is not a mere supposi­
tion, but that it has been the opinion of leading 
men in the United States, who are the advocates 
of free trade principles, nnd who think that popu­
lar objections to the admission of Canadian wheat 
on the same terms that American wheat is admitted 
into England, would he obviated by permitting to 
American vessels the free navigation of ti e river 
St. Lawrence above Quebec. The present advi­
sers of your Excellency in the Government of 
this colony, have in their pla es in the Provincial 
Parli m -nt, and nmomrst their fellow suljecta 
generally, expressed the views above set firth. 
The Legislature has lieen a’most una imoue in 
entertaining them ; and the steps suppt-sed to be 
in contemplation by Her Majesty’s Government 
relating to trade nnd navigation in Canada, are- 
expected with great hope of important beneficial

results by Her Majest) \i Canadian subjects ; see­
ing that Her Majesty’s GtnTrnmrnt pto|>o6e to 
introduce changes in the law which perhaps may 
be already considered and settled by Her Majes­
ty's Ministers, it may be thought unnecessary and 
superfluous for the present Executive Council to 
make any further representation. The memo 
randuirt drawn up bv the Inspector General, with 
the approval of his colleagues, ami transmitted by 
vour Excellency, has shown to Her Majesty’s 
Government that the present Executive Council 
concur in tl»s opinions e.x preseed by the Legis­
lature ; ami '.nis representation is made to your 
Excelle,icy more with the view of obviating any
possible objections arising from tin; absence of 
such a document, than the notion that at this time 
the measures in progress can for the present oc­
casion be materially modified by renewed impor­
tunity on the part of the colony. It is not im­
probable, however, that in the progress of any 
measures proposed by Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment, opposition will be made by those who th'.nk 
themselves intere-ted in preyrving the remnant 
of protection afforded by the Navigation Laws ; 
and it may be satisfactory to the Government to 
have the assurance that ibis protection is merely 
nominal for any useful purjawe, and to know 
that to Canada its effect is found already to be 
practically and extensively mischievous. If the 
trade is to continue to be drawn from Canadian 
wate s to the canals and ports of the United States, 
British shipowners will have to compete with 
foreigners in the porls of that country ; if they 
can do this successfully there, they can do so in 
tüfe Canadian ports ; if not it is evident that under 
present circumstances the trade of Canada cannot 
afford to maintain a monopoly produced by law ; 
and if the supposed protection is only to operate 
to the desertion of the cities and seaports of this 
country, without serving the interests of the ship­
owners of England, it is hoped that the useless 
restrictions, so irreconcilable with the withdrawal 
protective duties in favour of Canadian produce 
will be at once removed.

That a great portion of the exportable products 
of Western Canada, probably by far the greater 
part is at this moment on its way to the ports of 
the United States : that little is expejeted in Mon­
treal ; that the canals constructed on the St. Law­
rence are almost idle ; that the importing ships 
coming to Montreal this season arc without thefr 
usual full freights : that the principal importations 
into Western Canada are now through the United 
States : that the trade of the city of Montreal is in 
consequence rapidly decreasing, notwithstanding a 
rapid increase in the consumption and importation 
into Canada of the articles formerly imported alto­
gether through that port ; and that the opening 
of the Canadian sea ports to the vessels of all 
nations, permitting the produce of the colony to 
be sent to the United Kingdom in these vessels 
without distinction, and the permitting the use of 
the river St. Lawrence above Quebec to Ameri­
cans, would probably not only restore trade to its 
original channel, but cause an increase in the com 
Imerce and revenues of Canada beyond former 
'precedent—are facts which the Executive Council
of Canada wish to present to the consideration of 
Her Maj’stv’s Ministers, in the hope of strength­
ening theii hands in bringing about the expected 
changes. The Committee of Council I,eg to he 
understood as n it recommending to Her Majesty’s 
Government changes in the law relating to the 
navigation of the river St. Lawrence above Que­
bec, which would give anv right to foreigners to 
the use of the waters of Canada, hut rather that 
Her Majesty’s Government may obtain from Par­
liament the power of negociating from time to 
time on the subject, and of malting the use of the 
navigation a matter of treaty and regal ition ;■ pre­
serving the sovereignly of the territory, and the 
power to resume its exclusive use at the conclu­
sion of any argreenvent, and the power of pulling 
an end to any agreement on the subject, upon con­
venient notice, perfectly unimpaired..

The Committee, in coming to these conclusions 
on the present comparison of advantages between 
the means of transit from the interior of this con­
tinent to Europe, have not thought it necessary to 
prepare more elaborate statistical del dis. The 
average rates of transport and freight have been 
furnished by Mr. William Bristow, a merchant of 
this city, a gentleman of great intelligence, and 
well acquainted with the subject; his views may 
be said to represent (airly those of the mercantile 
body of Canada generally. The Committee have 
endeavoured in this Minute to embody the opinions 
entertained in this country, in which they concur, 
in the confidence that Her Majesty’s Government 
only desire to know what is for the benefit of the 
colony, as a sufficient ground for anv reasonable 
concession which may be claimed by Her Majesty’s 
subjects here ; a confidence which it is their duti­
ful endeavour to preserve as widely prevailing 
throughout America as Her Majesty’s dominion 
happily extends.

Your Excellency will perceive, that in mention­
ing the export trade of Canada, the Committee 
have not included the timber exportation, as that 
trade, though extensive, is neither materially 
affected, nor does it materially influence the 
commerce thought to depend on the proposed 
ameliorations. Under any circumstances, the 
Committee suppose the great export of timber 
from Quebec will probably be carried on in British 
ships specially employed in that brunch of trade. 
In the way of furnishing ships which would pro­

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The Question of Warden's Salary Settled.

A decision of the Court of Queen's Bench has 
settled the doubt which existed as to whether the 
law empowered the Distiict Councils to grant 
salaries to the Warden. A salary voted by the 
Gore District Council, to their Warden was dis­
allowed by the Governor-General, on the advice 
of Solicitor-General Cameron and Attorney-Gene­
ral Sherwood. The District Council, on learning 
the decision of the Governor in Council, and be­
lieving it to be contrary to law, passed a resolution, 
that she salary ns originally voted by by-lax/j 
should he paid. Mr. Halt, a lawyer and a politi­
cal friend of the late Attorney and Solicitor Gene­
ral, employed John Hillyard Cameron to movt 
for a writ of mandamus to compel Mr. Clark, the 
Warden, to refund the money. Judgment was 
delivered in the ease on Saturday last, by the 
Court of Queen's Bench, mid the application was 
refused. The Court held that the Warden being 
a District officer, it is competent for the District 
Council to vote him a salary, and that the mode 
of voting it must be by by-law, and not by a re­
solution. The action of the Gore Distiict Council 
on the matter is thus fully sustained by the 
Queen’s Bench. The legal opinions given by the 
late Attorney and Solicitor General on the subject, 
are declared to be bad by the same authority. 
These legal functionaries, the bright stars of the 
Conservative party, stand stript of all disguise. 
The Court of Queen’s Bench lias decided that the 
members of the Gore District Council, who are 
plain practical farmers, have a better knowledge 
Of the law than the late Attorney and Solicitor 
General !

In ,823 there were no steam vessels in 
the coasting trade of Ireland, b it in 1836, which 
is the date of the last official returns, the tonnage 
entered inwards amounted to 579,395 ! and since 
that period there can be no doubt that the 
increase lias been very considerable. It is not 
true that the linen trade was destroyed by the 
Union. It appears from Morcan’s tables that 
from 1781 to 1800 there were exported 678.798, 
721 yards of linen, while from 1802 to 1821, the 
quantity was 832,403.860 yards, showing an 
increase of 153,605,139 yards. Were we not 
fearful of fatiguing oxrr readers xvith a lengthened 
enumeration of figures we could give statistical 
evidence of the vast increase in the consumption 
of tea, sugar, hops, tobacco, coals, drapery, Ac... 
and, indeed, of almost every commodity. We 
allude to thoee subjects to disabuse the public 
mind of that gross imposition practised by these 
orators and writers who base their arguments in 
favor of a domestic legislation on the ground of
unjust taxation and declining commerce, both of 
which charges are directly opposed to tnith.

If we were to single out any class as the worst 
enemy to Ireland, we should not hesitate to select 
the land proprietors. It is notorious that the s',il 
is not half cultivated, while millions of available 
acres are still in the state of nature, untouched 
by plough or spade. Out of twenty-one million 
acres of surface not four million acres are employ 
ed in the growth of vegetable fond for eight mil 
lion people. The growth of llax is shamefully 
neglected. It is reported by the Census Com 
miaeioners that there are 13,461,300 acres (exclu­
sive of all other land) adapted for the growth of 
flax. Mr. Montgomery Martin calculates that if 
one sixteenth of this quantity of land were devo­
ted to flax culture, the value of the produce would 
be nearly twelve million» sterling. He proceeds 
testate that the manufactures of the United King­
dom consume about 100,000 tons of flax per an­
num, in value about £5,000,000 ; of this Russia 
furnishes five-eights, and Ireland not two-eighths, 
though superior to every country but Belgium 
for the growth of this article. She has, therefore, 
within herself the capacity of supplying the home

In 1844 Lord John Russell in opening the debate 
on the affairs of Ireland openly, cordially, and un­
reservedly, expressed his admiration of O’Connell, 
his sympathy xvith his exertions, and his gratitude 
for his assistance iu former days in preserving the 
peace of the country—the Repeal agitation at the 
same time going on. Is it not criminal in the ex­
treme to xvink at persons violating the law, to aid 
and abet them, and to so set the trap that they 
might not be caught till their crimes were multi­
plied Î In what docs Lord John Russell’s conduct 
differ from tie common informer, who provokes the 
crime by xvhich he obtains sn infamous livelihood ?

What do the people of Ireland now demand ? In 
nothing are they so explicit, so consistent, and so 
persevering, as in demanding a local legislature. 
Legislation for Ireland in Ireland, and by Irishmen. 
This is granted in Canada, why should it be with­
held fmm Ireland l It is not so much a question 
xvhat will be the effect of Repeal, as whether the 
people have not a right lo discuss the question and 
obtain the right of self-government. The only ar­
gument against Repeal, if argument it can be called,
is, that the Repeal will ruin Ireland. Under xvhat 
conceivable form of Government could Ireland bo 
worse off than she has been since the Union. Can 
constant agitation on the one side, anil a Govern­
ment alternately encouraging anil then suppressing
it, on the other, ever result in permanent improve­
ment ?,

The true remedy for Ireland can only be prepared 
by free discussion ; the conflict arises from the' refu­
sal of one or both parties tc listen to reason, and 
abide the award of argument. The press in Ire­
land, with the aiil of public meetings, have done 
this well,-without the aid of the Nation and other 
violent journals ; but the Government, and the ad­
vocates for the continuance of the Union, have as 
yet doue nothing loxvards it : they do not approach 
argument,—the Union must be maintained, “6y 
force, if nermoru.” O'Connell, Whiteside, amt 
other speakers, in 1844, clearly proved that all the 
advantages that were ever enumerated, or could 
reasonably be conceived to flow from the Union, 
were such as for xvliich they advocated Repeal, 
while the fact is plain enough, that Ireland enjoys 
none of them, ami is in a worse stale than before 
the Union—that state lias for forty-eight years been 
gradually getting xvorse, till noxv the political sys­
tem is brought to a dead lock ;—the Government are 
poxvcrless and helpless for good, aud have only the 
power 10 coerce the more impatient and enthusias­
tic spirits, chafed by the threat of—“ by force of 
arms, if neressnry.,,

It is the opinion of some persons that the Canal- 
dian press should nut interfere in the affairs of Ire­
land ; hut we find that one, at least, of our Provin­
cial journals has done so to a great extent,—on the 
side of despotism, too. The Globe declares that
Ireland is misgov-erneil no longer.

We have some consolation in regaid to the posi­
tion the Globe lias taken against self-government 
in Ireland ; for while he may fancy himself the or­
gan of the present Provincial Administration, it is 
very evident that he cannot be, fur they hold office 
on principles the very reverse of those advocated by 
the Globe in relation to Ireland. Besides, the stupid 
declaration of the Globe that Ireland is misgoverned 
no longer, has béen received by the whole press 
with surprise at t ie impertinence of the writer, nnd 
his ignorance of Irish affairs, llis doctrine may suit 
the Whigs, but t xvill not do for the Reformers of 
Canada.

Unhappy Ireland.
Extract from Professor Napier's Essay on 

Great Britain, Encyc. Brit. :
“While Parliament was refusing the Cntholies their 

just right»,m one breath, and in the next forbidding under 
heavy penalties, every attempt to vindicate them, the 
Committee appointed by the Lords during the previous 
Session to collect information respecting the Stale of Ire­
land xvere proceeding with the in vest les! inn. The evi­
dence established the existence ol the most retentive and 
pervading misery. The peasantry 1 rert drsrrilird as briny 
constantly on the r-Tgf of starvation, the victims ofdisease 
pro,lure,I by the state of their squalid habitations. They 
were servilely dependent upon their Landlords, and ha­
rassed incessantly by the unprincipled extortions of the 
Tithe Agents, 'fhe law which was devised lo protect 
llienx had been converted into an engine ol oppression.’’

Such is the record which was placed on the jour­
nals of the House of Lords twenty-four years ago, 
and yet tho English public were surprised when 
the “Times’ Commissioner” exposed the same 
state of things in 1816, and gave them credit for 
being the first to reveal tho hidden sores of Ire­
land. Twenty-fonr years previous, (and how long 
before that they alono know,) the landlords of Ire­
land were acquainted individually, ami officially 
as Peers of tho realm, that by their tyranny, indif­
ference and neglect, their peasantry, who toiled for 
them and produced all their wealth, and who ena­
bled them to luxuriate in Italy, France and Eng­
land, were in return merely allowed to exist “011 
the verge of siarvation.” The rpmedy was in their 
hands in 1824, but the sacrifice was too great—it is 
with them still—and they will yet have to make it, 
with an additional charge lor tho delay.

The Irish landlords have in fact been permitted 
lo enjoy all the worst privileges of slaveholders, 
unaccompanied by any of the responsibilities which 
even slaveholders themselves have ever felt it their 
duty and interest lo assume. Ireland has been mis­
governed, but she is so no longer, says the Globe ; 
and the Government is strong enough to maintain 
peace and order. There’s comfort for the suffer­
ing Irish—rule them down—smother the rabid pa­
tient, his "case is incurable—stop for ever those hor­
rid cries and convulsions—let’s have no soothing 
system for Ireland—they are over populated, there­
fore kill the turbulent and banish the peaceful. 
When did Ireland’s misgovernment oease ! What 
has been done for her Î She has been most graci­
ously permitted to avail herself of the contributions 
of com and money from foreign countries—England 
herself contributed millions which were of no use 
to her, and which had much the same effect as rich 
meats would have if offered to a man whose health 
would not permit him to enjoy them. What single 
measure for the permanent amelioration of Ireland 
has been adopted ? None.

kenny.
Considerable ammunition lias been seized.
The Editor of the Felon is arrested.

Irish peasantry, whose movements may be im­
portant.

The “ Tribune" has a letter from Dublin, dated 

August 3rd, stating that there had been a great 
battle between the British troops and the insur­
gent», at Slievanon, at which General McDonald, 
the commander of the British troops was killed ; 
and 6,008 troops were killed and wounded. The 
road for 3 miles is aakl to be covered with the 
slaip, Kilkenny and Limerick has been taken by 
the people. It was expected that Dublin would 
rise on Sunday the 6th m*t. The 3rd Buffs In­
fantry, turned and fought with the people, and 
two regiments huve been sent to disarm them.— 
The mountains of Slievanon are nearly inaccessi­
ble being surrounded by a bog with only one ap­
proach to it. It is ascertained that Smith O’-

rien, has 60,000 men with him, and a consid­
erable supply of arms, ammunition and cannon. 
Other accounts from Dubin, August 4 th, gives no 
account of this great battle. But the friends of 
Ireland account for this by saying that the Irish 
Press is under censorship and "does not state the 
facts.

To the Inhabitants of the Town of London.

The undersigned considers it absolutely neces­
sary for the vindication of his diameter to make 
a short appeal to the public, till such time as he 
may be able to enter more fully into the question. 
In liis absence at Toronto, of a few days, the 
Mayor and Council had the courage on Monday 
last to bring certain charges ogaipst him, and to 
vote him summarily out of the office of Town 
Clerk. This clandestine act speaks for itself. In 
addition, his cowardly accusers arc endeavouring 
to whisper away his character as some justifica­
tion of this act of petty tyranny. The public 
are requested in justice to a slandered individual 
to withhold their judgment on wlmt they may 
hear, till a full statement of his accounts as Town 
Clerk are published, and which he engages shall 
be done ns soon ns possible, sighed by com­
petent auditors, and sanctioned by affidavit.

In the mean time, he assures the inhabitants of 
London, that as far as lies in liis power, he will 
insist upon the Council substantiating their 
charges, or indelibly fix upon them the odium of 
their failure ; and he also reminds those who can 
slander nn individual whom they dare not meet 
openly, that under British laws, individual charac­
ter cannot be violated with impunity.

A majority of the Council having inflicted this 
stub in the dark, the disgrace rests on tho whole ; 
but there is at least one honest man among them 
who refused to attack a man in his absence, that 
man, honor to him, is John Doyle.

which existed in this country, nnd which pressure 
must continue in its intensitv unless means were 
devised to provide for our unemployed industrial 
population. He thought, however, that they had 
well considered the means of bettering their con 
dition, by which means colonisation might be 
made one of the means of relieving them from the 
pressure which cramped them within the four 
seas of Great Britain. Not only did it rclietc 
the pressure here, but it produced a great de­
mand for labour, not only in the country which 
they left, but in the count-v also to which they 
went. The parties leiving the country greatly 
benefited those who remained behind : and hv 
going to another country, there to open up tjnd 
cultivate a virgin soil nnd land, where, with the 
smallest amount of labour, they were enabled to 
raise abundant crops, they conferred another be­
nefit on the mother country,

He foresaw another advantage, if the scheme 
were successful for the colonisation of those coun­
tries, the lands of which thev contemplated pur­
chasing. It was a great advantage in carrying out 
a system of colonisation that the countries ia 
which they determined to fix their destinies 
should he within the nearest possible di tame o 
the mother country . Many of the colonies of tin- 
mother country me distant half the eireitniferenre 
of the glohe, and hence the difficulty and expense 
of reaching them deterred many thousands of peo­
ple from availing themselves of such advantages ns 
thev might otherwise derive from them. But if 
the lands of New D unswick were open to British 
enterpri-e, then thev would have vast and fertile 
regions to colonise, which were within a short dis­
tance of our own shores, and this would have a 
better effect on the general welfare of the people 
of this country. They would thus establish a con­
tinual stream, not merely relieving any moment­
ary pressure, hut keeping up a continual stream 
from this to the other country, so that every per­
son who felt that his position was uncomfortable 
might remove himself with as much convenience 
ns if he we were going from une county or one 
town to another. That would he a far more 
healthy system of emigration than that of moving 
off large mnsses of men from this country to an­
other to relieve perhaps a temporary pressure.

After stating some de­
tails, the speaker invoked the assistance and 
countenance ol the nohle lord, and those other 
lords and gentlemen of the House of Commons 
who were present.

Mr. R. Mills moved the first resolution : 
-—“That, under the heavy pressure of competi- 
tion, there is a large number of the working clas­
ses who cmnot obtain employment, thousands 
wIkj are but partially employed, and others who 
are over-toiled, but who cannot obtain for their 
labour a sufficiency of the necessaries of life, and 
therefore they become, in many instances, unwil- 
ling paupers—their children remain ignorant, vi­
cious, criminal, dangerous to society, and sub­
versive of it* institutions. This meeting, there­
fore, declares its solemn conviction of the neces­
sity of devising some means by which tiie work­
ing classes may obtain remunerative employment 
for their capital, skill, and labour, and under a 
well managed system of association, for elevating 
tlwir social condition, and thereby securing the 
peace and prosperity of the empire.

Seconded bv.Mr' R. Wilder.
The Duke of Argyle in a few words, also sup- 

oorted the resolution. He said he had at all times 
great pleasure in seconding the exertions of his 
noble friend in the chair, whose life had been so 
devoted to attain the improvement in the condi­
tion of the working classes. He felt much plea­
sure in seconding the exertions of the working 
classes in associating together to ameliorate their 
condition His noble friend had said that at first 
lie felt reluctant to take the chair, in the fear that 
some part of the scheme was not practicable, and 
that the influence of his name might induce many 
of the working classes to embark their capital in 
whist must prive a loss, lie (the Duke of Ar 
gyle) assured tne working classes that a number 
ot the upper classes were prevented from support­
ing; schemes, from the apprehension that they 
nught involve the withdrawal of capital on 
schemes which might not be profitable. He there­
fore thought his nohle friend was right in giving 
the caution he had as to the railway.

The question was put by the noble Chairman, 
when the celebrated

Captain Acherlv bawled out that there was an 
amendment to be proposed, and a scene of noise 
and confusion followed, ami a working man walk 
ed up to the platform.

Silence being at last obtained.
The Karl of Harrowby supported the re-olu 

lion, and observed that the general advantages of 
colonisation could not be too widely understood; 
and adverted at some length to the exertions Which 
were made twenty years ago by the late Sir Wm. 
Horton, who had been the great mover of the 
system, and whose efforts had not been altogether 
unsuccessful.

A scene of confusion followed that baffles de­
scription, and was continued at intervals through­
out the remainder of the proceedings

The resolution was put and carried, a proffered 
amendment being rejected, because it was not 
proposed at the proper time.

\ The Chairman put it to the meeting that if 
these proceedings were to go on they must not 
allow th it man to remain in the room,

I he amendment was put and was negatived by 
an Immense majority.

Mr. Kdwards moved the third resolution—
“ 1 hat the plan proposed by the working classes, 
to be carried into effect from their own resources, 
and called the ‘Canadian Land and Investment 
Railway Association.’ seems to offer, in many of 
its parts, a large field for the profitable employ­
ment of labour, skill, and capital, if Conducted on 
the principles of association, and under a com­
pany authorized bv the Roval charter.”

Seconded bv Mr. John Pitt, ond supported by 
Wm. Miles, Ksq., M. P.

Thomas I (arv Hodges, M, P., moved the fourth 
resolution—“That it being desirable to extend a 
a knowledge of the principles and objects of the 
association to all classes of her Majesty’s subjects 
in the United Kingdom, and the colonies as the 
sphere of its operations, and also that general in 
quirv be instituted for the purpose of ascertaining 
noth the views and feelings of the great mass of 
the working classes on this proposition, and also 

- its practicabilty; a subscription list be now opened 
to defray the preliminajy expenses for so doing, 
*s the committee arc working men, and are pro­
hibited by law to use more than (id. per share (or 
that purpose.’ ’

Seconded by D.r. Dod.
Alexander Campbell moved the last resolution.
'* That the thanks of this meeting, and of the 

working classes generally, are eminently due, and 
hereby given, to Lord Ashley, for presiding over 
the present meeting, and for his nohle and untir­
ing efforts to promote the social elevation of those 
who toil most, and receive least of the necessa. 
ries and conveniences of life. This meeting also 
tenders its thanks to the other noblemen and gen­
tlemen who have honored it with their attendance, 
and otherwise expressed their approval of its ob­
jects, and their willingness to support them, as 
means by which to improve the social condition 
of the industrious classes.”

Lord Ashlev acknowledged the compliment, 
aed having referred with much good temper to 
the interruptions they had experienced, he was 
loudly cheered on leaving the hall.”

FRANCE.

The Revolution and its Antagonists.

It is with extreme surprise that we read in the 
journals of a Christian country perpetual attacks 
m the late Revolution in France. For, when per- 

fictly considered, what was it but the honest ef­
fort of the industrious classes to deliver them­
selves from a burden which paralysed their ener­
gies and converted every man into the enemy of 
his neighbour ? The government of Louis 
Philippe was a government of envy, hatred, and 
malice, of oppression and fraud, of perjury to­
wards neighbours and allies, of extreme oppres­
sion towards the inhabitants of France- It was 
an act of humanity, therefore, to overthrow it : 
and yet we find the Timet, blinded by traditional 
prejudices, in the absence of all useful knowledge 
if the Frei :h people, declaiming incessantly 
against the revolution, and aiming its pointless sat­
ire against the doctrine and principles which it 
brought into operation.

From the great outbreaks in 1789, up to the 
present hour, Fiance has been incessantly making 
progress, sometimes under circumstances exceed­
ingly disastrous and discouraging, sometimes with 
more cheerful and inspiriting prospecte : ht»t ««.(Ul 
events, she has ad vanned, both in enlightenment 
and in material prosperity. At this present hour 
when the enemies of the revolution are affecting 
to chaunt a funeral dirge over her, she contains 
within hcraelf enormous resources, which she 
will hereafter dcvelope to the confusion of those 
who despise her. If the present were to be re­
garded as her normal state, they who augur ill of 
the republic would have some foundation for their 
opinions. But France lias not yet consolidated 
her institutions, and properly speaking, lias no 
government at all, whether republic or otherwise. 
She is in the act of framing a constitution for 
herself, and is determined that that constitution 
shall be a republic ; but to refer to what she now 
does in a state of transition, in a sort of inter­
calary period between the termination of one form 
of government and the commencement of another 
in order to illustrate the evils of republicanism, 
is altogether to mistake and confound the nature 
of things. The constitution is, confessedly, re­
garded at present as no more than a project—a 
i King proposed for the adoption of the nation, but 
not yet adopted. When its principles have been 
brought into play, when it has become the law of 
the land, and when sufficient leisure has been al­
lowed to judge of its effects upon society, we may 
with propriety express an opinion upon it ; but 
till then it may be regarded as a mere act of im­
pertinence to sneer at the French republic, or at 
the F renvh people for adopting it.

The Constitutionnel argues in Paris in a spirit 
analogous to that of the Times, and with equal 
absence of liberality and elevation of ideas. In 
the scheme of a constitution which has been re­
presented to the nation, the right of labour is re­
cognised among the fundamental principles of a 
new polity. But what, in reality, is understood 
by that right ? The Constitutionnel labours hard 
to confound it. with the Communist doctrine that 
property is robbery, and that if the ripht of la­
bour be admitted, it must lead necessarily to the 
extinction of all property. This shows how im­
perfect is the acquaintance of French publicists 
with the institutions of Great Britain. With us, 
the right of labour conrtitutes the basis of all le- 
ginnerm. rru man, ror tnrec Hundred years, «as 
attempted to impugn it, and if any one should 
now arise to controvert the principle, he would 
be treated as a political antiquary, representing 
the notions of the middle ages, and a state of 
things long worn out and consigned to oblivion. 
In arguing, however, on this subject, a very dis­
tinguished public man in France observed—

“ What you have been acting on for three hun­
dred years in England will ruin this country. We 
cannot safely recognise the rights of labour, or of 
maintenance, as you term it. Onr institutions are 
incompatible with such a principle. The labourer 
must here be left dependent on chance, or chari­
ty, or casual state asri-tance, but must not be 
able to claim a support from the community 
otherwise he will sit and do nothing, and our en 
tire national industry will be paralysed.”

It must be admitted to be a great misfortune, 
that the principle of the right of labour should 
ever have been adopted by the socialists, because 
that bare fact seems to prejuidice thousands 
against it. But statesmen should not suffer them 
selves to be -cared from the performance of their 
duty by the outries of popular ignorance. If the 
press knows no better, it must be taught. The 
press is not the great council of the nation. Its 
conductors are often enlightened, oftener still elo­
quent ; bnt when they merely represent the opin­
ions commonly in vogue, and are incapable of 
looking boldly a new institution in the face, as is 
clearly the case with the Times and the Consti­
tutionnel, no attention whatever should be paid 
to their lugubrious vaticinations. The irresistable 
logic of events now prove that thejpld established 
order of things in Europe verges ewrywhere upon 
dissolution, and that it must, b^Tallowed to pass 
away, and make place for a new and better form 
of society. To lament this is a profitless enter­
prise. There is a destiny in political afiairs which 
all the whining in the world cannot arrest. The 
Const ilulionne ’, therefore, may snivel as long as it 
pleases over the recognition of the nght of labour 
and the Times may rejoice itself with the repeti 
tion of defunct names and dates, with the ap 
proximation of historical events which bear no 
relation to each other, and indulge in vague and 
barren generalities, which neither enlighten nor 
persuade. The course of revolution will proceed 
sweeping away thrones and dynasties, subverting 
antiquated aristocracies, blowing a wav upper 
chambers, and giving fresh sway to the vital spi 
rit of democracy, so distasteful to the dilettani 
of old-fashioned governments. Everybody with 
an ounce of foresight in his composition, must see 
that we are on the threahold of important changes 
and that, politically speaking, old tt ’ 
pass away, and all things become new. Whether 
this is a matter to he regretted or not, it is alto 
gather useless to inquire. We have done with 
the past; itatastes and institutions are worn out 
they hare been weighed in the balance and found 
wanting ; society at length repudiates them, and 
turns with hope and confidence to the dawn of

THE ROMAN CATHOLIC CLERGY.

Arrival of the Britannia.

I»bn Russell’. /Difficulty much greater 
than that which Sir Robert Peel complained of in re­
gard to Ireland. There is seme simplicity when 
physical force is resorted to by two parties. F lects 
and armies are easily managed, and in these days 
soon finish their work ; but a nation in a state of so­
cial corruption, struggling towards another condition 
either of social restoration or final anarchy is quite 
another affair. Ireland has long been in the 1 amis 
of Doctors—we might rather say quacks, who hav­
ing no patients that fill the purse so well, keep her 
in hand with counter operating doses.

The St. Petersburgh Journal of the 6th July,

It will be seen that Ireland cannot be morally beaten 
in the contest, no more than she can physically 
conquer England. Social grievances must be met, 
and that on entirely different principles to those 
which have actuated the rulers ol Ireland for the 
last fifty years.

The Britannia brings no very important news from 
Europe generally—affairs arc much in statu quo, as 
rrporttrcî for the ln«t few weeks : nil Europe is in a 
transition state, and is fast preparing for universal 
self-government. In England all is quiet, but it is 
the tranquility of sickened hope and worn out disap­
pointment more than of satisfaction and enjoyment ;

Doings of the Corporation.

We are now relieved from some restraint which 
Wi have been unavoidably under, in reporting the 
proceedings of the Town Council.

they would lx» vulnerable to courteous reproof, and 
encouraged by candid praise; but they are neither one 
nor the other ; they arc insensible to reproof on the 
one hand ; and on the othe^fff they have lighted upon 
the right and practical side of a question, a» it were 
by accident, and have had credit allowed for it, 
they have concluded that such credit was only their 
just due on all occasions. The Pn-*s were acciden­
tally right in giving that credit and deserved no 
thanks for it, and were altogether wrong when they 
condemned them for conduct in which they oven 
gloried, however absurd.

It is not mueh dispraise to say that a Municipal 
Council cannot read an act of Parliament so as to 
get the sense ; 1er there are often great difficulties 
in reading such legal compositions, and perplexing 
even to the learned in the law. But it is not too 
much to expect that men who could aspire to the 
position of Town Councillors, should be able to 
read the simplest portion of an act of Parliament.

The following,however,relating to taxing Billiard 
tables in the Town, the Council cannot read right. 
In the principal enacting clause, the 25th, are the 
following words:—

“ That the said Mayor and Town Council shall have 
full power and authority,”—(here follows a series of en­
actments, till we come to the following :) “to regulate 
or suppress all public Billiard Tables’’—as well as any 
other species of gambling apparatus whatsoever ; and to 
regulate and license all theatres kept lor profit.”

liaim nt pay £.1.1 at once, and propose to pov all 
expenses that may arise out of the ease. Then 
comes the next absurdity : that Mr. Richards be 
indemnified in rcspix t to any claim made open 
him on account of the msujficienet/ of the license 
granted to him by the Council. They do not sav 
whether the 1 cense issued by them is insufficient 
as to the amount of the tax, whether Ihe insuffi­
ciency relate to the party to whom the tax is to be 
paid, or whether they mean by the *e insufficiency” 
the illegality of the license ami tax issued and de­
manded by them, while in some sense, and lo them 
only known, they admit the insufficiency of their 
proceeding in the question.

After this exhibition of the municipal wisdom of 
our Town, the proceeding-* lead to he dismissal of 
tbo 1 own Clerk, which was moved, seconded and 
carried in his absence, and the only reason publish­
ed was that he had failed to perform the duties of 
the office to the satisfaction of the Mayor and 
Council. After siioli an illustration as we have 
now given of the ability of the Council to transact 
tbo public business, it will be very questionable 
whether the Mayor and Council could be competent 
judges of the merits of a Town Clerk. The woid«, 
“to their satisfaction,” mean quilo another thing ; 
the person that could satisfy any body of experi­
enced business-like men, would, as a matter of 
course, fail to give satisfaction to the present Coun­
cil of the town (if London.

Present—Tin) Mayor. Councillors Bennett, Di- 

mond, Doyle, Stanslield, and Robinson.
The Mayor informed the Council that he had de­

manded the books, papers, &c., of the Town 
Council, of Mr, A. Carter, the late Clerk, who lia*! 
refused to comply until bis account was acknow­
ledged. Mr. A. Carter demanded a year’s salary.

Messrs. Barker and Bennett expressed themselves 
very indignantly at the conduct of Mr. Carter, who, 
they said, held the sum of £37 belonging lo the 
Council.

Mr. French presented a note to the Mayor, by 
which it appeared that Mr. Carter bail been recom­
mended to give up all the property of the Council.

Mr. Bennett moved that Mr. Carter bo summoned 
to appear before the Council to-morrow morning, 
with tho books ami papers.

Mr. French said that Dr. Salter and himself, the 
bondsmen of Mr. Carter, were most anxious that all 
disputes between the Council and Mr. Carter should 
be amicably arranged. He presumed that the 
Council were under no apprehension that they 
would suffer any loss from Mr. Carter ; they held
himself and Dr. Salter bound in £500, while the 
sum in dispute was only £24. He (Mr. Frenchy 
would undertake that all the property of the Coun­
cil should tie delivered to their Clerk to-morrow ; 
that, howevg;, was a task that could not be summa­
rily performed. The property Mr. Carter held was 
of a very miscellaneous nature,—he had signed de­
bentures and checks amounting to a considerable 
sum, all of which would be required to be called 
over and duly acknowledged. Mr. Carter had been 
legally advised to retain what funds were sufficient 
to pay him a year’s salary ; he would not himself 
express any opinion whether that advice was right, 
but Mr. Carter felt that he had been discharged ca­
priciously and unjustly. From the state of feeling 
that had been exhibited there towards Mr. Carter, 
he could not recommend him to appear before them 
again personally, but he would undertake that every 
thing should be given up. <

Mr. Bennett moved that the Mayor and Mr 
Hutchinson should meet Mt. Carter at the To-**
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Hail Ike following morning, for the purpose of re-
cetriag the property of the Couoeil.

A person named Murphy aflteared before the 
Mayor, to mmplain that ho had been unlawfully 
detained in custody by a member of the Town 
Council on his own individual responsibility.

Mr. Murphy stated that the Collecter, Mr. Abbott, 
had called upon him for the commutation tax for 
statute labour. Not having the amount by him, 
the Collector consented to wait till the following 
Friday, the Collector at the same time giving him 
his name and address, that he might know where 
to leave it Previous to the expiration of the time 
granted him by the Collector, he was summoned by 
Mr. H. 8. Robinson, one of the Town Councillors, 
who insisted upon immediate payment. Complain­
ant urged that the Collector had granted him till 
the following day, and that he had not the money 
with him. Mr. Robinson then ordered him into cus­
tody, and the constable had him in charge as 
though he were a criminal, while he called on seve­
ral friends to procure the money, which he suc­
ceeded in doing, and paid the tax and costs. Mr. 
Murphy desired to know what redress the Council 
could give him for so gross a violation of the liberty 
of the subject committed upon him by ono of their 
body.

The Mayor said that if Mr. Robinson had acted 
wrong as an individual, the Council had nothing to 
do with it.

Mr. Murphy stated, that he should certainly seek 
redress in another quarter, but he had stated the 
ase there to afford the Council an opportunity of 

condemning the conduct of Mr. H. S. Robinson. *
Mr. William McBride stated that he had been 

deputed by the Hook and Ladder Company, of 
which he was a member, to weil upon llie Couuoil, 
for the purpose of ascertaining whether they were 
willing to contribute any thing towards the pur­
chase of an Alarm Bell. The members of the Hook 
and Ladder Company were liable to be fined if not 
present at a fire, which was considered by them as 
a hardship, while there was no .fire-bell to give 
them the alarm. He had made enquiries, and found 
that there was a good bell foundry at Buffalo, where 
a suitable bell might be had for £50 : the members 
of the Hook and Ladder Company were willing to 
contribute $100 themselves.

The Clerk was instructed to write to the proprie­
tors of the bell foundry, at Buffalo, for his prices.

LONDON DISTRICT BUILDING SOCIETY.

A Meeting of the members of the above Society 
took place at the Town Hall, on Monday evening 
last, Mr. Bissell was voted to the Chair, and Mr. 
T. B. French requested to act as Secretary.

Mr. Nash addressed the meeting. He stated that 
all attempts to effect a union between the two So­
cieties «ad failed, and that they must therefore now 
bond themselves, with energy and determination, to 
establish their own. Every effort would be made 
to thwart them, and they might possibly have to 
commence with limite numbers, but he felt cer­
tain that if they persevered, they would ultimately 
grow into a useful and permanent body. He moved 
that the meeting now proceed to fix the rate of fees.

The fees, fee., were agreed to arm con., and may 
be seen in the advertisement.

Mr. McGee then addressed the meeting. He re­
gretted that they should have been unable to form 
a junction with the other Society. It was well 
known that this was the original Society, but that 
a portion of the Committee which had been ap­
pointed to foster it into existence had become so 
disgusted with tho poverty and low standing of their 
colleagues, Ihzt they had broken away and formed 
an opposition ; iheir ostensible objection was, that 
a £50 Building Society was not practicable—that 
the majority of the people who desired a New 
Building Soci.-ty were in favour of £100 shares. 
Finding themselves mistaken in this, but still de­
termined to defeat the working men in their object, 
they had adopted £50 shares, and then wanted us 
to join them. We ask them upon what terms, and 
they reply—we have already formed rules, and if 
you join us, you must submit to them ; we cannot 
fe-consider them to please you. Now, the truth 
was this,—they object to our society ; they think it 
a great piece of presumption upon the part of the 
working men that they sh mid offer any opinion upon 
the mode of management of these Societies ; they 
have, in fact, “sneered us into existence,” and I feel 
confident that one year’s management of this So­
ciety will shew that the poor working men of this 
town understand how' to manage their own affairs 
as well as the rich, and understand doing it ho­
nestly, too (hear, hear.)

The meeting then proceeded to appoint Directors 
for the ensuing year; their names will be seen in 
the advertisement.

such Councillor*, 1 must contend' that, if the Mu- 
nicipal Act sanctions such an anomaly, either 
openly or covertly, it is grossly imperfect ; but if 
the Act was considered sufficiently guarded 
against such a practice, and it is accomplished 
by collusion with a friend,—then if people are 
alive to their interest they will assuredly remem­
ber such official gentlemen at the next municipal 
election. The actions of Reformers, if I under­
stand the trade, ought to be like Cscsar’s wife, 
above suspicion, or we have only changed the 
name of public impostors. Before our municipal 
institutions were adopted, no one could touch 
public money but a certain irresponsible class ; 
shall we countenance a practice now which we 
condemned before I Such a change in our insti­
tutions, God forbid ! But no, none of this. While 
on the subject of our Municipal Council, I beg 
leave to call public attention to another part of 
their conduct, that is—It is well known that con­
siderable money has been expended lately in ob' 
scure and isolated places ; and I doubt not but 
many parts of the country will be greatly bene­
fited by it ; but this mode of disposing of the 
public funds has its bounds of utility, like other 
schemes ; and I am suspicious that in many 
places it will, like some charitable institutions in 
the old country, beget a spirit of lethargy in the 
locality where the money is applied, and thus de­
feat its own purposes. To prevent this, I would 
suggest that whenever any sum of the public mo­
ney is granted, it shall become obligatory on the 
inhabitants of that division of road, to lay out, by 
laliour or contribution, an equal sum The ex­
ceptions to this rule will be, when the main trunks 
.of roads are constructed for general benefit, or 
"important bridges erected for like purposes. But 
further,—the time has arrived, in my humble 
opinion, when the London District Council ought 
to turn its attention to more enlarged views ; for 
although the District is traversed by several main 
roads, yet I think that no candid person will say 
that they are equal to its wants and capabilities. 
Much credit is certainly due to Col. Talbot for the 
main roads he laid out in this District, but is arnfc 
person so bigoted as to say that these are amply 
sufficient for all coming times"? For my part, I 
feel fully convinced that, since some points of ex­
portation are now established, that direct lines, as 
near as possible, though running diagonally 
through tho old si. /evs, ought to be established 
forthwith, even if the necessary funds were 
loaned for a definite period.

On this principle the following observations are 
respectfully submitted, and although rather con­
fined to this portion of the District, yet there is 
nothing intended against any other part of it. 
Evcrv portion of the District will take care of its 
own local interests, and also cordially unite in one 
grand project of opening main roads to the main 
points of exportation. Our District will stand
pre-eminent alike for its salubrious climate, luxu­
riant soil, and the energy and perseverance of its 
inhabitants.

I now beg leave to recommend, that a New 
Road be immediately sun-eyed and constructed, 
either planked or gravelled, from the most south­
ern angle of the plank road, in the Township of 
Dorchester, along the table land, in a e. w. direc­
tion till it intersects the plank road from London 
to Port Stanley at its nearest point, and as the 
face of the country may be most fit.- This would 
give a short and easy transit for those important 
townships North and South Dorchester, the North 
of Dercham, West and North Oxford, and Nis- 
souri, to Port Stanley, the best harbour on Lake 
Erie.

Another portion of country equally important 
as that now described, is left precisely in the 
same predicament. I mean the rich and fertile 
Townships of Caradoc, Ekfrid, Mosa, Metcalfe, 
and Adelaide. As its, the energies of the inhab­
itants of those Townships is frittered away in 
their interminable zig-zag roads to market, when 
It will be plain to any person who can take a 
bird's-eye view of the country, that if a good 
road were constructed from Fitigal to the Long 
Woods’ Rond, in the west part of Caradoc, it 
would bring the immense products ÿf those town­
ships to Port Stanley as easy as a song, and Con­
sequently, give them the imports at greatly re­
duced prices, as well as secure to them the high­
est rates for their produce, until other main tho­
roughfares arc made. *

tlona of the west. Many persons have persuaded 
themselves that the Czar is guided by a pacific 
policy, 'and that, although a favorable occasion 
now presents itself, he is too moderate ami for­
bearing to profit by it. But this is altogether to 
misunderstand the spirit of the Russian govern­
ment! which is that of perpetual encroachment 
and conquest ; its constant aim, unquestionably 
being to extinguish in blood the liberties of Eu­
rope. It now believes that the revolutions which 
have recently token place on the Continent will 
render it easy for it to extend its frontiers, and it 
has made a commencement with the Dauubian 
Provinces. Turkey, as all the world knows, has 
for ages been inserted in the secret map of Rus­
sia as a portion of the empire, with Constanti­
nople for its southern capital. The hour for teal- 
ising this dream has at length arrived, and if the 
force of Great Britain be not interposed between 
the Sultan and hie northern enemy, Russia will 
be extended from the Frozen Ocean to the shores 
of the Mediterannean, and a shock will be given 
to the influence of Great Britain in the wot Id, 
from which she will probably never recover.

Now, therefore, is the moment for public 
opinion to exert itself, in order#to justify ministers 
in opposing Russia at all hazards. If it lie true 
that an army of barbarians has been put in ino: 
tion to commence the struggle with the free 
states of Europe, a British fleet should imme­
diately force the passage of the Dardanelles, and 
a British army be stationed on the heights above 
Constantinople, to protect the Turkish Capital, 
while our diplomacy exerts itself to drive back the 
enemy beyond the line of civilisation, because 
wherever the despotism of Russia extends there 
must always be ignorance and barbarism. The 
element of Russian power is the brutality of its 
people. The government has at its command an 
unlimited supply of human life, which it can al­
ways lavish for the worst of purposes. The Czar 
is absolute, and worshipped almost like a God, 
because, plunged in bestial ignorance and stupidi­
ty, the Russians have not yet made the discovery 
that, however vast may be their empire, however 
numerous the objects that pay their obedience, 
they are themselves mere slaves, era» ling about 
the basis of a bloody throne, which constitutes at 
once their terror and their infamy.

All that is enlightened in Europe is deeply in­
terested in extinguishing Russian influence, and 
driving the odious savages back to tbeir wastes.— 
But this is more especially the case with Great 
Britain and France, because of the hostility neces­
sarily existing between their fieedom and the 
tyranny of the north. Nicholas listes the te-

France seems to be fully aware of the d inger 
which now impends over civilised Europe, and 
would gladly co-operate with England in sti iking 
a decisive blow nt the Czar. Thcie exists the 
greatest possible antagonist between lier institu­
tions, and those of Russia, which will never volun­
tarily recognise the republic, or ever consent to 
tolerate it so long as the hope of disturbing its 
tranquility remains. With us Russia lias fewer 
grounds of quarrel, but it hat«s us, nevertheless, 
partly on account of the sway we exercise in the 
east, partly because of the existence of our posi­
tion in literature, art and arms.

For a feto months after the revolution of Feb­
ruary the Czar remained tranquil, expecting the 
spirit of reaction to display itself, and reckoning 
on being appealed to by some of the military 
sovereigns of the Continent for the purpose of re­
storing them to their former position. But time 
wore on. and the sovereigns, dreading his alliance 
still more than his hostility, religiously abstained 
from claiming the aid of his sword. He then des­
paired of the policy of forbearance, and resolved 
on immediate intervention, though uninvited, and 
against the wishes of both princes and people.— 
It is, consequently, for the interAt of every state 
in Europe to take up arms against Russia, and 
compel it to remain strictly within the limits 
marked out by the la.w of nations. England 
should lead the way, and by immediately forcing 
the passage of the Dardanelles, convince alt 
Christendom that it is willing and able to maintain 
the post universally assigned to it in the van of 
civilisation.

SIR ROBERT PEEL ON THE COLONIE*

be some sort of but not a servile imitation of the 
Imperial form of administration : hut when I see 
the enormous expenditure, especially in the Mau­
ritius and Jamaica, I must say I am prepared to 
hold out to the Colonies this prospect of relief— 
at least that there shall be, as there ought to be a 
most determined attempt to redure the expcndi 
Hire within the narrowest limits which are com • 
dntible with the welfare of the colonies themselves 
(Cheers.) There is no justification at this time of 
their distress—no justification whatever for keep­
ing up any expendituie which » not necessary for 
their welfare. 1 say necessary, because 1 wish 
to see the alliance between the coitxùea aul the 
mother country maintained. 1 wish to recognize 
them a* subjects of the Queen, entitled to every 
sympathy and consideration to which the inhabi­
tants of Lancashire or Yorkshire are entitled—
(cheers^—therefore, I say, that every expense 
must be borne which is necessary for their wel­
fare. I also admit that I think it of great im­
portance, not only for the purpose of defence, but 
also for maintaing art enlightened internal policy, 
that you should place in the administrai ion of . 
colonial affairs th» very best wm you can find. 
(Cheer».) 1 think it would be miserable ecoui - 
my for the sake of $2,000 a year to deprive yoi r 
colonies of the services, in the administration < f 
colonial affaira, of such men as Lord Dalbousir, 
Lord Harris, and Lord Elgin.

POPULATION OF CANADA.

We understand that the result of the census, 
just completed, of Upper Canada, will give that 
section of the province a population of from 
689.000 to 700,000 souls ; wnile bv the census 
df 1842—3. it was only 601,061, giving an in­
crease, in five years, of nearly 200.000. The 
last census for Lower Canada was taken in 1844, 
when the population was 699,800 souls, the in­
crease upon which, during the last four years, is 
.calculated, bv reference to proceeding terms at 
which census have been taken, to be about 70,- 
000, giving this ‘section of the province a present 
population of 770,000. The population of Upper 
Canada would thus appear to increase at the rate 
of about 40,000 per annum, and Lower Canada 
at that of about 17,500 per annum. Supposing 
these relative rates of increase to he maintained.

Sicily being in every way more naturally 
dependent upon Naples than Ireland upon us, 
while the act of separation, which we have now 
joyfully recognised, was absolutely resolved upon 
after Naples had conceded almost every claim 
which had originally been urged upon her. All 
these things have been overlooked, and no attempt 
in short to grapple with the moral part, of the 
question hss been ventured upon by any one 

Seeing, therefore that wn do not go into the

Every good Irishman would at once be dis­
armed most effectually by this assertion of the 
principle of justice, out of which would neces­
sarily flow every reform which reason would sug­
gest for his country, and neither repeal nor agi­
tation would be heard of any more.

AUSTRIA.
The sitting of the Austrian constituent As­

sembly. of the 29th, was a brilliant demonstra­
tion against the patriarchal and arch imperial views 
of government of which the Ban of Crotia is so 
notorious a portizan. The Premier Baron 
DublhofT informed the Assembly of all the steps 
which the Cabinet had taken to induce the Empe­
ror to return. On the occasion of the Regent’s 
departure, energetic despatches were sent to 
Innspruck, and an answer was received from the 
Emperor, which he desired to be communicated 
to the Assembly. This answer is to the effect 
that the Emperor would not return until the As­
sembly had endod their deliberations, so that the 
law might he free to act. The Emperor had 
however, no objection to sending his brother 
Francis Charles, with extensive powers.

The Assembly received this message with a 
moody silence ; and the Premier went on to say 
that he could not think of remaining in office un­
less an immediate communication betwi.en him 
and the Sovereign was effected. He called on 
the Assembly to send a deputation with an address 
to the Emperor, and to insist upon the Emperor’s 
immediate return. This proposition was put to 
the vote and unanimously accepted by the As­
sembly, whom the Minister thanked for the con­
fidence they showed him. The address was then 
debated, and almost all the speakers agreed in re­
commending an energetic demand ; they said the 
time for humble prayers and entreaties was gone 
bv. The committees were then ordered to select 
some men who were to prepare a draught of the 
address, and lay it on the table at six o’clock that 
very evening—which was done and the address
carried. ------

FRANCE.
The National states positively that, if the me­

diation of France and England be refused by 
Austria, the army of the Alps will immediately 
enter Italy. This is, in fact, inevitable, it the 
Austrians should presume upon their success so 
far as to reject the proffered mediation. Our 
Paris correspondent states, that on this event 
75.000 men w ill enter in the first instance ; and a 
second army of Rouble the amount bo prepared. 
There was a report in Paris that the French 
Government had received positive information 
that the expense’s of the Austrian army in Italy 
had been defrayed by Russia. A distinguished 
officer left Paris on Wednesday night for Turin, 
to investigate this statement.

Great activity is displayed by the War De­
partment in Paris to prepare for the worst ns re­
gards Italy. All officers have been recalled, can­
non are being cast, and gun carriages are being 
made

The French and English admirals have an­
nounced to the President of the Sicilian Govern­
ment, that they will give their protection to Sicily.

There has been a growing dissatisfaction 
amongst the authorities in Paris at the delay 
which Great Britain has shown in recognising 
the Republic. This dclav is attributed, however, 
to a desire on the part of the former nation, to 
wait until the constitution has been decided on.— 
When the ambassador from Charles Albert ar­
rived to ask for succour, he was not a little disap­
pointed to find that the minister or envoy of Sar­
dinia at Paris had not recognized the Republic. 
The Government feel those omissions very keen­
ly ; in proof of which wo have hut to state that a 
courier was despatched on the 8th lnst, to Con­
stantinople, with orders to General Aupick, the 
French Ambassador in that city, to demand his 
passports if, within twenty-four hours, the French 
Republic was not acknowledged by the Ottoman 
Porte.

A courier was also despatched on the 8th inst., 
from hence, wiih despatches to Mr. Abercromby 
and M. Reizesat Turin, directing them logo to 
the head quarters of Charles Albert and Marshal 
Radetzkv, to no'ifv officially to them the offer of 
the mediation of France and England, and to ne­
gotiate an armistice. Despatches were also sent 
to the English and French Ambassadors at X ion- 
na, directing them to offer simultaneously the 
common mediation of their respective Govern­
ments.

The Government Debentures.
We have not yet seen any sufficient reasons given 

for the opposition to the circulation of Government 
Debentures. The British Canadian, of Toronto, of 
the last week, asserts that they are depreciated to 
the extent of fire per cent. If we have been rightly 
informed, it is at Toronto, where there is no depre­
ciation ; there large sums are daily paid for Cus­
toms’ Duties, which are taken in debentures ; and 
when it is considered that the same means of dis­
posal of them exist in Quebec, Montreal, Hamilton 
and Kingston, and to some extent, at every port of 
entry in the Province ; and that the total amount in 
circulation is only about 4)50,000, it is almost im­
possible that with these offices open for their recep­
tion, there can be any more in circulation than there 
is a demand for. If in particular instances there 
has been any real depreciation, it must be because 
they were in the possession of parties who were not 
acquainted with the best means of disposing of 
them ; or, as in a case we can point out, where the 
pers-ni held a small amount, and in a place remote 
from any Custom House business; under which 
circumstances, in either case, there would not be 
wanting those who would depreciate them for the 
sake of purchasing them at an yy>rmpUf!_Jiv ~flL 
In such cases, no one could I MrtjUUv*
declining to exchange their - current paper 
without a discount. The British Canadian requires 
that Government should pay the discount ; and in 
the case of the debentures being at a premium, pay 
them at par. This, if there were any sound rea - 
soiling in what he stales, is altogether unfair ; for 
if the Government paid the discount, they should 
have the premium.

But it seems to us very absurd to talk either 
about a premium or a discount, XVe aro at a loss 
to conjecture how a debenture for twenty dollars, 
payable one year after date, with interest, can bo 
more or less than par, when any one knows that 
payment in full, with interest, is morally certain. 
There is nothing to render it doubtful, that less than 
the full amount will be paid, nor to lead to an ex­
pectation that more than that amount will he paid 
when due. It is not a speculation in any sense. 
And when payment is certain, it is as much the 
interest of the people, whatever party is in power, 
to uphold the credit of the Government for the sa ko 
of the credit of the country at home and abroad, and 
for the general prosperity of commercial business.

in relation to the completion of the Assessment List 
and the Collector's Roll, and the collection of the 
year’s taxés u'meually delayed on that account. 
We shall give a narrative of their adventures as 
concisely as possible.

When it is considered, as far as can he judged 
of by appearances, that on every Monday—Council 
day—the members come fortuitioualy together, as 
if met by chance for the first time in their lives, 
and shewing that no previous thought or consulta­
tion has taken place ; and when seated at a round 
table, they look at each other, as much as to say— 
Is there anything to do 1 It is surprising that they 
have not been brought to a stand long ago; for stum­
ble how they«will,they get on their legs again, with 
a determination to do something, hit or miss. Then 
begins rising for information ; then moving and se­
conding ; then, by play with parties present, and 
sometimes wrangling among themselves. The only 
thing we regret is, that we cannot write all down ;— 
what was said, who said it, anil how it was said. 
The people of London would not desire a more 
amusing comedy,—we regret we cannot paint them 
to the life.

With regard to the assessment list, this comedv 
of qrrors was well performed. First,—without en­
quiring whether there were any candidates for the 
office, they appointed three Assessors. They never 
asked the persons they had fixed upon whether 
they would accept the office, or stated to them the 
payment to be allowed. After which, they fix upon 
410 to be paid to each, without producing any data 
for the sufficiency of that sum. The three persons 
appointed were, perhaps, as competent as could 
have been selected. These however objected to do 
the work for so small a sum, and shewed by calcu­
lation ot tile number of lots to be valued, that that 
sum would not pay for the time/ occupied, even at 
a labour raje. The Council refused to increase the 
amount, ajid selected two others, with ope of the 
former three, and offered them 415.

THE CHOLERA EGYPT.

Letters from Alexandria, of the 22d ult., an­
nounce that the cholera had manifested itself with 
considerable intensity at Cairo, and thut the epi­
demic had also reached Tmituh, a town on the 
Damietta branch of the Nile. Alexandria had 
hitherto been spared, and, as the ntnladv was 
brought by the pilgrims from Constantinople, 
several of whom were visited with it in the lazar­
etto of Alexandria, the correspondent infers, from 
its not meeting there the atmospheric condition 
necessary for its developement, that the city had 
nothing to apprehend from its effects. Ibrahim 
Pacha had immediately given orders to suspend 
everywhere all laborious works, and to supply 
men engaged in them with wholesome food.—

forbidden to bring into the towns either grass,

It is impossible not to recognise that the en­
thusiasts, such ns O’Brien ami his followers, are 
in reality the most honest sud courageous portion 
of the Irish Catholic population. That the ma­

Mails have been stopped and ran 
sacked, and the warrants found in them tom to 
pieces. The arrest of O’Brien too, has again 
stined up that wild hut impotent sympathy which 
induces the hot-headed to rush into danger under 
the vain belief that they will be supported.

Arrests continue to he very numerous. A Dr. 
M. Carton, of America, brother-in-law of Gnven 
Duffy, has been committed for high treason. Mr. 
Bergen, ship broker of New York, has also been 
apprehended. In the latter case, the prisoner is 
said to have forwarded a complaint to the Ameri­
can consul.

Under all these circumstances, the British pub­
lic and press are congratulating themselves that 
everything like mischief is over, the rebellion 
being completely at an end. This is the mere in­
sanity of gratified self-esteem. It is easy to see 
that whether the captive leaders bo hanged or 
transported, the memory of the ‘ martyrs' on the 
one hand, or the prospect of deliverance on the 
other, will serve as a stronger rallying cry for a 
chronic and relentless social warfare than any 
that has yet been possessed.

Arrival of the Niagara.
We have received our English news in detail by 

the Niagara Mail Steamer, from Liverpool, August 
19. The political movements in Europe, which for 
the last six months astonished the world by their 
rapid developements, are as exciting as ever. 
With regard to Ireland, it is difficult to come to any 
conclusion as to its real condition ; whether the 
people are in a state of incipient insurrection or 
not ; whether the affair in the South, in which Mr. 
Smith O’Brien has so distinguished himself, is the 
boiling over of the scum of the political ehauldron 
or not ; still the condition of Ireland is such, that it 
is a disgrace to any civil, -ed government, not to 
have prevented utter ruin : a Cabinet of lunatics 
could not have done worse. State trials will of 
course he the next topic of interest ; but the great 
difficulty will bo, to gather in all Ireland an impar­
tial jury. France, though tranquil, is in a condi­
tion that causes much anxiety, both for its internal 
prosperity, and in relation to the peace of Europe. 
In Italy the Austrian troops have gained ground, 
and Milan has been retaken from the Sardinians, 
and Lombardy is again under the power of its des­
potic ruler. An armistice for six weeks has been 
agreed upon between Austria and Sardinia, and 
there is every prospect that peace will be negotiated 
through the mediation of the French and English 
Governments.

Three Persona Drowned
On the th ult., an Inquest was held by Dt 

Phillips on the bodies of James Weir, Thomas 
Weir, and George Rantan, who were accidentally 
drowned in the river Thames, near Putnam’s Mills, 
Dorchester. James Weir, a young man of about 
21, firs’, weit in to bathe, and haring descended 
from a shelving bank, immediately lost his footing, 
and not being able to swim, sank and was drowned. 
The other two having gone to the assistance of the 
fitst, unhappily soon grappled with each other, and 
were also quickly drowned, as neither of them could 
swim. They had unfortunately entered into a deep 
hole, which they were not aware of. The verdict 
was—“Accidentally Drowned.”

Tha Town Council Debentures
Although the Town Council have no authority to 

issue a paper currency in the ordinary sense of the 
terms, they have done so in a certain form by issu­
ing orders on the Treasurer, in hills of one dollar to 
ten dollars each, payable one year after date, with 
interest. It would perhaps have been as well if 
they had had the power to do that directly, which 
they have done indirectly ; for, in that case, they 
would have been under parliamentary restrictions 
and limitations, while now, they can do, i.x tlteir 
own way. just what they please. XVe do not it pre­
sent find fault with their process, as everything de­
pends on good management. There is no limitation 
to the issue hut their own prudence and judgment, 
and what these amount to, the people of London ' 
have had some experience already. What we fear 
is, that for every dollar of the next year’s taxes an­
ticipated by these shin plasters, there will be three 
or four paper claimants on the Treasurer. What 
security have the contractors who are now doing 
the town improvements, that it will not he so? 
None whatever. When they took their contracts, 
it is likely enough that they expected to pay a dis­
count of from six to ten per cent ; but it now ap­
pears that owing to the entire absence of all confi­
dence in the Council on the part of the inhabitants,ns 
to their ability in financial affairs, and which was 
strikingly proved on their attempt to consult a pub­
lic meeting to lie allowed to procure an amend uent 
of the Art of Incorporation, to enable the Town 
Council to borrow money. Instead of some thou­
sands which they seemed desirous to have a’ their 
disposal, they were hooted down or. the first men­
tion of it. and could not get a vote in favor of in­
trusting them with another hundred pounds. It seems 
now, that the contractors for improvements going 
on, are suffering a loss of twenty per cent in con­
sequence of the depreciation of the paper in which 
they are paid.

We should advise holders of Corporation Deben­
tures, to address tl.x Council, and insist upon the 
limitation of the issue, upon same sound financial 
principle, in accordance with the amount of taxa­
tion fot next year, and the amount of claims 
thereon. This would create confidence in the finan 
cial operations of the Council, and prevent a fur­
ther depreciation of their paper. Ip some instances, 
we have been informed, that the loss by deprecia­
tion will eventually fall on the town ; the Con­
tractors having charged twenty per cent more for 
their work than they would have done for cash 
payment. So that there is a possibility that the 
Council may be fast running thé town in debt, by 
contracting for works for which they have no funds.

There was no Council .meeting on Monday 
last, aa there was not a quorum for business in at­
tendance,

After explaining to 
he Mayor the difficulty, the Mayor told the Clerk 

to proceed as well as he could with such materials 
is he had. In the tedious work of making out 
almost illegible names and figures, some obliterated 
with strokes across, rendering it doubtful what was 
to he understood by them, and some smeared over 
by the finger immediately after they had been writ­
ten, five weeks Were consumed : and the Clerk pre­
sented l! b roll for collecting lo the Council. The 
Council would not listen a moment to any explana­
tion of the great detect—the absence of assessment 
tickets, and the roll was ordered to he handed to the 
Collector,

The next stage of the proceeding was,—that the 
Collector returned the roll, with a written declara­
tion to 11ll? Council, that lie could make no use of 
it. 1 his is just what the Clerk had anticipated, - 
and reported live weeks before. Now came the act 
of \\ isdom and Justice On the 28th June, when 
the taxes joughtito have been half collected, it was 
moved ajid carried, that a new collector’s roll be 
made oui. It was then moved by Mr. Bennett, and 
seconded by Mr. Doyle, that the expencesof a new 
roll he paid out of the Clerk’s salary. This exc • 
ted something like surprise, and an amendment was 
moved hut lost, that the expellees he divided among 
the Assessors and the Clerk. An angry discussion 
followed, in which Mr. Stanslield was foremost in 
neisting upon enquiry, in order to charge the ex­

pence to the proper persons, lie boldly said, that 
the whole blame lay to the Council, in choosing 
incompetent Assessors. This was assented to 
strongly by the Mayor, and even by all present ; 
yet the unjust motion to make the Clerk pay five 
pounds was carried.

It was next moved by Mr. Bennett, and seconded 
by Mr. McCormick, that a Committee of five morn- 
tiers, with the Mayor, be appointed to examine the 
assessment roll, in connection with the Assessors, 
and to enquire into the cause of*so many errors be­
ing foui(d therein. The mover of this resolution 
was the same as that for making the Clerk pay for 
the imperfection of the assessment roll. YVhclher 
.stupidity or malice guided him, it is hard to tell 
perhaps it was Ixrth. The seconder wanted enquiry, 
for the end of doing justice. That Committee never 
met, and the question,—“ Who is to blame,” 
remains undecided.

Some days after, Mr. Bennett followed up his ob­
ject by calling attention to the resolution that the 
Clerk should pay tho exponces of a new Collector's 
roll ; and the presentation of the account for that 
work, afforded the opportunity. The Clerk, on be­
ing reminded of that resolution, protested against it, 
and said, that as the Council were not judges in a 
case in which they were interested, he should bring 
the question into another Court, refusing to pay that 
45 unless on a fair enquiry, or on an arbitration of 
the matter in dispute, it was decided that he was to 
blame for the imperfections in the Collector’s roll, 
while he had no other materials than an imperfect 
assessment roll.

On this occasion Mr. Barker shewed the absurdity 
and injustice of the proceedings of the Council, >n 
punishing the Clerk for a fault that had yet to bs
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[fault thaf Had yet to be

enquired info, M te iU author ; lot in their resolu­
tion, they first condemned him, and voted for an 
enquiry afterwards. On this eèession, the Mayor 
acknowledged that the Clerk had pointed oot 'the 
difficulty leng before, a. he had the- stated; ne­
vertheless, he would not suffer him to speak in his 
own defence.

Then follows sot’her scene On the third of 
Jaly, the Mayor repoi'ed, that tho Committee ap­
pointed to examine the assessment roll had met 
without coming to any conclusion ; in fact, they 
met and did nothing. He then stated that he ob­
served only two of that Committee in attendance; 
but as there was a quorum of the Council, he should 
proceed to business. Thus the Committee was an­
nihilated without giving a report, and their duty 
thrown upon the Council.

, The Mayor proposed to receive the Assessors’ 
ieturn upon their oaths, just as if an oath conld 
supply defects and omissions. It was moved and 
carried in due order, that the Aeeessers should be 
sworn to their return, and they were sworn accord­
ingly, and the roll ordered to be put into the hands 
of a person appointed to make out anew Collector’s 
roll. It must bo observed that the materials put into 
the hands of tho person to make out a new Col­
lector’s roll was not, as it might have been, the 
illegible and imperfect assessment list, but a fair 
copy, by which all the difficulties ol deciphering 
illegible worde and figures were avoided.

The new roll was completed in about three weeks 
and delivered to the Collector. It was well written, 
and the amount of taxation well carried out, but 
the original defect remained. Clever as a ma.t may 
be, he cannot make a complete Collector's roll, out 
of an incomplete assessment roll, without adddi- 
tional materials. The Council procured no addi­
tional materials, consequently, there could be no 
improvement. About the end of July, the new Col­
lector’s roll, for which the Clerk was Sentenced to 
pay, was han led to the Collector. I

Now comas in the Collector’s work^ and he finds 
immediately the dilBculty as great as before, and 
resigns his office, finding that by other unavoidable 
claims on his lima, he could not perform the duty 
of collecting, as ho had often done before, with 
ease, and without disabling him from ether busi­
ness, his pay being only forty pounds per year. 
The Council accepted his resignation, and appointed 
his successor.

Wo are now come to the 25th of August, and so 
little is done with regard to the collection of the 
taxes, that a special meeting was then called to 
take into consideration the complaint of the new 
Collector of the errors and imperfections of the Col­
lector’s roll,—that very new one for which the 
Clerk was sentenced to pay £5.

Such is the history of the managnnent of the 
Council in regard to the collection of the taxes ; a 
sort of management which is fast tending to its re­
sults,—no collection at all tor 1818; ami consider- 
iig the admitted errors and iraperfee ions, the 
jleu >t thus thrown on the whole proceedings, fully 
justified the act of those persons Who have re­
fused to pay taxes for tho present year. The 
Msyor is a truly amiable man, asd there are others 
in the Council equally deserving of respect. Such 
qualifications w:ll gc a great way in many respects, 
but they were nnt brought forward as claims iu the 
election of a Mayor and Council. We trust they 
now well know, that no excellence of private cha­
racter cm compensate for the absence of public bu­
siness qualifications and habits.

We have been informed that the new Collector 
bas complained of the many errors and omissions 
iu the Collector’s roll ; and a* they can only be cor­
rected by the Assessors, the original assessment 
lists have been returned to them for correction.

Having received two anonymous letters recently, 
we inform the writers who resort to this disreputable 
way of dealing with public affairs—rather of op­
posing the fVestem Canadian—that we shall never 
notine their contents, so that in this they will al­
ways fail of their object.

His F.xcellencv the Governor General has 
been pleased to Order that the Uniforms to be worn 
on Service by the Militia of Canada West, shall be 
that recommended by the Board of Clothing ap­
pointed at Toronto, in 18:18, and approved of by 
His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor of Upper 
Canada, hy tho General Order of the 23rd April, 
1838, viz:

FOR THE GENERAL STAFF.
The Uniform prescribed for the Staff of the Regu­

lar Service, executing that the Epaulets, Embroi­
dery, Lace and Mountings of Sword Belt, are to be 
of Silver.

FOR ARTILLERY.
The Uniform prescribed for the Royal Artillery, 

excepting tbit the Epaulets and Lace are to be of 
Silver, and that the Chaco ia to be of Blue Cloth of 
the regulation pattern, with a Mohair band, two 
inches wide, having on the front a Crown embroi­
dered with silver, and ihe Royal Cypher beneath.

For Undress the Chaco is to be worn with an Oil 
Skin Cover, buttoned at the sides.

FOR THE INFANTRY.
Full Dress—The same as prescribed for the Mi­

litia of Great Britain, with the exception ef the 
Chaco, which is to be tho same as the Artillery 
Chaco already described.

Undress—A Blue Frock Coat, single breasted, 
with nine buttons down the front, and a Prussian 
Collar, the Shoulder Strap of Silver Cord one eighth 
of an inch in diameter, doubled.

The Glengarry Battalions are to wear the High­
land Bonnet, Tartan Scarf, and Trowsera as here­
tofore.

CONTINENT OF EUROPE.

: . —
Tl|e news Sr<!» France is highly interesting. 

The Report of"ihç Commissioners appointed to 
inquire into the causes of the lBte insurrection 
has been published, which shows an extraordinary 
amounWof political profligacy — certainly fully 
equal to the reign of Louis Phillippe. It is be­
lieved tbnt another violent change ie inevitable. 
We have no room for the mass of facta taken 
from the report in tvree volumes, which we find 
detailed, but extract part of an article from the 
Times, which will give some idea of its con­
tents :—

The great inquest of the French Assembly on 
the causes which have already on more than two 
occasions brought tho Republic Itself to the verge 
of ruin, has preserved in lasting records a picture 
of the Provisional Government of France, which 
exceeds the darkest suspicions and heaviest accu­
sations ever brought against it ; and we only re­
gret that the enormous bulk of these revolutionary

evidence render it hnpossible for U8 to «fltaîVse or 
condense such multifarious treachery and such 
intricate inquiry. It is vain even to draw a lino 
between one part of the Government and another; 
for although there is no doubt n distinction be­
tween such a man as Albert {ouvrier), who 
boasted to Ledru Rollin, on the 15th of May, that 
“in half an hour his wretched Chamber (the Na­
tional Assembly) would have the fate it deserves," 
—and liis more moderate colleagues ; yet, from 
the first, these colleagues had been well aware 
what fuel was every day heaped upon the fire.— 
Clubs of thé most atrocious and violent character 
were in hourly communication with the Minister 
of the Interior, and through their leaders vast 
sums of public money were spent on the missions 
of revolutionary emissaries to the departments.— 
On one occasion alone Longepied, one of the 
chief agents of Redru-Rollin, received SOO.OOOf. 
to be spent upon these creatures. And what 
emissaries were selected to do honor to republican 
principles !—Umbrella-makers, pnstrv-cooks, and 
agents for wet nurses,a scene-painter, a milk-man. 
innumerable men of letters (!), and not a few 
branded galley-slaves, formed this motley host of 
the professors of liberty, the'lords of equality, the 
chartered libertines who were sent forth like de­
stroying spirits to pervert the reason, to excite 
ihe passions, and to demoralise every honest sen­
timent of the French people. No wonder if 844 
profligate adventurers, reeking from tho clubs of 
Paris, raised wherever they passed the abhorrence 
of all who were not already degraded by the re­
volutionary contagion to the level of their fraternal 
infamy. Meanwhile, in Paris, the press, freed 
from all the restrictions of law, and from all fis­
cal obligations, gave the rein to every thing gro­
tesque, and absurd, and ferocious. Since the 
24th of February, no less than 171 new journals 
poured forth their follv, their malignity, and their 
extravagance upon the nation ; and before the 
cannon of June had checked-these saturnia. two 
papers, respectively entitled “ L'Incendie" and 
** L'Sanguinaire," seem to have reached the 
furthest limit in their ephermerides of horror.— 
What, meanwhile, were the Government doing I 
They themselves were contributing no inconsid­
erable share to a species of litci nturo which pol­
luted the very walls of Paris. A female writer, 
whose energy of style is only surpassed by her 
avowed contempt for the decencies of social life, 
and for the laws of God and man, was expressly 
hired by the Home Department'to frame these 
Bulletins de la République, some of which openly 
threatened the National Assembly with a repeti­
tion of the popular exploit of February, whilst 
others insinuated their baleful anil dishonest influ­
ence into the very core of social life and into the 
deep seats of the domestic affections. A Cnhinet 
minute has luckily been presort ed, which shows 
that the diurnal revision of these felicitous pro- 
ductions was assigned, in rotation, to each mem­
ber of the Government, and that they divided,

Movements on the OentinenL
FRANCE.

In thé National Assembly on Saturday, M.
Marrast, the President, said the documents relative 
to the enquiry Into the events of June were so 
voluminous that their publication could npt take 
place for two or three days, and It was eventually, 
decided, at the instance of M. Ledru Rolin, that 
the debate should be fixed for Monday, the 21st.
This report, it will be recollected, incriminates 
M, Caussidiere, M. Louis Blanc, and Ledru Rolin, 
and may result in their prosecution for tiigh trea­
son against the republic.

M. Goudchaux, Minister of finance, has an­
nounced that the loan of 175 millions had been 
completely subscribed.

There have been serious disturbances at Avig­
non, in consequence of the success of the Legiti­
mist candidates at tho Municipal elections, which 
took place on the 9th inst. The Republicans 

rcea into the Town-hall and destroyed the bal­
lots. It was found necessary to call out a large 
military force to establish older.

The Commission on the Constitution has con­
cluded the amended draught of its report. Gene­
ral Cavaignac, who was invited to attend the 
commission, expressed himself in the most un­
qualified manner in favour of the election of the 
President of the Republic by universal suffrage.
A resolution to that effect was carried by the ma­
jority of the commission, General I.amoricirre 
was likewise heard before the commission. He 
expressed his approbation of the chapter on the 
army, and particularly that article winch forbids 
service by substitute. M. Armand Marrast (re­
porter of the committee) was to submit the report 
to the National Assembly on Monday (yesterday) 
at furthest. It is believed that the debate on it 
will commence on the Monday following. The 
commission lias resolved to propose to the Na­
tional Assembly not to separate until it shall 
have voted all the organic laws, but after the vo­
ting of the constitution the session is to be pro­
rogued foi1 one or two months at most.

The funds advanced considerably on Wednes­
day, but a re-action took place from accounts re­
ceived from Italy, announcing that on the 8th and 
9th instant Bologne had been Bombarded bv the 
Austrians, and that the diplomatic corps hsd in 
consequence protested ; and from a rumour that 
some dissension had ari<en in the Cabinet on the 
expediency of publishing the evidence of the 
Court of Inquiry into the insurrection in June ; 
and that the safety of the Republic was anything 
but assured.

HANOVER.
August 12.—The King has declined to accede 

1 to the wishes of the Deputation on the subject of 
causing the troops to swear allegiance to the Re 
gent, on the ground that the nationality of Ger­
many must depend on the perfect union of parts, J”Vii 
and not on empty forms, and that the latter are 
not necessary to consolidate the integrity of tho 
Empire.

The union of the German national colours with 
those of Hanover has been decided upon.

THE CHOLERA IN EGYPT.

BERLIN.

All open air 
meeting's and processions require the leave of the 
police, and this is similar to the practice although 
not precisely the law in England, since the police 
here have the right to disperse nnv crowd which 
they may deem calculated to cause inconvenience 
or obstruction. According to the proposed law 
at Berlin armed meetings are absolutely forbidden 
and force may be used in any case if crowds re­
fuse to separate after the summon=. The penal­
ties to be enforced are all of a moderate kind.

The improvement which has taken place in the 
weather since our last has already had the effect 
of in some measure allaying the apprehensions, so 
prevalent last week, in regard to the future sup­
ply of food. That considerable damage was done 
by the long continued wet cannot be questioned, 
but we hope that the mischief may not prove so 
serious ns to cause any real scarcity.

A BLIGHTING RAIN.—EXTRAORDINARY FACT.

Relmullct, Aug. lSV.v 1818.
fl,*,__An extraordinary fact lias come under

my notice, and that of several intelligent friends 
of mine, this night, which you are at liberty to 
publish if you think fiL A boy and girl came to 
me to request a ticket to the Belmullet Dispen 
sary, stating that early on yesterday morning 
they happened to be caught in a shower of rain, 
the immediate effect of which was. that they 
were blackened in different parts of their perrons. 
Both the boy and the girl had the front of their 
noses blackened when l saw them ; they bad 
also black marks on their hands and fort, and the 
boy one on his che t. which happened to be ex­
posed. I have heard of similar occur cnees with- 
inthe last few days, hut I hare only seen the 
case I mentioned. The people must attribute 
these extraordinary appearances to the same 
causes as those which have blackened the stalks 
of the potatoes.

A correspondent of the Moya Constitution 
gives the following corroborât ion of this extraor­
dinary phenomenon :—

« I i,aV6 heatd that many persons who 
were exposed to severe showers of rain last week, 
in Krris, were spotted in a similar manner to the 
potato and that nothing short of cutting the spot 
entirely o~* would remove it.

Tue Approach or Cholera.—The registar- 
gemiral’s return for the week ending on Saturday, 
states that 1» deaths had occurred from English 
cholera during the seven days.

Yet, although Asiatic cholera 
is evidently approaching this country nearer and 
n <an>r. week by week, no sufficient steps «re 
taken to' mitigate its severity when it does reach 
„« Bv the last new* we learn that it ia now at 
Berlin, where, during the first ten days of August 
fourteen persons fell victims to i|. At Manches­
ter the medical committee of the infirmary have 
made a communication to the governors of that 
institution, in which they unanimously advise the 
establishment of temporary hospitals for the re 
ception of cholera patients, provided with a al­

lants are troubled more than usually by diarrhoeas 
and other complaints, trifling under ordinary cir­
cumstances, but which, in the presence of the 
epidemic, are apt, if neglected, to degenerate into 
real cholera cases.

“ It is well known from the experience ob­
tained in 1830 and 1831 that the cholera is in it­
self generally not contagious, but that it may be­
come so, like some other diseases if too many 
sick are kept crowded together.

“ The cholera has been found to be most dcs- 
: tructi've in villages situated on low and marshy 
I grounds, or near bogs and stagnant jiools, and 
particularly where the inhabitants are confined 
within narrow space and live unmindful of clean­
liness.

“ It lias been further observed that those de­
jected in spirits and easily alarmed are more sub­
ject to cholera than those who live in confidence 
and are of good courage.

“ The preceding remarks having been made, 
the following are tiie precautions recommended 
for oliservancc against cholera :—

“To beware of catching cold, and particularly 
to protect the stomach from cold, for which pur­
pose to wear a brefad belt of cloth or stout flannel 
upon the skin around the waist ; not lo lie upon 
the bare ground, qor to sleep at night in the open 
air. After sleep or hard labour, when in perspi­
ration, to drink no w ater or oilier beverage cold ; 
to drink no acid beverage, and never mu ah at a 
draught ; to beware of ail things of intoxication ; 
to use light food and moderately; to eat no bread 
insufficiently baked, no unripe fruits, nor meat 
or fish not perfectly fresh, and to abstain 
from salted meats and pickled fish that provoke 
thirst ; to keep the person and the dwelling clean, 
nnd to allow of no sinks close to the hmi e. to ad­
mit no poultry or animals within the house, and 
to keep it airy by ventillation. When there are 
sick let not the place be crowded.

“Notwithstanding the bast precaution., tbe 
cholera may at times break out. The following 
arc its symptoms, and the treatment to be pursued 
with perseverance nnd confidence:—

“ A person in good health may be suddenly at­
tacked by cholera, at first sickness the eye-sight 
is dimmed, then, after a shiver and rumbling in 
the bowels, vomiting and purging, with acute 
pains below the breast, under the ribs, nnd on the 
left side.attended by quenchless thirst. If tiie pa­
tient be not quickly succoured, cramps ensue in 
the legs and arms, which become of a icy cold­
ness, extreme weakness comes on, nnd a deadly 
paleness, the whole body becomes cold, then a 
hiccough, and other signs of approaching death.

“ On the appearance of the first symptoms let 
medical aid be immediately called, but if that can­
not be obtained, the treatment necessary is as 
follows^—

“ Let the patient be warmly covered.
“ Let li’ts whole body be well rubbed with warm 

vinegar or hrnndy ; likewise his hands and feet 
and pit of the stomach w ith clean tar, or if none 
can be had, with strong brandy.

“ Let the pat.it.il take, in frequent and small 
quantities, a warm and light infusion of mint, or 
of the essence of mint, oue or two drops at a 
time, with sugar.

•* If there be no abatement of pain or vomit­
ing, a blister of nlustard should be applied to the 
pit of the stomach.

Mr. Christy, in pursuance of notice, called the 
attention of the house to the proposed grant of 
Vancouver’s Island to the Hudson's Bay Com­
pany.

l ave bead fully ascertained.” (The island is 250 
miles long by 50 broad.)

Its merfdinnl lines at a 
short distance from tho shore scarcely vary in 
depth. The deepest soundings thus far 189 fath­
oms, (1128 feet)—Near tho shore the bottom is 
generally an incrustation of Salt, but the interme 
ilinte one is soft mtid with many rectangular 
chrystals—mostly cubes—of pure salt. At one 
time Stellwagcr’s lead brought up nothing but 
chrystals.

“ Tho Southern half of the sea is as shallow 
as the Northern one was deep, and for about one- 
fourth of its entire length the depth docs not ex­
ceed three fathoms (18 feet.) Its Southern bed 
has presented no chrystals, but the shores are 
lined with incrustations of salt, nml when we 
landed at Uzdorn, in the space of an hour, our 
foot prints were coated with chrystalization.

“ The opposite snores of the peninsula end the 
West coast present evident marks of disruption.

“ There are unqiit-stionaldy birds and insects 
upon the shores, and ducks are sometimes upon 
tliqTson, far we have seen them—but cannot de­
tect any living thing within it, although the salt 
streams flowing into it contain fish. 1 feel sure 
the results of this survey will fully sustain the 
scriptural account of tho cities of the pi tin.”

The September number of the Southern Liter­
ary Messenger, contains an article of profound 
interest on this subject, from the pen of Lieuten­
ant M. F. Maury.

Lieut. Maury gives a history of this expedition 
brief but lucid, which will increase the anxiety of 
the public, to see the report of Lieut. Lynch, 
who has made a successful survey, and who, we 
arc glad to learn, is expected soon to return to this 
country.

We learn from Lieut. Maury’s article that this 
expedition was planned by Lieut. Lynch, and au­
thorised by Secretary Mason, both Virginians. In 
the Spring of 1847 Lieut. Lynch addressed the 
Secretary on the subject, recommending a circum­
navigation and ex ’ of the jpead Sea and
its entire const ; representing that the expense 
would be trifling, as our ships frequently touched 
nt Acre in Syria, forty miles from Lake Tiberias, 
or Sea of Galilee, from which tho river Jordan 
mas into the first-named son ; that the frame of a 
boat, with crew and provisions, could be trans­
ported on camels from Acre to Tiberias, and there 
put together again. Only one traveller, Mr. Cor­
rigan, luid ever circumnavigated the Dead Sea, 
and he had died at the termination of his voyage, 
without leaving any journal or notes behind. It 
is contended also, that independent of the eager 
curiosity of all Christendom in regard to this 
mysterious lake, this expedition was of value to 
the interests of navigation.

The Secretarv of the navy received favorably 
the proposition of Lieut. Lynch, and an opportu­
nity soon occurred, by which it could be easily 
carried into effect. It was necessary to send a 
store-ship to the Mediterranean squadron, and as 
after her arrival she would have no employment 
for months, the Secretary determined to send 
Lieut. Lynch and his party in her, so that, after 
meeting the wants of the squadron, she could pro­
ceed up the Levant, and land Lieut. Lynch and 
his companions.

This was done. The store-ship, the “ Supply,” 
was provided with two metallic boats, one of 
copper, the other of iron—the former named 
“ Fanny Mason*’ and the latter “ Funny Skinner.”

On their arrival at their destination their trou 
hies began, and in their march to Lake Tiberias, 
their boats had to be transported over the most 
formidable mountain gorges and height», and to be 
lowered down precipices with ropes. But these 
difficulties were surmounted with true sailor skill 
and perseverance, and on the 8th of April, the 
two Fannies, each with the American ensign fly 
ing, were afloat upon the beautiful blue waters of

feet above its surface and very nearly on a level 
with the Mediterranean.

“ It is a curious fact,” says Lieut. Maurv, 
“ that tbe distance from the lop to the bottom of the 
Dead Sea, measures the height of its banks, the 
elevation of the Mediterranean, and the difference 
of level between the bottom of the two seas, and 
that, the dcptli of tho Dead Sea is also an exact 
multiple of the height of Jerusalem above it.

Another not less singular fact, in the opinion of 
Lieut. Lynch, “ is that the bottom of the Dead 
Sea forms two submerged ’ " s, nti elevated nnd 
n depressed one. The first, its southern part, of 
slimy mud covered by a shallow hay ; the last, its 
northern and largest portion, of mud and incrus­
tations and rectangular chrystals of salt—at a 
great depth with a narrow ravine running thro’ 
it corresponding with the lied of tiie river Jorden 
at one extremity nnd the Wady ‘cl Jeib or wady 
within a wady at the other.”

“ The slimy ooze,” says Lieut. Maury, “upon 
tlmt plain at the bottom of the Dead Sen, will not 
fail to remindShe sacred historian of the ‘ slime 
pits’ in the vale, whore were joined in battle four 
kings with five.”

Niagara Falls Suspension Bridge.

This morning on my return home, I crossed 
the. Suspension Bridge, and took a trip on the 
Maid of the Mist, to the very foot of the mighty 
cataract. Thrillingly awful and sublime was the 
scene, with the boiling water, rushing over, as it 
were, on our devoted hark, hundreds of feet be­
low ; whilst underneath, around, on every hand, 

the hell of waters” tumbled and dashed, causing 
the staunch bark to plunge and veer, in a manner 
which inspired anything but courage in the breasts 
of the nervous. I have seen Niagara in every 
point of view, hut l can safely say that I never 
before viewed it in all its grandeur and immensity. 
The person who formed the idea that steam could 
overcome the power of this immense body of 
water, must have been a man of extraordinay 
scope of mind ; and yet the trip is made in per­
fect sofety, if I except a thorough dremdiin 
which the adventurous traveller receives from the 
spray.

The beautiful view of the Suspension Bridge 
which is to be gained from the Steamer, forms not 
the least interesting feature of the trip. Eleva­
ted far above, and at a considerable distance, it 
resembles a carefully constructed cobweb, and is 
not a whit more distinct. Having subsequently 
crossed the work itself, I can say, most distinctly, 
that the stories of vibration and difficulty in walk­
ing, which have been going the rounds, are with­
out foundation. The traveller of course feels 
that he is not walking on a rock, but I crossed 
with as much ease as J hope to walk oyer my 
own floor, this evening—the motion being scarcely 
perceptible.

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THE THREE GREAT BATTLES OF THE
WORLD—FREE TRADE—THE ABSOLUTE
SUPREMACY OF LAW-S MADE BY THE
PEOPLE—AND FREEDOM!IN RELIGION.

These battles are still undecided, though the 
struggle has commenced ages ago. They may now 
said to lie rltging, for to this day Europe, ar.it even 
England, enjoys neither one nor the other. To the 
first have been opposed monopolists in all ages ; 
with regard to the second, that class of the.people 
properly designated as the many, are opposed by 
the few, forming the aristocracy ; and as to the 
third, the opponents are of the same class.
11 the “subject be attentively examined, it will be 
found that the antagonists to all are of the same 
chi.- -. These three die the true cardinal points,— 
the practical Charter, in whose success is included 
the principles of every improvement that the condi­
tion of mankind, in regard to laws, government, 
ind religion, seem capable of. The question is j an 
interesting brie, why these threb points have made 
such little progress. In the case of ancient Tyre 
and Carthage we have the first in full glory ; in the 
arly period of the Roman Commonwealth, a near 

approach to the second ; and in jtlie bright Apostolic 
age of Christianity, we have the third. The world 
lias had a specimen of each separately, but tbe en­
joyment of the three together is the great desidera­
tum of the age.

We shall treat briefly of each. Is it not wonder­
ful, that that nation which has shewn the greatest 
regard for the rights of property a id at tho very time 
that such regard is most intense, manifest so much 
opposition to Free Trade, without seeming to he 
aware that such opposition is diametrically opposed 
to the rights of property. If the doctrine of meum 
and tuum he so sacred, why is the right of increas­
ing property restricted 1 It was a Tory nobleman 
that for a secular purpose thought it net profaning 
the sacred language of Scripture'to use it for tlm 
defence of his Borough influence :—“ Is it not law- . 
fill for me to do what f will with mine own ?” In 
English law il seems that that is lawful only in rela­
tion to some thing»,—the people cannot trade how, 
and with whom they please, nor employ what 
ships they please to export their merchandise. 
These restrictions lessen their property, and arc a 
plain violation of the rights of property, if it be 
admitted that there is no difference between taking 
away n man’s property without his consent, and 
preventing him increasing it when he is able. We 
shall now quote a celebrated author, to shew how 
old free trade doctrines are, in relation to the mo­
dern history of Europe. It u often alleged, and 
with too much truth, that popular questions arc 
often advocated for mere selfish purposes ; conse­
quently, it is not enough to quote Cobden and 
Bright on free trade. It is possible thht ambition 
may be mixed with zeal for the cause : that cannot 
however lie said of writers a hundred years in the 
grave.

In one of our well-known school-books—Ti'lt'- 
machtis—whose author is the- celebrated Fenelon, 
Archbishop of Cambray, we have the argument on 
free trade concisely stated, beautifully illustrated, 
and . incontrovertibly demonstrated “ But how,” 
said Telemaehus to Narbal, “can sucli trade ho 
established at Ithaca ?” “By tho same means,” 
said Narbal, “ that have established it here. Re­
ceive all strangers with readiness and hospitality; 
let them find convenience and liberty in your 
ports, and be careful never to disgust them by 
avarice or pride ; above all, never restrain the free­
dom of commerce by rendering it subservient to 
your own immediate gain.

Por a century Pension’s inimitable works have 
been before the world, and yet as to free trade they 
do not appear to have made the least impression. 
In accounting for this, it is impossible to say that 
h» arguments were inconclusive, or that his mo­
tives were not beyond imputation ; we must con­
clude that, as in all ages past, ambition and self­
ishness on the part of the governing power, have 
always outweighed every other consideration. Till, 
on the part of statesmen and legislators selfishness 
is abandoned, and ambitions minds disdain to as­
cend the pinnacle at the expenco of their fellow- 
citiuens ; but nobly claim it on their -wn merits, 
there cannot bo free trade. So much at present for 
free trade ; the battle goes on with much fighting, 
and victory is undecided.

We leave free trade, at least for the present, 
doing well ; but even as to that, everything de­
pends on the progress of tho other two. In a future 
number we shall endeavour to exhibit to the advo­
cates of free trade, that if they would succeed in 
the accomplishment of their own objects, they will 
have to contribute thoir utmost support to all the 
great questions to which their principles are appli­
cable. In fact, there must bo a general concentra­
tion of the forças for all such great questions, to re­
alize the success of any one of them.

London District Assizes.
Tuesday, September 19,1848.

The Court was opened this morning by his Honor 
the Chief Justice, who, after the Grand Jury had 
been empannelled, charged them to tho following 
effect :—His Lordship was pleased to observe that 
tho appearance of the Calendar was much more 
satisfactory than he had found it upon former occa­
sions. He observed some cases of larceny, charges 
of this nature frequently grew out of disputes about 
the right to property, and care should be taken not 
to confound such cases with those committed in a 
different spirit. It was of importance to society 
that parties should not lie put upon trial vexatiously. 
He observed a case of Rape ; that offence was still 
Capital, but a new Act rendered it unnecessary to 
enter into certain particulars ; the onus of proof was 
now made to rest upon the prosecutrix. It frequent­
ly happened that after considerable delay those 
charges were made to holster up a lost character. 
But if the prosecutrix was willing to swear to what 
was necessary it rested with the Petty Jury to say 
what credit was due to her testimony.

There were two [ ersons charged with persuading 
Soldiers to desert ; it was difficult to satisfy the 
mind as to the motive by which such persons could 
he actuated. It could not be from the hope of 
reward, as Soldiers were generally too poor to be 
able to remunerate them. Perhaps animosity to the 
military service, or mistaken notion to enable the 
Soldier to better his condition ; it was at all events 
a crime deserving punishment, but if every one did 
their July it might be easily suppressed.

There was a person charged with stealing a deed 
relating to property. This was formerly no offence 
at law, but by an act recently passed in England, 
and embodied in the Provincial statutes, it was 
made â misdemeanor. If the pro petty is in dispute, 
and the party thought he had a right to it, it would 
be a subject for civil process ; but if they deter­
mined it to be an act of theft, then they must find 
that the accused had no possible claim or connexion 
with it. His Lordship then alluded to some charges 
remaining over front the last Assizes, in reference 
to which lie made the following remarks:—

“ Grand Jurors should exercise great caution in 
sending cases to trial that might not be sustained.— 
The Courts should be open to the complaints of all ; 
but accusers were sometimes actuated by improper 
motives. They may perhaps think they have been 
wronged, or they may have been made angry by 
parties who have given evidence against them, and 
they may, under these feelings, turn round and re­
tort upon them the charge of perjury. They should 
be especially cautions how they entertained charges 
made by persons who do not avail themselves of 
the ordinary course of bringing a party before a 
Magistrate, where the offence might tie calmly 
investigated, and where the accused might have 
an opportunity of rebutting the charge.”

such rulers. " To them they have touched'their hats, 
or pulled their hair, while they supplied such ima­
ginary superiors with every necessary of life.— 
Times are changed ; if it he true that those who 
work must live, it is also true that those that live 
must work.

With these remarks we con­
clude, wishing success to the London District Build­
ing Society ; and direct the attention of our readers 
to the economical and truly democratic character of
their Prospectus.

EITEOPA.

The Steamship Europa arrived at New York 
this morning, at 8 o’clock, bringing dates from 
Liverpool to the 2nd instant.

Accounts from Paris state, that four more jour­
nals have been suppressed, and others threatened. 
The Journals presented an indignant protest to 
the National Assembly.

The National Assembly decided, by a large 
majority, to prosecute Caussidiere and Louis 
Blanc, for the part they took in the bite insurrec­
tion. Both have escaped. Louis Blanc Is in 
England. Caussidiere’s whereabouts is unknown.

Paris is rife with rumours of impending insur­
rection, and the strictest military precautions are 
taken by the Government.

The Government sent four thousand troops 
and several ships of war to Venice, and orders 
linvc been given to station an additional Frcnclt 
army of seventy thousand men on the Alpine 
frontiers, to be marched to tho assistance of Italy, 
in case the former should need' assistance.

No warrant was issued against Ledru Rollin. 
Louis Philippe had applied to the French Go­

vernment for his private funds.
Lord John Russell has made a tour of personal 

inspection to the Chartists districts of England.
In Manchester and adjoining towns, numerous 

arrests have Keen made ; and five of the leading 
Chartists sentenced to fifteen months hard labour 
in prison.

Dr. McDowall, a Chartist leader, is convicted 
of treason.

Austria has accepted the mediation of England 
and France, and expressed a hope that, through 
the intervention of the Germanic powers, peace 
may ensue.

Tho Germanic Assembly is engaged in discus­
sing the constitution.

There had been a serious riot at Berlin.
All is quiet in Ireland. O'Gorman has posi­

tively escaped to France.

Tho fact has been, that all corporations and so­
cial communities have been organised with a spe­
cial regard to giving peculiar privileges, advantages 
and powers to those who were appointed to rul<$ a 
over them ; the imposition practised has been to 
convert constitutional rulers into absolute masters. 
Happily this subject is better understood now.

We will say this for tho mechanics of this town, 
that when they combine for mutual benefit, they 
have no sinister views ; there is, perhaps, no class 
of men taken ns a whole, so truly virtuous and 
noble. They ask no favors, they want no indulgen­
ces ; their labour is at the same time their honor 
and their riehes ; and in uniting to form a Buildfng 
Society, all they look for, is a fair and equitable 
management. Their own right band Is their 
strength, and they do not look for anything that is 
not acquired by that means.

It is not so With all who may join such societies.
It iatoo evident that there are always a few who 
attempt to rule for their own advantage, and who 
often employ other* to place them in a position, 
irhfch the parties to be finally beuefitted dare not

Tile 
quantity brought to market continues fair ; and on 
Saturday the largest amount was brought in of any 
day since the fall business commenced, say between 
5000 and 6000 bushels, delivered by farmers from 
their waggons. As high as 5s 6d was paid on Sa­
turday for nearly lire whole brought in, and the 
quality was excellent. The decline in price to­
day from Saturday’s rates, may bo attributed to the 
ne ws by the “ Europa,” and the withdrawal for the 
present of some buyers from the market, which has 
the effect of lessening competition. It is not very 
certain from the general tone of the English ac­
counts that the present prices will be long main­
tained, and wri therefore recommend to out farmers 
to come to market with their wheat as speedily as 
possible. There is but Very little- Spring wheat 
offering, and for good samples, which are rare, 
4s 6d to 4s 8<1 has be fin paid, per 601b. The com­
mon run of Spring wheat is fit only for distilling, 
tnd fetches reduced prices accordingly. Consider­
ing tho extent to which the crops of Spring wheat 
have suffered this season from rust, it would be 
very desirable that those farmers who happen to 
have good samples, which are free from rust, &c., 
to pioserve their stocks for seed, and give public 
intimation of their intention to do so, in order that 
the farmers throughout the Province may procure 
supplies of sound Spring wheat seed, fur next 
Spring sowing.—Flour maintains its price. Mil­
ler’s extra superfine, in bags, by retail, £1 7s. GG., 
and farmer’s fine, from 25s to 26s 3d per 193 lbs. 
A few small lots of barrelled flour, fine, found pur­
chasers readily on Saturday, at 27s to 27s 6d per 
barrel ; and to-day a small lot was disposed of at 
26s 3d.

The Essex Poisoners,
From the Times. 1st August.

The case of the Essex poisoners is one of those 
strange phenomena which appear from time to 
time in the criminal records of a country. The 
presence of epidemic crime in one pa ticular lo- 
c ility, and not in another, is a matter difficult 
enough of explanation. The moral presents as 
many phenomena as the physical sickness of a 
nation. Some few of the lending conditions which 
induce a morbid state of morality are sufficiently 
well established. We know, for example, what 
crimes are peculiar to agricultural, and what to 
suburban districts. We know that between the 
ages of 16 and 85 above 60 per cent, of the acts 
are commuted fo- which prisoners are arraigned 
before the criminal tribunals of the country, and 
that after attaining the age of forty ve 'rs, com on- 
natively speaking, very few criminal oflenders are 
known. The effects of deficient education, want 
of employment, and so forth, have been carelullv 
ascertained, and are carefully set forth in centes- 
simal proportions, in those tables delivered from 
time to time from the Home-ofivit, in which every 
item is a punishm- nt or a crime.

These, however, are the broad lines of demar­
cation. the mere rudiments of a study from which 
eve-y man of hum me feelintr would turn with di-- 
trust, we e it not for the ul imate hope of nllevi it- 
injr the misery upon which the mind dwell* with 
■«iteh infinite pai’i. If ignor tnre he the source of 
crime, we can in time hope to educate the pennh*. 
Sectarian jealousies cannot last fo-ever. If defi­
cient employment be the root of the evil, we can 
facilitate the conditions of labour. It is impossible 
that some outlets should not soon be found for 
the redundant population of the three kingdoms. 
These are the usual predispo-ing causes ;—the 
remedies are known, the difficulty lies only in pro­
curing them. There is, however, a totally distinct 
kind of criminality, such as that which has re. 
cently declared itself in E'S-x. It|i< one which 
comes and i;oe*, which affect" tills,'and not that, 
t articular lo alitv, without tiny obvious reason for 
affl cling the one or sparing the other. Why should 
the practice of secret poisoning obtain rather is 
the marshes of Essex than elsewhere ? In other 
counties as well as E-*vx. wives are weary of their 
husbands, and woul 1 gladly follow them to the 
grave. The same means of destruction are at 
hand elsewhere, and the same inclination. How 
is it, then, that in Essex nlorc inclination should 
become an act, and result in murder? To attempt 
an answer to such a question would lend us fur- 
liter than our limits will permit. Of the fact there 
c m unfortunately be no doubt. In a certain dis­
trict in the countv of Essex, comprising the fo ir 

ige<ofB adfield. Ramsy.Dovercourt and Tend- 
ring, the exi-tence of a terrible system of secret 
poisoning has been discovered, and yet more crime 
is ssupected. In every one of the recent instances 
the tragedy has been a domestic one. The hus­
band lias fallen a victim to the criminal practice 
of the wife. From the moment each unhappy 
sufferer swallowed the first draught, until the time
when he exnired in agony, every remedy preseti- 
bed by medical skill to alleviate the first symtoms 
wat drugged by the same fatal hand. If a 
ch nee of recovery appearel, a few sptxmfuls of 
broth or gruel, prepared by the wife, speedily put 
the question at rest, and renewed the agonies of 
the patient. As we mentioned yesterday in our 
repo a of the inquest, many cukes as yet are under 
investigation, to which we have not given publicity 
through a doubt in the manner in which the dis­
closures might operate. There tan, however, be 
neither advantage nor meaning in forbearing to 
comment upon the case of Mrs. Ham, now Mrs. 
S 'ulhgate, which is at present under inquiry be- 
fo- e the Coroner for North Essex and a jury.

The circumstances of the case arc as follows :—
On the 27th of April of last year, a blacksmith 

named Thomas 11am was buried in Tendring 
churchyard. At the time, the cause of his death 
was suppo ed to he the rupture of a bloodvessel, 
and, as he was know i gene ally to be a sickly 
man, the circums-.nce excited little surprise in the 
neighl ourhood. Hi* widow married three or 
four months after his death ; but, as the villagers 
were aware that she It id not been living on good 
t rms with her ti st husband, and during his life­
time her name had been talked of in connexion 
with that of a young-farmer, one John Southgate 
—the man whom she sub-eqitcnilv married—tlii- 
f ct too passed off without arousing suspicion, 
Meanwhile the / " lioml was thrown into
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wm not so sick before he had the gruel. On the 
following morning (Monday) he was very sick, and 
complained'of burning in his throat. He asked 
me to go to Mr. Manthorpe, the surgeon, as he felt 
a great deal worse. Mrs. Ham told him she was 
going to Thorpe, and she would call upon him. I 
ihe-eforedid not go. Mrs. H im returned about 1 
o’clock, and she stated that Mr. Manthorpe would 
come as soon as he could. He not having come bv 
4 o'clock, deceased asked me to go for him. I 
went, and Manthorpe expressed some surprise 
about his state, as Mrs. H-im had informed him in 
the morning that he w.is better. He came directly. 
Deceased’s sickness continued, and about 5 o'clock 
he called roe, and desired me to go again for the 
Doctir. I did so, and on returningsaw Mrs. Ham 
crying. She s lid. ' Phoebe, you won’t have to go 
for the Doctor any mo:-e. for your master is dead." 
She added, that he died about five minutes after I 
left."

Upon the strength of the statements made by 
this woman, as well as oilier suspicious ci cum- 
stances, the body of Ham, the blacksmith, of 
Tendring, was diain'e'red. From the stomach, 
and its contents, were collected, by Mr. Tavlor, 
Professor of Chemi<try at Ouy’s Hospital, fifteen 
grains of arsenic.—a quantity sufficient to poison 
five full grown persons. Something yet more ter­
rible remains behind. Inspector Rni-on. who has 
been engaged in the investigation of this as well 
ns of the Wix case, has made discoveries whieh 
prove that this is not an Isolated crime. It is not 
a murder, but a result in a svs’em.

We remember well how the discove v of the 
poi-oning in Madame Laffnge's case gave nn im- 
pul-e to similar crimes in France for a long pe iod 
after its com nis ion. In England we do not anti­
cipate the same result. There will be no interest­
ing notoriety for the culprit. The vengeance of 
the law will be swift, homely, and decisive. All 
who conceive the crime will entertain at the same 
moment the idea of the punishment. There is no­
thing so easy of detection ns murder bv poisoning 
when effected hv the only class of chemical agents 
which persona in the situation of these Essex poi­
soners can ibtain. We are fully aware of the ex­
istence, r »t of a law. but of a morbid tendency in 
the human mind to imitate great cimes: but 
there i- method and order even in su;h mitdnes-. 
The certainty ol detection, and the equal certainty 
that the culprit will pay-life for life on the gallows 
a few weeks after the perpctia ion of the crime, 
wi'hout any drapery of sentime triUm, or interest 
excited in her fate, will be sufficient to wipe out 
‘.liis stain from t e land.

THE NATIONAL SYSTEM OF EDUCATION AND j 
THE PROTESTANT CLERfiy.

The history of E location in Ireland i< told in a j 
few words. It is contained in the enumeration of ! 
two rtr three acts of Parliament, ami the mention 
of the existence of two or three societies. There I 
is an old statute of Henry VIII. which requires j 
that every person receiving «ni ittvil promotion in 
Ireland-‘should teach the English tong-ie to all 
his cure, and keep, or cause to he kept, within the 
place, territory, or parish, where lie should have 
nnx benefi-e, rule, or promotion, a school to lenrn 
English, if any of the children of the parish 
should come to him to learn the same." This 
statute is confirmed by an act ol William III., 
which further imposes an oath upon every spir­
itual person receiving promotion in Ireland, in 
these terms : —” I do solemnly swear that I will 
teacn or cause to be taught an English school 
within the vicarage, &e." Irish clergymen dis­
charge this obligation by the payment of 40s. per 
annum ns a salary to a schoolmaster. We p iss 
over the penalties imposed by law on Romish 
teaching, to come at once to the foundation of the 
“ Incorporated Society for promoting English pro­
testant Schools in Ireland.’’ This took place in 
the year 1731. It was founded nn the most nar­
row and sectarian grounds, and desnite the sums 
lavished on it by the parliament, proved a moil 
complete failure, tendintr to the corruption and 
misery of the unhannv children educated under 
its auspices. In 18"J5, this system received the 
«weeping condemnation of a Parliamentary com ' 
mit’ee, who, after reco-di-tg the fact that during j 
•he ninety years it had been in operation, it had j 
befit sustained bv gnintsand suh'criprio ts imount-

;o im millions sir linjj, whereof

The attack comes in this instance from the Pro 
testant clergy of Ireland. W-e are told , by their 
parliamentary organs (who, happily for sucm a 
purpose, numbered only 15 in the House of^Com- 
mons.) that this is handing ovor the children of 
Ireland to be devoured by the Pope. They bold 
it impossible that the little Protestant should 
leum that A, B, spells ni in company with the 
little Unman Catholic, without a perilous modifi­
cation of his views on the doctrine of traosubstan- 
•iation. While the children are being taught tv 
spell, to read, and to write, during the school 
hours of their five school days, wh > is to meddle 
with the little Protestants?

Demons will he allowed 4f> meddle with them.—- 
Could Irish children, as they grow up to nsiturcr 
ve-irs, be itermanenll v penned off from each other, 
the oppo-iv- system might do well enough. But 
in after life they must be thrown together.—i 
They will hate or love each otite - acco-ding as 
they have been t >ug'it. The ass t nations and 
prej idires of thecnild wi'l become hardened into 
the :uie of action with the man. 'litis thought
was in the minds of the promote-s of the scheme 
of 1832. Their endeavours have been to destroy 
one of tite bariie-a, if not the main borer which 
keeps I-ishmen apart. The object i< to "leutri lize 
at le ist one of the causes of the multitudinous 
hatred the people of that di-troctcd country bear 
towards each, other, stirpes in», as it dpe=, even 
the rancour an I ill-will with which they regard 
their fellow subjects on this ride of the Channel.

We had hot ed that the prejudices against this 
combined system of education, in the minds of 
t: e Protestant ck-r-'V, was rapidly wemlng away. 
Finie, we trusted, would have proved! to them 
that while there was no real danger to be appre­
hended to the spiritual tenets of their Rocks, the 
utmost possible advantage was likely to result to 
1 el ind from the hi artv adoption by them of the 
plan of 1832.

THE CHOLERA IN EGYPT.

r Alexandria. Aug. IS.
The cholera alqoe occupies the mind of the in- 

hab.taftu of Alexandria; then, ig no blmilieja 
doing, and the greater part of the European reei- 
dents have ia«! themselves up |n their house., 
hoping by this means to keep out of the influence 
of the epidemic At Alexandria the number of 
death» from cho.cra has been rath, r on the de- 
crease, and from 310, the h,ghe»t point attained, 
there are now about 100 daily ; the number just 
reported for to-day is 75.

At Cairo, after a decrease, the deaths from 
choleta were again on the increase, about 250 
were reported daily, but to-dav the report has 
gone down 0.170. A register is kept of the 
death» only, the number of case?* in not known, 
hut the recoveries Are said to he few. Comnara- 
tlÿ speaking, the European population has not 
•offered much, and mortality among the natives 
may be attributed to their improper mode ofiivine 
and their irregularities and sufferings during the 
present month of Ramazan, when they fast all 
day and commit excesses during thè night.

There has be-n a report of the plal,6 having 
broken out at Cairo, but it require»,®, firmnlion 
especially as it comes only in the winter season ; 
however it is thought not unlikely that the plague 
will appear rf er the cholera. V 6

In onr last paper we noticed the trial, convic­
tion, and sentence of Thomas Brennan, for the 
murder of Mary O’Connor, wife of Patrick O’- 
Comlor, on the 3th of May lu»t. The following 
svnopsi- of the trial, ue take from the Aïajara 
Chronicle. Mr. Justice McLean preaideu in 
Court, and the pro-ecution whs conducted by Mr. 
Solicitor General Blake ;—Messrs. Hamilton and 
ljvwdor conducting the defence of the prisoner. 
The Chronicle says that he never saw u case jot 
up and conducted with greater care and ability 
than by the Solicitor General, in the present iti-

Funn the statement with which the ea*e was 
opened bv the Solicitor General, it nppenre 1 that 
Patrick O’Connor and the prisoner, with their re- 
srective wives and families. k-,t year emigrated to 

■ hi* country from the wstrte of Major Mahon 
(whose rec.-nt a.«sa.«s:.nstion caoeed so much ex­
citement (in the County of Roscommon, Ireland. 
When in quarantine at Grosse Isle Brennan lost 
his wile. Vhe pa, lies subsequently came up to 
Queenstr.n in this District, where they chiefly re­
sided tintjl May last,—O’Connor him<e!f beating 
tbh cbnracler of an industrious and quiet person, 
whilst his wife and Brennan spent much of their 
time together in drinking and quarrelling.

The witnesses examined were very numerous. 
The lending facts, and these derived chiefly from 
the testimony of the prisoner’s daughter, a girl 
some 16 years of age—may be presented in n 
brief space. On the 4th day of May last Mary 
O’Connor, Brennan, and the daughter of the lat­
ter, went in company from Queenston to Chip­
pewa. They returned in the evening, and when 
about half way between tiie two places mention 
ed, the daughter went into a house to get a 
drink ; on going out she missed her companions.

QUESTION.

Whereas the Government of this Province has 
issued a Proclamation announcing an intention to 
ditide the surplus of the Clergy Reserve fund 
now in the Provincial Treasury, among the seve­
ral Religious Bodies in the Province, who mav ap­
ply for a dividend thereof. This Annual confer­
ence feels called upon to make a declaration there­
on, and to offer the following reasons for declining 
all participation therein.

1st. Because that as a conference, we hold 
the voluntary principle for the support of the 
Gospel and its institutions as sacred—being war1 
runted by authority of the New Testament, and 
the only means thereby authorised.

Tremendous rain had 
fallen during Monday night, which prevented a 
good deal of the Stock from coming in, but notwith­
standing, it was by far the best exhibition of Stock 
that the Society have yet *vm j—the Sheep attracted 
general notice, while some vi the Hogs looked like 
sucking elephants. The only thing in the shape of 
agricultural Implements, was a beautifully finished 
fanning mill, by Crosby & Dart, which was put 
inlo operation on me ground, and seemed to be 
faultless in its work. Them was an immense at­
tendance of visitors

The usual dinner took place at BalkwiIVs Hotel, 
and was well’attended ; and this splendid rounds of 
beef bore ample testimony to tho good effected by 
the Agricultural Society. Alter the removal of the 
cloth, the President, Colonel Askin, proposed the 
Health of the Queen, which was drank with honors. 
The President then in a long and able address, full 
of statistical information, showed the progress 
the District was making in the amount and quality 
of its products. He strongly recommended llie So­
ciety to import fresh blood. He was not prepared 
in ihe pre-cut state of the funds to suggest how this 
should be done, but he threw it out for the consider­
ation of the managing Committee. The amount of 
Butter that had been exported from T.e District in 
1817 was 400,090 lbs. ; and though ill this year the 
great drouth in the Spring might have caused the 
quantity to be less, still the quality would be better 
while the Cheese was pronounced this year to bi- 
equal to the American Cheese. He hoped that 
greater attention would be paid to the manufacture 
of cloth ; he should hope lo see some good speci­
mens exhibited next year.

The Society then proceeded to the election of 
officers :—

It was shewn ia evalende, that defendant admit­
ted to the plaintififs Clerk, in presence of another 
person, his liability both to p*y the debt applied for, 
end any quantity of paper (ken in future sent for 
by Walker.

In summing up, Chief Justice Robinson ex­

quired should be given in writing, but because the 
admission he had made, placed him in the position 
of a principal.—Verdict for Plaintiff. .

account, the debt having been incurred by De­
fendant of W. Grace, of Goderich, agent tor the 
Plaintiff.

It was pleaded in defence, that plaintiff was 
a partner in the firm of W. Grace <t Co., of Gode­
rich. It was proved that plaintiff was not a part­
ner in the firm of Grace & Co., but tbs owner of 
tho establishment conducted by Grace, his agent, 
l 1er the name of Grace & Co., on the usual fic- 
lurage system common among merchants, who send 
out agents and factors to distant places ; such agents 
acting as principals in some sense, and on whom 
the princip .Is draw bills, in reliance that their sales 
will meet t.ie bills when due.

The principal points in the Chief Justice’s charge 
to the jury wore, first, that if defendant had a set 
off against Grace, it should bo allowed, as Grace 
must so far be taken to be a principal, in conducting 
business under the name of Grace & Co, but no set 
off was pleaded ; secondly, that as there was no 
other plea, it manured not to defendant to whom ho 
paid for the goods lie had received, and on which 
juest ion there was no dispute—he was liable to tho 
owner, whoever he might be; and thirdly, that if a 
verdict should not lx" declared in favor of the plain­
tiff, defendant would have received the goods, while 
the owner would have no legal mode of' recovering 
the value of them; for plaintiff could not recover 
m a suit against Grace, after bringing him into 
Court as a witness that he was only his agent, and 
that testimony had been confirmed by another wit­
ness.—Verdict for the plaintiff.

Tin pana, to wash 
the sparkling sand in, have sold ns high as eight 
dollars^ a- piece—shovels for ten—and wooden 
bowls for five ! A trough scooped from hollow 
tree, ten feet long, and with a willow sieve attach­
ed, sella for n hundred and twenty five dollars. 
Boards arc five hundred dollars for a thousand 
feet.

A very large company left Monterey to-day for 
the gold scene — some on horses, some in waggons, 
some in carts, some on foot, and some on crutches

The Tract of land where the gold is found 
covers one ^ and red miles in one direction nnd 
fifty in another. It is said that 10.000 men in 
ten years could not exhaust it. As soon as the 
news reaches Oregon we shall have a large emi­
gration from that quarter. Nobody thinks of 
fight ng here anv longer—the natives have gone 
for gold, the sailers have run from the ships, and 
the soldiers from their campa lor the sime purpo o. 
The last vess-1 that left the coast was obliged to 
whin an entirely new crew, and pav each fifty 
dollars a month. No one can be hired to dig 
gold short of 1» or $20 a dnv—he prefers work­
ing on his o«n hook—he may make less than 
that, but he has a chance of making much more.

The Corpo.ation readily granted him a license to 
sell beer and cider by retail, whose only object ap­
pears to have been to make money by the sale of 
spirituous liquors. Had the Corporation given the 
subject any consideration, they must have; come to 
the conclusion that it was highly bbjectionable to
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ing licensee, to old settlers of established reputation. 
Besides, the whole of their system is bad ; while 
Mme twenty persons only, as far as we can learn, 
hnve paid for beer licenses, in every part of the 
town, there are heures in which beer and spirits are 
sold by persons paying no license. Thus encou­
ragement is given to tliose violating the law, while 
the more honest are punished by extorting from 
them abont four pounds for a license. And another 
evil, consequent on granting such licenses to newly 
arrived emigrants, is, that they gather to their 
houses few but those who are also newly arrived ; 
thus, all together commence a course of drinking, 
to the encouragement of disorder and crime.

We have been informed, that on the,occasion of 
the death of Phelan on Sunday night .last, that the 
authorities were so intent upon doing justice, that 
they were seized with a tit of imprisoning every­
body. The man that went for the Doctor, he was 
imprisoned ; the man that strove to make peace, he 
was secured and locked up all night ; the man that 
brought water to wash the wound, he was laid hold 
of ; the man that said he saw all the affair from the 
beginning, and said he would come forward when 
required, him of course they sent to gaol. It was 
not even safe to look on ; and, after all, the man 
moat likely to be criminally implicated, they suf­
fered to escape, while Smith, the incidental cause, 
the instigator of the row—was also locked up as a 
witness. Mick Kennedy, the pocc-maker, was told, 
on giving evidence the next day, that he could not 
be sworn, as he had been arrested on suspicion for 
the murder of James Phelan ; and Smith, who be­
gan the row, teas sworn as a witness. Truly, we 
arc making rapid advances in the administration of 
justice in this Town !•

Sir,—In reply to your communication of the 9th 
inst. to the Provincial Secretary, transferred to this 
department, I have the honor to state, that where 
Claimants for Rebellion losses have in the first in­
stance produced proper Powers of Attorney, or other 
necessary documents, it is not intended that they 
should be called upon to do so a second time, unless 
in cases where the previous powers were special 
for the 91 per cent, only, or where they cannot be 
recognised hy the Bank Agents as the parties enti­
tled to receive the claim. '

In the former case, new powers must be fur­
nished ; in the latter, an affidavit before a Magis­
trate that they are nearest of kin. in the case of es­
tates, or the parties ilu’y entitled to receive the 
amount, will bo deemed suificient for all sum* un­
der five pounds.

The previous Lists, Powers of Attorney, Ac., have 
never been in the possession of Government, and 
the impression was, that they were in deposit at 
the several Agencies ; the Bank of Montreal here 
have, however, caused them to be forwarded to the 
several Agents some days tack.

I exceedingly regret that the claimants in the 
Western District should be put to any inconvenience. 
You mention of having to travel to London, a dis­
tance of 120 miles ; and in order to avoid such in­
convenience, the Bank of Montreal have been 
instructed to employ the Agents of other Banks 
when necessity requires it, th" expense of whteh 
Government will defray, and l shnn'd consider that 
course necessary in the case of your constituents.

which, by limiting the number which each passen 
ger vessel could carry, made the cost of a passage 
so high as virtually to exclude all but those hav­
ing a certain amount of means of their own. A law 
previously in existence in the State of New York, 
which obliged the owner or master of a vessel 
bringing passengers, to give bonds, that no emi 
grant brought out by them became chargeable to 
the commonwealth for a period of two years after 
arrival, was more strictly enforced.

The effect of these laws was to turn the stream 
of pauper emigration to the British provinces. 
I estimate the accession to our emigration this 
year, through the operation of this cause, at from 
30,000 to 40,000.

Another cause of the increase this season, has 
been the application to Ireland of a poor-law. To 
avoid the enormous expense which w ill attend its 
execution in some parts of the country where des­
titution abounds, many landlords have given free 
passages to those having claims on the land. In 
selecting these, they bare, naturally enough, ab­
stained from choosing -the you^g, strong, able- 
bodied laborer, but have sought to l idlheir estates 
of helpless widows with large families, cripples 
unable to work, aged persons, the confirmed idle 
and lazy, and those who-e constitutions had been 
enfeebled by previous sickness and destitution. 
Such was the character and description of many

could not be dote. The average period of time 
which a medical man withstood the disease, wee 
from 18 to 21 days ; out of 26 employed during 
tiie season in the hospitals and visiting the vessels, 
two and myself alone escaped the lever, though 
otherwise severely affected in general health, from 
breathing the foul air of the vessel and tents. I 
subjoin a Table (C.) exhibiting the lumber of cler­
gymen. medical officers, hospital attendants, po­
lice, i&c., who contracted fever aijd died during 
the season. I experienced much difficulty at one 
time in retaining any nurses or attendants, and on 
those davs of the week, when an opportunity of 
leaving the island offered by the arrival of the 
steamer, great numbers of servants came forward 
and insisted upon their discharge. I found myself 
obliged firmly to refuse such applications, unless 
the applicant could produis a substitute. It is 
needless to observe, that tnany-so retained against 
their will neglected their ;duty to the sick, and 
sought by every means to provoke their dismissal. 
Those sent down to be engaged were, in many 
cases, the vilest and most profligate of both sexes, 
and were influenced by the most.sordid motives.

On the 1 Ith of June a new hospital, capable of 
accommodating 600 sick, was completed and oc­
cupied: two others of the same size and dimen­
sions were finished by the end of the month. 
From the 10th to ‘26th of this month, much rain 
fell, with a high temperature and fog ; this had a 
most pernicious effect upon the sick under canvass.

Sir,—I have the honor to submit fur the in­
formation of His Excellency the Governor Gen­
eral, a Tabular Return (A) showing the number 
of emigrants who have been admitted, discharged, 
and who have died at the Quarantine Hospital 
Establishment for the season ending 3rd No­
vember.

To enable a comparison to be drawn between 
the proportion of sick this season with that of 
former years, I have added a Table (11) exhibiting ! 
the number treated in the hospital since 1833, a 
period of 14 years, with the per cenlagc of sick 
and deaths each bears to the total number of emi­
grants arrived.

These returns will show that, while the emi­
gration of this year has been more than double 
that of any previous year, the sickr. -<s and deaths 
have been in a much greater proportion.

In the conclusion of my Annual Report of last 
season, I remarked that *• from the experience of 
many years of the causes which produce disease 
among emigrants, I am persuaded that next sea­
son the number of sick will exceed that of any 
previous year. The partial failure of the potato 
crop last season (1845) caused much sickness ; 
its almost total failure in that country and the 
north of Scotland this season (1846) will have 
the effect of pouring upon our shores thousands of 
debilitated and sickly emigrants.’’ The result of 
the emigration of last season has more than fulfil­
led ray prediction. Two causes, which could not 
have been foreseen, have conspired to augment 
beyond all calculation the number of destitute 
and diseased emigrants.

The first of these was the enactment of a law 
by the general gov* mmcoL of the United States,

An inconvenience at­
tending the ose of this meal as food, is the im­
possibility of using it in any form but made into 
bread, and from the limited extent of the cooking 
places allotted to passengers, it is difficult for each 
individual to get the rue of the fire long enough 
to thoroughly bake the thick cakes into which it 
«• made : hence it is frequently eaten when half 
baked, in which state it is sodden and indiges­
tible. It would be desirable in all carer that one 
half at least of the rations furnished by the vessel 
snould consist of oatme.il. The class of people 
who usually emigraie are accustomed to this 
food. In stormy weather, when the fires cannot 
be made (an occurrence which often takes place 
in the smaller class of vessels.) it can be eaten 
mixed with water, in which state it is neither un­
palatable nor unwholesome.

It would conduce much, however, to the health 
of passengers if a small portion of animal food 
was issued three times a week during the voyage.

The great mortality and sickness this season 
cannot be attributed either to a deficiency of food 
or over-crowding. In support of this opinion I 
would beg to instance the fact, that out of 7600 
German settlers who arrived this season, there 
was not during the voyage, or on arrival at Grosse 
Isle, as many sick as are usually found in a like 
number of the same class living in their native 
villages. The same remark applies to the Eng­
lish settlers from the ports of Hull, Plymouth, * 
Padstow, and Penzance ; and to the Scotch sett­
lors from Dundee Aberdeen and Leith, among 
whom few or no tilok were found. Though in the 
ease of those emigrants (the Germans especially) 
they were more crowded from having a much 
greater quantity of baggage. And as another 
proof that a sufficiency of food, good medical at­
tendance and comforts, do not suffice to protect 
Irish passengers from disease and dentil on the 
voyage, I would cite the case of the pensioners 
and their families who came out in the transports,
*• Blenheim" and “ Maria Soames," from Cork.— 
The passengers of these vessels were under tajli- 
tary discipline, had the medical attendance Of a 
staff surgeon ; they received daily rations of the 
best provisions, issued under the direction of the 
transport agent ; yet fever und dvsentry prevailed 
throughout the voyage among the passengers, and 
among the crew after arriving at Quebec. The 
” Blenheim” lost 12 passengers, and had 17 
sick ; and the " Maria Soames” 17 died, and from 
40 to 50 were admitted to hospital.

* The disease which proved so fatal, was in most 
cases, brought on board, and tnanv masters of 
vessels would, on going into the hold, point out 
to me the particular berth, place, or places, where 
the disease originated, and the direction in which 
it spread ; in ail such cases it was ascertained 
that the family occupying this berth had comédon 
board diseased or convalescent from fever with 
foul and unwashed clothes.

The total number of passenger vessels inspect­
ed at the station this veur has been 400, being 
about double the number of any previous year, 
the number of patoengehs being also double'that 
of .any other season. Of these vessels, the large 
number of 120 have had fever and dvsentry 
among their passengers ; 20 have Imd small pox, 
and nine have had both fever and small pox — 
52ÎM passengers have Hied on ship-board. I icing 
at the rate of 5.30 per cent upon the whole num­
ber of passengers ; of these, 11 were women in 
child-birth.

The sickness and mortality of the masters, 
mates, and seamen of emigrant ships has been 
proportionally great. Few of those who had 
fever among their passengers escaped an attav.k 
of the disease, and many died. The great de­
mand for passages to America induced m inyttwn- 
ers of vessels to fit them out, whose masters were 
ignorant ot the trade and of the means to he 
adopted to preserve the health of the passengers. 
When fever once broke out they became alarmed 

>r their own safety, and would not go down into 
.ee hold, which from neglect of cleanliness soon

who were of necessity obliged to breathe it, even 
when not struck down with fever and rendered 
hem indifferent to all exertion, even to the ^tre- 
rrvation of life itself, that first law of nature.— 
i some vessel* where great mortality prevailed 

this apa-hy was so great, that difficulty was ex­
perienced by the masters in inducing the passen­
gers to remove the dead. In one vessel, the “ Sis­
ters, from Liverpool, Capt. Christian had to bring 
up the bodies of the dead from the hold on his 
shoulders ; neither passengers nor seamen could 
be induced to assist. This humane and excellent 
man, whose attention to his sickly passengers 
was beyond all praise, fell a victim to fever a few 
days after the arrival of his vessel at Quebec. In 
another vessel, the *• Erin’s Queen,” the master 
could only get the dead brought up by paving his 
seamen a sovereign for each bode.

I regret that it is not in my power to suggest 
any means by which the great sickness and 
m .rtality among emigrants on their voyage out 
may bo avoided. Much may be done hv strict 
attention to cleanliness and ventilation, ns far as 
this is practicable, in the hold of a ship, by having 
the berth places and new wood-work of the ’tween 
decks, whitewashed with quicklime at least once- 
a-week during the voyage, and by obliging the 
bedding and clothes of passcngei» to be taken on 
deck whenever the weather will permit.• • • • *

It is gratifying to know, however, that there 
now exists hospital accommodation at Gross Lie, 
with bedding, and every requisite for 2000 sick ; 
and there are two convalescent hospitals at the 
e ut end of the island, containing 150 beds each, 
together with sheds capable of lodging 3300 
emigrants, with cook- house -, wash-houses, police 
barracks, and dwelling-house for medical officer 
and deputy agent for emigration. • • •

On closing the station there still remained up­
wards of 4000 articles of soiled bedding to be 
washed, which is now being done by a washer­
woman and two assistants, who reur. tio on the 
island during the winter for the purpose.

Though perhaps uncalled for in a report of this 
nature, I cannot conclude without adverting to 
the devotion shown by the clergy, both Protestant 
and Roman Catholic, in their attendance upon the 
sick dying throughout the trying scenes of the 
past year. His Lordship the Bishop of Montreal 
visited the island at two different periods, and 
passed several days each time in unremitting at­
tendance iu the tents, sheds, and hospitals, when 
mott crowded.

Melancholy Regatta. — The smalt ferry 
steamer Pilot left the city this morning at half­
past one, taking down a number of passengers to 
view the Timber Towers Regatta, and in passing 
Point Levy observed a boat that had been upset, 
close to the edge of the Island of Orleans. Sue 
immediately pointed her head to the spot, hut fad­
ing that several boats were already at her assist­
ance, she proceeded downwards, following tne 
course of tne other boats. Shortly afterwards, 
on reaching the flag boat, where the boats were 
turned, they perceived that the boat Ulster, be­
longing to the ship Provinciallsl, had rounded the 
boat first, and having stood to the southern side, 
was there tacked for the north shore, still keeping 
the lea until she approached close unto the island, 
where she upset Thete were on board her at 
the time five persons. Mr. Theodore Martin, of 
this city, Mr. Carev, mate of the Protinciolist, 
and three sailors belonging to that ship. The 
steamer gained the spot where she was lost, and 
seeing the mate clinging to an oar, endeavoured 
to steer as close to him as possible, but could not 
do so, and he was picked up in an exhausted state 
by another boat. The remainder of those on 
board perished. Afterwards another boat was 
upset at the same place, owing to the strong gale- 
blowing at the time, but all her crew were saved. 
Up to tljc time of our going to press it is un­
known how many were drowned.—Quebec Mer­

WESTERN DISTRICT ASSIZES.

Mr Foreman and Gentltmen of the Grand Jury,
The Calendar presented at these Assizes is not 

such as bring! any discredit upon the Western 
District, but very much the contrary ; for after 
the lapse of nearly half a year, we find only two 
persons imprisoned upon charges of larceny, and 
not one for any of those more heinous offences 
which it is reserved to this court to dispose of.— 
This improvement in the condition of this district, 
though it may be but temporary, is at least grati­
fying while it lasts ; and whfic this exemption 
from crime is enjoyed by a community in the 
midst of peace and abundance, they would be 
ungrateful indeed, if they did not feel more than 
contented with their lot. It must oe acknowledged 
that the present condition of this country is such 
in many respects as ought to inspire the warmest 
feelings of thankfulucss to a kind and bountiful 
Providence. A plentiful harvest has just been 
gathered, under circumstances pro] liions to the 
tarmer, and there seems to he no reason to appre­
hend that whatever portions of its products the 
country may have to dispose of will not find a re­
munerating market.

Among the subjects of local interest. Gentle­
men, the most prominent is the measure lately 
passed for the division of this District, which will 
go into effect as soon as proper arrangements can 
be made for the custody of the prisoners, and the 
administration of justice in that pa.t of the terri 
tory which it is intended shall form the new Dis­
trict. Whatever may he in other respects the 
general effect of the subdivision of Districts, it 
has at least this beneficial censequence that it 
brings all persons moie nearly within the reach of 
the officers of Justice, and more immediately and 
certainly under the control of the civil magis­
trates. It tends, therefore, to the security of 
persons and property by facilitating the prompt 
execution of the law ; and this is a strong ground 
for carrying the principle ton reasonable extent. 
As I perceive that the only two prisoners re- 

| turned upon the Calender have been seat from 
' Chatham, which is to be the capital of the new 
District, it would seem ilial if the measure, to 
which 1 have alluded, had now gone into effect, 
there would really have been no person confined 
in your gaol for trial at these Assizes. It may, 
therefore, be hoped, that limited ils the accommo­
dations of the Western Distern D strict Gaol are, 
they will be sufficient for some time to come for 
the safe and convenient custody of all who are 
likely to be imprisoned in it. You will, however, 
proceed, as usual, to examine into its condition, 
and to enquire _ into the treatment which the 
prisoners have received, in order that if there be 
anything wrong, it may be amended. I need no 
longer detain you. Gentlemen, as there is nothing 
in the business to be brought before the Criminal 
Court, so far as I am now aware of it, which calls 
for particular explanation.

TERRIBLE CONFLICT AT PARMA.

National Stivoisien of the 4th inst., pub­
lishes i. lèlter from Turin, of the 3rd inst., which 
states that the Austrians, having imposed an ex­
traordinary contribution of 400,000 florins (£32,- 
000) on the city of Parma, to be paid within four 
hours, that sum being not forthcoming within the 
period stated, the Croats, according to custom, 
commenced pillaging the city. The inhabitants, 
however, encouraged by the patriotic defence of 
Bologna. rung the tocsin, and commenced a fear­
ful battle, in which thev were assisted by the 
women and children.

THE LAW OF ARREST.

On Wednesday night last. Dr. Stone, of New 
Oileans, was tiken from his bed at the North 
American Hotel in this city, and conveyed to jail, 
under the following extraordinary circumstances : 
In June last. Dr. Stone left New Orleans for the 
North, bringing with him a house slave. When 
they arrived in Buffalo the boy was surrounded 
by parties xvho endeavoured to persuade him to 
leave his master, finding him intractible, threaten- 
ened coercion, and by this means succeeded in 
prevailing on him to accede to their wishes. Dr. 
Stone proceeded to Boston, the slave remaining 
at Buffalo, whence he wrote letters to his master 
expressing his willingness to rejoin the family.— 
Before the Dr. had returned from Boston the boy 
had come over to Canada. Dr. Stone, on arriv­
ing at Buffiio, learning that the boy had come to 
Toronto, followed him, not of course with a view 
of using coercion to get him to return, but to 
comply, as the Dr. supposed, with the boy's 
wishes. In an interview with the bov, the latter 
expressed to Dr. Stone his perfect xvillingness to 
return. Dr. Stone told him that if he had the 
slightest desire to remain he would give him his 
manumission papers, so that he might, if he chose, 
afterwards visit-any part of the United States as 
a free negro. On the night of the day on which 
this promise was made. Dr. Stone was dragged 
from his bed and carried to jail, where he remain­
ed all night, upon a writ of mesne process sued 
out on an affidavit by the boy, that the Dr. was 
indebted to him to the amount of £125 for ser­
vices. On the following day he was liberated, on 
bail, to the action being given to the Sheriff. The 
Solicitors of the bov, Messrs. Muttlebury <fc 
Hawke, are his present employers. Who " first 
suggested to the boy the idea of making a cli im 
of this nature, is matter of conjecture. There 
seems to be little doubt that the bov had been a 
slave, and therefore could not legally be entitled 
to demand compensation for his services. The 
case will, if not abandoned, come up for trial at 
the next Spring Assizes.—Examiner.

THE QUEEN’S SPEECH.
The Lord Chancellor immediately advanced 

to the foot of tl e throne, and handed Her Majesty 
a copy of the Royal Speech, xvhich Her Majesty 
delivered with her usual distinctness, her clear 
and silvery voice filling every part of the vast 
chamber, and every syllable being audible 
throughout. The folloxvhg was Her Majesty’s 
most gracious speech :—

My Lords and Gentlemen.
I am happy to be able to release you from tho 

duties of a laborious and protracted session.
The act for the prevention of crime and out­

rage in Ireland, which receive,, my auront at the 
commencement of the session, was attended with 
the most beneficial effects. The open display of 
arms intended for criminal purposes was chocked, 
the course of justice was no longer interrupted, 
and several nltrocious murderers who had spread 
terror through the country tvere apprehended and 
convicted.

The distress in Irel ind, consequent upon sue 
cessive failures in the production of food, has 
been mitigated by the application of tho law for 
the relief of tho poor, and by the amount of 
char itable contributions raised in other parts of 
the United Kingdom.

On the other hand, organized confederacies 
took advantage of the existing pressure to excite 
my su fieri i g subjects to rebellion. Hopes of 
plunder and confiscation were held out to tempt 
the distressed, tvhile the most visionary prospects 
were exhibited to the ambitious. In tills conjunc­
ture I applied to your loyalty and xvisdom for in­
creased powers, and, strengthened by your prompt 
concurrence, my government xvas enabled to de 
feat in a few days, machinations xvhich had been 
prepared during many months. Tho energy 
and decision shown by the Lord Lieutenant of 
Ireland in this emergency deserve my warmest 
approbation.

In the midst of these difficulties you havo con­
tinued your labors for the improvement of the 
lax»*. The act for facilitating the sale of encum­
bered estates will, 1 trust, gradually remove an 
evil of great magnitude in the social state of Ire­
land.

The system of perpetual entails of land estab­
lished in Scotland produced very serious evils, 
both to heirs of entail and to tho community, and 
1 have great satisfaction in seeing it amended on 
principles which have long been found to "operate 
beneficially in this part of the United Kingdom.

I have given my cordial assent to the measures 
which have in view the improvement of the pub­
lic health, and I entertain an earnest hope that a 
foundation has been laid for continual advances in 
this beneficial work.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons.
I have to thank you for the readiness with 

which you have granted the supplies necessary 
for the public service. I shall avail myself of 
every opportunity which the exigencies of the 
state may allow for enforcing economy.

Tho correspondent of Saunders News from 
Clonmel, says both Doheny, and O’Mahony arc 
xvith the insurgents, the latter equipped in a uni­
form, and gold. It is stated in addition that there 
are numbers of armed men on foot, also some 
hundreds who are mounted, nnd carried pistols.

Kilkenny, Wednesday. 9th.
A Battalion of 60th Rifles, and a large body of 

Police, arrived by train, from Dublin. Tho in­
surgents had a brush with the Police at Port Low. 
The former are stated to havo been defeated, with 
two police ki'led. and wounded There is a Camp 
on Aheny Hill reported to be 5000 men, xvith 
three cannon ; other camps at Newton Cnnnagha- 
rrore and Pilltoxvn. The bridge of Grahny Fer­
ry, near Waterford, has blown up. Troops in 
great numbers, are marching towards the scene 
of disturbance, and large numbers of armed peas­
ants are patrolling the country.

A despatch dated Dublin, Thursday, A. M., 
says, that order has been restored.

Now that another famine threatens Ireland, it is 
evident something must be done ; the old argu­
ments are worn out ; rebellion is suppressed, but the 
cry for food cannot be us easily put down. Never­
theless, Mammon ami Moioeli must not be deprived 
of their sacrifices, and the Times come? to the res­
cue of the ancient and tottering feudal system, by 
charging all the sufferings of the people on the 
Creator and Ruler of the universe. Mammon and 
Moloch must bo dofended, however the God of the 
Christians be blasphemed.

This journal, the loading one iff the metropolis 
of tho British empire, after reviexving the slate of 
the finances for the year, and remarking on the re­
sult, slates, that only three courses rema ned open 
to the Government, namely,—to reduce tho expen­
diture, to increase the taxation, or to borrow money. 
The first, he adds, tho Government, notwithstand­
ing the outcry for it, have refused, willing to risk 
the high pressure boiler a little longer ; the se­
cond, the Parliament refused, xvhile it inconsist­
ently voted for the increased expenditure ; the 
third, the Government has recourse to of necessity, 
thus adding txvo millions to the National Debt, 
which was before £32,000,000. “ So far,” says
the Tunes, the prospect is unpleasant.” We give 
tho following extract from the article alluded to :

“ how this, we admit, is not a prospect to make men 
chuckle ami rub their hands. But let us ask, is it worse 
th in might have been expected t Could it have been pre­
vented l Does it leave no hope of amelioration t U ù 
always some consolation to know our miseries were not of 
our own making, and that we are the victims of an unto­
ward fate, rather than of a perverse po.ieij, or wanton te­
merity. In this cas:, whatever our misfortunes, present, 
or future, may be, we may be thankful we have not brought 
them upon ourselves by our fatuity, or our unekedntts. 
The financial year began with difficulties of no ordinary 
character. We have been suffering from the judgement of 
God. and the malignity of Hti elements.”

It is all very xvell to say that secular newspapers 
should not meddle with religious questions. We 
agree to this, so far as relates to mere controversy, 
either theological or sectarian ; but a secular journal 
is a vehicle of good to those among whom it circu­
lates, or ot evil ; and ours will be one of evil, if it 
should pass over without due notice such expres­
sions of impiety, such false conclusions, and such 
insulting and xvicked ascriptions of malignity to the 
ever-flowing source of benevolence to all mankind. 
But before wc proceed, we shall insert a few more 
extracts, that our readers may see in one view xvhat 
it is that we mean to oppose.

After enumerating the remarkable events of the 
present year, the writer proceeds :

“ All these evils were not sufficient of themselves, we 
have hail Chartist riots in England, and a Repeal Rebel­
lion in Ireland. For none of these thing, i, the Ce.,-ra­
ment or the Legislature fairly answerable. They are the 
decreet of unerring scitdom, and inflicted by ir-esistiale 
power But their infliction testa the saga-Vy of human 
councils, and the strength of human governments.”

“ The country which rides safely through it, [a revolu­
tion] or calm! - defies its approach, must have no small 
strength or pith of its own ”

“ If is therefore our business to eurtail our superfluities 
in order to meet our necessities.”

“ Vie must therefore content ourselves with insisting dr, 
the curtailment of all unnecessary expenses.”
“Let real s iperfluities bedoeked ; let necessary serx-i-

The Ttnua, it seems, is not one of those that ad­
mit that—

“ The Great First Cause,
Acts not by partial, but by general laws.”

M e take our position boldly on this doctrine, that in

twenty-four yean ago; but it was not convenient 
for statesmen to propose any amelioration of their 
condition, it was much easier to arraign Provi­
dence than to allow tho labourer a bountiful portion 
of the produce raised by his labour. This must yet 
be done before tin? Times can prove his ease. But 
in spite of the established facts of history, the 
Times says, “for none of these things is the Go­
vernment or the Legislature fairly answerable.” It 
follows, that if the Government or the Legislature 
are not answerable tor the past, they can do nothing 
for the future ; for if they could do any thing, they 
would be answerable. Here then is a climax,—the 
Times predicts a famine, and it hits already begun, 
and declares that nothing can be doue, and nothing 
will bo done, to meet the emergency. This is just 
Lord John Russell’s position now ;—the last ire 
hear is, that he is g .ne over to Ireland, just to take 
a look at the wreef of a nation, inflicted by his 
order ; just as tiro astonished spectator gazes over 
a vist heap of burning tuins, destroyed beyond tho 
possibility of restoration. Let it be so ; Ireland, tve 
hope, after this ruin, xvill be built up anew.

But it is very inconsistent in the Times, to say, 
as he does in the following extract—“ Aa of old, it 
is belter to fall into the hands of God than of man.” 
Really, if the peop!-’ are suffering from his judge­
ment, and the malignity of ms elements, there is 
little hope to be derived,front falling into his hands ; 
and especially, if he is that malignant being that 
the Times paints him in the following extract:— 
“These things [we refer to a preceding extract] “are 
decreed by unerring wisdom, and inflicted by irresistible 
powcr.,, X\he should like to know where the Times 
obtained his knowledge of the decree alluded to: 
we should like to read it. If he has evidence of 
this, it must be a Diviné revelation, and the world 
ought to have it if not, there is no decree. Tho 
other part of tho sentence contains another pre­
sumptuous insinuation. Among men, irresistible 
power in these days, is expected to be used with 
magnanimity, otherxvise it bespeaks the holder un­
worthy of tho name of a man, much less of a Di­
vinity. Plato made it the test of a good man to be 
merciful to his slaves, because his power over them 
was uncontrolled. The Times predicts trouble, and 
hypocritically deprecates it, by saying, “ it is better 
to fall into the hands of God than man.” He has 
already told us that man can do nothing, and now, 
that God xvill do worse.

The Times bears on the point of war, with all his 
weight in favour of preparation. This keeps up 
the army and navy, and keeps down the starving, 
clamorous poor. But what prospect is there of war ; 
the independence of England is not threatened by 
any power, neither is there a power threatening, im­
mediately, the liberties of Europe, as in the days o f 
Napoleon. On the contrary, the policy of the day 
is non-interference in the affairs of other nations. As 
long as England can defend herself, and that she 
can do any time: there is no occasion to prepare 
for any other war. The Times should explain what 
he means by docking all unnecessary expenditure. 
There will be great diversity of opinion on the ap­
plication of the xvord necessary. Till this is settled, 
the recommendation of docking amounts to nothing.

The limes congratulates himself on the absence 
of all fatuity and wickedness on the part of the Go­
vernment aitd Parliament ; for those parties, we vn* 
deretand, are meant by the words “ we ”^and “ us.” 
He rejoices in their strength, thanks God with the 
Chancellor of he Exchequer, “ that we havo es­
caped,” and glories in the strength of human insti­
tutions, as the preceding extracts will shew. Here 
is a vainglorying that we fear is ominous, and s 
proof of fatuity,—a dependence on human Councils 
and strength and pith, which in other places, he 
telle us, cannot save the people from starvation.

This iv the language df the highwayman— “ J 
took what I did from the traveller for my living.” 
lie suffers by the hand of Providence ; but what I 
have got I cannot part with ; I won it by my bra­
very and the hazard of life, and I will keep it. This 
is the morality of the London Timet, in relation to 
all the wrongs done in barbarous ages on other na­
tion—there is to be no restitution. This, of course, 
is aimed at Ireland.

There is much in this subject that demands the 
attention of editors of religious journals, who have 
the courage to insist on national religion and na­
tional morality, especially where there is a National 
Christian Church. We hope they will not give this 
important subject the go-by.

We ought not to overlook the candid admission 
on the part of the 7W», that honor in the case in 
question was allied to self-interest. The whole ar­
gument, and this last sentiment, are worthy of each 
other. If these doctrines of national morality ore 
only those of the London Times, and are repudiated 
by the people, they may do less mischief than they 
are calculated to do ; but if these are the principles 
on which the English Government and Parliament 
intend to act, the prospect of England escaping the 
convulsions of the age, is, in our opinion, a very 
faint one

London District Connell —Opening of the 
Session,

On Tuesday last, the members of the District 
Council assembled early. There were few or no 
absentees. The Warden opened the Session with 
the following address. We shall give a full re­
port of proceedings of Council next week :

Gentlemen : — The Bye Laws passed at your 
la-t sitting, were submitted for approval to the 
Governor and Council, and were allowed to pass 
in due form.

The several petitions ordered to be drawn up 
and signed by me and forwarded to the member 
for this County, were laid before the Provincial 
Parliament by Mr. Notman, but the shortness of 
the session prevented them from being taken up.
You have therefore an opportunity of reconsider­
ing them if vou should think it necessary.

°Somc difficulty was apprehended this year 
with regard to the Collector’s Roll. One por­
tion of the Collectors having passed their bonds 
to Mr. Harris, and the other portion to Mr.
Buchanan. It appears th« the Clerk of the 
Peace had given the Rolls to those Collectors who 
had placed their bonds in tho hrnds of Mr. Harris, 
but refused them to those who had placed their 
bonds in the hands of Mr. Buchanan, so that in 
four townships there was no prospect of our hav­
ing any taxes collected for this year, which would 
have very much embarrassed the monetary affairs 
of the District.

To obviate this difficulty, I recommended the 
Clerk of the Peace to give those Collectors who 
had passed their-bonds to Mr. Buchanan their 
Rolls upon their producing his certificate. This 
however is only a temporary expedient—the law 
will not recognise two Treasurers, and it now be­
comes your duty, Gentlemen, to have this matter 
settled without further delay in order that the pub­
lic interest may be protected.

Disputes between individuals should never be 
allowed to run on so far as to interfere with the 
public service. I think both parties have acted 
wrong. If Mr. Buchanan intended to prosecute 
the case, it appears to me that lie should have 
taken such steps as would have brought the mat­
ter to a close at once- -but up to this time nothing 
has been done that could in any way expedite the 
matter—leaving so far as he is concerned all the 
difficulties of the dispute upon the District.

On the other hand, it is urged by Mr. Buchanan 
and others, that Mr. Harris has evaded the ser­
vice of the writ at two different courts, how far 
this is correct I cannot say, but if correct, it is un­
doubtedly very wrong, because by evading the 
service of pioces.% lie. prevents the issue of the 
case which is so much to be desired by all 
parties.

8 ••'posing that the teacher 
hud passe-. „. scrutiny if the Trustees, he would 
have been required toco ect the Rate Bill without 
remuneration, and to conduct a Sunday School.
1 he 1 cacher expressed his dissent, as to collecting 
the rate Bill, but stated that he could consistently 
with his own views of morality, and the due -,o- 
servance of the Sabbath, assist in imparting relb 
gious instruction on Sabbath evenings. For nil 
this labour to be done and talent exercised* he was 
to be allowed labourer’s wages —sixteen dollars a 
month. “ Goodness gracious !” might he not 
with the poet of yore, most pertinently exclaim, 
“ Where and when will clerical arr gance and 
stupidity end !” Educationists may talk of a bet­
ter system of primary instruction, and profess to 
hope that the Legislature will afford increased fa­
cilities for the diffusion of knowledge among the 
children of the yeomen of Canada,—our future 
farmers, electors, jurors and magistrates ; and the 
future mothers of a succeeding generation, on 
whom especially, so much depends as to the bene­
fits to be realised from education ; bnt let me tell 
them, that such thoughts and hopes aie vain so 
long as a Teacher is no better paid than a domes­
tic servant, or an inferior assistant in a store.— 
While ho is only paid a trifle for his time, and 
nothing for the use of his talents and acquirements 
in knowledge, and in the art of teaching, he is 
literally defrauded,—a slave—a mere machine 
that has to he kept in operation bv people ig­
norant of the use of it ; and who, instead of hav­
ing a notion f paying a teacher well, so as to al­
low him the means of improving his mind, by 
purchasing books, and time for reading them, 
think of taking up all his time out of school hours 
in collecting the Rare Bill, and keeping a Sunday 
School ; really they might have added, chopping 
wood for the stove, and a few other etceteras.

Let the Provincial Parliament, in the new 
School Bill which it is supposed they are preparing 
provide for the better remuneration of the Teach­
ers ; then, and not till then, may we expect to 
hear that the supply tf Education keeps pace 
with the demand for it, both in quantity and 
quality.

And now, Gentlemen, I itm brought to the 
sequel of my story ; instead of the Teacher al­
luded to in this letter, receiving the appointment, 
the said clerical trustee has taken charge of the 
school himself.

This fact opens our eyes. First, it explains why 
-uch a teacher was advertised for, as was not like­
ly to be procured,—one able to teach the rudi­
ments of Greek, Latin and Hebrew,

Secondly, it shows how a person, perhaps not 
half supported as a minister of the Gospel, may 
make up a maintenance by taking a school at a 
lower salary than would support a Teacher who

there were no competitors in attendance. This 
cannot be wondered at ; for who would expect 
that any one capable of teaching Greek, Latin and 
Hebrew, would think of taking a common school 
in a Canadian village. That the rev’d gentleman 
was morally certain that no candidate would ap­
pear, and that it was not desired that any should,
I shall prove before I close this communica­
tion. Under these circumstances, the visitor of 
fered himself for the situation, and was immediate 
ly informed by the worthy clerical trustee, that it 
was desirable to have a certificate of qualifica­
tion from the District Superintendent.

The Medicine we Take.—Next to good iootl 
should be good medicine—but, according to the 
New York Journal of Medicine, we, in tins latter 
respect, are in a very bad way. The New York 
College of Pharmacy have found it necessary to is­
sue a “ caution to druggists,” warning them to be­
ware of the stuffs jn the market, to touch not, taste 
not, and handle not. A quantity of base composi­
tions, under the name of blue pills, they fell us, is 
now in the market, being imported by German and 
French importers, who know nothing of medicines, 
except to buy cheaply and sell dearly. Rhubarb, 
invoiced from ten to eighteen pence per pound is 
ground over, and sold for genuine Turkey thubarb, 
worth five shillings. The Compound Extract of 
Colocynth, which has been imported into this 
market for the last year, does not contain a particle 
of Colcocynth, bnt is made up of an inferior sort of 
Aloes, with some other worthless ingredients, A 
great proportion of the Compound Extracts are 
adulterated ill like manner. More than half of the 
narcotics are destitute of any active properties.— 
Volatile oils are adulterated with sweet and other 
cheap oils. In fact, it seems that when an indivi­
dual is supposing that he is taking some simple sub­
stance of peculiar properties, he is taking half a 
dozen substances of properties just the opposite

which, by limiting the number which each passen­
ger vessel could carry, made the cost of a passage 
so high as virtually to exclude all but those hav­
ing a certain amount of means of their own. A law 
previously in existence in the State of New York, 
which obliged the owner or master of a vessel 
bringing passengers, to give bonds, that no emi 
grant brought out by them became chargeable to 
the commonwealth for a period of two years after 
arrival, was more strictly enforced.

The effect of these laws was to turn the stream 
of pauper emigration to the British provinces. 
I estimate the accession to our emigration this 
rear, through the operation of this cause, at from 
30,000 to 40,000.

Another cause of the increase this season, has 
been the application to Ireland of a poor-law. To 
avoid the enofmous expense which will attend its 
execution in some parts of the country where des­
titution abounds, many landlords have given free 
passages to those having claims on the hind. In 
selecting these, they have, naturally enough, ab­
stained from choosing the young, strong, able- 
bodied laborer, but have sought to rid their estates 
of helpless widows with large families, cripples 
unable to work, aged persons, the confirmed idle 
and laz.v, and those wliu.e constitutions had been 
enfeebled by previous sickness ai d destitution. 
Such was tiie character and description of many 
of the settlers sent out from the ports of Liverpool 
Dublin, Cork, and Limerick, t ' more particularly 
described in my offici al reports at different times 
during the past season.

I will enter upon ? detailed statement of tlie- 
operations of the season.

[Dr. Douglas then particularizes four vessels 
that arrived, and refers to the want of accommo­
dation of sick tin the Island.]

On the 28th 1 received by steamer a large num­
ber of tvnLs and hospital marquees, with an addi­
tional supply of hospital bedding. I received at 
the same time instructions to detain all passengers 
where fever had prevailed for a period of ten days. 
With some difficulty the tents and marquees were 
pitched, as few men could he found to engage in 
any work which brought them near the hospitals, 
and the regular hospital atte-dnnts were over­
worked in their attendance on the sick, and in bu­
rring the dead.

On the 30th of the month four large hospital 
marquees were pitched add fitted with 04 beds 
each, and a large number of bell-tents were also 
fitted with beds, and that evening 400 more sick 
were lamb'd, increasing our number to 12,000. 
But there still remained 35 ve.-ÿ L in qua .inline,

could not be donei me _ _____
which a medical man withstood the disease, wa 
from 18 to 21 days; out of 26 employed during 
the season in the hospitals and visiting the vessels, 
two and myself alone escaped the lever, though 
otherwise severely affected in general health, from 
breathing the foul air of the vessel and tents. I 
subjoin a Table (CJ exhibiting the number of cler­
gymen, medical officers, hospital attendants, po­
lice, &c., who contracted fever and died during 
the season. I experienced much difficulty at one 
time in retaining any nurses or attendants, and on 
those days of the week, when an opportunity of 
leaving the island offered by the arrival of the 
steamer, great numbers of servants came forward 
and insisted upon their discharge. I found myself 
obliged firmly to refuse such applications, unless 
the applicant could produce a. substitute. It is 
needless to observe, that many so retained against 
their will neglected their duty to the sick, and 
sought by every means to provoke their dismissal. 
Those sent down to be engaged were, in many 
cases, the vilest and most profligate of lioth sexes, 
and were influenced by the most sordid motives.

On the 11th of June a new hospital, capable of 
accommodating 600 sick, was completed and oc­
cupied: two others of the same size and dimen­
sions were finished by the end of the month. 
Front the 10th to 26th of this month, much rain 
fell, with a high temperature and fog ; this bad a 
most pernicious effect upon the sick under canvass, 
though the tents we e, in the first instance, floored 
with boards, after which iron bedsteads were sub­
stituted, as soon as a supply of the same was ob­
tained from the barrack department, yet they 
afforded but insufficient protection from the wea­
ther when wet, and the mortality wa j, in conse­
quence, much greater among the sick rn tents than 
in the hospitals.

During the prevalence of this rain, it was found 
impossible to w ish or dry the vast quantities of 
hospital bedding.

The great number of sick In the early part of 
this month, whom it was found impossible to land 
from want of accommodation, rendered it neces- 
sirv to employ two of the medical assistants to 
visit and prescribe for them on board.

Through mt the following months of July anil 
August passenger vessels continued to arrive in 
great numbers, each more sickly than the other. 
The calm sultry weather of these two months 

j inci eased the mortality and sickness on board to 
j an appalling extent, some vessels having lost one- 
! fourth, and others cne-third of their passengers 
befo-c arriving at the quarantine station. Of these 
1 may cite the ship “ Virginias,” ot Liverpool,

already observed, our regular hospitil servants 
« ere either ill or exhausted by fatigue. Dr. Benson, 
the gentleman engaged to assist, took fever and 
died, after a short illness. On the 1st of .June, I 
received the aid of two other medical assistants,

Sir,—I have the honor to submit for the in­
formation of His Excellency the Governor Gen­
eral, a Tabular Return (A) showing the number 
of emigrants who have been admitted, discharged, 
and who have died at the Quarantine Hospital 
Establishment for the season ending 3rd No­
vember.

To enable a comparison to be drawn between 
the proportion of sick this season with that of 
former years, 1 have added » Table (B) exhibiting 
the number treated in the hospital since 1833, a 
period of 14 years, with the per centage of sick 
and deaths each bears to the total number of emi­
grants arrived.

These returns will show that, while the emi­
gration of this year has been more tlmn double 
that of any previous year, the sickness and deaths 
have been in a much greater proportion.

In the conclusion of my Annual Report of last 
season, I remarked that “ from the experience of 
many years of the causes which produce disease
among emigrants, I am persuaded that next sea­
son the number of sick will exceed that of any 
previous year. The partial failure of the potato
crop last season (1845) caused much sickness ; 
its almost total failure in that country and the 
north of Scotland this season (1846) will have 
the effect of pouring upon our shores thousands of 
debilitated and sickly emigrants.’’ The result of 
the emigration of last season has more than fulfil­
led my prediction. Two causes, which could not 
liave been foreseen, have conspired to augment 
beyond all calculation thc number of destitute 

j and diseased emigrants.
The first of these was the enactment of a law 

I by the general government of the United States,

made to put up new buildings ; contracts were i-n 
tered into by the Board of Works for the erection 
of two, capable of accommodating 120 sick each. 
Two others of equal size were building, under the 
immediate direction of thc active superintendent 
of the Board, and n fifth was contracted for in 
Quebec by the Chief Agent for Emigrants, to la- 
sent down in frame ready to be put up.

On the 11 ill of June, the healthy passengers 
from those vessels where fever had prevailed, were 
landed on thc East end of tbe Island, whe etents 
had been pitched on the cleared land, capable of 
lodging 3000 to 40:10. The most destitute of these 
were supplied witli fresh meal and soft bread, 
under the control of the Commissariat Depart­
ment, an officer from which xv is stationed per­
manently on the Island, with a sergeant issuer, by 
and through whom the whole expenditure of tin- 
establishment was made.

The police of the station was increased to ten 
men, and a detachment of troops was stationed on 
the Island to aid in preserving order, and to pre­
vent intercourse between the healthy in the tents 
and the sick in hospital- A medical assistant re­
sided permanently at thc east end, to afford aid to 
those taken ill, and to pass them over to thc hos­
pitals, for which purpose a horse and vehicle was 
kept expressly to convey them. A deputy agent, 
from the Emigrant Department, and a clerk | r '• 
sided also at the tents, to afford assistance and ad­
vice, and to forward by steamer to.Moatrc,il those 
unable to pay for their passage.

In the hospitals, the number of sick continued 
to increase, being limited only by thc amount of 
accommodation.
* The accumulation of so vast a multitud • of fever 
cases in one place, generated miasma so virulent 
and concentrated, that few who came within its 
poisonous atmosphere escaped. The clergv, medi­
cal men, hospital attendants, servants, and police, 
fell one after another. With respect to the cler­
gymen, a judicious plan was adopted of retaining 
them for a week only ; by Lhi, means many esca­
ped • ' ’ medical men and attendants, thi-

of lodging 3500 people, at the- east end of the 
island. These buildings enabled us to dispense 
with tiie sheds.

The completion of five new hospitals, in addi- 
tiot to Ihe three alluded to, enabled us to remove
all the sick from the marquees and bell tents, and 
to restore the churches to their former use. The 
sickness and mortality were sensibly diminished 
from this period. Notwithstanding, from this to 
the final closing of the establishment, on the 3rd 
November, every vessel coming with passengers 
from Liverpool, Cork, Dublin, Sligo, or other 
ports in the south and west of Ireland, had more 
or less sick. The greatest number was invariably 
found, as in former years, in vessels from Liver­
pool. The overwhelming number of sick Irish 
who crowded every part of this town has earned 
for it. this year, the appellation of the hospital and 
cemetry of Ireland. Cork anil Dublin rivalled
Liverpool in sending out sickly emigrants."

I have had occasion to observe in former re­
ports, that emigrants who come from distant 
country places to large sea-ports, there to await 
the sail' g of a vessel, living in the meantime m 
crowded cellars and lodging-houses, invariably 
suffer more from illness during the voyage, and 
arrive in a more unhealthy condition than those 
who have but a short distance to come, and little 
leh.v at the port of their embarkation.

I have had fewer complaints from passengers 
this year of the quality of the ship’s stores, t 
think, upon the whole, these were better than 
past seasons. No Indian corn meal was issued, 
and the biscuit and oatmeal was in mo it cases 
good and soun I. The 0 tly exception to this re­
mark was the use in some vessels, chiefly from 
Sligo and Killala, of what was called whole meal, 
a kind of coarse flour made from wheat, barley, 
rye an I peas", ground tog! tlier, and not halted ; 
this, though a good article of food when fr.-shly 
ground, and properly baked into bread, speedily 
attracts moisture on shipboard, where it heats and 
becomes caked into a solid mass, requiring to h# 
broken down with an axe before using.

any power, neither is there a power threatening, im­
mediately, the liberties of Europe, as in the days of 
Napoleon. On the contrary, the policy of the day 
is non-interference in the affairs of other nations. As 
long as England can defend herself, and that she 
can do any time : there is no occasion to prépare 
for any other war. Tho Times should explain what 
lie means by docking all unnecessary expenditure. 
There will be great diversity of opinion on the ap­
plication of the word necessary. Till this is settled, 
the recommendation of docking amounts t< nothing.

The Times congratulates himself on the absence 
of all fatuity and w.ckedness on the part of the Go­
vernment and Parliament ; for those parties, we un­
derstand, arc meant by the words “ we ” and “ us.” 
He rejoices "in their strength, thanks God with the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, “ that we have es­
caped,” and glories in the strength of human insti­
tutions, as the preceding extracts will shew. Here 
is a vainglorying that we fear is ominous, and a 
proof of fatuity,—a dependence on human Councils 
and strength and pith, which in other pieces, he 
tells us, cannot save the people from starvation.

There is yet another extract necessary to com­
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ple,e our devdopement of the object of the Tints, 
to maintain the feudal system:

“ As long as she ^England] has strength, money, and 
“ bouid “the by every sentiment of honor 

id self-interest, to retain countries and continents, which 
have been won by the blood of her bravest, sad may be­
come the home of some of her most enterprising sons. 
These she cannot part with.

This is the language of the highwayman— “ I 
took 'wiiat I did from the traveller for my living.” 
He suffers by the hand of Providence ; but what F 
have got I cannot part with ; I won it by my bra­
very and the hazard of life, and I wyt keep it. Title 
is the) morality of the London Times, in relation to 
all the wrongs done in barbarous ages on other na­
tions—there is to be no - nitution. This, of course, 
is aimed at Ireland.

There is much in this subject that demands the 
attention of editors of religious journals, who have 
the courage to insist on national religion and na­
tional morality, especially where there is a National 
Christian Church. We hope they will not give this 
important subject the go-by.

We ought not to overlook the candid admission 
on the part of the TYmcs, that honor in the case in 
question was allied to self-interest. The whole ar­
gument, and ibis last sentiment, are worthy of each 
other. If these doctrines of national morality are 
only those of the London Times, and are repudiated 
by the people, they may do less mischief than they 
are calculated to do; but if these are the principles 
on which the English Government and Parliament 
intend to act, the prospect of England escaping the 
convulsions of the age, is, in our opinion, a very 
faint one.

Melancholy Accident.

On Friday morning iast a melancholy accident 
ha|ipened to two persons employed in excavating 
the bill on the West end of North Street. They 
were digging in a bank of compact dry clay, and 
resorted to blasting. Their fire was but a short 
distaf.ee to windward of the spot where they were 
operating, where also they had a keg of gun­
powder which, by a spark from the fire, ignited 
while they were pouring in the powder. The 
were so dreadfully injirred, that their recovery 
seemed at first very doubtful. The names of the 
unfortunate men are John Willis and Andrew 
L)rainy. We hear that the latter is not expected 
to survive.

There were two others injured, but not disabled 
from work.

Firf..—On Tuesday morning last about half- 
past - o’clock, a fire broke out in York Street, 
(West,) near the rear of Mr. Holmes’s range of 
work-shops, md Mr. Ilyman’s prenti.-es. Fortu­
nately there was no immediate connection with 
any other building, and the lire was confined to 
two small houses attached to each other, which 
wore burnt to the ground. There was no wind 
at the time, though previously there was both 
much wind and rain.

(ty6* The opposition Press Generally have long
been at a loss fur such •' for discussio - as
are calculated to keep up party contentions in the 
Province. First, the dismissal of a Mr. Ferres, 
then the refusal to appoint a Mr. Stewart a Sheriff, 
occupied them ; now they arc picking at the late 
Commissions appointing associate Judges. In 
noticing these questions it is almost admitting that 
they are of consequence. We learn that it is 
intended to issue these commissions every six 
months, and to appoint different persons. As the 
office is merely an" honorary one, we do not see 
why it should be always confined to the same 
individual ; for however worthy of the distinc­
tion, they who have been honored with them will 
admit with us that they, arc not the only persons 
deserving that distinction. Here, however some 
may misrepresent the case, there are two of the 
Ministerial party—a Legislative Councillor, not 
conspicuous for party politics, but if on any side, 
lie must be counted in opposition, and a well 
known and decided Conservative. There is not 
n shadow of reason for saying thé appointments 
were made on party grounds. The individuals 
arc all unexceptionable.

Wo notice with pleasure, among all parties of 
superior abilities, experience and influence, a dis­
position to drop party distinctions, for mere party 
purposes, and especially on frivolous questions ; 
and an increasing willingness tc see the business 
of the country conducted in the best manner. A 
few noisy and shallow individuals who in this 
sec their occupation gone, and conscious of their 
incapacity to discuss great questions of public 
policy, are determined to keep up party cries, 
though the country has long ceased to respond to 
them.

We observe with pleasure also that in regard 
to the Press, there are some honorable exceptions 
who are wise enough not to write till they have 
something to write about.

In a short time all who arc able will have an 
opportunity of displaying their p-’-iotism and 
their experience. Then will come on the duty 
and true service of an opposition press ; for we 
should be sorry for the Administration, and much 
more for the country, if the former did not bring 
forth measures that required serious and patient 
discussion, and deliberation. We hope thin to 
see both the Ministerial and opposition journals 
well employed, and the frivolous questions of 
party left to those who arc incompetent to take 

higher ground.

London District Council —Opening of the 
Sess(on,

On Tuesday last, the members of the District 
Council assembled earl 7. There were few or no 
absentees. The Warden opened the Session with 
the following address. We shall give a full re­
port of proceedings of Council next week :

Gentlemen : — The Bye Laws passed at your 
last sitting, were submitted for approval to the 
Governor and Council, and were allowed to pass 
in due form.

The several petitions ordered to be drawn up 
and signed by me and forward-d to the member 
for this County, were laid before the Provincial 
Parliament by Mr. Notman, but the shortness of 
the session prevented them from being taken up. 
You have therefore an opportunity of reconsider­
ing them if you should think it necessary.

Some difficulty was apprehended this year 
with tegard to the Collector’s Roll. One por­
tion'of the Collectors having passed their bonds 
to Mr. Harris, and the other portion to Mr. 
Buchanan. It appears that the Clerk of the 
Peace had given the Rolls to those Collectors who 
had placed their bonds in the hands of Mr. Harris, 
but refused them to those who had placed their 
bonds in the hands of Mr. Buchanan, so that in 
four townships there was no prospect of our hav­
ing any'taxes collected for this year, which would 
have very much embarrassed the monetary affairs 
of the District.

To obviate this difficulty, I recommended the 
Clcik of the Peace to give those Collectors who 
had passed their bonds to Mr. Buchanan their 
Rolls upon their producing his certificate. This 
however is only a temporary expedient—the law 
will not recognise two Treasurers, and it now be­
comes your duty, Gentlemen, to have this matter 
settled without further delay iu order that the pub­
lic interest may be protected.

Disputes between individuals should never be 
allowed to run on so far as to interfere with the 
public service. I think both parties have acted 
wrong. If Mr. Buchanan intended to prosecute 
the case, it appears to me that he should have 
taken such steps as would have brought the mat­
ter to a close at once—but up to this time nothing 
has been done that could lit any way expfedite the 
matter—leaving so fur as he is concerned all the 
difficulties of the dispute upon the District.

On the other hand, it is urged by Mr. Buchanan 
and others, that Mr. Harris has evaded the rer- 
vice of the writ at two different courts, how far 
this is correct I cannot say, but if correct, it is un­
doubtedly very wrong, because by evading the 
service of process, he prevents the issue of the 
case which is so much to be desired by all 
parties.

The state of the "Roads throughout the District 
will require your serious consideration. I am of 
opinion that a petition should be framed to the 
Provincial Parliament, praying for an extension of 
the powers of this Council so ns to enable them 
to raise by way of loan, a sum of money sufficient 
to make all the leading roads throughout the 
District of a permanent and substantial character, 
making the general funds of the District together 
with the tolls collected on such improved roads 
answerable for the interest of the money loaned. 
There is pci h ips no subject upon which the peo­
ple of this District are so unanimous, as upon the 
immediate necessity of improving the leading 
thoroughfares.

I have seen the report of the Commissioners 
appoint.'d at your last Session to investigate the 
Treasurer’s Books, relating to the Wild Land Tax. 
The Report is very able and shows that no labor 
has been spared to.make it a useful document to 
this Council,

Educationists may talk of a 1 
ter system of primary instruction, and profes 
hope that the Legislature will afford increased! 
cilities for the diffusion of knowledge among 
children of the yeomen of Canada,—our futj 
farmers, electors, jurors and magistrates ; and 
future mothers of n succeeding generation, 
whom especially, so much depends as to the 1 
fits to be realised from education ; bnt let me| 
them, that such thoughts and hopes a:e vain] 
long as a Teacher is no better paid than a donf 
tic servant, or an inferior assistmt in a stor 
While he is only paid a trifle fw his time, 
nothing for the use of his talents and acquiren 
in knowledge, and in the art of teaching, f 
literally defrauded,—a slave—a mere machine 
that has to be kept in operation by people ig­
norant of the use of it ; and who, instead of hav­
ing a notion of paying a teacher well, so as to al­
low him the means of improving his mind, by 
purchasing books, and time for reading them, 
think of taking up all his time out of school hours 
in collecting the Rate Bill, and keeping a Sunday 
School ; really they might have added, chopping 
wood for the stove, and a few other etceteras.

Let the Provincial Parliament, in the new 
School Bill which it is supposed they are prepariig 
provide for the better remuneration of the Tenri- 
ers ; then, Slid not till then, may we expect t> 
hear that the supply of Education keeps pnjc 
with the demand for it, both in quantity aid 
quality.

And now, Gentlemen, I am bro iglit to th? 
sequel of my story ; instead of the Teacher al­
luded to in this letter, receiving the appointment, 
the said clerical trustee has taken charge of the 
school himself.

This fact opens our eyes. First, it explains why 
such a tencheir was advertised for, as was not like 
ly to be prociired,—one able to teach* the rudi 
meats of Greek", Latin and Hebrew’,

Secondly, it shows how a person, perhaps not 
half supported as a minister of the Gospel, may 
make up a maintenance by taking a school at » 
lower salary than would support a Teacher win 
had to be maintained by his school alone ; follow­
ing I suppose the example so frequently present­
ed to the public in Cam. la, in which a Clergy ma* 
receives that support which his religious duties 
bring in, and enters also upon the secular duties 
oi a newspaper office, reporting political and local 
news, and of advertising ; working all the vveel 
for one class of employers, and on Sundays for 
another.

Thirdly, It informs us that there exists a spe­
cies of competition in the teaching market, by 
clergymen bidding against laymen, the former can 
do the work cheaper as they receive part of their 
support as pastors ; consequently, instead of'able 
teachers taking the charge of schools, they will 
go elsewhere, and leave the field to Clergymen.

A Rev’d gentleman of the Presbyterian Faith, 
residing not a hundred miles from the 8th Conces­
sion of Westminster, in his capacity as a Trustee, 
advertised for a teacher, who, Restated in the ad­
vertisement should be competent to teach the 
rudiments of the Greek, Lutin and Hebrew 
tongues, in addition to the ordinary branches of an 
English education. A young man who for some 
length of time had conducted a school, went on 
thc’appointed day to the place where it was un­
derstood that a concourse of candidates would at­
tend. He went more through curiosity than with 
the intention of offering himself for the situation ; 
hut behold ! when the appointed hour arrived, 
there were no competitors in attendance. This 
cannot be wondered at ; for who would expo 
..jat any One capable of teaching Greek, Latin and 
Hebrew, would think of Hiking a common school 
in a Canadian village. That the rev’d gentleman- 
was morally certain that no candidate would ap­
pear, and that it was not desired that any should, 
I shall prove before I close this communica­
tion. Under these circupnstances, the visitor of­
fered himself for the situation, and was immediate­
ly informed by the worthy clerical trustee, that it 
was desirable to have a certificate of qualifica­
tion from the District Superintendent. The 
Teacher accordingly lost no time in obtaining one.

Returning with "his testimonials, he presented 
them to the trustees, and of course expected that 
he would, without any further delay receive the 
appointment. But no! the reverend Trustee, 
who by the way, appears to he the great gun of 
the neighborhood, would not rest satisfied wfh 
the Superintendent’s recommendation, but insist­
ed that the teacher should undergo an examina­
tion by him. To this the teacher replied as fol­
lows Gentlemen ! I shall not so degrade my, 
self and at the same time be a party in nullifying

The Medicine we Take.—Next to good food 
should he good medicine—hut, aceotding to the 
New York Journal of Medicine, we, in this latter 
respect, are iu a very bad way. The New York 
College of Pharmacy have found it necessary to is­
sue a “ caution to druggists,” warning them to be­
ware of the stuffs in the market, to touch not, taste 
not, and handle not. A quantity of base composi­
tions, under the name of blue pills, they tell us, is 
now in the market, being imported by German and 
French importers, who know nothing of medicines, 
except to buy cheaply and sell dearly. Rhubarb, 
invoiced from ten to eighteen pence per (round, is 
"round over, and sold for genuine Turkey ihubarb, 
worth five shillings. The Compound Extract of 
Colocynth, which has been imported into this 
market for the last year, does not contain a particle 
of Colcocynth, hut is made up of an inferior sort of 
Aloes, with some other worthless ingredients. A 
great proportion of the Compound Extracts are 
a lulterated in like manner. More than half of the 
narcotics are destitute of any active properties.— 
Volatile "Is are adulterated with sweet and othei 
cheap oils. Ill fact, it seems that when an indivi­
dual is supposing that he is taking some simple sub­
stance of peculiar properties, he is taking half i 
dozen substances of properties just the opposite 
character.—Philadelphia Ledger.

Nemo bij the America.
Another Insurrection at Leghorn.

SLAL-CHTEit OF THE TROOPS.
A fresh insurrection took place at Leghorn on 

the 2nd and 3d instant, and at the date of the 
latest accounts, the insurgents appear to have re­
mained masters of the town. The account given 
-if this rising bv the Oazelta di Geneva states 
that, on the evening of the 2d, a proclamation 
was placarded, interdicting the meeting of politi­
cal clubs. To prevent the meeting from tearing 
lown the placards, police were stationed bv them. 
A young man having torn down one. was wounded 
in the hand bv the police in charge of it This 
was the occasion of the outbreak, which com 
mcnccd with a co iflict between the police and the 
populace ; the former fi ed, and five of the people 
we e killed nnd seveml wounded. The troops 
we-e then called out. and at first fve 1 in the air : 
l'Ut the poottl ice fi ed wi'h eflf-et. and 112 sol­
diers fell dead. T> e soldier; then piled thei- 
arms, and fr terttiMd with the people. The Gn- 
Y-*rnos, wi lt other detachments, then ret'-eated to 
the cit -del, round which the nopulace collected to 
t-e ege it, and a P. ovisional Government was im- 
m-'i'la'elv formed.

Such is the statement of the Gaxetta di Ge­
nova ; but'another account sors that the numhe-- 
of troops killed was considerably less ; that the 
artillery swept the S trad a San Francisco and 
other streets with gr pe, hut that living encoun 
tered with a brisk fi e of musketrv, the gunners 
retreated, and the cavalry were repul-ed, saving, 
that considerable number - of the troops laid down 
their arms on the evening of the 5th. The Risor 
gimenti of Turin, su vs that the number of sol­
diers killed was 60. and that of the people onlv 
0. Letters of the 7th state that the barricades 
had been removed, and the cilv had returned to 
its wonted state. A Governing Committee had 
been appointed, until the Grand Duke thinks pro­
per to send down the Prince Corsini to resume 
his usual authoritv.

TROUBLES AT ROME.
Rome.—Letters and journals from Rome re- 

pre ent the condition of the Pope ns precarious. 
Five cardinals hnd left the ci'.v at once, namelv. 
Gizr.i, Fcrretti, Ossini. Lum’jruscbini, and Dali t 
Genga. Report goes so far as to accuse Cardinal 
Ferretti of having conceived the very unlikely 
plan of summoning a con -lave at Malta for the 
purpose of proceeding to .he election of a new 
Pope, in case the chair of St Peter should be 
vacated.

FRANCE.
Baron de Stockhausen was piesented on the 

6th instant, bv M. Bastide to Gen. Cavnignac, to 
whom he de.ivered letters from the King of Han­
over, accrediting him as Minister Resident of that 
kingdom tn the Government of the Republic.

The Moniteur announces that the Baron de

HUNGARY.
A battle took place near the Roman encamp­

ments between Ternitn and Sarck. It lasted two 
days, namelv, the 28th nnd 29th ult. The Hun­
garians, under the command of Messatos, were 
driven from ’heir positions, and thrown back upon 
Old Ker, where General Bechthold succeeded in 
rallying the fugitives. Since that time, on the 2nd 
instant, a com but took place at Perlas», in which 
the Hungarian troops succeeded in storming the 
chmp of the insurgents, taking seven pieces of ar­
tillery. and a number of prisoners. Ninety of the 
insurgent* were killed.

A letter from Temeswer in the Bennh, in the Oes- 
rn-r^-hs'hr Zntung. states that the City of XV'eiss- 
kirehen has soaio been attacked by il s Servians, 
who. on the 29th u'tiran, bombarded it for eight 
knars, bnt were at length f< reed to retire, leaving 
209 of their dead behind them.

SPAIN.
The Cnrlist force at present in arms against the 

Government in that province, is estimated at 9,900 
men.

The Madrid journals of the 7th instant, announce 
lha sailing from Cadiz o-i the 2nd far the Phil'in- 
pi-ie Islands, of the friea’e Manilla, with 99 prison- 
nr« no hoard—nnme'v. 1° officers 33 «erjeants, nnd 
5t sohbers. ft wa« believed that Navarez would 
him«e'f assume the rn-nm -nri of the armv, in which
-n<e he wan'd be r»nl:-eed in the Presidency of the 
Council by Gen. O’Donnell.

THE CROPS.
The weather during the pitot week lifts been 

rrene-aVc f-ivo-nble for harvest operations : nnd 
although in the southern counties some damage 
ha» been done to the crops, we believe it will be 
found that in the nn-thern parts of the kingdom 
and in Scotland, wherever the grain has been 
carried, it has been secured in to'erab'e good 
condition. Tn Ireland the wheat crop will be 
considerably below an average, the oats will lie 
an average crop, and bnrlev, taking the dimin­
ished onnntitv sown, less than usual. We a-a? 
afraid, however, that the damage to the potatoes 
will be found to he most extensive. In England, 
"s far as the reports which have reached us c -n 
he robed on. we think the crop of grain will be 
found tn be below an nve-nge.

The Markets in the B d io, and in the Méditer­
ranéen are comnarntively high, and although there 
will (lonhdess be a fuir importation of gr in front 
Europe during the re-’t of the year, it will not he 
until the entire removal of the duty, and the con-

combustible material* comprising he* toed be­
tween decks, fire would spread with great rapid­
ity, but it would take a great while for It to reach 
the powder, that was in the extreme boxv of the 
vessel. We have no means of ascertaining the 
'•xact number of persons on board the propeller ;

chan. 7, after the first Monday in January, 1820, these were subjected 
to the taxation of one-fifth of a penny per -acre while uncultivated, for 
the general purposes of the District,—and under chap.

oue-tiiird or one-half, when unpaid, and in arrear, so that it is more of 
an object for parties owning Wild [.and to allow the total rates to remain 
unpaid lor eight years,-r-and. in the interval, lay the amount of rate out 
at into est, ns the interest received will be double the amount of the 
penalty, of the one-half increase on a part of the rate. Ttfts incongruity 
is noticed here, that the attention of the Council nmy be directed to the 
same, and that the necessary proceedings may be taken to remedy it.

Under Slh Vic. chap. 7, all taxes accrued, and arrears due, at 
February.. 18 15, in any Township or Tract, at the time when, under 
that Act, it sh ill be detached from any District, shall be paid to Trcasurer 
of the new District, as if such Township or Tract had always firmed 
part of such new District ; bi|t the portion of such tax accrued, before 
it* detachment from first District, slmll be paid over to the Treasurer of 
the old District ; and as there1 does not appear to be any provision made, 
previous to the above year, by which the rates due on the lands that now 
form the Huron, Brock, and Talbot Districts, at the time they were de­
tached, could be arranged, we call the attention of your Council to the 
subject for inquiry into the Law of the case.

Under Act 59th. Geo. III. chap. 7, the Treasurer is require to- 
keep an account for each Township, according to Schedule furnished hv 
the Surveyor-General, in whiclî'b*. shall particularly enumerate every 
Lot in the Township as prescribed, and shall charge the same with the 
amount of the rates payable therefore for each year, and shell credit it 
for the r mount paid in "respect there, if. each and every y par ; and under 
the 15th sec. he is directed to charge in the said account the increase of 
one-third, or one half, for the lands in arrear, on the rales for general 
and Road purposes.

Under Act 6th, Geo. IV. chap. 3, after lr'2-1, parties owning lands 
and not residing it the District, may pay taxes to the Treasurer of the 
District.in which they res.de, excepting that when faxes are in arrear 
for six years ; the party in such case is required to pay the Treasurer 
of the District in which the lands arc rated, himself, and such Treasurer 
of another District is required to send annualy, on first July, a statement 
specifying the Lot, CoTidcr?«Miv_jieriii 1 for wliivhjlee-tnx'ts'Jmid. and the 
dale of payment, also enclosing tîîè""nJT»m«i*ret;8ived ; and the Treasurer 
receiving the same, is- forth* ith to credit the several Lots with the amount 
specified in statement, returning a receipt to the Treasurer for the same ; 
and it is also provided that no partial payment of tax shall he received, 
when more than eight years’ tix is in nrrear. 

c . These various Statutes also point out how, and hv whom, the Ab­
sentee Rates received by the Treasurer, are to be expended for District, 
and Local purposes.

From these Acts of Parliament affecting the Wi’d Land Tax depart­
ment, your Commissioners ascertained what description of Wild Lands 
were subject to taxation—what taxes they were liable for, and when 
such lands bocc 'e liable ; aiso, the manner in which the account of the 
rates received or due should be kept, and decided to report on the 
Township of Delaware, as being the smallest, and the Township of 
Southwold, ns being one of the largest, and most complicated, in the out­
line of its survey, in the District ; but finding so much labour and time 
required in reducing the various matters of the Township of Delaware 
to order, and for other reasons, the intention of reporting on Southwold 
was given up, and your Commissioners confined themselves to a thorough 

.investigation of all matters connected with the Wild Land Tax depart­
ment of the Township of Delaware, and are of opinion, that a Report 
on one Township will be almost as satisfactory to the Council ns a Report 
on two, and enable the Council to decide whether-every Township in 
the District should be reported on or not.

Having copied a Map of the Township, your Commissioners, by 
searching in the Register Office, ascertained what Lai ids were rateable, 
and when thev became rateable, and inserted the same in the accompa­
nying Mao, marked Schedule A, which shews the Lots, Concessions, 
Broken Fronts, acres patented, and date of Pa'enls for the Township of 
Delaware ; and on comparing the same with the Schedule-, from the 
Surveyor-General’s Office fi.r every year from 1820 to 1847, ns in the 
Treasurer’s Office, your Commissioners noticed entries in the Register 
Office, shewing that Patents were issued for the following Lots, that 
were not found in the Sche.l tics in the Treasurer’s Office, namely—

Your Commissioners next directed their attention to ascertain what 
lands rat-able had been a-sc seed since 1819; an 1 on requesting tho 
Treasurer to produce the copy. from the Clerk of tho Peace, of the lands 
returned assessed were informed that the returns from the Clerk of the 
Peace’s office,only date back to 1828;and on examining the returns produ­
ced from 1829 onwards,in many instances they a (Horded a very imperfect 
statement of the number of acres assessed in each separate lot, sometimes 
shewing lot and acres, and no concession, some'imes concession and 
•crus, and no lot, and At other times lot and concession and no acres, and 
the occupant’s name is not given, and thev are not entered in any 
regular minner, but just i^.ho rotation in which they are in the assess­
ment rolls. This was veryiinsatisfactory, and, as tho Treasurer had no 
lists of lands as essed from 1820 to 1828, y our Commissioners applied at 
the Office of the Clerk of the Peace, for the original assessment rolls, 
from 1820 to 1818. and were furnished with the n 'Is for these years, 
with the exception of those for the years 1822, 1827, and 1828, which 
could not be found in the office.

On examining the rolls for 1820, 1821. and 1823, a new dif’-culty 
presented itself in the fact, that for these years the number of acres as­
sessed is entered, hut the lot and concession to which they belong is not 
designated. This difficulty was in pa t removed by having tho names 
of the occupants. We have therefore presumed that

number of acres for 1828 is greater then for 1820 or 1821 ; but as Mr. 
Springer in 1823 was assessed for 1400 acres, and in 1820 only for 
600, we suppose that part of the 1400 acres were in nn adjoining Town­
ship, as the rolls for these years, in some instances, include lands in ad­
joining Townships ; so that the number of acres assessed by the rolls, 
and-the quantity of acres in these lots, nearly correspond ; and as the 
laaessment rolls for the years 1822, 1827, and 1828, could not be found, 
we have also presumed, the same lots, and also number 15, in the first 
Concession, were entered on the roll by the Assessor for these years, 
because they were as essed in the years 1824, 1825, or 1826 preceding, 
and some of them in 1823, the year folio» inc : and n* iU.y «re-rrg en­
tered ns having absentee tax loi tl.T *> years, with the exception of 
numlicr 12, in the first Concession, which appears to have paid tax on 
100 acres in the years 1827 and 1“°8. We have accordingly entered 
nil these lands for these rears, as «‘es=cd, in the accompanying Sche- 
>title id. and in the «irumpniiying Schedule D, the Minimaly ais.rail of 
the Township, si ch lands are tt.-t vnteied in figures in the column 
headed, assessed, but there is a line drawn across the column for these 
years, in blue ink, to show that they are not charged os in arrear. After 
examining all the assessment rolls, from the Clerk of the Peace’s Office, 
and reducing their contents to reguuir order, in lots and concessions, it 
became comparatively 1e»s difficult to ascertain what la.uls had been 
assessed, with the exception of certain lots in the broken front and first 
Concession, wnich have been very loosely entered in the assessment 
rolls. Many similar entries to the following arc to be found :

And it is impossible for nhy person but the owner to know how many 
acres in each separate Lot have been tisse sed ; and as certain Lots in 
the broken front and first Concession are mixed, up in the above man­
ner, and imperfectly described, nevertheless they appear, to have been 
generally assessed, we have therefore presumed that -E, (E, and A, 
Gore Lots, and numbers V, 2, 3. 4, 5, 6. 12, and 15, in the broken front 
and first Concession, were assessed in certain yea s as entered in 
Schedule C,—and in Schedule I), have drawn a blue line across the 
columns, headed by the years, in which they are mixet^up, and show 
an apparent deficiency, while for ti e years in which some of them do not 
appear hv the assessment rolls to have been assessed at all, or only 
partly assessed, or where found in the Absentee List from the Col­
lector, they are charged as in arrear, and will be found in the proper 
Schedule.

To prevent these imperfections in future, the Assessor of each 
Town-hip should be required to enter each Concession on a separate 
sheet, and the Lots consecutively ; and wl e-e any party owns lands in 
different Concessions, such lands should be entered with a reference ; 
and the correct numlicr of acres in each Lot, or part of a Lot, should be 
entered, which would enable the Assessor, or any other public officer, 
at once to notice any lands omitted, and which cmnot be noticed by the 
present irregular practice of assessing, without great labour,— it would 
then he an e sv tv".ter to furnish a correct list of lands not assessed, 
which would be a more serviceable list for the use of the Treasurer, than 
the present list of lands assessed with which he is furnished ; while at 
the seme time by furnishing two correct lists as furnished by law, one of 
lands assessed, and one of lands n--t n»»cssed, the one list would prove 
a check ou the oth- r ; and we not'ce the imperfection, that the Council 
may cause the same to be remedied for the future.

Tlift lands assessed will be found entered in the accompnnving 
Sch-dul/• C, which shews a st itemc it of the rateable lands in the Town­
ship of Delaware, (excepting the lands assessed and afterwards returned 
to the Treasurer in the Collector’s Absentee Lists, fro in 1842 to 1847, 
•>- per Schedule E) showing the Lot and Concession, also the number 
of acres, and the years for which the same we e assessed, from the year 
182u to 1818, inclusive.

Your Commissioners next enquired for the Absentee Lists to ascer­
tain on what lands rateable, assessed, the tax had not been paid tho 
Collector. The Absentee Lists fur the years 1842 to 1847 are in the 
Treasurer's Office, but the lis s from the year 1820 to 1841, we have not 
seen ;—the Treasurer informed your Commissioners that tho lists were 
in the Clek of the Peace’s Office, where we enquired for them, hut 
cannot find them ; so tint if any lands r itcahle are in the mis­
sing lists, the taxes on them » ill be lort to the District ; we there­
fore only include in the statement of lands in nrrear, tho c found in the 
Absentee Lis's for the years 1912 to 1847. In the list for 1844, James 
Patrick is returned for Lot 1. Concession 4. 50 acres ; but a- he was 
not assessed for that Lot. but for Lot 4, Concession 3. we have charged 
the rate in arrear tor 50 acres on the latter Lot for 1914 ; and the total 
number of acres tints in nrrear is 010, ns per accompanying Schedule E. 
which is an extract from the Absentee Lists from the years 1842 to 1947, 
inclusive, shewing the party assessed, also the lot. concession, and num­
ber of acres assessed, on which no tax was paid to the Township 
Collector, and which are now entered in the list of rateable Linds in 
arrear in Schedule II

Your Commissioners next directed t’ cirt attention to ascertain on 
what lands rateable, and n- t assessed, the absentee rates had been en­
tered as received, and the total amount so received ; and for that purpose 
the books con nee'ed with the Wild Land Tax Department were carefully 
examined. In the four books commencing with the year 1820, and 
onwards to 1849. each page represents the lots in one concession, and 
the rates received dating the years represented by each book, and at 
the head of each page, these years arc entered : under each year arc two 
money columns, the one shewing the amount of' rates received for 
gencr-l. and the other for road purposes, during the year written at the 
head of the columns, for any number of years since n previous pay­
ment, and entered opposite to the lot for which the tale has been 
received ; thcie is also a column in connexion with each year for remarks.

If the money columns for each year had been added up and thus 
closed, and they appear in some years from 1820 to 1841, t^have been 
added up and thus closed, but afterwards erased or altered, and thus re­
opened, and in som? instances the amounts entered in the columns 
representing different yen-s, and opposite the same lot, are added across 
these different years In the book from 1920 to 1927, and carried forw ard 
to the book from 1828 to 1836, so that some additions are up the columns, 
while some me across the columns, a practice which, if systematically 
carried out, would be" an excellent check on the amounts received ; but 
these additions do not appear to apply to any purpose, unless that of a 
temporary audit—as these money columns have not been added up, to 
close any future entry for monies received, and to shew at the bottom 
the amount received in anv one year represented by the column, there is 
no check that lots in arrear for five, or th ee vaars, and subject to one- 
third or one-half increase, mav not be entered back, as having paid rates 
every second or third year, ns if subject to no charge for increase ; 
whereas if the money columns for e-ch year had been added up as the year 
ended, and thus been e'esed against future entries ; and if an abstract 
had hoen made of the same for each Township in the District, and after 
wards transferred to the general cash account for the District, and thus 
shewing the amount received for each Township, it would be as easy a 
work to check or an lit the rates received for the who’e District, as to 
cheek the rates received for one Township by the present confused prac­
tice ; and there xvould be no difficulty in ascertaining what amount 
had been collected for general and road purposes in each year, what lots 
were in arrear an 1 w1-ether lots in nrrear for three or five ' ears had paid 
'.he charge for increase ; he 'auso the rates received would thus require 
to he entered in the columns of the vear in which they were received, 
not then closed, added up. and transferred to the abstract and general 
cash account on road account ; and they could not be entered irf a pre­
vious year already closed and accounted for. Rut such is not the sys­
tem in these books, and there is no appearance of audit noted in them 
from 1920 to 1841, excepting the a lditions above mentioned ; indeed, 
they cannot be audited correctly under the practice, unless at a great 
labour, and by going over, at each audit, all previous labour.

When your Commissioners examined these books, and we e taking 
a transcript of the amounts received, as they found them entered, in 
some instances the number of acres was not inserted for which the rates 
are entered as received,—for instance,—number five, broken front ;'in 
other cases, the rates are entered opposite one lot. as received at one 
time for sundry lots, and-the number of acres not entered,—for instance,

Sometimes the ra’es received are entered opposite one lot for sundry lots 
or parts of lots, and a total number of acres entered, but n- „ describing 
how many acres of each lot the rates were received for ; for instance,—

So that rates are entered as received for.the years 1842, 1843, and 
1644, on the three separate parts of the lot, and for twenty-four acres 
more than the patent describes.

Some entries show much confusion in the vonrs and acres, and also 
rates received ; for instance,—No. 7, broken front, is entered as follows :

On examining these entries, it will be noticed, that the rate on 260 

acres, for the years 1920 to ’82.,, is entered ns received in December, 
1827 ; so that the wholé should be charged with the increase of one- 
half : wl.evert;, frcni 1520 to 1324, the amount entered for irenenil mv- 
posca is the rate, and increase of one-third and one shilling over ; and for 
road purpose:;, the rate and increase .of one-lmlf : and for 1825. the rates 
are entered as received in December, 1827. without anv increase : and 
as the rates on the 230 acres were entered as received to 1825. the rate 
on the 250 acres from 1820 to 1.928 entered received, should have been 
receifed only from 1826 to 1829, thus leaving fortv tic res in nrrear from 
18)29 to 1831 ; and the rate on the 204 acres from 18 >0 to l83R.

Entered received, should have been received nnlv from 1832 to 1838. 
leaving 86 acres in arieir from 1832 to 1838. From the manner in 
which the acres paid for, and rates received, are entered, it npnear» 
that th rate has been received at four different times, namely, 1827. 
1829, 8-31, and 1839. and that 2Ô0 acres have been twice .charmed
from 1820 to 1825, that 40 acres are left in arroar from 1826 to 1831. 
and that 204 acres are twice charged from 1929 to 1831, and that 86 
acres are left in arrear from 1831 to 1838. Now. to nr-n.mt for the 
whole of the lot and the rates received, as entered from 1820 to 1838, 
we draw the following account :

Gases occur where tho rate received is entej-ed.no acres given,and the years 
for which the rate has been received not noted ; for instance,—Lot 14, 
Con. 4th, 1941 ; and we had to infer from the amount received the 
number of acres or yearn that it had been received for. Sometimes the 
rates Jen te red received for a lot, show that they have been received on 
more acres than the patent from the Crown mentions the lot contains ; 
for instance.—in 1844. we find the rates received foi the years 1842, 
1843, and l8l4. on Lot No. 24. Con. 1, as follows :

This exceeds the imount entered as received bv fully seventeen shillings, 
and as there appealed so much irregularity in this lot up to the vear 
1838, we have rot charged any arrears on the lot to that year; and in 
Schedule D, have drawn a lino in red ink across the column for entering 
acres in arrear opposite the lot, from the year 1826 to 1838. Other 
illustrations might be shown ol lots for which the rale is entered as 
received on lands for years in which they appear in the assessment roll 
as paying rates to the Collector, and on lands still vested in the Crown, 
or on lots for a greater number of acres than the schedules from the 
Surveyor-General’s office describe, namely, Nos. 18 and 19, Con. A, 23 
Con. D, 13 and 14, Con. 1, 24, Con. 2, and 18, Con. 3 : so that the 
Treasurer has not refused lo receive rales on arty lot. whether the rates 
he for more land than the patent describes, or whether patented or not, 
if the parties offered them ; and in the same books from 1820 to 18(9, 
and in some years only, the number of acres assessed, are entered in the 
columns. These imperfections were very troublesome, and it was neces­
sary to searyh over previous years to ascertain what rates had been 
received on these various lots, or parts of lots, and for how many acres 
and ye rs, in order to arrive at anything like a correct conclusion ns to 
the number of acres and years in each of such lots the rates entered had 
been received f >r.

The four hooks referred to represent the following venrs : the .first 
commences wi-h the yen'- 1920 and ends with 1827, the second com­
mences with,the year 1828 ending 1810, the third commences with 1837 
ending 1845, and the fourth commences with 1841 ending 1849. As 
the third and fourth hooks arc ho'h used and applicable to the years 
1841, 1942, 1913, 1811, and 1845, and as some rates received arc 
entered in the one book and not in the other, and others arc entered for 
the same lot, for more years in the one book than the other, such entries 
cause an appearance of confusion.

There is also another Hook called the Township Cash Account 
Brufk—and as it commences in 1842, vnur Commissioners presumed 
that all the rates entered in the two previous Rooks referred to. and after 
the year 1841 should be re-entered in that Toxvnshin Gash Account 
Book, which shews the "a mi milts reci ived as rates for Municipal, General 
and Head purposes ; but the whole of the rates received after 1841, 
entered in the two previous book», have not been re entered in the 
Township Cash Account Rook, as will he seen hv a reference to Schedule
M. In this Book the Lot, Concession, acres, years paid for. anil dale hf 
payment are move cleat Iv entered than in the previous bunks—but when 
one page of Account is filled up in this book, it is rot shewn whole the 
next is lo he found in continuation, except by turning over pape after 
page, until it is found, ns ti e pages are rot numbered. This book 
together with the two referred to from 1837 to "45. and from 1841 to 
*40,all apply to the years 1842, ’43, ’44, and’45. The rates pai l in 
these years arc entered in these three books, some time-, in one manner 
in one book—and in another manner in another book—and again different 
in the third, and it requires some application to tiace such an occasional 
entrv through its various features in these books. The following is the 
way in which Lot 7, Con. 3d, is entered in these three Books,—In the 
Book from 1837 to 18*5 :

The errors in these entries appear to he that the second sum of 5s. sd. in 
the Book 1837 to 1845. should be under 1844. for N. i. 1843-4 foot 
1843 onlv). while the Municipal rate is added in the Book 18 41 to 1849, 
but not in the previous one. That in the Book 1841 to 1849, for the 
years 18 41 2, the General Par, rate should he 10s. — not 1 Is. — and 
the total 12s. id.—not 13s. Id: and in the C ish Account the Municipal 
rate should he 6 <. 8 !.. not 6s. 5 L. and the total 12s. Id,, not 11s. 10d„ 
which would make the Books correspond, hut the unravelling of such 
differences (for this is not a solitary instance) require much time and 
trouble.

In the Book from 18%) to 1827, and in the Township Cash Account 
Book from 1612 to 1st July, 1818. the date when the rates were re­
ceived. is frequently entered, and although it does not appear that the 
rates when in arrear, and subject In the increase of or -third or one- 
half were always received witli the increase ; nor vet hat they were 
nlwavs received in the years as represented at the head of the columns 
in which the amount received is entered ; nevertheless, as vour Commis­
sioners had no other entrv indicating the dates of payment for the years 
from 1831 lo 1841, thev have presumed, in every instance, that the 
rates have been received ia the year heading the columns in which the 
amounts are entered, whether the one-third. or one-half increase has been 
included or not ; and that thev have been received fofthe Lot opposite 
to which thev have been entered.

Your Commissioners next noted on what Absentee Lands the Muni­
cipal Council rate was not received from 1842 till 1st July, 1648—and 
which are drawn out separately, and not included in the List of arrears 
in Schedule H. These arrears amount to seven pounds, sixteei; shilli lgs 
and eight pence, as per accompanying Schedule F, or statement shewing 
absentee Linds in Delaware, as extracted from the Books in the Wild 
Land Tax Department, that have paid Tax for General and Road pur­
poses in certain years from 1842 til! 1st July, 1648, but that have paid 
no tax for Municipal purposes, for the same yeirs, excepting a partial 
payment on three Lots, namely, Lot 7, 8 <!k 9, in the 4th Concession.

Your Commissioners after ascertaining at the Register Office, and 
from the Schedules furnished by the Surveyor General, for every year 
from 1820 to 1847, xvhat Linds rateable luid been assessed, and from 
the Absentee Lists, what Lands rateable and assessed, the rates had not 
been paid on to the Collector, and from the' Books connected with the 
Wild Land Tax Department, on what Lands rateable, and for what 
number of acres and yeirs, the Absentee rates were ente ed as received, 
directed their attention to the Lands rateable that appear in arrear from 
the year 1820 to 1st July, 1818, whether for eight years and upwards, 1 
or a shorter period.

Your Commissioners have charged the r ites from the date the lands 
became liable, and extended the same in their proper place, in red ink 
on the three Lots of Land previously referred to, as entered in the Register 
Office Book, but not in Schedules (from the Surveyor General) of returns 
to the Treasurer—hut have not charged any rate apparently in arrear on 
Clergy Lands that arc occupied and occasionally assessed—as they find 
no notice of unv rateable right entered in any returns to the Treasurer, 
by which these lands are held.

EXECUTION AT NIAGARA.

This forenoon, the extreme penalty of the law 
was carded into effect on Thomas Brennan, who 
was convicted at the late assizes of the murder of 
one Mary O’Conner. 3 he evidence was circum­
stantial, but such as admitted of no doubt respecting 
the guilt of the accused. He was, moreover, from 
the testimony adduced at his trial, strongly sus- 
jiected of being the murderer of the woman’s hus­
band, and that he also attempted to take the life of 
a little boy their child.

If the subjoined confession can be relied on—and 
we have no reason to doubt its general correctness 
—the man was not so blood-thiri-ty a monster as is 
commonly supposed. It is true, lie lived a criminal 
life, and one probably justly forfeited; but, we be­
lieve, he did not designedly murder any one. Ac- 
companieii by a friend, we visited him yesterday 
afternoon, when he gave us the following statement, 
which he avowed before God, that his dying decla­
ration, was true. All the exercise of our ingenuity 
did cut cause him to prevaricate or contradict him­
self. We were, pre tiously, as much prejudiced 
against him as any one could be, but we must can­
didly confess that, on hearing his narrative we were 
perfectly convinced that the convict was deserving 
i f a commutation of punishment. Had time per­
mitted, we have tio doubt this could have been ef­
fected.

He was at'.ended on the Scaffold by the Rev. J. 
Carroll, and persisted to the last in tlie truth of what 
lie had told us. It horrifies us to relate, that when 
he was thrown off, the fall was so great that his 
head was severed from his body.

Since writing the above, the Sheriff informed us 
that the convict admitted in his presence before the 
execution this morning, that Mary O’Conner had in­
formed him of her intention to murder her husband. 
This makes the man worse than would otherwise 
appear. —'

CONFESSION.
I was born at a Town called Rallyliubbert, near 

StioLtstown, County Roscommon, Ireland. My 
father was a carman, and used to drive to Dublin 
and Sligo. He was a decent respectable man, liv­
ing comfortably, and was in the habit of killing a 
fat cow now and then. He farmed ten acres of land 
under Roger Brennan, of Baflyhubbert, a relative of 
his own. I was sent to school several times, but 1 
never learned to rend or write. My father had only 
another son. who died fmm a disease contracted by 
skinning a horse which had died of the farcy. My. 
parents bronchi me reeoinrly to my place of wor­
ship. 1 lived under Major Mahon, on five acres 
which I got by my wife. He was a good landlord, 
and I was sorry to hear of his murder, which look 
place since I left home. 1 left Ireland in the spring 
in the Virginia, which had 6u7 passengers, 250 of 
whom died on board of fever and dysentery, and as 
many more when they landed. My wife died at the 
quarantine station, and I wish I also had died— 
My health on the col trarv was good, and I earned 
a dollar a day at Grosse Isle. I stopped there nine 
weeks and three days. I have two children and 
from the quarantine station ! brought them with me 
to Queenston. We stopped six weeks in the bar­
racks there, and then went to a house belonging to 
Mr. Humphreys. On one occasion I drank part of 
a pint of whiskey there with Nancy Finn and Mary 
O Conner, “iitrick Dall'ui got me turtle out of the 
house, I eeapse I had not asked him to lake part of 
the liquor. 1 went to Mr. Brown’s house. I sued 
Hump reys after he turned me out of the hou«e; 
but I was persuaded to settle with him by Mr. 
Wynn. Humphreys gave me forty-five dollars Id 
settle with him. I was then sent, with Patrick and 
Mary O Conner, over lo Lewiston to be out of the 
way* Mr. Y\ vnn’s bar-keeper and a co'ored man 
took me over the river. Nelson Hill, the bar-keep­
er, said I ought to give him ten do lars of the money 
I received from Mr! Humphreys, because he had 
always been m) friend, but I "gave him only eight 
dollars. We went to Peter McCul'nm’s at Lewis­
ton, and look a quart of whiskey with us. because I 
would not go into a strange house without some­
thing to treat the family. I was hearty, but not 
drunk, Tno woman of the house said that no one 
should slop there without showing that bo had
money, and 1 pulled out of mv pocket $61 50r._
Patrick O’Conner would not rema'n with ns, but 
came back to Qneetisfnn. There -vas another quart 
of liquor Ipoiight,and I got drunk. They put me in 
one corner of the room, and when I gor np the same 
evening my money was gone. f immediately 
charged Mary O’Conner and McCollum’s wife with 
the robbery, but they denied it. and said I left mv 
money at the tavern, I told them that could not 
be, as they had counted it on .the table, before I 
went to bed. No one else but Mary O’Conner or 
McCullotn’s wife. I then went back to Queenston, 
where I was informed a constable wa< after me as a 
witness against Humphreys, and I could m.t rot ceil 
myself any where but in a box, into which I crept 
and was net discovered, I could not think of being 
a witness against a man after taking money from 
him to settle with him, I went to Port Robinson, 
where I remained five or six days, until Ihe court 
was over. I knew nothing about the death of Pat­
rick O’Connor—his wife had done all to him. He 
was a decent little man. It appeared his wife had 
given him sometiiii g in a ■ up of lea, or a glass of 
whiskey, in the old chapel. I did not know who 
threw him over the cliff, nor have I heard who did 
it. I knew nothing of the hammer spoken off.- 
CVConner was missing when I returned from Port 
Robinson, and I asked his wife where he was. and 
she said he had gone to get his eye cured. I sus­
pected she had murdered him, but I said milling.
It was afterwards that I learned from herself «he 
had poisoned him. Mary O’Conner and I went to 
Chippewa lo look for a cousin she expected from the 
old country, but she could not find him. We lock 
itiniier, and a pint of whiskey between us. at Chip­
pewa ; and on coming home, we bought a quart of 
whiskey at Hall’s tavern part of whiph we drank 
on the way, and went into a wood to drink the re­
mainder. Tliis was the beginning of mv mischief. 
Here I upbraided her alout the money I had lost nt 
Lewiston, when she took up a stick and struck me 
with it on Ihu hack of the head. I then took hold 
of her by the throat, and site cried out, “ Are \mi 
going to kill me ?” She shook violently, fell 'o (he 
ground, arid foamed at the mouth. She had been 
subject to fits, and at one time threatened to drown 
he;*elf. I told her she had better get the money 
from the person who had it, and I would make a ' 
present of it to her. I was frightened when I found 
«he was dying, and 1 kissed her several time*.— 
When ehe was dead, 1 went away a short distance 
and returned again thinking she might have recov- 
erei !•

I would have done anything to restore her, and I 
kept her in my arms for more than an hour. When 
nil hope wan gone, I slipped the body over the pre­
cipice, as easy as possible, where it might readily 
be- discovered. Mary O’Conner was a smart woman, 
of about forty-four years of age, but a very bud 
woman. She had pledged her plaid frock for a gal­
lon of whiskey, which I was requested by the per­
son to release, and which I did. It was in this 
way I came in possession of Mary O’Conner’s dress.

Respecting the little bov. I have to say. that on 
the morning we went to Chippewa.his mother threw 
him tlo'-n the stairs, because he wanted to go after 
her.

I am about forty-eight years of ago. I wss 
never concerned in any murder in Ireland. I am 
ranch trou ded about my family, and my friends at 
home, for they will hear of my unhappy end. I 
had not a fair trial. »

1 have 
now around me but four or five contemporaries 
of long standing renown ; Alfieri, Canova and 
Monti have disappeared. Of those brilliant days, 
Italy but preserves Pindemonto and Muntoni ; 
Pellico had passed his prime in the dungeons of 
Spielberg ; the genius of the countrymen of 
Dante has been condemned to silence or forced't® 
languish; in a foreign land. Byron and Canning 
both dieil young ; Scott has left tie ; Goethe has 
departed, laden with glory and years. France 
has scarcely any of her golden age left;—she is 
beginning a new era. 1 alone am left to write 
my era, like the old priest who in the sacking of 
Beziers had to toll the be’.l befn/e falling himself 
when the last citizen would have ex pi ed.

When death shall lower the purtain between 
me and the world, it will find that my dranta is 
divided into three acts. From my youth til] 180U 
I was a soldier and a traveller ; from 1800 till 
1814, under the consulate and empire, my life 
was that of a man of letters ; and fiom the resto­
ration until now, it has been that of a politician.

In each of mv three'successive caree-s, I pro­
posed to myself a great task ; as a traveller, I 
attempted the discovery of the polar world ; as 
author, I tried to re establish religion on Its ruins; 
as statesman, I endeavored to give the people the 
true system of representative monarchy, with the 
liberties attached to it; and I have at least been 
successful in aiding to conquer for tltem what is 
of equal value, and might be substituted for them, 
and take the place of my constitution. I mean 
the press. If 1 have often miscarried in my en­
terprises, it is because failure is my destiny.— 
Others who succeeded in their designs were 
favored by fqjrtune, they had powerful friends and 
an undisturbed country to assist,them ; I have not 
had this happiness.

Many of iny friends have pressed me to pub­
lish part of my history now, but 1 have not been 
able t> grant their wish. In the first place, I 
should be, in spite of myself, less frank and vig­
orous ; secojidlv, I have always addressed my­
self to my readers from my coffin ; the work has 
received a religi-us character from this circum­
stance, of wlii .. I could not deprive it without 
prejudice to it ; it would cost me much to sup­
press that di-tant voice which springs from the 
tomb, and which is heard through the whole course 
ot my recital. It will not be thought strangi 
that 1 retain some weakness, and that 1 am pre­
occupied with the fate of the pc or orphan des­
tined to remain when I have passed away. If 
my sufferings in this world will ensure my hap­
piness in the next, a little light thrown on my 
last tableau will serve to render the faults of the 
printer less striking ; life goes ill with trie; | er- 
hnps death will be better.

mal Show of the Provincial Agriculterel Society, 
from the Cob.mrg Star, which appears to be the 
must concise and full report we have met with;

Sin.—I have just left the Show Ground of the 
Provincial Society of Agriculture, which, in due 
turn, has bean this year held in ti>ia town. If it 
were is little larger, no better piece could have 
been selected ; for certainly none could be fixed 
on more calculated to produce a good impression 
on a stranger. The shops are large and good ; the 
board walks extend to suburban limits, which it 
would shame many greater cities to contemplate, 
and the mills—especially the new woolen mills 
of Mr, McKecknie—promise a lasting and flour- 
istiing trade. Notwithstanding the detestable 
weather, however, during the early part of the,] 
week the influx S strangers was quite large 
enough to make a lodging, a thing ol consider­
able value.

The arrangements for the exhibition were very 
good ; the day was fortunately fine ; and thus 
nothing occurred to damp the good humour of 
the meeting, I imagine there must have been 
between three and four thousand persons on the 
■;round, any time since ten o’clock this morning. 
)n a somewhat rough calculation? I should sup­

pose there must have been, also, about three 
hundred and fifty animals, of various kinds ; be­
tides some hundreds of improved kinds of agri­
cultural implements, fruits, seeds, cheese, butter, 
domestic manufactures, and articles of taste,

I noticed among the notabilities of the Show 
Lord Mark Kerr, the Hon. A. Ferguson, the Pre- 
aillent of the Societv, Mr. Watts, M. P. P-. for 
Drummond, Capt. Williams, the late M. P. P for 
Durham, Air. Allan, the celebrated breeder from 
Black Rook, and Professor-------------- -, of Buf­
falo. These was also a great number of ladies ; 
and lastly, under this head, I must mention aeon 
sideruble sprinkling of Indians from Rice Lake.— 
These last wort dressed exactly like their neigh­
bours, and could be distinguished only by their 
colour. They evidently took a great interest in 
what was going on, and oni of them became a 
subscriber to a new agricultural journal, the agent 
f ir which was on the ground. I was told that 
these people weZh under the care of Wesleyan 
ministers, through whose instructions, they now 
very generally speak and read English, and culti­
vate their lands with great success. I confess, 
however, that I expected a somewhat larger turn­
out, both of articles and spectators. It would be 
impossible to have anything better ; but the num­
bers might be greater.

The horses exhibited were of a very excellent
character. There were several thoroiigh-breds, 
and two large English horses, such ns are rarely 
to be seen in Canada. One of these is called 
Clyde, got by an imported stallion of the same 
name. He is nearly as large bodied, and with as 
much bone, as the largest sized English cart- 
cart-horse—almost too heavy in my opinion to do 
the greatest amount of work, in a given time: hut 
siill very valuable for breeders. The predomin­
ant style of horse on the ground, however, was 
the real old English farmers’ horse—large, but ac­
tive, and clean-limbed, with a cross of blood ; fit 
for work, for the road, or, if required lit for a 
day’s sport hfter the hounds. Many a stout yeo­
man I saw mounted on an animal of this kind 
well worthy to bear his comfortable looking 
master.

The bulls on the ground were generally very 
fine. In your part of the country. I have seen 
one or two first rate animals, standing out in dis­
agreeable contrast to a number of miserable crea­
tures, which it seemed almost a pity t ry;*pose.— 
Here there weri. none perhaps superior to the 
best of those which might be turned out in the 
District of Montreal on a similar occasion ; but 
there were fifteen or twenty equal—or nearly 
equal to the best. The first is a very splendid 
animal all over of the very deepest red. It i> 
evident that in a very few years the farmers of 
Upper<üanada^will possess cattle not a bit infe­
rior to those of Great Britain. The Durham 
breed appeared to predominate ; but there were 
several Ayrshire bulls. I did not think the plough 
oxen so fine as those I have seen in the Eastern 
Townships. There were something like one hun­
dred and seventy rams, ewes and young sheep, 
comprising several specimens of the Merino, South 
Down, and Dorset breeds. The general charac­
ter of this kind of stock was very superior The' 
size and shape was all that could be desired, wi*h 
a good fleece in most cases.

The pigs were not niàre worthy of remark than 
is usual at such exhibitions ; there were several 
very good Berkshire, both boars and sows, and 
this seemed to be the prevailing breed.

In vegetables there was the usual display ; 
cabbage especially seemed to be grown in great 
perfection. There was a pumpkin, too, of one 
hundred and eighty pounds weight, arid gigantic 
specimens of beet, mangold wurzel, parsnips, In­
dian corn, Ac. Ac. The display of apples was, I 
think, the best I ever saw in Canada ; there were, 
at least, a dozen different kinds, some of them very 
large indeed. Mr. Thomas, Colhorne, who gained 
the fiist prize for the variety exhibited, had him­
self specimens of nearly every one of these kinds. 
He is an old Montrealer, and the famruscs have 
not degenerated since lie has transplanted them 
to Lake Ontario. Mr. Sckyll Wade, and Mr. Thos. 
Bolton of Toronto, also shewed some very fine 
apples. But, in addition to them, the last gentle­
man showed three different kinds of grapes, 
growp under glass, but without fire. Of these, 
the Syrian variety was worthy of notice, for the 
size both of tlie berries and the bunches. Some 
of the bunches weighed three pounds ; and Mr. 
Bolton states, that when his vines arrive at matu­
rity, he has no doubt of being able to grow them 
of three times that size. In this department of 
the Show, we may remark also/ some egg plants, 
and some fine onions.

The Dairy produce was capital ; but certainly 
not shown to a very great extent. There wert 
about 35 or 40 packages of butter, some in tin 
nets and some in rolls—salt and fresh. There 
were also about 40 cheeses, moXt of them made 
after the Cheshire manner, but some Stilton 
cheeses. The Stilton cheeses were. of very good 
quality, but did not, 1 think, possess the genuine 
smack of those fine edibles. In the same build­
ing with the dairy produce were exhibited a great 
deal of grain of various kinds, fit for seed. 1 here 
we e also some packet* of hops, of very fine 
colour and flavour. Their appearance fully bore 
out the assertion we have frequently beard, that 
this article may some day become a very valuable 
item of Canadian export. The ladies had contri­
buted to the many proofs of Upper Canadian ta­
lent, a great variety of shawls, and several very 
beautiful specimen* of embroidery, including two 
or three handsome chahs, which must be durable 
monuments to the industry of the fair construc­
tors.

I was particularly struck with the very exten­
sive assortment of agricultural instruments exhi­
bited by houses in Toronto, Kingston, Dundas, 
Cobourg,Buffalo, Rochester and Albany. Ploughs 
were there, adapted to every kind of «soil, drills, 
scarifiers, harrows, and all the usual kinds of im­
plements used for farming. The principal novel­
ties—at least tp n»e—were the atmospheric churn

ard thé horse scythe. The first of thèse ma­
chine# elacte its work by means of a current of 
air drawn into » hollow perpendicular shaft, 
working in a kind of covered prdJ, and discharged 
from the open, ends of a tube placed across the 
shaft, and made to revolve in the cream. It is 
said that these churns will do their work in much 
less time than the old-fashioned ones. I saw the 
maker, who is from Rochester, sell two or three 
of them on the ground. The horse scythe is a 
platform of planks, which is drawn over the field, 
to be mowed by a horse working on the right 
hand side of it. The front part of this is fur­
nished with a row of spikes like spear-heads pro 
jeering from the edge of the board. In advan 
cing the corn is forced between the spikes, and it 
is then cut by a knife, which lies immediately un­
der the spikes, and is moved backwards and for­
wards by the revolution of the wheels of the ma­
chine.

Several 
gentlemen who had used the Brick Mill, were on 
the ground, and stalWd that they had found its 
operation attended with the most perfect success, 
as they could readily make 10,000 bricks a day by 
its aid ; the machine had the farther advantage of 
making the brick much more solid, and thereto e, 
more valuable. The machine was surrounded the 
whole day, and seemed to excite a great deal of 
interest. The Judges were so much pleased with 
Mr. Prowse’s apparatus, that in addition to the 
prize, they have bestowed upon him a diploma. 
.1 do not kuow if you aie aware that by t'-iis kind 
of stove, a heated sut face neaily twenty times ns 
great as that-of the ordinary store is exposed to 
the cunenjs of cold air, which are thus ha lted, 
and theiymade to ascend by flues to the apart 
menls where warmth is required. Tins is . th e 
ted by mean* of a very Ingenious arrangement of 
tubing, by means of which, an immense quantity 
of fre.-h air is brought into oontacl w.tli the flame 
of the stove. 1 am strongly impressed with the 
idea that this method will shortly lake the place 
of the very imperfect means now employed. This 
opinion seemed to he shared bv several gentlemen 
on the ground, who expressed their intention to 
make a trial of Mr. Prowse’s apparatus at an 
early day.*'

The District Treasurers!]ip
The late Treasurer of this District is a must un­

fortunate man ; unfortunate In the badness of his 
case, and, if possible, still more so in the •tier im-

trict. ‘ As |hose lists cover a pt riod of twenty years, 
it is very unlikely thdre were no rateable lands in 
these years, or no arrears due ; it follows therefore 
if these arreart hare not been paid, they are lost ; 
if they have been paid, theie appears to be no 
means of checking the Treasurer’s account with re­
gard to them. In either case this is one of the 
worst features of the report. In one "Township, the 
Absentee Lists for twenty years arc missing—twen­
ty y»ars taxes lost !—or twenty years of receipts un­
checked, or unaccounted for. The Commissioners 
next inform ua of the state of the Treasurer’s 
books 1» 'fiese twenty years. “On this subject they 
re pu it .'tat is no appearance in them, that they
have bden audited during those twenty year* ; in­
deed they re;>ort that they Could not he audited cor­
rectly, unless at a snerifi :e of time which it could 
not be expected that uuy hut permanently employ­
ed auditors could afford. They further report that 
these Books are in the greatest confusion. The 
amount received in any one year has not been ail 
ued up at the close of the year, and carried to the 
general cash account ; many columns have been 
closed in some of these years, and the gaietriif ad- 
dvj up, but afterwards re-opened by the erasure of 
the lines.

Before concluding the analysis of this .section, it 
is necesary to premise that the statute requires that 
after three years of wild land tax hav^eootne in 
arrear, an increase of one-third of the amount due 
is to be paid, and after five more years of arrear 
have become due, one half is to bo added. The 
bearing of this part of the report on the late TpAÇ n.

Here the report is rather obscure ; but instead of re­
flecting on the Commissioners, perhaps they de­
serve credit for gathering a little light from the tug 
and darkness with which the subject is surrounded.
However, from the passage we have abstracted, the 
inference is unavoidable, that were there no imagin­
able ground of com plaint against the Treasurer, it is 
quite enough that ho is not competent to' keep 
the accounts of the Wild Laud tax department. No

some of the monies received as shewn in the Sche­
dules were received by a former Treasurer in the 
District of Niagara. The first, eo far as it states that 
the Treasurer -was ill, may be an allowable excuse, 
but as to his absence, it must seem strange that a 
public officer should go from hnmb when persona 
were occupied by authority m examining his books. 
It looks more like treating the inquiry with indifJ. 
ference.if not with contempt.

The second consideration, must of course have its 
weight, and the ex-Treasnrerehonld have the benefit 
of the fact,if it be one. But there is one consideration, 
which, in jujtice to all patties, should not be over­
looked ; very little can be clearly proved if the 
books cannot be checked, Owing tô the loss of im­
portant public documents ; the conclusions of the 
Commissioners may be correct, or they may not.— 
Whatever they have assumed, is only probable, and

We have endeavored in the following analysis to 
present our readers with the substance of the report 
more condensed, because it will be found extremely 
diliiculi from the number of details and references 
to Schedules, to come to a definite conclusion, from 
reading it as il is published.

The Commissioners intended to examine the Wild 
Land Tax accounts of the Townships of London and 
Delaware, but they soon found it impossible to deal 

/with more than one of them ; and confined them­
selves to that of Delaware.

The report states what lands are rateable ; what 
are the amounts and objects of the rate, and shews 
that it is mure advaut.q'eous to the owners of the 
lands, to let the Taxes remain in arrear the full time 
allowed, and to pay the increase of one-third at the 
end of three, and une-lialf at the end of eight years ; 
as, if the amount of the rate were regularly invested 
on interest— the produce at the expiration of the 
time would be mote than double the penalty. This, 
they suggest, should be altered.

After several preliminary statement*, not neces­
sary to enumerate, the Commissioners proceed lo the 
more important part of their duties. The first dis­
covery they make is, tnat the Assessment Rolls for 
the Township of Delaware for 1822-27 & ’28, for 
which they were referred to the office of the Clerk of 
the Peace, were not to be found. This difficulty al­
most defeats tho object of investigation ; at least, 
the Commissioners could'only approach accuracy by 
assuming certain conclusions. ^

The Commissioners then proceeded to examine 
the Absentee List", but only sow in the Treasurer’s 
office those for 1840-3; those from 1820 to 1811 tney j 
state they never saw. The Treasurer teferred them 
to the office of the Clerk of the Peace—but they

with m ire propriety, it is contusion itself, and that 
the in 1st delig ltful.

lation to the army accounts of Oliver Cromwell.—

was enough; the waggon load was never touched. — 
The late Treasurer’s process is mure simple—the 
Books are mystified, which answers the same pur­
pose ; for between sitting down to a waggon load of 
papers, and a series of confused Books of a period of 
twenty years, there is not mut It difference. He 
does not send a waggon load of paper», carefully 
tieil up in bundles with red tape—but he introduces 
the Commissioners to twenty years of Books in such 
complete mystification and confusion, that he quite 
equals Oliver,

In summing tip the amount in arrear for the 
Township of Delaware, to 1st of July, 1818, the re­
port states that to be £715 (omitting fractions), while 
the report published by tlie 1 reasurer up to the 
same period and lodged with the Clerk of the 
Peace, states tlie amount in arrear to be only £213, 
shewing a difference of over £500. Another state­
ment shews the difference diminished to £397.

With regard to the disposal of the amount ac­
knowledged to have been received, and which is 
applicable for general and for road purposes, it ap­
pears that the Commissioners could not come to a 
satisfactory conclusion — finding it impossible to 
check the accounts for one Township separately.— 
After referring to a number of Schedules from A to 
Q ; without a reference to which it ia impossible for 
us to give a perspicuous review of the report, the 
Commissioners conclude that there remains due for 
the Wild Land Tax for the Township of Delaware 
£738.

It is by this the opponents of Mr. Bt rhnnan 

endeavour to sustain the charge that he had pre­
vious to, the election pledged to support Mr, 
Harris. But in order that the gross injustice* of 
this attempt to injure the character of a public 
officer may be undwsîood, it may be proper that 
we enter into a statement of the fac t of the case 
Under the old constitution ot our. Municipal 
Council, Mr. Buchanan held the office, of Warden 
by appointment of the Governor.'"' Mr. Harris 
held the office of Treasurer by a similar appoint­
ment. An Act to amend the Laws relative to 
District Councils in Upper Canada was pa-cd. 
date June 9, I8l0. Whereby it was provider! 
that at the first meeting of each District Council 
in any year, the members should by a majority of 
votes elect one of their own number to be Warden, 
and that whenever such an election should he 
made, the Warden appointe 1 by the Governor 
should go out of office. Whereby also it was 
provided that at the first.meeting of the Coun­
cil after the passing of the Act, a District Treas­
urer should be elected bv a majority of votes to 
serve for three years. It consequently fell that a 
Treasurer should be elected in October, 1840. 
and n Warden in January 1847. At the summer 
session of the Council in 1847, Mr. Buchanan 
presided as Warden, and on the Inst dav of that 
cession, the circumstance that a Treasure, 
would have to be elected at the October session 
was mentioned to Mr. Buchanan by two indivi­
duals, both of whom expressed a desire that lie 
should fill that office, and he from a feelimr of 
delicacy towards the then Treasurer, expressed 
an unwillingness to come forward as kis personal 
opponent ; Mr. Buchanan left the District that very 
day for the home of his father; there he was 
prostrated by a prolonged sickness through the 
summer, which circumstance kept him in utter 
ignorance of all that was doing regarding the 
Treasurship.

and subsequent to the meeting ot tho Council lie 
was tied down by his duries as Warden, whilst 
the other candidates and their friends were 
straining heaven and earth to accomplish 
their object. A member of the Council how­
ever, had refused to vote, and it was insis­
ted that thereby the election was nullified, in­
asmuch ns every member was required to vote. 
A new election was held in the afternoon of the 
same day. In the interim a member of Council, 

H who had been confined to a bed of sickness, had 
been brought expressly to vote on this question. 
The votes were now equal,' and it remained for 
the Warden to git^iis l asting vote. Now, be it 
observed, Mr. Buchanan was under no obligation 
of any kind to vote for, Mr. Harris ; he haa been 
all along reluct uit to put himself personally in 
opposition to an old official. He might still have 
feelings of delie try «Ixmt it ; lie might have a 
presentiment of the bitterness and malignity with 
which the defeated office holder and liis' pa ti
