The rancher has a still greater in-
ducement to provide a good ‘supply of fod-
der for his cattler” They will be sure to
want some of it, and if 1t is all consumed
the cattle will be better in every way for
being fed well during the winter months.
His hay is a kind of insurance fund, but it
differs from the money paid to insure ships
or houses or property of any kind in
that the insurert himself in any case gets
the * whole  benefic of his outlay.
It is therefore bad business not to provide
for the cattle more fodder than they would
be likely to want in a moderate winter, and
from a humanitarian point of view it is in-
excusable cruelty to expose, cattle to suffer-
ing for want.of food and shelter.

The picture which our correspondent
draws of the sufferings of the poor dumb
creatures is simply sickening, and such
treatment ought not to be allowed. As the
animals cannot take-their own part the law
ought to step in to protect them from ill-
usage. .No man has a right, when it can be
prevented, to allow cattle to die of hunger
end exposure, The inhuman carter in a
city who starves his horse, who cruelly
beats him or who. drives him when he is
-unfit to work, is very properly liable to fine
and imprisonment. It is a disgrace toa
civilized community that dumb animals
should be o trested. Is not the
man  who allows a whole herd of
cuttle to suffer in the way described by our
correspondent equally guilty and equally
deserving of punishment. There can be but
one answer fo this question. i

We are informed that inhumane treatment
of -cattle is not common, that the majority
of ranchers, both for their own sakes and
for the sake of the poor brutes under ' their
care, are careful fo provide for them suffi-

cient hay for winter’s use. ' We would be
sorry to think that this was not the case,

for it would be a deep reproach to ranchers
a8 a class if they were 8o stupid and so cruel
8 habitually to starve their stock.
