WORK ON RAILWAY.

Work of construction of the fine steel
cantilever bridge which is to span Switch-
batch gorge, on the White Pass railroad,
has begun.

'he bridge will be the only cantilever
bridge in Alaska, and will span one of
the deepest gorges on the line. It is
being built especially to obviate the pres-
ent slow and unsatisfactory method of
getting around the gorge by switching, at
its head, which requires a considerable
time and trouble, especially in the win-
ter. 'The bridge ‘will be 850 feet in
length, approach and all included. Four
hundred feet of the structure will be of
steel,

MOORE LOSES.

J. Bernard Moore, son of Capt. Wil-
liam. Moore, of this city, has lost his
case against the citizens of

In De-
cember, 1897, he changed his
from a homestead, and sought to enter
the land as a trading and manufacturing
site. ‘THe citizens combined nd select-
ed J.'G. Price as their representative to
contest the entry. Mr. Price did so at
Sitka, and . the first application was re-
jected by the register and receiver of the
Sitka land office in April, 1808. The Pa-
cific Coast Steamship Co. joined in the
grotest and was represented by Judge
Winn, of Juneau, who assisted Mr. Price
in the loag and tedious trial, covering
twenty days. Judge Delaney and J. G.
Heid, of Juneau, represented the Moores
and the Alaskun.and Northwest Terri-
tories Trading. Co., which had aequired
a seventy-five percent. interest in the
Moore claim.

In August, 1898, the land office officials
rendered a decision, granting the appli-
cant forty-three acres, which jncladed all
that property within a line eommeneing
at the approach of the Moore wharf,
running to about the cerner of Broadway
and Fourth, running thenee westerly a
fow ‘feet to the south of Fourth avenué
to a point a few feet west of State street,
thence northerly taking in a portion of
all eomner lots on the west side of State
street to a‘point a few feet north of Sev-
enth avenue, theneé to the bluff on the
east side of town, taking 'in the mnorth-
ern end of all lots on Seventh avenue,
eas: of State, thence along the bluff
south to the water front.

From this award both sides appealed to
Binger Herman, commissioner of the gen-
eral land office, who has just rendered
his decision, rejecting the application en-
tirely.

THE ORI}"JNTAL QUESTION,

Pending the uncertainty which pre-
vails as to the fate of the legations in’
Pekin, there is a great deal of doubt as
to what the powers will do, If the
United States minister escapes safe and
sound, that nation is not likely to take
any part in such effort as may be' made
to' discipline China and secure safer con-
ditions in the future. If all the min-
isters, except the German representative,
are found well, the situation will be re-
lieved of much of its horror., What
course Germany would feel bound to
take ‘under such circumstances is not
very clear , The Kaiser claims a sort of
patent right to the discovery of ‘The
Yellow Peril.” He was the first promin-
ent European statesman to realize that
China might give Occidental civilization
‘@ great deal of trouble in the pedr fu-
ture. Less distinguished observers saw
it years ago, but their warnings were un-|
heeded. The Kaiser put his views in the
form of an allegorical painting, which he
had executed under his direction, and it
created no little discussion when it was
shown to the world. When the news of
Baron von Kettler's murder reached
Berlin, the Kaiser made a decidedly in-
flammatory epeech, in which he spoke of
_dfctating terms of peace at Pekin, Sin-
.gularly enough, though terms of peace
were talked of, the German government
had nat, nor has it yet, made a declar-
ation of war. A report has come out
from Pekin that the Chinese authorities
woald apologize for the killing of the
minister and make every possible repar-
ation, but we have no hint as to how
such a proposal would meet the wishes
of Germany. . i
But these matters are only the pre-
liminaries of a great question. China
has at last been aroused. We may
hope as we will that the present trouble
will pass away, that the Chinese gov-
ernment will discover some means
whereby “its face” may be preserved,
but we greatly fear it will be found im-

THE FISHERMEN’S STRIKE.

The strike on the Fraser river was the
subject of discussion in the house yes-
terday and the members participatng in
it are to be congratulated upon the very
moderate tone of their speeches, It is
eminently proper that a matter of this
kind should be ventilated in the house,
The calling out of the milifja was ad-
versely commented upon by seme of the
spenkers, and. Mr. Ralph Smith seemed
to be under the impression that the gov-
ernment was in some way Tresponsible
for this; but such is not the case, Under
the laws of the Dominion three justices
of the peace may call upon the militia to
act in certain cases of emergency, and the
government does not necessarily interfere
in ‘the matter at all. The best practice
in such matters is for the justices of the
peace to consult with the officers of the
crown before taking action of this kind,
for the responsibility of calling on the
aid of an armed force is a very serious
one, It is not always possible to do this,
and Mr, Green was somewhat hasty
when ‘he said the justices, who acted in
the premises, deserve censure. It is al-
ways well to remember that there -are
two sides to every question, Mr. Me-
Phillips took what we think is the cor-
rect position, when he said that the house
ought. not to constitute itself. the judges
‘on an insufficient statement of facts. We'
feel, however, that, in' every case where
this extreme power of the justices is ex-

ercised, the fects ought to be made fully
known. Ou the whole, it is perhaps just

as well that the public should be remind-
ed of the existence of this power on the
part of the justices of the peace. It can-
not be made too clear that no man and
no body of men has a right to coerce
others in. the matter of work or wages.
When this is thoroughly well understood
there will be a minimum of interference
by capitalists or labor unions with the
rights of individuals,

“Apart from the matter of royalty the
two greatest drawbacks to the develop-
ment of the Klondike are the high
price of provisions and the lack of traiis
on the creeks, The charge for freight
from Dawson to the creeks where there
are good trails is only 2 cents a pound,
while to those where no trail has been
made the charge is 10 cents, It has
been suggested that the government au-
thorities take at leéast a portion of the
royalty and:devote it to the construction
of good trails; and it is believed that this
will be done. Hundreds of new proper-
ties will be ‘developed as soon as ex-
penses can be reduced.

Mr, Croekett learned that it is the in-
tention of'the Dominion government to
expend a portion of the royalty in mak-
ing trails. If this is done the miner will
receive some equivalent for the money
paid in this way, and the eéxpenditure
would do much to justify the continued
imposition of this charge. At present
the men who pay the money get nothing
in return for it. ‘The original reason giy-
en for the imposition of a royalty was
that the government ought to get some-
thing out of the country. It commended
itself to many people who did not look
very far ahead. Experience has shown
that the Yukon in other ways pays the
country sufficiently well without the im-
position of a heavy royalty.  If the roy-
alty is to be continued it ought to be ex-
pended for the benefit of the industry
which pays it, for in this way it will do
the country as a whole more good than
in any other, Anything that tends to
increase the facilities for doing business
in the North will redound to the advan-

Most
of the girl clerks are engaged in the dry
goods stores, and the ladies are the chiet
patrons of such establishments. If they
express a desire to have employers let
the young ladies off for half a day each
week, they can likely have their own
way about it.

It
must admit, however, that it would like
to ree some such arrangement as is sug-
gested ‘carried out. The young ladies
who are engaged jin these stores of Vie-
.toria are as estimable and as exemplary
in their manner of life as any correspond-
ing number of people in any other circles.

SWEETNESS OF SUGAR. -

The Property Due to the Peculiar Com-
bination of Its Parts,

From the London Lancet.

. With all the enormous advances made
in our knowledge of the constitution of
! matter, both physically and ¢hemically,
we are not yet able to supply the com-
plete answer to such a simple question
as, “Why is sugar sweet?” The chemis-
try of sugar gives perhaps a bare hint in
the way of explanation, but sweetness is
undoubtedly a condition where constitu-
tion or constructive rather than percent-
age composition is responsible for a spec-
ific physical property. Smell is a related
subject, and ‘at present ‘we cannot tell
what determines the characteristic smell
of many familiar substances, The chem-
ical composition of turpentine.or oil of
roses is identicdl with that of a  good
many other essential oils—that is to eay,
the percentage and kinds of elements in
these bodies are the same; but no one
would maintain for a moment that tur-
pentine or oil of cloves is as pleasant as
the oil of roses. We are dealing here
with a question which most probably re-
lates to the arrangement of the atoms in
the molecule. . Doubtless a difference in
the relative position of atomse determines
a great difference in physical character.
In other words, the elementary materials
are the same, but they are placed, sq to
speak, in such a way in different bodies
having the same composition as to pre-
sent manifold shapes, A given structure,
for exam[}le, may contain a certain num-
ber of bricks and present an ugly exter-
ior, but the same number of bricks may
be contained in another structure which
may present an artistic and pleasing ap-
pearance.

Sugar is not the only substance known
to us possessing sweetness, but it is the
only known mnaturally —occurring sub-
tance which. possesses this characteristic.
Therefore it is not uncommonly thought
that when a substance is aweet it must
contain sugar. Such a notion, of course,
is quite eroneons. Glycerine is'syeet,
‘but contains no sugar; saccharine is 500
times sweeter than cane sugar and is a
definite emical ‘substance ‘without a
trace of sugar in its composition. It is
Probable, however, that.some analogy ex-
ists between the structure of these bodies
—that is to say, in the relative ition
of the atoms—which determines the com-
mon property; though in varying degree,
of being sweet. It is, at any rate, re-
markable that aceording to the respective
formulae assigned to;these bodies bychem-
ists, starting’ with  the body which- con-
taing the least number of carbon atoms—
namely, glycerine which containe three
atoms—the rest of the substances posses-
sing sweetnjng power contain exact mul-
tiples of this number. Thus grape sugar
contains gix atoms of carbon, cane sugar
twelve atoms of carbon, milk sugar also
twelve atoms, malt sugar twelve atoms
again, while that intensely sweet sub-
stance saccharine contains six atoms of
carbon in its main group. Possibly this
fact is related to the physical characterie-
tic of sweetness. It is an interesting
matter, this question of the relative posi-
tions. ‘of the atoms deciding physical
chamtgm,_ for  two different substances
may coincide exactly in composition, one
of wh_u.-h is quite harmless, while the
other is a powerful poison,

The Tundra a Joke—The Most
Lawlesé Camp on
., Earth.

Lawrence Sinclair, Caspar Kossuth
and George W. Hazen, the two former
of Dawson and the latter of Portland,
have returned from Nome by the Yukon
route, and in an interview given by
them they paint a gloomy view of the
goldfields—so-called.

Mr. Kossuth says he reached Nome
from Dawson on June 19. A blinding
snow storm was then raging. The
place, he says, was and is enough of a
frost without any . assistance from
nature. The city, as Mr. Kossuth de-
scribes it, is all contained in one long
street, wherein live ecome 18,000 to
20,000 people. There is another tract
of land supposed to be a street, but as
it is a swamp where”’a mosquito would
mire, it is little used. Great quantities
of goods of all descriptions are piled
high on the beach. Included are tons

and tons of machinery and gold ma-
chines of all kinds.
Regarding the mines, Mr. Kossuth
stated that for a distance of abo 85
b miles—from Topkuk to 10 miles above
Nome—the ground had been worked

If you land on the
beach with your baggage and take youy
eyes off it for five minutes, you need
never expect to see it again. X

worked out, he said. ~He panned 30
pans on what was said to be the best
claim on the beach. . In one pan there
may haye been as much as'two cents.

SIR WALTER HILLIER.

Political Adviser to British Commander
in Chief on the Way to China,

Montreal, July 24.—Sir Walter Hillier
of London, England, who was recently
appointed political adviser to the British
military authorities in China by Her Ma-
jesty’s government left for Vancouver by
the Imperial Limited yestepday. He was
accompanied by nis private secretary, C.
A. Meanes., Sir Walter, after his arrival
at Hongkong, will proceed at once to
join the commander-in-chief of the Brit-
ish forces in China.

“T have been appointed political adviser
to the commander-in-chief ” he said in
the course of an imterview. “I know the
country thoroughly and speak the lang-
uage, having spent many years of iy
life there. I was also consul for twelve
years at Pekin, and I was the first Ori-
ental secretary to the embassy, I have
been connected with the diplomatic ser-
viee for upwards of thirty years, sixteen
of which were spent in the Celestial Em-
pire.”

When the question as to the probable
fate of the ministers and foreigners at
Pekin, he said: 3

“ Conger’'s message is the most
hopeful news that has been received from
the Chinese capital in a month. It may be
all right, but Chinese are foxy beggars,
and I would not trust information receiv-
ed solely through Chinese sources.”

Speaking of the attempt to relieve the
foreigners at Pekin, Sir Walter said that
the difficuity of travel in China was one
of the great problems against which for-
eigners would have to contend, The road
from Tien Tsin to Pekin was well nigh
impassable. ‘The Pei-ho river was navi-
gable only a short distance,. and military
‘equipments could not be taken over the
roads with any advantage, On making
an advance to FPekin, he said, thée first
step necessary would be to ‘clear Tien
Tsin of the Chinese and protect the base
of the allies. This would be necessary
before any advance could be made, {
“The Chinese,” he continued, “have
surprised and puzzled me, Even knowing
them as well as I do, I never expected
that they should make such a decided
stand.”

Tike Dalry and Wheat Benus-
ing Policies of New
Bruaswick.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson, Premier of
"New Brunswick, in an interview .given to
 the Colonist at the Driard, said the prov-
ince of New Brunswick is enjoying an
era of prosperity. Speaking of the fam-
ous dairy and wheat growing encourage-
ment ;policies of the Eastern province, he
said, the wheat policy was inaugurated
in the footsteps of the dairy policy and
both .have been successful beyond the
brightest anticipation.

The scheme of bonusing dairies had

established too by the pro¥ince in Sussex
on the line of  :the  Intercolonial
railway.. The prowincial government had
t0o, built and were running a well-equip-
ped dairy school in King's county, and
weré building .another in Queen’s eounty.

twelve miles,

Every day these stations gathered the
milk, It was
and the cream taken to the central sta-
tion and butter made. The cream was
taken in by test. Not only was the but-
ter made for the farmer at the station at
80 mueh per pound, but it was sold for
him too. Payment was made at the end
of ‘the season on the basis of the milk
handed in. Advances were made though
when necessary. Among these stations
was a self-supporting one at Woodstock,
run by private enterprise It was the aim
to make them all self-supporting, for it
was proven that farmers can earn more
by the making of their butter there than
at home. ’ i

In regard to the bonusing of the wheat
grist mills, Premier Emmerson said, bon-
usses had been given since 1898. The
policy had been inaugurated in 1897, and
legislation made in 1898 to carry it into
effiect, The idea it involved was simply
assistance by the government to individ-
uals who might construct modern roller
process wheat mills, Last January there
were twelyve such mills throughout New
Brunswick, with a daily eapacity of sev-
en hundred barrels each, 'The province
could mot meet the requirements with
these twelve, and there were as many
more mills pow under course of construc-
tion.

The province gave twenty per ecent, of
the cost of the mill machinery proper to
those erecting mills. "The bonus was,
though, limited so as not to exceed $1,000
to each, - Most of the mills erected cost
| about $5,000, some twice that amount.
Since they had been

grow wheat, had more doubled.

One large mill had been started by
private enterprise at St. John, which
ground considerable wheat for export.
The Premier doubted if this mill -would
have been in existence but for.the policy
of the government, which -ensured the
m]llgrs a supply of wheat.

Still another feature of the development
of New Brunswick, said the Premier,
was the impetps given-to the exploitation
of its mineral resources. Prospectors had
been very successful. In. the county of
Westmorland a good producing cop-
per mine was being developed
and operations were ift = progress
for the = working of much of
the-oil shale deposits which had been lo-
cated in the province, ' The shale was a
species of coal. It was a fuel and more,
From it was obtained the best quality of
the bi-products taken from ecrude petro-
lium in the oil belts of Canada and the
United States, Two American compan-
les were exploiting that product of the
province, which wae found in large quan-
tities. It was proposed to put it into com-
petition with similar products now being
exported from Tasmania.

Oll-boring explomtiona were also being
carried on in New Brunswick and the in-
dications in this regard were very favor-
able, Prospectors’ reports were very en-
couraging. It was concluded from them
that there were immense deposits of oil
in the southeastern gnd.northern sections
