Tokio, June 10.~at 1ast we are to go.

Then, without doubt, we will see one
of the greatest fights in history.

VAH is in readiness for the assault.
Nanshan, Hill and Nankwanling hill
have been taken, and position’ after po-
sition secured in the waks of the Rus-
sian retreat back behiud the walls and
redoubt, which defend the .stronghoid
at the extreme point of the peninsula.

As a
matter of faet it has been arranged
that a certain division has been select-
ed as a sacrifice, to rush the Russian
position regardless of loss. As any
observer has noted, the Japanese do
not hesitatte to give ‘their lives, and it is
an open secret they they expect to lose
in the neighbornood of ten thousand
men in the storming of Port Arthur.

The Inquest On
Slocum Disaster

Evidence of Members of Crew
Shows Fire Drill Was
Unknown.

Scores of Bodies Brought to the
Surface Yesterday by Fir.
ing Dynamite,

New York, June 21.—Evidence of a
startling nature, which doubtless will
have an important bearing on the ulti-
mate resalt of the coroner’s inquiry into
the General Slocum disaster, was forth~
coming at the inquest today. Perhaps
the: most unexpected incident was the
Ccatinued ‘refussl to‘answer questions
of Heury Lundberg, an United States
steamnboat iuspector, who was supposed
to have iuspected the life preservers and
hall of the ill-fated steamer. His refusal
was based on ‘the ground that an an-
swer might tend to incriminate him, and
he acted on the advice of his -counsel.
The coroner committed Lundberg to the
Louse of detention, but later accepted
$500 for his appearance at the hearing
temorrow.

Second Pilot Weaver, of the Slocum,
testified tliat he had. purchased the fire
hose’ for that boat, and Mr. Garvan in-
troduced evidence to show that the price
was 40 cents a foot, less 60 per cent,.
or 16 cents per foet net.

“Don’t you know that you can’t buy
good hose for less than a dollar or a
doHar and a half a foot?’

“l don’t know anything about ‘the
price of hose,” responded Weaver,
Weaver also declared that there had
been no fire drill oun the Slocum this
year,

Daniel O'Neill, who, according to his
sworn statement, had never worked on a
boat till he was hired on the Slocum a
short time ago, admitted that he be-
cae frightened after the fire had gajn-
ed great headway ‘and had jumped into
a rowboat . filled with people from the
Slocum, capsizing it. Asked if he had
saved anyone, he said there others there
doing that and he was not an expert
swimmer. He swam - ashore himself,
however,

O’Neill declared he never saw a fire
drill on the boat. “If tleré had been one
1 would have seen in it.” he added,

Referring to the efforts made to throw
water on the fire when it was discov-
ered, O’Neill told of the bursting of the
hose. When this happened. he said, he
ran and got the rubber wasning hcse,
but the coupling would not fit the stund-
Dipe,

Coroner Berry announced that Captain
Van Schaick, who commanded the Slo-
cum, was in such a condition at the
Lebanon hospital that he may not ‘be
able to testify for several days. He
tried to get to court today; but col-
lapsed completely and the doctors order-
ed him back to bed. The coroner stated
that the inquest would not be eompleted
without the captain’s testimong.

Miss C. L. Hall, bookkeeper  for the
‘Knickerbocker® Steamboat Company,
told of erasures she had made with
acid on certain bills for life preservers
and the substitution of name
“General . Slocum” * for'' “Grand Repub-
lic.” After various ' explanations had
been made by Miss Hall as to the rea-
son for this, Mr. Garvan asked her
to say when the erasures were made.

With Furmality of Passing the
"By-Law Work Will Com-
mence at Once,

His Worship Mayor Barnard wore a
smile of contentment yesterday after-
noon, which he lost no time in ¢ommuni-
cating to the visages of other towns-
people with whom he came in con-
tact. . He had ‘very good news to im-
part—that at iast all obstacles had been
removed from the way of an immedi-
ate commencement being made in tue
work of comstructing the big C. P. It
tourist hotel on James Bay flats.

R. M. Marpole, general superintendent
of the C. F. K., arrived in the ¢y
on Sunday eveuing,  and ‘yesterday
morging ...d a conterence ' with 1.e
mayor respecting. the .acquirement  of

] additional ~ite area for the-big build-

ing. Th resulted in"an agreement
being reached that the city should ex-
propriate the lot at the corner of Gov-
.ernment and Humboldt. stheets for the
purpose of improving the street at that
point. Towards. this the C. P. R. agree
to_contribute $20,000. 'The  property
will pass into the control of the city
alone, the C. P. R. having no control
over the lot. The lot extends for about
170 feet along Government street. It
runs about 70 feet along Humboldt
street, and tapers towards the rear of
the property, so that it is only about
balf that width. The intention is to
round off the corner of the other street
at that point, similar to the other side
where the retaining wall has been built.

In aceepting the present arrangement
the property acquired from W. J. Pen-
dray by the C. P. R. will be exempt
from taxation for 15 years, the same as
the remaining part of the site. _This
will apply only in case the land is re-
served. for hotel purposes. If the Hum-
boldt property is utilized for business
or other purposes, it becomes taxable
by the city. Under this arrangement
the city is relieved of all damages which
might be awarded against it should the
claims be pressed in the courts. Mr.
Pendray claimed $10,000 against the
city for.the loss to_his property in the
redyemption work,

Speaking of the arrangement, Mr.
Marpole sayse: .

“If the city will now endorse the ac-
tion of the council by passing the by-
law to be presented for their considera-
tion, ecovermg the cession to the com-
pany of the extra land on the flats and
other neeessary provisions, the work of
construction will be started as soon as
practicable. As 1 have before stated,
the chahging of the' site of the hotel so
as to bring. it in line with the centre
of the embankment; is most desirable.
It would be a pity to plant it to the
left, as originally planned, as it would
in a great measure destroy the magnifi-
cent . view we ‘desire to give travelers
of this fine hotel an entering the har-
bor..

PRINTS

The finger-print method of personal
identification seems to be coming to the
front. It has long been used as an
adjunet to the Bertillon system of mea-
surement, and now we are told that in
England it is superseding that system,
being regarded as both simpler and
surer, The trouble with any measure-
ment system is that the measurements
of the sdme man taken by different
persons or at different ages wgll differ
slightly, and so the identification may
fail. {?inger-prints, on the" other hand,
tell their own story. and are subject
to no “personal equation;” while their
systems of ridges and whirls remain
the same from infancy to manhood. In
a recent Enropean case reported in a
French paper, a murderer was detected
- through the agency of a thumb~ppnt
{ on the rail of a broken sash,—so slight
a mark that it was scarcely visible,—
but phetography enabled it to be stud-
ied sufficiently for identification.
