Mr, ‘Chapleau and ' Judge Gray, as also
their worthy secretary, Mr, Davin, may
as well nnderstand that people in the east
will follow with much: interest the course
of their inquiries in the Pacific province
with regard to Chinesé immigFation. Both
here and in British Columbia there are op-
position papers, which, for the purpose of
damaging Sir John, are saying that what
the commission will report is a foregone
conclusion, and that the whole thing will
be ‘““run” in favor of the Chinese and
against our own people. But this is going
too far; it would be fairer to wait and see
what the comniissioners do report before
condemning., For one thing, they cannot
avoid having. the anti-Chinese view
pressed upon them pretty strongly during
their stay in the Pacific province,

It appears somewhat remarkable, to say-

the least, that Huang Sic Chen, a Chi-
nese government. agent, specially commis-
sioned to visit British Columbia, should
have arrived at Victoria just a few days
before the Canadian commission. We
fancy that the meeting is no mere accident,
but that it will turn out to have been pre-
concerted by orders from London. The
Montreal Gazette says :

The presence of an authorized agent of the
Chinese government oufm~ one would think,
to facilitate the task of the commission, as
Huang Chen will, no doubt, be able to give
valuable information as to the prespects of
emigration from China, and to state what re-
strictions might be regarded as satisfactory to
the Chinese authorities. But, of course, his
views willin no wise affect the conclusions of
the commission, which will be reached simply
by the collation of all thegathered facts. Atthe
same tiwe, if those conclusions canbemade ac-
ceptable to an intelligent official of the Chinese
government, aoting on behalt of his country-
u-n, all the better. The time is coming when
the trade relations between Canada China
may be of considerable importance and profit
to both countries, and it will be well, while
protecting the 'imterests of Canadians, to
avoid as far as ible, any collision with the
government of Pekin. " * * Theday is ap-
proaching rapidly when the Chinese question
will be a practical problem in the far intericr
and in the east as well as in the west. ere
is not a city or community from ocean to ocean
that is not deeply concerned in having it
settled justly to all concerned, and with
reference not merely. to the present but to the
generations that shall come after us. We look
upon the appointment of the Chapleau com-
mission as an event of the utmost importance
in our history, and we have no doubt that the
result will fully justify the premier’s choice.

Littre as a Prize Winner.

A full page portrait of Emile Littre, the
French legicographer, and & sketch of
life, are interesting features of the Sep- %
tember Century. Of his scholarship it is |
said : ¢ Littre was the greatest winner
of prizes ever known at the high school
where he was educated. He was first in
every branch ‘of learning taught to his
class. At the last prize distribution that

he attended as a pupil, he was given one
hundred and seventeen volumes. He had
then an athlete’s muscles, and could lift
from the floor, with outstretched-arm and
one leg, a chair on which a man was
seated. In racing, walking, and swim-
ming his sta in%l powers were no less re-
markable. Xt that time his mind appear-
ed to suffer from a congestion of ideas,
Littre in youth sometimes apprehended
that he uld die a lunatic. )
threw himself into mathematica to drill
his intellect,] and = prepared to enter
the Polytechmic school, An accident
changed the course of his life. In diving
he hit his right shoulder against a sunken
boat, and put it out of joint as well as
broke it. hen it was quite recovered he
became the private secretary of Comte
Darg, an ex-minister of Napoleon. The
pain he suffered in writing lowered vitality
and brought onm a gastri: attack which
lasted many years. - Strength deserted
nerves and muscles to concentrate iteelf in
the brain, Will and memory acquired
henomenal tenacity. Though in miser-
able health from 1821 to 1831, in that de-
cade he studied medicine, and learned all
the languages and dialects with which he
was familiar, The plan of the dictionary
was already in his head.

A Sahara Swindling Scheme,

Paris Despatch to the London Times,

A parallel to the Port Breton affair was
tried to-day before the Paris Court. Two
enterprising gentlemen, M. Menier, who
seems to be a journalist, and M. Allemand,
described as a banker, conceived somé time
ago the ingenius idea of turning the dry but
fertile soil of the Sahara to profitable use.
This was to be done by means of artesian
wells and artifical oases, The caj ital to
be subscribed was 400,000 francs, alf of
which was handed over to the founders in
return for the idea and for lands which
had been purchased from Arab chiefs. In
order to stimulate the co-operation of cap-
italists two newspapers were founded, the
France populaire, at Paris, and the Sahara,
in Africa. The judical authorities had
their attention called to this strange enter-

rise, and came to the conclusion that MM.
Menier and Allemand were swindling the
investors who had been inveigled into the
business. Allémand at once took flight,
and Menier, who was tried to-day, was
condemned tc two years’ imprisonment
and a fine of 500 francs. Allemand was
condemned by default, to five years’ im-
prisonment atd a fine of 1,000 francs.

Take Care of Your Eyes.

The venerable Prof. R. D, Mussey of
Cincinnati, the most scientific and cele-
brated surgeon our country has ever pro-
duced, gave the following instructions as
to the proper way of caring for the eyes:

Avoid all sudden change -bétween light
and darkness.

Vever begin to read, write or sew for
several minutes after coming from dark-
ness to a bright light.

Never read by twilight or moonlight or
on any cloudy day.

Never read or sew directly in front of
the light, or window or door.

It is the best to have the light fall from
above obliquely, over the left shoulder.

Never sleepso that, on first awakening,
the eyes shall open on the light of a win-
dow.

Do not use the eye-sight by light so
soant that it requires an effort to discrim-
inate.

The moment you are instinctively
prompted to rub the eyes, that moment
cease using them.

If the eyelids are glued together on wak-
ing up, do natforcibly open them; but ap-
ply the saliva with the tinger—it is speed-
iest dilutant in the world; $hen wash your
eyes and face in warm water,

As to water,
they know every nook and hollow in‘the
mountains, away from the rails, where a
few barrels of water collect in some shaded
ravine, and they can scatter, every man
for himself, to fill their water-skins,  On®|
my first ex?edibion, near the close of the
thred years’ drought, I reached some wells
on which I was depending, and found them
entirely dry. It was several
next wells. But my Bedouin gnides knew
some natural reservoirs in the hills abont
six miles sff. So they took the water
camels at night-fall, and came back
before daylight witb the water-skins
filled. An invading army would find it
hard to obtain guides, and even if they
did, they must keep together, and could
not leave the line of march to look for
water. Besides, the Bedouins, accustomed
from infancy to regard water as most
precious and rare, ase it with wonderful
economy.
