A Pen and Ink Sketch of the Successful
Candidate,

Sir John Pope Hennessy is an interesting man
—a man with a history, in fact. .Hels a son of
the late John Hennessy of Cork, where he was
born in 1834, He was educated in London and
was admitted to the bar at the Inner Temple 1o
1861. Two years before this he entered the
House of Commons as the member for Cork. In
those days he was a Tory in litics and & t
admirer of Mr. Disraell. _He was the first C tho-
lic Conservative to sit in the House of Commons.
As a member of that body Le devoted his atten-
tion to the amendment of the Irish poor law 50 a8

the rearing of pauper children
khouses and the passage of the Pri-
son Ministers’ Act und amendments to the Mines'
Regulation bill. ~He also drew the attention
of 'the House of Commons to the decline of
the pogulauon of [Irelana, urging the Gov
ernment to keep the people at home, by amend-
ing the Irish land laws and reclaiming the waste
lands.
