To a 
reporter, Wilson, or Bradley, stated he 
formerly lived in Perth, Ont., and he left 
that place about five years ago. He had 
worked in Saginaw for the past four years. 
He said he did not know the man who had 
pointed him out to the police and had never 
met him before. He has a brother* and 
mother at present living in Perth, but he 
had never written to them since leaving 
home five years ago, as be and his relatives 
did not get along well together. He denied 
ever having heard of the crime for which he 
was arrested. He had never gone hy the 
name of Wilson. He stated he was willing 
to go to Lambton without extradition 
papers. He looks like a man of 25 of 26 
years of age and closely tallies with a 
description of the man Wilson.

Description of the •'Cariosities'’ By The 
Old Superintendent.

“Would you kindly tell me what this 
building Is used for?” This question was 
put by a country-looking chap to an old 
man who stood at the entrance of a massive 
building in <jueen-street in the year 1923.

Editor World: At the meeting of the 
Miniatarial Association on Wednesday your 
report of the same contains the following:

Mr". Macdonnell said be had not the smallest 
scruple of using a cab to convey him to the Cen­
tral Prison on Sunday. “I always give the man 
a quarter," said Mr. Macdonnell, "because I 
think he ought to be paid more tor Sunday

Now, if your report is oorrect, then 
people should well ponder these remarks. 
Evidently, Mr. Macdonnell eases his con­
science of employing cabs on Sunday by 
giving tips to the cab driver for his Sunday 
work. Could not this minister walk to the 
Central Prison every Sundsy! If the com­
mon public is to be debarred from going to 
High Park or ViotoriaPark from the center 
of the city in Sunday street oars with their 
children, and walking is good enough for 
them if they qmnot hire cabs, then, 1 say, 
walking is good enoogh for this minister 
also. If one’s conscience can, however, be 
cleared by giving tips to those whom we use 
to haul us about on Sundays, and 
this is tbs rule here laid down 
by tile Rev.TMr. Macdonnell, then what is 
to hinder the’ common people from paving a 
straight Sc. fare (no tickets)(on Sundays, 
and the company bo compelled to pay their 
Sunday men any 20c. per hour instead of 
15c., and thus equalize matters all around! 
In this way the public conscience is eased 
for making use of the car men on Sunday, 
and the car men in their turn will also be 
forgiven for working the cars, because they 
get more pay on Sundays. This is the new 
rule at laid down by the Rev. Mr. Mac­
donnell. It a cab and driver is necessary 
for him on Sundays to go to the Central 
Prison so are the street cars necessary to 
take countless thousands out into God’s 
pare air and away from the stifling and im­
pure air of the city at least once a week. 
Sunday is the only day the workingman has 
for this purpose. But aside from all this 
there is an old trite saying, “What is sauce 
for the goose is sauce for the gander.”

If, then, it is an infraction of the divine 
law for common people to ride in Sunday 
cars, but not for those who either jpossess 
their own conveyancer or can afford to hire 
cabs and give tips besides, then let those 
who are in favor of Sunday cars mete out 
the same measure to their opponents as 
these wisV to measure out to them, and 
thqt can be done only in one way, the vote 
taken must not be merely for or against 
Sunday cars, but—

“For or against” vehicular traffic of any 
kind on Snndaya, public or private.

This rule has carried the day every time 
in cities in the States where certain classes, 
more favored than others, sought to impose 
Sunday blue laws upon the masses.

The common people have just as much 
right to use the streets upon Sundays with 
street cars as have thoee who can 
furnish their own private conveyances. 
It is not so much a question after all, the 
one of “divine law” vs. “Sunday work,” as 
it is the one of “convenience” in having 
the streets comparatively free from the 
“common herd” on Sundays, thus giving a 
better chance for the more or less elegant 
turnouts of thoee more fortunate in that 
respect than their fellow-thousands to 
spread themselves.

The World has made the “best hit” of 
the season in showing that these clergy­
men do notthemselves practice what they 
preach, vide “hot dinners on Sundays,” 
“cabs and giving tips, etc.” “Consistency, 
thou art a rare jewel indeed.”

Too Much Piety Works Mischief.
Citizens are.no doubt anxious to know 

just how far the Tax-Reducer has surpassed 
his predecessors in reducing taxes accord­
ing to the promises made by him during the 
two campaigns in which he figured.

Methodist Young PeogRe Want the Vote

At a meeting of tho Toronto Methodist 
Young Psoples’ Union, held in the school 
room of the Metropolitan Church last night, 
with the Rev. R. J. Burns in the chair, 
this resolution was presented by R. N.

cars, and earnestly beseech the T 
City Council to postpone the taking of inch 
vote until the first of January, when consti­
tutional safeguards against impersonation 
and fraud can be employed, that the city 
may be saved the humiliation of an attempt 
to gain a snap verdict in favor of the To­
ronto Street Railway Company.

Resolved, that this resolution be sent to 
the Mayor of the city for presentation to 
the City Council and at its expense.

The average rate during these 10 years, 

accordingly, was 15.58>ills.
During the two years Mayor Fleming has 

been in the Mayor’s chair the rates were 
1*4 and 17 1-4 mills. The average for the 
two years is 15.62.

The Tax-Reducer has made us pay higher 
taxes than his so-called extravagant prede­
cessors for 10 years previously.

The Tax-Reducer was put in under the 
impression that he was going to atop 
the extravagance that had characterized 
the Clarke regime. He fulfilled his promise 
by increasing Clarke’s average by three- 
fifths of a mill. Our taxes during the four 
years of the Clarke regime were 60.126 
mills, or an. average of 15.03 mills. Flem­
ing’s average was 15.62, a difference of .59 
mills in favor of Clarke.

Coming to the Howland regime, the epoch 
when good moral government and pious 
economy prevailed, we find that the taxa­
tion during these two years was 16J and 
15J mills—an average of 16.125 ipills.

Citizens will observe that it does not pay 
this city to elect to the Mayor’s chair those 
who profess too much sanctity. To keep 
Holy Willie there during his two years’ 
term cost the city more than half a mill 
each year above the average, which repre­
sents hundred? of thousands of dollars. 
Mayor Flentiig, the professor of all that is 
good and true, also costs the city dear, as 
we know to our sorrow.

The Mayor’s organ has been excusing 
him for the excessive rate this year and 
blaming it on the aldermen. Mayor 
Fleming was elected to his position to fight 
the aldermen, and it was because people 
thought he was able to successfully contend 
with them that he was elected.

Was not Mayor Clarke subject to the 
same kind of associates at the council board 
as are said to haroas the present Mayor! 
And in spite of the opposition that-assailed 
him didn’t Mayor Clarke keep the rate 
down to 15 mills.

The business of a Tax-Reducer is to re­
duce taxes, and not to explain why he 
doesn’t do so.
The Government Objects to the Bridge.

A.^_Engineer Keating’s proposal to build a 
bridge across the western chatinel for the 
double purpose of conveying the water 
mains to the city side and giving us a road­
way - and direct street car service to the 
Ikland will not be practicable on account of 
the conditions imposed by the Government. 
The latter demands that the bridge must be 
150 feet high to answer the purposes of 
navigation. Engineer Keating could afford 

Jto build one 80 feet high, but a bridge 150 
feet is quite out of the question. It has 
been "suggested that the Government is 
asking what is unreasonable. Vessels are 
stow using the eastern channel, which will 
always be available for all vessels, large 
nnd ismall. If an 80-foot bridge 
were "built at the Queen’s Wharf 
this would not interfere with 
a large number of vessels, such as the 
Niagara and Hamilton boats. As the 
Government, however, has spent a large 
sum of money in deepening both the chan­
nels and in protecting them, and as this 
money has been expended as much for 
making Toronto Bay a harbor of refuge as 
for any other purpose, it cannot be expected 
of the Government that it would consent to 
a barrier being placeone of the 
entrances. Mr. Keatipg will Baye to in­
vestigate the tunnel icheme further.

“In maintaining the divine authority of

In connection with the pavement question 
Aid. Bbaw introduced a motion; “That the 
claim of the Toronto Railway Company that 
the city should lay down a permanent pave- 
men t on concrete or other like foundation on 
the track allowances of the present system of 
railways, in conjunction with the change of 
tracks to be made, shall be compromised and 
settled on the following basis: The city 
shall assume the liability, for the pavements 
on these track allowances, which the com­
pany offered to assume under the proposed 
draft agreement, and the city shall lay down 
on these track allowances, in conjunction 
with the change of the tracks of the railway,

Deutrsra People Do Honor to the Mate 
of a Nova beolla Marque.

New York, July 13.—Alexander Howard 
Gann, first mate of Ine Nova Scotian bat que 
Lillia, lost hia life at Demerara June 20 
from carbonic acid gas arising from the 
vessel’s cargo of sugar. He sent the cabin 
boy Douski.to the chain locker to haul iu|the 
cable. The boy was below so long that the 
mate slid down the companion ladder and 
went forward to the locker.

Ten minutes passed and neither the mate 
nor the cabin boy appeared. Then the for­
ward hatch was pulled off and a heavy cloud 
of vapor came from the opening. The crew 
saw the mate aud the boy lying unconscious 
on the lower deck, both' black in the face. 
One of the crew tried to get to them, but 
was driven off by the fumes of the sugar. 
Then a rope was twisted about the boy’s 
leg and he was pulled up. He was uncon­
scious and remained in a comatose con­
dition for an hour aud a half. When the 
mate was finally raised by the same means 
he was dead.

Doctors from shore resuscitated the cabin 
boy. Cann undoubtedly saved his life, as 
he swooned at the further end of the chain 
locker, with bis head projecting beyond the 
door. The authorities investigated Gann's 
death and held the vessel four days. At 
Gann’s funeral at Demerara a big demon­
stration was made by the people. They 
made Gann out a hero and his last cere- 
monies approached in dignity the funeral of 
a statesman.

A “Hill Climber” for Cyclists.
A new thing in the shape of a *‘hill 

climber” for bicyclists has been tried by 
Gotham wheelmen during the past week.

The mechanism consists of a large sprocket 
wheel, the outer surface of which is machiued 
for teeth to carry the driving chain. The 
inner surface is fitted with teeth that will 
mesh with the small cogs. The sprocket and 
cogs are so fitted on a diminishing cone bear­
ing that byeither pressings lever or pressing 
a stud at end of crank axle the three arms 
immediately engage the inner milled gear, 
and the entire sprocket becomes immovable 
and the*machine is propelled by the higher 
gear. To decrease the gear the lever is re­
versed, the arms being thrown out of action, 
and the small gears immediately meeli with 
the inner side sprocket teeth, gearing the 
speed down to anything desired.

The mechanism has three arms to engage 
with and also throw the cog wheels to mesh. 
The tension is equally distributed, thus 
preventing undue strain at any point. The 
action is positive, there being no chance of 
failure to engage at any point.

THE TBOTTINQ RECORD.

Here is justice with a vengeance. Mills 
and his actions have brought contempt on 
the C.KfcC., and they cannot expect the re­
spect of reputable fanciers until they un­
load him and put better men at the head of 
affairs. I am glad that American shows are 
again open to Mr. Mercer, and hope to see 
his disqualification removed by tho C.K.C.

The art of bell founding is undoubtedly 
of great antiquity. The Saxons are 
known to hpve used bells in their 
churches, although probably but small 
ones, for the venerable Bede, writing at 
the end of the seventh century, alludes 
to them in terms which seem to show 
that ther were not unfamiliar things. 
The towers of the Saxon period have 
belfries of considerable dimensions in 
most cases, and, according to The Gen­
tleman’s Magazine, at Crowland Abbey 
in South Lincolnshire there was a 
famous peal of seven bells many years 
before the Norman conquest The monks 
at that time and for long after were the 
chief practitioners of the art of bell 
founding—which indeed is one of the 
many things these well-abused men have 
handed down to us. Their bells were 
rarely without inscriptions, often in very 
bad Latin, containing perhaps some ob­
scure joke, the point of which is now 
lost. More often they were of a religious 
nature, sometimes probably not unmixed 
with a dash of superstition, as when the 
bell declares that its sound drives away 
the ijemons of the air who caused pesti­
lence and famine, lightning and thun­
derstorms. As a rule unfortunately they 
put no dates on their bells, a defect 
which has been in some measure over­
come by the researches of many enthu­
siastic campanologists, but which is like- 

i ly to keep the early history of bells 
shrouded in darkness for a long time to

He Addre.ee. a Scottish Deputation And

London, July 13.—A Scottish deputation 
held a meeting in this city to-day, the sub­
ject under discussion being the schedule of 
Canadien cattle.

The meeting wee in fever of carrying on 
a vigorous agitation on this question, and 
previous to their interview with Mr. Her­
bert Gardner some speeches were made.

Sir Charles Attacks the Board.
Sir Charles Tapper was present and he 

made e long speech. In hie usual out­
spoken manner, Sir Charles fiercely at­
tacked the British Board of Agriculture. 
He said the Dominion of Canada’s cattle 
interests were not receiving fair treatment. 
Iu fact, those interests were beieg sacri­
ficed to a mistaken opinion of professional 
experts.

Sir Charlss protested against 
policy of the Government regarding this 
important British-Canadian interest. It 
was unfair, he said, to place such an issue 
at the mercy of three veterinary surgeons. 
Some relief must be found. It seemed im­
possible that such an anomalous oonditiou 
of things should exist.

Sir Charles’ remarks were loudly cheered.
Earl Aberdeen Speaks.

The Earl of Aberdeen then introduced 
the deputation, which included several 
members of Parliament, to the President of 
the Board of Agriculture.

After the attack at the previous meeting 
Sir Charles Tupper was not included in the 
deputation.

The Earl of Aberdeen, in addressing Mr. 
Gardner, the president, remarked that Can­
ada had no desire to shirk a just enquiry 
into the existence of pleuro-pneumonia. 
All the Canadian authorities were unani­
mous in the statement that that disease did 
not exist in Canada. In addition to the 
recently expressed decision to exclude 
Canadian live stock, as well as to abandon 
the segregation system of slaughter, 
the Earl of Aberdeen suggested that it 
was most important that such grave steps 
be not taken upon a doubtful case.

I It was nearly «un down when I “drew 
up.’’ ao to speak, at the gtery-and-a-half 
barracks, over the doorway of which 
was inscribed in good Saxon text the 
two words that had proved the mirage 
of a long afternoon’s search.

What the en­
chanted kingdom of Tennyson’s Princess 
was, without a man to cast a blight. up­
on its beauty, is the dormitory /as it 
stands. Entering the place by way of a 
little porch, where some women in rock­
ing chairs were enjoying the sweet even­
ing air, I found myself in an hotel office 
where women porters and women clerks 
ruled the day. An indescribable chatter 
filled the air. It was unlike the bustle 
of any other hotel lobby in the world. • 
There was a rustle rather than a roar 
and a chirp rather than a confusion. If 
you can imagine Niagara Falls keyed to 
the carol of a canary you can have an 
idea of the noise made by over a hun­
dred women all talking together.

I sat down for a moment and took it 
all in before I announced myself as on a 
still-hunt for facts. There was one lack 
that filled me with a wild desire to arise 
and beat a drum or sound a tom-tom— 
nay, I will say that there were three 
lacks that filled my very soul with joy. 
The first was the lack of cuspidors or 
any occasion for them. To stand inside 
the lobby of a clean-smelling and pros­
perous American hotel and see neither 
an expectorator nor a cuspidor made the 
soul witlim me caper like a spring lamb, 
Next, I rejoiced at the absence of pro­
fanity. The atmosphere is rare to find, 
indeed, where the sulphuric fumes of 
useless olasphemy cast no blight, m these 
days of reckless speech and action. And 
lastly, I rejoiced in the lack of loafing. I 
was pleased with the brisk management 
of things at the desk. There was no 
magnificently haughty clerk to bewilder 
the would-be guest with autocratic ways 
and diamonds. The young ladies who 
dealt out the rooms and attended to busi­
ness were modestly dressed and court­
eous. They talked a great deal and 
seemed interested, but that is a delight­
ful change from the custom of the fresh 
young man in the majority of our hotels, 
who bestows your key as a condescen­
sion and makes you feel as though what 
little right you had held heretofore to 
cumber the earth was withdrawn like 

,an outlawed license or a last month’s 
railroad ticket.

Everything in sight was clean and fra­
grant with fresh air and soap. The 
floors were in a spotless condition and 
the windows bright and well curtained. 
A fireplace offered a means of warmth 
should the weather be cool, and easy 
chairs drawn up to tables that were 
covered with newspapers invited the 
guests to rest and recreation.

After a while I stepped up to the desk 
and announced my business to a pretty 
woman in a becoming brown silk dress, 
whose snapping black eyes denoted the 
ability to wield, as she does, the man­
agement of the concern.

“I am so glad that you have come,” 
said she. “Just wait a half minute 
until I smooth out a little difficulty that 
has arisen and I will join you for à nice, 
good, cosy talk.”

So I stepped out on the porch and 
watched the fading of the great red rose 
that sunset had set growing in the west 
Against it the dense foliage of the trees 
rippled in a thousand emerald waves, 
and above it hung a silver star, like a 
lessening sail, bound for the viewless 
shores of dawn/ The air was cool and 
fragrant, and I said to myself, “Why go 
to the restless hurly-burly of a conglom­
erate hotel, O, woman visitor to the fair, 
when such a cloister as this awaits you ?”

“Well, how do you like it?; was the 
first question I asked. “Does your esti­
mate of the average women rise or fall 
under close contact with them?’

“There is a pretty steady tendency to­
ward the up side, she answered, but I 
will confess to you that sometimes I get 
so tired of women that I never want to 
see another.

Scottish speakers, who grew quite indignant 
as they presented their statements.

These speakers maintained that the action 
of the Board of Agriculture had been such 
as to bring upon it discredit in Scotland and 
in the north of England.

“What cattle on the face of the earth,” 
said one speaker indignantly, “could stand 
the rigorous test applied to Canadian cattle 
this season?”

The persistence of the British authori­
ties in their attemptslo discredit the Cana­
dian cattle, the delegates said, traders 

determined and the tests ap­
plied were out of all proportion to the pre­
cautions called for in view of the favorable 
reports from the Dominion of Canada’s 
trustworthy veterinary surgeons.

Mr. Herbert Gardner, President of the 

British Board of Agriculture, listened at­
tentively to Lord Aberdeen’s speech and 
patiently to those of the Scotch delegates, 
whose language, it may be said, at times 
bordered on the intemperate.

Hamilton, July 13.—The magnificent 
pleasure steamer Chippewa, built by the 
Hamilton Bridge Company for the Niagara 
Navigation Company, is lying at tbe foot of 
BroWne’s wharf almost ready for sailing. A 
dozen carpenters are at work as hard as 
they can drive on internal hardwood fit­
tings, and the painters are finishing upon 
the outside.

“As soon as these carpenters and painters 
get away we will sail,” said Captain Me- 
Gillivray this morning. “The machinery 
is all right, and we would have been in 
commission on July 1 if the woodwork had 
been ready. All this talk about the in­
spector refusing to pass the machinery is 
rot,” he added. “The shaft is 18 3*8 
inches, and is the largest ever put in a 
steamer in Canada. The shaft of the Cibola 
is 14 inches. The machinery ot the Hudson 
River and New York boats is built by the 
same firm, and better is not built.”

As to the steam pressure the captain said 
there was no trouble at all. The company 
wanted the valves set at 60 pounds and the 
inspectors thought 45 would be right.

The Chippewa is “coaling»up” to-day. 
“We could sail right now,” said the cap­
tain, “but if we did so we would have to 
finish the woodwork after getting in Toron­
to, and we don’t want to go there until we 
are ready to begin business.”

The 
Cincinnati Price Current states that winter 
wheat results do not warrant enlarged estimates 
on the crop.

Corn and oats are feeling the effect of crop 
damage reports from Missouri and Kansas where 
drought in some sections is getting severe.
