'bills are in circulation. On Monday one 
was handed to the teller of the Traders 
Bank, Rodney, bearing date March 31st, 
1898, series B. The counterfeit is easily 
distinguished from good money, it is not 
so good a color having more of a brown­
ish tinge and being not of the same 
material. Also in the counterfeit the 
numbers which appears in red in the 
upper right and left hand corners can be 
rubbed off when wet whereas in the 
genuine bill they cannot, the bill being 
waterproof.

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The Law anti the Railways
The sentence of three years, impris­

onment in the penitentiary, passeJ 
upon Conductor Joseph Thompson, of 
the Q. T. R , for being responsible for 
sn accident at Gournock, near Gnelph, 
last September, by which throe lives 
were lost, will be received, no doubt, 
with mingled feelings of approval and 
regret l y the general public. Thomp­
son, it appeared by the evidence was 
asleep on his train, and through ne­
glect of duty on his part, the accident 
resulted, and three human lives were 
sacrificed. It also appeared that he 
had been running extra whenever 
the opportunity presented itself, and 
eo had been deprived of the amount 
of sleep necessary to permit of pro­
per attention to his work. Judge 
Riddell, in passing ssntence, referred 
to that feature of the case, and stated 
that he would instruct the crown of 
fleers to prosecute whoever was respon­
sible for permitting or requiring em­
ployees to remain on duty beyond a 
reasonable number of hours. The 
«laughter of people on Canadian rail­
ways during the past year, through 
preventable causes, was, he said, ap­
palling. Those responsible for it 
should be punished, and painful though 
the duty was he felt bound to dis­
charge it.

After explaining that apples con­
tain more phosphates in proportion to 
their weight than any other articles 
of food, fish not excepted, he adds : 
“Phosphoric acid contains the least 
amount of earth salts, and for that 
reason is probably the nearest ap­
proach to the elixir of life known to 
the scientific world. If you want to 
liue long and to retain your youth at 
the same time, eat plenty of appl 
drink only distilled water and eat as 
little bread as possible.”—Chicago 
News.

Wilmot Tell, of Hillside county, 
Michigan, argues that the chances of 
the farmer were better 60 years ago 
than they are today. He says in 
part :

“Both of my grandparents came 
from Pennsylvania.; one bought some­
thing like 160 acres for, I think, $150 
to $2 per acre ; there was plenty of 
timber so my grandfather built a log 
house and * barn. Today there is 
scarcely any timber, so a person has to 
have a pretty long pocket book to 
build an ordinary house. Then my 
grandfather sold some timber, ship 
timber being on the market then, and 
they made their own clothes, which 
were not so costly as a young man 
has to dress now to go to see his best 
girl.

“Game was plenty and a person 
didn't have to go hungry for meat 

' then. My other grandfather bought 
80 acres cheap, and he was a deer 
hunter ; he sold as high as $72 worth 
in one week.

“True, they used oxen, but they 
had work most of the year timbering, 
splitting rails, etc. With a month’s 
wages then a young man could buy 
seven or eight acîbs, and now it would 
take a young man over one year 
They had to clear their land then, 
but it was new and rich. Now it is 
old and run down, and a person has to 
commence building the place up from 
the first. When they got their land 
cleared they could raise good crops for 
a number of years. They couldn’t 
harvest so much in a day, so it took 
more help. It is true that the young 
men of those days had a great, deal to 
overcome, but isn’t the young man of 
today up against a hard battle before 
he gets a home ? I have known sever- 
old men who have quite a scope of 
la,nd, and it was all bought in the 
early days. Some kept their timber, 
which in later years was sold and 
brought them a nice little fortune.

“Where is the opportunity for a 
young man to invest with as sure re­
sults as then ? What advantages had 
the pioneer over the farmer of today ? 
First, he didn’t have to buy any cost­
ly machinery, no binder or mower, 
just simply a cradle and scythe ; now 
you have to buy the machinery or lose 
time and money ; so much of the crops 
wouldn’t now pay for harvesting on 
account of the work of insects. Sec­
ond they had plenty of wood or fuel ; 
now we buy coal, and sometimes mar­
kets, though nearer, are overloaded. 
Third, a young man could then walk 
to see his his best girl ; now he has to 
have a horse and buggy or take a back 
seat. Fourth, there weren’t many 
shows, operas and circuses for young 
people to go and spend their money. 
Fifth, I believe more could be done 
towards making a home on $12 per 
month then, than on $30 now.

A World Weather Map.
The recent innovation bv the Obser-

so far received the attention from the 
Dominion Government which it is en­
titled to.

The Washington Observatory last yea’r 
received a grant of no less than $1,450,000 
for meteorological purposes alone, while in 
Canada the grant was only $110,000 for 
all purposes. Fortunately, however, 
there is complete reciprocity between thé 
two countries in the matter, greatly to the 
advantage of Canada, which receives from 
Washington over 100 reports, for which it 
returns 30. Were it not for this our 
weather forecasts would be by no means 
as accurate as they are.

Dr. Pyne, Minister of Education last week. 
The deputation comprised Messrs L. IL 
Merton, Oshawa ; M. Parkinson, Toronto ;

The {Separate School 
Department are also desirous of having the 
election of their trustees take place at the 
same time and place, and with the same 
officials as the Public Schools and munici­
pal elections.

Full consideration to all points was prom­
ised.

TALLEST MAN IN THE WORLD.

is a Goderich Boy Named H. £. Mac. 
Kenzie.

It was difficult for the photographer to 
get a picture of the whole of Maj. H. B. 
Mackenzie, the second largest man in the 
world. The major stands seven feet two 
inches and weighs 32S£ pounds, so it was 
necessary to build a scaffold under the cam­
era.

‘I wouldn't change my siz<3 for all the 
money in the world,” said the major. 
•'Sure, it causes me a little inconvenience 
occasionally. There are any little diffi­
culties as sleeping on the floor in every little 
hotel I go to, and running the risk of being 
fared out every time I have eaten one meal. 
But, really, I am a very mild eater. I 
could eat the hindquarters of an ox some­
times, but generally my appetite is light.
I eat a few plates of vegetables and a dozen 
eggs. My appetite is very light.”

The major kept a sober countenance, but 
the interviewer felt a wan smile creeping 
over his features. Would the major have a 
drink ? But the rash thought was snuffled 
on the instant.

The major has a wife. “She is a little 
bit o' thing,” said the major, in a Scottish 
accent ; the major is Scotch you know. 
“She accompanies me around on my trips, 
but doesn’t play in the show.”

The major has had the distinction of ap 
rearing before all the crowned heads of 
Europe, twice before King Edward, being 

presented by that king with a Highland 
dirk. He has also appeared before Presi­
dent Roosevelt upon the special request ot 
the strenuous president, who admired his 
massive figure.

Mackenzie was born in Goderich, Out., 
April 3, 1874. His mother was six feet one 
inch tall and his father was five feet eleven 
aod one-half inches tall. Upon graduating 
from the Toronto high schools he became a 
drum major for the Canadian Highlanders. 
Barney Gilmore wanted to back him with 
810,000 for a match with Frank Gotch, but 
Gobch would not accept the challenge, it is 
said. Considering his size, Maj. Macken­
zie is fully proportioned and has a pleasing 
personality.

DEATH OF WARWICK'S OLDEST 
SETTLER.

Mr. Henry Rivers Suddenly Passes 
Away on Friday.

One of the oldest and best knowjaf of 
the pioneer settlers ot this section parsed 
away on Friday last in the person-ot Mr. 
Henry G. R. Rivers.

The subject of this sketch was born 
May 9th, 1826, in London, England, be­
ing aged 81 years at the time of his death. 
He was the only son of a family of six. His 
father was a British army officer who had 
seen active service in different parts of 
the Empire, having served as Colonel 
Rivers under Sir John Moore at Corunna 
in 1808, where he received a rifle wound 
in the knee from which he never fully re­
covered. Retiring from the army he be­
came paymaster for the City of London 
till 1832, when he with his wife, son and 
five daughters, came out to Canada, set­
tling m St. Thomas where, after a few 
years, the aged officer died from the 
effects of the wound he had received. 
The family then came west to the town­
ship of Warwick, settling on a land grant 
received from the Crown. Here the late 
Mr. Rivers resided continuously till some 
three or four years ago, retiring from the 
activities of a strenuous life, he moved 
into this village. In 1855 he was married 
in St. Paul’s Cathedral, London, to Marie 
Westgate, who survives him. He was the 
earliest settler in this district, having 
seen the whole surroundings a vast forest, 
London and Sarnia, which were then 
mere villages, being the nearest markets, 
Watford being unheard of for years after 
his arrival. A more interesting narrator 
of incidents relating to the early da>s 
would be difficult to find. Mr. Rivers 
was a Conservative in politics, a member 
of the Anglican Church, a man of splen­
did worth and sterling qualities, possessed 
of wonderful vitality and vigor, being 
always smart and active till the day of his 
death. He leaves a widow, three sons 
and three daughters to mourn his loss, 
one daughter having pre-deceased him 
some four years ago. The immediate 
cause of death was heart failure which 
came as a great shock to his friends and 
relatives on May 24th. His end was peace.

The funeral services were conducted 
by Rev. Prof. Howard and largely at­
tended amid a continuous downpour of 
rain. The remains were interred in the 
family burial plot in the Watford ceme­
tery, Henry Hume, A. Dunlop, Jas. 
Morgan. Jos. S. Williams, Thos. Mains 
and Robert Fleming acting as pall­
bearers.

The 
best of public Journals—those which 
are recognized as the most desirable 
mediums for advertising and which 
consequently obtain the highest prices 
for their services—make It a rule to 
classify and, restrict In a Judicious 
manner the advertisements that they 
print They confine them to certain 
parts of the publication, they restrict 
their display to certain decorous styles 
of type, recognizing that to admit a 
belter skelter distribution through all 
columns or to display them In Incoher­
ent fashion according to the whims of 
the advertisers would largely destroy 
the very objects held In view. The 
readers of these Journals would resent 
the Intrusion of advertising matter In­
to the space set apart for news, édi­
torials, etc., and the influence that 
gives the advertising Its value would 
decline.

In the same way the forms of ad­
vertising that now give exceeding of­
fense to the community ought to be 
restricted and kept within proper lim­
its. If this were effected the practice 
would change from the public nuis­
ance that it now Is to a function that, 
In a considerable degree, might couple 
genuine service to the public with a 
presentation of Its material In an In­
teresting and even esthetleally attrac­
tive fashion.—Sylvester Baxter in Cen-

Sheep and Wool is Too Low.
According to The Breeders' Gazette, a' 

Chicago man, who spent last week in 
Ontario picking up 500 rams to send to 
Idaho, said : “Canada’s lamb crop will 
be light, winter having hung on per­
sistently over there. The result of this 
will be little Canadian mutton on the 
Buffalo market next fall. Canada is not 
participating in the sheep development 
on this side of the line, and m Toronto 
not enough live mutton is available to 
supply local demand. I was given an 
order for a load of sheep by a Toronto 
butcher, and I believe it is the first in­
stance ot mutton being bought in Chicago 
for shipment to a Canadian point. On­
tario is an ideal sheep country, but they 
are not getting our prices for wool, 16 
cents being bid for the kind that sells in 
Michigan at 25 to 30 cents. I cannot ac­
count for it, except that buyers are steal­
ing it. If Ontario had access to our 
market it could get rich growing wool 
and mutton.”

At 3 o’clock, David Waugh, a baker, 
went to the home of Miss Jennie McKie 
on his rounds. He received no answer to 
his summons. He went -to a neighbor’s 
home where orders were sometimes left. 
Nothing was there. Then he got John 
McKie, a brother of Miss McKie, who 
entered the house through a bedroom 
window. He passed through tbe bedroom 
to the kitchen, where he found William 
McKie, son of Miss McKie, lying dead on 
the floor. He was partly undressed and 
had in his hand a 6-ounce bottle, a third- 
full of chloroform, and a handkerchief 
.saturated with it. Mr. McKie then went 
back to the bedroom, where he discovered 
his sister in bed. Both had been chloro­
formed, and were quite dead.

A charitable woman.
The dead woman was 71 years of age, 

and her son 49. She. was highly re­
spected in the village, and noted for her 
charitable work. Her son was formerlv 
a school teacher at Bright, but lately had 
been the proprietor of a drug store at 
Kalamazoo, Michigan. He arrived home 
only Friday night.

NO MOTIVE KNOWN.
The mother and son were apparently 

devoted to one another, and while he was 
away he wrote to her each week. No 
motive of the tragedy is known, but it is 
suggested that it is the result of financial 
entanglements out of which McKie saw 
no hope of emerging. No message was 
left explaining the affair.

An envelope containing (20 in cash was 
found. A note said that $15 was what 
Miss McKie had borrowed from Arthur 
Duncan, a neighbor, and #5 was for Miss 
Belle McKie, of Brantford. No inouest 
will be held.
