The Egyptian Egg Uven

cubator for. hatching eggs that had
lain buried in the sand for many cen-
turies. Surprise was expressed that
this essentially modern industry of

off times. As & matter of fact, it is
only the method, and not the art,
which is new. While the western
races have laboriously evolved their
own machines for this purpose, the

countries. In Egypt the industry is
an enormous one. It is estimated
that at the present time in Lower
Egypt there are several hundreds of
these hatching establishments, and
that in many cases they have a cap-
acity for:40,000 eggs at one time. A
few years ago the American Consul-
General in Egypt estimated that up-
wards of 90,000,000 chickens: were
hatched annually in the egg ovens of
that country.

The incubators we use are mere;
toys compared to those of the
Egyptians. . They use . “ovens’ for
the purpose. A recent visitor to one
of these ovens says that it consisted
of four hatching chambers, each of
these chambers, about four by four
yards, being capable of holding up to
6,000 eggs at a time, and accomm-
odating each season about 180,000
eggs. Even this was asmall oven,
the majority consisting of from ten
to twenty hatching chambers, each
four by four yards.

The temperature is regulated by
manipulating the fire (often .the fire
is allowed to go out fora few hours)
twice each day and by regulating-the
ventilation. The fuel- usually used
is wheat or bean straw, chopped and

imal manure. The upper chamber
is consequently full of choking
smoke, and there is alwavs a lot of
smoke in the hatching chamber. The
mud-brick walls are made very thick,
and doubtless retain the heat well
and prevent sudden changes of tem-
perature. Every time the eggs are
turned care is taken to remove those
which Have been immediately under
the fires, and placc them in the
centre of the chamber ; this is said
to be a most important point. The
success attending the industry, and
the colossal maaner in which it is
conducted, suggests that the poultry

Keeping the house cool in summer fs

tric fans and other appliances can, of
course, keep very comfortable, but it
is more difficuit to manage it in small
houses,

Windows must be shaded with blinds,
shutters or awnings and be well
screened. Afl the heavy hangings
should be removed and where possible
the carpets should be, taken up and.
cool colors, such as white, gray, light
greens and blues, should take the place
of the warmer colors. Then white mus-
lin curtains soften the light, though
many people object to even that much
drapery. '

The coolest honrs of summer are the
night hours. Therefore the pight air
should be allowed to circulate freely
through every part of the house. The

windows open at the top and bottom
Instead of entirely af the bottom. This
lets out the hot air and lets in the cool.
When this method is followed put the
screen In the lower sash of one win-
dow of each room and in the upper
sash of another.

As it is important that sunlight, too,
should enter the house at some titie of
the day, open all the blinds and win-
dows in the early morning for a little
while. Then darken the house for the
rest of the day. . 25

It is. especially important that the
attle and cellar should have proper
ventilation. In the former a skylight
or window should be kept open night
and day; except, of course, when it
rains. The cellar windows should be
open only at night when it is compara-
tively cool. Open them at sundown
and close them st 8 e'clock in the
morning. Neglect of this method of
airing the cellar causes a great deal
of trouble during the hot weather. If
the windows are not closed during the
heat of the day the warm, moisture
ladened air enters the cellar and con-
denses on walls, pipes, metals, etc. The
colder the surface the greater will be
the amount of moisture that will con-
dense upon it, and a few days of neg-
lect will make the cellar so damp that
it will not be a suitable place for keep-
Ing food.

D(WIS ON PASTURE

The question ‘is frequently asked
whether it is economical to feed grain
to cows during the pasture seasch.

Farmer. On this question there is a
‘considerable differénce . of opinion
Judging by the direct results in milk
production from feeding grnln to cows
on succulent and abundant pasture,
there seems to be no profit ip such a
procedure. While’ there may be some
inctease In milk’ yields, the increased
yields do not in all instances pay for
the grain consumed. £
The pastures in the early spring are
immature, and the grass contains a
high perventage of water and a low
percentage of dry matter, and the high
producing cow does not secure sufll- I
clent nutrients to furnish the needs of
the body and maintain a large produe-
tion of milk. For a cow of this type—
that is, one that produces one to two
pounds of butter fat daily, a grain ra-

tion should supplement the pasture and
she should be allowed all the legumi-
nous hays that she will consume.

The cow that is producing an aver-
age quantity of milk—say from twenty-
five to thirty pounds of milk of aver-
age quality—will produce but little
more when fed grain to supplement
good pasture and for economy of pro-
duction should not be so fed. Experi-
mentation has proved that an addi-
tiongl pound of milk was secured for
each pound of grain fed, but it was ob-
served that cows that received grain
during the pasture season gave 16 per -
cent better returns after the grazing
period was over than did those that re-
ceived no grain. In other words, there
was an increase in weight in the lot
that were fed grain which resulted in
the laying up of a considerable amount
of surplus nutrients on their body
which was utilized in future produc-
tion,

Weaning the Pigs.
_ Some people seem anxious to wean
the pigs. 1 do not believe a persen
should be in too much of a hurry
about this, bhowever, says a corre-
spondent of the Kansas Farmer, As a
matter of fact, there is no feed quite
so good as their own mother’s milk.
There is a limit, of course, for the
length of fime she can provide this
food. If the sow is to raise two litters
each year we must not expect her to
care for each litter as long a time as
when she raises only one.

1f she is holding up fairly well in
flesh T would not hesitate to leave the
pigs with her nine or ten weeks.
When you start to wean the pigs do
not take the whole litter away at once.
This will not only prevent the sow
worrying, but it will probably avoid
trouble with her udder. Take away
the two hardiest youngsters first, and
then, after a day or two, remove one
or two more. Keep this up until the
whole litter has been taken away.

These, in modified form, sur-
“yived the introduction of Christianity
into Britain, and subsequent Anglo
Saxon and Celtic ingenuity and  sup-
erstition were responsible for still
further additions.

Of late there has been—in the
country districts, at least—some im-
provement in the manner of celebrat-
ing- Hallowe'en.

Those dairy farmers who are carefully
noting the total production of each of
their cows for the season are finding
some curious differences.  For instance,
in one Ontario herd the yield of a 9-year-
old that freshened March 5th was 4,080
pounds of milk up to theend of July ; her
stable mate, also 9 years old that freshen-
ed March 12th, receiving the same feed
and care gave only 2,970 pounds of milk.
Over half a ton of milk in that short per-
iod indicates a considerable difference in
income between the two cows.

q
In another herd at the same factory be-

tween two six-year-olds that calved April
3rd and 4th, there is a difference of 1,400
pounds of milk and 60 pounds of fat up
to the end of July. This means between
fourteen and fifteen dollars that one cow
earned more than the other, Are your
cows workers or shirkers? Dairy records
alone will provide the means of ascertain-
ing these facts beyond question. Forms
for weighing milk, either daily, or on
three days per month, are supplied free
by the dairy division; Ottawa. In your

A Million Dollars ’
For Good Roads
County Council of Essex, Ont., Presents

By-Law For Improving 150 Miles
of Roadway

One of the most impbrtant of the many
road improvement plans now under way
in varions parts of Canada, is that just
launched in Essex County, Ontario. At
a meeting of the Council, or Thursday,
October 16th, a By-law was drawn up for
presentation to the voters next January.
This By-law calls for the raising of a mil-
lion' dollars to provide for concrete road-
ways covering no less than 150 miles, and
connecting all the important communi-
ties of Essex County.” The proposed
routes of the concrete roads will com-
pletely circle the county, and afford the
finest type of highway connection to the
farmers for reaching Windsor or any of
the smaller towns.

With the assistance of Engineer'Huber,
of the Ontario Government, the commit-
tee appointed at the last session of the
council, went over the different roads
proposed for paving.  Basing his recoms-,
wendation upon the fact that the route
will be used for much heavy traffic, Mr.
Hubet made his report in favor of using
Concrete throughout.

An interesting feature of the plan as
outlined, is.thé provision of a continuous
route of good roads. Theré have been
instances in other communities where
otherwise excellent road development
o . . -
Fdeas were,in a measure, spoiled by fail-
ure to have the good road a cofitinuous
good road. The Hssex County Council
have shown thelr wisdonr: and far-sight-
edness by providing for the 'complete
connecting up of the proposed concrete
stretches, so that in the completed pro-
fect there will appear no. interruption of
unimproved or bad roads.  While not in
a stfaight line, the completed séries of
roads will be, in effect, one long - contin-
uous highway all of concrete, and taking
in practically the whole of Essex County.

There would seem to he a peculiarly
enterprising dpirit in the vicinity of the
Detroit River, « On one side of the River
we have Wayne County, Michigan, (the
county of which Detroit is the principal
centre), with approximately 100 miles of
concrete County Highways. This mag-
nificent series of highways has been a
model for other communities, and has at-
