He was next appointed Judge of Equity 
rod a few weeks later Lieut.-Governor of 
Nova Scotia, In 1888 be was again elect­
ed to the Commons by Colchester and held 
the seat till the general election of 1891, 
when he finally retired from public life. 
Sir Adams married in 1843 Elizabeth A.,

Victoria Mines, C. B., December 24.— 
One of this colliery’s largest boilers explo­
ded at 7 o’clock this morning, killing 
George Long, of Ingonish, and injuring 
Daniel McDonald, Cyril Me Adam, firemen; 
John McSween and John McPherson, ma­
sons; also Murdoch McIntyre, who hap­
pened to be passing at the time. The in­
jured men are nearly all frightfully scalded. 
McDonald

were hurled everywhere within a radius of 
a hundred yards. The seven other boilers 
were all displaced and foundations levelled; 
not a portion of the building covering the 
boilers remain standing. The end of the 
exploded boiler was found a hundred yards 
from the place. Huge boilers were raised 
off their seats and stood on end. How so 
many who were working around at the 
time escaped is a mystery, as flying bricks, 
stones, pieces of timber, scalding steam 
and water were thrown with great force in 
a seething circle. The colliery will be idle 
for a month at least.

—Yarmouth is to have a new summer 
hotel.

—Real Estate Agent Naylor, Halifax, 
says there will be an immigration into 
Nova Scotia next summer of a desirable 
class of settlers. English farmers are con­
stantly visiting him, chiefly with a view to 
securing orchards in Annapolis Valley.

Rapid Transit.—A letter was mailed in 
St. John on the afternoon of 21sL Novem­
ber addressed to Dublin, Ireland, and a re­
ply thereto was received in St. John early 
on the morning of 9th December. The re­
ply was dated Dublin, 30th November.

Chief Justice of Canada.—Mr. Justice 
Strong of the Supreme Court of Canada has 
been appointed Chief Justice in place of 
Sir Wm. Ritchie recently deceased. Judge 
Strong is 72 years old and has been on the 
bence twenty-three years. The salary of 
the Chief Justice is $8000.

—The British imports from Canada 
reached ten and a quarter million pounds 
sterling for the eleven months ended Nov­
ember. This is an increase of one and 
three quarter millions, despite the fact 
that live stock importations .have decreased, 
but the importations of Canadian cheese, 
butter and lumber have largely increased.

On the other side of the Atlantic the out­

look is not so favorable. Europe is one 
immense armed camp, where great armies 
of men tire withdrawn from the fields of 
productive industry and are being trained 
in all the newest and most scientific meth­
ods of slaying their fellow men. A spark 
may at any moment kindle a war surpass­
ing any of the century. Just at present 
France is the nation which is being watched 
with keenest interest. Within the last few 
weeks we have seen a strong government 
overthrown, several of her leading states­
men sent to prison, and duels fought among 
members of her chamber of deputies. 
Among the people excitement is at fever 
heat. So rapidly have events succeeded 
each other that men are holding their breath 
and wondering what will happen next. The 
overthrow of the republic is even talked 
of, and it would seem as if it only needed 
the right man for the occasion and we 
should see another great French revolution. 
What is it all about, we ask in surprise. 
Why simply that the people who invested 
their savings in Panama Canal stock have 
discovered that their money, instead of go­
ing to complete the canal as they expected, 
has been largely wasted in bribing promi­
nent statesmen and newspapers to secure 
legislation which should have cost nothing. 
The people have, in short, discovered that 
the Panama Canal scheme was largely a 
second «South Sea bubble and those who 
have lost their money are crying out for 
vengeance against those who duped them.

In England, too, a spirit of unrest is 
manifesting itself. While all branches of 
industry are suffering depression, that of 
the agricultural industry is especially so. 
The farmers of Great Britain are certainly 
in a wretched condition, and while free 
traders have been looking to the' recent 
elections in the United States as the turn­
ing of the tide against protection, the 
strange spectacle is presented to the world 
of the agriculturists of free trade England 
passing resolutions in favor of protection, 
amid the wildest enthusiasm.

That dread monster, Asiatic cholera, 
made its appearance on this continent last 
summer, and although strong precautions 
will doubtless be taken to prevent its re­
turn the probability is that America will 
not be altogether free from its ravages 
during the coming year.

Altogether, however, when we compare 
our condition with that of the rest of the 
world, we think that the people of this 
province and of the Dominion as a whole 
have reason for gratitude to the giver of all 
good for so favorable a beginning of a new

THE STEAM GENERATOR IN A NOVA SCOTIA
CENTRAL TRAIN BURSTS AND TERRIFIES 

AND INJURES THE PASSENGERS.

An accident occurred on the Nova Scotia 
Central railway train on Saturday which 
might have had its climax in a tragedy, 
and ended in nothing more than a severe 
cut to one of the passengers and inflicted 
slight burns to some of the others in the 
first-class coach. The train was about 
thirteen miles out of Bridgewater, bound 
to Middleton, when the steam generator at 
the forward end of the coach exploded 
breaking the stove with which it was in 
connection. A volume of steam, smoke 
and live cinders burst out, filling the 
coach and almost suffocating the passen 
gers, about two-thirds of the seats be­
ing occupied. No one knew what ro 
do. The windows were frozen down so 
that it was impossible to let in air, but 
worst of all, the bell-rope was found to 
be unconnected with the engine, at least 
the passengers found themselves unable to 
move the bell bv its means; and they could 
not pass through the forward door on ac­
count of the wrecked stove. The passen­
gers were almost suffocated, while their 
clothing were covered with ashes and cin­
ders, and tbero seemed no 
rescue till the next station 
It was to the presence of mind of Nelson 
Pratt, principal of the Millan academy, 
Queens county, who was on his way home 
to Maitland for the Christmas vacation, 
that they were indebted for relief. He 
could not open the window, so Mr. Pratt 
broke the sash and tried to attract the at­
tention of the engineer by waving a hand­
kerchief and in other ways. At last the 
train came to a curve, the engineer saw 
there was trouble in the train and he 
brought it to a standstill. The conductor, 
who was in another coach, and the train 
hands, were startled when they found the 
state of affaire. The passenge 
moved to the second-class and 
and were brought in to Middleton, all 
bearing the marks of their hard experience.

—The American silver dollar contains 
just sixty-three cents worth of silver, and 
the silver bills, which are so extensively cir­
culating in our midst represent intrinsi­
cally but sixty-three cents on the dollar. 
The United States government is keeping 
up the value of this cheap money to its face 
by redeeming these silver certificates in 
gold, and so long as men know that a ten 
dollar silver certificate can be exchanged 
at the United States treasury for a ten dol­
lar gold piece, so long will it lie worth its 
face value. But let that government at­
tempt to exercise the right, which it un­
doubtedly has, of redeeming these notes in 
silver, then just at that moment will the 
value of silver and silver certificates fall to 
their intrinsic worth. A congress of repre­
sentatives from the great mercantile nations 
of the world is now meeti g in Brussels to 
devise if possiblesomeintt national arrange­
ment whereby the price of silver can be 
held at its present face value. But from 
present appearances the convention is not 
likely to result in anything substantial be­
ing agreed upon. Should this actually be 
the case the price of silver is likely to de­
cline, and when this does occur the holders 
of these coins and certificates will suffer the 
loss. Whatever may be the result, there is 
more or less risk in handling 
money, and it certainly ought not to pass at 
its face value.

A Doctor’s Advice.

Between the ages of three and seven 
years, a doctor lately observes, in the life 
of a child is a period when a highly strung 
and irritable one may actively combat any 
measures of control not in keeping with 
its infantile thoughts or desires. Children 
at this stage are of three grades, viz., an­
gels or devils, or of tones intermediate. 
With the first our topic has nothing to do, 
but of the second or third classes many 
things are to be said which may be of in­
terest to parents who are grieved and dis­
tressed about self-willed and rebellious chil­
dren and how to control them without 
mentally injuring the child or themselves.

The responsibility for an uncontrollable 
child rests to a great extent with parents. 
The nurse and governess come in for blame 
or merit in a decidedly descending ratio. 
It is the duty of parents to keep a watch­
ful eye on the constant companions of their 
children and see that the little beings des­
tined to be gentle and obedient are not 
tormented, pinched and forced to acquire 
dispositions purely artificial. This requires 
a good deal of personal trouble and is not 
always a matter of inclination on the par­
ents’ part; however, it is one of duty. The 
governess and nurse may attend to their 
duties very well, but the little ones under 
their care are of different blood and rarely 
get quite the consideration which should 
come from the parent.

It is often possible to change a disposi­
tion which is tending towards irritability 
into one of calm nature, if it be taken in 
time, and the time to do the most effective 
work is upon the appearance of the first 
manifestation of petulance or of opposition 
to parental discipline. This is often ap­
parent before the third year of life; in fact , 
before the end of the first year the tenden­
cies are in a progressive state, and must be 
modified, or “switched off” on an entirely 
different track.

Babies often show that they have an ap­
preciation of certain of their surroundings 
as early as three months, and if they have 
been carried at night when they have cried 
a little, they get the same habits as puppies 
in demanding repetition again and again. 
They should not be humored to a very 
great extent, young and tender though 
they may be, unless it is the parents’ de­
sire to make selfishness conspicuous in later

The preliminaries spoken of lead to the 
point where means must be found to 
rect the rebellious child w'ho gets into a 
rage, at times so intense that it has even 
been known to result in death or epileptic 
fits, heart diseases and many minor ailments. 
\Y hen the temper displayed is very violent 
it should be checked at once, and, though 
it may seem harsh, a bucketful of water 
dashed into the face is the best of harsh 
remidies and is safe because it produces no 
physical pain, and it also tends to relieve 
the congestion in the head and face. Mild 
yet forcible persuasion is best of all Get 
your child’s confidence and the balance is 
not so difficult to attain.

The Care of Cattle.

WHY EVERY FARMER SHOULD STUDY THE 
SCIENCE OF FEEDING.

It is not the fault of the scrub cow or 
steer that she is no better than she or he is. 
We need to remember that, for if we have 
been at fault in lessening the value of the 
scrub, we may lessen the value of better 
cattle if we ever have them. Fifty years 
ago, those of us who are old enough to re­
member, the life of the cow was everything 
but desirable. Even in summer the pas­
ture was apt to be utterly insufficient for 
the animal, because the pasture went year 
after year without having the slightest at­
tention paid to it. In winter time theçe 

the barest apology for a shelter if thefte 
was any at all. Such “ extravagance ” as 
feeding grain was never thought of, and 
while the hay was poor the corn fodder was 
poorer. Anything in the shape of a bull 
was good enough for service, and if any­
body wonders that the scrub is no better 
than she generally is, he would wonder that 
fire would burn a house down. The best 
breed of cattle in the world could not stand 
such treatment for a hundred years and be 
a whit better than the scrub is.

We have never known a case in which a 
farmer, however careless he might have been 
in caring for common êtock, did not take 
good care of thoroughbreds if he purchased 
them. One of the great uses of improved 
breeds of cattle—we always contended—is 
that they teach them to be more careful in 
their management of stock. People are 
not apt to pay a good price and then abuse 
it. But there is abuse of other that expos­
ing it to the storms and starving it, and if 
we do not realize it we are in danger of go­
ing far wrong. We have seen and so has 
every reader of this article seen, show stock 
that was decorated with blue ribbon, giv­
ing evidence of brutal abuse. It has been 
overfed. It has been fattened almost to 
death. Its bones and muscles have been 
neglected in order to lay on fat that the an­
imal might appear beautiful; and the worst 
of the whole matter was, people misunder­
stood the mountains of fat—of practical dis­
ease—for strength and size—often brought 
these abused animals for breeders, and as a 
result produced animals that were weak, 
and in a measure a least, unsatisfactory.

It is readily to be seen therefore, that to 
treat an animal kindly, to take care of it in 
the most profitable way, we must study 
the science of feeding and be governed by 
its principles. It is hardly probable that 
any reader of this paper does not feed 
enough. But there may be many who do 
not feed the right kind of foods, we hope 
that the right time is not far distant* when 
every farmer will recognize the fact that 
too much corn is injurious and will feed all 
animals enough of such foods as bran, oats, 
etc., as will^nourish the bony and muscular 
systems.

MONEY TO LOAN.
DE LESSEPS DOWNFALL.

Under a Cloud Which has Broken his Heart.

HOPES SUNK IN PANAMA MUD: AFTER HIS
WONDERFUL CONQUEST OF SUEZ HIS FAIL­
URE KILLS HIM.

Ferdinand de Lesseps, the promoter of 
the greatest engineering and industrial en­
terprise of the nineteenth century, the Suez 
Canal, who has-been decorated by nearly 
all the monarchs of Europe, is to be tried 
before a common court of justice in his own 
native Paris for securing money fraudulent­
ly. The old man (he was an old man when 
he completed the Suez Canal) probably 
will not live to face disgrace, if disgrace it 
is to be. He is 87 years of age.

Count de Lessep’s life is a story of action 
and accomplishment. From the time of 
the Ifombardment of Barcelona in 1842, 
when he showed superb physical courage, 
until the Panama Canal he has been leader 
in whatever he has been concerned in. He 
has dared to attempt what other 
sidered folly.

His first conception of the idea of the 
Suez Canal came with a visit to Said Pasha, 
the Egyptian Khedive, in 1854. On his 
return to Paris he published a document 
setting forth the project. The great engin­
eers of the world laughed at him. Robert 
Stephenson, the English engineer, said the 
idea was worthy of a schoolboy. When de 
Lesseps heard of this he brought down his 
hand forcibly upon the table and remarked:

“If Mr. Stephenson lives twenty years 
■Til give him a free passage through my 
canal.” Both French and English capital­
ists were wary, but de Lesseps was a born 
organizer and by means of his diplomacy 
and persistent energy he enlisted the funds 
necessary to carry on his enterprise. The 
canal was formally opened November 17th, 
1868, within two days of the sixty-fourth 
birthday of M. de Lesseps, in the presence 
of one of the grandest assemblages ever 
known. He had completed his task within 
fifteen years after his answer to Stephen­
son’s sneering jeer.

His DREAM OF THE PANAMA CANAL.

The old man was equally suite that the 
Panama Canal would succeed. The Suez 
Canal has been a mine of money for its 
stockholders. The great Frenchman has 
cut one continent in two, Why not another? 
The idea was fascinating. The stock 
readily accepted on the Bourse. This was 
spent and then other calls were made; and 
the French people responded liberally. 
They had implicit faith in the capability 
of M. de Lesseps to accomplish the under­
taking. They paid in their money, but 
the only result was a demand for further 
funds.

M. de Lesseps still has confidence in the 
success of the Panama Canal, but the in­
vestors have not. In his old age he pit­
eously asks for aid to carry out his second 
great enterprise, and he is asked in response 
what he has done with the money already 
given.

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Pig-pen Pointers.

Avoid getting breeding stock that is too 
short and light boned, on the other hand 
steer clear of the big fellows that require so 
long to mature. There is a “happy me­
dium ” between these.

In extremely hot weather grain is bad 
for the hogs—it is too heating. In ex­
tremely cold weather the hogs are bad for 
the grain—they eat it too fast. Feed off 
before cold weather comes.

On a small farm where a few pigs might 
be made profitable it sometimes happens 
that a larger number are kept at a loss. It 
will not often pay to keep so many that 
you must buy much food.

Keep the brood sows in a pasture instead 
of a pen, if possible, as they need exercise 
to keep them in good health and condition. 
Too close confinement is a frequent cause 
of an unthrifty litter.

A thousand-acre hog ranch in Arizona, 
all in alfalfa, and stocked with hogs at the 
rate of six head per Emre, is affording a fine 
illustration of what can be done in making 
pork from grass.

The hog, like the sheep, is a natural sca­
venger for the farm. But this is not a good 
reiison why either should not have plenty 
of wholesome food. It never pays to try 
to grow them merely on refuse. 1 
• Hogs will manufEmture meat from corn 
when it is fed in the right proportion, in a 
way that they can from nothing else. But 
its very richness sometimes clogs the sys­
tem and so prevents the best results. Feed 
with care.—National Stockman.

—When the milk or cream is held too 
long, although it may be in a cold tempera­
ture in which the ordinary acidity may not 
be enveloped, a bitter taste is often devel­
oped which is imparted to butter and des­
troys its value. It is the opinion of our 
experts that this bitterness is another form 
of putrefactive ferment, and not active or 
marked as the acidulous ferment, but more 
insidious and sure to manifest itself more 
or less rankly, according to the conditions. 
To prevent this, the New York dairy com­
missioner advises never to hold the milk 
for the cream to rise longer than twenty- 
four hours, and the cream longer than thir­
ty-six hours. Under special favorable con­
ditions and surroundings the time may 
possibly be extended. It is not, however, 
a safe rule; to insure sweet and good butter 
the earlier churning and skimming are re­
commended.

fcjsr&s1 To Clean an Old Butter Bowl.—Any 

kind of wood will absorb grease unless after 
use it is thoroughly scalded and washed af­
terward with cold water. No soap should 
be used in cleaning dairy utensils, as some of 
the grease off it is apt to remain in the wood. 
But a small quantity of concentrated lye 
in the hot water used for the washing will 
take away all the grease and keep wood 
utensils perfectly clean for years. As soon 
as the wood is well dried with a clean towel 
it should be put in a dry shaded place, 
where it is not exposed to wind or sun, which 
will be apt to crack the wood, and left there 
until it is quite dry. But it would be more 
satisfactory to throw away an old bowl 
and purchase a new one. These bowls are 
made of willow, butternut, or buckeye 
wood.
