Many of our readers will regret 
to learn that on Monday last a cable 
from Iquique, Chili, was received by 
Mr. C. S. Bothamley of “The Pines", 
announcing the death, of his friend, 
Major H. E. Hyde Harrison. It will 
be remembered that he and Mr. 
Bothamley came to “The Pines” some 
eight years ago. Mr. Harrison, desir­
ing a change after a considerable 
period of exacting engineering work 
in Chili. On the outbreak of tiie- 
great war, however, he felt the call 
to place his professional experience 
and ability (he had seen service in 
the South African War) at the dis­
posal of his country, and early re­
turned to England to make the offer. 
This was readily accepted by the war 
office and he was given a commission 
in the Royal Engineers. With them 
he served with distinction during the 
war, retiring at the end with the 
rank of Major. After a brief rest in 
England he again went to Chili to 
undertake further engineering work. 
As he had been unable to come to 
Canada Mr. Bothamley made him a 
visit during the winter of 1919-26 
when he seemed to be enjoying un­
usually good health. Lately, how­
ever, the climate seemed to be tell­
ing on him, yet no such thing as 
his demise was looked for, conse­
quently the word received on Mon­
day was a great shock to many 
friends in Bridgetown and neighbor­
hood.
