The Glaete Bay Gazette, which haz 
been looking up the fisheries statistics 
ol Canada very closely, finds that the 
Maritime Provinces practically supply 
the worldrvritb lobsters, there being in 
seuon 713 canneries in nperation on 
our see coast. Nova Scotia has 242 
of such establishments ; New Bruns- 
wick, 197 ; Prince Edward Island 180

and Quebec 82. Oner 14,000 persona 
are employed in the industry, and the- 
vAue of the output canned and alive, 
ezeeeds three and a half million dollars 
annually.—M. Merchant.

A SUGGESTION.

Mr. W. T. James, Mayor of Hamilton, Ber­
muda, Interviewed by the Mari­

time Merchant.

His worship, W T James, Mayor of 
Hamilton Bermudu, and the leading 
business man of the Bermuda Islands, 
was in Halifax on bis way home last 
week. Mr James spends the months 
ol August, September and October ot 
each year at bis place in the Annapolis 
Valley, where he raises large quantities 
of most delicious apples and vegetables, 
and incidentally picks up a good stock 
of health to last him through the trials 
and worries of an active winter.

Mr James told the Merchant that 
the busioes outlook in Bermuda today 
is better than it hae been for years and 
that last year was a most successful one 
lor every industry in which Bermuda ie 
interested. There are only 20,000 peo­
ple in the Bermudian Colonies, and the 
tiuriet trade alone last year left them 
over 8500,000 up to April 30th. An­
other source of revenue, the expenditure 
of the Imperial Government for perma- 
oent fortifications, buildings, etc., was 
unusually large lait winter, as were al­
so the disbursements ot the Navy, and 
in addition to these, and of greater re­
lative importance, the farmers of the 
blende had a remarkably good crop of 
onion» and potatoes, which they sold 
at a good price. They raised about 
300,000 boxes of onions, which netted 
ciosc to 81.25 per box.

Mr James then told about the eue- 
ceasful work of the lately organized 
Farmers’ and Shippers’ Association ol 
Bermuda. “Every farmer aud shipper 
in the Colony," said Mr James, “is a 
member of this Association, and the 
cost of running it amounts to lc. a box 
on onions and 2c. z pkg. on potatoes. 
The Association keeps one of its own 
men iu New York all the time during 
the shipping season, as New York ie 
the place whets we market practically

everything we ship. The Association 
also appointa half a dozen New York 
houses assales-ageots, au*in conjunct­
ion with these agents, our representative 
fixes the selling price fur our shipments 
while they are on the way to New 
York. The result is that we are able 
to regulate our deliveries. There ie 
no disturbance from reckless over-bid­
ding by buyers, and there ie no end of 
indiscriminate and promiacuoue con­
signing which eventually results iu loss 
to the consigner.’’

“A great many times wbea in the 
Old Country in recent years’’, said Mr. 
James, “I have wandered down to 
Covent Gardens in L ndoa, and sets 
Nova Scotia apples being sold at auc­
tion. Sometimes I have seen them 
sold to low, and have felt that if Nova 
Scotia had a representative in London 
paid to look alter the special interests 
ot fruit shippers, she could afiord to 
give him a good salary. Such a rap 
reeentative would need to be a man of 
good judgment, ability, aud force— 
one who could determine whether it 
wee better to pay sixpence storage 
rather than see a consignment sold a 
shilling a barrel too low. I bare no 
doubt the English apple Consignee is 
as good a man as you will find in the 
earns business anywhere, but hie busi­
ness ie to sell fruit without partiality to 
either buyer or seller, and the buyer ie 
on band to look out for himeelf, while 
t ie seller ie not.”

“Our experience in Bermuda,” con­
tinued Mr James, “has demonstrated 
that the paid representative ie a good 
investment, and I would commend it to 
the fruit growers of Nova Scotia, for I 
feel they are making the same mistake 
Bermudian» had been making for e 
good many yean.”—M. Merchant.

The “Owl’’ Train.

Dear Mr. Editor :—
One of my neighbors has banded ne| 

a copy of The People of Oct. 29th.
I like the bright look of the paper and 
the way it speaks for the public. The 
letter of Merchant was especially inter­
esting to me.

The people here think the same as 
lie does, that the railway commission 
are the men to decide our claim to rail­
way accommodations. Our Board of 
Trade took this idea a year ago, and 
as soon as the other Boards will help 
us we can get the commission to decide 
the question.

If the railway board saya we have 
no right to the “Owl” train I suppose 
we will have to drive our horses when 
we have to go to Kentville. Or we 
can walk if we have no horses, for we 
can walk there and back quicker than 
go by train. But I do not believe the 
commission will turn us down, 
few weeks ago in Maine, the people 
appealed to the judges for another 
train and the judges said the train was 
needed and the people must have 
even if it did not pay, for the other 
trains on the line were paying.

And anybody who goes along the 
D. A. R. can see where the business 
comes from. Where are the most 
cars being loaded with apples and po­
tatoes? Is it east or west of Kentville ? 
Why I do not think there are more 
than 8 or 10 warehouses east of Kent. 
ville. But we have five at Berwick 
There are three at Waterville, three 
at Cambridge, four at Ayleeford, one 
at Auburn, lour at Kingston, one or 
two at Wilmot, and four or five at 
Middleton. That is 25 in 25 miles 
We are giving the D, A. B. so much 
freight that It needs a warehouse every 
mile to handle it. But the railway 
want us to walk when we have a little 
business to do in Kentville or spend 
two or three days going there and home 
again-

It seems to me that It is about time 
•we found out what the railway com- 
mission is for.

The eucltwed sketch appeared aome 

years ago in a Seattle paper. Tfie vil­
lage ol W Munit mentioned therein was 
what is now known as Victoria Vale. 
The father of O. C. Phiuoey was my 
el 1er brother. Mr Caleb Phinney, who 
a lew vears ago at theiadvanced age of 
seventy nine yearn in company of Mr 
Frederic Blown now about uiuetv- 
seven, deeemied the steep declivity 
known as the Sand Banks, on the Bay 
ut‘ Fuody shore, in an open waggon 
drawn by a very spirited horse, which 
ran away and threw both aged men 
out. My brother, Caleb, falling 
heavily against a large boulder, re­
ceived injuries which terminated his 
vet y busy life. Mr Brown, although 
many years older, was little hurt.

1 further wish to add that Mr 
Webster, lately rector ol this parish, 
informed me that he and Mr. G C 
Phiuney were lellow students at Bish­
op’s College, and that he was consid­
ered to be a very talented young man.

OLD CARIBOOITt OONK.

G C Phinney, well known in British 
Columbia as a once prominent miner 
in Cariboo, died at Seattle on Tuesday 
Sept. 12. Guy Caileton Phinney was 
bora May‘30 1851, in the village of 
Wilmot, Annapolis County, where 
his father still lives Hie early stud­
ies were under the Rev.JDr. Robertson, 
of the Church ol England, who pre­
pared him for a course in Phillips 
Exter Academy. He passed through 
a three years course at the academy in 
two years, showing a remarkable intel­
lect and retentive memory. Leaving 
the academy he passed the entrance 
examination to Harvard college in 
1873, but his lather pursuaded him to 
attend a Canadian college, and in def­
erence to his wishes, he entered Bish­
op’s College, at Lennoxville, Quebec. 
He remained there two years, during 
which time he won the Nichols math­
ematical scholarship. Wishing to 
study law, he then went to McGill 
college, Montreal, entering in the 
second year. After reading law a 
year he was attracted by the gold 
excitement in British Columbia, and 
went to Cariboo, where lie engaged in 
mining for several jrears. At one time 
he was the possessor'of a large amount 
of mining property, hut a collapse 
came, and he left there poor, in the 
fall of 1880, and went to San Francisco, 
where he spent only a few months. 
In February 1881 Mr. Phinney took 
passage for Puget Sound, on the ship 
Olympus, being so poor that he was 
glad of an opportunity to work his 
passage. The ship took fire 600 
miles off the Columbia river, and the 
twenty-six persons on board took to 
the boats without food or water, being 
picked up the same day by the War 
Hawk, and lauded at Point Discovery, 
from which place Mr. Phiuney went 
to Seattle. There fortune smiled on 
Mr. Phinney, who, alter working as a 
clerk for a time went into the real 
estate business and rapidly accumulated 
wealth, and at the time ol his de.uli 
was worth fully $600.000

Disappearing Forests.

A QUESTION Or VITAL INTEREST.

Well informed United States journals 

lament the indiflerence shown to the 
fact that the forest wealth of that couu 
try is rappidly disappearing. Minne­
sota, one of the richest and best States 
in the Union, is the case in poi if.

Over $200,000,000 worth of forest 
products have been taken from its 
lands, and yet with much land 
really unfit for anything else than 
trees, the forest is disappearing at a 
rate that will soon leave no commercial 
timber. The State owns 2,600,000 
acres of land, bet under a State consti­
tution, drafted to meet other condi­
tions, this must be sold, and it will

not he available for reforestration 
All the land that this great State, 
which once had 18,000,000 acres of 
magnificent pine forest, now posesses, 
available for forestry purposes, is a 
miserable patch of 21,000 acres. 
These facts are taken from the twelfth 
annual report of the Minnasota Forest 
ry Commission, which laments the 
deaduess of public opiuion on this mat 
1er.

Lands in many Stales suitable for 
growing nothing so well as trees, are 
being alienated from the State for a 
tew dollars per acre, yet each of the 
15,600,000 acres of the German for­
ests, State, municipal, and private, 
yields an annual revenue of $2.40, 
while those of ^France yield $2.02 an 
acre.

Lumber yearly advances in price, 
and yet it seems as il soin# catastrophe 
were required to shake the people ol 
this continent into a realization of their 
opportunities and duties in regard to 
their forests. There are big forests 
yet in Ontario, but there are difficult 
problems in regard to them which 
must be worked out, and worked out 
soon, nr Ontario will lose heavily. 
The ability to house ourselves cheaply 
depends upon our nmiulaiuing our 
forests. Our power-giving streams 
depend upon the forests. Our freedom 
Irani floods, and much of our agricul­
tural prosperity depends upon the same 
cause It is vital, therefore, that we 
should take an intelligent Interest in 
these forests and assist in every way 
those who are trying to solve the prac­
tical problems that now present them­
selves. —Toronto News.

CIIARTKR TEN SU1PS EOR 1907.

The Solvation Army has just closed 
a very successful year ol immigration 
wort-, having brought out seventeen 
thousand settlers to Canada, but seeing 
thaï thij amount was very 1er short ol 
the demand tor farm help and laborers 
ol various kinds, they have decided to 
bring out this year, at least tweuty-five 
thousand for agricultural and other 
purposes.

Small parties will arrive on all reg­
ular boats ol the Allan, Dominion and 
C. P. R. lines from lbs middle of No­
vember up to February, followed by 
ten chartered steamers carrying fifteen 
hundred each, and special conducted 
parties on all regular boats up to the 
last ol April.

Stafi-Captain Jenninrs who repre 
sente the work for the maritime pros- 
incee, is anxious that all who need help 
should be supplied while the immigrants 
are landing al Halilax and St. John,

as it is very difficult to get them to 
come down this way after the boat* 
begin to land at Quebec.

Last year a number of epplicatiooe 
were not filled owing to the fact that 
some fermera delayed the matter until 
late in the season ; those who will need 
laborers this winter or in the coming 
spring, should apply now, stating date 
men will be required. This would pre­
vent them having to wait a long time 
or being dieeeppoioted •’altogether.

OPINION OF O. W. PATRIARCH OF NEW 

BRUNSWICK.

The government of our land are now 
taking a greater interest in the ques­
tion of legislative control ol the drink 
traffic. It is a well-known fact that the 
province o^P. E. Island has already 
in successful operation a most advanced 
temperance law. The P. E. I. act is 
generally conceded to be sound, strong 
and effective prohibitory measure and 
it is attracting the attention of friends 
and foes alike. It is true attempts ere 
being made to show that this law does 
not really prohibit, bat in the light of 
acknowledged lecte, it is impossible to 
doubt the beneficial effects of the act1 
as it now stands. Suffice it to eny that 
in the city of Charlottetown, with 
population of 12,000, there are only 
six policemen, where formerly there 
were 13, end but three of these are cn 
daty at the one time. The stipendiary 
magistrate testifies that there is positive 
ly no crime in the city, end some idea 
of the effect ol the law throughout the 
Island may be gathered liom the fact 
that shortly niter prohibition came into 
force there was not a single prisoner in 
any jail in the province.—Rev. Chas.
