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THE STAMPS OF NATAL.

By C. E. LAWSON.

HAVE experienced great difficulty in

gathering 1nformation regarding the
stamps of Natal, as | found that very few
papers had preceded mine and there were
few authorities to refer. | bave, never-
theless, done my best to give a detailed
description of the postage stamps from
the first to the last issues.

Before describing the various issues 1
wish to point out a few facts in connec-
tionwith the early postal daysof Natal,
and the progress that has been madein
the method of dealing with and convey-
ing the mails from the first mail service
to the present day.

About 1850, prior to the use of postage
stamps the only two towns of Natal were
Pietermaritzburg and Durban. The pop-
ulation of both being small, there was
very little correspondence and on the
arrival of a sailing vessel from England
with the mails, which only took piace
once in about three or four months, the
Postmaster at Durban, whose name was
known in early days as * Indigo Wilson,”
took over the mails and despatched the
Mantzburg portion from Durban by na-
tive casriers. There were three changes
along the road. The first carrier would
convey the mails to a stopping place
about twenty miles distant, and hand the
m:1il over to a second carrier who would
convey them to a'second stopping about

the samie distance off, gnd trahsfer to-a’

third native, who dehvered them at their
destination ; the whole journey being
covered within twenty-four hours.

The sailing vessels on leaving would
take a return mail with them, occasion.
ally touching at India or Mauritius for
trading purposes ; consequently, it was
often from nine to twelve months before
a reply was received from England. See
what a great change has taken place with-
in the last forty years, for instead of only
receiving letters once in every three or
four months, a mail is received and
despatched regularly every week The
letters between Pietermantzburg and
Durban were forwarded by native carriers
in the same way as the foreign letters.

This method of conveying mails con-
tinued for a number of years,until a person
of the name of john Welch started a
postcart, since when the mail service has
gradually become more regular At first

“these postcarts | believe ran but once a

week, out as the population at both
these towns increased, the postcarts ran
every day from each town and continued
to do so until 1380, when a railway was

constructed.

Since the completion of this railway the
postal department has greatly improved
and at the present tume three mails are
delivered daily at both Pietermaritzburg

and Durban, as weil as a mail in every

placerat Natal.

I'will now turn back and poxm out the
method by which letters intended for
delivery from one: place to-another were
paid for-before the use of:postagé stamps.
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The Postmaster on receipt of all letters
for transmission, to signify that the post-
age on these had been paid, would stamp
the word “ PREPAID” in bold letters,
within an oblong frame on the envelope,
and in no case would a letter-be accepted
by him unless the full postage was paid
The rate, 1 believe,.was 8d. per Jz oz,
whereas now it is 1d. per 15 oz. throughout
Natal. .

As time went on it became necessary to
use postage stamps, consequently the
Natal Government ordered a die, and on
the 1st of June, 1857, the first issue of
postage stamps was circulated at Pieter-
maritshurg and a supply, sent to Durban,
these being the only two towns near the
Post Offices. The stamps printed in the
former town by Messrs. P. Davis and
Sons, and took the form of embossed
stamps on coloured paper, resembling
blotting paper. The design is: '* Natal”

above, underneath which is a “ Crown”

with “V”and “R” on elther side of it,
value below, a bordex enclqsmg the
design. .

Of the first issue there were four
values, 3d. embossed on xose paper, 6dl.
on green, 9d. on dark blue, and rs. on
buff.

Among the 3dvalue there are a variety
of shades, due 1 beligye to exposure, or
to having been immersed in water, there
having been used in the printing but one
shade of paper.

Of the four values, the 9(! blue is by

far the rarest, and .it is well-nigh i impos-

sibie to get a complete set.

The following year—lb,&—it he‘ca'm_ei

necessary for a lower value stamp to be

used, and the 1d was issued, similiar in,

design to the other values but a uch
smaller stam’p, with :fancy framework,
This stamp was printed.on three different
colored papers—blue, ;Sink and buff, the
first named being the rarest. At same
time the 1d fiscal printed from the same
die as the 1d of the postal issue, was usec
for postal purposes. It is perforated and

yellow face on white wove paper,

These embossed stamps were in use
for about three years. A large number
have been reprinted by the Government,
who are still in possession of the dies.
The last reprinting took place in 1892,
and these reprints are very deceptive,
having been printed on sxmxlar paper to
the original. The previous reprints are
more easily detected, being very clear
specimens and the paper, although of the
same shades, rather thicker and slightly
glazed.

In 1860 design was entirely changed to
“Queen’s Head.” From this issue until
‘the present time, all the stamps h'we
been printed in Engla,nql

The design is: “Inscription above,
value in words be]o“, “Queen’s Head”
slightly- to the right_in the centre. The
values issued in this, year were 1d carmine
aud 3d blue, both 1mperforate, wmk stay,
the latter being a great rarity,

In the same year they were perforated.

In 1862 the 1d in both carmine and
rose, 3¢ blue and the 6d gray perforated,
but'unwimk, were issued. -

In 1864 the color of the 6d was altered
from gray to lilac, and the 1d carmine
and 6d lilac with wmk Crown and -CC,
perf 12}z, also appeared.

The same year a higher value was
issued—the, 1s _green, This was perf 14
and wmk Crown and'“CC. The design
differs, from the lower values, being
“Queen’s Statute Head” to left in an
oval, the .inscription above and mlue
below.in semi-circles.

In the same year the 1864 issues were
again, surcharged “ Postage,” first in
Roman letters with full stop after the
surcharge, and then in tall capitals. In
both cases the surcharge measures 12
mm. The 1s green with the later sur-
charge is even rarer than with the earliér
surcharge. Towards the end of the year
the 1d carmine, 3d blue and 6d lilac were
surcharged “ Postage” on both sides of
the stamp, reading on the left side up-
wares and on the right side downwards,
The 1d and 6d were both surcharged in
black. while the 3d, which for this issue
only is ultramarine instead of blue, was
surcharged in red.

In 1870 the 1s green of 1867 was sur-
charged “Postage” in a semi-circle, just
below the head, in three colors—green,
red and black. In 1873 the fiscal 1slilac
which is of the same design as the is
green of 1866, was surcharged * Postage”
in black, without full stop, vertically up
the centre of the stamp, reading upwards.
This stamp was also used postally with-
out thésurcharge.

In 1874 the 1d rose of 1859 was sur-
charged * Postage” in Roman letters ‘on
either side of the stamp, similar to 1869

issue.
In the same year an alteration in the

1ype of the stamps took place, the new
type being *‘ Queen’s Statute Head” to
left with “Natal Postage” above and
value helow. There were three values of
this new type issued—i1d rose, 3d blue
and 6d violet, which were all wink Crown
and CC and perf 14.

Towards the end of 1874 a 5s stamp
was issued, red-violet, wmk and perf as
the other values of this issue.

In 1875 the 1d carmine of 1859 was
again brought into use, with the word
* Postage * surcharged across the stamp,
the type surcharge being similar 1o the

s .
type of 1869 down the sides.

This sarcharge, however, is smaller.

In 1876 the fiscal 1d yellow and 6d
rose Queen’s Head issueswere surcharged

“ Postage in black, as the supply of these
two values of the 1874 issue ran short.
These were also used postally withoutthe
surcharge.

In the same year the 1d carmine, 6d
lilac and 1s green issues of 1867, were
again’ brought into use surcharged with
“Postage” in Roman letters, in black as
in 1869, but this issue has a full stop after
the surcharge the length of the surcharge
being 14mm.

In 1877 when the use of d stamps
became necessary the 1d rose of 1871
was surcharged “Half” and “ %47 in
black, one above the other.

There are two sizes of figures.

Through using the 1d for the provi-
sional %d the postal department ran
short of 1d stamps, and while waiting for
another supply the fiscal 1d was sur-
charged in black “Postage” across the
top, the original value cancelled by three
bars, the outside lines being thin while
the centre one was very thick. I have
seen a variety of this issue in which the
last row of the sheet is unsurcharged,

The fiscal 6d violet was also surcharged
in a similar way to the fiscal .id yellow,
but being “One Penny” instead of
¢ Half-penny.”

In 1878 another value was issued, the
4d brown, wmk Crown and CC, arnd pe}f
14, at the same time another issue of the
5s red-violet took place with the perfs
guaging 15 by 15 mm, while later on in
the sime year the former was perf 124
instead of 14mm.

In 1879 the fiscal 6d rose was sur-
charged ‘ Postage, One Penny ” in black
similar to the 6d fiscal of 1877.

In 1880 the new }d stamps were cir-
culated, the type being “ Queen’s Statute
Head” to left, with “Natal Postage”
above and “One Half penny” below.
They were wmk Crown and CC, perf 14.

Since 1884 all the lower values have

‘been perf 14 and wmk Crown and CA,

and in the same year a new issue of the
following values with the alteration inthe
wmk, took place, namely :—d green,
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among which were a few %d blue, 1d
10se, 3d blue, 4d brown, and 6d mauve.
The designs on each being as previously

issted.
In 1885 the 4d green ran short and

1d rose was provisionally surcharged
“ One-Half-penny ” in black in two lines
and the original value cancelled by a

single bar. .
In the same year the rate for colonial

postage was reduced to 2d, and prior to
receiving a supply of 2d stamps, the 3d,
which for this provisional issue wzs pearl
grey, was surcharged “ TWO PENCE”
with a bar below. There are two lengths
of bars, some being longer and others

shorter than the surcharge.
In 1887 a supply of 2d stamps came to

hand the color being olive green. These
stamps are in issue at the present time.
The next year—1888—the color of the
1s was changed to orange and surcharged
“ Postage” in red in a semi-circle under
the head. There is a small variety of
the surcharge in which the P of Postage
is broken and very much resembles an F
In 1891, on Natal joining the Postal Un-
ion, the rate for foreign postage was re-
duced from 4d. to 23d per half oz., and
while waiting for a supply of the new value
the 4d brown was surcharged “TWO
PENCE HALFPENNY”in blackin two
lines. These provisionals were only in

issue a few months.
In the surcharge a few errors occur,

“TWOPENCE HALFPENN ” without
the “Y,” “TWOPENGE” with inverted
surcharges, and 1 have also seen a strip
of three stamps with the top and bottom
stamp only surcharged once while the
centre one has a double surcharge.

Towards the end of 1891 the regular
issue came to hand, being * Queen’s
Head ” in centre to left, inscription round
and value in figures, 2} below, color blue
on white paper, watermark Crown and C
A, perf 14.

In 1895 the supply of }4d stamps ran
short and to meet the demand the Gov-
ernment made use of the remainders of

the 6d mauve fiscals and surcharged them
in red “ Postage” at the top and * Half
Penny” below, the original value being
cancelled by a bar. A few varieties also
occur in this type, such as broken types,
the most important being broken H re-
sembling an F and reading “ Falf Penny”
and broken Y resembling V. These two
varieties have been erroneouslychronicled
in many journals as errors.

On account of the small quantity sur-
charged and the unprecedented demand,
the supply was soon exhausted. A few
days later a second surcharge “ HALF ¥
on 1d rose was issued, which was in cir-
culatlon for a few weeks before theregular
supply came to hand.

On the 16th of March %d stamps were
unobtainable, and in order to meet the
demand thé government issued a procla-
mation authorizing postmasters to frank
cuvelopes “ Halfpenuy Paid,” to denote
the prepayment of postage. It is esti-
mated that throughout Natal about 3,000
envelopes were franked in this manner.

COUNTERFEITS OF CANADA.
NOVA SCOTIA.

HE two counterfeits of this Province

in pence issues are looked upon as

very dangerous forgeries. [n the case of
the 1d, the apex of the diamond-shaped
centre should be nearer the O than the
\" of “Nova.” In the fake it is at an
exactly equal distance from either. In
the original the Queen’s eyebrows arevery
faintly visible ; in the forgery they are
distinctly marked. No other defects are
noticed in this part of the stamp, while
the beautiful engraving around diamond
is skilfully copied. The words “One
Pehny ” are slightly too far apart, and
both the N’s in the later word%re precisely
similar, which is iucorrezt, as the latter
one should be slightly more massive than
the first. In other respects the forgery

It is so good-animitation that the aid
of a glass is required,,and, even with that
aid, a very close examination in order to
accurately note, the differences. The
easiest tést is that of.a comparison of the
figures “6” which appear four times on
the stamp. This can be determined by
the naked eye, as in the imitation the
figures are.of a different shape and are
less heavy than  in the genuine. The
eight points of the four stars enclosing the
heraldxc flowers arg more irregularly
shaped and differ. entirely .in'.all minute
details. The shading at the upper part of
the inside of the crown also differs.
