We are
greatly cheered to hear of MacVicar
and Micl)sugali and MacKenzie, and
no doubt others, coming out. And it
is with thankfulness we hear of the
libaradity of Crescent Street and Erskine
and other congregations, and of Mr.
Yuile, and tacn Me Morton's second
offer 10 support a medical man (who
will soon be forhcoming, no diubt)
‘I'here is room heee for plenty more In
Northern Honan, and when that is all
taken up by our Church there are
scores of other places just as needy.
There is not the least danger of over-
vrowding for a few yeats any way.

Mr. MacGilliviay has gone to Lin

Cl'ing to look alter the repairing of a
Chinese house. He has taken his
teacher with him and will probablz
remain there. Mr and Mrs. Gofort
intend to go to Lin Ch'ing also in
August, 50 as to be there when the
new comers arrive.  Dr. and Mus,
Smith will probably move into thert
also this fall, but Mrs, McClure and I
expect to stay here, as thete is every
prospect of the bouse we are in at pre-
sent baing vacant for at lesst a year;
and besides, my advantages here are
greater I think than at Lin Ch'ing,
there being more hospital wotk done
aere. .
Since the 1st of May I have been
doing the msdical work of this station
for Dr, Peck, who has been as far as
Japan with Mts, Peck, and is expected
back carly nex month. Ihope tobe
able to go on a trip to il.nan in the
fall, but from what I zan gather from
other missionatics’ experience and from
other sources, | do not expect we shali
be able to accomplish much yet, not
being sufficiently well up in the lan.
guage. Itdocs not matter howmuch else
2 man may know, if he dos not undez-
stand thoroughly the language he is
immediately looked upon by a China-
man as tiot knowing very much,

The weather here hai been pretty
trying lately, although those last few
days have bzen an improvement.  Be-

inning with May 26.h, the tem erature
in the shade at 2 p. m. has been 93,
97,98, 97, 96, 99 99,107, 108,106, 104,
102, 92, 101, too; but we thall have
it even worse. Frequently the mono.
tony is relieved by a dust storm.  The
wind blows a gale, the air is filled with
dust, and although doors and windows
are closed the fine sand comes in
through the crevices and covers every.
thing in the housc with a good thick
coat of duit.  After 2 storm we
gathered off the floor of the toom 2 lbs.
of this fine sand. A storm of this sort
often lasts two or three days.

The wheat harvest began here the
first week of June and appears tobe a
good crop. ‘They have no reapers or
scif.binders here, but the grain is pulled
out by the roots, and carried to th'e
threshing floor on carts or on mens
shoulders. The threshing floor is a
level piece of ground b:aten down hard

and smooth. The wheat being spiead
out on this is trodden out by donkeys
oroxen or both, drawing usually a heav;
stone roller after them,  After it is well
threshed wonen pick allthe straws over,
breaking off any heads of geain they
may find, and when the threshing floor
is cleancd women and children way be
scen picking up the grains of wheat
that may have been beaten into the

A MISSIONARY MARTYR,
DEATIL OF MR BAIN OF LIVINGSTONIA.

R&v. sLex. Bay, M.A, of the Liv.
ingstonia Mission, dicd at Bandawe, of
fever, in May last.  The sad intelli-
gence came only a day or two bifore
his expected artival in Aberdeen, where
his mother, sister and brother reside.
A son of the late minister of Delting,
Shetland, he was the seventh in a line
of ministers, his grandfather having
been parish minister of Strachan, and
his great grandfather and his father
ministers in succession at Kincardine
O'Neil.  An alumnus of Glasgow, he
was ordained in 1883, and left the same
summer for Lake Nyassa, where he has
seen labouring since.  Rev, Goorge Al
Smith, of Quaeen’s cross church, Aber-
deen, referring to ole, Bain’s death on
Sunday cvening, said ¢ For a longtime
Mr, Biin rematned alone, but in 1885
he was jrined by Do Kerr Crose, He
had to do cverything which falls to the
1ot of a missionaty in those wild parts,
tic had to explore tracts never crossed
by a white man, learn languages never
committed to writing, build a house, a
school, a church; preach, teach, and
guid: the affairs of a warlike tribe to
peacefulness ; reduce the language to
writing, and translate iato it parts of
the Bible, He thus laboured for five
years, often withoat the company of a
white man, mostly with bad food and
insuffi sient shelter and clothing ; forced
to tramp l.ng distances, often barefoot,
and with his clothing in rags ; suffzring,
of course, frequent fits of fever. Ouace
he and two of his companions—Mac:
ewan and Mackintosh—were down
with fever, It was a toss-up which
would die first.  Mackintosh died : the
other two had to rise in their fever, dig
his grave, and bury hinn  Yet his let
ters were full of cheerfulness, and he
always noted the humourous side of
things. At the beginning of 1338 the
Arabs came down on Lake Nyassa,
Tney attacked Karongs, the African
Lakes Company’s station at the notth
end of the lake, some filty miles from
whete Me Bain was settled.  Karonga
was defended by scven Europeans, of
whom Mr. Biin was one; and they
enduted for a weck the heavy Arab fire,
At a pause in the fighting last yearcame
round the proper time for Mr, Bain's
furlough, and we were expecting him
home to tell his story to the General
Assembly. Hz had been muzh weak:
ened with fever and ought to have come,
De. Cross bad ordeted him heme, But
when he got the length of Bandawe he
felt a little better, and cither because he
thought others necded the furlough
more than he, or bicause he thoug
his poor ndives needed him, he hurried
back for another year's work. That
meant anotl or year of fever, of pestil-
ence, of war, of ceaseless toil to one
wha was already terribly weakened by
fevers.  He started a new station at
Ukukwa, at th2 north end of the lake,
opening a schoolthere, Advicesdated
March last state that he was then well
and in good spirits, having got over his
fever, and locking forward to his fur-
lough. Duat the atrocities of the Arab
war told upon him, and in a letter of
230d March he confessed himself for
the fist time badly beaten, I am
shattered,” he said, “in mind and
body.” And now the end has come,
Mr, Bain was actually on the steamer
with his luggage last year on his way
home, when the natives among whom
he laboured came to the shore and
kneeling b2gged him to retura among
them and save them from the Arabs.
He at once ordered his luggage ashore,
and returned to the year's work which
has meant in the end death. He was
a real manyr,— Glasgorw Christian
Leader.

{In answer to & note from the Editor
of THe Review, Reyv. Walter Roger,
M.A, of London, Qat., writes as follows
respecting M-, Bain'y death 1

My Dgar Str—Mr Bain was a
cousin (first) of min¢—the son of a ¥ree
Church minister in Shetland. His
gr.ndfather, great g-andfather and diroct
ancestors for numerous generations were
ministers of the Chutch of Scotland.
He wis a youth of great promise, &
good scholar and a noble earnest Chris-
tian. Over a year ago his time for fur-
lough had come, bat through death in
the fizld thers was no proper provision
for the carc and continuance of his
work, and though far fiom well he re.
fused to leave, Some months after,

worn out by fever, anxiety and privations

from opsn conflict with Arabs and hos-
tile natives, he was on the point of
yiclding to the importunities of a
widowed mother and cther friends in
Scolland, as well as the orders of his
medical advisers on the spat, when en-
treatics of the natives rezalled him from
the side of the stcamer where he was
taking passage for *home.” He re-
turned 1o his past and held it faithfully
1ill his Master sunmonced him from the
weary conflet with earthly sin and
Satan's hidcous power £ the long rest
of the home above,

COOLIE MISSION IN WEST
INDIES ANDBRITISH GUIANA.

PY REV. JAMES MULR, DEMARARA.

Ix speaking of this Mission it will be
enough to remartk that the Indians are
natives of that great dependency, Hin-
dustan, over which our Queen reigns
1s Empress. They have immigrated
for the same reasons as have moved
many of our fellosr-countrymen to seek
2 home in strange lands—to better their
social state.  Since they werce induced
to settle as labourers, the Eroblem, ina
great measute, asto how the sugarcane
and cocoa plantations could be profit-
ably cartied on has been solved, The
slave market having been closed, other
sources and other means to obtai, la-
Lourers have been tried, as from Portu.
gal and China. The supply being in-
adequate or unsatisfaclory, Iadia was
looked to, and now from that source
the necessary supply of labourers for
the cultivation of the estates has come ;
and If we are to have cheap tropical
commodities, the stream of Immigra.
tion must yet flov into these South
American Colonies for many decades.

The immigrants are now a problem
to the Christian ministers and Churches
in thase parts, Indeed thoy present «
new phase of mission work to the Co.
lonial Committce of the Church of
Scotland, and this aspect of Colonial
Mission work forces itself so strongly
upon the agents of that Committee that
they fecl it is a c2/! to which they can.
not, if they would, turn a deaf ear, Alt
realiz2 that it iz incumbent somithing
should be done for the spiritual en-
lightenment of these poor heathens cast
into their midst.  Matters ought not to
temain much 1mger as theyare.  Con-
fidently it may be predicted that if our
Eeople and churches at home knew

ow these Indiang are situated, a hearty
and tiheral response would be given to
any appeal that might by made by the
Colonial Commiitee for aid to evange-
liza them.

T.ooking at the map of the British
West Indtes and British Guiana it may
be assumed, wish few exceptions, that
large numbers of East Indians are
settled in each one, and many are in
the French colonies too. Without
these Coolies the colonies noted would
b2 all but -useless aprendages of the
British Crown, ‘These “strangers scat-

tered abroad ™ have bzen, commercial-

ly, 'y catled ¢ che salvation of the
Wast Indies”  Money investors by
their impo.tation have solved, as hint-
ed, the question a1 to hyw the plan:
tations may be made profitabl, invest.
ments.  But with these prople there
arises in the minds of Christiang the
query, Wnat is to be done for their
moral ard spiritual clevation? Many
Christian merchants have striven and
are striving to do somnething, but they
cannot undertake all they desire, and
feel that the fringe of the work is hard-
ly touched. Qur ministers have their
lois—let us believe providentially—cast
amongst these dusky fellow-subjects,
and are grieved on finding them to be
heathens and not fellow-subjects of the
kingdom of Curist. It presses heavily
upon the conscience of men alive to the
spititual wantsof these })cotzle,that so lit-
tle 1s beingdone—ay, for the conversion
of the tens of thowsands who have never
known the blessings of the Gospel of
Christ.

Large drafts
of these people are constantly coming.
If our Church had arisen to embrace
thi: grand opportunity within its reach,
the success reported of the Canadians
might have been attributed in a-larger
degree to the Church of Szotland in
other colonies, as she has been long in
the ficld. At present only absut one-
third of the field is occupied, and I am
sizethere have been and ate many who,
if they only knew there are about 200,
ooo heathens in these colonies, would
be willing to aid and supplement by
their means the efforts of the ‘miision.
arics to save them. Our Colonial
Committee are willing to undertake
the task if the means were forthcoming.

Few of the people at home are awara
that for over thirty years the Coolies
have been immigrating to the West Ia-
dies and Batish Guiana, For ths first
five years they are indeatured ; after
five years more of frec labour they are
at hberty to return to their native coun-
tey—the Goverament of the colony
paying their pas age back; orif they
elect 1o remain they receive in most
places about Lo as a bonus to give
them a comfortable start in life, Being
a saving, frugal people, numbers have
bought small lots of land and buik
houses, whilst a few have become com-
paratively wealthy,

Thousands have gone back to their
native country, and nothing was done
to teach them Christianity. In far too
many instances they tearn the vices of
the Europcan rather than his virtues,
If we had fulfilled our missisn, morc
would have been dong than hitherto to
save them from these vices so degrad-

ing. Weshould have found in them

“THE BIBLE IN THE PACIFIC.

En the New Hebrides there is a Ba
b2l of tongues : but missionaties of the
Presbyterian Chuech have reduced
twelve of them to wiriting, Bishop
Patteson, and some of the inissionaries
connected with him, did the same for
a few more. Rev. Dz Codrington,
late of the Melanesian Mission, pre-
pared a vocabalary of forty Polynesian
languages, scveral of which are of the
New Hebrides. Dut translation has
been chicfly done by the Presbyterian
missionaries. The N. Tes'ament, in
Aneityumese, was the work of Messrs.
G:ddie and Inglis, and was printed in
London by the Bible Saciety, under the
carc of Rev. D¢, John Inglis, in 1862,
The (id Testament followed, und :r the
same care, in (879-81.  The whole of
the Islanders have bien Caristianised.
The Naw Testament, in Efatese, has
bzen printed lately in Melbourne, tinder
the care of Rev. ), Macdonald, and iz
the wark of the editor and of Rev. .
W, Mackenzie, The Gospel of St
Mark was transiated by Rev. D Morri.
son, Other portionshave brenprepared.
G:nesis was tranalated by Rev. James
Cosh, M A., who was attach:d to the
Mission for a few years, Tae'Tannese
New Testament, prepated by Revs.
Messrs, Neilson and Wat, is now ready
for th: press. In Eromangan, the
Gospels of St Matthew and St. Luke,
the Acts ofthe Apastles, and the Books
of Ganesis and Jonab, have been
printed, and are the work of the
lamanted and martyred Gorgons, and
of Rev H. A. Robustson. In Futcnese,
a Harmony of the Gospels, prepared
by Rzv. J. Copeland, and the Book of
Acts, by De. Gunn, have been printed
in Sydney. In Aniwan, Rev. J. G.
Paton has prepared and, carried
through the press the Goasples of St
Matthewr, St Mark, and St John, and a
few of the shorter Episties. Rev. P
Milnehastendered aselection eiextracts,
the Gospelsof S: Mitthew and John,
and the Fust Epistle of St. Jobhn,
which have been priated for the people
of Nguna and neighbouring islands.
He has two other Gospels and the Acts
of the Apostles ready for the press, and
hopes to have the entire New Tlesta.
ment in thé hands of the people very
soon. In other Islands, the Gospel of
St Mark, for Eni, and a few extracts,
have been all thit ate yet printed.
We hope that ultimately one Bible may
suffice for the Efatese and its dialects
in ten islands,

Tae Layalty Istands bave been evan-
gelised by the L. M. Society, and their
agents have translated the New 'Testa-
ment, G:nesis, Exodus, and the Psalms
for the people of Maré; the New and
Old Testament for Lifu. Toe latter is
scarcely yet out of the pressin London.
Tae New Testament and the Psalngs
have bzen printed for Uvea, Mess:s
Creagh, Jones, Macfarlane, and Eila
have ac~omplished this work.

In New Britain and Duke of York
Islands the Weileyan missionaries
Legan in 1875. Alteady the languages
hive been reduced to writing, and the
Gospels of St Matthew and St. Mark
have been printed in Syduey for New
Britain,

New Guinea was added to its stations
by the 1. M. Society in 1871, and
amidst many diftizulties the work of
the Gospel has been advanced by a
band of noble pionecrs, Reva. W. G.
Law:s, J. Chalmers, and S, Macfatlane,
The Gospel of St Matk was first
printed in the Motu dialect, and other
Gospels in 1834, Two Gospels have
been translated into the language of
Murray Island.

In the North Pacific, Christianity
had a rematkable success.

LADY DOCTORS IN INDIA.

In India lady doctors are now
familiar tc us, and although at first they
may havz been somewhat ridiculed by
those who could not appreciate their
valug, they are fast making their pre-
sence felt for good in almost every cot-
ner of the land. So far as the native
women of the country are concerned,
it is g-atifying to note that their success
in all branches of college :ducation is
progressing to the entire satisfactinn of
their professord. Nt only have they
proved themselves to be genirally, well
fitted for the arduous duttes atiendant
on medical studies, but they have in
some cases succeeded beyond all
ordioary expectation, Bombay, Mid-
ras, the Northwest Provinces, and the
Panjaub all return flattering reports on
the subject, and when we say that a
class of female students can average
over 730 marks out of 1,000 in a
surgical examination, as we hear has
recently been the case, lile can be
said against their power or skill or apti-
tude for gaining knowledge in one of the
most important branches of the medical
profession, Indeed, it appears not un.
likely that women in India may prove
themselves by no mzaas inferior to men
in most branches of the practice of
medicineg, if the progress made by native
females in hospital work may be taken
as a criterion. In many cases thay
have proven themselves superior to the
male students in college examivations,
and in no way behind them in applica-
tion, power of reasoning and resoarce.
The fact that much of their success is
due to the geeat interest taken in their
studies by the tecturers and professors,
is not without & certain special sizni-
ficance.—~LErglithman’s Overiand Mail,

WHAT SHALL CHILDREN
READ?

11 is not my province to discriminate
between the various wnters for children
atthe present tme.  To gve a complete
catalogue of useful books for children
would be quite unpossible ; to give a
partial hst, or endeavour to point out
what 1s worthy and what unworthy,
would be lutle better  No course of
reading lad down by one person ever
sutts another, and the pubhished " lists
of best booke,” with their sulemn
platitudes in the way of advice, are
generally interesting only in their reflec-
tion of the wnter's personality.

I would not choose too absolutely
for a chid save 1in his earhiest years,
but would rather surround him with
the best and worthiest books, and it
him choose for himself, for there are
clective affimties and antipathies here
that need not be disregarded,—that
are, indeed, certain indications of latent
powers, and trustworthy guides to the
child's unfolding possibilities.

+ Books can only be profoundly in-
fluential as they unite themselves with
decisive tendencics.”  Provide the nght
conditions for mental growth, and then
let the child do the growng. If we
dictate too absolutely, we e¢nvelop in-
stead of develop his mind, and weaken
his owa power of choice.  On the other
hang, we do not wish his reading to be
partial ot one-sided, as it may b with-
out telligent oversight.

I was tellmg bedume stomes the
other might 10 a proper, wise, dull iittle
gitl of ten years. When I had success.
fully introduced a  mother-cat and
kitténs to her altention, I plunged into
what I thought a graphic and perfectly
natural conversation between them,
when she cut me short with the obser-
vation that she dishked stories in which
ammals talked, because they were not
true! T was rebuked, and tned again
with better success, had it not been for
an unlucky figure of speech concerning
a blossomning locusttree, that bent its
green boughs and laughed in the
summer sunshine, because its {lowers
were fragrant and lovely, and the world
so green and beautiful, 'This she
thought, cn sober second thought, a
trifle sitly, as trees never did lavgh!
Now, that exasperating lutle scrap of
humanity (she is abnormal, to be sure)
ought to be locked up and fed upon
faity tales until she was able to caich a
faint glimpse of "the light that never
was on sea or shore”  Poor blind, deal
littls person, predestined, perhaps, to
be the wother of 2 1ot of other blind,
deaf littte persons some day—how §
should like to develop her imagination!

Whatever childien read, let us see
that ¢t be good of its kind, and that
they get vancty, so that no ntegral
want of human nature shall be neglected
—s0 that nesther imagiation, memory,
not reflection shall be starved. 1 own
it 1t difficult 10 help them in then
choice, when most of us have not
leatned to choose wisely fur ourselves.
A discniminating taste in lierature s
not to be gained without cffort, and
our constant reading of the httle books
spoils aur appetite for the great ones.

Style 1s 3 matter of some moment.
Mathers sometimes forget that children
cannot read shpshop, ankward, 1c-
dundant prose, and singsong, vapid
verse, for ten or twelve years, and then
take kindly to the best things afterward.

Long beforc 2 ¢hild 1s conscious of
such a thing as putity, delicacy, direct-
ness, or strength of style, he has been
acted upon unconsciously, sothat when
the period of conscious choice comes
he is either atiracted or repelied by

what is good, according to his training.
Chitdren are fond of vivacity and color,
and love a bt of word painting or
graceful nonsense ; but thercare people
who strive for this, and miss, after all,
the tiue warmth and genialiy that is
most desirable for lttle people, and,
apropos of nonsense, Wwe rementber
Logh Hunt, who says that there are
two hinds of nonsense, one resulung
from a superabundance of wdeas, the
other from a wang of tham  Syle m
e hands of sume writeds §s Tthe war
pant to the savage—f no perecphible
value gntess 1t s jad on thick, Our
tiny hittle ones begin too aften on cheap
and tawdry stories in one of iwo
syllables, where prctures s prmary
cotors 1ty thewr bes 1o atone for lack
of matter.  Then they enter o a pro-
longed series of chuldren's Brooks, sonk
of them written by people who hae
neither the intelligence nor the literary
shill to wnte for a more critical audi-
ence ; on the same basis of reasonng
which puts (he young and ingxpetienced
tcachers mto the lowest grades, whete
the mind vught to be formued, and as-
signs to the more practiced educator
the simpler tusk of nfoining the
already partially formed (or deforaied)
nund.

There has never been such con-
scienitous, Inteiligent, and purposeful
worh done for children as in the last
ten years, and if an overwhclmmg
flood of trash has been poured into our
laps along with the better things, we
must accept the inevitable.  ‘The
legznds, myths and fables uf the world,
as well as its lustory and rotwance, are
being brought within reach of young
readers by writers of wide knowledge
and trained skl
Knowing then, as we do, the dangers
and-obstacles in the way, and realiziig
the innumerable inspirauuns which the
best thought gives to us, can we not so
ditect the reading of our chudren that
our older boys and girls shall not be so
exclusively modern i ther tastes, 5o
that they may be inchned to take a
little less Saltus, a httle more Shakes.
peare, temper theit devotion 1o The
Duchess by small doses of Dickens or
Dan'e, forsake Rhoda Broughton for a
dip nto Tnacheray, and ase Hawthorne
as a safe and agreeable anudote to
Haggard? We nced not despur of
the child who does not care to read,
for books are not the only means of
culture, but they arc 2 very great
means when the mind 13 really shmulat-
ed by them and not sunply padded
with them,

Mr, Fredenc Harrison  says :—
“RBooks are no more cducation than
laws arc vitue.  Of all men pethaps
the book lover needs most to be re
nunded that man's business here s to
know for the sake of living, not to hve
for the sake of knowing."

But a child who has no taste for
reading, who 1s uttetly mcapable of
losing himscif i a pnnted page, quite
unable to forget his childish griefs,
“And plunge,

Soul forward, bosnding into a book s profaund,
Impasstoned for its beauty and salt of truth,”
—such a childis to be pitied as missing
one of the chief joys of ife. Such a
child has no dear old book-friendships
to look back upon, He has no sweet
associations with certain musty covers
an nme worn pages 3 no sacred mem-
ories of quite moments when a new
love of goodness, a new throb of
gencrosity, & new sense of humanily
were born 1n the ardent young soul;
Hiorn when we had turned the fast page
of some wellthumbed volume and
pressed our tear-stained childish cheek
against the window-pane, when it was
growing dusk without, and a dear
mother’s voice called us from our
shelter to *put the book down, dear,
and come to tex” ¥or, to speak in
better words than my own+ * It is the
books we read before middie hfe that
do most to mould our characters and in-
fluence our lives; and this not only
because our natures are then plastic
and our opinions flexible, but also
because, to produce last.ng impression,
it 15 necessary to give a great author
time and meditation. The books that
are with us i the lesure of youth, that
we love for a time not only with the
cnthusiasm, but with something of the
exclusiveness, of a first love, are those
that enter as factors fereve: n our
mantal hfe?— Cosmapolitan.

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FORMOSA.*

O the majonty of our readers, For-
mosa, the beaunful islend Iymng
cff the south-east coast of China, and
in the immediate pathway of the ty-
phoons that sweep across the Pacific, 15
no ferra fncognita,  Ever since Dt G.
L. Machay landed there in 1872 the
word Formosa has been on the hips of
cur people and upon the hearts of
thousands interested in the conversion
of the world to Christ.  And yet it s
certain that many who have contnbuted
to the spread of the Gospel in that far-
off 1and have but vague tdeas of the
country, its inhabitants and resources,
andwhat ¢{forts have been made and are
makiog by other Churchestowards evan
gelzingit, Hutherto, except from thelet-
tersof missionariesand Churchreporte il
has been difficult to obtain accurate in-
formation tespecting the country and its
people, but the pubheation of AMr.
Camphell's beok brings within easy
accest, inmost attractve form, a vivid
picture of the Island, and ahat has been
done both by foreign ard nativz cfiert

to win it to Christ.

Mr. Campbell is a missionary of the
English Presbyterian Church, who, after
sixteen years service in the Istand re-
turned to [England two years ago on
furlough and has spent some of his
well-earned leisure in preparing forthe
press the work now before us, It s
largely a narrative of s personal ex-
periences in the Island, preceded by
the republication of & forgotten chap
ter in the history of missions—the
early Duch Mission in Formosa cver
200 years ago.

This Reprint, which 1s avery quaint nar-
rative, tells of the conversion of §,90¢
“East Indians” (asthey were thencalleo)
in Formusa, rear China, * through the
instrumentality of Rev, Robertus Jun-
jus, of Hollard, as related by s good
friend, M. C. Sabelliug, pastor in Dav-
entrie there, in a Tatine letter ¥ and
transtated, **to further the futh and
joy of many, by H. Jessei, a servant of
Jesus Christ” It bears the imprint of
Joseph Cary}, London, 1650, Readers
of history will remember that in the
opening years of the 17th century the
Netherlarders, having brcken in thear
heroic struggles the oppressive yoke of
Spain, exercised their newly found
liberties in competing for the commerce
of the Far East and in planting colen-
ies there.  Among other places in
which they secured a foothold were
the Pescacore Islands on the soutk-
cast coast of China, which they hoped
to make the basiz of further commer-
cial operations with China and Japan.
But their presence in these Islands
was  cxtremely  distasteful to  the
Chinese, and after a brefl pened they
were induced to remove to the then
but little known adjacent lstand of
Formesa. Here they remained from
1624 Uill 1662, when they were driven
out by an immsnse Chinese force un
der commaud of the famous chieftain
Koxinga. But dunng the thity seven
years of their occupat:on many mission-
aries from Holland laboured for the
conversion ¢f the native tribes.

That m-
human monster ordered joo male
Dutch priconers to be put to death—
some by decapitation, some by cruci
fixion, others 1n ways more cruel sull
The women suffered a fate worse than
death, ‘Thus the first Chrsttan ts-
sion to Formosa closed in bloodshed
and slavery.

The work of evangelizing Formosa,
thus interrupted in 1662, was not re
sumed (il 1865, when the Enghsh
Presbytenan Church began operations
in the southern part of the Island
where the early Dutch mission had
been established, to be followed seven
seven years later in the North by our
own Church, What has been accom.
plahed during that time we may state
in Mr Campbell’s own words

‘This movement oripirated in a vis
which the writer paud to those ndands dunieg
the surrmer of 1556, Whilemovingaboutthen
from one island of 1he proup to another, the
people were so sager to listen to the Gospel
iessage, that it rejoiced one’s heart to have
the opportumty of spesbang to them. The
two hundred yeats which elagstd mnee a Eu-

gelists for the work, . . o They are now
meating with much enccuragement in their
work, and thete is reason to bope that, before
long, 1he first company of believers from theee
tonely sstands will be secaived Ly baplsm into
the Church of Christ,  Even already it wouldl
be difiicalt to estimate the bizh educations]
and Christian influence which such an effuit is
haviny on the Chinese and abonginal converts
of Formosa, They loek upon the work in (he
Pescadotes as being an undertakirg of thew
own, and it would be dufficult 10 place amy
limit to the possililities which ate seggested
by this really new and most hopeful depariure,

We have not space at present to fol-
low Mr. Campbell in his exceedingly
interesting and modestly told stoty of
the planung of the English Prexbytenian
Church in Formosa and its nch {ruitage
there. The capital map cnables ihe
reader to make excursions all over the
1tland 1n his excellent company, and to
gather an immense mass finformation
respecting the vatious missions stalions,
native charactenistics, the counhy gen-
crally—climate, soil, and productions—
all described in such a way as to make
the volumes fascinaling as mere bocks
of travel alone.

colder than at Talwanfoo, and the extreme
poverly and ignorance among the people Tes
frequently to be met with than in any other
patis of the Isfand, * = *  Mr, Mackay s
a little man, firm and 7 cing, of few words, and
vne whowe svund common sense is equaljed
only by his earnest desotion to the Master.

In another entry we have a bright
glimpse of the joy in his fellow-workers
that stirred cur author'’s bheart, as with
three of his students he went out from
Tatwanfoo on a beautiful Sabbath
morning for evangelistic work in Sin-
kang :

It would be abour dy o'clock when we funed
from the great north gate.  The mormag was
cloudy yet dehghtfully fresh and cool, enabling
us to dispenic entirely with the uwal son.
srectaclevand umbrel'a,  What a heavy dew
we hive fo Formesa bere!  And how very in.
spinng the thought, as we now left the eity, that
as the dew of llerron, and as the dew that
deseended upon the mountains of Zion, $3 bes
fore uoon that da?r. the 1ich blesting of cur
raciovs God weuld be descending upon that
wloved land of our adoption!  Haclay was
away 0 the thick farkness of the Kagiregion ;
Smath, & me fif.y miles furiher south at Tohow;
our wonhy Doctor, auisted lar the senior col-
atiur and others were veady for action at
aiwatfoo ; while in the far north Mackay and
Fraser wath ther bardof well-trzined preacters,
would also be walting to see another day of the
Son of Man.
The volumes are concluded with a
chapter on * Work for the Blind" mn
which Mr. Campbell gives facts relating
to the great prevalence of blindness in
China, and the cfiorts that have been
made to provide a literature for those
thus sfihcted, touching but lightly, wath
charzcteristic modesty, on his own well-
known and valuable assistance in that
direction.

We heartily commend these fascina.
ting volumes to our readers and hope
they will be widely perused throughout

the Chuich in Canada.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

INTEREST in the Jesuit question and
related problems has been deepened by
the announcement, that it is the inter-
tuon of the Manitoba Gevernment to
introduce a Bill in the next Session of
the Legislative Asscmbly for the aboli-
tion of the Separate School System of
that Prevince, and to bring the whole
educational machinery of the I'rovince
under the contecl of a Mimster of Edu-
cation. At present the number of Ce-
tholic children of school age is 4,3¢0,
of non Cathol'e 18,000—the former
in 89 and the latter in 405 schools.
But though the Catholics have but one-
ninth of the schools their financial in-
terests have hitherto been so carefully
lovked after that they reeeise at the
rate of $375 per scheol, while the Pub.

lic Schools rcceive only $t97, The

Province last year raised by taxation
$244 602, of which Roman Catholics
paid $17.789 and the non.Catholics
$ 226,813, Or, as Mr, Smart, a mem.
ber of the Local L<gistatore putsit ;
* The Catholics pay in taxaton §4 0y
per pupil, while the Protestants are
callcd upon to be taxed $12.03, or in
proportion to the cstimated number of
taspayers, Catholics pay in taxcs $5 75
and the Protestants $10 50 cach,
Whether reform will go to the length of
abolishing Separate Schools it must be
obvigus to the dullest comprchension
that there is need for radical changes
bemng introduced ro as to cqualze the
burden of tax-paying. Itis 1o be feared
that the party politicians who covet the
Catholic vote will strive to throw ob
stacles in the way, but we hope that the
Legulature will have sufficient courage
and patnctism to pluck up the Separate
School System by the roots. It isa
upas teee on which nothing of real ser-
vice to the countty grows,

This volume forms one of “ Nibet's
Theological Yabrary,” a scries of publi
cations which embraces not a few works
of solid merit.  The distinguished place
which Dr. Gibson holdsin the London
pulpit, and which he formerly held in
Montreal and  Chicago, secures for
anything he writee, the attention of a
wide circle of readers.  And those whoe
peruse his writings carefully will easily
discover the qualies which attract to
his nunistrations so many nte/hgent
and attached hearers,  Llis mind is
clear, fresh, richl_y furnished, well disci
plined angd ful'y in touch with the age
His styte s fohenous, and the matler
of his teaching is always cvangeheal,
while his sparit s so genial, earnest and
catholic, that we learn to love the than
as we pouse his pages.  He appre
hends and sets forth divine trath with
rare cxactness,  Indeed, there is a
combination of academic accuracy and
popular power which impatts a special
chatm to his papers. He frequently
rovels in apt dlustration,  He employs
with great effect and beauty the anale-
gies of nature and the laws of the mate-
rial world to allustrate the facts and
truths of the Chnstian system, but he
has been too well trained as a theolo-
gian, to allow himsell to threaten the
foundations of human frecdom and
responsibility by attempting, like Drum-
mond, to push natural Jaw mto the
spiritual world, At times he secms to
lean towards the opposite crror, and
uses language which needs some quali
fication. At page 162, he says, * The
power of God can reach no one without
His consent, for personal freedom is,
and ever must be, a sacred thing;
hence one reason why faith is neces
sary.”  We venture to think that, af the
power of God cannot reach fallen man
without His consent, He ncver will
consent, It is quate true human free-
dom is a sacred thing which is never
violated in the process of man's salva-
tion, This 15 not, however, because
God's power waits on man's consent, or
cannot reach him without His consent,
but rather because 1t reaches lum o
that region of hns pature which lies back
of consciousness, and so touches the
springs of thought, feehing and activity,
that he consents freely, being made will-
ing in the day of God's power.  We do
not supposc that Dr. Gibson has design
edly departed from the faith of the
Reforaved Churches on this vital topie,
but only that, bke Homer, he some-
tumes node.  Lor 1n other pottions of
these papers he has lawd due emphasis
on the work of the Holy Spint and the
realty of cflicacious grace. This vol-
ume Is not a continucus treatise. It 15
composed largely of papers and ad-
dresses published on vanous occasions.
The topics, howtver, arc connceted,
and are so arranged as to give at least
a degree of unity to the whole, The
author informs us that “the leading 1dea
is an the title.”

Gibson has shown,
with great clearness and power, while
there 18 a2 difference batween the
teachings of Chrst and that of His
apostles, and the formeris simpler, and
gives greater prominence to the ethical
element, and the latter greater cmphasns
to the doctrinal, that they are in entite
harmony, and the teaching of Christ
thimsclf concerning His own Gospel,
includee, if not in full duvelopment,
cortaisly 1n germ and essence, all that
13 disinctive of the apostles' * gospel
of ke grace of God.” In an eather
r on * The Trinity As Taught by
Christ,” while there is much that is
excellent, the line of thought followed
tends to lead the reader, cortainly net
to deny the definitions of the Christian
Church on this mystery, but to under-
value them, as something for which
there is no adcquate foundation in the
teaching of Christ. We are satisfied
that if the author will examine as care-
fully the four Gospels to discover *“the
Trinity as taught by Christ,” as he has
in his closing paper to find the ele.
ments of the Gospel cmbedded in the
words of the Master, he will find more
in the teachings of Christ on this great
mystery than has fcund 2 placein his
paper, and he will ditcover, moreover,
what supplies good ground for scme of

those cxact and carcful distinctions by

which the Christian Church has sought
to guard the doctrine of the Trinity
from the assaults of errorists. 'The
paper on “ Bvangelical Apologetics *ap-
Pears very voluable and worthy of care
ful study As a whole, we cordiall
cemmend to thoughtfub Christian read-
ers this interesting and instructive
volume,

ON THE RQAD TO DAMASCUS,

A¥TER leaving Jerusalem our route
lay northward, I shall not venture to
describe it minutely but, at the risk of
making my lctter almost an itinerzey,
must give an outline af 1t 1 order that
readers of the Ri virw may understand
what 15 the usual line of travel in Pales-
tine. Qur fiest day's nde was some
twentythree miles to Smjil, over a very
rough country; thence we rode to Nab.
loue, the ancient Shechem, and thenge
to Senin, passing on our way Sebas
tiych, which occupies the site of Sam-
aria,  Qurroute then lay by Zerin, the
ancient Jezreel, the Planof Esdraelon,
the Mountains of Gilboa and Lattle
Hermon, and leaving Mount Tabor on
our right, we reached Nazareth,  From
Nazareth we rode N. B to Tibenas
on the Sea of Galilee, and passed en
routfe through Kefr Kenna, the trads
tional Cana, and another village called
Keneh, which disputes with 1t the
honour of being the scene of the mir-
acle. Leaving Tiberias, our way led
us to Jaunch (proncunced Ja unch),
therce a long ride brought us by the
shores of the waters of Merom to
Khalisa, From this village we struck
across the country castward to Cresarea,
passing on our way the rumns of Dan
and fording the Jordan, Crossing a
spur of Mount Hermon, we encamped
at El-Hadr at the east side of Hermon
The following day we reached Kafr
Hawr, and a ride of eight hours brought
us next day to Damascus.  Here we
abandoned our tents, and after a stay
of a few days made our last Journey n
Syma over the ranges of the Ant
Lebanon and Lebanon to Beirut, in a
French difigence.

We were much struck with the tree-
less appearance of the country, With
the exception of a few places, such as
the banks of the Jordan, the immed:-
ate ncighbouthoods of J. ffa, Bethichem,
Nablous and Baniae, we saw few trecs
on our journey. The trecs, when seen,
are found to be chidlly olives, figs,
terebinths and carubs.  Frut trees
grow well when attended to, but the
system ol taxation by which each tree
is taxed, the wretched misgovernment of
the country and the tncertain tenure of
land, prevent anything hke improve-
ment being made 1n tlus or any other
direétion. Great scarcity of fuel pre-
vaile, and the charcoal burners seize on
every a.aable tree stump or root.
Another matked feature in the agpect
of the country 15 1ts stony appearance,
Everywhere the land seems to have
been sown with stones,  The soil itself
as a whole is fernle and the stones
appear to be only on the surface. 1
do not remember to have scen, excep
n the neighbourhood of Dethlehem,
any attempt being made to gather them,
There the hills are bewng terraced, and
these stones are used to form the sup-
porting walls. In other parts of the
country they arc permitted to remain
untouched, and greatlly hampar tte
ploughing operations of the husband.
man, as he scratches his land ‘with his
primtive inplement,

The stony appearance of the coun-
try is greatly tncreased by the bare
edges of the limestone natural terraces,
which rise success'vely on the sides of
the rounded hills so generally prevalent,
When these terraces are cultivated and
suppost olive and other trees, the «fect
1s heautiful, and the country has a very
rich appearance, Although Palestine
presents for the time but a stetile
aspect, it is sufficient to pay 2 vitit to
Bethlchem to see what it nmght be-
come,

I have heard persons say that Pales
une was not a beautful country. T
am surpnsed at the cxpression of any
such opinion. I question if, in any
country of similar size, there is such
varicty of scenery. The views of the
Jerdan Valley, of the Plain of Jezreel,
of Samaria and its surroundinge, the
Sea of Tibenas, the sweep of country
from Jaunch to the Hauran, the val-
ley between Ebal and Gerezim, and the
magnificent prospects from Baniae, and
from the hili above Nazateth, where the
snow clad [Icrmon bursts on the view,
and also from the Lebanon, will everre:
main in my memory as some of the
fairest scenes 1 ever gazed on. Ofttimes
in journeying through the country have
I tried to imagine how it looked in
former days when it was  carefully
tilled, and to picture what it yet will
become. The impression left on my
mind, after riding through it from the
Dead Seato Damasct‘:; i:. lhatt{t is a
country of great ibilitics. At pre-
sent \Irlye lar%d Isy ilt)\otsls:e words of Scrip-
ture, * enjoying its Sabbaths ” until the
times of the Gentiles be fulfilled.” It
needs but the divine voice to *call for
the corn and increascit,” and cause it
to be said that *this land that was de-
solate is become hke the Garden of
Eden.” This country occupies a_posi-
tion in the divine economy diffcrent
from all other lands, and rendcers a visit
to it of deeper and more profound in-
tercst than travel in any other pat of
the world. The Word of God speaks
of it in & most striking way when it
says plainly that it is *a land which the

Lotrd thy God careth for ; the eyes of the

Lord thy God are altways upon it from
the beginning of she year even unto the
¢nd of the year”

In riding through the country, often-
times hours would clapse without our
nassing any traveller or sceing any one
In the ficds.  The sense of desolation
is oppressive.  Occasionally we passed
teains of camels golng southerly fiom
Damascus or westedy from the Hauran
to the sca-board at Haifa, 1 have
counted as many ag scventy-six camels
walking along in Irdian file as they
bore their heavy burdzns.  More fre
quently we passed one or two men driv
ing before them three or four miserable
donkeys, not much larger than New.
foundland doge. At another time one
or two mcen might pass us mounted on
ragped tooking mules or wretched nags
destitute of bridles, and covered with
very rudimentary saddles.  The most
comfortable looking travellers were the
Greek pricsts, whom we sometimes met,
They were well mounted on large asses
or mules,and were generally accompan®
cd by a servant waiking behind them,
“The highways are desolate” indeed,
The inhabitants are gaunt, hungry and
depressed.  They have the air of be'ng
strangers.  Their ciothing is usually
ragged and dinty, It s not surprising
that it should be filthy when you con-
sider that they never divest themsdves
of their garments at night, but he down
to sleep in their daily apparel, They
live in villages in a state of indescribable
dirt. These villages are of a very primi
tive charac'crand arcalways placed near
a pool or spring of water. They are
often almost undistinguishable from the
surrounding ground or rocks.  We
usually lunched near one of these dis-
mal collections of hovels, and generally
were surrounded by a circle of villagers
watching, with eyes eager with hunger,
our cvery movement, and contending
with the camp dogs for the bones, ‘The
empty cans for the preserved salmon o
lobster were always objects for conten-
tion. At the crack of our dragoman’s
whip they would take to flight, only to
return in larger numbers when his back
wasturned, I was surpnsed at the way
in which our men fell upon these peor
people, and at the submissive and un-
questioning way in which they took
their kicks, Whun our ramp was form
cd at night the couk’s tent was always
surrounded by an adwiring circle, who
waited patiently till the last pot was
washed and the fast scraps disposed of.
The natives scem to live on beans and
oil and Lread.  Their bread is made in
large round scones, very thin and about
a foot or tighteen inches in diamuter,
They eat it hct, and roll 1t up hke
sheets of brown paper, which it some-
what resemblee.  Sometimes the bet-
ter-uff among them get milk wade into
very thick curds hike soft new cheese.
An oceasional egg or scraggy chichen
may afford a rare treat, The visit i
out camp proved a godsend to many of
these villages, for our purchases of
pouliry and eggs gave them tome un-
familiar  cash. Immediatedy on our
arrival the whole poultry of the village
was captured and offeted for sale at ex.
tortionale prices.  Purchases were
cflected only after much higgling and
violent altercation, in which our cook,
brandishing a large knife, took an
active part.  Chickens in this part of
the world not leing burdened with
stipe: Quous flesh, are rather nimble and
sometimes succeeded in making their
escape from the clutches of the cook.
On such occasions [ have frequently
witnessed the ludicrous sight of the
camp turning outin full purswit of our
fleeing dinner.

The country people are all Arabe,
Near the waters of Merom they are
Bedouvins. At our camp at Khalissa,
where we spent one Sunday, we were
surrounded by them. Qur tents were
on a slight clevation and the large
plain was dotted with their tow black
tents and numerous herds of catile and
goats. ‘Their wealth consists entirely
of cattle, and although apparently tn
better circumstances than some of the
other country folk, they lived in no
better way. They are nominally
Mohammedan, yet from all zccournts
have almost no religtous ideas or
knowledge of sin.  Not on¢c among
them «could read or write. We entered
into conversation with some women.
They were bright, but had x wild, rest-
less look. Their nails wcre stained
with henna and their eyes with khol,
They were greatly interested in my
wifc's clothing and felt every part of it,
chattering to each other all the time.
We were invited into one of their
houses or tents.  The sides were form-
<d of bundies of reads from the marshy
Merom, and the roof was a black hair
cloth tent, The whole establishment
was about $x 4 feet. A ‘itte fire of
cow's dung smouldered in the cotner,
and the only atticle of fumniture be-
sides 2 mat of reedy grass, was an old
pot. 'The lady of the house cxpressed
geeat astonishment at our having come
so far to see their pastures, although 1
am doubtfa! if she bad any idea of dis-
tance.

Near Hermon I met mith the Druses,
Their religion is a pseudo-Moham-
medanism, They are a ~arlike, manly
race, and of much finer appearance
than the surrounding Arab population,
We visted one of their willages and
were invited into the Sheik’s house, It
was a decided improvement on the
shelters of their neighbours, although
not constructed in exact correspond.
cnce with our ideas of comfort. We
did not care to sit down init. On
learning that we were Dritish, the Sheik
shock me warmly by the hand and as
surcd me of the great friendship of the

Druses for the British people. [ did
not Inquire minutely into the reasons
for this amity, He even offered usa
share of his evening meal, which con-
sisted of kid's flesh, which was being
s¢ethed in milk—possibly its mother's,
During cur visit a younger man produc-
¢d a recd rartly shaped hike a pen, acd
informed me that he was an adept at
caligraphy, e gave me to urderstand
that ihe only thing that 1estrained his
genius was the want of a penknife to
sharpen his reed.  FHe had no hesita
tion in requesting me to present him
with my pocket-knife. 1 respectfully
dcdincJ the proposal.  Fortunately |
had a steed pen with me,ard tlas 1
stuck into the end of his reed and
showed him how to use it  Fearing
let other demands might be made, |
availed myself of the diversion created
by the penandr tired, leaving the elders
in deep discussion at the village gate

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THE THEOQLOGICAL SEMINARY
AT COLUMBIA, 8.C,

ny Rxv FROF REAYYIR DD

A sHoRrt account of the Theological
Seminary at Columbia, §.C, with which
the wnler is how connected, may he of
interest to some of the readers of the
RLvinw,

This institution of sacred learning is
onc of the two main theological schools
of the DPresbyterian Church in 1he
Southern States, the other being Union
Seminary in Virginia. It is located in
Columbia, the state capital of South
Carolina.  Columbia, with a population
of 15,c00 is situated about the centre
« f the state, and at the junction of the
Saluda and Broad rivers, It is on an
elevated site,and its climate 1s so healthy
and free from malaria that invalids find
it a most beneficial resort, especaally for
pulmonary complaints. It is a great
advantage to have the Seminary at such
a pleasant and healthy place.

The Semunary was founded in 1828,
but there wasonlyoneprofessortill 183 1,
and then but two tifl 1833, when the
institution was well under way, Since
that time several able men have tavght
in the Sceunary, such as Thomwd,
Howe, Palmer, McGilt, Plummer, and
others. Of thuse, Thomwell, as 2
teacher, a preacher, and a Church
leader, holds the first place,  His name
15 stull revered all over the South, and
his wntings in four large volumes indi-
catz great learning and ability.  Inc'ud-
ing the present members of the faculty
of insiruction, there have becn eighteen
appointed to teach in the Scnunary.
Seven of these have gone to their rest,
seven have removed to other instte-
tlors, and four are engaged in conduct-
tng the classes now in attendance. Dr.
Howe was professor in the Semirary
from 1831 to 1883, a penod of fiftytwo
sears. Dr Thornwell was connected
with 1t from 1856 till 1862, only six
years ; but during that time he did
much to give the Seminary a reputation
tn the country.

During the history of the Seminary
1t has given nearly 700 ministers to the
Church, The attendarce of students
has varied considcrably from year to
year==sometimes under ta‘rty and some-
times over sisty being in the classes.
The great Civil War affected it both in
regard to finances and students, and
for several years alter this disastrous
struggle the professors continued at the
post“of duty with scarcely any income
at all,

Its present faculty consists of the fol-
lowing professors :—James D, Tadlock,
.1, Pecfessor of Ecelestastieal History
and Church Polity ; John L. Girardeay,
D D., LI.D,, Professor of Didactic and
Polemic Theology ; Francis R. Beattie,
Ph.D, D.D., Perking Professor of
Natural Science in connection with
Revelation, and Christian Apologetics,
William M, MecPhecters, D I, Profes-
sor of Biblical Literature, The charr
of Pastoral Theology and Sacred
Rhetoric is not at present filled, but the
subjects falling to it are taught by the
other professors, It is expected that
at an eatly day a fifth professor wilt be
appointed to take the work of this chur,,
and also that an additional teacher will
be appointcd for Hebrew,  \When this
is done the faculty will be well able to
give aufficient training, to the students
under its care.

The library is large and of very great
value, and consiste of about 24 oco vo-
lumee, bcsides pamphlets. A fund of
$10,0¢0 provides an income which en-
ables the authorities to make addtions
to the Library annually, as well as to prc
vide the reading room with wvarious
periodicals.  Besides, the library of
the State University—a valuable collec
tion of over 2§,000 volumes—is avail
able by the courtesy of that institution.
The Seminary buildings are a little
old-fashioned, yetvery neat,comfortatle
and commodious. They are situated
on a block of four acres, quite in the
heart of the city. There are five build-
ings in all. The main central building
is used for library and lecture room
purposes. [Law Hall and Simons Hall
are both for the rcsidence of the
studente, Then the chapel and the
refectory complete the group. No
chargc is made for room rent, tuition,
of the use of the tibrary, not arc there
fees of any kind, In the refectory,
board costs ten dollars per mont
There is a Scholarship Fund ard a Stu-
dents’ Aid Fund by means of which
financial aid is given to those students
who may wcqure it, The income of
these funds is considerable, and it s flords
help to students who otherwise might
not be able to pursue their studies con-

tinuously. Stud¢nts come from all parts
of the S<uth, and from a great many
dffizent wollegee,  During the past
yaar donn states and nlue colleges
were represented.  In these colleges
the students reciive their preparatory
training, and in mnst cases they come
with degrees to th: Seminary,” whose
wirk is cenfined ntirely to teaching
the vizricos brarches of a divinity
course,

The collige session is nearly evght
months in L ngib, commencing ‘on the
third week in Septamber and closing
on the sccond woek of May, ‘Fhis
length of sesston has many advantages
over the +ix monthy' sessions of the scm-
inarics in Canada, so far as the profit
of a theological course 15 concerned
The grourd of the cour<e can be more
completely coverid and the danger of
Furrymg aver the woik is not so great,
‘There is at least scven months of sclid
work done each year at Columbia,

The Seminary is under the control
of four Synods, and of the General As
sembly. The four Synods having dircet
control are — South Carolina, Georgia,
Alabama, South Georgia and Florida,
A board of dircctors appointed by these
Synods and consisting of thirteen mem
bers is charged with the administration
of the general «ffaws of the Semunary,
while the faculty has the local ovgr
stght and direction of the hife of the Sem.-
inary, under the provisions of the Con
stitution.  The endowment of the
Senunary in all 13 about $265.000, and
the buildings, exclusive of the professors’
houses and the library, are valued at
$40,000. The total value of the [roperty
of the Seminary 1s thus considerably
over $300,000, The Board at its last
mecting took steps to secure the endow
ment of a fifth char, and thus to com-
plete the equipment  An agent will be
put in the deld,

nation are recened.  There are three
sessions in the course «f study, bul
provision 1s made for a fourth year,
The personal eomfort of the students
is well provided for, and thespintual ife
and massionary zeal of the Semnary
are diligently fostered.

tene In society which tacitly condones
perjury when cummitred In the interests
of 1he trefiic  (4) Tne difficulry in ob.
amng detectives, (3) The burden of
enforcement being thrown on private citi»
zens, and the want of proper machinery
for the discovery and conviction of ¢{fend.
ers; &nd (8) the weariness in wel doing
of many temperance men.  Surcly it is a
manet that an Act environed by suchad.
veree ¢enditions shovld have been in any
degree beneficial!  And yet the good c?-
fecte of the Scott Act have been amply
attested, and are now scen in a moretund
light by the results of repeal, In three
contiguous counties in Ontario forty.four
Sessions had watched the working of the
Seott Act for three years, and now have
watched the change to license for one
year, and their verdict is distinet and
clear as to the superiority of a prohibi-
tory over a permissive mearure, The lat-
est Government statistics, toe, are in-
structive on this point, as they clearly
show that wherever prohibitory legisla.

ed a text-book ; but the use of it is op-
.ional with local boards, and the teachers
get no credit for work devoted to tem-
perance in the annual summery of re.
sults. Hence, but little is accomplished,
or even attempted. 1n the Presbytery of
Pictoa only one Session anawers ** yes ;'
and two or three other Presbyteries state
that no such instruction is {inparted in
their public schools,

In New Brunswick a most important
advance has been made since the pres-
ent year began, The DBoard of Educa-
tion has rlaced a text-book in the cur-
riculum of the schools, Oral temperance
teaching begins as early as the little ones
can understand it. In the h gher grades
it becomes pronourced and systematic,
and takes its place as an acknowledged
and vital element in the education of
youth. In Prince Edward Island no pro-
vision is made for teaching this subjsct in
theschocle.  But the Synod has agreed
to memorislize the Island Government
on the matter; and since the Govern-
ment is also the Board of Educaucn for
that Province, it is expected the Synod's
action will bear fruit,

In connection with this subject, it
ought to be gratefully noted that the
Ontario Minister of Educavion has ar-
tanged 1hat henceforth, in the tchools of
this Province, fair value will be given for
results attained in teaching Scientific
Temperance.

dent churches, have the largest con-
gregations, and the most numerously
attended schools for children and
classes for adults. ‘This is especially
visible in Madrid and Barcelona.

' AMERICAK COLLEGES” inthe Orient
ate the out-growth of Foreign Missions,
The men who bore the Gospel to the
old lands where Christianity had once
ruled were soon convinced that educa
tion must be the handmaid of religion,
and that the college must stand near
the Chuech,  Their eatly efforts have
resulted in two splendid nstitutions,
from which men of great capacity and
fine traimning have been sent oute
Robert College, at Constantineple, and
the Syrian Protestant College.

OBITUARY.
KLV, ROBIRT BURNEY, M.A

Itev. (ROpYRT BURNET, M, A., was
barn at Ladykek, Birwicksbire, S:ot-
land, on June 1S b, 1323, and was theson
of James Barnet, a geatleman who be-
longed to a famvly that for dse hundred
years were mi l:rsat Newstead Mill, Roax-
burgshire. A member of this fawily car-
ried the colours at Diothwell Brig, Mz,
Burnet’s moiler was a native of Ayz.
shire apd her maiden name wae El zibeth
Blair.  Mr. Burnet was educated a3 Ed-
inburgh and Aberdeen, ordained to the
ministry of the Caurch of Scotland in the
patish of Fetteressaz, in 1852, and came
imniediately to Canada as a missionary,
with headquarters at Hamilton. A few
months after his arrival he received a
call from 5. Andrew's church, Hamil on,
and was its paster for nearly 2 qarter of
a cen,ury. Waen he accepted ats pastor.
ate the congregation of 5. Andrew's was
weak, and there were on'y twenty-four
male members to sign the call; but ua-
der his faithfol and untiting labsurrs, and
the favour of the D.vine Spitit, the wnem.
bership grew steadily, and when ke 1.0t
Hamilton for London, in1876, it included
more than two hundred and six*y familiea,
Mir. Burnet became paster of 5. Steph.
en's church, London, in 15876, and, alter
preaching there a hitle more than three
years, accepted a call from S: Aadrew’s
church, Pictou, N.S., settling there in
April, 1830, This was 2 strong congre-
gation, Including over 370 famities, In
1885 Mr, Burnet removed to Lurlington,
retinng for a time from his wotk as a
clergyman, but last year he went to Mil-
ton and sccepted the pastorate of S*. An-
drew’s Lirk. When he did so the
church was very weak, bat his earnes
work in the service of his Master, and his
great ability as 4 preacher, soon atiracted
& large congregation, and at the time of
his death the church was flyurishing, as
was also the Sunda{lschool organiz:d by
Mr. Burne'. M. Dornet preached with.
out notes and was very happy in his mode
of illustration, There was tiothing hack.
neyed in his style, which was sinkingly
tucid and logica!, and ke touched no sub-
jrct which ke could not make cl:ar to his
nearers. In his oratodical fi ghtshe has
been compared with Dz Cha'mers and
Roabert Ha'l.  Mr. Burnet was long pro-
minent in agricultural and hortical ural
masters, and wrote a grest deal on bith
subjects. Ilec was for some tim: A mem-
ber of the Provincial Bard of Agricu'
ture, alio of th: Diminion Bsard, the
Oatacio Ento nologi:al Siciety and the
Oatario Pruit Growera' Association, Lol 1
ing the presidency of the Ia‘ter foriwelve
ot thirteen years. H:was oneof the vice-
presidents of the Ametican Pomological
Saciety, and was well known among the
leading horticuliurinie of NewBagland and
the M ddie S:ater.  He married, 1850,
Miss Rasa Doggett, daughter of ] seph
Daggett, Hanover Square, London Eng.
tand, and they had seven children, four
of whom, three daughters and a von, sur-
vive him. Two of his dauzhiers arc
married, one to Rev. James M, Gray,
AM., clerpyman at Sithing, Onv,, and
the other to Mr. Jucph A Gaidon, of
Pictou. Me. Burnet's finst wife died in
1871, and in 1872 he was married 10 My,
Thomas Rar, who survives bim.—2illon
Champion.
