At the commencement of & new volume, we wish to say a word to those
who kindly interest themselves in the circulation of the Record, and to our
readers generally. We are desirous of rendering the Record still more interest-
ing and useful in connection with the general objects of the Charech. No
effort will be awanting ic order to secure this. .

Tee MissioNarY INTELIIGENCE conunected with our own church will be
more full than heretofore, in consequence of the more systematic working of
our Home Mission field. Hitherto there has frequently been extreme difi-
culty in procuring intelligence in counection with our Home Mission work,
in consequence of our having no general system. Now, the arrangements

- made for obtaining full and stated reports from every part of the bission field
will make this much more easy. The inauguration of Foreicy Mission
Worx emong the Aborigines in the North West, and also in the South Ses
Islands, will supply much interesting information, which it is desirable to cir-
culate widely among our people. We hope to receive occasional coramuni-
cations directly from Rev. Mr. Geddie. Attention wiil also be given to the
Foreign Missions of the parent Churches ia Britain, and to Missionary Pro-
gress gene.ally.

Hoxe Eccresiasticar MreLLicence will be collected and eirculated month-
ly in the pages of the Record, in as condensed a form as may be consistent
with perspicuity.

Articlee on' Our PrespyreriaN PriNcieLes, and on general topies, will
appear from month to month, sometimes original and sometimes selected, as
in our present numbér, This hus been perhaps too much over-looked by us
herctofore ; but we think the times demand that our people shonld be more
familiarised with our own principles. A spirit of bigotry and exclusiveness
is to be discouraged. But we should seek to have diffused among our people
an acquaintance with, and an enlightened attachment tothe principles of our
own Church.

Ax Increase 1¥ THE CircuraTiox of the Record is most desirable. The,
season is propitious.

OUR BOME MISSION FIELD.

We have from time to time published the Reports of several Presbyteries
regarding the Mission field within their bounds. In this number we publish
an interesting account of the extensive and necessitous field in the Presbytery
of Montreal. When after perusing that carefully prepared report, the reader is
informed, that besides these fields, there are other localites as yet wholly un-
visited, and one or two districts where churches are built, and congregations
once met for worship, in which the Presbytery of Montreal has been unable
to maintan ordinances, for want of men sod means, where the charches are
closed and the Sabbaths are silent for many Presbyterian families, he will feel
deeply impressed with the need of doing something immediately. The follow-
ing facts, it is also hoped, will serve to stimulate the zeal, and call forth the
liberality of all God’s people who wish and pray for the prosperity of our
Zion.

In the beginsing of October, the committee for the distribution of Pcoba-
tioners met, and the game time the Home Mission Committee.  As the result
of their deliberations it was ascertained :

1. That thers are Florfy-one vacancies, and twenty-eight Probationers, te
supply them. Arrangements were made for the visiting of these vacaneies by
the Probationers, with a view to settlement.

2. That all the Presbyteries of the Church had reported to the Home Mis-
sion Comnmittee, except those of Brockville and Grey. That these reporis
contained statistics more or less full, of fifty-five Mission Stations, or groups
of stations, and twenty weak congregations applying for aid.

3. That the total indebtedness of Presbyteries before April last was about
$2000, and that Presbyteries had come under obligations annually, amounting
to about half that sum,

4. That only three men offered themselves for mission work during the wia.
ter.

We hope that our readers, and especially the ministers of the Charch will
consider these facts, and endeavonr at the Missionary meetings to be held
during the winter, to fix the attention of the Chareh apon the position of our
Lission work. :

‘We will require large contributions trom our people, in order to set oar
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ewn machinery agoing, {ree from the encumbrance of past debts. Many of our
people will doubtiess contribute their larze. sums for this most important ob-
joct, and wo hope that every member will endeavour to give not less than
twenty cents. Preshyteries will alsn require to deal faithfully with Mission
Stations which ate iu arreara. If these things are done well and generally
this year, the prospect is fair that so far as finances go, our New Mission
Scheme will be successful.

The Commitice after much earnest thought adopted the following as the
principle by which grants in aid should be made to Mission Stations :—that
the Presbytery having determined how much should be paid by the Station
per Sabbath, the Committee would grant a sum varying from $1 to $1 per Sab-
bath, to such for every Sabbath on which a Missionary laboured there. A
plan containing the proposed grents to each Station, has been prepared and
sent to each Presbytery for considerativn. Till such time as the proposed sys.
tem of Grants has been reconsidered and completed by the addition of sta-
tions and congregations not yet reported, it would be premature to say more on
this puint.

Attention is particularly called to the scarcity of Missionaries. We fear
#hat because there are a few men on the probationers’ list who do not receive
oalls, sowe people suppose that we have too many missionaries. This mis.
take will surely be corrected by the above figures: Forty one vacancies and
hwenty-eight probationers ; Fiftyfive groups of Mission Stations and three
Missiona~ics. As a general thing our efficient probationers are readily set.
tled, and we hope, by timely grants to weak congregations, to be able, by and
bye, to prevent the necessity of many of the rasignations which now oceur.
Our probationers’ list will be much reouced in size, but we can never expect
#o have a list on which no unacceptable preachers will be found.

In many of our Mission Stations Catechists, both English speaking and
Gaclic, might be advantageously employed, and Presbyterics that cen procure
the services of suitable men will render the church good service in doing so.
There is in many quarters a prejudice agaiust employing laymen in mission
work. The Synod, however, has sanctioned the measure, and there are
among vs not a few men of piety, inteliigence, and speaking-talent, whom
Presbyteries might recommend to be employed as catechists. The visitations,
exhoriations, and labours generally of such men have been useful in the past,
and ag there seems, in the presens dearth of licentiates proper, 2 call to the
Church to employ them again, we may expect a blessing to follow our doing
20,

Our Theological students, to the namber probably of thirty, will be avajl-
able during the suramer months, but that number will not do move than give
kalf the supply required. The present demand fur labourers i3 very clamant,
and we hope that ministers and people alike, will unite in prayer to the Mas,
ter: ¢ Send forth labourers,” and at the some time do what they can to pro.
vide and educate them. Iet us bear in mind the extent ot destitution the
# Fifty-five" stations reported, probably should be in all ¢ Sixty-ive’® Mission
Btations; including, one Aundred and thirlyfive preaching stations, and
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at least, five hundred and fifty families luoking to our church for ordinances
for whom we can d» nothing, [ear the ery that comes from these settlers,
many of them poo: and far from privileges. They are your brethren, ¢ go
and help thewm."”

FOREIGN MISSION SCHEME.

As the season for holding the Aunual Missionary meetings is approaching,
the Committee desire biefly to bring under the notice of Sessions and Con-
gregati>rs holding such meetings, the claims of our Foreign Mission Euterprise,
With the details they are already familinr, through the correspondence of vur
Missionaries and our Annual Repocts. The field is widening and will require
a proportionally increased effort in order to overtake it. It embraces now
four distinet divisions.

The British Columbian. Al New Westminster, the Capital, Mr. Jamieson
has faithfully labored for nearly four years. A Church and Mause have been
erected. Ordinances have been 1egularly dispensed. The people, as yet few
and feeble have contributed during last year $400, to vur Fund, and have also
remensbered the College.

With self-denying devotedness, Mr. Duff has, for a year beeun laboring at Cari-
boo, commerding to the Mineis the true treasure hid in the field, which is
more to be desired than gold. New districts such as Kootenay, are opening
up, which, if we were able, it would be well for us to enter.

In this youngest of British Colunies, we are helping to lay the funndations
of what may yet prove a strong nation. The outlay is necessarily considerable
ana may continué so, for sume time, if we are to maintain our ground. The
country has been in a transition state, and been sustaining a heavy financial
depression which has checked emigration and business generally, but fiom its
position and resources—Ilet us hope that it will eventually surmount its present
difficulties, und repay the labour and /unds we have expended upon it.

II The Red River. To overiake the increasing work and extending fields in
this oldest department of our Foreign Missivn work, it is necessary that we
have our present Missionary Staff kept up.

Mr. Nisbet who has Iaboured for over three years with fidelity and success,
having accepted the call to labor among the American Indians, must have
his place supplied. We are now on the look out for a missionary.

III. The American Indian Missicn. Circumstances render 1t unavoidable
that Mr. Nisbet should not procesd to Fort Pitt till next Spring, but he is mak-
ing diligent preparation for the work. As a Chureb, we now staud fairly com-
mitted to what we have long contemplated, laboring for the conversivn of the
¢poor Indians.”” Let the Missionary elect, and the 4,000 Crees, among whom
bg 3 to labor, be remembered by our people in their approaches to the Throne
of Grace. .

IV. The New Hebrides Mission. ~ Last Synod responded to the earnest ap-
peal from the Nova Scotian Church through her hounored Senior Missionary,
to co-operate in the distaot field, where tlie Lord of the harvest has blessed her
witli 80 many golden sheaves. This fresh responsibility coming upun us at a
time when our Indian Mission was just heing started, will put our Mis.
sionary devotedness to the test—but we have no dvubtas 1o vur willingness and
abihity to meet it. :

e expenditure for this year in connection with these four departments of
our'work will, in all probability reach six thousard Dollars ($6000) less or
more. But what is this for a Church of our size aud resvu:ces? Ten Ceuts
from each of our members is truly a paltry pittauce at best 1o give to such a
cause. God has been favorable to cur laud. Ie has «ivowned the year with
His gooduness. As a Church % Hithero bath the Lord heljed us.”” We have
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just been giving public and formal expression to our gratitude. Let us req.
der according to the benefit done to us. For averting from us the horrors
of war, famine, and pestilence, and loading us with s benefits—let yng
¢ honor the Liord with our substance and with the first fruits of all our jg.
creese.”” The opening of our hands may be the prelude to the opening of
His Heavens—Mal. inj, 8, 9, 10 R. I".

FRENCH CANADIAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY—SPECIAL APPEAL.

A special appeal has been issued by the Committee of the French Canadian
Missiouary Society, the principal portions of which we subjoin. It is to be re.
gretted that for some time past the income of the Society has not been equal
to the claims upon it. We trust that this senson, when commercial prosperity
has again 1 some measure been restored to the Proviece, the income of this
excellet socicty will be largely incieased. Fora quarter of u century this
Society hus been in operation, and not without blessed results. The Secre-
taries give the followiny brief statement of its operations and results :—

I 1840 (he Society began its work with four colporteurs. As the results
of its Ialours it can now, in 1865, point to six organized churches united jnto
a Synod (L'Uunion des Ezlises Evangeiiques), which sumber about two huudred
members, and bave connected with them 21 stations, at 18 of which Divine
worship is regularly held. There are tbree urdained Pastors, two of whom
are converted I'rench Caradians, pupiis of Pointe aux Trembles, and trained
for their work at Geneva. Two more from the same class are being educat
ed here at the University of McGill College, under the suspices of the anbove
Synod, aided by the Committee and associated friends. Thirteen missionaries
have been employed by the Society this year in the work of colportage.
These devoted men constantly visit the wide ficld of the Society, disseminating
the Sacred Word and religious books and tracts, holding discussions with the
Priests and Jesuits whom they now and then encounter, conversing with the
people about their eternal interests, coafirming the weak, directing the ignor.
ant, and doing in general the work of evangelists. Through their instrument-
ality chiefly, and including the issues from the Depositary at the Lfontreal
station, about 1,600 copies of the Scriptures, either in whole or in part, have
been circulated last year, and it has been computed that about twenty-five
thousand copies of the Sacred Word, and at least four times that number of
religious tracts have been distributed since the commencement of the Society's
operations. Three hundred children are under Sabbath-school instruction.
Not fewer than 1,500 French Cauadian youth,—with few exceptions, all enter-
ed as Romanists, have been trained in the schools at Pointe aux-Trembles and
elsewhere. The resulta of the cducational efforis of the Society bave fully
justified the great attention it has given to this department of the work. It han
been found that the training Institutes at Pointe-aux Trembles are amongs$
its most efficient means of dieseminating evangelieat truth ; their influence for
good extending even to the remotest parts of Lower Oanada. These pupils
gathered generally from widely separate parishes, and meeting together away
{rom the baneful home influence of Popery, are daily influenced by evangelical
training. Truh thus findsa lodgment in many a young heart, convictions
are produced which are never effaced, but which ripening into conversion be,
come sources of blessing and enlightenment to the families to which they be-
long and to the neighbourhoods in w!ich they reside. From 90to 100 are
thus annually trained and influenced.

Well therefore may we say in comparing the past with the present  What
hath God wrought 27 The Committee cannot but feel that the results of the
quarter century’s operations of the Suctely, and the present encouraging as-
pect of its Missionary erld,notpn]y call for Qevout gratitudeto the great Head
of the Church, but also imperatively demand increasing effurts in a work which
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- He has already so largely owned and blessed.  With you, dear friends, it thera.
fore remaius to determiue whether the Committee shall civse the jear, not
only with accounts balsnced, but with such a sarplus in the treasury as will
enable them moie elficiently to overtake the wurk now pressing upun them..
The 81 iiual wants of tne million of your I'rench Canedian Roman Catholic
fellow suhjects cry to you, a8 to those upon whum Christ bos devolved first
the duty of supplying them with the words of Eteraal Life.

A hearty response to this appeal will enable the Cummittee to employ more
missionaries and colporteurs, and chiefly to enlarge ana exiend their efforts for
the training of the young.

The Committee earnestly hope that with therevival of trade this fall, and'
the bestowment of a bountiful harvest by the Almighty, His people will not
be unmindful of the claims of this Society upon their liberality  The hearings
of its work upon tbe political advancement of the Providence will neither be
overlooked nor under-estimated by intelligent and patriotic Protestants.

To all who love the Saviour, and desire the sp.ead of His Gospel, and sin°
oerely wish 1the prosperity of our beloved Canads, do the Committee look for
eontinued and increased pecuniary aid.”

PRESBYTERJAN PRINCIPLES.

It is the habit in our Churches to accompaay the administration of bapiism
with a siatement of the nature of the ordinance, the authority we have for
maiutaining it in the Church, and the oblizations it entails. A similar saln-
tary pructice obtains at the celebration of the Lord's Supper. By thess
meaos, the sense of responsibility is maintained among the people, the signifi-
cance of these ordinances kept before the minds of the worshippers, and
Christian intelligence is cultivated on sabjects on which, strangely euough
and most unhn%pxly, the errors of professing Christians have been hoth numerous
and serivus. I'rom time immemorial o corresponding course has been pur-
sued in the service by which pastors are recognized and settled iu our congre-
gations. ¢ What mean ye by this service,” i3 a question which, as Scripture
shows, may be proi:erly asked, and the answer t0 which should be clear and
iatelligible. Any line of procedure in the house of God, that does ot admit
of cleur statement and defence on Scripture grounds, is likely to become for-
wmal and useless if not something worse, .

Many persons in all Churches are corcparatively ignorant of those parts of
their, Church arrangements with which they have not come into personal con-
tact. So long as their congregation is in a satisfactory condition, they do
nct look mwuch beyond it. They are like those persons who, if their own
%arish or district is peaceable and prosperous, feel no concern as to whether a

arliament or an autocrat rules st headquarters. It does not come into their
minds that a defective or faulty Goveriment at headquarters must sooner or
later influence every portion ot 1he kinxdem. A siill larger nomber of Christians
are ignorant of the priuciples of uther Chuiches ; which ignorance tends to pro-
duce costemptuons bigotry tuwards others, and does not guarantee any reli-
able antachment towards une’s own. It 18 the counterpart of that feeling,
which the inhabitunts of China cherish towards the barbarians,w ho are outside
e ce'estial empire,

In cheeiful compliance with this salotary and time-honored ussge, we pro-
eced to lay down a few of the principles which Presbyteiians hold regarding
the organisation of the Chureh, and in_which, or some” of their applications,
they see a sufficient Scriptural warrent for their simple and unencumbered plaa
of Chuich government,
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Rirst of all, we cousider the New Testan ent quite sufficient to originate &
eompiete Chu ch.  Shuuld w copy of this blessed book come among u people
hithero unacquainted with Christiau Chut .hes, aud by Goud's blessiug be re-
coived by them as frum Gud, they would tind in it sud cting on is iostrue-
1iuns gould vrganise, a compleely equi, ped Scriptural Church.  They learn
from it to believe in Jesur, to meet tuzether to edify one arother, to choose
out from among them men of honest and gond repert fur the hetier manage-
ment of cummun wterests, or buding some of thetr number gitied to edify the
rest, to select and set them over them in the Liord, in cuses of difliculty to con-
sult the brethren, and to admimster through their vecognised officers baptism
and the Lord's Supper, decently und in order. The sume book would instruct
them how to perpetunte and extend the Church, precisely us Timothy and
Titus in point of fact lubored, and as Churches are labouring in muny parts of
the world at this momeut. Mimisters so chosen aund eet apait oy prayer and
the luying on ot hunds are New Tesunnent ministers while they teuch New
'Testament doctrines.

This nrinciple disposes of the theory of apostolical succession, according to
which only those on whom have heen impused the hauds of men coming in
ditect und-unbroken succession from tne Apostles are to be regarded as true
ministers, and fitting chanuels for sacramemaul grace. Huad the Church held
fust the truth on all other poin's, this *f fond imagination’” might have done
little harm; but as it has been, it becomes productive of serious mischief. It
is nowhere recoguise or hinted at in.Secripture. If the heavenly fire could
run down to the lutest azes only through such & medium, it is incredible that
the Chuich should not huve hud instructivus on the subject.  Blessed be God,
we aie not depeudent on any such iniangible, invisible cable, buiied amid the
mi.e und dirt of the durk ures—ages at ouce of upustasy and tarbulence,
when ** there was sorrow on the ses, and it could not be quiet.”

It follows from this sufficiency of the New Testament to origivate a Church
~—or, if you do not see the sequence, it may be maintained as an independert
principle—that the Church kas & perfece right from Christ to pertorm ull Church
functions, Ir one sense she ig & voluntary suciety; in another she is authori-
tatively constituted under Christ, her head, and dependent on Him. An illus-
tration may bring this out more prominently thun a siatement. When an un-
happy criminal in the Corinthian Church brought disgrace on the Chrisiar
name, the apostie gave iustructions for his removal from the communion ofthe
Church. No permission was soaght from any power outside the Church,
No king, or mayistrate, or ruler of any kind is consulted. ¢ In the name of
tho Loid Je8us Christ'’ is as sufficient authurity as the name of the Queen ig
for dispeneing justice at the Four Courts.  Our highest civil and legat authori-
ties have no more thau written instrurtions from the Sovereign, and the Charch
of Christ bas tne same trom the Lord ana Head. ’

Now, if this could be done in Corinth in the first, the second, the third
century, or at this day, if such a Church flourished there (s unhuppily there
does not), why not in Idinburgh, or Dublin, or New Yurk ?

This principle, rightly understood, pot only sauctions the Chureh’s indepen-
dent action in all matters of discipline, but it disposes of scme practical ques-
tions of interest and difficulty.

Noue of us, for examule, being loyal subjects, would acknowledse the au-
thority of u foreign sovereign within these realms. We would not defer to Louis
Napaleon, or (whatever respect we had for his person or government) to the
Piesident of the United Siates. When we go into their dominions, we are
bound to respect their authority and obey their laws. If they offered us civil
houa 1 benefit, we shouid be savistied that our own Sovereign apyroved be-
fo - eceving i1, So it is in the atfars ot Christ’s kinrzdo.a.  We own 0o awg-
thurite 10 is but His.  We are jealous of dishouoring dim by the appearance
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of submissicn to any other, We do not wish to assign to any other, even in
appearance, His names, titles, attributes, ordinances, word, or works. Andif
favours or advantages be offered us by other ralers, we must be satisfied that
they are not coupled with conditions that infringe the paramount rights of the
Head. Sowe try 1o render to Casar the things that are Coesar’s, and to God
the things that are God's. :

We hold as a distinct and practical principle the unity of the Church. I re-
fer not now to its oneness in Christ and mn the Divine view, in that sense in
which we are one with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob : but to its oneness in this
sense that its members or representatives can act together with authonty over
all the parts, asdid the Synod at Jerusalem in the fifteenth chapter of Acts.
The practical result of this is that the congreations of a district are grouped
together, and each is subject to the decisions of the assembled elders. If they
have any complaint to make against this, they can have a larger court in the
Synod, and if this fail to satisfy they can have the mind of the entire Church in its
annual Assembly; very much as certain causescan be carried from the local courts
of the kingdom to the highest tribuual, the House of Lords. Tt has, indeed, been
sometimes thought a great haidship that & man should not have the right of ap-
peal to the civil courts. But there must be finality somewhere. A beaten party in
the House of Lords might think it a great haidship that be cannot appeal to an-
other authority, say a Continental govereign; but the sufficient answer would
be that if he choose to be a British subject, he must accept British courts, and
that they are_as likely to nuderstand his case and to do justice in it, as the
Czar, or the King of Prussia.

We are thus distinguished from our valued brethren of the congregational

- name, in whose theory each separate assembly is an independent and complete

organization. Our plan secures the rights of the people whom the elders par-

ticularly represent in equal numbers with the clergy, and it secures the rights

of the ministers who are amenable to their peers. It avoids the anomaly that

may arise on the congregational plan, in which the same party may be in the
painful position of accuser, evidence, jury, and judge.

We also hold the parity of rank among ministers, Some, indeed, receive
deference and regard from age, piety, and pre-eminent services. It becomes
the younger to be subject thus to the elder. Force of character and command-
ing faculties will make themselves felt anywhere, and nowhere is there more
lawful scope for them than in free Assemblies, nor do they find anywhere
rendier and more generous appreciation. But in rank and official authority,
the brethren stand on a level under Christ. All of them are subject one to an-
other. The Moderator of this year takes his place among his equals next
year. The princes of the Gentiles exercise lordship over them, but it is not
so withus. The ministers who as organs of the Church lay hands on their
brother and recognise him as one of them, were similarly recognised
themselves, and they own no higher human authority. They read in the New
Testament of the people being ruled over by the elders, but nowhere are the
elders exhorted to,obey them that bave the rule over them. We bhave no ““in-
ferior clergy.” We have order and authority, and organisation, and courts of
review, but not grades of ministry. The elders of any particular congregation
are heard, and their votes reckoned in the supreme court, just as are those of
the most prominent and influential.

And this brings me to the last feature I shall mention as peculiar to the
Presbyterian Church—namely, the ruling elders. If a stranger went into the
congregation at Ephesvs, or at Philippi, and asked to see the elders, or bishops,
any orﬁmary worshipper coula have pointed them out. Now the same thing
should characterise any other church so coustituted. The elders were not the
creation of the New Testament. They existed and ruled in the Synagogue
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from which the New Testament worship was substantially adopted, in & way
that is peculiarly instructive. They did not originate in the Synagogve even.
Moses found them in Bgypt. Like Sabbaths, and places of worship, and con-
gregations, and family worship, the eldership has its rocts in the very nature
of things, while the duties are determined by the Lord with reference to the
circumstances. The elders of the Syuagogue regulated its sevvices, The
elders of Ephesus had the oversight of the cougregation, and Peter could say
to such, ‘‘ The elders who are among you I exhort, who am also an elder ;"
and if any one inquired ¢ who is their superior?”’ the only answer that can be
given is ¢ Christ s the chief Shepherd and Bishop of their souls.”

While we have these distinguishing features, we are not shut off from com-
munion with other Churches that hold substantial evangelical truth. We are
not precluded from admitting to our pulpits the godly and devoted men who
labour in Episcopal, Wesleyan, Indepeundent, Baptist, and other Churches, nor
are we precluded from occupying theirs. Iudeed, with the exception of the
Episcopahans, these bodies act on several of our leading principles. And, &s
far as the Episcopal Church is concerned, we acknowledze her ordination,
though she does not acknowledge ours, thus cutting her elf off from all the
other evangelical Churches of the world. We heartily appreciate the good
that isin her, though, for her own sake, we deeply regret that when her separ-
ation from Rome took place and she ieturned to the worship of God, * the
high plaves were not taken away.”” We huve an organization in harmony with
the free coustitution of these countries, and capable of adaptation to any other
in which a free church isallowed to exist; whichis foundir its elemeats in Serip-
ture ; which only disappeared as the Church departed from the falth of Christ;
which was resumed by the most thorough!y refermed Churches in the sixteenth
century ; which has commanded the confidence of the largest proportion of
evangelical Christians ever since; to which Churches in general approach ag-
they become active; and through which we are persuaded the free, vigorous
life of faith will yet develop and express itself all the world over. A* the
same time we confound not a good organisation with the animating Spirit,
who vitalizes the truth, and for whose irresistible energies we should espee--
ially look when setting apart a brother to minister in holy things, and labour
in the word and doctrine.—Evangelical Witness.

PRESBYTERY OF MONTREAL—MISSION STATIONS.

Paspesiac, NEw CARLISLE &c., 1N THE Couxty or BoNAvENTURE.—This
station was commenced in May 1865. The Rev. W. Scott formeily of St.
Sylvester, hag laboured there since that time. Mr. Scoit reports that he ia
supplying four Stations viz. : Carlisle, Hopetown, Sheguiac and Port Daniel.
There are one Bible class and two Sabbath schools in operation. At Carlisle
there are 23 famihes, at Hopetown 8, at Sheguiac 7, and Port Daniel 15, Ia
all 53. The distance from Quebec is nearly 500 miles.

Meris.—This congrezation was organized in 1841, The Presbytery have
agreed to place it now on the list of Mission Statious. The Cougregation is
divided, a part adherinz to Mv. McAlister their former Minister, wbo has be-
eome a Congregationalist, and a part adhering to our Church. In May, 1863,
the Presbytery appointed the Rev. Thomas Fenwick, ordained missionary, for
three years to Metis ; and at the same time also agreed to aid the Congrega-
{ion to the amount of $120 per annum for that time. Mr Feawick's term will
expire on the firat of next May, and the Presbytery in view of all the circum.-
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stances of tho case, have agreed to report it to the Synod’s Home Mission
Comuntice: ay » Mission station. '

In the Q wbec dstrict there is a groop of small stations viz. : Stone ham,
Lake Beuuport, Porweuf, Eagt Frampton, and West Frumpton. West
Frampton 1s whout 33 miles fium Quebee on the South sids of the St. Law-
renze ; Bast Frumpton about 30 m.es un the same sde ; Portneaf 36 wiles
above Quebec un the Nurtn shuie j Lake Beaaportabout 14 miles nord from
Quebeg wid Stonebam ubout the same disteu 6. Tne cas.est way of supply-
ing these Statious would be by une missionury for the whole district giving
such supply as he could 1o each.

KenNNeBEC i3 situaied about 60 miles from Qiebec oa the south side of the
St. Lawreuce.  The Presbyterians theie are mostly from the North of Ireland.
The nearest Miss.on Station is Fiawpton, upwadds of 30 miles distunt, A grant
1l;a\sdbeeu recetved in aid of this station from the Presbyterian church iu fre-

ud.

SHERBROOKE i & new station commenced a little more than a year ago.
Of iw nupo.tunce there can be no questivo, bring the Capital of the Eastern
Townships. The s ation has not jet been vrgamized, but the attendance is
good and the reports of our missionasies indicate success aud encouragement.

teps are being taken for the erectivn of a place of worship.

HawKESBURY i3 o new stativn commenced last May under the care of the
Rev. John A: derson of Lancusier. Mr. Anderson wiites that tke station is
& most important one, but must be nussed fur a year or two before we can
expect the people to contribute much to the Funds of our church. Though
this station bas been supplied only a few mouths, the people are alieady build-
ing a church and expect to bave it ready for use this Fall. Mr. McBain
Siudeat laboured there during the summer under the direciion of Mr. Ander-
son.

Harrwarox, &c. isalarge and spiritually destitute distriet north of the
Ottawa River,  The field is abou’ thirty miles in extent, and comprises Old
Hunington, New Harrington, Grenviile and Arundel.” In OGla Harrington
there are tweuty families, and in New Harringtun only eizht miies distaat
there are thicty tamilies more, all Guelic speaking. lu Grenville and Arandel
the:e are several wore families, but the field has not been fully explored, and new
settlers are coming in, 80 that the number given in the accompanying report
is below the reality. In all this region the people are strungly attached to
out church. A miesionary speaking the Geelic language is required.

Roxs worng a Township in the County of Stormont was furmerly con-
nocied with the Congresuilon of {udian Lands, but was disjoined therefrom
lust Jure. Though at present put in the list of Mission Stations yet there are
materials enough there to make » large and selfsustaining congregation. It
suly needs caretul working, Geelic is abiolutely necessary

The stmion of Hawkesbury mentioned above as under the direction of the
Rev. John Auderson of Lancaster, requires Gaetic also. In the three sections
of this Mission field comp ising Roxborough, Hawkesbury, and Herrington,

Gelic is 2n absolute necessity.

AMERICAN BOARD—ANNUAL MEETING.
The annual meeting of the Board of Foreizn Missions held its annual meat-
sng,—the 6itty-f urth—in Chicags on the 3rd Uciober and foliowing dugs. A
durge nuwber of delegates attended the meeting.
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The following is & summary of the R2port with refere 1ce to the missions:

¢ The ten churches in the South African Zulu mission contain two hundred
-and s-venty-five members.

¢ Ot tne ninewcen churches among the Armenians, six have native pastors,
and there are nineteen liconsed native preachers. The churches received 4¢
new members the past vear. and there are 552 c¢)>mmunicants. 219 of whym
-are females. The Sabbath Schools bave nearly a tliousand pupils, and the
.common schools 1187. of which number 243 are girls. A theological school
has been commenced at Margovan, with eight pupils,

*“ [n the Bastern Turkey mission, a colleague has not been found for Mw

and the three fumi ies in Kharpoot were cach bereaved of two childven.  Mr.

¢ Mr. Henry Jessup has returned to the mission in Syria. Dr. Van Dyck
has come to this country to superintend the el ctrotyping of the new versiom
of the Arabic Scripinres, by the American Bible Society.

ren are 573, who are scattered, with their paients, among a populativn of more
than 170,000.

& The Fuh-Chali mission has three churches, bnt they are yet small, having
in all ouly forty-five membee.

4 The North China mission has had a favorable commencement. Besides
the stution at Tientsin, there is now oue at Peking. Throuzh the liberality
of a friend, who wishes notto be known in the matier, mission premises have
been purchased in Peking, and given o the board, at a cost of §3,000 in gold.

“In the Hawsaiian Islands the organizations of 1363 are working better even
than was then expocted.  There are forty churches and sixieen native pasrors
on the Islsrds; and there are five ordzined Elawalian missionaries in the Mar.
quesas, and thiee in Micronesia; making twenty-four ordained Hawaiian min.
dstera of the Gospel, all of good repute, aud & fuw of them rather remarkable for
ability and excellence.

¢ The mission in Micronesia has stations on four islands.”

The receints of the board last vear were $333,149,67 ; expenlitures $53%,»
001.78; balance, September 1, 1865, $1,147.89.
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Coristiany ConveNtrox AT Creverasp.—This Convention assembled at
Cleveland on the 27th September, and continued in Session two days. Neatly
threc hundred delegates were present, representing many denominations. The
great objeets in view were to eultivate a fraternal feeling betweer: different
churches, and to exert an influence on the masses not reached by the means
already employed. Chief Justice Chase presided over the deliberations of the
Convention. The following resolutions were adopted :

1. That this Convention appoint a Committee consisting of fifty with power to
add to their number, to be called the American Christian Commission, which
shall be charged with the work of awakening the attention of the Christian
public to the urgent need of Evangelizing the multitudes of this generation
not yet renched by direct Christian labor, using for this purpose the press,
public meetings, local organizations, and other suitable means.

2. That this Convention affirms its unceasing faith in the Gospel of our
Lord Jesus CaRist as the Divinely appointed means for the moral and eccial
regeneration of humanity. )

3. That we believe that there exists in our Protestant Christianity, as seen
in the various Churches, efficient and practical agency for the accomplishment
of the great work committed to the Church, viz.: That of improving the con-
dition of men in this life, and securing their happiness in the world to come.

4. Thst in order to the greater efficiency of these means, this Convention
recommends, in the spirit and love of Carisr, to the various Churches of our
country, an efficient and hearty co-operation in the objects of the American
“Christian Commission. .

Rev. Dr. LivingsToNE—Dr. Livingstone has left Britain for Africa, going
by way of Bombay, with the view of finding some path by which commerce
aud chrislianity may enter Africa, from the east, and independently of the
Portuguese, who claira 1360 miles of the Sea bound, and uge it for slave-trad-
ing purposes.

Deata oF EyiNest aANp Useron MeN.—Several eminent and useful men
have recently been removed by deeth. Among these we may mention Rev. Dr.
McKay formerly missionary to Iudia,and colleague of Dr. Duff; Mr. Maitland of
Edinburgh, snd Sheriff Gordon. Mr. Maitland rendered eminent services to
the Free Church, and at his own expense built tbe offices of the c¢hurch af
the head of the Mound in Edinburgh.

ReiGiovs CoxXFERENCE AT Perti—-A Conference has, as in former yeare,
been lately held at Perth, Scotland. It was attended by a very large assembly,
and the greatest solemnity prevailed. A very powerful address was delivered
by the Rev. Dr. Bonar of Kelso.

InavcURATION OF THE MAGEE CoLLEGE —The Banner of Ulster of the 12th
ult., contains a lengthened account of the inauguration of the Magee College,
which took place on the 10th. The proceedings were of an exceedingly in-
teresting character. The Magee College will, we doubt not, bs of great ser-
vice to the Church in Ireland.

DeatE oF Rev. Dr. Wavraxp.—We regret the death of the Rev. Dr.
Wayland, for many gears President of Brown University, and author of ‘Ele
ments of Moral Science,” ¢ Elements of Political Philosophy. &c., &e. Dr.
Wayland was a Minister of the Baptist Church. His life, asa Minister and
educator, was an active and most useful one.

Tae EvavceLicat ALLiaxce-—The Evangelical Alliance held its nineteenth
annual conference in Hull. There was a numerous aud influential meeting,
the Mayor presiding. Awmong the members present may be mentioned, Hon.

OPENING OFF KNOX COLLEGE.

The annual Session opened on the first Wednesday of October. A consid-
erable number of the students were present, and a large aumber of ministers
and other friends.. More would have been present had it not been for the
accidental detention of some of the trains. The opening lecture was
delivered by Principal Willis and was listened to with marked attention. It
was a very able and useful address.

In the course of his address he said that he had been led by circumstances to
insist on certain rules applicable to pulpit discourses of the expository kind.
He thought it very mmwportant that students should know well how to distin-
iguish, in illustrating the parables of our Saviour, between what essentialy be-

onged to the scope of the passage, and what constituted only the {framework
or drapery introduced to give verisimilitude to the figure or analogy. He
ook as an example the Parable of the Labourers, in Matthew 20th chapter.
He said that)great difficulty had been felt in explaining it, althouzh he did not
very well see why. It appeared to him quite cbvious, that cur Lord designed
to reprove by it the self-righteous Israelites who valued themselves on the dis-
tinction granted to their nation, and despised others. At the same time he
perfectly agreed with Trench in thinking that under this specitic instance of
vain self-righteovus confidence the Saviour ullimately was rebuking all, whether
Jews or Geutiles, who erected their supposed merits or laborious services into
a plea. of righteousness as a ground of boasting over others. Yet a judicious
expositor would heware of inferring that works were of little account, nor
would he preach in the spirit of the passage, who did not call men to diligence
in spiritual labours; nay he would err, if he hastily concluded that labour, of
whatever various amount or duration, was in a!l respects tu be alike deals
with, and that no diversity of bene(it or reward was to be thought of, because
in the parable all the labourers fared alike. The equality or sameness res-
pected only one point,—all were to regard themselves as saved by grace.
But other passages of scripture required to be considerrd; and did not the
parable of the talents, or of the pound vsed in trading, werrant as fairly the
idea of adiversity of rewards as this witht seem to preclude such an idea?
The harmony was to be found in interpreting the oue parable of the meritori-
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ong condition of acceptance, at.u the other of the rewards of grace. He held
too, thut the corsideration of sovereign grace a3 8+t forth in the purable of the
labourers, while piving no warrant to u deliberate postponement of repentauce,
was available, fuirly eaough, to give hope to the late penitent. He could
not see the force of the objection made by D . Chalmers in his preface to Bax-
ter's ¢ Now or NEvek,” against applying the lesson of the pussage in any
degree to death-hed conversions. His argument is, that persons who have
long deferred their complisnce with the gospel call could not say, like the
1abourers admitted at the eleventh hour, taut no man bad hired them. This
ik very true as regards external calls und opportuvities ; but how few of those
who are admitled at the third and sixth honrs might not be eaid to have neg-
Jected previous opportunisies also ! und if 1his did not prevent their reception
at length, who shall suy that the grace so indispensable in any insiance, te
give effect to the outward ca |, might not tiiumph at length in the conversion
of ono who bad only sat out more calls, or neglected more opportunities
The answer of the great master,—¢ May 1 notdo what I wil with minc own ?"
could cover even this exireme case. Of course, however, no warrant was
here for delay; and wiful postponement of fuith or obedience was full of
danger. The elevewth hour was commonly interpreted of old awe. Iis real
meaning was the Intest or all but latest cpportunity.  Aud as hnman life was
of 8o very various lenuth, the eleventh hour might be really nearer in the case
of the younx man than in that of the aged hearer of 1he gospel.

Dr. Willis showed thay the difficulty, that some bad felt, in the statement
that all did receive a reward, even they who murmured, is met by the plain
assertion of our Lord, ¢ Many are called but few are chosen,” (the key in fact
to the whole passage) as merely importing that by whomsoever received or
wherever traly received, it was to be attributed to grace. It did not mean
that the nurmurer was really among the accepted; for, who, saved by grace,
would really murmur at sulvation beins given to the chiefest sinner?  Trenchy
who had otherwise exulained the parable so jus'ly, bad given himself needlees
trouble 1n finding a meaning for this, but a mesning incompaiible with the
principles he had laid down. ™ It was no more an assertion that ali the parties
were accepted and revrarded, than Christ’s saying that be came not to call the
righteous implied an admission that tbere were any on earth not needing sal-
vation, or his sayinz again that that which they have shall be taken from them
that have not, implied any more than their losing that which they seemed teo
have. Au evangelist distinctly explaius it thus.

THE SABBATH SCHOOL CONVENTION.

Although our neighbours *“ across the line”” have Lad more to do with Con-
ventions of all sorts than we, yet our Readers must not look upon a Sab-
bath School Convention as purely a ¢ Yankee Notion.” Years ago London
had a ¢ World's Savbath School Convention.” Sabbath School gatherings
partakiag of the character of a Normal [astitutior have, for long, been com-
mon in England. Canada moved in the sume direction almost simultaneously
with our Re:ublican Brethren—and it is but the other day that a most stirring
and successful Irish Sabbath School Convention came off at Belfast, ip which
some of the leading spirits of the Irish Presbyterian Church bore a prominent
part.  The first Provincial Sabbath school Convention was held in Kingston
in Feb. 1837. The first Convention of the State of New York was the month
previous—but while our American friends have made it a standing Institution,
which each successive year has increased in interest and swelled in bulk, till
Syracuse witnessed in August last a mammoth assembly of 2,700 delegates, treb-
ling the meeting of 1864, we slow-going Proviucials have permitted over eight
years to intervene, before attempting a repetition of the successful experi-
ment of 1857. But the second Provincial Convention recently held in Hamil-
ton, has been of such a kind, that there is no danger of such an interval again
occurring. The preparations were crowded into a very short space.  But such
was the zeal of the few faithful friends who projected the movement, and
the energyand enthusiam of the local Committee who carried 1t out, that
within five weeks everything was completed, and their disinterested efforts
were rewarded by one of the most successful religious gatherings ever held
in the Province.

Though the weather was intensely hot, with seeding time commenced among
the farmers, and the Merchants on the eve of their IFall Trade, some Siz
Hundred Delegates flocked from all parts of the Province, and for nearly
three days, were engaged in Conferences which have left a sweet fragrance
behind, and scattered seeds whose fruit will be found many days hence. In
such a large body thrown thus suddenly together, comprising so many denomin-
ations and such aiversified habits of thought and {eeling, with questions com-
ing up for discussion, more or less complicated, aud affording room for discus-
sion, it would not have been surprising had occasionally the hoarse accents of
strife grated on the ear, but, during these three days, which foreshadowed to
many the prophetic picture of the “Days of Heaven upon Larth” not one
Jjarring note was struck,

The Convention would not have been in vain bad it served only to bring
out on a larger scale than herctofore, the essential oneness of the Evangelica
Protestantism of Canada, and to secure on the part of those holding the great
fandamental principles in common, a more correct and practical endeavor to
keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. It had all the elements of
an Evangelical Alliance, with a definiteness of purpose to which that of the
Old World has scaicely yet attained,

There was much too in the Convention of the ¢ iron sharpening iron.” The
public conferences wnd private communings.—The fervent prayers and faith-
ful appeals gave an impulse to many and sent them home to their respective
fields of labor, with thelk views of the moral dignity of the Sabbata school expand-
ed, and their impressions of individual responsibilities in connection with it, in-
tensified. Any who mizht have come without an adequate appreciation of the
importance of work, were made to feel tbe solemnn emphasis of the warning,
¢ Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones’”’—and to catch the
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undying echo of that still small voice which seemed to he whispering all
through the Meeting, * Feed my Lambs;” ¢ Suffer little children to come
anto me aud forbid them r.ot.  Itis novour provinee, and would excred our limitg
to attempt to go into detsils. Ths Press basulieady given a very fair idea
of the proceedings, aud the Report sson to be published will furuish them
more fully in a permanent form. But no Report, however full and accurate,
can give the sparit of the merting. The Counventiun owea not a little of its
intecest and pruciical value to the presence of several devoted frie.ds of the
cause from the Umited States. The solid and iostructive details of Mr,
Albert Woodraff with reference to the Sabbath Schools in France, Italy, and
Germany, with the plunting aud progress of whick bis name will ever be honor-
ably wssucisted ; the whole soules utierance of thut tiuly Catbohe Episcopa-
lian, the Rev. C. W. Bolton the av.ociuts of Dr. Tyng and the grandson of W,
Jay, of Buth; the graphic narrative snd stinting appeals of Chidiaw, “the
old man eloquent’ iu whom removal from boyhuud trom the “lund of the
Cymbry”", has not at all extinguished the old Welsh fiie; and though last, not
least the wonderful versatility of the emiuently practical J. W. Pardee, at
whose feet the Convention delighted 1o sit by the hour, and on whuse unwar-
ied patience and imperturbable good nature, such a beavy tax,was levied ; these,
not 1o speak of others to whom also the Couvention was indebied, have lets
impressions which will not speedily be effaced.

Such fraternal interchanges will do more than diplomacy or legislation to
draw closer those cords of love which should ever cement two peoples, what.
ever be their differences, as one in origin, one in lauguage, one in faith, one
in the great leading elements of national character.

It would not be just to close, this hurried glance at this memorable meeting
without noticing how much it owed to the tact, good humor, bounding energ;,
and generous enthusissm of its President, Dr. Ormiston,

THE REV. DANIEL WARD EASTMAN,

This venerable servant of God died at his residence at Grimsby,upon the 4th of
Avgustiast. Thsintimation will bring recollections of other days to hundreds of

ersous throughout the country, whose birth place is the cld Niagara District.
%e was known hy almost every one of the earlier inhabitants from Fort Erie
to Ancaster. He was the father of the Canada Presbyterian Church, having
been licensed in 1801, and widained in 1802.

Mr. Eastman was born on the 2nd of September 1778, in Orange Co., N. Y,
Siate. His narents were {rom New England. In his youth be gave bis heart
to Christ. und at the age of tourieen entered iito tull communion with the
Church. He early became impressed with the duty of devoting himse!f to the
Work of the Gospel ministry, and at the aye of fifteen commeunced his studiea
with that view. He attended the Grammar school at Goshen in his native
country, and afterwards the North Salem Seminary. In his diviity couise he
had the savantages of the mnsiruction or the Rev. Mr. Lewis vt North Siam.
ford Ct., n man whose praise is in the churches of his country, and who
was noted for introdacing excellent young men into the Gospel ministry. Mr.,
Easiman ever retained a gieatful 1emembiznce of him as a benelactor who
had tiented bim as affectionately as a son. .

Mr. Eastman studied Systematic Divinuv in New Jersey, under the Rev. Dr.
Beredict. and was licensed to nreach the Gospel by the Presbytery of Morris-
ton at Culville N. 3. on the 17th March 1301. In his native country the con-
greaations of Warwick and Amity gave him & call but he declined it. And
bis father in-law Mr. Hopkius, the father of Caieb Hopkius late M. P. P. ior
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Co. Halton, coming to this counntry, he determined to accompany him and
labour for the Lord among his country men, and others who weie then settling
this new territory. He preached bis first sermon in Canada at Beaverdams in
Thorold in Jnly 1801. He ¢ wtinued bis labours there and at Drummondville
and Beechwoods from 1801 till 1815 when he removed his family to Barton,
near Hamiltou. In the mneuntime 19 theie was no Presbytery in this country
‘his congregation seut him to the U. S. for ordination. And the Presbytery
‘of Cauadagua, afior having duly examined him, ordained him at Palmira
‘Qatario Co. N. Y.in 1802. Immediately upon his return, he received author-
4ity from our Government to celebrate marrisges. And as at that early day no
Protes ant Miuisters except those of the Eiscopal and Preshyterian Churches
were premitied tnis function, he was in great demand for this duty. Indeed,
ke celebrated about seventeen hundred muarriages in the Niagara and Gore
Districts, and the most of these befure the year 1830.

In 1819 Mr. Bastman removed 10 the Township of Qrimshy where he re.
sided till bis death. After his removal to this latter place he became the
minister of the congregatious of Guainsboro (now St. Aunns,) Clinton, South
Pelbam and Wellandport. By bis eneryy, mainly, in those congregations he
got seven places of worship erected,—-one in e ach of those five townships, as
well as oune at the village of Grimsby, aud another in Gainsboro at Vienna,
As already noticed,when Mr. Eastman came to this country there was no Pres-
bytery init and he was one of the ministers who originally formed the
¢#Onited Presbyteries of York and Brockville,” which afterwards formed the
¢ United Synod.”” To this bodv he belonged till he, with the majority of it,
wnited with the Church uf Scotland. But at the disruption of thas Church in
this country in 1844, he cast in his lot with the few fathers that founded the
Presbyterian Church of Canada. And hearty indeed was his gratitude that
ke lived to see the Uuion that has formed the Cinada Presbyterian Charch,
and the growth of a spirit of Union in the Presbyterian fumily every where,
About 1840 he began to suffer from failing eight, and in 1850 he was com.
pelled to retire from his public labours in the pulpit. About 1856 he became
totally blind ; yet still continued to preach occasionally tor four or five years,
And as long as he wus able to attend the communion at Grimsby, he took parg
in the services at the tables, aud always with much vigour, energy, and earnest
evangelical sentiment.  His interes: in the cause of his Master was deep and
wnabated ; and as a labourer in his vineyard, he was active and earnest. In
the early history of his countcy he travelled and preached night and day, over
a very extensive regton. From his active energeuc nature his blindness wag
a grievous tiial to him, and therefore hard was the strugule to be resizned to
God's will. But he did struggle and hartle the to last.  And now he has got
the victory, and faith itself is lost in sight.

Mr. Eastman was married three times. His third wife survives bim. He
had but one son, a high'y esteemed and very active elder in the Church, W,
0. Esstman who died about twenty yearsazo Five daurhterssurvive him, and
two sre dead, who had been the wives of Presbyterian Ministers in the Upited

States.

OBITUARY—MR. SALMON MINOR.

Mr. Salmon Minor, the subject of this notice, was an Elder of the Presby-
ferian Church. at Dunuville; and through nis regular attendance at the yearly
meetings of Synod was known somewhat extensively among the ministers aud
elders of the charch at large. He was born at Woodhur?, Litchfield couaty,
Connecticut, in 1731, and consequently was at the time of his death ia hig
85th year. Having lost his father at the early age of two years, he was plac-
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ed ander the guardianship of a pious and worthy family named Gould from
whom he received a careiul and religious upbringing. It was not, however,
till about the 25th year of his age, that he expeiienced the great saving
change, and openly avowed himself to be on the Lord’s side.

About 1809 he removed to the State of New York, wheie he remained for
pine years. He then in 1818 emigrated with hig wife and children to Canada,
where after a temporary 1esideuce at different pluces, on the Grand River he
settled duwn penmanently in 1823, on the spot whete the village of Duncville
nvow stands. Here for a number of years, the Indians who roamed through
the unbrokien forest were his only neighbors, there being no white settlers
within mauy miles of the place. For many years there were of course no public
means of grace fur him ur his family 10 enjoy, but he nevertheless always kept the
lamp of fumily and jersonal religion burning, and it was indeed ‘“as & light
shining in o dark place.” At length after the influx of other settlers an
American Presbyteriun Congregation was formed, of which he became an ac-
tive and efficient member. On that congregation ceasing to exist. Mission-
aries of the Presbyteriun Church of Canuda, visited the locality, and the pre-
sent congregation was organized. At its formation, Mr. Minor united with it
and wus immediutely thereafter chosen as an Elder. As a member and an of-
fice-bearer he wus earnestly devoted to the cause of Christ, and the congrega-
tion at Dunnville may perhaps be said to owe its present position, under God,
mote to Mr. Minor than to any other single individual. To the very last he
spent much of his time and put forth aciive efforts to promote 1ts wellbeing.
During the last twelve years of his life he was by appointments of Session it3 -
representative elder in Presbyiery and Synod. He felt deeply interested
in all the movements of our Zior,and was very rarely absent from a meeting of
these courts of tke Church. In his Christian walk Mr. Minor was highly ex-
emplary. He was a man of prayer, of mild disposition, and of thorough in-
togrity, ¢“exercising hinself to have always a conscience void of offence, to-
ward God ond toward men.”” He was a careful observer of God's dealings,
and hig conversation was rich with the results of christion experience. His
knowledge of Divine truth was extensive and accurate, and was mainly the re-
sult of is own careful and prayerful study of the word of God. We have
met with very tew who were more familiar thae he with the contents of the
Bible. With him it was a daily habit to read it in regular course in private as
well as at the family altar; and 2 memorandum written by himself, shows that
during the last 18 years of his life he read the whole Scriptures thryugh no
fewer than 24 times. ’

Daring the month of August las!, he left home in his usual health in com-
pany with his son to spend a week or two at Alpena, in Michigan, intending
thereafter to return. Shortly after his arrival there, however, he was attack-
ed with diarrheea, from which neither medical skill nor friendly care was able
to rescue him. It was soon evident that ‘“the sickness was unto death.”” The
call was sudden, and it came upon him far from his home, and his pearest kin-
dred (though he was in the hands of kind friends), but it did not find him un-
prepared. ¢ He knew whom he had believed.” During his illness he was
able to speak but very little; for he sank rapidly. He was conscious, how-
ever, that death was approaching. He expressed to those around him hig
faith in the Saviour, and his willingness and readiness to die. He gave direc-
tions about his burial, and then calmly and peacefully fell asleep in Jesus. Hisg
death took place on the 31st of August. The intelligence of it wasreceived at
Dunuville, by all classes with deep regret. It was felt by many to be a personal
bereavement. The blank occasioned by it in the congregation it will be diffi-
cult to fill.  When such men pass away from the ranks of the church below
the prayer of the psaimist rises to our lips—'¢ Help Lord for the godly man
ceaseth ; for the faithful fail from among tke children of mes.”
