—Tnae growth of the textile industry in the German Empire
ig shown in the result of last year’s census of mechanics.

The
exact number of employes was 1,017,112, against 932,592 in 1882,
Since 1883 the males decreased from 582,070 to 552,280, a change
of 20,840, Their places have been tilled by females, whose num-
ber grew from 850,622 to 464,816 in the same period.

. —Tik British Consul at Batoum, Russia, makez the follow-
ing roport on licorice root: * The flonds which oceurred in the
early part of Junoe inundated the whole of the district in which
licorice’root is collected, and serjously interfered with the opera-
tions, both of the natives who dig the roct and of the factory
owners who buy it. The former could not gather the root on
account of the state of the land, while the latter, owing to
bridges and roads being washed away, could not convey any
root to thelr factories, .

—Tu iron ore production of, Italy amounted to 188,871 tons
valued at 2,028,560 lire, or 4,857 tons and 00,600 lire less than in

1894, 'The loss is shared equally by the mines on the island of
Elba and those in Lombardy. The export in Elba ore amounted
to 145,629 tons, against 176,303 tons in 1894, 66 per cent. of the ex-
port went to England 25 per cent to-Prussia, via Holland. Dur-
ing 1895 seven blast furnaces were in operation, producing"9,213
tons of pig iron, valued at 1,089,788 lire, The iron and steel

works produced altogether 214,138 tons, valued at 54,000,000
lire, :

—Tor statement of revenue and expenditure for November
and for the five months of the fiscal year which appeared in the
last issue of the Janade Qazette shows that the net results of the
month’s trangactions are a decrease of $382,995 in revenue, an in-
crease of $1,275,800 in expenditure, and an increasein the debt of
$5,819,644, as compared with November of last year. For the five
months the receipts are $219,220 less and the expenditure $580,-
841 more than for the same period last year. The expenditure
for November was $4,886,767, as against $3,610,958 in November,
1895,

—A.. C. DionnE, grocer, Montreal, has assigned. Was of fiem
of Pelletier, Dionne & Co., who failed last week, Their affairs
are in the hands of the assignee. Between the two firms they
owe a considerable sum—Patrick Donnelly, lumber, Montreal,
has filed consent to assign, on demand of J. R. Pair,who has
also been named provisional guardian, This i3 his second
failure, he having made a compromise some years ago, while of
the firm of P, & F. Donunelly, In 1877 he took over the busi-
ness. Mr. Dounnelly has folt the effects of the very small and
few building operations in the city of late.

—Gu arable values have reached a high level, duse to scarcity.
The sources of supply for this gum are Southern Egypt, the
Soudan, Arabis, and Hindostan; but the two first named regions
are depended upon for the bulk of the crop, says the Paint Oil
and Drug Review, The Rastern wars have reduced the supply,
and the trouble among the T'urks, who handle the commodity,
have tended to further increase its price, which is likely to re-
main high ag long as the trouble continue, This gum is indis-

(other than cigars) being a little over §1, except in the case of
sweetened tobacco, which is higher, while sweetened cigarettes
are not altowed at all, Before this investigation it was general-
ly admitted that tobacco did not contain more than a trace of
saccharine matter. A scientist made a thorough examination of
the subject, Commercial samples of tobacco, free from adulter—
ation, were found to contain over 16 per cent of sugar, while sun-

dried loaves grown at Kew contained over 2 per cent, others 9
per cent,

~Two Norwegians have succeeded, it is said, in making
briquettes of solidified petroleum. These briquettes are non-
explosive, contain three or four times more heat than coal, will
not liguefy in the grate, burn slowly, and give a long and in-
tense flame. Oune small brigquette, weighing about 25 grams and
costing only 2 centimes, will suffice to light & charge of coal, and
is, therefore, especially suitable for lighting domestic fires,
Briquettes of larger size would give excellent results for heating
machines, They would be highly valuable alse as a fuel for

—ADvIcES from Sydney, N.S.W., note that the Australian
colonies are about to make a bid for the tobacco markets.of
Europe. Last year the Victorian Government engaged the ser-
vices of an expert, who reported very highly upon all essential
conditions except handling, His instruction has glven an im-
petus to the industry, and we now note that the Minister for
Agriculture in Victoria has decided to encourage the export of
locally grown leaf. He is about to have some tons packed in
tierces and hogsheads, and sent to DBritish markets as a trial
shipment: The department intends to place the leaf on the
market {0 the best advantage, so it should shortly be known
whether the Australian article is likely ever to enter into for-
midable competition in the tobacco world.

—CALcULATIONS made by experts show that at least 65 per
cent of all the apruce cut this year on this continent will go to
the pulp mills, The exportation of wood pulp to Great Britain
will be largely incraased durlng the coming year in consequence
of the proposed advance of price by the Scandinavian manufac-
turers. Formerly Scandinavian pulp held the monopoly in
Britain, but onr product has been making headway in that direc
tion for several years, The growing demand in this country,
with the addition of an lucreasing foreign outlet, renders it pro-
bable that within a few years all the spruce that can be cutin
this country will be converted into pulp, The interest is becom-
ing an immense oue, and the draft on Canadian spruce by Am-
erican concerns will be increasingly necesgary. The converting
into pulp should be done on this side of the line—not on the
other,

merely nominal price, beer, sausiges, rolls, coflee eake or any
little luxury in the form ol pastry,

—A. ARon, jewsller, Montreal, has made an offer of 85 cents
in the dollar, cash.

© —A IPnincir chemist makes 4 now kind of candle by dissolv-
ing flve parts of colorless gelatine in twenty parts of water, add-
ing twenty-five parts of glycerin and heating’ until a perfectly
clear solution has been formed, To this he added two parts of
taunin dissolved by leating in ten parts of glyeerin, A turbid-
ity is produced which should vanish on further boiling. The
boiling is continued until the water has been driven off. The
mass 18 then cast into ordinary glass candle molds, The candles
obtained in this way arve gaid to be as clear as water and to
burn quictly, and without odor.

—D. Crayron, harnoess, Collingwood, Ont., has assigned with
liabilitics of Lotween $2,000 and $8,000, and assets, of half this
amount, Since beginning business bere a few years ago, when
he succeded J. LI, Hill, he had been doing a limited trade, which
of late, hus boen considerably cut up, Has aleo been dealing in
horses, in which ho has lost somo monoy—F. J, Steinmotz, fruit,

and confectioner, Hamilton, has succeeded in compromising with
his creditors at 2714 cents in the dollar cash.

censurable on both the grounds of morality and prnd-
ence, which, after all, are identical. He is alleged to
have defended the appropriation of city funds voted for
one specific purpose to the payment of other claims, - or
to provide for obligations ofher than those for which
they were set apart, on the ground that such misappro-
priation * was done every day” by business men.

Mr. Robb’s knowledge of the practices of merchants
and others having the distribution of money in their
power, must be very peculiar and limited to a eclass
whose example is rather a warning than a justification.
Any person who deals with his own money is at full
liberty to devote it one day to a special purpose, and
next day to change that purpose as he thinks conven-
ient. Bat, if any man who is acting in a position of
trust, who is an aduinistrator’ of funds not his own,
receives authority and instructions from those legally
entitled to control such funds to expend them for a
particular purpose, he is bound in honor to observe
such instruetions, and not to usurp and set that autho-
vity at nought. If he does this he is clearly guilty of
a breach of trust. The Finance or any other Committee,
or any officials of a. municipality, are as much bound
by this rule of honor as any private trustee. To secure
a vote of money for one purpose, and then to spend
such money for something else, is dishonest. If the
committal of this wrongful act could be proven, every
participator in it could be made to refund the money so
misappropriated. Mr. Robb’s rule, that what is * done
every day” is thereby made justifiable, would repeal the
criminal law, as every offence named in the Statute
Book is committed every day.

1t is really startling, and -alarming to hear such a -
grossly dishonorable policy apologised for by Aldermen
and other civic officials.. There is something very rot-
ten indeed in a corporation which tolerates, excuses, or
condones so scandalous . a breach of trust. This city
may well be troubled with debt embarrassments if so
loose a system prevails. One of the plainest duties of
a City Treasurer,and a City Comptroller, is to restrain
—indeed to absolutely stop—any money being spent
which has not been duly and formally appropriated for -
the special purpose for which it is being proposed fo be -
expended. Unless those officials discharge firmly their

duty in this respeet, the public chest is left open for v

the use of a knot of audacious and unscrupulons alder-
men who are bold enough to use the money of the eiti-
zens as though it were theirs to dispose of. We com-

~mend the Municipal law to Mr. Robb's attention and

to the attention also of Aldérmen who approve of get-

ting money for one purpose and spending it on some-

thing else. We invite their attention also to the strict
business-like rules under wlich all the expenditures of
the Tederal Government are made, all of whiqli
must conform to the specific votes of Parliament.
This city needs an officer like the Auditor General

who, if he were worth his salt, would put a summary .
and absolute stop to such misappropriations of public :
money as have been so common at the City Hall as to

be spoken of with almost flippaney, and excused - as
though wrong became right by repetition.
The Mayor's proposal, that every expenditure fo be

made ouf of the temporary loan suggested, must be first

endorsed by a two-thirds vote of the Couneil, is an ad-
mirable precaution which it would be wise to extend fo
the entire system of spending the income of the city

The fate of the Montreal Civic Bill fo amend the
charter is being roughly handled in Quebee and will
have a hard road to travel hefore it passes through the
Legislative Assembly and the ILegislative Couneil,
where, if we may judge by the past, it may be still fur-
ther dealt with so that when it finally emerges from’
‘the chrysalis stage its putative fathers will scarcely re--

cognise it as their own production. Serious as the matter g

is to the citizens of Montreal, it is not altogether devoid
of humour. Asan instance,—when the opposition to the
Bill, the other day, proposed that hereafter no franchise
affecting general interests shonld be given except by
public tender and that then the highest offer should be
accepted—the representatives of the city council added

a Rider to the effect thatno tender in such cases should -

be accepted if the price offeréd therefore should be less :
than its value! What a farce ! and what a restrained
smile there must have been on the faces of the civie
dignataries when securing the adoption of the Rider !
What franchise is left -to dispose of  anyway ? Irom
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the abattoir Deal to the present time the city aldermen
have—to say the least, had the wool drawn over their
eyes. .

The very moderate suggestions of the Mayor for tid-
ing over the emergency with which the city is con-
fronted ought to, and probably will, be finally adopted.
Some of the aldermen say that to accept that will be
humiliating., Perhaps it will be-—to those who desire
that the methods which have brought about the present
financial eonditions should he continued. -

It is difficult to obtain from official sources the real
position of the finances,—the various statements made
from time to time vary so much, without clearness.
I'rom a statement prepared by a-gentleman of high
standing and familiar with financial affairs, it appears
that the floating debt of the city beyond authorized
powers exceeds $3,000,000. Supposing the power to
borrow another two million dollars had been granted,
how would that have evened up things? The mayor
proposes that the modest sum for which he asks author-
ity to borrow, should he so safeguarded against being
used except for the specific purposes mentioned, but
the natural question remains, How will that relieve the
pressure of the floating debt?

This is an awkward matter. How it has come to
reach such large dimensions, might well form a sub-
Ject of enquiry. The existing provisions of the charter
pmvnde—-‘md have for years provided—that, beyond
loans for specific objects, the city shall only spend the
amount received as revenue for the preceding year,—
reserving flive per cent for unforeseen expenses ; any
balance from what remains at the end of the year to be
used the following year. Mo ordinary mortals this
provision would appear suflicient to proteet the city.

How has this wholesome law come to be so glaringly
violated? The ofticials—who must have known of it
—had doubtless to obey orders from the aldermen, who
must also have known of it. 1t niust surely have oc-
curred to some one that it could not have been healthy
or wholesome financiug to use for ordinary purposes
the proceeds of Bom]s anthorized for u special purpose
—for instance the Larboar Bonds—without knowing
that the money could be replaced when wanted.

No good eitizen would eare to repudiate any debt

that has been incurred for legitimate purposes, but the

irregularity that has brought it all about will sooner
or later have to be explained, and the blame for it put

‘on the right shoulders.

THE GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY.

The Grand Trunk las just completed its fortieth
year. The great railway has done more for Canada
than Canada has done for the Company, but it is to be
hoped and expeeted thab nnder the new regeme an era
of prosperity is about to dawn, and that hereafter it
way be the pleasing duty of the Jourxar or CoMMercE
to chronicle from time to time the payment of sub-
sbantial dividends.  Being a pioneer road the Grand
Trunk was a diflicult and expensive roud to build. Ow-

-ing to the fact that railways are now wmore seientifical-

ly, and consequently more cheaply, built a smaller capi-
tal is required. In competing with these more cheaply
built railways the Grand Trank is necessarily ab a dis-
advantage. Butbits valuable conneetions, the large hus-
siness tributary to it, and the ubility displayed in its

managementare factors which promise abundant suceess
in the next decade of its existence. The difficulty of
making the necessary changes and economies under the
old order of things can easily be appreciated. Having
decided on the necessity for new measures, the Director-
ate proceeded to do its work with that thoroughness
which is eloquent of the vitality whieh animates and
informs the Company. Inits forty years of service the
Grand Trunk has absorbed no less than twenty-four dis-
tinet railways and now has a mileage in Canada of
3,161.

In 1850 there were 66 miles of rallway in operation
in all Canada. Chiefly by the building of the Grand
Trunk—in which 15,000 men and 2,000 horses were en-
gaged—the mileage in 1860 amounted to 2,085 miles.
Taking all Canadian railways together the average cost
of construction per mile was $59,500." The average net
earnings have been $1,055 per mile. The neb profit in
1893 on every $500 invested in Canadian railways was
$8.64. 'The annual loss, that is the difference between
the net profits and the interest on capital,is about $20,-
000,000. The saving in freight at 10 per cent on im-

-ports and exports would be $25,000,000 per annum,

which more than covers the loss. Whichever way of
estimating the heneficial effects of the Grand Trunk to
Canada it is clear that it is a great saving to the people.

In 1867 the Grand Trunk, the Great Western, the
Nova Scotian, the Northern, and .the Midland railways
which carried 87 per cent of the passengers (2,412,496)
and 90 per cent of the freight (2,051,688 tons) earned
from the first source $3,987,467 and from the second
$0,545,932. * The average charge per passenger was
$1.63, and per ton of freight $3.19. In 1895 the re-
ceipts from passengers carried by all the Canadian
railways amounted to »13,311,440,. and from freights,
including mails and express freight, $31,743,950. If
the rates of 1867 were applied to the freight and pas- .
senger business of 1895 the result would be passen-
gers $22,799,755 and freight $068,0602,902. The cost
to the average passenger for railway transport in 1895
was $1.95 1-5, and the cost of transporting one ton of
freight averaged $1.47. 'The difference is the. gain fo
the counbry in its transport bill for goods carried by
railways. ‘The average passenger is carried for 41. per
cent less than the charges of 1867, and the average
cost of freight is 54 per cent less. The saving effected
by the public in the one year, 1895, caused by the re-
duced rates, and taking 1867 as the standard, would pay
the interest charo'eb——li per cent—for 14 years on the
$1:4,000,000 which the Dominion Government has
granted in the way of aid to fhe various railways of the
counfry.

In 1895 the Grand Trunk System carried the largest
share of freight, the percentage heing 32. 5 of the tot.t]
as compared w1th 34 in 1804, and 33 in 18Y3. Last
year the Grand Trunk carried over 7,000,000 tons of
freight of which 428,503 tons were flour; 1,064,452 tons
were wheat, and 965,550 tons were lamber.  The rail-
Wiy now I\Lchs busy about 800 engines, about 500, frst
class cars beside the second class and smoking cars.
There are nearly 17,000 freight cars and about 7,000
flat cars: 'The revenue which in 1854 was barely $500,-
000 is now about $17,000,000.

« Tt is not easy to estimate the nrleatness of the service
to Canada which the Grand 'I'runk Railway has been:
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Opening up Ontario and Quebec to colonization and
providing the necessary facilities for the rapid transpor-
tation of freight and passengers it gave an impetus to
the development of the country which only those con-
versant witi. the state of affairs prior to the building of
the railway can rightly appreciate.

PRESIDENT CLEVELAND'S MESSAGRE.

Unele S8am has still left in him something of the
school-boy ; he enjoys nothing so much as thrusting
his fists in the face of one of his companions. Last
year, at this season, he was squaring up to John Bull
with bellicose threats which were treated by his elderly
relative with amused disdain. That little affair having
ended—though the small boy, called * Venezuela,”
whom he championed, says he has been badly sold—
Unele Sam just now is bullying Spain.

"The effect of the message of President Cleveland af
{Le close of 1895, was a panic worse than thatb of 1893, a
disturhanee which cost Americans almost as much as a
foreigr war. This year the threats fulminated against
Spa n are very seriously disturbing the commereial con-
ditions of the States at a time when quietude is essen-
tial to their recovery from acute depression. The
greatest blessing that could happen to the States would
e some movement to coxnpel Uncle Sam to mind his
own husiness—which stands in grievous need of his
most devoted care. .

"The President, in his recent message, opens it with a
high falutin' eulogy of the free institutions of the
States and of the fitness of American citizens to enjoy
popular rule. The result of the recent electionsis
doubtless satisfactory, but those vaunted * free institu-
tions™ ran the United States so perilously near fo over-
whelmiug disaster as literally to have scared the more
clearsighted of its citizens into fits of dread. One of
the ablest New York papers said of the Presidential
contest, which is one of America's proudest of * free
institutions,” * The agitation frightened this country
wore than it wonld have been by a foreign war, and
brought it within range of a catastrophe even more to
e dreaded than such a calamity.” As this agitation is

threatened to be renewed in four years, the glory of the-

free institution which brings periodical peril to the
States is not so brilliant as to justify the President’s
eulogy.

Mr. Cleveland is fo he commended for pointing out’

so clearly that, “ the pretence thab civil government
exists in Cuba, except so far as Spain is able to main-
tain it, has been abandoned.” ‘I'his declaration knocks
on the head the demand for the recognition of Cuban
rebels as belligerents. Before any nation can formally
recognise a rebellion, that movement must be under
the dircction and control of a central governmental
authority which is recoguised by the rebels, and ina
position, as such, to treat with foreign governments.
The Séuthern States rehellion was so organized ; hence
the recognition accorded to them as belligerents by
Spain and other powers. Having conceded this, the
President proceeds to deseribe Suba as heing given over
to anatchy which threatens * the utter ruin of one of
the most fertile lands on the globe® The pecuniary’
interest of the States in Cuba is declared by Mr. Cleve-
land to be * second only to that of Spain,” some 30 to

50 millions of American capital being invested in Cuban
enterprises, and the trade with that island amounting
to $103,000,000 yearly. ‘

The President has sowe hope of being able to re-
coneile the difference between Spain and Cuba by se-
curing an arrangement to provide a large weasure of
self-government for the Cubans. 1t Mr. Cleveland
imagines that Spain will grant Cuba the free institu--
‘tions he glories in, such as an incessant series of elec-
tion-contests for chief ruler, sub-rulers, judges and a
host of officials, he is in a fool’s paradise of vain expee-
tations. If, too, he supposes the great mass of Cubans
capable of self-government, he has much to learn
about the intellectual, moral and social condition of
those people. Freedom to Cuba would probably even-
tuate in its becoming another Hayti, or Wworse; the
island would be in perpetual turmoil with a garnish-
ment of blood.” The President, then discusses a scheme
which wounld be highly appropriate were the Cubans
not largely what they are, utterly unprepared for self-
government, This done he turns to the Jingoes of
America, to pacify whom he throws out distinet threats
of war against Spain should the rebellion continue.
He says that in case Spain does not suppress the rebels;
* Our obligations to the sovereignty of Spain will be
superseded by higher obligations which we can hardly
hesitate to recognize and discharge.” In plain English
—Spain must either put an end to the rebellion in
Cuba, or the United States will declare war against
that power, or, what is in effect the same thing, com-
mit an act of war against Spain by interfering by force
‘of arms between that country and one of her colonies.
These words have caused intense excitement amongst
the sympathizers with Cuban rebels resident in the
States, who are now demanding that war shall be at
once proclaimed. Had Spain been more powerful she
would not have listened so quietly to such language.
The Spaniard is proud and quickly resents insult, but
just at present—he hasto pocket his pride—a recep-
tacle so empty as to give it ample storage’ room.

The President -dismisses the Venezuelan question
curtly as though ifs.settlement were of small moment.
The latter sections of the message, dealing with the
financial outlook of the States, its cnrrency arrange-
ments, the growth of combines, and the need of more
rigid economy by the government, we are unable now
to discuss:: We have no doubt that Mr. Cleveland will
feel delight ab being relieved from office when war is a
possibility—indeed will be a necessity, unless the
Cubans are subdued by Spain, which-—now the rebel
leader, Maceo, is dead—may be near at hand, though
many think who know Cuba well, that the rebellion
will never end until the flag of Spain is hauled down
throughout the island.

GOLD MINING STOCKS.

Advices from Colorado Springs indicate that there
Is a greab deal of mampulntlon of mining stocks going
on. This -operation is confined to a few stocks-’
which are “fluctuated heneath the mask of popularity.”
Genuine strikes are emplnsmed and imaginery ones are

. “created” for the edification of those who actively par-

ticipate in .the dealings on the various exchangés,
Those who are unfortunate enough to place confidence
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in the latter and to be drawn into the maelstrom gene-

rally encounter disaster and have occasion to remember

it with regret. - But as this is common in all specula-
tive matters it does not call for any special remark.
Another feature particularly relating. to the cheaper
stocks which must not be lost sight of is that unless
bona fide strikes are made in the properties represented
they will not advance as they are lacking in local sup-
pork.  As there are few indications of outside assistance
coming to their rescue the probable resultis too evident
for comment. But the stocks of producing mines,
where net profits not only show to an advantage but
are expected to increase, will hold their own and pos-
sibly gain strength as the shares become seattered and
the stock is absorbed by strong holders of the invest-
ment class.

Turning from Colorado to West Australia advices
. from Melburne say thab the mines of Australia’s west
now have a capitalization equal to the Rand's and agold
yield equal to about one-twelfth of the Rand's. Last
year Victoria exported more sovereigns to Westralia
than Westralian produced gold for. And what are the
prospects of the fields? As far as the London “invest-
ments” are concerned, they are mostly doomed. There
is a great auriferous country there, with great pros-
peetsand no water. The present Government is push-
ing ahead with railways and water schemes, and for
three years at least there will be money to spend.
Meanwhile the gold yield shows a decrease. For the
first nine months of 1895 tne Melbourne Mint (Westra-
lia’s market) .got 160,949 oz.—for the corresponding
period of this year the amount was only 152,259 oz.
This decrease of 8,690 ounces has an ominous look, says
a correspondent of the New York Chronicle, but it de-
tracts a little from its importance when we remember
that the larger yield was affected by the surface finds
of alluvial (placer?) gold, the patches quickly ex-
ploited by “fossickers.” Now some of the mines are
on the reefs, working honestly and doing well. A
singular phase of the subject was illustrated during
the present year, when several parcels of “gold” were
received at the Melbourne Mint from the West, which
were valued ab from eighteen to fifty cents per ounce.
Such parcels would not pay freight, and illustrate the
slap-dash manner in which many of the mines do their
work. Some of them are in ceeupation by callow uni-
versity men from England, whose chief knowledge
about gold is its ratio to champagne.
country produced 231,513 ounces—this year it will be
about 220,000 ounces—but at present most of the pro-

perties that are any good are unworked for want of

machinery and water.

States demand for gold has influenced Sydney- bankers
to withhold bullion pending negotiations. During:the
present month the Bank of New South” Wales lodged
two tons of gold at Sydney Mint for coinage. This
amount (say 60,000 ounces) will probably represent
gold held over, and for that reason should be added. to
the amount calculated in the ordinary- manner. New
South Wales will therefore be represented for the cur-.
rent year by probably not less than 810,000 ounces. This
amount is considerably smaller than last year’s total,
although the general returns do not indicate decadence.
But it would be safer to leave the estimate at a low
figure pending the conelusion of the present extensive
dealings with San Francisco. Tasmania minted 47,436
ounces in nine months, and will show 60,000 ounces for
the year—i. e., an advance of something less than
6,000 ounces. South Australian returns are peculiar—
the amount that has come forward to coinage being
mueh smaller than usual—buat it wouid be safe to anti-
cipate a yield of 40,000 ounces. Queensland, which
produced 631,682 ounces last year, will this year pro-
duce about 650,000 ounces. South Australia will fall
short of last year’s product by about 2,000 ounces, the
amount expected being 40,000 ounces. New Zealand's
contribution will equal 300,000 ounces, an increase of
more than 8,000 ounces over the amount of last year.

BUYING AND SELLING DRY GOODS.

" In an article on the dry goods trade a fortnight ago
we had occasion to remark that if at the beginning of
a season the wholesale men had sufficient foresight to
hit upon the precise article for which everybody would
soon be enquiring and to'lay in a full supply, the op-
portunity for doing a lucrative trade would be more
frequent. To these words may be added the assurance
that some measure of this foresight would have pre-
vented several failures which have occurred m the
wholesale dry goods trade as a direct result of getting
stocked up with goods which nobody wanted and for
which even the wildest cutting of prices would excite
no demand. One is prompted to ask, How is it that
these unsaleable goods were bought - for the Canadian
trade? Were the requirements of the market under-
stood by those responsible for the selection of the
goods? Was the prevailing taste of the people suf-
ficiently studied? Were the peculiar conditions of the
trade rightly appreciated? In short, did the buyer
know how, when,and what to buy—did he underst'md
his business? ‘That is the question.

There is something that may be said by way of
’lpOlO y for the buyer's buying the wrong things. It
is easy to understand that by the present necessity for
the early placing of orders in the foreign markets the
home market is likely to develop some new phase even
before his purchases are received. But this new phase
is not the growth of & night, or a ‘week, or even &
month. Some indications of the coming change are
bound to have been visible to the buyer whose wits

‘were about him, and whose horizon was not’confined -

to the four walls of the warehouse. Do all our whole-
sale houses give their buyers the opportunity to study
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the signs of the times in the matter of changing taste
and need? These signs cannot be studied by the man _
who-is obhged to hang about the warehouse all the
time which is not oceupied by his business trips abroad.
He must have the opportunity of personally visiting
the neighborhood of the firm’s chief customers and
studying the taste and requirements of the various lo-
calities. As American styles are affected in some quar-
ters these brips through different parts of Canada
should be supplemented by an occasional run across
the lines in order to keep in touch with popular tastes
there. But keeping *in touch ", is not so easy a
thing as some people may imagine. A story is told of
a certain traveller for a large Canadian house, who
used to complain that he could not sell the goods the
buyer used to procure abroad. So fhe firm arranged
that on his next teip the buyer should be accompanied
by the traveller who should give him points on what
to buy. In visiting together a cloth inannfacturer
in England, the buyer had a joke at the traveller’s ex-
pense, by arranging beforehand with the manufacturer
that a certain Jine of goods should be offered to them
ab ten per cent. below cost. The traveller d‘splayed
his large knowledge of goods and prices by at once
poo-poohing the price quoted as being mueh too high.

The same goods, he asserted, could be had at another .

establishment for 10 per cent. less. Thereupon the
buyer began to smile, and he has not ceased yet to
smile when he recalls the visit of that traveller.

A similar instance was furnished by a fault-finding
traveller and another buyer, whose ideas of the re-
lative position of himself and the firm they represented
did not _exactly coincide. The two met in the ware-
house of a customer of the firm. The buyer offered as
in the former case, a cerfain line at a reduction below
cost. The traveller said he would not allow his (the
traveller's) customer to be dealt with so, and offered
the goods at another c¢ut. Hxplanation followed with
result as aforementioned. Travellets have their trou-
bles; so have the buyers. ‘

The arb of the wholesale buyer is & difficult one, and
suceess in it can be achieved only by those whose taste
and judgment are not only highly developed and frain-
ed, bul whose faculties are constantly alert to note
every indication of a change in the likes and dislikes of
the people in the mabter of what they wear. Were
more regard paid to the culfivation of these attributes
on the parf of the buyers, it is safe to say that goods
intended originally for tlie South African or Austra-
lian markets would not be bought for Canada simply
because they were cheap and that the buyer had. been
impressed with the idea that he was securing a greaf
bargain, Purchasing .a large supply . of -one  line of
goods and that line intended for a2 market between
which and the Qanadmn there is little, if anytlnng, in
common js displaying none of those essential attri-
butes which we have indicated nor knowledge ‘of the
pecuhm conditions and difficulties with which - the do-
mestic market abounds, The buyer for the Canadian
trade is hampered by these pecuhal conditions and dif-
fieulties—which are the result in large part of the
proximity of the neighboring republic the fashions of
Wwhose citizens are not without considerable effect upon
bhe people of this country more particularly those who

In Montreal, Quebee,

-and Halifax American styles have little influénce, Bn-
~glish styles prevailing in a marked degree. But in-St. -
John, andin those partsof New Brunswick which adjoin
Maine, in Ontario along the shores of Lake Erie, and
in the southern parts of British Columbia the influence * -
which,a larger community has on a smaller when
contact is constant is seen the effect of American
styles and modes, Instances of this influence of the-
larger nation upou the smaller in matters of dress’is -
seen in the effect of French fashion upon the Bel-
gians, and of the English upon the Irish. In Switzer-
land the fas hious of the various nations which touch
its borders are reflected in the dress and manners of ihe

. inhabitants so that it is easy to tell in which parb of

his little country a Swiss may happen to live. _

Tt is difficult for the uninitiated to guess how far
the influence of this or that American fashion will ex-
tend. Bub this is only another reason why wholesale
buyers should study the environment .and habits of
their clientele, Thereis alwaysan element of speenla-
tion in buying for the drygoods trade. But if some
efforts were made in the direction here indicated the
speculation would not so often tum out an unsatisfac-
tory one.

BRITISH 'SAVINGS BANKS . AND THEIR
LESSON. :
The efforts made by our chartered banks to secure a
reduction in the rate of interest allowed on deposits in_
the Government Savings Banks, is having a parallel in
Great Britain where, owing to similar pressure, the
Chaneellor of the Exchequer is proposing to reduce the -

rate of interest on the public money held by the Na- - '

tional Debt Cominissioners. Thatfund amounts to $805,-

000,000, which comprises the deposits of close upon 9
millions of individunals, giving $89.44 as the average de-
posit. This sum'is the aggregate of the deposits in
the British savings banks which most closely corre-
spond to those in Canada in charge of the Government,
the average amount of each deposit here being about
$235. The deposits in Candda however include those
of a higher social grade than those in the old land. .
The treatment of these large funds here differs mater-

ially from the practice of the Imperial Government.

Tn England the State invests the bulk of the govern-

ment savings banks deposits in Consols, much in the
same way that the people of France have their savings

in Rentes.

What is the most advxsable course to follow in deal-
ing with savings banks money seems to be an agituting
question in several European countries. These funds
are gradually enlarging™ everywhere, the tendency of -
the age is towards moré thrifty habits, and the pro-
fonged peace of Europe helps to further the accumula-
tion of deposits.
Governments will ‘not -
keep on paying rates to attract deposits when they no .
longer need them, and no longer can invest them m .
thelr own securities'at a profit. The process going on

in England is exceedingly significant of changes that .

do not appear on the surface. The vast sum we have

named, and as much again deposited’in non-government
- savings bhanks, is finding an outlet in Consols. That i is, -

the richer classes with whom Consols have long been a .
favorite investment, are withdrawing their fands from

These conditions cannot fail to lower 0
-the interest on such funds,
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that quarter, and the operative, or artisan classes are
taking their places as ereditors of the nation. There is
this difference: the more well-to-do investor held his
Consol certificate direct, in his own hands, whereas the
working men place their money in savings banks
whose managers, the government, use it to buy
ont the Consols held by richer people.© This
state of affajrs, with, savings hank deposits in-
creasing rapidly, is giving rise to a discussion as to how
far the government is justified in paying interest on
then: which exceeds the return they get from the Consol
investments. '

The high price of Consols there is to some
extent owing to the constant presence in the market
of the National Debt Commissioners as buyers. The
complaint is rife thab, as the money for these purchases
comes from deposits which are too costly to allow any
profit'on their conversion into government securities,
indeed involve, as some allege, a loss to the revenue,
the working eclass depositors are drawing interest on
their suvings partly out of the taxes levied by the gov-
ernment; in plain words, they are recipients of public
charity to the exteat by which the rate of interest they
draw exceeds its strict market value. The same thing
is said in Canada by the bankers, who consider the rate
of interest paid on government savings banks’ deposits
higher than what the money is worth. Against this
view it is argued that, the promotion of thrift is so de-
sirable as to justify some outlay by the country. We
admit the valueof thrifty habits, but we doubt whether
the difference between paying, say 4 per cent. on de-
posits, and paying 3 per cent, means, in one case en-
couraging thrift and, in the other, discouraging. Tak-
ing $100 as the average deposit the owner in one case
gets §4 a year interest, or 33 cents per month, and in
the other only $8.50 a year, or about 30 cents a month.
Is it reasonable to suppose that so small a difference of
intercst malkes any difference whatever to the habits of
the saving classes? Besides this it is well known fo
those in official positions that the money of a very large
number of depositors is almost worthless, as it costs as
much to handle as it earns when invested. The mana-
ger of alarge trustee savings bank in Glasgow has
stuted that 100,000 of their deposits ave so small as to
entail an annual loss of no less than $25,000; the pro-
fits on them were $10,000 and expenses $35,000. This
exactly tallies with the case of pur government savings
hanks, so bhat, the rate of inberest on such small de-
posits is certainly beyond the worth of the money.

In Canada the government need not act as a soci-
_ missionary by giving a bonus to encourage thrift. Nor
do we regard it as at all desirable for deposits to be
specially attracted to the government banks. Those
funds arercally so much added to the national debt; as
they have been, and are, used for the same permanent
investiments as the loans wmade on lengthy terms for
government public works. Thedays when *coddling™
the public by governments is over, especially in Cana-
da. The British people are realising that savings bank
interest is best left to setble itself by business consider-
ations aloune, and that as money accumulates its value
decreases for investment purposes, The reduction in
- England of the rate on government savings bank de-
posits will be a precedent for Canada.

THE FURNITURE TRADE.

The furniture trade in Montreal, and indeed through-
out the Dominion, has, been quite depressed of  late.
Some of the older houses who retived voluntarily, or
because they could not help it, have been replaced by
agents or others handling a cheaper class of goods
made chiefly in the States, but even these, with the in-
ducements of installment and other plans, seem to have -
much time on their bands of late. Furpiture being
largely a luxury, is ope of the first to feel the effect
of dull times. - People get the old articles repaired, and
will postpone buying new furniture to another day.
The reputation attained by such men as the late James
Thomson, it was believed, would lead again ere long to
the organization of a joint stock establishment in which
the skilled workmen of the old shops should find em-
ployment and adequate remuneration, but the shoddy
or slip-slop articles of cheap factories—of materials,
imperfectly seasoned and hurriedly put together with -
glue—have largely replaced the heavy, solid and artis-
tic furniture of teu. to twenty and thirty years ago, and
discouraged the idea. It is well within the memory of
men yet young among us, that Canadian made furni-
ture was, not many years ago, quite in demandover in
England. People will not hesitate to pay from $200 to
$600 for a piano which really costs no more to make
than one of the drawing-room or dining-room pieces
of Thomson’s make. The department stores now make
a feature of household furniture also, and would seem
to be largely chargeable with the dullness that is felt
by those exclusively in the business. Machine-made
furniture like machine-made lace and machine-
made clothing and -hoots and shoes has come
to stay : it is bto be regretted thab it is noy as
durable or desirable otherwise asare the garments
and foot-wear. “Cheap and nasty” describes most of the
furniture of the day. Wherever it is in use the glue-
potand the family hammer must not be faraway. The
value of the furniture imported last year was $262,778
on which the duty—380Q per cent-—was $78,833.40

DRY GOODS AND THE TARIFP.

The representatives of the Montreal Drygoods Association
who waited upon the Tariff Commissioners at the Board of
Trade on Wednesday asked for no appreciable reduction in
the taviff, but vecommended that specific duties be abolished
entirely, making the duties purely ad valorem. Tt was urged
that goods which had gone through a process of manufacture
and which were then imported and used as elements in other
manufactured goods should not be admitted fros of duty.
But if admitted free as raw material the- goods should be
kept in charge of the Government until cut up for manufac-
turing purposes. 'The point, however, on which especial
stress was Jaid was the necessity for correcting certain an-
omalies and difficulties existing in the tariff owing to the
vavious rates of duby imposed on the same classes of goods.
The tariff should be altered so as to make the duty the same

" on all tha different articles whick bslong to one class of

goods. The classifications advised were :—1. White and un-
bleached cottons; 2. coloured and printed cottons; 8. dress
goods and woollens (women’s wear); 4. woollens (men's); 5.
linen and jute goods; 6. silks; 7. notions and haberdashery
(buttons, tapes, hooks™ and eyes, ete); 8. knitted goods,
hosiery, and gloves; 9 cavpets; 10. hats, caps, and bonnets;
11. ready-made clothing. “The appraisers themselves do nob
appear to understand the subtle .distinctions in the taniff
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with respect to bed quilts, linens, buttons, collars, stockings,
knitted goods, uapes, etc. Linens pay three different rates of
duty; blankets, two; and buttons, seven. As flequently
pointed out in these columus, the appraicement of duty may
differ at different smaller povts, and while concessions for dis-
counts ave made at one port they ave not allowed at another.

The ports of entry are too numerous and should be materi-
ally reduced, and the tariff so correcied that uniform ap-

pmlaement of duty may be obtained throughout the Dom-

minion. The Montreal merchants are not a litlle pleased at
the comprehensive knowledge dlsplayed by the Mnisters in
discussing the large number of subjects brought before
them. "The Commissisn is composed of Hon. W. S, Fielding,
Minister of Finance ; Hon. Sir Richard Cartwright, Minister
of 'Trade and -Commerce ; Hon. J. 1. Tarte, Minister of
Public Works and Hon. W. Paterson, Comptroller of Cus-
toms.

COMMERCIAL, TRAVELLERS' BENEFIT SOCIETY.

At the 11th annual meeting of the Dominion Commercial
Travellers’ Mutual Benefit Society held last week in Mont-
real the report submitted showed that 34 members were ad-
mitted, the present membership being 1,029. 'I'he reserve
fund now amounts to $10,679, the twelve deaths which oc-
curred during the year necessitating the withdrawal of

$1,958, The income for the year was $9,828, and the expen-

diture $12,002, leaving a deﬁciency of $2,174. But in the
working expense account the income had been $1,096.83, and
the disbursements $880.78 an excess of income of $216.05.
The hope was exprossed that the increased rates of assessment
would augment the surplus, but the necessity for an acces-
sion of members was especially dwelt upon. Such an emin-
ently useful and worthy society should experience little diffi-
culty in securing enough members fo bring the roll up to
the number desired—1,500. The new president is Mr. Fred.

THE MONTREAL HARBOUR PLANT.

Since the Harbour Works have shut down for the season
the whole of the large flaet of dredges, derricks, and tugs

along with all the"rest of the plant have been placed ina

position in the barbour below the locks of the Lachine Canal.
To many the advisability of crowding all this costly plant
into one spot is open to question. Under certain conditions
a fire might break out and the whole fleet be burnt to the
water’s edge and the hulls sink to the bottom of the river.
1t is not likely that the fleet will again experience the costly
ills of an ice shove suck as it had to contend against last win-
ter, the conditions in that respect being now somewhat dif-
ferent, but the danger from fire remains and is enhanced by
the crowding together of the entire plant. The vessels are
further from the wharves, where they are frozen in hard and
fast,and in certain states of the ice the fire engines would be
unable to reach them. It may perhaps be tro late now to
change their position for this season, and in that case the
risk must be run. Buf in placing the fleet in its winter
quarters next antumn it would be wiser not too crowd the
dredges, the derricks, and the tugs all into one spot. The
authorities cannot be too careful in guatdmg against a dan-
ger from which nothing that will burn is ever secure.

LITIGATION AND INSURANCE COMPANIES.

In the course of delivering judgment in the recent
appeal case of DBenmsande vs. the Thames and Mersey
Marine Insurance Co.— the point at issue being the
precise application of what iz known as the “loss of
time” clause in a chavtered freight policy—Lord Eshber,
Mastex of the Rolls, is reported to have remarked that

“ underwriters no doubt try to get out of their obligations.”
In commenting on this unfortunate and ill-advised remark

our London contemporary the Post Magazine and Insuianie
Monitor says that such an utterance will donbtless be taken
as applicable o a]l branches of insurance indifferently., For
there is no reason to suppose that Lord Esher intended to
attach a special mark of villiany only to the underwriting
fraternity, whose dealings concern those who go down to the
sea in ships and do business in- great waters.” Tais ill-
judged observation, which will go far t» accenuate the er-
roneous conception of the insurance profession obtaining
amongst certain unthinking sections of the community, i3
the more regrettable because absolutely at variance with ex-
perience and facls, and condemned by comumon sense.

_Lord Esher cannot be ignorant of the. fact that many of
England’s judges are directors or trustees of insurance com-
panies whose veputation for honourable dealing is beyond
question. Iis vecent utterance, therefore, places him in
strong contrast with his immediate predecessor, the late Sir
(reorge Jessel, whose name will ever be held in respsctful re-
membrance by the insurance profession ou account of his
perfect-mastery. of the many intricate details of insurance
law and praetice.

The English papers have been making merry lately, in
paragraphs headed “Things the Judges don't know,” for it
seems to be the fashion for some distinguished oceupants of -
the bench to blandly profess ignorance on many points which-
come within the ken of ordinary mortals. The late Mr,
Corney Grain used aptly to caricatuve this propensity in hig
song about * Mr. Justice Dimple” who was *so simple,” Yet
granting all charming simplicity, it may surely be assumed
that even a Master of the lolls must occasionally have en-
countered the expression “ex gratia payment” in connection
with a liberal settlement in an insurancs claim. Whether it
be a fire, life, accident, or marine claim, the loss registers of
our insurance companies are full of entries of payments
made in cases where no legal obligation could have possibly
attached. The reason of this is obvious. [t does not pay to
be litigious. 1t does pay honourably to strive to acquire and

- retain a reputation for liberal and generous dealing. We

may feel very sure that no well-established insurance office,
with an eys to the growth of its business, would venture into
a Court of Law unless convinced that honour and public
policy alike compelled it to resist an unfair claim. It would

-have much to lose and very little to gain by resisting pay-

ment on other grounds.

UNIFORM POLICY CONDITIONS.

Many advantages are hoped to accrue all round from the legis.
lation about to be promoted concerning Policy Conditions in fire
insurance. It is high time that the various laws for the regula-
tion of fire insurance business adopted in the various Provinces
should be made more agreeable, or codified, if we may invoke
the term. Some of the.Proviocial Conditions are oppressive,
and anything but creditable to thosejwho framed them. It isto be
hoped that the Committee on Legislation may succeed in secur.
ing a set of uniform policy condmons, such that every policy-
holder may Know exactly what he is buying, wherever the goods
may be, every insurance agedt what he is selling and, that there
may be uniformity in these matters throughout the Dominion,

CHEESE AND BUTTER BRANDING,. -

ACETYLENE FOR PHOTOMETRIC
PURPOSES.

At & recent meeting of the French Phy-
sical Society, M. Violle recommended the
use of acetylene for photometrie purposes.
The gas, after being compressed in a
bowmb, leaves it under a pressure equiva-
lent to a 30-centimetre water colump, and
passes through & small conical mouthpiece,
where it absorbs enough air for combus-
tion, which takes place in & burner of the
Manchester type. The flame is protected
agaiost the surrounding air by a doubls
metallic casing. By using only a part of
the flame photometrical values ranging
from 5 to 20 candle-power are vbtained,
The total flame represe .ts 100 candles, and
can be increased to 125 candles by increase
of pressure. Two diaphragms, ons 00
each side of the burner, are provided with
scales which indicate the lighting power
