WoRTHY OF NoTE.—Just at the close of the
last year (says the Church Record, Conn.), the
Church Building Fund of the P. E. Church of
the U. S., bas received its most important and
welcome additivn, It may be remembered that

the commission passed a resolution last spring
providing that every donation of $5,000 er
more should be preserved as a separate fund by
such name as the donor designed, thereby sug-
gesting an admirable kind of memorial. Soon
after that, a zealous and generous Churchman
of Kansas City, whose modesty forbids the men-
tion of his name, made known bis intention to
establish one of these funds, to be knowr as the
“ Bishop Robertson Memorial Fuand,” and to
place therein a large sum of money. Last week
the arrangements were completed, and $30 000
in bonds were placed in this fand, with the pro-
mise of a eonsiderable addition in the future.

Thus this splendid benefuction will remain
forever, in all the activity and usefulness in
Church building, as a memorial of the late
Bishop of Missouri. It would be difficult to
imagine a more lasting and satisfactory form
of monument, It is & peculiar circumstance
that this munificent dooation, greally exceed-
ing any before received by the Building Fund,
and larger than the combined offerings of all
the parishes in the East during the last three
years, comes from the far West, beyond the Mis-
sissippi, from a region which bags itself scarcely
coased to be a missionary ground. Itshows
how the work of this Fund is appreciated in the
section where it is best known ; and at thesame
time it is an effective unswer to the croakers
among us who answer applications for domestic
mission work by saying: ¢ We are tired of this
continual begging for the West. Why don’t it
help itself 2"

HospitaL Sunpay in New York, when the
aunual collection for the sick poor is made fell
this year on Christmas Day. * The Hospital
Saturdsy and Sunday Association of New
York,” took up its first collection in 1870. So
far the organization has done a good work.
During the past year the associated hospitals
cured ter 13,920 bed patients, of whom 10,157
were free patients, besides operating upon and
giving medical aid to 119,124 free dispensary
patients. The expenses of this work amounted
10 $740,722.27 ; to meet which there was an ia-
come from invested funds of $142,147.85; anin-
come from the city of $56,365.51, leaving the
sum of $542,218.21 to be raised from the bene-

volent. Ip 1879 the collection on this occasion
amounted to $26,465.07, last year to $563,061.98.

THE following is from the annual address of
the Bishop of Quincy:

St. John's Chureh, Chillicothe, land and build-
ing, were conveyed to Jonathan Stowell Esq.,
warden in trust, for the benefit of the congrega-
tion of the Protestant Episcopal Church. On
Aug. 18, 1&85, for the consideration of one dol-
lar, the trustee sold the same t{o the wardens
and vestry, giving the names of all St. John's
Reformed Episcopal Church. On the 28th of
the same month they sold the whole property
to the Roman Bishop of Peoria, for $300, Ire-
frain from publicly characterizing this transae-
tion.

Tae infant daughter of Princess Beatrice,who
was baptized according to the Scottish form at
Bualmoral, will be formally received into the
Church of England at Windsor Chapel.

Mgz. Howard Gill, incumbent of the Eanglish
Church in the Rue d’Agnessean, Paris, declares

that the late Liord Lyons had attonded that
Church regularly for twenty years. ‘‘1avow
my firm conviction,” he says, * that while he
was among us here Lord Liyons remsined true
to the Church of England.” No official neces-
gity obliged him to attend this Church, His
a tendance was purely voluntary, and he al-
ways carried his Prayer'book with him, sending
a servant for it when at any time he ieft it be-
hind. Lord Lyons was a single Protestant in a
Roman Catholic household. He had no wife to
confirm him in hiy allegiance to his Church; no
son nor daughter to restore him to what in the
days of his vigour, he would have bestowed on
them—he was absolutely alone among his Ro-
man Catholic kinsmen, and be was yearning
for peaco and rest. The result is well known.
Shortly before the end he was made » Roman
Catholic, *“ I have nothing tosay about such
a proceeding,” continued the prescher. It
may be in accordance with the praciice of that
Charch ; but I thank God it is not in accord-
ance with the practice of our own!"”

PereRrBoRyUGH has had to follow Glouces-
ter, Canterbury, and Bangor in reducing by 10
pet cent. the salaries of its officials, from Dean
to verger. The only wonder is that Diocese
has sutfered most heavily from the tithe agi-
tation.

CuwrcH Bailding activity has extended to
Russie, where, during the past twelve months,
do less than 439 new churches aud 164‘‘prayer-
house ” (or chapele of ease } have been
erected.

Tak S. P. C. K. will shortly publish what is
expected will be & mostinteresting and exhaus-
tive history of the Church of New Zealand.
Some time since the Society resolved on issuing
4 series of histories of the Colonial Churches,
and the editorial secretary asked the Primate
of New Zealand to appoini & competent person
to write the New Zealand number. He brought
th ematter before General Synod, and the Synod
invited the Dean of Christ Chureb, Dr. Henry
Jacobs, to undertake the task. The Dean has

sent most of the MS, to theSociety, and as he is
a skilful writer and knows his subject well, we
may expect a valuable book.

—A. ten days mission has been
held in tive of the Covontry parishes., Among
the missioners were Cunon Bullook, Viecar of
Holy Trinity, Leeds; Cunon Temple, Reotor
of Oswaldkirk, York ; Rev. C. .

Lincolnshire; Rev. N, Key
mer, Roctor of Headon, Notis; and Rev. W,
Haslam. At the Churches of St. Michsel's and
Holy Trinity, na well ag St. Peter's, a mission
will take place in Lent.

It is statod that the Duke of Newocastle will
present & cross for the new altar at St. Paul's
Cathedral, Messrs. Bodley, and Garner have
designed it, and the cost will be £600.

Catherine Bradley, formerly of Little Castle,
Custlecomer, who died on the 17th of Qctober
last, has by hor lust will and testament, and a
codicil thereto, bequesated the sum of £200 te
the County Kilkenny Protestant Orphan So-
ciety ; £100 to the Hibeinian Bible Society;
£100 to the Clergy Sons' Society ; £400 to the
Rev. W. E. Burroughs, incumbent of the Ma-
riners' Charch, Kingston, same to be applied
by him for such charitable or other purpose in
connection with said Church as he shounld think
fit;£100 to the Sustentation fund of Castlecomer
parish Church ; and £50 to the Irish Scripture
Readers’ Society.

Canon LipboN eN THE S. P. G.—On the
afternoou of the third Sunday in Adveut, Canen
Leddon preached in St. Paul's Cathedral on be-
half of this noble Society, and concluded his
sermon a8 follows :

I ask you, then, my brethren, to give your
genorous support this afterncon to the Society
for the Propugation of the Gospel in Foreign
Puarts, tho oldest associstion for missionary
work in the Church of Englaud. I-corporated
under Kiag William 111, it bas since his days
counted among its udvocates und supporters
almost every single name that has been held
in honour in the English Churech, With »
history that now approaches the completion
of its second century, it has necessarily done
more than any other body for the expansion of
our portion of the Kingdom of Christ; and if
of late its claims bave been somewhat lost sight
of, this is largely because, in things human, all
racent enterprise is generally more attractive,
if not always more effeclive, than that which
dates its origin from an earlier time. Bat it is
not creditable 1o us as a Charch that this great
Society should be straiteced in its resoarces;
it is not for the honour ofour Saviour that to
tried a means of propagating His Gospel should
bo loat sight of. Think for a moment even of
part of what has been achioved. In Australia,
New Zealand, Canada, this Society has nurtured
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twenty-four dioceses until they have become
self 8 pporting ; and pow Anustralis and New
Zealand are sending missions of their ownto
Melanesia, and New South Wales is organizing
also & mission to New Guinea. And it is lurge-
ly owing to the action of this society that the
(ﬂmrch in India is becoming more and more
every year what we must earnestly desire it to
be, &« Church whose pastors a'd people ure na-
tives of India. Out of 640 clergymen in India
270 are born Indiavs, and next Sunday Bishop
Caldwell will ordain twelve natives of India
to the Diasconsate, as in December of last year
he ordaincd fifteen. Meanwhile, apart from
the difficult task of adequately supporting mis-
sions for which the eociety is already respon-
sible, there is the duty of responding to new
invitations, the duty of lifting up our eyes and
looking on the * fields that are white already
unto harvest.! Japan is welcoming with in-
creasing coraiality the religion which once the
persecuted so bitterly ; and Bishop Bickersteth
is making ready to resign some portion of his
vast charge to an episcopal colleague, while
other Jands claim our attention with even more
pressing importunity. On Juouary 1 in last
year the world learnt that Burmah, a territory
larger far than thut of the United Kingdom,
bad been annexed to the Empire of the Queon.
Baut such an annexation surely implies new and
vastly increased responsibilities for English
Christians, which this society is most anXious,
but is as yet from Iack of means too littie able,
to discharge.

It is not often, my brethren, that we ask you
to contribute o any ecause whatever at the close
of the regular Sunday service in St. Paul’'s. Tt
has been folt that one great object of u Church
maintained on such a scalo as this is that, as a
rule, it should offer to the people of London the
opportunities of Christian worship and Christian
teuching “ without money and without price.”
If to-day is un exception to this rule, it is be-
cause in our judgment there is an exceptional
necessity ; and you will not, as we hops, be
wanting to an effort which must command the
sympathy of every man and woman who sin-
cerely believes that through our Lord Jesus
Christ alone is therereal approach to the Father
of Spirits.

NEWS FOM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Truro.—S!t, John's Church presented 2 most
beautiful and tastefully decorated appeunrance
on Christmas morning, reflecting credit on the
few ladies and goutleman of the congrogation,
who so worthily gave their time and labour 1n
beautifying their Church for the usuul Christ-
mas services. The decorations, while not elu-
borate were yet exceedingly pleasing, and the
tout ensemble presented a most striking and art
istic offect.

Rawpon.—On Dec. 22nd., the Rector and
family moved into the new Reutory, which has
been built during the past Summer and Autumn.
It is & plain but substantial building, 36 feet by
30, with 20 feet posts, and reflects great credit
apon the people of the parisb, who ure ueither
numerous nor wealthy.

The old house was bailt by the lute Dr. King,
the first rector of tho parish, about 90 years
ago, with an addition by Dr. Bowmun, now ree-
tor of Parsborovgh; and had became very
much dilapitated, in fact almost unfit for hnman
habitation, conscquently the cowmforts of the
new one are highly approciated by its occu-
pants.

FaLmourn.—New Ross Road—Christmas Day
was in reality a red lotter day for this Mission.
The Church had been seated in time for Chriat-
mas services. Through the kindness of the ad-
ministrator of the Diocese, tho grant of £50
sterling from that generous Socioty the S.P.C.-

K., had been received, and our burdened baild-
ing eommittee thus relioved of much anxciety
and responsibility. The incumbent of the par-
ish was also the bearer of amagnificently work-
ed altar cloth, frontal, &c., the gift of the Kil-
burp Sisters, A fine large stove was also used
for the first time, the gift of Clarence Dimmock,
Eaq., of the Windsor Fonndry Co.

For such evidences of warm interest in this
poor Mission, Incumbent and people are very
gratefal.

A very hearty service was held on Christmas
rorning and an appropriate sermon preached
from the words ‘‘ and on Earth peace.”

The chancel was
fronted by an artistically ornamented screen,
specially designed forr the occusion; consisting
of thres arches, the middle one of which rose
gome distance above those at either side, and
was surmounted by a white cross. It bore the
inseription, “Come, let us adore Him,” in red
letters on a white gronnd, which contrasted
most agreeably with the deep green colour of
the spruce which bordered the whole.

Wreaths ot spruce were draped with tastefal
regularity, along the North and South walls
caught up to a point at regular intervals, from
each of which was suspended a circular wreath
bearing the words of the text, “Thou are the
King of Glory,” and on the opposite side,
“Thou art the Son of God.” On either side
of the cbancel arch were arranged in a dia
gonal direction the words in red letters, “King
of Kings, and Lord of Lords.”

The decorating of the west end was similar
to that of the north and south walls, with the
exception of a circular wreath that hung from
the middle window, within which was placed
a white crown on a red ground.

At the evening service the interior of the
edifice presented a most attraclive appearance.
The ladies of the Church at Two Mile River
added considerably to the alrcady neat appenr-
ance of this—the largest Church of the Parish,
by decorating the chancel with forns and leaves.

On Tuesday, the 271h December, the St. John
the Evangelist’'s Duay, the young ladies of
Kennetcook Church held a Christmas tree and
Fancy sale in the Temperance Hall, which met
with a measure of success hitherto unsurpassed
in that district.

We continue the timely article contributed

to the Halifax Herald, by the Rev. D. Partridge,
and deserves an extended reuding :

Tae CrHURCE oF ENGLAND, ITs POSITION AND
ProsrecTs 1N Nova ScoTIA.

Some characteristics of the present time are,
impatience of authority, a dosire for the novel
and repeational and great fickleness of mind in
religious matters. The latter trait may be ac-
counted for in part by the ulleged search truth,
but is mnech more caused by the rapidity of
change observable on all aides and which induces
a mental instability. Hence it is impossible
that the Church of England, being what sho is,
can be at this juncture popular. But he sees
not far who recognizes not that the present is a
period of transition. Methods and theories are
agitating like waters in a seething caldron.The
new is violently competing with the old. The
old itself is stirred to its depths. Whut is mere-
ly antique and unsuited to the times will un-
doubtedly disappear. What is eternal in prin-
ciple will stand and cannot be sweptaway.
Revolutions and conflicts urending have striven
to overset the truth, and have not altered or
modified one iota therenf. The divine remains,
The human changes, vanishes or improves.
Reforms come slowly. Abuses die hard. Self
int.rest will cling limpet-like to what sanctified
common sense has slain. Looking then to the
time when the transient, the weak and the un-
principled shall have been tried and found want-
ing, the Church of England can work on in the
confidance of a certain hope. What is true,
steadfast and abiding in other bodies which
have sprung from her loins is owed to her, and

will eventually acknowledge her. And between
her aund her contemporaries in eastern and west-
ern Catholicism time and God will jndge.

e are  Therhowever one or two considerations
which are weighty, and should influence her
observing members. There are oyele<s males.
Therae are quick sesing eagles. Thero are the
ordinary work & day sparrows that eat and are
thankful. But mind and education imply
thoucht and prescience. What is pressing on
the Church in our midst to-day ?

1. More real unity. Xiess disposition to at-
tack each other, more determination to sink
unessential differences and to magnify prin-
ciples. Less of the intolorant, more of the
Christlike.

2. More reticonce. What does the world
care, save as matter of curiosity, or merriment,
for bickerings of any religious body ? The con-
clave that olects a supreme pontiff admits not
the penny-a-liner.

3. More willingness to arcept reforms from
within. A man with braine and force is to-dny
a suspected man. He is bursting with the
zeal of the inconoclast. He cannot be trusted.
Such is the cry of jealous-hearted mediocrity.
Nevertheless, if reforms be not inaugurated and
carried out from within, they will be forced
upon the Church from without, and will be ac-
cepted, not from the warm and sympathotic
hand of a friend, but from the iron heel of the
foe. And it will bo well if the iron does not
enter the soul. Time and agnin it has donese.
What the Church needs is a leader.

4. More regard for institutions. These whea
wisely founded und strongly built, are based on
a rock and will stand the surging storm. Men
change, Theinstitutionremaing. Churehmen
will rue the day they despise or, lenve unsus-
tained the institutions they have. King's Col-
lege is & century old. It will not see another
century unless the Church speedily awakes to'its
necessity and perfection. It has but now de-
termined to continue to stand alone. Probably
better so. These things are divinely guided.
But this being 8o, every effort must bs made to
sustain, to improve, to make effective what has
fullen behind. This alone will revivify it and
make it survive. Cold negleet willlet it die,
jnst as active opposition wounld kill it. "'The
Church mustrally round it,

It needs more profesrors, more accessories, &
new library and gymnasium, ard a greater adap-
tation to therequirements of the times. It is a
vital necessity to the Church,and claims tho
very wtrongest support of every membor. A
churchman who will not do his utmost for the
advancement and improvement of King's Col-
lege, i4 undeserving the name. Whatever his
past opinions or judgment of it, no question ean
arise as to its right to be invigorated with tho
strength of the united Church. Governors and
faculty must be appointed in whom the Church
has confidence, and then nllowed to earry out
their plans. The question of the federation of
the cullege with any existing institution has ro-
ceived its quietas. The Church must now make
it, what it has never yet been, hor real child. It
has been the child of the mother and of the
state, but . ever yet of the Charch. As soon as
it becomes such, its {uture is assared. )

5. More self confildenee. The Church has now
reprerentative seli-goverment, of such a furm
thut both clergy and laity have eqnal rights
equally guarded. She has the impelling force
of nineteen centuries within her. She haa the
good will of most of thoso who arenot of her
but work beside her. She has the prestige of
many gifts of learning and scholarship, of sound
theclogy and prescriptive authority. She might
take the lead which many might gladly follow.
She has her future in her own hands,humanity
speaking: But she must arise and show her
strength. She must cast away leading striogs
and rely on herself. One by one theprops held
out by England are falling away. Little by
little the steps of the child must wax vigorous

and reselute. There is enough of ability, enongh

of learning, enough of judgment: There needs
more faith, and more seif reliance with the
parishes, vieing with each other to become self-
snpporting, with a determination to exael in
all good works; with a better cystem of election
to parishes, making it in some way concurrent
between Bishop and people; with the greatest
reform of all and the most radical, but yet which
cannot be long delaved either in the Mother
Church or in the Colonies, a way of removing
idle, incapable or vicious clergymen, by makiLg
the appointments not necessarily for life; with
a University quick and instinet with the throb-
bing life which marks other institutions reiviug
wholly on their constituencies for support ; with
anoble self-confidence born of the glorious past
and expecting & more glorious future; with a
zeal and 4 love and a faith inspired of the Holy
Ghost, and spreading with divine ocuergy
throughout the whole body; with a close grasp
of sister churches and a gonerous emulation
striving which can best work and best agree,
and with (what may the Great Heud of the
Church speedily rend us) & working Bishop full
of vigour and wisdom to quicken and sustain a
dormant epiritual life; the Church in Nova
Scotia will scize once more the banner of the
cross and bear it on to victory; never shrink-
ing, never faltering, never failing, till “ the day
dawn and the shadows flec away.”

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON

CamroBELLo—Is a quiot dissocinted spot,

which attracts but little notice, and in the wia-
ter time is apt to sink into oblivion. On Christ-
mas Day, however, the members of St. Ann's
Church arose to tho requiremonts of the glad
season, and colebrated it wilth befitting cere-
mony. The beautifal edifice was superbly decor-
ated, without stint of labour and attention, the
altar being cepecially rosplendent in its costly
covering of white and gold, with the addition
of what flowers that could be procured. The
Church was {airly filled at the Morning service,
and in the Evening was crowded beyond its or-
dinary capacity. The service wus choral, the
Pslums being chanted by a full choi+ with a
power and precision which it was delightful to
hear, Two plain sermons were deliverad ex-
tempore by the Rev. F. Pembor, who was ap-
pointed to this parish last summor by the Me-
tropolitan.

On Wednesday, a large Christmas tree dis-
pensed a fino assortment of gifts to the Sunduy
school children. When wo say that the child-
ren are ono hundred in numbor, and tbat they
oach received two substantinl presents begides
cundy and fruit, we shall have indicated the
rature of the tree. Lot it be added, and with
justico, that this efficient school is thoroughly
officered under tho superintendency of Mrs,
Pember. On Sundays we average over 80 child-
ren in attendunco,

Qu Christmas Day there were two celebra-
tions, one at 8 a.m., and the other at noon.

Cratuam.—The great Festival of Christmas
was colebrated in St. Paul’s and St, Mary's
Churches in this parish with well attended and
interesting rorvices. St. Mary's was hundsome-
Iy decorated ; but St, Puul's had not its usual
Chrisunas decorations owing to the small num-
ber of attendunts who could ussist in the work,
which requires considerable help and tire on
account of the rize and architecture of the
Church, In St. Mury’s there is an effective Re-
rodos a6 the east end of the chancel, und a Rood
sereen Hcicss the entrance of the choir. The
sereen is Grothic in design and bears the text
“ Peace ou Earth, good-will towards men,"” and
is sermounnted with a cross over the central divi-
gion, Other parts of the Church are trimmed
a8 usual with evergreen and texts.

The service: begun with the first Evensong
of the Festivai on Christmas Eve ut 7:30 p.m,,
when the hymn, ** O come all yo faithful, &e.,"”

was Fang as » processional, and * Hark the Herx-
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ald Aopgels,” av a retrocessional. Hymn 62
A.avd M., and Peslms for the dav, and the
Canticles were alao heartily sung. The second
service was a celebration of the Holy Eurcharist
at midnight Christmas Eve and during the first
hour of Christmas Day. Hymn 69 A. and M.,
was again rung as 8 processional, and Gilhert's
Communion rervice including Ryrie. Qloria
B. @.. Gratias Tibi. Credo, Sursum Corda. Sanc-
tus, Benedictus qui Venit, Agnus Dei, and Gloria
in Excelsis, was well anng.  * Hark the Herald
Angels” was again sung, and the rector gave
a short address, pointing out the importance of
the first Ckrirtmas night to mankind and the
purpore of meeting to join in the solemnities of
the chief act of Christian worship, thus conse-
crating the firat hour of Christmas by sacred
and religious Communion with the Redeemer in
the service of His own institution, At theclose
of the solemn service the 7e Deum was sung as
the choristers left the Church. The third ser-
vice was a celebration of the Holy Communion
at St. Paul's, at 8 a.m., on Christmas Day.
Hymns 69 and 60 A, and M. were heartily
sung. The fourth service was at St, Mary's at
11 a.m., and consisted of Morning Praver, Holy
Eucharist, and sermon. Immediately before
the service the Sunday schonol children sang
Christmas Carols under the leadership of Miss
Gillespie. The regular service began with
hymn 59 A and M. as a processional. The
Anthem ‘ Babold I brieg you good tidings,”
by Sir John Goss, was well sung. as were also
the other Christmas Hymns, and Gilbert's Com-
munion Rervice was again well rendered.

Tho sixth rorrice was at St. Mary’s
at 6:30 p.m,, and conristed of Evening Prayer,
with Psalms and Canticles well rendered.
Gors’ Anthem, “Behold, I bring, &c..” was again
sung, with hymns 59, 62 and 60 A. and M.
The rector preached from St. Luke i, 53. dwell-
ing upon the importance of ‘lesiring and earn-
estly seeking after God,

The offerings were for the sick and needy. as
usual on Christmas Day, and amouuted to $26.-
04. The rector was the recipient of & nseful
Christmas gift from the Sunday school children.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

Levis.—An ontertainment in conneotion

with the Sunday-school of the Church of the
Holy Trinity was held in No. 2 achoolhouse on
Thureday evening, tho 29th ult. The Rector
of the pariah, who presided, opened the pro-
ceedings in a fow well chosen words by refer-
ring to the flourishing condition of the school
and to the means required to still further en-
hance ita prospority. The school children next
rondered with cupital offeet a reries of carols,
songe, dialogues and vecitations, All acquitted
themselves with much credit; but special men-
tion must bo made of the Misses Edith Walker
Winnie Fyles, and Master Charles Tofield, who
acted their purts exceedingly well. A veryim-
pressivo and eloquent address waus then deliv-

CoxmprToN.—St. James’s Church, Compton,
bas been enriched by some handsome stained
glass windows in the Hast wall given by the
Hon. M. H. Cochrane as a Thaukoffering for
deliverance from great peril. The centre win-
dow is a beautiful representation of the Ascen-
gion of Christ; that on tbe lefs represents the
Nativity, and that on the right the Baptism.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

LacaiNng.—Church work in this Parish is
progressing favourably. The Bishop of Mon-
treal held a Confirmation in St. Stephen’s
Cburch during Advent, when the Rector pre-
sented twelve candidates for the Apostolic rite
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of laying on of hands. His Lordship addres:-
ed the young people in loving earnest words
which will not soon be forgotten, and the Rev.

The
Church was beautifelly decorated for Christmas
by loving hands, and looked better than usual.
The temporary wood screen was particularly
effective surmouunted with the text, ‘‘Behold, [
bring you glad tidings” in white gothic letters
on crimson background. The crimson banner-
otts were suspended from the walls of nave
and chancel bearing different sacred monograms
executed in gold by an ecclesiastical artist.
The walls and windows were wreathed grace-
fully in hemiock as also the font, pillars, and
chancel screen. The pulpit, lectern, prayer-
desk, and holy-tauble, were vested in the festal
white, and the latter had on the re-table four
vases of choice cut flowers from the greenhouse
of B. Wilgress, Esq. A handsome new white
dossal hung behind the Holy table having blue
orphreys and filled in with crimson fleur de lys,
and the sacred monograms “ L.H.S., Alpha and
Omega” in the centre punel. There were up-
wards of sixty communicants on Christmas
Day, many of whom came to the early cele-
bration. :

The services were choral, and the sacred
building was crowded. At the evening scrvice
especially when the choir was augmented by a
pumber of the Sunday-school children singing
carols; the Church was packoed with people, it
being the largest congregation on record hore.

The two strong Guilds (senior and junior)
meet there every Thursduy und Saturduy Lo
work in order to raise tunds for building a
Sunday-school hall, which is greally needed tor
the Parish, Mrs. Wintorbourne is the Presi-
dent of both of these orgunizations and re-
coives enthuwiastic support. .An entertain-
ment instromentul and voeul, interspersed with
five scenes of tubleaux, was given ut the Town
Hauli, on Wednesday, the 23th ot Decewmber,
at which §25 was cleared towards the Sunday-
school buuding fuud, The pertormers did
their parts exccllently, and g.eat credit is due.
toall. The quaint old carol, “Good King
Wenceslas” wus a pleasing and approprisle
introduction to the scene ot the children sur-
rounding the illuminated Christmus tree in

company with “Santa Claus.” It would, how-
ever, luke up too much spuce to enter \nto any
detail ot the exceliently prepared programme,
which was 80 ihoroughly appreciuted by the
large audience on that gccasion.

On the Festival of the Bpiphany (twelfih
night) the Sunday-school children had their
auunal Christmaus lestiyal; aud were entertained
with & magic lantern, each receiving a present
from the Christmas tiee.

FrELIGHSBURG.—The usual Christmas ser-
vices were held with good attendance and

hearty wership in the Bishop Stewart Memorial
Chureh (which had been pleasingly and signi-
ficantly decorated) on the morning und evening
of Sunday. On Monday evening the time-
honored observance ot universal Christendom,
was carried out in the form of a Christmas
tree of symmetrical proportions, gaily fes.
tooned, anu briliantly illaminated and burden-
ed with those more valued accessories for
which Santa Clauns is proverbial in his most
genial moods. The members of the Sunday-

The day ufier Christmas day (Monday) ouy
festivitios were continued, iu the shape ef
gocial, entertninment, and Christmus tree, The
gocial was good, the entertainment better, but
the “Tree’ outshone them both ; every part of
the programme pussed off very unsnimously.
The efforts of each Committee were crowned
with the greatest success. A great many
people took advantage of the splendid repast
provided, the proceeds of which after expeuses
are paid, will bodevoted to the Sunday-school
library fund. )

The chief part of the entertainment was
rendered by Sunday-school scholars, and right
well did they go through the severul picces al-
lotted to them. Misses Smyth and Higginson
bad spared no pains in making this part of the
fet: eujoyable. The Rev. W. Saunders, of
Lachute, was with us, and gave us an excel-
lent address.

The presents on the Tree this year wero far
above the average. We are greatly indebted
to the Women's Auxiliary Diocesan Association,
Montreul, who assisted us in this part of our
Festival by sending a splondid collection of
presents. To Mr. Fisk, also of Lachute, who
gent us several things. The Incumbent, Rev.
W. Harris, received from the tree many tokens
of esteem from his parishioners, one, was a
purse eontaining $22.

Wo have Social and f“Tree” no. 2, t0 be held
in one of the out-stations on Monday, Jan. 9th.

During '87 our mission has shown great
signs of life, let us hope they will increase in
'88.

BoLToNn.—A woell spent Advent season with

Special services, surprisingly well attended,
had prepared the people of this Mission for a
truly bhappy Christmas. During the week be-

fore Chrisumas, clever fingers were busy in pre- (4

paring the three Churches for the festival.
Pure white hangings with neat and appropriate
designs, in evergreen, lent brightness to the
somewhat severe designs of the buildings, and
as all the Church people were anxious te have

On Christmas Eve the Sunday-school scholars
had their treat in the shape of a Christmas
tree in the Town Hall.

DOMESTIC & FOREIGN MISIONARY SO'Y.
A Solemn Plea for the Domestic and Foreign
Missionary Society in general, and for the

omens’' Auziliary in particular.

To the Hditor of the CHURUE GUARDIAN:
Siz—As a member of the Board of Management
I respectfully present this plea to the Clergy, and
trust they will consider it very soriously :

The clergy are the parsons the representa-
tives of the Cnurch in each parish. They are
her natural agents and mouth-piece everywhere.
Whatever is dear Lo her and to her Lord ought
to be very precious in their eyes. Through
their efforts it ought to be made precious to ail
their people. Now the Cbhurch’s Missionary
work at home and abroad, next to tho solemn
worship of God Himself is the iuterest which is
most precious to the Christ. Shall the work in
all its departments be carried ou by the Church
herself or by voluutary societies within the
Church ? The euccess which has attended the
great societies of the Church in Huglund is
leading sume in the United States wnd in Cun-
adu to think that the Church in the Gcneral
Convention in the States and in the Provincial
Synod in Canada has made a mistake in claim-
ing that she is the true Missionary Society, and
that she is in a more favorable position to in-
terest all everywhere in her Missionary work
than apny voluntary society can possibly be.
The great Missionary societies in Kngland are
in the opinion of many doing better work than
the Church in the United States and in Canada,
notwithstanding all *he advaniages enjoyed by
both in being represented by an intclligent
trained man in every congregation, and in be-
ing uble through him to reach ull the members
of the Church without exception.

Let the Clergy luy this seriously to heart.
The practical question, whether the Church or
voluntary societies are best able to induce peo-
ple to promote missionary work is being tested
both in the States and in Cucada at the present
time. Shall the Church in Canada, having
once accepted her legitimate and rightful posi-
tion of being our Lord's own -Missionary So-
ciety be obliged to yield the position to others.
The answer must rest largely with the clergy.
They are the Church’s representatives and
agents, If they will take the work up heartily
and lovingly it must succeed. It is God's work.
He desires that it should prosper. It is the
work which His Church has been f. ucnded to
carry on, and no society of man'’s ordering and
planning can do it in the same thorough way
and with the same advantages.

The Bishops and Clergy and Laymen who
constitute the Board of Management of the D.
& F. Society of the Church of Ergland in Can-
ada can sccomplish very little without the per-
sonal sid of each and every clergyman. Their
wholesouled cooperstion is necessary to put
li e and quickening sympathy into the annual
appeals ot the Board, and into the active efforts
which the Women's Auxiliary should persist-
ently put forth in every eongregation.

prepared with great care, and all will admit
that they emerge from the searching scrutiny
to which they are subjected by the Board—still
clear and foreible in their statements—earnest
and moving in their exhortations to the people.
Butdo the clergy read them as if they really
felt them, as if their heart's desire was to pro-
mote the work and to induce their people to
take a warmer persopal interest in it. Do the
congregation who are quick to discern their
clergyman’'s attitude and feeling gather from
his manner of reading the uppeul that he coa-
siders that the first object for which the Church
exists is to make disciples of all nations—to
gather all of every tribe into Christ's Kingdom
upon earth.

If the Clergy are personally indifferent whe-

ther their people take an interest and contri- |8

bute generously, can we wonder 1f tha return
from their congregations are very small. We
know how many in our congregations, and
those fithng the honmorable office of church-
warden, grudge every dollar which is sent away
from the place in which they live. We can
sympathize with the clergy in such localities,
who think they have reason to dread thut what
is given in response to ihe Church’s appeals
meuns a deduction from their scauty stipends.

But happily there are no. many such places,
and vven in them we are convinced that the
tinest course is the most generous,

Encourage, and if possible provoke the penple
to contribute to the Church’s Missionzry work,
and they will obtain larger views and a higher
staundard of giving, than they can possibly
roach if their interests and effo.ts are circum-
scribed by the narrow bounds of their owu
parish,

Some few clergy whose stipends are Jurgoe-—
altho’ not one doller larger than they ought
to b.—uare, we fear, disposed o protect the
laity who are so liberal to them from further
heavy demands. A dread lest their congro-
gations should feel the burden of iheir own
outlay to bo too serious if the Church’s needs
and claims are pressed home 88 vigorously us
thoy should be seems to be present to their
minds. With such clergy we have no sym-
puthy whatever. Moreover, we are convinced
that they are injur'ng themselves and their
people more than words oan tell almost. Every-
thing is in rolation to und in compassion with
something else ; there are few absolute stund-
ards. Certainly, there is no absolute stacdurd
for Clerical stipends; is it preferuble that they
should be regulated by a tow and nnworthy
outlay upon every vther ebject whether inside
or outside of the congregatiou, or that the eon-
tributions of the people being upon principle
large to all the Church’s needs tho clergyman’s
stipend should be largo also.

We appeal most anxiously to every clergy-
man in these Canadian dioceses to luy aside all
unworthy velfish views with reference to tho
contributions of their people towards oxtra
Puarochial objects. We respectfully urge them
to be thoroughly in earnest and whole-souled,
in their presentation to their congregations of
the Church's claims upon them to enable her
to extend the knowledge of the Lord and all
the blessings entrusted to her far and wide.
Read the Epiphany and Ascension tide appeals
s8 if you meant them; as if you recognized
yourself, and wished every member of the con-
gregation to feel that no object or demand
presented itself with higher and stronger
claims as should be met with larger union
generous offerings than the appeal for Foreign
Missions at Epiphany and that for Domestic
Missions at Ascension tide.

Follow up and support and urge these ap-
peals in every way that may scem to you most
advisible. .

Show your zeal and earnestness in the
Church’s Missionary work, and it will affect
your people. Their contributions will be in-
creased and the effect of this will be to streng-

Tho Epiphany and Ascension-tide appealsare :

then and extend their interest and appreciation
of the work which the Church has to do in the
world. Then will the treasury of onr Domestio
and Foreign Missionary Society be filled, and
the Churoh of England in Canada will be able
to do her duty to Algoma; to the Northwest,
and in Heathon lands.

The zeal and interest which should find their
fullest expression in the Ep'phany and Ascen.
sion tide offerings should not be aliowed to die
out and disappear during the rest of the year.
The Women's Anxiliary whioh should be formed
in every Parish will be a very quiet and yet
effective means of keeping the subject contin-
ually before the people. The notice of their
meelings announced in Church on Sundays will
periodically remind the people, while their
prayers and intercessions will accemplish a
reat deal more. I had hoped to repres nt to
the clergy some strong and encouraging
grounds for establishing and maintaining in
active form a Women's Auxilinry in each
Parish, but T must forbear.

After the singing of the 114th hymn his
Lordship called upon bis Vicar General to read
the Bishop's License to the new incumbent to
exercire the uffice of u priest in Bermuda,

Then in tho prescnce of the congrcgation the
newly appointed rector made the declaration
of assent, and took the ouths of allegisnce to
the Queen, and cf canonical obedience to the
Bishop. Receiving the keys of the chnrch
from the churchwardens, the Bishop delivered
them to thoe Rector, who answered, ‘‘I receive
these keys of the House of God at your hands
as tho pledge of my Ibstitution, and of your
recognition, and 1 promise to be a faithful shep
herd of the flock committed to my charge, in
the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Ghost.”

This was followed by prayers offered by the
Bishop, who then addrsssed the new incumbent
to this offect: “ I, by the authority committed
to me, do hereby give thee Lnstitution and Mis-
sion, as Pastor of this Church, and authority to
preach the word, and administer the sacra-
ments herein.” Subsequently the Bishop put
into the Rector’s hands the Bible and the Book
of Common Prayer, enjoining him to let them
be the rule of bis couduct in dispensing the di-
vine word, in leading the dovotions of the peo-
ple, and in exercising the discipline of the
Church; and pronounced u solemn Beuediction
over him. This was tollowed by prayers and
two other hymns,

The Blshop in a very interesting address
made a feeling reference to the late Rector, the
Rev. Geo. Tacker, pgying 4 noble and well de-
served tribate to his faithfulness and diligence,
and perseverance in his work undor the trying
circumstance of tailing heslth ; acd then com-

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WAS ST. PETER EVER BISHOP OF
ROME?

By Tz REv. DR. LITTLEDALE.

It is well known that tho Roman Catholie
Church rests its claim to supremacy over all
Christians upon the alleged inheritance of St.
Peter's privilege and primacy by the Pope of
Rome, on the ground that St. Peter, by finally
settling in Rome and dying there as its Bishop,
constitutod his ruccessors in the Seo his heirs.
not only to his local authority in Rome itself.
but to his universal jurisdiction over the whole
Church, bestowed upon him by Christ Himeelf,
over and asbove the apostolic commission
which was common to the rest of the Twelve.
It is needless to do morethan bricfly point out
that no trace of any such exceptional commis-
gion to St. Peler as that of ruling the entire
Church is mentioned in Scripture directly, or
is indirectly to be discovered there by the fact
of actual exercise; and that even if thiy were
otherwise, the very fact of such an exceptional
authority being conferred makes the privilege
& ‘“‘personal” asdistinguished from an “official,”
one, and for that reason not transmissible by
ite holder, but dying with him, and incapable
of being exercised by any other person without
& fresh grant from the original grantor. This
is the rule strictly laid down by Roman Catho-
lic ecolesiastical law in all cases of claim by
privilege; that a personal privilege does not
admit of tke introduction of any name or names
except such as explicit}y ocour in tl_:e deed of
grant ; that such a privilego dies with the de-
ceage of the person or porsons thus expressiy
named; and that no powor of delegation or
transmission can exist in the case of privilege,
anless such additional power is expressly given

in and by the deed of grant. And, yot again,
if this were not o, it would at least be neces-
gary that any person claiming o oxercise the
privilege iu right of any sub-grint or delega-
tion from the original holder should be able to
produce evidence that such sub-grant had really

been made, and that in such a public and bind-
ing manner as to disable objection.

ot s0 much as one of these conditions is
satisfied in the case of the Roman claim of
supremacy. For besides the absence of any
proof in Scripture that 'St Peter actually did
exercise anthoritative jurisdiction over the
other Apostles and the whole Church, there is
further to be noted that not one syllable occurs
in the three texts alleged to embody the Petrine
Privilege (St. Matt, xvi. 18, 19; St. Luke xcxii.
31, 82; St. John xxi. 15, 18, 17) wanich empow-
ers St. Peter to convey the privilege, whatever
be its nature, to any other person. And if this
plain fact be set aside, there remains the addi-
tional difficulty that not one scrap of evidence
is producible that be ever did confer and trans-
mit his peculiar privilege and anthority. No
hint of the sort is discoverable for centuries after
his death, and then it beg ps in the most suspi-
cious quarter ; the assertion of Popes in their
own interest, instead of coming from any ex-
ternal and independent source.

Added to all these flaws in the Roman claim,
there comes up the crucial question, Is it trae,
as & matter of historical fact, that St. Peter
ever was Bishop of Rome at all ? If it be true,
there must be something to show for it—some
thing that would be accepted nowadays in a
conrt of justiceas proof of any claim of heirship.
But here comes in a difflculty. Very few peo-
ple who bave not been specially trained seem
to understand what is evidence in proof of any-
thing, and what must be rejected by a judge as
having nothing to do with the matter. But it
may briefly be said that mere hearsay, second
and third hand, is no evidence at all ; and that
evidence dating long after the t:me concerned
is, if not to be entirely rejected, yot weaker and
weiker as the time is longer, and less to be re-
lied on. If people who lived at the time when
some event is said to have taken place never
suy anything about it, wnd we bear of it first &
hundred years or so later, we do not pay much
beed to it; cnd the only thing that would make
us pay heed to it is the discovery of some un-
known or forgotten papers written by people
who did live at the time and had opportunities
for getting information, and who thus confirm
the later stutemeonts for us.

Now, let us see how the facts stand us to the
evidence for St. Peter having ever been Bishop
of Rome. Ifitis really such an enormously
important fact in the history of Christianity, if
the sulvation of hundreds of miilions is bound
up with it, if the vast temporal and spiritual
powers claimed and exercised by the Popes de-
pend upon it, we are fairly entitled to expect
that the proof of it will be early, clear, and
abandant. Is this s0? Notin the least.

Fivst, if wo search the New Testament, we
find Rome mentioned by name just nine times,
of which seven havo to do with St. Panl and
one with his friends Aquila and Priscilla ; while
the only one that has any connexion with St.
Peter is the mention of * strangers of Rome,”
(Acts ii, 10) amongst his hearers on the day of
Pentecost.

“ No,” a Roman Catholic disputant replies,
‘“there is that other text of St. Peter’s own
penning: ‘The Church that iz in Babylon,
elected together with you, saluteth you’ (1 Pe-
ter v. 13), aud Babylon means Rome, as has
beon held from the time of St. Papias, a contem:
porary of the Aposties.” But at any rate, St.
Peter woes not say Rome, but Babylon, and the
rest of the Epistle wherein the word oconrs is
written in a plain straightforward style, with-
out any sirailar figures of speech, so that it is
much more natural to suppose that he means
just what he said, for Babylon was in his time
stili inhabited, and that largely by Jews, who
were strong enough to defeat a powerful band4
ot robbers that infested the neighborhood, about
twenty years before St. Peter wrota the Epistle
somewhere about A.D. 63, (Jozegins, *“ Anti-
quities,” xviii. 9), Next, it is = misvaks o
suppese that the very early tasi’mony to the
guess that Babylon means Rer...: does really ex-

ist, for it has arisen from a mistake as to the
meaning of a pasage in the ancient Church
historian Eusebius, where one writer after
another has copied the blunder, without verify-
ing tho original passage, which proves to con-
sist of two clanses, ‘the first of which glves
Clement of Alexandria and Papias as authori-
ties for the tradition that St. Peter gave his
sanction and approval to St. Mark’s Gospel, and
for that point only ; while the identification of
Rome and Babylon on the ground of the text
already cited is placed after the reference to
these two authdrs, as an independentstatement,
not as warranted by them, but as a current
opinion in Busebius' own day. Put the case,
however, that the gness is right, and there re-
mains the difficulty that there is nothing said
about St. Peter’s personal relation to this Babylon
or Rome, certainly not that he was Bishop there,
any more than wotake for granted that St. Paunl
must have been Bishop of the *Churches in
Asia” whose salutation be sends to the Corin-
thians (1 Cor. xvi. 19}, which no one has hither-
to asserted. And St Paul's Epistle to the
Romans (written in A. . 58) obviously takes
for granted that no Apostle had yet reached
them (Rom. xv. 20), while his silence aboat
St. Peter in his other Epistles written from
Rome ltself as late as A. ». 63 or 65, shows that
St. Peter had not arrived there evem then.
When we come to the age next to that of the
Apostles, we are met by thesilence on the
point at issue in the letter of St. Clement,
Pope of Rome, to the Corinthians, written in
the last quarter of the first century. Though
he twice refers to St. Peter, on neither occasion
does he say a word to connect him with Rome;
while this is exactly what would be the most
natural thing for him te do in the circumstan-
ces if the fact were so, since it is hardly credi-
ble that he should fail to appeal to the teaching
of the Apostle as still re~ting in some degree
in the Church he had ruled. And the like
silence is found in the Epistle of St. Ignatius
to the Romans, written in the first quarter of
the second century, when he was actually on
his road to martyrdom at Rome itself. He
says, indeed, to the Romans, “I do not issue
commands to you, as did Peter and Paul,” but
(apart from the obvious remark that ‘‘com-
maunds” may be sent by letter and do notimply
oral utterance only) he does not say a word
implying that he wa- hoping to fulfil his own
courso in the same place where St. Petor had
done, and in a like fashion; and yet it ia most
difficult to suppose him to have omitted such a
reference, if the fact of St. Peter's episcopate
and martyrdom at Rome had been knowa to
him, The earliest attention of St. Peter in
connection with Rome i8 in & fragment of an
Epistle to the Romans from St Dionysiusof
Corinth, wherein he says that St. Peter and St.
Paul both went to Corinth as well as 1o Rome,
“and taught us ic the same wuy as they tunght
you when they went to [taly.” Butthis makes
against St. Peter's opiscopate at Rume, since it
is not pretended that he or St. Paul were ever
Bishop of Corinth, and there is 4 clear line of
difforence between the teaching attitude of a
passing missionary and of a resident Bishop of
a Church. They may teach the same things,
buy they do not teach in the sume way, any
more than &n occasional lecturer teaches in the
same way a8 the head master of a school, Next
after this comes the evidence of St. Irenmus,
Bishop of Lyons, about A.p. 190, and that is
decisive against St. Peter’s episcopate at Rome,
For he says, that St. Peter and St. Paul preach-
ed at Rome, and laid the foundations of the
Church there, and after doing so ‘‘committed
into the hands of Linus the office of the epsco.
pate.” The particular Greek word here used
cannot be made to mean “handed on” or “‘han-
ded down,” as if the word meant that Linus
succeeded either or both of them after they
died, baut must mean that they, in their life-
time, appointed him to the office; which, con-
sequently, cannot have been held by St. Peter
when he died. There are altogether fifteen
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suthors in the Christian literature of the three
earliest centaries who say something in twenty-
one passages about St. Peter’s connection with
Rome, five of which bave been already cited.
Out of the remaining sixteen, seven speak only

to the fact of St. Peter having been martyred
at Rome; three relate the legend of his en-
connter with Simon Magus there, and have to
be struck out, because it has been known for
the last fifty years by the discovery of a M.S,
in the Vatican Library in 1837 that all the ear-
lier accounts of .St. Peter's conflict with &imon
Magus placed the scene of itin some Hastern
city, and thes that the substitution of Rome
was a late: adaptation of the story ; three
speak of St.. Peter  ordaining Clement, not
Linus, as first Bishop of Rome, one mentions
the Roman See as “‘the placc of Fabian, that 1s,
the place of Petcr"; another calls it ‘“‘the
Chair of Peter’’; and the last speaks of Pope
Stephen I, as claiming the succession of Peter.
Fuarther, one of the three passages which
speaks of St. Peter consecrating Clement as
Bishop of Rome, is expressed in terms which
seem to denote that St. Peter had himself been
Bishop of Rome up till then, but knowing his
martyrdom to be near &t hand, resigned- in
favonr of Clement, appointing him as his suc-
cessor in the See. The four last-named pas-
sages are thus the only discoverable quotations
down to the fourth century which in any way
suggest that St. Peter was Bishop of Rome.
But two out of the four are in St. Cyprian, a
writer who lived nearly 200 years atter the
time we are concerped with, and who was
never at Rome, so a8 to have examined the
Church archives there, and the third is in his
contemporary, St. Firmilina; while it is not
disputed that the Story of St. Peter's episco-
pate at Rome had sprung up somewhat earlier,
and was then gaining ground. And one of the
two passages in St. Cyprian is rejected by
Rigalt and Fell, two editors of his works, as
the marginal gloss of a scribe which has crept
gsomehow into the text; and the statement by
St. Firmilian that Pope Stephen claimed to be
St. Peter's successor in his chair is evidence
only that the claim was made, not that it was
a just claim and capable of proof. The remain-
ing passage comes from the Clementine Homi-
lies, a work which was condemned as a
heretical forgery by Pope Gelasins I, in a
council at Rome in A. D. 494, so that this, toe,
disappears, and there is nothing left in the
whole of the Christian literature of the first
300 years, except one sentence of St. Cyprian,
and the claim of his contemporary Pope
Stephen I, two hundred years after St. Peter's
time, to bolster up the legend of St. Peter’s
episcopate at Rome, The story that he was
martyred at Rome may probably be true, less
because there is any strong and convincing
evidence for it, than because no rival claim s
known to have been set up for any other place;
but we are entitled to say that he can never
have been Bishop of Rome, or the ancient
Church would have known it, and told us of it.
It is to be noted, further, that not one of all
the twenty-one references to St. Peter, is a
first-hard statement by anyope who personally
attests his presence at Rome. We get plenty
of later assertions on the subject, no doubt,
growing fuller and more precise as the distance
trom St. Peter’s own day increases; but not
one of these new witnesses professes to have
found any older documents to confirm his story,
and therefore we are bound by the simplest
laws of evidence to reject it as a mere inven-
tion of later times, mest probably due te this
circumstance, that the original planters of
Christianity in Rome must necessarily have
been those Roman hearers of St. Peter on the
Day of Pentecost who preached the new doc-
trine there on their return, and who would
thus naturslly look up to him as the true foun-
der of the Church there; though we can see
plainly from St. Paul's language that it was
not yet fully organized whem he wrote, but

needed the visit of the Apostle of the Gentiles
to set all things in order.

If we can imagine any analogous claim made
by anyone in the present day, to be the lawfual
holder of some great office, on the grouad of
hereditary descent from its original tonant, but
unable to produce evidence within two cen-
turies of that person's lifetime that he had in
fact held the office in question, it is impossible
to doubt the legal result. The claimant would
be non-suited, and the claim dismissed as incap
able of being sustained. .. - A

" THE AUTHORITY OF GOD.

The manifestations and modes of Authority
are many in the range of polity and curri-
culum of doctrine, but through all is the ever
audible voice of a supreme epiritual authority.
“ A glorious high throne from ihe beginning
is the place of aur sanctuary.” This authority
is roysl; It is divine. From its decree there
is no appeal; from its dominion there is n® o8
cape; from its salvation there is uo failure,
Above and beneath, inspiring all revelation,
controlling all history, surrounding all men,
calling the individual by name, stablishing all
doctrine, and inciting all hope, is the all pre-
sent, indefinite, wise and loving authority of
God. Hence the Bible becomes verily the
word of God, to be reverenced, to be heard as

though we listened to the divine voice speaking
from the holy mount, to bo so received without
question and obeyed without murmur, its pre-
cepts followed with docility and mysteries ac-
cepted by faith, The Church becomes the
holiest thing on earth, visible representative of
the divine majesty and the glory of the coven-
ants, ita life dependent on the indwelling
Spirit. Bqually distant, on one hand, from the
thought of voluntary association, and, on the
other, from sacerdotalism, it maintains and
glorifies tho sole Headship of Jesus Christ,
while its own exercise of government and dis-
cipline becomos the expression of the divine
will. Tts service of simplicity, requiring
peither intellectual display nor sensuous adorn-
ment, matches its simplicity. with the grandeur
of its conception that the Lord is in His holy
temple. Its sacraments, removed alike from
external symbolism and magical efficiency,
speak of the forces of spiritual life; the
covenants thatshall hold through all the world,
and the vital communion of the soul with
Christ, in every way dependent on the presence
and power of the Lord.

In like mwanner, its docirine is made every-
where luminous with the same thought of di-
vine presence and authority; every plain pre-
cept and counsel is with a “‘thus saith the
Lord,” the voiee of command to the life; and
every deep mystery with the same asseveration
which becomes a voice of compulsion on the
mind. Every saved soul is saved by grace
alone, grace prevenient and grace effectual;
grace which hath chosen the lostsheep from
before the foundation of the world, hath sought
for them “‘at cost of many a painful quest,”
and brought them by sheer force of mercy ard
love into the divine feld, whence no man shall
be able to pluck them. And so overy puroe
desire, every service of love, self-denial and
sacrifice, every victory over sin, the werld and
the devil, are by the p.wer of this grace, as
strengthened by which alone cin the servant
do aught thatis holy. “Not unio us, O Lord,
not unto us, but unto thy name give glory.”
Honce the saved soul becomes a divine posses-
sion, a spectacle—a theatre of divine actions—
unto the world, as well to angels as to men.
It is not its own; it is bought with a priee;
it belongs to Christ. Its real life is Christ
that liveth within. Emptied and swallowed
up in Christ, the cause, the interest, the work
of Christ become its logical and heavenly aim

and inspiration. Holy living and doing he.
come the divinely meved sequence to the holy
ocalling.—Rev. S. H. Cobb.

I WANT TO BE NOTICED.

There are individuals in every parish whose
Christian zeal depends largely on ‘‘being
noticed” by other parishioners. They feel
neglected when they are not called npon fre-
quently, or when they are allowed to go home
from chnrech without a greeting. When the
rector in his round of calls, would know the
reason for their absence, he is told that ‘“they

did not think they were wanted.”

Need we remind such persons, if they chance
to read these lines, that in the Church what is
one porson’s duty is every person’s duty. If
you ought to be noticed, it is your duty to
notice. You are ns bound to approach some
one else, as that one is bound to approach you.
This might not be if Mrs. A. or Mr. B,
owned tho Church, as then they should make the
first advance to weleome you. In God’s house
however there eannot be any respect of persons.
They mcet there on & perfect equality as child-
ren of a common father, and worshippers bo-
tore one mercy seat. If any duty rests on one
that duty rests on all, and no one has the right
to await the recognition of any one else, ex-
cept poerhaps he be a stranger in the commun-
ity. In that case, if acquaintance is made with
the rector, and services are offered for charch
work, that person will soon be well known in
the parish, and need no introduction.

The mesting of this class of parishioners is
one of the most painful experiences of a pas-
tor's life. It is a grief to him to find people
bury their talents, destroy their influence for
good, shut themselves away from being co-
luboroers with God for the spread of the Gospel,
simply because they are not noticed by thoir
fellow-worshippers and workers,

May we also add one more word, Turn to
the pledges maude in Baptirm, which are rati
fied in Confirmation, atd what are they ? They
are unconditional prggnises, made in a sofemn
hour, ’'mid solemn events, to be faithful to the
cause of Christ till death,

In their fulfillment, nothing can come be-
tween that soul and its Master. Tho pledge is
to God, and to Him wo shall render the account,
Does it not seem like trifling with an awful
responsibility—like playing with eternal inter-
esta—like ignoring a sacred vow, whoen we add
& condition to our pledge—*if Mrs. B. spenks
to me,” or “if Mrs. D, calle on me?"' The fact
that such demands are made is a striking illus-
tration of the determination of Satan to lead
the soul astray. If he finds himself weak in a
direct attack upon our Christian life, he takes
& more hidden method, and teils us, people
slight us, and he don’t think we are wanted,
snd we had better stay away until they (who
they are no one can imagine) show a kinder
spirit, and notice us.

“No max liveth to himself.” Few in this
day dare dispuie the truth of the axiom. The
old selfish maxim, ** Take care of Number One,”

bas fallen out of fashion. Fven the saying that
“ Charity begins at home,” when quoted, has
instantly to be qualified by the addition, but
does not end there.” The most ignorant among
us asks no more, *“ Whe is my neighbor ?* The
trath is borne in on one and all salike that,
whether we will it or no, we live for others as
well as owrselves. Whether for blessing or
cursing, our lives must exercise an influence on
tho e arouud us; we cannot help their doing so,
choose how we will to narrow them.

WOMAN'S WORK.

But to begin with, let this be
noted reverently and thankfully,
that there are a special value and
preciousness in the works done by
good women in this confused and
troubled social order in which our
lot is cast. The work of men and

the work ef women are nof the
sams ; they were not intended to
be the same, they are not readily

interchangeable, so that women
can do men’s work, or women's
work, at pleasure. Social disorga-
nization will inevetably be the re-
sult of an attempt to obliterate the
boundary lines ef their separate
spheres. * Known unto God are all
His works from the beginning of
the world; " and in those works
the first thing to be observed is the
order which exist in their variety
and complexity. It is the fault of
the age, the fatal blunder of the
age, to confound the work of men
with the work of wemen, as if they
were essentially and practically
the same,and asif there were noth-
ing worthy of consideration in that
behalf, beyond the physical and
apatomical differenee in the work-
ers. The loss to society would be
unspeskable, the evil done irreme-

diable, if we should lose the woman-
ly mind, the womaunly hand, the
womanly methods and ways, in
the great business of the world;
and therefore no sightis more cal-
culated to alarm the thoughtful
than that of women who assume
the garb and imitate tho manuers,
and sttempt to ao the work of the
men ; for such persons, however
good their intentions, are introduc-
ing another element of confusion
into the already complicated social
order, and taking out of the f rces
of the race that very one which we
can least afford to lose, and which,
once lost, we can never regain.—
Morgan Dix.

The other matters submitted to
- the Synod were the probation, en-
rolment and examipation of cundi-
dates for Holy Orders; petition
aguinst the relaxation ef the Mar-
ringe law; the preparation of a
manual on the rights and duties of
the Charch officers ; the institation
of Rurul Deaneries, according to
the sy-tem of the Diocese of
Grahamtown, where they had been
worked to greaut advantago ; a pe-
tition for restricting the wsale of
liquors to the native races; the
best remedy for the precarious na-
ture of the tonure of property by
the Church in South Airica, result
ing from recent decisions, upon
which Archdescon Fogg proposed
that the represoentatives of the Dio-
cese in the Provinciul Synod, should
be instructed to move that the fa-
mous *Provieo ” should be cancel-
led: (This, however, was with-
drawn). The rights of women to
vote on the appointment of a clergy-
man to a parish, end the provision
of servic 8 in tho Dutch language
in Cape Town. The question ot
making the Archdeucouery ef Co-
lombo into a sepurate Diocese was
also mooted, but no action wus
taken upon it. The Bishop’s state
of health disabled him from presid-
ing at all the sessions, and found it
necessary 1o appoint a deputy.
Avchdeacon Fogu's speoch against
Women suftruge provoked somos
comment in the Cape papers.
Though the Proviko was mentioned
at more than ono of the discussions,
there wus no desire to rovive the
controvorsy, although it was stated
that one congregation had instruct-
ed its representutives to withdraw
from the Synod, if tho question
was not coneidored,

MALABAR INDIA,

It is expected that the Assyrian
Mission will have an important
offect on Christianity even in India.
Mr. Athlestan Riley, when ho was
in Mosul, received from the head
of the Anti-Vatican Chaldeeans, or
«0ld Catholics of the Huast,' in-
formation that he had latoly conse-
orated another Bishop for such
Christisns of St. Thomus as adhered
to his protest aguinst the latest
Pupal claims; and it is expovted
that these Christinns will join the
Anglican Communion,while rotain-
ing their own ritoal and episcopul
autonomy. Pope Leo, in order to
couunterwork their aims, has direct-
od Cardinal Ledschowki to trans-
mit to & Synod convened at Banga-
lore his renewal sanction of a wpe-
oial ¢ National Rite’ for the Syro-
Malabar Christians of Middle and
Southern India.

BOMBAY.

The Rev. J. Taylor, in his report
of the Admednuggur Mission con-

lages amid heatben relations, and
hostile castes above them in the
social-scale, rerious evils have from
tume to time to be faced. Just now
we bave a cholers epidemic, aud the
Christians as Mahas sre expected
to assist in propitiating the suppos
ed goddess of cholora, and the sud-
noss have come that in two villages
they have done this, and ono vil
lage they have been tempted to
worship and suacrifice to hor. The
heathen all roun. buve unrostraia-
ed liherty to do as they like, espe-
cially in observances of funerul
coremonies, holiduvs and infunt
murriages, and many of our penple
tind restaint in these things irk
some, especially the last. This year
we have hud too mupny sad
instancos of fulls in these ways, but
we do not despair, though much
cast down. The chief remedy is
more grace, more iustruction and
enlighteament,and thatmeans more
Missionaries who can deal with in-
dividuals, ard that not at lung in-
tervals as now, but frequently, aud,
if possible continuously.”

The Rev. A. C. Laughlin, whose
work is undor Mr. Taylorin tho
district of Shevguo, describes a
caste diffiealty which arose in con-

nection with a new school which
wus comploted in March: “Acting
on Mr. Tuylor's orders, I wanted
all castes to join in our services,
and to send thoeir children 1o tauko
advantage of the gratuitons in-
struction we give. Soveral Mango
came; the Mango is a grade lower
in the system of custe than even
tho Mubar. Yot the Mungo are
cleaner than the Mahars, and huve
a trade, rope muking, und arve faiv-
ly dependent, There oxists u
long standing querrel on other
grounds between the two eastes ut
Siuevgao. As soon as the Mahars
waw Mango prosent, they ceused
attending sorvices and withdrew
their children fiom schoul, adopt-
ing & tone of marked hostility 19
the Catochists and myself. Com-
promis.s were proposed and tem-
poratily accepted, but the Mahars
always hroke faith. Eventually
through Mr, Taylor's instrumen-
tality an arrangement was coffcoted,
and this bus boen adbered to rince
All Christian children irrespective
of caste, aro to be allowed in the
suhool, and all are to »it inside the
building at prayers. All elso are
to attend school nnd services, bnt
are o sit outside. This leaves
mutlors practicully as they were,
for the only Christians are Mahars,
and the Mango decline to sit out
sido and do not come. McLaugh
lin in refercnce to & case of poly-
gamy, says: “Our catechist Hub-
baji, an elderly man, haviug no
children by his wife, was negotiat-
ing to take a second. He seut the
usual presents of money and ‘Saris’
to the girl, and all was arranged.
I heurd of the transaction only
accidentally, and got the catechist
to make a strong remonstrance,
and to point out that such a pro-
ceeding would be 8 bar to his bap-
tism., To my groat surprise Hub-

4. To improve and extend the
circulation of the Society's litera-
tare, and to make free grants of the
same to Coloniul and poor parishes;
also to the seamen of our merchant
ships, £650.

5. Present exponses and two ad-
ditional army agents [for London,
and Dublin] £300.

6. To oxtend the work of the So-
ciety by the Juvonile Union and
the Agricultural department, £500.

7. To spread Temperuance, among
the 14.000 cabmen, and 11,000 bus-
men of London, £200.

Fresh annual income reguired,
£3 500.

Further eapital for the Publica-
tion departm’t imperatively necded
[on this interest is puid punctually
at b per cent. por annum ], £500.

The total making £4,000.

So that the Executive ought to
bave at the lowest ostimate, without
delay, £4 000, if the work of the
Socioty is to have a fair chance of
making progress.
