The Zulu people werea atrong nnd vigor-
ous rmee ; their weak ones die off early.
Their ideas of clothing were {ar hola ex
pensive or extravagant. (In illustration
soveral “auits” wereshown varying in
gize, from a few square inches to a mod-
erate size apron). They were by mo
means clean or particular in their own
houses. He had trind bard to persuadc
1 Zilu mother to wash her child, and
wag amused to sce her odd ways of do
ing it. Having fetched a bowl of water
from the river she took mouthfuls, nnd
used her mouth as an engine to squirt
it over the little one, who showed a trur
Zulu dislike for the cleansing process.

The day euds
with - mueh drinking of beer aud a
friendly fight.

On the morrow one of the cattle i«
slaughtered with many peculiar and
singular coremonies; the old ladies hold
1 final court of enquiry and at Jast the
wedding i3 considered over and the
bridogroom becomes a happy man.  Fes-
tivities are kept uyp till there is no wore to
eat or drink. The girl's joyous days are
at an end. Hencefoith sho has to work
in the field and the howme while her lord
enjoys the fruits of her labour. The
Zulu men are often diawn in pictures
wearing head rings. These sro made from
an exudation of the inimosatice. While
still sticky tho hair is fixed into it and
the ring becomes an inscparable vina-
ment. DBut it can only be worn by
special permission- of the king, or in
Natal, of the chief. A variety of small
articles of use or ornament are c rried in
the hair, and charms are -usually worn
round the neck. Tho Zulus are inveterate
smékers of a-native hemp, very stupefy-
ing and -naddening. The speaker oftent
gave them tobacco to induce them fo
mive up this pernicious habit, but they
clung to their own special weed.

Inside the chancel, the trim-
mings are most elaborats. A heavy bor-
dor of evergreen runsnbout the sides, and
underneath on either side nre the texts;
