The city magistrates and their friends the Lil-
yards had goue to great expense about the cere-
monial of the royel entry. The triumphal arches
and scaffoldings, and the precious stuffs with which
they were adorned, had cost large sums of money;

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‘not one of them was empty or uncmployed. Ina
spacious room on the second story were te be seen
the master-pieces, or specimens of work. which
every one had to show lLefore he could be admitted
to the mastership ; and also patterns of the most
eostly stuffs that the looms of Bruges could pro-
duce. In an adjoining chamber were exhibited
models of all the implements made use of by weav-
ers, fullers, and dyers. In thethird apartment were
laid away the dresses and arms which were used by
the guild on occasions of ceremony.

The principal roor, in which the masters held
their mestings, lay towards the street. All the
operations which the wool had to undergo, from
those of the shepherd and shearer to those of the
weaver and dyer, and even to the foreign merchant,
who came from distant :lands to excbange bis gold
for the stnffs of Flanders. were exhibited upon the
walls in well-executed paintings. Several oaken
tables and a number of massive seats stood upon
the stone-floor, Six velvet-covered arm-chairs at
the further end indicated the place of the Dean and
Ancients.

The beadle once deepatched, it was not long be-
fors a considerable number of master-clothworkers
were assembled at the hall, energetically discussing
the matter which for the time most occupied them,
and overspread every countenance with the deepert
gloom, Most of them were violent In their expres.
sions of indigpation against the magistrates : never-
theless, there were some who seemed disinclined to
teke any extreme steps, While the assembly was
thus each moment ipcreasing, Deconinck entered
the room, and passed slowly through the crowd of
his fellows up to the great chair, where his place
was, The Ancients took their seats beside him;
the rest mostly remained standing by their seats,
tne better to catch sight of their {Dean's counten-
ance, and read off from his furrowed brow the full
sense of his weighty and eloquent spcech.

Ac soon a3 Deconinck saw the attention of his
fellows directed upon bimself, with an emphatic
gesture of bis hand lie thus spoke:

# My brethren! give heed to my words, for the
enemies of our freedom, the eremies of our pros-
perity, arc forging fetters for our feet! 'The magis-
trates and Lilyards have flattered the foreigner who
is become our master by receiviny him with ex.
traordinary pomp ; they have pressed us into their
gervice for the erection of their scaffoldings and
arches, and now they require that we sbould make
good thie cost of their scandalous prodigality from
the fruits of our hounest labour; a demand which is
an infringement alike on the liberties of our city
and on therights of our company. Understand me
well, my brethren, and endeavour with me to pene-

"| trate the future ; if for this once we submit toan

arbitrary imposition, our liberty will goon be tram-
pled under foot. This is the first experiment, the
fivst pressure of the yoke that is hereafter to sit
heavy upon our necks. The unfaithful Lilyards,
who leavo their Count, our lawtul lord, in a foreign
prison, that they msy the better be able to gain the
mastary over us, bave long fattened upon the sweat
of our brows, Longz did the people serve them,—
serve them as beasts of burden, and with sighs and
groans, 'U'c you, men of Bruges, my fellow-citiz2us,
was it first given to break the chains of slavery; you
rose up agalnst your tyraots like menand neveragain
shall you bow your necks ucder the yoke of des-
potism, At prerent our prosperity is tna envy, our
greatness the admiration, ofall the prople of the
carth ; is it not then our bounden duty to preserve
for ourselves,—to hand down to our children, those
liberties which our fathers won for us, and bave
made us what we are? Yes, it is our duty, and a
gacred one! and whoso forzets it is a caitift un-
deserving the name of man, a slave worthy only of
contempt !"

But here one of the masters present, by nawe
Brakels, who had already twice ﬁ'lled the office ot
Dean, ruse from his seat, and interrapted Deconinek’s
specch with these words:

“You are always talking of slavery and of our
rights ; but who tells us that the worshipful magis-
trates iutend to infritge upon them? Is it not
better to payeight groats than to break the peece
of the city ? For it is easy to see that if we resist,
we sha!l not getoff withont blocdshed.  Many of us
will Lave to bury a child or a Lrother—and all for
eight groats! 1f we were to take your word for
every thing, the Clothworkers would have their
tgood-day# in band oftener than their shuttles ;
but 1 hope that our wasters will be too wise to fol-
low your atlvice on this occasion.”

T'h!s speech caused the greatest excitement amjug
all present, Some; though but & few, made it ap-
parent by their gestures that they thopght with
Drakels; but by far the greater number disapproved
of the sentiments he bad expreesed.

Deconinck had narrowly watched the counten-
ances of his brethren, and had told over the num-
ber of those upon whose support he could reckou.
Having speedily convinced Limself that the party
of his'adversary wasbut small, he replied

true subjects, to submit to the French government,
and so to extend our commerce over the whole of
he great land of France? Yes, I say, the govern-
ment of Philip the Fair will forward our prosperity;
and every right-minded citizen therefore must re-
gard the French rule as a benefit. Our magistrates
are wise men aud honourable gentlemen.”

The greatest nstonishment showed itself through-
out the assembly, and a few angry and contempt-
nous looks were cast upon him who beld this un-
seemly Jangunge, Asfor Deconinck, be could no
louger contain his wrath ; his love for the people
was unbounded, and moreover he felt it adishonour
to the whole guild that one of his own Clothworlers
should thus express himself.

% What 1" he exclaimed, t is all love for frcedom
and fatherland dead in our bosoms? Will you, out
of thirst for gold, kissthe very hands that ave rivet-
ing the chains about your feet ? And shall poster-
ity have it to say, that it was the men of Bruges
that first bowed their heads before the foreigner and
his slaves? No, my brethren, you will not endure
it ; you will not let thia blot come upon your name,
Let the cowardly Lilyerds barter away their frec-
dom to the strapger for wiserable gold, and p-nce
such as dustaids love ; but let us remain free from
reproach aud shame. Let free Bruges ooce again
pour out the blood of her free children for the
right! So much the fairer tioats the bLlood.-red
standard ; so much the fuster stands the people's
power.”

Here Deconinck wade a short pause ; and before
he could resume, Master Brakels again broke in :

# 1 repeat it, sty what you will, What disgrace
is it to us that our prince is a straoger? Ou the
contrary we ought to feel proud that we are now a
part of mighty France, What matters it to a na.
tion that lives and thrives by commerce to whose
sway it bows ? Is not Mahomet's gold as good as
our?’

The indignation agaiost Brakels was vow at the
Lighest,—=0 high, in truth, that no one deigned to
answer him ; only Deconinck sirhed deeply, and at
last exclaimaed:

* 0,8hame ! a Lilyard, a bastard bas spoken in
our hall! Wenre disgraced for ever !

A tamalinous movement passed through the as-
sembiv, and many an eye flashed wrath upon Master
Brakdls -

Suddenly 1 voice was heard from the mist of
the assembly, “ Tura the Liiyard out! un French
hearts among us!" and the cry was repeated again
and again feom one to another.

It now requived ol Deconinck’s intluence to keep
the peace ; nota few secined inclived to violence;
and the question was put, whether Drakels should
be expelled the company, or fined in forty pounds’

While the clerk was busy takiog the votes, Brak-
els stood with an unconcerncd air before the Dean,
He relied upon these who had received with favour
his first speech; but in this he greatly deceived
himself, for the name of Lilya:d, a sore reproach in
the eyes of all, had not left hini & siogle friend.

Upon tkis all the fury of the Lilyard burst forth,
and a torrent of threats and abuse flowed {rom his
mouth.

Command, if you please, that the
nolsy, tronblesome frogs (as they call us) return to
their swamps, Let us not be heard in your coun-
cils, let ns not appear in your palaces. You know
I have never wished to lenve my monastery, except
for’ the affalra of our Order. Your decres will
restoro me to peace, and there will be no more ado
about me.

as anything can be predicted of the future, that we
'will need all our strength in order:to hold our own
and maintain our rights. as oltizens, There is a
strong feeling setting in against us, and every now
and then .we are dragged intothe political arena,
and attacked in the newspaper, in the pulpit, in the
rostrum, everywhere.

Among these are a-cross with five
wounds, the Holy Lamb with-cross and banner the
pelican feeding her young with her own blood. the
sacred monogram, LH.S,, also representations of the
resurrection. The Blessed. Virgin with Infant Sa.
viour, and the Annunciation are very common. The
salnts with their emblems were placed on the tombg
of individuals whose names they -bore, such, for ex-
ample, as St. Andrew with a cross' saltier, St. Bar.
tholomew with a knife, St. Peter with his keys, St
Panl with a sword, efo.; thess emblems referriné to
the mode in which the saiot- was -martyred or to
some of his prerogatives, or to some event in his
life, Such iy St.” Christopher bearing the Infant
Eaviour, St. Aon iostructing the Blessed Virgin, St
Stephen with a gridiron, and St. Laurence in Dea.
con’s vestments. 5o also aro seen the angel of St,
Matthew, the winged lion of St, Mark, . the winged
ox of 8t. Luke or the eagle of St.Jobn. The Sacred
Heart 1s aldo represented in monuments,

Very curious are the monumeats which show the
profession of the deceased, The builders or found.
eea of churches are represeated holding churches
in mivisture, The Dishops bave their mitres and
pustornl rtaffs and priests hold the chalice avd the
Host. They are clad in the eucharistic vestments,
with copes and chasubles and slbs. As ecclesinstics
were buried in full dress, their effigies exactly re-
present their costume.

After the Reformation, pious, humb'e and affect.
ing inseriptions like those above quoted disappear-
ed, and In place of them were long and pompous
culogiums of the decered setting ‘forth his (gen-
erally imsginary) virtues No humble : Jewu mercy,
Mary help,” no # Pray for the soul of—" no “Swect
Jesu, mercy,” no bumble posture, no bands clasped
in prayer——all these Catholic and Christian signs
and symbols disappeared. Insterd of the cross
was the Pagan urn, symbolical of nothing escept
cremation. Instead of the patron ssint was the
death’s head or the skeleton; instead of some beau-
tifal symbol of faith hope and charity, a lot of fool-
{sh and imaginary “cherabs” noudescripts compos-
ed of a head with two wings and no body, singing
without any lungs. And instead of the cty for
mercy, a long catalogue of the merits of the de-

That Unitarianism is at the very verge of Christ,
iapity Unitariens themselves admit.

But wkat is Uniterinnism but 2n Eaglish name for
Socinjanism, And what is the history of Socinian-
ism? Twenty years after Luther had sct up the
staudard - of Private Judgment, Lelio Socini and
his companions beld their secret conventicles in
Italy against the divinity of Christ. In 1558 and
1573 Lelio's nephews, George Blondrate and Fausto
Sociui, maintained publicly this doctrine of the
non-divinity of Christ. With the same arguments
which Zningle used afrmnst the words “This is
my body,” the Socinii and their followers im-
pugned the divinity of Christ. “ This cannot be
the body of Christ becaus: it isimpossible,” (to hu.
man reason) £a.d Zuingle; & This Christ connot be
8 God-Man, becnuge it is impossible,” said Lelio
Socini. Certainly this has not much the appear-
ance of having sprung from Catholicity, and bas
very much the appearance of rank infidelity. Bt
our modern Socinians, improving on their forcfathers,
aud fighting the lattle of iofidelity step by step,
have advanced in their pretensions, and as the early
Sucinians denied the divinity of Christ because it
wag incomprehentible, Fo our modern Socinisn®
deny the Trinity of the Godhead on the same prin-
ciple. And where is it, I pray you, that these
Sociniana most do congregate? In the Protestant
communitics of Polaod, in Geneva, the Rome of
Protestantism, and in England, the home of every-
thing auti-Cmtholic. If yomn wish to hear Rous-
sean's opinion of Genevess Christinnity, it is em.
botied in these plain unmistakable words: * When
asked if Jesus Christ is (iod, they (the Gevevese)
do not dare to answer. When asked what mysteries
they admit, they stilt do not dare to auswer, A
philosopher tn.kes a raprd glance atthem, and pene-
trates them at once ; he ‘8ees they are Arians or
Socinians.”

But if any doubt remain as to the intimate con-
nection between Protestantism aud iofidelity, it is
immediatnly diepelled by the history of the German
and Epglish Protestant churches of the last hun-
dred years, Here we sec men holdiog important
offices in the church—Bishops, pastors of churches,
superintendents of consistories, professors of the-
ology,—not only rejecting ths autbority of the
symbolical books, and disallowing almost all those
Catholic dogmas which the Lutherans aud Calvin-
ists had hitherto retained, but openly aseailing the
divine inspiration of the Scriptures, denying the
integrity and suthenticity of large portions of the
0ld and the New Testament rad even ridculing the
miracles of the Bible. When such men as Bishop
Colenso and the authors of Essays and Reviews, &c,
are retained in their high positious in the Protest-
ant church, it will uot do to deny the intimate con-
neetion betneen Protestantiem and infidelity; nor
to assert that Catholicity is as favourable to infide-
lity as Protestantism,

DBut as soon &s the foreign Drotestant Mis-
sionary presents himself in the light ofan ambasss-
dor from the Almighty, o teach the ignorant the
will—the doctrine, and the worship of the trae God,
he places himself at ouce in. & false position ; and
he may rest assured, that, as in the past, g0 all
his cfforts in the future, will result in a miser-
able failure. *“Unless the Lord build the house
in vain do they toil that labour thereat.”—Ps.

DEATH OF REV. E. J. DUNFHY.
(¥rom St John N, B. Freeman,

A good priest, pious zealous, earnest, devoted to
the service of God and the good of bis flock, hss
gone to recélva the reward of a well rpent life At
an eatly hour on Sunday morning, 24th September
‘the Beverend Mr. Dunphy died at-the parochial re-
sidence, Carléeton. He has been suffering three or
four years from the disease of which ‘he died, bit
go carefully did be struggle against it, so resigned
was he to the will of God, so unremittingly did he
Jlabour in the manifold work of his parish that fow,
"except’his’ Thysiclars and his intimate friends,
knew how ‘steadily and “surely death was coming
on” him unttl he became so emaciated and' weak
even while yet striving to do the work of his minis-
try, that all his parishioners became aware that e
-whom they 50 lover and respected must soon pass

away from them. . :

Father Dinphy was bora in Waterford, Irelasd
in 1823, aud:éame at a very early age witk his par
ents ‘to New York; where he lived :until he was
about twelve years of age.  After the nsual prepar-
atory Btudies.he was sent to the Sulpician College
at Montreal to study for the priesthood, and after:
wards to the Jusuit Cullrge at Fordhim, N, Y., and
subscquently, we believe, to P, E. Jsland, Having
compléted kis studics lie same to St. Jobn, where
hig uvocle, the Very Rev. Mr. Duophy, was then
_stationed. Here he was ordained by the Very Rev.
Mr. Dollard in'1849. - After a short stay in St, John
he_was, sent ‘to_take charge of the then.remote
parish of {Petit; Rocher, in Gloucester County..
"Thero he ; réfiained some; years and built the un-
pretouding priesy'a residence,  In 1852 he was call-
«ed by Bishop® Coniolly from - Petit Rocher to take

His chureh, though enlarged, was too
‘small for the people who"flocked toit,and those
ipéople became remarkable for their peaceful, order-
ly conduct, their temperancs,’ their intel’ligence
and theirloves of their- religion and obedience to
its principles, while the children who attended his
schools, and worked every day under his own eyes,
and with his assistance, were second to thepupils
of no school in the city in substantial acquirements,
or in manners and appearance. ' He was taken from
Carleton for a time aud gent to St. Stephen. 'At
Milltown be built the handsomest church on the
St. Croix at a cost, it is said, of $15,000. After an
absence of five years he ' returned to Carlaton in
1865, -He found that bis church was not halflarge
encugh, and he sat to work almost immediately to
baild the present beautiful edifice. First ho at-
tached to the old church the transept of the new
church, and then after a pause he commenced the
new front and rpire and vestry. - :His people, warm-
ed by his example and. his devotion, responded
nobly to his zealous eflo:tg and the work was done.,
Scarcely was the church finished when he enlarged
his school buildings so as to afford ample accom-
modation for all the children of the parish and
finished a large public hall, In this hall the tem-
perance society fonnded by Father Danphy held its
meetings, and many hundreds were induced Ly his
fervent appeals to take the pledge.

And g0 he worked day and night, in scason and
out of season, never ceasing a moment, nover think-
ing of bimself, but ever occupied in the service of
God and of his people, teaching them by word and
example to live soberly and religiously, allowing
none to perish through his neglect. The prevalent
vice of drunkenness he constautly warred against,
not merely by preaching and exhortation but by
personsal and repeated appeals to the drunken father,
the reckless mother and the young wan or woman
entering on a career of folly or dissipation. These,
when necessary, he sought in their own homes or in
- their baunts, often coming on them by surpfise and
{l)Slt::g with them anthority or persuasion as seemed

est,

And 80 he laboured even after h€ became ill and
his strength began to fail, His master's work he
would do as long as posstble, For some time past
he has bad the assistance of the Rev, Mr. Walsh,
but whatever he could dohe still did. He felt greatly
afilicted when the Bishop gave confirmation to
spme hundreds of his children last Sunday weck,
and he found that he was not strong enough to be
present, but he accepted this as another preparation
for the great change which he knew was at hand.
His death after ail came sooner than was expected,
but he was long prepared to meetit. On Saturday
he was outdoors for a short time, He complained
of a pain in bis side, but thought little about it at
fisst, During the night it grew so severe that he
sent for Dr, Travers, but when the Dr. arrived he
found him dead. ‘

. Tee Luxser Teape.~—The Ottawa Citizen says =
.Considerable activity has characterized the Iumber
market for the past week, transactions have been
much heavier, several large sales having, of late,
been effected both for the castera and southern
raarkets. In shipping culls the stock at Ottawa is
low and the demand is very much in excess of the
supply., There are enquiries already for more than
can be produced by the combined capacity of the
Chandlere mills this season, priczs have, in conse-
quence advanced from 30¢. to §1 per 1,000 feet and
the prospeots of a still greater advance are very en-
couraging, We understand that W, C. Edwards has
sold his entire stock of culls'to a8 New York firm at
a remunerative figure. The lowness in the stock
of this class of lumber is caused by the large quant-
ity of deais sawn this season for the Quebec market,
the demand iu that direction having been on the
average very fair. At present deals meet witha
very ready sale and the lumbermen find it quite
profitable; the gnly drawback complained of now is
the difficulty in getting sufficient craft to handle
their lumber; they want all the Canadian and Amo-
rican boats they can get for the service, and this
has caused an advance in freights from 50c. to 75¢.
The sudden change in the market has caused the
lumber kings ts be more hopeful. The water at
present is lower than it was cver known to be at
this season of the year and the mills are thus pre-
vented from running their full capacity. The pre-
sent rain will, however, make an improvement.

EcaxviLrz—~—So called after the late John Egan, of
Alymer, the famous lumberer, who constantly kept a
small army of 3,000 men in his employment. His
sgent,some years ago here, the lats M. J. Hickey, sug-
gested the name of * Eganville” to the Post Office
authorities fora « Post Office,” which name the
place still follows. At the time whena Post Office
wasg first established it was a mere hamlet, with the
old farm house still standing, the “the red store”
as Egan’s Depot was called, and one of two other
houses, The growth and expansion of the village
has been rapid and prozressive, and it has sprung
into the proportions of a large and flourishing vil-
lage, with all the appliances of civilization, such as
fine Stores, Hotels, Grist and Saw Mills, Carding
Mills, Tanncry, two fine churches, one Roman
Catholic and the other Church of England, a Con-
vent, which isa standing monument of the pious
zeal and perseverance of the Rev. Al. Byrae, PP,
and numerous fine private residences, Eganville,
from its position, is destined to grow fucther and ex-
pand, being sitoated in the Township of Grattan and
Wilberforce, with the River Bonnechere running
between, the, Townships of North and South Algoma
in close proximity, having a large and extensive
back country around, counsitting of the Townships
of Scbastopol, Prudenell, Lyadock and Hagarty,
&c., of which Eganville may be justly termed # the
great centre” or natural position for trade, and as
a consequence, will grow and flourish, The exten-
sion of the C. C. Railway through it, would give it
a further impetus, aud would soon build it up tothe
proportions of a town, and tend still further to cen-
tralize trade and traffic. It would then Le the
great highway ot travel to the large nnd fertile
lands of Manitoba. The extension of the Kingston
and Pembroke line of Railway, would also give it a
great local trade or traffic in sawn lumber and mine-
rals in direct communication with the American
markete, Time will witness its growth, but the
extension of the lines of Railioads would give &
great impetus or lessen the time, that otherwise is

Two HuxprEp BUSHELS OF Criceers.—In Bull
Run Valley, Nevads, the crickets have played sad
havoc with the growing crops. The ugly pegt at-
tacked one wheat field of thirty acres and inan
hour destroyed the whole crop, eating the stalks of
close to the ground, and then marched on to other
conquesta. Millions of crickets that have killed
strew the groucad for miles around, while vast num-
bers found their way into the stresms and have
imparted a most disagreeable flavor to the water,
yendesing it _unfit for drinking. A movel means of
cleaning out crickets is the sewing fogether of three
gunny-sacks, leaving small holes in the bottom one
for the egress of water, This large suck isattached
1o the end of & Slnice box, placed so that the water
will run intoit. The people then assemble, armed
with bells and boughs, and with a great noise drive
the crickets into the stream, which swiftly carries
them down through the sluice-box into the bag,
and there they are’ speedily drowned. At Painter’s
ranch a few daye ago there wai'a grand * drive”
the result belog seventy-five sacks foll, or about
225 bushels of crickets.—Sacramento Record-Union.

Fanyt Viracis~There is no necessity that far
mers should be so isolated so much as they gener-
ally are, norany ueed that the farm buildings should
be in the centre of each farm. It is simply a mat-
ter of figures mud calculation 88 to Whether .the
saving of a few hours' labor—or & fow days in the
aggregate—yeatly, in bauling the crops to the barp,
with the barn and house in the centre of the farm,
and a mile away from the nearest neighbor, is of
more value or more convealent than to have one's
‘neighbor closer and one's fields farther off. . There
are many advantages in having three or four home-
steads contiguous and forming a hamlet, or with
a few tenant houges, n small village. Four sets of
farm buildings, four orchards, and four plantatione,
which wounld if buflt at the four adjeining corners
of the farms, condense the .shelter, and be more
effective than when scattered half a mile apart, At
ot near one of these corners the blackemith’s shop
and the other conveniences would naturally be lo-.
cated, and in time a farm village would be bailt up.
There would be far better gocial opportunities than
farmers now enjoy, and many .more. opportunities
{or combining labor and capital in joint enterprises.
It is convenienttobain the.centre of ohe’s farm, but
it i3 n question worth considaring when a new house
is to be built, if it would not. be better to build
nearer to ong’s next door neighbor.—American 4gri-
culturist. S . .

Ioxorance Iy Famuxa,—One of the greatest
drawbacks to successful farmiog is the presence of
the unknown quantity—igdoraucs of the exact con-
dition of things, in value, weight aud measure, con-
cerning our prcducts. We often produce at a loss,
An account with each crop would decide the mat-
ter. If after afew trials it costs more to produce
than a crop will sell for, ita cultivation should be
abandoned. Many continue to produce from yeat
10 year at a loss in buying and selling. A stack of
hay ceme to my notice recently. The geller esti-
mated that it would weight a ton and a hslf. The
buyer preferred to buy by weight. It weighed 1,-
850 pounds, quiet a difference in favor of the buyer.
There iz no doubt that a great deal of hay changes
hands every year on a basis mo nearer the truth
than thie, Loss enough iz soon made in this way
to put in and maintain a bay scalc, even in & small
neighborhood. The same thing is true in regard
to live stock. 'Dealem can judge much more ac-
curately than farmers, and are much ‘less liable to
De cheated. Farmersare much less liable to fail
in buying than in selling.' If wo pay too much in
buying, it makes an uphill businesa all the way
through., This is one great cause why many fail to
make anything in feeding and handling “stock.
From considerable experierce in weighing stock
for others, I have found that the greater parf fall
short in weight from the estimate of the owners;
come far short. Not more than'5 per cent. exceed
the estimates, Horses estimated at 1,100 pounds
generally weigh about 1,000. Loads of hay calleda
ton quite often welgh only 1,200 or 1,600 pounds.
Those who estimate the’ number of tons by the
number of loads are often’ very much deceived, and
in gelling think they have been cheated, because
the scales falled to show as much as'they expected.
Weighing will remedy this. The ‘pound avoirdu-
pois is a known quantity; after ascertsining the ex-
act rumber, we are 'in a condition to go forward
without making mistakes in our calculations. An-
other unknown ' quantity is in fallure to know the
number acres under cultivation, A farm which
had been taken up when the country was new, and
occupied by five successive generations of the
same family had a twenty acre let. On the death
of the first member of the twenty acre lot contain-
ed but fourteen acres’ by mutual measurement.
Here were five generations of heroic workeérs de-
ceived in the amount of work actually done, all the
while supposing that they were cultivating six arces
more than there really was, If-the yield came up to
what the {ncreased acreage should produce, it did
10t matter 5o much. But the probability is that
they were as fat from the fruth in the yieldas in
the acreage. I once Dought &' tract ‘of salt ‘marsh,
said to contain slx acres. The surveyor made less
‘than four acres, much fo the disgust of the seller,
and to the detriment of the ‘reputation of ‘persons
who had gained a local notoriety for big days’ work
dono thereon. Traditional ©big days’ work,” often
owe their existence more to some’ érrors;in calcula-
tion than to the amount of work reallydone, There
