He etopped tn
speak ol Mr. Gledstons as the “ Grand Old
Man,’ heaped on Tewfik Inpulis ag ehrilisnd
a8 numaeroud a8 those of Hamlast on his uasle,
proposed a childlgh socheme of KEaropenn cor-
trol in Egypt, and while admitting that hir.
Parnoll will bave seventy followers under the
present and o hondred onder tho reduced
franchlse, har no betier pollcy f{or Ireland
than the refaeal of all concessiops, which
would madden the psople, and a gizantic sys-
tema of peouniary supplles for rallways,
tramwaye and fisherles, whioh would utterly
demornlize them. The speeches have done
Lord Bandolph the mischief of causing him
to bo stlll regarded as an unbalanced politl-
clan, and the good of getting him favorably
oontrasted with the commonplace Northoote
and the inane Oross, while a majority of
poliiloal speoulators back him na their fa-
vorite for the Tory leadership.

In
a previous sermon ou the same 8Gb-
ject bhe exposed Luther’s grand prieciple

of the right of private judgment aslend!ng to
agnotticlam. Homs sclentlste, he contended,
geemed to have adopted evclution &3 thelr
theory. They, ke Luther, threw out
everything that could nat be proven 10 the
reazon. If the mysterles of God's greatness
and exlatence could be proven to our reason,
then he would nat be Gad at all, becaunse God,
belng infinite, was bsyond man's power of
conageption. Evolutionists discarded all that
could not bs made clear to the reagon, and con-
tended tbat man 88 ot present conatitutsd
fn his bodlly frame, not the soul, for
there wss no ovolution for that,
had graduslly developed 1tsvlf from
diffsrent species. On their own theory, how-
ever, this was a false conclusion, becsnge in
this oaso it would be necessary to connect
the precent human race with the racs woder-
golng evolution, and there were (WO necus-
gary links missing tu do thia, These were,
firat, the yemote santiquity of mman, which
bhad wever been proven; aud, second, thal
primeval man waa & GAVSRe uiso nevax proved.
‘Without supplying these Huks, which counld
not be done, tpers was no pround whatever
to tho trheory of the human Tacv
belng formed and developad to its preaent
perfection by evoiution. He wouald not un-
dertake any positive proof of the worthlesanees
of this tueory. He would leave that to hls
adversaries and content himeelf with nega-
tive prcof efforded by their own arIgt-
ments, if argoments they could be
called. 'I'bo evolutionists did noi pre-
fess to prove the remote antiguity ol
man otherwise than from surroandinge and
agsociations noted at the dlscovery of relics
of his f:ams or haudiwork in cavoz, alluvial
deposits, peat bogs, Kitchen middens, plly
vilinges, the delta of the Miasizalpp), and the
cone of Tivieve, Thia neceseitated speakisug
aleo of the extinct mamslia, the three sges of
gtone, brouzs, sud iron, und of the glaclal
perlod, Ta follow evolutlonists lu thelr
vaporingd ol there gRbjucts wag an endltEs
task. 1o wounld glve thu verdiot of eclentists
equally renowned with evolutioni-ts.

With respect to humen remains fouod In
caves covered with ntalepmlte and glaal
drift, 1t was contended that these would tako
thousenis upon thousands of years to accu-
mulate, and that, therefore, mur must be as
old. A few years ago the time required
Jor those accumulations was reckozed at
upwards of a milifon yesrs. But toe
value of those reckoologs might be seon
from ths foliowing estimates by sclentlsis:
Mr., A. B. Wallace, F.Z 5, an emicent gclen-
tist, calcnlates that the accumuistion of
stalagmits varied from slxteen fuches to five
feet thick, and that it requlred 20,000 years
for sech footto mccumulate, while Mr. W.
Boyd Dawkins, M.A., F.RB.S, F.G 8,
F8A, caloulated at & quarter of an inch
per annum, or tweunty feet of thickness
of stalagmite might accamulate [n a thot-
sand vears, thus reckominp 5,000 years to
the accomuletion of the five-jost tbickncss
instesd of the 100000 reckonmed by INir.
Wallsce. Mr. Dawhing also obeerved that
wthe value of a layer of etalegmite in
meaeuring the antiquity of depc:lts below it
15 comparatively 1itile. How conld theae great
differencen be 1&conciled, sud what valze
wers such vague cnlculations ae proving the
exact time 1equlred for the accomuiation of
thora deposlty, to tay nothing of their asgocia-
flon with man's remote sntiguity., Thls was
all the evidence there exlsted respecting the
stalagmite depocits of Eent's Cave 1n Eng-
Iand, snd it wae similar in the caze of ail
other caves, 6uch a5 Brexham, Cresswell snd
Yictoria Caves.

Some capital bsd been mado at coe time
out of «# suppused human bous found In the
Victcria cave under giscial clay, which would
carry us back to tbe glaclal perlod. Yat thoe
bono kabeequently proved to bo tha: of a
bear, aEd the clay uudor which 1t was found
not to be the glacial clay at aill. Buch
was ths ovidence of Profa. Huzxley,
Evans, RBolleston, Westwick, Hughes, and
many otbers, Respecting the alluvial
depozits of the river Somme in Yrance, and
other rivers, a8 showlng evidences of man's
remote antlquity, the cvidences were equally
feeble. The next polnt was man's assoctation
with extinct anima! races of remots periodo.
Two questions might present themeelves
here. One was not how early did thoce
snimale live, but how eatly did they
dle out? TUnpder thls heading, then; there
was ovidence thst come animals, whoee race
18 now extinct, lived In comparatively recont
years. Therefore, this proved nothing a8 to
how early man had flourished. As late as
1806 a msmmoth had bsen found by Adams
at Yakatak, RBussls, at the mouth of the Biver
Lene, with its flesb, ekin, and hsir intact. The
remains of this mammoth are etill in the
Zoological Mngenm at Bt. Petersburg, (vee
London Zimes, Aprfl 36, 1881), W.at then
could such evidence as this bave to do with
man’d beglnning? The evolntion theory of
man's formation and development was, thero-
fore, worthlegs, and the remoleaess of his
antlquity equafly uuproved. Nelther was
primeval man & §AVARE, but creatad civilized,
and with his present faluees of intellect and
reagon. 1t we believed 1n the existence of
God, wo belleve in myatery.

‘With reapect to private intsrpretatior, the
Rev. gontleman farther said the bible did
pot contain all that our Lord eald or did;
that aithough it was the ipeplred wiltien
Word of God, it was a dead letter withous an
Infallivle Interprster, but that our Lord left
tbat interpreter with His Church lu tho
poreon of Peter and his eucoessors unto the
end of time,

He quoted from emInent solentlsts to show
that there was no reliance whatever to be
placed upon the theory that there were such
definite perloda of time asthe so-called stone,
bronzs and 1ron ages, and that certain rellos
of stone, bronze and lron Implements dis-
covered and supposed to have represented the
atate of human advancement and oivilizstion
.during those three different ages ware equaily
unreliable, and proved nothing whatever ag
to map's devalopment into his present state
from sn atom by evolution as claimed by
ngnostios, At any mate, before anything
oould be made out of the theory of man'g
evolution, the agnostic theorist would have
to prove where the atom evolved into man
cams from, and even thia he had not yet

done. .

FRANCE AND CHINA.

FRENCE VIOTORY—THR OUTPOSTS OF B8ONTAY DAP-
TURED—¥FREZH BASIS OF FEGOTIATIONS.

Horne Koxe, Dso. 20.—The French forces
have captured the principal cutpests of Son-
sy, embraolog five strongly fortified villages,
The enemy made a stabboro resistance. The
French loss was 200 men end 15 officers
killed and wound:d.

It Is reported
that 1,000 Ohinese were killed and wonnded
in the fight, which occurred on the 14th.

Quasgc, Deo 20.—A horrib.e murder,
whi.h ended in the suicide of the maur.
derer, occucred this evenlng In a houss of ili.
famo fn 8i. Helen gtreet, 8t. Bicks, kept by
Eagenle Brlllard. The facts are as foliows:
A month ago a young gicl, aged 19, named
Eillse Pare, srrived from Montrsal snd went
to reside at Kugenie Brillard’s, She had left
ber paramour, sald to be Joseph Malrooney,
in Montreal. Muirooney had on several og.
easions openly e€xpressed bls lntention of
mesrrying hev, The evening before last he ar-
rived in this oity and visited the house {n
question, rematoing a ehart time, He ro-
tarned yeste-day afternoon, and was In the
girl’s company till teatime, After tea she ro.
taroed to her room, where shbe lefi Mulroonsy
ngieep. A fow minutee after her entrance into
the rcom, one of theinmates, who was In the
doorway of the room opposite thst occupled
by the two, noticed Muiroorey point a pistol
at tee girl and Immediately heard the report.
8he also saw toe girl fall ard another shot
fired at the viclim. Maulrooney then pointed
the revolver towards the right side of his
head, and shot himself, and foll on the floor
over his vlotim, The aiarm was Imme=dlately
given by the inmate who bhad witnegsed the
gcene and Dr. Garnean seat for, Oa bisarrival
he found them both barely breatbiog, A piiest
was sent for, but both had explrod before
his arrival, The dootor, who Is also Deputy
Coronor, took poescsglon of the revolver
which bhe found {n Mulrooney’s band, locked
tbedoor of the room, and informed the police,
A constable wag immediately dispaiched te
the ecene, and took charge of the house.
The Oorcner and Colonel Voll, Oblet of
Police, were early on the gpot, and measures
waore taken to securec the attendance of the
witnesses at the Inquesi, which will take
place at No. 3 Police Biation, 8t. Bochs, at
9 o'olock to-morrow.

It 18 astd that Mulrooney has been for some
time barkeeper at the Blichelien Hotsl, Mont-
real. He had a grarrel last night with the
glil. Jaat before the shoottog sbe had bor.
rowed ten doliars from the keeper of the
house to glve to her paramoaur to pay bis way
back to montreal. It is alleged that the giri,
who was of most respeoctable parsntage, was
seduced In thls olty about thres years ago.
She had llved with Mulrooney in Chlcago
and Montres] almost ever sinse. She resided
in Montreal last week, returcing on SBunday
night to Qaebdo. Ths bodies lie on the floor
jast as they fell, and will not be disturbed un-
til the Inquest opsna to-morrow. The hends
of both are covared with blood. The aflair
has caured the greatest excitement {n town,
The Coroner, Dr, Bellean, ard the Orowa
prosecutor, Mr. Dunbar, Q.O., were {ncon-
sultation togethor for a lopg time to night.

1t bag been learned that Mulrconey has not
Leen for some time connected with the Biche-
lleu,

1t appears Row that the nnfortonate man,
Malrooney, left the employment of Mr,
Darocher, at the Bichellen Hotel, about eight
monthe ago. While In that plice he was
known to bs ansteady, but was much liked
for hia good fellowship. After leaving the
Richelleu it seema that he went to Chicsgo,
where he wa3 for about seven monthe, but
was unsuccessful.

transit, how [ it that Great Britaln has never
objaoted to car exclustve oontrol of the Pana-
ma Railroad ? Frelloghuysen also Bays that
Great Briisin has vlolated the tresty by ez-
tending and oconsolidating her Howpduras
settlement. In the convictlon, therefore,
that tho arguments herstofore presented by
the United Btates remain uvsheken, the Pca.
