French Protestaiimissionary, 24" of
July, at’Daidascus; (rom:which city-an editorial-
note informs us the writer sarrowly. and almost

miraculously escaped: with life when the massa-
cres eceurred a very few days efterwards. His
opinion is that the recent outrages and horrors
~inight easily bave been prevented had the Tark-
ish Government so willed it.  Drases. and Ma-
ronites alike are peasants, whom the least inter-
ventionieven of ‘a feeble Government would-suf--
fice to keep.in order, - If the Pashas ot Damas-
cus and Beyroit-bad:prevented.both parties from
purchasing arins and powder 1 those two cities,
if they had kept a couple of thousand ‘effective
troops in readiness to sepd into the mountain at
the first signal of alarm, these simple measure
would have sufficed to prevent serious collisions.
Some abuse and some blaws might bave been ex-
charged, but, barring those, peace would not
have been disturbed.  Such is tie opinton of the
missionary, who accuses - the- Turkish Govern-
ment of having long had agents actively employ-
ed in exciting Druse against Christian, and Chris-
tian against Druse, prowising assistance 1o the
weak and impumty to the strong. There is dis-
cord between some of the most trustworthy of
the aceounts that bave been received from Syria
and certain passages of this writer’s narrative,
which, nevertheless, possesses siromg interest
znd confaius some nolewarthy passages.
% During the whole winter,” says M. Jules
Ferretti, - ‘
5 Tue Druses were left free to provide them-
selves with armns and ammueition, and when the
Christiaus in their turn began to :ake their mea-
sures they were prevented going out of the towns
with their habitual arms, without which, at all
times, no prudent person would here think of
travelling or of going out for an airmg. The
Druses baving at Jast completed their prepara-
tions, the Government precipitately withdrew
all the ragular troops from Syriz, and left. Da-
mascus, the capual, a caty of 150,000 souls,
guarded - by less than 390 miserable soldiers.—
Tite war then broke out. The Consuls of France,
Eugland, Russia, and the other Powers bestirred
themeelves, met together, deliberated; made col-
lective and isolated representations to the Pasha
of Beyrout, and to the Viceroy of Damascus,
demanded securiftes for the hives and property of
their residents and of the Christian population,
whomw Hlu-suliman favaticism, excited by circum-
stanees, menaced with a general snassacee.  The
Pashus asoused the Consuls with delays 5 now
they affirmed that they were golog to take effi-
tuciuts Jneasures, then they pretended they could
de yothing—that they had neither troops nor
money 3 then, ngain, they replied that the Con-
suls  hud not comnod sense, and that a Pasha
would go mad 1" e were ebliged to recewve all
theiv visits and to read afl their missives. While
. the Consuls, disconcerted, hesitated, not knowirg
what to believe, and, perhaps, not agreed among
themeclves, the Turkish Govermment tranquilly
pursued tbe objects of 1ts policy, and stirred
the flames of war, be it by a treacherous neu-
trality, - be it vy a trexcherous intervention.—
European vessels arrived, however, at  Beyroul,
and made soine urgent detonstrations 3 but the
Uasting, who kunew well that the commanding
officers -acted under a grave responsibility. and
had not had tiwe to receive superior orders,
taughed in their beards at seeing them cast an-
chor, ernise ubout, set tieir steam up, &c., and
allowed the uissacres to continne. The great
seeret of Turkish policy has always been to beat
one party with the other, and, above all, to tem-
porize.  The Avuts, who have had time to study
the character of their oppressors, say proverb-
wlly that * the Saltan hunts gazelles on a lame
HERN .
‘The reault of tihe Pasha’s tactics soon became
manifest in friglnful carnage, and in whole dis-
tricts ravaged by fire.  The Christians surprised,
ill-urined, intimidated, or betrayed by the Turls,
beheld their stronghotds fall successively into the
power of the enemy. Every defeat was follow.
ed by pilluge, conflagration, and massacre. Ter-
ror-stricken, the whole population fled towards
Beyrout and Damascus.  Many were murdered
on the way. Soon those twa cities were throng-
od with wretched fugitives, whose wants the cha-
rity of the inhab:taots, largely exerted, had diffi-
culty in supplymg. LUhe streets were full of beg-
gars,  Une Constian of Damascus did their very
unmpst, and everywhere the fugiuves {found open
dnorg, clothes and food, and a cordial reception.
In aid of the private charity the Orthodox Greek
ciwreh datly dwtributed 6,000 loaves, besides
maney and other provisions, and the smaller sects
did hkewise according to their means. A eager
ear was Jeut to the uews brought in by fresh fu-
gitives or by messengers fram the mountain.
Tooy 1k of aets of sanguinary bravery, of rude
genernstey. o ul pure and sinple cruelty on the
part of the Druses, of treachery and baseness oa.
the part of the ‘Lurks, of miraculous escapes and
sometines of heroism on the part ot the Chris-
Lialis ;— .

“ The news of ‘each battle and siege was
awarted with anxiety and terror, and such news
uniformly disastrous, made the muititude shudder
lixe the trees of the forest at the approach of
the storwn.  Ranakir, Saida, Rasheya, Deir-el-
Kammar, Hasbeya, Zableh, everywhere rout,
carpage, complete ruin, Zalleh fell the last.
Zableh, the proud Zahleb, Lad, alas! well earned
s fate. [Religicus intolerance bad there estab-
lished its bead-quarters, For several years past
Zahleh bud withdrawn itself from the authority of
the Turkish Government, and had constituted it-
seif a theocratic Republic, under the direction
of the Jesunts,. The Roman Catholic religton
being the religion of the State, not only had . the
Protestant missionaries been several times: driv-
en away, even quite recently, in. the most brutal
wanner, but the Greeks themselves, who have
inhabited Zahieh, and held property there for
centuries, had been unable to rebwld their church
and re-establish their school. The orthodox
Archbishop, Monsignor Methodius, baving one
day gone to Zahlel to visit-his diocese, received
upon the following night the visit of the Pen-
tarehy (the five principal magistrates), who sun-

hit” be allowed to. leave “his
baggage and send for it the ‘next-day.: He was
obliged to:depart at -midnight; on foot, alone,and
with bis truik on  his back. -"Any.:Mussulman
traveller passing through Zahleli'three
had to alight, us*Christians had:to do'on enter-
ing Dawascis prior to the reiga-of . Ibrahim Pa-
sha. - After having beem for'sevéral years.: the

means to drag: dll-the Christians into-their - own
quarrel with the Druses.- - The-war:commnenced ;
but instead of lending assistance, as:they iere
able to bave done, to their fellow-believers "who
were menaced, they shut themselvesiup - within
their walls. At the moment wheg they -beheld
themselves: besieged by the Druses, the Maron-
ite army came to their relief; they reflused to

conquest to their General, Joseph Karim. ‘They
have not, however, ‘been of -those who have suf-
fered. They lost 700 men, but they killed 1,500
Druses. Their town was taken and burnt, but
they escaped witk their families and' valuables,
and rejoined the army of Karim, who hud been
so good as to wait for them at some distance.”
~ The inbabitants of Hasbeya were less fortu-
uate. The populatios of that town consisted of
% numerous Mussulman Emirs of the Schahab fa-
mily, sworn enemies of the Druses; of several
thousand nembers of the Greek Orthodox Church
of a considerable number of Maronites, and of a
Protestant comuiunity, cruelly persecuted by all
the other sects.” In the hourof danger, how-
ever, the Protestants made comnon casse with
the Emirs and their other fellow-towusmen. The
defence at first was stout, but it finally grew fee-
ble. The Turkish Colonel, Osinan Bey, guar-
anteed the lives of the Chrisuans, received them
into the fort, starved them there, disarmed them,
and then permitted the frightful massacre of
which you have read in a former letter. Chris-
tians and Emirs were pitilessly slanghtered. One
of the first victuns was the civil chief of the
Greek community, who had in his possession the
act of capitulation signed by Osman Bey. The
chiet of the Protestant community had a wonder-
ful escape. He made lus way into 4 small back
room crowded with Christiaus and Lmirs. When
the Druses came in to kill them he stripped off
his elcthes, smeared bimself with biood, and lay
upon the ground (eigmng death. The Druses
were deceived ; three or four other Chriwstians
whow they killed fell upoa him, and the better
concealed hun.  When night cune he got up,
put o8 a bloudy shirt and a pair of loose Arab
trousers which had been left on one of the slan,
made a bole in the wall, and escaped mto the
garden. Oun his way to the residence of Naifa
(sister of Said Bey, the general-in-chief of the
Druses), who had given shelter to a number of
Christians, bé found himself between two burn-
ing houses, aud, at 15 paces off, a party of Drus-
es. He did not hesitate, but rushed into the
flagies.  Fortunately they were then of no great
extent, and he reached the house ot refuge. A
few days later he arrived at Damascus, escorted
by a Druse, to whom he paid a large sum as ran-
<om.
« Soon afterwards Osman Bey, the colonel
who bad assisted at the massacre of Hasbeya,
himself reached Damascus with his troops. The
spoils of the vanquished and the ornaments of
the Christian women, which were sold publicly in
all the bazaars, composed the greater part of
their baggage. ‘The mitre and robe of the
Archbishop of Hasbeya had become the prize of
one of the officers, Mustafa Bey, whose tri-
umphal return was joyously celebrated by the
cries of gladness of his women, audible in all the
streets adjacent to his residence.

« 1t maost be remarked, howerer, that the con-
duct of Osman Bey bad not been to the taste of
all bis colleagues. The Government having pro-
posed to the Council of State to declare that he
and his soldiers had only done their duty, Rais
Pasha_advised the Divan not to pass such a. re-
solutinn without weighing its consequences. The
colonels of the garrison of Damascus abstained
from calling on O:man, and one of them, meet-
ing him on parade, sad to him,—¢It may be
that you are a man of honour, but your sward is
dishonoured.” Osmwan replied, ¢ No weight is
heavier to me than that of Tasbeya; but a sol-
dier’s first duty is obedience.””

If these last words. were really spoken, they
tend to confirin the statements that have bheen
made to the effect that the Syrian massacres
were connived ar, aud even encouraged, by high
TPurkish autborities. In fact, the conduct of
Osman Bey can lead to no other conclusion. He
bad troops and artillery, and might clearly have

 aided the Christians in heating off the aggres-

sors, instead of whick he disarmed and delivered
them up. T must allow mysell one more ex-
tract fromn the missionary’s iuteresting sketeh,
It s a curious passage, showing the strange
ideas that prevailed in Syria with respect to the
Indian mutiny and other recent events :-—

« After the massacres which had driven so
many unfortunates to Damascus, the Christian

poputation of this city felt itself more and more

mepaced. The tragedies of Marach, Aleppo,
and Jeddah were in every man’s memory. Itis
notorious to what extremities Mussulman fana-
ticism is capable of proceeding on the least ex-
citement. At the tune of the revolt of the Se-
poys very little was wanting for a general mas-
sacre of Europeans and Christians to take place
in Syria. . Certmn reports which were then
spread will give some idea of the curious manner
in which the Turkish population appreciates s
relations with Europe., Tt was said that the

Indian Mussulmans, -with a celerity worthy of

Arioste’s knights, had suddenly. passed the Brit-
ish frontier, sacked Londen, and driven-away the
Queen and ber Viziers, who, with the wreck of
their army, bad taken refuge at ‘Constantinople,
whence Russia solicited their extradition. The
Sultan hesitated to yield to the wishes of Russia,
on account of the alacrity with - which Queen
Victoria had sent an army and a ficet to the as-
sistance of her Suzerain at the time of the Cri-
mean war—a service which the Commander of
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scaurge of the other' sects, the Zahlists found'

Chliristian. ' Meanwhile the Jeddah affair occur-
red, and the momentary: impunity of the guilty"
mcreased Mussulinan -excitement <o such a-pomnt
that it was all up with the Chnstians of Damus-
‘cus if the news of the bombardment of Jeddah
by the Englisb had arrived one‘day later. That
news/produced a marvellovs effect. The Mus-
submians declared that England - was all-powerful
—that there was but England in the world—that
they tbemseives were English ; and their fana-
ticisin assumned, all of a sudden, the external ap-
pearance.of the most fraternal affection towards
all the Christians, and of the most obsequious
politeness towards all Evropeans and therr ser-
vants. Unfortusately, England has not kaown
how to preserve wnSyria the ascendancy which
the tardy and incomplete chastisement of Jeddah
sufficed to win for her. Instead of making her-
self respected m the East, she seems to take
paias there to assimilate herself to a secondary
Power. The instructions she. gave to her agents
seemed 1o be to thwart the Turkish Government
in nothing. The result was that English sub-
jeets.were exposed to vexations which the King
of Naples would not tolerate. Thus has Eng-
land destroyed in this couniry not only her own
influence, but also, up to a certain point, that of
-other civilized nntions . Jor the Easterns do not
make distinctions, snd 1 is impossible that one
European Power ~u: luse prestige in their eyvs
without the olher: suffering for it.  The general
impression of the Syrian Mussulmans is that the
Frank Princes, eufeebled or divided, intimidated
at the same time by the colossal power of the
Turkish empire, are incapable of really protect-
ing their own subjects, and stil} more incapable
of protecting the rayahs; sothatif s massacre
took place the Sultan would order the Pasha of
Beyrout to salute the French and English fags,
and no wmore would, be said about it.. The re-
sult is that we live from day to day, and from
hour to hour, in the expeciation of a frightful
drama which shall put an ead 1o the destinies of
Christianity n Syria, and which bistery will
know under the name of the ¢ Massacre of Da-

mascus.’ ”

LETTER FROM THE ARCHBISHOP
OF TUAM, ‘
TO THE KIGHT HUN. VISCOUNT PALMERSTON.
St. Jarlath's, Tuam, Vigil of the Peast of the )
Assumption of the ‘Blegsed Virgin, 1860,

My lLord—It appears that ihe lang-deferred
question of National Educatioa is'to occupy, i
a few days, he attention of Parhament. Why'
a question of such vast importance—in which
the friends -as well -as'the foes of the Catholic
religion are interested, calculated as it is to ex-
ert such influence for good or evil ou society at
large, has been adjourned to such-an unusually
protracted term of the session, there are strange
aud unfavorable conjectures. After the expo-
sure of all the evils of which it has been pro-
ductive by 2 Catbolic layman—ore so quahfied,
it seems, from long official conrexion, to pro-
nownce on its merits or demerits—and the re-
peated remonstrances of the Catholic Hierarchy-
against the continuance of those evils, it was ex-
pected that the Goverament would at length
strive to conciliate the Cathohc people by grant--
ing them the full bLenefits of a denominational
system of education. : .

Those Lopes, though not altogether extinguish-
ed, are somewhat abated by the tardy introduc-
tion of that question. To enter now on any
elaborate discussion of the measure would not
be more seasonable than the time chosen for 1ts
debate in the House of Commons. But the
briefest interval s sufficient to fulfil my duty in
guarding the government, through your lordship,
against erroneous impressions, by conveying ac-
curate information. Tt ds right, then, that your
lordship should know that none of our represent-
atives, whether Catholic or Protestant, are aa-
thorised to state that the system of education
would be satisfactory to the country, by restor-
ing it to the model .contemplated in the famous
letter of Lord Stacley.

That was a mere speculative model—a paper
plan—pleasing enough to some eyes that cared
pot to contemplate 1ts defects, or the fun-
damental changes which 1t was sure to undergo
from the craft of its future architect, and the
neghgence of the lookers on, and principally
from the lavish expenditure of money with which
the former would be enabled to change the en-
tire -style and destination of the edifice, and to
reconcile the latter to the slow, gradual, and im-
perceptible changes in which the orginal pro-
ject would bave entirely disappeared.” Fhis
sball ever be the difference between mere theory
and practice—this must ever be the result of
yoking incongruous things, of which nature in-
terdicts the barwonivus movement. The engi-
neer who calculates not the disturbing forces he
is to encounter, is but ill qualified to construct
public works of any remarkable permanence or
duration. And allow me te assure your fordship,
that the statesman who attempts to conduct
system ot literary, scientific and moral education
among conducting sectaries, after the impeach-
able project of Liord Stanley, must be prepared
for the same frustrate result; and after a eycle
not hall so long. as that which has passed since
‘the foundation of thus system; he will find inixed
education an incentive to religious strife, so far
from uniting adverse classes in mutual amity and
concord. :

If your lordship, then, wiskesto do justice to |
the Cathiolies, and promote peace amongst all,|
give all a system of education free, separate, and |
in accordance with the tenets of their respective |
churches..

This is not the time for attempting to sever
the strong and sacred conmrection: that has ever
existed between the: hierarchy-and. the people.—
Your lordship has expressed your fears of {oreign
invasion, and appealed 1o the country to supply
ihe necessary defences. . A people taught by any
zovernment to disregard the admonitions of their
bishops in the education of their children could
xot be supposed to. be the most docile to their
instructions when inculcating their eivil duties.
Do not, then, strive to break the sacred sceptre
with which the HierarcLy sway. the consciences
{ o.” their flocks, aund thén hope that it could be as
| vigorous “for good as-if its influence bad never
. beep impaired by such hostile interference.

It i3 in your power to quiet your fears, and to win
over an-attachment, which a continual sysiem of
penal and vroselytizing education must—itis human
gature—in u great degree have alienated. It is in
vain that you have the suppor: of the snme Catholic
members in refusing us separate education who bave
uniformly supported you in your foreign policy
against the venerated head of our Church. When
the bead is thus treated the members may not so
loudly complain, and the servants will ot repine if
doomed to share the afilictions of their masters.—
But ! feel it aduty to offer those cbiervations lest
you should 1magine that the support of men, whose
support of your ministry has been so disastrous to
the best interests of the Church, can justifv you in
witbholding longer the blessiugs of a Catholic edu-
cntion. Your lordship maey perceive that in this
brief communication I have shown no particular
confidence in the policy of ¢ither Whigs or Tories.
The flexible letter of Lord Stunley became, in the
hands of the Whigs, 4 most conveulent instrument
for developing their <eadly hostility 1o 1he freedom
of the Catholic religion. By a series of voncessiona
to Protestant prejudices, and a total diaregard of the
Catholic-body,- they-have succeeded in drating over
all ranks of Dissenters, aud even the Protestant pre-
lacy, that had hitherte stood aloof, to its support.
Hence, as it is so decidedly hostile, and sustained by’
so formidable an alliance of bigotry and power, I
feel, for one, that there can be no safety for the little
ones'of .our flock, but to continue to raise, as- the
pastors of the Catholic Church bave ever done, our
warning voice against this unhallowed combination.
The time is come to remind our represeotatives of

Tho Wexford People says:—We regret (o state
that the weather has been Irtterly very unfavorable.
On Sunday, the 12th ult, there wag heavy rain, and
sioce then a good deal has fallen at intervals. There
is a quantity of corn lodged through the county
which is not likely to rise again. The harvest wiil
be Jate, and the produce not so good aa might have
been expected A few weeks ago.  The patato crop is
& decided failure this year. ’

The potato crop in Douegal never was better at
any time than it is this year, and there is no sign of
the disense there. ’

‘The Corke Examiner reports the total destruction
by fire, on the 14th ult, of the woollen fuctory of
Mr. Alexander Nicholle, at Sallybrovk, Glanmire,
Cork, By this nufortunate circumstances fty work-
people, on whom 200 persons depended for support,
are thrown out of employment: Mis. Nicliolls was
not insured, and has thus lost almost the entire
fruits of u long life of industry.

Disasraovs Troops 1y tur Seurit —The mains
and storms of the last week have done mcaleulable
damnge in the southern districts, espucinily in the
country bordering the river Shaunen, which has
orerflowed al several pointe, destroying the crops
along its banks. Ir North Tipperary the storm of
Wednesday uppears to have raged with femrful vio-
leee. The Newsgh Guerdiun” says :—' The sum-
mer bas been unususlly inclement all through, but it
rewained for Wedneaday night 1o ¢ cap the climnx' of
severity. On ihat night the wind blew with almoat
the force of a 5torm, and the rain b the same time
feil in torrents. The tempest lasted with unabated
fury throughout the night. Next morning the wind
moderated, but the rain continned the entire day
witnout the slightest intermission. The result has
been very seriousto the erops; it could not be
otherwise at this time of year. In every direction
the corn1s beaten flut to ihe enrth, and potatoes,
turaips, and other green crops are slso greatly in-
jured. In many places, iudeed, the damage is still
rmore severe—it is irreparable. Al low districts
along the margins of rivers are converted into ex-
tonsive lakes, und Lave buried everptbing under-
seath to the depth of several feet, and it is needless
to say that where this has heen the case the under-
lying crops are irremediably injured.” A letter from
Templemore, published in the same paper, thus
describes the uffects of the storm in that quarter:—
“Notin the memory of the oldest inhabitant bas
there been such rain as we experienced here on Wed-
nesday oight and yesterday, and the result, 1 nm
gorry 10 say, i3 very disastrous in ;more respects than
one. The amount of injury dowe o the crops isin-
colculable; but other lossvs have nlsu been pus-
teined here. The rivers are everywhere overflowing
their banke. The flood in the river that passes
through Templemore was 89 great, even at an eacly
bour yesterday, and was still so rapidly rising, that
apprehensions were entertained that it would ex-
tend to the town. These fenrs were subsequently
proved tn b2 too well grounded, ns at 4 o'clock the
water began to enter the strects, and momentarily
the volume inereased so much that soon .the place
was sndmerged in same parts to the depth of fully
tfour feet. The destruction of property, particularly
auything perishable from contact with this element,
i3 uot enzy to estimate; but serious ns are the con-
sequences in this respect, it remains to me to record
a §till more Jamentable result of 1le inundation—
pamely, the Joss of life, Frum the first approach of
the fiood, the police, who on tie acenaion of every
calemity are abways foremost i, the post of difficnlty
and danger, were exerting themselves to the utmost
to save life and property. Among the men soen-
gaged in rendering assistance to the suffurers was »
brave young fellow named Bugene Sullivan, a na-
tive ol the county Kerry, whose life, | regret to say,
‘bus been sacrificed 10 his fmperansity in the dis-
charge of this praiseworthy duty, The perticnlars
of the sad easualty T have not yet been able to learn,
but they will, doubtless, be disclosed at the inquest,
as the body of tie ill-fated young man Lns been diz-
covered.

Tuesday was also fine but cloudy
nnd oo rain fell in the earlier part of Wednesday,
but anything to equal the rain and storm of that
. evening and night should be experienced to be fully
understood. About 3 o'clock the wind went round to
S.8.E., and rain descended in torrents widhout ceas-
ing for a moment up to 4 o'clock on Thursézy moru-
ing.  The mischief done by that night's rain cannot
he estimated aed unfortunately, from all we can fearn
it was geeeral. Thursday beavy showers feil in the
forenoon, and & few glimpses of sunshine appenred
in the evening, as it were, to herald another wet
night. Hopes were foterteined ihat the new moon
of yesterdny moring would bring fine weather with it
but in thiz we were also destined to be disappointed

ag the weatlier looked as unsettled yesterdoy as at-

any time within the past thrce months. The wind,
trae to its old wet point, 8.5, blew frash throughont
the entire of Thursday night, and a hesvy chepping
sen was runping outside. During the entire of yes-
terday heavy showers fell, und the ntmosph'ere waB
-very cold for the season of the year, Nothing .bl.lt
warm sunny weather can restore the crops, and it i3
rost devoutly 10 be hoped for that we ure not fur
from :he termination of this excessively wet scuson.
Heavy rain, accommpanied by violent squalls from
'8.W., coutinued during last night, and at daybreak
ihere was no indication of a change for the better.”
From the country, north and south, the reporis are
no less disbeartening.

Mn. Rocove: asp Me. Lover at Ganway,—The
Galway Vindicator of Saturdny says:—'1t having
been generally knowa thsi Mr. Lever and Mr. Rae-
buck wounld arrive in Galway this day at 4 o'clock,
preparations were made by the trades 1o give them a
suitable receprion.

With this sentiment the Eramwer las no
sympathy :—* In their resentment ngainst England
many would desire to see this country actually in-
vaded by France. We trust we may never see so evil
a day. We love and admire the French people, but
wo do not reverence their laws, and we bave no faith
in their ruler. While they are reaping glory in for-
eign fields they are burren of liberty at home. That
fatal glory has done to their great nation a mischief
almost irreparable. During the life of Napoleon
they paid for hiz spendid earcer by the blood of u
million of France's best men ; now that he has pass-
ed nway they are expiating it by bemng subject 1o a
most absolute despotism. The most intelligent and
best cdncated people of the civilized world searcely
dare brestbe a word in reference to the pohitics of
their own country. The greatest Catbolic nation
Bas been made the instrument of disturbing the secu-
rity of the Pope and opening bis dominions to the
graap of the plunderer.

in this great and immortal city. * I saw the Pope the
first Sunday I was here.  He passed by in his car-
rizge, with A grand guard, all nobleg, followed by
Cardinals. He saw us standing in the strests—there
were two along with me; swhen we saluted Lim he
put out his hand and gave us hia blessing. I have
seen the stairs our Saviour was brought up by Pilate
to be shown to the people. You must go up those
stairs on your knees, a prayer at every step; there
are 24 steps altogether. You have a great reward
for doing this; you canuot go up nnless cn your
lknees. Not ten yards from where I am now js the
spot where St. Laurence was roasted on a gridiron ;
there is & chapel alongside of it, and a ounnery alao.
Yesterday n priest from the Irish College brought me
to the festival of St. Jebn and St. Panl, martyrs, in
the chapel of 1he Passionists; he there showed me
the exact spat where these martyrs suffered ; it was
beautifully covered with flowers, a few of which 1
send you ; I 1ook them off the spot myself; ha then
showed me where the bodies were incased in a mar-
ble boex or coflin unier the altar—any one could see
them. [ have been in the Colosseum, wlueh was
built Liefore Churist; it was used for putting Cluris-
tians to death by wild beasts under the Roman Em-
peror Nero. I have also secen the cheaing that baund
St. Peter when he was cn this earth; they are anly
seen once A year by the peonle; T had the part that
bound round his leg around my wveck, which was a
great favor o have, or even to kiss it. I hare heen
in §t. Peter's, that great and mighty chuech where
the Pope officiutes. There are 4,000 columns ont-
side it, nnd each column i3 as large as the ones uu-
der the Post-office in Dnblin. On Friday, the 29th
of June, the Feast of St. Peter and Paul, 1 went to
the Church of St, Peter's; heard mass—the Pape
celebrated Mass. It was one of the most magnifi-
cent sights I ever bebeld. Ie was surrounded by
enrdinala, bishops, priests, and guards of konour. He
iaz one regiment of noble guards; theze are com-
posed of all young noblemen nnd princes; also be
hns a guard of the most respectable young men in
the city, all splendidly dressed. Twenty-four of the
Irizh Brigade formed part also of his guard,—[ bad
the honour of being one of the number ; afier Mass
he gave us hizs benediction nnd blessing; he then
waa carried by eight men ca a raised chair, splendid-
Iy decorated with gold,—ecnrdiuals, bishops, priests,
guards of honour, and we had the honour of being
his body guard, He is the identical picture of his
likeness you see in Sackville-street; n fine old man
with & splendid voice,—~you can hear him all over
the chapel. A few days before thia 1 was along with
two others, walking in one of the Cardinal's palaces
adjoining a chapel, where we met his Holiness. One
of his cardinals, who was in attendance on him, in-
troduced us to His Holiness; he was delighted to
see us. e cannot speak English, but we could un-
derstand him when he said to us,—! Brave Iroland-
ers;’ he gnve us his blessing, we kneeling at the time
and gave cach of us his ring to kiss, and he has
protized to give each of us a medal to wear on our
breasts. St Peter's Chureh I could not rightly de-
gcribe to you, it is such & magnificent place ; behind
the grand aliar is the chair St. Peter sat in —no
Pape has ever gat in it yet; they have chairs of their
own. There i3 a statue of St. Peter in the centre of
the chapel made of silver and other metals, There
are altars in abundance on every side of you in the
cbapel. The whole of the outside of St, Péter's
Church was illuminated these laat two nights with
7,000 lamps—it was very grand, Yesterday I was
taken to & small chapel ; underneath it i3 the cell in
which St. Peter and St. Paul were confined in pri-
son ; there s a small well in it also. This well was
formed when St. Peter was in prison, by his casting
a stick on the ground, wheu he was about baptizing
one of his gaolers; it i3 only open once a year ; there
ia no flow from this well, and yet, no matter what
quantity of water you take out of it, itis still the
same. The water ig very cold; a greatmany visit
it for the purpose of devotion, and drink the water.
1t is illuminated with oil lamps, and there are two
young men stationed aft this well, with silver cups,
giving the people drinks according asthey come
dosrn.”

Tos Asa1zes Ix EnGLaXD AND IRELAND. — Faects
must be exceedingly strong, and evidences most un-
deniable, when if they are in favor of Ireland and
the Irish, they force themselves so Irresistibly on
tbat vilifier of' both, the Times, as to compel it in
spite of itself to do them some justice. The present
Assgizes in England present a contrast so lamentable
when compared with those which have just ter-
minated =0 favorably in Treland, that the habitual
libeller of our people is constrnined, however much
against his will, to point to the latter as models
worthy of emulation, even by the moral and imma-
culate denizens of Britain. Start not, gentle reader,
rt the name of the witness when you read his evi-
dence—since he has rarely, if ever, borne such faith-
ful testimony before. It is thus the Saxon T'mes for
once speaks of the Celtic race:—

¢t The assizes now nearly over throughout Ireland
are remarkable for the very considerable diminution
of crime. In the county of Antrim one of the larg-
estin Ireland, there were ouly three custody cases.
Mr. Justice Fitzgerald very properly called attention
to the Party Processions Act and urged the Grand
Jury to unite vigorously with the anthorities in put-
ting down hese processions—provocative as they
neatly always are of party riots. But the exception-
sl nature of these crimes—arising from old party
feuds not yet quite dead—is shown very clearly by
the state of the calendar laid before the Court. The
other counties of Treland skow gratifying results
similar in kind. In Armsgb, disgraced t(he other
day by tbe Lurgun riots, the calendar—not ioclud-
ing, of course, these very recent offences—was so
lipht as to simply give the judge the pleasant task
of congratulating the Grand Jury. In Monagban,
another Northern county, Judge Ball bed to an-
nounce to the Grand Jury that ¢ There were but two
prisoners, and those for petty larcenies.” At the
Roscommon Assizes there were only seven for trial
and the heaviest of these was a case of manslaughter
arising out of a drunken fray ; the whole of the cases
were disposed of in bnlf-a-day. Io Clare Judge
Hayes announced only four prisovers for trial, and
only one serious case among them. In Meath the
Lord Chief Justice zaid, ‘ihe calendar is perfectly
free from mgrarian crime.’ In Limerick, Baron Fitz-
gerald, addressing the county Grand Jury, said, “* It
18 very gratifying to find that in such an extensive
county there are only seven cases for trial, aud only
one of magnitude.” At the City of Limerick As-
sizes thers was no criminal business, and Judge
Hayes received a present of ¢ white gloves' from the
High Sheriff. At Wexford Mr. Justice O'Brien bad a
light task ; he bad ‘only a few words' to address to
the Grand Jury, and though the two only cases were
both technically manslanghter, one was in fact more
like o police case of furious driving. Mr. Justice
Keogh told the King's Oounty Grand Jury that ¢no
crime had been committed since the last assizes,’
and there were but four bills sent up, old cases re-
maining over. Iln Westmeath the game Judge aguin
congratulated & grand jury, and declared that *that
there never was so little agrarian ocutrage in tle
county.’ In the extensive county of Down Judge
Ball found that * substantinlly the cases on the e¢al-
endar were reduced to three’ In Wicklow the Lord
Chief Baron said, * The calendar is very light, and
thero are only two cases, neither of which will take
much time.! In Leitrim, Mr. Sergeant Howley told
the Grand Jury that there were only twa cases, the
most important of which was the charge of malici-

ously killing n goant,! and the learned sergean:

make the following extract :— . Now I will give you |-
& fescriplion of what I have scen since I came here |

added; ‘T am boundig;;coh'grntdlaté your'on the vvery

.peaceful.atate of your county, :which is a credit to
Jou, gentlemen.’ . ‘We might add to tkese extracts,

"bat we have given.enough.  This toujours perdriz
of congratulations may tire ouf renders, but it
¢ pointa"the moral that the gread body.of the Irish peo-
ple is.enguged in peaceful industry.’” -

.And whon,. may we ask, were the great body of
the Irish otherwise engaged than in’ peaceful indua-
trr? Never, save when employment could oot be
had, or when they were driven by their heartless
laudlords from the scenes of their life-long labours.
But the Times can never wholly overcome its inve-
terate Liabit of traducing our people, consequently
it closes its account of the absease of crime in
Ireland with the often repeated and as often re-
futed charge that the Irish people are indolent and
unwilling 1o engage in peaceful indastry, that is, to
enrn their bread in the sweat of their brow. A wore
alacderous assertiun was never uttered, as is attested
by their unrenitting exertions to earn an honest sub-
sistence, and scquire n respectable position where-
ver they are.  But the ¢ conclusion” of the Times is,
from beginuing to eud, both “*lame and impotent.?
The moral which this state of things ¢ points” lies,
Girst, in the innnie morality of the people ; secondly,
in the fact that persecution and injustice have been
stripped of half their power, and nre more nshamed,
in many instances, to exercise the other half than
they were wont to be in times not long past. It is
true the serpent still raises its venemous bead toa
frequently, and works quite as much mischief ag of
yore, but he more frequently glibes away again, dis-
couraged, disheartened, and crest-fallen, save when,
overflowing with bile and bigotry, he vecowmes fierce
and {rantic, uncontrolable and bloodthirsty ns ever.
What would the siate of arime in Englana be, if the
peaple were subjected to such provocations 1o riot
and disorder, when without any incentive, save their
owa proneness to vice, crime, and depravity, the pri-
sons are crowded with malefactors of every kind, and
the judges of the land hold an alimmost incessant
“ bloody assizes.” Take, for instance, 1he following
brief summary of the most recent atrocities commit-
ted in Britain. There are the iwo Frome murders,
the perpetrators of which have, up to this, been un-
discovered. Next, we have the boy Chazeellor, who,
though affiicted with disease of the brain, was beat-
en to death because ke could not solve some question
in arithmetic. The individual who committed this
barbarity stood in such high repute as a teacher and
traiper that he was paid £130 & year for his pupils,
A still more revolting act of [nhumanity was perpe-
trated in {he case of another victim, a little girl in
Southwark, whose schoolmistress placed her unnder
the kitchen maid to be her drudge, and gave her
none but the most disgusting and inedible food, her
father leaviog her entirely to the tender mercies of
this mouster because the hapless creature had a step-
mother. At Dudley, in Staffordshire, an idiot child,
eleven years old, underwent n process of gradunl
starvation, ending in death, for the space of three
years. It will scarcely be believed that the sordid
wretchea who thus murdered a fellow-being were his
father and mother, who regularly tied him by the
leg with a rope, fastened to a staple in the wall.—-
Whenever the parents were absent, o good Samari-
tan womnn was in the habit of getting the poor
maniac out of the window and feeding him, for
which acts of charity the brutal parents abused her.
One night the boy's cries awoke *'»m, when the
mother 8aid to the father, “ Get up, .o is ill." What
waz the father's reply to this appeal? ¢ Lio still,
let him die/ And ns an inevitable result of such
barbaroua treatment, the famished idiot did die.—
After death he weighed po more than 20lba., his
stomach was empty, he was a mere skeleton without
& particle of flesh on his frame, and his knees and
elbows had forced themselves thro' the skin. Young-
mauo i8 the next on our harrowing list. In ome fell
swoop he prematurely sent to their long aceount the
confiding girl for whom he pretended affection, his ma-
ther and his two brothers By way of palliating his
beinons crimes, this miscreant renders it doubly atro-
cious by asserting that his mother murdered her two
children and the girl, and that he killed her to save
hig own life! On Sunday last a girl ounly cleven
years old, but sufficientiy - lost to virtue to be twice
her age, was found murdered, and her pockets cvi-
deatly plundered of their contents by the hands of
the murderer. She liad been scen daring the night
with some soldiers, by whom she had to all appear-
ance been maltreated, and evidently murdered. Such
is a brief sammary, a very emall fractior, of the
crimes tnat have been perpetrated within a few
weeks by the industrions, religions, and Seripture-
reading people of reformed and moral Eogland.—
Dublin Telegraph.

ActiviTy IN TnE Docryarps.—The present as-
pect of politics on the Contivent i3 viewed with

Recruiting for Garabaldi continues to be openly
carried ou in London, notwithstanding the injunetion
of the elderly idiotic Punck that it should be con-
ducted secretly. We are informed that a well-known
individual whose name became notoriously promi-
nent in convection with the abstraction of the Iouian
Degpatches some time ago, is now organizing an
Euglish brigande. Meanwhile a great meeting in'sup-
port of Garibaldi has been held in the City of Liondon,
It is worthy of note that one of the speakers declared
that if they were breaking tbe law in aiding revolu-
tion, they did goin very good company, for although
the Premiere and the Chancellor of the Exchequer
had not openly subscribed themseives, both Lady
Palmerston and Mrs, Gladstone had, which amounted
to nearly the ssme thing.— IWeekly Regisior.

An attempt has been made by Mr. Crawshay, the
Aayorof Gateshead, to enforce the Foreign Enlist-
ment Act against the publisher and editor of the
Newcastle Chronicle. That journal has published
certain articles favourable to Garibaldi's -agent,
“ Caplain Styles,” whose object is to organise an
English battalion for service under Garibaldi. Mr.
Crawshay appeared before tho Neweastlo Magistrates
on Monday, for the purpose of preferring his - charge
and stating the grounds upon which it is based. The
magistrates refused to grant the warrant for which
Mr. Crawsbay had applied ; and in giving their de-
cizion they held that the act of enlisting had not
been committed ; that there had been no personal
contract between the Chronicle nnd the individuals
attemmpted to be wrought upon; and lastly, that the
articles complained of amounted to an historical
statement of Captain Style's proceedings. Mr.
Crawsbay then informed the magistrntes that he
should carry the case into the Qourt of Queen’s
Bench, and apply for a mandamus against them for
tefusing to grant o warrant,

['roTesTaxT PrEFERMENTS.—fpropos of recent do-
ings of the Protestant Ecclesiastical Commissioners,
the Suturduy Revicw says :(— A very curious fea-
ture which this controversy has brought prominent-
ly before the recullection of tbe publie consists in
the extrnordinary rensons which are hield 1o justify
an ceclesiastical appointment.  Qae man is appoint-
ed beeause Lie is poor, another beeause he is rich, n
third because he is miserable, and o fourth becsuse
he is happy. Nobody scems to thiak that merit of
any kind, or even distinetion of any kind, are at all
necessary iugredients in  the qualifieation for ad-
vancement. Anybody who knows much of the dis-
posal of ecclesiastical patronage, either by nrivate
patrons or by official persons, knows that there are
twg principal claims on which a clericul candidate
generally bases his petition. The petitioner is pretty
sure to state as bis ground for soliciting n curo of
souls, cither that he is iz love and wishes to marry,
or that he is married and that the result of the
operntion i3 a family of patrinrehal amplitude. Botl
of these circumatauces he appears to regard asa
visitation from ITeaven, wholly unconnected with
nny ngency of kis own, under which all good Christ-
inns are bound to pity and snccour him. It rarely
Seems to occur to the clergrman who begs, or to the
patron who gives, or to the public who criticise the
transaction, that the remedy for these little mishaps
ought to be left to the parties with whom they occur
and that the only walid claim to a cure of souls is an
ability to esre for sonls. But the grounds on which
the Ligher dignities are bustowed are, if possible,
8till more eccentric. Ecclesiastical prometion is, in
their case, considered not only as s endean 10 those
about to mary, or an indemnification for the cares
of superabundant paternity, but it is now a solace to
the afilicted, and a ficld of display to the rich. A
sbort time ago we had n bishop appointed to rule
over an important city, on the ground that the scar-
let fever bad prevailed in his family. And then, to
crown all, we have the appointment of the Dean of
Yark, whose solitary claim appenrs to bave been
that he was so rich already, that £1,000 a yeur plus
whatever he might astutely wheedle out of the [e-
clesiastical Commission, might perbaps enable bim
to muintuin the traditional hospitality of the Deanery
of York, When he was first nominated, the social
burdens of the office were distinetly put forward as
the reason whieh made s rich dean a matter of ne-
cessity ; and the Ecclesiastical Commissioners seem
to have been of opinion that even a rich dean was
over-weighted by them. The county of York ean
only be maintained in its avcient orthodoxy by con-
stant applications of venison and champagne ; and
this savoury kind of evangelisation iz the duty of the
Dean. Itis a very old method of securing aliegiance
e make no question that the Church no less than
the Empire, will find her account in offering panen
¢t circenses to ber votaries—deanery dinners and mis-
siopary meetings, We will not quarrel with this
practical and culinary propagsation of the Gospel.—
We dn not doubt that every Yorkshire squire who
hag tried the quality of the deanery port returng to
his pillow. s more attached, ns well as u more cheer-
ful, son of the Church. Ouly we wonder how long
the Eccleaiasticn] Commissioners think that these
jovial miniatrations are likely to endure. Spiritually
speaking, £1,200 a-year jodiciously expeaded in
dinners may be a better investment of money in the
way of saving souls than the eight working clergy
whom such n sum would snpport. We do not donbt
that these entertainments are merely revivals in dis-
guise, and that the deanery dining-room is the scenc
of many an interesting conversion. Somec are affect-
ed even tc tears the moment they taste the soup;
others feel o conviction of sin in the Grst course;
with some & sense of their awfu] state is not borne
in upon them till they have drunk well of cham-
pagaoe; but none except the most hardened sinners,
hold ont as far as cheese. It is, no doult, a very
difficult task to touch the heart of the British squire;
and the Ecclesiastical Commissioners may oe right
in thinking they can only get at it through his
stomach. But do they imngine that the rest of the
nuton, who have not studied the human digestion,
and do not know how peanitence can he stimulated
by = good dinner, will long consent to the continu-
ance of this espensive, though pleasant, variety of
sermon? Do they think that the cathedrals hare
much chance of lasting, if it is once mnde clear that
they are ingtitutions cstablished for the purpose of
giving good dinners ad mujorem Dei gloriam ? There
are purposes to which deaneries and canonries might
be put, even if their ‘sacial position' should he
wholly sacrificed. They may endure, if they are
made the refuge and encouragement of the learning
whbich the Church of England just now so sadly
needs {o cultivate. No one can tax them as sine-
cures if they are given as the rewards of a life spent
in the studies by which religion is strengthened and
defended, or the means by which suel studies can
be carried on.  They may be wade to do great ser-
vice by filling up o most crying need.  But if they
are merely to furnish a pleasant rendezvous for pro-
vincial society, or a soft shelf for the famiiy of a
party chief, they will assnredly and degervedly dis-

appear.”

Those who did not take sides
with the course pursued by the Orangemen, were at-
tacked with violert language. One of the Order, in
particular, opened out upon the Nuns of Lower Oa-
pada in ibe most indecent and beastly terms, in the
presepce, too, of o number of ladies. A Catholic
cabdriver present, protested, and was at ence turned
off from the platform by the Orange policemen. This
is just & specimen of the pulse now beaung in that
neighborhood.— Quebec Chronicle.

CosounG.—The Prince arrived off Cobhourg
about 3 o’clock mn the evening, und was heartily
and respectfully greeted by the people, who had
allowed no party demounstrations of any kind in
their midst. At 10 p.m. His Royal Highness
landed, and escorted by 2 large body of citizens,
was conducted to the City Hull which was bril-
liantly illuminated in bonor of the occasion. The
usual Inyal Addresses having been presented by
the Civic Authorities and National Societies,
aud.graciously responded to by His Royal High-
ness, the Prince proceceded to the Ball Room
which had been prepared for his reception, and
with bis usual spirit participated in the amuse-
ments of Lhe evening.  The conduct of the peo-
ple of Cobourg stands out in bright contrast to
that of the Kingstonuans, and people of Belle-
ville,

From Cobourg the Prince started by rail on
Friday morning for Port Hope, where he arriv-
ed in the course of the afternoon of the same
day. He traversed Lake Rice in a small steam-
boat, and received an Address from the Mis-
sissaga tribe of Indians. From thence he pro-
ceeded to Peterboro’ where he was well receiv-
ed, and was presented with loyal Addresses from
the City and County Councils. The Lumberers
of the district had prepared a rough board arch,
on the crest of which stood a husndred of their
members clad in red shirts shouling an enthusias-
tic welcome to the Prince. At this strange
spectacle some of the horses tock flight, and a
little confusion occurred ; &+ amusing tncidest
is recorded. Some very - nthusiastic person
moviog by the side of 1he Prince’s carriage, put
out bis bard, which Iis Royal Highness good
naturedly accepted, and shook heartily. The
man delighted, teld his comrades, who all rushed
forward for a similar honor. 'The ladies are
described as baving been most enthusiastic in
their loyal demonstrations.

At Port Hope the Prince was well received.
There was a fine procession, a lunch, loyal Ad-
dresses, and every thing seems to liave been
wost creditably arranged. Here the Prince em-
barked once more on the steamer Kingston, and
oved onwards towards Toronto.

At Toronto, after wauy long and earnest con-
sultations, the Orangemen surrendered at discre-
tion ; consoling themselves however for tleir
falure in obtaining a recognition from the Prince
by the following ludicrous compromise. Before
the Prince’s arrival they turned oui, decked 1n
all their tom-foolery, and had a procession by
themselves ; after which, strippmg themselves of
therr regalia and emblems, they proceeded to the
spot where His Royal Highness was to land, ar-
rayed like good and sober citizens. Ogle Gowan,
the bero of the late “ Bestiality Case” at Tor-
onto, was a prominent figure in the procession.

The oficial reception of the Prmce at Toronto
was grand, and the procession which accompani-
ed him from the landing place to the Govern-
ent Honse was most jmposing, It was dark
however on Friday evening before the whole
body had passed, and some of its effect was
thereby impaned.

More OranNce INsuLTs. — On Saturday
fresh troubles with the Orangemen broke out.—
It seems that they had entrapped the Prince into
passing under an arch with party emblems dis-
played, though they had engaged themselves to
abstain from all such demonstrations, and al-
though the Mayor of Toronto lad positively as-
sured the Duke of Newcastle that all party em-
blems and decorations had been remnoved. His
Royal Highness was, 1t is said, the first to notice,
and call attention to this renewed iosult ; and in
consequence the Duke of Newcastle wrote to
the Mayor on the subject, reproaching him with
his duplicity, and complaining that the Royal
party Lad been entrapped into entering the City
by false representations. The Mayor endeav-
oured to palliate the duplicity of which either he
and his colleagues, or some of the leading
Orangemen, bad been guilty, but apparently at
first in vain; for we learn from the Toronto
Colonist that when ¢ the Mayor and Corpora-
tion attended at Govermnent House on Saturday
morning for the purpose of being presented to His
Royal Highness, they were informed through some
members of the Staff, that this could not take
Mace, and they were consequently obliged to re-
tire.” That the Mayor was guilty of wilful

Station-house, and, donniog their gowns and their
eaches, marched off jnto town, headed by the fife and

‘| in-exténuation of 'the Mayor

action ; only it seems some communications pass-
ed betwixt the Duke of Néwcastle-and the May-
or-on the subject, and that ultimately his Grace
consented to receire the latter’s apology, and to
express a desire that -the eveats which bad pro-
duced it might be buried in oblivion. At all
events the Mayor and Ius colleagues were refus-
ed admittarce to the great Levee held on Satur-
day, at which about 2,000 loyal citizens were
presented. In the evening the Prince was en-
rolled a member of the Law Society of Upper
Cagada, and attended a ball.

Sunday, the 9th, the Prince and the noblemen
of his suite were again outrageously insulted by
the Upper Canadian Orangemen, under the
Grand Mastership of John Hillyard Caimeron—a
Crown Law Official, whose chief business seems
to be to set law and order at defiance, o insult
his Prince, and to approve himsell the very good
friend and brother of Orangemes when charged
with beastly offences—as e.g., in the case of the
notorious Ogle Gowan. Whether he actually
instigated the outrages which we are about to re-
late —which is most probable, though of course
he will deny having done so—or whether he was
a mere passive spectator unable to restrain the
ruffians whose Grand Master he is, is of little con-
sequence. Of two things one—either he could
coutrol his Orangemen, or he could not; if he
could, but would not, it is a disgrace 1o the Pro-
vince (hat he should be allowed to retain s offi-
cial appointment : if he would but could not, it
is s duty to renounce his connection witha So-
civty of which he is the head, for all whose acts
he is morally responsible, but swhich he is unable
to restrain from insulting the Prince, and the
Prince’s official attendants. What we say with
respect to Cameron, the Orangeman, is equally
applicable to Attorney-General J. A. Macdon-
ald, the Orangeman. DBut to come to details.

On Sunday, His Royal Higlness attended
divine service as usual w the Anghcan Cathe-
dral, avoidieg however the Orange Arch on
King street.  Upon this, by way of showing
their respect for the altar, and the throne, their
religion and loyalty, ther regard for God and
their regard for the Queen, the Orangemen em-
ployed the hours of divine worship 1n decorating
the arch with all the offensive banners of all the
Orange Lodges in Toronto, with the avowed de-
sign of ¢ taking  the horses out of the carriuge,
and dragging the Prince and the Duke of New-
castle beneath tle offensive structure.”—[ We
copy froi the report in the Protestant press.]
Fortunately however the ruffians’ hiearts failed
them, and tins last act of outrage upon the re-
spect due to a guest, to the son of their Queen,
and the sanctity of the Lord’s Day, was ahan-
doned. A great crowd however of Oraage ruf-
fians - the leaders like J. FL. Cameron, Ogle
Gowan, Attorney-General Macdonald, prudently
keeping thewselves out of sight during these pro-
ceedings—gathered round the church door by
which it was expected the Prince would pass.—
A row occurred, and several arrests were made,
the Prince, according to one report in the Bont-
real Witness, being obliged to make his escape

by a side door, after a passage bad been refused

to bis private carriage. Finally bowever His
R. H. reached his quarters at Government House
in safety, and without baving been compelled to
submit to the indignity reserved for bim by
the Zoyal and Christian Orangemen of Upper
Canada. Tn the afternoon, the Prince did not
stir out ; but the Duke of Newcastle, and other
gentlemen of the Prince’s suite, who were recog-
nised on the streets between six and seven o’clock
were insulted, hissed and driven back to the
house. ¢ 'The street,” says the Globe, ¢ rapidly
filled with people, and the noblemen and gentle-
men retraced their steps, when the crowd began
to give utterance to yells, groans and hisses,
mingled with cheers,”—[This, be it remember-
ed, was on Sunday, a day for whose sanctifica-
tion Protestants profess such ardent zeul.]—
Luckily, however, before the Orange rabble
could proceed to extremities, a body of Dolice
came to the rescue, headed by Constable Crow.
These formed an escort to the Duke and his
companions: but stil as we learn from the Globe,
« some parties were pushing forward and yelling
at a fearful rate,”” and were enly restrained hy
the firmness of the Police, whose bebaviour
seems 10 have been excellent. Tinally the gate-
way leading to Government House was reached
in safety, and the foyal Orangemen, balked of
their prey, bad to retire yelling like fiends, their
thirst for blood still unslaked. Thus closed the
Prince’s Sunday in Toronto, the capital of West-
ern Canada j and surely His Royal IHighness bad
good cause to contrast it with the Sundays pass-
ed by him amongst the “inferior race” of the
Lower Province.

P.M., and was well reeeived, but still the wet
weather detracted much from the pleasure of the
occasion.

MORE CONV NT BURNING IN THE UNITED
STATES.

It is with feelings of deep sorrow that we
have to-day to lay before our readers another
mstaace of incendiarism in the United States;
attended, we are sorry lo say, with great loss of
life, as well as with the destruction of the pro-
perty of the Sisters of Charity.

Our readers will probably remember the efforts
of our Grey Nuns to eslablish a Hospital at
Toledo. They must now be made acquainted
with the efforts that have been made to destroy
the fruit of their charitable labors. On the night
of the 4th and 5th instant, about midnight, a
wing of the Hospital was set fire to, and in 2
few minutes was one mass of Sumes. Most of
the inmates, and many of the Sisters, managed to
escape by leaping from the windows, but every-
thing in the buitding fell a prey to the Hames.—
Horrible too to relate, three persons, Mary
Alix, Mary J. Hennessy, and Louise Mai were
burnt to death, and their charred remains were
discovered the following mornmg amongst the
ruins. Another was so fearfully burnt that ber
life is despaired of, whilst a fifth has in like man-
ner suffered fearful 1njuries from which, however,
it is hoped that she may recover. Another of
the poor Sisters leaping out of the window of
the sleeping apartment, fell upon a pile of wood,
and hes now at the point of death, deprived of
ali power of motion over herlimbs. It is said
that the remains of some little children have alsa
been discovered.

Such in substance was the hideous announce-
ment made on Sunday last from the pulpits of
our Churches; and we are sure that all who
hear it will be prompt to respond to the appeal
which, by the Bishop of Montreal’s orders, is
about to be made to them on Sunday next, when
a general collection 1n aid of the unbappy rvic-
tims of brutality will be taken up in all the Ca-
tholic Clurches of this City.

We should add that the Hospital had been
reguiarly and repeatedly visited during the
course of the evening, aud that it is therefore
certamn that the fire was not an accident, but the
work of an incendiary. Abowt 11 p.M., shortiy
before the flaines burst forth, one of the Sisters
observed two men — (of the Yuankee Orange
species apparently)—prowling about the pre-
mises ; she called a companion, but at the noise,
the scoundrels made of, andin about an hour
the building was on fire.

Qutrage of every kund is what Catholics must
expect for themse!ves and their institutions in the
United States, and from the hands of the chival-
rous fellow-countrymen of the Charleston Con-
vent burners. It is for us, the Catholics of
Canada, whose lat has been cast w a happier
land, to show that our charity i1s more than a
match for the diabolical malice of Orangemen
and “ Know-Nothings.””

“ When we arrived yesterday we found an arch
covered with Orange decorations, and Bn_organized
body of many bundreds wearing all the insignia of
their Order, with pumerous flags, a band, and every
accompaniment which characterizes such a proces-
gion. I could hardly bring myself to believe that
after seeing you and the other gentlemen who ac-
companied you on bonrd the steamboat, and fully
explaining to you the motives which actuated my
advice to the Prince, the objections I took to these
party displays on such an occasion, and the neces-
sary consequences which must ensue, the Qrauge-
men would be so misguided in their own conduct as
10 acl o offensively to the whole of their fellow-ci-
vizens—Protestants and Roman Oatholic—us to per-
gevere in their intention of preventing the Priuce
from accepting the hospitality of your city.

“1 have been disuppointed. The Prince has con-
sented to wait twenty-two hours, to give the Qrange-
men time to reconsider their resolve. They adhere
to it, and it is my duty therefore to advise the
Prince to pursue his journey.

“ What is the sacrifice [ agked the Orangemen to
wake? Merely to abstain from displaying in the
presence of a young Prince, of nineteen years of age,
the heir 1o o sceptre which rules over millions of
every form of Christinnity, symbols of religious and
political organization which are notoriously offensive
tolhe mewmbers of another creed, and which in one
nortion of the Empire have repeatedly produced
not only discord and heart-burning, but riot aad
bloodshed.

] never doubted the loyalty of the individuals
composing the Orange body. I based my appesl to
them on the ground of that loyalty and of their
good feeling. [ did mot ask them to sacrifice a
principle, but to turl & flag and to abstain from an
article of dress. I wished the' Prince to see them,
but not to give countenasce to & Sociely which has
been disapproved in the mother country by the
Sovereign and Legislature of Great Britain.

“I am told that they represent this act of mineas
n slight to the Frolestanu religion.

and enthusinem was great in this kingdom, where
free institutions and habits offer no obstacle 10 the
free manifestations of public opinion. Hence the
generous contributions of money and the large num-
Liers of volunteers who set out for Sicily. If in less
disturled times naifons received praise for aiding
and abetting the liberation of foreign people, and if
governments, obeying, we might say, the authority
of public feeling, allowed assistance to be sent to
Amveriea, Greece, Poriugal and Spain, which fought
for 'ndependence, and liberty, there i3 reason to be-
lieve ihat civilized Europe will justly sppreciate the
courze followed by the king’s Government in this in-
cident of an irresistable national impulse. Now |
Sieily hna been placed in a condition 1o express her |
wishes freely; and the Government of the Iing,
which is bound to protect all the constitutional pre-
regatives of the Crown and Parliament, aed is like-
wise obliged to act as supreme moderator of the na-
tions! movement—a duty which belongs to it—both |
in virtue of its ncts and by public consent, the Gov-
ernment, [ say, is in duty bound to moderate all ir-
regulur action snd correct all illegitimate interfer-
ence with watters of state by persons not having |
that coustitutional or moral responsibility which the
Gorvernment has towards the Crown, the Parliament
and the nution.  Otherwise, through the instrumens-
ality and advice of presons without authority or pub-
lic responsibility, the state might be brought into
danger, and the foriuces of Italy suffer. And be-
cause, in free slates, civil order and discipline reside
more in public opinica than in the rigour of the
laws, the undersigned requests you to give the great-
est publicity possible to this circular. Several times
the undersigned has declared that the Goverument
could not and would not tolerate preparations with-
in the kingdom for purposes of vialence to neigh-
boring states, and has ordered them to be prevented
at every cost. He bopes that publie opinion will be
sufficient to curb imprudent attempts, but at all
events ho confides in the civil and military authori-
ties for the prompt execution of his orders. And he
again recommends all those to be sought out with
the greatest diligence, and punished with the great-
est legal severity, who, congpiring and acting to the
dotriment of nationnl honor and military diseipline,
make themselves abettors and promoters of deser-
tion. And, because the undersigned has to complate
the orgunisation of the moveable National Guard,
and the corps composed of volunteers of the Nation-
al Guard which the law authorises, he cacnot per-
mit others to recruit volunteers. In conclusion, the
undersigned declares that while the Gorernment of
the King is moat willing to accept thbe lowyal co-
operation of all political parties teading towards the
liberty, vaion, and grandeur of the country, itis on
the other band firmly resolved not to allow itself to
be domineered over by any who have not the authority
and responsibility of government from the King and
nation.

The elections have been ndjourned until the
end of September. The Parlinment is to assemble
on the 20th of October. Disturbances were immi-
uent. Appeals to the people to revolt were publicly
distributed. It was reported in Paris oo the 19tb,
that the King of Naples had quitted there on the
previous evening on board the frigate Strowboli, and
that the Picdmontese occupied tbe forts, It was not
confirmed. Liatest despatches report that the Loy-
alists have again' been defeated at Calabria. Gari-
baldi is prociaimed Dictator at Palenza, Large
nambers of Calabrians are joining bim,

A Letter from Mcasing of the 7th states that Gari-
baldi has caused the Bishop of Messina to be put
under arrest, ‘‘ in consequence of the iatrigues and
plots which that prelate, at the instigation of the
Court of Rome, was carryisg on agaiost the Pro-
visional Government. His house was st once
searched for papers, and there was found a letter
from Ping the Ninth denouncing with the greatest
possible vehemence the character ané policy of Gari-
baldi. At present it is not known what course Gari-
baldi will porsue in the matter, but it seems probable
that the Bishop will be exiled. Meanwhile four
guides keep constrnt watch over bim day and aight”

The Posi’s correspondent with Garibaldi lets out
the gignificant facs, hitherto kept a secret, that there
ha3 actually been a rising at Palermo in favour of
the constitutional Sovereign. “ Garibaldi (ke wriles)
has been & good deal put out by the mews from
Palermo of some disturbances in that city. Des-
patches which have reached head-quarters ure to the
effect that cries have been raised in tbe streets of
¢ Long live the King of Naples'—that three of Gari-
baldi's officers have been wounded—~that troops
were patrolling the city, the officers with drawn
swords and the soldiers with fixed bayoumets, Ac-
cordicg ta the last accounts, however, tranquillity
had beon restored. Garibaldi's first impulse was to
gtart off at once for Palermo in person, but he sub-
gequently changed his mind, and merely despatched
orders that severe menaures should be \akeh to keep
the peace.” .

The whole weck the friends of Garibaldi bave been
on the tenter-hooks. There is the Austrizn note,
which people now think was no note at all, but only
& verbal announcement of the Austrian diplomatiste,
that Austria would not consider herself bound to
wait till the revolutionary movement had passed the
Venotian frontier before attackingit. But whatever
was the mode of the communication, thereis no
doubt of its effect in Italy. The Goveroment of
Turin has been thorouglly frightened ; it has forbid-
dea il preparations for theinvasion of neighbouring
States, for when it looked to its weapons it found
them rusty. Itsarmy, 200,000 on paper, is reduced
to 125,000 by desertions aud other canses. It has
lost its best men in losing Savoy ; and, worse than
al], it no longer directs the revolutionary movement
in Italy. It tried to turn to 1ts own purposes prinei-

ney-house, or grand hotel.” Indeed, it wasexactly

vour with eaation, it has ocly made the Dictator ‘of

ihat there is no chance of consolidating Ttsly in its
present condition ; he ‘must ‘then-either at ‘once at-
tempt  to carry out his whole. programme, before

of consolidation. He has chosen the former alterna-
tive, and last Saturday it was announced from Tur-
in that the Piedmontese Goveroment had been drag-
zed into following him, ' Henceforth, [taly takes
on u single card either her ruin or her salvation.—
Engnged a3 she i3 in the path upon which she has
been thrown by the expedition of Garibaldi, Italy will,
within two months, be cither free and completely in-
dependent, or Austria will again reign, and this time
from Messing to Turin.”

The meaning of this snoouncerment was that Gari-
baldi was at ounce to take Naples, then ta march
againat Lamoriciere, and raise the Papal States—
probably leaving Rome untouched ; for it would be
dangerous to meddle with the French Army of Oc-
capation, and theo attack Austria in Venice, while
“lLier attention was taken up by a revolution in Hun-
gary-and Croatia.

It doe3 not geem that ‘more than the firat part of
this programme has any brilliant prospect of sue-
cess. In the first place, ¢ Baron Winspeare has
been appointed Neapolitan Minister ag Turin.” The
Sardinian Government then will be obliged to dis-
cournge Garibaldi’s expedition, and the canard of a
week or two back, that Naples was to be defended
agaiust the Sicilinns by Sardician troops may possi-
bly come up agnin. In ke next place, Austria i3
doing her utmoxt to prevent any rising in Hunpgary,
aud that not by measures of coercion, which would
berenfter bear bitter fruit, but by concessions and
real reforms. The Committee of the Reichsrath have
adopted by & majority of six to one the political pro-
grumme of the Hungarinn members for ali the pro-
vinces, and the Ministers have given in their farmal
adhesion to it. General Benedek, tiie Gorernor-
General of Huungary, scems both popular and pru-
dent, and cauzed the great untional fete of St.
Stephen to pass oll with a demonstration rather in
favour of than in opposition 10 the Government.—
And then on the principle that 2'ua res agifur cum
proxzimus ardel Ucalegon—it begins (o ba your own
aftair when your neighbor's house is un fire. Russia
whick punished Austria by an nttitude of expecta-
tion during her agony in [ialy a5t year, canuot af-
ferd to adopt the smme attitude with regard to in-
cendiarism in Hungary. It is likely then that the
whole weight of Austrix can be brought to bear on
the Italisn Revolution.

Bat thie does not deter Garibaldi; he bus already
effected his landing with 3,800 men at 3elito,; on the
Calabrian coast, and a provisional Government has
heen established at Potenza. The last bour of the
Beurbon dynasty in Noplesis drawing on apace, and
there are no Austrians there to belp. The King has

The Nord asserts that the suggestions made by
Prussia for the reorganisation of the army of the
Confederation are strongiy disapproved by the se-
condary Germsen States. Tbe Prussian jourpals and
the liberal portion of the German press generally
advocate the change, but with very little effect.—
The smaller States refuse to abdicate so much of
their independent sovereign power as they believe
they would resign in giving up the commmand of their
military forcea to one or both of the great Powers.
They consider the concession as the first step to-
wards their political extinction; but the change,
though now resisted, would, in case of war, be in-
evitable. An independent federal nrmy, between

The Paris correspondent of the Times says:—
“ The understrnding between Austria and Prussin
come to at Toplitz, and of the reality of which no-
body now seemns to entertnin a doubt, has produced
a fesling of uneasiness here, and ought to cause o
still stronger one in Piedmont. It bas been repeat-
cdly insinuated, il not positively asserted, that tae
Sardinian Government, while affeclicg to disap-
prove Garibaldi's dusigns in so fur a3 they exceeded
certain limits, in reality warmly sympathised with
him, and desired no better than to sce him carry out
his plansof overrunning Iialy, and to join with Lim
in his final attack upon the remaining Austrian paa-
geasions in that couniry. It is not impoassible that
tkis n:ay be true of the King Victory Emmanuel, a
weil-meaning, hot-headed Prince of limited capacity
who, as far a3 his own personel inclination is con-
eerned, desires no better ut any time thar to mount
his borse and draw his sword, even though it be
against formidable odds. It hos been alleged, perhaps
without the least truth, that there i3« much bhetter
secret understanding and n greater nnity of views
between lim and Garibsldi tban would appear on
the surface of the letters they recently exchanged. I
have difficulty in believing, owever, that His Sardi-
nian Majesty’s advisers contemplate without consid-
erable misgivings the course Garibaldi is pursning,
end the ultimate aim he proposes to himself. And
the Toplitz ag:comeat is certainly of a nature to in-
crcase that feeling of anxiety and doubt. Its ef-
fect would be to deprive Italy of French aid in
8 struggle with Austrin, or at ledst to greatly
lesgen the capacity of France to assist the Ital-
iang, sinee she would find herself with two power-
ful enemies npon her hands inslead of one. And
if, a8 there can be little donbt, France then
ndvances towards the Rhine, other Powers would
in all probability be drawn into tbe contest. With-
out, however, weighing ulterior complications, I
would ‘ask you to consider the position of affairs,
supposing the revolution to have triumphed in Na-
ples, King Francis to bave taken refuge at Vienaa,
and Garibaldi tc have reached Upper Ttaly. You
will observe that, to simplify the question, I say no-
thing of Rome, and therefore make the game all the
better for the Itnlians, since 1 waive the opposition
and difficulties they would hare to overcome in the
Papal States. I suppose Garibaldi, his reer secure,
marshalling his-tolluwers against Augtrian power, and
the Piedmontese army with its soldier-king at its head
to have joined its forces with his. In short the whole
military force Italy could muster would be in line
against the Austrians; but withbut foreign aid, and
the stroggle would commence. Can any one doubt
how it would terminate ? The Italinns may be very
enthusiastic, very patriotic ; in o mountain warfare
they might give theirjopponcnts much trouble ; but
their fire and strength would bLe quenched and brok-
en agninst the formidable fortresses of Veanetin and
the steady masges of the Austrian troops. Unless
we beliove in miracles, we caonot doubt that some
great disaster would occur to the Italian army.
Lven admitting the Piedmontese regular troups to
be equal to the same number of Austriang—which
may be doubted, and which Ihare heard French
officers who served in Italy utterly deny—the same
will bardly be maintained of the hastily-raised, un-
disciplined levies from other parts of Italy. We
ouglit not to allow admiration of (aribaldi's soldier-
ship, and heroism and disinterestedness to blind us
to the immense diffienlties he must overcome in the
prosecution of the plan he has adojied. If may be
doubted whether the course now pursuing in England

Words of slight significance
at other times now assume a degree of importance.

The men who encouraged and applaued Garibald
in his freebooting incursion into the Tsland of Sicily
bave already shown symptoms of terror at the sight
of the evil spirit which their counjurations have rusis-
ed up from the ubyss of malice in whizh the enemies
of order nuturally dwell.
