present, Canada also has Eari Minto to
thank for much of the eredit given her for
the-efficiency of her troops in the “Boer
war, A recent article on this subject
says : ‘“When Canada was called upon
to volunteer troops, . Lord Minto's vast
knowledge of warfare, gained in thirty
years of soldiering, was of Inestimabile
benefit. He personally saw to the organ.
ization of that splendid contingent of
Canadian soldiers which arrived on the
South African battlefields one of the
best-trained forces in the war.”

In 1905 the Earl of Minto succeeded
Lord Curzon as Viceroy of Indla. Fle was
highly efficient in that office, and his
opinlons on affairs in India were taken
in the highest circles. One of his unique
reforms in India was the use of finger-
prints on money” orders in the postal ser-
vice. He resigned the office of viceroy
in 1809, thus bringing to a close his long
career of service.

The Countess of Minto, who becarne his
wife in 1883, was Mary, the daughter of
General Hon. Charleg Grey. There were
two sons and three daughters, The Earl
of Minto was possessed of great wealth,
most of whieh hé=inherited.

Before that time. it had
heen asked why it was that when the
Hebrew church required a leadmg
rabbi, a man of culture, they did not
obtain him from Palestine for cen-
turies. the country .of the Jew, but
from Russia, or somie other leading na-
tijon of the world. All.this had been
changed in one generation, and now
the leaders in Jewish literature anc_] cul-
ture were produced by Palestine itself,
The reason was to be found in the
fact that whereas in the past those
who went to Palestine went there not
te live but 10 die, the present genera-
tion had witnessed a K movement of

people who went there as pioneers to
live and establish a Jewish national
life that would make the name of a
Jew a respected title thruout = the
world. s

Speaking of the ‘education of the
Jew. Mr., Fitch told of the gradpal
breaking down of the barriers which
admitted the Jew to the universities.
of the Gentile.. The result had not
been ifhat which the Jewish race had
hoped for. The Jewish graduate did
not leave the universities to study the
needs and problems of his own rage.
Instead, he became the most cosmopo-
litan of the eosmopolitan, and would:
be found among the leaders in all cos-
mopelitan movements, such as social-
ism and even anarchy. o

Keeping the Young Men.

The establishment of the University
of Palestine would mean the end of
this drain of the best of the younger
zeneration of the race to world prob-
lems. and Ywould result in their being
secured for the benefit of a Jewish na-
itionality. It would. mark the begin-
ning of a new renaisssance in Pales-
tine.

To the Jew no longer would the
necessify exist of sending his child to
the Gentle school, where ‘he acquired
a disrespect of the beliefs of his
fathers, but in Palestine the child
could be sent to a school where the be-’
liefs and teaching of the Hebrew race
were explained and ‘honored.

Let the Jew who could not himseif
return give the movement his moral
and financial support, and if he could
not be one of the soldiers, let him at
least be willing to pay the taxes of
war. The result would be a nation
whose greatness was as yet undreamed
of.

There is  scarcely
anything quite so peinful as a really
had earache, and poor baby suffers
severely. many times without being
able to make people understand what
the trouble is. Earache should always
be thought of during this weather, and
especially if' thére his been a con-
tagious diseasec, Scarlet fever,
measles, grip and bronchitis are fre-
quently accompanied by or followed
by earache,

When the little one cries out sharp-
1y, sometimes waking from sleep with
& cry, or rolis his head from side to
side you may snuspect earache. If the
digestive organs are all right and
there is nothing to lead you to sus-
pect colic you may be pretty sure of
carache. An older baby will raise his
hand to the sore ear or cuddle his
head” in° a° warm spot - against his
mother'’s neck or shoulder. Pressure
just in front of the opening into the
ear will make the baby start and cry
out if there is any inflammation pre-
sent:

Put a piece of flannel in the oven
until it is guite hot, then hold it over
the baby’s ear, covering it with some-
thing to -keep in the heat. Change
this flannel as it cools. A hot water
bag covered with flannel and held
against theé car is a comfort, too. If
this treatment does not ease the pain
get a soft, rubber ear syringe -and
gently wash out the ear with water
as hot as-the finger can bear. Dry
the ear. carefully wiih abeorbent cot-
ton immediately -after using tihe
syringe and again. apply diy  heat,
The syringing may he repeated every
hour.

One of the questions asked me so
many times concerns the relative value
of the hot and the cold bath.

I do not consider them interchange-
able. They each have a different mis-
slon. The work of the hot bath is pri-
marily cleansing. The work of the cold
bath is tonifying. The hot bath rests

and relakes the system. The cold bath
awakens it.

Not all of us can take cold baths. The
ene sure test is, whether having tried
them, one experiences the reaction and
exhilaration which should result from

.the warm salt bath, which will restore

any tonic. If, instead, the “ody becomes
chilled, and one is a long time getting
the blood to circulate freely enough to
feel the glow that should follow the cold
dash and vigorous rubbing, then the
cold bath has no place in the curficulum.

At best it should not be more than a
sponge in cold water, or a shower, and
be followed by deep breathing exercises
and a brisk rub-down with a crash
towel or bath mitt. e

The hot bath opens the pores of the
skin, induces perspiration, and allows
the effete matter to be removed. There
should always be a rinsing with cooler
water and a rub with some tonic, such
as alcohol and.camphor.

For the face I believe in the medium
heat. And there should be massage
afterward with a lump of ice for five
minutes in order to tighten the skin and
close the pores,

The blackheads, which so many com-
plaifij of, are really minute particles of
dirt which have lodged in the pores and
hardened. The surest and most practi-
cal way to remove them is with soap
and water,

We would all dislike to meet the man
who bluntly advised a woman seeking a
cure for a face full of skin imperfections
to “Wash it, madam.” Tet such ad-
vice, sensibly followed, would often
cure. The famous beauty specialists, to
whose wisdom some of the most noted
French women owe their good looks, say
the American woman uses too much
hot, soapy water for her ablutions. He
advocates warm water with salt or some
herb, such as dried rosemary.

After such a bath he advocates ihe
cold spray and then the use of a stiff
flesh brush to restore circulation.

For one who is tired this specialist
says there is no better treatment than

vitality as much as a nap. He limits
the time of remaining in the water to
half an hour, and fixes 10 minutes as the

time for the average bath.

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EUROPEAN INTERNATIONAL
AGREEMENTS.

. That the cloud of prejudice and
misunderstanding which has so long
darkened the relations of Britain and
Germany is gradually clearing away,
was shown by the intimation last
_month that the negotiations involving
the questions raised over the Bagdad
Railway and the dinternational situa-
tion in Turkey in Asia and Persia had
resulted in practical agreement.. It is
understood that the conventions ar-
ranged relate to the following points:
1. The British Government will not in-
sist on the nationalization of the last
section of the Bagdad Railway, which
will be constructed by the German
gconcessionaries as far as Bosrah.
.Thence to the gulf it will be extended
with regard to British interests, two
British members entering the Dboard,
who will 'seé -to the enforcement of
economic equality, 2. British interests
will have a preponderating voice in
the boards responsible for the con-
servation of -the Rivers Euphrates,
Tigris, etc. 3. While the suzerainty of
Turkey -is acknowledged over Koweit,
the state containing the railroad ter-
minus, its autonomy is protected ‘and
its frontiers will be fixed as reqiired
by Britain. British companies will re-
ceive the concession of river naviga-
tion and of oil well operation. Ger-
many being given a certain right of
participation.

Various smaller details remain to
be finally adjusted, while Turkey will
be granted right of prolongation and
of increasing the customs duties and
to establish state monopolies in sever-
al Dbranches of imdustry. Altho the
agreement may not be finally sanc-
tioned for some time, it can. be rea-
sonably inferred that the negotiations
Lhave disclosed ng serious difference
among Britain, France and Germany
as -regards -the economic future of
Turkey in Asia. The chancellories have
evidently come to realize that it is to
the general advantage to have the
material resourges of the district
which ‘'was the cradle of civilization
opened up and developed on terms of
economic equality. That is a much
wiser and in the end more profitable
course than an attempt by diplomatic
intrigue, to obtain an individual ad-
vantage at the cost of international
enmity and possible war. -Indeed,’ it
appears as tho the critical situation
created by the Balkan war had brought
home to the great powers of Europe
what a continental conflict would res
ally involve. The immediate money
stringency caused by the stoppage of
creditr .and the haste to strengthen
gold reserves provided a sharp fore-
taste of the industrial and commercial
chaos that would attend a European
Armageddon. _ Now. the nations are
engaged in the slow process of restor-
ing confidence, and it will be support-
ed by the experience of the last eight-
een months. The possibility of war
is not removed, but to.have learned to
count its cost will make avoidance
easier when trouble next arrives.

The boundary line between Van-
couver Istand and the adjoining ‘Am-
erican territory gave rise to a great
deal of discussion, and.it was finally
settled ' by Emperor Willlam of Ger-
many. The only complaints which
arose out of the -award have- been
those of the Americans who sometimes
raise objections ty payving for the up-
keep of the two islands which thus
came into their possession.

Alaskan Dispute.

The Alaskan boundary question
was, indeed, a very bad -example of
diplomacy, Lecause of the fact
two of the three American
appointed to arbitrate were preju-
diced in advance, and made impos-
sible the rendering of a fair decision.
Canadians, Justicé  Riddell declared,
have never complained of the award,
but they have mever ceaséd to com-
plain as to the choice of the Americans
who took part.

between Cape Tormentine, P.E.L, would
be: feasible enough even in abnormal
winter ‘conditions. While the heavier
waters of the straits were covered
with huge floes that seriously menaced
even navigation by ‘ice breakers, the
narrower portion' between the capes
was: clear of heavy ice and covered
only by “lolly” and light hummocks.
A steamer of the car ferry type would
not have experienced great difficulty
in forcing a passage thru the nine
miles that separate the island from
the mainland As a matter of fact .a
half dozen sturdy fellows made the
passage. in one of the stout boats that
are used for this purpose and en-
countered ‘very little ice that would
bear their weight. g

Those who know the straits declare
that the route from cape to cape is the
least obstructed by ice of any part of
the Straits of Northumberland.

In connection with the terminal work
at Cape Tormentine, the assembling of
the material is already.well under way-.
Vast quantities of stone from the quar-
ries at’ Sackville are being sent to
Cape Tormentine, and as soon as navi-
gaton opens. there will also be large
shipments of material by water from
Point du Chene, With the terminals
finished and the car ferry in readiness
the need tor a better service over the
N. B. & P. E. 1 ‘Railway will be im-
perative, and it is regarded as certain
that the I.C.R. will take the branch
lines over or else make such arrange-
ments for lease that the present own-
vrs will be enabled to put the road in
such physical condition as to render it
fit for heavy traffic. With these things
accomplished, it is felt that Pxince Ed-
ward Island will be at last in close
touch with the mainland, and that
winter navigation will be shorn of its
terrors and inconventences.

As the judicial commit-
tee of the privy council has said, unless
the party imposed upon has been deceived
as to the person, and has thus given no
consent at all, there s no degree of de-
ception which wiil avail to set aside a
contract of marriage. Neither can I make
a declaration of right or statug under
Sectlon 16, S.8. b, of the Judicature Act.
Thé only forum for relief is the senate,
and where there is a special forum-the
parties must go to it. Counsel represent-
ing the guardian ad litem does not ask
for costs. Following the course I took in
other cases, 1 make no order of any kind.

Shippers Benefit by Agree-
ments Made; Reports Com-

mittee of Congress.

WASHINGTON, March 1.—For-
eign and domestic shipping of the
United States is so combined by
agreements, pools and conference ar-
rangements that an attempt to dis-
solve the combinations. would cripple
trade, This is the conclusion reach-
ed by the house merchant, marine
and fisheries committee in the final
report of the so-called shipping trust
investigation, made public today.
The committee, after two years of
exhaustive enquiry recommends that
both ' foreign and ziomestic shipping
combinations be placed under the
striet control of the interstate com-
merce commission, and that, if neces-
sary, the commission be enlarged to
care for additional work.
Shippers Get Advantage.

The final recommendations set
forth 'that shipping lines in practical-
ly every trade route from or to Unit-
ed States ports are operated by
agreement or conférence to restrain
competition. The report declares
that the advantages accruing to.both
shipper and ship line thru these
agreements are great that the
combinations should be allowed tg
continue. It would be futile, the
committee states, to attempt to re-
store competition by ordering exist-
ing agreements term:nated.

The report deals with 800 foreign
and domestic navigation companies
and 200 railroad lines.

Huge Consolidation.

“Nearly three-fourths of the line
tonnage operating in the American
coastwise and great lakes trade is
owned or controlled by railroads and
shipping consolidations,” 8ays the re-
port.

“Even as regards bulk carriers
there is a strong tendency towards
the establishing of a community of
interest between the owners. ‘This
is especially indicated in the great
lakes, where a community of interest
thru common officers, directors or
large stockholders, or charter ' rela-
tions exists between 37 groups -of
bulk carriers representing three-
fourthgs of the American bulk ton-
nage on the great lakes.”

Prohibit Rebatin.’

As to foreign shipping the commit-
tee recommended that all, agreementsg
and understandings between naviga-
tion companies or such companies
and rallroads or. shippers be fileg
with the interstate commerce com-
mission, that the comimission be au-
thorized to determine the reasonable-
ness of rates and #o. order rates
changed; that rebating be prohibited
by law; that the commission be em-
powered to enforce fair treatment of

; all shippers, and that the use of cut-

throat “fighting ships” ang deferrsed
rebates be prohibited.

DECLINE AT MONTREAL
IN CUSTOMS RECEIPTS

MONTREAL, March 1.—Trade con-
ditions are reflected by the customs
returns for February. They totalled
$1,673,816 which, as compared with
the figares 'fur February, 1913, $2,036,-
478 show a decrease of 2362,622. For
the first eleven mouths of the fiscal
year ending March 31, 1914, the re-
ceipts have “been approximately $23,-
000,000, which is about $407,000 less
than for the corresponding eleven
months of the previous fiscal year.

Professor Cosgrave of Trinity

* College Spoke on Interde-

GREATER FRIENDLINESS

Is Goal Being Striven For—
The Sermon at St.
Stephen’s.

“Thpe Unity of the Church” was the
subject of a sermon by Professor Cos-
grave of Trinity College at St. Ste-
phen’s Church yesterday morning.

In opening his sermon, the professor
drew attention to the rise of interna-
tionalism, or the increase in the de-
gree of friendliness between natjons.
This international spirit was, in the

opinion of the speaker, necessary for
the progress of civillzation He stated
that in the ‘earliest days clvilization
had been checked by the continual en-
mity which existed between the na-
tions of the earth. As the progress of
civilization demanded international-
ism, so did the welfare of religion 're-
quire a degree interdenominationaliem.

“The spirit of schism 1s fast disap-
pearing, and men are realizing that it
is much more profitable to work to-
gether than individually in all branch-
es of human life, with one exception.
That exception is the Christian reli-
gion. and in this the strife continues.”

Prof. Cosgrave did not advocate any
form of church union, as he deemed
that impracticable. but he did advo-
cate a greater degree of church unity
He felt that it was time for all  the
Christian denominations to seek
grounds of friendliness and to work
in greater harmony with one another
for the common good.

Growing Better.
He noted the progress made in this

regard and how much more reasonable
was  the  attitude -of the various
branches of the Christian religion to-
wards one another than that which
prevailed ten or fifteen years .ago.
“The Edinburgh conference and the
Student = Volunteer conference at
Rochester and Kansas City have given
but a foretaste of the friendliness and
g¢nthusiasm that will follow from a
greater degree of church unity,” con-
cluded the professor. ’
