Winnipeg, Aug. 10.—(Special.)—The Canadian Pacific agents' 
report shows that In the Brandon section, extending from Winnipeg to 
Wheat City, wheat is turning to yellow, and cutting will begin between 
the 18th and the 25th of August In Broadview district, damage by hall 
Ik reported south of the main line. The district along the main line 
and north of ft does not seem to have suffered any Injury and all ap 
pi aranccs Indicate a large yield. Agents in MooseJaw section are opti­
mistic regarding the yield, and harvesting operations will begin about 
the name time as Last year. Thruout Southwestern Manitoba similar 
conditions prevail, altho more rain than necessary has fallen, delaying 
the rlpi-nlng of the crop. Barley cutting has begun in some sections 
and will soon be general.

The feature of the weather for tbe week Is the prevalence of hall 
etorms thruout the wheat area, extending Into the Territories, and caus­
ing damage. At. Fleming, wheat on a strip 10 miles by 4 miles, was de­
stroyed, lee cutting the straw and bettering It Into the earth. At Rus­
sell, the crop on the Barnardo and adjoining farms was ruined. At 
Olenboro. 70,000 bushels of wheat and 20.000 bushels of oats have been 
destroyed. At Bfnscarth. 500 acres of wheat have been spoiled by hall. 
Other plaies from which hall storme of severity have been reported 
are Vlrden. Hargrave. Wapella. Whitewood, Broadview, Summcrberry. 
f'arlevale. Oxbow, Neudorf and Balearrles.

Apart from stotms. the conditions for the development of the big 
crop have been splendid. At Marquette, the yield will reaeh 40 lm-hels 
to the acre. Wheat has a good head and Is coloring rapidly, the wea­
ther being such as will bring tbe grain to maturity quickly.

Farmers and others all over the pro­
vince will be Interested In the linth 
annual report of the commissioner on 
highways, which Mr. Campbell has 
ready. It deals pretty fully with the 
60,000 miles of roadways (exclusive cf 
streets In towns and cities) In the Pro­
vince of Ontario. These roads have 
cost millions mid will cost million^ 
more.

Statute labor has been superseded In 
more than 26 per cent, of the townships 
by a system of commutation or In some 
cases the statute labor work is abashed 
and a special rate levied with the town­
ship rates. There are differences In 
detail, but the general plan is to ap­
point an overseer for the township- 
The county method of management Is 
the same on general principles and the ! 
government is provided to the extent 
of half the cost of construction. Hie . 
counties which have adopted the plan ! 
being Wentworth, Wellington, Simvoe, 
Lanark, Oxford. Lincoln and Hastings, 
while Victoria and others are on the 
eve of doing so. The actual oversight 
of the work on the ground is deputed 
to road foremen and overseers, with a 
commission exercising general oversight 
for the whole county. Voder the high­
way improvement act county councils 
covering 20 per cent, of the province 
have adopted county systems, taking 
over 1624 miles of main road and ex­
pending thereon In the years 1903-04 
nearly half a million dollars.

I meet nobody 
who is very confident that a treaty 
will be made. If the Japeftiese do not 
talk, their friends do. and they say 
the war ought to go on, unless it Is 
ended by the complete concession of ill 
the Japanese demanda When £ left 
England a fortnight ago, the Idea pre­
vailed that English Interests required 
peace. No, says a high authority here. 
It Is not for the Interests of England 
and Japan to make a premature peace 
without guarantees for the future. 
English trade ln the east, so far from 
suffering, has never been so good as 
during the last 18 months. The banks 
have never made so much money.

As for Japan, continues the same 
authority, "she has lost men, but gain- j 
ed ln everything else, especially Th 
financial credit, and she would be 
fooBsh Indeed to yield a single essential 
point to Russia. Peace can only be 
profitable to her If peace crowns the j 
efforts of war. That she can afford to 
be moderate la certain. There la, how­
ever, ln Japan a great party which 
cling* to the traditions of chivalry, 
which considers that Japan ought to 
lift up her fallen foe, restore her self­
esteem, and make surrender easy for 
her. In very high quarters, their Ideas 
whether quixotic or not. prevail."

"It Is clear, on the other hand, that 
the Russians here In Portsmouth are 
In no mood for surrender. Dally their 
opposition to an Indemnity or territor­
ial cession comes out stronger. So | 
does their belief that they have 
barked upon useless hegotlatione. What 
happened this morning, unimportant as 
It may seem, confirms them in this 
view.

“I give both views as expressed to 
me here to-day, one Russian, one Ja­
panese. I add mar this distrust of 
peace Is In the air."
