' The Premier and his good lady were
_timed to arrive here at 8.30 p.m., and
jong before that hour thousands had
congregated at the Canadian Facific

depot.

-~ Enthusiastically Welcomed.

‘When the train arrived there was
great cheering, which was again and
again renewed when Mr. and Mme.
Laurier emerged and took their places
in Mr. Edwards’ four-in-hand. A pro-
cession was quickly formed and start-
ed in its march through the priacipal
streets of Upper and Lower Town. It
tock fully an hour to pass the Farlia-
ment buildings and was nearly two
hours in traversing the route mapped
out, winding up at Cartier-square.
Therg were fully 800 torch-bearers in
the procession.

Mtr. Laurier's Briver Faints.

At the head of Rideau-street, a
strange incident occurred. Eugene
Cardinal, a leading Ottawa horse-
man, who was driving the four-
in-hand dray on which the Premier
and his friends were riding, was over-
come presumably by the excitement of
the occasion, and fell from the box seat
in a faint. He was quickly removed
and the ribbons taken by Mr. Ed-
wards, M.P.

At Cartler Square.

On arriving at Cartler-square, Mr.
Laurier was conducted to a raised
platform especially erected for the oc-
casion, and which had been tastefully:
decorated. The Premier and his wife
were greeted with uproarious cheering
and Mme. Laurier was nearly over-
whelmed with bouquets.

A couple of minutes later Our Own
Little Ollie appéared, smiling and be-
wildered, on the platform, carrying a
bouquet as big as a cabbage. He also
came in for great applause.

Others on the platform were: Messrs,
Scott, Davies, Tarte, Fisher, Pater-
son, Sir Henry Joly, Fitzpatrick and
Dobell, members of the Government,
Senator McInnes (B.C.), and the fol-
lowing members of _ Parliament:

After thanking them for the
address, he said if the palm for the
victory of June 23rd should be glven
to any section of Canada, it should go
to his own native Province of Quebeec,
and to his own race, the French-Cana-
dians of Quebec.

MR, FIELDING MAKES A SPEECH.

Wants to Promote Trade With All the
World, But Particularly With Brit-
aln and the States,
Shelburne, N.S., Aug. 6.—After Hon.
W. S. Fielding. Finance Minister ‘in
Premier Laurler’s Cabinet, had been
declared elected by acclamation this
afternoon,he addressed a lage gather-
ing of electors on the leading public
questions. He said it had never been
his practice in dealing with the elec-
tors to endeavor to please them by
lavish promises. “Slow to promise,and
sure to pe:form,’” was, he thougat, a

£00d motto for men in public Afe,

One question in particu:ar had long
Ooccupied a foremost place in their
minds, and that was the question of
rallway extension. Whiie mosc of tae
counties of tne province cnjoyed the
benefit of railway extension in some
degree—some of tnese, perhaps onty in
a very small degree—it was a striking
i1acc tnat the Counties of Snelburne and
Qu.en’s were totally witnout railway
comunication. He was glad to be able
to assure them that one railway en-
terpiise, of great importance to one
of the counties, was likely to be Vigors
ously carried on. He was glad to be
able to say that one resalt of the re-
cent election had been to clear the
railway atmosphere, so far as that
particular enterprise was concerned.
The Coast Railway Ccmpany, being
now satisfled that they wouid have
all their consideration, not only from
the local Government but from the
Dominion Government as well, had an-
nounced their intention of vigorously
prosecuting their work.

Montreal, Aug. 5.—(Special.)—The
bankers of Montreal, so says Mr. Chip-
man of the clearing house, will soon
take prompt action regarding Ameri-
can gilver on this side of the line, It
appears to be the intention of the
banks to refuse not only the silver,
but sflver certificates as well. The
theory that American sllver coin is
necessary for trade purposes is ex-
‘ploded by the fact that the vaults of
the banks of Montreal are full of
Canadian silver, and the Montreal
bankers. affirm that the annual sum
of $100,000 coined by the Canadian
Government is quite sufficient for pur-
poses of trade and consequently there
is no need of the American article. It
is held that of the total amount of
silver in circulation here, no less than

"been solely dependent upon Emiglish manu-
facturers for its advertising support, In
other words, for its very exXistence ; but
appedarances seem to Indicate that in the
near future American manufacturers, who
are notoriously larger advertisers than the
English, will have no inconsiderable per-
tion of its clientele, and this prospect has,
doubtless, been. responsible for the columns
of unstinted: pralse with which the firms
from the other side, who have this year
made their entree into our markets, have
been greeted ; but it does not redound
to the credit of the English:cycling press
that it 18 so, nor is {t at all a gracious
thing to gratuiteusly administer a slap on
the face to their previous sole supporters
in a fatuous attempt to please the new-
comers, as eome of our centemporaries
have dowe By this we do not mean to
say that, use & machine is not Eng-
lish, 1t should recelve but scant courtesy.
That would be equally unfair the other
way. But we do say that tire mere fact of
a machine bdnf of a foreign production,
with an advertising backing, should not,
ipso facto, entitle it to be written up as
superior to Bnglish goods, which appear
to be the policy of the journals in ques-
tion. It really matters but little, how-
ever, what joutnals of such calibre assert.
THe preof of the ;l)uddlng is in the eating
thereof, and in cycling, more, perhaps, than
in many other things, the gospel of the
survival of the fittest Is Inevitably Dorne
out in the end. If American manufactur-
ers can make a machine which will suit
the requirements of the British pubiie In
fittings and design, and which is, as some
of our contemporaries would appear to as-
sert, superior In construction and finish
to anything eMe, why, then, the Brltl(s\}

seat. But It is not fair to assume off-
hand that such is the case, or is golng to
be the case. Absolute fairness and im-
artlality to both British and foreign manu-
acturers alike will be tie policy of The
Cyclist, and swhen we see—for we have not
seen omne yet—an American machine which
is superior in finish, fitting and design, and
better suited for the requirements of the
English market than our own, we shall
not hesitate to say s0. As a matter of
fact, in spite of' the * gush '’ of contempo-
rary journals, we have as yét seen only
one Amerigan-make of bicycie which can in
any way be said to be at all equal in con-
struction, ggart from design, of the best
English productions, and this we have no

The “Best Elelnent” Away Now—Proper
Arrangements Can't be Made Before
Junuary, They Say—All the Summer
Tourists Will be Back Before Then-—
The Mayor Thinks the Vote Should be
Taken In January, :

The anti-Sunday car men swooped
down en the Mayor in full force yes-
terday afternoon. They made a pathe-
tic appeal to His Worship, who more
than met them half-way, to delay the
taking of the vote until January. The
bupden of their taleof woe was the
very great injustice that would be
done to the thousands of our wealthy
citizens, the “hest eléments” of our
city, who have their own coachmen,
footmen, cartiages and horses, and all
of whom have gone away, either to
drink in the invigorating sea breezes,
while crossing the ocean, or to idle
away in luxury their vacation on the
sea coast, or else have ascended the
heights to the north, where they can
fill their lungs to their hearts’ con-
tent with the life-giving currents of
refreshingly cool air, which have maae
the Muskoka district the Summer re-
sort of thousands,

They earnestly protested against
such action as an early vote on Bunday
cars, and ignoring the comfort and de-
sire of the thousands of their less fors
tunate fellow-citizens, who, unable to
indulge in the luxury of & trip to Mus~
koka or the seaside, are condemmned
to swelter in the backyatd or on the
doorsteps of their residences :during
the long hours of the summer Sunday,
desire that these unfortunates con-
tinue to swelter until those who ‘are
away, warned by theé approach or
winter, make it convenient to return
to the city. They want to give these
fortunate <£Lellow-citizens an opyor-
tunity to deposit in the box their bal-
lots, so that they can make sure be-
fore they go away again next summer
that those they leave behind will not
be able to take a ride on the Sunday
cars, while they are enjoying them-
selves in all the mild dissipation of
thé fashionable summer resorts.

J. A. Paterson said the deputation
was not there to oppose the submis-
slon of the question of Sunday cars
to the people, but as to the time when
the popular opinion should be taken.
They had been compelled by the ac-
tion of the influential body of gentie-
men who had interviewed the Mayor
upon the other side of the question, to
present for consideration a ¢iew which
they hoped His Worship and the coun-
cil would entertain.

question.” They were anxious to ask
the people to express their views upon
ahy subject they are competent to ‘ex-
press them on,but at a time when they
could do so in the leudest, and freest
manner.

/dent reason thdt it was impossible to

Another reason for delay was
it would be a most expensive and in-
expedient thing to take the vote in the
summer time. The expense last time
had been borne by the Street Ralilway
Company, but now they were not
bubbling over with generosity.
Spealis as a Werkingman.

Mr. White, who was announced by
Mr. J. A. Patergon, and declared him-
gself to be a workingman, and repre-
senting the labor element, asserted
that the workingmen were not in fa-
vor of Sunday cars, but were, on the
contrary, the strongest opponents of
them. He had been asked to say some-
thini about Sunday work, which he
did by expressing the opinion that to
employ men on Sunday  was the very
worst thing that could be done.

No Especial Hurry.

Rev. Dr. Caven expressed the opin-
ion that there is no especial hurry in
bringing on the vote, because the ques-
tion has already been twice submitted
to the people of Toronto. He doubted
that there was any evidence of a
change in public opinion since the vote
was last taken. The only reason he
could gather for the desire to take the
vote now was that some money might
be made by. somebody in September
and October. He entered a solemn
protest against the city of Toronto
gsettling this question upon purely ma.
terial, and waiving the moral grounds.

Insinuated Seifish Emds.

Stapleton Caldecott decared that the
deputation which asked for the vote
to be submitted was composed of men
who had not shown themselves to be
the friends of the workingmen. He
insinuated that some members of that
deputation would be financially bene-
fited if the cars ran on Sunday. The
vote could not be taken until January
at the earliest.

I» Kot a Representative.

D. J. O’'Donoghue asserted that he
was not present as representing any
existing body of labor, neither was‘ ‘he
anthorized to speak for anyone but
himself. As a private citizen, there-
fore, he explained at length what the

esires and wishes of organized labor
are and declared with emphasis that
it was against Sunday cars.

J. K. Macdonald and J. J. Maclaren,
Q.Q., both strongly opposed the taking
of the vote immediately, and combat-
ted the'idea that the lack of Sunday
cars was a drawback.

His Worship Wants a Winter Vote.

The Mayor, In reply, gave the depu-~
tation to understand that he was heart
and hand with them in opposition to
Sunday cars. With respect to the
time of taking the vote, he also agreed
with the deputation that January
would be the proper time, but he care-
fully Iimpressed upon them that he
was only one of 25 members of the
council, and he intimated pretty plain-
ly that the majority of the council are
in favor of an early submission of the
question to the people,

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IMPROVEMENT OF TORONTO HARBOR.
Before another dollar is spent in
dredging or improving the western en-
trance into Toronto harbor, the ques-
t.on of abandoning that entrance alto-
gether ought to be serfously consider=
ed. In 1882 Capt. Bads was commis-
sioned by the Dominion Government
to report on the location of permanent
entrances into the harbor; one from the
east, the other from the west. His re-
commendation in regard to the for-
mer was adopted. The construction of
the Eastern Gap, according to Capt.
Eads’ recommendation, was, as events
have proved. a wise undertaking, If
that channel had not heen constructed,
the passenger business between
Toronto and the varjous points
on the 1lake would have been
seriously ~ interfered . with, = both
last year and during the present sea-
son. Several of the larger boats are
frequently unable to enter the harbor
by the western channel. The Hamil-

lutely necessary. The city had to con-
tribute $100,000 towards the construc-
tion of the Eastern Gap. If we had not
contributed this money the city would
have been dependent altogether on the
western channel, which is utterly in-
adequate for the trafiie

Toronto has a right to demand from
the Government the constructiom of a
new channel, according to the recom-
mendation of Capt. Eads. The repre-
sentatives of the city ought to make
a stong and combined effort to induce
the Government to do thelr duty to-
wards this city, and especially towards
Toronto harbor. Now is the time to
decide in the matter., No further im-
provements should be undertaken in
connection with the present channel
until the proposal to adopt Capt. Eads’
channpel is fully gome into.

A WIDE-AWAKE DEPARTMENT.
The United Statet' Postoffice De-
partment is always on the alert to
make use of any expedient that will
convenience the public in the hand-
ling of mail matter. The latest ex-
periment is connected with their quick
delivery system. As is well known,
the United States Postal Department
iz ahead of our own in its special de-
livery service. By effixing ten cents
in stamps to a letter despatched to
certain cities it will be delivered im-
mediately upon its arrival at destina-
tionf This service has been found of
great convenience. It is time our
own authorities introduced a similar
gervice in the larger cities of the Do-
minion. Supplementary to their spe-
cial delivery systém the United States
authorities are experimenting with a
speedy delivery of letters at the rail-
way stations of certain large cities.
The experiment will be tried at Wash-
ington, Baltimore, Philadelphia, and
Jersey City. Letters may be mailed
at any of these railway depots up to
five minutes before the time of the
departure of the traims, and letters
arriving at those cities will be held
at the station by the transfer clerk
for thirty minutes after the arrival of
each train, so that addressees may
call for them. At the end of half an
hour the letters will be sent to the
postoffice. This special service is to
be performed mostly on trains which
do not have mail cars; that is, trains
which carry only closed pouches.

‘We refer to this experiment, not so
much on account of its importance to
the public, because its utility will na-
turally be quite limiteds as we do to
illustrate the fact that the United
States Postoffice Department keepsin
close touch with the business public
and is therefore worthy of our atten-

tion,

The Works Departmeat Record.
The City Engineer’s Annual Report
for 1895, which has just made its ap-
pearance at the end of the seventh
month of the following year, contains
much information that would have
been valuable if the members had
heen in possession of it when discuss-
ing the estimates for the year. The
Engineer, in view of the advisability
of gradually abolishing plank side-
walks in the centre of the city, re-
commends that the area which is re-
stricted to permanent sidewalks be
again extended. The future use of
Trinidad asphalt pavement between
the street railway track is, in view of
the experience of recent years, con-
demned. The experiments made with
brick for a paving material have been
satisfactory, and those of local manu-
facture have stood the test fully as
well as the imported article. It has
been ascertained from experiment that
a saving of 56c per square yard can
be effected by using a gravel founda-
tion instead of concrete.
Falling Off in Sewer and Other Work.
The statistics of work done in the
‘Works Department proper during the
Yyear are chiefly of interest as showing
the great falling off jn the extent of
the work done and the amount  of
money expended. In the sewer branch
the total expenditure in constructing
new sewers was less tham $10,000, only
one sewer of any size being built, and
that at a cost of $7000. The rest were
principally composed of 12-inch tile
pipe and some box drafns.-The city
now has 228 miles of sewers, of which
not ‘quite one-half were cleaned ana
flushed during the year. In this de-
partment 31 plans were prepared for
use in the construction of sewers and
170 miscellaneous plans were also pre-
pared.
The roadways branch constructed
6 3-4 miles of pavements, chiefly as-
phalt, cedar-block on gravel and ma-
cadam, the total mileage of streets be-
ing 256 1-2, of which 80 are unpaved.
Cedar block still forms upwards of
two-thirds of the paved streets. This
branch also shows a falling off in the
amount of work done.
The mileage of wooden sidewalks

laid in 1895 was 14.8, a great falling:

off from the previous year, and the
City Engineer calls the attention o1
the council to the necessity of renew-
ing a number of walks that are, ow-
ing to their bad state of repair, a
constant menace to the safety of pe-
destrians.

A Revenue-Producing Department.

That portion of e report which
deals with the Wakerworks Depart-
menrt shows that is much-abused
department hold itsf own, and produc-
ed'a revenue of $24,400 in excess of the
Yearly charges. In this department, as
in the roadway and more especially
the sewers’' branch of the Works De-
partment, there isa very great falling
Off in the volume of construction work

hydrants were put in position. The
unfortunate rising of the conduit for
the second time and the work of re-
pair is reviewed at length, and the
causes to which it is ascribed are the
@coumulation of sand, low water in
the lake and the plank found in the
manhole. The daily consumption of
water shows a slight increase over the
previous year, while the cost of fuel
shows a reduction of $15000 and a
still further reduction of $17,000 is an-
ticipated for this year, as a result of
the improvements in plant and ex-
cellent management at the main pump-
ing station. For several years past
the Engineer has annually obtained an
estimate for the purpose of connecting
ends of water mains to the
dead ends of sewers, in order to im-
prove the circulation. In the prepara-

Future Prospeets,

Although the volume of work done
by what may be called the great spend-
ing department of the corporation last
year was small, the indications all

ed for by the fact, as gathered from
the report, that of the 256 miles of
streets in the city 228 mfles are pro-
dded with sewers, and property owners
who have not now to pay a sewer tax
are not especially anxious to assume
one at this time.

Improve Exhibition Ground:.
The city already owns the water
lots in front of the original Exhibition
grounds, and steps are now being
taken to obtain the patent for the
water lots in fron: of the extension,
to tne boundary of the New Fort.which
was inclosed from the old Garrison
Commons a few years ago. These lots
extend about 600 feet outdrom ‘he pre-
sent shore line, and as the water is
shallow for quite a distance out it
is proposed to gradually fill in for a
distande of 300 or 400 feet and by so
doing make an extensive addition to
the acreage of the grounds and pro-
vide good - steamboat accommodation
within the grounds. The work of fill-
ing, if pursued systematically, will be
inexpensive, and at the -same
time provide a dumping place for
ashes and street. sweepings which
will be sufficient for the whole west
end for several years.

From the Silverites’ Point ot View.

Editor World: . Considering the interest
taken in the money question, and the di-
versity of vilews existing, it may perhaps
be allowable for me to write you in re-
gard to this subject. Until very recently
it has been the practice of many per-
sons and newspapers to refer in contemptu-
¢v8 and sneering terms to the ¢ silver-
ites ” and bi-métallists. The latter have

been called lunatics, robbers and ignor-
amuses, A change has begun to show it-
self In some quarters, Such men as Mr.
Whitnéy o6f New York have within the T
week actually expressed the opinion mt
the mass of the ‘ silverites ' .are realiy
serfous and sincere. Others have deelar-

1 that an educational eampaign will be
sure to dispel the ignorance and stréngtn-
en and preserve gold monometallismn. A re-
sidence in the Western and KEastern States
has' fully cobvinced me that the most of
the leaders and those who constitute the
backbone of the silver party are both in-
telligent and, honest. Perhaps they may

somewhat wrong in thelr views upon
‘this question, but they are certainly net
ignorant, nor are they dishonest, They
number among them very many who have
been educated in the best éolleg!e’s anda
schools of this continent and of Britain,
and very many are men of the highest so-
clal and moral standing. While in the
West 1 was present at a large gathering
of University men, who sat patiently ana
respectfully listening to the reading of a
paper on the money question by a fawyer
who favored the gold single standard view.
Every chance was given the speaker to
prove his case; yet, it was net proved to
th&]satlsfuctlon of anyone present.

When one coonsiders that there are so
many educated and honest people amongst
the bl-metallists, that there are so many
cotntries in whdich bi-metallism exists ana
rules, and that there are Inany tountries in
which silver alone is the standard or
value, he is forced to think-that bi-metal-
ism is worthy of serious study. If bi-
metallism is a fearful heresy, and can fina
a place only In the minds of the ignorans.
how does it happen that the Hon. klr. Bail-
four, the distinguished leader of the Brit-
ish' House of Commons, is' a bi-metallist?
How Is it that the eminent political econo-
mist, Dr. Francis A. Walker of Boston 1s
a bi-metallist? Here are some of the coun-
tries in which bi-metallism prevails, that
is, which have both silver and gold as the
standard of values: France, Switzerlana,
Italy, Greece, Belgium, Spain, the Nether-
lands, Japan, Chili, the Argentine Repup-
lic and Venezuela; wbile in PePa, Bolivia,
United States of Colombia, Central Am-
erica, Ecuador and Mexico silver alone 1s
the standaid. Altaough Japan is nominally
bi-metallic, its standard is sald practicaliy
to be silver; and China has a silver stfin-
dard. Therefore, almost all the nations
in South and North Americas and in Asla
with which the United States has commer-
clal relations are either bi-metallic or sii-
ver alone; and, in addition to these, there
are at least seven bi-mretallic nations In
Europe.

Agwn, let’ me point out the fact that a
large number of tue supporters of Mr. Me-
Kinley for the Presidential office are bDe-
lievers In bi-metallism. Many of them have
spoken aund voted in favor of the bi-
metallic standard, and there can be littie
doubt that the greut body of the Repubir-
cans are inclined that way. The Repun-
fean party may move-slowly and cautiousiy
in the matter, but it will eventually favor
bi-metallismn  pretty strongly. whether
rigat or wrong, to one not an expert In
political sclence, the most lmportant point
ut issue seems to be the scarcity or tne
metal gold. There is not enough gold to
allow it te serve fully and properly as tne
only standard of values. Its value is made
to depend partly apon its scarcity, ana
not wholly upon its cost of production.
So to speak, ** there is not enough to go
around.” When_ persons mortgage their
farws, making mortgages payable in
gold, and when President Cleveland mor:-
L guges the country by issuing bends made
payalfle in gold, it is argued that a wrong
is demne, because it is well known that
there is not sufficient gold to diScharge
these debts. The gold is not there. How
can they honestly promise to pay every-
thing, all debts, in gold? To have sucn
promise written or printed on.the mor
or bonds is to promise what is maniresty
an impossibility. If the rarer metal, plati-
num, or iridium, or palladium were maae
a substitute for gold, and constituted tne
sole standard, the force of the Dbl-metai-
listg’ argument would be seen. Hence, It
s belleved necessary to add some other
metgl or metals to goid, in order to make
up the defliciency. There are, of course,
other-aspects of this question of great im-
portance. jut the deticiency in the guan-
tity of gold appears to be at the bottom
of the whole matter. 1 fail to see how
goldites (or single gold standard support-
ers) can avoid this Issue. It will not sur-
fice merely to say that the amount of gola
is increasing. At present, it is far too
small for the p.O[)ulaltiuu and the volume of
busiuness. KEitbher substitute a rarer meta:
for gold or divide the presert quantity or
gold by, say, fifty, and the situation woula

e brought out in a stronger ly;ht. 1t
has been stated that platinum, which ror
many years was the standard in Russia,
wus dropped by that nition because of Its
scarcity. - It rhust be admitted that the
scareity of a metal is net the quality re-
quired to render that metal eligible as tue
only standard. How - could ussia hon-
estly promise to pay her aebts in platinum,
when there was no prespeet of having
enough platinum to pay a tithe of them?
How can the United Ststes honestly pro-
mise to pay her debts irf gold, when there
is no prospect of having enough gold to
pay them? In regard to the mucn-
dreaded monctary isturbance, I venture
the opinion that there will be no serious
disturbance of any kind., Whether Mc-
Kinley or Bryan be elected, somthing wil!
be done to improve the financlal situation,
and it will be done without reference to

ATTACKED BY WHALES,

The Strange Experience of the Steamer
Seminole After Leaving Sandy Hook
° —IHts Plates Badly Dented. &
New York, Aug. 5.—The Herald’s spe-
cial from Jacksonville, Fla., says:
‘With great dents .n the plate on each
side and with some of the delicate ma-
chinery in the emgine room disarrang™
ed, the steamer Seminole, of the Clyde
Line, ar\ved -here from New York
yesterday, The damage to the vessel
Wwas the result of an encounter with
monster whales.: “Soon after passing
Sandy Hook, 1. B. Morton, the purser,
says the vessel ran into a school of
whales. Soon six of the monsiers ap-
peared almost under the ship’s bow,
and she crashed-into one of them. The
impact apparenily broke the whale’s
back, and it began to spout blood.
The officers and passengers witnessed
a remarkable signt. As if in & rage,
the five other whales drew off a short
distance and dashed madly agalnst the
vessel, causing her to tremble from
stem to stern. The whales repeated
this performance four times, and at
each collision the Seminole quivered as
it about to go to the bottom. -
Many of the passengers were hurled
to the deck and bruised. Several Wo-
men fainted. So terrible was the
shock that some of the furniture in the
saloon was broken from its fastenings.
The whales were badly injured by the
collision, and after the fourth rush
drew away spouting blood. They tried
to come- agaih, but moved slowly, be-
cause of their injuries, and the vessel
soon distanc:d them. It was‘feared
that the Seminole was badly damaged,
but examination shows onlv the super-
fic'al injuries mentioned.

The Yankees Get It All

“ We’ll never miss the water till the well
runs dry."’

Running up the Georgian Bay on one of
the Mackinac boats the other day, a2 Parry
Sound ‘man and an American tdurist were
discussing things in general. Sald the man
from the North: *“If Ontarlo were a
state in the Union we couldn’t do more
for you. We keep your Michigan sawmills
busy cutting Canadian iogs, wirle our own
milis here are laying idle, Nearly all our
own sawmi:s, between Parry Sound and
the Soo, are closed up.. At the same timc,
enough logs are floated away from here
every season to Michigan to keep eight or
ten thousand men employed in your saw-
mills. By taking off the export duty on
logs we made a greater sacrifice In On-
tario than ome of your states would care
to make to a neighboring state. This army
of men employed cutting Canadian logs
provide Michigan farmers with a market
for their produce and your dealers with a
market for their goods instead -of these
Collingwood steamers running out * for
their health,” they would now be loaded
with stuff to feed and clothe the thousands
of men who should be employed on this
north shore, instead of at Bay City, Sagi-
naw, Tawds, Sheboygan and other places.
Yes, sir, you get the cream of it. 2y
“\Nny, when these acres of logs arrive
in Michigan the bark is all: peeled off with
friction in towing. This bark has sunk to
the bottom of the Georglan Bay, destroyed
the feeding grounds and the fisheries, to
say nothing ef the damage it has done to
tishermen’'s nets.”

“ But,” said the American, *if you put
an export duty on logs, our people would
put an import duty on your timber ; then
where wou.d you be?’

“Timber is not like fall wheat, to be
planted and cut every season, my frleug.
When it’s gone it's gone for all time. So
large a proportion of Ontario limits are
now owned by American lumbermen that
if Congress put a duty on our timber
they would be legislating agalnst Amerl-
cans as well as Canadians. As it I8 now,
our lumbermen derive very little benefit
from free lumber, for they simply have to
sell It that much cheaper. Besides, it Is
raw material which you have to buy In
Canada, duty or uo duty. I tell you it's
not free silver that Dbothers us in this
country, but free logs leaving Canada and
destroying aun industry that used to glve
employment to thousands.”

*Yes,”’ sald our American cousin, ‘“ our
people at Washington are’ shrewd people
of business—not afraid to ask for what
they want, and, what is more, they general-
ly get it. *‘Love thy neighbor as thyself’
reads nice and pretty in story books, but
it’s not good politics, No, only food for
babes and sucklings; and if you send
those kind of people to Parliament it's
your own lookout, not ours—but here's
Little Current, prettiest piace in this north
country ; great place for fishing, this.
