The patient was carefully watched for in-
dieation of shock and reactive effects from
the eucaine. None was visible. L

“A 1 per cent. solution was used,” said
Dr. Robertson, “‘and the operation has been
‘hgmﬂlhly successful. During the operation
there were no toxic effects, nor were there
any effects le?nmtly after the patient had
been removed to his ward. his Is the

first time that eucaine has been used here
in a major operation.”
Eucaine is a by-product of coal tar. It

was discovered about four years Aago
Germany, but has not come into general
use, Prof. George Meriing of Berlin Is
credited Wwith its discovery whlile connected
with the University at Munich.

Like cocaine, eucaine has a purely local
effect, But unlike cocaine, it has no in-
fluence upon the heart. Its toxic proper-
ties are only one-fifth that of cocaine, .

THE GREAT RAILWAY COMBINE.
‘When the present Government came Into
power it found' the country west of Port
Arthur In the clutches of 4 gigantic rall-
way monopoly. It undertook to. grap-
ple with the -transportation problem, and
to give the country the rellef which it
needed so much., What has’ the Govern-
ment done to free the country from the
great tentacled octopus? Has it destroyed
the monopoly? Has it given Western Can-
ada the benefit of competition? Nothing
of the kind, Allﬂuttlpf(knriutntlus
accomplished is to secure a reduction in
the freight rates of a few products be-
tween the far west and Port Arthur, There
1is evidence to show that thee C.P.R. was
about to make these reductions voluntarily.
But let us give the Government credit for
securing them. What does it all amount to
when compared with the emormity of the
monopoly? Nothing' at all. The conces-
sions are hardly worth considering in the
light of what the country should have ob-
tained from the Government and what the
" Government could have secured If it had
acted In the interests of the people instead

It is hardly three years since the Govern-
ment assumed office, yet during that short

time magnificent opportunities have occur-
red that would have enabled the Govern-

.| ment to despoll the monopoly of its malig-

nant power for all {ime. The subserviency
of the Liberal Government to the C.P.R. is
absolutely indefensible. When the Conser-
vative Government granted the original
monopoly charter to the C.P.R. there was
oo certainty as to the future of Manitoba,
the Northwest and British Columbia. The
rallway company undertook a great risk.
The risk was so great as to excuse, if not
to justify, the Government for granting all
the monopolistic privileges contained in the
company’s charter. On more than one oc-
casfon after the railway was bullt the out-
look appeared anything but favorable to the
C.P.R. Its stock was a drug In the market
and bankruptcy appeared a not improbable

.| contingency. While the future of the pro-

ject was anything but a certainty when the
charter was originally granted, quife the re-
verse was the situation when the Liberal
Government came into power and undertook
to grapple with the abuses that had arisen

' through the granting of such a charter.

The future of the C.P.R. was assured. Its
prospects never looked brighter. An era of

The C.P.R. finds its power 80
great that it does not even need to request.
Parllament to keep out these intruders. It
has arranged with the Grand Trunk to di-
vide Canada up in such a way as will
Dbest promote the Interests of the two big
rallway corporations. In consideration of
the Grand Trunk and its allles giving the
C.P.R. a monopoly.of British Columbla the
latter will allow the Grand Trunk a mono-
poly of some other pdart of Canada. What
that section is we do mot know yet, but
time .will reveal the detalls of the deal.
Secret deals of this kind would have heen
impossible if the Govérnment had adapted
the Idea of bullding and controiling the
Scuthern Pacific system {itself. The situa-
tion now Is worse than it ever was before.
The rallways are dividing up the country
to-suit themselyes. The country does not yet
know the full extent of this deal between
the two big rallway corporations.

On visitin
the freight office, where he was employcg
he told some of the other clerks that he
contemplated suiciding, and his movements
were watched for seyeral days. He board-
ed at 138 D’Arcy-streer, and/ for several
weeks before his disappedrance had bezn

General Lawton Intends to Clean Out
the Jungle North of
Manila.

A HOT BRUSH WITH THE ENEMY.

Nebels Said to Be in Full' Flight,
Leaving Many Dead on
{ the Field.

Manila, April 22.—(7 p.m.)—General Law-
ton took the fleld at daybreak to-day with
a column of troops consisting of the North
Dakota Regiment, two battallons of the drd
Infantry, the 22nd Infantry, two guns of
Scott’s Battery, three troops of the 4th

Cavalry and Gatés’ squadron, equipped in
light marching order. This force started at
5 o'clock this morning over the Novaliches
road, traversing the country previously
cleared of rebels, but subsequently re-
occupled by them., It Is to be ‘presumed
that General Lawton by this imovement
will outflank the enemy Dbefore joining Gen-
eral MacArthur north of Malolos.

The Dakota Hegiment first encountered
the enemy in front of Novaliches at 815
a.m. The rebels opened fire on our troops,
but their fire was silenced 156 minutes later,
the enemy retiring in bad order, and the
Americans advunclngralonh the rough roads
around Novaliches. They were considerably
annoyed by the fire of the rebel sharpshoot-
ers from the jungle for two hours.

At 2 o'clock in the aftern, the rebels
were in full flight, leaving Tnany dead on
the fleld, and our troops were compelled to
take a brief rest in the shade, as the heat
was overpowering.

The New Flying Column.

Washington, April 22.—The War Depart-
ment to-day received a cablegram from
General Otls, announcing the fermation. of
a new fiying column under command of
General Lawton and the initiation of a new
campaign, which is expected to result in
clearing out the jungle in the country north
of Mumla up to the foothills of the moun-
tains on the northeast side, and up to the
termination of the raflroad at ulacan.
The text of the despatch was not made pub-
e, ‘but it 1s understood to-agree closely
with the account of the movements con-
tained in_ the Associated Press despatches

BRITISH BACK AMERICANS.

American Troubles in Philippines
Are Small as Compared With,
Those in Indis.

London, Aprll 22.—The news. from the
Philippine Islands of the retirement of
General Lawton from the Santa Cruz dis-
trict and the capture of the boat’s crew of
the United States gunboat “Yorktown has
made a considerable impression here, and
the comments of the press all reflect an-
xiety lest the unfuvorable news have a dis-
couraging effect upon America’s expansion
movements,

Prominence Is given to despatches from
America apparently indicating a cooling of
public opinion regarding the Philippine Js-
lands and the general tenor of t Bri-
tish ‘press deprecates this seeming tendency
to gloominess, pointing out that upon innu-
merable occasions British arms ve met
with a check, only #o eventually conquer
all obstacles. “We were discouraged after
Bandula,” remarks one lpaper. “but we are
beyond the Zambesi all the same.”

Discussing Gen. Lawton’s retirement,
The Speaker says: ‘“The movement appears
on reflection, so natural that any other
course, we argue, would be eriminal folly.”

The Spectator praises the United States
Government’s “wise policy In sending re-
gulars to the Philippines and telling the

arty volunteers that they may go as fast
as they like.” Continuing, The Spectator
saye: “Cheeks there (in the Philippines)
only mean loss of time, and the Americans,
like us, must-have their grumble.”

The Kconomist expresses itself in a siml-
lar strain and pooh-poohs the idea that ‘‘the
Americans admit they are incompetent to
perform a tdask which, compared with In-
dia, i8 very small,” adding: *‘The Ameri-
cans are not thg}eog‘le to yleld while they
are openly defied. 'hey are too vain as
well as too resolute.”

SPANISH OFFICERS. REPELLED. .

They Wanted to Arrange, an Ex-
change of Prisoners, But ithe In-
surgents Turned Them Back.
Manita, April 23.—Col. . Romio and Major
Lassoras, the Spanish commissioners, with
their secretaries, attempted to enter the

rebel lines yesterday to confer with Aguin-
aldo rgarding an exchange of prisoners,
but falled in their mission. The Pany, the
members of which were attired in full
cniform, drove to the American camp and
lunched with General McArthur. They thea
proceeded in a carriage, under a fiag of
truce, fowards Calumpit, but were stopped
by the rebel outposts on the road, who as
sumed a-menacing attitude and refused to
parley with the commissioners.
