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CHURCHMEN IN CONGRESS.

This week witnesses two notable
gatherings of church dignitaries in
Ceznadian citles. At Montreal to-day

is inaugurated the great Eucharistic

Ccngress of
Church, which has brought some of

the leading members of the church

from many parts of the world to the
City of Montreal. Aside from its in-

tense religious features the congress

will be marked Dby considerable
pageantry of the most impressive sort.
In connection with this event the
metropolis of Canada will be able to
demonstrate to the world that it is
one of the freest cities of them all.
Even at London, that fountain source
of freedom of action and conviction,
the congress was not able to carry
out its intention of holding an open
air procession for the adoration of
the host. Owing to the protests which
wepre made to the authorities the gov-
ernment deemed it advisable to coun-

termand ‘the carrying out of the host

in public, which is an important fod-

ture of the meetings of the congress.

At Halifax, the Anglican Church
Bicentenary Congress is now in pro-
gress, bringing into bold relief the his-
toric part which Nova Scotia has
played in the making of the nation.
Two hundred years ago, on Oct. 19,
1710, the old French fort at Port Royal
was the sceme of the first recorded
service, according to the rituai”™f the
Anglican Church, on Canadla-nﬁu.
1t was a gervice of praise and thanKs-
giving to Almighty God for the tri-
umph of British arms, and for the
sixth and final capture of a vantage
point where English and French had
gallantly contended for the mastery
of Acadie.

That service of reverent thankful-
ness in ‘the blood-stained theatre,

so lately resounding with the crash
of arms, péossesses tremendous signi-
ficance for Canadians of to-day. It
marked the birth of the Church of
England in Canada, and it signalized
the beginning of 2 regime under
which the land .we <call home has
grown to be the greatest of the over-
' sea dominions of the Motheriand.
Out of all the struggles and tragedies
of the pavt has emerged a happy
issue. The mations which then fouglit
for supremacy are friends and allies,

“. their descendants ‘are dwelling in
happy concord and working hand in
hand to make the new nation worthy
of the best traditions of the old.

It is fitting that on this occasion
there should assemble here the leadsrs
of the Anglican faith in the Anglo-
Saxon ‘world, the most brilliant gath-
erlng‘ in the history of the Church
of England in Canada—leaders from
the mother. country, from every dio-
cese in our own Dominion, and from
the nearby republic, allied to us by so
many ties of kinship and social and
commercial intercourse. They are
come together to celebrate an event
which, in its purely historical sefting,
has a profound significance for us
ail. But above ' all, they have come
inspired by the desire to press for-
ward the great mission to humanity
and to bufld upon the foundations
12id down by the pioneers two centur-
ies ago a structure worthy of the+*Old
Land with all its glorious traditions
and i\'orth_\'. too, ¢of the New Land in
which ‘it {8 given to the Church of
England to play a great-and noble
part.

IN SPITE OF THE RAIN,

You just can’t keep'the crowds away
from the exhibition. What tho the
rain descended in torrents most of the
morning and dull, leaden skiés and oc¢-
casional showers marked the rest ot
the day, the tens of thousands throng-
od thru the buildings at the Canadian
National just the 'same. Manager
Orr’'s faith .that only. an earthquake
could affect the attendance was almost
justified.

CRIME AND CRIMINALS.

The Prison Reform League of the
United States has issued a small vol-
ume, dedicated to Tolétoi, on crime
and the treatment of criminals. Parts
are gathe}ed from governmental and
official reports, and from distinguished
writers, and from these dequctions are
made, more particularly for' writers
and speakers, who it is hoped will
greatly extend ‘their publicity.

Starting out with the discouraging
premise that violent crime, especially
among youthful offenders, is on the in-
crease, the old ‘school of treatment of
criminals is; examined and severely

’

condemned, and a plea made for the
adoption of more enlightened methods.

The new school of criminology re-
fuses to confine its attention to the
mere fact that a crime has been com-
mitted, and insists on penetrating to
the causes of the crime. Thus crime
and the treatment of criminals are
held up to inspection as an inseparable
part of a world-wide economic prob-
lem.
4. The statement of police officials that
crime is lessening is stated to be dis-
credited, and Prof. Bushnell is quoted
as calculating that the nation spends
annually $6,000,000 for the suppression
of crime, and yet finds itself more and
more incapable for the task.

‘While perhaps not all the authorities
'{ quoted have the weight of Prof. Bush-
nell, sufficient evidence is presented
from various sources to frame a severe
indictment of the present treatment of
criminals, and a strong argument is
made for wiser and more humane poli-
cles. The profits from the sale of this
book are to be devoted to releasing
“prisoners of poverty” now in the Cal-
ifornia penitentiaries of Folsom and
San Quentin.

0,000 PARADE IN GOTHAM
NO STRIKE IN WHOLE CITY

For First Time in Fifteen Years
There is No Labor Trouble to
Mar Success of Demanstration

NEW YORK, Sept. 5.—For the first
timeé in 15 years, Labor Day ddwned in
Greater New York without a. single
strike t> mar the celebration of the day.
““"With the cloakmakers’ long strike
settled in the nick of time, there is no

labor trouble of any kind in the city—
a most magnificent showing for orga-
nized labor,” was the comment of BEd-
ward J. Hannah, grand marshal of the
biggest Labor Day parade ever plan-
ned in the metropolis.

The only indication of any impending
labor disturbance was of extremely
minor importance. It was announced
to-day that the Stage Hands' Unio,
representing employes of 51 theatres,
have presénted demands for wage in-
creases averaging about 18 per cent.,
and declare they will strike on Sunday
next if their demands are not granted.
The stage hands at present ' receive
from $18 to $28 a week, and the stage
carpenters from $30 to $45. It is said
that a compromise settlement by th:e
theatres is likely. ; :

Fully 50,000 paraders, representing
practically every labor organization in
Greater New York, participated in the
parade. The members of the Cloak-
makers’ Union, the settlement of whose
strike last week 18 looked upon by or-
ganized labor as a great moral victory,
were given a noisy ovation all aleng
the line of march.

Nething But White Man’s Pluck
Kept Him in the Ring After the
Punishment in Second Round.

Somebody  threw a lemon at Jack
Johnson, while the champlon *pugilist
of the world was demonstrating his art
on one of his aides at the Star ‘I'hea-
tre, yesterday afternoon. When that
part of his performance was over and
Jack, at the bidding of a whirlwind of
whistling and applause, stepped betore
the curtain, he showed himself almost
as adept at verbal castigation as with
his fisticuffs.

“l can't see beyond the footlights,
and I don’'t know where it came from,”
said the champion, “but it's very easy

“I've always been very well treated in
Canafa by the well-educated and the
fair-minded public, and I hold a warm
spot in my heart for Canada, but a
bum will be a bum, no madfer among
whom he happens to be.

Nothing but his courage and gameness
kept him on his feet.” i

he was ready to defend his title
against all comers and laughingly said
he barred no one for creed or color.

“Nobody wants a phoney champion,
and when a man is played out, he
should step to one side and let the next
best man to the front. And when the
next battle takes place, may it be
fought on its merits and”—Jack smiled
and made a graceful flourish with his
hands—*"let us all hope, no matter who
the winner may be, that it will be the
best man that wins.”

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having decency? And yet ‘&Il, pure
as a lily, and boys such as they could
hardly believe about, came out of such
thru a mother’s care.

“We have no right to give them such
places to live in, only fit for dogs,” he
flamed. Picture after picture he drew
of the horrors he knew. Perhaps 'there
were bitter socialists, but none should
forget the sights that stung them into
bitterness, he remarked.

Canada, Land of Promise,

Then he turned to Canada, almost a
land of promise, with ‘wages half as
much more, with room for a hundred
million people, and only seven. Com-
ing from those fetid dens, he found
room here to breathe and live. He
looked at the bonny children in Tor-
onto and Halifax, and thought of the
poor little dwindled children left behind
in London. The paradise was not so
complete, however, He would like to
see larger industries 'In places like
Halifax, and he would tell capital when
he returned of the opportunities. Why
ghould there be six or seven hundred
unemployed here? Why were labor ex-
changes not better organized to move
labor to where it was needed? He
would like more methodical immigra-
tion system.

“We must have Canada a great Eng-
lish-speaking race,” he declared. He
was certain that England could send as
good men as could be desired, but
something must be done in Canada. A
little more care about finding meals:
for third-class passengers than in rail-
way restaurants at exorbitant rates.
A modification of the $26 rule when
working men came out, he ‘suggested.
And he promised to use his influence
to send only those to Canaaa Wwho
could work, and so make immigration
a strength and not a weakness to the
country.

The Workingman Himself,

But there was a problem beyond all
these things, of the workingmun him-
self. A great deal of cant was talked,
as if workingmen were different from
others. He had lived with them in
thousands, and found them just the
same as he was. There was the slight-
est' possible difference between a bishop
and a workingman. They had the same
temptations, the same selfishness. Un-
less the workingman, the clergyman
and the employer were. trylng to grap-
ple with that problem of themselves,
there would be no future for the coun-
tl-'i‘hes appeal that followed was touch-
ing and winning and manly in the ut-
most degree. They must grapple with
the problem of themselyes. Until they
were self-controlled and self-disciplined
they had not solved the problem. They
could not solve it without God. Work-
men and all, they came from God and
would go to God, and were here but
for a few years.

The Social Evil.

The social evil was discussed with
frank and earnest words at the morn-
ing session of sectipn A. Bishop In-
gram sald that at a church congress |
every question ought to be a burning
question and they should be able to
discuss them without burning one an-
other. The Archbishop of York and
he for five years had dealt with the
question in London and received a
right response from the men.

cocktails and vintage wines, where the
beor missions in the west were dis-
cussed.

Bishop Darlington declared that
where prohibitlon was agopted the
sccial evil was stopped and the girls
Were saved.

Socialism Undefined.

The section on Socialism was ad-
dressed by Dr. Adam Shortt, who de-
clined to define it, tho he knew fifty
who svould. He himself was convinced
there was no definition poseible, His
ultimate conclusion was that the
church ehould ignore labels, but get
at the essence of the movements,

Silas - McBee, editor New York
Churchman, folowed. People, he said,
should remember that workingmen
think the church is for the few, that
‘the church type is inimical to their
Lopes, while the tendency of Socialism
is against privileges for the few. The
Soclalistic tendency was dominant in
modern life, as governments were now
recognizing. The chunch liturgies
and literature were essentially aristo-
cratic. They had no message for the
ignorant and heipless, for they had
no chance for transmitting it to the
vast mass of humanity., They must
come a time when the liturgy would
be so Catholic and simple every child
cculd understand.

Rev. W. W. Craig, St. Luke’s, Mont-
real, shared with Bishop Ingram an
Dr. Van Allen the warmest enthusi-
asm of to-day's reception. He was
evidently in keen sympathy with the
great mass of -socialistic -aspiration.
His opposition was to the materialistic

‘tendency of some soclalistic thought.

He was inclined to class municipdl
ownership with ‘the materialistic ten-
dency.

Dr. Van Allén, speaking of some so-
cialists who deny ‘God, said he had no
more use for their theology than he hid
for the soclalism of some theologians.
The church had a message for God’s
poor. It had also one for God’s rich.
“Go to, now, weép and howl for the
miseries that will come upon you.”
He doubted if many preachers preach-
ed against the sin of luxury.

In the section on child and state, Dr.
Gailor, Bishop of Tennessee, laid stress
on parental responsibility,

The drift of this Labor Day congress
was to show that the church is waking
up to modern social problems. ’

_ Furnace Talk—Now’s the Time.

Everybody who hopes to own a house
—amnd who doesn’t?—should be interest-
ed in furnaces. There is a big dif-
ference in furhaces. Everybody knows
it. but few realize it until they _ have
made a rash purchase. As an example,

the life of a fumace—effective as .a

heater or not—depends upon the ma-
terial employed in it. As a’comparison,
the ordinary furnace  (small size)
weighs 300 to 400 pounds; its bolts are
unprotected -from ‘the _fire, so they
draw_ and -burn, ‘leaving openings for
dust. and smoke to escape thru the
heouse. With the furnace manufactured
by the Howard Furnace & Hardware
Co., Toronto, it is different. The
Howard furnace is. cast-irom and
the . smaller size:. weighs 840 pounds—
more than double the average. This
alcne goes to prove that there is more
material, “better material and better
workmanship in it than the average.
Besides, the Howard is not put to-
gether with bolts, but is laid in pocket
joints of cement. An added feature of
the Howard is the 'double radiator
svstem.
