Various cavses are assigned for this
change i fhe state of things; and much stress
is laid on those internal discussions which have

that s said on this evil, and though mach of the
“decline of Berbice must be ascribed to causesy
more radical in principle and more permament
in operation—sach as a serious decrease in the
prive of its principle produce, depreciation in
property, and the want -of a funded capital to
render the circulating medium secure and availe
able,—yet due weight must be given to the ten-

be sopposed ; and thatstrife is like the hreak-
ing out of waters, which though small and insig-
nificant at first, will at last ondermine the firm-
est foandations of sacicty, sap the confidence
which man ought to have to man, and turn
peaceand prosperity inte discord and desolation.
Of thie, Berbice at this moment is a striking
instance. It is divided into two parties, ever
scowling upon each other scorn, defiance, and

The usages of society, and the righteous
prejndices of edacation, superindace upon the
homan mind such a veneration for those in high
Ruthority, that they never become despicable in
general estimation, till they make themselves so
by their own doings, or hated without some real
and adequate cause. Buf on the other hand, we
fear that the people of Berbice have not taken
fully into account the difficult and delicate du-
ties which often devolve upon a Governor—that
they have not fairly and charitably discriminated
between measures emanating from him, and
those directly emanating from the Government
at home—that they have attributed to him, as
an originai and priwe mover, what he was com-
pelled, ex officio, to carry through, as the ser-
vant of the Crown—and that either from design
or ignorance, they liave blamed him for mea-
sores in his aduinistration, in which he acted
simply in accordance with instractions, leaving
him no alternative.

. Ere the measures of mere representatives be
called in question or harehly scanned, let it be
first ascertained whether they proceed from the
representative or the represented ; for we are
certain, that from want of this discrimination,
pablic odiam has often most unfairly attached
itself ; and that many an honorable and upright
man has been blamed as the primary cause of an
unpopular measure, in the proposal or carrying
of which he was onlj a Decessary, respansible,
perhaps even an unwilling agent. Nor can it
for a moment be denied, in justice or candour,
that the party in Berbice, hostile to the Gover-
nor, have left nothing undone to vex and annoy
him ; that they have on many occasions, forgot-
ten the respect they owe him as their civil ruler,
80d the representative of a great and good So.

il R R s

vereign ; and that the systom proceeded vpon
for a long time has been one of mutual annoy-
ance and exasperation. That the Governor, on
the other hand, has acted a mauly and becom-
ing part, we are not prepared to assert. Itis
alleged that he has not supported the dignity of
his sitvation, - Hismeasures, directly emanating
from himself, have been in some instances un-
wise, imprudent, and impolitic. And he has
given too many reasons to suspect that he acts
upon those latitudinarian principles recognised
by the Vicar of Bray, and cared little about
the internal prosperity of the colony over which
he was appointed to preside. As to personal
respect, it cannot be long awarded to any one,
however eXalted his station, who does not res-
pect himself. And ifit be true that he has
turned his domestic privacy inte a scene of dis-
soluteness, which, however sanctioned by cus-
tomy is incounsistent in one of his influential ex-
ample—if it be true that he has turned Govern-
ment-house into a common huckster's stall —if
it be true that the Representative of a British
Sovereign has become a trafficker in cask-heads
and _clap-boards—if it be true he has conde-
scended in any.case to personal abuse, and show-
ed no digpmsition to conciliate the growing spi-
rit -of disaffection,—then we say that he- has
compromued: his dignity as a Governov, and
cannot expect theesteém and supportof cone
scientious and honerable men.

If all that have reached us be true, both Go-
vernor and people have mwuch to forget and for.
give ; and as fellow-colonists and good Chris-
tians, they ought to proceed immediately to the
work of conciliation. ~ Let the people lay aside
their bitter and unhallowed animusities ; let them
treat the Governor with that respect which is
due to his-high and official station, and let them
ever bear in practical remembrance, that he is
the Representative of their lawfal King—that
he is ‘ot responsible for many of those mea-
sures of which they perhaps justly complain—
and-that it was not in homan nataré to bear
with patience many parts of their conduct. And
to:bim he would ;ecommend, with all due sub-
mission, to have the suaviter in re as well as th
orliler in modo—to carry ever along with him
that personal dignity which befits his high and
honourahle stativn—-to conciliate azs much as
possibie, without compromising one principle
of his official character, the alienated affections
of the people—and to show that he feels a deep
and sincere interest in every measure which af-
fects the interest of the conntry onder his civil
administration. And i both parties will thus
acty and proceed on the principles of their ma-
tual relationship, we are certain that their do-
ing so will' greatly tend to their private happi-
ness and public prosperity. - [If, howerer, the
old system be persevered iny it shall make ne the
more_devout in the wish, that all their paltry
differences and disreputable animosities be for-
ever extinguished, n the contemplated unjon
of their torn and distracted colony with that of
Demerara and Esseguebo. &
