This part of the work was commenced
abcut a yearago, and as the past winter was fayo-
rable for out-door work, the site was much improv-
ed by the time that Spring opened. The wharf
was nearly completed, the necessary amount of
cord wood was hauled to the spot, and some prepa-
rations made for the erection of those buildings
| which would first be required. In the early part
of the summer, the foundation was prepared for the
Furnace, and directly after this, a small company
of men was employed at Jacksontown, in quarrying
slate stone, which is the chief material used in t'e
construction of the Furnace. This stone was
sometimes brought in pieces which would weigh
between one and two tons, and often in shapes
which  required but little dressing to render
them fit to be laid in their proper places. The
Furnace is now completed to that point where the
brick flue or chimney begins, and is a remarkab!
solid and well built piece of masonry. Tt is of
square form on the ouiside, about 31 feet acioss at
the base, and diminishes gradually to the top of
the stone work, which terminates at the height of
140 feet from the ground, just as it comes to the
floor of the engine house. “The interior of the Fur-
nace is cylindrical, lined with fire brick at the
sides, and having a hearth or base of freestone, —
The Engine House, (the sills of which are on a
level with the top of the Furnace,) is one story
high, anc 70 feet long, by 35 feet wide. 1In (his,
the two steam engines, which are of 40 horse pow-
er each, are placed, as are also the blowing cylin-
ders.
