WTH AMERKAN  POSITON

That the feelingsof the majority of
the better class of Germans in the United
States were entirely sympathetic to the
interests of America, was the statement
madé this morning by Doctor J. W.
Bridges, a recent graduate of Harvard,
who arrived in the city yesterday after-
noon, on his way to his old home in
Cascumpee, P. E. I, for the summer. He
has been at Harvard for the last few
years and especially since the outbreak
of the war and the possibility of the
United States being - embroiled, has
studied the matter of foreign naturali-
sation and cosmopolitan tendencies in
the states.

While there are many in the states
pronouncedly German in their views
and inclinations, Mr. Bridges said today
that Americans of German descent, and
even some native born Germans who
had resided in the states and been nat-
uralized, were strong supporters of the
states in the present crisis. Since the
Lusitania incident some of their most
outspoken leaders had been more un-

ular than ever, and indeed, some who
had talked volubly previous to that, had
since kept a still tongue.

Dr. Bridges is a graduate of McGill
and now a graduate from Harvard. He
has been appointed to the chair of -
chology in Ohio University, where he
will take up his duties in the fall.

SEVENTY YEARS OF SCIENCE
The Scieptific American has  marked

its entry upan the seventieth' year of {ts
existence hy the issue of a special illus-
trated number of some eighty pages
which is a tregsure house of historical
Interest in connection with the develop-
ment of seience apd its application to
the material needs of man. There is a
particularly fine colleetion of photo-
graphs of famons scientists and discov-
erers, 88 well as group views iljustrat-
ing stages of progress in the application-
of new inventions conmnected with trans-
portation, industrial, agricultural and
domestie service. Referring to the date
of its birth, in 184§, the Scientific Am-
erican says:

“The telegraph and the reaper had
Sust been born. There was no telephone,
no motion picture machine, no oil refin-
ing industry, no electric incandeseent
lamp, no wireless telegraph, no flying
machine or airship, no typewriter, no
automobile, no electric raflway, ne
Bessemer atul no phonograph, na pas-
senger alcntnr, no steam’ turbine. ‘' Why
contipue the Jist any furtherf”.

It is ceriainly o remarksble list, but
the Scientifie Ameriean goes on {0 re-
mind us that science and invention are
still xoung, and that “what we have wit-
nuud is but a mere episode in the eyo-
and that
“if we compsre ourselves with these who
will regard the aehievements of sclence
& century -hence, we in this day may
scem to have progressed but little be-
yend the stage ‘when the moon and the
stars were to mankind byt lgnterns hung
on a great tent wall and not - separate
worlds in infinite space”

Remembering what practieal science
bas aceomplished in the last seventy
yeara he would be indeed a bold indi-
vidusl who would venture to predict
what the next century will develop,
when the great world war is ended and
peace established on a basis that will
render human ingenuity free to pursue
new paths of discovery in the world
of science. The Scientific American de-
scribés the invention of the steam en-
gine a8 “the most significant event
in the annals of achieyement, divid-
ing time . Inta twp distinetly defined
eras.” and ‘says “it may well be

said that the eptire history of man’s
materigl endeavors copnts forward or
backward from that comparatively re-

cent evept.”

| ages, and made it without a mishap, but

“By noon we had 820 men dressed out
of our battalion and we' were pretty well
all in with the work and the nervous
tension. The German artillery was get-
ting a mighty good line on our little
farm by this time, and at two in the
afternoon they dropped one in just about
twenty feet in front of me, while I was
standing on the weather side of the
farm, and killed four. We moved back
after that, about three-quarters of a mile
to the other side of the Yeer Canal. We
(Charlie Stanley and myself), had to
carry a poor little devil who had been
shot in the back, and he was, without
doubt, one of the gamest little boys that
I have met in a long time.

PAGKS S THEY G0 T0 WA

London, Monday, June 9—An inter-
esting description of how the Italian
soldiers have gone into the war is giv-
en by the correspondent of the Daily
Chronicle who visited the Friuli front,
overlooking the battle of Isonzo, where
the Austrians are being gradually push-
ed back. The correspondent, who caught
a glimpse of King Victor making his
way to the battle front, writes:

“Tt is possible to travel for miles in
the neighborhood of the old frontier
without seeing a sign of war. The
countrysides wear the usual summer as-
pect. Hay is being carted from the fields
and on the hillside vines are being
sprayed. When one touches the main
road, however, he has no longer any
doubt as to the nearness of the fighting
line. Long lines of motor lorries block
the road in every direction, some going
up to the lines with food and munitions
others coming down empty.

“As we neared the neighborhood of
the front, the congestion on the roads
got worse. In addition to long motor
copvoys and mule trains, bringing’ up
munitions for the artillery, there were
detachments of infantry going up, and
Red Cross ambulances were coming
down to the evacuation hispitals that

There is one disadvantage we must labor under for the present, and that

~taxation. It is;the inevitable, every way we look. 'We are sypporting the Em-

. pire, as we should; we.are a part of it, and have an’enormous stake .in the

war. If the inconceivable happened, and the issue went against us, it would be
a sad and sorry day for the Dominions—nothing is clearer—and so we are in
the war to the death. But the success we reckon upon will cost us much, and
the simple life we would hear nothing of a year or two ago, is fo longer op-
tional with us, but imperative. People are accommodating themselves to more
self-denial and more careful spending. They are wise, for when the time of press-
ure comes the strain will be the less upon them: Our’'main source of ‘dependence
is from our natural resources. The trade and business end must take its cue
.mainly from these. If we have a bountiful harvest it will help us a long way
on ‘our road, but not all the way; the need for careful going will continue.

With reference, in ‘a. general way, to our neighbors to the south, the out-
standing feature is. their. growing favorable trade balance, now approaching a
billion dollars. This has come about by the enormous shipments of food and
munition supplies. As a consequence of the immense offering of bills drawn
there against, all foreign exchange has dropped to phenomenally low figures,
with the prospect of yet lower, for the new grain and produce bills will soon
be offering, and the crop outlook is excellent. The great steel industry, the
weather vane of good and -bad business, is once more setting in the right di-
rection—the indicator of better times so long deferred. Altogether, their pres-
ent economic position, domestic and foreign, supported by returning confidence
and a vastly improved banking system, could hardly. be better. It will do us
no harm to be for three thousand miles of frontier alongside so prosperous
and so friendly a neighbor. Let us hope that the dark shadow falling upon their
foreign relations with Germany and Mexico may not prove the presage of war,
that there may be one great mation left to show the blessings of peace—no good
purpose can be served so far a8 engaging demented Germany is concerned. The
pacification of Mexico, on the other hand, would be a very high accomplishment.

The members of the staff have performed their duties satisfactorily. The
shareholders will be interested in learning that over one hundred of our officers
enlisted for active gervice at the front. I greatly regret to state that the names
of some of these young patriots have already appeared in the casualty lists, and
I fear that the number must be added'to as time goes on.

TURKISH TRANSPORT

Made Short Work of Prey—Panic
Among Those Ashere Prevented
Any Attempt to Save Lives

Constanza, Roumania, June 8—An
eye-witness, who has arrived here from
Constantinople, gives a vivid account of
the recent sitack by the British sub-
marine H-11 on Canstantinople. My in-
formant early one morning intended
crossing from Pera to Stamboul, and, in-
stead of walking over the bridge, took
a small boat.
