French Minister’s Attitude at
Paris Conference.

British and Belgian Repre-
sentatives Contend Other-
wise Relative to Division of
Billion Marks Paid by Ger-.

Paris, March 9 — Sir Robert Horne,
chancellor of the British exchequer, and
Col. Jasper Theunis, Belgian premier and
minister of finance, enlivened the first
conference of finance ministers of Great
Britain, Italy, Belgium and France, ac-
cording to today’s newspapers.
W. Boyden was present as unofficial ob-
server for the U. S.

Sir Robert and M. Theunis declared
that they consisted the agreements
reached on August 13 last by the allied
financial commission and later revived at
the Cannes conference as finally binding.

By these agreements the first billion
marks paid over by Germany to the
Allies were to be divided between pay-
ments of the cost of the-British army
of occupation and the payments to Bel-
gium under the latter's priority claim.
The commissionfat that time also decided
that the value of the Sarre mines was to
be reckoned :., among the payments re-
ceived by France before May 1.

Charles De Lasteyrie, French minister
of finance, vigorously denied that these
agreements of August 18 last were bind-
ing. He declared that none of them had
been endorsed by the French parlia-
ment and that France was under no
obligations to submit to their validity.

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ONTARIO'S ROAD
- POLICY FAIREST

All Classes of Roads Provided
.. for, Says Minister, but Cost
. Borne in Degree Commen-
surate to Importance to the
Province.

(By Hon. F. C. Biggs, Minister of Public
Works and Highways, Province of
Ontario.)

A British municipal journal, in an
editorial dealing with highway legisla-
tion, stated that the Province of Ontario
had the most fair and equitable organi-
zation for road improvement in exist-
ence. That means that not only are all
classes of roads provided for, but that
the cost of these roads is borne by the
municipalities and the provincial gov-

ernment in a degree commensurate with ’

their importance to the province as a
. whole. )

| A survey of road conditions in Ontario
i shows that this statement is founmed on
fact. Of the fifty thousand miles of roads
in the south or organized part of the pro-
vince, approximately twenty-seven thou-
sand have been paved, or surfaced with
macadam or gravel] This condition ex-
ists in no other province in the dominion
and is an attainment that few, if any, of
the United States can boast.

Benefits Equal.

. In the road laws of Ontario provision
is made for financial assistance by the -

province toward the construction of all
classes of highways.

I'perty of the Province of Ontario, and are
constructed and mained by the depart-
ment of public highways. Toward the
cost of labor and materials used in the
. construction, the counties contribute
twenty per cent., the province: bearing
| the remaining eighty per cent., as well as
i the total cost of equipment and survey-
‘ing. Twenty per cent. of the cost of pro-
vincial highways, adjacent to cities, is
i borne by the cities affected, as these reap
‘ a direct benefit from them.

Heavy Roadways Necessary.

Traffic from township, eounty and
county provincial roaas converges on the
provincial highways. This increased
volume of traffic nec.ssitates the con-
struction of a wider and heavier roadway
in the same way that traffic from the
branch lines of a railroad render the con-
struction of two or more tracks on the’
main lines necessary.

It has been found that immediately
f?llowing the construction of provincial
highways, not only does the horse-drawn
and automobile traffic generally increase,
but fleets of motor trucks commence
operating between cities and towns,

| carrying heavy loads of freight and ex-
| press. In order to carry these heavy
. trucks, which operate at all times of the
| year, a. more durable and substantial road
surface must be provided.

| In August, 1914, prior to construction
of the Toronto and Hamilton Highway,
a traffic count showed that a-total of 925
, vehicles passed a certain point in one
i day. During a Sunday in the past sum-
! mer, 6,700 vehicles were counted on the’
| same section of the highway. This
shows beyond question the resulting in-
crease of traffic due to the connecting of
large centres with smooth road surfaces.

Roads cost money. True economy in
road ‘construction consists not in the re-
fusal to spend money for roads, but lies

in the spending of money for the type of
road that will best serve trafic, with a

minimum expenditure for maintenance.
When the annual cost of maintaining a
cheap road surface exceeds the yearly in-
terest and sinking fund charges for a
more durable type of surface, and such
surface is not constructed, it is then that
extravagance exists. 1t is the practice,
in Ontario, before undertaking the con-
struction of the more costly form of sur-
face on provincial highways to carefully
consider existing and contemplated traf-
fic, and the heavier types of construction
are not proceeded with until this con-
sideration warrants such a course.

It is to be hoped that the approaching
economic congress at Genoa may stim-.
ulate the efforts of the European nations
to bring their expenditures within the
limits of such revenue as can be raised
without retarding by undue taxation the
recovery of trade and industry. Until
this is accomplished there can be no ap-
n ble progress towards financial
* wbility in those couyntries, and as a con-

juence, internati trade must con-

‘e to be small in volume. The hope
¢ the Genoa conference will prove
ful in this respect is encouraged by
success of the recent diliberations at

,ashington, which have not only re-
moved many of the elements of danger
in international relationships, but promise
to lighten the financial burden of defence,
and thus have prepared the way for an
effort to improve economic conditions.

This may lead people to realize that
Canada, in common with many other|
countries, is suffering from an over-ex-
tension of the functions of government,
for purposes which, however desirable
they may be in themselves, cannot be
financed 'without imposing a burden on
the taxpayers beyond their ability to
bear.

644, consisting of 340 men and 804 wo-
men, Since the hospital began recelving
the mentally afflicted, 5,345 men and 4,
032 women have been admitted. Of these
9,377 cases, 3,471 recovered and 2,992
died in residence.
. Of the 154 patients who entered the
hospital during the year that has just
closed, 114 only were new cases, as forty
had been inmates of the institution on
one or more occasions in previous years.
Of the 154 admissions, eighty-five were
men, sixty-nine were women; the aver-
age age was forty-two years; fifteen
were more than seventy years old; eight
were under twenty, the majority imbe-
cile; ;seventy-nine were single persons;
145 were Canadian born; eight had been
mentally defective from infancy; six
were epileptic as well as insane; in
ninety-three a history of innate predis-
position to mental instability was ascer-
tained; thirty-four had had little or no
school training; exclusive of the con-
genital cases in forty-one instances the
duration of insanity was more than.one
year before admission; the friends 'of
fifty-seven agreed to assist financially in
their maintenance; - twenty-seven had
displayed tendencies to suicide; seventy
were accounted dangerous to others and
destructive.

TO CURB WOMEN SMOKERS.

Bay State Legislator Wants Practice in
Hotels Forbidden. y

Boston, March 9—The female smoker
was under discussion today before: the
Legislative Committee on Legal Affairs.
Representativé Shulman of Dorchester,
appearing for his bill to prohibit wonfen
from smoking in hotels, asserted that the
measure had been offered to raise t&:e
standard of women, check immorality in
future generations and promote the pub-

1f women wanted to smoke, he said,

let them do so in private. He declared
that the smoking habit had been brought
to this city by “a handful of women
who saw it in New York and thought it
would be a society fad here.”

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CHANGE NEGRO
0 WHITE MAN?

Brazil Doctor Has Blood Irri-
gation Method—Says Life
can be Prolonged.

New York, March 9.—Dr. Octavio Felix
Pedrogo, a young Brazilian scientist, ar-
rived in this country on the Southern
Cross, of the Munson Line, for the pur-
pose of demonstrating a blood irrigation
method whereby, he asserted, he could
change black skin to white; bring the
dead back to.life under certain circum-
stances, and increase man’s allotted
three-score years and ten indefinitely. He
has also discovered a way to shorten the
usual sleep period of eight hours to one
hour without injury to health. .

Dr. Pedroso, who is twenty-six years
old, said that the means through which
most of his. claims ‘were accomplished |
was a blodd irrigation device ‘which he
had constructed after many years of ex-
periment.

Although his. color transformation ex-
periments had been conducted on rats
successfully, Dr. Pedreso said he was cer-
tain he could change negroes to whites
without difficulty. He said he would at-
tempt such experiments while here.
Really Blood Pump.

This device is really a blood pump,
whereby the blood is pumped out of one
arm or leg into a series of rubber coils
where jt can be treated by heat or in-
jected with serum, and then returned to
the body through the other arm or leg.
Dr. Pedroso said it has many uses benc-
ficial to man, as I have demonstrated in
more than 1,000 cases I have treated in
my institution, ; g

“For example, I have sssened the sleep
period by electrically treating the blood
pumped out of the left arm, so that when
it is returned to the patient hy way of
the right arm the bload is cleansed of all
impurities and is energized, thus decreas-
ing the rest period ordinarily required.”

Dr. Pedroso said it required about a:
month to change black skin to white.
The change was accomplished by the in-
troduction of white corpuscles and the
elimination of the black corpuscles in the
blood, he explained. Describing s .-
periments with black rats, Dr. Pedroso
said he injected a serum first in one leg
of the rodent and then the other. By this
process five trillion cells were trans-
formed a day. He said that the first
change in color was noticed at the end
of fifteen days. In a month the black rat

had joined the white rat family, he said. |

“The method is very simple. )T am cer-
tain I can change negroes to whites,” he
declared. - ;
