Ottawa, April 9—Hon. Sidney F‘isher,l
wminister of agriculture in the Laurier|
administration, died this morning, at his
residence, No. 4 Range Road, at half
past two oclock. He had been ill for a
long time.

The Hon. Sidney Arthur Fisher was
a son of the late Arthur Fisher, M. D,
L. R-C. E, (Edin) and Susanne Corse
Fisher of Montreal. He was born in
Montrea! on June 12, 1850. He was edu-
cated at the Montreal High School where
he was the Davidson medalist, at McGill
University and Trinity College, Cam-
bridge. He obtained the degree of Bach-.
elar of Arts in 1871,

. Returning to Canada, he devoted him-
self to farming, and the Alva Farm,
Knowlton, Que., owned and cultivated
by him personally for many years, has
long been known as one of the finest and
best managed farms in the entire prov-
ince.

He served on numerous public bodies

- and royal commissions, and in politics
he was a well known figure for many
years. !

He unsuccessfully contested the.con-
stituency of Brome, Que., in 1880 for the
federal house, but was elected in 1882,
and represented the constituency from
that time to 1891, when he was defeated
by a majority of one vote. He was re-
elected- again in the next general elec-
tions. He was called: to take the port-
folio of agriculture. in the Laurier min-
istry on July 18, 1866, and held that
portfolio constantly till the Laurier
ministry passed out of power in 1911, he
being defeated for re-election on that oc-,
casion. ;

Since he retired from active politics
he still kept in close touch with the
Liberal national organization and had

London, April 9—Recruiting of velun~
teer workers and “safety units” was en-
ergetically begun by the government to-
day, and other plans were perfected to
meet the threat of a widespread indus-
trial tie up next Tuesday growing out
of the miners’ strike, and involving di-
rectly approximately 2,000,000 workers.

Meanwhile, however, reports from
various parts of England, Scotland and
Wales indicate that the Triple Alliance
executive board may have more to do
than the mere issuance of its strike de-
cree in order to bring about a general
cessation of work by the railwaymen
and the transport workers,, who with
the miners make up the membership of
this big labor organization.

From the Glasgow, Liverpool, Cardiff,
Edinbyrgh and several other important
locals of the National Union of Rail-
waymen comes word that the rank and
file are challenging the right of the rail-
waymen’s national -executive body to
call a strike without balloting by the
men. Some of those local bodies of rail-
way wotkers declare the miners’ resist-
ance to the cuts in their wages, which
brought about the strike in the coal in-
dustry, is justifiable, but they do not
consider that they have anything to
thank the miners for, and therefore
should not be stampeded into a sympa-
thetic walkout. ] ;

the period of industrial uncMy ainty
theré-is near an end. Among suggestions
made for improvement of conditions are
the ending of the buyers’ strike by lower-
ing prices; extending foreign credit to
encflirage more business for the basic
industries; putting the railroads back
on a profitable basis; less interference in
business by the government; government
economy; peace with Central Europe,
and definite economic and foreign poli-
cles. These recommendations cover -the

and indieate to the government certain
fines of action which it should parsue,
as well as some that call for the witen-!
tion of the financial leaders of the coun-
try., One recommendation is that there
be an optimistic propeganda, and as
psychology does enter into busigess in
times like these the suggestion is worthy
of attention. There is still, undoubtedlys
much hesitancy in the United States in
regard to many metters affecting the
revival of industry and trade; but optim=
ism and caution working together might
work wonders in a year's time.

The Fidelity and Deposit Company of
Baitimore has also made a survey of the
country’s economic conditions, and its
findings, not quite as cheerful as the
other, are’thus summed up:

“The ‘verdict from the county is that
there has beem no marked resumption
of industrial activity; that the public is
still restricting its buying; that indus-
trdal concerns are no longer complain-
ing of cancellation of orders, but ere
still carrying large amounts of their
customers’ paper; that retail prices have
not been reduced in the same proportinni
as wholesale prices; that the cost of liv-
ing, however, has diminished appregl-
ably; and that retaflers have not stocked
up in anticipation of & good spring busi-
ness.”

‘In other words, the country is still in'
a waiting mood, and, despite optimistie’
predictions, is very carefully feeling fts|
_way, hoping that there will soon be a
turn for the better, and finding groynd
for that hope in several directions.

A properly conducted scout troop, in
which the principle, of leadership of boys
by boys is carefully carried out, furnishes
a splendid opportunity for development
of responsibility on the part of the older
school boys. The relations between a
scout officer and his scouts are essentially
different from those between a teacher
and his pupils. The patrol system with
an active Court of Honor places the mat-
ter of troop progress and troop control
in the hands of the older scouts under
the direction and guidance of the scout-
master. The Court of Honor has been
found to develop the debating ability of
the pupils to a very marked degree.

It is sald that the school teacher who
meets his pupils in the dass room only,,
with no opportunity of observing their|
nabits outside of its doors, cannot work!
to the best advantage. One can think of!
no opportunity for this association out-
side of school hours which would excti
that offered by scouting. The spirit of
good fellowship existing between scouts
and their officers, their sharing in mutual
experiences, in outdoor games, wood=
craft, hikes, camps, etc., all tend to in-
crease the teacher’s knowledge of and in-|
fluence for good over his boys. Om the'l
otther hand, the scouts are not slow to

show their appreciation of their teacher’«
interest in their welfare.

His connection with a scout troop pro-
vides a school teacher with just the pro-
per amount of outdoor life, and furnishes
an ideal form of recreation. In country
districts the knowledge of the locality
gained through scouting is also an advan-
tage.

’gI‘eeachers are frequently reminded that
their influence should extend outside the
four walls of the school house and are
advised to identify themselves with some
community interest. When one appreci-
ates the possibilities in the scouting
movements, its national importance, the
training for citizenship, the opportunity
for training to the best use of a boy’s
spare time, and largely widening his
usefulness—surely no community intere t
could prove more attractive

A NEW TAX BILL

Halifax, April 8—Hon, E. H. Arm-
strong, acting leader of the government, |
introduced in the legislature today a
bill to amend the provincial revenue act.
Mr. Armstrong in explaining the measure
said that it was an act to amend and!
consolidate what is known as the supple- |
mentary revenue act of the province and
the act respecting the taxation of certain
companies, of a paid-up capital of $500,-
000 or more. According to the present
method of taxation, the act, it is ex-
pected, will produce during the current
fiscal year $126,000. By the changes,
made therein the revenue will be in-
creased by approximately $115,000.

The corporations affected by this act
are banks, insurance companies, loan and
trust companies, telegraph, telephone and
cable companies, gas and electric com-
panies, electric tramways, railways and
incorporated companies wit' a paid-up
capital of $100,000 or more.

Baron says it is his system of self-
:ept records, and he has good grounds
or his opinfon. This system has put
sompetition into the life of his store.
Che clerks every day know just how
nuch merchandise they sold, because
hey check it up themselves. They find
sut what the other fellow sold. If they
wre behind they speed up, and if they
are ahead they work harder to keep the
‘ead, for they know that the higher their
sales the bigger the pay-check will be.

“Since we started this system,” says
Baron, “we have noticed a marked rise
n individual sales and some clerks have
ncreased their sales as high as thirty-
six per eent. They are on a truly but
friendly competitive basis and it works.”

The system is simply and easily
handled and perhaps that is why it
works so efficiently. At the opening of
the business day every clerk is given a
report sheet, with space for fifty entries,

hich eorrespond to,the number of slips
n the salesbooks. This report is the
heart of the system. On it the salesman
anters al lthe facts about every transac-
tion for which a sales slip is made out.
Every slip must be accounted for on this
report sheet. In the evening, the sheets
are turned over to the bookkeeper, after
being totaled, and the totals are entered
to the credit of each. clerk.

Henwood Never Worries
About Timely Sales.

A valuable suggestion for the retailer
desirous of winning the trade of the rural
districts, so often held in part or com-
pletely by the mail order houses, comes
from Manager Earl C. Henwood, of the
Hazle Drug Co. in Hazelton, Pa., who
has worked out a calendar ot be dis-
tributed to farmers and take the place
of the old almanac so assiduously studied
by the agriculturist. i

Henwood has prepared them so that
they are just as useful next May or
August or even in December. The days
of the month, in their little boxes on each
sheet, have printed below the figures the

weather than probably will prevail. The
. Ly e‘youth and the trade is in no wise re-

sign of the zodiac for each day is also
suspended for every day of the calendar
month.

At the top of every page is printed a
list of seasonable suggestions with pie-
tures appended. For instance January
features hot-water bottles, cough medi-
cine is played up in February, spring
tonic in March, and so on up to De-
cember, when Christmas suggestions for
gifts are shown.

On the back of every page is a chart

and table for farm and household rec-
ords. These cover milk, eggs, butter,
hay, land, timber, live stock, crops, poul-
try, feed, farm and household expenses
aad if followed to the end of the year will
give the farmer a complete record of
what he received and spent for each item
for the twelve months involved in the
chart.
» Henwood declares that the plan already
has paid for the expense of putting it into
operation. The calls fer the spraying
chemicals applied in winter to fruit trees
developed in such proportions that he is
confident his balance sheet for the year
will show that the calendar idea has
doubled the trade that he enjoyed from
the farmers in 1920. He believes that .as
spring comes, he will see even greater re-
sults and the farmers’ calendars will be
a regular feature of the Hazle Drug Co.
work for years to come.

One valuable feature in connection
with the plan is that it can be applied
to half a dozen different retail lines.
Manager Henwood said that hardware
men are talking of taking up the same
enterprise with the idea of using it to
boost their sales of their own particular
goods to the farmers. Clothing dealers |
are interested also and the -proposition!
promises to be popular when calendars
go out next December and January.

Even as Fifth avenue establishments
go, Franklin Simon & Co. have always
‘held the reputation of being ultra con-
servative and dignified in its merchandis-
ing policy. That fact caused visitors to

come all the 'more excited. One day last
week a number of young men armed
with big blue pencils elbowed their way
among the crowds and, without any pre-
liminary announcement, began to
change the prices on the tagged dis-
plays of neckwear, hosiery, underwear,

revisions, of course, were all downward,
and the bargains offered almest caused
a riot.

The New York buying public has be-
come accustomed to mark-downs during,
the last few months, but this was the
first time they had ever seen prices fall'
dght in front of their eyes, and the
psychological effect was so great that,
inside of a few hours the shelves of the.
furnishings department were virtually
swept clean.

Busing began by making his place
interesting to young people. He went
to a local photographer and dug up pic-
tures of football, baseball, basketball
and track teams, not only of both high
schools, but of local independent out-
fits. He hung pictures of oldtimers who
had been prominent in athletics, and
he went to games—not especially be-
cause he was interested, but so that he
might be able to talk the language of
the boys and girls who came to his
shop.

Perfumes and Soap
Team Well Together

A side line that sells $100 worth of
goods weekly is conducted by. the cigar
store of Segaloff & Sons, in Philadelphia
—a full ' line of perfumes and toi-
talcum powders, cosmeties, rubber goods
and soaps.

This store is situated at a busy in-
tersection uptown, where the pedes-

| train trafic is heavy. Cigar and

periodicals sell best, but recently the
proprietor decided to cash in on the ex-
cepuonally large number of custowmers
wko bought newspapers and magazines
from him by installing a complete line
of toilet articles and perfumes. He
thought he knew what the people want-
ed and intended to give it to them.

The result was gratifying from the
start, Segaloff declares, and now his
sales of the new line of merchandise are
more than $100 a week, with prospects of
a steadily increasing volume, as his pa-

. trons and the passing trade learn of

his enterprise.

The methods Segaloff employs are
those generally used by drug stores. He
keeps a large window in Columbia ave-
nue filled with a display of what he
terms a “special” for one week. Re-
cently, for example, he dumped several
hundred bars of soap in the centre of
the window, with a card reading, “Spe-
cial price, 9 cents a bar; 8 for 25
cents” The display was surrounded by
a variety of useful toilet articles, and on
glass selves just above the floor of the
window, rows of perfumes were ar-

ran| The window 1s changed weekly
and the dispaly differently placed.

With his 1500 customers, who regu-
larly came for cigars, cigarettes and
tobacco, as well as mewspapers and |
magazines, Segaloff says the new lines,
added have given him a large number of
transients, and the people who enter
' his store to use the telephone booths |
have proved to be another source af ad-l
ditional business. Despite the fact that
a drug store on the opposite corner has !
a habit of cutting prices, Segaloff main-
tains that he has secured all the neigh-
borhood trade in cigars and tobacco,
and that these customers invariably
purchase 'from him whatever toilet ac-
cessories they mneed, making the com-
bined purchase at the one time.

Side Llne- of Books
Now Runs the Store

From hbeing merely a dispenser of
newspapers, magazines and writing
paper and material, Tom Fletcher, a
small stationer in a suburban town,
twelve miles or so from London, has
become a retailer of novels to mearly
the whole of the local population of
some 20,000 people, working up his
lucrative sideline -by knocking out the
inside of his little shop and establish-
ing a substantial lending library which
he runs on unique lines.

Fletcher advertised that he had in-
vestéd $1500 in popular novels and that
to every one who purchased one of these
books would be given the privilege of
barrowing every other book in his li-
brary. When they had exhausted the
entire selection they conld then ex-
change thg book they had purcaased
for any other novel of a similar value
in the place. The average value of each
novel was fifty cents. :

Soon after the anmouncement was
made in the local press the Fletcher
store was inundated by booklovers, who
were anxious to take advantage of the
use of a library of several hundred books
for the initial outlay of fifty cents.
Now Fletcher’s lending library business
is tne biggest and most imporatnt line
in his store. Practically the entire
reading public in his part of the coun-
try relies on his store for the latest
! novels. Farmers come in from the
_country with their wives and select their
week’s reading.

Incidently, the stationer specializes
on note paper, greeting cards and foun-
tain pens, besides stocking the usual
things expected of a stationer.

SMUTS REPLIES 10

This morning when R. C. Holt, pro-
prietor of the New System Laundry,
Ltd., arrived at his office he discovered
his safe partially wrecked, windows in
the buildings shattered and the partition
of his office dislodged. Sometime during
the night or early hours of the morning
robbers broke a window in the rear of
the laundry, which is situated in a
somewhat secluded spot in Elm street,
and then moved back a large bolt at-
tached to the door. They broke open a
tool chest in the machine shop and se-
lecting a large hammer and cold chisel
started to open the safe. The combin-
‘ation lock showed evidence of the chisel’s
work and the outer casing showed signs
of heavy blows with the hammer. These
means evidently proved inaffective and
they then proceeded to blow the door off.
There was no sign of any attempt hav-
ing been made to bore a hole in the
steel in which to place a stick of dyna-
mite, but judging from the wrecked con-
dition of the massive door with its large
steel plates bent and shattered the yegg-
men used nitro glycerine or other power-
ful explosive, .

Those who viewed the wreckage were
of the opinion that ne professionals
would attempt to open a safe with a
hammer and a chisel nor would they in-
sert such a large charge of “soup,” which
caused such havoc. The men used pil-
lows and mattresses to deaden the sound
of the explosion, but even though the
laundry’ is some distance from any
houseg it is thought that the report
could have been heard at some distance.
The safe is so badly demolished that it
is beyond repair.

Mr, Holt was unable to tell exactly
how much money was in the safe, but
estimates that he had at least $275 in
cash. He also had two domipion govern-
ment war bonds in one of the pidgeon
holes, but they were evidently over-
looked. None of the books were dis-
turbed although some of the edges were
torn by the shattered steel.

Some residents of Elm street say that
during the night they heard a moise, but
did not attach any significance to it until
this morning when they learned of the
robbery.

News of the daring break spread
quickly throughout the city and this
morning a large number of people visited
the laundry to view the scene.

The matter was reported to the police
and detectives searched the premises for
any clues that might have been left.
About noon today Sergeant Detective
John T. Powers, Detectives Patrick F.
Biddiscombe +:nd Kenneth Donahue and
Provincial Constable A. Garnett, left by
automobile in the direction of Dipper
Harbor-.

A communication from Masquash this
morning early was to the effect that Mrs.
Melanson’s store was broken into during
the night and it is believed that this
was done by the same persons who per-
petrated the daring robbery in the
laundry. The police believe this act was
done by five persons and they are said
to have left the city in a carriage and it
is presumed they are making for the
border.

An educational system is in full opera-
tion in the District of Columbia which
presupposes not the budding mind of
the child beginning schooling but adult
experience; in fact, a past, a recorded
past. For no one can get into the schools
conducted by Charles C. Foster unless
he has.been passed upon by a public

]tribunnl, or, in other words, sent to jail. !

I"Only those temporiaily d-prived of lib-
erty are eligible to matriculate. Atten-
dance is voluntary. They are, however,

Ino turants. The terms vary accordingi

'to the individual allotments, and some
.leave the institutions which house the
schools before they have been graduated
from the school classes. In cases of
‘graduation, however, the school sysiem
has already proven its success as a peno-
logical experiment.

The Foster schools began with the es-
tablishment of a school in the Jefer-
son County jail at Louisville, Ky,
where Mr. Foster was jailer. It was
the logical working of the idea that
the lack of real education is the cause
of a large percentage of =minor crime
in the United States. The jailer put the
theory into pracitce. It worked so well
that the records show that out of 800
graduates of the school only one was
ever resentenced to the jail.

RUSSIANS ASK TO
STAY IN GERMANY

Berlin, March 28—(Associated Press,
' by mail.)—Continued exchange of Rus-
sian and German prisoners of war has
developed the fact that many Russian
soldiers have no intention to return to
their homeland at this time if they can
possibly avoid it. The Cossack prisoners
are particularly reluctant to go back to
. Russia and shoulder guns in the Soviet
| armies, with which many of them are
| frankly unsympathetic. Half the men
' in one camp near Berlin asked the Ger-
{ man government for permission to re-
main here. :

Under one pretext or another it is be-
ing made easy for these soldiers to re-
main in Germany, the supposition being
that they will later establish residence
here.

There are still 100,000 or more former

or prison camps, although the number of
Germans still held in Russia has been re-
duc% to less than 10,000.

Séme of the Russian prisoners have
{aken advantage of the Soviet govern-
ment’s “open-purse” policy in favor of
propagandists or agents who, it is con-
sidered, may be of use to the Lenine-
Trotzky regime. One former Russian

ceived 75,000 German marks from Mos-
cow osténgibly “for use in his home dis-
trict in Russia” The officer, however,
is still in Germany and has given no in-
dication of eagerness to return.

The lenient attitude of the German
guards togard the Russian prisoners has
caused a number of newspapers to com-
plain that Victor Kopp, Soviet represen-
tative here, was taking advantage of the
situation for propaganda purposes, but
Kopp denied the charge.

Many of the Russians have secured
paroles. About fifty Cossack musicians
are permitted to visit different cities to
play in cafes and restaurants and at en-
tertainments. These men were paroled
in charge of a Young Men’s Christian
Association worker. The prisoners also
are permitted to hold “fairs” and sell
their handiwork to raise money for use
in the camps.

The Russian prisoners generally sp-
pear well-fed, well-clothed and apprecia-
tive of the German hospitality.

A new industry is being developed in
Alaska. The manufacturing of w
pulp there will greatly alleviate the
scarcity of newsprint paper throughont
the United States. Samples of the first
“pun” from a new mill near Juneau, in
the Tongass National Forest, have just
n received by United -States Forest
service officials, who say that this marks
another milestone of progress in pulp
production for the newsprint industry.

The mill which produced this wood

ritory, and is operated by hydro-electric
power. It has a capacity of twenty tons
of pulp a day, with power resources
available for increasing the output to
250 tons. While not equipped at pres-

ent to turn out paper, it is the intentlon
of the opersting company to enlarge the
plant so as to make a finished product.
The sample received is high grade spruce
pulp, but hemlock will also be ground in
quantity for newsprint purposes. |
The Forest Service has tried for many
years to establish a pulp mill in Alaska,
but the pioneering difficulties attending
such an enterprise, coupled with the pre-
vailing low prices for pulp and papen
have prevenied development of the im-
dustry. It was not until the summer of
1920 that the first mill was built. The
first run of puln was made on Jan, 24.
“The Tongass National Forest of
Alaska,” said Chief Forester W. B.
Greeley, “contains 70,000,000,000 feet of
timber, sufficient to meet one-third of
the pulp and paper requirements of the
United States. There is also a tremend-
ous amount of undeveloped water power,
from which probably a quarter million
horse power could be obtained. An
area containing 2,000,000,000 feet of pulp-
making timber will be placed on the
market soon by the Forest Service in
response to inquiries from prospective

paper manufactur::rs."
