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A PLOT THAT FAILED.
Another illustration was given yester--
day of the calibre of the men who sit
in opposition in the New Brunswick
legislature.

To make the story plain it is meces-
sary to go back to the afternoon of the
last day of the legislative session last
year. On that day Hon. B. Frank
Smith had read before the public ac-
counts committee s letter from Shippe-
gan, alleging certain irregularities in
connection with road work in that dis-
trict. Being told about it Hon. Mr
Veniot went beforc the. committee in
the afternoon and asked that the Jetter
be read again. It contained an attack
upon himself and his colleague, John G-
Robichaud. Mr. Veniot asked for the
name of the writer but Mr. Smith would
not give it Mr," Veniot then demanded
that charges be made so that an en-
quiry could be held. Mr. Smith de-
clined to make any charges. Mr. Veniot
then declared that he would hold a de-
partmental investigation, since there was
a reflection upon his department. Mr.
Smith promised to write a letter setting
forth the irregularities. The house was
prorogued, but Mr. Smith did not write!
the letter until Mr. Veniot wrote and
apked for it. Mr. Smith was also in-
vited to attend the enquiry, and did so,
with counsel. The interpreter engaged
by Mr. Veniot was a Conservative, and
the enquiry was held in a hotel recog-
nized as the Conservative headquarters.
One of Mr. Smith’s witnesses was  a
man who had been in jail for perjury,
and who had twice broken jail. Some
women were to have been summoned as
witnesses, but when Mr. Smith learned
of their reputation they were not called.
The chief instigator of the charges wa®
a man who was proved by a royal com-
mission to have been himself involved
in the padding of pay lists. Mr, Veniot
made a thorough investigation, giving
Mr. Smith the fullest opportunity to
present evidence. When that evidence
was received and sifted, in the light of
other evidence given by reputable men,
it was shown -that while ' there were
some slight irregularities easily explained
there were no padded pay lists and no
money paid out except for service well
rendered. There was not one tittle of
evidence to associate either Mr. Veniot
or his colleague, Mr. John G. Robichaud,
with any wropgdoing, or any effort to
cheat the province for their own benefit
or the benefit of their friends. Such
small irregularities as were . revealed
were condemned by Mr, Veniot in his
report, The whole affair, however, was
an effort on the part of the man of the
padded pay-lists to revenge himself on
Mr, Veniot and Mr. Robichaud, and he
found a ready helper in the Hon.. B.
Frank Smith of potato fame, who has
since been asked by a vote of the house

with “heading for free trade,” and de-
clared that they must wait.

THE TARIFF FIGHT

Mr. J. S. McKinnon, second vice-presi-
dent of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association, stirred up a hornets’ nest
by a recent speech delivered before the
Rotary Club of Toronto. The officials of
the Club took “pains to disclaim any
championship of his views, and the west-
ern members at Ottaws, in street par-
lance “went up in the air.” Mc, McKin-
non practically declared war on the west.
He said:— =

“The Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
sociation believes in the maintenance of a
customs tariff which would provide ade-
quate protection for Canadian industry.
Fxclusive of the special war tax which is
levied on all articles both dutiable and
free the Canadian customs tariff imposes
an average duty on dutiable goods en-
tering Canada of only twenty-one and
two-fifths per cent. It is not a high
tariff. Some people say that the tariff
is created only for the benefit of a few
manufacturers, That is not a reason-
able statement in view of the fact that
for the past forty years, under both
Liberal and Conservative governments
the Canadian people have time after
time emphatically stated at the polls
their belief that a moderate tariff should
be maintained. If the tariff were doing
harm instead of good to Canada, the
people would have found it out inside
of forty years. I think that the propos-
als of the Western Grain Growers’ con-

union government. It also brought from
Sir Thomas White a declaration that the
budget would include a tariff statement
which he believed would be satisfactory
to the country. Since then there have
been further assertions from farmers’
organizations in the west that there must
be a definite reduction of the tariff at
this session of parliament. The whole
matter is still unsettled, but it is per-
fectly 'clear that the government must
make some concessions.

States goyernment has withdrawn its
proposal to purchase the British owned
tonnage of the International Mercantile
Marine.

Strong objection to daylight saving
time was voiced last evening at a crowd-
ed mass meeting, held unuer the ausyices
of the I'rades and Labor Councl in
the board of trade rooms ana resolutions
opposing a change were adopted unani-
mously. President Fred. A. Campbell,
of the council, was instructed to forward
a telegram to the board of railway com-
missioners asking that they - order the
restoration of the original time on the
railroads. ' Incidentally the meeting, by
unanimous vote, called upon the New
Brunswick government to enact legisla-
tion at the present session of the legis-
lature making general an eight-hour day
in this province, Several of the speakers |
critici the newspapers which, they
claimed, were confusing the public re-
garding the reasons why daylight time
was adopted by the railroads.

When ajl of the denominational vice-
presidents had given their membership
reports showing how the enrollment had
increased and was still increasing, it was
decided that it was no longer possible
to notify members of meetings by means
of cards, and that it would be necessary
to use the columns of the press to an-
nounce the meetings each third Thurs-
day.

In the spring
of the same year he proceeded overseas
and for a short time was statirned in
England.

After do-
ing his bit for mearly a yeal Corvoral
Watson was sent to one of the base hos-
pitals suffering from shell-shock.

After recuperating he was again sent
up to the base prior to entering last sum-
mer’s fighting, and while there he met
a number of St. John boys who went
overseas with the 115th battalion and are
now transferred to the Fighting 26*h.
Among them were John (Daddy) Allen,
M.M., and Fred.

His Allegations Shattered by Fion.
. Mr. Veniot

|

With Effectively
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Statements Prove a Boomerang—
" Not Much Likelihood of Legis- |
lature Being Proregued Betore
Easter l

' Fredericton, N. B, April 3—A boom- l
erang is a dangerous plaything especi-
ally when it is directed by venom
rather than judgment.

B. F. Smith, of potato fame, not only
learned this lesson but had it rubbed in
this afternoon.

Mr. Smuth is still suffering from the
sting of the resolution of censure in
wpich he was named and from the igno-
miny of the invitation to resign his seat,
and he has been looking for revenge.
Appq.renuy accepting as justification for
remaining in public life the regret and
deprecation of his opposing colleagues
and their effort to conceal their real
opinion of him by the evasion of respon-
sibiilty which marked their amendment
last week, Mr. Smith appeared this af-
ternoon in the role of a reformer and
champion of regularity and business-like
methods. 5

His excuse for this attitude was his
' attempt to detract attention from his
own case by an attack on two govern-

ment members. In accordance with his
motion, the report of Hon. Mr. Veniot
on the investigation into road matters in -
Gloucester county was the order of the
.day. After the report had been read,
! Mr. Smith in a speech which was largely
a mass of misrepresentations, introduced
a resolution of censure directed against
the minister of public works and Mr.
Robichaud. {

Then the boomerang which he had!
hurled with such malicious intent turned |
in its flight and circling back over the’
chamber, crashed against the reputation
of the man who had thrown it. :

As Hon. Mr. Veniot and Mr, Robi-
' chaud replied to Mr. Smith’s remarks
-and arguments, the latter found himself
‘in the role not of the accuser but of
the accused ,with the evidence of his
- guilt too unmistakable for him to deny.
l It was shown by the gentlemen on the
government side that he had made his
allegations—he had not -had sufficient
| confidence in them to put them in the
form of charges—on reports forwarded
to him by one Martin J. Robichaud, a
former member of the legislature who
had been driven from the house by the
report of a royal commissioner. It was
further shown that his chief witness
whom he had asked the house to believe
in the face of the sworn contradictions
of reputable citizens, was a man who
had served a term in jail for perjury
and who faced charges of twice break-
ing jail. Other witnesses on whom Mr.
Smith had relied were said to be women
whose reputation was such that he had
shrunk from placing them om the stand,
and Mr. Smith did not deny it.

The irregularities upon which Mr.
Smith had laid so much emphasis were |
shown to have been condemned by the
minister himself to his report on tjme'
investigation, but not to have been of a |
nature to have cost the province a doliar. |

The investigation was shown to have !
! been conducted with "such impartiality |
 that the minister had chiosen a defeated !
' Conservative candidate to serve as in- |
| terpreter. !
| It was proved, and Mr. Smith did not !
. question the evidence, that the charge

against Mr. Robichaud that he had had !

nse, was without foundation, and that
instead Mr. Robichauds had saved the |
| province considerable money !

and do-
. nated to the province a large quantity of |
i road material.

i Coming to the insinuation contained in |
| the allegation that a check issued for !
| work on the roads had been endorsed
| by somebody other than the payee, and |
' that the money had foupd its way to Mr. !
i Robichaud, it was proven that this had |
| occurred through an act of charity on |
| the part of the member.

The man who had earned the cheek |
| was the man whom Mr. Robichaud had |
sent to- jail on charges of perjury and
_ battery, but it was shown that he had

advanced money to this man, taking in!

, exchange an assignment of his check
i and power of attorney for his clerk to

{endorse the check.

i Every allegation was fully answered,
and the defence was a smashing arraign-
ment of the man who had made them
and the methods he had adopted in at-
tempting to support them.

In the face of all this Mr. Smith al-

‘lowed his motion of censure to stand and
sixteen other members of the opposition
!-—their full voting strength, the remain-
'ing three being absent or paired—stood
up at the crack-of the party whip and
. yvoted with him for his resolution, which
!was defeated by the unanimous vote of
the government party. ;

Mr, Murray (Kings) said that when a
vote was taken on a matter in the house
this week the four members involved
had retired from the chamber. He
thought a similar course should be adopt-
ed by the honorable members referred to
in the resolution.

Hon. Mr. Veniot said that he had no
objection to retiring, but his conduct as
a member had not been called in ques-
tion. The resolution declared that his
finding was pertisan, but did not reflect
on his conduet.

Hon. Mr. Speaker after reading the rule
of the house applicable to the case, said
that the honorable member (Robichaud)
had withdrawn from the house, but he
did not see that it was necessary for the
honorzble minister of public works to do
S0. .

Mr. Baxter said he thought the resolu-
tion called for the censure of the house.
Had he read it the same way the other
day as it had now been read he need not
have retired as there was no. charge
ageinst him.

The house divided on the resolution
which was lost on ‘a vote of nineteen
nays and seventeen yeas.

it being 6 o’clock the speaker left the
chair to resvme at 8 p.m.

Upon the speaker resuming the chair
Hon, Mr. Foster stated that owing to the
carlier departure of trains the house
would meet tomorrow at 2.30 p.m. He
said there would be the usual week-end
adjournment but he trusted that honor-
able members would arrange their busi-
ness affairs so that they could remain in
 the city a week from Saturday. He had
| been asked if it was the intention of the
house to prorogue by Easter but had
been unable to answer the question. He
was hopeful that it might be possible to
do so.

Mr. Murray (Kings) said there was a
strong desire on his side of the house to
complete the session by Kaster and he
and his colleagues would do all in their |
power to facilitate the work of the ses- !
sion, '

PUELIG HEALTH

Irape:tant Investigations Under the
 international Jemt Commission

Several years ago the governments of
Canada and the United States requested
the International Joint Commission to
investigate the causes and extent of pol-
lution throughout the boundary waters
between the two couniries, and to rec-
ommend such remedies as would ade-
quately safeguard the public health of
the people on both sides of these waters.
This investigation naturally fell into two
branches.' In the first case the commis*
sion brought together and secured . the
views of representatives of the federal,
state and provincial boards of health. As
a result of this conference the commis-
sion was able to outline in a general way
the scope of its investigation. It then
engaged a corps of sanitary experts who
under the general direction of Dr. Allan
J. McLaughlin of the public health ser-
vice of the United States; Dr. J. W. S.
McCullough, chief officer of health of
Ontario, and F. A. Dallyn, provincial
sanitary engineer of Ontario, carried out
what has been described as the most ex-
tensive bacteriological examination of
waters the world has ever known. It
embraced in fact the entire system of in-

two countries, extending for a distance
of some 2,000 miles from thé¢ St. John
River in the east to the Lake of the
Woods in the west. One of the most
gratifying. results of these bacteriologi-
cal surveys was the assurance that the
great bulk of the Great Lakes water re-
mains practically in its original putity,
in spite of the fact that eight or ten
million people have" confracted the very
bad habit of dumping all their sewage
into these waters, and that the entire
shipping of the Great Lakes, carrying
ine one season not less than 15,000,000
passengers, has followed the same evil
practice, Serious pollution was found

.watets, and particularly in the Detroit
and Niagara rivers, where the cities of
Detroit and Buffalo, with a number of
smaller communities on both sides of
the boundary, have been doing their best

DOCTORS AND CLERGYMEN
ARE NOT-EXEMPTED

They Come Under Prohibitory Clause
of Neva Scotia Bill Re
Motor Vehicles

A bill aimed at regulating the loads of
motor vehicles and establishing a closed
season for automobiles came before the
committee-of-the-whole in the legislature
of Nova Scotia on Tuesday. It was
favorably reported upon for the third
reading, and passed, but not until an
amendment exempting doctor and
clergymen from the prohibitory clauses
had been defeated by.a vote of eight to
six, following a debate of considerable
warmth., \

Addressing the Nova Scotia Goo
Roads Association on Tuesday evening,
Hon, Mr. Wickwire referred to the ques-
tion of the weight of loads to be run
over the Nova Scotia highways. No
road made, he said, would stand the
continual hauling of very heavy loads
over it. The legislature would attempt
to preserve roads in'the province by pre-
venting loads of over four tons being
hauled over them. -Mr. Wickwire re-
marked on the greatly increasing use of
the motor truck in Nova Scotia. A per-
mit might be had to run heavy loads
over the provincial . highways, he ‘said,
but the damage done would be paid for.
From the twentieth of March to the first
of May no person except-a clergyman or
doctor might use a car on the roads of
the province. Motor fees were being in-
creased approximately fifty per cent, said
Mr. Wickwire, -He did not think this
too much.

"Joint Commission should .achieve noth-
ing ‘more than o awaken the cities of
the Great Lakes to the vital importance
of protecting their watcr%zﬁ"p ies, it will
have more than justified its existence.
Having completed the first branch of
its investigation, that is as to the sources
and extent of pollution, the commission
took up the very important question of
remedies, and as an initial step held a
conference in New York with a group
of sanitary engineers, including men of.
international standing such as George
W. Fuller, Earle B. Phelps and George
C. Whipple of the United States, and
W. S. Lea, F. A. Dallyn and T. J. La-
freniere of Canada. As a result of this
conference and the subsequent deliber-
ations of the commission it was decided
to adopt, at least tentatively, certain
fundamental principles for the preser-
vation of public health upon which the
experts were in agreement. The most
vital of these principles is that, while
in certain cases where the ratio of water

to sewage is unusually large the dis-!
charge of the latter into boundary |
waters may be made without danger to
the public health, “effective sanitary ad-|
ministration requires the adoption of the
general policy that no untreated sewage
from cities or towns should be dis-
charged into boundary waters.” The
other principles adopted relate to meth-
ods - of sewage purification and water
purification, ;

Field work in connection with the sec-
ond branch of the investigation was car-
ried out by a corps of sanitary engineers
under the direction of Earle B, Phelps
of the U. S. public health service and
F. A. Dallyn of the Ontario board of
health. The elaborate reports of the
bacteriologists and sanitary engineers ‘on
the two branches of the investigation
have already been published. The -com-
mission has now issued its own finial re-

ing its conclusions and recommendations
In that report, after, setting forth the
character and extent of the polution,
and the remedies recommended, it is
suggested that the two governments
confer upon the commission jurisdiction
to regulate and where necessary to pro-
hibit the pollution of boundary waters
and waters crossing the boundary.
While nothing has yet been done in the
direction of conferring upon the com-
mission jurisdiction to carry out its own
recommendations, the two governments
have within the past few weeks re-
| quested the commission to draft rules
and regulations designed to meet the
needs of the situation.

THE GRAND TRUNK

Probable Outcome of Situation,

Says Sir Thoms White

POSSIBLE ALTERNATIVES

Criticism of the Government and
Aunswer to Critic —Finance Min-
ister Speaks of Credit of Canada

Ottawa, April 4—That acquisition of |
the Grand Trunk Railway by the gov-
ernment will be the probable outcome of
the present railway situation was a
statement by Sir Thomas White, when
the bill confirming the appointment of a
receiver for the Grand Trank Pacific
was being ‘ considered . in committee of
the House of Commons yesterday. Sir,
Thomas said he could not make: this|
statement definitely, and .suggested as
possible alternatives that the government |
might resort to suit or foreclosure. . .

When pressed by F. S. Cahill for a
more definite statement Sir Thomas said |
that it was. impossible for him }o say |
more, as negotiations are proceeding. |

Hon, Charles' Murphy asserted that |
under such circumstances it was not rea-
sonable to expect the house. to proceed
with the bill. : :

There was some criticism of the action
of the govemnment by Major Thomas A.
Vien, who regretted that an order-in-
council “appointing a receiver had been
passe ad d
clared its railway policy, .He maintain-
ed that the government had relieved the
Grand Trunk of its liability in respect of
the G. ‘T: P. and that it bas done just
what it  wished te avoid.

R..L. Richardson of Springfield ‘was
critical of the attitude of the previous
speaker. He declared that there appear-
ed to be a conspiracy: on the part of cer-
tain newspapers to help the Grand
Trunk, and resented the suggestion that
the Grand Trunk Company should be
treated with generosity. It would be
useless, he said, to pour more money in-
to the railways, and there was notliing
left but public ownership. “The babies,”
he said, *had been left on our door-step
and we had to nurse them.” Ay

Sir Thomas White explained that un-
der the receivership the government will
not_pay interest guaranteed by any of
the provinces. The government would
pay only enough to operate the system.
He denied that the action of the. gov-
ernment in regard to the Grand Trunk
would hurt the credit of Canada in Lon-
don and read a cable from Sir George
Perley to the effect that the credit of
the dominion was good in the mother
country.

We go
by the way of Constantinople to Batum
a port, on the Black Sea, where I will
be in charge of railway work, in all its
branches, for the army of occupation.
/A raliway of 50U miles runs across the
country to. Baku, a town on the Caspian
Sea, Some of the fiercest battles were
fought by ‘the Russians and Turks in
this ¥icinity consequently, much has
been destroyed. We expect to camp in
or near the Caucasus Mountains.”

Lieutenant-Colonel . Brown, in 1915
went overseas with the 55th Battalion as
a lieutenant. Shortly after arriving in
England he became attached to the 273rd
Railway Company of the Royal Engi-
neers and was sent wtih a draft of men
to Saloniki where he has been since that
time. Hijs career has been a fine ‘one
and his capabilities as a soldier and in
engineering have been fully recognized
by those in’ authority or he never would
have been given command of such an
important expedition. He is a New
Brunswick man and St. Stephen in his
birthplace. He expects to remain in the
