Not More Than Eight or Fewer
Than Four Years For Harlan

. Tupper
Skowhegan, Oct. 2—Harlan Tupper,

| who was found guilty of manslaughter,

was sentenced to serve not more than
cight years and not less than four years
in the state prison at Thomaston. Just-
ice Savage awarded the sentence under
| the new parole law which gives the
prisoner in this case the privilege after
four years. to apply for his freedom.
This is the first sentence for manslaugh-
ter in Maine under the new law.

Before pronouncing senience, Justice
Savage listened to the senior attorney
for the defense, A. K. Butler, in behalf
| of the prisoner. Mr. Butler said that as
the trouble between the dead man and
the prisoner was not of the prisoner’s
making, he should receive all the consid-
eration that could be given him by the
court.

Justice Savage said that he took into
account the great provocation under
which Tupper was placed at the time
of the shooting, but that he should re-
ceive a sentence sufficiently severe to
warn others with like tempers and let
them know that taking life into their
jown hands was no light matter.

After the second sitting “MacDowell”
whispered to us, apparently from the
air, and directed us to take the piece to
the piano.

He told Fuller how to play it.

He corrected it while Fuller and I
held the slate ourselves. -

The psychic was not even touching it.

The annual meeting of the Nova
Scatia Graduate Nurses' Association
opened in Halifax yesterday. This as-
sociation was Incorporated in 1910 and
has now a membership of 130 certified
graduated nurses.

Quince Honey

Pare and core 5 quinces and put the
quinces through the fine food chopper.
Put the skins and cores in kettle to!
boil in 1 pint of cold water. When 'theyI
are tender strain the liquid off and add
cold water to make a pint of juice, then
pour that juice into a preserving kettle
with 5 pounds of fine white sugar.
When dissolved add the quinces (that
have been through the food chopper),
and after they begin to boil just boil
hard for 15 minutes and put into tum-
blers. This makes several tumblers.

Pea Soup

Wash well a pint of split peas and
cover them well with cold water, adding
a third of a teaspoonful of soda. Let
them remain in it over night to swell.
In the morning put them in a kettle
with g close-fittihg cover. Pour over
them three quarts of cold water, adding
half a pound of lean ham or bacon, cut
into pieces, also a teaspoondul of salt
and 'a little pepper. When the soup
begins to boil skim the froth from the
surface. Cook slowly for 8 or 4 hours,]|
stirring occasionally until the peas are
all dissolved, adding a little more boil-
ing water to keep up the quantity as it
boils away. Strain through a colander
and’ leave out meat. It should be quite
thick. Serve with small squares of
toasted bread, cut up and added. If not
rich enough ,add a small piece of butter.

THE MAN WHO BROUGHT

ALFALFA FROM SIBERIA

In 1897 James Wilson, then Secretary
of Agriculture, who had known Profes-
sor Hansen at Ames, called upon him to
go to Russia and Asia as the nation’s
first plant explorer He was to get
drouth - resistant. and cold - resistant
plants of commercial value to supple-
ment those of the Northwest or other
parts of the United States.

Having crossed through Northern Eu-
rope, and made his way eastward and

then southwestward across Russia again,
the Professor turned southward through
Transcaucasia, and then sailed over the
Caspian Sea to the realms of the Turko-
man. Here he came face to face with the
problem in the discovery of a hardy al-
falfa. f ! x

It was almost like discovering a new
continent. Here was an alfalfa that na-
ture, doubtless through thousands of
years, had inured to drouth and cold.
It held hardiness.

Hardiness had been worked into it by
nature’s slow processes as the plant had
traveled with infinite pains from the
southward; perhaps in Persia, where as
the common alfalfas of the United
States had traveled another way. These
were taken from Persia to Greece in the
fifth century B. C. Thence they were
carried to Italy and Spain, and after
that to South America, long after which
they were brought to the southwestern
States. They had never had an oppor-
tunity to spread northward through long
centuries of time, becoming hardy by in-
finitely slow degrees, as had those in the
part of Asia where Professor Hansen
had just made his discovery. With the
discoverer’s philosophy of plant-har-
diness, however, the hardiness of these
new alfalfas could be transferred to oth-
er alfalfas, and a variety both luxuri-
ant and hardy could be invented. That
is, if this newly discovered alfalfa would
not itself do as a successful forage in
the Middle West of the United States.

But the thing to do was to follow
this new plant northward, and find out
the home of the hardiest of the hardy.
With this in mind he set out. He fol-
lowed the trail across deserts, among

wild and forbidding mountains, along
routes infested by bandits, tracing it by
caravan for 1800 miles to a latitude

about level with St. Paul—45 degrees '

north—in the very heart of Asia. The
tale as he tells it is one that stirs the
blood. Along the difficult way he in-
terviewed natives , soldiers, and the
horses’ in the markets. He and his com-
pany gathéred seed by hand out on the
steppes. Then winter overtook him a

little to the northwestward of the Chi-

nese frontier, and, risking his life by ex-
posure, he made a seven-hundred-mile
dash northward to Omsk on the Trans-
Siberian Railway, whence he started
westward with his precious freight of
seeds—From “Hansen, America’s First
Plant Explorer.” by William F. Kirk-
wood, in the American Review of Re-
views for October.

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ST. JOHN IS SACRIFICED

W},xen the official lists of the sailings
of the mail steamships were first issued
by the Canadian Pnclﬂc and Allan lines,
they showed that St. John would share
the mail service with Halifax. The
vice-presidé3nt of the Canadian Pacific
‘Railway now says that the Empresses
of their line and the Alsatian and Cal-
garian, the fast new steamers _of the Al-
lan line, would sail to and from Halifax
alone. What has brought about this
change? Was {t the fact that the Hali-
fax board of trade and city council sud-
denly became active, and that Mr. Bor-
den hearkened to their protest? Where
in'the meantime were the St. John board
of trade and city council, and the Hon.
J. D. Hazen?

The St. John Standard this morning
takes the humiliating position that St.
John should be satisfied even if the Em-
press steamers do not come to St. John,
because there will probably be more
freight to handle this year than last.
Everybody expects there will be more
freight to handle, but that does not
atone for the refusal to make a fair test
of St. John as a mail port. This the
people of St. John have a right to expect;
and, if it is not granted, it will be be-
cause their influence has sadly declined
while that of Halifax has been increased
and strengthened.

ohn appears to be hard hit in con-
nection with the new Atlantic mail ser-
vice, the new West India steamship ser-
vice, and the matter of the traffic of the
Grand Trunk Pacific. In every one of
thebe cases Halifax has gained a dis-
tinct advantage, which she should not
have received. There is no question of
jealousy as between rival ports. The
{nterests of St. John have been sacrificed,
and the fact cannot fairly be denied.

What do fhe citizens of St. John pro-
pose te.do- abeut it? With commission
government vangea, large and re- -vitalized
board of trjide, *&h&l should certainly be
able to give « some ‘¥xpression to their
views.

HERE ARE THE FACTS

(1) Even if the St. John Valley Rail-
way were not completed, and Grand
Trunk Pacific freight were carried to
Moncton, that freight would naturally
come to St. John rather than take the
longer and harder haul to Halifax, pro-
vided, of course, the necessary terminal
facilities were available at St. John.

(2) When the Borden government
went into office two years ago, it found
a draft agreement drawn by the solici-
tors of the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway
under which the company would take
over the terminals at Courtenay Bay
ns fast as they were provided by the
government. Hon. William Pugsley had
secured from parliament the initial
grant for beginning work under this
ugreement. For two years the Borden
government has done absolutely nothing
toward having that agreement conclud-
ed and its-provisions carried out.

(3) It has been taken for granted
that the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway
would prefer not to come to St. John
by way of Moncton, but to use the St.
John - Valley Railway. The officials of
the company have confirmed this view.
Such being the case the St. John Val-
ley Railway should be completed at
least as soon as the Transcontinental
{s completed to the borders of this
province. But the route from Gagetown
to St. John does not yet appear to have
been finally settled, or, if it has, no
contract has been entered into for the
construction of the bridges, which ad-
mittedly cannot be constructed in a
short time.

(4) At every point the provincial and
federal governments have fallen down
and sacrificed the interests of the port

of St. John, so far as the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway is concerned.

Is it not the duty of the St. John
board of trade, to which the citizens
have been looking this year more than
in any former year to do effective
work for the benefit of the city, to be-
stir itself and let the authorities both at
Ottawa and Fredericton understand that
further neglect will not be tolerated?

The attitude of the Standard in rela-
tion to the port of St. John may be
summed up in the consolatory phrase:
“Cheer up, the worst is yet to come.”

DR. R. H. FITZ DEAD

stcovercd Appendicitis as Definite Dis-
ease—Member of the Harvard Facul-
ty for 38 Years,

Dr. Reginald Heber Fitz of Boston,
professor emeritus at the Harvard Med-
“jcal School and a foremost authority on
nppendlcxtls, died on Tuesday evening
{in the Corey Hill Hospital, Brogkline.
! The cause of death was ulcer of the
stomach.

Dr. Fitz practically discovered appen-
dlcms as a definite disease, and with
lus article in the American Journal of
| Medical Science in 1886 begins the real
 history of its diagnosis and treatment.
He gave the disease its'name and but
for his modesty it \muld have been
! known as “Fitz” disease.”
| Dr. Fitz was born in Chelsea, on May
5, 1848, the son of Albert and Eliza Rob-
elt (Nye) Fitz. In 1864 he was graduat-
ed from Harvard College and in 1867 he
lreceived the degree of A. M. and the
| year following that of M. D.

He began practxce in Boston and al-
most at the start, in 1870, he entered on
his connection with the staff of the Har-
vard Medical School, which ended only
with his retirement in 1908.

He taught pathological anatomy as in-
| structor from 1870 to 1878, as assistant
‘professor from 1878 to 1878, as profes-
sor for a year and as Shattuck professor
from 1879 to 1892. He was then appoint-
ed to the Hersey professorship of the
| theory and practice of physic, which he
| held until 1908, He was granted the title
of professor emeritus.

The eminence of Dr. Fitz in his pro-
fession was recognized when, in 1905,
 he was awarded the honorary degree of
! LL.D by Harvard University. He was a
fellow of the American Academy of
' Arts and Seciences, prominent in the

University Professor Says This as
Much as Any One Thing Else

The managements of Lynn shoe shops
say that they have arrived at the part-
ing of the ways, the point at which they
must have reduced expenses or go out
of business, as, they state, it is impos-
sible to continue the manufacture of
shoes at the present rate of wages.

This question of wages is treated very
interestingly in the October number of
the Atlantic Monthly by Prof. J. Law-
rence Laughlin of the University of Chi-
cago, who argues that the policy of the
labor unions, through the attempt to
create a monopoly for the purpose of in-
creasing wages has had the result of ad-
vancing the products of labor and conse-
quently the wage eagner is worse off in
the matter of livind than he was with
lower wages and lower costs ofggiving.
Prof. Laughlin gives his statistics to

RURAL LABORERS

- WAGES IN ENGLAND

First Part of Lloyd George’s Land
Inquiry Report is Out

London, Oct., 8—A summary of the
firgt part of the land inquiry report, on
whigh will be based the next step of the
government’s programme of‘social legis-
lation, has been made public and shows
the pressing need of relief for rural la-
borers.

The report, which is made under the
direction of Hon. David Lloyd-George,
states that the wages now paid do not
allow the level of physical efficiency to
be maintained. The question, it is urg-
ed, is the more pressing because since
1900 pricesthave risen disproportionately
to wages.

Objection is shown to an inereasing
degrge by laborers to wages being part-
ly ‘paid in kind. The laborer feels the
long hours and the absence of holidays

nearly as much as the lowness of wages.
The loss of wages through wet weather
is a strong subject of complaint.

A surprising feature of the report is
the absence of any reference to the
much discussed minimum wage of 85 a
week.

CONFESSES 10

New York, Oct. 2—Dynamite out-
rages that rivalled the exploits of the

McNamara -brothers and of Ortie Mc-
Manigal were confessed today by George
E. Davis, a union iron worker. Davis,
who was arrested here today, was the
George O’Donnell who figured in the
trial at Indianappolis that resulted in the
conviction of Frank M. Ryan, president
of the International Association” of
Bridge and Structural Iron Workers and
thirty-seven of his associates. His arrest
and its consequences round up the work
the federal government started more
than two years ago when the dynamiting
of bridges and steel frame buildings all
over the country became a national
scandal. "

All the explosions that Davis says he
caused were touched on and testified to
at the dynamiters’ trial in Indianapolis,
but the fact that Davis caused them re-
mairied unvevealed until he himself re-
vealed it today.

Davis’ confession resulted today in the
arrest in Indianapolis of Harry Jones,
secretary-treasurer of the Iron Workers
Union. His confession supplements the
evidence presented at the Indianapolis
trial and makes fresh charges against
some of the men there convicted, and
now in prison. Some of his revelations
concern President Ryan, who is now
out on bail pending appeal from a pris-
on sentence of seven years.

Apprehension of this “McManigal of
the east,” was due to Robert Foster, a
Louisville detective, who shaddowed the
iron worker through eastern cities. Fin-
ally, several weeks ago, when Davis was
displeased with his treatment by the
union, Foster persuaded him to make a
full confession. This was on September
16.

A feature of Davis’ statement was a
story of a gigantic scheme to set off
simultaneous explosions in Omaha, San
Francisco, 8t. Louis, and New York
city, while the McNamaras were in jail
This was to create the impression that
the McNamara brothers were by no
means responsible for all the dynamiting
in the country. The consummation of
the plot was nipped by the confession of
the two men in jail,

While the present government has not

provided harbor facilities as rapidly as
the growth of the business warrants St.
John now is far better equipped to han-
dle the business than Halifax will be for
some time to come and the necessity of
doinng all this business at Halifax
would seem to have little to recommend
it to such business-like corporations.

In addition to this there is the extra
cost of long rallway transportation. over
a heavy grade between St. John and
Halifax. The extra cost by water is
so small as to be disregarded but by
reil the difference will be a substantial
item in the winter’s expenses. Not only
will the passengers and mails have to
be carried by rail but there are also the
immense shipmenjs of freight which are
required to fill these large steamers.

The question was raised at the confer-
ence this morning as to whether the
steamship companies were bearing this
extra expense for no advantage to them-
selves or whether some arrangement had
been made by which the 1. C. R., the
government railway, would carry all the
through freight to and from Halifax at
the same rates as those spplying to St.
John.

The explanation of the whole matter
which is generally accepted s that pres-
sure has been brought to bear on Prem-
ier Borden by his Halifax constituents
and that so far St. John's interests have
been overlooked in order to satisfy a
rival port.

St. John has had to take the short end
of the West India service, the prepara-
tions for fhe G. T. P. terminpgls at. this
port have been delayed and now comes
this latest blow to the port and the gen-
eral question around the city is: “How
much longer is St. John going to stand
1324 g

The answer will probably be given on
Monday evening.

The C. P. R. general qﬂces in Meont-
real have confirmed the announcement
that the Empress steamers will make
Halifax their terminus this winter agd
will not come to St. John. The first
sailings under the new arrangement will
be the Empress of Ireland from Liver-
pool November 29, and from Halifax,
December 18.

Halifax Gets Work’ Done

The Halifax Recorder of yesterday
said:—

“Instead of Halifax being only a port
of call, it i now a terminal port, and
the inails, passengers and cargoes -of
four large mail liners will be landed here
and the ships will also be loaded at this
port for Great Britain. in addition to

Halifax a port of call, and will land the
mails, a portion gf their passengers and
cargo. -

“Arrangements are being hurried in
order to accommodate the big ~mail
steamers which will make this their
Canadian home port for the coming
season. A temporary shed will be placed
on the new pier, and it is expected that
ihis pler will be sufficiently completed
to allow one if not two steamers to dis-
charge its freight and rumgers at the
pler without being obliged to shift to
another pier.

The voyagérs visited the provincial
government’s experimental farm,  six
miles from Fort Vermilion, midway be-
tween the 58th and 59th parallels of lati-
tude, near which the Lawrence family,
residents in the district since 1896, this
season, cut 300 acres of wheat, which
averaged more than eighteen bushels an
acre. The experimental farm, it is re-
ported, is making satisfactory progress.

FARM WOMEN'S CLUBS IN .
DOMINION OF CANADA

" The Tpird International Congress of
Farmwofmen was held last June at
Ghent, We extract from the Bulletin
of Ecgnomic and Social Intelligence, pub-
lished by the International Institute of
Agriculture, some particulars respecting
the organization of these clubs in On-
tario, where they originated fifteen years
ago, and where they are in a specially
flourishing condition. -

he first clubs of Ontario were found-
ed 1898. They are generally organ-
ized according to districts, and if neces-
sary divided into sections; when official-
ly approved they receive grants, and are
subject to control. Their object is to
diffuse a knowledge of domestic econ-
omy, hygiene, and Household manage-
ment; make known'the most practical
‘rules as to clothing, the warming and
lighting of houses and.the management
of children; and, through education and
instruction, raise the moral and physical
condition of the people.

The secretary draws up a monthly
report on the work of the section-and
the number of members, and prepares
the balance-sheet to be presented at the
general meeting. FEach club, apart from
this general meeting, holds three or four
local meetings during the year. The
pamphlets and other publications of the
association are sent to each member.

A practical manual published by the
Department of Agriculture ‘gives advice
in case of difficulties which might lead
to the dissolution of a club.

It recommends that the salaries of the
secretaries should be on a uniform sys-
tem, viz. a certain fixed amount for 50
members, and a further sum for every

50 additional menibers. The president
and the members of the bureau usually
give their services gratuitously, and in
exceptional cases they even defray cer-
tain expenses.

Notices and programmes are present-
ed in an attractive form., Some clubs al-
low advertisements on the back of their
publications, obtaining from this source
a revenue in proportion to the number
of copies distributed. Propagandists al-
ways carry with them pamphlets likely
to interest those—who might be inclined
to join. Certain clubs have an ingenious
‘system of boxes and drawers in which
written questions may be placed by any
member desiring explanations for which
she is too timid to ask at the meetings
of the club. Such questions are placed
on the agenda of the next meeting, and
are studied by the 'most competent
members.

These clubs have recently shown a
tendency to unite practical experiment
with theoretical discussion. Six clubs
of Haldimand County have made an
arrangement with the Department of
Agriculture to provide lessons in cook-
ery. The Department undertakes to
supply all the material necessary with
the exception of tables, chairs and a
cooking stove, and to pay board, lodging
and travelling expenses to a teacher who
is employed to give fifteen lessons in
cookery to each club at the rate of one
per week. At least eight days in ad-
vance, all necessary instructions as to
local markets, or as to any special con-
ditions are sent to this teacher. The
clubs agree to arrange the weekly les-
sons as may be most convenient for the
teacher, and to undertake the necessary
printing and propaganda. Each club pro-
vides a room, lighting, cleaning, ete., as
well as an assistant to prepare the room,
and buy provisions. The club guaran-
tees the sale of at least 25 tickets at one
dollar each for the whole course. The
twenty-five dollers thus collected are
sent to the Department of Agriculture
together with half of any additional sum
that may afterwards be raised.

On May 381, 1912, the Ontario clubs
comprised 700 local sections with 20,861
members.
