MODERATION URGED!

Sir John and the Jesuit Question,

Toronto, June 8.—Sir John Macdonald,
in reply tothe toast to his health at the
Albany Club alluded to the Jesuit agita-
tion. He said there was now an excire-
ment, which, like a small cloud, threat-
ened to spread and become portentous,
but if they would take the
advice of an old man, who
had seen many such clouds in
his time, and act moderately, the winds
of reason would by and by dissipate the
clouds that threatened. His advice
was to be moderate in tone. “Do not,”
he said, “quarral with  those who inay
temporarily differ from us. Do not
impugn their motives, but acknowledge,
though you may not agree with them,
that they ars sincere, and when the
clouds roll away the Conservative
party will;come out as strong as ever.”
There was no power in the Dominion
but the Quebec Legislature which could
repeal the Jesuits’ estates act, and it
would not doso: but he would say to
those who were against it that he had
not the slightest objection to their tak-
ing it to the highest conrts, and going to
the foot of the Throne. The Govern-
ment would put no obstacle in their way.
Asto the attempt by a side wind to get
the Government to take action, he would
say that the Government was the Exe-
cutive of Parliament, and after all, but
thirteen of the 211 voted that the act was
unconstitutional. The Government could
not fly in the face of that vote. It would
be tantamount to handing in their resig-
nations. Again he counselled his friends
10 m_odcrntlun, urging them to keep their
spirits up; and in 1891, or whenever
elections came, they would give their op-
ponents as good a thrashing as in I887.

874,71, exclusive of $20,373,66 outstanding
gas bills, $808,38 of outstanding electric
light biﬁs, making in all assets of $368,-
172.04. The total expenses of the com-
pany for the year, including dividends of
$21,441,60, were $60,952.92 while' total
receipts for the year were $75,781.22.
The sales of gas during the year amount-
ed .to $60,685.75. The profit and loss
account this year amounts to $68,518.42
against $53,690.11 last year showing an
increase of $14,828.31 which ought to be
highly satisfactory to both directors and
stockholders.

The auditors, Messrs Jno. McAlister
and G. J Chubb, handed in their report
and in doing so, expressed not only their
sense of the correctness of the various
books and accounts but also pay an ex-
prassion of the valoable assistance re-
ndered them by thefSecretary Mr. Ellis
and his assistant Mr. Peters, in the full
performance of their labour.

GLADSTONE'S LETTER.

HME ACKNOWLEDGES A COPY OF
HENRY CLEWS’ BOOK.

Gladstione Tells Clews That He HMas
Been Entirely Misled, in His Refer-
ence to the Primerston Cabinet.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New York, June 11.—Henry Clews
sent a copy of his “Thirty years in Wall
Street,” to Gladstone and received yes-
terday a letter of acknowledgement and
& second letter which is as follows.

Dear Sirr—Having expressed my inter-
est in portions of your work which
I read on the day of its arrival
I think it would be less
than ingenuous if I did not after reading
what relates to the cabinet of Lord Pal-
merston, make some reference to it.
Allow me to assure you that as far as the
cabinet is concerned you havebeen en-
tirely misled, in regard to matters of fact.
As a member of it, and now nearly
its sole surviving member, I can stale
that it never at any time dealt with the
subject of recognizing the Southern States
in your great civil war, excepting when
it learned the proposition of the Emper-
or Napoleon third, and declined to en-
tertain that proposition  with-
out qualification, hesitation,
delay or dissent in the debate which took
place on Roebuck’s proposal for a negoti-
ation.

Lord Russe!l took no part, and could
take none as he wasa member of the
House of Lords. Ispoke for the Cabinet.
You will I am sure be glad to learn there
is no foundation for a charge which, had
it been true, might have aided in
keeping alive angry sentiments, happily
gone by.

THE WHEAT SITUATION.

Prices Rally a Trifle, Only to Drop to

the Lowest of the Crop.
New York Sun.

The week started off with a large de-
crease in the visible supply, and a moder-
ate one in the amount on passage o the
United Kingdom and Continent. The
latter was quite contiary to the expecta-
tion of the trade, asit was thought the
Indian shipments would be sufficiently
large to cause a moderate increase, The
market did not advance very much after
these announcements, and before Tues-
day night bad reached the lowest prices
on the crop, but before the weck ended
there were additional reports of damage to
the Russian crops, and this, together with
some pretty fishy stories from the North
west about the crop looking badly, a lack
of rain, &c., caused alittle firmer feeling.
Then came a report from two or three
large commigsion houses in San Francis-
co to the eflect that there would not be
over 38,000,000 or 45,000,000 bushels of
wheat in their crop; but this does not a-
gree with the best informed newspapers
of the Pacific coast, who predict 60,000,
000 bushels at the least, and possibly as
much as 72,000,000 bushels.

California merchants are interested in
making their estimates as small as pos-
sible, otherwise their good customers of
last year (Europe) might hold off on
their purchases and bids until the win-
ter and spring crops were ready to be put
upon the market east of the Rocky Moun-
tains. Harvest has begun in portions of
Tennessee, Kentucky and Southern Kan-
sas, and telegrams from St. Louis from
the best concerns there, say that they ex-
pect a few cars of new wheat in that
market before the end of next week,
while reports come from Baltimore that
they expect some not later than the 20th
inst.

The early movement of wheat may
have a depressing influence at the
beginning, and if it does there may be
good opportunities for the scalpers to
“catch a turn” in the market by buying a
little of the far-off options on the first
weak place in the market. It hashardly
ever failed to cause a small downwaed
turn, to be followed immediately by a
good-sized bull movement, because the
crop had been oversold " and too well dis-
counted before it began to be cut down
ready for the threshing machines.

Nearly everybody is shorta little in
wheat, and thoroughly impressed with
the idea that it will go below 70 cents
when the new wheat hegins to arrive;
and as soon as this movement does start
in they are all very likely to try to cover
up at once,causing a good, fair-sized rally,
after which the market will go possibly
lower than 70 cents. @

The news from the Ul)itqd Kingdom
and Continent regarding their crops are
all that could be desired. They indicate
large and full crops of wheat,almost with-
out any exception.

The exports of wheat and wheat-flour
from the Atlantic ports, from the com-
mencement of the crop year, July 1, 1888,
to date, have been 47,076,477 bushels,
against 93,098,565 bushels for the same
time out of the 1887-8 crop, and 112,551,
000 bushels out of the 1886-7 crop for the
same period. Thus it will be seen that
our export trade has fallen oft steadily
since 1886, The receipts of wheat at St.
Louis, Toledo, Detroit, Kansas City and
Cincinnati (the winter wheat points)
since July 1, 1888, have been 29,296,700
bushels, against 29,296,900 bushels the
previous year; which shows that either
the winter wheat crop was no more short
than two years ago, or that the good
prices brought out all there was in the
first hands. ! )

The spring wheat receipts at the prin-
cipal points which includes Chicage, Min-
neapolis, Milwaukee and Duluth, have
been up to date 60,378.000 bushels, against
81,112.000 bushels the year before, which
makes the total receipts of both winter
and spring wheat less than 21,000,000
bushels smaller than the previous crop
year, while the exports have declined
over this shrinkage in arrivals. The
prices of wheat in this country after
August will depend upon the demand
from abroad. 1f our crop is as large as
everything now indicates, and the ex-

rters fail to take large quantities im-
mediately after our harvest, we may see
lower prices than those which followed
the June corner of two years ago. The
stocks in store abroad, however, are quite
small, comparatively, and they will most
likely fill up their houses from the first
clieap wheat they can secure, :;nd we
will have a good active market. with live-
ly finctations, and a good trade.

Ifeartbroken Survivors Thank Ged
Things are No Worse,

Jonxsrowy, Pa., June 9.—The remnants
of half a dozen large and prospesous con-
gregations gathered around the heaps of
ruins in various parts of the devastated
district today and worshipped as best
they might.

The Good Work Being Done by Women
in Caring for Children.

Jonxsrowx, Pa., June 9. Miss Walk
and Miss Ely af the North Home for
Friendless Children returned to Phila-
delphia yesterday and took with them
the Hoffman family of nine children.
These little ones were found in an utter-
ly destitute condition, as both of the par-
ents and the oldest sister were drowned
in the flood. The ladies will return to
assist in the work of aiding children who
have lost all.

Miss B. W. Hinckley, head of the
Children’s Aid Society of Philadelphia,
has headquarters near the 4th- ward
morgue, and is one of the busiest young
women in the valley. The number of
applications for children far exceeds the
number of children thus far provided
for. Miss Hinckley says the object of
her society is to unite parents and chil-
dren rather than send them away from
Jobnstown, although the little ones will
be provided for if the parcnts are not
found. There are plenty ! Johastown
people who will adopt these children and
bring them up as citizens of Johnstown,
instead of sending them to asylums
where they will become state paupers.
Miss Hinckley cannot give an
estimate of the number of children re-
stored to their parents, but it is very
large. Miss Maggie Brooks is the only
resident member of this aid society who
was not drowned.
